P.'The British Parlioment as a House
of Legislation has ahsolutely brok-
down, he said, The Irish repre-
pentation, by keeping-away from
fEnglish partics altogethér, would
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hasten the desired end. Mr, Red-
mond concluded:

Ludies and gentlemen, Ireland ig
a poor country, poor for inany
years, but solcly for the want of
sclf-government. There is no race
that cun Jook back with more pride
on their past history than the Irish
people, (Cheers.) We are one of the
most ancient peoples in the world.
It is a mere statement of historical
fuct to say that when Great Brit-
ain was still steeped in tarbarism,
Ircland was an enlightened country
spreading religion and learning all
over the known world. (Cheers.)
No man will say that such o raceis
eficte, Why, the history of the Brit-
ish Empire gives the lic te such a
astatement.  Ail over her colonies
all over the world the Irish race
has furnished the bravest soldiers
and the most brilliant  statesmen.
(Cheers.) All we ask for this race
is fair play; its aspirations are stif-
led by England, its sons sud
daugliters have to flee to other
fands. All we ask is a frec atmos-
phiere. Give us frec scope to thrive.
{Cheers.) Sometimes we are told
that we are hot-headed and violent.
Who is. to blame for this? What-is
it that makes a people steady and
sober?  Responsibnlity.  (Cheers.)
That is the whole story. Wherever
responsibility is placed upon 1men,
there comes upon its trail steadi-
niess and thought, We are conviuced
that all that is necessary to turn
Irelard into a smiling land is to
give the people the responsibility
of onducting their own affairs.
(Cheers.) We arc often taunted
with being wild and irresponsible,
The fault is not with ws. Wherever
the men of the Jrish race have

gotie, we have shown, all over -the

wotld that our race had capabili-
bilities inferior to noné. Why

.should- that one little island in the
spot.on earth

‘West be the only
where we cannot assutne our share
of responsibility in our own home?

Let me give you one example of
the way our laws are made. There
‘is a rulgr in our country a young
Englislunan, who has, it is true,
some Irish blood in his veins, hut
who, by birth, tastes and training

is an Englishman. He may, in all |

his life, have spent a monthin Ire-
land before he was sent there to
govern us. Now the great problem
in Ireland, as you know, and as
this young gentleman himself stat-
ed in the House of Comumons, is
the absolute necessity of finding
some scttlement of the land ques-
tiott. 1 met this young gentlemar
m the city of Dublin a short tiwme
agro, and in conversation referred to
the subject., I asked him whether
he had sought any =«dvice on thc
subject, and he replied: “Oh, yes; 1

have had tiyo clerks seut over from
the "British Treasuxv and they arc
drafting the bill.* I said: “Mr,
Wyndhamwm, .as you know, I have the
honor of beinyg the chairman of the
Nationalist party, represented by
eighty ‘members; do you not think
it would be wise to let nic or snmne
of iy colleagues give you the heune-
fit of our advice on.this'very im-
portant.matter?” He refused to en-
tertain the idea, and said such a
thing was usheard of. Yes, such a
thing is unbeard of in any free
country, but this is a sample of the
way Ircland is governed. No man
who is Tespousible to the people of
Izeland is cousulted, but a young
Englishman, who has hardly cver
seen the country, and two clerks
froms the British Treasury, rule the
country. I ask all liberly loving
people, would you stand that?
Would you in Canada herce stand
that? (No! Nol) No, not for twen~
ty-four lours. Well, we are fighting
against it there. Such a position
is intolerable. We arc fighting
against it, and we make an appeal
to the people of our own race in ail
whom  or
whose fathers have been forced
there by bad laws, and we appeal
to all liberty loving people, whe-
ther of English or French or other
origi to five us their sy mpathy.
It will, T believe, be more powerful
in the-ruling of the world than ar-

tnieg or uavics,

Paul's exhortation, “State in fide,
viriliter agite,” etc., addressed to
the Corinthians, delivered a power-
ful inaugural discourse. He show-
cd the neccssiti of Catholic teach-
ing in an age when society was the
prey of a malignant fever, threat-
ening it with death, and when
France had thrown over the tra-
ditions whick made for her strength
and had fallen into scepticism, in-
credulit~ and pleasures.

This is to be an asylum of
solace for the literary men  who
cannot pet into the real Academy
on the Quay, which has so often
beent closed against the best writ-
crs of the country Mr, Huysmans
is living in the Rue Monsieur, near
a chapel of Benedictine Nuns, where
he hears Mass. The writer is  still
busy in his new semi-relicious nov-
el, to be called the “Oblat.’ He
says that Liguet, where he found
the “hospital of his soul,” has no
lfonger.any charms for him, as the
mmonks were hunted away to Eng-
land.and Spaln from “inhospitable
France," M. Huysmans talks of the
people arcund the former monas-
tery a.

Of course thay
met with sonie who wele narscw-
minded cnough to have strange
ideas of the doings of the Catholic
Church, but even these people,
when they came to rith shoulders
with their Roman Catholic hreth-
ren, soon began to find they were
wrong in their ideas, and the ab-
surdities  which pervaded  their
minds soon disappeared.”There were
a few others, however, who were
very bitter toward their Catholic
citizens, and were se without cause
or reason. For such they would
pray, and  would carnestly hope
that some day even these people
would become %icnds of the Catho-
lic Church.

If they looked at the United
States they would sce that great
nation  plunged into mourtng
through the work of an assassin.
They in Australia owed much to
the United States, and the wave
of sympathy which had gone out
stiowed clearly that they were
bound to the American people in a
bond of truc sympathy. The Aus-
tralians to-day were it every sense
of the word a genvine republic, He
did not specak thus as a rchel, Far
from it., Hec spoke from a com-
mon-sense point of view. He repeat-
ed they were in cvery setise g te-
public. Their only difference  from
America was that, they had a per
manent head, while in the United
States the head was clected and
came ifto power every four years.

On the other hand, our political
partics succeeded each other ac-
cocding to the numerical strength
of the party, while the sovereipr
head remaits the same.  Thus in
Austealia they had all the liber-
tics and  freedom  that a republic
could enjoy. In the young days, or
heginaing, instead of that lberty
and freedom, they werc controlleil
by a most despotic authority, wuut
now there was cvery freedom of a
republic.  How did that change
come to pass? It was thiough
the common-sense of the political
leaders of England. They saw that
with the growth of these colonies
separation would cnsue unless +%_
changed the policy, a policy whic
the leaders of England recognized
had forced the United States to
sever her conncction with the home
governtnent, If the same treat-
ment were extended to Australia
for: one month which guided the
hotne governmient with regard, to
the United States of America,
then Australia would bhe an  inde-
peident nation within one monti— |
and in severing herself under such
conditions she would have his (the
Cardinal's) fullest blessing.

Regarding the proposed change in
the Coronation Oath, the Catholics
of Australin hal sent a strong
amemor‘al, for dispatch ©f which
document they were greatly in-
debted to  Mr. Barton and the
members of the Commonwe.

Under the heading “In hoc signo
vinees,® The Union and “Times,
cdited by Father Cronin, publishes
the fol?owing remarkable appre-
ciation of President Roosevelt;

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CATHOLICISM AND THE RO-

MANCERS.

It is a temarkable fact that an
increasmng number of the modern
novelists are breahing new ground
within the jurisdiction of the Cath-
olic religion. This  week several
sew novels come to us for review,

- adding further proof of this liter-

ary departure, which is not, tak-
ing it all and all, a subject for
congratulation. Maurice Hew-
lett, whose  “Richard Yea-and
Nay"” made a sensation for vivid
word coloriyg in the polychromatic
style, is cven more decidedly star-
ting in his “New Canterbury
Tales.”* (The Copp Clark Co.) What
with Iatin quotations from the
Mass and the ancient hymns of the
Church, he in a manuer seems to
augment the strange strength  of
his vocabulaty, alrcady bordering
too closely upon blusphemy. No
one can read this author without
admitting his unusual powers of
‘narrative and his genius as an im-
pressionist  int fierce and various
hues, Few of 'us after readine him
wmay say that we kiuow the Eng-
lsh language as-he re-Saxonizes it.
But when the Latin of the Church
is worked without any apparent
plan into-the Saxon of the textuze,
the pattern becomes extraordinari-
1y comiplex. What, for instance, is
an ordinary Protestant likely to
make out of a sentence like this:
«The fact was as plain as ‘In prin-
cipio erat verbum?® ¥ .

But it is not to our purpose to
criticizé  Mr. Hewlett's literery
gifts. Some of the present stories
amtst be positively repulsive to the
‘Catholic reader. Broadly spéaking
‘his philosophy is natire as against
«wivilization, This attitude casts up-
on him the necessity of proving’
humah passios.and- wild rémantic
Jouth, the-only things in L.e worth
living for. ‘Tt is an sudacious a.t
that he brings to his task. In the
telling of stories that as often as
not profess to describt ‘heroic vig-
tues and miraculous innocence he
js constantly involved in para-
doxes, If the art of the writer were
not s0 masterful, he.might be de-
signated a caricaturist. But in lis
case the word would:have an inapt
ineaning. He-s fiot a mere scoffer,
when writing the lives of saints
who are but grotesque monstrosi-
ijes of saintliness. St. Gervase con-
verts the wlole of Jewry by sing-
ing hymmus in Latin, not one word
of ‘Which he understands. Another
“hermit, St. Vigilas, 15 all his life
teasing himself, not being teased,
with.evil thoughts. Innocence is al-
ways described in sensuous lascivi-
ous phrases: A few years ago wien
young women read-the love ‘ories
of .the “Duchess," their mothers of-

*ten frared they were wasting their

timerin dangetrous amusctent, Bat
the “Duchess’ wes @ devotional
writer cofpared with the novelists
of the present hour. Yet these are
the volumes the young supply
themselves with  irom the book-
stalls and the nublic libraries. They
are the books about which the
.most laudatory crititisms appear
in the press. It requires Catholic
patents to have an, intelligent
‘knowleige of their relicion, if they
would iully apprchend the danges
to faith and morals abounding i
such fiction. It hehooves them to
have some knowledee, too, of the
current fiction to guard their homes
against the irruption of such read-
dng.

- «The Right of Way," by, Gilbert
Parker (The Copp Clark Co.Ltd.,
’i‘qiouto,) treats the Catholic re-
ligion alter a.differcnt fashion. In
this authox there Is no disposition
to appear disrespectful towards or
.unappreciative. of .religion. But the
story- takes its course-ic that di-
rection. Any Catholic will'feel that
theére is, at the least, a vomplete
absence of the true-Catholic atmos-
phere. This, of course, from the
point of view of the-arcint 10-
auatce reader, myy uot’ be a defect;

More natural pictures are arawn
of the Cure whose innocence is like
that * of a child, and
the Seigneur, who is a
man of finc honor. But these are
only concerned with the fringe of
the plot. The trinmph, it would
sectn, of the modern novelist is to
draw comparisons between young
women who are beautiful and not
too mindful of their virtue once
they have fallen in “love,” so-call-
ed, and wotnen who arc also beau
tiful but unsvmpathetic or pious.
The comparison, it nced not he
added is. invariably and emphati-
cally unfavorable to the latter
class, Mr, Parker lavishes all :his
appreciation on this French-Cana-
dian “devout Catholic,”” making
her hehave in very un-Catholic and
unmaidenly ways indeed, while his
lawful. wife, Kathlcen Wantage (no
relation of Richard Croket's, by the
way), is selfish, unemotional and
altogether to be pitied. Fiction of
this kind, spun with art and abun-
dance of action introduced to ex-
cite end-hold the imagination. is
certain to powerfully influence the
minds of young people. But its in-
fluence is most unhealthy and the
lingering effect is far from good.
Critme, -adventure and sensual pas-
sion are too muck the burden
of the average novel of the day to
lend distinction, originality or na-
tive intercst to a story of French-
Canada, that would be as much a
story of London or Paris, if other
geographical names had been chos-
e,

In this story the Curcis deceived
at the de~thbed of the hero, who
dies with a foppish phrase of his
agnostic life upon his lips, which
the pricst imagines to be a wish to
cnter the Church.

THE IRISIL ENVOYS IN CAN-
ADA.

Owin; to the unexpectedly early
meeting of the Imperial Parlia-
ment and to  the pressure of en-
gagements previously made in the
United States, Mr. Johtt F. Red-
mond, M. I'., chairman of the Irish
Parliamentary party, and his col-
leagues have found diemselves un-
able to speak at more than two
Canadian points. Moutreal and Ot-
tawa were well chosen, since those
cities are respectively the centres
of commercial and legislative ira-
portance In both places the 1e-
ceptions accorded to the represent-
atives of the Irish nation were
worthy in the highest degree of
the historic sympathy of Canada
with the cause of Home Rule, Tlic
Ottawa demnonstration was especi-
ally noteworthy in respect to  the
meeting there between Mr. Red-
mond and Sir Willrid Laurier, giv-
ing renewed proof to the people of
the whole cmpire that the Irish
constitutional agitation to-day
aims, as it always has aimed, at
the surest improvement possible in
the affairs of Great Britain, The
leading statesman of Greater Brit-
ain, is still the coufident advocate
of local autonomy for Ireland, to
remove the sorest causc of friction
between British parties at home
and dry up the principal source of
il-fecling against England in the
United States. Of course we do Sir
Wilfrid Laurier the justice of say-
ing also that he advocates Home
Rule as an issuc singly heneficial
and absolutely nccessary to  Ire-
land; but in his position it is im-
possible that he can overlook the

good results that would also accrue

to the British policy outside of Ire-
land.  Before coming to Canada,
AMr, Redmond and  his fellow-dele-
gates were most cordially reccived
by President Roosevelt at  Wash-
jngton, and were invited by the
Governotr and representatives  of
the State of Massachusctts to
speak on their mission upon the
floor of the House of P.epresenta-
tives. Such strong and unlultcring
svmpathy with Ireland and her
parliamentary spokestnen has a sig-
nificance that should imipress the
intelligent people of Great Britain
and hasten the good end which Mr.
Redmond told his. friends in Mont-
real and Ottawa is ncarer than
most of us may,imagine, though we
all helieve it inevitable,

THE PROHIBITION I1SSUE.

‘The highest court of the Empire
has just decided that the Manitoba
Prohibition law, passed by Hugh
John Macdonald, is valid. This law
is the most extreme measure ever
placed upon a statute book. It is

‘what the Prohibitionists have al-

ways clamored for, viz, prohibi-
tion up to the hitt. A discussion
has been launched as to whether it
will be possible to enforee it in the
west, and  whether this province
will copy it into the Ontario sta-
tutes without further delay. ‘The
decision is not one for the man in
the street in Winnipeg, It is for
the Provincial Government.  The
question has been already voted on.
The Government must cither aut-
tempt to cnforce it or app-al to
the people for another verdict. We
have yet to see the day in Canada
when any  Government will colun-
tarily shorten its term of office, so
that cither honest cenforcement, or
a fast and loose administration of
the law, are th. horns of the di-
lemp . which Hugh John Macdon-
ald prepared for his successor in
office. The latter manner of trial
of such prohibition as confronts
Manitoba would be an cvil heyond
estimation. The people themselves
ordered their hed, and they should
be made to sleep in it. But not to
b strapped down until they be-
come hed-ridden. Iet the Govern-
ment say they will make the per-

fod of:enforcement two years and
pledge ourselves to appeal to the
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people at tho end of that tinie.
That is the only clear way out of
the difficultv in which the Western
Province stands. Ontarlo lias  had
more than cuonsh of less striet
prohibition. The veople here ought
to know bLifore being  ordered a
stronger dose what the medicine is
like, and what its cffect upon the
social and moral life of the com-
numity.  The oaly and the mast
reasonable way of acquiring  that
hnowledee for Ontario is to let the
cast see how prohibition up to
the lt  works in the west,  On-
tario may of course at the present
moment, without furthes prehmin-
ary than the cohseut of the Legms-
lature, pass a prolbition act like
Ifugh John Macdonald's. But  no
hodv of legislators would attempt
it without first watching thr  Jm-
pending test in Manitoba, H  the
Manitoba Covernment should avoid
its responsibility, some other pol-
icy might be open for Ontario. Dut
as matters stand at present there
is no other.

TIE GALWAY ELECTION.

The clectors of the ancient  bor-
ough of Galway, Ireland, have
elected to the Imperial Parliament
newspaper  corre-
sponident, Col. Lynch, who is said
to have fought on the Boer side in
South Africa.  This acion is re-
presented i the cable  despatches
as the most dehberate insult which
Ireland could offer to the DBritish
people.  But in actual truth it s
nothing of the kind. Galway had
been represented in Parliament by
a ponular Galway man, Mr. Mor-
ris, who though a Unionist, had
many family tes in his fa'or. To
defy the Irish party the Govern-
tnent put up one of its own mem-
bers, Mr. Plunkett, who though an
Irishman had no more claim upon
Galway than Mr. Chamberlain, if
lie contested the seat, It was the
most extreme action the Govern-
ment  «ould have taken and the
Irish party met it with a counter
catreme stroke.

Consecration of Bishop Conaty.

Balthmore, Nov, 25.—~0uu heauti-
ful act of fillal devotion performed
yesterday by Bishop Conaly as he
stepped from without the altar rail
at the Cathedral to yive his first
cpiscopal blessing to  the assem-
bled congregation, not only gave an
additional interest  to  the ceres
mony, Imt proved the high charnc-
ter of the man, as well as the great
humanity of the Catholie religion.
Standing on the north side of the
central aisle, as the Bishop stepped
from the sancthary, was Mr, Pate
rick Conaty, of Fauntes, Mass., the
aged father of the new preiate, ac-
companied bv  his  three  sons,
Frank, Joseph and Michael Cona-
ty. As Bishop Conaty came down
the steps hie recognized his Feloved
}mrcm and his cyes shonw with al-
ection and happiness. e stopped
as b cante in fiopt of his father,
and, with a gestdre of happiness,
extended  his  right  hand, upon
whicl: shone the episcopal ring just
bestowed upon him.  Mr. Conaty,
Ius eves sufiused with tears, stoop-
ed and kissed the ring, while the
Bishop whispered a benediction up-
on him,

The incident was observed by
many, but few, possibly, knew the
identitv of the elderly gentleman
who was su marhedly honored.

The consecration of Dr. Conaty
was, as predicted, one of the most
impressive cercutonies  cver held
i the historic  Cathedral, which
has been made notable by so many
cvents connected with the Catholic
Church in the United States.

The scene was impressive as the
procession  passed up the central
aisle, .

The leading prelates of the church
who were in the procession, which
casily included over 500 ccclesias-
tics and attendaats, attracted at-
tention from the great asscmmblage
as they walked along. Prominent
was Archbishop Ireland, the sclhol-
arly Dr. Corrigan, of New York, a
type of the clerical student; Dr.
Keane, former rector of the Catho-
e Universtty; Dr. Ryan, of Phila-
delphia; the vencrable Archbishop
Wiitiams, of Boston, the seuior
hierarch of the American Church in
years; the equauy vencrable Mon-
signor Elder, ol Cincinnati, and the
learned and eloquent Dr. Kain, of
St. Louss.  These  Jdistinguished
prelates, in conjunction with the
eminent  Cardinal  Archbishop of
Baltimore, mett who have written
consuderable of the history of the
Catholic Church in the past gener-
etion, and who are the virtual di-
rectors  of the great universit
whose rector was to he honored,
were the ohserved of a'l observers,

Three bishops officiated — otie as
consecrator and the other two as
assistant consccrators. This was
in accordance with the ancient can-
ons and the general practice of the
church. Cardinal Gibbons, who s
the chancellor of the Catholic Uni-
versity, was the consecrator and
also the celebrant of the Mass. The
assistant consccrators were Bishop
C. P. Macs of Covington, Ky., sec-
retary oi the board of trustees of
the university, and Biskop Thomas
D. Beaven, of Springfield, Mass,
to whose diocese Dr, Conaty was
attached for 30 years. The deacons
of honor were Monsignor Thomas
Criffin, of Worcester, Mass., and
Rev. Dr. Thomas Magrenms, of Bos-
ton, and the deacons of the Mass
were Monsisnor James Lynch, of
Utica, N. Y., as deacon, and Rev
Dr. P. B. Phelan, of flolyoke,
Mass.. as.subdeacon. The deacons
were sclected by Dr. Conaty from
among his old friends in the North
and Iast.

The sertnon delivered by Rev. Dr
Thomas J. Shahan, prolessor of
history at thc Catholic University,
was a masterful oratoilcal effort.

“luke Delmege,” the second
story of priestly life from the pen
of the Rev, P. A. Sheehan, is ap-
_proaching its last chapter in The
‘American  Feclesiastical Review;
and already comparisons arc mak-
ing between it and its ever popu-
Jar predecessor My New Curate.”
Shall “Iuke Delmege' attain an
equal popularity? 1t is rash to
Lazard a prediction; yet, in many
respects it is the stronger book.
Tnstead of the pastoral charm of
“My New Curate,! as naive as
that of Millet's “Angelus,” it has
much of the turmoil and the tra-
gedy of city life, and its hero is a
far more complex character than
dear old '*Daddy Dan,” or young
Father Letheby., It has not a love
episode to give the dearest human
interest, as *My New Curate' hed,
though the heroine, Barbara Wil-
son, is of a grander spitltual type
than Britta, or even — though we
remember the warning against
comparisons among the holy — the
saintly sufferer, Alice., ,

But “Iuke Delmege” is sombre
where “My New Curate” is sunny;
though the former has several dra-
matic incidents unmatched in force
of eloquent narration by aught
that we recall in the latter, like
the appended  description of the
eviction of the Delmeges from the
old homestead at Lisnalee.

T,uke and Father Martin begged
leave of the resident magistrate to
approach the house and give such
consolation as they might to the
poor inmates.
