Qaribaldi and his banditts . they g)ught
for their God and country against
vobols and revolutionists  So tho pro
tonce that lendiug mombers of the
Italian colony in Moutrenl (Tho llum
borto Soawety, I suppose) are grontly
incenzed over the Ganeral’s speech is
simplo nonsense. In 1800 thoe flowor
of the Fronch, Dutch, Belgun, Epg-
lish, Swigs and Roman youth made it
o point of hionor to swell the ranks of
tho Papal Zowaves. The high tone
the illustrious names of many of these
now Crusaders aud the admirable dis.
ciplino which provailed amoung them
won for them tho respect of all —Siy
nor Soldato was the title given these
brave and gelf-sacrificing youth with
whom thoe Canadiuns mught well be
proud to join.

Charge with the
bayonet and remember the Trench
army is looking on.” The Zouaves
shouting ** Vive Pio Nono sprang
forward with their leader. Tbe Gan-
baldians were dislodg.d from the first
and second hills, aud would have been
been utterly routed but for therr
formidable rntrenchments.

Ganbaldi was posted in a villa on
the summit of a lull whence ho direc-
ted his fire without being exposed to
personal danger. His position was
indead strong. ** Forward, Zouaves,”
oried their leader, “or I shall die
without you.” As be spoke his Lorse
was killed with a ball.
Zouaves scaled the walls and ravines
without heeding those who fell.  Gar:-
baldi was alarmed, aud retreated to

the castle of Montano. The Zouaves I

followed in the face of a deadly fire,

and finaliy repelled by bayonet charge |
the attack of the enemy. The French |

soldiers, hitherto inactive, aprang for-
ward in their turn at a sign 1.om their
leadetr. Tho sudden, and hitherto un
known firer of *“ chasse puts ™ carried
death and terror withun the precinots
of the castle. The Garibaldians al
ready much demoralized were {hrown
into utter confusion. Night, favouring
their flight, changed 1t to a rout.
Garibaldi, no longer shouting ** Rame
or death !” stole away under cover of
darkness like the meanest of the fug:-

ollowers bitterly, The Garibaldians
and other inmates of the castle gur-
rendered anconditionally.

Sitver Jubllee,

On tho 80th inst. Rov. Father
Kiloullon volobrates thie 26th anmver-
sary of his ordination to the holy
priesthood, The solemn Mass of
thanksgiving will bo offered on the
81st, the anniversury of his fiest Mass,
in 8t. James’' Church, Colgan, South
Adjula, at 1080. Rov. James Kil-
oullen was born in the County of 8ligo,
Ireland, in tho montl of Nov. 1846,
Ho was sent by his parents, whoso
highest earthly ambition was to seo
him conscorated to the sorvico of
tho altar, to the diocesan seminary
of Ballaghaderesn, Co. d¥uyo, to
study olassios, After going through
the ordinary curriculum, proparatory
for entrance into Maynooth College,
ho emigrated to this country in 1864.
Ho was received and adopted as a
subjeot for the diocese of ‘Toronto the
same year by the late Archbishop
Lyuoch of pious memory.

He was sent by his ordinary to the
Grand Seminary of Montreal in 1865,
to propare for the priesthood by tho
study of philosophy theology and
dognatoe subjents, and was raised, us
alccady stated, to the order of priost.
hood by tho late Most Rev. Archbishop
Lynch. May R/0ih, 1860 His first
appointment was to the parish of
Brock, Oantario, where Le served as
asaistant to the late Father Brairo for
two years and five minths In Nov
1871, he was promoted to the pastor
ate of Port Colborne and Welland,
whero he hived and mimstered to the
spiritual wants of bis flock for a period
of raore than eighteen years. Port
Colborne, tuough a parish for more
thsn ton years, was still withont a
residenco where the inoumbont might
dwell, In the autumn of 1872, heo
succeeded in purchasiog iwo lots with
o brick dwelling at a cost of $2,000,
which was paid within two years,

In 1879 St. Patrick’s Church was
erected at a cost of $10.000 ‘The
church is an imposing edifice of Gothic
architesture, 40 x 70 between walls,
and for besuty of design and artistio
finish has few to surpass it in towns
of the same sizo and weaith as Port
Colborne. In the summer of 1880 an
addition was made to the presbytery
at a cost of $1,000. The Welland
Church, called the ‘¢ Church of the
Japanese Martyrs,” has had also its
due care of attention. Tn 1874 it was
supplied with 8 beautiful altar and
vestry, pamted aud frescoed at e
cost of $900. The same church was
shingled and surrounded by 8 cornice
in 1882, entailing an outlay of $366.
To sum up, it moy be stated that in

Ho has been in his prosent parish
little more than four years whora he
found o dobs of $0224, on tho now
Church of 8t. James', nud a debt on
8t. Francis’ of $1,084. By the gon-
orous aid of his parishionors hore hio
has succeeded in reducing 8t. James'
debt to $1,800, and St. Francis' debt
has dwindled down to $200. DBesides
Bt. Mary's now Chuch of Achil lias
been built at a coat of §.5,000, of which
sum thoro hangs still a dabt of $2,000.

Death of Mr. eorgo Taylor.

The ilag of tho York Pioncers huni; at
half.mass over 8t. Lawrenco Hall on Friday
and Saturday as & matk of respect to the
mowmory of ono of tho oldest members of
that body—Mr. Goorge Taylor of Todmor.
den--who had, after a long and salafal ill-
neas, passod, lot us hopo, to a bettor world
on the morning of Thursday, May 17th,
Tho doosase:d was ono of thees brothers—-
Mesare, Juhn, Tnomas and Georgo Taylor—
whoso nawmes for more than a generation
had boon prominently identified with the
commorcial {utorosts of Toronto, aud {n a
special mavner with the dovelopment and
growthof the important industries created by
them in tho now fruitful valloy of tho Don;
and with him disappeass ths Iaat of the
founders of thae original acttlonteat destined
ons day to Lo at ouco the richost and mast
plotaresquo of our suburbas.

Mr, Taylor was boin in Staffurahirs, Eog-
fand, in 1812; and the family, a fow years
subsejuently, emigrated to the United
States, whero thoy reslded for some time,
In 1526 thoy came to Cannda, sottliog in
tho township of Vaughan, County of York,
and in 1835 removed to the locality which
beara their name as its carliest plouecers,
whose cnterpriss and porsoveranca wrested
it from the wilderncss and gave it to bloom
aod verdute. The Taylor Brothers ercotnd
tho Grat paper milt i this section of -the
cotatry, to which they added saw and gelat
milly, and guickly covered Don valloy with
ovidencus of prospority—the reeult of their
public spirit, their broad liberalliy, aod their
unblomished roputativn as mon su apulous.
Iy boucst in all tho rolationy of their exten-
sive business. To these a furthor addition
has baen mado—the manafacture of brick
»0 supsiior 1n qaality and ficlsh as to have
carried off firat prize at the World's Fair,
latoly held ia Chicago.

Thu subjoect of this brief tributo beld sev-
eral offices of honor and trast. He wasat
the time of his death a director uf the-Bank
of Comnmerco, and alio of tho London aad
Ootarto Loan aud Invostment Company.
Heo shivod with the venerable Rev. Dr.
Scadding tho rezpect due the oldest gad
most bzloved of the York Pionecrs, and held
for half a century the confidencs nud eatoem
of tho community in which ho iived. Tho
Taylor Brothors—all nowgonae totheir reward
—have loft a noble aud enduringrecosd—the
record ol men who did as they would be
done by, and whoso word waa a guarantes of
good faith which nover falled or was found
waunting.

Vo tonder our sympathy to tho rolatives
of our deccazed friend, who will be miased,
oot by them alons, but by many ont.
aide the famuly cirolo privilegod with his
acquaaintance, who honored him for his frank

Death of Hon, John Hearn.

Hon. Joha Hearn, died at his residencein
Quebec on tho 17th tnstant. ‘Tho deceased
was born ic Waterford, Ireland, {n January,
1827. His mother was a cousin of tho Right
Rov. Dr. Power, Bishop of \Vaterford aud
Lismore, Ho was oducated at Mcagher's
Academy, whero ho was 8 school-mato of the
Tate General Taomas Francis Moagher, of ths
Unitod States army, and by private tuition
at Qucbeo, after sottling there in 1842, Ho
was marriod in 1840 to Mary, daughter of
John Doran, J. P, of Quobec. Hemadoa
foctune for himaelf by speculating in real
estate.  For nigh forty years ho wassamem
ber of tho Qaebzo Corporation, and was by
all odds the senifor membor of that body,
haviog filled tho position of chairman of
nearly all its standing and special commit-
toos. Ho was first roturned to the Logislativo
Asrombly for Quebec West st tho general
elections in 1867, which scat he represented
until 1677, when ho wasappoioted Legulative
Council for tho district of Stadaconz. When
tho Hop. Thomss McGrooevy loat his scat in
the Federal Parliament in Jannary, 1892,
Mr. Hearn was clected to succeed bim {or
Quebeo West. Deceased, uotwithstanding
his severe illoess, assertod his characteristio
pluck, and camo to Ottawa twice during the
prezont scasion.

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MNONSIGNOR KNEIPI.

A tiescription of Things at Woerlihofen.

Woerishofon, the now famous Ba.
varisn village, swas almost unknown
ten years ago, but the translations of
the works of Cure, Dr. Kneipp, and
his wonderful cures, have brought its
numo into prominence. Thousanda
of invalide now flock to Woerishiofon
to bo cured by tho doctor-priest. This
year, ncconlimi to the offlcial figures
of tho Koeipp Vorem, fifteen thousand
porscns visited the placo for treatmant.
They came from alinost all countrics,
ropresonting all  classes, from tho
Arohbishiop of Praguo and tho great-
banker, Rothsclild, of Vienna, to the
humble pricst and common workmen,
and from princesses, daughtors of Don
Carlos, down to peasant girls. And
thoy nll go barefooted! Even tho
Asinstio, in his national costume, can
be seon in this villago.

But lot us go into the consultation
room. It is a rathor small whito-
washed apartinent, without furniture
other than a long table at which doe-
tors and scientilic mon aro seated, In
the centro sits the Abbo Kneipp. At
first sight his rustic appenrance is
somewhat surprising. o still looke
like an old weaver in the garb of a
pricst.  His features are strongly ao-
contusted. LEnormouns bushy black
eycvrows add to the austerity of their
expression. But his eye, singularly
soft, becomes at times wonderfully
penotrating.  Ho smokes an enormous
cigar, and nibblea fruit while his pa-
tients one by one file before him. The
consultation is never long. The pa.
tient in a few words tells his trouble.
The Abbe looks at him, rarely exam.
ines him, In his cavernous voice he
diotates the trentinent to big secretary,
who sits by his side, and that 1s all.
Tlho whole thing lasts searcoly two
minutes. In silence the doctor listens
sud takes notes. 1t 15 actually a clinic,
aad they ave simply students of the
doctor-prieat, who astonishes them
with tho accuracy of his dingnosis.
They admire the power of his quasi-
divination and admit his profound
knowledge of the human body.

On coming out of his consultation
room wo see a number of people bare-
footed and barelegged wading about
in a stream—men with their tronsers
tucked up above their kneces priats
with their soutanes shortened, and
women contending with the difficul-
ties presented by their garnmients.
Indeed one would fancy thoy ware a
lot of big children trying to amuse
themselves, if it were not for their
serious countenances They are simply
obeying their orders, taking their
* walk in thy water.’

The spectacle presented in the ex
ercising room is still more comical.
In one large room & crowd of patients
go through the wildest manwuvres
and contortions, accompanied by the
strangest gestures. Some jump,
others work their arms ; others dance.
They look like a group of dervishes or
& pack of circus performers goiug
through some extraordinary rebearsal.
In utter amazement you press your
forehead and ask yourself have you
lort yoar senses. But keep 200!, you
are simply in the presence of the
Knoeippists at exercise. At the close
of it they become once more like the
ordwary individuale, evrept they are
always barefooted.

You must not be astonished if, on
going into the dining-room of & hotel,
you find the greator portion of the
people at the table witk bare legs and
bare feet. During the ficst few days
of my vimt to Woerishofen 1 wes
hypnotized by ull the bare feet. There
were big feet, fat fect, short feet, long
feet and tlun feet; and, moreover,
they were all colors, for at tho end of
& certain time the sun and the water
get in their rainbow fine work. It 1y
enough to give one the mghtmare.
Each puir of feet has its particular
characteristic. I never imagined that

feot could toll so many things. I ro-
membor gecing at A concort one oven-
ing a violinist in faultlces full dress,
with the oxcoption of ehoes and
stoakings ; but thoro was no room for
nslonislinent, because in thoe front
row of sents tho Cardinal Arohbishop
of I'raguo and two princesses, the
daughters of Don Carlos, all bare-
footed.

But a subjeot of porpotual ama:e-
mont at Woerighofen is the number of
strange costumes that aro to bo scen
thore. Lur oxample, I gazed at a
young evclesinstic with a white lawn
tennis cap on tho sido of his head and
a light overcoal over his soutane.
He was calmly smoking hia cigarette,
1 also saw a littlo fat man, wearing
an cnorinous sombrero that ssomed to
cover him completely and mado him
look nt o distonce like o gigantic walk-
ing mushroom. Un drawing nearor [
digcovered that tlus great mushroom
possessed  enormous naked calves,
which the tails of his cont slapped as
lio walked. On inquiry I found that
he was an Awmerican, and a most
worthy gentleman, too.

At the close of tho consultation a
respoctful crowd survounds the doc-
tor and follow~ him. Women kneol
down to kiss his hends. Ho gently
brushes them aside. On looking at
tho old priest, clothed 1n his woll-worn
soutano, indifferent to all thege de-
monstrations of gratitude, one cannot
help fecling admiration and respect
for him. Ho seems to caro for nothing
except the relief ho can give to the
suffering.

But lot us follow him, He is now
going to his confereace. On a littlo
piank platform a rustic chair is placed.
Hero is where Dr. Kueipp developes
his system in lus conferences, which
are half scientific and half popular,
Even after the conference his labors
are by no means ended. The people
grab at Ilns soutane and catoh his
hauds. One wants to know some
detail in the treatment, another begs
lim to visit some sick friend. He
replies to one and follows the other,
forgetful of his sovonty-three years of
the own existoncs, and thinking only
of relieving his petients.

With the money ho received he
buiit a hospital for the poor, and his
only recreation is in the Kinder Asy,
among the poor children he gathers in
and cares for in the large building
that he has erected for them. In
this asylum I found many French
children. Indeed, there are children
there of all nationalities. The charity
of Kneipp knows no frontiers.

As for honors, the good Cure cares
little for thew. In pruof of this one
examplg is sufficient. When he was
recently appointed Chamberlain of the
Pops, he did not even open the enve-
lope that contained the document
couferring the digoity upon him until
the day after he had received 1t, and
not even then until several clerical
friends who were aware of the fact
came to congratulato him. In lus
own blunt manner he asked the mean-
ing of the congratulations. Thoy
called his attention to the letter. He
took it out of his pocket, opened 1t,
read i, and tears filled s eyes. He
did not think that he was worthy of
tbe honor.

Monsignor Kneipp, 89 he is now
cailed, sull remans the humble Cure,
the former weaver. Intelligenco and
learning have simply enlarged his
great heart, and of all the impressions
that one brings back from Woerishofen,
that is the most vivid and the most
striking,—Catholic Universe.

Fatlior Yanghan®s Misston,

Rev. Father Konelm Vaughsan, of
London, England, ©ho wns a guest of
Archbishop Corrigan’s housoliold re-
contly, bolonga to one of the mest
distinguishod Catholic familios in the
United Kingdom. In a family of
oight—aix brothors and two sistera—
fivo of tho brothers are in the Church,
and tho sistors are niembers of religious
communitios,

Ono of tho brothora is his Eminenco
Herbort Vaughan, Oardinal Bishop of
Wostminaster, and Fathor Vaugban
was for a long time tho privato socro-
tary of tho late Cardinal Manning.
Ags a priest and writer on Catholic
subjoots, Father Vaughan is known on
both eides of tho Atlantic. llo was
for an oxtended period a missionary in
Moxico, and onco made a journey on
foot which took bhim through Moxico,
Ooatral Amorics, and into South Am-
orica as far as Montovideo.

His special mission in this city is to
ostablish a brauch of the Archconfra-
ternity of the Divino Ixpiation at the
Cathedral, a roligious socioty which he
founded in London six yoars ago, and
of which ho is thehead. Hoginning as
a confraternity, it soon became widely
known in Europe, and, to some extent,
in this country.

THE RELIGION OF SENECA.

Dr. 8t. George Mivart, F.R. S, is
contributing to tho Cusmopolitan o
series of articles cn ¢ God's Will and
Human Hoppiness,” in which he gives
us his thoughtsregarding the religious
teaching of Sencea:

As évery one knows, Stoicism at-
tained a wonderful success through
Soncca, whose porsonal qualities so
woll fitted him to exercise a greav
moral influence on the aristocratio
sootion of socioty. Solofty were many
of the prmciplee he advocated, so
congruous with Christianity, that it
was long belioved that ho had known
St. Paul. How far he really was,
however, from attaining the level of
Christian theology, is shown by much
of his teaching about God. For the
God of the Stoics not, like the God of
Plato and Aristotle, a principle separ-
ate from matter and outside the world,
but actually confounded with nature.
Bo long a8 he remained in the region
of lofty philosophic speculation, Seneca
expressed himself a3 a rigorous Stoic.
God was for him, *¢ that Divine force
which animates the world *—the soul
of the universe. But when not philo-
sophising, he turns to consider the
individual who suffers, and seeks to
encourage and console him ; then he
seems to feel the emptiness of such
abstraotions, and is focced to represent
(God a8 a compassionats Bemng Who
listens to the voice of Hia creatures,
pities them, und grants their prayers.

Thus it is that, in spite of other
tendencies, his writings, as & whole,
have a strongly religious oharacter.
He attributes to philosophy the task
of detaching man from the earth and
directing him toward Heaven. The
first of all virtues, he says, is for a
mean to give himself to God and re-
cognise His omnipotence. ** What
does it profit,”” he asks, * to conceal
anything from men, when God knows
everything ?"' Again and again he
incuicates submission to ths Divine
will, saying : ¢ Whatever pleases God
ought to please men.” One of his
finest maxims ig, * Live with mon as
if God saw you, and address yourself
to God as if men heard you.” Some.
times he speaks of God as ** our Ia-
ther and Creator, Who loves us with
an energetio love.” In hig forty-fivat
Epistle ho even tells us: * It is from
God that all our great and strong
resolutions havo their origin,” This,
for a pagan, is a very singulsr approxi-

mation to the Cbristian dootrine of

" grnco." Sencon is, parbaps the
on

suciont philosopher who bas
a;':o on, in oxpress terms, of ¢ tho lore
of God."

1t may bo asked : Could Christinnit,
havo beon ntore oloatly anticipated,
and might wo not in suclh a teaching
find all thot humanity requires?
Sucl, however, was the imperfostion
and inconstanoy ot the vory best of
paganism, that we find this encourag.
er of prayor and castigator of tho
Epioureans also affirming that tho
wigo tan is the associnto of tho gods,
and ought not to bo their suppliant or
fear thom. Ho is no leas inconsistent
ns rogards naturo and the destiny of
the soul., Tha Stoics taught that in
man there wore not two principles,
but one only. Yot Seneca often
spenks a9 if thore was o sort of autag-
onism boetween tho soul and the body,
tho latter being o sort of prison whoro-
by the former ie drawn down toward
the earth. Sometimes ho affirms and
sometimes he denies a futuro life.
Thus to one Marcis, who had lost Lier
infant son, ho first addresses tho
strange consolation, * ono cannot be
unhappy when one is nothing, and
then adds that her boy will take his
placo in Heaven with the Catos and
the Scipios, As ho grow older bis
bolief becamo more assured. Thus,
in his 102nd Epistle ho says : * This
day, which you dread as tho lust of
your lifo, is the first of your eternal
existence . . . what will not be

our admiration when the Divine
ight shall manifest itself to you ¢
His charity was very Christian,
Everywhero ho recommends liberality
and good works. IIe says we must
succour thie shipwrecked, guide the
poor wanderer on his way, sharo our
bread with the hungry, . . . re
storo the lost son to his mother,
redeem the slave and tho gladiator,
and bury tho dead, evon though thoy
be oriminals. It is his especial honor
to have proolaimed tho sacrednoss of
buman life, and to bave espeoially
insisted on the rights of slaves. *All
aro formed of the same eloments, we
have all the same origin.”

Yot his was not a religious spirit.
He made war not only on beliefs and
customs newly introduced from the
East, but on the traditional Roman
ones also. He may be said, indeed,
to have distantly approached Chris-
tianity on its moral side, and yet
never to have beeu in real harmony of
spirit with it as a whole. The philo-
sophio movement was far from coming
to an cnd with Seneca, or even with
the philosophic Emperor, Marcus
Aurclius ; and it helped on the cause
of moral and social reform. while it
was also more and more drawn to-
wards celigion and accommodsated it-
self to superstition. But philosophy
and paganism combined couvld never
have renewed the world. The doc-
tine of the Btoics was only stable in
appearance. Its professors did not
agreo either about the immorality of
the scul or the nature of God. For
some of them, God was ** ether ” ; for
otherg, * the Sun’; for yet others,
“ihe Bun"; and g0 on. It was a
Pantheism which managed to accept
the legends of a polytheistic religion
by regarding the Divinity as urivers.

The Provincial Elections.

As was briefly announced in last
week's issuo the elections for Ontariv
tako place on June 26th. We would
fain look calmly en while the partics
wero fighting over questions pure
ly ecconomical, or at least of such
a character that o religious jourral
would not feel obliged tc take sides.
Such is not our good fortune. Duty
calls. More sirictly speaking, we are
driven to it, The insolent policy
that threatens our schools has driven
us to it. The unprincipled appeal to
bigotry and the still more unprincipled
attompt to keep our people from ali
offices and representation, are rensons
why we and every other Catholic in
the land should make our voice heard
n the silent yet powerful ballot which,
ag citizens, it i3 our right tv use.
Thas rightsometimes becomesa duty—
a duty which we may owe no less to
the sacred cause of our faith than we
do to our country. We cannot stard
1dly by and see this Province given up
to the desolating ravages of bigots
who hate what wa bold dear, and who
1nsult what we love most. Thatis the
duty we owe our country. e cannot
band over the grave mterests of our
co-religionists to a party whose avowed
policy 18, in matters of education, to
render our schools unworkable, and
de-Catholize them so that they will be
merely Separate inname, To prevent
this disaster is a duty we owe our
conscience. This is the twofold duty
whioh the Catholics of Ontario are
called upon to fulfil four weeks from
next Tucslay. We have no doubt
that they wil! doit. It did not need
quite so much force as Mr. Meredith
employed lsst session, nor quite 80
much talk about uftices on the part of
Dr. Ryerson, or threats aganst our
hospitals, to crystalhize the Catholic
vote of this Province. The peace.
threatening organization of the P.P.A.
spread by such election agents as
Margaret L. was not at all necessary
to make Catholics know their friends
and foes. We are not so dull of com-
prehension. Mr. Meredith's policy
for a lung time hss Leen the policy of
strifo and war agamet Catholic insti-
tutions. The name of Ryerson, with-
out wishing that the sins of one gen-
eration should be visited upon another,
is not likely to be acceptable to Catho-
lics in Ontario acquainted with the

carlior struggles for Separato Sohcols.
dAs for tho third forco at work, the
P.P.A., nothing could be more painful
to any patriot than that this Province
ghould bo overrun by an organization
whose cnd is destruction, social and
political, to a peaceful minority, whoso
mothod 18 the dark-lantern, and whosv
members aro the tools of unprincipled
doagogues. Lvery lover of justice,
liborty and right must condomn such
an element in our I'rovincial politics,
Will they oxpress that condemnation
on the twonty sixth of June? Woe
look to them to do so; for it is more
tho battle of justice-loving Protestants
than of long-suffering Catholics.

It is a bitter irony upon politics 1n
a Pro .nce like Ontario, that party
lines are drawn not upon political or
cconotnical questions so much as upon
semi-religious ones,  Still moro bitter
is the irony, that peoplo who talk so
much about fraedom of conscienco and
individual liborty, should accord so
little of 1t to thoso who, in matters of
education, are guided Ly a roligious
principle, no: temporal advantage.
Most of all do we feol tho 1rony that a
freo minority exercising 1ts freedom
should bu insulted, and charged with
giwing a solid voto when, on the other
side, we have the lodge-rcoms and
demagogues at their head,

Patching Up the Creed

Presbyterians are greatly to be pit-
tied these days. The discovery Las
just been made that the old * confes-
sion of fuith,” sanctioned ty Calvin,
is not up to date, and » special meot-
ing of the Toronio Presbytery, held
last week, discussed the advisability of
amending the creed so as to make it
congistent with the present belief of
that body. Tbis is a new Joparture
in the religious field, and, we should
faney, & very convenient one for those
tvhose consciences aro clastic snough
to permit of their adjustment to the
most convenient creed devisable,
There will no longer be any necessity
for faith among Presbyterians. As
soon ae they begin to doubt any point
in their religion they can come to-
gether, and by ballot or otherwise,
decide upon what they really do be-
lieve, and then adjust their creed 5o as
to fit their neeessity.

The principal objection to the old
Presbyterian faith is that it is now
three centuries old, aud that it 1s
impossible that the confession made
in the sixteenth century should be
identical with thet entertained in the
nineteenth century. Rev. D, J. Mac-
donnell goes even further, and says
¢« that the church at its peril puts
Calvinism in place of Jesu, Christ.”
These are objections that will ever
and always be raiged in religious
bodies whose creeds are founded on
error. The error is sure to be discov-
ered sooner or later ; and then, lacking
the infallible guide that bas kept the
Catholic Church unchanged for nearly
eighteen hundred years, they muat
resort to patch work, It is astonish-
ing that intelligent people will profess
belief in a creed that has to undergo
amendment. If it cannot stand tho
test of a fow hundred years, how can
it be a guide for eternity ?

It is instances of this character that
mzake Catholics so firm in their faith.

The Clhurch that has stood the tesy of
timo, unchanged and unchangeable,
that is tho same in nll countries and
has Leen tho sawmo 1 all ages past,
and will remain tho samo (o the end
of time, is tho ohurch in which o
Cliristian can tako a just pride and
feol that his soul 15 snfo. Theso are
attributea of the truo church, and to
the Catholio Chucch, and to it alone,
thoy bolong.

General Herbort's Speach.

The fow words nddressed by Major
Genoral Horbert to a Fronch Cavadian
batallion in Montreal have raised a
commotion all over this Province,
cquallod only by tho furoro caused
somo years ago in Quebeo by the un.
diplomatio roforencoe of Sir Edmund
Head to the Fronch Canadians a8 **an
inforior race,” Whatevor causo thio
lowor Provincials iad for resentment
at the insulting remark of Sir Edmund,
who was in dutybound to show equal
respeot to all Hur Majeaty's loyal sub-
jeats, no just foundation can bo alleged

for tho outbursts of indignation that
have found expression 1n many town

and village papers all over Ontario on
account cof the brief, patriotic specch
addresed by Geneoral Herbert to the
Montreal Militin. In order thad our
renders may have a clear perception
of our view, we subjoin the speech in
tts entiroty :

Amongst the questions asked was the fol.
lowing by Major Sam Hughes: \What words
wero used by Mojor-Gereral Herbert on the
occasion of his recent visit to Montreal in
reforonco to the pootifical Zouaves? Had
Major-General Herbert permission from or
the authority of the Honorable the Ministor
of Militis to use tho words ho did on that
ozcasfon?

Hon. Mr. Pattorsonreplied : I disclaimall
responsibility for utterances of any officials
connooted with the department over which
I have the honor to preside. Thero is no
necessity for my authority being given for
any of their uticrances, At tho vamo timoe
out of courtesy to my kon. friend, **Mr,
Hughes,” and with a dosire to gratify his
laudable thirat for knowledge, I will give
him tde exact words uscd by Msjor-Genaral
Herbert on the occavion to which he refers,
when tha Mojor-Genseeal was addressing a
French-Canadian battallion fu Montreal. I
apologize in advance for any defects in my
accent :

Ho then read in French, amid considerably
amusoment, a statement of the words used,
ot which this followlag {s a translation :

“You have amongst you soms of those
who, justly called the Ninoteonth Century
Crueaders, performed at one and tho same
time a mlllnr{ and a religious duty on tho
battlefiolds of Mentana and Mount Rotundo,
and at tho very gates of tho Eternal City.
It1s thorefore your duty to bs at the front
and to display the military qualities of your
raco and its hereditary devotion to your na.
tive land.”

One unacquainted with Canada's
Listory for the last decade would have
much difficulty in explaining how it
camo to pass that a whole neighbour-.
ing Province, in no wise interested in
Garibaldi or the Papal States, cculd
have felt aggrieved or insulted by such
harmless zemarks. Why shoald the
Ontario people complain if one or two
hundred fellow-citizens of Freunch
Canadian nationality and Catholic
instincts and chivalry volunteered to
cross tho scas and do battle for the
rights and the very life of the Father
of Christendom ? There is but one
such father in the whole world—one
Papa, or Pope, acknowledged as such
by Protestants as well as Catliolics.
The men who risked their lives in so
noble a cause had no idea of making
war upon any sovereign or people at
friendsbip with the British Empire,
as some of outr Protestant contempor-

arics maintain, They went to Italy

to aid the Pope's bhandful of
troops in ropolling tho invasion of
hordos of lawless aseassins, led on by
Garibaldi and hisanarchiat frecbootora.
Twenty years proviously tho same
motloy and undisciplined ocrowd onter-
od Rome, and, after massacring many
of its bost citizens and looting tho
churches and convents, established a
tnumvirato of anarochy and assassiua-
tion. Itroquirod o whole corps d'armes
of I'ronch Regulars, under command
of Genoral Qudinot, to dislodgo the
rehellious bordes and restore peaco by
bringing back from exilo Popo Pius
IX., who, by a miracle, had escaped
with his lifo lo Gaata.

But Napoleon I1I. woeakened in his
fidelity to tho Holy Beo, and withdrow
most ot his protecting forco. Garibuldi
tookadvantagoof Napolcon'steeachery,
and, sumnoning to his standard of
rebellion all tho unewmployed and evil-
digposed elements of discord und red
rovolution, sgain marched on Romeo
with the Satanio ories of war upon
Religion, death to the Rich, and down
forever with the Priesthood. Our
brave Canadian Zouaves volunteored
to risk fortune and life in an attompt
to save socioty in its hoad, and, as far
as in them lay, safeguard, at least for
a while, the interests of our common
Christianity. Their prowess was the
themo of universal applause with the
few romuining French troops and a
contingent of Irish volunteers they
rcated the heroes of the Red Shirt at
M.2ntapa and Urbino, and saved from
pillage and destruction the Eternal
City.

Not only Catholicism bus civilization
owes an overlasting dobt of gratitude
to the young mon whose bravery and
unselfish devotedness helped very
materially in protecting from insult
the Divinely-appointed head of Chris-
tendom while saving for posterity the
world’s grandest monumentsand libra-
ries with chefs d'auvres of genius and
treasures of art thut never could have
been ropleced.

Closing Down.

Last week there were 400 G. T. R.
amployees thrown ous of work in Brant-
ford owing to the closing down of the
company'sshopsat that place. MNearly
800 of the same compsny's employees
also lost their places in London ; and
it is stated that a number of Hamilton
foundries will be forced to shut down
owing to the G. T. R.’s refusal to
carry freight, except such as iz of a
perishable nature. In addition to the
above the Paton Wool Mills at Sher-
brooke, P.Q., closed down last week

for an indefinite period, rendoring 700
cmployers idle. That makes in all
about 1,400 men thrown out of work
last wiek alone, not counting the
numerous minor cages that have not
been reported. This is a vory hard
blow on the working classes, and looks
as though we wero going to get a taste
of the depression of which they have
bad such a feast aoross the border.

The Czavewitch is not coming to
England this year, but o preesing in-
vitation has, however, been sent to St,
Petersburg from Windsor during the
last few days, which may cause a
change in his plans. The date of tho
merriage of the Czarewitch and Prin-
cess Alix of Hesss will not be fixed for
some time to come, but the ceremony
will ceriainly not take place before
November.
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Catholios and Poiltlcs.

* Don *' dovotes nearly a column in
Naturday Night to the abovoe topio, and
slarting out with false premises, ho
makes out what appears to lum o
strong caso against what ho 1a pleased
to consder tho interferonce of the
Catholic Church 1 Pohities. He says
in tho opeung of lus article: ** Weo
aro mostly engaged in tho task of op-
quiring into tho origin of the proteo-
tive tariff, and thoso who are for or
against protection might as well be
catalogued bigots ns those who are
opposod to Separate sohools and the
dual language in the North-Vest.
Wo aro according privilegos to the
Roman Catholie Church in thia coun
try whicli are not allowed to the same
denomination in the United States,
nor aro there any circumstances v, hich
demand special privileges for any de
nomination in this country."”

In this ** Dou " is in orror, and it is
from this ho seeks to show that
tho Church is wrong in its course—
political course ho would call it. Tho
Separate School question is vastly
different from the tariff question, Tho
tariff is o puroly political question,
wholly dependent upon the policy of
tho party in power; but Soparate
Schools are a Constitutional right—
not a mere privilegu—seoured to the
Oatholics in tho Constitution of the
country. That there are no Separate
Schools in tho Uuited States is no
better argument against Separato
Schiools in Canada, than the fact that
the Americans have aun elective Presi-
dent is a reason why wo should send
Lord Aberdeen home and elect a
President in his stead.

* Don ** speaks of Cathoiics forcing
their religion into politica for the sake
of gotting a ceriain advantage. Iere
again he is wrong. Catholics did not
forco their religion into politics, nor
permit it to go into politics, nor have
anything to do with its getting into
politics, as ho callgit. On the contrary,
Catholics hnave been very unwillingly
Jorced into the political arena for the
purposo of defending a dearly cherish-
ed mght—the right to bring up their
children in the true faith, and to have
them taught in their young days that
love of rightcovsness and veneration
for the Church of God that ean not be
so well imparted in after years, and
which, if neglected in the impression-
ablo years of youth, is rarely ever
afterwards attained. It was not an
advantage they sought upon ** going
into politics,” if he will bave it so,
but the maintenance of that which is
the birth-right of every Catholio born
in the Dominion, and of which certain
bigoted politicians seek to deprive
them. It was these politicians—
McCorthy & Co.—who * forced * the
Catholics, as Catholics, into politics,
and any one as fair as ** Don '’ usually
ig, will not deny them ‘the British
right of self-defence.

« Don ” objects to the opponeunts of
Separate Schools being called bigots,
apd says that the subject should be
discussed in the same tone as the tanff,
Not ot all. The politicians who oppose
the tariff oppose it on political grounds,
but the men who attack our Separate
School system do so on religious
grounds ; and any man who tries to
rob another of a right because that

other happons to differ frotn him in

religion, is a bigot, and a bigot of the
worst type. It ig all very uico amid
gweot nand lovablo in **Dan" no doubst,
to seck thus to pour oil on the tronbled
watora, but it i3 nlso very weak, washy
and wearying ; 6nd if ho does not have
o caro ho will soon bave to go ints
politica himself, to get the * spcoisl
privilego " of beinyg allowed to inthiet
such rubbish on a tired public.

I'rotestant young men have a ro
warkable contompt fur religion in any
and overy form. Thoy laugh at
preachers, and think 1t effeminate, if
not degrading to their mankoud, to be
seen going to Church on Sunday.
« That's for old fogics and women,"
one of them said to us only a fow
weeks ago.  ** You never sec o met: of
parts going to churoh, excopt he hap-
peus to be a Papist, and then ho1s too
much afraid of the priest to remain
away."

‘I'his young man (who happons to
be a minister’s son and the brother of
a well known preacher) vuiced the
sentiments of thousands of young
Protestants of tho present, who noith-
er know, nur care to kunow, anything
about religion. They aro little better
than heathens in the practice of reli-
gion ; but when the Catholic Church
beppens to come into a controversy
they are stzunch Protestants, and
exclaim sgainst the evils of Rome.
Their whole knowledge of religion
consicts in antagonism to the Catholic
Church, which seems to be the only
lesson they learned not to forget.

Now, what we would suggest to
those zcalous missionaries who are so
much concerned over the salvation of
Catholic souls is that they bring their
work nearer home. Let them teach
their young men comuion reverence
for God, and they will be going a
long way toward saving souls that are
in real danger.

THE RULK OF YAITU.

hour. }o took as a foundation for his ro.
marke, Paul's words, ** Without faith it is
tinpossible to pleaze God * \What {s faith,
ho asked, at tho outset., It is differept from
a0 act of the intellect which forces a con-
clusion upon us. It is accepting somothing
on tho word of another, involving essontially
an element of obscurity, The testimony of
a mau, of an angel, even of God himself does
not mako one sce what isbelieved. AsPaul
has said, *‘It is tho substanco of things
hoped for the evidence of thiogs not secn.”
Why is itiinpoasible, without faith, toplease
God? Boyond God’s natural attributes
there are truths that no reason can under.
stand. As we are to share tho joy of lifo
with him ¢ is necessary that He should teh
us about these things,  Why do wobelieve *
In human faith becauss the man who tells
ue has a character for 1ategrity. ln Divine
things because it is tho viord of Gud who1s
infallible ¢rutt. How do I know what I
havo to believe? IVhat1s the rule of faith,
tho standard® Thero are two views very
distinctly acparated, Tho firat is that
overything must bo brougat to the church.
Tho sccond, that everything must bo re.
ferred to the written word of Gad. The
Saviour had with Him for three years men
whom ho instructed. MHislast words before
bla ascension were: *‘ As the Father hath
sent me, 89 I sond you. Go ye, therefore,
and teach all natione, baptizing them io tho
oamo of the Father, and of the Soo, aud of
the Holy Ghost, and lo { am with you always
even unto thio consummation of tima " They
wero to wait tho descent of tho Holy Ghost.
Tako the history of tho church from the
Acta of tho Apcstles and partly from pro
fzne history, Tho Apostlesaud thoso chosen
to assist thom did miracles in testimony
that they wero rent. It is a record that tho
shadow of Pater falling on tho sick healed
them. Peoplo had csaformed to the law
which they hsd cnuncinted to obtain
ctornal salvation. This has gouno on, down
to tho preseat time.  The pricat ascends the
pulpit and lave on the people what thoy are
to believe. If ho utters a strange doctrine,
he ia brought befure his bishop, and if con-
trary to what is handed dows, be must ro-
tract. Ho may appeal to his archbhishop,
and 80 ¢a to the Popo. If he refases to re-
tract what is pronounced wrong by the
latter, ho i3 cxcommuuicated. The worke
aod miracles of St. Francis Xavier 300 yoars
ago wore reforred to as proof of tho liviog
voico of the church being the rule of fiith,
Faith ia all agea has come by the hearing of
accrodited ambassadora. Miracles aro not

needed now. ‘Lhe church does nnt rejet
them, and they do occur at times  Thesc
tnen assnmo to preach tho truth witheut avy
eror. Tho church assumes her teachers
can preach, her peoplo bollorve no crene
Fifteen hundee! years after Christ, camon
man who decJared tho rulo ol tanth very
dliferent, that it was in the written

over the country.

The Sisters of Notre Dameo, whose
mother-house is at Namur, have now
as many as thirty-nine convents ia the
United States, aggregating 1,100 Sisters
28,000 pupils, mostly in parish schools.
Twenty of these are in Massachusetts,
seven in California and the restin Ohio,
Pennsylvania, Maryland, Rhode Island
and Washington,

Catholicism is evidently making great
progress in the Oceanic isles whero the
zealous Marist Fathers have been toil
ing for some years with wondezful ro-
sults. A iatcannouncement from these
missionary ficlds is to the effect that
2,000 of the native population recently
embrazed the faith at one time, and
that many more conversions were cor-
tain.

Sroxce Ginexk Bnreap.—One cup
ful sour milk, one cupful good molneses,
half a cup butter, two oggs, and & tea.
spon of yoda in the milk, and one tea
spoon of ginger. Add enough flour to
make a8 thick as pound cake. Warm
the butter, molasses and ginger, add
the milk and the flour, and bake as
quickly as possible.

Vissicrerte Savce— Pat into a ves.
sel six hard b aled egg yolks rubbed
through a sieve, sinooth nicely while
beating with a spoon, and incorporate
slowly two gills of good oil, two spoon-
fuls of cold veloute saunce, a little
vinegar, mustard, pepper, chopped
parsley or cuives. -Serve this sauce
the same time with tho asparagus, or
else serve them with a Hollandaise
mousseline sauce.

Asparacus Tors FRiED s 1a Miraxpa
—Bend and break off the tender part
of the asparagus into oneiuch lengths ;
blauch them well in salted water, drain
and dip in fine cracker dust, then in
beaten egg, aud finally in bread crumbs.
Fry, drain, salt aud dressed on a folded
napkip, laying a bunch of fried green
psrsloy on top ; serve apart, & sauca
made with one hard-boiled egg yolk
miogled with one raw yolk, mustard,
salt and pepper ; beat vigorously, stir-
ing in a little ofive oil and Tarragon
vinegar.

AsPARAGUS TOPS A LA MAINTENON. —
Have all the asparagus of the same
size, not too slender; break off the cuds
at the beginning of the tender part,
strip off the heads and cut the tender
parts into inch leogths; put the heads
aside to cook separately; plunge the
lengths into boiling salted water, place
in an untinned copper pau ; boil quick-
ly, keeping them slightly hard, then
wipe oo a cloth, and put them intoa
thin sautoir with melted butter.
Searon, heat rapidly white tossing,
then move. The asparagus cannow be
laid in a little veloute and chicken
juice ; serve the asparagusin a veg-
etable dish, surrounded with croutons
of bread shaped like a cocks-comb,
fried 1o butter just when prepared to
dish up.

BOILED ASPARAGUSWITH HULLANDAISE
Satck.—Have tho asparagus freshly
picked, if practicable, trim tho tops
and scrape or pecl the stalks, then
pare them into equal lengths and tie
tbem into small bunches, separating the
larger ones from the smaller; fasten
them well with string. Boil the aspara-
gus in plenty of salted water in an un-
tinned copper basin, plunging them in-
tothe liquid. Cover the vessel and let
cxok slowly.  As soon as they aro done
drain them on a sieve, and afterward
unlie the buaches on a cioth and dress
them symmeirically in a pyramid on a
folded napkin; carefally reserve the
bandsomest ores for the top. Send to
tho tablo at the samo time a geod Hol.
landaiso eance, or elsc a vinaigrette
s3uce.

Why Not Womeu Architects.

It is a surprise that women have
not taken up architecture as a pro-
fession to a fullar extent, for thore
is no business for which wowman seoms
moro prculiarly fitted. Men hovelittle
practical knowledge of the valuo of
spaco in a house, or of the advantage
of clossts, or of tho disagresablo
iocidonta whichoccur in anilly arcanged
mansion. The home is especially the
woman's sphere, aud housez designed
by women for women should theoretic-
ally, and would practically, prove that
many and great improvements could
be made on the majority of these clap-
trap affuirs which are now being put
up. Of course, women could not do
the supervising and practital construc-
tion, but it would bo a comparatively
casy thing for a female architect to
find a relinble builder to take all that
part of the off her shoulders, or she
could have a trained manager, who
could make her estimates and attend
to the strictly business part of the
office. Not only is 8 woman’s knowl-
edgo of the needs of a home more
practical, but the artistic is also
wmore fully developed in ber than it is
in a man. She can estimate ao effect
more quickly, and, as a rule. she has
& great deal more knowledge of the
value of colorsand theinflueace of lines
in the production of the desired effect.
Perhaps before many years we will see
a great many houses which ara the
conception of the feminine brain, and
the housea thus designed may be an im-
provement on those which are now
produced from masculine conceptions.

It stood originslly on
the sido of the road, ncar the foor of
old Thomond Bridae, on tho Glare sido
of tho Sbaunon, and was an unfsiling
olyect of attraction to all that passed
that way, tho tradition of iis use
on tho occasion referred to being
clearly handed down from ono gen-
cration to another. \When the old
bridge wsas removed, to make way for
the present structure, the grada of tho
roadway was raized geveral feot, and
the old stono was for many ycars half

‘Toroxto, May 22.—There was adecided
improvement in the quality of much of the
export cattle on offer here to-day. Thu de-
mand was fair to start with, but it cased
off, and prices showed no material advance,
thovgh a few deals wero reported at $4 30
and 94.35, and one at §4.40 per owt. The
bulk of the luying appeared tu range from
43 to 4}c. and 4o was a_common figure.

There were few outside buycrsfor butcher
cattle, and the trade was rather slow,
Mesars Rogers and Halligan porchaged three
loads of mixed shippors and hutchers,’ aver-
aging 1,160 lbs, at §3 40 per cwt.

Sheep are nominal : yearlings unchanged ;
and »pring lambs in rather better i’ quiry.
Good yearliogs are in request, but poor qqual-
ities atre weaker. A bunch of 55, averag ng
80 1bs. so0ld at $2. 25 cach:a buoch of 23
spring lambs sold at §3.75 cach : 13 2t §3.80
and 14 8016 at &4 each.

A bunch of 44 calves averaging 120 lbs.
sold .t §3 90 cach : a bunchof 13, averaging
140 1bs, s0ld at 83 cach ; 24, averaging 150
1bs. sold at §4.75 zach ; and » bunch of 19.
averaging 125 lbs. sold at $1.30 each,

A littlcover 1,200 hoga wercin, and prices
for tho bost were quite ten cents off : whilo
heavy hogs wWere not wanted at a declino of
20c and 35¢ per cwt.  Still all wero sold.
