Olbe :~Tho uncertainty ns to the date of the Dominion
elections is doing injury to tho country. Business is tending
towards o state of stagnation, hecause people do not like to
risk tho chances. 'he present situation is unbearable, aud
should be brought to an end with all possible despatch. The
country will do no good until it has been settled who is to
hnve charge of ita interests during the next four or five years.
Already business has received a perceptible check from the
prevailing uncertainty, and this must not continue. In this
way the G'lobe talked up to the close of lust week. ‘The fact is
admitted, but the inference sought to be drawn from it is
miles away from the truth.

About eight years ago it became o settied fact that Cannda
had adopted a National Policy—a system of protection of

- home industriés, generally speaking. Following this came a

reniarkable expansion of home production in various important
Jines. The country positively produced a great deal more of
many commodities than before, théreby, as any reasonable
man thight say—adding to its aggregato wealth, New invest-
ments to the amount of many millions were made in productive
enterprises, as Jdistinguished.from the mere buying and selling
of commodities, and carrying them from orie place to another.
So spparent was this to everybody, that many amongst us who
hid stifly opposed the new policy ‘all through; felt compelled
to adwmit that, once it had been adopted, and once extensive
ucw interests had been created under it, a reversal of the
same would certainly bring on a dangerous crash, and would
have to be avoided, no matter what party was in power. Al
which was, no doubt, intended to be very reassuring, but
somchow or other it was not reassuring enough. Not one-
fourth of our business men, whether manufacturers or not,
over really believed that the Protection policy of 1879 would
long be safe with a Free Trade niajority in_power. The pro-
testations of Freo Trade leaders, intended to quiet prevailing
foars, were generally taken, and rightly taken, too, as mere
“glittering  generalities,” which might menun anything or no-
<hing  And business men’s dread of the dangerous party in
our midst has certuinly not been diminished by Mr. Blake's
recent, roaffitmation of eternal war against the very fund-
anental principles of Caunda’s National Policy.

From a business point of view, there is positively
nothing clse for the country to be afraid of. The opening up
of a vast new country to the westward is only now just begin-
ning in earnest, and Canada’s transcontinental railway is only
beginning to show what it is good for, and what it can do.
Much has been said about the husty rush into various branches
of mwanufacture, n fow years ago, in advance of the country's
wants. Well, such things 4l happen, in importation as well
as manufacture, also in building and speculation in real estate.
Free Traders talk as if over-expansion were an evil incident to
manufacturing alone, whereas it is common to «ll kinds of
business. Given, a promising situation, or what iz deemed
such, increased facilities of obtaining credit, and enterprise is
tempted to overdo itself. Undor such influences, people may
build too many cotton mills, or they may import foreign goods
to such extravagant amount as to stagger the baunks to draw
bills of exchange enough to puy for them. Or they may build
more railways than the country can pay, for at tlie time ; or go
wild on speculation in corner lots or blocks of real estate.
But what are you going todo about it all? As far as entering
upon manufacturing enterprises is concerned, you can but give
our own people a fair chance generally, after which each indi-
vidual must look out for himself. A present point is this—
that, after recont experience, the indiscreet expansion of man-
ufacturing investnients is not likely to be Canada’s particular
danger for some time yet to come.

'II;HE FUTURE OF FREE TRADE AND PROTECTION. |

. OWING chiefly to the powerful propagandn of Euglish Free
Trade literature, ditfused throughout the world in books aud in
periodicals, the belief has gone abroad that Free Trade is the
atlvancing s system of the future, while Protection is the old
and decaying system of the past, with no future before it among
the nntions,  ‘This widely-spread belief may be thus expressed :
Protection is nrelic of the dark ages, utterly unsuited to modern

times.  England, the greatest commercial nation of the world,
adopted Free Trade forty years ago, and is it not reasonnble to |
suppose that such a nation knew what she was doing? Everi
since then the ablest writers, in other nations, have been call-
ing upon their respeetive peoples to follow herexample. Find
a man of standing as i political economist, anywhere abroad,
atl nine times out of ten you find him a disciple of the anhvh
school- e diseiple of Cobden, and Bright, and John Stuart
Mill.  Free Trade, of course, means greater trade, which agam
means more business done and more profits wmade. A com. '
mercial nation muost be a Free Trade nation, otherwise it is
wrongly named. In fine, Free Trade is essentinlly in harmony
with civilization and progress, while Protection is indissolubly
linked with barbarism, stagnation and retrogression,

It is not too much to say that what strength Free Trade has
in the civilized world 1s mainly owing to the prevalence of the
gigantic delusion thus very briefly sketched. It is a delusion,
not merely insufliciently supported by facts, but actually in
glaring contradiction to the record of great historical fucts of
our own day and generation, which are open and patent to’
everybody. Without being too precise as to dates let us say
that: Free Trade won its great trinmph in England forty years
ago, After the particular struggle of that time was over, not
only the enthusiasts of the school, but cven the coolest and

o c[em est hends mmong its propagandists, prophesied its early,
sand rapid, and trivmphant progress over the civilized world.
v dtayas destined to go forth, conquering and to conquer; its
..conquest of the whole world was only a question of time, and
not of very long time at *hat. Mr. Cobden himself, the leader
of the movement, had repeatedly promised his fond and behev-
ing disciples that, once Free Trade had teen ndopted by Eng-
laud,. all coupmercial nations would hasten to follow her
example. This was not to be deemed w matterof conjecture or
16
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uncortainty, but what we call in Amerioa “a suro thing"—
taking rank with the succession of summer and winter, of day
aud night, and tho prediction of cclipses by mathematical cal-
culation. The truths of Free Trade were to bo put on n level
with the truths of geometry and the irrefutable teachings of
Euclid. To doubt that the civilized world would quickly follow
Eungland in the path of Free Trade was held as absurd as it
woitld be to doubt the famous forty-seventh proposition. And
those who ventured to doubt the former wore ridiculed about
as unnercifully ns doubtars of the latter might hnve expected
to be,

Years enough have pissed since then to warrant us in tak-
ing stock of ovents, and in appealing to the high arbitrnment.

! of old Time himself. For whatever principles w. ich, when put

into practice, do not stand the test of time, must be held to be
false, wihila those which do must be held to have proved true,
Itis mot to be suid that this would hold good rwiways in
questions of veligion or morals, for too frequently has it
happened that good has beon defeated, while evil has trivmphed.
But on questions of nmaterial proyress, above all, the test of
time is the conclusive test of all; and from the verdict of experi.
ence there is no appeal. And now for the verdict and judg-
ment of the last forty years on the question at issue.

Not long after Cobden’s great victory (I847-48) came the
first and greatest Exhibition in Sydenham Palace, which was
esteerned the inauguration of a new era ¢f unlimited Free Trade
along with boundless huppiness to men, The shout of triumph
that went up resounded throughout the world. Even then,
however, amid the general crnze in England, there were a few
canuy north country manufacturers who did not quite lose
their heads along with the rest.  They were sharp enough to
observe that the visiting foreigners, or a consideruble number
of them, were not nearly us much interested in the prospect of
bu)mg cheap English goods as in the means and methods of
"making similar goods. And soon this further observation
was mnade: That the foreign demand for English machinery
was increasing to n wonderful degree, a sure indication that
manufacturing was on the increase in the countries to whichit
was sent.  But Eugland as & manufacturing nation was still
so far in advance of all other nations that the competition per-
ceived to be coming was after all deeined too far off to be any
oceasion of present anxiety. And, as a matter of fact, it took
u little over twenty years from the event of 18561 for foreign
competition to become conspicuously dangerous, and to show
itself as a powerful factor in creating ¢ depression” in England.

In 1860 the fumous Cobden treaty was mnde, by which Eng
land surrendered a great denl, while France gave very little in
return. Still, it was bailed as a welcome first step, soon to ho
materially improved upon, not only by France but by the whole
continent. The year following came the American civil war,
also the Morill tariff; the latter a development most unwelcome
to English Free Traders. But they ensily consoled themselves
with the reflection that *it was just a war measure "—only
this and nothing more---sure to disuppear when peace roturned.
Rut it was found that, even after the war had vanished away,
the Morrill tariff and high Protection yet remained in the
United States, which was not encouraging. -

Since then these things- have happened in Europe. The
French Republic made husteto repudiate even the insignificant
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mensure of Free Trade with Lnglund to which the Empire had
consented. Gormany had o brief period of coquetting with
Free Trade, unider o mistnken impression, on Bismarck’s part,
ihat it was the systew of money-making foc nny nntion ; and
on the prrt of the Domokrats, his sworn enemies, that it meant
the same thing as freedom of government.  Both parties soon
discovered what n very ~tupid blunder they bad respectively
wade, and soon Gernny beeatne swore Protectionist than ever
before. TRussin was always that way inclined, and also put on
higher duties, avowedly for the building up of homo
manufactures, Austrin, Italy, and in fact all the other great
nitions of Europe, also took the Protectionist triek maore decid-
edly than evor hefore.  And now these powers impose dutres
on British goods much higher than those levied forty years ago,
when Cobxlen was sounding forth the most mistaken commor-
cisl prophecy ever uttered by a man of his position.

Since then, too, Protection has been established in Canada,
and seems likely to stuy. In Austealin it is already certain
that the Protectionist example of the leading colony- Victoria
—will shortly be followed by all the rest.  Why, alrendy New
South Wales, the leading Free Trade colony, has by « large
popular majority, doclared that the policy must be changed, and
that however Free Trade may have sufficed for the past, Pro.
t tion is the only thing for tho future. In the United Stutes
the situntion has of late been greatly changing, through the
conversion of & heavy section of the Democratic party to Pro-
tectionist views. Manufactures, principally of cotton and ivon,
are largely expanding in the Southern States, and, as the cur-
rent suying goes, a ¢ New South ” is being created. The rapidly-
incrensing Protectionist vote, and the rapidly-decreasing Free
Trade vote, were made conspicuous in the Congressional elec-
tions of October lnst.

In the face of these facts the pretence that the cause of Free
Trade is gaining in the world is simply amazing. Tt would
surely bring the question to a sharp test of truth were Free
Traders to try to inform us where in the wide world their sys-
tem is gnining.  Note this portentious fact it is precisely in
the most progressive nnd enlightened nations, outside of Eng-
land~-France, Germany and the United States— that Protec-
tion is strongest and Freo Trade weakest to-day. The proof is
before us that Free Trade is on the wane where the greatest
progress and the greatest enlightenme{ut, prevails, while right
there, 0o, are the strongholds of Protection to be found. The
irresistible conclusion is that Free Trade is a fading system,

* which has already had its brief day of promise--of promize
which has failed—while Protection is most surely the system
of the future.

IRON IN CANADA.

WE take the following from the introduction to a va.llua,ble
book on “The Manufacture, Consumption,‘and Pm(’l)uctlon of
Iron, Steel and Coal, in the Dominion o.t Cglmfla, by Mr.
James H. Bartlett, published in Montreal m. 1885 :— '

“The manufacture of iron and steel is, in most countries,
considered of national importance ; and the're can be no doubt
that England’s present advanced position in the sisterhood of
nations, is largely attributable to the development of her coal
and iron deposits. . .

« The Dominion of Canada, however, which hold.s its own in
so many other industries, which among the nations ‘s.ta.nc?s
third with regard to its population, as to the tonnage which it
floats on every sea,’ which ‘in 1883 had 3.9,350 ml.les ?f tf.sle-
graph and nearly 10,000 miles of railw:'m_v in f)pemtlm.x, whieh
has ¢ $104 invested in railways for each ‘mha.bxtant, being only
excelled by the United Kingdomn, whmh. has $107, and the
United States, which have $112) is behind the rest of the
world in that special industry which may be reg-arded a.s the
keystone of ali manufactures, failing, inde.ed, in this pfxrtxcular,
as respect other nations, to obtain the shghbes’t nommal. rank
or recognition. In any statement of the.worlds prodlictlon of
iron and steel, after Great Britain, Umt.e(.l States, Germany
and Luxemburg, France, Belgium, Austt.'la and Hungary,
Russia, Sweeden, Spain, Italy, are mentioned, the name of
Canada never appears, but is simply supposed to be m(.:luded
under ‘other countries.” There is no other country in the
world with ten thousand miles of railway that does not make
its own rails.

“The subject of the manufacture of iron and steel h:vms‘at
various times and places been discussed, for, in the Don'umo.n
Board of Trade reports from 1871 t.o 1879, the que§tlon 18
almost annually referred to. In the Houses of Parliament,
both Dominion and Local, the matter has at times crfeate')d
some interest, and a feeble effort has been made to assist it,
but no material progress has been made.”

Not only does the position of the few iron xnanufacturex:s we
have steadily get worse, in fact they can hardly be Sa.ld to
exist, but from its being the most important manufacture in the
late Province of Canada, fifty to seventy-five years ago, when
iron and stoves were articles of export, it has fallen off to such
a point that a sort of hopeless feeling has been engendered,

"and a great number of people helieve that we have not the
facilities to enable us to manufacture iron in Canada. The
actual facts of the case are that there is very little known in
" regard to this subject, that very few people know the dxﬁ'erlegce

e

between cast and wrought iron, and, that this being essen”
tially a wooden country there are few opportunities of seeing of
hearing anything about the detailed processes of manufacture

If it was true that Canada had not the materials out of
which to make iron or steel, or had never attempted to do 80
there might be some reason for the apathy which exists ; no
only is such not the case, but it can be proved without fear of
contradiction, that there are Jew, if any, places in the world
which have such natural advantages for the manufacture
iron as we possess in Canada. In addition to that, our annus!
consumption is of sufficient extent to justify the erection of
works and the expenditure of capital necessary for the pro-
duction of what we require, and it only remains for us to follo¥
the example of every nation which to-day has any tmportanct
in this manufacture, and make use of the advantages so bounti”
fully provided for us by Nature. :

A FINANCIAL VIEW.

ThE annual meeting of the Canada Landed Credit Company
was held at the offices, here, on Wednesday. 1In the Directors
report we find these Pparagraphs, which are of general interest:-—

In Ontario the Lusiness of the Company has procecded
steadily. The crops lagt year in most sections were good, but
the low prices which have prevailed for grain have induced
many of the farmers who were in a position to do so, not ¥
sell, while they have rendered it necessary for many othef®
who sold, from the smallness of the returns received, and thei’
consequent inability to meet their obligations in full, to obtai?
an extension of time, and have thus tended to increase the
amount of interest in arrear. The interest, however, in su¢
cases is perfectly secure, and will eventually be received. ,

Money has been in somewhat better demand from the larg®
building operations iy progress in the city and other causes
but it has, at the same time, as for a good while past, been i
superabundant supply, and as the result of this the year ha¥
witnessed a further subsidence in the rates of interest, render”
ing it more than ever difficult to obtain investments at remun”
erative rates.

" In Manitoba the harvest last year, though rather light i?
some parts, was upo the whole good, and having been secured
in fine condition the grain has proved to be of very superiof
quality, which will iy a great measure make up for any defi
ciency in quantity, and enable the farmers to get rid of a larg®
part of their heavy indebtedness, incurred mainly for machi®
ery, which has for some years weighed them down, and so ten ,
to bring round a better state of things, The extension o
much needed railway facilities in different parts of the Pro
vince during the year will also contribute to the same end, Uf
enabling them to obtain ‘better returns for all kinds of pr¥
duce. Until, however, land becomes more saleable from 2
greater increase in immigration, the directors are decidedly of

the opinion it would not be prudent to materially extend th®
business of the Company there,

Tuk Iron Trade Review (Cleveland, Ohio,) has completed its
summary of strikes, readjustments, ete., of iron-workers’ wages
throughout the United States in 1886, so far as reported, and
finds that in 359 establishments wages were advanced : in only
12 were they reduced, and in 139 they were settled, generally
in the latter instance at the pre-existing wages. -Space is not at
hand for an enumeration of the various works aftfected by ques-
tionsof wages during the past quarter, but it may be said inl a gen-
eral way that the strikes among iron-workers have béen compar-
atively few in number, and the advances recorded werd, as a
rule, voluntarily made. Most of the existing strikes ‘at the
close of the year were among foundries. .

Tue Atlanta (Georgia) Constitution is one of the leading
journals of the South, and it is Protection Democrat to the
backbone.

Now the citizons of Duluth, not content with the huge eleva.
tors, warchouses and stores, talk of furnaces, and a movement.
is on footto erect at that place three modern blast furnaces,
Besscmer plant, rail mill and everything compiete with all
modern improvements, having a capacity of 500 tons per day,
which will cost 31,000,000. The scheme is well under way, all
the prelimmmaries bemg arranged, it is said.  The question of
fuel has Leon solved.  One of the lavgest cond companies doing
business at Duluth recently made a propositions to enter into
a contract to bring coal there and manuofacture all the coke
required at the same prize as the steel iills at Chicago pay
for coke delivered thero. So fur what Duluth has undertaken
she has succeeded i carvying. —Midland Industrial Gazette.

IRON PRICLS.

¢ From the Dulletin.)

Tar forcign iron markets improsed somewhat during the last
haif of 1386, but the unprovement did not extend to all iron
and steel products, nor can it be said that the advance in priees
in any direction was vary notable.  The improvement was
chiefly in an increased demand for certain products.  In Great
Britain the improvement is most marked, and there it is largely
due to the incrensed demand from the United States.  An im-
pression prevails in this country that British steel rails are
rapidly advancing in price, but this view is not sustained by
the quotations which we find in English newspapers at the close
of the yeur, nor in recent cable despatches. The London Zron
for December 24th says : -+ Considerable competition is experi-
enced in the steel rail trade, more particularly from Germany,
which hus lately obtained alarge Australian order. The price
for stec] rails of ordinary kinds is given at £4, but. less would
be taken by some firms.”  The Australian order was for 50,000
tons, and it was takeu by Krapp for the Government of Vie.
toria. Generally speaking it may be positively stated that
European prices for iran and steel are not materially advancing.
Our manufacturcrs on this side ought to be ableto seea reason
for this European policy.

Duaine the months of November and December, and espe-
cially during the last two weeks of Decembier, the condition of
the stecl-railand pig-i1on markets of the United States undoubt-
edly bordered on excitement.  Steel rails advanced between
twn aud three doilacs per ton, and pig iron between oue and
two dollars. These advances were, in trade parlance, very
sharp. While justitied, perhaps, by the advaneein the ¢ st of
raw materials, by tiie apprchension of increased freights at the
beginning of the new year, and by a lezitimate demand for an
extraordinary supply of rails and pig iren, it was clearly not
desirable that prices chould keep on advancing.  An excited
state of the market and increased importatious are two evils
which we certainly do not want.  We are glad. therefure, to
observe strong indications that. the new year has opensed with
z disposition among maautacturers to lot well enough wlone.
The boom of 1879 and 1850 is not 50 old an ainir that its cone
wquence should now he forgotten,

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\. FUI'URE CENTER OF THE CANADIAN IRON
INDUSTRY.

UxquestioNanty there is at the present time a splendid
opening in Canada for the manufacture of iron. In the Cana-
dian bandbook for the Colonial and Iundian Bxhibition, pre.
parved under the direction of the Ion. John Carling, Minister
of Agriculture, it is stated :—¢ For a country having 11,000
miles of railway, with a weight of over a willion tons of rails,
aud possessing for the manufacture of iron natural advantages
which few, 1f any, places in the world surpass, the dovelopment
of Canada's iron industry is wonderfully slow. There appears
to b« good field for skill, enterprise, and capital in connection
with our won industry.”

The future centre of theCanadian iron trade may be expected
in the county of Picton, N.8. Nature here has done all she
enn do. A radius of ten miles from Stellarton would include
the entire Pictou coal tield, four lavge collierics inactive opera
tion producing over half a million tons of coal per annwq, a
coal particularly suitable in quality for the manufacture of
coke and for iron working ; within this radius, too, would t.
included immense deposits of limestone and five different var
ties of iron ore, with deposits of firc Jday and moulding sand ,
it would tike in Pictou bavbor, the finest harbor on the south
shore of the Gulf of St. Lawrence, with tive loading and ship-
ping wharves and piers, and over 75 miles of railway, radiating
from Ntellarton, und would also include the towns of Pictou.

INTER-STATE COMMERCE BILL.

Tue Western farmers ave as anvious 10 have Congress pass
the inter State conmmerce bill as the Tastern people ave.  The
‘Live Stock Breedors’ Association recently called the attention
-of the railronds to the fact that, on account of the unparalieled
drought, the farmers in eastern and central lowa had a sur
plus of stock, while western Towa and Nebraska had o surplus
of corn, and yet the wilvoad tarifl was driving to Chicago corn
that was needed at home. A veduction in Joeal freights would
have enabled the farwers to obtain grain to feed out to their
stock.  On the sixteenth day of December, corn was selling in
western lowa at from twenty to twenty-five cents per bushel,
in Chicago it was quoted at thirty-six to thirty-six and three-
quarter cents a bushel, while at Otcumwa, in south-eastern
Iowa, the price was forty to forty-two cents per bushel, 8o that
western Yowa corn was selling in Chicago at three to six cent less
than the castern lowa farmer could buy it for use on his farm
to feed his stock. By reason of the refusals of the railvoad to
make reasonable local freight tarifls, the farmers have been
foreed to sell their horses and cattle and hogs in a depressed
market, and at whatever prices they could get.  The agitation
of the inter-State commerce bill will soon retuder these railroad
magnates wilhng to make some concessious, and perhaps to
make special low rates on corn from points in western Iowa to
points in eastern Towa, where corn is seavee and needed for feed-
ing purposes.— Bostern Manufacturers Gazette.

WAGES IN SCOTLAND AND IRELAND.

( Butract from a Glazgow Letter by an American. )

1 rixn wages low all over Ireland and Scotland, and I have
visited many factories and talked with both managers and
laborers. The hours are long, the work in many cases is very
hard, and the wages aro very low. Rents are high in compari-
son with the accommodations, and the only ono thing 1 ind
cheaper than with us is clothes, Good food vosts the same, and
weats are tully as high.  The laboring classes live on a cheaper
kind of food than our workingmen do, and they have less of it.
Whole fanilics often Jive in one or two rooms, costing all the
way from $25 to 860 per year. They live in the cities in flats,
and their conveniences are very few. The wages of mechanics
and skilled labor run from 31 a day to 32 a day, and it is a
very good man indeed who gets the lutter. A newspuaper pro-
priecor in Dublin told me that he could get good reporters for
trom $5 to 37 per week, and they would be short-hand men and
well educated.  The managing editor of the largest paper
Ireland, in Dublin, gets only 82,000 a year, and his salary is
considered a large one. )

1 saw men working on the road in Iveland breaking stone at
25 cents per day, and many of the women in the factories of
Beltast get no more, and work from 6 am. to 6 pa.  llere
lab rers get from §4.50 to €5 per week and board themselves.,
Carpenters, printers, coopers, and masons earn about $7.50 per
week, and shoemakers the same.
