"there is not a siagle article in ticse schedules tihait 1 did not

o ove ir and sentd to the Goverinent ny opinion of wiat tihe
duty shousld be." The Mail and Empire taok occasion to)
express it august.dixsatisfaction with the tiriff that cmanated
fromu Mr. Bertram'ns consultations with the Governiment.
Unfortunately, The Mail and Eupire's tariff arguimsents aire
not always unimpeaciably sousnd, and the Canadian
Manufacturers' Association canniot always sec eye to eye with
its peculiarly narrow views.

Mr. Bertramn declared his personal connection with ai tariff
that The Mail and Empire coudenus. A little reilection
would lead any intelligent person to tie conclusion, tiat while
there are unsatisfactory clauses in the new tariff, yet, as a
whaole, the tariff may be generally considered as fairly satisfact.
ory. Mr. Bertran's sound position, as declared by hinself dur.
ing his campaigi, satisfied the msanufacturers of CentreToronto
that tieir interests would be safe in N r. Bertram's hsands.
Any political proclivities they mnay have ird were laid aside
in favor of the necessities of business and tie certainty
that Mr. Dertram's practical business knowledge wouald
lead him to practical lines of action.

Tihe business men of titis country should be glai that
a bu.sinîess man has had an influence t Uti tariffIegislation of
tUe Laurier Governinent. The business men of Toronsto took
the opportunity to put 3r. Bertram in a position wlere lie
can still nore have the ear of the Govermnsaent. Business maen
supported a business man and business priicipicsa. MJir.
Bertramn was not a memiber of the Canadians Manufacturers'
Association, but lhis principles were such tiat the gentlemen
of that Association felt t.hemselves safe in supporting
hima. What nore argument. is needed to prove that the
Association is not in any sense subservient, as lias beci
charged against it, to the Conservative. party 1

There never was one atoi of truth in one of til hundred
assertions tiat tie Canadian Maniufacturers' Association
was a political organizatoni, nuch less, that it ever attemaîpted
any corrupt political dealing. Surcly it was nothinsg contra.
vening usage, or contravening political purity or ilndividual
honest.v if tie Governiment of Sir John Maclonaild chose
to accept fron it or fron any maenber or nemsbers of it
exactlv the saine office that Mr. Bertrama boauted of having
rendered the Laurier Cabinet, in their tariff revision. The
Canadian Manufacturers' Association existe for purely
business resons. Just now it rejoices that the recent tariff
chanages were not largely inimnical to tise imianufacturinig
interests. It desires by every lcgitimate miethoId to foster
Canadian industry. It. desires to firther the niovnement
towards preferential traie. [t opposes anty misove in the
direction of commercial alliance with Washington, and
its members, and ihis journal will be always found tu
the forefront in the battle for tie best intere-sts of Canadua in
tie settlement of the mainy important questions just now
arising, and which will need tise ionest, iclp of cvery honiest

mnan to decidem iln thu mnanser best suited to advance the best
interests of tho Dominion of Canadat-thxe youniger Britain,
where the shamirock, the thistle, the lily and the rose are ail
blended together, and where will arisu ai nation that
shall upthold tise historic famlae of tie 31other Land in peace,
and if needs msust be, in tiies of war.

STOP EXPORTING SAWV LOGS.
Tihe timsber policy of tie Ontario Governmssent is just now

under discussion in tihe Legisiature of the province. The
supporters of the ,-Hardy-Ross admiinistration have coie
forward vidi calculations of all kinds. They iave told the
Hlouse thait the supply of pinse timuber in Ontario wili haist,
152 years. They have aiso displayed renarkable considera-
tion for tie :terests of the lumberaent of Michigan who are
accustomlaed to supply their own sawnills with logs they eut
in linits in the Georgian Bay district, where they iold
thousands of miles of timiber lisits fromt the Ontario Govern-
mient. The Opposition have bten scarcely so considerate as te
genitleiaen of tise miisiterialbenches, and sonme statsments
made on the loor of the Tifouse were oi a nature to iake tise
cars of iundry Aierican limbermci tingle.

Tise trade and navigastionî returns for 1893.4 show that the
export of Onstario saw logs for they car ending June 30, 1S94,
amiounted to 312,340,000 feet.. Ona titis tise province lost
about $2 per thousand, or E6214,080 wh aici was expenided in
wasges tu tise bensefitof Amnerican wvorkingmiien. Mr. Whitney
spoke stongly on this question. Followinsg aire excerpts
from lis speech:-

If the Goversment were workiing in tie interests of the
people of Ontario they would agree with hisma when hsle said that
this sisouàld not be lost by tise people of Ontario. It is tise
duty of this Governmiseri aditi of everv person in authority
adti posseusing inailusensce, to bring il, to bear upon the Governs-
incit, so tiat restriettuns should be put upon the exportation
of snv logs, so that tihe people of Ontario miay lave tihe
aîdvantage of what is left.

Artisans who left Britain and did net. return within six
nonths after being warned by the British ambassador were

declared aliens and their lands and goods were forfeit. In
the reign of George Il. a first offence under this act meant
£500 fine and twelve months' imprisonient, and a second
offence £1,000 and two years' imprisonnent. George II.
increased the stringency of these laws and fixed a penalty of
£200 and forfeiture for the export of tools or utensils used in
nanufacturing silk, linen, or- wool (except wool cards to
North America); £100 penalty for thecaptain of a ship or a
custom's officer implicated, and £200 for collecting such tools
and utensils for expert. Practically the saie regulation was
re-enacted in 1825 and again in 1833, when it held good till
1845.

In the reign of William III. the exjort of knitting
machines was prohibited. In 1782 engraved copper plates
and blocks were aise stopped froi export, and inducing a
,workman employed in calico printing to leave the country
was made an offence punishable by £500 fine and a year in
prison. These regulations of artisans were not entirely
abolished till 1825. The colonies were evei more severely

SIR WILFRID'S POLICY.

The Briish Trade Journal, in its issue just te hand, deals
with Sir Wilfrid Laurior's preferential trade policy, and its
cause and effect. The Journal's suggestion is so apt that we
give it here in full:-

New South Wales is likely te fall in line with Canada, as
well as .New Zealand in the matter of preferential treatment
for British manufactures, for it appears from the financial
statement lately made in the New South Wales Legislative
Asseimbly, by Mr. G. . Reid, the Premier and Colonial
Treasurer, that lie has the warmest synpathy with the action'
of Canada in lowering ber dutics in the interests of the pro.
ductions of other parts of the British Empire which trent her
well; and be thinks the colonies, which maintain high tariffs,
inay well make a similar distinction in favor of the Mother
Country. Mr. Reid, as a mati of business, nust sec the
enorndus Advantage which a position such as that of Canada
confers upon a colony when it wishes te negotiate treaties
with coîuntries whose tariffs are opposed to the admission of
colonial produce. Und New South Wales a double.barrelled
tariff under which British manufactures came in a, lower
duties than those froin Geriany, how powerful a lever it
would have ready te hand to force down the dut-ies in Germanty
on conmodities front New South Wales.

It is upon t.his lino that Sir Wilfrid Laurier is work-ing in
his nlegotiations with the United States. We have ail along
suspected that his prefurential tariff schemie was prompted, as
much by flie idea of obtaining a weapon wierewith to obtain
concessions fron Washington, as by the ideally patriotic
sentiments to which li gavo expresion as regards tie Mother
Country'; and we shial be surprised if he does not use his new
powers, rcsulting froni the denutnciation of the Bolgian and
Gernan treaties, with reinarkable effect in obtaining better
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treatMent for Canadianl producu fromt the Umààted ot.tte, ds
well as froin continentail powers. Su far, the Utt at. tes
manufacturers have not felt tlhe incidence of the new tarif'
arrangement, but next, August ,i when British inanunfacturers
bogin to cut into the United States exports to Canada, with
a twenty' , per cent. difference in their favor, the nanufac-
turers in the Republic will bring pressure te bear upon
Washingtoen, and ithen Sir Wilfrid nay be teanpted, if uiliui-
ent inducemnat is leld out, to give the United States mainu-
facturer the saine terims as astho givenl to Sngland. That will
not only be opposed to miiuîcl of his sentinental eloquence as
regards this country, but aiso te the iiterest of Canadian
manufacturers, wh1o will iaturally experiteice ioro .severû
competition fron the Unted States tLan frorn the Mother
Country.

We
mîîay hive to "go shy " of Canuadian pulp wood for a tine.-

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It ought not to need the assurance of Prof. Goldwin Smith
for Canada to understand that the Dingley Tariff was
not aimed against the Dominion. Canadian industries are so
limited that even in the absence of tariff restrictions Canadian
competition would amount to little comparatively in the
American market. The Dingley bill is simply a measure of
industrial defense against all outside competition, and is
intended to stimulate American industries, not to injure those
of other countries. It is not surprising, however, that
Canada looks longingly toward a neighboring market of
70,000,000 progressive people. There is no other like it on
the globe. That is what makes its market valuable to itself.
-New York Commercial Advertiser.

That explains why the United States has always been
so ready to throw its market open to Canada. It enlightens
us as to the reason why the Canadian artisan is received with
open arms when he seeks work in the United States.
The United States desires to help Canada, not to hurt
her. How kind ! how thoughtful ! What a good Sanaritan.
Canada should take hope. Uncle Sam will take care of her
if be gets half a chance.

Sir Charles Tupper need not be alarmed. The United
States bas no desire to "coerce" Canada by means of its
tariff. The duties imposed by the Dingley act are not for
offense but protection, and if Canada desires to "retaliate " by
protecting her own industries the United States will not
object. The thing is a plain matter of business, and as such
leaves no occasion for patriotic hysteria and red fire.-San
Francisco Chronicle.
