But £t is
not as sgticultural land ooly that the
Great Mackenzie Basin promises to add
to the natlonal wealth, Thete ate
150,000 square moiles of autiferous
country east of the Rocky Mountains,
0ot to spesk of the large atea lo the
west of that range. Silver, copper, iron,
graphite, ochre, brick and pottery clay,
mica, gyprum, lime and sandstone,san
for giass and moulding, and asphalium
are afl known to exist; while the petro-
leum area ls so cxtensive that the Com-
mistioners recormend & reservation
from sale of 40,000 square miles, to be
treated hereafter as a State domain.

pethaps, are more able==not 10 apipear
mean, o show due respect for the fost
loved one, leads to a very much larger
expenditure.  As a consequence, If the
bilt of the undertaker s ever pald, it 13
after many ycars, during which thete
funeral expenses havo hung ke a mull
stone round the poor man's neck, and
have sadly and greatly discouraged him
in his honest eJotts to pay every maa
bis due.  Undertakers ase very patient,
To sue for funeral cxpenses fs & most
unwus thing. Honour and love for
the departed lead men to do their very
best, and the undettaker wails patlently.
Samctlmaes, however, the bill ls only
raid in part, and at other times it iy
wholly lost.  Of course the profits on
(unerals arc very great, and 2 man doing
& fair business can afford to lose a bl
once in & while.
Bat §s all this as ft should be? o
are constantly hearing of reforms g this
matter,  Occasionally we hear of 2
ptominent man who has leh Instruc.
tions that his funcral shall be of the
plaincst and most Inexpensive kind,
without the costly pageant and show to
dear to othets. Sometimes these fn-
sttuctions are carried out. Quite as
often they are duregerded by the
friends, who hare no sympathy with the
wish of the departid, and are afrald of
befog calied mean.  Pethaps, also, the
oppostunity s seized by designiog
persons to take sdvantsge of the feek
ings of the mourners, who, In thelr sor.
row, leave everything to be arranged by
others, and to add peedless expense fn
maoy ways. Certain it is that ansong

ourselres, and {az more 10 on the other
side of the lines, notwithstandiog the
epressed wishes and codeavouis of
many who see the evil, fuperais are
rery coczly mattets, and burdensome
even o men ln good circumatances.

Can anything be done to lessen this

found a relief, especially where It lythe
bread-winnet that has been taken, and

the grest mass of our people very
much. What would our readers thidk
of a plan hke the followiog? The
number of funerals In every hundred
famives will not exceed ten perannum,
Now, il thete hundred families enter
iato s mutual aid associstion for funsral
purposes, and agree to bear unichlr
the cxpense of these ten fanerals, the
charge would be a light ont on each
farsily. In order to success, all these
families would require honoarably to
submit to certain regulations.  Every
funeral would bave 1o be conducted 1n
the same way; no ooe casker being
taore costly than another, and no ex.
peuse belng Incutred {n anyone cate
beyond what is commoa to all. This
would prevent vulgar display or waste.
ful extravagasce, while the barden of
the plain funeral would be equaliy dis-
tributed acrong all the assocuated faml.
hier. The insane ambition 10 ocuirie
one another 30 often man:fested, would
also be held ia ¢check, and rich snd
poar bave alike a respecuable funeral
The assessment would have to be paid
regutarly as3000 As & funcral nad taken
place; arcangements for this would be
necessaty,  Toe price for casket, hearse,
attendance, would Lave to be unlfurm,
It would not be nccestary to employ
the same underaker, nor need cvery
particular be exactly the same, but the
expense and style would have to bz the
sme.  The more wealthy would have
to deny themielves all usclass duplay,
80 that the feelings of the poorer nught
be spared. ’

We arc far from thisking 1hat such a
plan could be sasilr carnd out.  Bat
if the public are ia earaest, and there
is a desire 10 abate the grievous evil
which B4 yearly Increasing, ik can be
done, There 1s no need fur the bar
densome expense which fashion now
imposcs; and many would rejoce to
