We do not fail *2 set our houses in order, and appoint
our tables fittingly \then friends whom we delight to honor
are expected within ourdoors. There are days which we all
keep with an extraordinary splendor, anniversaries, gala
days, fete days. This seventh day festival comes to us
from God Himself, the ever renewed expression of His

gentle though of us, His children. Can we do otherwise
than greet it with joy and receive it with gratitude ?

To prepare aright for the Sabbath we should lay our
worldly cares aside. Even if the week has been full of dis.
appointments, embarrassments and perplexities, we shall
the better gain strength to enter on another wrestle with
such cares and solicitudes, by bringing serenity and patience
to theSabbath. This blessed interlude is meant as a truce
to the week-day strife and struggle. Let us take the full
benefit-of it, with thankfulness in our souls, We are in
peril of losing, as a people, our sense of obligation to God;
our consciences are less sensitive formerly on many points.
We need to he toned up, and to have the courage and the
faith to hold fastto our blessed Sabbath day.

Have you ever wondered what an impression it would
make on ane of the aucient Greeks, to stand in our streets
and see the electric cars, and locomotives, and fire engines
go by? Doyou think that he would be any less astonished
to find that the gospe), which was counted by his couutry-
men “foolishness,” had turned the world upsid2 down ?

The Russians have made a singular discovery in Central
Asia. In Turkestan, on the right bank of the Amou
Daria, is 2 chain of rocky hills near the Bokharan town of
Carki, and a number of large caves, which, upon examina-
tion, were found to lead to an underground city, built
apparently long before the Christian era. According to
effigies, inscriptions and designs upon the gold and silver
money unearthed from among the ruins, the existence of
the town dates back to some two centuries before the birth
of Christ. ‘The underground Bokharan city is about two
versts long, and is composed of an enormous labyrinth of
corridors, streets, and squares, surrounded by houses and
other buildings two or three storics high. The edifices
contain all kinds of domestic utensils, pots, urms, vases, etc.
In some of the streets falls of earth and rock have
obstructed the passages, but generally, the visitor can walk
about freely without so much as lowering his head. The
high degree of civilization attained by the iohabitants of
the city is shown by the fact that they built in several
stories, by the symmetry of the streets and squares, and by
the beauty of the baked clay and metal utensils, and of the
omnaments and coins which have been found. It is sup-
posed that long centuries ago this city, so carefully
concealed in the bowels of the earth, provided an entire
population with a refuge from the incursions of nomadic
savages and robbers.
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A Scotchman named McGregor, living in San Francisco
was accosted early oune morning by a foot pad who
suddenly holding up a pistol, said: * Throw up your
hands!”™ ¢ Why?" asked Mr. McGregor, calmly,

at this 'oor o’ the mornin’ on a public street tz pit up ma
hands ?” “Dash you," cried the robber, “if yo don't
quit gassin' and cobey orders, I'll blow the top of yor head
off{” **What! Faith man, you must be oot o’ yer head.
Come, noo, poor buddy,” said McGregor, soothingly, cooily
catching the pistol and wresting it with a quick twist out
of the man’s hand. “Come, now, an’' I'll show ye where
they'li take care o' ye. Hech! Dinna ye try to fecht, or,
ecod, I'll shoot ye. By the way, ye might as weel put up
yer ain hands, an' just walk ahead o' me. Thats it.
Trudge awa’ noo.” And so Mr. McGregor marched his
man to the city prison and handed him over to Captain
Douglass. It wudna be a bad idea to put him in a
straitjacket,” he said serencly to the officer. ** There’s
little doot but the buddy’s daft.” And he resumed his
interrupted homeward walk.

There are about half a million Presbyterians in the
South African communities, and an effort is now being
made to federate the different churches for practical work.

In the Norwegian town of Hangesund, which has a
population of 6,200 not a drop of spirituous liquor has been
sold for 29 years, Many of the inhabitants have never
tasted liquor.

A very interesting collection of prehistoric musical
instruments lie in the National Musecum, Copenhagen.
These instruments were found, with many other articles of
manufacture belongiag to the tribes of Angies and Saxons,
an the Jutland peninsuly, and were, it may be assumed,
among the first instruments of music known to our fore-
fathers. They are horas of bronze, long and slender in

shape, bent upward and forward in graceful curves, and
ending in large bronze discs, richly ornamented with
curious buckle designs. These instruments are called
“ures,” and are supposed to have been made during the
bronze age.

The daily average of inmates for the year in the
Edinburgh House of Refuge wasabout 276. This number
is made up of persons whose cases arc not met by the
existing poor laws—persons of intemperate habits, incur-
ables, and fricndless pensioners. In the Night Refuge
Department no fewer than 13,725 persons wese sheltered
and relieved during the ycar; ~nd in co-operation with the
Association for Feeding and Clothing Neglected and
Destitute Children, 18,092 meals had been supplied to poor
children attending school. Last winte:, 42,592 meals
were given in the soup kitchen at 1d, cach, and 37,534 free
meals  Much kind assistance had been given by lady
visitors ang gifts of clothing from friends of the institution.
There is in hand a free balance ot £418 35, 6d.
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Aged and Infirm Ministers’ Fund.

The following letter from the Secretary of this fund
is of such general interest that we give it specia
prominence.

To Tug Epitor,—Will you allow me to lay before
your readers a few facts in regard to the claims of this
Fund, on the consideration of those who are either
giving to missions, or dividing the congregational
funds among the different schemes.

1. We have this year on the list 74 anuitants.

2. The sum required will be about the same as last
year.

3. We had much less on hand at the beginning of
this year than the previous cne.

4. The amount of interest from investments will
not be larger than last year, owing to the reduction in
the rate of interest.

5. The amount from Minister's Rates will be less
this year,—there are not many arrears to collect.

6. We have no royalty froin the Hymnal Committee,

Thercfore congregational collections should be 207,
larger this year than last, if we are to meet the
demands properly, made by our aged brethren, even
under the modified rule.

Shall we cut down their allowance, or shall we pay
them the amount promised ?

Did your congregation give anything last year? If
so, can you increase a little® 1f you did not give, will
you try and help?

A fair considcration of this scheme, and a little
increase in tlie amount apportioned with a contribution
from every congregation, would put the Fund in a
good position.

Our French Work

As many congregations make their allocation for the
various mission scheme of the church at this season
of the year itis desirable that the condition of the
different funds should be clearly understood. We are
sorry to learn that while most of the schemes secem to
be cuffering somewhat from the hard times, that for
French Work isin danger of becoming seriously embar-
rassed unless something anforeseen occurs before the
end of the financial year. The receipts at the present
time are about 40 per cent short of what they were at
the corresponding period of last year. It is not that
the returns from congregations are fewer but that the
ampunts sent 1n are smaller, and several gencrous
individunl contributors to the work have passed away.

As the exnenditure is based on the income of the
previous year this makes it necessary to borrow much
more largely than in former years, with the possibility
that there will be nothing to meet the notes when they
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mature. At least $10,000 will be needed on the 1st, of
February when the grants for the current quarter are
due. The Board are veiy unwilling to contract the
work. But they have never yet reported a deficit to
the Assembly and trust that it will not be nccessary
to close any of the missions in order to avoid a serious
one this year. There never was a time when the work
was more hopeful than now. There is no need to be
specially aggressive in order to get a hearing for the
gospel among the French Canadians to-day. Many
of them in all parts of the country and in almost all
clases of society are looking for some way out of their
religious perplexities.  All that is needed is that the
light of the gospel should be held up sufficiently hizh
at the important points to attract many inquiring minds
who know not where else to turn,

But altogether apart from that there are many whom
we have already encouraged to look to us for the
religious nurture of themselves and their families. To
withdraw from any field means practically toleave them
without ordinance, or to drive them back to Romanism
with which they are profoundly dissatisfied. There is
no other Protestant church in as good a-position to care
for these as our own or upon which they have as strong a
claim.

It is to be hoped therefore that congregations will
respond liberally. But we have also many individual
members who are in a position to help by giving over
and above whatis now contributed through their several
congregations. Will not some of them take the place
of men like the late Mr. Fergusson of Fergus who for
many years gain an annual subscription of $800? The
offer of half a dozen such would go far to relicve the
Board of its financial anxieties at the present time.

The Church’s Prosperity.

There is probably no minister in Scotland whose
advice on church work is so much sought for and so
generally appreciated as Rev. Dr. Stalker. He and
Rev. Dr. J. Marshail Lang, occupy an enviable position
in this respect. Anu why? Because they are caretul
thinkers; men who closely examine the actual con-
ditions of their work, who give much thought to details
and to basic principles, who are extremely cautious in
their utterances where doubts exists and ably emphatic
where the path to themisclear. Dr. Stalker’s counsels
to young preachers touching preparation for the pulpit
and the delivery of the message are gratefully remem-
bered by many ministers who have benefited by them;
his advice to young church workers has often proved
of wide application and great advantage to city and
country congregations, with Dr. Howie he shares dis-
tinction in matters of church finance and with Dz, Wells
in church extension. The opinion of a man thus tried
and tested is of great value wherever conditions of work
are similar. Speaking lately in Dundee to the office-
bearer's Union, on the conditions of a churche's pros-
perity be advised making the most of the state of things
that cxist, with an openness for a gradual and reason-
able change. What most of them were needing were
not changes.in form of worship and arrangements, but
afvesh power into the forms which they 2t present had.
The Church could only live and thrive as it adapted
itsclf to the changing conditions of the population.
It scemed to him that among the younger ministers
there was a growing determination to put an end to
drunkenness, which was by far the greatest obstacle in
the path of the Gospel, and which they had tolerated
far too long.
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To fight the evils of intemperance is a noble aim,
and one the church ought to keep ever in the fore-
ground ; to fight worldliness, insincerity, hypocrisy,
and other crying evils of the time, systematically,
earnestly and pointedly, with a special knowledge of
how these drifts affect society and the church is a war
for Christianity to which the highest gifts of the ablest
ministers ought to be consecrated. It is no single evil
that retards the gospel. As there is a multiplicity of
disease so there must of remedy, that well-propor.
tivned, Christian character niay be built up. Whata
glorious work ! open for, not only ministers ordained
and inducted, but to every man and woman to whom
the name of the Master is dear.

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Does Ged Answer Prayer?

Some writer had wisely said that truth was many-sided,
and could only be properly appreciated by those who were
prepared to look at it from every aspect—from the inside
as well as from the out.  Only in that way could truth be
reached, and partial conclusions be avoided. This was
iflustratzd by the supposed confiict between faith and works.
St Paul smd in his Epistie to the Hebrews that “Man shail
be justified by faith;" and yet St James asked, “Can faith
save aman? " ‘Theic was just the same kind of conflict
between the-» statements as there was between the state-
ments, “‘He prayeth best who liveth best," and * He prayeth
best who loveth best.” St Paul would doubtless have said,
as St James did, that * Faith without works is dead.” Faith
must be manifested in works, and where works were absent
faith was wantiagtoo. He prayeth best who loveth best”
—that was, the man who loves best, the woman who loves
best, will pray best.

First of all, what was the best kind of prayer?. One or
two postic conceptions of prayer might be instanced. In
Tennyson's idyll, when Enoch Arden first lay prostrate,
and in his doubt and gloom he seemed to see his children
leading low miserable lives from hand to mouth, and her
he loved a beggar, he prayed, “Save them from this, what-
ever comesto me.” It was the love of the husband and
the father that dictated that prayer; and, according to the
poet, the prayer was answered. But Enoch had to pay the
price, for he came back after long years to find that his wife
was his wife no more, and that his children called another
man “father.” Leaving the window through which he saw
the warmth and happiness of their home he fell upon the
ground and prayed for strength to bear his loneliness a
littlelonger, and for strength “never to let her know ; never
to break in upon their peace.” And that prover, too, was
answered, and agan 1t was love of wife and children that
dictated the prayer. Love dictated a prayer so earnest that
it guided his hife, and Enoch Arden lived in accordance
with his prayer.  Anothe: illustration was suggested by the
lines of Adam Lindsay Gordon, “A Joyous Guard.” The
poet made the speaker say:

*I{ over I struck as a man shonld strike,
It I struck but ono stroke that wan good in Thy sight,
By Thy loving meroy prevailing,
Lord, let hor stand in tho lighs of Thy face,
Clothed with Thy lovo and crowned with Thy grace,
Whils T gnash my teath in tho tarrible placo
That is filled with weepir _ ~ud wailing.”
\What dictated such a prayer as this? What but love was it
made the man plunge into the bottomless pit, if only his
one good deed were set down to the merit of the one he
loved? Put to find prayer in its most perfect aspect, 1n its
purest and grandest form, they had to leave the poets and
go back to the closing days on carth of Jesus of Nazareth.
1t was for love of no wife or child that Jesus suffered death
upon the cross, but for love of the cnemies who had perse-
cuted and reviled Him; and it was for therm that He prayed
with His latest breath.  Was ever poct able to dream of
love like this?  So it was that the best prayer hat could be
uttered was the outcome of the warmest heart.

As to asking for spiritual gifts, there was among believers
of almost all kinds no question. But it was said that we
should not pray for temporal blessings, for mere earthly,
every-day requirements.  Now, to readers of the Scriptures
he need not refer to the fact that God sent the ravens to
feed Elijah, nor that Hefed the Israclites with manna in
the wilderness, nor that we were told that no sparrow fell to
the ground without His knowledge, and that the very hairs
of our head are all numbered. Forthose who believed that
Jesus was divine and that the New Testament contained 2
true namative of wh-.. He said and did, the whole question
was answered by one single passage.  Jesus taught us to
pray, “Give usthis day ourdaily bread.” Those who took
their stand upon that Book need go no further.  They could
get rid qf all mectaphysical and scientific doubtings. If
they believed what Christ said and belicved that He was
the Son of God, He told them toask it.  But, then, among
Christians the question had been raised as to whether it was
not too contemptible a thing to approach the Throne of

Grace and say “Give us this day our daily bread.” It was
a disgrace, it was said, to approuch God on such trumpery
matters, Well, everybody must judge of what was trumpery
for themselves, but this he said, that if he felt thay his child
hungered, and if he covld not go to his Maker and ask Him
cither to give him the means to feed his child, or to feed
the child Himself—if he could not go and ask God that,
with a reasonable expectation that He would hear and answer
—he would tear his Bible in pieces, and scatter it to the
winds. (Applausc.) And he would as much believe that
those scattered fragments of paper would control the stormy
blast as that there was such a God as the one he had wor-
shipped. Then there were those who said, “You may pray
for these small temporal matters if you like, but you must
not ask for anything which would require an interference
with the laws of nature.” Now, the first question he would
put to such a person was, “Do you believe in the existence
of God? Do you believe that God is almighty? Because
if you don't, of course there is an end to the matter.”
Because if it were admitted that there was an existing_ all-
powerful God, who could hear the prayers addressed to Him,
what was there to stop Him from moulding and applying
Jaws which He Himself was keeping constantly in force?
(Applause.)

While studying at the University many years ago, he
had a talk upon this subject with the late Professor Wilson
—perhaps the greatest scientist we had here at that time—
and the Professor said, “I understand a law of nature to be
an expression of God’s will. When I talk of law of gravity
I understand that God is willing that the law should act,
and if God’s will was for one moment suspended that law
would be suspended.”  If that were so, surely there was no
reason why God could not suspend the universality of any
law at a patticular time and place, and mould it as He pleased.
The highest scientists, such as Professor Huxley, did not
deny that such a thing could happen; they only said that it
could not be proved. Huxley could not assert that God
was not all-powerful, but hesaid the evidence was deficient
to show that laws were altered in answer to prayer. Well,
to that it could beanswered, *“If I believe in a Supreme
Being, and it I believe that that Supreme Being can alter or
suspend or mould or apply the laws of the universe, 1 shall
require you to prove that He does not when called upon.
Asthe lawyers say, the burden of proof is changed. 1t lay
on me to prove that God exists. Now it lies on you to prove
that He won't act.” Whata horrible thing it made of an
all-powerfyl God to say that, after planting such desires and
passions in our heurts, and after giving us the disposition
to go down on out krees and pray for what we nced, He
then spins on and pins on, and though we kneel and pray
He pays no heed, out leaves us to our misenes! Such a
being was not a God, he was a grinning fiend. Once admit
the existence of a supreme, all-powerful, all-merciful Being,
and the whole trouble was at an end. Of course, 1t must
not be supposed that every paltry petition, we send up, or
even .very serious petition, wasto be granted. By uo means.
The highest prayer of all required us to say, “Thy will be
done.”

Coming back to the text from which he started, he
reminded them once more that truth was mary-sided, and
the truth about prayer might be expressed in four difierent
propositions. Not only was it true that ** he prayeth best
who liveth best,” aad * he prayeth best who lovetb best,”
but it was true also that *“ he liveth best who prayeth best.”
It was love that made us most like God. No doubt they
had all been present at some gathering when ¢ Auld Lang
Syne” had been sung, and when hands had been crossed
and there was an interlacing of hand and hand. One of
the ideas suggested by prayer was an interlacing, not of the
hands, but of the affections ; and so, as Tennyson put it,

* By prayor tha whole round earth is bound
By golden chains about tho feot of God.”

It was by everybody praying for cverybody that we
could do away with all our modern troubles—Dby the rich
man praying for the poor and the poor man praying for the
rich, instead of trying to get as much as they could out of
one another. Cut-throat competition would vanish, and
instead there would be a generous rivalry to see who could
contribute most to the common well-being.  Yes, the poet
was right when he said—

Yo praysth best who loveth bast
I things both great and small;

For the desr God who loveth us,
Ho mado and loveth all."

Our Saviour's conversation with the woman of Samaria
is a model for those who would guide others to the light.
In choosing a time and place, in introducing His subject by
asking a favor, in exciting interest by awakening curiosity,
in using analogy as suggested by objects about them to
convey abstract truth, in convincing of sin without causing
anger or alicnation, in indicating His authority as a teacker,
in unfolding clearly great fundamental doctrines, Christ
here showed Himself a Master.

SPIRITUAL THIRST SATISFIED IN CHRIST,

Therz is naturally a thirst in every heart. Awmong all
who are out of Christ there is abundant evidence of a dull,
gnawing discontent that increases as life passes and as one
thing after another has been tried and has failed to satisfy.
This feeling, it is true, does not always rise into conscious-
ness. It is mastered, for the time being, by some pre-
dominant passion. The-whirl of life with its absorbing
interests makes the inward lack forgotten. But the
moment the excitement is over and consciousness regains
strength, the latent discontent 1aakes itself felt with new

wer.

% Christ meets this thirst with the living water of
salvation, He presses the cup of His love to our parched
lips, and, in the assurance of His forgiveness, friendship
and help, there comes a sense of peace and rest unspeak-
ably refreshing, Living water! No figure could more
aptly describe the influence of Christ as He flows in upon
the soul. He ends the fever of sin, removes the irritating
cause, averts the penalty, turns our tastes in another way,
quenches unworthy desires and pours a new life into the

soul,

What is the everlasting life promised to him who
receives salvation through Christ? It is that controlling
force in the soul that turns all things in a right direction.
The purpose is different ; the thoughts and desires are new.
“The old .aings are passed away; behold, they are
become rew.” An entirely different principle of action
now reiyns and reshapes the whole life.

T'.ere occurs in the passage a subtile transition of
thought suck as is more common than we think. The
Samaritan woman desired to change the subject of conversa-
tion. Itwasgetting uncomfortably personal. This piercing-
eyed stranger shows 2 startling knowledge of her past and
present. “ He whom thou now hast is not thy husband.”
What! She must speak of something els¢, and she sei.es
on the first thing that occurs to her, viz..—how she ought
to worship God. There is a stream in Vermont which at
one point plunges under ground and out of sight, cnly to
reappear again a little fartheron. So this woman's thought,
passing from her sense of sin and her thirst for something
better, reaches the light again in her anxiety to know how
she shall come into proper relation to God and make due
acknowledgment to Him. From a conviction of sin the
channel leads directly to a desire for reconciliation with
God and of communion with Him. Worship is the
expression of our feeling towards God. It is the actofa
child seeking its father and throwing itszlf on his neck.
The Sameritan woman, quite unconscious of the logic of
her thought, but seeingy her unworthiness, in effect sud-
denly cries out, in the same spirit as did Job of old, 1
want God ; Oh that I knew where I might find Him!"

WORSHIP INDEPENDENT OF LOCALITY.

Here Christ propounds a great truth, and, for tnat age
and among that people, a startling truth, That the Jews
might remain pure in an idolatrous age, they had been
required to go up to Jerusalem to worship. The temple
with its sacrifices was to be the center of their service,
But all these symbolic methods of temple worship pointed
to Christ, and in His coming they were ended. True
worship is no longer to center in Jerusalem or its temple.
It is equally acceptable in church or chapel, from Jew or
Gentile. It is not restricted to any age or century or
territory. God mzy be worshipped anywhere.

1t follows that worship is to be uaiversal. It isdesigned
for mankind. In every nation under heaven men are 1o
come to the Father and tell Him they love Him and would
pleasc Him. This seems a matter of course to us, but it

was a shock to Jewish prejudice, and we need not wonder
that Christ revealed it first to this woman of an alien race.

WORSRHIP MUST BE SPIRITUAL AND SINCERB,

Christ went on to unfold the reason why worship was
not to be confined to the Jews. Inthe nature of thingsit
could not be. True worship must be in spirit and in truth,
The reason for this is piain. God 1s a Spint. Our
worship is to be an endeavor to come into closer contact
with God, to understand Him, to enter into His life. We
must, then, whatever else we do, come into spintual touch
with Him. Torms may be well enough in their way, but
they must not descend into empty genuflexions and the
careless mumbling of liturgies. Forms are a language, just
as is music, and if used must convey thought. Fven our
private devotions may in time become the worst of forms.
They may wear a rut in the mind and be uttered day after
day in the same words without a conscious thought of their
meaning.

The temedy for empty formalisin i3 sincerity. We
must worship the Father in truth. We must feel what we
say. Since worship is simply the expression of love for
God, if this love be in the heart, our worship will be 1 1t.
It our love is cold, worship, no matter how claborate, is
gypocrisy. and can only displease Him who knows the

eart.

True worship is best understood through Christ, The
woman of Samaria, evidently a woman of unusual intels
ligence, recognized her dependence on the Messiah.
Christ acknowledged her good sense by revealing Hiinself
as this Messiah. “I that speak unto thee am He.” He
is ready to aid our worship by teaching us how to offer it
and by ¢oing with us into the Divine presence. More
than this, our worship should be offered thros~h Him.

¢¢ Qur Father.”

Whose Father? Yours? Mine? No, our; the Father of
allofus. Jesustell us so; He bids us call Him “Ounr
Father.”

Is He the Father equally of the Caucasian, the Negro,
the Chinaman and the Indian? Jesus bids them all say
“Qur Father.,” Is He the Father of the poor man justas He
is of therich? Jesus instructs each to say “Our Father.”
Is he the Father of the sinful, the vile, of those that have
forgotten their soosl..,.” Evenyet Jesus tells them to come
with the same form of address, ‘'Our Father.”

If God is Father to all of us, white and black, rich and
poor, of good and ill desert, then all we are brothers.

Once a disreputable tramp, carrying the signs of dissipa-
tion and vice, applied at the house ot a clergyman for food.
He was invited into the kitchen, and the loaf of bread
placed on the table. “Canyou say the Lord's prayer?"
said the clergyman. “No,” was the reply. *“Well, you say
the Lord’s Prayer after me, and I wili give you what you
want to cat. ‘Our Father.' " * ‘Our Father "' repeated the
tramp. * ‘Which art in Heaven.”” * ‘Which art’—did you
say ‘Our Father'?” “Yes; ‘Our Father.” Go on: ‘Which
art in Heaven.” ** “But do you mean your Father?” “Ves;
my Father.” “And my Father?” “Yes, I suppose so; but
go on: ‘Whichart in Heaven.' ”* “But if He 1s your Father
and my Fatber, then we are brothers, aren’t we?” “Yes, I
suppose we are.” “Then if you and I arc brothers, cut me
that bread quick, and cut it thick!"”

1t may not be the best brotherliness to cut bread quick
and thick for every tramp that comes to our door, but it 13
the lesson of the first words of the Lord's Prayer that we
are brothers. The more we have of the spirit of Him who
came to seek and to save the lost, the closer we shall be
brought to our brothers. It s asif God in Hcaven were
drawing us all by the cords of His love to Him, and as these
lines all converge to Him, the necarer we come to Him the
nearer we must come to each other.

If God is.our Father, then we need fear none of the ills
of life. One who hassuch a Father has everyreason to be
happy. Noapparent misfortune need discourage him.
“Frederick, is God dead?” said old Sojourner Truth to
Frederick Douglass when he was losing hope of the libera-
tion of the slaves. When the most distinguished of Evglish
Wesleyans was being buried with all honars, and an eloquent
speaker, standing before the vast congregation, began with
the words, “The sun of Methodism has set” a shrill voice
piped out from one of the front seats, “Bless the Lord, that's
aliet” The Church bas no sunset so Jong as it has “Our
Father which art in Heaven.” It has vitiory before 1t, and
so bas every child that will be a son to such a loving Father,
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Temperance Work in the Church,

The last Gencral Assembly made an imporiant ohar _ * whon it
appointed tho Committes on * Ohuroh Life and Wo.x ' to tako
the place of thefour Committesson State of Religion, Tempors woe,
Babbath Observanoco, and Bystematio Benofiolencs, All were not
then agreed s to the wi.dom of shat change, bus thas Is to be
fested by tho experiment ; and {t is to bo hoped shas the expoota.
tion of thoso who belisved the change to be for the beat may bs
fully realized.

Whataver may have boen the intention of those who originated
the changs, there oan bs no doubs the Aesembly did not intend
that any of thoss important sobjecte should bo overlooked, or thas
the atzong attisude of the Oburch rogarding them should be, in any
degros, weakened,

I wish now to aall speolsl atteniion fo the subjecs of Termperancs
in this connsction. The attitods of our Ohurch on the question
has been olearly defined, aud {s woll-known ; and from the
advanced position taken sho Oburch cannot, and will not go baok,
Hor facs is sot stendily towards the prohibition of the Liguor
Traffo, with all it resnlting evils, and to that poins, howover far
or near, sho muas press on with all her moral and spiritual power,
8he oan nover rest satisflod with the presont atato of matters in
our couniry as rugards this great queation. Our Church has dono
much to educate pablic opinion in favor of Total Abstinence snd
Prohibition ; and it {s in this ednocational work that our Churoch
must continno 10 exert her power. Her pulpit, on the whole, has
been faith{ul, and will continue to bo faithfol, In many of her
Babbath schools a greas work is boing quietly, kut effectively done,
and her Young Peoples’ Bocioties are Iargely awake to the great
importance of Tomperance work ; while most of tho outside
Temperance organizaiions draw the majority cf her beat workers
from amooges the members and adherents of our Charch,

In order to more effeotively carry on this educational work
witbin tbe Church $ha * Plan of Work " has boen adopted by tho
Assembly and racommandod to our pecple as a helpfal metbod for
carrying on Temperanoe work within ths Cborch, This * Plan of
Work '" aim» at promoting Tolal Abstinencs among our people;
especially among the children and youtd in the Sabbath Schools
and Youong People’s Bocioties. This aim is songht o be ocarried
o1t by coupling the pledge with Christian instruction, so thas onr
young people sy grow up toolearly underatand that intemperance
io a SIN, and temperance isa DUI'Y ; and that they should avoid
Dot only the ain of intemperance, but also the occasion of the ain,
by totally abataining from the ute of strong drinks,

This work is now under the direcion of the Assembly’s Com.
mittes on ** Ohurch Life and Work,"” as it was formerly under that
of the Iato Committss on Temporance, A small MANUAYL ON
TEMPERANCE has been published explaining the whole work,
and how id oan be oarried on in any oongregation, and thas, teo,
withont incressicg the number of Boasieties. The work can be
dore by eitber tho Sabbath school or the Young Peopler’ Sooiety ;
or, it dssirable, by both,

As the Rov. P. Wright atated in your papsr some time ago, I
bave agreod to take cbarge of ihis pars of the work for tho Com-
mittee, and shall be pleassd to send samples of the Manual, Pledge
Cards, otc., 10 any one applying. Many thonsande of our Pledge
Oards have been used, and ws hops that many more will be
wanted, Bend for the Manual, it will folly explain the work,

Let us do all we can to train up & generation of Christian
Total Abstainers, and it will not ba long until the vexed question
of Prohibition will soivs itself. Remembar that the saloon cannod
live long withoat boys, and soma girls too, and the best thing we
can do is to stop their supply by toachiog our boys and girls to
shun the saloos, to pass is by, to tara from it, and to pass another
way. Will you not help? The preent duty is plain, Oppor.
tunies are passing. For Chrisv's sake, ¢* To the Work! To ths
Work1"™ Help tosave the boys and the girls 2rom the conrss of
intemperance.

What can be the reazon that so many of God’s beloved obildren
complain continually, * Ay circunmsianocea esparate me from God ;
that trials, tomptations, charaotar, temper, friends, epemies—
anytbing can ocome between my God and me.” Cannot God ®o
tako possossion that be oan como ncarer to me than anything in
the world? Must riches, oz poverty, sickness or sorrow, have a
power ovor me that my God hag not?t No. (Why is it that we =0
olten hoar God’s children make that complsint? Thero can be
bat ono avewer. * They do not know sheir God.” If thers bo

trouble or feoblensss in the Church of God, this iz the reason.
Aund this is why, in addition to the promiss, * X will bs thy God,"
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the promise Is £ ofien added, ** And yo eball know thet I am your
God.”* It Iknow tha, not simply through man's teaching, nor
with my mind, or imsgination, but {n the living ovidencs which
God gives in the hear$, thon I know that the divine picesnco will
be s0 wonderfal and #o noar, that I osn livoxll my days and years
n conqueror through him thas loved me. Is not $has the life thas
wo neod ¢

Then why do not God's peoplo know theis God ? For this reason,
Thoy take anything rather than God—ministers, and proaching,
and books, and prayers, and work, an2 effort, any exartion of
human nataro, insfoad of waitiog until God reveals Himself, That
istheona nsoessity. Ab, brother, no toaching can pat you in
posseanion of thia blassed light of Qod, all in all to your soul. I
would to God that cach oo of us would ask his heart whether he
is saying cach day, ‘I want more of God, Do not speak to mo
only of all tho beautifal truth in the Bible, That canvat satisty
me, 1 want God.”’ In our inver Christisn life, in our prayers, in
our chazches, in our fellowship, in our oonventions, God muss
alwaya hava the fitat place. If that be given him he will take
posscraion. In a meeting, every eye is fixed upon thechairman as
tho man who is to say who sball read, and pray, and spesk, and
keep order. Ob, it in each mesting each heart were set upon the
living God, orying, '* My soul thirsteth for God,”" what pr~_. .ind
what blossings, and what presence of the everlasting Goa sould
be revealed. TWhen s manis giving a lecture with s map or iltaa.
trations, he often vees a long pointer to indicate the places or
illustrations, Doces the andicnce look at that pointer? No.* It
might bo of fine gold, but the pointer cannos satisfy them. They
want to gaee what the pointer points at, The Bible is nothing bus
a pointer pointing to God ; and Jesus Christ came to point us to
show us, to bring ns to God. Ifear there are many peopls who
lovo Christ and trust in Him, but who fail to seo the one great
object of His work ; they have never understood the Scripture,
Mo died, that He might bring ua unto God,” Thore is & differ-
enco between tho way 1 am going, and the end I have in view, I
might bs travelling amid beautiful scenory, in delightful company,
but if I have a homes I long to reach, all tha scenery, and company
around mn cannot satisfy me. And God is meant to bo the home
of our souls. Christ came to bring us back to God, and unless we
take Christ for wbat God gavo Him, our religion will always be
divided. What do you read in Hebrewa vii? ¢ He isable tosave
to the uttermost.” Whom? ¢ Them that come to God by Him
—pot them that only come to Christ. In Christ we have the
graciousness, and condescension, and tenderness of God, but we
are in danger of boing content with that, and Christ wants to
bring us to rejoice an much as in the glory of God Himself, in His
righteousness, His holiness, His anthority, His presence, and His
power. Ho can savocompletely thosowhocomoto God $hrough Him.

YWhat is God for? Ho is to bo the Yightand thelife of creation,
tho sourco and power of all existence. The beautiful trecz and
geen grass, and thoe bright sun, God created that they might show
forth His beauty, and wiedom, and glory, When that tree one
hundred years old was planted, God did not give it a atock of life
in which {t would carry on its existence. Nay, verily, God olothes
the lilies every yoar afresh with their beauty, overy year he
clothes the tree with its foliage and its fruit. overy day and every
hour, it is God who maintains the life of all natnre. God created
us, that wo might be the empty vessels in which Ho could work
out His beauty, His will, His love, and the likencas of His blessed
Son. That is what God is for—to work in us by His mighty
operation, without one moment's ccasing.  When 1 begin to grasp
that, I no longer think of tho true Christian life, as a high impos-
sibility, and an unnatoral thing, but Isay, ¢ It is themost natoral
thing in creation that God should heve me every moment, and
should bo nearer to mo than all else.” Think what folly it is to
imegine that I cannot expect God to be with mo every moment.
Look at the sunshino! Have you over had any trouble as you
wore studyiog in the light which the sun gives? Have yon sver
said, ¢ Oh, how can Ik ep that light and bo saro that Xahallhave
it to uso while working?* God has taken caro that tho sunshonld
provide you with light without your care. Has God arranged
that tho light of tho sun which will one day be burncd up, can
coms to mo unoonscicusly, and abide blessedly and mightily ; and
is God not willing or not able, to let His light and His presencs so
shine through me that I can walk all the day with God nearor to
mo than anything innature? Praise God for the assursnce; God
cando it. Why then, does ho de it 80 seldom and in such feeble
mossure? Thoro ia but ons answer ; you do not permitit. Listen
to the word of tho man who know God. well, and ssy, * My soul,
wait thou only upon God.”

Thia life of dopendenco on the Father is the very glory of the

Creator, tho very lifs Christ brought into the world, and to which
bo wants to lift us, Tba secret of the Chriat-lifo in thix: sucha
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consciousness of God's prosenco that whothor Judan camo to
betray him, or Cainphas condemned him uujustly, or Pilato gave
him up to boe crucitied, the presenco of the Father was upon hir,
and within him, and around him, and man could not touch bis
epirit. That is what God wanta to bo to us. God first says to
Moses, ‘I will bring you out,” and thon, ** I will briug you in,”
Ah, God bo praised! Ho l'as bronght many of us out of the
unconverted stato ; but has he brought ue into tho lifo of abiding
communion? 1 fear not. Does nat all that auxious reatlessncas,
and all that futile offort prove that wo havo not lot God do his
work? Do nos think that this desiro is the stirring of your own
heart; that overlasting Divino Magnot is drawing you. Thoso
rostloss yearnings and thirstings, remember, aro tho worl of God ;
come, bo still, and wait on God ; Ho will revenl Himselt,

How am I to wait upon God? Firat of all, in your times of
prayer, you must take more timo to be still before God, withoat
saying one word. In prayer, the most important thing 1s to catch
tho car of him to whom I speak. Do not offer one potition until
you aro fully conscicus of h..ving sciurcd tho attention of Lod.
You need to have your heart filled by the Spirit, with tho holy
conscionsncys that the overlasting, Almighty God 1s indcod come
very near you.

Prayer may beo indeed waiting upon God, but there 1s a great
deal of prayer that is not. Waiting on God 18 vho ficat and tho
best brginning for prayer, when wo just all bow 1 tho humble,
silont ackoowledgement of God's glory and nearness. Then cro
wo begin to pray, thero will be tho very blessing that wo often got
at the end. From the vory beginning X como faco to face with
Qod ; I am in touch with the overlasting omnipotenco of love, and
I know my God will bless me. God help us, that nothing may
stand botwixt us and God ; that wo muy never be so occupie  with
hearing and listening, that we forget tho presence of God.

Tie A1us or o CuuisTIAN CoLLEas :~It i8 propor that Ishould
join in offering congratulations to the Principal of thris College on
the completion of this spacious and beautiful building on which he
has spont so much thought and encrgy. It is a oredit to his
engincering akill and an ornament to tho capital of H. H. Maha-
rajsh Holkar through whose liberalisy tho site was furnished
vendoring its crcotion poesible. Wherever the oye of the
Maharsjah rests on tho building ho will feel no regret thot he gave
its sito to tho Oanadian Mission.

When ar, Wilkic asked mo to give an address ax a ropresen-
tative of tho Mission staff he said that he hoped all would from
the beginning realizo the nacossitv of kecping the building sacred
for tho use of tho Master. As & band of missionaries we join

earnestiy in tho hope. Whatover be the form of ou work, or the .

nature of tho mothods employed, our one aim is to use every
agenvy for the purpoas of bringing souls into living relationstotho
Lord Josus. Somctimes it is said that education is but a trap
swherowith to catoh unwary youths, and that miesionarica under
tho garl of oduoationalists are but proselytizers, But those who
know ua best know that such a chargo is not true. 'We make no
hesitation in duclaring that our purposo is through cducation to
bring soholars and students into the kingdom of God, and to fit
them tho botter for the duties they owo to their fellows and to
their God. If trap it be it is one into which they w~tk with their
eycs open. Sutely no ono who looks at and undw.stands the
mottoes aver tho porch doors of this building and on the wall
before you, can fail to seo that tho purpose of this Collego is
mnantfest. A young man comes from the city, wo will supposs,
to attend on tho alasses hero. Ieo comes for instruction and
guidance, and as ho enters tho porch his oyes catch the words
written over the opposite doorway, ‘God's Word—OQur Guide.’
From this ho may learn that though ho will receivo {nstruction in
history, science, philosophy, eto , bo will be tanght that guidance
in life's dutiea will be found not in thess things, but in The Word
of God. As ho turnsto enter the hall ho will see written over the
door, ** Our Aim is God's Glory.” With the Word of God in his
hand ho has tha rulo by which that aim may be reached. Advanc-
ing » littlo further towards this auditorium his eye will catch
theso words written in illuminated letters on the wall above us,
¢ Holiness unto tho Lord,” * Yo are the temples of the living
God,” *The templo of God is Holy.” And thess words will
conatantly remind him that by holineas alone can God beglorified,
acd that on'y in tho holy hear. will the holy God dwell, not inany
pantheistio or material or physical sense, but in such a sonse that
when the thoughts, feelings, purpossa and motives are holy He
will in & special wey roveal Himself and givo a blcased senso of
fellowship. When our student learns tho lesson of holiness he
learns too that of solf-sacrifice and charity, High up on that end
wall he reads the words, ** Tho Bronson Hall” and he is told of
the largo gift of a Canadian lady who, perhaps, never saw a Finda
or a Mohammedan, but who in her desire to make them know tha
blessings of Christianity gavo the large donation for tho comple-
tion of this hall, Having lesrned here tho great lessons of
consecration to God and of devotion to the good of his follows, he
goea forth to the duties of life, and as he loaves the College walls
ho seos written over the door by which bodoparts the words, *¢ Our
sbield—God’s love,” woids of ccmfort and encouragement ax he
gnea forth into an unfriendly world to labur in behalt of truth and
righteousness. He bas tho asauranco that there is with bim One
who will with infinito power joined with infinite love protect bim
from overy tnomy. The young man who has the Icasons of thess
mottoos ingrained into his beiog is surely well fitted to go forth
and make the moat of his life.

man and theglory of God. In this possibility of growth of facultica
and powers lies a striking difference botwecn man and the lower
onders of animal lile. Tho firat time & beo builds ita cell is doos it
with as much mathematical accuracy ss if it had atudied mathe.
matics for twenty yoars. A bird’s first neat is Luilt ag perfectly
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as its last ons, and & chioken just out of its ahell runs about te
pisk up food like its mother. Bn$ whilo an infant comes into the
world tho maat helpless of creatures, and can do little more than
ory, novertheless, its powers quickly develop ensbling man o far
outstrip animals of even the higl.at instinct, in ability to usa the
forces of naturo for intelligent ends. In thisfact of thecapabilities
of life lies tho posainility of making muoh or meking liitle of lifo,
and {t oarrios great responsibilities, Andsothere arefow questions
of more importance to any one at any stage of life than juat thin;
How can I make the most of my life? To the young men who
coms to it, this College will give the answer and will help them to
realizo it,

{1) Through the courso of study sppointed it will endeavor to
train their facultica. Its purpuse is not to furnish mental powers
but to train and to make the beat of auch as the young men bring
toit, It is well for the young men to remember this ; and if they
should fail in examinations not to attribute their want of succeas
to the failure of Ganesh to help them, or to the ineffiviency of their
teachers. There is » possibility that the material furnished might
not be of the best quality or capable of the highcat development.
But thoy mey rest asaured that the teachers here will do their
best to traiu for life’s duties whatever powers they bring to them,

2) But besides this it will bo the constant aim, I am sure, of
this College to develop the moral and spiritual character of its
scholars and students, and to keep constantly before them the
bighest aims in life. Any Collego would fail cf its purpose, ar?
most of all a Christian College, that did not aitn at the symmet.
rica) development of all the powers of thoss who sought ita help.
To neglect the moral training of students while training the intel.
lectual faculties would be to increase facilities for doing evil. 1t
would bs like sharpening tools to put in the hands of & madman,
Tho Government of India recognizing this is doing more and more
to provide for the moral training of those who study in ita
Colleges.

But we Christians believe that the basis of a true morality is
true religion, 2nd 80 we teach not morality merely but that religion
which is from God. And in every department of stady thestudent
will havo his attention Jall to traces and manifeatations of that
God, who has rovealed Himself ia His written word and most fally
in Him was the Word 1n:avnate. There isno dspartment ef study
where the wiso and earnest teacher may not bring tiie mind of bis
scholars into contast with the Creator and Governor of the world,
thus ever doveloping s spiris of trust and reverence, In history
the progress discernible may bes traced not to the blind atruggles
of independent tribes and natiors for smprovement, but to the
plan and purpose of a guiding intelligence who presides over all
and out of the struggles and failures and errors of men has folfilled
His own plans. In the sciences the wisdom and skill of the great
Creator may bo constantly pointed out. In chemistry, blolegy,
zoology, geology, eto., fresh manifestations of wisdom and skill
are being disclosed, and the argument for tho existence of God
drawn from theae sonrcea is ever growing stronger and atronger,
and every increase in ecience.is but giving desper insight into the
natare of the Maker of all.

Evcn mathematica may be 8o taught as to bring the mind into
contact with God. Tho laws of nature are all mathematical rela-
tions. In the feathers of a bird’s wing, in the stamens and pistils
of lowers, in the relations of branches of trees to their trunks may
botraced mathematical relations constant and definite. In the
marvels of the Iaboratory the student may learn how the Creator
out of 64simple clemonta has, according to unvarying mathematical
Iaws, built up this wonderful world. Aund so in the higher
mathematics he may bo taught that he is but thinking out the
Jaws which at creation wers impressions on the heavenly bodies
which revolve in their sppointed orbits. Centuries befoze Christ,
Plato, and his frivnds, as an intcllectual pastime, cocoupied them-
sclves with the properties of the eclipas, parabols and hyperbols,
i.c.; of conic sevtions, but not till asventeen centuries after Christ
was it discovered that God had drawn, in the movements of planeta
and astellities magnificent disgrams illuatrating the laws that
woro thought to lie in the realm of thought alone. Thus even in
mathomatics men are but slowly spelling ont God’s thoughts.
And 8o in every department of human knowledge the devout
teacher may reverently bring his pupils to the contemplation of
their Lord.

But abovo all in a Christian institution will they be brought to
seo Him in His Word and in Jesns Christ through whom He baz
fally disclosed Himsell, There is a tendency not only in Indim,
tatin other laxds as well, to try to look beyond Jesus to find
God. XHow often young men have said to mo, Why do you insist
on talling us of Jesua? wo canknow and worship God without Him,
Bat it cannot bo. Apart from Jesus who was God manifeat in the
flesh wo cannot find in the whole univaras, expose it ax we way, &
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God before whom heart and resson and consele:.se will bow in
homage and be satisfisd. In Him we see what trus greatness aud
glorles. In Hisgoodnessand self-sacrifioing love wo zee God comivg
down to fallen, sin-burdeued and sin-destroyed humenity and
making this world with all ita woes and sorrowe and perplexities
the sphere where He has disclosed ths wondrous depths of the
resoutroes of Hia grace and love, To enable the atudents who shall
gather here for instruction to ses and realize this in porsonal
experience of redesming love is the grand, ultimato end of this
College.

Our hope is that many young raen shall hear loarn the sccret
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of true greatness and of everlasting happiness, and shall go forth
with the conviction that it In better to be good than great and
learned, botter to bu & rellever of distress than to roceive tho
bomage of mon. Wo trunt thoy will here imbibo a spirit of love
and self-aacrifice auch that when they go forth to the duties of life
tho eyo shall bo opou to see tho wanta of the needy, the ear open to
the cry of the opprossed, the hand strong to strike the fetters from
tho onalaved, and to rescuo their perishing brethren and at last
when tho great books are oponed may it be found in respert
to this institution that it can be said of many, This one was
born there. =

Writing in tho December number of the Knox College Monthly,
concerning the Y.P.S.C.E. in St. Paul's Chorch, Bowmaurille,
Rov, R. Douglas Fraser. M.A., writcs: **Tho Y.P.S.C.E. was
founded in 1589, and, 80 far as known, was tho firat in the town or
country. Tho organization was accomplished during tho absence
of tho pastor on a lung holiday, chiely through tho zealand tact of
his efficient ““supply.” On his return four moanths aftorwards to
his unmingled surprise and delight, the pastor found his Young
People vecal. It was as much a surprise to themselves as to him.
Some of thoao who wero surest that they wore born dumb, and
must always remain 20, wers already using their tongues with
ploasure and profit,

Tho history of the Society has been uneventful. It has had its
upsand downs. At the present writing it is smaller than 1t has
somotimes been.  But it has never shuwn any aigns of disintegra.
tion, and now, at the end of six yoars, is still a centro of life, and
iuspiration and work.

Tho ** la0del Constitution ™ was adopted, at tho outsct, in its
catirity, with one exeeption, viz., a quarterly instead of a monthly
‘ consccration meeting,” and this so placed as to fall upon tho
weok preoceding tho Communion. The arrangement has been
found oxcollent, and there has boen no disposition to changs it.

The Presbytery in which our society was situated wasoncotthe
first to callits Young Peoplo together. This was cone in 1893,and
in 1834 a Presbyterial Young People’s Socicty was formed, with a
simple and comprehensive conatitution. It embraces 211 Yeung
Toople’s Societios recognized by Sessions and unites them for apiri.
tual culture and work. This orgaaization has now for two yoara
been supporting s missionary in tho Northwest, whosolctters gothe
round of the various socistits in the Presbytery, and bave thus
dono much to bind them together.

Theso Presbyterial Conventions have helped our Young Peoplo
to recognize their atrength, and it is not improbablo that such
Preabyterial ** rallica’ may prove stepping-atones to an occasional
great gathering covering the wholo Church. Why npot? It is
vain to cry, ' Too many meetings! Too mapy organizations !
Proshyterianism bas ita choico: That the eathusiasm of its Young
Peoplo aball bo given altogether to the various local, and coanty,
and prorvincial, and nationsal, and international organizations of a
general character—and nono of theso aro to bo spoken against; or
taat, in accordance with the spirit of Chnistian Endeaver, ita own
Church abali roceive the first and chief share.

Dz, Daff, tho well-knows Indian missicoary, when acting as
professor of evangelistic theology 1n the New College, Ldinbargh,
waa wonl 10 anvits his students to his honse. The pleasant
eveuings wero clozed with family worship. The Quartearly Reocrd
of the National Rible Society of Scotland recallsa touchizrg feature
in connection with those gatherings:

But
the vessel was wrecked, and nearly everything on beard waa lost,

tho passanger: aud crow being glad to reach tho shoro without loss
of lifo or limb, Thoy had gathered round a hastily kindled firo
when a sailor, who bad been down on the beach watching tho
wrecek, was scen approaching with something in his hand. ¢Seo
what T bave picked up on tho shore '* he cried.  *And the sailor
handed me,’ Dr. Duff would say, ‘a book, this very book,’ iaying
his hand on the Bible, which still boro mnrks of the rough usago
it had received beforo it cscaped tho sea. ¢ All my clasaica went to
the bottom; but, when the Bible was thus rescued and brought
baok to my hands, I scemed almost to hear a voice from beaven
saying to mo; ¢ Greok aud Latin uuthors aro not needed toconvert
tho natives of India ; the Bibls alone, with God's Spirit, is suffi-
cient, for it is the sword of the Spirit, aud mighty through God to
the polling down of Satan’s strongholds.’” Yes, the Bible, with
divine help, is sufficicnt to convert India, to convert the world to
Christ.

Lot us tuke tho last question first, * Why should we testify for
Chriat 1" Thero atre $wo great reasons at least, and the first is,
Beeauss of what Ho has done for us. *While we were yeot
sinners Christ diod for us;” when we were rebels against God,
fugitives from Divino Justice on the ono band, and diseased by
tho leprosy of Sin on the other, He left His throno in the
Heavonlies and coming to earth declared with outstretched hands
from the hill called Calvary, God's amnesty and peace with men ;
yes, more tkan that; by the wonderful virtue of His ‘hed blood
He etayed the progress of the plaguo that with insidious power
had aapped and corrupted tho vitality of men. Peace and healing
He brought us; by faith we receivzi them; the free gifts of His
love ; thereforelr us testify. And the aecond reason is likeunto
the first, what Ha did for us He has dons for all ; the diffsrence
being that wo know it and believe it while others aro ecither
ignorant of it or ignoreit. YWe must testify for Christ then that
all may know what Ee has done, and have at least the opportunity
of arailing themselves of His redemptive work. Thers aro many
other rcasonawhy wo should testify, but surety 2o Christisn veeds
more than these. Lot us then notica brielly, how wo should
tostify. Ouar testimony should bo public, the world so far as it
knows us shonld know that we are Christ's. Itshould bocon-
stant, every day shounld give u» some new thing to tell about the
Maater’s love. It should bo fearless, mcither laugh nor taunt
shounld be suflicient to extinguish ourlight, ordrown our voice. It
should be modest, it will then be more like our Master; bat
romember it is never immodest, nover out of place to sound the
praise of Jesus. Afodesty is loat only when the testifier over-
shadowa the testimony. It shoold be loving, Christ hated sin but
Ho loved the sinner; remembver tho wrath of tho Great White
Throno will be the wrathof the Lamd. Itshould bo trustfol, it
may bs weak in wording, halting in epnunciaticn, but if it is
backed by simplo {aith in God the powers of Hell itself will not be
able to rexist it  Abovo all 1ot the eloguent writness of a conse-
crated lile acoompany the earneat testimony of consecrated lips.

Joha's pointing Him out as tho ¢ Lamb of God ;¥ the callof Jesuy’
first disciples; His first miracle at Cana, azd His fint year's
ministry in Judea. Tho principal recorded events of this Judean
mioistry are, Jesus' cloaniing of the temple; Bis talk with
Niocodamus ; His visit to Galileo, on tho way mestingthe Samaritan
woman a% Jacob's well, and at Ceua healing the nobleman'’s son
who was ill a, Capernaum; His returs to Jerusalem to attend o
fenst (John v. 1) belioved to have been the passover occoring 4 b.
28, March 30th-April 6th, when Ho healod the impotent man at
tho pool of Bethesda.  After this, hearing tnat John the Baptist
had beea imprisoned, Jesus left Judea and began His eighteen
months’ minietry in Galilee. At this point Luke again takes up
the atory of Jeaua' life, Chap. iv. 14,
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VErse By VERSE.—V. 14, *In tho powor of the Bpirit."—
Thus Christ accomplished His ministry through a power which
wo aleo are privileged to possess, The differencs is that Christ had
the Spirit without measure, whilohuman imperfeotionsets bounds
and limitations to tho exercise of Hi influence on ua.

V. 15. “Being glorified of all.””—~Tho praise of men docs not

count for much, Thosame poople who now glorificd Him and
wondered at His gracious words, a little later tried to compacs

His deatruction by casting Him over the rocky brow on which
Nazaroth was built.

V. 16. “Whero Ho had becn brought up.”—Just on that place
it is most difficult to preach Christ. Thero one is well known,
and ones weakncases and besetting sins aro all remembered; but
there, also will esrnest, consistent testimony to Jusus have the
greatest effect. Lot us witnors at home, before wo scek to witness
abroad. *“As His custom was.”—1Wo cannot afford to neglect a
custom which Jesus 80 unfailingly practiced. Attendance on
Divino scrvice is one of the means of grace which God ugesrichly to
tho blessing of souls, and those who abacnt ““emselves will loso
invaluable privileges and bocomo spiritually starved.

As tho Presbytery of Kingaton mot some
dayasgoand as a report presentod by the
Homo 3ission Committes was of such sunen-
coura{ing character, it oocurrod to the writer
to mako somo_comparisons betwoen our con-
dition nowand what it was twelvo yoan ago
when he cams into the Presbyters. Tho
whole Church will ba interestod in knowing
whether thero bo sigas of growth or other-
wise in the ono of the oldest reginos of tho
K:dﬁneo and in 3omo reapects ono of the

oat Golds so far as our Church is oon.
oernod. It is to bo remembered that oar
field is very large, being absut 100 miles
from ocast to west and about tho same from
north $o sonth, that muuh of itis poor soil
and thinly popalatod, and where tho popula-
tion is dense, for reasons that nood pot now
be toachad upon, thowmembers and adherents

of our Church aro comparatively fow o
numbers. In such circumstances, and par.
ticulsrly whon as in other older parts of the
province many of the young peoplo aro dis-
posed to move into newer and moro fertile
rogions, it was not to be wondored at if but
littlo progroas was made ; thore was rather
satisfaction to ho expressed if wo held tho
round already posscased. Iotthe figures to
put down hero bo carefully noled. Twelvo
yoars ago the working ministerial foroe in
tho Prusbytery was ninectoon, and seeven
vacanciea woro roported to tho Assomblg. to-
gother with nino mission stations. Some
of the vacancics werc not worthy of the
namo. Throo of them aro still vacant and
thoy aro roported as mission fields rathér
than as vacancies. Somo years later the
position did not scem mach brigkter. Now
our ministerial force is thirty-one instead of
ninetoen. Wo have practically no vacancics,
but thero are two or throo fields whero wo
aro ready to employ ordained missionaries if
the right men were availablo, and we havo
twelve mission ficlds in which studeats aro
employed in the summer sud tho msjority of
them get rogular supply in the winter from
tho oollege. Within the last four months
thore wero threo pastors set over chargea
and threo ordained missionaries appointed
to ficlds. Of tho threo fields just referred
to as having got ordained n:issionarics not
ono of them had a name or a place in our
church as late as eight years ago. Another
point may be mentioned. We can count at
ltast five of our settled charges that some
three or four years ago were recsiving con-
siderable sums from tho Augmentation Com-
mittoo and now they recsive nothing. They
have becomo self-supporting. Some of us
can remember, not 8o long ago cither, when
there wero only three or four 2elf-supportiog
charges in the Presbytery, when the five
abovoe reforrod to aro added it is socn that tho
pro, made is very coconraging.  While
well aware that much remains to bo dono,
wo tsko the liberty of sayinght!mt w3 may
congratulate ourselves on what has been
alroady accomplished, and aborve all wo aro
to thank God for what Ho in His goodoess
has done for us. He has done great things
for uy and we aro glad.
