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OVER LAND AND SEA.

The Chaiman of the Board of Management of Knox
College has just issued a circular to the ministers of
the Church, calling attention to the fact that at this
date the Ordinary Fund is in debt to the alarming
extent of $8000.00. He asks ministers and sessions to
take up a special collection, on behalf of the Fund, on
Sabbath, the 26th, inst., so that the amount may be
forwarded to the Agent of the Church, before the 3oth
April, when the year terminates. Under any circum-
stances, it is important that the year should be ended
free from debt. It 1s especially of importance this year,
in view of the action of the Board in nominating two
new Professors, and asking the Assembly to elect these.
We trust that every minister will respond to the appeal
of the Chairman. The College has countless friends
throughout the whole country. Now is a fitting time
to show their practical interest in the work and welfare
of the institution, by liberal and hearty contributions,
towards the removal of this indebtedness. Will not
many of those, without waiting for a special Sabbath
collection, in their respective Churches, forward aliberal
offering directly to Rev. Dr. Warden, Toronto ?

Welearn that the ProtestantChurch hasbeenin Korea
for just ten years. During that time it has laboured to

some purpose, as the following statistics will show:—

Six of the churches are ministered to by native pastors;
and during the past year contributions have been made
to the amount of over one thousand dollars. The oldest
Presbyterian church, crganized in 1887, has a member-
ship of 156.

During the week in June given up to entertrinment
of the Presbyterian visitors in Glasgow, the university
and thecity authorities will be engaged in doing honor
to Lord Kelvin, whose jubilce as professor of natural
philosophy will then be celebrated. There are few
professors who live to attain their jubilee, and still fewer
who attain the eminence of Sir William Thomson, now
Lord Kelvin. His part in laying the cable between
Britainand America is well known. His practical
services to science, and more especially his numerous
electrical inventions, have justly extended his fame.

More and more there is growing up a disposition
amoag parents, says Bishop Potter, to permit all matters
of religious observance to be with their offspring mere
matters of choice or preference. Your child must learn
French or German and drawing; but he shall learn his
catechism and his Biblc lesson and a reverent observance
of God's holy day if.-he chooses, and not otherwise.
A more dismal and irrational folly it is not easy to con-
ceiveof. Ido not say that there may not have been
folly in another and in an opposite directicn, But surely
we can correct the excess without straightway flying to
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an opposite and worse one. And so I plead with you who
are parents to train your children to ways of reverent
familiarty with God's word, God's house and God's day.

One of the features of the Glasgow pulpit, this last
season, has been the program of lectures to young men
delivered by Dr. Stalkerin Free St. Matthew's. There
are preachers who pander to the love of the sensational,
but Dr. Stalker, like Principal Caird, delights in appeal-
ing to the religious intellect of his hearers. The course
is entitled Religious Psychology, or the Religious Use
of the Powers of the Human Mind. The Body, Soul
and Spirit, the Temperaments, the Five Senses, the
Memory, Imagination have been separately dealt with,
and the interest awakened has justified Dr. Stalker's
belief that congregations relish good hard thinking when
the results of it are stated clearly and intelligently.

Dr. Dawson Burns, in his annual Jetter to the Z¥mes,
statesthe Drink Billof Englandfor 1893 as £142,414,812,
more than four millions sterling higher than last year.
In significant contrast to this enormous expenditure on
drink is the amount spent by this Christian country in
spreading the gospel of Christ throughout the world.
Including the contributions of Roman Catholics to their
foreign missions, it is lessthaa 41,400,000, or not one-
hundredth part oftheexpenditure on intoxicatingliquors.
In other words, every family of five persons in the United
Kingdom spends, on an average, £18, 3s. 10d. annually
on intoxicating drink, and only 3s. 6d. on foreign
missions.

Tuesday, 7th January, says the Jamaica Presby-
terian wasa day never to be forgotten in the annals of
the East Indian Church. There have been services
held in other parts ol the island conducted in the Hindi
language, but the high honour of having the Sacrament
of the Lord’s Supper dispensed for the first time to a
company of East Indians who profess faith in Jesus
Christ belongs to the Church at Paul Island. The Rev.
William F Martin, M. A., late of Rajputana, who was
welcomed on the spot by five ministerial members of
the Presbytery, conducted the entire service in the
language of the people. It wasa memorable sight.
The earnestness with which they listened to everything
said, the eag :rness with which they regarded everything
done, and the reverence with which they partook of the
elements was very marked. As the large audience
seperated, the uppermost feeliug in every breast must
have been thankfulness that this work had been so
manifestly owned of God.

By the last census of India the total population is
287,223.431, or about one sixth the world's population.
Of thase, seventy-two per ceat., or 207,000,000, are
classified as Hindus, 37,000,c00 are Mussulmans,
7,000,000 are Buddists, and 2,000,000 Christians, Of
the 15,000,000 who are returned as “‘literate’ and
“Jeared,” approximately three quarter of a million
only are females.
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T Church Union In Scotland.

CRISIS has been reached in a series of negotiations
between the Presbyterian Churches of Scotland as
to a basis of re-union, in which the Presbyterian worid
has been greatly interested. Two years ago a few of
the most distinguished and repreentative men of the
Church of Scotland, Free, aud United Presbyterian
Church met **to talk unreservedly of the union of the
three Churches, . . on the understanding that all
matters on which they differed should be fully discussed.”
Among established churchmen who entered into it were
Prosessors Flint and Charteris, Drs. Marshall Lang,
Cameron Lees, Archibald Scott, Alison, Blair and Pagan;
Sir Ralph Anstruther, Bart.; Mr. J. A.Campbell, M.P.,
and Sheriff Cheyne. The Free Church was represented
by Drs. Candlish, Ross Taylor, Norman Walker,
Bannerman, Revs. J. M. Sloan, R. Howie, with Sir
Thomas Clark, Messts. Taylor Innes, J. M. M'Candlish,
etc., and the United Presbyterian Church by Drs.
Calderwood, Mair, MacEwan, Henderson, Kidd, and
others. After meetings and discussions the following
resolutions were arrived at, showing that the negotia-
tions have not, thus far, been successful.

1. Its warm gratification at the brotherly spirit which
has all along characterised its discussions, and at the
large amount of agreement which has been revealed in
regard to important principles.

2. Itsdeep regret at finding itself unable to egree upon
a baus for an incorporating union between the three
Churches.

The State connection was found to be tl.e chief, and
indeed, almost the only important obstacle in the way of
a scheme of union which would bc acceptable to all.
Lach of the three Churches submitted a carefully pre-
pared statement of its position, statements which may
prove historically valuable in any future similar negotia-
tion. For the Free Church, Professor Candlish main-
tained that ** in her legislative action the Established
Church has no power to refuse Parliamentary control
even in spiritual things.” Oa the other hand, Dr.
Alison, on behalf of the Established Church holds ¢ that
the spiritual independence of the Church has not been
violated by the Civil Courts.” * That the Church and
the State have distinct spheres™ is the contention of
Dz. Mair, representing the United Presbyterian Church.
It is most interesting to follow the argument, the more
so that it affords an insight to the positions held by the
Churches concerned in the negotiations, with respact
to the establishment or Church and State principle. It
also shows how small the difference is on essentials be-
tween the Free Church and the United Presbyterian.
Union bet veen these two great Churches ought net to
be impossibie.  If the I'ree Church, which historically
huids by the cstablishment principle cannot now accept
State connection as an elemient of a reconstructed
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church, she has travelled far in the ditection of volun-
taryism since 1843, and if she has carried the sentiment
and convictions of her people with her in this
“¢u.p-ward " journey, it would seem strange should no
basis of union between them be devised. The negotia-
tions just closed are likely to draw these two kindred
Churches still closer. In substance the Free Church
argues thus: ¢ The civil establishment of the Church
has always been perilous in Scotland and elsewhere;
that when Christians are divided into denominations
differing in their views, it is not the duty of the State to
decide for the people which is most Scriptural or true,
or to give any one of them ascendancy over others on
the ground of its possessing the majority ; and where it
has done this (as in our own country it did openly on
intolerant principles), it is its duty now to solve *he
difficulty it has created by returning to principles of
equal treatment.” To which the Established Church-
men reply “that Christ is the Head of the State, that
the State ought to be Christian, and ought to promote
religion and righteousness. They then goon to propose
a federation of the Churches. The Establishment prin-
ciple i2 not made a term of communion in any of the
Churches. Why not cease contending for or against it ?
Why not stop all contention and agitation, and be silent
with respect to it? On that condition, they propose
federation and co-operation with a view to ultimate
union in a national Church.”

It would have been too much to expect that volun-
taryism and Stateism could join hands in a federation,
and as above stated the negotiations failed in their
direct object, but it was surely well that the ablest
men in the three Churches should come together and
confer in the brotherly spirit in which they did, and
although for the present the prospects of the union of
the three Churches may not have been hastened by the
conference, it may be that gocod seed has been sown
which will at some future lime bring forth fruit in the
desired direction.

Remembered in Canada.

A minister who is still remembered with kindly
feelings in the Canadian Church, and whose brothers
are respected members of the ministry here, Rev,
Andrew MacDonald Tait, was elected Moderator of
the General Assembly of the Church of New South
Wales at the Aanual meeting last month., The follow-
ing brief skefch from the Sydney Presbyterian will be
read with interest by many of his old friends :—

The Right Rev. Andrew MacDonald Taitlis a native
of the county of Caithness, the farthest north county of
Scotland, and of the parish of Halkirk. He has
sprung from a race which was distinguished for
generations for their piety and devout zeal for the
glory of God. One of these, Kate Tait, is honorably
mentioned in Dr. Kennedy's book ¢ The men of the
North.” His parents sere highly respectable, though
not rich (although it was said they ought to have been).
Educated at the parish school, he afterwards went to
the Edinburgh University, where he attended three
sessions. Removing to Glasgow, he attended one
session. Afterwards he attended the Divinity Hall of
the Free Church in Glasgow for four sessions.
Licensed by the Presbytery of Glasgow in 1868, he
was sent to Canada in Oclober, 1869, by the Colonial
Committee of the Free Church. In March, 1870, he

was ordained and inducted by the Presbytery of
Ottawa at Bristc], Quebec. Here he remained for
nearly three years, working successfully; but finding
the climate {n the winter season too severe, he was
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transferred to New Zealand. Mr. Tait was here
settled at Coromandel, where he gathered a congre-
gation and built a pretty little church, opening it free
of debt. Finding the field very contracted, and feeling
he was able to occupy a larger one, he came across to
New South Wales, and about two months after he was
inducted at Newtown., After being here about two
months, a call was sent to him (wholly unsought) from
Goulburn, which he accepted, and where he has
remained ever since. Mr. Tait has two brothers in
the ministry—one in the city of Quebec and the other
in British Columbia.

*«0Old and Faithful.”

Writing to the Presbyferian Witness Halifax,
¢ Observer " makes the following strong plea in behalt
of the Aged and Infirm Minister’s Fund, which we
reproduce in the earnest hope that it may add point to
our words of last week in the interest of one of the
most deserving Funds of the Church :—

* This fund is one which claims the cordial support
of every member of the Presbyterian Church in Canada.
Its object should commend it to the mind and con-
science of every member of the church; for it is to
provide the means of livelihood for ministers who, after
arduous service, find it necessary, on account of age
and infirmity to retire in the regularly appointed way
from full work. If this fund were as well supported as
it deserves it would cheer the Lord's servants in their
declining years, and help them in bearing the burdens
of life. * Any minister, however long and faithfully he
may have served can, on his becoming an annuitant,
draw annually, only two hundied dollars. This is a
very slender sum to live on, too slender surely ! But
we are in danger of falling short even of the $200. It
should, for the honot of the church, the glory of its
adorable Head, and in justice to His aged servants be
increased without delay to $400. A person who has
served his country faithfully in any of its important
trusts is treated by the state with generous considera-
tion. The judge who, during his days of active service
enjoys a liberal salary, receives on his retirement at
least half the former amount per annum.—The military
officer who has given the best of his years for the
defence of his country, retires not on a paltry sum
which wili barely keep the wolf from the door; but on
half of his former pay,—and so with custom house
officers and others. Are the soldiers of the Cross of
Christ, who have born the heut and burden of the day
until they have lost health and strength in their
endeavors to rescue the perishing, and to feed the
lambs, and the sheep of Christ’s pasture, to be regarded
with less favor by the church than the state extends to
its servants ? The writer would humbly suggest, that
all the ministers of the church who have .ot yet given
their cordial and hearty support to the fund, do so as
soon as possible ; because it will then appear to every
member and adherent of the church that she means
business, and that there is to be no half-heartedness
about the matter. In view of the pressing needs of
the fund, through the increasing demands upon it,

"and the evils of delay, it is devoutly to be hoped that
as soon as possible such a determined and united effort
shall be put forth by all the members and active
workers of the church as shall with God's blessing,
make that scheme a decided success.”

A Ministor's Privologo A case has been disposed of re-
in tho Witneas Box.  cently in the Civil Courts of Que-
bec, which throws light on the priveleges enjoyed by
priests and Protestant clergymen when called upon to
give evidence incourt. In the casereferred to, the Rev.
Abbe Dvbuc was called as a witness, and he refused to
reveal a conversation he had had with the defendant, on
the ground that the conversation was a professional
secret having taken place while he was acting as
spiritual adviser to the defendant. The Abbe’s refusal
was taken into consideration, and he was sustained by
the judge. The precedent which guided the judge was
a similar decision in a case involving the same principle,
in which a Protestant minister refused to reveal what had
been told to him as a professional secret, and in which the
judge held that it was the minister’s duty not to reveal
facts, a knowledge of whith had been so obtained.

The Doprossion tn At the recent meeting of the General

Church Funds.  Agsembly of New South Wales, the
report of the Sustentation Fund showed that owing 10
the continued strain in financial affzirs no special effort
had been made on behalf of the Fund. The reccipts
amounted to £29,053 10s 2d, ;which, despite an addi-
tional sum of £1,000 from the Berry bequest, was s 225
less than that of the previous year, and the eapenditure
to £29,042 gs 5d, leaving a balance of {16 0s gd. The
decrease in the amount received from congregations was
£991 175 yd. The capital remained as at the last bal-
ance, £7,853 8sgd. The aid given by congregations
paying a stipend of £ 3co and over had receded {37,
and amounted to £136 145 sd. The aid distributed
among cighty-five congregutions amounted to £1,548
55 4d, as against {507 Ss 6d distributed among seventy-
seven congregations in 18y4: but, unfortunately, the
stipends of aid-receiving ministers had not matenally
increased owing to the diminution of reccipts from the
congregations themselves.,
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Thinking On Religious Truth.

The habit of religious meditation needs encourage-
ment. In the past, Cheistians apparently used to reflect
more about the great truths of the gospel, in itself and
its practical applications, than most of them do now.
This 1s partly due to the enormous multiplication of
topics ot interest in modern times, because of the more
rapid and comprehensive facilities of intercommunica-
tion, the abundance of publications and the advance in
valuable knowledge of many kinds. Then religion had
nothing like as many competitors as subjects of thought
as it has now and men were not so much tempted, as
at present, to superficial reflection. . .

Meditation upon spiritual truth is essential to a sub-
stantial and symmetrical Christian growth. It is as
important in religious matters as in technically scien-
tific, for example. It has its delights and its rewards yet
it involves honest effort. It offers the most alluring and
interesting themes and no other sort of reflection equally
expands and ennobles the mind. He who possesses
only humble natural abilitics but who trains himself to
meditate earnestly upon divine things soon surprises
others by the freshness and force of his comments.

Prayer is the best accompaniment and aid to such
reflection. Well chosen devotional reading also proves
suggestive and stimulating. Study of the Bible itself
is at once necessary and natural and is full of increas-
ing enjoyment, Conversation with Christian people,
especially those of experienced and ripened piety, is an
important help. And when onme has formed, or desires
to form, the habit of religious meditation, it is of much
advantage to set apart a regular portion of time to be
sacredly reserved for it.

Such reflection is most fruitful when guarded from
too wide a range at a given time and When concentrated
upon one's self so far as to promote self-enlightenment
and spiritual improvement. It is our best opportunity
of comparing ourselves with our great Example and of
discovering how to become like Him. And one notable
result of it is that many a puzzling subject is cleared up.
New pnints of view are suggested. Mysteries some-
how solve themselves reasonably The divine Spirit
keeps the promise of God to His own and real revela-
tions come to us which are of present and eternaf value.

Unseen Protection.

A lady was wakened up one morning by a strange
noise of pecking at the window, and when she got up
she saw a butterfly flying backwards and forwards in-
side the window in a great fright. because outside there
was a sparrow pecking at the glass, wanting to reach
the butterfly. The butterfly did not see the glass, but
it saw the sparrow, and evidently expected every mo-
ment to be caught. Neither did the sparrow sec the
glass, though it saw the butterfly, and made sure of
catching it. But all the while the butterfly, because of
that thin, invisible sheet ot glass, was actually as safe
as if it had been miles away from the sparrow.

It is when we forget our Protector that our hearts
fail us. Elisha's servant was in great fear when he
awoke in the morning and saw the city of Dothan en-
compassed with horses and chariots and a great host;
but when his eyes were opened at the prayer of the
prophet, his fears vanished, for he beheld the mountain
full of horses and ehariots of fire. ‘“Thou wilt keep
him in perfect peace whose mind is stayed on thee,
because he trusteth in thee.” ¢ The Lord shall pre-
serve thy going out and thy coming in, from this time
forth, and even for ever more."

Overwork.

Itis not work that kills : jtis worry. Itis not work
that breaks down the health, it is overwork. And pro-
bably more women yield to this form of prostration
than men. They have not been long enough harnessed
to the world’s chariot wheels to have learned to shirk.
They work while strength holds out, and if they hold a
responsible position, they are apt to feel that they are
indispensible there, and so cling to it alone instead of
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asking others to share it with them ; or training younger
persons to be ready to step into their placss when the
tume comes for rest. Onec of the best lessons, health-
wise, for capable men and women to learn is that there
are ** just as good fish in the seca as ever were caught.”
.t may sound lice an inappreciative sentiment, but it is
magmfying the human race at large, though it may
seom to belittle the individual. No man or woman is
indispensible. The world is not made on that plan.
Therefore the busiest person may pause to breathe, and
so be able to live the longer and work the harder. For,
though a wise Providence supplics the needs of humar.
1ty as they occur, yet the process of adjustment of new
men to new places ss nut easy ; and those who are do-
ing important work should so order their lives that
changes shall not come oftener than necessary.

But how often people forget this, and burdening
themselves with work enough for several shoulders,
sink at last under the heavy load! It is but a little
space of time since a noble woman gave away her life
in this fashion—a sacrifice to overwork. To-day, too
late, three or four people are carrying the heavy load
she tried to carry alone. =

As we look over the country and study various in-
stitutions, we wonder what will happen when the over-
worked and overworried heads fall, as they must sooner
or later. People are raised up to succeed them; bul
what a pity to lose precious lives and experience simply
because the labor was not ditided sooaer !

One sees the same thing in homes. The patient
mother is cook, nurse, maid of-all-work, till she drops
in her place. Then a housekeeper, a maid and a nurs-
ery governess are found necessary to make good the
absence of the busy hands ; but no hired $ervice can fill
the void in the home and the hearts.

1t 1s economy to spend moncy in home, office, insti-
tution, if it will lessen the strain of head and heart,
divide the labor and lessen the care,

A Sermon.

Taste in sermons, we are glad to believe, is improv-
ing. Congregations are not nearly so willing to toler-
ate the babyish trifling with texts which Dr. Parker once
satirized by a sermomic parody of “*Old Mother Hub-
bard.”" But the old style is still not quite extinct.
There is a fine example in a sermon *‘outline"” by a
Congregational minister in the American Treasury of
Religious Thought. The textis, ‘' The woman then lelt
her water-pot *’ (John iv. 28). He thus expounds:

t¢She left her water-pot because sheforgotit. For-
gotit, as you and I forget. Forgot it, as you, perhaps,
forgot to put the lighted match to the shavings and
kindlings and wood which you had adjusted, and
wondered why the fire did not burn. Forgot it, as you
did, when you forgot to mail your leter. Forgot it, as
yeu did, when you carried the ash-pan to the horse or
emptied the dish Jf oats on \he ash-heap. Iknewa
minister who actually dismisred his congregationat the
close of the morning sermon, entirely oblivious of the
communion-table spread in his very presence. Henry
Ward Beecher declares that he three times went to the
office one*morning and enquired for ais mail, each time
forgetting to deposit his letters, which was his real er-
rand to the office. Both of these men were completely
swayed by the thoughts of the moment, and forgot
everything else. So with this woman. There was no
special need of mentioning the water-pot, except to
show her forgetfulness of it. The water-pot had noth-
ing to do with the story otherwise. Whatever of inter-
est attached to it before had vanished now. She forgot
the water-pot.”

Did any of the congregation wish that a water-pot
could have been emptied over the preacher?

Distinctions Of Character Coafused.*
nY REV. ADDISON P. FOSTER, D.D.
HOW DISTINCTIONS OF CHARACTER ARE CONFUSED.

Christ's twin parables of the Tares and the Drag-
net sct before us a fact patent to a'l, that under certain
conditions it is not easy to distinguish between good

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and bad character. The kingdom of God is rappidly
extending over the earth, but who are in it? Those of
course who are the true followers of our Lord. But
who are they? Church-membership is no certain indi-
cation. DProfessions are cheap and unreliable. The
outward appearance 1s deceptive. It is sometimes de-
nied that there is any sincerity in religior. because cvery
once in a while some n.an in whom we had trusted falls
like a landslide from his height, whelming others in his
ruin.

Some find great difficulty in this fact. They lose
thair faith in religion, they become misanthropic.
Others are led astray by the fact. The unworthy seems to
themworth, they trust him, admire him, and imitate him.

Why is there such confusion of distinctions? Why
are the good and the bad at certain stages of their lite
so much alike, The answer is plain, ‘'an enemy hath
done this."” Itis a device of Satan to sow tares with
the wheat—tares that look so much like the wheat that
for a time it is almost impossible to distinguish betwee.
them. Evidently this device, if it can be carried out,
will work to the great hindrance of Christ's cause.
Nothing is more helpful to the growth o fHis kingdom
than that its advantages be clearly seen. The kingdom
is judged by 1:s citizens. If they dare manifestly super-
ior, the kingdom will rapidly advance; if they are
apparently no better than other men, it will fail to com
menJ itself and will languish. It is a master-stroke of
Satanic policy to influence bad men to live in such a
way that they are mistaken for good men. The world,
is full of jeers at the church because on the one hand so
many are m the church who prove to be utterly un-
worthy, and because on the other hand so many are in
the wor.d whose character temp~rarily appears as ex-
cellent as that of many in the church. The tares and
the wheat grow up side by side alike in appearance and
long indistinguishable. There is a radical difference
between them but a difference that lies within, not out
wardly, and for a long time it is unrecognized.

HOW DISTINCTIONS ARE MADE CLEAR.

We are naturally irritated by such a confusion of
characters and try to make it impossible, but we fail.
This confusion in distinctions is found in every church
and in every Christian community. Wherever Christ
sows the good seed of Christian character the evil seed
of hypocrisy or of superficial imitation s manifest.
Christ warns us against any attempt to root out the
false from the true by violence. He does not forbid
church discipline, for this is enjoined elsewhere. He
does not forbid watchfulness against the sowing of
tares. On the contrary there is a covert rebuke in the
words ‘¢ while men slept™ at the carelessness which
allows man’s adversary to sow evil seed. But he does
forbid any effort at separation which may root up the
good with the bad. An act of discipline that will stir
up strife is to be avoided. Any form of persecution
which is sure in the heat of passion to injure the good
while the bad are punished is unquestionably wrong.
We cannot fail to notice that to a lamentable extent the
distinctions of character are often obscured, but this
does nox justify us in a quixotic crusade againstall who
may seem to us to wear Christ's name unworthily.
We may easily make mistakes. We may misjudge true
worth. 'We may confound the good with the bad, and
by our harshness root up worthy character whenit is of
the Lord.

The distinctions of character are sure to be made
clear in time. We have only to let the character grow.
The real difference lies in a principle of hfe within, and
this life-principle, as the years slip by, shapes the out-
ward conduct more and more until at last the distinc-
tion of character is perfectly plain. ‘¢ By their fruitsye
shall know them.” The difference between the tares
and the wheat becomes more and more manifestas each
advances toward inactivity. Character in fruit shows
what it is.

However much the distinctions of character are ob-
literated to-day, they will certainly be made clear at
the day of judgment. ¢ Then shall the righteous shine
forth as the sun in the Kingdom ct the Father” No
man ot evil character need congratulate himself because
he is mistaken for an upright man to-day. The judg-
ment is approaching and that day shall make manifest
what he is,
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More than this, On that day there shall be awards
based on the character thut has been so long hidden or
dimmed to our sight. Not only shall distinctions bs
sharply drawn and it shall be made plain who is good
and who is bad, but also every man shall receive his
just deserts and the hypocrite shall be punished.

Christ follows the parable of the tares with that of
the drag-net for a double purpose, first to emphasize
the great truth he had just been teaching, and second
to advance an additional thought. The drag-net is to
be cast and the fish brought in though it is certain that
some will be bad while others are good. No matter
though God's people and «he worldlings are often mis-
taken one for the other, no matter though sncers and
unbelief are common in consequence, we must goright
on, gather all we can into Chrst's kingdom in a protes-
sion of loyal allegiance to him, and wait till the judg-
ment for a correct discrimination between a Chnstly
and an evil character,

Enterprise in Propagating Crime.

The following article copied from our contemporary,
The Church Evangelist, will we think meet wich the
approval of our s¢ ters:

We have no doubt that the moral scnse of a
vast number of pcople reccived a real, though
pethaps unconscious shock, when they saw it
placarded un ihe walls that the Aew York Journal had
paid $6,500 for Holines' confession of no less than
twenty-seven inhuman murders—that moral sensc was
still further shocked when on opening one of therr
leading morning papers, they saw the same announce-
ment displayed, and credit claimed for the enterpnise
which had sccured the sole right of publishing this
atrocious document in Canada. It does secem that
even the, hitherto, respectable press is degenerating
into a readincss to prostitute itself to scatter broadcast
among our young people the most polluting literature
if only it can make money out of the transaction.

The fact that such a confession has been sold—
and sold for such a price, at once awakens the suspi-
cion that it is not genuine, that whole patches of it
are probably mere fiction, and that the whole truth
of this monsters fiendish crimes has not been tolc.
But whether true or false it is monstrous that the
polluting narrative of such crimes should be scattercd
broadcast in the uncontaminated homes of our
people. Itis a well-known fact, tha! crime is sug-
gested by, and is the direct result of, the knowledge of
crime, while the half insane tendencies to evil, that
lie dormant in many natures are roused into deadly
activity by the suggestiveness of such narratives, as
have been circulated far and wide to-day. They
just like a match to the tinder, and account for the
sequence and fashionableness of even the werst kinds
of crime. But apart from this danger, how docs it
blunt and debase the moral sense of young people to
recad such narratives of human wickedness. We
know that it is urged in justification of the course
that is now being pursued, by even leading journals
that the knowledge, and the, at lcast implied con-
demnation of such crimes has a deterrent effect.
Statistics however prove that it is not so ; that crime
begets crime.  And that a corrupted mind will soon
manifest itsclf in a corrupted heart, and then asin
stained life. There was practical wisdom in the
illustraticn of the old farmer, who when he heard
certain clergymen discussing the question, as to
whether it was not wiser to let the young know the
evil of the world, that they might be on their guard
against it, said *“ Well, sir, I dont know but you know
how carcful the trainers are, not to let the young
hounds smell anything foul, it spoils the keeness of
theirscenl.” It nceds noapplication. Itis clear that
unless the conscience of journalists can be touched
by higher considerationsthan those of money making
and refrain from the publication in detail of the ever
increasing catalogues of fraud, and forgery, and
arson, and rape, and murder, the government  will
have to take the matter in hand, and provide some
censorship, that will protect the rising generations
from such pestilent poison as is being injected into
their minds day after day and week after week,
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ThE Sabbath!

The Ministry- Christ's Gift to the Church.

(Eph. iy, 7-16.)
Sermon preached at tho opening of Algoma Presbytery at its meet-
ing in Wobbwood, March 10th, 1836, by tho Moderator, Rev.
J. C. Robertgon, M.A., Gore Bay, aud published by requeat of
the Preabytory, To be read with Bible in “and for text znd
citations.

Tho Church is Christ's body, aud all its true members aro
membera of His moystical body. As all members of the body have
not tho same offico but have their own soparate funoctions to per-
form to the body, so the members of Christ have their different
and separate parts to perform towarda the growth and edification
of the body of Christ.

This is tho atarting point in presenting the subject cliosen for
this occasior which is

THE MINISTRY—CHRIST'S OIFT TO THE CHURCH,
as presentod in tho passage before ua.

In no other passage of Scripture is given at one view so clearly
snd fully—the grant, institution, use, bonefit and continuance of
the ministry, as here, It is declared to bo tho gift of Christ;
¢ And Ho gave ete.,” v. 11,

Hero let mo say, it is the great fundamantal of all Church
order, power and worahip, as recognized by us, that the gift and
grant of Christ is the origin of the ministry. If it had not been
given of Christ, it had not been lawful for any of the zona of men
to institute such an office or appoint such officers. Had any
attempted go to do there would have been butnullity in what they
did, as their attempt would have been expressly againat the head-
ship of Cbriat or His supremo authority over the Cburch.

And, seeing that it is Chriat’a sole prerogative to give a minis-
tay to the Churoh, it was promised of old that He would do so:—
as in Jer, iii. 15: ¢ And I will give you pastors acoording to my
heart, which shall feed you with knowledge and understanding,”
as well as signally foretold in the 68th Psalm. And as His doing
of it is an act of His Mediatorial power, as it is declared in this
place, and in Matt. xzviii. 18, 80 it is » fruit of His oare, love and
bounty. Eph. v. 25-37.

Hence it follows that not ounly officers in the Chursh, which
aro pot of Christ's giving by inatitution, and officers, that are not
of His gift and grant by provision and furnishmont, have no place
in His Church, but are set up in opposition to His anthority, and
in contempt of His care and bounty.

That Christ alono—the King and Head of the Church—can
institute and furnish the ministry, abundantly appears from the
eminency of the gif¢. This is declared in varjous particulars in
our text ; and these are such that neither the wisdom, akill nor
rower of any or all of the sons of msn can have any share in what-
soever. Thisappears—

1. In tho firat plece—from the grandeur of ita introduction;
the great and solemn proparation that was mado for the givingout
of this gift. i

It was given by Christ when ‘“He ascended up on high, and
led captivity.captive,” v. 8~—taken from Ps, lxviii, 17, 18.

The glorious appearance of God in Mount Sinai in giving of the
Law—His deacending and ascendirg unto that purpose,isintended
here, and the description is applied to Christ because all the
glorious work of God in and towards the Church of old wers either
representatory, or gradually introductory of Christ and the
Gospel. The glorious ascending of God from Mount Sinai after
the giving of the Law was a representation of Him ascending ¢* far
abovo all heaveng that He might fill all things.” Ard as God then
led captivity captive in tho destrnction of Pharaoh and the
Egyptians who bad long held His people in eaptivity and under
erucl bondage ; so dealt the Lord Christ now in the destruetion
and captivity of Satan and all his powers.—Cal, ii. 15.

Next it is said ‘“ He gave gifts unto men.” In tho psalm it is
said thas *“He recoived gifta formen.” Somesupposeda diffioulty
here, but the reading according to the record and the sense,
pleinly is that Christ received gifta as Mediator, that He might
givo them unto mon. Firat of thess gifta was the gift of the
ministry, and along with this tho gift of the Holy Ghost.

Now, to what ond was this glorious thoeatre, as it were, pre-
pared, and all this preparation made, all men and angels being
called thoreto.

It was to sot out tho greatnees of tho gift Ho wonld bestow,
and the glory of tho work which He would effect. Thia was to
furnish the Church with ministers, and ministers with gifts for the
dischargoe of their office and duty.

2, In the second place—its eminenoy appoara from its original
wequisition by Christ.
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There was a powor acquired by Christ for this great donation,
This the Apoatles declares in v. 9, ** Now, that Ho ascended, what
is it but that He also desceaded first.” Having montioned in
v 8, the asconsion of Christ as tho immediate cause or fountain of
tho communiocation of this gift, In v. 9 ho traces it to its firat
original. \What the apostlo would teach here is, tbat in tho decp
bumiliation aud death of Christ lay the foundation of His
Mediatory authority, whercol the ministiy is an cffect, P'hil, n.
610. And it was appointed by Him to be the munistry of that
poace between God and man which was mado therein and thereby,
Eph. ii, 14, 10, 17.  For when Ho had mado this peaco by the blood
of the Crosas, He preached it in tho giving those gifta unto men for
its solemn declaration, see 2 Cor. v. 18.21,

\Whezefore, sooing the authority whence thie gift procecded
was granted unto Christ upon His deacending into the lower parte
of the carth, and the deaign of tho gif% is to declare and preach the
peaco which He mado between God and man by Hisatoning death,
this gift also relates thereu. to. The Gospel ministry hasits roots
in Calvary: it rests upon the blood of tho overlasting covenant.
Hereon depends tho honor and excellency of the ministry, on
account of which it is to bo esteemed and valued,—its relation to
the humiliation of Christ, and the authority bestowed on Him.
therefore.

3. Next in order, we notice, how eminent and aignal thoe gift of
the ministry in the immediato causs of its acturl communication,
so the qualification of tho Lord Jesus for tho bestowing of it, viz.,
Hia glorious aycension and exaltation.

By His death He scquired the right unto it; but His actual
invostiture with all glorious power was to precede the communica-
tion of it, vs. 8, 10.

He waa fitst toazcend up on high, triumph over all His and our
adversaries, put now uunder Him into absolute and eternal
Raptivity, before He gavo cut this gift. Accordingly, He is eaid
“to ascend far above all heavens,” i.e., the visiblo heavens through
which He passed on His way into tho glorious presence of God, or
unto the right hand of tno Majeaty on High.

It isaleo added why Ho was thus gloriously exalted, it was
“that He might fill all thinga.” Thie, not in tho essence of His
natore, but in tho exercise of His power. He had laid the founda-
tion of the Church on Himsolf—in His death and resurrection; but
now the whole {abrio is to be rearcd furnished and finished. This
Ho ascended to accomplish, and did it principally in tho grant of
tho ministry. This was the firat exercise of that glorious power
with which tho Lord Jesus Christ was vested upon His oxaltation,
the firat offect of His filling all things unto the glory of God the
Father, and the Silvation of His elect. And these things are
mentioned that in tho contemplation of their greatncss and order
we mray learn and know how excellent a gift is this donation of
Christ—the Ministry,

Hence appears also, how contomptible a thing is tho most
pompous ministry in the world, which proceceds not from this
original. !

4. Agsin, the eminency of the gift of tho ministry is manifest
from the nature of the gift itaelf ; for it consiats in gifts,

The expression is ** He gave gifts,” Thero is an act of giving
here expressed, and the thing given is *“gifts.” Wheroforo tho
ministry is a gift of Christ not only becauss freely and bountifully
given by Him to the Church ; but also becauso epiritual gifts do
easentially belong unto it,—are indced its life, and inacparable
from its being, A ministry without gifts is no ministry of Christ’s
giving, nor is it of any use in tho Church, nor of any other cffect
but to deceivo the souls of men. To set up such a ministry isboth
to deapise Christ and utterly to frustrate the ends of the ministry,
those for which Cbrist gavo it, and which aro here oxpressed. For

Firat—Ministerial gifts and graces are the great evidenco that
tho LordJesus takes caro of His Church, and provides for it 23
called into the ordor and to tho duties of the Church. Toset upa
ministry which may bo continued by outward forms and orders of
men only, without any communication of gifts from Christ, is to
despise His authority and call. Neither ia it His mind that any
Church should continue in order, any longer or otherwise than as
He beatows theso gifts for tho ministry.

Second—Thees gifts are the only means and instrumeants
whereby tho work of the ministry can bo performed, and tho end
of tho ministry attained. The ends of thoministry here mentioned
—called its work, ars ¢ tho perfecting of the Saints.” the editying
of the body of Christ until we como unto a perfcct man,” Hereof
nothing st all can be done without those apiritual gifts; and there-

fore & ministry devoid of theso 1a a mock ministry—and no ordin-
ance of Ohrist. .. . )

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MISSION FIELD.

Six Months’ Work at Dhar.
Ditan, UENTRAL INDIA, March 10th, 1896,

Dean Revikw,—I sppend horewith in & somewhat modified
form my report of the work in Dhar since its fnception in July
last, and trust that it may provo of interost to your readers, For
the sakw of continuity, much that has already been made publio
wil) find place ngain here.

Orgxisa o¥ Duan,—1o Miss Dr. O'Hara mus®, belong the honor
of having planted the standard in Dhar, During two previous
yoars my brother and 1 had been horo for a ahort timo in the cold
ecaron, and had recoived much encouragement from the ovident
fnterest awakened, But helpfal as these visits were, they were
only tomporary efforts. Tho real beginning came with tho estab.
lishment of Miss O'Hara's dispousary. The work opened under
very favorablo nuspices, Mias O'Hara came out on tho 8th of
July, immediatoly on receipt of the news of her appointment to
Dhar. She was fortunate 1o getting o lease of tho Dak Bungalow,
{or rather one half of 1t), for several months, as it would have been

*impossibls to find another place fit to live in for any length of
time. ‘Theday following my two catochists arrived, and began
work A foew days later the two Ministers of tho State called on
Miss O'Hara, and advised in the matter of choosing sites for
buildings, as H. H. the AMaharajah had cxpresssd bis willingness
to grant land. Lreceived a telegram to this effect in Mhow, and
with Dr. Buchanan, tho other member of tho Committeo, visited
Dhar, saw the officials concerned, and on the following day inter-
viewed His Highneas, snd received definito promise of land., After
a sccond and third vint, for the purpoee of choosing sites, wo wero
greatly ploased to receive a deed for two excollent sites, one for
Hospital, the other for bungalows, on the2lst Augast, Two days
Jater I came to Dhar to tuke permancant charge of tho work,

The speed with which the opening of Dhar was thus acoom-
plished was most phenomonal. Tho history of Mission work in at
least Centeal India can show no such record. To havo sites
geanted, butldiogs started, almost evory branch of work established,
all within six weeks from tho first arrival of a Missionary in the
station, is a degreo of success in our first beginnings which we
gratefolly acknowledge as a spocial favor from God. And the
experiences of tho montha which have followed have only atrength.
enod tho arsurance that God has guided in every particular.

Evanoruistic Wokk,—This bas been carriod on with the
assietanco of w0 nad.ve catechivts, and has taken the form of
local evangelistic moctings, Sabbath school work, and itinerancy.

Local Evangeliatic Services,—Up to the present, theonly place
in the city of Dhar we could call our own haa been the buwilding
whers tho medical wotk 18 carried ou. This place has a platfcrm
a front, winch aflurded us a fairly good vantage ground from which
to bold our services, Theo great objection to it as a permanent
preachiog place 18 1ts proximity to tho etreet, whero the continued
none ar.d distrartion vffered serious hindrance to our work. In
additon to this, we have received notice to quit the bailding, so
are now without any place whatever for this part of our work.
Here, however, wo beld not only tho usual Sabbath and week.
avening services, but night after night preached the Gospel to
hundreds of people.  When the children of our workers came home
for two woeks at Christmas, aud afforded an additional attraction
to tho meetings by their mnging, such crowds gathered nightly
that we folt this work must go on at any cost as long as tho
{nterest could bo held, and for over two months, with a single
break of a fow days, we preached and sang to those peoplo the
«t wonderful words of ife.” Duning this period of nightly meet.,
ipge, at least nune thousand persons wust have heard the Gospo
fzom that ono place. This work was carried on in addition to the
dazly preacbing, morning and evening, in the mokulles and bazaars
and only stopped when the breaking out of a amail-pox opidem:o
made it inadvizable to congregate the ;cople in this way. In
overy districy, slmoat every house of thecity, from tho Mabarajah's
palsco to the mehtar's hut, tho Word has been preached and
Hstened to with interest. Many bave been rouscd to enquire more
particulatly about tho Way of Life, and of ono or two, at least, wo
have reason to hopo that thoy aro followers of Christ. Resulta in
goneral cannot be tabulated. Thoy aro to be scen in o largely
nwakened intoreat, a more intelligent knowledge of our work, and
a moro detetriined opposition on tho part of thoso who fear the
pover of tho Gospel.  Tho opposition has been very great, and the
treatment of thoso suspected of a leaning toward the faith very
govere. One mao in particular, who convinces ine not only by his
professions but by his hifo of tho reality of his cooveraion, haa
suffered much at the hands of his {cllows, in their endeavors to
drag him back to heathenism,
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Sabbath School Work.—Having no bullding as yotlarge enotgh
to bring auy great number of children togother, wo have been con-
tent to ocarry on individual schools in various parts of the city.
Thoe schools are at present five in number, two being taught by the
meon, and threo by tho women. (Since reporting for the past year
I have opened enother, making a total of six}. In these boysand
girls gather primiscuously, so that wecan have schools in asmany
districts as th.ero aro teachers. These schools are carried on in
houses, on verandabs, undor trees, on the streot, or anywhero else
that room »nough can bo found to sit down, and ccssation enough
ef tho oustomary din to give somo hopo of the voloe boing heard.
The schools aro taught according to the usual scheme of lessons,
simplificd to meet tho nceds of the children, and the promiso of
somo slight roward induces numbers of them to learn weekly the
Golden Toxt, which in most cases they retain with a wonderful
tenacity, The newnces of tho work makes many of our airange-
ments very unsatisfactory, and so detracts in a zlight measure
from the permanency of reaults, But we are very hopeful of this
branch of our work aud beliove that the coming year will show o
great advance. The attendence of tho five achools hae aversged
about 176 por Sabbath. These figures do not inciude a very large
number who are so irrcgular in theirattendance az to prevent their
boing reckoned as scholara. -

Itineraroy.—Tho many duties connected with the opening up
of & now station, togethor with the superintendenco of building
made me regretfully abandon all prospect of itinerant work for the
scazon. My catechists, however, have been very faithiul in their
visits to the villages within a radius of ten or twelve miles from
Dhar, and have preached the word in upwards of 60 villages, to
about 10,000 people. OI this number, many have naturally heard
the message often, s a large proportion of the villages have beon
regulnrly visited oncoa month during the last five or six months,
The men mado a trip to Amjhera, a city about 18 miles from
Dhar, whero I have been wanting to open up work, and brought
back s very favorable account of the position of things there,
Amjhera is a city of about 5,000 and 6,000 inbabitants, formerly
the seat of a potty rajah, whe loet his throne and his hoad in 67,
and tho city now belongs to tho State of Gwalior. Our men
preached thers for two days, and were everywhere well received.
Tho officials thero assured us of their readiness to help us in every
poasible way, should wo open up work there, and will place a
bungalow at tho dispozal of tho missionaries duringauy temporary
visit. ]

EptcarioNaL Work.——This is not readily associated with Mie-
sion work in the first beginnings, and X have not much to report
undeor this head.

1. Schools,—I bave only succeeded in opening one school, not
that there is not room for more, and petition for more, but I have
no desite to place other than Christian teachers in any achool, and
theao are not readily obtained. In three or four Afokullas the
peoplo have beeu plvading for schools. TheState provides a school
pominally for the education of all, but in reality only the higher
clasaca reap tho benefit. The poor are left in their ignorance.
suoceeded in getting one Chriatian youth, whom I placed in charge
of & sohol among the chamars, and there was proapeot of good
work among them when the small-pox broke out ao virulently in
tho Mohullas, that we had to abandon it for the timo. Tho same
cpidemic, prevailing t.hrouihout. the entire city, prevented our
opening o aohool in any other part as we might otherwise havo
done. ‘Tao sickncssas still prevalent, but we hope that the new
year will not be far on ita «vay eroc we bave our school wo.k in a
florishing condition,

2. Classes for Workors,—For soveral weeks at the beginning of
the cold season I carried on a class for my workers in the atpdy of
the Shorter Catechiem in Hindi, which Miss O'Hara's workers also
attended. This class, which I was reluctantly compelled to
abandon after a time, through press of other work, I found very
holpful to all, in adding to their knowledge of Bible truth, in
developing their ideas, and in aystematizing the knowledgo the
had gained. Tho importanco of this work cannot be exaggerated.

Building,~Tho want of a place in which to live has mado mo
give particular attention to the burrying on of the bungalow now
building. Alrs. Russell and I have till now been living in a tent,
but on tho approach of the hot weather we arc finding life under
canvas hard to endure. Tho building of a_bungalow, apart from
this mnducement to hurry it on, bas demanded a largor share of my
attention than it otherwiss would, owing to the wantof a contractor
to tako charge of its conatruction. The wheols of industry in a
native stato do not move fast enough to satisfy the Western mind,
and I havo bad my patience sorely tried by the slowness with
which my wishes in regard to the bungalow have Leen carried into
oxecution. The cnd is drawing daily aearcr, and I hopo to seethe
building ready for occupancy in a month or two.

Just as tfxe year oloses, the foundations for the Women's
Hospital, are beiog prcparcé, and this building so sorcly nceded,
will, we hopo, soon bo an accomplisbed fact.

Bix months ofattempts to establish work cannot hopo to pro-
duco much of evident results. But foundations are laid and we
trust in the year to como to bujld upon them. In view of what
has been donme, we have to thank God, take courage, and go

EccLEs1aSTES, AND THE Wispoixt oF Sowoxox, (The Modern Readers
Bible.)—Edited, with Introductions and Notes, by Proferscr
Richard G. Moulton Ph.D. Emall 4 to, pp. xxxvia4202.
New York : Macblillan & Co., 1896. DPrice, 60 centa.

This suggestivo little book, the third to appear in tho
Wiedom ™" section of this Series, cannot ho permsed withont
interest and profit. Ae an appreciation of the $wo writings with
which it deals, it is simply admirable : the aim of the edivor,—to
reproducs theso ancient documenta in modern literary form, their
contonts being regarded simply as & part of the World's Literature
withont reforence to questions of religions or historical crticiem,”
~bas been rarely well achiovod. The re.arrangcment of tho
matter of theso trostires boro so happily effected, contributes
immensoly to illuminato their meaning,
For tho stadent of theology however as well as for tho student
o Litorature, this modest litilo volume has its message. Ouno
may sdopt_or reject Dr Moulton’s opinion, based upon consider-
ations which are summerized in the Introdaction, that * it
beoomes neosseary to dismiss altogether $he Solomonic authorship
of Ecctxsustes as 8 misunderstunding, coming down to us by
zedition from an unoritioal age " (p. xili) ; but no reader will fail
to soknowledge his indebledness to an interpreter who has eo

oroibly sot forth the rosl motif of this Soriptare, For suroly
nowhore are wo moro cvidently taught that, notwithstanding ail
the countless perplexities which environ the soul, there are
abundant reasoss whioh justily * immovablo faith sn God and
daty " (p. xx1). The Professor moreover 18 equally auccessful in
expounding tho deotrine of joy and good cineer, which this book
unquesticnably containa but which many wholly mira when thoy
soan its pregnant pagoes : for, ag ho happily phrases it, *‘ one duty
of lifs is happinces, ard nothing 1o roligion can be bigher than
praite "’ p. xxii).

Touching the apccryphal Wisnoar or Suroxoy, tho trace ol a
master’s band roveals itselt overywhere in tho -divisions and
analysea of the Text which are here supplied to us. Ho who
would read thie ancanonicel Book intelligently cannos do better
than avail bimsell of Dr. Moaolton’s fruisfol labore. The copjec-
ture that raz Wisbox oz SoLuxoN isa veiled apswer to Ecorzsrasres
is patic ..ly woighed, nnd reasons are advanoed why this view
ooght to be catertained and adopted.

By all means, lot this littlo Book bo read, and algo tho com.
panion volumes whioh bavo preceded it and whioh aroe to follow it,
The * History ' and * Propbcoy " Beriss, annourced for early
publication, will bo grected with a special welcome by manX’. 1t
may bo added that thoso brief Mannsls, besides boing oxcecdingly
tasteful in appearanco, are very oonveniend in sizo, end aro
sopplied with ample indices. vis H. Jorp .

They are of the moat
gratifyiog description, showiog as they do, tho great interest
Presbyteries are taking in the Young People’s movement, and the
strong grip the Young People have of tho wission work of the
Church. The figuresin detail will, whon thereturns are completed,
show something of the strength of this new force, which is in traio-
ing to carry forward the groat entorprises to which the Church has
putita hand. The Y. . 5. L. k. easily outnumbers all the other
organizations. ln somo I'rosbyteries it is tho only one. Presby
tery Convencrs are urged to transmit their reports to the Assembly’s
Coanveper without delay. The results will bo vitiated by the omis
sion of even a single L'reabytery’s ceport. It may bo added that
it 13 DoY too late, even yet, for indisidual socicties to eond in av
swers to the ** Qaestions.  When these reach the hands of Pres
bytery Lonveners after their report haa been forwarded, they will
confer a favor by pasaiog them on direct to the Assembly’a Con
veaor, who will add them to the severa' reports to which they
belong.

PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND.

The Presbytory of P. E. Ieland report thirty-thres Young
Peoplo's soticties, of which twenty-six are Y. P. S. C. E, one
juntor C. K., ten Literary Aseocistions, one Christian Allianoe,
one Musion bsand, ooe Helping Hand and one Young People's
Society. The total membersbip is 1,331, of which 607 are young
men, and 622 youog wumen, This is the largest proportion of
youog men yet roported, except from the far weat.

SO00IETIES OF THE BAMILTON PRESBYTERY.

Fifty-ono Societies in this Presbytery have reported to the
Convener of the Committes on Young People’s Sociolica. Of thess
thirty-nine are Christian Endeavor, six are Junior Endeavor, ons
a Mota\l Improvoment Clats, ono & Band of Hope, one a Biy's
Minion Saud, and thres are Companies of tho Boy's Brigade.
Tho total i~emborship of these sgocieties is 2,015, and it is
gratifyiog to lewva that folly ond-halt of the membership of tho
Booioties, 1,037 in W11, aro membars in fall commarion with the
Chorch. Most of thd socistion have boen rendering a splendid
service to the Charch, both within the coogregstion and in
missionary anc bensvolont work outside. The incomse of the
societies for tho pat vear was 81,636, Of tbis amount 3443 was
contriboted for tho schemes of the Church, and 8642 for congrega.
tional objsote.  Ono Society ocontributed $95 to the Choreh
Baildiag Faad, and another gave $190 to aid in eroating a Mission
Ssbbath echool building.

OVERSIGHT OF YOUNG PEOPLE'S SOCIETIES.

This is a question which is roceiving a great deal of attontion
juat now from thoss .nterested in the welfare of the Young People
of the Presbyterian Church of the Tuited States. It seems alto-
gother likoly that tho gencral plen ol oversight now in oporation
in our own Church will bd tho ono adopted by the Assembly

In a recent namber of the Presbyterian Banner, Rev. Hugh B.
McCauloy, Chairmon cf the Committec on Young Peop’e’s Societies
of the Synod of New Jersey, sets forth the plan adopted by that
Bynod which has worked well for over two years, and which is
recommended foradoption by the Assembly. Mr. McCauley wirely
says: °**What 18 wanted, in our opinion, is eomething that will
not break up fellowehip, by separating-societies, nor neglect Iryalty
to one’s own church, by leaving 1t to wander. The Denominational
League tends to do the ono; non-organization fo do the other
Certainly both sbould exist together. Each man must bear bis
own burden, that 1s loyalty ; each man must bear another’sburden,
that is fellowsbip. We ouvgbs.to form a plan which shall operate
along the lines of our present Preabyterian polity, by which all
nted{ul oversight and inatrucsion, organization and co operation,
may be secured.”

OUTLINE OF PLAN.

All the Young People’s Socicties witbin the congregationreport
to acssian. A blank is prepared for the uso of seasions in reforting
to P’resbytery. The Preabytery in turn reports to the Sypod.

The following points in regard to the relation of the Socisties to
tho sessions are suggestive :

(1) vn or beforo April 1st, tho cnd of the presbyter'al year, tae
varions Young l'cople’s Socisties of the Church shall make a
atatistical report to session of their year’s work, together witha
brief summary of their labors.

(2) The session shall duly read aed copsider tho aame, and
record the substance thereo!? in their minutes, in such manner and
to such extent as shall faithfully exbibit the action taken; and
shall make Lz2wn to the cangregation so mach cf the matter of tho
s*me 88 shall scem to them for tho interest and wellare of the
parties concerded, acd shall determine how and when such a cos-
munication sball bo made.

{3) By tho phrass ** Young People’s Societies >’ shall te under-
stood Christian Endeavor Societics, Bratherhood of Andrew and
Pbilip, King's Daughters, Young People’s Unions, Baoys® Brigades,
Janior Christian Eadeavor Socicties, Musion Bands and all other
socicties for the instruclion and training of young people, aenior
and junior, in the congregation.

(4) For thoe purposs of facilitating this report and oversisht, all
our acisiobns are requosted to appoint ooe of their number to be tho
gpecisl Sessional Correspondent for this work, with their scc eties
and also with the higher judicatorics and with the Boards of the
Charch.

(5) The session of the chureh, being the proper legal guile and
guardian of tho Young I’eople’a societies of the cengregation, shall
be expected to confer with their aocictics about all matters con-

nected with their training and development, and about the import-
ant subject of their benevolent contributions so aa to makeaure
that the interesting and pressing work of our own denomination
sball secure the attention and sapport which it deserves.

The tenth anniversary of the formation of the King’s Daught-
era will be beld at the X. W, C. A., Elem 8t., Toronto, on Thura-
day, April 30th, under the auspices ol the Toronto City Union.

So we are commanded not only to be oheerful, but to
be courageous. Not simply to ait down and ko happy, but to ged
up and be valiant soldiers. VWe need neither fear the world or sho
devil. He has conquered botb, and conquersd them for us,
There is no excass either for gloominesa or fearfulness in the
Christian warfare. The sun shines juss as brightly on tho dallest
day as on the oclearest. There is no failazre in the sun. The
trouble 18 that clouds hide it. If we counld but get above the
clonds we ghonld bs in the fzll sunshine. That is just where He
bas put us.

IxtrODTCTORY.—The first part of to-day’s lesson (. 5-10) pro-
bably occaorred soun after Jesus had spoken the parable of Iaat les-
#on.  About thistime He received word that Lazarus, brother of
Martha and Mary, was eick, and returning to Bethany, maised him
to life. Because of tho effect of this miraclo upon ths people the
Jowish rulera dotermined to kill Jesus, but Ho retired toEphraim,
in tho hill country northeast of Jermaslem. Joha xi. 1-54. After
several woeks He returned to Jeruralem. On the way He healed
the ten lopers.

VErsx Br Vxrsz.—Our notes this woek are taken from the
Golden Rule:—V. 5, “Lord incroase our faith.” Did you ever
make ont a balanco sheet of your faith ? ever sizs it up against
some definits test, and try to find out how much faith you sctually
possets compared with what you should bavo? For instarce, does
your taith cxtend to the convertion of a fricnd? Ia it adequate
evon tothe extending of an invitationto a gospsl meetiog? Which
is bigger, your faith or the next worzy that will tackle you? Mzke
a trial balance, aud seo for yoursell. And do not cheat yoursolf in
your own bookkeoping.

V. 6. **Faith as a grain of mustard seed.”—The troubls with
most of us iz that we want the tree of {aith bafore we bava planted
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the socd, wo want to do the large things before we have practised
on tho small ones. Wo want the faith that shines like a great sun
in our lives beforo wohave lighted even a tallow candle to brighten
the livea of othera. ** Nothing comes from nothiag,” but thera in
nothing too great to come from a littlo,

V. 6. “Bo thou pluoked up by the root”.~And yet we are
warranted in asking great things even at tho outaet of our Chriatian
experionce, becauae, though it ia wo that do the asking, it is the
infinite God that does tho giving., It is as ensy for Him to trans-
plant a tree as for ua to pluok a leaf.

V. 8. “Servo him".—And yeb, though tho Christian is indeed
powerful and rich and wite, an heir of God, with all that this
means of glory and might,--yot let him not forget to be & servant
first and always. For his solo power comes from knowing himeolf
to be absolately powsrlesas in himuelf, and his solo glory is i hin
humbly seoking the glory of his Lord. “Afterward thou shbalt
eat”. — But truly do we seek firat the kingdom of God, and our
own kingdoms afterward? At tho best, do not many of ue satisfy
ouraelves with seeking, as we think, God's kingdom and our own
at tho sametime! The promisoof thoaddition of “*allthesothings”
is not mado to any sush. First God's joy, hepaven'sfood, and then
wo sit down to tho table of vur own joys.

V. 10. *“We are unprofitable servants.”—What can a meg doto
profit God? Atathought, God could cyusl and surpasall the worke
of man since tims began. And yet wo often think to put God in
our debt, and wonder why wo aro not moro liberally ‘‘paid *forour
“‘sorvice.” All isof graco, and nothing of desort. **Wo have done
that which was our duty to do’ —Why thon trouble ourselvea to
zecve God, if we oan Profit Him nothing? Becauso, though we
cenncs profit Him, we caif ploase Him. What we call our duty is
His pleasure. He loves to 5e0 usgrowing strong and manly aed
liko Himself. Shallnot ourlove and our pleasure go out to tho
same ends?

V. 12 “Ten men that wero lepers.”—A fearful disease, with
its terrible rotting away of the jointsand fleah,—a fearful disease;
and I wonder how many of ay, if given choico between that plague
of the body and a single white spot of leprosy in the soul, would
chooso the phyaical woe? For answor, think how many times you
have harbored sin when no auch dread alternative was bolore you.

V. 13 “Maaster, have moroy on us.”—Somo day, when, in that
world of clear vision, we como to sco things as they are, wo shall
perceive that moving a mountain ischild's play compared to the
permanent removal of a single sin. As woll might a man try with
his frail fingers, unaidod by dynamite, to tunnsl a mountain, as
without God'a help to clear his aoul of the least of his ains.

V. 1. “‘Goshow yourselves unto tho priests.” Pray God for
strength, and then do just what you would do if you wero strong,
and you will come to ba atrong. Perform your duty as if you
liked it, and you wiil comoto like it. Serve your neighbor as if
you loved him, and you will soon lovo him. Tae principlo isof the
vory widest application.

V. I4. **Asthey went.”—If Christ eends you anywhere, do not
expect to got any blexsing from Him whilo you are standing atill.
Don't say, ““But I can never roach the goal He sends mo toward.”
Make only a fow steps in that dircetion, and you will find that
you havo wings.

V. 15. “With a loud voice.'—O how tired all earneat Christians
become of thoss whispered tastimonies!

Doniinion Christian Endeavor
Convention.
To Editor Presbyterian Review:

At the Canadian Rally held in Phillsi‘}.:s
church, South Boston,” July 13th, 1845,
it was resolved: “That in the interests
of Christian Endeavor work in Canada
it is desirable that a Dominion Ixecu-
tive Committee be forimned, consisting
of representatives from each Provineial
Union.” It was also decided that a Do-
minjon Convention be beld in Ottawna
during 189G, provided the different
Provincial Exccutives and Conventions
should approve, it Leing  understood
that there be such a gathering quad-
rennially, and that, as far as possible,
Provincial Conventions be tvithdrawn
that year, the mecessary Provincial
business being conducted at Rallies
in connection with the Dominion Con-
ventions. A

In accordance with the above action,
a Provisimal Dominion Exccutive Com-
mittce was appointed to carzry out the
reccommendation Yor a Dominion Con-
vention. ‘The matter has been brought
before all the Provincial Conventions
since 2ield, and approved by them. the
Ontario, Quebec and JMaritume Unions
voting to.unite in convention at Otta-
wa 6th, Sth Octolwr, 1895, The Exccu-
tives of these Unions are made princi-
cipally responsible for the programime,
but it is expect 1 that all Provinrial
Exccutives will assist, and representa-
tives from every Union will take part.

Tbis will be, without doubt, the larg-
ost and most _influentinl gathering of
Canadian Christians ever held in the
Dominion. Wo are cxpecling not less
than ono #housand delegates Yrom
points outside Ottawa. Every
vincial, County, City, and Town Un.
ion as iwell as local sociely is request-
ed to uss every elfort to make this first
Dominion Inicrdenominationxl Confer-
encoe of young Christians an unquali-
fied success,

Tho prayer and co-opcration of sl
chutches of whatever name are asked,
that the consecrated manhood and wo-
manhood of tho land may be represent-
ed from the Atlantic to the Pacific in
such numbers and spirit that it will
give a_decided uplift and new impulse
to the Kingdom of Heaven in our whole
DNominion. .

When it telerates
such alliancry it is always with relucte
ance on acoount of the danger for the
harmony that should exist in the family
circle, the peril for the faith of tho
Catholio party, and tho poor chances of
e Roman Catholic training for the
children to bo born of such marriag-
. He referred to slatistics showingy
that the number of Roman Catholice
in the United States was ten millions
lees than it should ba according to ime
migration figures and the two causes
of this wero ncutral achools and mix-
ol marriages.

On Sunday afternoen  last, the
Rev. Theodore Iafleur gave a very
interesting  lecture  in English _ at

8t. John's Church, his subject being
*A Vindication of French Evanpeliz-
ation.” There was a good aulience and
cloac atlention was gven to the speak-
er. He said that tho work of reform,
to which ho and others were devoling
their lives, was nnt und>rtaken on the
assumption that there is not, nor can-
nnt be any mal truc Christians among
the millions of ailerents to the Roman
Catholre form of Christiurity. In tho
minds of all fairly cducated men this
is it & Jehstablo queation.  But the

But when this iy done_on the Pacific
Caast, whero public opinion on the Chin-
ese question 18 80 vory different from
5mbhc opinion on this question in the
Zast, then the Christian character, mis-
sionary spirit, courage, and fidelity,
which inspirez and sustains such an on-
terprise in such circumstances, 18
greatly enhanced, and merits our warms-
ost commendations. Iam jealous, there-
fore, for the good namne of thess faith-
ful Christain friends—the work falls
upon a yarf' few—who have so patiently
and lovingly ondeavoured to scrve our
Lord in this most difficult and unprais-
ed work.

As much can be said also of the <ol-
untaxy teachors who have assisted us
in Vancouver and Victoria, All honor
to them. 3May the lord bless them
abundantly.

No onc will be more glad to havo the
above currection of a seemingly small
repartorial inaccuracy (but one which
nevertheless is liable to be construed
as somewhat reflecting on oarnest and
beloved fellow-Christians)) than the
warm and leal-hearted “Paisley body"
whom you are fortunate enough to
able to designate as “"Our own Corres-
pondent.’ . .
