Those
who trusted that the prescrit Mayor's interests would
lend hlm to obstruct a settlement of the terms upon
whicb the city would agree to a Sunday car service,
sbould the citizens sanction sucb a service by their
votes, may find out when it is too late that they have
been niastaken. It may suit his worship better to get
the question out of the wvay before bis mayoral election
tomes on, and if so he will bring on the vote as soon
as possible. His worship's course this week has been
altogether toa easy to satisfy the Antis. lits practical
acquiesence in Mr. Christopher Robinson's opinion that
sio additional mileage rent should be charged for the
additional use of the rails on Sunday, notwithstanding
Hon. Samnuel Blake's clear and strong opinion to the
contrary, bas caused disappointment, and there is no
use concealing tht fact We must have straight-dealing
and no haîf-measures in this life or death struggle.
\Vith legal opinion so divided and contradictory, it
certainly ought ta have appenred right ta the Mayor
and Aldermen that a test case be submitted to the courts
before proceeding to an agreement. The Mayor bas
been altogether toa conciliatory and in the game of
concessions he will find the railwvay company ready to
acccpt what it can get and to gite as little as possible
ini return, or its past history will be belied. Therefore
the aldermen ought to have refused ta consider terms
as to routes, farts and timetables, until the very impor-
tant question of mileage had been satisfactirily disposed
of. Thus far the company bas bad the best of it.

But the main question bas not been as yet toucbed,
viz : the sanctity of the Lord's Day ; the peace and
quiet of tht Sabbath, and on these points the Antis must
be up ancidoing. Ail tht aid arguments wiIllbe trotted
out again. The poor workingnian, tht Jewvisb Sabbath,
tht beauty of nature, etc., %vill do duty, and puny as
they are tbey must bc met vigorously and crusbed. It
beboves every citizen ivbo values the Lord's Day as a
moral force, as a religiaus and divine institution, ta
buckle on bis armour and be in tht fray.

for newlyfirmed coiigregationis. This wotk wasnfot confined
ta the Free churcli in which it began, but was shared in by
the~ Auld Kirk and U. P's. Glasgow and Dundee felt the
impulse ind great things vere hoped for as a result of the
nlovement. It is ta be sincercly haped a change of aim
bas not takt:n place. yet otberwise how can we explain Rev.
Dr. Raîakin's recent statement on the situation in which
lie argued t'iat there were already Iltoo many c1kurches in
Scolland." Multiplicity of church edifices inay, indeed,
prove an evil in any country, but in Scotland there seems
to be very littie danger of two rnany churches. Tht cburch
statisties do not shovw that the nuniher of congrcgations in
towns have kept pace with the contininous increase in tht
urban population, or that tht churches arc empty.

There are those who depreciate slum mission work -. id
wbho would allow the lapsed masses ta take care of themselves.
These niay find churches ivitb small congregations and
witbout endowmcents a burdensome charge on tht cburch
as a ivlole, but ndcther Dr. Rankin nor Dr. Boyd, bath
of thcm ex moderat ors of the Gencral Assemhly can
enterain s0 narrow and erroneous a view. Indecd we
wvould expect rrom cither of themn a defence of the thorougbly
Prcsbytcrian principle that tht strong should help the weak
and that unit> cf govcrnment should co-exsist with harmony
and co-operation among the congregations, a doctrine flot
inapplicable ta tnny parts cf Canada.

Probably Dr. Rankin rnay mean t hat therc are too tnany
chuiches of différent denominations in certain places where
one cliurch would supply tht accommodation required for
the parishioners. Should this be bis meaning there would
be ' eason ta rejaice that s0 stalwart a churchman bas came
ta tht side of thost, who are laboring under difficultits and
discouragements, for a union of tht brarches of tht Scottish
Churcb.

The Questions to be issued to sotieties ut the New r
Year ivere revised and tht schedules for Prebbyteries. i
It is tht desire of the Committet to secure even more a
complete statistics than Iast year.

Tht question of organizatiun o! socitties wvhere
none have yet been formed, and especially in mission t
districts, ' here societies maght be peculiarly helpful,t
was discussed and tht Convener wvas instructed to cor-t
respond with presbyterial Conveners and with the
superintendents of missions in regard to tht matter.

Thte Instruction of last General Assembly tngaged
tht Committet at great length viz.:« 'to consider liow
tht doctrine, polity, history and work of the Churcb mnay
bt brought mort adequately before the young people
tbrough their societies, and to propose to tht societîts
such means to this end as the Committec may find
fr.asible. In connection tvith this matter, a deputation
fromn the Sabbath School Committee, consisting of Rev.
John McEwen and J. W. R te, tvas present. These
brethren addressed the Committec, tvhich agrced to
record its pleasure in receiving tbemn and ils desire to
co-operate wvith tht S. S. Committet tvhen possible.
There tvas entire uiianimity in the vieiv that tht young
people's meetings as at present arranged bould be uta!.
ized for the study of tht doctrine, polity, history and
work o! their own churcb, thaîs adding nothing te tht
number o! meetings or tht burden o! work, tht studies
proposed by the Committee being supplementary to
topics already in use or a substitute for therm a certain
flumber of times in the year. Tht main points o! tht
scheme adopted are <a) Tht recitatiola of a portion of
the Shorter Catechism at each meeting, wvith a brie!
address or paper on some point contained in il, tht
whole te occupy, say five minutes. In this way tht
Doctrine of the :hurch tvould be brougbt !orward in
the miost effective mianner. (b) For the study of tht
Polity, Ilistory and XVork o! tht Church, it is recom-
mended that one meeting a month be taken. Fur tht
year 1897 a General Survey is prcaposed, six meetings
to be occupied with tht Polity and History and six %%iîb
tht XVork. Literature lhelpful te preparation for tht
meetings is to be arranged for.

The Pope has the power, and what is more to
lie purpose, uses it himself and through his agents
every dlay of bis lufe to reverse the facts of history, to
make the truth a lie, and a lie the truth, to maire blackr.
whiîte and white black, rîght wrong and wvrong raght
It is ail a matter ot pounds, shillings, and pence.
rhere is a tariff for everything, and at tht validity of
English orders as flot to be found on it, it was only a
matter of arranging the price. ln the book ot the Acts
we read o! Simon the Soractrer, who bewvitched the
people of Samaria, to wvhomt the people gave heed,
saying, IlThis man is the great power of God." He
was ttae prototype of the Pope, only Simon scems to
have repented and become a Christian. but the Pope
goes on %vath his sorceries, trafficking in "lthe gift of
tiod.' Peter saxd IlThe git ot God'" could not be
purchased with nioney. If he lived noiv le tvould set
whbat an advance bis 11succesiors "have made.

This wvinter hie bas thus
been on vietv to travellers in Rome, lake any other
natural or unnatural curiosity. Tht prîce charged
depends on the length of tht purse, bocial status, etc.,
ot the applîcant. There art nu Ilfixtd prices," and
one may beat down the %uni askcd. There is an
Amieuican gentleman here in Venice who paid three
hundred francs fur a sigbt of tht I old man,' but there
is also an Englibh curate t'vbo saw him i.,r five francs.
However, as poor Leo XIII., has one foot in tht grave,
those intcresttd in seeing him must be quick about it.
If Italy as wase she will neyer permit another Pope to
be eiected or set foot on Italian soil. Tht presence of
the Pope in Rome is a constant source of peril to tht
Kingdom, and as he. has the status o! a king by tht
Papal guarantees bis presence is an embarassment to
travellers; high in station wvbo think tbey must pay thear
respects to bam.

Marriage is therrfore supcrfluous
andi ties not exist. in consequence the basis ai society
is not physical relationslsip, but like dia. ai the angels,
-that is ta say, it is a spiritual anc. Not the accident
of farnily but a deeper kînsiiip,-th-e likeness o! a high
arnd baly purpase, a! spiritual sympathies, shail bind
seuls together in frieudships and activities. This in no
wiîse dcstroys friendships thsat are on a right balis on
earth, but it muakes it imperalive that if our fricndships
here arc ta continue above, they must be cemneuted not
merely by ties of flash but by a common religions life.

Christ has a further word for tiiose who deny the
lierealter. Neccssarily the veil af the future can only
be lifted by revelation. The Saîdducees werc ignorant
becauise îhey kuew not tieSr.riptures. There are those
who say that the Old Teca;taTrrent dores nat teach tise
doctrine of the future life. But Chribt dcclarea other-
wise. He affirms that it is in the very warp and woaf
ai the 01d" Testament. To be sure na empliasit. was
tIhen laid an the doctrine, wvhile Chrit brotxght life and
immortality int a lighit they had ney,.er limai liefcre.

Pliiloso-
phers distinguisli between a love of conîplacency and a
love of benevolcnce Tire latter is possible towards
every hiumait oeing and this is wlîy wue are commanded
to love our neighibor, no matter how undeserving, as
ourseives. WVe niist clioose hiis righits as faitlifully as
our own. The love o! bensevolence is absolute. But
the love of complacency is a mnatter of degrees. It
involves emotion, desîre, admiration, reverence and
towards God, wvorship. WVe can exercise il inteliige ntly
only so fair as thero is desert. God is infinitely good,
great and wise and deserves our supreme love of comipla-
cency. The law of love requires us to open our eyes
upon the vision of the divine loveliness and cultivate
the appropriata emnotion. Towards our fellow-beings,
however, this love of complaccncy must be a matter of
degree and must depend on tlîe proportion in wvhicli
many elements are combined,-personai wortlî, rela-
tionsliip, proximity and tire like.

tire sas virtue ridtI brazen image. At ail events, she
was fit froîn the true idea of relîgtous Nworshîp, and could
liardly have lreard or known tîrat, God îs a spirit and must
bu worsliipped iii spirit and in trutir. There are many such
ignurant soîrshipplers in c.%crý P-.-ian Catholic community,
aîmd a church which petmnits; and ofien encourages such
ignorance aîmd possible idolatry caîrnol lie the true church
af tireinfimitely pure nnd holy God revealedtlameti in holy
Scripture. Tihere's rn sucir commninîies, lîowever, il
scenis to nie, a guod fouridation for the teaching o! a purer
anmd better faitir. Evcnl as Patsi used tire rcligîousîrcss of
thme Atlicîsîanis as a lext front which ta preach the trilc
doctrinme of God, tire beiieve in laJesus Cliris, as the oaly
Mediator letcir Gud aund mis rîmay work upon tire deeply
rcligious tialur :.nd religtous hiabits of thesc peolie in aider
tu hrring tIreni to a pure and spiritual faitîr.
