Just one. quarter part of the signers of the
Declaration of Independence, were bred to
commerce or to the command of vessels, and
were concerned in the illicit, trade of the
time. John Hancock was the Prince of con-

traband traders, and with John Adams as his
counsel, was on trial before the Admiralty Court
in Boston at the exact howr of the shedding of
blood at Lexington to answer for half a million
of dollars penalties alleged to have been incur-
red as a smuggler.”” 1t is not difficult to ar-
rive at a conclusion respecting the Boston
riots and their motives.

On the arrival of the Stamp forms in the
months of September and October the Gov-
ernors of the different Colonies charg ged,
themselves with their care, none of the offi-
cers commissioned to distribute them being
willing to hold so dangerous an appointment
—in some cases the papers were seizod and
destroyed by the populace.

““That the Stamp "Act by imposing taxes
and extending the jurisdiction of thé Courts
of Admiralty beyond their ancient limits has
a tendency to subvert the nghts and hbel hes’»
of the Colonists. :

“That the duties unpoaed bf the laje acts
of Parliament are gricvous and the p'lymem_
of them impracticable.

“That by the British manufactures which
they purchased they contribute to tho sup-
plics granted to the Crown.

“That the restrictions on trade imposed by
late acts of Parliament will render thein un-
able to purchase British manufactures. ‘

- “That the increase and prospérity of the
Colonies depends on the frée etjoyment of
their rights and liberties. o

. And lastly, that they have the right to
petition the King or either llouse of Parlia-
ment.” -

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An address and petition to the Xing, o
memorial and petition to tho House of
Lords, and a petition to the Houso of Com-
mons ropresentating their grievances in
detail, having been agroed to the Congress
dissolved their meeting on the 25th October.

It is clegr.that the wholo of their proceed-
ings wepo unconstitutional, thoy ware called
togothor by ro authority, they did not consti-
iutoalegal assembly in any scnso of the term,
had noright in their capacity to petition at
al}, and in fuct from first to last wero acting
illegally as & gelf-constitv’ed body. It was
only competent for tF-.a to recommend tho
different provinci- Legislatures whose
deputies they w:.¢, to take tho steps which
they presumed on and if there hnd been a
strong cen.ral government in the colonios a
prosecution for sedition would be the fitting
finale for the New York Congress. That
they were not free from a charge of treason
subsequent events proved, for immediatety
on their dispersion dssociations were set on
foot in all the Colonies against the importation
of Britisk manufactures till the Stamp Act
was repealed. This regulation to take place
on 1st January, 1776.

The first of November, when the Stamp
Act was to come into operation, had arrived
but no stamps were to be had and a total
stop was put to legal proceedings. Com-
merce was at an end as clearances could not
be effected, some parties ventured tosend
vessels to sea with & certificate from theGov-
ernor that Stamps could not be provided and
the Council and Assembly of Massachusotts
passed & formal Resolution declaring itio be
lawful to transact business without the use
of stamps, This last act was decidedly one
of rebellion as they had no jurisdiction atall
in the matter, and the Governor must have
been totally wanting in his duty to his
sovereign and country when he allowed them
to exercise legislative functions afterwards;
but the weakness of the old Provineial
systgm was the want of & responsible execu-
tive council.

At home the wealmess, indecision andlim.
becility of the V hig administration under
the Marquis of Rockingham, was far more
injurious to the intorests of the Empire than
the treason of the Colonial Legislatures. At
that time there wa:t no Colonial-Secretary,
that business being done under the care of
the Board of Trade, and on the 27th August
that body placed the resolutions of the As-
sembly of Virginia before the Privy Council
with a report thereon in which it was pointed
out that they contained s daring attack upon
the constitution of Great Britain and requir-
«d immediate attention, recommending that
orders should be at once sent to the Gover-
nors to exert themselves vigorously in the
support of the laws and authority of Parlia-
ment, yet it was not until the 3rd of Octo-
ber that thisreport was taken intoconsidera-
tion and the conclusion arrived at by a very
full council at which the ;Lord Chancellor
Camd¢n assisted, was that the report of the

1 vver.

Board of Trade was of too high: a nature for
the decision of the King in Council, and it
was proper only for the consideration of
Parliament.

A decision remarkable for its stupidity
because tho oxecutive has no optioh butito
carry out the acts af the Lpgislative body,
But the procecdings of the administration
was marked by such mischiovous indecision
as to paralyse the acts of thoe Colonial Gov-
ernor and to encournge those whose interest
it was to create rebellion and confusion in
their courses.

Therd can be nd doubt but the Stamp Aot
was o legitimate oxorcice of that Parlia-
mentary jurisdiction which the Legislature
of Great Britain had always exercised, and
therefore was noither tyrannical nor uncon-
stitutional, and was not the introduction of
anbw gysteni but the exercise of the bld as

It is altogether another question whecher
& fiscal regulation, taking the shape of direct
taxation,should not have been left altogether
to tho Provincial Legislatures, but it wusnod
raised on this occasion, andindeed was hard-
ly within the scope of the statesmanshlp of
tho age.

At the meecting of Parlmmcht in 1766,
petitions against the Stamp Act were pre-
sented from the principal seaport and man-
ufacturing towns, and a bill was introduced,
supported by the whole weight and inﬂuence
of the administration, for repealing *he
Stamp Act, and a declaratory bill was intro-
duced at the same time which censured and
condemned the resolutions of the Colonial
Assemblies, and affirming the principle that
the British Parlinment had suthority to make
laws binding these colonies in all cases what-
At the same timo the ministerialists
excused tho rictersin Boston, and endea-
vored to apologise for their conduct, while
they were charged by the members of the
late administration with being the direct
promoters of all the troubles occuring there.
Both bills received the royal assent on 18th
March. Inthe bill for repealing the Stamp
Act it was declared that it was not because
it was illegal, unconstitational or unjust, nor
arbitrary or oppressive, but simply because
it was inexpedient, and it was repesled free
from all terms or conditions.

The Whig party, when 1. opposition, loud-
1y declaimed against the unconstitutionality
of the Stamp Act and other measures rela.
tive to the Colonies. Having fairly impress.
ed the minds of the malcontents in those
Colonies with the truth of that propositioh
they find, when power passed into their
hands, that they had been acting the part of
unprincipled demsagogues, nor did they strive

to repair the error by a magnanimous decla-

[ ration abandoning the right to push parlia.

lmmentary jurisdiotion to tho extremelimits
in questions of local tazation, & course to
which thby could easily have committed the
parliament, and ono that would have been
takenas o ge;xetous and liberal concession,
and gone far t6/quiot thoixcxtemcnt which
had arisen, b it could not have removed d
th8 grounds of complaint.

‘'o tho Colonists tho‘whole action of Min.
istry and Parliament was marked with such
indecision as to -give--thenr-the -impression
that by resistance thoy had obtained a vic
tot}6Vér'both, which was an incitement to
further aggressions, and tho Aot was as des.
cribed unconstitutional and tyrranical, 1t
nlso revealed their apparent strength and
ths weakness, imbecility and want of states.
manship " the Imperial Executive.

In 1765 an order in Cotincil had been
passed for dividing tha.‘Atherichn Colonies

to two districts, a Northernand a Southern,
@rﬁe dividing lme being the Potomac River,
and continued westward to the Pacific—the
Northern dlstnct was to include the Province
of Canada. " This drrangement caused great
dissatisfaction, and Was ope of the charges
miade against the Enghsh Government.

The Colomal leagiers, imbued with the
“falso senument that dtstmgmshed. tho 18th
century, bad pictured to their,, imngimations
the felicity which would be enjoyed under a
Republican form of government. The mania
for Constitution makiny which,, afterwards so
unhappily characterised the Erench Reyolu.
tion, had its birthplace in the Colonies, and
was by no means indigenous in La Belle
France.

As the mass of the Colonists wore over
joyed at theo victory ohtained 80 easily over
Great Britain, their leaders took care they
should not be lulled torest in false security,
but resorting to the Press, an engine whose
power was greatly underated in Great Brit-
ain, shewed that the repecal of the Stamp
Act was extorted, that future Parliaments
might again attempt to imposo taxes, snd it
was therefore incumbent on thera to he vig:
ilantand turn their attention to those pur-
suits which would rerder them independent
of British manufactures and ensble them to
enter into non-importation -agreements as
the most cffective mode of ‘operation to the
encroachments of the mother country. By
thesc means jealously, distrust and a spirit
of estrangement was engendered into the
minds of the Colanists, sgain
rier was imposed by the Colonial or Impenul
authorities, slthough it is evxdent the press
could be subsidary and wonld be s powerful
ally on their side.

Apart from relative ability and skill it is
hard to conceive at this fime the utter isola-
tion in which the Colonial Governors were
placed. Thoy had ‘no responsxble ‘advisers
who hell seatsin the Legislature, snd whose
duty it was to restrain the violence of faction
and keep & just constitutionnl balance in the
Lower House. Consequently the majority,
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or oven, in muny cases, & violent minority
obtained tho control of the House and pro-
cecded to aots of treason and robellion be-
foro tho Exeoutive received an idea of what
had really taken place. Dissolution cf the
assombly only aggravated the mischief, the
pooplo being sure to sympathise with the
demagogues.

Torn by factions at homeand open to trea-
son abroad tha prospects of tho British Em-
pire in 1766 were more gloomy than at any
period in its history since it first planted
Colonies. The Secretary ~f State, in dis-
patches to the Colonial Governors, took care
to extol the grace and condescension of the
King and Parliament in listening to the com.
plaints of the Colonists, and intimated that
suitablo roturns were expected. To this the
Asscmblies were not backward in voting
addresses of thanks and loyalty, although
they studiously avoided recognizing the
action of Parliainent, and it soon appeared
that they were in no hurry to recognize its
authority in any case. It is evident both
parties had lost sight of the real cause of
grievance—the restrictions placed on Colonial
trade—but its effects were still at work, and
by paralyzing the industry of the Colonists
finally prepared the great mass of the pco-
plo for resistance and kept up discontent in
the New Englanc states.

At the time the Starap Act was repealed
the Parliament voted an address to his Ma-
jesty, requesting that he would be pieased
to instruct the Governors in the Colonies to
usske requisition in the various Logislutive
Assemblies for granting compensation to
such individuals as had suffered in property
by the riots. Such requisitions were made
in such of the Colonies where any loss of
property was sustained. In the Province of
Massachusetts, where those lawless acts had
been most outraxeous, the Legislative As-
sembly made use of the requisition to fas.
tena quarrel on the Governor, under pre-
tence that ho had put the requisition in
stronger and more pre-emptory terms than
ho was warranted by the Secretary of State’s
letter, and in reply censured him for the
manner in which the requisition was com-
municated, telling him: ¢ That they will
embracoe the first convenient opportunity to
cunsider and act on Secretary Canning's, re-
commendation,” without taking the least
notice of the resoluition of the British Parlia-
ment, nor would they pay the slightest at-
tention to tho matter until compelled to do
s by the Tressury, in England withholding
the money voted by Parliament as' compen-
sation to the Colony for services rendered ix
the late war with France, till the sufferers by
tho lawless acts of the Boston mob were in-
demmnified. And when the Act was at last
passed it contained o clause of indemnity to
the rioters, thus assuming at once the pre-
rogative of setting law and justice aside to
«it their own ideas. The Boston riots and
their promoters need no further come
rent. . LN . P

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YHE INVENTION OF COLT'SREVLOVER,

Tho Louisvillo Ezpressis responsible for
tho following curious story in referenco to
the invention of tho pistol which goes by
tho name of “Colt's vovolver.'” If thostory
is not truo, it is at all avents ingoniously de
vised to bear the semblance of truth, but it
is simply given hero as a ouriosity :—

**There are peoplo in Tenneaseo who will
tell you aqueer story about tho way in which
the late Col. Colt invonted the repuater
which bears his name, and which enabled
him to leave a widow with an income of
nearly $400,000. They say that some twen-
ty or twenty-fiye years ago a gunsmith from
Fayetteville, in that State, wont to Nashville
in gaarch of employment, and as he was a
skilful workman and a sober, industrious
man, he soon found something to do in one
of the shops there. He was what the world
calls ‘a good, easy fellow,” always at work,
but elways poor, wasting most of his timo
upon inventions of hig awn, some of which
wara worthless, and somo of which he laked
perdaverance and the means to complete
and introduce to the public. Among the
last named was a r:seating pistol, & model
of which he had made at Fayetteville and
brought with him to Nashville. He had
never had it patonted, for twenty or twenty-
five years ago it was far more troublesome
to procure & patent for a new invention than
it is in our day, inventors in obscure villages
knowing little or nothing about the process
by which patents were obtained,

# Working in the same shop with our Fay-
etteville gunsmith was a young journeyman
from Connecticut, named Colt. The new-
fangled pistol was drawn from the inventor's
trunk one day, and exhibited to the work
men, Colt ‘taok a good look atit,’ examin-
ing it with the greatest care; but like the
shrewd Yankee he was, said nothing as to
its merits. In a fow days Mr. Colt throwup
hig situation in the Nashville shop and re.
turned to his native State. Nothing more
wea heard of him until he turned up as the
inventor and patentee of Colt's repeator—
the identical repeater the Fayetteville gun-
smith exhibited to bim in Nashville.

 This is the story they tell in Tennessee.
We do not veuch for the truth of it, though
we think it likely that it might very safely
bedone. Colt died a millionaire, leaving &
wife and several children to mourn his loss
and rejoice in his genius and to enjoy an
income of $397,000. The Fayatteville gun-
smith may or may not havestarved to death.
If ho did not, it was because it is and always
hes been impossible to starve in 30 plentiful
a conntry as Tennesseo.!

PRESIDENT LINCOLN AND THE CLOSE
OF THE AMERICAN WAR.

General Sherman has made an interesting
contribution to tho history of the closing
days of tha war. It will be remembered

that when the Confederate General Johnson|.

surrendered to Sherman in April, 1865,
terms iere accorded to him which were
deemed far too liberal by the public, espe-
cially as they went boyond the conditions
mado by Grant with Lee. It has been rep-
resented that Sherman scted under direct
instructions from President Lincoln, but he
now tells his countrymen that he alone was
responsible for the terms made, and after

terwards disavowed by the Government. In
Maroh, 1865, Mr. Lincoln, Generals Grant
and Sherman, and Admiral Porter, met to
consult on the final move against the enemy.
The gﬁa:;emla discussed the probability of
Lee falling upon Sherman in the open coun-

try. “Mr, Lincoln, in hearing us speak of
a final bloody battle, whioh I thon thought
would fall on me near Raloigh, did exal
moro then once that blood enough had al-
ready boen shed, and ho hoped that tho war
would end without any more. The ques-
tion sroso, what was 4 bo done - .th Jeffor-
son Davis and other leaders? Presidont
Lincoln * loft mo,” writes Shorman, ¢ under
tho impression that all ho asked of us was
to dissipato thoso armies, and get the sol-
diers back to their homes anyhow; the

aicker tho better, leaving him free to apply
the remedy and tho restoration of civil law.”
Me. Lincoln evidently wished that Mr. Davis
should succeed ineffsoting his cscapo from
the country, “ as well as all the other lead-
ing Southern politicians, against whom pub.
lio indignation always turned with a fecling
far moro intense than against Generals Loe:
Johnson, and other purely military men.'
The historians of tho war, says the Pall
Mall Gazelte, cannot afford to overlook this
letter of Goneral Sherman.

THE TURKISH IRON-CLAD TURRET
SHIPS.

The two iron-clad turret ships which ar-
rived in Constantinople last week from
France, and have been anchored off Dolma
Bagtché (says the Levant Times of tho 22nd
ult.,) got up steam on Wednesday mornin
for o trial trip in tho Marmora., after whiel
they entored the Inner Harn, to take on
board their guns, which were brought out
by the Propontis. The same steamer also
landed at the arsenal 1,500 cases of shot
and shell. The guns ars 300-pounders, cach
waighing 15 tons. There are four of them
—one for cach turret. The turrets, which
are spherical, are made to revolve by win-
ches worked by hanu. The vossols are
ram-headed and barque rigged, with derrick
masts. The funnel is placed amid-ships,
botweon the two turrets, and i’3s loftiness
not only makes it an easy mark for the
enemy's shot, but adds to the unsymmetri-
cal appearancoe of the craft—the ugliest
looking vessels that have ever appeared in
these waters. They aro very heavily plated
and, unlike the Mahmoudieh and her thres
sister ironclads, their rudders are protected
against shot. Thawork about tho vessels
is not so distinguished for high finish as to
affect the pre-eminence of English ship-
builders. As is known, the original order
for them was given, not by the Porte,
but by the Chiliann Government, in view of
hostilities with Spain. The Chiliaus, on set-
tling that difficulty, had no oc¢casion for
them, and on the occurrence of the iecent
crisis, the Greek Government began to treat
for their purchase, when the Porte stepped;
in and bought them. However officient an
armament they may prove to be, the Greek
Government, considering the turn affairs

A MAN OVERBOARD.

Anact of extraordinary gallantry has boer
gorformed by Lord Walter Kerr, Comman-
er of Her Majeaty's ship Hercules, off Lis
bon. When sending down topgatlant yards
at sunset, on Sunday, April 4, 3 man fell
overboayd from the maintopgallant yard.
The commander, Lord Walter Kerr, who
was on the poop, commanding, the instant ho
saw tho man fall into the racing tide of the
Tagus, at once flung off his cag and jacket,
and plunged after him. Jad tho noble and
gallant officer {aken time wo think, he might
huve, without prejudice to his courage, well
have hesitated before placing his life at the
mercy of a current of such woll-known dan-
gor. Theman was at gome distance from
the ship when Iord Walter jumped over
board, but aftor considerable exertion, he
reached and supported the unfortunate man
until both were rescued by a boat from the
ship- The chances for any man overboard
in the Tagus are fow enough, and, but for
tho gallantry of his commander, the man
had no chance at all, having hecome insen-
sible from a blow.—A Hong Kong,paper
tells & sumilar story, but with an uhfortu
nately different resuit. H. M. S. Himalaya,
on hor voyage from Hong Kong to Ceylon,
was going 10 kpots beforu a steady monsoon
breoze, when the cry of ** A man overboard!"
was heard. Tho officer of the watch, Mr. E
H. Cunningham, navigating sub-lisutenant,
without 2 moment’s hesitation or waiting to
remove any portion of kis ¢lothes, jumped
overboard to the rescue. Thelife-buoy was
l:é;o the ship rounded to, and boats low
eved, but sad to say, the gallant young off
cer alonewassaved. Mr. Cinningham said,
 When I got to him he said hesvas all right
and could swim, ¢ Then strike out for the
lifo-bpoy,” and we swam on. Presentlyl
hpard a cry, and turning, I heard him say,
No use, sir; I can’t'go orr; take care of your-
solf” .’ And before I could get to-him, he
went under and rose no more.”’ The un’or-
tunste man must also have been a gallant

Sratra ¢ or Her Masksty —The other day
a momont after wo had lookad for tho hun
dredth time at that abominable brownstone
idiot which the Common Council erected in
tho City Hall Park, and labeled with the
sacred namo of Washington, wo read in the
London Enguirer n description ot a majestic
statue of Queen Victora for the City of
Mountreal, Canada,—the casting of which has
just been completed. Fron. a long account
wo condense the following.

*'The colossal figure, is ton foot high, in-
dependent of pedestal, cast in Florentine
bronze the proportions of which are—copper
forty-five, fino yellow brass fifty, tma four,
and antimony one. Tho effect of this mix-
ture is arosy tinged yellow metal, capabloof
taiing a brillont polish, and approaching,
tho lustrous purity of silver. The sculptor
(Mr. Wood) has shown the Queon in an erect
and commanding pgsition, crowned and
clothed in & classic mannor. Hor Majesty’s
countenance isa fine representation of the
typical English woman; sho bear in her
hand n wreath of oak leaves and acorns.
Very great diffioulty was expoerienced mn
forming this part of tho mould, owing to the
intricacy of the foliage and complication in
the mould which it entailed ; but by dint of
skill and perseverance, the mould was
formed, 80 as to allow the figure to bo cast
in one piece. From tho present stage the
statue will proceed to completion, under tho
immediate snperintendence of Mr. Wood.
Ilowever gkillfully the model may have boen
formed, the chiselers must proceed under
thedirectionoftheartist.” —New York Times,

Tue Goxe Moryraiv.—Capt. Palmer, who
is ongaged with a party of Royal Enginecrs
in making & topographicel survey of the
peninsula of Mount Sini, has sent home an
interesting account of the ‘' Jabel Nagus,'’
or **Gong Mountain,” so called from tho
extraordinary sound, somethinglikeagung,
that is emitted from it. The mountain,
from dhis cause, has long been a curiosity

with travellors, and one of awe and supor-
stition among the Arabs. Capt. Palmer has
now proved by oxporiment that the sound
ia occasioned by the slipping of the finest
sand  Ho found 2 slope of drift sand, 400
foet in in height, which filled a wide gully in
the mountain. This sand is so extremely
fine and dry, and lies at so high an angle to
the horizon, as to bo easily set in motion
from any pomnt on the slopoe by scraping
[way a iportion atits base. When nany con-
siderablo portion is thus in movement, roll
ing gradually down the slope, then the sound
bogins—at first & deen, swolling, vibratory
moan, gradually rising to a dull roar, loud
enough when at its height to bo almost
startling, then gradually dying away till the
sand ceascs to roll. Capt. Palmer describes
the sound as much liko hoarsest notes of an
Eolian harp. Itis not to be wondered at
that tiso ignorant Bedouin, wandering in
solitude among these dreary mountains,
should havo invented a wild legend to ac-
count for this strange and melancholy sound.

‘Tir Lasr Soupisk oF Tus AMERiCAN Revo-
LuT1oN—Weo aroinformed throughthe Times
that the lastsoldierof the Amorican Rovolu.
tion died a few weoksagoin the Stato of New
York,atthoagoof 109 and six months. His
lifo was longer than that of the American
Union by more than aquarter ofa century;
and he voted for sll its Presidents from
Washington toGrantinclusively. Thus the
last man born g British subject in the Uld
Thirteen United Colonies has passed away.
When he was first laid in the cradle of his
babyhood, the whole English-speakng race
on the continent of North America did not
number four millions: when ho was laid in
his grave, a few weeks ago, that race exceed
ed forty millions in the United States and
the Canadas.

A survey of the Great Pyramid is to be
made by « party of British Royal Engineers,
The survey, if correctly made, will settle
many interesting points in reference to the
units of lengths used among the anoients.
Thus, Herodotus states that the Egyptian
cubit is equal to the Grecian cubit, and that
the Great Pyramid has sides exactly 500
Egyptian or Greok ounbits in length, and
covers exactly twenty-five arurge, or Egyp-
tian acres, the arura containing 1,000 square
cubits. Agam, the Parthenon at Athens,
according to other historians, gives the
Greok units of length, and by modern mea-
surements of this ancient bullding the mean
length of the Greek foot is 12.149in., and of
the Greek cubit, 18:224in. Multiplying the
cubit thus ascertaindd by 500, the length of
the side of the Great Pyramid should be
9,112in. The mean length of the side of the
Pyramid, as obtained by cxamiting the
structure itself, is caleulated to 9,110in., and
thus a rossonably accurate standard of an-
cient messures has been fixed, The diff-
culty in the way of arrivingat, the true ro-
sults is greatly enhanced by tho fact that
tho casing stones of the Pyramid have been
removed. Tho sockets cut In the rock to
receive thoe coiner blocks still remain, and
the calculations as to tho actunl width of
the casing stones are affected by errors aris-
ing from thissource.

Has Sir George E. Cartier had sufli-
cient oxperience of the organization of the
Militia of the Dominiown, of the material of
which it is composed, to be competont to
trame a Bill for its administration and Gov-
ormment ?

ITyour answer is1. tho affirmative, please
tosay when and where he acquired such
knowledge, ifin the negative by what ofil-
cer or officers he was assisted in proparing
the Bill which you say is almost unassailable.

2nd. Will you tell the Volunteers in what
form or manner the Reserve Militia are more
available under the New Bill, although en-
rolled in Company Divisions, with Captains,
Lioutenants, and Ensigns, tha. they were
when under the old law and under the name
of Sedentary Militia they were yearly en.

For instance, what would be the position
of the Captain of a Volunteer Company if
by chance he came upon a parade or drill
ground svith his men under arms where
there was the Major or Lt.-Col. of a Reserve
Battalion ?

You say t00, ‘ the necessity of the estab-

lishment of a small regular force has not oc- |

curred to the memorialists,”’—allow me to
correct you, i did occur, and one of the
principlo objects of the memorial was to re-
move tho shadow of an excuse for any such
proposal, and if the alteration and bounty
asked for in the memorial are granted there
will he no more need for s regular force of
Canadiens than there is for & bench of Arch-
bishops.

SEAL OF TUE DOMINION OF CANADA.

Messrai J. G. and A, B. Wyon havo now
on view at 287 Regont Street, impressions®
from the soals of the four provinces of Cana-
da, aud tho Great Seal of the Dominion,
just comploted, with the gold medal that
has been struck in commomoration of tho

union of the provinces. Thoy are all de-
sigued ond exccuted 1n o very high style of
art. Of the seals, that for tho Dominion is,
of course, tho largest, It represonts the
Queon, seated under a Gothic canopy, and
holiding tho ball and sceptre whilo tho wings
of the canopy contain tho ».ields of the pro-
vinces—two on either side—hanging on the
stom of an oak. ‘I'bese Gothic canopies
occupy noarly tho whole of the middlespaco
of the seal; the ground betwoen thom and
tho border is covered with a rich diaper, and
o shiold bearing the Royal Arms of England
fills the spaco beneath the contre canopy

The border of the seal bears the inscription’
 Victoris, Dei Gratis, Britaniae ; Regina, F*
D. InCanada Sigillum.”” This work would
add to tho reputation of any other seal en.
graver, though it can hardly do so to that
of the Messrs. Wyon, whose productions
have long enjoyed a high and deserved
celobrity. ‘Thesealis well filled, asitshould
bo 1n & Gothic design, but it is not crowded ;
the ornamonts aro all very purein style,
and the whole is in the most perfect keaping.
The execution is not less remarablo: the
veliof is extremely high in parts (although
it does not at first appear to bo so, owing to
the breadth of the composition), but, in
spito of this difticulty, the truth, sharpness,
and finish of every part have been preserved
as well as they could possibly be on a medal,
oreven on & coin. The smaller seals for
the provinces are engrayed on one general
design. The crown surmounts a central
shield bearing the Royal Arms below which
is n smaller shield, bearing the arms of the
particular proyince—New Brunswick, Onta-
rio, Quebee, or Nova Scotia. ‘The Royal
mottoon a flowing riband fills up the space
at the sides ; a border adapted to theoutline
of the design ruus outside this, and touches
the circular border of the seal containing the
legend. These seals are no less remarkablo
for carefulness of exection than the one to
which we have referred. The medal which
has been struck to commemorate the con-
federation of the dpx-oviuces isin solid golq,
and is s0 large and massive that its value in
metal alone is £50. On the obversethereis
a head of the Queen, for which Her Majesty
recently gave Mr. Wgonsittings ; therevorse
bears an allegorical design—Britannia seated
and holding the scroll of confederation, with
figures representing the four wrovinces
grouped before her. Ontario holds the
sheaf and sickle ; Qusbec, the paddle; Nova
Scotiz, the mining spade; and New Bruns-
wick, the forest axe, Britannia carries her
trident, and the lion crouches by her side.
The following inscription runs round a
raised border :—+¢Juventas et Patrius Vigor
Canada Instauratn 1867.” Thereliefon this
side is extremely bold, and the composition,
modelling, and finish are such as to leave

littlo to be desired. The treatmont of the
head on tho obverse is broad and simple;
tho hair is hiddon by a sort of hood of flow-
ingdrapery, confined by a plain cornet, and
tho surface is but little broken anywhero.
Tho ornaments are massive rathor than
rich; there isa plain pondant in tho ear,
and a miniature of the Prince Consort is at-
tached to & necklaco of very chinsto design.

navy were called upon =nd asked whether
thoy would take me as their representative,
they would be very much indisposed to do
80, because,in the first place, I am o deserter
from thom, and in the noxt, if there is one
thing a sailor dislikes more than another it
is o lawyor. (Cheors and laughter.)
Ho is indeed generally termed a land shark.
(Cheors and laugbter.) I don’tmean that
i should be looked upon with more partial-
ity becausoI had passed for some time into
o groat seal—(cheers and laughter contin-
ued)~—but I must on behalf of the vavy say
this—that although the times have very
much changed since I wasan officer, it being
now upwards ¢{60 years since I wasin the
navy, our ships and men being so very dif-
forent from what thoy were—the one being
then our *“wooden wells,” and now wearing
armour, and the other, instead of sailors,
baing, in fact, ¢ stokers and pokers”’—I am
quite confident that officers and men still

possess the hearis of Englishmen, and that

if called on to fight thoy will show they have
not declined in the least degree |from the
character 8o long and so worthily possessed
by the British navy. (Loud cheers.)

Ir tho agitation in Nova Scotia hasdone
nothing elso it has proved that the peoplo o€
that Provinco possess an amount of ability
and spirit which has won for thvin the respeet
and admiration of all parties in the Domin-
ion. It carnot be denied thero was a timo
when Nova Scotia had good cause for grum-
bling at the terms by which sho was united
to Canada, and at the manner in which sho
was legislated into Confederation, but that
time passed away when the Hon. Josern
Howg obtained from Government these torms
which led to his acceptance of oflice. Tho
people of Western Canada are vory anxious
to .cttle tho difficulties existing with the
sister Province; it is no part of their desiro
th * any causo of discontent should exist,
and they are prepared to go to any reason-
able lengths to satisfy demands having for
t} cir object the consolidatii 2 of the Domin.
ion. Nothing could be further from their
thoughts than the wish to cocerce the Nova
Scotians mto a distasteful unton, but that
Province is a necessity to the Canac.an Con.
fedoration and, from its geographical posi-
tion, of the last importance to the British
Empire in America, therefore wo aie willing
to concedo overy possiblo advantage that
tho people thereof may be contented citizens
of our common country.

Political plulosophy in America admits the
perfect right of individuals to choose their
nationality, thus we have seen John Bull es-
chew the traditional roast beef and take to
#fixing;” while Paddy, changing the brogue
for the twang, chews tobacco and defies the
priest. llero the Scotchman looses his af:
foction for fogs and learns to enjoy shunshine
and religious freedom ; tho Dutchman drives
a trotting team and forgets to speak his
mother tongue ; Frenchmen become serious
as the Chinese become virtuous ; wild Indians
preach the Gospel to the whiteman, while
the Negro rises above saw-filing and marries
a whitewoman. All these and many things
still more startling are every-day occurrences
on this continent, and therefore we may rea-
sonably hope that, after o few revolutions of
the planet, the people of Nova Scotia will
forget their discontent and accept the logic
of facis as moro convineing than the impulses
of passion.

When therebellion of thothirteen colonies
beuame o suceess and the United States as-
sumed the powerand proportionsof a nation,
tho English Government established a policy
of isolation towards thé Provinces that re-
mained loyal, and which now form the Do-
minion of Canade, with the intention of frus.
trating sny future union that might give

thom strength to resist by concorted action
the impositions of lHome authority. Thi
system worked to o charm; ench littlo colony
ofa fow thousands inhabitants had an entirely
soparato oxistence and wero soparatoly legis
Iated upon; inviduously kept asundor by
trado and other restrictions until thoy grew
to rogard each othior as rivals and senselessly
act in oppasition whon they should have
worked together. In the course of time
and under tho influence of a moro onlarged
and enlightened policy, British Statesmen
awoke to o truc senso of tho importance
of the Amorican Colonial Empire, and of
tho absolute nced of bringing the hith
erto soparted Colonies into closer con
nection. Aoting upon this idea they frcely
assonted to the scheme of Confederation, and
the Dominion, ono of the most extraordinary
political movemonts recorded in history, be.
camo a fact; but the teachings and practice
of many years, indoed from the birth of the
Colonies up to within a very recent period,
wore not to lose their influence in a day;
consequently with the birth of & quasi na
tionality all the petty troubles that afflicted
the Provinces in their former condition were
intensified by the mistaken manner in which
the scheme was administered. Had tho wa
ion been legislative, pure and simple, we
would have been spared all this hard feeling
in Nova Scotis, an the absurdity of so many
Paslinmentary assemblies (for less than five
millions of people) would not straddle the
country like a nightmare from the Gulf to
Lake Suparior.

The idea of uniting the whole of British
North Amsrica into one progressive power
was a grand one, and its fruition is an event
wo hope to ses realized at no very distant
day, but that union must, to be worth any.
thing, bo modelled upon Britisk,'not Yankeo
precedent. The United States began and
have continued with the most.illogical per.
sistency to endeavor to wwork out a schente
of union of which our Cunfederation is a bad
copy: continued failare- and the manifest
tendency to centralizution observable in all
their affairs does not deter them, and probs-
bly will not till an Empire will rise from the
ashes of the Republic and they will discover
they ware, like the Egyptians of old, merely
worshiping & beast from which the God had
long since departed.

The Province of Nova Scotia possesses some
of the soundest thinkers in the Dominion,
wo readily acknowledge the ability they dis-
play on both sides of this ‘much vexed ques-
tion; but politics are not like noetry, striv-
ing aftor the unatfainable wil) not obtain pos-
session of the. perfect; cuut it is only in reve-
lutions that draw blood where the dream has
a& momentery accomplishment. It would
however bo a higher indication of wisdom if
those men, who are now wasting their coer-
gies to so little purpose, were to turn their
attention in the direction sagaciously pointed
out by the clearest head amongst them, and
turn from the useless vexation of appeals to

‘England and the dograding humiliation of
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annoxation caucusés, to find at home an in-
tlliblo curo for all tho tioubles of which
they complain. With their sssistaneo wo
mighvhopo to eradicats tho evils that aftiict
our system s it vxists nt present, and they
aro certain of obtaining for their own well-
beoloved Provinee all that they can conscion-
tiously demand. Wo eannot believe that
the simplo act of Confedoration has been tho
causo of all the ovils which wo aro told by its
opponents have arisen from it. The cause
of tho repeal excitement was, at the begin-
ning, merely sentimental, and by designing
demagoguos it was nursed until, like anugly,
quarrolsome brat, it threatens to turn round
and thrash its parents, We bolieve that to
reach the true sourco of this tiouble wo will
have to go far deeper than what is so persis-
tently kept upon tho surface; to speak
plainly, Confederatior: is not tho direot caus .
of Nova Scotian discontent, and no one knows
it botter than the loud-voiced opponents of
that messurd. Poverty never yet sat well on
s proud stomach, and the wisdom of honest
endeavour will have. 0 bo betwe. cultivated
in the East before tho people of that part of
tho country, now being led as.ray by persons
who, to ugo an expressive American vulgar-
ism, cannoi got their axes ground at the
Dominion grindstone.

The groat mass of the Canadian people are
thoroughly eamest in their desire of estab-
lishing permanently on a broad and firm
basis the British Empire in America, they
will not, for » moment entertain the idea of
anroxation, nor will they submit to any cur-
tailment of the proportions of the Dominion.
If the Nova Scotians will plainly and candidly
point out whars thoy are aggrieved and sug-
gest what ¢+ vy require the Canadian Com-
mons will re. ‘ily institute measures for their
relie, but, by persistiog in their present
vain, declamatory course, they only weary and
will eventually disgust. In spite, however,
of all the noise that bas boen made, and the
bitterness of feelings that has been roused,
the material prosperity of the Province offers
gratifying proof that Confederation has at
least done ‘t no harm. Yot the people de-
sire, and the wish is natural enough, a greater
snd more rapid development of their resour.
ces; their country is rich in possession of
many natural products and advantages while
their Situation upon the seaboard gives them
immense commercial importance. Now if
this people, reslizing the position they hold
inConfederation as the gate of the Dominion
for at least one half of the year, and the im-
petus that will be given to their trade when
they are brought into closer commercial re.
lationship with the wealthy and enterprising
West, they may sec that in a very few years
they will aslvanco as rapidly in prosperity as
Ontario, and secure almost a monopoly of
the carrying trade of the Dominion. Besides
this they win possess the inestimable blessing
of public security, a thing unknown in the
distracted Republic which they seem to ad-
miros0 much. A brillisnt future is before

them it they go to work in the right spirit
and, in aiding the West in solving tho grand
problem of nationality, receive in tho future
an abundant roward in peaco and prospority.
80— Lot us have peaco.”

Ix tho present 1ssuo will befound the Prize
List nnd rules of tho next great prizo meeot-
ing of the Dominion of Canada Rifls Associn-
tion.

thus shown. This was n mistake, oxcusable,
perhaps, in the first meoting; and we are
glad to see tho Council has provented dis-
content on that score in the coming matches.
Thereare eleven competitionsin all, counting
tho second stages, and are distributed ag
foilows:—All Comers’ Match, Enfields, total
prizes $630; Dominion of Canada Miatch $1,-
400; Provincial Match $780; Maedougall
Challenge Cup, value 200, presented by Mrs.
Macdougall wife of the Inte Adjutant Goneral,
with an addition of $175 by the Association.
All Comers' International Match, open to all
comersof any nation, §655. Time Match for
breech-loading rifles $400. Nursery Stakes,
value of prize $325. Military Match $150.
Thoe Wimbledon rogulations of 1867 have
been adopted with -certain modifications
which will be seen by referenco to Advertise-
ment. Tho Bedford Range, where tho meet-
ing is to take place, is the finest in the Do-
minion, and a local committee of gentlemen
resident in Halifax aro arranging it for the
coming event. The route and mode of tran.
sit for those intending to be present will bo
published in due time, and itis expecled
that arrangements will be entered into with
the various Railway and Stesmboat Compan-
ies for the conveyance of Volunteors incend-
ing to ocompete. This meeting wili give
‘Western men such an opportunity as may
not oceur again of taking a trip to the seaside
and of enjoying the holidays of Summer in a
manner not often attainable, and e have no
“oubt but great numbery will take advantage
of tho ‘occasion to visit the Maritime* Provin.
ces of which they have heard so much, and of
forming for themselves an estimate of the
Bluenoses, whom wo remember as a most
kindly and hospitable people. Asthingsare
at present tho mecting bids fair to be far
more succossful than the last, and we hope
the Council will receive every encourage-
ment in bringing it to a successful issue. So
far they have done all in their power to in-
sure success, and we anticipate a national

turn-out from all parts of the Dominion on
the 17th of August,

The Militia Estimates for the yoar have
been published, snd weo find by comparison
with last yosr that Sir George. E. Cartior in-
tonds to fulfil his promise with regard to
economy in tho administration of the do-
partwmont. For tho finaxncial year commenc-
ing July lst, 1869 wo finu the following
reductions :—Salaries, $1,025; Drill Instruc
tors, 810,000 ; Militar, Schools, $40,000;
Amwmunition, $20,000; Clothing, $10,000;
Military Siores, $10,000; Drill pay and in-
cidental exponaos, $15,000; Contingonoios,
&c., $78,000; some items that appear in the
¢atimoto for last yenr are left out, and those
in reference to gunbuvats, barracks, &c.,
greatly reduced. The nominal amount of
tho roduction is $126,075, but in reality the
sum reaches the protty large amount of
$234,075, which is caused by tho revote of
monies appropriated last seswon.

A FREE EMPIRE.

Somu of our most thoughtful and con-
siderate contompuraries complain that the
Imperialist, whilo pointing to a strong cen-
tral government as tho only cure for the
troubles of the nation, does so in vague and
general terme, without explaining fully what
wo propose. The compluint is in part just,
but only in part.

It is difficult, in the outser o1 a discussion
involving such vast, varicd and complicated
interests, to determine its limits or declare
its results.  We have, in short, no *‘ cut and
dried” Utopia to offer or describe, and pro-
fer to deal simply with great central ideas,
We regard the causo of good government in
Europe as progressing favorably, but not

only the origin and past history of the ex-
isting Empires of the Old World, but their
present condition are such as to preclude us
from referring to any of them, except as to
particular features, for examples of the suc-
cessful working of our principles. Like our
own nation, they are to heavily encumbered
with the wrecks and yubbish of the past, und
like them we shall find our own develop-
ment the slow and painful result of thought
and labor. ‘The business to which the Im-
perialist has sct itself is the pure and pa-
triotic purpose of calling the thoughtful
men of the Western Empire tothe careful
discussion which alone can prepare the way
as to render sudden and disasterous convul-
510NS UNNECESSArY.

As a sort of starting point for such a dis-
cussion we present a few plain propositions.

Our Government is not now what our fa.
thers intended, nor what the present genera-
tion would have it.

It has ceased to be in any true sensea
Republic. It isa “caucus government,” as
distinguished from an autocracy, a limited
monarchy, or the representative form which
intended to establish.

We have lost individual freedom and self-
government, without securing the strength
which is our due in tho councils of the world
or obtainin;% a pure and vigorous administra-
tian af our home 2ffais

G Sessians s

Our people are no longer fitted for solf-
government—themselves fully recognizing
tho fact—and have not only voluntarily sur- |
rendered that prerogative, but have ceased
to educate themselves therefor.

The venality and corruption in every de-|
partment of public administration, the ex-
travagsnce, oppression and lawlessness, have
reached » pomnt that is unindurable, while
nothing in our present system offers us any
hope for the fature.

‘'he character of our population is yearly
growing worse, with & prospect of receiving
from Asia greater evils than we have so in-
dustriously imported from Europe. Sucha
people cannot, ina true sense, be Yrepresent-
ed” by men selected under the caucus
method.

Thus far we have little fear of any contra-
diction from thinking and observing imean;
but we must go furthey.

The idea of Empire does not necessarily
imply tyranny, caste distinctions,—other
than the recoguition of individual merit and
such inheritance thereof as now exists and is
inevitable— nor does it require the abandon.
ment by the poople of alt such control of
their ovm lo«:S aftairs as they are competent
and willing to exercise.

We care very little for names, for a com-
parisonof our condition with that of other

peoples too clearly shows us their want of
valuo.

Wo desire tho establishment of w contral
government which will Lo strong enough to
hold this continent together, and steaddy
adjust the now jurring intereste of thedif.
forent scctions and races. Such a govem
ment should have supreme control of oyr
foroign relations and of all administration
not purely local and municipal.

The determinaticn of the limits of ys
power and the mothods of its action mux
be left for future deliberation but itisap
important thomo for present discussion.

We deem it cortain that undersuch agoy
crnment we should secure nmore substan
tinl and beneficigl representation of 4l
classes and all interests than is possible un
der the present caucus system.

‘The rights of minorities would be mure
securs, and - fundamental laws would e
shiclded from assault by the interests of the
governing power itself.

‘The individual character of the ruler fo:
the time being ie of far less importance than
the naturo of the institutions of whichhe
would form but the head and representative
If the Emperor—in caso he should bes
named—happened to be aweakor a by
mapn, he would be far less porwerful forenl
than a vicious President or a turbulent and
venal Congress, nor could he by any micars
escape a perpetual responsibility to the
people.  1is realm would be too vast for the
exercise of the minute oppressions which we
now groan under, and his reign might te
truly said to costinue -‘during good be
havior.”

Among the benefits of such a form of gor
ernment we believe we should secure a pure
judiciary ; a simplification and reduction of
taxation; an economical administration of
tho entire civil service; a more extended
and judicious system of internal improve-
ments, and an accellerated national growth
and devclopement, with a careful protectin
of the national honor, at home and abroad.
In return for these and many more adva
tages we should surrender nothing but the
Yankee boy's traditional chance of becoming
President, and the insano delusions that e
govorn ourselves and live in a Republic.

From years of careful observation, com
bined with large experience in the adoums
tiadion nf nablic affhirs wo bave armvedal
the definite conclusion that our countryu
steadily and surely advancing toward a point
where the continuanceof the existing fracds
will become no longer possible, and an En
pire, in some shope, inovituble. To ow
minds this proposition hardly admits of ar

ument, s0 clearly manifest are the signsof
the times.

Itis our aim, therefore. in the workto
which we aro (fevoting s0 much umean
money, and in which we aro running such
risks of personal obloquy, if not of niob vio
lence, to begin & course of agitation swhich

1 shall accustom our fellow-citizens to look the

truth in the face and to make such wise pre
parations for tho coming change a3
cause it to be gradugl, peaceful, and unsc
companied by convulsion.

We see before us still; in spite of the fear
ful evils which grow so riotously from the
rank corruption of theday, the possibility o
the creation of the most perfect and dursble
government which theworld has yot seen—
one whose freedom would prevent us fron
eiivying the days of Washington, and whose
duration might vet throw into the shade the
gathered years of China. Centuries will be
required for the assimilation of the congle
merate population of this continent and the
adjnsiment of ita vast and varied interests
and for that devclopment those centund
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must cover an era of comparative intornal
peaco and wiso administration, That peace
1sno longoer, if it over has been, attainable
under our present systom, and wve domand
and shall work for the abolition of this
uihing of shrods and patches and the cs-
tablishment of a power which suall be feared
and honored abroad, at the same time that
it is loved and respected at home.

THE COMEDY OF AMERICAN CLAIMS.

The English comic papers have been
showing up the *univeraal nation ' in rathes
a ladicrous light. Two carjoons, one of
Judy, snd the othor from the Tomahawk,
havo reached us, and they ave really very
good. We will permit the correspondent of
the New York Zridune—an American by tho
way—to describe the pictures:

«tIn the Charing Cross railway station,
and on the news-stand kept by a member of
Parliament, may be seen to.day an exhibi-
tion of finearts, cousiderably more interest-
ing, for the moment, than any of the crowd-
ed galleries in Piccadilly or Pall Mall. A
series of four cartoons is displayed, the
authors of which have done us the honor to
tske America for the subject of their illus-
trations. ‘The four cartoons are published
in four different papers ; and whatover the
merits of them from an artistic point of view
they illustrate very well the popular feeling
about the American clairs.

Inone of them & big bull-dog stands at
bsy, assailed by & pack of yelling hounds,
supposed to represent American claimants.
The motto is, ** Another Bull's Run: sub.
mittted for AMerry-Cur’s consideration.
Only, gentleman, if you make this Bull run,
it will bo after you.”

The second introduces the traditional
slage Yankee, his trousers tacked into his
beots, belt garnished with bowie knife and
revolvers, military cap, drawn sword bet-
ween his iega which bend under him in ter-
1or, although ha ir supnortad in the rear by

asoldier who scems 6 bo & cross Eotween an
Irishman and a Negro. Heis in the act of

presenting his papers Jabeled, Alabams and
Csnada,to John Bull, also typical, butadorn.
edwith Lord Derby’s head, sitting in his easy
chair, alibrary desk between hun and his
visitors. With one hand John holds back a
bull dog strpggling to get loose, with the
other ho presents & ravolver at Jonathan
and his body guard. This ingenius compo-
sition is catitled ¢ The Motley Crew,” and
fest the intelitgent public tn which it ap-
pesls might not hit off its meaning, it i3
clacidated by this brief dislogue. ¢ Brother
Jonathan—\Well, Mr. Bul), I guees wo have
dropped in to gather how you mean to set-
tleourlittle bill.  John Bull—In this man-
ner, Brother Jonathan, if necessary.’

The Yankeo re-appears in a third picture
—boots, revolvers, &c., as before, trousers
emblazoned with the National stars and
stripes, lank hair and slonched hat, just as
you havo seen him a thousand times. He
1s supposed to inhabit New Kogland in this
guise, and it is a littlo curious that all the
Lxg;[xsh Yankees are, in feature, costume,
sod in manner, types of the Southerner as
he was before tho war. Iis burly cousin
sested in an arm chair, has turned his back
on one who is evidently an unwelcome in-
“uder, and is Improving his mind by the
perusal of & tory paper. A small dog with

a very doubtful oxpression of countenance,
is meditating a raid, which he does not mako
on the legs of the Yanke, while in a further
corner tho Emperor of the Franch (meant
for him, but is a good likeness of Fecher)
looks grimly on. TFor the title we learn
that this sceno 18 o ropresentation ot the
Almighty Dollar, and Jonathan is soliloquis-
ing: “ Wall, Jchn don’t scom much scar-
od, anyhow, about fitin’.  Wonder how
maony dollars he'll shell out to satisfy our
National Honor?"’ To which is added by
way of editorial answer :

“Quite as much as it is worth, depoend
upon it”’

‘The fourth sartist deals in color. A scene
of sky and ocean waste of deepest blue; a
cliff, also blue; reposing on the edge of the
blue cliff a blue lioa; bristling, dyspeptic,
fore paws guarding what looks like a flat,
blue tombstone, inscribed Canada. Lean
eagle, taloed with American arms, also blue,
wings wide spread, and beak yawning,
fwoops down on the couchant lion and his
tombstone. Lion looks as if he didn't like
it, but roars out in Jarge type, ** Come if you
dare.”” This masterpieceis “ dedicated with
thevery warmest Feelings of Respectand
Affection, to.the American Fagle, by his
Loving Cousin, the British Lion.”

CANADA AND THE UNITED STATES.

Tho Saturday Review remarks that ¢ with
its home prospects encouraging, and with a
highly satisfactory financial position, it is
natural that the Ottawa Lesislature should
feel called upon to assume a tone towards
its arrogant neighbours befitting its increase
of power and importance, and this feeling
of nascent dignity could not have been more
appropriately expressed than in the recent
speech of Mr, Geit on the relations betweon
the British Provinces and the States. It
was time that Canada should give her
answer to the threats and invitations which
were so freely addressed to her, and Mr.
Galt. in his manly declaration of the resolu-

tion of Canada to maintais her independence
of the States and her loyalty to Great
Britam, and in his firm but temperate de-
mand for Z?nmtion for Fenian outrages
has expressed the unanimous sentiment of
his country. Whether Generzl Grant’s
Government will be disposed to concede as
much to the legitimate claims of Canada as
wo have done in the cognaie case of the
Alabama, is of secondary importance. The
real significance of Mr. Galt's speech, and of
its cordial reception, is to be found in the
conclusive evidence which it_affords of the
unshaken altegiance of the North American
colonists, which had been doubted by many
in England, though only by those who wero
least acquainted with colonial feeling.”
The Herald ssys:-~ ¢ Howover obnoxious
the fact may be to some of our politicians, it
is pretty clear that the Canudians do
not want {o be up—ihat they insis{ on being
protected and that they have no sort of am-
bition to become a part of the grest Repub-
lican ompire. In these circumstances we
have but one duty and one policy. ‘To de-
fend Canads against the United States, with
tho Canadians opposed or indifferent to the
British connection would be impossible. To
defend Cansdn at her ovn costand by her
own means would bo very difflcult, and
would not ho just to tho people of this coun-
try. Butif the Canndians nre willing and
ready to take their sbaro of the work of

defenco—if thoy are loyal as they profess to

be, to tho empire—ive not only beliove that
wo ought to nndortake their dofence, but we
shall be able to do so with every reasonablo
prospect of success.’

THE VOLUNTEERS AT BARRIE.

“The turp-out last Monday proved how
utterly fallaclious were the prognostications
of cortain croakers in this locality, as to tho
spirit which animatos the volunteors. Tho
two companies mustered, altogether, nearly
one hundred and scemed well up in their
work. No. 5 (theold Infantry Company),
mustered stronger {han for some timo past,
having forty-two mon on parade. A new
foature at our volunteer muster, and a pleas
ing one to all loyal men, was the presence
of the Barrie Grammar School scholars, who,
armed and clothed, occupied the left of the
line, and fired with great precision. Thair
movements were marked by a precision and
steadiness which few companies can_excol.
They are drilled by Lt..Col. McEenzie, and
will bo inspected by the Brigade Major of
this division on the 29th of next month.

About 2 p. m. a considernble concourse of
porsons assombled on the target ground to
witness a friendly match between ten volun-
teers and a like number of civilians. and the
annexed table of the respective scores will
show that tho former wero badly beaten.
This, however, will not bo wondered at by
those interested in such matters, when it is
known that nearly all the parties who shot
as civilians were, until recently, members of
the volunteer force, and when it 1s seen by
tho names that most of them havo been
successful competitors at the various shoot-
ing matches which have of late years taken
place in different parts of the Dominion.

NEW INFANTRY DRILL.

A now infantry drill, adapted to breech-
loading ovolutions, is now undergoing the
consideration of tho authorities at tho Horse
Guards and st Aldersbot, and is likely to
mest all tho requiremnonts of tho servico: It
comprises some most important changes
both in company, battshon, and brigade
movements, which are much simplified, and
effected with much greater rapidity and with
far less fatigue to the men than any drill
that has yet been in the service. Liko that
now in use, it is the invention of a Militia
officar, viz., Lisutensat Logge, of the Oxford-
shire Regiment.—Dover Chronicle.
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‘Tar. officers and seamen of the English
Navy, aro overjoyed at the prospect of an
Admiralty circular rovoking tho regulation
forbidding the wearing of hair on the face.

Sonte of the Narthern people now living
{horo say thoy have lost tho romsmce they
once bad concerning Washington, for they
learn disectly from-tracition that, as anoigh-
bor, ha was unsociable, haughty, very exact-
ing, and quick tempered. Sowething of
this may bo true, but he had a warthless
sob of slaves to deal with, and besides; thero
wero squatters through the woods who tres-

od on his timbor and fishing grounds,
illed most of the deor ho tried to keep,
snd in various ways dnnoyed him; and it s
not likely that they have handed down any-
thing plearant that be said of thent.  Some-
thing also is due lo. political feeling, for the
Democrats charg:d him with being an aris-
werat, The truth is, he was & man who
paid the closest attention to his affairs,
nothing that in any way conterned him
escaped his_attention, and he could ill bear
unthrift and imgrovxdenoe and depredatioa.

SIR,—

It having been represented to this Depart-
ment that in violation of the law large quantities
of American silver coins are brought into Can-
ada without entry or payment of duty, I have
to call your atttention to the subject and to en-
Join upon you increased vigilence in the dis-
charge of your duty and that of your officers
along the Frontier in.the prevention of smug-
gling, and you are specially to enquire of Travel-
lers and others whether they have in their pos-
sgsslon either on their persons or in their bag-
gige, any American silver, and you or your
officers are to.selze and report any such silver
Wwhich it may be attempted to smuggle, taking
particular care that, in the discharge of this
duty, you discrimindte between a clear design
to defraud the .Revenue and an unintentional
breach of the law, in which latter case no seizure
should be made, but the officer should see that
the silver is duly entered and duty patd.

It need scarcoly be added that in the per-
formance of this delieate duty the greatest cir-
cumspection and courtesy should be observed by
the officers towards all ypergons with whom they
may be brought {n official contact.
