P_mon GryxN, who is engaged in the work of erccting an Irish
Nat;onnl Church in Rome, dedicated to St. Patrick, had an
audience, recentiy, with the Holy Father in the Intter’s private
study. During the conversation the Irish political situation
was touched upon, and the Pope remarhed:—*God will bring
the faithful Irish people safely out of trouble. I have the
greatest hope in the future of Ireland.”

Pope Leo XIII spoke feelingly of the Irish race. He dwelt
upon the generosity of the Irish despite the many burdens they
have to bear. The progress of the Church and College of the
Irish Augustinians pleased him, and, after referring to the fact
that St. Patrick received episcopal consecration 11 Rome and was
sent to Ireland by Pope Celestine, he touched upon the strength
of the ties existing between the Emerald Isle and the Holy See,
addlpg:—“’l‘lumk God, we have lived to see Ireland and St.
P.ztz‘.tr}f:k honoured by the erecting of o national church in this
city.

It may surprise Mr. Chamberlain and Lord Hartington and
the other notable persons who are just now doing much to
awaken religious animosity in Ireland, to know that the words
following were spoken in the English House of Lords in Novem-
ber, 1865, and that the speaker was no less a person than the
present Lord Salisbury :

“What is the reason that a people with so bountifal a soil,
with such enormous resources (as Ireland) lag so far hehind the
English in the race? Some say that it is to be found in the
char.acter of the Celtic race; but I look to France, and I see a
Celtic race thera going forward in the path of prosperity with
most rapid strides—I believe at the present moment more rapidly
than England herself. Some people say that it is to be found
in the Roman Catholic religion ; but 1 look to Belgium, and
there I sce a people second to none in Europe, except the Eng-
lish, for industry, singularly prosperous, considering the small
space of country that they occupy, having improved to the ut-
nfost the natural resources of that country, but distinguished
among all the peoples of Burope for theearnestness and intensity
of their Roman Catholic belief. Therefore, I cannot say that

the cuuse of the Irish distress is to be found in the Rowman
Catholic religion.  An honest friend near me says that it arises
from the Irish people listening to demagogues. I have as much
dislike to demagogues us he has, but when 1 look to the Nurthern
States of America, 1 see there people who listen to demagogues,
but who undonbtedly have not been wanting in material pros-
perity. It cannot be demagogues, Roman Catholicism or the
Celtic race.  What, then, is it ?  Lamafraid that the one thing
which has been peculiar to Ireland has been the Government of
England.”

Tue Trish Bishops in their Lenten Pastorals do not, in their
solicitude for the spiritual nceds of their flocks, forget their
corporal wants, which, 'n the midst of the acute distress that
prevails, are many and pressing. Their Lordships draw a har-
rowing picture of the condition of several parts of the country,
and make pathetic appeals for relief, which, notwithstanding the
large fund being raised, is still far from being meted out in ade-
quate measure. The Bishop of Raphoe complains of the delay
in providing employment, and says: ‘“What the people want is
wovk.  What they ask is employment that will bring them wages,
and permanently develop the resources of the country.” In a
recent letter to the Manchester Guardian, the Bishop of Salford
urgently invited the people of Manchester to contribute on behalf
of the poor in the divcese of Achonry—the most populous and
the poorest district in Ireland. When distress is soacute, every
well-to-do person should endeavour to have some share in the
merciful work of saving the destitute from famine and starvation.

Orixnron appears to be divided in regard to the expediency of
the projected visit to Ameriea of delegates from each section of
the divided Irish party. The Pilut, of Boston, a paper which
for more than o quarter of u century has done ycoman’s service
in behalf of the cause of Irish nationality, believes that the
warring factions will make a serious mistake if either or both
send delegations to America at present to canvas for funds. The
charitably disposed people of this country are ready and willing,
it truly says, to contribute generously for the relief of the dis-
tressed, and they are doing so already through the relief funds
opened by several friendly newspapers and other agencies, the
proceeds of which are transmitted to the bishops of the aiflicted
districts. The collection of money for the destitute is in this
way being provided for. “If,” says the Pilot, ¢ the contem-
plated delegations expect to gather contributions for political
purposes, they will be sadly disappoinied. The friends of Ire-
land in America will not furnish the sinews of civil war and
thus help to keep alive the feuds which are to-day the chief
obstacle in the path of Home Rule.”

Tue Irish World, on the other hand, takes the view that the
representatives of the major ity party should be accorded such a
reception in America as will show that American sentiment and
sympathy ave with the cause and the party they represent.
“The party,” it says, “is the legitimate Irish party, consisting,
not of new recruits or of untried men, but of. those who have
stood by their pledges, and who have borne the heat of the day
and the sweats. They are not the promoters of disunion, or
the organizers of disturbance and riot for the gratifieation of
personal vanity or ambition, but they are men labouring with
the help of all good and patriotic Irishmen to uphold the honour
and interests of Ireland by maintaining the unity and strength
of the National movement.” Coming to America as the repre-
ssntatives of Mr. McCarthy and the bulk of the Irish party, they
should receive, it thinks, a warm welcome, and a prompt and
practical response to their appeal.
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SERMON FOR S'I'. JOSEPIL DAY,

Joseph, tho husband of Mary, of whom was born Jesus.—St, Matt. 1: 16,

Ix theso fow words the holy Bvangelist mentions three names most
dear to Catholic piety, three names which the faithful ever bear in
their hearts with love, and invoke with confidence ; Jesus, our God,
our Creator, our Redeemer; Mary, Mother of Jesus and our Mother
full of grace, tonderness and merey ; Joseph, foster-father of Jesus,
spouse of Mary, our protector, und putron of the universal Church,
That we should have the Inghest confidence n and the greatest devo-
tion to these three blessed and lioly names, 1 have no needto tell you,
who never permit a single day to pass by without invoking them
many times, and are striving to honour them in all things. As we
celebrate the feust of St. Joseph to-day, and as the promise we give
him redounds to the honour of Mary and the glory of Jesus, I shall
try to answer the pious wishes of your hearts by choosing for your
consideration, and 1 hope edifieation, the devotion whichis to this
glorious patriarch St. Joseph, a devotion as beautiful in itself us it is
pleasing to God and advantageous to ourselves.

The first sentiment which the name of St. Joseph should awaken
in our hearts is one of profound veneration for him. God has
honoured him infinitely by making him the treasury of his power and
authority over Jesus and Marvy. < Take the Child and His Mother,”
(Mute. 21 138, 20). Tuke themand have in all things a eave for them,
as a father should have for his household, for his spouse and his
child. Thus was St. Joseph raised to the sublime dignity of Head of
the Holy Iamily, holding the place on carth of tho Iiternal Father
imheaven. Mary honours Inm as her husband and submits all her
actions to his judgment. Itis St. Joseph who receives the messages
from Heaven and makes them known to his holy spouse.  Jesus, un-
created wisdom humbly obeyshim whoholdsfor llim the place of Father,
Hewas subject to them,  (Luke 2: 51.? He works with St. Joseph aud
under his orders in the modest workshop at Nazareth., ‘Therefore, if
our Heavenly Father, if our Lord Jesus Christ, if the Blessed Virgin
Mary have rendered to St. Joseph the highest honours a man is
capable of receiving. is it not our duty to give to this snme great and
illustrious patriarch all the homage of respect and veneration, which
piety enlightened by frith and inflamed by charity can inspire in us ?
We are children of the Catholic Chureh, and see our Mother propaga-
ting on all sides and everywhere devotion to St. Joseph, erecting
churches and altars in his name, celebrating feasts in his honour, and
procluiming himn to the world as her gloricus patron and protector.
Shall not we unite in this umversal concert of Catholic souls to
honour the fosterfather of our Lord, and the spoase of our g~od and
tender Mother Mary? T'o honour St. Joseph is to unite our disposi-
tions with those of Jesus Christ, to share in the sentiments of His
Adorablo Heart towards Lim, whom he venerated and loved s a father
on earth. To declare onrselves servants of St. Joseph is to profess
ourselves true disciples of the Saviour. The Blessed Virgin has a
particular predelection for those souls who are fuithful in honouring
her holy spouse.  Yon would have been happy to have belonged to
the Holy 1%unmly as a hunble servant.  1f, then, you are tzuly devout
to this glorious saint, if you make it your duty to render him your
homage, yon will, indeed, merit to be vegarded as a member of the
great family of which St. Joseph is the faithful protector.

True devotion to St. Joseph requires that we invoke lm with con-
fidence. 1h1s eredit with God is great, and Ins intercession all-power-
ful, for he is & just man, and St. James tells us that the prayer af the
Just man availeth much. (Jas. 5: 16.) How many are the claims he
has to be graciously heard! What can onr Lord Jesus Christ retuse
him? During His sojourn on earth be served Ilimn as a father, he
provided for 1lis wants, he protected Him against the fury of His
encmies, he shaved all His sorrows and all the anxieties of Mary in
their flight into Egypt, on their return to Nazareth and in her search
for the Child in Jerusalem, Behold thy father awd 1 have sought thee
sorvowing. (Lauke 11: 8.y  The care, the vigilance, the tender solici-
tude, which St. Joseph always had for Jesus, he has preserved for
us, whom lie sces exposed on earth to ways of hell, the persesntion
of the world and the snares of our own passions.  From heaven he
beholds the danger which surround us in this vale of tears and place
of exile, he is the witness of our labours, our fatigues and miserics,
and his heart is touched with a tender and fatherly compassion for
us. While he is all-powerful with Jesus to obtain for us the succor
and graces necessary, we cannot doubt but that he is also disposed to
mtercede for those whom his beloved Jesus has redeemed at the price
of His BB)>od, and whom Mary, his holy spouse, has received as her
children at the foot of the cross. The Churceh, too, by a solemn
decree of the Uoly IFFather, bas acknowledged St. Joseph as her pro-
tector and patron. This should be for us & new motive of confidence,
urging us to mvoke him amid the thouasand necessities which assail
us m tlns hfe and in death. And whose death was like unto the
death of St. Joseph 2 When he nad fulfilled Ins days on earth, and
accomplished the work God had given him to do, consolation came to
him as he Iny on Ins death-bed, such as has been given to none other
of God's servants. There stood his holy spouse, the mother of his
God, there, too, stood Jesus, whom he watched over from infancy to

manbood, his Saviour and his God. What death could be happier
thar to die in the blessed arms of Jesus and Mary 2 With what con-
fidenco, therofore, can wo ask St. Joseph, patron of the agonizing, to
be propitious to us at that dread hour whichis to decide our eternity,
and obtain for us n happy death,

The bust way to procure for ourselves the protection and intercession
of St. Joseph, is to take him for our model and imitate hun in overy
virtue in which he has given us nu illustrions example.  Joseph, the
Gospel tells us, was just, that g to say, fuithful ju all his duties to
Gad, to his neighbour and to himself.  Let the witl of God be for us
the only rule of conduet, ns it was for St. Joseph m all the circum-
stances of his varied lite. It is not without reason that in these our
duys dovotion to this great putrnreh has obtamed an ever incrensing
extension, It is n remedy truly upplicable to our present socinl state,
which is being destroyed by insubordination, for it teaches the vights
of anthorvity and the duty of obedience. We should, liowever, love
our neighbour, us St. Joseph loved him, supporting him with patience,
assisting him with charity, and ever watehfu! lor his weltare.  We
sheuld also imitate St. Joseph in prayer, m work, and i the funthful
accomplishment of all the duties of our stations in life.  Tho Sacred
Text relates no miracle done by the august foster-father of Jesus. but
it does tell ws that he was humvle, o earpenter, n workmun who
carned his bread by the sweat of his brow.  His whole hife was passed
in solitude, recollection and prayer, in the company of Jesus and
Mary, where he fulfitled perfectly all the duties of his state.  This
is that we must imitate in i m order to merit his paternal protee-
tion and wonderful intercession with Jesus.  In our thoughts, words,
actions, m all onr conduct let 1s propoese to ourselves St, Joseph as
the model we are to follow. Lt us recommend ourselves to lnm with
confidence at all times. If weare faithful in onr devotion to St.
Joseph, he will ever be our support and succour in lile, and we shall
have the happiness of his protection when that hour shall come for
us to leave this world, and through his intercession he received into
the glory of heaven, where, with Jesus, Mary and Joseph, we hope to
reign forever. cmen. D.J.cC.

A VISIT TO CARDINAL GIBBONS.

Tur Cardinal's House stands back to back with the Cathedral and
fronts on Novth Charles Strect, the fuslonable thoroughfure of Balti-
more. 1t is a square-shaped, three story stintetmre of marble, innocert
of any attempt at architectural adornment. A low wall of biick,
surrounded by an hion fence, guards the house and the nurrow strip
of grass land that surrounds it. Ifour and twenty marble steps le.d
from the steps to the door, and a few half grown elm-trees shade tho
inclosure. o gain an andience with the Cardinal is not a difficult
task.

You climb the steps and ving the bell, the plated handle of which

is tarnished from over use. A fresh-fuced mnid from Kerry answers
the summons and in a delicious brogue asks your business. In her
hands is a silver tray, and on it you Jay yourcard. When this is done
she bids you enter.  You find yowrselfin a broad and gloomily-lighted
hall. At the further end is o stuivcase lending to the upper floovs;
on cither side, near the entrance, is a door. Both stand ajar and
through the crevice you gam a glimpse of goodly-sized and meuagerly
furnished rooms. The open door of the hall is innocent of carpet or
rugs. :
As the maid ascends the stair, and with her your card, you take a
look about you and a mental inventory of your surroundings. Two
straight backed oak chuirs--suggestive of discomfort—and an anti-
quated tal'le comprise the furniture.  Hung from the walls, in frames
of tarmshed gilt, are two paintings inoil. The one on the right
reveals the fuce of the Virgin Mary, evidently very old, for the colours
are sadly fuded.  Opposite the Fumiliar features of Pope Leo look
down upou you. In the dim religious light that steals through the
narrow transom atove the door the pictures look gray and positively
ghostlike.

Presently the patter of slippered feet sound on the stair, and a
moment luter a slender little wan in black is standing before you.
He takes you by the hand and in slow and measnred tones tells you
liow pleased he is at meeting you. Then Ire guides you out of the
shadow of the passage mto the sunlit oftice, and affords an opportunity
for closer inspection.

One’s first impressions of the Cardinal are apt to prove disappoint.
ing. eis undersized, than-featured and pale of face ; the fringe of
hair that peeps beneath the red skull capis iron gray as to colour and
thin in quanuty. 1le is dressed, as ho1s always dressed, in a suit of
sombre black. The only visible tokens of his priestly rvunk are a
cravat of crimson velvet and a cap of kindred tint. All in all, the
man, from a physical point of view, 1s small, fragile and wonderfully
unlike the Cardinal of your imagination. But as he intones the con-.
versational words of greetipg with suely kindly emphasis your dis.
appointment fudes as_the night shades fade before the light of dawn.
The Cardinal is a clever conversationalist. He can talk and talk
brightly, on almost any topic.—Washington Post.

THIS CATHOLIC PRESS.

We bave pleasure in divecting attention to the following circular
issucd by the Eaccutive of the Catholie Press Association
1o the Catholic Press of the United States:

On the seventh and eighth days of May, 1890, a nutiber of Catholic
editors, representing some thirty-seven Catholic journals, assembled
in the parlours of the Dennison House, in the city of Cuecinnati, to
discuss and deliberate upon sueh measures as might best secure and
further the interests of the Catholic press of the United States, The
result of their proceedings was the organization of an associntion now
known under the name of Lhe Catholic Press Association of the
IMnited States.

T'he primary purpose of this Assoctation is to unify the intevests of
the Cathohie journals zow published in the different sections of the
countty by adopt:ng and carrying out such plans as will strengthen
their power, extend their influence, and draw arcand them the bonds
of fraternal fellowship.

1t need scarcely be urged upon Catholic editors and publishers that
in union there is strength where common mterests are involved, and
that in isolation thereis weakness where theve are many antagonizing
elements to be overcome, Nowhere 1s this so manifest as among
Catholies who live in a community where, unfortunately, a deep and
lively prejudice prevails against their frith.  No one knows this better
than the Catholic editor, and no one bas so keenly realized 1it.  The
benumbing opposition from anenvironment hostile to Catholic interests
has not failed to react even upon our own people, as is evident in the
indifference, the apathy, and the tepidity displayed by many of them
toward the Catholic press, whicli, it may be truly said, issecond only to
the priesthood, as the most effectunl and potent disseminator and
staunchest support of Catholic truth in the modern world.

Nor need it be urged upon the Catholic editor, than whom uo one
better knows the public pulse, that combinaticn is the spirit of the
times. Upon all sides organization and association in every depart-
ment of busmess and life are the effectual methods now adopted to
further and develop the needs and ends of modern society.  That we
may be in keeping with the progress of the age, and may use the
materials which Providence has placed ay our disposal to advance and
secure the best interests of the cause to which wa have devoted our
powers and our lubour, it is eminently proper, and indeed urgent upon
ug, to umte nud concentrate our forces in the spirit of the times and
according tc the exigencies of our enviromment.

e

While wo have reason to deplore the iadifforence of not a few
Catholics in their lukewarm support of the Catholic press, we are
forced tu ucknowledgo thut their apathy is oftentimes due to onr own
lack of efficiency. Still it eannot be snid that we are altogether to bo
blumed for those frequent deficiencies, agunst which many Catholic
Jjournals have had and have now to contend, for this is to beattributed
to the force of circumstances whiel have so often hampered the
progress and pullified the miluence of the Catholic journal, und
against the baneful influence of which no human onterprise can always
siceessfully cope.  Indeed when we consider the many obstinate
diflicultivs which generally beset the earcer of Catholic journalism in
this country, we nve forced rather to wonder at ity astonishing
progress, in spite of its usually sterile cirenmstances, than -leprecate
its present shortcomings,

But the time has now arrived when the surest and most seasonable
means of advaneo are 1o be found only in an association of interests
and n combination of forces. Through combination alone may we
hope to remove these defects of isolution, under which the Catholic
journal now so hopelessly Inbours. It is because of the luck of that
strength, which can only be secured by a union of interests, that the
wealkness of the Catholic journal is most felt, and which has not a
little to do in fostering the apathy of many Catholics toward their own
press.

The secular press has not been slow to estimate and realize the ad-
vantages of unwon, and we may attribute much of its vast power to
the results of combination. ‘Lo us has now arrived the ripened oppor-
tunity of nssociation aceording to our specinl needs and civeumstances.
1t would be flying in the face of Providenco and defying the plainest
dictates of common sense to refuse to embrace the means at hand.
That such a union of interests is urgently needed among the Catholic
Journals of these United States is apparent to all, and the benefits
flowing from it ave not less evident. Arrangements were made at its
meeting m Cincmalt vy The Catholic Press Association of the United
States to carry mto execution such practical measuves as will best ad-
vance the general interests of the Catholic press at large.  Among
others, plans were adopted to establish an advertising agency under
tho direction and supervision of the Associntion ; to secure reliable
and authentic correspondence from the large capitals of the Old
World ; to reg "ite plate matter for Catholic journals, and to transmit
mnportant Catholic news of a domestic character to the various
Jjournals comprising the Association. The transactions of the meeting
m Cmeinnaty were of  business character entirely, and stops are now
being taken to carry out the arvangements there determined.

Although the proceedings of the convention were mainly taken up
with considerations of matters of a business and financial nature, yet
the higher and nobler interests of Catholic journalism were amply and
Quly vegarded. The specinl character of Catholic journahism was ever
kept in view, and the motive principle of 1ts existence as the defender
and propagator of Catholic truth was ever present to the mind of the
convention.  While tho immediate topics under consideration related
to the most practical meauns and methods of advancing the material
interest of the Catholic press, there ever entered into the deliberations
of the convention as means subordinate to a higher end—the defence
of the Catholic church.  In view of this animating purpose of the
Catholic press, it may be truly sid that in matters spiritual, moral,
and social, it enjoys an invineible unity not vouchsafed to the secular
press or to its Protestant contemporaries. The bond of its unity is
the truth, which the Catholic chureh believes and teaches; ard while
the widest liberty of opinton in non-essentials is and should be in-
dulged, the Catholic press presents an indivigible and sohd frontin all
that pertains vitally to the Catholic faith. Tt may be said in trath—
it should be suid in justice, and is said in all humility—that no body
of (‘atholic men in this country have a better right than Catholic
editors to the noble title of * Defenders of the Faith.”

In times such as-these in which we live, when socinl doctries of a
pernicious and dangerous nature are being widely propagated and
rashly accepted, and when the supernatural hife of society is becoming
entwely dependent upon Catholic teaching, it is especially befitting
that Catholie editors, than whon none by virtue of position is better
able to combat the errors of the day and dofend the truth of all time,
shonld be drawn together not only by the strong ties of a common
faith, but also by the interests of a common profession, cemented by
personal regard and friendship. The aim of The Catholic Press As-
socintion of the United Stutesis to inaugurate and confirm such fra-
ternal association and friendship among Catholie editors, and by such
union advance the cause of Catholic truth in general.

It is in consideration of these facts and these interests that Catholic
editors aro urged to earnestly correspond and co-operate with the
objects and purposes of The Catholic Press Association. A}l must be
convinced of the practical and moral benefits to be derived from such
a2 union of interests and such & plan of organization as the Association
presents. It is hoped, and it is confidently believed, that all will
affiliate in & matter so practical, so important, and, in view of our sur-
roundings, so necessary.

To the Most Reverend Hierarchy and the Reverend Clergy of theso
United States, The Catholic Press Association pledges its most re-
spectfnl and earnest co-operation in the labour of spreading und
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defending Catholic truth. Animated by that spirit of obedience to
their spiritual superiors, which evor dwells in tho hearts of all truo
Cathiolics, the Associntion pledges itself entirely submissive to the juris
diction of the sencrable Episcopacy in all matters pertaining to faith
and morals,  Actuated by that spirit of liberty, which finds its
sceurest anchorage in the divine authority of the Cutholie chureh, and
its firmest tetporal guarantee in the free ivstitutions of our beloved
commonwealth, the Association hopes for and confidently expects,
out of their wisdom and enlightenment, the generous assistance of tho
Hierarchy of this country in sccuring to the Catholie press the widest
scope and fullest liberty in the pursuit of its great aud providentinl
mission,—Coxpk B. PaLLEN, President.

CHRISTIAN SOCIALISM.

Trury the word socinlism is the bete noir of many respectable people
who can boast of & snug account at their bunker'a.  If to it, however,
wo prefix the qualifyny adjective, Christian, their trepudation thereby
undergoes considerable diminution.  Let it be once for all understood
that we are not socialis 8. Nor are we the apologists for much that
is irregular and inadmissable in socialistic propaganda; albeit we
frankly acknowledge that @ socinlist 1s one whose arguiments, at least
some of them, are not casily disposed of off-hand. Whilst we thus
define the limits of our posttion we cannot attempt to disguise fiom
ourselves that there is much in our sucial system utterly unsound,
absolutely gangrened; much that needs a thorough searcling and
probing ; much through which the legislative sealpel must pass if the
distase is to be kept from spreading.  The rottenness must be removed
be the process never so painful and diflicult, 1f social life is to be saved
and utter collapso avoided. This, however, must needs be done in n
Christain-like maumer. Society, or that portion which has become
disordered, must be reorganized, if it is to be reconstructed ac all, on
a solid Christain basis, all due regard being paid to Chrustain tenets
and the laws of natural equity.

That this constructive task has become necessary has long been
patent to us, and events of recent veeurrence have served to convince
us all the more of its urgency. There is not onc of our readers that
does not scan the puges of some one or other of our duilics.  Let them
reflect for a moment , and endeavour to recall even a part of what has
been recorded for the last three or four weeks. Thousands of our
people are on the verge of starvation.  Many of them have fullen on
our highways, weary and emaciated, to rise no more. The rigid forms
of lifeless women are discovered in the recesses of our bridges. The
cries of countless little ones, wailing for a crust, fall with painful
cadence upon our cars.

Death is here and death is there,
Death is busy everywhere.
And what efforts have been made to relieve the suffering of our starving
poor? Nor work nor bread have they. Chameleon-lhike must they live,
subsist on light andg air.
Famine is on their cheeks.
Need nnd oppression startle in their eves.
Contempt and beggary hang upon their back.
The world is not their friend, nor the world’s lasw.
This is one side of the question. Turn we now to another.

Bedford dies and ¢ ton " is flattered. When dead some days it leaks
out he committed snicide. We have nothing to say in disparagement
of the late nobleman, whose remains, in accordance with his own
expressed wishes, were prematurely reduced to ashes a few days since
at Wosking. He once entertnined the Queen of lolland at his gor
geous mansion of Woburn Abbey, Her Majesty, possessing that rather
peculiar quality of inquisitiveness, would fain ask the Duke ihie amount
of his yearly income. Regarding the imperial question in the light of
a command the Duke made answer sotto roce, ** I must plead guilty,
your Majesty, to more than £800,000 a year.” The Covent Garden
Market property alone, where his tenants are literally done to death
with the cold and the draughts, brought him in the respectable sum
of £18,000 annually. Woburn Abbey, with its galleries of antique
marble, and priceless paintings, and its park of 2500 acres. dotted
with innumerable pleasances, is one of the noblest mansions in the
kingdom. What a change from Bethnal Green to Woburn Park! The
Duke, surfeited with pleasure, knows not how to spend the twentieth
part of his net annual income.  1le is well ted whilst countless thous.
ands starve. Yet they are men as well as he, with human wants and
human craving. Did nature, we wonder, ever intend that the world's
leisuro and treasure should be so divided? That the many should be
driven raving mad with the pangs of hunger, whilst the few, the
favoured few, fattened and revelled. Surely there must be something
wrong, something awry in the state of society which furnishes us with
such a contrast. The many, the multitudes, must not, shull not
starve. They must get work, or thcy must get bread. A stone will
no longer be sufficient for them. Strese and poverty may, according
to natural equity give aman a claim to his neighbour'sloaves. Their
are circumstances in which the goods of hfe become common poverty.
It may never come to pass with us.  Yet the present stoical indifference
to the neceds of the poor may entail a Nemesis of blood in the not far
distant future,—London Unive-se. :

AN AUDIENCE AT THE VATICAN.

Mippay . in the great closed courtyard, the four sides of which
avem like the faces of an onormous lantern, n dozcu old earringes,
clumsily yoked, clumsily harnessed, clumsily painted, stand in wait-
ing. On the right the great staircase ascends like o large avenue.
On the fing stones, the tiles that were the King of Bavaria's gife to
Pius IX., cast a glow of light from their over bright pigments. Above,
a vast hall, high and blanlk, where the servants wait, and the Swiss
guard, in yellow and black, trails his long halberd.

1 offer my audience tickot to u sediurio, clud in red, whose broeaded
velvet breeches and cont seem to havo stepped out of a sixteenth cen-
tury curtain.  ‘Tho ticket and the visitor pass, from hand to hand, from
hall to hall, to a lnrge waiting-room, whero a cameriere on duty re-
coives and bows. Others are there, waiting their turn; emotion is
stamped upon the face of these Christinns, separated by a single
partition from him who upon earth is nearest to God. The door opens ;
a noble guard in shining helmet precedes an old monk, who, with
hands full of blessed Rosaries, goes lus way happy, to curry to his
poor monustery the blessings of the Popo.

The camericre called out my name. 1 can hardly deseribe tho room
into which 1 was ushered.  Red walls, curtaing, chairs and draperies
—everything red save the white form of an old man sitting motion-
less on a throne under an immense dais.  ‘The white robejand douitlette,
with white silk facings, seemed yellow in contrast with the diaphonous
whiteness of Lieo X11L's handg and features. The first inpression
was & strunge one; the Pope looks as though he were nearer to
heaven than to earth. Life secems to have all but deserted that
ascetic bady. Thus would one dream of a soul, if it could be
imagined, with the filmiest garb of materiality. 'The ancient puinters,
the mystics, have at tumes figured saints whose ascotic bodies huve
lost & human form and seem to bo somothing nesr heaven. To
give un exact portrait of Leo XIIL would need the return of one
such to earth. The smile of triumph, which, in the Jubilee
days, shono over the Pontifl’s figure—that human smile has gone
out.

The thin lips are not parted with a smile; they are so pale that
they look like a faintly-shaded pencil stroke in the middle of the face.
The eyes are very largo and deep-set, and shine as pearls of the
Oriert—their colour is indescribablo. Threo genuflexions brought
me to the feet of the Holy Father, and I felt a hard deeply weighed
with benediction resting on my head. During the seventeen minutes
that the audienco lasted that hand was not once removed, either
when the words of forgiveness fell from the hips of the Father, or,
turning to general topics, the Mnne deigned to touch on the aflairs of
France.

With the first portion of my aundience there is no concern here.
"Pwas in connection with a worthless book—un error. ‘The Church
has this pride and this singularity that she pardons, then forgets, and
the pardoned offender has also the right to forget. . . . I men-
tioned*the name of a Irerch Cardinal, of him whom we should call
the first bishop of his time, if one could accord u rank to the princes
of the Church as to scliool-boys. At the name of Cardinal Lavigerie
the Pope drew himself up and beeame more unimat 1; bis mild and
paternal tones became vibrating, and he said :

Yes; Cardinal Lavigerie has spoken well. It isnow for the French
to speak well. It is cusier than people suppose to soar above names
and arrive at ideas. It is for men who are still young to mould a
Republic with good, simple and practical laws ; but whav I fear is that
in France political opinions, like other things, are mere mattor of
fashion. The words of an eminent prelate, which we have sanctioned
beforehand, created a new situation, . . .”

« Difticult perhaps, Holy Father? .

« All new situations are difficult. It is better to do what little
good can be doue, than tolerate what is very bad. o love the good
Republic implies fighting tha bad Republic, for m every reyime there
are two sides. Yet if you can schisve something better than the

lepublic do so; but if not, go into it faithfully, and as you complete
it, so will it remain.”

« A Catholic party in France would be able 2"

« Phat is an ¢ «cellent dream, but only a drcam. In the times we
live in, out of a hundred persons there are three good Catholics, and
no more. The Catholics should use their crucifix to do good, not
flourish it to ereate parties. 'The Catholics, unfortunately, have not
the sense of association sufticiently developed for Cliristian works ;
but they have it only too well developed for political purposes. They
ought to form groups, to work up the labour question, infant educa.
tion, the welfare of the working man. There is plenty of work tor
them m that direction ; bus the French know not how to combine and
associate.”

«Ihe Schools Laws? "

«The School Lawa are criminal and violent; but I am assured
that many Republicans set their face against them. Among your
rulers there aro some who would go back. As to military affairs, you
have & Minister who is said to be a very good one; you also have
generals and money. You can therqforc attend to domestic matters
without any pre-occupation as to foreign mattors.”

« Europe has before her meanwhile threats of war 2"
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 Ah, that is a delicate question. Proghecy belongs to no man.
But with alliances one might at least maintain things for long in statu
quo."”’

« Your Holiness doos not fear surprises for the future ?

« I think the future lovks promisiug for France, more so than for
any uthut region, provided pursecations agninst the innueent come to
an emd.  Agitated epochs are always fruitful with great Christian
eaumples.  In your country therv was nover o nobler gathering of
arent on than i the seeond part of this century.,  They were self-
formed outside of politicul intluences. I pray God thut the next
generation be equally great with that of which I speak to you.”

The audience was over. What I heard, all that I heard, I wrote
down on the Vatiean staircase, and I do not think I have garbled the
sense of a single phrase.—Jean de Bonnefon, in The Iigarv.

For years he was chosen on many oc-
casions to represent the Catholic body in civie committees. e never
demed his faith, but he never respected it.  He called the just de-
mands of his Catholic brethren impertinent and unlawful, and never
opered his mouth but to minimize them before hix non-Catholic ac-
quamtences, It took people a long time to understand him, but in
our tune having beeu found out he appears only as a representative of
himself. e is a huinbug Catholic.

Here is a Cathiohe business man with a million perhaps, and the
hend of o great concern.  1le has really built it up by his enorgy and
wmvention.  He is an ordinary Catholie, respectable and charitable,
How was his business made a success and kept o success? In this
way. He was a wholesaiv dealer in certain articies, and supplied the
retarlers.  When a new thing in his line appeured in the market, he
went to the producer and demanded it for his trade. I refused he
set oud to prevent the sale of that article in the market. He threat.
ened the retailers that if they dealt with the producer for the article
he would cut off their trade with lum, and give it to the rival.  In
order to earry out his policy it is necessary for him to ruin the busi-
ness of certuin people yearly. He did it cheorfully. Ie was a mon-
opolist. It is snid he feels like an honest man,and loves to do an act
of charity. Ile will be surprised wl en he reaches the judgment seat.
1le is 2 humbug Catholic.

Here is & Cutholic socicty man, He is a good father, wealthy,
charitable, and refined. He loves good society for its own sake.
Ilis cluldren associate only with the ** best " people.  So carefulis he
that only the best people shall be their companions, that he overlooks
the morals of the best people frequently.  1is children grow up re-
fined and courteous with all the polish of their circlo and all the vices.
The boys are smners 10 the conventional respectably dirty way, and
the girls are as much troubled about religion as about fine weather.
"Phis good aud polished father is a humbug Catholic.

Iere is a Catholic journahst on a daily journal. He knows he is
a Catholic from the fact that he made s IFirst Communion and goes
to Mass on Sunday. With any other reasons for his faith he is un.
acquamted, although he can discuss intelligently any current question.
1le has no repugnance for anything in journalism, except the plainest
obscenity. He will write up an elopement, & rape, a seduction, an
adultery, with the hearty mtention of pleasing the lowest tastes.
The very sentences winch weep over wrong done are the most indecent
of all. Tle will report & slander as readily as truth. He loves to de-
scribe sacerdotal dofietencies, and to annoy the clergy. He uses ins
high position on an inunoral sheet of large circulation to injure thoss
who have slighted him. Ye; he is a Catholic. He is not ashamed of
it. He is a humbug Catholic,

Iiere 1s & man 1 humble life. He has small wages, but onough to
support him. He gces to confession once a year, nover contributes a
cent to church or churity, never joins a society, never feels any par-
ticular admiration for his faith, or any part of it, sneers at muny
doctrmes in a timid way, and devotes twelve dollars & year to-beer,
The one moment when the grace of faith touches his heart is when he
thinks of death, and hopes to enter heaven on the strength of a
death-bed confession and poorly received sacraments. He is more
ensily recognized than the other persons named above, but he is not
less a Catholic than they, although he is & humbug Catholic.

Thie country is full of them. Thoy are too thick for cupfort.
Thev are u bad lot and it would be well to sift all of them into tho
dust heap. A Protestant, a nothingarian, an atheist are pleasant
porsons to deal with, for they are passive or active encmies, and the
code regalutes intercourse with them. But these humbugs, judges,
“usimess men, sucioty tmen, and journalists, or whatever occupntion
wey follow, are the warts of Catholic saciety, and must bo got rid of
by cuunstic. It would be o pleasure to see them squirnnng under 1t
with ail their pompous rospectabihity withering.—N. Y. Catholic tieview

BEHIND TIIE SCENES IN PARLIAMENT.

Soxr persons affect to depreciato the House of Commons, and do-
clure that it is not what it used to be, cither asa ““club” or as »
legislutive body. As u club thero is certainly little to be said for it,
except thet it affords opportunities for men of opposite political
opiniong to mect together. But when people say that it is no longer
of any importance as a legislativo body, it would be well for them to
explain what they moan. It is still the place where the laws of the
country are made, subject, of course, to the concurrence of an assem-
blage supposed to be still more *aungust,” It is the most favourite
starting-point for men of ambition. If they are clever men they
sometimes get on with marvellous rapidity after they have obtained
a footing in the House. There is & good deal of legal business of one
kind and another which has to be done for a government ; the open-
ing is consequently much sought aftor by lawyers, and amongst these
a truly loyal and * sympathetic * follower of his party chiefs ig pretty
sure to reap his reward.

It isalso exceedingly worth the while of a railway director to obtain
n seat in Parlinment, as we may infer from the fact that, next to the
potent legal interest, the railway interest is that which i3 most largely
represented.  But, as a general rule, it may be fairly said that mem-
bers of Parliament are not actuated by considerations of personal
advantage or gain in undertaking to go through the severe labours of
session after session. They hope to be able to do some little work
in bebalf of their fellow-countrymen. That, like many other hopes,
is destined to be disappointel. Few measures effect as much good
as their promoters anticipated. Sometimesa great scheme, forced
through the House by the most relentless party discipline, turns out
10 be anything but a benefit to the nation.  These, however, are
serious questions, and my present object is to touch only upon the
surface of Parlinmentary life.  As regards the minister and the
majority of oflice-holders, they like to pose as martyrs, but their
labours are not as arduous as is generally supposed. Tho road to
oftice is usnally somewhat tortuous, but those who have once found
it never want to go back. As for the private member, his work is,
from first to last, fatiguing, monotonous and thankless. He has to
wait about for hours and hours in order that he may assist in ¢ keep-
ing a House," or in expectation of a division, which, perhaps, does
not take place. e must not go home to dinner without special per-
mission; he must be prepared to do twelve hours’ hard work at =
streteh ; he must take his orders as to when he shall come and when
he shall go, without reference to ns business or other engagements.
The work done in the committee-rooms is clton very severe, and in
the end it scems to be utterly thrown away. It is in the committee-
rooms that the capacity of members, their power of grasping facts
and intricate problems, their readmess of resource, are most casily
tested. It is there also that members become thoroughly acquainted
with each other. Many a bitter political animosity has been softened
or altogether removed by the judgment formed in the committee-
room. The Conservative finds that the Radical whom he fancied to
be a mere empty demagogue is, m reality an exceedingly shrewd and
sensible man ; and, what is even more, that he is thoroughly con-
scientious and animated by an evident desire to do that which is
right. Or the Radical discovers the same quality in the Conservative
whom he hated. The true measure of & man can be taken on com-
mittee work. The fine feathers and the tinsel disappear. Lven the
new member, the man who is almost unknown, will be appraised at
his right value, whatever it may be. The House of Commons is,
indeed, always just in its estimates of men. There i3 no fairer body
in the world before which anybody could go. If it has stamped a
man as & bore or as a humbug, it is because he thoroughly deserves
it.  Anything like bumptionsness, or affectation of superiority, or a
disposition to trade upon a reputation made ovt-of-doors, the House
will net stand ; and » good thing, too. I once heard a member ex-
claim with a peculiarly sanctimoniousair : * I stand here as a Chris-
tiun,” as if he were a missionary addressing a set of pagans. There
was a roar of laughter, which for a few minutes silenced our only
Christian. ‘Lartuffe is not a popular character at Westminster.,

Of themere cut-and-thrust business, a Parliament in its foucth or
fifth year has generally had enough. The everlasting ding-dong of
personal attack and recrimination becomes a weary business. Even
s daring foray from the Irish quarter is welcomed as a relief from the
tediousness of hearing the pot call the kettle black. Most of the
Irishmen whose names are well known to tho public are good at these
sudden raids.— 1...J. Jennings, M.D., in Contemporary Revier,
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Mi. Sreav thus snumarizes the Ivish gituation in an article in o
recént number of the Paternoster Review: ¢ Lundlordism, having gone
bankrupt, is now having its throat cut by Mr. Balfour; the Govern-
ment, devoid of all moral basis, bas no hold on the country outside the
range of ite constables’ batons; the National League is all at sixes and
sevens; the Catholic Church alone remains erect in the midst of the
Irish chaos. Its bishops in council are the nearest appronch to an
Irish senate that is to be found in Ireland; its priesthiood constitute a
more intelligent, respectable, and public-spirited body thaa the retinue
of nominees who where decorated with the aftix M. P., at the good
pleasure of Mr. Parnell. In the midst of insular prrochiulisin, the
clergy—many of whom have been educated in France, in Belgium,
and in Rome-—alone possess some trace of cosmopolitan culture.
Ihey are poor. but respected ; celibrte, but free from the breath of
scandal; ¢ myrmidons of Rome,’ but passionately patriotic. They
represent in the parishes culture, discipline, and Christinnity.

Ocr excellent contemporary the Republic of Boston speaking on the
subject of perconal and sensational joprnahsm, traly says thatrivalry
in journalism should be confined to this: That every editor should be
determined to bring out the best, the brightest, the most reputable,
and the most truthful paper, When writers resort tolow abuse and
unwarrunted personalities and recriminations, they injure the cause,
bring discredit upon the profession, aud lower the wmoral tone of the
community.

« Journalists,”. suys the Republic, “should be gentlemen. Gentlemen
do not invent malicious stories about their neighbours nor pervert fucts.
‘Those who would eniighten and instruct the community should come
to their work with clean hands. DBut too orten we find that the evile
which the press would suppress or eradicate, its representatives illus-
trate in their own conduct. The spectacle of two editors shooting
each other in the public streets in broad daylight is not edifying.
But it is no worse than the spectacle presented by men in the profession
who claim to be respectable, but who resort to methods that would be
reprobated by any party of gentlemen anywhere."

We commend to the thoughtful attention of our readers the follow-
ing candid admission made by the Catholic News of New York, in
a recent article on the subject of Canadian annexation : * The Catho-
lic Church in Canada isaverse to the proposed annexation of the neigh-
bouring Dominion to the United States. The cause of this is patent.
In the Dominion Parliament, in the Legislature, Catholics bave equal
rights with non-Catholics. Catholics hoid positions in the ministry
of the provinces and the Dominion. Once Cunada is annexed to the
United States and the Catholics of Cauada take their position be-
side the Catholics of the United States, not one can ever aspire ‘o a

gul ernatorial position, to a place intho United States Senate,
scarcely one to s seat in the House of Representatives ; not one can
over be Superintendent of Schools. They must take their chances
with the Catholics of the United States. Wo number one-sixth of
the population, but have not one fiftieth in the State Legislature or
Congress.  The Presidency, Governorship, all the higher positions are
closed agninst us as by o wall of iron. As to tho Publie schools,
Protestants ¢laim excluaive control and exercise it.  'Ihey vecognize
no right in Catholics except to pay tuxes for schools where their
religion is misrepresented, vilified and derided,  After unnexution the
French Canadians would stand in the same position, aud nunexation
would be irrevocable. Ifrom being freemen, as they are now, they
would become helots.”

LATITUDINARIANISM EXTRAORDINARY.

Tnene 18 a gendeman in Toronto known as Dr. Wild, Ile is ealled
o doctor on nccount of his supposed learning in Divinity,  When, or
on what just grounds, ko got the title Dr., it is hard to tell, but with-
out investigating the etymology of * Wild,” the name is not inappro-
printe.  When the medical faculty find & quack invading their domain,
they ut once rise up and with fiory indignation denounco his unluwful
traflic and trifling with people’s health, and soon make the intruder
transfer his operations to other quarters, It were ngreat blessing to
the commnity if the same discrimination were observed in vegard to
theologieal quacks. 'T'his, however, cannot be, since in theology, to
a large extent, quackery is the order of the duy. It scems thatin
every science except theology, there must bo certain fixed, or first
principles. This is essential to science in general, but it se¢ s,
according to the notions of some, and outside of the Catholic Chu.ch,
that the beauty of theological science consists in its variety, diversity
of belief, and utter absence of any certain principle.

In lus sermon last Sunday the Doctor exemplified thisin labouring
to show that Christ’s mission was specially to free people from
what he calls the restraints of uniformity, of srceds and doctrines.
[ have read this sermon and the one preceding it as reported in the
News, 1ot indeed for the sake of the sermons, for such his discourses
are r:ot, but to see what some people would accept us spiritual instrue-
tion. In thut point of view they are curious indeed. A few Sundays
ago he preached on the Behring Sea difficulty, and the Rov. Miss
Annie Shaw had preached in the morning of that Sunday in Dr.
Wild’s chuich, as it was said, ** with great acceptance.”  The Dr.
seems Lo have no higher design than to present some religious opinions .
ot theories, as he may regard them, in a startling form; to get his
hearers to talk about himself; and then about his sermons. He
looks upon ceremonies and other aceessories of religion with almost
savage hatred, because they presume, as formidable vivals, to intrude
their offensive attractions between him and his ndmiring congregution,
Texts ot Scripture that a pious Christian would read on his knees,
ara twisted, and turned, and tortured by him tosustain a theory, to
announce some prophecy, the conception of an over-wrought imagina-
tion, or perhaps to round a sentence ; and mysteries which should be
spoken of with deepest reverence are mentioned by him in playful
levity. Lt 1s the natural result of his mode of handling sacred sub-
jects and constantly talking about himself, that be falls fur below even
the popular standard of religious reverence. This is evinced, by the
manner is which this conceited driveller accepts the applause so un-
usual and so out of place in an auditory claiming to be a place of
worship. It is, however, when some offensive allusion is made to
Catholics that the applause reaches its climax. Hence, when things
are looking dull in Bond street, (he Catholic Church will always
supply an attractive theme. He says in his last sermon but one, that
he has converted scores of Roman Catholics, who are now devoted
members of his congregation. This statement would be to some
purpose if he would kindly publish the names and addresses of these
converts,

But the Dr., in playing the part of a noisy agitator and demagogue,
and in gaining such notoriety for nonsensical scasationulism and
blind bigotry, is not deceiving himself nor any one else. lle doesnot
mean to preach the Gospel or teach any theology, and he kuows right
well that the people who go to listen to him want none of these things,
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and they are not disappointed. Since they cannot go to the theatre
on Sunday night they go to Boud street to be entertained 5 and for a
certuin salary he tries to keep up the oxcitement. The profession of
an actor is honourable and elevating compared with this traflicking in
religion, and leading people astray into agnosticism or infidelity, by
teaching, in the name of religion, coutradictions, whicl if belioved to
bo from God, can huve no cther result but lead to scepticism.  While
the Dr. in the last sermon concedes to every ono the right to deeide
for himself what to belicve and what not to believe, yet on somo
questions he arrogates to himgelf the oftice of Supreme Pontiff to
decide.  * Tuke, for example,” he says, ** the ultva Culvinistic doctrine
of foreordination, A mun holding these viows should keep his views
to himself.” If this doctrine is true why not hold it and spauk it out
boldly: if God has not revealed 1t why hold it at all. A little
farther on ho snys,  Some people have a strange idea of God, that
is very dificront from s~k at least.”
stickivg out. First he luys down the prinsiple that you can form
your own faith, and soon after he eorects his own idea as the true
standard,  Anything different from that heo characterized as
“ strange.'’

Perhups we have given too much time in noticing the doctor and
his doctrinal effervescence. Indeed, we are convinced that he is not
worthy of it, but for all that he is precisely a typical Protestant
minister.  These parsons ave reanlly pests, for they give people a
wrong ides of God and of rehigion. And this is truly deplorable ; it
is repulsive by its wickedness und humiliating by its folly. On thew
own principles, if they have any principles, what authority have they
in condemning error or maintaining the truth, beeause on their own
principles they do not recognize any difference between the one and
the other? What has scientific infidelity to fear, or to resist from a
people divided amongst themselves, and rejecting as a tyraunical
usurpation the teaching as certain of any truth or dogma in the name
of religion ?

The shameful spectacle of the mutual contradictions of sects, has
made religion a jest; and sermons, such as the one under review,
have largely assisted to extend and popularize some of the worst
errors of the day. Iow can it be otherwise when the man supposed
to be the minister of God is simply the minister of the congregation,
and responsible to those only whose sns he is to rebuke for the
doctrines he muy hold, and the reproofs he may administer, and in-
stead of being ut liberty to consult only the glory of God and the
salvation of souls, he must study to render himself popular and suit
the congregation ? Thus the pulpit, instead of proclaiming with
authority the word of God, will echo populur convictions, pussions,
and errors, and vary its tune witk the varying moods of the congre-
gation. Without any relgious basis, it has no religious power, and
is driven to be attractive and entertuining so as to rival the theatre.

But the Dactor argues against the necessity of uniformity in doct.
rine and proves that Christ’s mission was purticularly to free us from
the obligation of adbering to any particular doctrine. Now, a
doctrine is & teaching, and when this word is applied to theology it
means what God bas taught. Sarely, if God has taught anytling,
that teaching or doctrine must be the truth, and since that truth is
the teaching of God, 1t appenrs strange to hear minicters of the
Gospel, so culled, telling us that there is no.need at all of thinking
alike on the truths which God has taught. If, for example, she
doctrines of the Trinity, the Incarnation, the Resurrection, the Ascen-
sion, Heaven and Hell, etc., are true, and if Christ took particular
care to convinee the world of the truth of these doctrines, are people
still at liberty to reject those doctrines, or hold their own opinions
about them? If Christ has taught these doctrines it is absurd to
talk of having one's opinion ubout them ; we must believe them, and
to believe with certainty what Christ has taught is not intellectual
slavery but intellectual freedom. And yet the liberty to contradict
what Christ, and the one and consistent, because infullible, Church
which He has founded, has taught, is what these hireling preachers
would call liberty. Such is error, such is heresy. We are ufraid,
Dr. Wild, you are not a doctor to be relied upon; we fear that
the health of the soul about which you talk so much, and care
80 little, and know less about, would suffer ut your hands. Still
there is a demand for such shamns and quacks, and so long as thers is

thero will be a supply. Oh'! for the beauty and consistency of these
liberal Protestant theories, which attibute to the God of all truth
contradictions and absnrdities which a sensible man would be aghamed
of, and which no humau science could for one moment tolerate,

And so, aecording to the Di’s theory, which after ull is the Protes-
tant theory, Chrisy's mission was to put the Unitavian and Socinian,
who deny the divinity of Chust, on an equality with these who
aceept that doctrine.  Really, the learned Doctor's platform s so
broad us to leave room even for Cutholies, exeept, of course, they uro
Jésuits, in which case they may, in his wise opinion, be ghot down
hke dogs.  'Lhe mennmnyg of all this, aceording to the lenrned Doctor,
is, that you are perfectly at liberty, if you choose, to differ from
Almighty God m what Ile teaches, and on that ground form a new
sect, s wany have done, from conscientions motives of equal rights
to ull.  But to differ from the Dr. in the plentitude of hig supreme
pontitical infullibility—that is quite another thing, and don't forget it.

Catholies do not consider themselves slaves beeause they believe
alike. They believe ulike because they believe the truth, Things
which are equal to the same are equal to onc another, is an axiowm in
philosonhy. All believa alike in this axiom beeause itis the teuth,
and they are not considered slaves for so believing; but the learned
Doctors among tho sectavinngs have raised the ery that to helieve aliko
about what Giod has taught is intellectual slavery—and the wonder
is that intelligent  Protestauts, who, in other sciences, and in other
matters, could not be imposed upon, have so implicitly believed them.
A great responsibility rests on Catholies, that of being in their lives,
and conversation, all that good Catholics should be.

MONSEIGNEUR FABRIE'S MANDEMENT: THIS CHURCH
AND PHE COUNTRY,

We published last week two important ntterances having a bearing
upon public affarrs, one the full text of the letter addressed to a Mari-
time Provinee paper by the Most Rev, Archbishop O'Brien of Hulfuxy,
to which we in a former issue adverted ; the other & Mandement or
Pastoral Letter issued by his Grace Arehbishop Iabre of Montreal, and
read in the churches of that archdiocese theprevious Sunday. Though
touching upon questions of grave public moment, und thougls evidently
clicited.by considerations of anxiety and zoncern for Canadian National
interests, the mamtenance of Cunudian traditions, and the permanence
of Canadinn institutions, the pronouncements proceed from a
quarter wholly removed from any taint of partizanship or poh-
tical bias. Only by an abuse of words, and perversion of their
Graces’ meaning could the deliverances be construed as uttered in be-
half of any set of politicians. They are put forth in behalf of the
best intevests, moral and material, of the people, and of assisting them
to an understanding of the gravity of the issues in the keeping of
their citizenship,—not in the interests of any party.

It is cvident, however, that their Graces, in common with a good
many other observers of nituirs, are convinced -that theve is  move-
ment, at any rate in inception, in Canada, making in the divection
of annexation and the merging of the Canadian Provinees in the Am-
ericau Union. We kuow what that would mean.  We can be doing
him no injustice if we say thut the icvemost advocate in Caunada of
the policy of annexation, or as e more recently termed it ** pohtical
union* with the United States, is Professor Goldwin Smitiy, who, to do
him justice, has never sought to conceal Ins convictions. Shuring his
views, and apparently working actively in concert with him, are
Mr. Wiman and Mr. Farrer, both men of great ability, the former
a prominent figure in American commercial circles, the latter the
most trenchant writer on the Canadian press. Professor Goldwin
Smith is of opinion, and he las more than once proclaimed it,that in
aunexation, which he believes to be the inevitable destiny of this
country, will be found the only solution of the race and creed problem
in Canada; that in that way dlone, namely by the swamping of the
smaller community of six mmllione in the larger one of sixty mithons,
will the onward march of the French Canadian be checked, and the
growth of the Church in numbers and in power effectually arrested.
Under such circumnstances it. would be strange if the pastors of the
Canadian Church were silent. His Grace’s views are those of
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of Canadinn Catholics, whether priest or people. ¢ When, after a
series of grievious disusters,” writes Mgr. Fabre, ¢it pleased God to
make us pass under the wgis of the Britisl, Iimpire, affuirs were
providentinlly arianged so as to assure us a nationnl aund religious
life as complete as we had then any grounds to hope for. In the
shadow of the flag which shelters us—protecting rather than dominat-
ing--we enjoy u preceous liberty, sanctioned by solenm treaties, which
cnables us to preserve intact our laws, our institutions, our language,
our natwonality, and, above all, our holy religion.

1t is as o vesult of this suered and inviolable liberty that fathers of
fuzulies can give their children a christian education in the schools of
their choice; that, within a shore period the country has been
oversprend with religious cdifices; that parochial and other undertuk-
ings are founded, develop and prosper without interference ; that the
construction of churches and the administration of chureh propeity are
placed under the protection of the laws without being sub.
jected 1o amy odious contrel, and, finally, that the chureh,
thus independent in its action, can display the majesty and
pomp cf its worth. These,dear brethren, are precious advantages
peculiar to this land of ours tfor even our neighbours do not share in
thessnand thepreservation of whizh you ought to value at a high price.”
His Grace then adds ¢ ¢« These boons you have hitherto been able to re-
tain, thanks to the Divine providence which watehes over themission of
our people . thanhs ilso to the goodwill of & power which accorded
tlrem voluntarily in veturn for sentimeunts and acts of perfect loyalty,
the lawful homage of which you have not cea<ed to render.  May we
dear Christian brethren,remain faithful to our traditions and our duties
in this respect, so as not to expose our country to the loss of a settle-
went ~o wach i 1ty favour—a settlement which justly elieits the
admiration of Catholies in other countries.™

As our contemporary the Montreal (fazette, has said in a recent com-
ment upon Mgr. Fabre's Mundement, no one who is at all acquainted
with the ecclesiastical and civil history of Canada, since it becane a
British possession, beed be informed that in the passages quoted is
no new departure, but, on the contrary, a strict adhierence to the
traditions of the episcopate over a period of one hundred and thirty
vears. During the revolt of the colonies to the southward, as it points
out, when the newly formed Congress endeavoured in vain to allure
the French Canadinus from this allegiance; during the widespread
unrest consequent upon the French revolution; during the war of
1812.15; during the troubled and trymng period that preceeded the
union of 1841, and whenever during the last half century the state
of the popular mind scemed to 2all for special direction, the bishops
and clergy of Quelee have given one aund the same counsel--namely
to persevere in fidelity to the present order of things, aud to the
Imperial connection, and to beware of any allurements, frem what
source soever, which tended to endanger the existing relutionship.
«“At the present moment,” suaid our contemporary, ““the words of
wisdom addressed by Archbishop Fabre to his people are most timely
and pertinent.  His Lordship does not, indeed, enter the arena of
politics. His words flow naturally from the occasion and the topic
with which ke was dealing, but they are not the less opportune at a
time when, veiled under o plavsible name, lurks a design to hand
over this province—this Dominion, to the control of an alien and
hostile government.”

Canada, at the moment, is a young country in process of political
development.  Coming years will bring changes, and these changes,
we hope, will be those of n gradual progression from youth to man-
hood, that is to say from the colonial conditions to that of a young
and vigorous nationhood.  Such a change would be but the natural
and legitimate vuteume of our politicat development, and need involve
no severancé of the tic of tradition and of sentiment that at present
binds the Canadian peopie to the mother country. Such a Canada
would be an independent, but an auxiliary, part of the Empire. Tho
years, as we have said, will bring changes, but iri the meantime it
will be the part of wisdom to hasten slowly. The time is not yet;
nor are Canadians themselves ready.  Not until there is between the
people the fullest union of ideas and interests; not until there is the
fullest confidence and accord between all classes, all races, and all
Provinces, and the firebrands, pessimists, and demagogues, who ut

proesent go hooting and hissing through the land, pluying upon the
fears, the passions, und the prejudices of the people, are cast out
from amongst us, or fittingly contemned; not until good men aro
given a chance to promote good-will anl cultivate the generous aud
the trustful and the tolernnt instinets of our people—will Canada be
able to enter upon with snfety the path of independonce und of Nation-
hood. 'To attempt it till then, wonld be to invite the shipwreck of
the country’s interests and hopes.  Till then we furthermore make
bold to say, our people will find in the existing Imperiul connection
the sole surety and gunranteo of their religious rights and liberties.
Lest we should bo thought to exaggerate, we venture to submit in
proof, & case in point:

Two years ago the English-speaking provinees were for the most
part set abluze by the anti-Jesuit agitation. In the guise of the
Liqual Rights Party, bigotry and fanaticism assumed a menacing
shupe. The refusal of Parlinment and the Mimstry to disallow the
perfectly constitutional legislation of the Quebee Legistature at¥ecting
the Jesuits' Pistates, threw the coantey inta the throes of an insensnte
agitation, directed indiscriminately against the Quebee Legisluture,
the Federal Parlinment, the Ministry, the Governor-General, and My,
Mercier, and against the Law Lords of the Crown equally with the
simple habitant, Jean Baptiste. A delegation representing the Equal
Rights Party Journeyed all the way to the Citadel, Quebee, to petition
the Governor General to set aside the Constitution, reverse the action
of Parlinment and its advisers, and, in a word, to set up, asg against
the Parlinmentary system, Government by Petition!  Such was the
heated state of public feelng at the time that, probably had the
Governor-General, instead of being an appomtee of the Sovereign
and 2 man trained in Imperial 2Mairs, been a Cunadian politician,
elected or appointed 1o that otlice. and as such within the reach of
the public tumult and the vulgar disappro.al, he would have been
forced either to effuce himself, or to concede something to the popular
clamour. As it was, however, that is, as the representative of the
Sovercign and of the Government of the Empire, he did neither.
He was familiar with the usages of constitutional govermmnent, he had
had experience of affuirs ; he had at his back the Imperial Ministry ;
he took his instructions from the Sovereign, through her advisers,
and not from an organization of local bigots. And the result was
that when the deputation called, hie told them, as phinly as wounld
be becoming in an occupant of his high position, to go home, and to
mind their business, and to try and cultivate toleration and better
feeling.  The delegates made a wry face as they swallowed this
medicine, but it took the virulence out of the Equal Rights or.
ganization.

This, we think. is z practical illustration of the utility and the
securities that reside in our political conditions. It will be time
enough to discard them when we are quite zertain that we shall no
longer need them.

From Paris is telegraphed the announcement of the death of Baron
Nicolai, otherwise kuown as Father Dom Jean Louis Xicolai, formerly
Licutenant-Geueral in the Russian army and aide-de-camp to the
Czar. He died at the monastery of the Grande Chartreuse, to which
he retired about twenty yearsago. Me was Governor-General of thie
Caucaus, and it was he who suppressed the rising under Schamyl.
He was seriously wounded in the course of the campaign, and came
to I'rance in seavch of medical advice. He made the acquaintance .
Paris of Bishop Dupanloup, and was eventually received into the
Church. e afterwards became a monk. It was he who received
visitors a* the Grande Chartreuse—a duty which he discharged with
perfect urbanity and grace. e was very popular in the district sar-
rounding the monastery. He leaves two nephews, M. Gaudin do
Nillaine, formerly a Doputy, and his brother who is a military attache
in Sweden.

Out., where in 18G6 he filled the place of
Chief Magistrate. Senator Smith sells his
stock and wholesale warehouse to Eby, Blaine
& Co. He agrees before June 1st to reduce
the stock now valued at $900,000 to 350,000.
The liquor stock has been sold to Adams and
Burns, of Toronto, for $85,000. Senator
Smith's reason for retiring from the wholesale
trade is that hic other business iuterests have
become enormous. His publiz duties in the
senate and the Government will in the future
receive more of his time.

A distinguishied visitor, the Berlin Court
pianist and composer, Herr Xaver Schawenka
entertained the ladies and pugils of the Loretlo
Academy, Niagara Falls, Ontario, on Friday
afternoon, February 27th.  Herr Schawenka
accompanied by Mr. Land, director of the
Buffalo Orchestra ; Mr. Fred Lautz, manager
of the Central Music Hall, Baffulo, and Mr:
Carlos Hucke, of Valparaiso, Chili, honoured
the Academy by selecting this magnificent spot
as the scene of his first performance on Caua-
dian soils

The visit was delightfully informal in its
character and eminently interesting every
balcony and even the cupola was mounted so
that tho distinguished visitor might enjoy the
unrivalled winter scenery surrounding the
central figure, the mighty cataract, nature her-
self seemed to couspire to render the day mem.

shook hands with her.

At the conclusion of the performance, Herr
Schawenka made a graceful speech in German
expressive of the pleasure it afforded him to
perforin before his youthful ndmirers, anad said
that he would have liked to have had his
own two little daughters, who ave in far off
Germany, studying at this institution of which
he would carry awny with him such pleasing
recollections.

The Caguchin Fathers huve entored their
new monastery on Richmond road, Ottawa.
The new monastery was formally opened on
Sunday last, when His Grace Archbishop
Duhamel was present and officinted at the
service. The Capuchin Fathers will have a
retreat in thie mouastery shortly.

" Archbishop Duhamel preached a sermon
at St. Patrick's on Sunday evening.

On Monduy evening a large and enthusiastic
meeting of St. Patrick’s Saciety was held in
St. Patrick’s hall, Kingston, for the purpose
of electing officers und making arrangements
for the celebration of St. Patrick’s Day.
Several speeches were made, after which the
Society elected the following officars for 1891 :

Recording Sceretary, F. Cicolari; Fmaneial
Secretary, I'. Ronan; Treasurer, 1. O'Brien;
Marshalls, P. McLaughlin and L. Ronan;
Curator, Hy. O'Hara. It was determined that,
as heretofore, they walk in procession to the
Cathedral on St. Patrick’s Day, and then
walked through the principal streets to the
City Hall where the procession will be dis-
missed.

Father Mrissoneuve, a veteran missionary of
the North-West, is on a visit to Montreal. e
left France in 1848, at the age of 24, the day
after his consecration, for the North-West.
He proceeded to Chicago, going by the lakes,
and ascended the Mississippi o St. Paul,
Minn. There were three houses there then
and only one ontlicother side of the river, now
Minneapolis. From there o Winnipeg the
trip was done in a wheeled vehicl: drawn by
steers.  His guide was an old French-Canadian
named Repentigny, who had guided Mgr.
Demers as far as Vancouver. The trip from
St. Paul to Winnipeg occupied seventeen daye.
He remained two years with Mgr. Provencher,
and in 1850 was sent seven hundred miles
further to Isle a Lacrosse, and founded on the
Island the parish of St. Norbert. In 1835 he
went to Lake Labiche, and remained there 13
yeurs. Besides having to look after the spiri-
tual wants of the Cree Ludians, he worked as
a blacksmith, mason, and carpenter. e was
the first to introduce cattle, stoves, and wag-
gous ir that country. When bhe first reached
there hie dug a hole under his camp bed in
which to place his provisions to preveat them
from freczing. It was he who opened the two
roads from Lake Labiche to Iort Pitt, 200
miles n length. He is now procurator of the
North-West wmissions. The Rev. Father is
completely deaf, as a result of the hardships
which he endured.

The Montreal correspondent of the New

1t
is said on the authority of one of the professars
of the Formal school at Quebee thut this pas-
toral, as well as Archlishop O'Brien's letter,
in which he espoused cause of Siv John
Thompsiu in Nova Seot, is uow on the way
to Rowme to Ye submitted to the Propaganda.
The smmeanthority says that numerous bishops
and priests have been severely disciplined by
the Cardinal for using undue mfluence 1 the
campaign.”

A Gazette reporter ealled at the archbishop's
palace on Sunday evenimg and was informed
that there was not the shglitest truth in the
report. ** No such thing has oceurred,” said
His Grace. - In fact it could not, for the
bishops have not inierfered in the elections.
You may state that you have authority to deny
the statement.”
