Tue Encyclical on the social question has been completed—
the last sentence written. It is translated into throe languages
—TFrench, German and Italian. The Ossertatore Romano will
publish the original text, and wo trust we shall be in a position
to present ourreaders the earliest renderinginto English possible.
We may give the assurance, from what we hear from quarters
that deservo eredit, that it will be one of the principal doctrinal
and political works of the present Pontificate. It deals with the
thevlugical aspects of all the elements composing what is recog-
nized as the social question. The part the State is called upon
to play in the scttlement of the affair will be amply treated from
a point of view conformable to the intererts and wants of con-
temporary society.
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We have, then, two things clearly established by God's re-
vealed word, 1st, that intercessory prayer is an ordinance of
God, und, 2nd that the eflicaey of that prayer is in divect pro-
portion to the holiness and goodness of the one who offers it.
In fact, so mueh in accord with the wants of human nature are
these principles, so much in union are they with the dictates
of right reason and with the conmmon-sense of mankind, that
even in the worldly concerns of life men uncensingly act on
similar principles. 'Thus, if persons desire favors from those in
power—if they desire, for instance, & government situation,—
they invariably solicit the influence and intorcession of the
friends of those from whom the favors are sought—the friends
and supporters of the government. Now, beaving in mind the
two aforesnid incontestable truths, how can we exaggerate when
speaking of the efficacy, the power, the irresistable mightiness
of the prayers of God’s Blessed Mother, offered up for those
whom Her Divine Son redeemed in His precious blood. Who
so holy, who s0 near to our Blessed Redecemer, who has such
irresistable claims upon lim as 1llis own Mother? She bore
Him for nine months in her virginal womb. She saw Him
born and saw Him die. She nursed Him in His infancy, flew
with Him into Egypt to save him from the wrath of a tyrant,
she labored for Iim, borc poverty with Him, hungered with
Him, was for years associated with Him in His daily life, was,
in a word, ITis most tender and loving Mother whom He obeyed
during the years of His hidden life at Nazareth. She gave Him
all that He had of that human nature with which His divinity
was hypostatically united and with which He worked on earth,
She gave Him that heart into which she transfused her own
blood and which e poured out on the tree of the cross for us
as the price of our redemption—that breath and life which He
gave in atonement for sin, and for the redemption of the world.
O, what creature then, could be as near and dear to our adorable
Lord as 11is cwn dear Mother? Who could have such claims
upon Him as she? Not all the saints that ever glorified God
and honored human nature by the splendour of their virtues,
not all the Cherubim and Seraphim that surround 1lis eternal
throne, not all the angelic choirs that sing forever the praises
of their Creator. If, then, the power and eflicacy of interces-
sory prayer are in proportion to the holiness and merit and
closeness to GGod of the person who offers it, e have the most
positive assurance, the most unshaken certainty, that the
prayers of the Blessed Virgin must be most powerful with her
eternal Son, and most heneficial to her supplicants.*

And, in fact, we find that this was the case while yet Mother
and Son still lingered on the earth. The very first recorded
grace given by the incarnate God to man was bestowed at the
voice of Mary. After the annunciation, the Blessed Virgin
visited her cousin, Saint Elizabeth ; and it came to pass, says

* So reasonable is Catholic teaching on this point, and go much is 1t in
accord with the dictates of common-sense, as well as with the rovealed word of
God, thut even enlightened Protestants are forced to admit it.  T'hus the late
pure-ninded Longfeliow beauntifully expresses this teaching :—

This is indeed the blessed Mary’s land;

Virgin and Mother of our dear Redeemer ;

Al hearts are touched and softened at her name;
Alike the bandit, with the bloody hand,

I'he priest, the prince, the scholar, and the peasant,
The man of dreds, the visionary dreamer,

Pay homage to her as one ever present!

And even as children. who have much offended
A too.indulgent Father, in great shame,
Penitent, and yet not daring unattended

"F'o go into his presence, at the gate

Speak with their sister, aud confiding wait,

‘T'ill she goes in before and intercedes;

So men, repenting of their evil deeds,

And yet not venturing rashly to draw near
With their requests an angry fathor’s cer,

Offer to hier their prayers and their confession,
And she for them in heaven makes intercession.
And if onr Faith had given us nothing =ore
Than this example of all wotmanjiood,

So mild, so merciful, so strong, so good,

So patient, peaceful. loya!, loving, pure,

This were enough to prove it higher and truer
Than all the creeds the world had known before.

St. Luke, 1st chap. 41st verse, ‘‘ that as Elizabeth heard the
salutation of Mary, the infant in her womb leaped for joy, and
Elizabeth was filled with the Holy Ghost.,” Now the Fathers
unanimously maintain that at the sound of Mary’s voice St.
Jolm the Buptist was ganctified in his mother’'s womb by a
specinl grace from Jesus Christ, for the recognition of the
presence of the Redeemer given by the child, if not accompanied
by the remission of his original sin, would, in their estimation,
not cause him joy, but rather sorrow, as he would feel that by
that sin he was estranged and separuted from his blessed
Redeomer. ¢ There is no doubt,’ suys Origen, ¢ that Elizabeth
was filled with the Holy Ghost because of her son; for the
mother did not then deserve to receive the Holy Ghost, but as
Jolm, ay yet confined in his mother's womb, was filled with the
Holy Ghost, then Elizabeth, after the sanctification of her son,
was fliled with the Holy Spirit.” Now, this grace of sanctifica-
tion given to St. John could have been bestowed, had God so
willed, cither before ov after the visit ot the Blessed Virgin, but
it pleased the Redeemer to grant it only at the moment that his
rother's voice sounded in the enrs of Ilizabeth to signify that
it was through her instrumentality, and at her instance, grace
was aceorded.

Wae find, also, that the first miracle which Jesus wrought was
performed at the request of his blessed Mother, and that, even
before the time marked out in the divine decrees for the mani-
festation of his Almighty power had arrived. This miracle tovk
place at the marriage feast in Cana of Galilee (St. John, ii.
chap.) Jesus and Mary were invited to the marringe feast.
And the wine failing, the motber of Jesus said to him, *“ They
have no wine ;" and Jesus said to her, * Woman, what is it to
Me and to thee—my hour is not yet come; ' but Mary, who
well kuew that her request would nov be refused, snid to the
waiters, ¢ Whatsoever he shall say to you, do ye.” Then Jesus
saith to the waiters, “Fill the water-pots with water;” and
they filled them up to the brim. Then Jesus, by a miracle of
almighty power, converted the water into wine. The Lvange-
list adds: *“ This beginning of miracles did Jesus in Cana of
Galilee; and He manifested his glory.” TFrom the tenor of this
text it is perfectly manifest that it was only at the request of
his Llessed Mother Jesus wrought this first miracle, and that in
order to comply with her prayer, he performed it evon before
the time of his -working miracles had arrived. We may there-
fore conclude that as our Blessed Redeemer bestowed his first
grace and wrough? his first wiracle at the reguest of his holy
Mother, he would for all coming time work miracles of grace
and mercy for the salvation of those for whom Mary's powerful
voice would be raised in advocacy; and as the velation of mother
and son has not ceased to exist in heaven, where Jesus is en-
throned in the glory of his Father, and where Mary reigns above
the heavenly hierarchies; and, as Jesus is still the Father of
mercies, and the charity and compassion of Mary for poor re-
pentant sinners is, if possible, more inflamed and intensified,
we may rest assured that Jesus will never refuse to listen to
the voice of His blassed Mother when she pleads in accents of
tender pity and compassion for the poor sinners whom he has
redeemed in His precious blood. For the Blessed Virgin will
not cease to plead and intercede for us with her Jdivine Son now
that she is in the eternal heavens. The communion of Saints
is o great fact attested by the revealed word of God and em-
bodied as an article of faith in the Apostles’ Creed. The church
i3 a vast society embracing the Saints in heaven, the suffering
souls in Purgatory and its members who are still detained in
the flesh. There 1s 2 bund of sympathy, of union and of charity
binding all these children of the church into one great family of
God ; death cannot separate their souls nor raise up a barrier
that would divide them, *for Christ, Who is our peace, hath
broken down all the walls of partition which sin and death had
interposed between God's children, and hath made bhoth one”—
that is, hath united the Saints in heaven and his people on
carth into his own body, which is His church. And as in the
human body all the members are interdependent, and minister
to cach other’s wants, and feel for each other’s sufferings, and
contribute to the well-being of the whole body, so, in the church,
which is the body of Christ, the various members thereof do, by
the appointment of God, and according to their position and the
measure of their capacity, minister to each other’s spiritual
needs, interchange kindly and merciful offices, and are bound
together by the bonds of active charity and friendship, stronger
than death. We invoke the prayers and influence of the Saints;
they intercede for us with God, and we bring relief to the souls
in Purgatory by our prayers and other good works. In this
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view of the case, the oftice of the Blessed Virgin as our advoeate
and our Mother, does not cease now that she is exalted over
principalities and powers in heaven. On the contrary, her in-
terest in us is but intensified there, and us she will ever be the
Mother of Jesus, and as Jesus, even in the clernal heavens, will
be forever her Son, so her prayers and her intercessions for her
poor wayfaring children on earth will have the power and eflica-
cicusness which the prayers of such a Mother must always lave
with such a Son, and they will never cease to be offered up for
us in mighty advocacy before the throne of grace and merey, for
Mary, like her divine Son, will always live in heaven to make
intercession for us.

«“1 consider it impossible,” says Cardinal Newman, *for
those wito belicve the Church to be one vast body in heaven and
on carth, in which every creature of God has his place, and of
which prayer is the life, when once they recognize the sanctity
and dignity of the Blessed Virgin, not to perceive immediately
that her office above is one of perpetual int-reession for the
faithful militant, and that our very relation to her must be that
of clients to a patron, and that in the eternal cnmity which
exists between the woman and the serpent, while the serpent’s
strength lies in being the tempter, the weapon of the sccond
Eve and Mother of God is prayer.”

This is the faith of Catholics; and hence the children of the
Church have in cvery age turned in confidence and with loving
hearts to seck her protection and ask the benefit of her prayers;
and they have not been mistaken, nor have their prayers been
left unheard. Hence churches have sprung up all over Chris-
tendom raised in honor of Mary, and shrines have been estab-
lished, the offerings of grateful hearts for benefits received.  Let
us therefore, dearest brethren, turn to Mary in our tempfations,
in our trinls, and our afilictions: let us humbly, but with confi-
dence, beseech her to intercede for us before the throne of grace,
and we may be convinced that she will not fail to interest her-
self in our Lehalf, and that she will obtain for us victory over
our temptations, strength in our trials, and heavenly consolation
in our afflictions.

We say to each of you in the words of St. Bernard: * Whoso-
ever you are, when you find yourself tossed about by the storms
and tempests of this world, turn not your eyes from the bright-
ness of this star, if vou wish not to be overwhelmed by the
tempests.  If the winds of temptation arise, if you are thrown
upon the rocks of tribulation, look to the star: call upon Mary.
If you arc tossed by the billows of pride, or ambition, or detrac-
tion, or envy, look to the star: call upon Mary. If anger, or
avarice, or the snares of the flesh disturh the vessel of your soul,
look to Mary. If vou aure shocked by the magnitude of your
sins, confused by the consciousness of guilt, terrified by the
horrors of judgment, overwhelmed in the depths of afiliction, or
sunk in the ubyss of despair, think of Mary.”

O Mary, conceived withunt sin. pray for us and obtain for
oursclves, the pricests, religious and faithful of our Diocese, the
abundant hlessings of heaven.  Obtain for us hatred of sin. the
spirit of penitence and prayer, fervor in the service of God, an
ardent desire of heaven zud the holy love of God. * Sancle
Maria, succurre miscris, juva pusillanimes, refove flebiles, ora pro
populy interreni pro clero, intercede proderato feminco sexu.  Sen-
fant omnes tuwm juramen, quicuwmpue cclebrant tuain sanclam
commemor ationem.”” O Holy Mary, be thou an help to the
helpless, a strength to the fearful, a comfort to the sorrowful ;
pray for the people, plead for the clergy, make intercession for
all women vowed to God ; may all that keep thine holy remem-
brance fecl the might of thine assistance.™

We enjoin the Reverend Clergy to hold devolions in their
respective churches during the month of May in honor of our
Blessed Lady; these devotions to consist of the Rosary, the
Litany of Loretto, n shorl instruction or Meditation on the
virtues and prerogatives of our Lady. In cities, towns, and
other centres of the faithful, it would be advisable to hold these
devotions every evening, and in country missions at least twice
in the week at the hour most convenient for the people.

To the ller. Clergy of the Diocese of Kingston.
Dear Rev. Farnens,

The Sovereign Pontiff, Pope fieo XIII., has, as you know, ordered
the Bishops of the Universal Church to collect ulms from the faithful
m their Dioceses for two most grave and sacred objects, namely, the
restoration of the Catholic mstitutions in the Holy City of Jerusalem
and thz establishiment of missions in Africa for the protection and
Christian civilization of the long-neglected and cruelly-nbused negro
races inhubiting the dark continent.

For you and me and our people generally it is alwaye a pleasure, as
well as a religious duty, to comply with every behest of our Holy
“ather. the Pope, and to co-operate with him, so fur as our means
will allow, in fulfilling the Apostolic mission given him by the Son
of God to smpart the hght of faith and the means of grace to all the
nations of the earth and to maintain the dignity and saunctifying
mfluence of religion and her institutions in the midst of this world of
error and sm.

Considering the circumstar.ces of the several missions in the Arch-
diocese of Kingston, 1 think you will agree with me that we can
effectually accomplish Pope Lico’s two-fold purpuse by proposing to
each congregation to combine their alns for both objects in a single
offering on the day appointed for collection in the church, and exhort-
ing them to regulate the extent of their contributions by the magni-
tude and urgency of the two great works of chanty for which their
aid is solicited. By this method we avoid the inconvenience of
multiplymg collections among our faithful people, who have already
taken upon themselves sufliciently weighty burdens for the develop-
ment of religion at home.

Accordmngly, 1 wish you to announce to your respective congrega
tions that a collectton will be taken up for the double object above
specified un Ascension Thursday or the carliest convenient Sunday
after your receipt of this Pastoral Letter.

THE HOLY SEPULCHRE IN JERUSALEM.

Your acquaintance with Ecclesiastical History will enable you to
expiain to your people with what sacredness the Catholic Church has
ever regarded the Holy Places m Jerusalem, most particularly the
sepulchire in which the mangled body of our crucified Lord was laid
on the first Good Friday, and which was the scene of His glorious
trinmph over death and hell on the first Easter morning. The
Prophet who. six hundred years before the advent of rhe Messiahi.
described with historical accuracy and thrilhng detail the agonies He
was fore-ordained to endure in the fiesh for the redemption of our
fallen race, and the multiplied jgnommy of His crucifixion, foretold
also that lus sepulchre shall be glorions: * Ent sepulchrum cjus
glonosum.”  The Catholic Church has been ever solicitous through-
out the past cighteen centuries of her existence to show forth the
trath and verify the promise of this prophetic. announcement. The
moment she was emancipated from the duresse of the Catacombs she
procecded to erect around that hatlowed grave. through the munificent
generosity of the first Christian Emperor, her najestic temples, her
monasterics, hee hospitals and other religious cdifices for the per-
petual worship of her buried and risen Lord, and for the promotion of
picty among the countless pilgrims from all nations, whose fervor of
faith and penitential spirit moved them to accept the seventies of long
journeyings on foot and perilons voyages over the sea, in order o
feast tiieir eyes on the scenes of the Saviour's passion and to kiss the
eronnd sanctified by His footsteps. It was to rvescue these pre-
cmmently sacred places from Mahemmedan profanation that she
organized the hioly wars, commonly called the Crusades, for which she
carolled the chivalry of Europe under the banuer of the cross. and
pledged each Christian warrior, by that faith and hope of which the
cross is the symbol, to devote his life in willing sacrifice to the deliver-
auce of the Saviour's tomb from Infidel desceration.  In Iater centu-
ries. and down to the present day. she Ias secured to herscll the
peaceful custody of the Holy Places by meaus of international treaties,
and has appointed the Friats of the Order of Si. Francis of Assisium
perpetual sentinels, to keep watch and ward over that shrine of her
three days mourning and perennial joy. wherein the weeping Magdalen
saw the wzel in snow-white garments watching at day-break on the
morning of the Resurrcction. It is chietly for the restoration of those
religiovs cdifices around our dear Redeemers burial-place, which
have been w latter times falling into decay, that the alius of the Chris-
tian world are demanded by Christ's Vicar in Christ's name and ip
return for Christ’s love,

THE CATHOLIC MISSIONS TO TUE NEGROES IN AFRIGA.

The work proposed by Pope Leo to be done in favor of the poor
Negroes of Africa is one that appeals nv less forcivly to the best feel-
ings of our huwman nature than to the high principles of our Christian
faith. Who can contemplate without pity the horrors of the slave.
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trade and the lifelong woes of slavery, to which the hapless people of
that continent huve been subjected throughout the dreary sevio of
centuries,  wnprising, not alone the periods of Grecian and Roman
civilization, which being Pagan, iguored the law of human brotherhood
between man and wan, but alas! to vur contusion be 1t smd, under
th  Christinn dispensution also, and despate the dlunmation of
men's mind by the celestinl doetrine of the Sermon on the Mount and the
sublitne example of the Man-God, proclanmng the digity of man ag
man, vegardless of race and color, and the cominon brotherhood of all
their conunon orgin and commen destiny, under tho fratermty and
loving providence of their common Lather m Heaven? Who that
loves Jesus Christ sincerly, and desires to see His name honoured and
His kingdom extended on this earth, should not rejoice in being
privileged to aid, by n small annual alms, in promoting the project
receutly undertaken by the Chief of Christendow and already developed
into orgamized migstonary settlements in Central Afvien, for the
evangelization and sanctification of those numerowvs savago tribes ihat
have hitherto been “seated in darkness and in tho shadow of death,”
without knowledge of the God that created them or the Savionr who
gave Ilis hfo for their redemption? The Catholic Church has never
forgotten her duty to those poor outcast children of the unmn funily.
Ier nussionuries huve ever been striving to reach them over the avid
plains of the d.sert and through the recesses of the forest; but insur-
mountable diflicnities bese their path continnally m the Unkinown
Land.  Now, however, by the heroic enterpriso of adventuvous men,
to whom society shall ever Ye indebted, and by means of tho wonder-
ful appliances of modern cvilization, highways have been opened
through the vast aren of the African ceztiment from sea to sea; and
forthwith the Catliolic Churchi seizes with alaerity the opportunity thus
afforded her to Chiristianize and civihize the Negro pop ulation in their
humble homes in the wilderness.  Following the path of the suceess.
ful explorers, she organizes missionary stuttons at overy fuvorable
point and plants the cross of Christ m sight of the children of dark-
ness. ler mission is * peace on earth to men of good will.,” She
employs none other than moral means for the elevation of the savaze
from the depth of his burbarity, Nevertheless she provides for the
safety of her missivnaries and the protection of those defencoless people
to whom she bomgs the message of salvation, by organizing bands
of Christinn soldiers, who will take charge of her several nussionury
stations, bhaving first made a vow to devote themselves to this noble
service for a term of five years. The duty shall be also thewrs to repel
the incursions of tho heartless slave-traders, who hitherto found it
casy to mvade the homes of their vicms and tear away husbands
from wife and child from parent, and convey them n shuckless to the
seashore tor transportation to the nearest slave market.

Concurrently with these efforts of her own, the Catholic Churel,
throngh her Supremne Pontiff, Pope Lieo X111, is striving to induce
the chiefs of those countries m wlneh slavery stil prevails to suppress
the inhuman system within therr ternitories by legal enactiment; and,
as a result of her blessed influenco, we have recently witnessed the
formal abolition of slavery throughout the wide domam of the DBra-
zilian Empire. Furthermore, our present Holy Father, recognizing
in the eagerness of Liuropean governmments to estrblish settlements
along the sca-board and in the interior of Africa a favorable ovportu-
nity for the total extinction of the abominable slave-traflic by means
of a common agrecinent among the great powers to take activo meas-
ures in this direction, 1s at present engaged, after the manner of lug
predecessors, in secking vy diplomatic methods and friendly corres-
pondence to effeet an earnest and cordial union of Christian potentates
in a supreme effort to efface once and forever the trade of the slave-
pirate along the cons*s of the African continent. All zood men will
hope and pray for the Pope s success m tins most Chrishan under-
taking.

THE ABOLITION OF SLAVERY IS THE WORK OF THE CATHOLIC CHURCH.

It is not to-day or yesterday that the Catholic Church began to take
Interest in the slaves. To their emancipation she Fent her energies
unceasingly from the days of St. Panl o the prestnt time. By her
preaching of the common brotherhood of men and the universal
fatherhood of God, by her persistent synodal legislation, by her penal
restrictions upon the cruelty of slave.owners, by the exercise of her
political influence over kings and peoples, and by the judicious em.
ployment of her manifold agencies of beneficence in Christian society,
she succeeded in gradually bringing about the abolition of slavery in
all the countries of the 0ld World, despite the time-honored existence
and legul stability of that decrading institution. Her present under-
taking is therefore not new to her. It is congenial to her spirit and
life. It is in accord with her traditional practice. It 1sbut a con-
tinuance of a work to which ber hands aro trawed from the days of
her youth; and, doubtless, by God's blessing, she wil! succeed in
effecting it. Let us, all and each of us, help to strengthen her hands
and equip her forces. The Lcrd Jesus Christ, who gave His life for
purchase of the souls of all the children of Adam, bound and free, dark
and white, without distinction, will plentifully reward every one who
contributes with cheerful heart to the promoticn cf the African ms-
sions.

May the peace of God and His blessing abide with you all. I com-

mend myself to the prayers of my priosts nnd people, and hopo to be
anon amongst you in good health for the accomphshment of the many
works ealling forimmediate exocution in tho Archdiocese of Kingston.

THE CATHOLIC SIDE,

Tue ordinary non-Catholie, when e considers the relation of the
Cutholic Church to the problem of general eduention, finds himself
face to fuce with an imaginary solid phalunx marching forward to
sweep thoe public-schocl system oft the fuce of the land.  Asg he has
been taught that the American school system—Dby which he means
of course, the system of conon education in vogue in parts of Lh('z
United States -is u glorious thing and m some way responsible for the
prosperity of the country, he vesonts this imaginary attempt to reduce
the people to that condition of barbarism which existed beforo ehildven
were fed in equal doses from the big public sehool spoon.  In search-
ing literature for an illustration of thig process of education, one finds
it in dear Mrs. Squeer’s inpartial dstribution of sulphur and molusses
to her hushand’s pupils at Dotheboys' Hall,

Liven the estraordinary non Catholic, while having doubls about
the splendonr of our school system, has grentor doubts about the in-
tentions of the Church. e has n vaguo belief thut Catholies who
muy be individunlly very reasonable and alimost mdistinguishable from
other Americaus, will et 2 moment's notice form into close ranks be-
hind mitres and crossiers, and capture the public schools or destroy
them for the greater politieal glory of the Chureh.,

Usually it does not enter our friend's mind to imagine that the
American citizen preferring the Cuthiolic faith has any vital, personal,
human interest in the educational question. 1f the public schools
are good enough for the Methodist, the Congregationalist, the Agnostic,
why does the Cathole object to them otherwise than beeuuse Rowme,
for purposes of political agurandizement, insists that he shall koep
his children out of them, if possible 2 Plusis his question,

It must be confessed that lay members of the Chureh take little
trouble to answerit. They have got mto the habit of forcing the
burden of representing them on the shoulders of their bishops aund
priests. It isa very bad hubit, and one that has created dry-rot in
the social life of older countries. It leads to u condition of indolont
cynicism which destroys alike true religion and true patriotism.
There are times when laymen must speak for themselves out of the
fulness of faithful and pure hearts. They ure tho futhers of children ;
on them rest the 1esponsibility of melung the faymly a firmer factor
for the good of the race. The bishops and priests teach and dircet
and at times lead ; they are the spirstual fathers of the people; but
the heaviest responsgibility is on the natural fathers who cannot shift
it from themseclves. The Catholic religion rccognizes this so deeply
that her priests will not administer the regenerating sacrament of
baptisin to a child without parental consent; thus the parent is ad-
mitted to have greater power over his child than that of life und
death. Parental rights are paramount.

Anather reason why we Catholic laymen seem to have so litule to
say on subjects of a religicus complexion 1s that our creed fits ns so
closely that it . part of ourselves. It is not a hair shirt, but a vory
casy vestment. Nothing is gained, except discomfort, by trying to
force it on others whom it may not fit and who might get tired of it.
And, believing as we do that religion is, first of all, a correepondence
between God's grace and man's will, we have perhaps a well-founded
distrust of our efforts towards the conversion of people whose invine-
ible ignorance in matters spiritual may be a stronger plea for them at
the throne of merzy than that enlightenment by which many of us
profit so little.  Speaking for myself, I know non-Catholics whom I
never meet without intense admiration for their elevation of thought
and action, or without self-abas:ment and regret that I, walking in
al! the splendour of the spouse of Jesus Christ, am so much less
worthy of the gift of faith. I wish earnestly that to the lustre of
their virtues were added the consolations and safeguards which the
Church gives o her children. T hope tbat they are Catholies of the
invisible Church and one with the visible Church in the communion
of saints,

Knowing, as most Catholics do, many Protestants of the highest
character, tho Catholic is neither aggressive nor apologetic. He is
easy and comfortable in his relutions with men who respect his belief ;
le leaves the expression of religious truth to his spiritual instructors ;
be believes in the omnipotent power of prayer, although his fear of
seeming to imitate the prevalent religious cant may induce him to
say nothing about it. But, nevertheless, he holds that the most
precious possession his children can have is that of faith in Chris-
tianity ; and Christianity in all its fulness, in all the perfectiov: of its
divine ovolution through the centuries since the coming of our Lord,
is beld and taughe only by the Church.
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Now, much as he may admire his Protestant friends, of naturally
guod dispusitons, ensironed by circumstances which strongthen their
natural goudness, he asks, How can their children, surrounded by the
atmosplicre of a time and a languagoe permented with the influence
of neo-pagatusmy, retain Christian morabty without devp faith in
Christinn dugmus as safeguards for the practice of that movality ?
Public gchool education does not supply these, the Sunday schools
are in the long run useless, and the vid-fwshioned orthodox fumily
truitang has arrotrievably gone out of fashion. 1t was a good thing
while it lasted ; but it had no qualities of permanency. It admitted
tho right of private judginent m religion—of private interpretation
of the Scriptures—and ** all went loose,” as the Germaws say. Bo-
sides, its Calvimsm brought about rexction.

Rutionalisn in Germany and ugnosticism in Fngland are logical
conclusions from the freethought in matters of religion enjomed by
Protestantism 3 infidelity m I'rance and Italy is o revolt ngainst the
Church which commands ¢ Credo” to be the finnl answer to all
doubts. coneerning the divine origin of Christianity or the divine in-
spiration of the Scriptures. The irresistible tendency of Protestant-
ism 13 to revert to its original element ; to the element of human
protest against the dogmatie restrictions and snpernatural claims.
The tendency of the tiwe is to explain the supernatural by the preter-
natural. It is easy to believe that science can work a miracle,
but very hard to believe that God cun work it directly, unaided by
scienco.

In view of tlus tendeney, which pormeates literature, which pushes
itself forwird in the leeture hall, and oven into the pulpit, which
colours the matter and manner of the newspape. writer and reporter,
which is the energy of the time and the breath of its nostrils, where
can a father turn 1if he believes that the infullible Christian faith
taught by the mfullible Churen is the only salvation and safeguard
for his children? Where is he to turn for that strengthening of
character, spiritual and moval, which he feels his children must have
1 orider to suve themselves and to be conservative Christian forces in
soviety 2 He can notdepend on fumily teaching only, for fathers are
busy and motheis careworn. Such teaching, at best, weuld be in-
termttent. He knows that an hour a week in the Sunduy school
devoted to the preservation of the religion whieh Christ died to prom-
ulgate, wlich 1s the only refuge from anarchy and despair and de-
struction, 15 like a mere scratch on the surfuco of that tabula rasa,
the child’s heart. e kuows that a school, public or private, in which
tho only acknowledgement of the great force that raised earth to
heaven and brought heaven to earth is the recituuon of the Lord’s
prayer and the perfunctory reading of a translaiion of a book that,
humunly speaking, 18 contradictory and imeomprehiensible, cannot fill
lus cliid with & preciousness of Christianity, of admiration for its
awful mysteries, of reverence for its rights, or arm him wivh that
sufeguard of sufeguards, the habit of frequenting the confessional. A
Gatholie would rather sce his only son die in the flower of youth than
know certutnly that that son would never use the means provided vy
the Churelr for the cleausing of lus soul frum the sins wliseh kills jts
life.

This has been said to show that Catholic laymen have the most
profeund interest in the question of education.  They do not submit
to u double tax for school purposes merely out of ** pure cussedness,
nor out of *blind chedience " to the voice of Rome. The voiwce of
Rowwe s the voice of God and their own consciences ; but if Rome
had not spoker:, no thoughtful Catholic could conscientiously aceept
entirely seeular education for his childron : therefore the present
public schoul system does not satisfy him. He struins every nerve to
send his children to Catholic schools. When this is impossible, he
does the best he can.

Primurily, he cares nothing for thoe aggrandizement of what is
called the pohitical power ot the Church. He knows there are men—
professional politicinns—only too willing to avail themselves of the
prestige that may be acquired by sceming to be the familiars of pre-
lates of the Church—men who use this association, as women anxious
to get mto ** gociety ' use thetr ** church connection *” and charitable
pluns, for purposes of their own. And ho knows too, that, while a
prelate or priest may accept in his charitable efforts the help of such
men, the priest or prelate 13 obliged to take the risk of seeming to have
political aflihations, because it 1s impossible to snub a politician who
is so kind to the orphans and so anxions for the glory of God’s house.
One may distrust the Greeks when they bear gifts, but it is sometimes
impossible to kick them out, for the gifts might go with them. And
grfts when there are churches to be supported, and hospitals to be
founded, and schools to be built, and agylums to be freed from d2bt, and
orphans to be brought up in the belief and practice of Christianity,
are not to be neglected, unless they are plainly the wages of sin.

Nevertleless, none of us desire great material possessions for
the Church or the religious orders of the Church¢ nor that the
Church and State in this country shall be united; neither do
we want a prelate of the Church whose kingdom is not of this
carth to be a political ruler iu the land. Infact, we do not think of
these things at all.  We aro prouder of Newman and Manning and
Gibhons und Lavigerie than of Richelien or Wolsey. Wao have read

history with somo advantage, and we know that the old world has
less to tench than thy new world has to learn, but that liere, of all
countries, the Chr.stinn Church is most untrammelled, most free, most
respected, becnuso sho ig lenst involved in the changing and treachor-
ous sands of politics. We do desire religious and practieal education
for our children; and it is impossible to get either in the publie
schools which are the creation of mediocrity for the perpetuation of
mediocrities.  We must have religious schools, for our children st
ve Catholics in order to be Christians ; and limited means and at the
cost of gacrifices, we aro assisling our bishops and priests to form
Catholic schools, which, in time may lose their worse fault— -their
similarity to the public schools so far as the practical part of education
is cencerned.—Maurice FFrancis Fgan, in North dmerican Review.

« WHAT HHAS RELIGION TO DO WITII POLITICS?
Fatiter Kavanacn, the Franciscan priest ef Galway from whom we
quoted in a recent issue on the question of the Irish leadership, hng

. written another letter in which he deals with the ery raised recently
.by the Dublin Freeman and other Purnellites—* What has religion to

do with politics 2" Ilere are some of the good points the reverend
gentleman makes in replying to tlns most vital inquiry :—

Looking over the pages of one of our duily papers u short time ago
I came upon o lettor of a Parnellite M.P. It was written in Jdefence
of the course and conduct of his leader and his followers.  One sent-
ence 1n this letter attracted my particular attention. 1t was this :—
What has religion to do with politics? The answer expected was, of
course, Nothing whatever. This struck we as a strange doctrine, und
the more I pondered it the stranger, nay, the more monstrous it ap-
peared. It was a question one might expect irom & I'reethirker, but
not from = Catholic—not surely from an Irish Catholic. What has
religion to do with politics ? A man might as well ask what has God
to do with politics. For what is the teaching of true religion but the
expression of God's will 2 Hence not & whit more impous would it
be to ask : —What has God to do with man's life in this world, or with
the government or laws of the nations ¢

In order to discern more clearly the ntter fallacy of this maxim let
us define the terms-—Religion and Politics. We may define religion
us “ the whole worship, internal and external, which man is bound to
give to God.” It includes, therefore, man's faith in God, his love of
Him, his lhope in Him, and his obedience to His will. It includes
duty that man, m every state and condition of life. owes to God.
How do we define politics ¢ * The science of government,' says the
dictionary. ‘That is in theory, the knowledge of how a country should
be governed, and in practice, the carrying of that knowledge into effect
in actnal government. The lutter includes the management of all
poblic affairs, internal and external, of a country, the making of lawg
and the choice of legislators—that is, of men who make laws. Now,
let us ask ourselves has rehgion nothing to do with these vitally iw-
portant acts 2  Is it of no consequence what kind of men the prople
choose to make their laws 2—whether they are Atheists or Agnostics
or immoral men. Ifave a man's opinion no more to do with the
making of good laws than with the making of good furniture? Ina
word, have politics nothing to lo with religion, or has religion nothing
to do with politics? Let the history of our country answer. Did the
question of religion never enter into the minds of fthe politicians who
passed the penal laws?  Had politics nothing to do with the delay of
Cathiotic Emancipation ¢  Has religion nothing to do with the exclu-
sion of a Catholic from the Lord Lieutenancy of Ireland in the present
day ?

{t. ig clearly the duty of overy Catholic citizen, and indeed of every
citizen whose belief embraces the Decalogue, to use every lawful
means to procure the enactment of laws favourable, or at least not
adverse, to religion. This he can effect only by giving his “ate as a
citizen to men who represent his views am.l are prepared to carry them
out by tho passing of just laws—laws which have the sanction of the
Divine Legislator, anll are not opposed to his Iiternal Code. To do
otherwise is to throw the government o” the country into the hands of
tho enemics of God, and cousequently of human happiness and of
truo liberty. A notion thae chooses wiked men to legislate for it
forges weapons for its own destruction, ..nd deserves the worst fate
that may befall it.

For
my part 1 have never professed any very great admiration for the present
occupant of the City’s big chair, but I hopo I am possessed cf suflficent fuir-
ness to defend the right of Mayor Clarke to join in a socinl party at the houge
of any citizen, or be one of a deputation to drop a word of sympathy fora
departed church dignitary, for whose creed I have respect, but in the articles
of which 1 have lttle or nothing in common. Things would conte to a pretty
puss indeed when Protestants and Roman Catholics, in the same city, must
be debarred from one wnother's social {estivities, or forbidden to ghed « tear of
sympathy with the mourncers at the grave of a friend. 1, for one, think there
is nnt too imuch of this minghng together; there is by far too littlo of it. If
there was more communication and friendship and social intercourse, there
wonld be less bickering over minor matters of hittle moment, nda better
understanding arrived at concerming things esseutinlly different.

Ix the course of his romarks on Sunday evening lnst at his Meet-

1lis allusions to the Editor of this Revisw are of so litile moment
that it is not necessary for us to consider them, whilst his railings
against Holy Chureh might also have gone without comment but for
their publieation in the columns of the Fvening News, making w refu-
tation of Ins misstatements, once for all, necessary, und the * Dr.
shown in his true colours as un literate pedant.

The oft repeated calutny that the Churel is opposed to a1vilization
and progress has beeu worn threadbare.  The istory of the Catholic
Church—the Church founded and placed upon earth by Christ him-
She it was who gave to
the world her most just laws, she it was who emancipated the serf,
and made man 2 reasonable being. It is through her that woman
ean now claim to be the eynal of man, s helpumeot, counsellor and
friend, instead of being merely the slave of lus passions. The most
famous institutions of learning owe their existence to the Catholic
Church, and the wholo structure of Christanity its being.

She is & Church venerable by the multitude of people of which she
is composed, of whose ruters Gibbons has said, * deviving their preten-
sions to universul empive from an humble fisherman of Galilee, the
Popes have succecded to the throne of the Cwsars, and, afeer giving
laws to the barbarian conquerors of Rome, have extended their spirite
ual jurisdiction from the shores of tho frozen ocean to the banks of
the Pacific.” A Church venerable for the constant snccession of her
pastors and bishops, de<cended from those who in all ages had been
ordained after an anthontic and canonical manrar, by other bishops
who had received their wmission from the Apostles ufter the sawme
authentic and regular manner. A Church whick has acquired glory
by the purity and unity of her faith, that has alway. been preserved
intact in spite of a.lthe efforts of heretics and schismutics.

What the Chureh lias accomplished, what she has endured, is best
told in the following n-.~tation from tho writings of His Grace Dr.
Walsh, Archbish~  of Toronto—words more forcible and pregnant
than whick never has been penned—wherein he says :—

Let us glance for a moment at the state of the world, at the time
the Church was established for its mighty work, and we shall see
what tremendous difficunities beset her pu.h; through what fierv or-
deals she had to pass—ordeals in which a mere human wmstitution
would have been utterly consumed. At the time the Apostles began
their mission, the world was politically organized into what is known
in history as the Roman Empire. This mighty Empire, the greatest
the world ever saw, the consolidation of ceuturies, was then in the
meridian splendor of its glovy. It had accomplished its Providential
mission ; “ as iron bresketh into pieces and subdueth all things,” so
did this colossal empire trample down thrones, overturn kingdoms,
and out of their fragnients built up its own vast siructure.  The dis.
tant frontiers were guarded by thousands of men, able soldiers, who
kept them inviclate from the savage hordes that roamed the forests
and the wilderness beyond. T'he Eternal City itself was theu in its
full splendor, embellished with the genius and wealth of nations,
and decked out in the spoils and vrophies of many hundred years; it
resembled an immense gorgeous palace, ineffably rich and beautiful.
Within that city were brought together five millions of the most in-
tellectual and learned inhabitants the world could then boast of. It
was literally crowded with philosophers, poets, orators, sculptors,
painters, us well a5 by (he ablest statesmen and bravest generals,  In
this proud, intellectual city, a poor, ilhterate fisherman hegins to
preach a new religion.  Popular attention js gradually drawn towards
bhim. Men grow restless in the presence of eternal truths, and 1n
the hearing of maxims that made war on their darling passions.
Might endeavours to crush Right.  Peler is crucified and Paul of
Tarsus is beheaded. The persecuted Christinns retire to the cata-
combs.  For nearly three hundred years the fiercest persecution rages
aguinst tho followers of the Crucified Duripg that long period
the whole power of the Roman Ewmpire was leagued agamnst the
Church, and essayed to drown her in the blood of her children. Her
churches were torn down, her sacred books burned, and her children
martyred by thousands, until, m the reign of Diocletian, it was
thonght that she was utterly crushed, and a monument was erected
bearing the inscription :—¢ The Christian name abolished.” Rut
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Christ promised He should be with her all days, unto the consamma-
tion of the world—and she shall not perish. After tho victory of
Constantine, she comes forth from her hiding places, bmlds glorious
tomples, and becomes the religion of the Fmpire.  She survived that
long wnd fierco persecution becanse Christ, her founder, built her on
a rock, ** and when the raing fell and the floods enme, and the winds
blow, and they beat upon her, sho fell not.”  (Matt. 7: 26.) The
bark of Poter weathered triumphantly the fieree wild tempest and the
mouitutn billows, becnuse Chirist, her pilot, rising in His own good
time, ** communded the waves aud the sea, and there came n great
calm.”  (Matl. 8: 26.)

Tho sword of persceution is scarcely sheathed when new trials have
to bo endured und ove-come, The Arian heresy sprung up in the
fourth century, denymng the divinity of Jesus Christ, and aiming at
the same timo u deuth vlow nt the heart of the Church.,  True, it was
branded and anathemntized in the Council of Nice,.A.D. 825 :) but it
nevertheless spread like a contagton. It found bishops and priests
among its fuutors aud abettors, und had crowned heads its avowed
patrons.  Like all heresics, when it became strong enough, 1t made
use of physical violence to carry out its wicked aims. [t banished
Cutholic bishops from their sees, and substituted in their stead its own
friends. It convolual spmiious councils, in which to promulgate its
anti-Christian tenets; in fine, it claimed the Christian world ns its
own. Butits hour cume.  The band-writing of its doom was seen
on the walls of 1ts temples, after a reign of violence, persceution and
fraud, it disappeared from the face of Curistendom. Under the
withering anathemas of the Church, Arvianism sank to rise no more,
and Catholic truth, as the sun emerging from a cloud, shone out with
renowed brillianey.

And now other storms ave brewing, and dark clouds have been
gathering towards the north and the east, soon to burst upon the
Church v a wasting flodd.  The barbarians, issuing from their north-
ern clunes and suvage forests, sweep over the Fmpire with the: head-
long impetuosity anl fury of a resistless mundution.  Belore thus
headlong ternific advance the Roman legions break and melt away.
Onward they come those fierce burbarians, like the ever succeeding
billows of the ocean ; onward they come in councless swarms Indeous
and eruel, and, like locusts in numbers and voracity, sparing nothing,
leuving nothing untouched—wasting and devastating everything be
tween the Iuphrates and the Atluntic. Before this irresistable tor-
nado cities and towns, churches and monaateries, institutions of learu-
ing ; yea, the very arts of life, such as architecture, enginecering and
ugriculture, weut down. The hight of civilization went out in the
midst of durknes:, and the world was pushed back into the night of
barbarism. The whole face of society was like the earth before the
seven day’s creation, without form and void, and darkness was upon
it. Oh! for some ark to float above this universal flood, and to save
from general destruction the written word of God—the hopes of
humanity, the intellectual wealth of the past, the immortal products
of human genius—in fine, ull the nceumulated wisdom and experience
which antiquity had bequeathed as n priceless inheritance. We be-
hold that ark in the Catholic Church. She was the only institution
that survived the general wreck—alie shone above it like the rainbow
of promise over the subsiding waters of the deluge—over the wild
wiste—the wilderness of rums—her voice went out, like the breath
of spring upon the hills and in the valleys, and behold the winter of
desolation is past, the land that was desolate is glad, and the wilder-
ness rejoices und flourishes like the lily. Into the chaotic mass that
lny before her she breathed the breath of life, and from that chnos
arose her own beautiful creation, which is known in history as
Christendom. She perished not, becuuse she was upheld by the
Almighty arms; she not only did not perish, but she saved for hu-
manity the Christiun religion and all its attendunt blessings.

Who has not heard of the long-continued contest between the
Crescent and the Cross, which lasted well nigh a thousand years.
Abont a thousand years after the death of Mohammed, his fanatical
followers had conquered nearly half the world. They swept over
parts of Asin and northern Africa in & wave of fire, blighting and
blasting all that 1t touched. They even penetrated into Spain, and
were prevented from desolating the fair fields of France only by the
vigorous arms and mnlitary genius of Charles Martel. At this very
time Llurope was torn asunder by dissensions and feuds between its
own distracted clnldren.  But the voice of the Church sounded high
above the din and tumuly of baronial conflicts, calling upon the
cluvalrous sons of Chrnstendomn to heal their dissensions, to rally
around the Cross, and go forth and do battle against the Moslem,
History records tho result. "The Crescent was trailed in the dust,
the Chiurch came forth victorious from the conflict, once more the
saviour of European civilization, The Church 1s the mother of
Christian chivalry, and those who rail at the crusades which she or-
gamzed, might tlns day, but for her, be turbaned Mohammedans, and
dovout readers of the Koran,

We come now to the most tremendous assaults which she was ever
fated to endure. We allude to the so-called Reformation. It were
too tedious to dwell on this startling religious revolution longer than
to state that it robbed the Church of all northern Europe, of half
Gormeny, and of Great Britain. From these countries she was nigh

extirpated. 1ler institulions were razed to the ground., her properties
confisented, her worship made a felony,and her best children martyred
or driven into oxile. Al that the vilest calumny and most fierco
perseention, and most ingenious torture penal laws cpuld inflict, were
tried agninst her.  Never was the bark of Peter assailed by so terrific
u storm - nevor did the seas roll higher, or was the sky more threat-
eningly overcast.  All seemed lost, and those of little faith trembled
for the fssue. But soon ahove the angry sea the heavor« opened—
the dark clouds rolled away--the rainbow of promise spanned the
firmament—und Clirist arose and commanded tho sen and the waves,
-und there cnme o great ealm ; and when the storm hath p:lssod.‘tho
bark of the (hureh is seen trinmphiantly riding o'er the waters,  She
gained more in the New Waorld than she had lost in the Ol _uml we
have seen how she is once more reconquering the old countrics from
which she had been driven--now she is again gathering and putting
in order the scatteved stones of her olden sanctnuries, and rebuilding
her fallen temples. Every duy wo may witness how the children of
those who had borne false testimony agninst hee returning home to
the Church of the living God.- * The pillar and ground of ‘Truth.”
(2 Tim. 8: 15.) Thus has been fulfilled the promise made of old to
the Church of God: Ot puor little one, tossed with the tempest,
without all comifort -behold I will lny thy stones in order, and will
lay thy foundations with sapphires; and I will mahe thy bulwarks ot
jusper, and thy gates of graven stones, aud all thy borders o_[' desirable
stoned. No weapon that is formed against thee shail prosper ;
and every tongue that resisteth thee in judgment thou shalt condemn.
(Isains 51 : 11-17.)

Again, to quote from the illusirious Archbishop :~ -

There can bo no conflict between the Ghurch and civilization,
properly so-called, for though it is not the primary oflice of the
Churel to Iabour for the promotion of any great worldly ubject, she
fullils & number of sccoudary ends, has been the means of nuwmber-
less temporal blessings, and is in fact the mother of civilization.
Roman civilization, more or less disfigured, more orless defaced, lasted
down {0 the fifth century. This century was, in learning, like the
setting of the sun amid the dark, lurid clouds that presage the fierce,
angry storm; it was the fading away of the light of Roman learning
and Roman polish before the darkness and fierce violence of the
tempest that strewedthe faco of Burope with the wrecks and
sc.biered fragments of the Roman world, The Church w. 8
the ark that floated above this universal deluge, and snved the ing
tellectual wenlth of the pastas a priceless heritage for mankind.
History is there to prove that it was she who reconstructed society
and established the Christian civilization that has strewed so many
blessings on the world.  She founded these great centres of learning
—the universities that have contributeu so much to the intellectual
development of the human mind. Long before Protestantism ap
peared, the renowned universities of ISurope that flamed out like
beacon lights in the midst of darkuess and storm, and sh'e(‘] on 'lh.e
nations the light of religion aud science, were instituted.  The E ni-
versity of Oxford wus established in 893, that of Cambridge m‘l.ZRO,
Prague in 1858, Louvain in 1465, Vienna in 1365, that of Ingolstadt,
in Germmany, in 1872, that of Leipsic in 1408, that of Basle, in
Switzerland, in 1479, that of Salmmanca in 1200, that of Alculda in
1517, and at an earlier date those of Paris, Bologna, &¢ !n fuct, as
a famous anther once said, science, when pursued on one sido by the
sword of the barbarian, and on the other by the scimetar of Mulm‘mot.
fled for refuge into the arms of the Pontiffs of Rome, and of the (‘ath-
olic Church.  And yet, we are told, the Church is opposed to enlight.
cnment and civilization!!  Why, if the adversaries of the Church
wish to cultivate any of the fine arts, they must go to Catholic coun-
tries and to Catholic times for models. In puinting, architecture,
sculpture, and in glorious musie, that lifts the soul above the things
of earth, and whilst listening to which, we think we‘hem‘ f,llf'.“ music
of angelic choirs escaping through the gates of the Eterral City—in
all these, in everything that refines, and ennobles, and elevites, in
everything that reminds us of our origin and eternal destiny, the
children of the Church have left models for all time, masterpieces
which remain in unapproachabie beauty, grandeur and sublimity.

The celebrated Chateaubriand has well remarked , « The reforma-
tion deeply imbued with the spirit of its founder, a coarse and jealous
monk—~declared itself the enemy of the arts. By prohibiting the
exercise of the imaginative faculties, it clipped the wings of gemus,
and made her plod on foot. It raised an outcry agaiust certain alns
destined for the erection of the Basilica of St. Peter, for the- use of
the Christion world. Would the Grecks have refused the assistance
solicited from their piety for the building of a temple to Minerva ?
Had the Reformation been completely successful from the beginning,
it would have established, for a time at least, another species of bar-
barism, viewing as superstition the rights of divine worship, as
iColatry the chefs-d’wuere of sculpture, of architecture and of paint-
ing. Its tendency was to annihilute lofty eloquence and sublime
poetry, to degrade taste by repudiating its models, to introduce a dry,
cold and captious formalty into the operations of the mind—to sub-
stitute in socicty affectation and materialism in liou of ingeniousness
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and intellectuality, and to make wachmery take the plee of manual
and mental operations.  These are truths confirmed by everyday cx-
perience. At tus very day, punters, architects and sculptors, of all
conflicting crecds, go to seek mspivation at Rome, where they find
universal tolerntton,  Lurope, nuy, the whole world, is covered with
monuwments of the Catholic rehgion. 'o it we ave indebted for the
Gothice architecture whieh rivals in its details, and eelipses in its
magnificence the monuments of Greeee, It is now three centuries
since Pretestantisin arose—it is powerful in Bogland and Ameriea it
is professed by amthons of men, and what has it erected ® It can
show unly the rams 1t has made, on which perbaps it has planted
gardens or built fuctortes.  Rebelling against the authovity of tradi-
tion, the experience of centuries and the venerable wisdor of ages,
Protestantism let go its hold on the past, and planted a society with-
ont roots.  Achnowledging for their founder a German monk of the
sisteenteer.th century, the reformers renounced the wonderful gene
alogy which unites Catholies, throngh a succession of great and holy
men, with Jesus Christ Hunsgelf, und through Him, with the patri-
archs and carliest of munkid.,  ‘he Protestant era, from the first
hours of its existence, refuged all relationship with the ern of that
Leo, at whose coming barbarism vamshed, and society, now no longer
in the need of defence, put on the ornaments of civilization.”

Is it to be wondered at that we Catholics love our loly IFnith 2 Is
it ourprising that we value our Catholiciiy as the most pricoless gift
ofgour inheritance, dearer to us than life itself, and that we hold its
institutions and clergy in reverence ; giving to them filial obedience
and honour, submitting onrselves to them in all things 2 To us the
proudest boast, the Inghest title, the most honoured appellution are
the words ** [ am a Catholie."

What, on the ‘other hand, hus Protestantism to boast of 2 1t has
given us dissensions. It has given us a variety of sects. It has been
the factor that strengthened atheism and unbelief, and—most price-
less boon—it has given us, in the person of the Bond Street scer, a
 prophet.”

Belguim has just sent a representative to
Rome tor the organization of the jubilee . tes
of the Pope, and fur the extontion of the Bel-
gian missions in  Africa.

...In the House of Commens a few weeks ago
the bill for closing saloons in Ireland on Sun-
day, passed 1ts second reading by a vote of 248
to 94. During the course of tho debate, Mr.
Parnell protested agamst applying the measure
set forth in it to the city of Cork. or other
Irish cities. The vote on the question shows
how much tho protest of Mr. Parnuell amount.-
ed to. lehad better resign his seat in Parlia-
ment and have a representative man take his
place who would have the respect of the people.
... Two student of the General Theological Sem-
inary of the Episcopal Cl:urch in New York
left that :nstituion last Friday and presenting
themselves to the Paulist Fathers, were re-
ceived into the Church. They are Jehn B.
Werner of Allentown, Pa., and R. Morey Lud-
low of St Louis. They entered the seminary
last September.  Mr. Werner, who is 22 years
old, was gradunted at Muhlenberg College in
Allenwown last June, and Mr. Ludlow, who is
four years Mr. Werner’s senior. made his
collegialc course ut Washington and Les
Uaiversity in Lexington, Va, They attribute
their conversion {0 the reading of Cardinal
Newman's works.

...Tho bigoted spirit of the Orangemen, says
the Livgrpool Catholic T'imes, scems to have
entered into Sir Henry James during his visit
to the North of Ireland. His Ulster speeches

were evidently modelled on the furious anti-
Catholic tirades of the Rev. Dr. Kane, and the
immaculate De Cobain.  And so pleased was
the right hon. geutleman with these perform.
ances thay he gave o repetition at the meeting
of the Liberal Union Club on Tuesday, launch-
ing out into a bitter attuck on the leish priests
in general and Archbishop Loguae in partienlar.
If Sir Henry Juwmes 15 so greatly alarmed
about clerical denomination in Irelund, why,
wo may asl, has his zeal been so lung asleep ?
When it was well known that men sucl as Mr.
W. L. Hurlbert were working might and nmin
ta secure the intervention of Rome in behalf
of the Irish landlords and the ¢ Unionist™
policy. why was there no protest from Sir
Henry James? The fact that ne was then
dumb clearly betokens that hir present outery
is & mere picee of political trickery.  We do
not deny that the Catholic clergy possess a
great power in Irish public life; it 1s a power
which is freely given and wisely exercised, and
which does honour to those who wield 1t be-.
cause it shows that they enjoy the respect and
confidence of the people amongst whom they
live and from whom they have sprung.

Sir Henry James's speech at the Liberal

Union Club fairly teemed with misleading
statements and insinuations.  Many of them
wero so transparently fulse that they need no
refutation. But his misrepresentution of Arch-
bishop Logue should not be allowed to pass
without exposure. He quoted a passage from
an address in which his Grace, according to a
newspaper report, condemmed disobedience to
ccclesiastical authority, declared that theclergy
are given special light to direct the people,and
remarked that « the doctrines of the present
day are calculated to wean the poople from tho
priest s advico and to allow the people to use
their own judgment.”  Now we canunot acquit
Sir Henry James of disingenuousness in put-
ting focrward this accusation. From his
speech one wounld infer that the Archbishop
was discussing purely political subjects, and
tl.at in reference to them he set up this clum
for the clergy. His Grace did nothing of the
kind. He was speaking in a church ane solely
with regard to faith and morals, having, un.
fortunutely, found it necessary 1o combat the
contention that gross immorality doesnot dis-
qualify a man for the position of a public
leader. Private judgment is, of course, a car-
dinal doctrine of Protestantism, but we thought
Sir Henry James had suflicient knowledge of
Catholic wenets to know they include the be-
lief that the Church is a Divinely inspired
guide in matters of faith and morals.
...On the evening of the 27th April a compli-
mentary banquet was tendered to Hon. Frank
Smith by the members of the Wholesale and

tion, aud of friendship and respect for one who
has for so long a period reflected such credit
on the grocery trade. To the young men of
Canade your business career is an examplo
and incentive of the best kind, and long will it
be pointed out to aspiring vouth as 2 beacon
light, a guidmg star.

Although we cannot but express regret at
the severance of theso business tics, we ean
carnestiy join in wishing you the full enjoy-
ment of a well carned competency, and in con-
gratulating youn upon the successful achieve-
ments which have crowned the efforts of your
life, and in expressing the hope that you will
be long spared to be of still further nsefulness
in the service of the Queen City, our premier
province and our great Dominion.

He spoke
for one hour., dwelling principally upou the
miseries of the poor, the orphan, and the aged,
and the prime  necessity of Christian charuy,
quating St. Peter’s exhortations to the rich to
give of their abundance to the poor, also com.
menting on the charity displayed by our divine

Lord during his mission liere on ecarth, and
the sacrtfice on Calvery whereby Ho united us
as one family, one body m the common bonds
of fellowship; hence that each individual
member of this body or family shall feel and
sympathize with the suflermgs and afllictions
of the others. He smd that sinee the con-
sunnnation of tho sacrifice on Calvary on Good
Friduy man can no longer say as Cain, * Am
Iy brother's keeper ? ** and went on to show
the obligations of the rich to the poor and
uecdy, the strong to aid the wenlk and aftlicted,
depicting m beautiful colours the charity of
the early Christians wineh forced the pagan
Emperor Juban to excluim, *See how theso
Clivistinns love one another, therve ave no poor
among them,” ete.  The rev. gentleman then
proceeded to say that plulanthropy is some-
tinres corfounded with Christinn charity, and
gave clear and lucid illustrations of each, point-
ing out thay it is not saflicient to pray and
wish well for our suffering fellow crentures,
but that we must cheerfully give of our sub.
stance thereby repuring the diguity of the
family, the dignity of the individual and the
dignity of Christian morality. He then dealt
with the teaclungs of sociabists, and levellers,
clearly proving the fallaey of the doctrines of
equality, pointing out that perfect equality is
incompatible with soviety. There must be
rich wmen and poor, strosg men and weak,
learned men and igonorant, each discharging
the duties of his own sphere, mutually helping
oue another mn the Jove of God and of each
other.  He then referred to the great question
of the day “how are we to meet the tide of
of misery and poverty now rising before us,™
stating that the question of pauperism might
be solved if Christian men and women better
understood and practiced the virtue of Chris-
tian chanty, and concluded by a fervent and
cloquent appeal to the congregation to help
the St. Vincent de Paul Society in their noble
efforts on behalf of the poor and afilicted. The
amount realized from the collection taken up
after the sermor showed that the rev. gentle.
man did not appeal m vawm, and must prove
encouraging and satisfactory to him and those
who invited him to aid them by his eloquence
and ability in furthering the objects of the
Society.

...Rev. Father Conolly, S.J., of Montreal,
preached a powerful sermon in St. Mary's Ca-
thedral, Hamilin, on Sunday evening last, on
Devotion to the Sacred Heart.  1is Lordship
the Bishop of Mmmlton was present, and,
after the service presented medals and Diplomas
ta the promoters of the Sacred Heart Leagne.

This church has been ecected
to atone for the Llusphemies and unpeties
oftered to God, especially during the reign of
godless terror , und it is hoped that the bless-
ing of its pious walls will tend to propagate
the honor and glory of the Sacred Heart of
Jesus.
...Rev. Brother Patrick, assistant superioe-
general of the Christian Brothers, has just died
at Panis.  Brother Patnek was widely known
in Europe as aun enhghtened and energetic ed-
ucator, but it was chietly in the United States
and Cannda that the value of his service in
the cause of educntion was reconized. He was
born in Irelund in 1822 and went to Montreal

its environments, and wade his influence felt
far beyoud the lmits of his actual work.

.. William 1L of Germany bas at present in
couteinplation a project, the realization of which
will be received with decided satisfaction by his
Catholic subjects. The proposal is to divido
the oflice of Ministry of Worship into two
different departments, one Protestant and the
other Catholic.  Oue of the departments 1s to
be under the direction =f the Minister, whilst
the other ie to have at its head & Catholic
Under-Seeretary of State, with a number of
Catholic assistants. The scheme 1s to be
carried out forthwith. Its udoption will be an
important concession to the Catholics. Itisa
frosh symptom of the strong sympathy which
the Emperor enteitains for the action of the
Sentre party.

...According to the Australusian Catholic Ji-
reetory for this vear, summarized by the Hobart
Catholic Stawdard, the Catholic population of
Australasia, including New Zealand and Tas.
manis, amounts to 629,505, whose spiritual
needs are attended to by 25 archbishops and
bishops, aud 774 priests.  The churches num-
ber 1,008, sprend over 411 distnets.  The
children attending Catliolic scheolsare 85,842,
thio greater proportion of whom recaiva instruc-
tian in the G49 primary schools, and the rest
in two ecclesinstical seminaries, 17 colleges for
boys, 90 boarding schoals fur girls, and 137
superior day schools.

The only condition attnched
is that the people of the warish pay off their
present debt of $23,000. The congregation
wus agreeably surprised at the anuouncement,
us no previous intimation had been given.
The meeting opened n subscription aund the
sum of $15,408.50 was put up on the spot, aud
the balance of the debt will ke paid imme-
diately. 'The ¢ person’ who gave this hand-
some donation wos certainly not acting for his,
or her, own glory, but for the glory of God.

1t is desired to have the monument completed
for the cetenary of the birth of the great Pon-
tff. The commission has taken the neme of
“ Commissione Romu incaricata per il Centen-
ario di Pio IX,” and has elected as its honour-
ary President the Commendatore Filippo, who
has accepted the post. The comumssion is
composed of many well-kuown Roman gentle-
men.

...The last published hst of subscriptions for
vuilding o church dedicated to St. Joachim is
most encouragng.

...Arehbisliop Riordan, of San PFrancisco, has
begun an active temperance movewment in that
city, On April Gth, he spoke on the subject
of “Temperance,” in the Grand Opern House.
‘I'he object was to awulken the public to the ery-
ing abnse of drink and to promots the cause
of temperance aud morality.

Over 8,000 persons were present, including
many of the most distingnished citizens of the
State.  In the course of his address the Arch-
bishop gave some very instructive figures illus-
trating the fearful waste and havoe caused by
the unbridled traflic in liguor.  He said that
in the city of New York $2i30.000 5 spent
every day for liquor.  In the city of San Fran-
ciseo in 1888 there were 4,459 licensed places
where liquor was sold.  According to the ‘mu-
nicipal reports this number had mereased to
5,172 drinking places.  Rating the population
at 350,000 this makes one saloon for wvery 70
souls, av oue for every 14 voters. DPluctuy the
avernge receipts of these places at §8 a day, or
S14.600,000 2 year 2 sum suflicient to keep
the city for two years. The report of Chief of
Police Crowley showed that there lad been
23,462 arrests made last year in San Francisco,
of which 10,164 were for drunkeness. ere
his Grace paunsed impressively, and asked the
question, - How many were intoxicated aned
not arrested 2°°

A profonnd impression was made upon the
audience when the venevable Archbishop cor-
roborated the judgment of Cardinai Mauning,
that legislation is absolutely necessary to check
the vice of intoxication. * Temperance,” he
said, ** is plainly a matter to be controlled and
regulated by legistation.  The High License
plan ig the only feasible and practicable for de-
creasing the number of saloons. It compels
the lowest and most dangerous places to close
up.”  The practical views of the Archbishop
were most enthusastically approved by lus an-
dience, as, instcad of dealing with glittering
generalities, he got down to specific proposi-
tions which struck every one present as casy of
accomplishment and full of beneficial results.
He was loudly applanded when he declared
that there should be a complete severance of
the saloon from the corner grocery. *This
union.” he said, **is the greatest source of in-
temperance amongst  women and children.”
e strongly nrged the passage of a law pro-
hibiting the employment of women n saloons
in any capacity. e concluded by an eloquent
appeal to the Catholies present as their clief
pastor, and asked them with their pastors toas.
sist him by word and example, in public and
in their homes, to make drunkeness a dis-
graceful, a dishonourable thing, and temper-
ance an honourable, » noble thing.”
