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GERMAN CATHOLICS MEETING.

Geruan-American Catholics fromall partsof the United States
met in Buffulo last week, and held a congress at which were dis-
cussed questions of importance to them as Catholics and Amer-
ican citizens. Tens of thousunds of German-Americans were in
the city during the congress. Conspicuous among those who
took part in the deliberations were an Archbishop, several Bish-
ops, and a large number of well-known priests.

Archbishop Katzer, of Milwaukee, Tuesday formally opened
the German-American Catholic Congress as celebrant of pontifi-
cal high Mags. The prencher was Bishop Otto Zardetti, of St-
Cloud. He spoke in German. Hs made a plea in justification
of the veneration of the German language and the customs of
the land of the fathers. Germany he likened to one’s father or
mother; America to his bride. “They had left Germany and
were wedded to America, and to the latter tiley should adhere.
He said they should lenrn the lungunge of their new country, but
they were bound also to remember and love the languago of the
mother country. The Bishop closed with an eloquent tribute to
the American tlng.

After the Mass the laymen of the congregation dispersed, and
'tl‘:e priests repaired to the first session of the Priester Verein.
The only Important action was the adoption of a constitution.
The one heretofore in use was very brief, but in effect practically
the same as that which was debated and voted upon. The name
accepted is the ‘“ German-American Socicty of Priests.” Mem
bership is open to Catholic clergymen who are of German extrac-
tion or who have charge of German congregations. and also to
those priests, regardless of nativity, who speak German.

The first object of the society is to give aid in the organization
of annual conventions of all Catholic laymen in the United
States. The aim of these conventions is to encourage and train
Catholic laymen, so that they may take an active part in the
solution of the social problems of the day fiom a Catholic point
of view. The second object of the society is to practically aid in
executing the resolutions adopted at the annual conventions. On
the educational question the society’s motto is: * Home rule
for the American family. The right to control the education of
children belongs to the parents.”

The firet business meeting of the open Congress of priestsand
laymen was held Tuesday afternocn. Between 800 and 400
delegates were present. The following officers were chosen:
President, Edward Newhaus of Louisville ; first vice-president,
Frank Baumer of Syracuse; second vice president, Joseph Sticrle
of Louisville ; secretary, Matthias Ronr of Buffalo.

The platform as presented Wednesday night by Father Facrber
of St. Louis offers most devoted affections to the Supreme Head
of the Holy Church, and promises anew and for all time filial
devotion and unfailying fealty.

It declares in favor of temporal power of the Pope, and greets,
with the utmost pleasure, the idea suggestad at therecent Catholic
Congress held in Germany to call an International Catholic Con-
gress for the purpose of urging the restoration of the temporal
power of the Pope as an independent sovereign. * As political
circumstances have prevented the adoption of said resolution in
Europc, we believe that our beloved conntry, the land of the free,
is the proper place for holding such a Congress, since we ire not
hampered by political prejudice and imperial intrigues, and that
no time is anore opportune than the occasion of the World’s Fair
at Chicago in 1893.”

It protests against overy interference with the parochial
schools, and especially condenms the so-called Poughkepsie pinn,
in which “1cligion has been made a side-show, and heace can
have little or no religious influence in education.”

It demands the full right and liberty {; retain, without intor-
ference from any one, the German mother tongue, together with
he language of the country.

It protests against all attempts to encronch upon the rights
of the Indians in the selection and practice of their roligion, and
against the attempts that are mado to withdraw from the In-
dian schools the support of the Government under the hypo-
critieal plen of supporting the public schools, masmuch as there-
by there is openly declared opposition aguinst Christian eduea-
tion, and especially against the Catholic Church.

PROTESTANT TRIBUTE 10 THE GREAT FATHER
DAMIEN.

Tue paths of fame and notoricty lie perilously near together,
sometimes so close that it is diflicult to point out the dividing
line. But fame is that which exists after the hero’s death, even
though the hero die unknown, while notoriety is like a bubble on
the river ; and there are degrees of fame, and the price puid ig
not of gold or silver, but often the joy of life.  For many yenrs
Father Damien immured himself in the leper colony of Molokui
—uauve up his life to save the souls of others, and the outside
world knew it not. For many years he struggled, an ohscure
priest, on that horrible island of the Pacific, knowing that an
awful death would be his; but his services and ministrations
were not of this world, and he sought not fame.  But the fame
of a hero was his, after all—the sweet fame that is likened unto
love, which is given freely, and cannot be bought by any man.
Robert Louis Stevenson found the man and told the world about
him, and perhaps o sweet breath of incense may have come to
that lonely isle, and refreshed the passing hours of the martyr's
life. For the incense was of the sweetest—the love und the
prayers of the outside world which were given to the dying man.
Yet he sought it not ; and when the end came, the people wished
to look upon the man, and there were no photographs, save one
that had been quickly made after his d ath in the rude habita-
tion of a leper.  That was fume, and the stoy reached the utter-
most parts of the earth ; and while men listened, another name
was coupled with his, and people heard that a ¢ Sister Rose Ger-
trude ™ was to follow in his steps, and voluntarily cast away all
the joys of the carth to relieve the stricken beings of Molokai.
This was given forth at London, and the city found in the self-
appoinied ‘“ Sister ™ a pleasing subject, and the newspaper editor
gave up a column to tell the worldwhat she was going to do and
to show what she looked like.  ‘T'he London reporter interviewed
her, and when she came to New York the same proceeding was
gone through with, and so it was all the way across the contin-
ent.  People sighed as they looked at the gentle face in the Sis-
ter's hood, bought her photograph, and bade her a sorrowful
good-by. They had never seen the bearded face, pinched and
wan, that lay upon the palet at Molokai. Then * Sister Roso
Gertrude " went forth upon her mission, the doors of the outside
world were closed, and people marvelled at the sweetness of
fame when the successor to Father Damien was mentioned.  But
the paths of notortety and fume lay very near together then.

Meanwhile in England a memorial was being prepared by the
National Leprosy Fund, and is just finished. 1t is in the form
of a cross of red Peterhend granite, and is Lo shortly mark the
grave of FFuther Damien. Upon the front face of the pedestiul is
a finely sculptored portrait in white marble, sct in an enriched
cirenlar panel.  The cross 13 of runic form, wrought with Runic
designs, and upon the lower steps of the pedestal, in English and
in the Hawaiin tongue, are these inscriptions:

“ Joseph Damien de Veuster. Born Junuary 3, 1840; died
April 19, 1885.”

“ Greater love hath no man than this, that 2 man lay down
his life for his friends.—John xv. 13.”

“This monument is raised to his memory by the people of
England.”

Thig is the immortality of the world; yet Father Damien
sought not the fame.—Ilarel Scott Mines, in Harper's.

Wintaast Cantrron—the * Waltor Scott of Ireland,” as he was not
unjustly called by ('Connell~ was born at Prilligk, county Tyrone,
in 1794, BSeveral writers have placed his birth four years later ; but
thoearlior date is the carrect one.  He was the youngest of fourteen
children. 1lis paronts were in very hmmnble circumstances; for they
hnd to support themselves and their Inrge fumily on a farm of but
fourtcen ncres.  Carleton, in fact, wns born a peasant. 13 parents,
however, though thus poor in materinl gifts, appcar to have been
rich in intelloctual enduwinent, and to their enrly influence Carleton
owod much of his after success. Ilo himself hus drnwn the portraits
of his father and mother; and though we may see the partiality of
filia} affection v the pictures, they beur, at the same time, the proof
of fidelity to truth. ** My futher,” hoe says, * possessed a memory
not meroly great or surprising, but sbsolutely astonishing. He could
ropeat neatly the whole of the Old and New Testament by heart, and
way, besides, s living index to almost every chaptor and verse you
might wish to findin it. . . . Asa teller of old tales, legends,
and historical anecdotes he wae unrivalled, und his stock of them
-was inoxhanstible. e spoke the Irish and English languages with
nearly equal flueney.  \Vith all kinds of chavms, old ranas or poems,
old prophecies, religious superstitions, tales of pilgrims, muacles,
aud pilgrimages, unecdotes cf blessed priests and friars, revelations
from ghosts and faivies, was he thoroughly acquainted. And so strongly
wero al) these impressed upon my mind, by frequent repetition on his
purt, and the indescribuble dolight thoy gave mo on mine, that I have
hardly ever since heard, during a tolerably enlarged intercourse with
Irish society, both cducated and uneducated—with the antiquary, the
scholur, or the humble wechanic—any single tradition, usage, or legend
thut, us far as I can at present recollect, was perfectly new to me or
unheard before in some familar or cognate dress.

PLing vast fund of information which the one parent placed at the
disposal of Curleton, would, however, have been of hittlo use if he
hud not had the imagination to fushion itinto form : that imaginative
power he recerved from his mother. * My mother,” wrote Carleton,
“ . . . possessed tho swecetest and most exquisile of human
voices. In her carly life, 1 have often been told by those who heard
lier sing, that any provious intimation of her presence ut a wake, a
dance, or other festive occasion, wassure to attract crowds of persons,
many from a distance of several nules, in order to hear from her lips
the touching airs of her country. No sooner was it known that she
would attend uny such meoting than the fact spread through the
neighbourhood hke wildfire, and the people flocked from all parts to
hear her, justas the fasinonable world do now when the name of some
eminent songstress ts antounced in the papers, with this differenco,
thut upon such occasions the voice of one falls only upon the ear,
whilat that of the ower sinks deeply into tho heart.” « This gift of
singing,"” ho goes on, ** with such sweefness and power the old sacred
songs and uirs of Ireland, was not the only one for which she was re-
markable. DPerhaps there never lived a human being capablo of giving
the Insh ery, or keene, with such exqusite effect, or of pourmg into
its wild notes a spirit of such irresistible pathos and sorrow. 1 have
often beon present when she has  raised the keene ' over the corpse
of some relative or ncighbour, and my readers may judge of the
moluncholy charm which accompanied thisexpression of her sympathy
whon I assure them that tho general clamour of violent grief was
gradually dmumshed, from udonration, until it became ultimately
hushed, and no voice was hieard but her own wailing in sorrowful but
solitary beauty. Tlus pause, it is trae, was never long, for however
great the admiraticn might be which she excited, the hearts of those
who heunrd her soon melted, snd even strangers were often forced to
confess her intluonce by the tears which she eaused them to shed for
those whose denths could, otherwise, in no way bave aflected them.”

The hfe wluch Curleton led in his boyliond was also eminently cal-
cuiated to fit hum to bie the historinn of the hives, thoughts and foehngs
of the Irish peusant, lHis carly education was very desultory, for he
had no other teacher than the master of the hedge school ; and those
men were of such orratic habits that their stay in any locality was
uncertatn,  Antong s earhest instructors was a Connaught man
named Pat Frayne, who stoad for the portrait of ** Mat Kavanagh
in tho tale of * The Hedge School.”  ifs also attended the schiool of
a classicnl teacher at Tulnavert, whose name he does not giwve. e
was really happy 1 lis master when he was placed uader the care of
the Rov. Dr. Xeenan, a consm of his, who kept a schiool at Glasslough.
Under the caro of Ing kimsman the young fullow was making consider-
able progress, especially in the classies; but, unfortunately, Dr.
heenan removed to Dundalk, and Carleton had to return to home and
wdleness.  As hie was intended for the Church by his relatives, he was
exempted from any share with the rest of the family in the labours of
the field. The problem of gettiug the education necessary for en-
trance mto Maynooth was, by the departure of Dr. Keenan, once
agamn presented to the minds of the parents, and they resolved to
resort to the expedient which in those days was still one of the
commonest habits of the country. They determined that their son
should go as a ** poor scholar ™ to Munster—the land of learning for

many coniuries in Irelend. The youth set out on his travels, but
they were brought to an abrupt conclusion by a curious and charactor-
istic circumstance. ISxhausted by fatigue, still heavy with tho sorrow
ot leaving homo and relatives, and timorous ns to the ancertnin future,
the Ind 1 his sleep was vigited by an ominous dream, and without
more ndo returned from Granard, which he lied then reached, to his
native Tyrone.

The two years that followed were apent, partly in desaltory reading,
and partly in suclt ninusements as the conntry side afforded.  dmony
the books which Curloton read. that which produced the deepest -
pression on his mind was ** Gil Blas; " and it was probubly the per-
usnl of the adventurous carecer of Lo Sage's imnnortal hero that
prompted Carloton to long for contact with tho world. Soon aftor,
#t all eveuts, he sought and obtained throngh the influence of u
clergyman—the nephiew of his parish priest—asituution mn the fnmily
of Piers Mwrphy, n well-to-do farmer in county Louth. After some
time spent in this employment he war ugain seized by the desire for
a more exciting existence and a more conspicuousstage ; and in search
of fortune he started for Dublin, arriving there with the sum of two
shillings and ninepenco in his pocket. ‘The metropolis gave him but,
a grim weleome ; and for a long time he went about vainly seeking
every and any sort of employment. Oue anecdote of many to illus-
trato this period of his career. A bird-stuffer is in want of an nssis-
tant, and young Carleton, ready for unything, offers himself for the
vacant post. He 1y asked what he proposed to stufl birds with, and
his reply is *¢ potutoes and meal." At last he determined to resort to
the lust desp.rate remedy of the unfortunate—he resolved to eunlist ;
previously. however, after the mauner of the Iinglish poet Coleridge,
addressing a letter, in tolerably good Latin, to the colonel of the
regiment ho proposed to join, From that gentleman he received n
kind reply and a remitianco, which diverted him-from his purpose;
and soon after he managed to obtamn some tutorships: it was wiule
thus employed he met the lady whom he afterwards married.

Awmony the acquaintances with whom he was brought in contact in
his new occupation was the Rev. Cwsar Otway, an accomplished
Protestant clergyman, who was then joint-cditor of a Dublin periodi-
cal, the Christian Framiner. Mr. Otway had recently written a work
in which there was a description of Lough Derg. In his boyhood
Curleton had wmade a pilgrimage to this sume historic spot ; +nd as he
was detailing his adventures Mr. Otway interrupted him with the
natural suggestion that he should commit them to paper. Carleton
modestly promised to *‘try.'” The sketch was written, approved,
printed in the Christiun JSzaminer, and so Carleton made his entranco
into the world of literatura. At the end of two years he had con-
tnibuted about thirty sketchies to the same perindical; they wero
collected in a volume, and published undar the title * Traits aund
Stories of the Irish Peusantry.” This was in 1840, and Carleton had
accordingly reached his thirty-sixth year when his first book was pub.
lished. ‘The success of the volume was great and immediate: in the
course of three years it had run through several editions. A second
sertes appoared in 1888, and the next year came yat another volume
entitled * Tales of Ireland.” On the whole those early stories of
Carleton ure perhaps the best he ever wrote; indeed, in perfect fidelity
to Irish life. in their delineation of the broad humor and profound
sorrow of Irish men and Irish women, they are probably unequalled
by the productivns of any other pen, Irish or foreign. Many of the
tales contain glimpses of Carleton's own feelings and personal ex-
perienco. 1ln*The Hedge-school "—as we have already stated—heo
draws a picture of the schools and the teachers of his own boyhood ;
in * Dents O'Shaughnessy going to Maynooth * Le describes himself,
when he was still filled with the desire of becoming a priest; and in
« The Poor Scholar ** we have a description, partly of the adventures
he had, partly of those he might have encountered, when his parents
resolved to send him from home to be taught in the educated province.
Perhaps the last mentioned tale is the finest in the whole series. In
it we have a dessription of the tenderest and besc feelings of the Irish
heart ; the touching attachment of parents tc children, and of child-
ren to purents; the love of learning, the readiness of sympathy for
each other among the poor; the hospitality and the geaeral kindli-
ness of the people. bdlary of the incidents in the story are conceived
in the spirit of the truest pathos; and the happy ending to the many
sorrows of the *¢ Poor Scho ar,"” and of his much-tried parents, can
be read by few without feeling the breath come quicker, and the cyo
grow dim.

The ** Poor Scholar ** is a picture of the domestic and more tranquit
feclings ; but the ** Traits »* ave, besides, full of pictures of the durkest
national passions. * Donagh, or the Horse-stealers,” presents a
thrilling portrajt of the effect of superstition on a criminal nature ;
«The Party Fight ™ portrays the lierce animosities which religious
and political differences can excite among the ignorant; and in ** The
Lianhan-shee ™ there is a fine description of the struggle of a tortured
and frantic conscienco. Finally, there are stories in those first vol-
umes of Carleton, in which he turns to lighter and more joyous seenvs;
and some of the tales are as fine specimens of thebroadest farce asothers
areof the deepest pathos. Tn “The Hedge-schiool' end “Denis O'Shaug-
hnessy,” the pretontious and sesguipedalian hiniangues in whioh the
0ld classical masters used to indulge, caunot be read without aching
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sides; and the story of ** Phelm O'"I'oole’s Courtship® is told with in-
exhaustible humour. So far for the *¢ 'I'raits; *' the chief story in
the ** Tales " is * Tho Dream of a Broken Ieart,” which has buon
woll described as *one of the purest and noblest stories in our litora.
ture.” Up to this time Carleton had not ventured beyond n series of
short flights: his tules woro nearly all brief and uncounceted with
cuch other : aud there was the natural impression that ho was incap-
able of writing anything .ike the ordinary novel, of considerablo
length, with u well-conceived and well worked-out plot. Iis answor
t\(;_these objections was the production in 18389 of ** Furdoroughn the
Miser."

THE HOLY COAT AT TREVES.

The account of these relice is basod on the history given in tho work of M.
Rohault de Fleury, * Sur lea Instruments de la Passion,” p. 252.

Tho senmless garment worn by our divine Lord is smd to be pre-
served at the Cuthedral of Treves. It is regarded as one of the most
precious relics of the Church. It is exposed to the view of tho public
only at intervals of many years, and the exposition is consequently an
occasion of great solemnity and of numerously attended pilgrimages.
When it was exposed in the year 1810, more than 100,000 pigrims
vigited the Cathedral. The last exposition took place in 1844, and
the number of pilgrimy exceeded a million. The Birhop of Treves
resolved to mark tho present year by another such solemmity, and
in August the relic was once more set forth for the veneration of
the fuithful. Immeunse preparations have been made to celebrate tho ex-
pusition, and pilgrimages huve beon and are being organized from ali
parts of Furope. In view of the prominence of tha event, and the com-
ments which it is eliciting from the non-Catholic publie, there ave cer-
tain {'nc;.s winch it may be desirable that all Catholics should have well
in mind.

All vesture worn by our Lord is an object of the Church's venera-
tion. It is held that according to the Jawish custom, the outer gar-
ments used by our Lord would be chielly three: 1, & tunic; 2, an
over-tunic; 8, o mantle or cloak.

The tunic was shaped like a shirt or surplice. It reacbed to the
knees. It had short full sleeves reaching burely to thu elbows. 1t
was close-fitting round the waist, The over-tunic was & long robe
like n cassock or soutane, covering the wholo porson aud reaching to
the ground. The mantle or clonk was worn over both thie above de-
scribed garments, and was generally laid aside when indoors. Two
mantles ure mentioned in Holy Scripture as worn by our Lord—the
purple garment in which He was clothed when shown by Pilate to
the Jews, and the white garment in which He was derisively clothed
by Herod. Several of these garments are said to have been preserved
in various parts of the Church. In most eases, the relic consists not
in & whole garment, but in a fragment. It is to be noted that relics
which are only a fragment or a part are nsually styled by the genexal
name of the whole from which they are taken. Thus a small piece
of our Lord’s mantle preserved at Moscow is called ** the Mantle of
Christ.” So, too, a small portion of the skull of St. Johu is called
simply *¢ the Skull of the Baptist.” It is plain that such relics may
be divided into a great many pieces or portions, and venerated in
different prris of the Church. Thus we may have a portion of a
saint’s skull in Madrid, another ir. Rome, and another in Constanti-
nople. The fact that each is described simply as the ““skull ™" of the
suint has led certain would-be-wit Protestants into the supposition
that we bLelieve that the saint had three skulis, and others of the more
earnest kind into concluding, that if the skull at Madrid be gennine,
the other two at least must be impostures. The solution is surely a
very simple and natural one, and lies in the fact that relics are gen-
erally divided into fragments, and that the fragment, in common par-
lance, is styled by tho general designation of tho whole.

Holy Writ mentions the *¢ seamless garment ™ of our Lord, which
was given to the executioners, and for which they cast lots. This gar-
ment is said to have been preserved at Jerusalem for the first three
centuries until the finding of the Holy Cross by St. Helena, the
mother of the Emperar Constantine. St. Helena is said to have sent
the * Holy Coat " to Agritiug, Bishop of Treves (then tho capital city
of the Western Empire). These facts rest upon tradition, and there
are no written documents on the subject earlier than the 12th century.
in 1196, John. Archbishop of Treves. during certain works of restora.
tion which were being carried out in his Cathedral, discovered the
casquet which contained the Haly Robe. He had it placed under the
High Altar, where it remained until 1512. 'The relic was subse-
quently removed to other places, but was restored to Treves in 1810.
On oponing the casquet there was found iaside a second case, covered
with leather and, like the outer one, closed with three locks. Insido
of tlus was found a third or innermost case, wrapped in linen. When
the linen was removed, the case was found covered with a ged lace.
work with twenty-five unbroken seals, the same as on the senled docu-
ment or statement which was found on the outeide. Under the lace-
work the case was fastened with two locks. When opened the case

was found to contain three successive wrappings of silk—-red, blue,
and white. Inside of these, lying at full length, but folded onco by
the breadth, was found the Noly Robe. On oxanuning the robe, it
was found that in certuin parts w very fine stuff had been luid over the
original with a view to preservo it. In course of time this fine mate-
rinl had worn away and fallen in pieces. Many of such picces wero
cotlected by pious porsons and prescrved as ¢ pieces of tho Holy Cont."
But this they were not, as the cont itgelf is still entire. 'The cont it-
self has been proved to be of tho most ancient toxture. 'The wrido is
darker than the outside. It is whitish 1 some parts and groy in
othiers. Tho threads are minutely fine. 't is about 4 feet 6 inchos
long. Undor the sleoves it is about 27 inchey wide. It grows widor
as it descends, and is 8 feet 6 inches at the foot. This robe is much
longer than an ordinary tunic.

THE RELIC AT ARGKNTRUIL.

The relic preserved at Argenteuil bas tho following history. Gre-
gory of Tours, writing in the G6th ceutury, aays that the tunic of our
Liord was preserved at a town in Galatin, about 150 miles from Con-
stantinople. It was kopt, he snys, in & wooden chest, 1n a secrol vault
n a church dedicated to the Archangels. Thonce it was carriad to
Jaffn, to preserve it from bewy carried off by the Persians. who in-
vaded the country in 690. Gregory had these facts from the Bishop
Simeon, who visited Tours in 591.  In 694, threo patriarchs, John of
Constantinople, Gregory of Antioch, and Thomns of Jerusalem, sol.
omnly transferred the relic to Jerusalem. Twenty years later, with
the Holy Cross. it was captured by Cliosroes, King of Peraia. In 624,
the Emperor Heraclius recovered both relics, and had the Holy Coat
taken to Constuntinople. In the 8th century, the limpress lvene sent
tho IHoly Cont to the Emperor Charlemagne. ‘This Iimperor placed
the rehic in chargo of his daughter, who was a nun and Abvess of the
great religious houso at Argenteuil, 'The solenm translation of the
relic took place on the 18th of Aungust, 800. In 857 tho monastery
was taken aud Iaid in ruins by the Normans, T'he nuns before taking
to flight, hid the relic in oue of the walls, and for » long time it was
believed to have been lost. In 1156 it was refound by the Benedict-
ines who had rebwilt the menanstery. A charter was drawn out attest-
ing the discovery, and is signed by Louis VII., the clergy, and leading
members of the conrt.  In 1569 tho church was burned by the Iugu.-
enots, but the relic, preserved in u wooden chest, escaped injury. 1n
1790, fearing that tho relic would full into the hands of the Revolu.
tiomsts, the parish priest divided the relic into several portions and
gave them in charge to several of his purishioners.  When the Revo-
lution had passed over ‘n France, the chief purts of the relic were
restored to the Chiurch in Argentewtl.  In 1864, at the request of Pius
IX., a small portion of the relic was sent to Rome.  The texture of
the robe at Argenteml is of camel-Luir very finely woven, and is not
unhike canvas-  According to the testimony of the inhabitants of Ar.
gentouil, who saw the relic before it was divided, the robe was one
that would have reached below the knees, and had sleeves which
would half cover the arms. Other relics at Moscow, Venice, and else-
where, are but portions of the robe or mantle of our Lord.

THE TEMPORAL POWER.

Catnorac songresses held i Spain, France, Belgium, Germuny and
the United States witlhin the past fow mon lis have declared unequi-
vocally in favor of the restoration of the Pope’s temporal power. Re-
solutions dennunzimg the gluring robbery of the church by the bri-
gands who followed Garibaldi and Victor lmnanuel havo been passed,
and the subject is therefore recepted alimost universelly as Catholic
policy. After twenty years have elapsed the hopes entertained vy the
Italian politicians, that the Cathoiics of the world would. in time, ac-
guiesce in the looting of the Papul lands and treasures, have been
proven vain and visionary. Indeed, as time goes on the indigration
over the outrages perpotrated against the Holy Seo increnses.

"The ** unification of Italy ** was accomplished by strippimyg the Sov-
ereign Tontiff of his temporal possessions. The other nations of
Europe acquiesced in the pillage becanse they fondly hoped that the
destruction of the temporal power would tend to weaken the wmfluence
exercised by tho head of the church i spiritual mutters. They fan-
cied that they saw in the new policy of Italy the heginning of nseries
of blows which would batter down the Papacy and cripple the church.
But sone of the men who planned and plotted on this hine have since
died ; their memories ave only recalled now in detestation ; others
have been dethroned and disgraced by popular vote, while others still
are tottering on the brink of ruin.  The charch goes on with her mis-
sion uninterruptedly, her scope of Chnistian endeavor 1s increasing
daily, and the loyalty of her cluldren was never stronger or more pro-
nounced that it is to-day. ‘'This is her answer to the infidel hordo that
despoiled her.

The fuct that there has been a strong and spontancous expression
of sentiment fuvorable to the restoration of the Pope’s temporal power
in all parts of the cwvilized world is the best proof of the devotion of
the Cathiolic mllions to the cause of their Supreme Pontifi. It has
been remarkable, too, that the movement which has attained such
momentum of lute is confined almost.wholly to the ranks of the laity.
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Bomo of the best writers and thinkers smoug that section of the faith-
ful have oxpressed their views upon the subject, and, in alinost every
instance, in its favor.

This 18 the moro to be wondered at when we reflect that the spolin-
tion of the Holy Sco wac accomplishod suddoenly, and with a bratality
that almost paralyzed Catholic offort to resist it.  There waa a neces-
fary acquigseence, or rather an absence of steugglo, on the purt of the
Christinn world, and it was hardly oxpoeted thal so strong n revival
of popular interest and carnest ngitation would come to the surfaco
within a generation.  The action of the Cutholies of Spuin, Germany,
Bolgium and France, supplemented as it is by the declarntions of the
recent German Cathohie convention at DBuflulo, will, doubtless, give
an impotus to the movement which will make it a live issus for dis-
cussion at tho next convention of the Catholic bodies of the United
States.

Y LOUISE EMILY DOBRE.

Sosewnexe on the west coast of Ireland is the little white village of
Varkeely. It 18 many miles from any railway station, and the covered
ear that goes lJeismvely along the Karna Road is the chief menns of
commuuication between 1t and any kind of town. It stands on high
table-land overlooking the sea—the great mighty expunso of ocean
that lies, evor restless and always grand, with nothing-- absolutely
nothing—breaking the distance betweon those high brown cliffs and
Amorica.

Tho villagers were chicfly fisher-folk, who went down the steep road
that often wound between bracken or furze, sometimes wascut in the
rock, right dowss to tho yellow sands, and there, off the slip, were their
little boats, moored or drawn up high and dry under thoe west cliff
rock, which towered anbovo its fellows the highest of themall.

1S THE CHURCH GROWING IN AMERICA?

Ture publication of the Census Report on the estimated Catholic
population of this country hasraised the question whether the Church
15 gaining more by conversion or losing by the falling away of her own
children. The question is a difficult one, and the answer te it will
vary iu different localities. The Catholic Citizen of Milwaukee, has
been publishing a number of letters from correspondents in the North-

Western States, from which the Boston Pilot makes the fellowing in-
teresting excorpts. Awmong tho correspondents were both priests and
luymen. They included the Rov. John Gmeiner, of §t. Paul. Minn,,
woll known as anthor and theologion ; the Rev. John Conway, editor
of the Northwestern Chronielr : the Rov. 1. F. Fairbanks, rector of a
large pansh in Milwaukee, and author of n suceessful volume of travely
in the Holy Land; and Messrs, R, W. Burke, Joseph Schaefler of
Wiaconsi-. P. C. Webbor, of Xuusas, Martin 1. J. Griflin, editor of the
1. C. B. U. Jowrnal, who represont different ancestries and environ-
ments, and o diversity ot business interests.

The priests aro at one in blaming mixed marringes, misdirected so-
cinl ambition, deficienoy of religious education and—in the care of the
children of non-English speaking immigrants—neglect to tench tho
young their faith in the language of the country.

Father Gmeiner says the Churchas losing membership in Ameriea ;
but that the loss is now insigmficent in the older States in compari.
sun with what it formerly was. Some of the muin causes, as insufli-
ciency of priests and dearth of religious schools, have gradually dis-
appeared,

“ As to omigrants,’” says Frther Gmainer, ** some loso their faith
in America because they did not have much of it when they left
BEurope. As long as they lived in Lurope, they followed the crowds
on Sundays to the Catholis Church ; but on coming tn Awerica thgy
gco tho muny different churches and no customary obligation to go to
chiurch, and so they stay at home, especially if they fear to puy uny-
thing for church and school.  As a general rule, it seoms that nearly
all Catholic emigrants from Protestant countries, or countries where
they have been persecnted, remain faithful to their religion hero have,
as a rale, como from sgo-called Catholic countries, as, for instance,
Austria, and Italy. Irench-Canadians seem to do well whero there
are enough of them to to keep up a church of their own. But, as a
rule, they seem to have been spoiled by that much-lauded Canndian
or Anglican policy which makes the Stato the tax-collector for chureh
and school,”

IFFather Conway premises his answer by declanng the statement in
one of the Cahiensly memorials, that the Church in the United States
has sustained a loss of 16,000,000 members, to be silly and radically
fulse. He attributes the lussos in the past mainly to the insufliciency
of priests and the scattering of the people. DBut he adds thereupon:

“These losses are greatly oxaggerated even by houest enquirers,
who have before their minds the immense emigration from lreland
forty-five years ago, and the characteristic prolificuess of the Irish
race. They “wrget that if emigration was grent, mortality was enor-
mous. lHardships and miseries of many kinds killed off a great num-
ber of these poor people. A considerable number never settled down
into family life.”

He admits a small leakage, but protests against the alarmists who
co .nt people out of the Church for inguflicient reasens.  Small as the
leakage is, it must be accounted for and stopped.

The danger arising trom mixed marriages can be diminished by the
appheation of a wnore mtellectual Christianity.

Snobbery as a cause of loss wiil cure itself. These desertors from
the faith, as Futher Conway truly says, ** are despised by those whom
thoy join as well as by those whom they desert. Every educated
Protestant linows that a Catholic never left his Church for intellectual
reasons,”

* Offensive foreignism " in religion naturally comesin for its merited
share of blame. Ie enumerates as additional causes of lost or
weakeaed faith : the ahimost entire abgence of solid Christian litera-
ture from the aversge Cutholic home ; not being intellectually waoll
grounded in their rehgicn before leaving the old countries ; not gen-
erously teaching Christianity and the begmnings of theology in the
vernacular to the youth of this country. -

Father Fairbanks is emphatic on the danger of that particular—
and still too common—kind of worldliness on the part. of Catholics
who deprive their children of a Catholic education.

He tukes, however, a hopeful view, and assgerts that the Church is
rapidly recovering her mmfluence and power over her members in
America,

The laymen are practically unanimous on intemperance as a cause
of loss of membership to the Church.

One lay writer—a woman, we think—blames lack of activity in
Catholic Church circles for the young men and women, and conirasts
the wiser policy of tho Protestarnt congregetions in this respect.

Good musi come of this brave confession of our weak spots: for
with it, in almost every case. comes a practical suggestion of remedy.
Thoughtful and experienced people will be inclined to agree with
Father Conway that remedial work must run on high intellectual
lines. The dangers that beset the young generation are largely in-
tellectual ; less than in olden time of ** the desire of the eyes and the
pride of life ; ** but more of  the spirits of wickedress in high places.”
1t is true, then, that* a more generous culture is needed in all depart-
ments of mmnd ;" true thay** when honor and culture are united with
conscience, then thero will be very few lapsed Catholics.”

T'he responsibitity of these cultured (‘atholics will not be light, who,
having couguered place and influence, estrange themselves from their
fellow-religionists, and do little or nothing for the advancoment of the
whole body.—San Francisco Monitor,
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Ix the churches of the city on Sunday last prayers were offored up
for tho ropose of the soul of Richard Walsh, Esq., brother of His
Graco the Archhishop aud fathes of Rev. Jumes Walsh, parish priest
of Our Lady cf Lourdes church. The decensed gentleman  died
at the family residence, Mooucomn, county Kilkenny, Ireland, Much
sympathy is folt for Father Walsh, who Lad but left Ireland the week
preceding Ins father'sdeath.

Mucn comment has been made in regard to the Holy Coat now on
exhubition for veneration at I'reves, and to the position of Catholics in
regard to relics.
than the Catholic practice of the veneration of relics, and it would
bo waoll for those opposed to such principles of veneration to remember
tho following examples of accreditod facts in connection therewith :

A dead n;an was brought to life by touching the bones of a prophet
(4 Kings, or 2 Kings 18+ 20). A woman was cured by touclnng the
hem of our Lowd’s garmont (St. Matthew 9: 20), and the sick were
cured by handkerchiefs snd sprons brought from the body of St. Paul
(Acts 19: 14), and by the shadow of St. Peter (Acts 5: 14).

There 15 good and reasonable cvidence, as shown by the article
vhich we republish eleewhers 1o thus 1szue, for supposing the relics
preserved, both at Troves and Argentoml, 1o be genuine, and theretore
fit sulyects for venerution. The;Cathohe position in regard to relics
may be summed up as follows :

The genumencss of such relics rests on human or historieal evidence.
It 18 no purt of Catholic Fauth; we are not more Catholic when we
heheve n 1, or Jess Catholie when we doubt it Kuch Catholic being
freo to examine tho evidence for lnmself, and to beheve and to act
accordingly.

If a nuwber of Catholics beliove that the evidence for the genuine-
ness of a given relic is strong and ressonable, they have a perfect
right to bolieve in it, and a right of expressing their bolief by devo.
tional venoration. 1t 15 a matter of Christian liberty thac they should
have both the right and tho opportunity of doing so. 1f any one be-
heves in a relic and wishes to honour 1t, and he has reasonable
grounds for doing s0, who would be justified i interfering or hinder-
ing hum ?

Whero. then, a case has been made out with reasonable grounds in
favour of a relie, the Church gives hor sanction that an opportunity of
venerating 1t bo aflorded to the faithful, and in such veneration she

¥aw things are more Scriptural or more historical -

dircots and cxXprosses thoit levotion. Were she to do otherwise, sho
would be tranunelling the spiritual liberty of hor childroen.

Morcover, as the honor paid to a ralic is relative end not absolute,
and has for its true and final objecs the person of whom it is the relic,
such honor remains a good and religious work quite independently of
any question of the authenticity of the relic on account of which it
is givon. Thence the acts of devotion thus elicited are fittingly on-
couraged and rowarded by Indulgences, without involving thereby
any infallible guarantee of the relics authenticity.

Tho subjoined passoge from tho pastoral issued by tho Bishop of
Troves, in regaid to the celobration of the Holy Coat is fully withmn
these premises as will readily be scen by the following quotation :—

+ Perhaps you will ask me, my brethren, whether the veneration of
the holy relic which our Cathedral possesses be founded on fact, wai2-
ther we must acknowledgd it to be the coat without seam which our
Lord Jesus Christ wore upon earth. 1 think it is my pastoral duty
to answer this question to the best of my knowledge and conscience.
First of all, we must remember that in this case there is no quesiion
at all of an articlo of faith. It i3 true a Catholic, unless his faith has
suffered shipwreck, mugt not doubt in the least that we owe venera
tion to the relics of our Saviour and of the Saints, and thut wo justly
vonerate theso relics.  But when therois a question about the authen-
ticity of a certain relic in particular, then overybody is perfectly free
to form hig opinion on sound and reasonable arguments. A Catholic
who, wantonly and without grave reasons, doubts or rejects the auth-
enticity of u certain relic, may appear arrogant or irroverent, but he
is not for that to be considered erring in faith. The uuthenticity ot &
relic, like any other lustorical fact, 1s founded and proved on the tes:
timony of man. 'I'ne authenticity of no relic, be 1t the most eniinent
of the oldest Church in Christendom, falls under any precept of Uatho-
lic taith.”

His Lordship then referred tothe decreeofthe Council of Trent, which
strictly forbids the_public exinbition or veneration of wny relic until
its authenticity has been vouched for by a decision based on the tes-
timony of pious and loarned men, and showed how tuig con-
dition had been abundantly verified in the case in question by the con®
stant traditions of his See, and the witness of the most saintly and en-
lightened of his preaecessors.

MORAL AND RELIGIOUS ASPECT OF IRELAND.

Tus is the title of » lecture delivered for the delectation and edifi-
cation of the Protestants of Toronto, by the Rev. R. Crawford John-
gon, in the Eln street Methodist Chiurch on Tuesduy night of last
week. The Rev. R. C. (not Homan Cacholic) Johnson is a preacher of
some pretensions, and for a Methodist is reputed of more than aver-
age intelligence. Whether the Rev. R. C. hails fresh and green
from Ireland, as the scene of his evangelical labours, and came to
Toronto, like his namesake of Ballykilbeg, to be livnized for his ultra
Protestant intolerance, or has been merely travelling thero of late as
a tourist, for the benefit of his precious hoalth, we cannot say. All
wo know of him is through the report of his lecture which appeared in
the Ma#l of the 23rd ult.

It is quite the thing now-a-days, for those so-called ministers of the
gospel, or those clerical exquisites, who want to cut a dash, who
have some startling, gaudy ecloquence for exhibition, o come
to Toronts, and there pour it out, tarontino {like a torrent), on
poor unfortunate Catholics. In this city the torrent of the no-popery
cry is suro to flow freely ; and hence here, to u lurge extent, the prin-
ciple is held, that any statement to the detriment of Catholics is
worthy of credit in proportion to its improbabiiity, and that those
things said of them, which could not by any possibility have hap-
pened, are sure to be true.

Yowrver, there is nothing newor original in these discourses, noth-
ing but what hus been stated thousands and thousands of times. Is
thero anything new or original in telling us that Cathohes have no
Bible, that they adore images, and put Christ in the back ground, &c.
Why, every Protestant worthy of the name in this enlightened age, is
so familiar with these facts that it scoms silly to repeat them. What
need of bringing great pulpit orators from Ireland and Scotland to
impart this information, when o park spouter can give it just as well,
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if the civic uuthorities only allow him to do so. A park sponter
_may not possess the accomplishments to slander ng elegantly or judi.
ciously g tho ministers ; his langunge may be more objectionnble, bo-
cause obscene, but hus style is more vigorons and lus entortainments
more picluresquo.

w - There is a fortupo for the ninisters in this kind of business, and
falschood has always been the indispunsuble condition of their imponch-
ments, it is the indispensable weapon wherewith they enconnter the
enemy whom they attack. Calumuy is the portion of Cacholics. If
the Church is to be argued with at all it cunnot be now, us formerly,
with brute force, but calumny. «Lhe lion rends his prey and gives no
reason for doing so, but the Protestant parson caunot inculeato hatred
of hig Catholic neighbour without nssigning some reason.  If he has
good reasons, ull right ; if not, he must do the Sest he can.  Mr. John-
gon taku: n fair enough view of most of the topics ho touches, till ho
e 8 to gpenk of the Catholic Church in Ireland. But he entertnins
the hope that Romuan Cutholics will bo converted to Protestantism.
**Thoe Catholic people,” he says, ** are now claiming to use their own
judgment in religious ag well as in political matters.””  + Toaid them,
these things are wanted—Bibles, Colpurteurs, and Bvangelists. Prac-
tically there is no Bible among the Roman Catholics. No Biblein their
schools, no Bible generally in their homes. Thero are millions us ig-
norant ot the Bible in Ireland us o ihe Vedus. IfIreland isto be
saved it must have the Bible.”” Surely they havo the Biblein Belfast,
and this is whav Mr. Johnson himself says of that Protustant city.
“ Belfust i duomed and drenched and dumned by intemporanca.” 1t is
a wonder that he mado that admission, but he apparently, un.
wittingly, here let the cat out of the bag. Is the Bible
a failure there? Surely the Church of Rome is not depriving the
English people of the Bible, and what is the state of things there 9
That a large percentago of the population is sodden with drink, steeped
in vice, eaten up by every socinl and physical malady, while ignorance,
poverty, aud irreligion, prevail toan cxtent o” which there is no con-
ception, in Ireland. In the city of uondon, where the Queen, the head
of the Protestant roligion, has her headquarters, there is not even
church accomriodation for one-tenth of the Protestant populntion (in-
cluding infidels who also protest) and only a small fraction of this one-
tenth over darken a church door. Thisis what an open Bible has done
for them. This is the glorious liberty, the glorious freedom from all
rehigious belief, from all religious restraints,it has produced for them,
This i3 how they take the parsons at their word, when the parsons tell
them that every one iato think for himselfin matters of religion. Hence
they stay at home and let the parsons talk to empty pows, except of
course when some sensation on the abominations of Romanism ison
the tapis.

What 1s the meaning claimed of thinking for oneself n matters
of religion ?  1f God has taught a religion we must accept it, we must
believe it. There isno alternative, unless we act like Protestants, and
think for ourselves as to whether we should believe God ornot. The
Gatholic behotes what God has taught, simply because God has taught
it, throngh I1s church to which was said, ** He who hears you, hears
Me.” DBut smce every Protestant fecls himself infallible in inter-
preting the Scriptares, and smco every one of them has the right and
the talout too to make the Bible ugree with his view, 1t follows thay
e hue the night to refuso to believe, perhaps, what God has taught.
The scctarian pride and self-sufficicncy of these people is so great that
they fancy that God should submit His revelation to the confersnce or
vestry meeting for approval. Surely this principle of thinking for
oneself 1~ 1ehigrous matters of religion 1s the greatest discovery of
modern times.

This kind of language, tlus phraseology, this cant of claiming the
right to exercise one’s judgment on God's teaching, is so ridiculous
that only Protestant absurdity could conceive it. Hence the
people among the sects determine their faith and worship, select, sus-
tain, or dismiss their own religious teachers. They who are to be
taught judge him who is to teach, and say whether he teaches them
truth or falsehood. The patient directs the physician what to pre-
scribe. This is the theory adopted by Protestants generally m this
country. If he teaches to suit them, well and good]; if he crosséssnone
of their wishes, enlarges their numbers, and thus lightens their taxes
and gratifies their pride of sect, also well and good ; if not, he must

olsowhere seok o flock to feed. Rev. Jolin MoNeill says to a Toronto
audionco, ** Hunt out tho priests.”” The priosts teach, and have ~
somothing to teuch, but if it is true that every one is to bo his own
teacher, what need of Rev. John MeNeil or Rev. Mr. Johngon ? On
this theory, people need no teachor but the Bible,  If they think their
discourges in Poronto were needed to oxcite distrust and hatred of
Catholics, they are mistnken.

Rov. Mr. Johnson should have porceived that other Protestants at
least have tho Bible just as well as he, and yet overy one of them
draws w different Christinnty from it It wounld]seem as if Almighty
God Himself wave sorely puzzled to know what will g1it enlightened,
modorn Protestants. But this is only another way of saying that
Bible Christinnity, of all fullacies, is the most trangparent. ‘The fallacy
consisting in this, that no professedly Bible Clivistian over really
takes the Bible for his authority. \What he really takes is himself.
So that the Bible to him means veally,  my 1nterpretation of the
Bible, not yours.” Lake, for example, the two great representatives
of Protestantism who have been recently doing ‘Torouto. Rev. Mr,
MeNeil, being o Presbyterian finds in the Bible, according to the Cou-
fession of Iaith, chap. b, art. 8, that ** By the decree of God, for the
munifestation of Uis glory, some men and angels are predestined into
everlagiing life, and others forcordnined to everlusting death.” The
Rov. Mr. Johnston being o Methodist, finds in the Scriptures the
very contradictory. Now what are the young people of Toronto
who have not made a special study of theology or Seripture to think
of these contradicvicns on the purt of those whom they ure tanght to
look to as the very champions of Protestintisar ®  Well, they will
naturally think that as long as there was nothing certanin about what
God does teach or does not teach, that there is no need of their con-
cerning themselves mush about this business called religion, and as
long as they pay to tho collections it isall right, otherwise religion is a
sham, Of course, under these circumstances and from the force of
prejudice 1t will never oceur to these young people that there is such
a thing as truth or consistency in religion, and hunce they become in-
fidels. Least of all, from their tratning, does it occur to them to look
to the Cathohic Church for anything but ignorance and superstition.
This is truly deplorable, for religious truths and religious restraints
are needed no less now than in any other age, but for nll that, this ig
what passes, a3 a matter of course, as the fashionable religion of the
age, and moro the pity, anything but popery.

But Rev. Mr. Johnson hag hopes that the Catholics of Ireland will
be converted to Protestantism. Converted from the Catholic Church
to Protestuntism ! And what 1s that, pray 2 There is no man living
can tell what Protestantism 18. Leave the Catholic Church, the
Church of Christ and Iis Apostles, the Church of St. Patrick and all
the great saints und doctors, for the religion of lenry VI, and
Blizabeth, to embrace one of the jurring sects! They may well say,
with a fellow-countrymau—wsho in the time of the Soupers was driven
by starvation of hunself and fawmily, to spostatize—Good bye Al-
mighty God.

Gomng into the little chapel where he was accustcaed to assist at
the Holy Sacrifice of the Muss on Sundays, this poor man prostrated
himself before the altar and asked Almighty God in advance to
pardon the formal apostacy he was about to make, and on retiring ho
exclaimed ¢ Good-bye Almighty God ! He knew what this kind of
conversion involved and what led toit, for in those days apostacy was
the condition of obtaining relief. This is one way of accounting for
the falling away of many bearing Irish Catholic names, such as Me-
Carthy and O'Brien, who are now the bitterest enemies of the creed
and country of their fathers. They sold their Lirthright of faith for
which their forefathers had suffered martyrdom, for a mess of pottage.

Another porvert being examined on oath on what grounds he re-
nounced Popery, answered : On the grounds of eight hundred acres
of the best land in Munster. Apostacy was the condition of retain-
ing his eight hundred acres. It was by conditions like thess and
brute force, not by distributing Bibles, that converts were muue of
the poor Irish. But they were not all converted. Far from it. Tho
great majority of them resisted the fearful pressure that was used to
grind them to atoms, and with a fidelity, proof egainst every trial, thoy
have kept the faith of their fathers. Invincible amid sufferings they
have been invineible in faith.  But. says Mr. Johuson, * If Ireland is
to be saved, that is, mdde Protestant, it must be by the Bible,” Mr.
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Jolmson knows, or ought to know, thut Protestants have never been
able to make any headway against the Catholic Chureh by arguments
druwn either from Scripture or reason, or from both combined, and,
in fact, thoy never relied on them. Protestantism owes whatever
Bendway it has made to its appeals to the vilest passions of humanity,
and the liberty i granted of giving theso passions full pluy, they owe
it to the seenlar power, and to thu physical furce entployed to enforco
thie most iniquitous penal laws against Catholics.  It-never could haveo
gained a foothold in any country had it not been able first to win over
tho civil magistrate, by fostering his uuchristinn  tendencies and
panderimg to his unchristinn appetites and passions.  What it is able
to do by Seripture and reason, we can sec 1n the utter barrenness of
Protestant snissions mmnong the heathen.  In Ireland aa in this coun-
try, though Protestants control the government, yel the conscious-
ness of their inability to maintain themselves against Catholics, were
they once to loose that rontrol, is seen in the frantic efforts of their’
lenders, to keep Catholies from obtaining the share of political power
w which they are entitled by their equal rights as citizens.  They
feel instinctively that wero they once deprived of their political as-
cenduncy, though allowed ample freedom to profess and practice their
religion (that 15, if rehigion 1t 18, or if there is anything to profess or
practice in 1ty they would hiave no power to sustain themselves and

—

Catholics of Ireland were to procure Bibles, and suppose that, accord-
ing to Mr. Jolhmson's hopes, tho Insh were to bLecome Protestants
through reading the Bible, which of the innumarable sects would they
be likely to embrace ?

Suppose the Irish were to jom the Unitarinus, who deny the doc-
trines of tho Trmity, and the Divinity of Christ, how would that sui_l.z
Mr. Johnson a8 good sound Protestanism ?  Anything at all will suit
the parsons, even the denying of the existence of God, provided it is not
Catholicity. It may be thought that this is too hard, but it is not
When wus there such a cry raised in Toronto agninst seculurists,
who are numerous, as is every week heard against Catholics.  Where
is tho organization to exclude infidels from holding any oflice of em-
olument guch as there is against Catholics,  What exlubition of pre-
judice is there agamnst infidels or free-thinkers? Nouneat all! Can
so much be said in regurd to Catholics ?

And so Rev. R. Crawford Johnson hag come to tell the enlightened
people of Toronto of his hope for the conversion of thie Irish people to
Protestantism. And now it will be in order for the highly intelligent
people of Toronto, who know what a rare blessing it 13 to have the
Bible, and its meaning too, (as can be seen by the beautiful variety of

These bigots claimed that
they roust not teach their children according
to the Roman Catholic doctrine, but must hand
the children over to them to be taught, to
which His Grace made reply m an emphatic
manuer, *¢ No, sir, we willnotdo thet.” They
were present asserting their rights.  They were
citizens, and ingisted that no man shouldinler-
fere with them. They were present as men sat-
tacked, and they would repel the attack by the
blessing of Jesus Christ. Every school was a
fortress not for war but for peace. They equip-
ped them at their own expense to strengthen
the civil and religious liberty which they de-
mand should not be talen from them by fede-
rations or powers, The edifice will cost $12,-

a scheme by which a Catholic university will
be established here.

The Hotel-Dien, of Abbeville, France, has
Just celebrated the ‘s dinmond wedding ' in
religion of one of 1ts nuns, Sister Saint Pierre.
T'he ceremony was hououred by the presence of
the Bishop of Amicens. In presence of many
clergy and m a chiurch full of people, thir
religious of eighty-five, read in a clear, firm
voice the formulary of her religious vows.
Seventy-five yoars of her life had been passed
in tending the sick.

...The German LEmpress has given a donation
of ten thousand marks (£500) towards the eree-
tion of the new orgun of the Church of St.
Sebastinn, now in course of «rection in Berhn,
The parish priest, in making the announce-
ment, says it is not the first proof her Majesty
hag given of the interest she takes in the sadly
needed increase of church accommodation for
the Cutholics in the Prussian capital.

. Father Anderson, 0.8.A., who is well
known in Wexford, Ircland, has just been ap-
powited to go to Australa for the purpose of
collecting funds for the rebwilding of St.
Patrick's church in Rome. A more adimrable
choice could not have been made, for e is a
man of extruordinary energy and wonderful
capacity as an organizer. le¢ was until re-
cemly Prior of Fethaid, Coumy Tipperary,
but at the Jast meeting of the Chapter he was
appointed Prior of the Lamerick House.

...While preaching at the pfternoon services at
5St. Carice’s cathedral recently, Rev. Canon
Carleton, A.M., suddenly expired in the pul-
pt.  Tho suddenness of the event caused the
most profound sensation among the congrega-
tion. It wasat first thought that the reverend
gentlenan had only fuinted, butit soon be-
came known that the worst had happened. The
deceased hind not been 1n very good health for
soue tune past, aad 1t was agamst the advice
of lus friends that he drove to the cathedrul to
preach.

...The Very Rov. Leopold Waczkarz. lately
elected Supcrior General of the Cistercian
Order, 18 cighty-one years of uge.  He was for-
merly vicar-general of the province of Austro-
Hungary, which has thirteen monasteries. The
Order hus cstablishinents elso in Italy, Frauce,
Belgium, Switzerland, Ireland, England, and
Awenics, in Germany as yet it has only the
newly clected Abbey of Marienstatt aud ‘some
communities of Sisters. A movement is on
foot to found a house of this austere sisterhood
in the United States.

-.Under the heading ** The Health of Cardi-
nal Mamung,” the following letter from Canun
Johnson, secretary to the Cardmnal-Archinshop,
eppears in a late number of the Pall Mall Ga-
zette .— Under the above heading your issue
of to-day states that, the medical advisers of
the Cardinal having forbidden him to take anv
active part in the duties of his office, it lias
been decided to clect immediately a coadjutor,
and that soveral names have been submitted ta
the Pope. In reply to these statewents, 1 beg
that you will allow me to nake known, by your

insertion of this letter, that they are withaut
foundation.™

...The Cardinal Archhishop of Paris has issned
a circular to the clergy and the faithful of his
diocese. calling upon them to transant to him
all the writings, letters, etc., that may be ac-
cessible of the following servants of God, the
process of whase beatification is to bo formally
troduced by the Haly See . The Abbe Olicr,
founder of the Sulpitians; the Abbe Mogze,
priest of the Seminary of Forcign Missions and

founder of the Sisters of Providence; Bishop
Guenot, of Metellopolis ; and the missionuries
Neel, Neron, and Venard, who suffered martyr-
dom in Cochin China, Tonkin, and China. A
life of the last nnmed, tranglated from the
French by Lady Herbert, was pubiished o fow
years ago by the Cathulic Pablication Society
Co. 1t is u book of thriliing interest.

...The London lady who, under the pen nanme
of ** John Law," haa ncquired considerable re-
putation as a writer on sociul questions, re-
cently eent a letter to the Pall Mall Gazette,
contradicting a roport that she had joined tho
Salvation Army. Sho says:

* If [ beeame a member of any religious or-
ganization, it would be the Catholic Church,
because Curdinal Manning has beev so good to
me, and I think 1t would please him. But, in
the words of Ilis Eminence : ** To become n
Catholic has only one legitimate motive—belief
inthe truth.  Withont that I would not receive
you intothe Church.” "

...The newspapers of Lima, Peru. contam ela-
borate nccounts of the removal of the remains
of Fraucisco Pizarro, wlio led the conquest of
Pern, from a vault under the altar of the Cathe-
dral at Luna to the chapel of the Viceroys in
the sauwme butlding. The remains were sub-
Jected to & careful examination, and the body
was found to be admurably preserved. The
Peruvian Mail refers to the matter as follows:
¢ The two hands and all the toes with the ex-
ception of two are missing. Bul this is evi-
dently due to peculations by visitors to the
Cathedral, which were facilitated by the body
having been kept in an open coftin.  All the
signs of wouunds received Ly Pizarro during
his lifetime are distuictly visible, one bemng in
the ncck, one on the arm, and another in he
head, the latter being an widentation which is
said to have been caused by n blow aduunis-
tered with a silver jug full of water. The body
is one metre and 75 centimetres in lenath.
The doctors in charge of the body aro of the
opinion that at the tune of his death Pizarro
was at least soventy years of age.” The Natian,
of Lima, commenting upon the state in which
the remains wers discovered, after referring to
the fact of their having been found in an open
coftin, says that it is well known that Mzurro
was buried in complete annor, and wonders
how the authorities can consent to receive the
remains m their present condition. The
IDhario, of Lima, explaining the absence of the
armor. says that it was taken out of thecoffin,
and put on cxhibition in the musenm fornmerly
existing in the headquarters of the artillery at
Santa Catalia, and was stolen by the Chilinns
when thev entered Lima. On the other hand,
Ricardo Palma, in the ‘omercio, declares thay
Pizarro was buried without his armor, his ass.
assins not giving him timeto putiton. Palma
adds that the remsins were given sepulchre in
areat haste, in order to prevent the body being
dragged through the streets. The ceremony
of transferring the remains to the chiapel of the
Viceroys was very impressive. Diffcrent pub-
lic bodies attended officially. The big Cathe-
drel was filled with visilors, and speeches were
made by Senor Manuel A. Fuentes, Mayer Re-
voredo, the Spanish Minister, aud Monsignor
Tovar.
