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FAI'TH AND PHILANTHROPY.

Some thoughts rrom « striking lecture given by Father Ryan at St. Peter's church
last Snuday evening. )

Waxt of faith is the radical defect of modern philanthropy in its
well-meaut offorts to elovate the masses and help the poor. * With-
out faith,” says St. Paul, * it is impossible to please God.” And
without faith, says experience, it 18 impossible to eflectually l_lelp
man. This faith that pleases God and helps man is divine faith.
Divine faith 1s tho belief of man in God, or the belief of man in
man a8 one of the mysteries of God. This faith is called divine be-
causge God igits origin and end. It comes from God and leads to God.
{t is beyond wman's nature and must come from above. It is beyond
man's unaided action, as it takes hold of the infinite. Because it is
beyond nature in it origin it must be infused. Becauso its object 13
God it is called theological. Though this virtue or habit cannot be
acquired by acts, 1t may be increazed by exercise when supernaturally
infused. Though God is the direct and immediate object of divine
faith, man, as an object of this sawme divine virtue, is not excluded.
Indeed the resson the second great precept, ** Thou shalt love
thy neighbour,” 15 like to the firgt, * Thou shalt love the Lord
thy God,” is precigely this, that the motive for loving, and, in a 2z
tain sense, the object loved is in each case the same, and that is, God.
But the God that is loved is not seen ; He is believed. He is seen by
the blessed in heuven, seen as Ilo is in Himself, and hence, in heaven
faith i3 imposgible. He i3 scen in His image oa earth, and beuce it
is that hife on earth is 8 life of Mith and merit, the only life
worth living. As the God that is lelieved in on earth is nnt
seen, the proper object of faith is the invisible. The only
object of modern philanthropy is the visible, the surface of things
that appear. It believes in what it sees and feels, the nutural, sensi.
ble, tangible, und so its science is what is called ** positive,”” and its
action what is called “practical.” Tlus rpositive, practical, science,
under the form of Humunitarianism is fast becoring the religion of
the day. It is the latest heresy, or rather it is the logical and com-
pound result of all the hevesies. It is the religion of literature,
science and art. It s very attractive, und very dangerous, but it won't
do. It fails evarywhere, but fails most where it should succeed best,
if it could suzcced anywhere, in its care of the poor. Beaing emin-
ently * practical ** 1t looks to the prasent, takes hold of the tangible,
sets to work at what it sees. It considers the masses, but has not
time to think of men, especially does it not stop to think of every in-
dividual man. I8 it quite sure there is no poverty that does not ap-
pear ? Is there no poverty of the mind and soul and heart? Man
is not all matter. e is not a machine, not even an eating machine,
mucl: less is he a part of the big maclhine, caulled the State. The
1nasses are not so many clods to be put out of the way of the car of
social progress. Nor are men even cogs to help the car in its onward
and upward course by being kopt clean and bright and well fed with
oil. You may make and break a machine, use and abuso it; you
may even admire it. But there is one thing you cannot do; youcan-
not reverepce1t. Now this ig the very first thing you must do with
a man if you would help him to any purpose. You must go down on
your knees, if you would stand him upon his feet again a living sonl.
But why should T go down on my knees tca man, and tc & poor msn,
a worthless man, to # man who has brought poverty, and ruin und
shame on himself and others. The only reason under heaven for so
domg is because I see in that man the creator or the Christ. But
have you no faith in Humanity, says Mr. Frederic Harrison, the hugh
priest of the * positive.” Not a particle. Humanity even with u big
H is a humbug.  You may talk about 1t, write about it, rave about it,
laugh ut it about the best thing to do with it ~but there is one
thing you cannot do - you cannot love it. And@ unless our practical
philanthrophist brings reverence and love with him in his visits to the
poor ho hiad better stay home with Hunanity, and give up trying to
help human beings who have hearts and souls. But is it sufficient to
consider tho poor heartz and souls and call on your purse of brotherly
love to do your whole duty to the poor? It 13 not. The most
dangerous side of modern philanthropy, of the religion off Humanity,
is its merely sentimental side, as wnay be seeu in Mr. Drummond’s

defective and very dangevous teaching. He says the grestest thing in
the world is love, and he professes to speak of the last of St. Baul's
trinity of theological virtues.

But the love of which Mr. Drummond speaks may be love without
faith, and whatever such love may be, it is certainly not the grentest
thing in the world. Once it was * faith alone ** now it is * lovo
alone.” Each is an error. As faith without love 18 dead, so love
without faith never began to live us it ought. Love without faith 1y
modern philanthropy at best. The atheistic revolution of the last
century gave to the world a trinity without God. ‘The religious and
agnostic revolution of to-day would iuvent a unity without God, und
ask the cinldren of men to worghip humanity. It is guite true human
nature is worthy of highest worship, but only the human nrwre that
is hypostatically united to the Second Person of the adorable ‘I'rn.
ity, the etornal word of God. It is alsu and consequently true, that
because the Sou ¢f God took to Himself the natuve ef man, all men
are destined and called to become children of God. And it is becanse
He who made His own the nature of all, is pleased to be represen-
ted in the porson of ench, that divine fuith 13 necessary to make plul-
anthropy effective. These are merely the first principles of Chns
tianity ; but i is well for Catholics to remember them now, when they
are denied or ignored in pulpit and press called Christinn. It wonld
be well, too, that our Catholic charitable und beneficial societies should
take as their motto that text of the inspired teacher of soc.al science.
** Blessod is he who understandeth concerning the needy and the poor.”
Hoe is not called blessed who tlks about the poor or writes nbout the
poor, or even prenches about the poor. Nor egain is he called blessed
who gives to the poor. But only he who by divine faith understunds
the problem of poverty. while by divine charity he endeavors to solve
it.  The inspired economist confirms his teaching by a simple appenl
{0 the Inst great dny : —

* Blessed is the man who understandeth concerning the needy and
the poor, for the Lord will deliver him on the last grent day.”” Wy
huve it on the highest authority that on that duy Faith will stund on
the right to receive the blessing, philanthropy on the left to bo with-
ered with » curse,

Ireland, he wan o rebel agmnst the Church estublishwent in Irelund.
but ak to the other extreme measures he fuvored at that time, what
mnn of forty need blush for the errors of twenty unless he continues
m them,"

A. Macdonald crossed the House and atmdst the deafemng plandits
of both sides shook the gifted speaker by the hand.  And afterwards
upon the occasion of McCee's melancholy death S George Cartier
wishes he had the magie tongne of the dead to o justice to Ins llus.

Another says, © If you can magime mght without sturs or wmoon,
day without sun, you can then form anidea of the Houge of Comnmons
without the presence of Thomas D'Arey MceGee.”  Sull another
phrase do we get of McGes i the House, ** 1t was observed that he
was 1 rostless quiz, an ndroit master of satire and the most active of par-
tisau sharpshooters.  That Mr. MeGee always seemed to be, in spite
of hinsaf, vither miselievious or playful, and regardless alike of the
place or the occasion, ho appeared to be seized with un irresistible
impulse to seatter about him an uncomfortable kind of melo- Iramatic
spruy, which occassionally drifted and thicker.ed into a ram of search-
mg. wmfectious, comic banter which as a matter of course, amidst roars
of lnughter would drown resson, logic and speech in a tlood of ox-
uberant fun.*”

As a wnler McGoee ranks among tho foremost litlerateurs of the
day. His prose works, icluding under this head sll the productions
as au essayist and aditor, a correspondent and a historian, are admir
ablo 1 thetr clearness, unpressive in ther style, and acceptable in
thuir utility of purpose. ** The Cathiolic tistory of Awmorica.” ** The
Irish Reformation ” and +* Th> Jesuits * are song the fizst, but s
*» History of Ireland " is his Cher d'orurre. It is admittod to be the
most reliable of Inish hastortes i our hibraries, whicli probably is owing
to the anthor being absent from the scene of personal strfe, therefore
able to wnte an unbiased account of that country’s wany colored
history.

But the love for the beautiful existing m every humun breast, makes
us listen with greater sympathy to the soul of D'Arcy McGee singing
the sweet, tene songs of lus heart in the poe ry that though other ton
der thoughts cling around them, breathes but two—-his church and g

+ The tand of faith, the land of prace

The land of Erin's auncient race."

Mr MeGee's personal uppesrance 18 familine to all ; the heavy dark
fuce almost African m type, and loosely built figure of medium hoight.
I'he hiead so grand in ats proportions, thai after his death the scienti-
fically curtons proved it outweighed the bram of ather men that in
life were sccounted of more than ordimary alnlity.  But that face lost
ull its heaviness at the lirst words of the owner's singularly sweet,
tloxible voice. '

He was named after his god-father, Mr. Thomas 1" Arey, and there
is an amuring ncrdent related of Mr. McGee bemg on lus way from
Toronto to Hamilton after delivering a great lecture, when the train
door tlew open aud o newsboy's chieery veice called out, * Duly
Leader, great speeeh by Darky MeGee”  All the way ap the car he
shouted ** the great speech by Durky MeGee ™ and when pussimg the
end seat Mr. Metiee quietly murmared, ** Soften it boy, soften 1"

I'here 18 one stain on McGice's memory that his friends would fumn
forget, and that 19 his callousness the time of the Alwyurd trinl, anl
when an manatmad death closed his own life, there were those who
snid ** He had followed swiftly on his track, the Alwyards were
revenged.”

I eonsequence of Mr. Mceliee's outspoken condenmmation of the
Fenian Luvasion of Canada the net was drawing tighter and tighter
aronnd him.  He had seen Ireland destroyed by secret societies, and
now saw in the wily Yankee o.gamzer a scheme to turn the money of
the poor working girl into their own pocket. Ile saw the Irish in
Canudu protecteld by the very laws that these men would have them
put at defiance, 1nd he dotermined to do all in his power to right lus
wisgmded countrymen.

In 1867, after one of tho most hotly contested elections of the tine,
Mr. MeGee was elected in Montreal East in opposition to Mr, Develin,
an Insh Cutholie.

He touok his sent in the first parlinment held after confederation, and
though his body was weakened by iliness and his mind disturbed by the
repeated threats of the Fenian fuction directed by the political boodler,
he contnved in the disebarge of his duties.  But it scemed us if he
kuew that sconer or later hemust pay the pennity of dving right, for lus
later writings and speeches are prophetic of his coming doom, and our
vyes becomne dim us we hear the great heart of the man sadly asking,

* When cometh the long mght, starieas and endless
I'ie bed without dreaming, the cell without gyre.”

The Sunday previous to his death with hig accustome? piety he
recerved Holy connunion, the Viatienm it proved, and the last ucts
of hig life was for lreland, ng fannly, and s adopted country.

He wrote n powerful letter to Lord Mayo, to remedy theills of
Irelund, and Gladstone pays tributeto it by speaking ** Of a prophetic
vaico from the dead comung from boyond the Atlantic.”” I'lien a let-
ter to lus beloved daughter,

 If wishes were power, if worde were apells
1'd be this hour where my own love dwells,”

And the last speech before the House, wliere, by his bulliane gfts
of mind and tongue, he had taught the Canadian people to righuly
estimate the qualities of the Irich race, is full of peace and brotherly
love to tho young confedsration, especially the maritime provinces,

But before the Irishman’s letter to the English Peer had reached
its destination, before the tender father's mnessage of love had reached
his child, before the Canadwun statesinun’s eloquent words had been
set in type for the morning paper, the cowardly assassin had done his
work.

After parting from his friend Mr. McFarlane, D'Arcy McGee tarned
up Sparks St., Ottawa, where his boarding house, kept by & Mra.
Trotter. atood. As his foot was on the first step he was fatally shot
by Patrick William Whalen, believed to be an emissary of the
Fenians.

Hou. Thomas D'Arcy MceGee was tendered a state funeral, and
anudst all honours he was buried in Mount Royal cemetery, Montreal.
We close this sketeh by his own Jdeeply meaning words.

Our age, romarks Cantu, styles
1itgolf hiberal, and yet it bases 1ty constitutions or the inviolability,
or rather the iufalhibility, of rulers, and 1t rages at the thought of
thair responsibility to a spirtual power for thew acts.  ** Qur agno-
rant ancostors saw nfullibility only tn that Church with whom Chnist
promised to abide forever. ‘They thought that the Church possessed
the right of watching the conduct of rulers, of correcting their ss,
and of punishing their contumacy.  The wisdom of to-day, 1 ordar to
balunee power, introduces a loyal veto, and u refusal on the part of
parlinment to vote the budget, and the Chambers not only call the
ministers to account for their admiunistration, but sometumes pretend
to chinnge dynastics and to send kings to the seaffold or into eatle.
Terms have changed , the substance of things remains,  In the days
of Gregory no one had heard the maxim that ordinary morality and
equity should not regulate govermment affatrs.  Then  and letat ba
noted by those who believe that liberty was born only yesterday 1o
man was born a king . he was elected a king, and ment was a condr-
tin of his election.  Kimgs were not desputs at that time, but were
restrained by tho assemblies of the nation ; and the supreme anthonty
of the Pupe was acknowledged not unly by the canon but by the civil
law."

Much has been said of the violent disposition of Gregory VII. Bos-
suet descants upon this idea unto nausea, and even Yoigt scems to
accept the notion, and to apologize for his hero by aaying that * every
great man 18 violent, heavy blows are uecessary to force an 1dea upon
the world.”  'This may be true of human ideay, and m tho cnse of
those great men who are nothing more than men.  Bat onr Pontafl
was something move than a great man: he wasa samt,  Powerful
bMows he cortainly did strike, but the sweetness of the Fternal Lamb
was nover abseot in his severity. e wielded the reforming sword
13 probubly no one has ever wielded it; but hu ever withheld the blow
when the guily wanifested repentance.  Suporficial historians merely
regard the exconununications and definitive depositions pronouunced by
Giregory VIL . they say nothing of the four hundaed letters addressed
to the wicked men who were ravaging the Christinn world—pathetic
exhortations to return to God and His justice.  But woll-instructed
writers, from Baronio down to Mabillon, permit no doubt as to the
gentlencss of our Saint. Mabillon credits him with a proneness to
«lemency rather than sgeverity.” Awnd Natahs Alexander, by no
means tao favorably dispused to Gregory, says that ** lis tendencies
wero townrds mildness.”  However. reforming Pope as he pre-emin-
ently was, the imldness of St. Gregory V1. does not impress the or-
dinary obgerver so torcibly as does his stern determination to actuate
the design he had formed even m s early youth.  The very mdepen-
dence and pre-eminence of the Church were but cansequences of the
reformation which he was bound to effect, and to effect from within.
As monk, be performed s task 1n his monastery of St. 'nul's; as
archdescon and chancellor, he began the good work m the pontificates
of Gregory V1., St. Loo IX., and Victor I1., of whose ¢lections he was
the cause, and to its completion he dedicated every pulsation of his
heart. He died in emle, but his work was accomplished.

SELI.-ELECTED PROPHET.

Prizor: Micugn is the latest solf-cleeted prophet in the mis-
sionary ficld of evangelical labour. e was born in the county
of Elgin, a fow miles south of the city of St. Thomas, received u
liberal education in the common school of that section, and was
trained up in Methodist piety and a fair knowledge of holy
Serivture. It was revenled to him, however, that he wasa chosen
rrophet, destined by God to introduce a now worship and a new
religion into the world: so that allbmen shall be duly prepared
for the coming of Christ, when the Iast trumpet shall be heard
enlling the nations te judgment.  Prince Michael, who is wmar-
ried man. in company with his botter half started out on his tour
of evangelisation ; und hy his apparent enrnestness and magnetic
influence had very soon gathered around him a large number of
diseiples, and among them several young women, of nervous
character and weak constitutions.  These were lured away from
their homes by the falso promises held out for their future enjoy-
ment of henvenly contentment and all earthly happiness.  Some
of them, who have been reseued by fond pavents from the hands
of the prophet, have since declared that they were wholly unable
to resist the faseinntion of the man, and that his power over them
was as mysterious as it was irvesistible.

His lawful wife, however, was soon neglected for a fairer daw-
sel, Bliza Courts by nawme, for whosa he entertained a spirjtual
aftinity ; and now he is in durance vile, charged with the erime
of adultery and desertion of the woman he had sworn to love,
honour, and protect. His conduet and that of his disciples,
bath male and fomale, has been a eause of scandal and publie
offense to the citizens of Detroit, who are determined to cast out
the foul brood from their midst.

Eliza Courts when interviewed stated that whatever happened
between her and Prince Michael, whose family name is Mills,
was all done for the glory of God und by his commands.  * 1
saw him, she suid, and felt deeply for him when he cried out,
“its coming.' He threw himself down, pulling his beard, and
I saw in what terrible agony he was. He kept on erying *its
coming.””  What was coming, intsrrupted the interviewer?

“Why the spirit of God was entering him and he was
cleansed. His body is purified, and no matter what he did it
would be no sin.”  Suchisthe hallucination under which people
live whe act upon the Protestant rule of faith, of private inter-
pretation of Seripture, and self-inspired mission to teach the
world its sinfulness and the need of a Saviour.  And why should
Prince Michael, or Mr. Michael Mills, be condemned for doing
what Martin Luther, John Calvin and other self-appointed
apostles of error and immorality did in vheir day, conformably
to the =ame destruciive principles of every man for himself—
every fool to be his own guide and his own teacher~ while the
living infallible teacher appointed by God for man’s guidance
and happiness, was held up to derision and persecuted as Anti-
christ 2 In his sermon on Christian liberty, Luther said :

“ Bvery Christinn is both king and priest and perfectly inde-
pendent of all law and all good works ; he is made righteous by
his faith alone in his own sanctification. Righteousness and
grace are lost only by want of faith. Belief in the necessity of
good works amounts to o loss of faith, and with a loss of faith
all else islost.  Like the dog with the picce of meat in his mouth,
that barked at his image in the water, thus losing the shadow
and the substance at the same time. (Malch. T. 19. P. 1219).
The year following he wrote to Melancthon: ‘* It issufticient to
believe in the lamb that taketh away the ~ins of the world, even
though we should commit fornication and murder a thousand
times & day. Sin has no power to separate us from the lamb,
sluin for the sins of the world.” (Letters to Melanchton, 1
Aug, 15210

1t is impossible to see any difference in these teachings of the
areat Reformer and the infatuation of Mr. Mills, who calls him-
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self Prince Michael, and who maintains that his body is purified,
and that no matter what he does it is ho sin.

The laws of Michigan, however, may teach him a wholesome
lesson on the laws of public morality and the obligations he owes
to his own family, as well as tosociety at large. But as longas
Protestantism exists, with its principle of every man being his
own guide and his own infallible teacher. there shall be no end
to the procession of Prince Michnels. Brigham Youngs, Salvation
Armies and Baby Brigades, all starting ofl without w miseion, on
the wronyg track, until humanity, sickened and shocked by their
inconsistencies and their scandals, shall seek for (ruth, and
peace only where each can be found securely in one Fold, and
under one Shepherd.

THE LAZARBTTO AT TRACADIE.

Ox Friday, April 1st, Mr. K. J. Burns, M.P., Mr. John Me-
Allister, M.P.. and Hon, Michael Adams presented to the Gov-
ernment at Ottawa n communication from Rev. J. A. Babincau,
parish priest of Tracadie, New Brunswick, with reference to the
Lazaretto at that place, accompanied by & memorial of their
own, in which they ask careful and earnest consideration of the
Rev. Father's letter.  'The Rev. gentleman points ot the spread
of leprosy, und the fact that entire segregation is the only means
hy which the dread disease can be stamped out.  This is being
attempted with a certain amount of success at Tracadie, where
the institution is entively isolated, and is in charge of certain
nuns.  The home in which the unfortunate lepers are sheltered
is situated on a little island in the Gulf of St. Lawrence, on the
bordars of the county of Gloucester.  Amherts is the chief town

s connty, and is inhabited chiefly by Catholics.  Not long
since a great noise was made, a howl raised by some Orangenmen
backed by two Rev. parsons, that Sisters of Charity were allowed
to teach school in Amherts. A protest was also lodged by those
gentlemen with the Minister of Education against the propriety
of allowing those nuns to write for examination and obtain
certificates of qualification and diplomas authorizing them to
teach in Amherts or any other town in the Orange County of
Gloucester. They stated in their memorial that nuns were ac-
tually seen at their schools an? even in the street with their
rosaries and crucifixes, and that the trustees of some country
schools were lready soliciting the services of these lady teachers,
and no one could foresee where the evil was going to stop. In
fact, a circular in denunciation of the whole Popish plot was
issued from Orange Lodge Baillee No. 19, and signed by Rov.
A. F. Thompson, Rev. J. 8. Allen, and some lay officers of said
lodge.

But Mr. Crocket, chief of the Educational Department, made
reply that the Sisters of Charity nad as much right, when
qualitied, to teuch as others. The Orange haters of the (ross
then petitioned Parliament, and declared in a subsequent circu-
lar with much. indignation and some tears: * Last year we
memorianlized the Board of Education, but our memorial was
treated with utter contampt. Then we petitioned the House of
Assembly : but though the petition was read before the House,
yet we could not get any member to take further action in the
matter.” This treatment of the poor Orangemen and their
chaplains, is what, in vulgar parlance, is termed ‘“ hard lines.”

There is now a ficld of operations wide open for Orange zeal,
right on the shores of the very county of Gloucester, where
Tracadie is situated. rhey are at liberty now to avert their in-
dignant eyes from the schools at Amherts and: fix them on the
miserable sheds where the abandoned lepers are isolated from
the world, and have for only solace and comfort the cheery
presence and smile of the Sizters of Charity, with their crosses
and beads, and medals, and crucifixes. It is not very likely,
however, that either the Rev. Mr. Thompson or Rev. J. S. Allen,
or the warshipiul Grand Master will protest against the presence

Montreal 2 What were the wives and daughters thinking of,

that not oue of them could be found in the whole county of
Gloneester to volunteer assistatiee or gratuitous attendance on

the poor lepers in Traeadie?  Probably if the wives and

daughters had been aceustomed, as the nuns are, to the con:

templution of eruciliaes und evosses, they might have been im-

bued with a little of that heroie self-saerifice that makes martyrs
and engenders imitators of Him whosuflered and died for a sin-

ful world.  But the spirit of self-immolation has never yet been
the inspiration or the work of Protestantism.  Pierre de Belloy,
in his book entitled “ ‘The Order and Institution of Divers ovders
of Chivalry,” mentions an order of St. Luzarus, so called from
Lazarus the beggar, (Luke 16 : 203, the patronof Lepers, which
was established ag oarvly as ADC 720 X military ovder of
St. Lazarus was established by the Crusaders in Jerusalom, in
the early part of the 12th century, whose duty it was originally
to take charge of fepers and their asylums in the Holy Land.
In the 18th and t4th centuries, homes and refuges for those
afflicted with leprosy were found in the vieinity of almost every
Christian city in Burope. It was owing to the efforts made in
overy civilized country by priests and bishops of the Catholie
Church that leprosy was stamped out of Burope one hundred
years prior to the Reformation.  So perfectly accomplished was
tho forced isolation, or what is now called segregation, of those
aftlicted that even under the most favorable circumstances the
leper was completely and forever an outenst from the world,
being considered hoth legally and politically as & dead person.
Upon boing set apart from his fellow-creatures, the ceremonial
for the burial of the dead was pronouneed over him, masses were
said for the benefit of his soul, and to carry out the illusion to
the fullest extent, a shovelful of carth was thrown on his body.
His marringe ties were henceforth dissolved, and he was forbid-
den from entering any church or place where food was prepared,
from dipping his hands in any runnisg water, and from taking
up food or any other article necessary to him without the assis-
tance of a stick or fork ; and he was strictly enjoined to wear &
peculiar dress by which he could be known at a distance, and to
give notice of his approach by ringing a bell.  Thus, to the
generous care and binding authority of the Churely, is civilization
especinlly indebted for the disappearance of that loathsome and
incurable evil of leprosy.

Even at this day when unfortunates are discovered to be af-
flicted with the dread disease theyare hurried away to Tracadie
from any part of Canada, or to the Lazavetto of Moloka from
the United States or from England. The civilised world has
heard with admiration of the self-sacrificing Father Dannen, who
gave up his young life to the great work of bringing comfort to
the abandoned at the latter place ; of reforming the morals and
establishing daily religious service, and abiding practice of every
Christian virtue, among the despairing multitudes of the stricken
lapers whom he found without faith or hope at Molokai. Some
Orange fanatic tried to asperse the motives and belie the sucri-
fice of the young martyr, but the accusations recoiled upon the
head of the too-jealous offending parson, and in England not
only the body of the clergy and laity, but Royalty itself has
honoured his name, and extolled the greatness of his sacritice,
and sublime purity of his motive and his virtues.

The motion brought forward in the House of Commons at
Ottawa on Friday lust, will perhaps draw to Tracadie the eyes
and the admiration of an unthinking world.

‘They wear their (rosses, no doubt, and are proud of
theserviee in which they ean so closely resemble the spouse whom
thex chose above all others, and who says.to them at every
hour, - Verily I declare to you, as often as you do these things
to any of My afilicted ones you do them unto Me—enter into the
Joy of your Lord.”

AT the time when the Street Railway Franchise was under
discussion the Review protested against the unjust and narrow-
minded clause inserted in the agreement, compelling Catholic
stockholders to pay their proportion of the taxes thereupon to
the public.schools.

This clause is so unjust and unfair, and contrary to all law
and prescedent, as to cause wonder at its insertion in an agree-
ment of importance such as the Street Railway Bill, by men
supposed to possess ordinary discernment. Through the exer-

tions of that *‘ eminent™ Equal Righter, Ald. Bell, and his
satellites, the clause was held in the agreement,—an apt illus-

tration of the conception of justice and equal rights held by
them--and ratified by the City Counal. We must, however,
confess to being surprised that on the Bill coming before the
Local Legislature for ratification last week this clause or section
was not stricken out. Even so strong a supporter of the civic
administration as the Evening News condemns this section and
advocates its abrogation, saying, in its issue of March 80th :

* The clause making provision for the payment of taxes collectec
on the Street Railway property into the Puablic schoo! fund should
never have found a place in the agreement between the company and
city, and il it had been struck out altogether by the Railway Com-
mittee of the Legislature yesterday nothing more than justice would
have been done.  The section was inserted in the contract to catch
the votes of ultra Protestants in the Council when the contract was
going through : it 18 contrary to the statute law of the province and
should be expu ed even yet.

Bo long as Sevarate schools exist it is an outrage to coerce Catho-
hes. under threat of losing a valuable franchise, to hand their rates
over to public schools when they would sooner see their taxes devoted
to the support of schLools of their own."”

The Bill is still before the House, and the action of Mr. Chas.
Long, in bringing the matter before his colleagues on  the
Separate School Board and having committecs appointed—-the
one to draw up resolutions protesting against the city’s methods
of extorting money from a Catholic ratepayer, and the other to
wait upon Attorney-General Mowat, and protest agmainst the
passing of the clause--is commendable. The Separate Schools
ar: surrounded, as it is, with so much adverse legislation as to
make the work of securing the taxes of its supporters exceedingly
difficult, and no further disadvantage such as this should be put
upon them. Theaction whereby a ratepayer is depived of his
legal right te specify in which channel he wishes his school taxes
to go, and to coerce him into supporting any systems against,
his wishes, is simply unjust, unjustifiable, and abominable,

His Grace the Archbishop of Dublin has an article in the
Comtemporary Review of March, defending the Convent national
schools of Ireland—of which there are 242, attended by 109,280
pupils—from the sustained and virulent attacks of Mr. T. W.
Russcll. In the current number of the Review of Reriews the
article in question is thus summarized :

Mr. Russell condemns these schools and Archbishop Walsh
replies to his condemnation by giving samples of the abundant
and conclusive evidence available in disproving his assertion as
regards their present condition. In order to convince stalwart
Protestants, Archbishop Walsh sets asids all reports made by
Catholic inspectors, and confines himself to the reports of the
Presbyterian and Wesleyan inspectors, of whom there are eight.
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Reforring to the past, he says that these inspectors, with one
consent, sang the praises of the Convent National Schools
twenty.cight years agn.  As for the present, Archbishop Walsh
quotes from the National Education Board for 1590, in order to
prove that the percentage of passes in the Convent Schoals is
uniformly from three to fonrteen per cent. higher than in the
national schools of Ireland. Although Mr. Russell maintains
that the nuns are untrained and indifferent teachers, the Arch-
hishop is able to prove by figures, which he quotes from the
official report of tha beard. that the percentage of pupils whe
have passed is seven per cent. higher than that of the National
Schools generally. and one per cent. more than the model
schosls which are the favered section of state-favored education.
The Archbishap then discusses the question of the inadequacy
of the rate of capitation grant adopted by the National Educa-
tion Board for the payment of teachers in Convent Schouols.

The Master's words to him who would be a Christian were . ** Deny
thyaelf. . . . andfollow me," and so the test of n man’s Chrig
tigmty is self-denial and fidehty.

Although the graces of the preacher's perfect French transform
themselves with difticulty into our sterner linghsh, the trauslation is
attempted of one pagsage of luat Sunduy's sermon.  There were other
parts, no doubt, more useful and practical and wuch stronger: but
this ig given here because, better than the others, 1t can be separated
fram the context nud read alone:

“ Youth is the sweet smile of life. whose bitter tears have not begun
to full. At twenty the young man is filled with hope that sausfies his
soul. He dreams of guiet happiness and days sweetened as with the
odorous breath of flowers. Lven now in Jus father's home, and sur
rounded by its affections, he looks forward already to, and sces at
hand, the hour when he shall command the future to pour upon him
even sweeter joys.

THE CHURCH IN HER PURPLE OF PENANCE.

Wiat a privilege to know the latin language, which allows us to
enter into the enchanted avenues of the Catholic Ritual, with its
wondrous variety, at every turn of the changing seasons during the
ecclesinstical year! We say *to know the Latin language :* because
it is only through its magic sounds that the full meaning of that cel-
estinl harmony, which everywhere accompavies thie Bride of Chnst,
can be realized. They are like the sounds of the mother's voice unto
the child, possessing a charm of their own, quite apart from the mean-
ing of the words when they fall from other lips. It were well worth
the labor and sacrifice of any mtelligent Catholic to gain a knowledge
of this mystic tongue, if only for the purpose of realizing to the full
the beauty, the lofty meaning, and the sweet pathos of our sacred
Liturgy.

But even without this golden key to a treasury filled to the gate
with gifts that adorn the mind and nourish the heart, we may obtun
something wherewith to satisfy our souls, ever craving for the beau-
tiful which lies beyond or above them. Fortunately, we have trans-
Iations of the Missal and Breviary for the laity. Qur purpose here 14
to call the attention of our Cntholic brethren to this sicrehouse of
every good gift. in order to induce Shem to seck there what they may
often long to have, yet elsewhere seek in vain. The Lenten Ritual
especially offers a cordial which enters into our inmost hearts. and
sets our blood aglow with the warm love of the spouse divine, who i3
not the loast lovely when in tears, with the purple of monrning wrup-
ped round about her.”

Tue Missals for thelaity contain such portions of the Office for cach
day of the penitentinl season as are used in the ordinary of the Mass.
These alone, if read with devout attention, will not only render 1t
easier to interpret the true spirit of the Church, but will impart qute
a new intensity to our fervor.  Tum, for instance, to the service as
there set down for Ash.-Wednesday. Read slowly and with heart-at-
tention the piayers for the blessing of the ashes, and those for the
Mass that follows. Are they not rich and sublime : and do they not,
if carefully pondered, make thte ceremony of having our foreheads
warked with ashes scem 8 more wpressive thing than heretofore »

In the Breviary, at this season, the entire Office reverberates with

sentiments akin to those expressed in the keynote which had ulrendv
been given as fur buek as Septuagesima.  The ferinl Luuds begin with
Paulm 1, that cry of 2 contrite and humnble heart for pardon, Miserere
mei, Deus, which hng found an echo throughout the ages m every s
und sorrow-burdened breass,  «Have merey on e, O God ' Lt
the climax of beauty and sublimity 18 reached in the Friduy oflices.
Une of the chiof desires of Mothor Chureh i appointing forty days as
u tune for mortification, self-sacritice and prayeris to induce her clnl
dren to meditate mora frequently, more lovingly, and woru contritely
on the sufferings of her Divine Spouse,’ crucified for our redemption.
In furtherance of this am, she devotes each of the Friduys during
Lent to the consideration of some spocial fenture of the Passion, and
in moving words seeks to trace it indelibly on our hearts and mem-.
ories. Thus we have. beginning with the Friday after Septuagesi na,
tha Prayer in the Garden, followed on snccessive Friduys by the
Memory of the Sufferings, the Crown of Thorns, the Spear and Nuls,
the Holy Winding-Sheet, the Five Wounds, und the Most Precions
Blood ; closing with that most pathetic commemoration on the Fni-
day in Passion Week : the Compnssion of Qur Lady. The hymns
threughout are exquisite.  Would that they, and in fuct the whole of
the Lenten or at least of the Friday oftices, could be had in more
convenient and lese expensive form, for the use of such minong the
lnity as leisure atd devotion would lead to draw upon them for sub-
Jects of weditation, or to utihze as spiritunl reading.

A few extructs will suflice to prove our assertion as to the peculinr
charm and pathos of the hymns.  The following 1s from one of those
for the Friduy aftor Septuagesima :

* Prone upon the earth, our Muster
Prays for pardon for us wll.

*+ O what anguish, what attliction,
Hemmed Him round on every side!
Who shall t2ll his dereliction ?
While his suppliant uccents cried :
*+ 0O My Father, O My Father.
Let this chalice pass away !
Yot not My will, Thy will rather
Be accomplished this day.* .

*« *Neath that load of angmsh sinking,
Drops of blood stood on his brow,

Wonderity earth in silence drinking
Ono by one tho drops that tlow.*’

And this from the hymns of the next Friday :

» O'erwhelmad in depth of woe,
Upon vhe Tree of scorn
Hanys the Redecarer of mankind,
Waith racking angaish torn.

s Seo how the nails thoso Handa
And Fecet 30 tender rend;
See down His face, and Neck, and Breast
His Sacred Blood descend,

* Hark ! with what awful cry
Hlis Spirit taken its tlight !
‘Ihat cry it piorced His Mothiet's Leart,
Aud ‘whelmed her soul i night.” .

But we find that to quote in part is but to mutilate. -The hymn fo
the Feast of Our Lady’s Dolors is. that lovely mediwval plunt, the
Stabat Mater. Tt at lenst 13 so well known that mention of its benu-
ties may be omitted without regret.  Wherever over the length aud
breadth of the land Catholic souls mourn a crucified Saviour, there
eyes weep tears of sympathy for the woe.worn Mother who * stood
beneath the Cross i there Catholic voices unite in the soft, pathetic
cadence of the Stabut Mater. Here is a little incident which proves
that n taste for the ritual and the liturgy of the Church should be cul-
tivated not only for the mtellectual pleasure which will surely be de-
rived from at, but much more on account of the precious graces that
1t gains for the soul.

In one of our cities. a number of years ago. an anmy ofticer. nd-
vanced in years und the hero of muny o batde-field, and an adherent
of no particular religion, was invited by some Catholie friends to ac:
company them to o Lenten evening service at their church. e did
50 ; and-when the plaintive strams of the Stubat Muter began, what
was the astonishwent of hig companiozs to hear the venerable soldier's
rich basso voice join in the harmony, and to sce tears conrst down Jus
bronzed and weathier beaten cheeks!  When the service was over he
spoke in glowing langunge of his admiration for the hymn, and told
how hie coulil never listen to it ummoved, nor refrain from umting
ita soul-siirring melody.  Years passed. In peusce the Lrave warrior's
end drew nigh. At his request a Catholic priest stood by Ins death-
bed, and divine Sucraments fortified his soul for its last journey. Not
in vain had been that love, not unrequited were those tesrs, not un-
answered that fervent appeal:

* Chiriati, cum sit hinc oxire,
- Da per datrem ino venire
Ad palmawm vistoti.
Quando corpus morietar,
Fac ut agima donotar
Paradisi gloria.”
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Ag transluted by the Rev. K. Caswall :

* Chrisy, when Thou shalt csll me henee,
He Thy Mother my defence,
Bo Thy Cross my victory,
Whilst iy body here docays,
May my soul Thy gooduess praise
Safe 1 Puradise with ‘I'heg,”

"Lhia Fenst of the Seven Dolors conctudes the oflices for the Fridays
in Lent, with the exception of the one for Good-Friday, and brings us
to the evo of Holy Week. We presumo that the majority of Catho.
lice who can poasibly do s0 ure present ut the ceremonies of the
Church during those dolorous days, an? have become familinrized,
through the se of Holy Week manuals, with the various psalns, les-
song, hymns, ete., which form the Divine Ottico during that time ;
hence comment uponr them wounld be superfluous. If we would be
ware loynl to our mother, we must know her better ; in order to do
thie we shonld seek to acquire a greater love for her servicey, a keener
msight into the spirit of her devotions, a betler understanding of her
liturgy. » more extended knowledge of her literature.  Certain it is
that u devout und attentive perusal, s prayerful pondering of the al-
lotted exercises in Breviary und Missal for each day of the year, will
lenvo u distinet umpress upon the character of our devotion. It will
be deepened, broadened, strengthened.  Father Faber says that * in
divine things light and love are cocqual and inseparable.” et us
therefore seek the hght ! the love will surely come with it.  * Thou
hust set Thy word as a hight to my feet.”

THE LYNCHES.

Ox the ocenston of the return of Don l'atricio Lynch from Luna to
Jus native country (Chih) a most able und interesting article on the
Lynches appeared m some of the Chiliun papers, the author of which
18 not mentoned, but whose name, says the Seuthern Cross of Buenos
Ayres.af we may judge from the vigorous and playful style, the affec-
tion for vverything Inigh, the pride in tho ancient glories of Ireland,
and the thotough knowledge ot her lnstory and suflerings 1t displays,
18 B. Vienna MacKenna. At the very outset the writer quates the
uuthonity of Uauon Ulicke Burke to prove that the name Lynch is
uot Suxon, bat Insh.

« It1s plmin,” says the uuthor, « from books, from histories snd
fiom locul chromicles, that the original nest from which the wide-
spread fammly of Lynchies tlow forth like birds of passages, was the
town of Gulway, i the west of Ireland, and it 13 a curious cireum-
stance that all the Lynches of Chili have shown a pussion for seu-far-
g life, the vame itself should be derived from that clement, Lynch
or Loingseach. meanng in the Celtse luuguage, suilor, or the captain
of & vessel.”

After referrmg to the Milesian origin of the Lynches, the writer
says that it was under James Lynch, who flourished in Galway in the
year 1498, that the « Lynch law.” so popular w the United States,
was first established.  “The writer then comes down to modern times,
and depicts with wonderful accuracy the struggles of the Irish m be-
half of their religion, and their loyalty to the brutal and cowardly
King Jumes 11, ther defeat of Willis at Liwerick, the tinal dis
comfiture of the lnsh Nuuonalist party st Aughenn, and the treaty,
broken as soon as made, aud finally, how the Lynches, the McMahons
the O'Donnells, the McKenuns, the O'Heillys, the O'Donoghues, the
O'Currolls. and many other noble lIrish fanulies left their country
forever, aud took service in the armies of France, Spain and Austria.
Several of the Lynches of Galway emigrated to the United States,
and 1t was one of them, Thowas Lynch, who signed the article of the
American Independence in 1776, Another branch of the Lvnches
remained in thew ety of Galway, and only recently they were visited
there by oneof the oldest survivors of the tamuly, Dons Liusa-Lyneh
de Moria Vicuna, from Clali, who has gone to form acquaintance with
the ancient stock of her faunly 1w the land of her uncestors. The
original founder of the Lynch faunly of Buenos Avres, the Lynches
of Cluly, wnd those of Feru, was Don Estamslao Lyneh.  He wuy
probably u descendunt of oue of the wunvy who fought at Aughrin,
and ho marnied a beantful ludy of the surnume Galein, Spain.
He was a great grandfuther of Vice-Admiral Don Patricio Lynch, who
hias earnedd 5o snany laurels us seaman, soldier and diplomtist in the
Chalino-Peruvian war,

D'Estmmslao came 10 Buenos Avies, and one of his sous, Don
Justo Pastor Lyneh. got marnied 10 Dona Anz de Roo, by whowm he
bad two tons. One of these wus D. Patnicio, who died w Buenos
Ayres a short tmie ago. leaving u lavge tortune, and the other was
D Estunsdne Lynch, who, though be was nch in Buenos Ayres,
Suntinge and lama. died poor m Valpanso.  Colonel Lynch, who
was axsassnated by Rosus, was uncle of these two brothers. D.
Lstamslao was the wumate friend of O'thiggns, and crossed the
Aundes with hum and Sam Martin.  He married in Sauntiago a re
routied bDeauty, vamed Carmen Zaldivar, who is still alive and the
mother of a large family.  She called her first son Patnick, a nawe
very common an Irelaud and Spain.  The Bishop of South Carolina,
who was present at the (Ecumenical Council, and voted for Papal in
fallibality, 13 nxmed Patrick Lynch, and so 18 a sturdy carpenter who

works on the railway from from Pisco to Iea. ‘This latter + Paddy’
way mistaken for the Vice-Admiral during the Peruvian war, and
wag ordered to be carried prisorer to Lima by Colonel Zamadio.
Phore was also a family of Liynches in Trujillo, in Pexy, who_were
remarkable fcr their great wealth and great piety. D. Estanislao,
though simply u merchant, was a man of great strength of mind and
intelligence. 1n the yenr 1824, he with his family, wan enjoying
himgelf in the palace of the Liberator in Peru, al.ld Mrs. Lynch, the
mother of the present Vice-Admiral, was then coneiderod a star amouy
the beanutiful Limenas.

1t is rathor s curious eivcmmstance that the lagt congueror of Peru
should have visited that land while still in the cradle, and 1t is still
stranger that in his early youth he should have resided in the
palace of the Pizarros, where he was confined by Bulnes, who
took this menus of punishing him for having cut off the ear of 1
Peruviun oflicer on the field of Amaancaes. It i8 that same palace
that the Vice-Admural Liynch lhas just restored to the l’eru\-nqns.
after having occupied it three years as Chilian dictator. The article
from which we are culling, after comparing Vice-Chancellor Lynch,
to the Black Prince, and Prince Frederick Charles, concludes as fol-
lows : **'The nume of Liynch holds u prominent place in the history
of the great achievemcats of Ireland and her chivalry. Can we not
say the same of our history ? 'imes, traditions, and men ure known
across the span of ages. The Lynchos of Chili.ure the Lynches of
Ireland. ‘The Lynches of Chorrillos and Miratlores are the Lynches
of the Boyne and of Aughrim, with this exception, that the latter
died for their country, while the former conquered for theirs."

So far the article in the Clnhun papers.  We are informed, how-
ever, by an old resident, thut D. Faianislao, the father of the dis.
tunguished Viece Admiral of Chih, was not & brother, but an uncle, of
D. Patricio, who died full of years and hounors not very long apo.
He bad two brothers, Don Antonio and Don Manuel. The latter is
still hiving.  Don Patricio (of Bunenos Ayres) had ten sons and two
duughters. Only two sons are now living, and the daughters are now
Mesdames Gainza and VFrere. The Lynches of thus country hold
legitimnate title deeds o valuable property in Galway, of which their
ancestors were unjustly deprived by the Eoglish invaders. The
Lyunches of Cluh are rvmarkable for their fair appearance as well as
for other good qualities. D. Patricio Lynch's daughter, Dous Julia,
is considered one of the handsomest women in Santiago—u city re-
warkable for fuir women.— Bostun epublic.
