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FIFTY YEARS.

This year of grace, 1892, will be ever memorable in the annals
of the Western world as a year of jubilees. All America, both
North and South, has within the past few months, been busy
honoring the memory of the great discoverer, whose faith and
fortitude gave to the world just four hundred years ago, this
vast continent 8o rich in all that contributes to the temporal
welfare of man, and destined to open a new era in the lustory
of our race. In our own country we have been celebrating not
only the immortal deed of Columbus, but two other events re-
markable in our history as a

Silver Jubilee of the consecration of our great Archbishop, and
the Golden Jubilee of the diocese. To the first of these two
events reference is made elsewhere in the Review's columns.
With the second we have here to deal.

Down to the year 1819 the whole of Canada was under the
jurisdiction of the Bishops of Quebee, with tho excoption of Nova
Scotin, which two years earlier had been separated from that
diocese nnd orected into a Vieariate Apostolic. In 1819 Upper
Canada was likewise detached from tho diocese of Quebee, and
placed under the charge of Right Rev. Alexander Macedonell,
who, on Dee. 81st, 1820, was consecrated Bishop of Resina and

Iirst, the twenty-fifth
anniversary of the Confederation |, : |
of the several Provineces which | T
now form the Dominion of Can- |~ .
ada, by the adoption of the Act
of Union in 1867—an event
which, in the not distant future,
will perhaps be regarded as our
birthday as & nation—and see-
ondly, in this favored Province,
the centennial of our existence
and the assembling of our first
local Parliament. In these
events, apart from the general
interest felt in them by our
people as a whole, Catholics
have a special interest, in that
those of our faith have borne a
more or less prominent part in
all of them. In the celebration
of that most momentous event,
the discovery of America, the
Catholic Church has fittingly
boine a conspicuons and en-
thusinstic part. The glory of
the event is surely hers. 1t
was the faith of which she is
the custodian that mspired
Columbus in his immortal en-
terprise; it was her ministers
who sustained and consoled him
in the difficulties which he had
to surmount and the disappointments he hal to contend with
ere he was able to set out on his memorable voyage; and it was
by the co-operation of a Catholic sovereign that the voyage be.
came & possibility. In the bringing about of Confederation in
Canada Catholics took by no means the least important part, as
the debates in Parliament and the work of edueation in the
Provinces clearly prove; and in the work of the foundation of
Upper Canada, Simcoe had no more faithful lientenant than
the Catholic Macdonell.

But two further events which more nearly concern the Catho-
licsof Toronto, are those which we celebrate this week—the

~ Vicar-Apostolic of Upper Can-
) T ada. Tive years Inter (Ieb. 14,
IR ooy 1826) the diocese of Regiopolis,
’ B or Kingston, was called into ex-
istence by Pope Leo XII,, and
from that date the history of
Ontlario as a distinct ecclesiysti-
cal divisioncommences.  Bishop
Macedonell became first Bishop
of Kingston, and as such had
Jurisdiction over what is now
the archdiocese of Toronto. In
1840 that saintly prelate died,
and was sneceeded by Rt. Rev.
Remigiug Gaulin, who, feeling
the burden of so vast a charge
too much for his strength, ap-
plied to the IHoly Sce for a co-
adjutor, or, failing that, for a
division of his diocese.  The
Province of Upper Canada had
by this time greatly developed
and increased in population, and
as facilities for travel werve still
in a very primitive state, it was
impossible for one Bishop to
properly govern the whole prov-
ince.  Pope Gregory XVI. recog-
nized this, and within two years
from the death of Bishop Mae-
donell issned Bulls, erecting the
western half of the Provinco in-
ANNOS. to a separate diocese, naming,
at the same lime, as its first bishop, Very Rev. Michael Power,
Viear-General of the diocese of Montreal, 'To Bishop Power
was granted the privilege of chacsing the eity and title of his
Sece, and as Toronto was then, as now, the most important city
within its boandarics, he fixed upon it as the most suitable place
from whenee to govern his diocese. The new Bishop was con-
seerated in the parish church of Laprairie, on May 8th, 1842,
and on the 25th of June following, arrived in Toronto and took’
possession of his See. It is this event which is celebrated this
week in conjunction with the Archbishop’s jubilec.
1t is not our purpose here to cnter upon a detailed acconnt of
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the history of the dincese in the half contury just closed. That
history is very fully told in the handsuine Memorinl Volume just
issucd from the press and which should find 1ts way into evory
Catholie famuly 1 the diocese. But in commemoration of so
important an event it is fitting that the story of our first Bishop's
life should be briefly sketehed in the columns of the Revisw.

)

RIGHT REV, MICHAEL PCWER, D.D,
First Bishop of Toronto—18412—1847.

Right Rov. Michael Power was born on Oct. 17th, 1804, in
tho city of Halifax, Nova Scotin. e was conscquently in his
thirty-cighth year when he beeame Bishop of Toronto. When
only twelvo years of age he was gent to the Sulpician Seminary
at Montreal to pursue his studies, and later, in the same insti-

tution, he began his theological training. He also studied for
gometime in the Seminary of Quebee, and on the completion of
his course was ordained priest at Montreal by Bishop Dubois of
New York, on Aug. 17th, 1827. He at once went on the mis-
gions in Liower Canadabeing stationed successivelyat Drummond-
ville, St. Martine and Laprairie. On assuming control of the
latter parish ho was made Viear-General of the dioceso of Mont-
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Right Rov. Armand Francis Marle, Gount de Charbonnel,
Seconud Bishop of Toronto—1850—1859,

real, a distinction which his piety, learning, and extraordinary
zeal bad earned for him. Father Power reinained at Laprairie for
three years, when he was apjointed Bishop of Toronto.

Though Dr. Power's career as Bishop of Toronto covered a
period of only five years, he has left an enduring reputation
in our midst  Tle was a prelate of great vigor snd capacity,
and set an faot many neble works, which, though he did not live
to sce their full fruition, yet, even in his life time, produced

-

good results. 1lo it was who projected and began the construce-
tion of St. Michacl's Catledral.  Ile built St. Michael’s Paluco,
and brought the fivst religious community (the Sisters of Lorotto)
to Toronto. Mo also brought the Jesuit Iathers into the
diocese, and projected (though he did not live to carry out the
work) Assumption College, Sandwich. He re-established the
Indian Missions, and personally went amongst them to inspire
and encourage tho missionaries whom he placed in charge.
Ho held the first Synod and formulated the Constitutions of the
Diocese, and at tho same time conseeratod it to the Sacred
Heart. He established the Socioty for the Propazation of the
Faith and the devotion of the Way of the Cross in Toronto, and
in innumerable other ways fostered tho faith and the piety of
his people. But if in his life he, by unremitting attention to the
spiritual and temporal inlerests of his fluck, cndeared himself to
them, it remained for his death, and the manner of it, to set a
seal upon his life’s work and forevor to enshrine his memory in
their hearts. Tho story is briefly told. In the years I816 and
1847 Irclund passed through the throes of famine and pestilence,
and the landlords of lreland, not relishing the task of providing
in their extremity for those who hd been impoverished by their
tyranny and extortion, nnceremoniously dumped the people by
the thousand on the inhospitable shores of Americn. Owmng to
the stringent quarantine regulations of the Unived Statos Canada
received the bulk of the unfortunates, and at Grosse Isle, Point
St. Charles, Montreal, ‘Toronto and other centres in the Domin-
ion the plague-stricken poople perished by the thousand. The
misery which they everywhere presonted, however, touched the

hearts of the Canadian people, and every effort was made to be-
friend them. The Catholic clergy, true to the spirit of their vo-
cation, worked like heroes to comfort and console the last 1mo-
ments of the dying, and in Toronto the Bishop joined hand in
hand with his priests in the great work of mercy. One by one
his priests suceumbed to fatigne or to the dread disease, and
then when the Bishop stood alone a call came at midnight that
a poor woman lay dying at the immigrant sheds, and asked for
spiritual succor. The saintly prelate responded to the call,
comforted the departing soul, but in the doing of it, himself
contracted the fever and within a few days had ceased to live.
Such was the heroic death of Bishop Power, the founder of this
diocese, which took place on Oct. 1, 1847. His remains were
interred beneath the sanctuary of the new Cathedral, and there
a handsome marble tablet marks his last resting-place, and tells
to successive generations how in the discharge of his duties as
a priest and bishop, he 1aid down his life for his flock.

After the death of Bishop Power three jears elapsed before a
successor was appointed, during which time the diocese was
administered by Fathers Hay and Carroll. On March 5th,
1850, Right Rev. Armand Francis Marie Comte de Charbonnel
was appointed Bishop of Toronto, and on May 26th following
was consecrated by Pope Pius IX. On Sept. 21st, 1850, Mgr.
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Charbonnel arrived in Loronto and took formal possession of the
Sce, and for ten years thereafter ruled tho diocese with such
vigor and discretion that, on his resignation m 1860, he was, in
th.u words of his biographer, able to hand over to his suceessor,
Right Rov.

chargs was the parish of Brock, on Lake Simcoc, where
he remained until 1857, when ho was plieed in charge of
the more important parish of St. Mary, Toronto. In 1859,
shortly after tho consecration of Bishop Uynch, he beeawmo
rector of St. Michael's Cathedral, and on April 20th, 1862, was
madu Vienr Genoral,  In September of the same year hie ro-
turned to thoe parish of St Mary, which was to bo the seene of
his Iabors for the next five years.

But Providence had mathed him out for a wider sphere of use-
fulness, and at the unanimons request of the hicrarchy of tho
cecleninstical Provinee of Quobee, he was named Bishop of Sand-
wich in succession to Right Rev. Dr. Pinsonnault, who had
resigned on account of ill-health.  The conseeration Ltook placo
in St. Michael's Cathedral, Toronto, on Nov. 10th, 1867, the
ofticiating prelate being Mgr. Baillargeon, Archibishop of Quebee.
Bishop Walsh had now entered upon his real life's work, and
the manner in which he discharged the duties of his high oftico
as Bishop of London for twenty -two yeurs, will ever mark that
long period as one of the most finitful and interesting in the
annals of the Chuirch in Ontario.  The liguidation of a heavy

which the event brought togeth-
er, and the expressions of csteem |
and goodwill with which the Pro- |
testants of Toronto grected the |+
venerable prelate, are fresh in
the memory of al!  Four years
later Archbishop Lynch passed
to his eternal reward, and, as
his successor, there came to us o
prelate who had already spent
twenty-two years in the episco-
pate, but who brought to the task
of governing this large and im-
purtant archdiocese a strength of
constitution and a vigor of mind
which might well be the pride
of a much younger man. ‘Chree
vears of Archbishop Walsh's
administration  bave  passed
away, and now his flock gathers
about him in affectionate and
loyal interest to unite with him |
ina T¢ Deum of thanksgiving
for the conntless blessimgs which
Providence has bestowed upon
his ministry.

To recountall the areat works
which have marked the episco-
pate of Archbishop Walsh, wousa
be a task beyond the scope of
o weekly journal.  Besides, that
has already been su fully and so ably done by Father Teefy
in the bhography prefixed to the memorial history of the diveese
that we must con: :nt ourselves with the morest stuumary of the
more important eveuts in this long and useful life.

Born on May 28rd, 1580, in the parish of Mooncoin, County
of Kilkenny, Ireland, the future Archibishop early evineed a pre-
dilection for the ecclesiastical state, and in due time entered St.
John's College, Waterford, to study for the priesthood Here
he mede his philosophical studies and one yenr of theology,
when, having decided that his vocation lay on the foreign mis-
sions, he came to Canada in 1852 and entered the Grand Semi-
nary, Montreal, to prepare himself for ordination. o had
already offered himself to Bishop do Charbonnel for the Diocese
of Toronto, and on Nov. 1st, 1854, having completed his cours
at the Seminary, he was ordained priest by that well-remembered
prelate in the Cathedral at Toronto. Father Walsh's first
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clergy and wmissions; the build-

On Nov. 27th, 1889, he
officinted for the last time in
the beautiful Cathedral at Lon
don, which owed its existence to
his energy and eapacity. A few
days later he arrived in Toronto
and was received with the great-
est enthusiasm by his people.

THE ARGHBISHBOI'S sElivos,

The sermon was preached by the arch-
bishop, and was an eloquent review of
the work of thie church and of ls archi-
episcopul predecessors. He sald :—

In the 13th chapter of St. Matthew it
is written : ‘The kingdom of heaven is
ke to a grain of mustard sced which a
man tovk and sowed in his fleld, which is
indeed the least of all seeds, but when it
is grown up it iy greater than all herbs
and becometh a tree so that the birds of
the alr come und dwell in the branches
thereof,

The Church of Christ is the kingdom of
God on earth. It was founded by our
blessed Redeemer, it 1s vivifled and il1-
lumined by the Holy Ghost who s ity
abLidIng life, it i3 the home of Christ in
the sacrament of His love, the emboadi-
ment of His revealed truth, the treasure
house of His sacramental graces, and
its purpose and object I8 to save and
sanctity mankind and to lead and conduct
them to the kingdom of heaven. The
church i3 then justly called the kingdomn
of God, and our Saviour frequentiy spoke
of it as such. In the text I have quoted it
is likened to a mustard sced, which is in-
deed the smallest of all seeds, but which
when it I8 grown up becomes a tree in
whose spreading branches the birds of the
air take shelter

On the Day of Pentecost the church was
confined and contained -within a small
chamber in Jerusalem. In its Infancy it
way small and Insignificant as a mus-
tard seed, tha amallest of all herbs, but
it had within it the promise and potency
of an ever-expanding and fruitful growth,

and was soon to il the whole
carth  with  its  majestic  presence
and supernatural glory. Expan-
slon  and unlversality were a ne-

cessity of its nature and a characteris-
tic and attrlbute of its life. The bride
of Christ was ever to be a frultful moth-
er. Mater (llorum laetans, the mother
of regenerated humanity, as Christ, her
heavenly bridegroom, was the head of
the new race—of the redeemed children
of God.

The misslon of the church was to be
to all mankind, and for all the coming
ages. The prophets saw her rising, like
the sun in his morning glory, above the
horlson of time, and proclalmed aloud
to the people that her light and power
and glory would be everywhere secn and
felt ; that her teachings and blessed
ministrations would not. like Judalsm,
be confilned to one people or to one
country, but, like the light of the sun,
they would flood the world in thelr sav-
ing power and reach unto all the ;jen-
crations of men. °

“Arisa,” exclabmedl Tsainh, **arise and
be enlightened, O Jerusalem, for thy
lizht {8 come, and the glory of the Lord
is risen upon thee; the natlons shall
walk in thy light, and kings in the
brightness of thy rising.

This religion was
endeared to the people by the memorles
of their fathers, was associated with
their victories and conquests, and was
interliced with their national traditions
and histories.

It Inculeated hu-
miilty, sclf-deniat, chastity, fasting und
ubstinence, the forgivencss of injurles,
the love of enemtes, contempt of humun
glory and honore, and the rewards it
bheld out for the stern virtues which it
preached were chiefly to be found  and
enjoyed In the world to come.  Surely
there was, humanly speaking, nothing in
all this to attract the Roman peuple
or to turn them over to strange dou-
trines and strange laws of jife and con-
duct, from their time-honored taith
and worshlp , and surely, alsv. never
were 0 people apparently less fitted to
embrace the doutrines and moral luws
of the Christlau religion. And, as« mat-
ter of fact, the Romun Emplire dedlared
and waged o flerce  and bloody war
against Christianity  and its  cotaries.
Fot 300 years the whole tretmendous
power of that mighty cipire was put
forth to destroy the Christian religion
and to drowan it in the bioud of ity mag-
tated children, but it utterly failed in
the wicked attempt.

Yet notwithstanding all these inument-
ous difllculties, notwithstanding these
gigantic obstacles, which, humanly speak-
fug, were insurmountable, the church
that had begun lfe llko a graln of mus-
tard seed grew into a mighty tree that
overshadowed the whole carth and shel-
tered the natlond and peoples {n fts pro-
tecting branches. The living and vivie
fying, frultful words of Christ were
abroad In th2 whole world, and were
hcard. They  reached ntelligences  and
hearts and won thousands and miilllons
to truth and virtue. As the eye is made
fuor the light the human intellect 18 made
for truth and the heart for the supreme
®ood ; and so in those days of corruption,
debusement and degradation there were
Innumerable souls that thirsted for the
soverelgn truth and yearned for the su-
preme good, and whan the truth ay ft
wus In Jesus was presented to them it
dtew thent as with magnetlc power from
the deflements and debasementn of thoir
surroundlngs and won them to the high-
et Virtye  and the most sublime setf-
sacrifice. Even sv early es the second
contury of

the Christian era,
Tertullian, on=2 of the greatest
«hilstian writers of the time,

war able to say to his pagan feliow-
clizens and to the ruling powers, "“\ve
Lhristiang are & peopie of yesterday und
vet we have filled cvery place belonging
te you = clifes, tslands, castles, towns,
assembles, your very camps, your
tribes, cowapanies, palace, senate, forum.
We leave you your temples onlv.*

The Catholic Church had trlumphed
over all human oppusitions, ail hostile
combinations and obstructions, because
she was the oreatlon of Jesus Christ, the
Incarnate (God d2cause she was upheld
tn His omnipotent arms and had the
divine assurance and promise “that tne
#gutes of hell should never prevafl agalnst
her.*

It 18 true that the church had its vi-
cirshide’, A8 God's materlnl  croation
hag its apring of promises nnd hoves,
fta summer of fulfilment and frultlon,
its autumn cof decay and its winter of
death and desolatton ; and as fhwutuwen
with its hectle lush and sad decline, aned
winter with ts death and desolation
are surcly succeeded by returning spring.
and the work of ruin and death are re-

moved and replaced by the Hght  and
growth and frultfuiness of returning
spring and summer, 80 1t §8 witn the

chureh. When decay and ruin overtake
her works {n one part of the world tnere
i3 a new life und growth and healthful
beauty for her in another.

And do we not find a parallel to the
condition and fortunes of the carly
church In the church of Amerlca and
Canada ? It is true the early history
of this country is Catholic. It was dis-
covered by Columbus, a devotesdl and
saintly Catholic, ns well ns a fearless
and enlightenad sallor and oxplorer. He
warz cnabled to launch on the mysteri-
ous. undiscovered ocean by Isalella, the
Catholic, and encouraged and sustoined
in his momentous enterprise by a Fran-
cisan Friar, Juan Penez And when
Columhus Ilands on American sofl he
1ifts up the cross. ralges an altar and
cauges the holy mass to be offered §n
thanksgiving to G>d for the great dls-
covery, for His having unveiled &8 new
world to mankind. He gives the bhap-
tism of Cnatholic names to capes. rivers,

_.and islands—such.-as 8an 8alvador, San.

Trinldad, San Domingo, etc.

in like manner it was a Catholic who
discovered Canada and its vast plaing
and mighty rivers. It was Catholle mis.
sfonarfes who n thes days plunged
In the primeval forests, traversed vast
plalns and lnanched thelr frall canovs
on the gruat lakes and rivers to convert
and civilige thu ferovious suvages and
make them children ot God and helrs to

the Kingdom of Heaven. By their
Catholic nomenclature of rivsrs, lnkes
und falands they  pmpressed the broad

seal of Catholicity on the very physical
features of the country, o that of them
It may bo truly satd:
“Thetr memory lveth on our hills,
Toelr baptism on our shore
Our cverlasting rivers speak
Thelr dinlect of yore.*
Gt vl ite a IN u e van

These thoughts Lring us naturally to
the constderation of the golden jubllee of
the arch diocese which we commemorate
to-day, and to the memories und etno-
tong 1t 13 caleuluted to awaken nnd
evoke. Here, axaln, we shall tind  the
lnw of growth and expansion which chur-
ucterised the church In all the ages of
Ity history, marking fts #fe and igsion
In thiy sectlon of Ontarlo It 18 the
grain of mustard seed planted by  the
carly Catholle settlers and watered with
thelr sweat and tears, and carefulty
nurtured by holy and zealous Dbig-
hops und priests, growing up into a mighty
tree,  overghadowing the  whole land.
Here, us of old, It 18, first, the Good Krl-
day of sufterings, trluls and sorrows, aiid
then the Caster Sunday of a sloriouy
life of joys and triumphs.

When in 1512 Bishop Power took NOY-
sessfon  of his newly-ciected sece, the
condition of the church was in  the
weakness of Ifaney, and the nrospects
that Jay before it were anything but
bright and promising. ‘There were then
but sixteen priests laboring In the holy
ministry In this  diocese, which then
stretched from Oshawa In the cast to
Sandwich in the west. Thete were about
50,000 Catholles scattered over this vast
extent of country. There wore no Insti-
tutlions of learning or of charity. ‘“The
Catholics were comparatively weak In
numbers and poor as regards the pos-
sessfon of worlidly goods. But the bis-
hop was not an ordinary man. He was
a great, learned and holy bishop, With
a far-reaching grasp of =ind and with
almost prophetic furesight, he understoud
the situation and Its requirements , and
by wige leglslation, by the strict enforce-
ment of e cleslastical dscipline und the
Introduction of religlous orders he laid
Lroad aud deep the foundations vis which
our holy religlon In Us prosperous and
fNourishing conditivn now <o seeurcly re-
pusis. He had not, howeser, advanced
fur in the organisation of the diveese
and tn making provision for its splritual
und educativnnl wants when his labors
were arreated by an appalling
visltation, which overclouded the
land with the shadow Jf awful suffenngs
ond gorrows, watcred 1t with bitler tears
and freighted the very atr with the ories
and agonles of broken hearts. Thousinids
of Irlsh immigrants, cemaclated  wath
famine and haunted Ly the dread typhus
fever as by a destroytng angel, laaded
on our shores. Numbers of these atfliict-
ed oncs reached Toronto and were gath-
erted Intu hospitals and fever sheds, Ine
to these awful Gethsemanes of huinan
sufferings, where men and wumen were
writhing in their agony and souls were
surrow ful unto death, Bishop Power cn-
tered ltke an angel of consolation, bring-
ing hope and comfort to the =suffering,
hevling the broken of heart and bindiug
up thelr. wounds, shriving and anoint.
ing the dying and lifting up thelr nearts
and souls towards heaven aud thetr God.
In the herole dlscharge of his sublle
and Christ-itke Jdutics the shepherd of
the afllicted fluck was himself stricken
down, and after some days of intense
suflferings, but fortifled by the sacraments
of the church, he fell =a vic-
tim to the drend plague.,  dying
a8 the gnod shepherd should die, and liter-
ally lavineg down his life for his flock.
The first bishep of Toronto died a murtyr
to his pastoral duty and to the divine
charities of hls sacred oflice, leaving he-
hind him the glorious memorfes of his
great examnle, hls apostollc virtues, and
of hir sudblime self-sacrifice, yca, ecven
unto death.

Thice years of discouragement and de-
pression intervened between the death of
Rishon Power and the annointment of hin
successor. When De Charhonnel entered
upon his duty as scond birhop of Torontn
he met with a condition of things well
calculated to discourage a8 man of less
ptant hag=* snd lega regnlute apirit. St
Sichael's Cathedral wgs yet unfinished ang

welghted down  with the heavy debt of
$10,000. There were no Institutions of
charity, no colteges, and few, i any, par-
ochinl schools in the city or in the dlo-
cege at large Rlessed, with a vizorous
constitution, fired with aposiolic zeal and
sustained with o lofty enthusinsm, he
traveraed the lenpth and breadth of tho
vast dlocese,Inspiring zeal and kindling ac-
tivity amongst pricsis and people, glving
heart and « neourngement to all, and In-
fusing a new Ufe of energy  and action
tuta the whole dinceses Very quickly the
magic power of hi. influcnce and examplo
was felt and grent results followed. The
heavy debt of the enthedral was Hguldat.
od in o few years, New churclhies  were
thailt tn the clity and throughout the dlo-
core. The number of priegts were con-
siderabiy inereased. The House of Provl-
dence was built for the orphan and the
wwed poor, St Michael's College was €8
tabitshed. The Loretto nuns were encours
aged 1n thelr educational work. The Bis-
ters of $t. Joseph were Introduced, as
were alro the Christinn Brothers, nud
parish schooly were cetablished In sufil-
clent numbers {n the eity and In the va-
rious Catholie centres within the dlocesas,
bounds. Not antisfied with the defective
laws regulating Catholic cducatlon in this
Province, he devoted himself with extra-
prdinary energy and zeal to obtain its
amelloration. and although he Aid not
anceeed to the oxtent he had hoped or
that strict justice deinanded, his lnbors
and efforts were rewarded with a partinl
RKUCCO8A.

Feellng Liow imposkible it was for one
bishop to uttend andequately to the wants
of his fmmense dlocese. and knowinge how
advantageoun to rvellglon 1t would he to
create new centres of ecclesiastical organ-
Isations amd of Catholle Nife and activity,
he metitioned the Moty See for the os.
tablishment of two other dloceses in the
wesatern pection of the former dlocese,
viz Hamilton and London, and in thia he
succeeded, to the immense advantage and
gnin of our holy religlon. After clght
vears of Herculenn Inbors. and n mosat
guccessful and faithful adminiatrativn,
he resigned his gce and returned to
Franee, where he zought to hide his name
sand fame under the cowl of a Capuchin
friar.

Refore hig resignation he obtalned from
the Holy See the Right Rev. Bishop Lvach
as hig coadjutor. who eventually became
his suceesgor as bishop of Toronto, and
on the 16th of March, 1§70, Toronto hav-
ing heen ralsed to the dignity of a met-
ropolitan sce. he was appointed its first
archbishop. His virtues and his Inbors arc
too fresh in your memory to need a de-
tnlled description, In the numerous
churches built throughout the dlocese, the
noble priests ordained, the religious in-
stitutions established or bullt up into
greater prosperity and usefulness, In the
great and prosperous position the church
tas attained in thiz archdlocese. you
have before your ecyer the magnifirent
memorialy of his burning zeal, his tire-
1ess labers, and of his long and frult-
ful administration and his  all-em-
bracing  charity. The following i3
but an cpitome of some of the
results of hir  great work in  this
Qwocere. Toretto Convent, cstahlished in
1862, Kt. Jaseph's Convent, cstablished in
1863. St. Michael 8 tower and sgpire, hulit
in 1865, Loretta Abbey. Wellington place,
extended n 1867: St. Nicholas Home, estab-
lished in 18M; attended Ecumenical Coun-
cil in 18710 De La Salle Institute, establish-.
cd In 1871; consecrated Bishon O'Brien,
Kingrton, 1873, congecrated Blshop Crin-
non, Hamilton, in 1874. consccrated Arch-
bishop Taschereau, Quehec. in 1874: Con
vent of the Preclous Blood, establshed
in 1574, Magdalen Asylum, estahblished in
1876 Convents of St Joreqh establighed
in St. Catharines, ‘Thorold. Barrie and
Oshawa. 40 parish churches and 30 preshy-
terlez estnblished: 70 priests ordalned for
the dlocese; St. John's Grove and,House
established. To these should be added the
Church of Our TLady 2f Lourdes, memorial
of the archbishop’s jubil ¢, and the hean-
titul new churches of St. Mary and St.
Paul, Toronto, deserve specinl mention

These figures are more cloquent than
words, and show most emphatieally haw
full of good works was the late arch-
bishon's 1ife and how rich In blessings
to his people.

In looking back through the 60 vears of
the life of this see, the retrospect is on
the whole most satisfactory and consol-
ing and furnishes us with the trap vcot
motives for heartfelt thankfulness to God,
who tn merey and love worksr throuch the
church tor the salvation and happiness
of mankind. Tifty years ago our people
were wenk in numbers, poor in thelr
possession of thia world's goods and spir-
ftually destitute. There were no Catholle
achools for thelr children, no colleges or
eonvents for hicher oducntion, nn insti-
tutions of charity.

Iapbpler
than the faithtul of some other countries,
we have n Catholic system of primary
cducation established Ly lnw. We possess
o sufllclént number of colleges and con-
ventual academies for higher education,
and also institutlons for the aged poor,
for the protection and cducation of or-
phans, and for the heallng and comtort
of tho sick und suffering. Churches—many
of them beautiful and costly structurces—
havo arlsen in our citics, towns and vile
luges, and crosves gleam from chureh
nteeples in the half-felled forests. Our peo-
plo share in the general prosperity of
the country, and in proportion wo thelir
nwmnbers are well represented in the
learned professions and in commergial
1ite. Thero hus been an itmmense increnso
and expansion all along the line, soctal-
1y as well a- ecellglously.

But the * .ogress of the church has been
most 1 .rked, and under God it hns been
.=, to the holy bishops and zealous
pricsts, and to the generous and faithiful
people who have passed sway. They Lorn
the burden of the day and the heat, thuy
sowed in tears that we might reap in
Joy.

HASTEN SLOWLY.
L4 —

Tuis salutary aphorism is very often overlooked when people
are forming opinions about other people. Prejudice and per-
gonal feeling, positively, carelessness and credulousness nega-
tively, are together, and even singly, powerful obstacles to the
forming of a right judgment. A ease in point is brought out
strongly by u judgment recently given in a Toronto court in a
libel suit which has attracted considerable attention. 'The case
referred to arose from an entertainment given some time ago
for the benefit of a eity charity. Rumors and reports of mis-
mrnagement, and even of wisappropriation were made, and
the owner of an evening paper (himself a philanthropist of
no mean proportions) being moved and persuaded by these
rumors and reports sued the manager of the affair for a balunce
which the aforesaid rumors and reports declared to be unlawfally
withheld, and, he lost his case. He is not a man who can lose
a case gracefully ; wherefore reporting the case in his evening
paper he so colored it as to muke it appear that not he, but the
adversary, was at favlt. Whereupon, the adversary (the man-
ager, to wit, of the aforesaid opera) sues for libel and recovers
$4000 damages and costs. We presume that if all they who

had cirenlated tho rumors and reports referred o, could similarly
bo got at, the manager of the opern would be soversl timefs ®
millionaire, Every one knows that anybody can find fault with
very nearly anything, and people who are not ploased certainly
have a right to find fault because thoy were not suited 5 and, if
they wish to originate rumors and reports to the eftect that t,l_loy
aro not pleased they endanger nathing but their own reputation
for good taste. Quite nnother thing it is to originate or to pro-
pagate wholesale chnrges of fraud, and unspeakably menn to
invoke sentiment to forego judgment by alleging ** robbery of tho
orphans.” There has been so much of that meanuncss porpe-
trated in Toronto in the last five years that weare glad onecase,
at least, has baen takan to court and thire dealt with as it de-
gerves. Our charities are largely dependent on voluntary Bl}b°
scriptions taken up by volunteer collectors, and on entertain-
ments furnished, under volunteor managers, by volunteor per-
formers. The idea, onco gone abroad, that these collectors or
managers or performers are preying on our charities would have
the immedinte effcet of, in the first place, ruining public ink':r-
cst in the performances themselves, and in the next, of depriv-
ing tho performances of the services of those who in the past
have so freely given their timeand skill to originating them and
carrying them out. No one should make, at fist or ab sec?nd
hand, o statement that he is not prepared to substantiate in o
courbof law. ¢ Rumor and report ” is no evidence of any fact be-
yond the fact of its own existence.

A SERIOUS MATTER.

Tt extension of the legal school age is becoming a serious
matter. Although we in this country have not gone as faxc as
they beyond the border, there is & useful lesson in the facts pre-
sented in the article furnished the last American Catholic Qnar-
terly by George D. Wolff, D.D. * There seems to be a perfect
craze,” he says, * to extond the period of so-called * school age '
to its utmost possible limits. The United States Cexlsl.zé Super-
intendent says that in ¢ the published reports of previovs cen-
suses, statements concerning persons of school age have been
limitod to 5 to 17 years, both inclusive,’ but under the present
census * rasults are given concerning persons from 4 to 20 years,
both years inclusive.” Irom the same bulletin (dnted August
18th, 1892) we learn that in twenty-five States of the Union the
¢ gehool age* includes persons of 21 years. On the other hand,
in five States of the Union ¢ scheol age’ begins at four years;
in cightcen States it begins al five years, and in twenty Stn'tes
it begins at six years. Whereis the senso of thus stretehing
¢ school age’ to impracticable limits, when of the whole number
of children in our public schools, 96 per ¢ent. are between the
ages of 7 and 14, and 924 per cent. are between the ages of 7
and 182"

We doubt not that if the Kindergarteners (with James L
Hughes at their head) had their way, the minimum age regis-
tered in the above would be asked for; and the enthusiasts in
the matter of High Schoo!l education would hold out for some-
thing very near the maximum as laid down over the line. The
brd effects of such extension of the legal school age are simply
indescribable, whesher in regard the injury done the littlo ones
at the commencenent of the course, or the injustice inflicted on
both children and parents ia the later years of it.

The law here in Ontariv is much more sensible. The Treas-
ury Act (Sce. 2) affects those only who are within.the ages of 8
to 14, very wisely covering the period within which perents
should give their children a fair opportunity of acquiring the
knowledge which is to serve them luter in life. The Ontario
law covers 95 per cent. of the actual school attendance. If
Truancy Acts are to be put in force at all (which some dispute)
the Ontario Act seems o fair and, if workable, o salutary piece
of legislation.
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Thelaw here in Ontario is much m;)ro sensible.  The Troancy
Act (Sec. 2) affocts those only who are within the agos of 8 Lo
l:l. very wisely covering the period within which parents should
give their ehildron w fair oppartunity of uequiring the knowledge
which is to sorve thew laler in life. The Ontariolaw covers 95
por cent. of the actual school attendunce. If Truancy Acts nre
tobe put in force at all (which some dispute) the Ontario Act
seems a fair and, if worknble, u salutary picco of legislution.

An instance of the esteom in which the Catholic priesthood is
held is reported from Binghamton, N.Y. 'The funeral of Very
Rev. James I. Harrigan, pastor of St. Patrick's parish in that
city, which, when established by him almost half a century ago,
included widely scattered sottlements in threo counties, took
placo on Wednesduy. At the suggestion of the Board of Trade
the business houses and factorics in the city were closed during
the funeral services. The Protestant Ministerial Association,
the Bankers' Association, Board of Trade, Common Council and
other municipal bodies attended the funeral, One hundred and
fifty priests from New York state and Pennsylvania were present.
The funeral cortege was the largest ever witnessed in that sec-
tion of the state.

AN IMPORTANT QUESTION.

The American Catholic Archbishops are to meet in conference at
Neow York in a few weoks, and it has beon semi-ofticially asserted
that the chief topie which they will consider is to be what methods
can be best employed to afford religious instruction to those Uatholio
children who, for one reason or another, do not attend the parochial
schools.

It has also beon stated, on what authority we dn not know, that the
number of Catholic children who are being cducated in non-Cutholic
schools is a million, while but 410,000 are credited to the parish and
Catholic private schools. If these figures be correct—aund there 18
10 question but that the number of Catholic children attending non-
Catholic schools is large—the importance of the question which the
metropolitans are to discuss at New York is apparent; and it is to be
hoped that the Archbishops, sll of whom have consulted with their
suffragans so that the views of the entire American hierarchy, it may
be anid, will be presented at the conference, may find some effective
golution of the grave problem they will nieet to consider. ‘

The parochial schools, it may be remarked, are very apt to be bene-
fited largely by the splendid showing wiich they made all over the
country 1n the recent Columbiun celebration. Parents whose children
nttend these Catholic schools were, of course, well aware of the excel-
lent work thoy are purforming ; and hence they anticipated just such
highly creditable exhibitions as their pupils made. These exhibitions,
though, were in the nature of a revelation to other people, not a few
of them Catholics, and they corrected many & wrong impiession
hitherto entertained of the Catholic schools. The result of this can.
not but prove beneficinl to the parochial schools in various dircctions,
m)d'i]n many places it is alreudy securing them a larger atiendanco of
pupils.

The number of Catholic children who are being cducated outside
the parish schools is, however, so large, that the American Archbishops
are fully justified in meeting to consider by what plan these children
can recetve the religious instruction which thoy now lack.—Catholic

Or, if they remained in
Tiganda thoy would be compelled to unite wita the Mahomendans,
and theso two factions *¢ would immediately prepare to exterminate tho
Catholics ** Nico converts, truly. * Finally,", adds Captain Lugadd,
“jt is abeolutely cerlain that they (the Protestants) would quarrel
among themselves” ; and with this agrees the * touclng appesal,” as
the Church Missionary Society calls it, of the converts themselves:
« Our friends, wo {cll you the truth, we shall andoubtedly, in the ease
of the company withdrawing, fight amongst ourselves.” GCould tapt-
ain Lugard say of the Catholic natives that thoy would fight awongst
themselves, carrying fire and sword into neighboring terrilories In
order to secize land, or unite with Mahomedans to exterminate the
Protestants ® It seems tolerably plain that if the Briish Government
determine to sdminister Ugands, as we hope they will, the only
natives likely to give trouble are the coaverts of the Church Alission
Socicty.—Catholic Times.
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THE COUNTESS OF BLESSINGTON.

With the passing away of tho older generation of whom Gladstone
is the only great one left, we are losing memory moroe and more easily
of the surroundings of their youth. When the late Lord Beaconstield
was 8till the nuaknown suthor of Vivian Gray, or known at most as the
promising son of & man highly respected in hterary circles. futher and
son were both regular visitors at the house of Marguerite, Countess of
Blessington. N. P. Willis, then a younz American of literary ambi-
tion, also obtained entrance to the charmed circle, and in o letter to
liis paper thus duscribed him who aftorwarda led tho Conservatives of
England whither he listed. ¢ D'Isracli Lias one of the most remark-
able faces I evet saw. e is lividly palo and, but for the energy of
his action and the strength of Ins lungs, would seem a consumptive.
His oye is black us Erebus, and has the most mocking and lying in-
wait gort of expression conceivable. . . . . His hair is as extraordin-
ary as his taste in waistcoats. A thick, leavy wmass of jet black ring-
lets folds over his left cheek almost to his collarless stock, while on
the night it is purted and put away with the smooth carefulness of a
girl’s, and shinea most unctuously

*With thy wcomparable oil, Macassar.’
It may be as woll before speaking of 1 ady Blessington's history to let
this sume observer describe the personal appearance of tho lady then
m the highest glory of hier career, around whose board were to bo et
the choicest spirits of thut remarkable period. -

* '['he portrait of Lady Blessington in the Boolt of Beauty is not
vnlike her, but is still an unfavorable likeness. She still looks some-
thing on the sunny side of thirty. Her person is full, but possesses
all the fineness of an admirable shape; her foot i3 not pressed ina
satin slipper for which a cinderella might long be sought in vain,
« « .« - Her features are regular, and her mouth, the most expressive
of them, has a fullness and freedom of play peculiar to the lrish
physiognomy, and expressive of the most unsuspicious good humor.
Add to this a voice merry and sad by turns but always musical, and
manners of the most unpretending elegance yet more remarkable for
their winning kindness, and you have the prominent traits of one of
the most lovely and fascinating women I have ever seen.”” A vast
contrast this to the flat, tasteless face of Madame de Sevigney, or the
very plain countenance, to say the least, of Madume de Stael; and
then Napoleon's *‘ grand pied de Stael.” Madame Roland was little
and flat-nosed, if we can judge from the pictures still to be seen, but
there is so much sgirit in her great eves, eyes that must have flashed
even as she ascended the guillotine, that most of us are glad she was
not beautiful.

Edmund Power, the futher of Marguerite, afterwards Couutess of

Blessington, was'a man of uncontrollable temper. Trusting to pro-
mises of political preferment, he accepted an unremunerative post as
magistzate snd, as his pecuniary position becameo worse, placed no
checks upon his morose humours, but became, during the uprising of
1798, a-determined and vindictive rehel hunter, going so far upon one
occasion as to shoot down an inoffensive young peasant, the only son
of & widow. Ior this deed he was urruigned upon a charge of murder,
but discharged. [n their youth all the members of his famuly, with
the sole exception of Marguerite, were healthy and endowed with moro
than the general share of beauty. She herself, s0 celebrated nfer-
wards for her charing of person, was in childhond plun featured and
delicate. A wmental precocity which seems to have been remarkable,
drew from her parents no particular notice other than occastonal ridi-
cule, and this served to make her existence the more miserable. An
clderly lady of greater discernment, liowever, saw signs of promise in
the abstracted mind, and undertook the education of the child. When
ahout twelvo she had so far advanced in mental attainments and so
much improved in physical perfections that she was made the chiof
attraction for visitors to her father's house. At that time 2 regiment
was stationed at Casliel, the ofticers of which were frequently enter-
tnined by Mr. Power. \When ilarguerite was fourteen, one of theso
for whiom sha had nothing but abhorrence, a Captsin Farmer, obtained
lier father's consent to a marriage. Mr. Power consalted only the
desperate condition of his exchiequer and disregarded ss childish the
very natural objections of his daughter, who had received a similar
proposition in person from another captain in the same regiment.
Nothing availed, and the child of fourteen was forced into what hade
to bo a life contract for which she would have no feelings but those of
the deepest repugnance. The natural result follpwed. Separation
was almnost immediate. Captain Fanner was sent Lo other posts, and
finally lost his commission. Mrs. Farmer remained with her mother
and other relatives and eventually removed to London.  The marriage
was in 1804. Tn 7817 Captain Farmer who was being entertaiued
by some friends in 2 barrack room. after some dranken argument, fell
from a window and was killed. A few months afterward Mrs. Furmer
was married to the Iarl of Blessington.

Blessington was still a young wan, and there is no doubt that so
long as ue lived was most affectionately regarded by the Countess.
But in marrying him it must be said she deliberately intensified her
former misfortune. Though young, he had already run the full gamut

of faghionnble dissipation and was sur ed. IHis only pleasures left
were in the oultivation of the society o rilliant and promising men,
and in the incurring of lavish and unwarranted expenditures in the
furmghing of hus houschold. It may be the Countess thought thut
tho exnited station she thon assumned was suflicient to satin"y thedesire
of any woman, Like June Welsh, she married for awmbditru, and like
her, no doubt, lived to seo tho folly of it.  Mrs. Carlyle lived to seo.
tha fume of her husband acknowledged, and to find herself by han
almost forgotten. Lady Blessington afterwards met perhaps the only
man who mspired in her a dae amount of affection, and was unavle to
marry him.

This person was Alfred Count D'Orsay. the sen of o French geueral
and o man of great and varied talent. 1o sct the taste m all muuner
of fushions, was a promment contributor to wagazines wd literaturo
in general, executed some paintings and groups of stutuary which
are masterpic.~< 2, their way, was a conversationist of extraordinary
felicity, and the trusted friend of men great in letters amd in the art
of governmont. e aided Prince Lows Nupoleon in lus desggus upon
the throne of the Irench, aud was repmid by iugratitude. Ihis por-
traits of Byron and Wellington and his statuette of Napoleon 1. were,
and perhups ave, considered the best representutions of those persons.
Ho met Lady Blessington about the time she made the acquamtance
of Byron mn [taly. Byron and he agreed fumously. Lora Bles-ing-
ton was fascinated by the brilliant young fellow, and in 1827 married
him to a mere child, g Lordship’s daughter. Then in 1829, after
having ruined his estate, Liord Blessington died. 1)'Orsay’s marringe
was but a circumstance. Llhiere were no sympathies between Inm and
Ing wife, and they separated. Thereafter his name may be seen i
every letter of Imdy Blessington's, whether addressed by or to her.
Or these three Lady Blessington died first. D'Orsay’s picture may be
seen' in the famoug drawing by Mauclise, known as ** The Fraserians.”
Coleridge, Carlyle, Lockhart, Galt, Magum, Southey, Barry Corn-
wall, Tliackeray, and the rest are there. No mean company for this
“curled darling.”

Gore Houge, wherein Lady Blessington held must of her famcur
sorrees and in whnch she lived until Count D'Orsay had been driven
off to Paris to avoud lus creditors, was o place of much previous and
subsequent interest. One of its proprietors was a wiserly person who
took no pleasure save in the contemplation of his wealth, aud grudged
that portion of it uccessary to the maintenance of the splendid house.
After him came Wilberforee, the patient, gentle apostle agust the
slave trade. T'o hun the glorious gardens wers enough fo banish all
thought of bugy, roaring London, and he reposed as quietly under the
shade of its trees as though ho tvere' an hundred miles removed into
the country. Then came ¢ the gorgeous Lady Blessington, and after
her forced sale a gentleman of the ndme of Soyer, an epicure whose
name hves upon grocery shelves the world over, giving name and
fame to an excellent gravy colourwyg and rchsh. The expenses of
Gore House were double the incoine of Luay Blessington. Shestrove
right royally 10 make the rest in- e’ pursuit of literature, but failed,
aud lived but o few weeks after the final break up of her bome.
Thackeray wag at the sale and, according to, the French valet of Lady
Blessington, was the only one who seemeyl affecied thereby. Tears,
we may be sure, were in his eyes, and when he got home his feelings
found vent in a2 burst of tender-hearted cynicism never to be met with
in any other than the great showman of Vanity Fuir.  Lady Blessing-
ton died 1 June, 1849, Count D Orsay beeame guardian of the re-
maias, and Walter Savage Landor, who had written for her publics.
tions some of his most enchanting * Conversations,” wrote an epitaph,
of which the following is a translation :

+¢ Underneath i3 buried all that could be buried of a woman once
most beautifule She cultivated her genius with the greatest zeal, and
fostered it in others with equal assiduity. The benefits sho conferred
ghe could concoul—her talents not. Elegant in her hospitality to
strangers, charnitable to all, she retired to Paris in Apnl, and thera
she breathed her last on the 4th of June, 1849.” LCAav.
