Free uade
in fish with Newfoundlaud and the United States is advantageous to our
dealers as well as to thosé who catch and cure fish, but countries adopting
the bounty system should be squarcly met by a countervailing duty.

An English officer who was reposting upon the recent mancuvers of
40,000 Russian troops at Krasna: Sclo, says —* The Russian army moves
like @ great wac! 'ne, which, if everything works smoothly, is buth puwerful
and ¢fiective ; but should anything take place that has not been expected ot
provided for, this ilitary machine at once becomes unwourkable” He
belicves that Russian treops would prove no more formidable ar enemy "o
the British than they did during the Crimean war.

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THE BARTHOLDI STATUE OF LIBERTY.

The citizens of New York are already bcfinning to prepare for the
ceremonial and  festivities that will mark the completion of the great
Bartholdi Statuc of Liberty. The finishing touches of the work are now
being made and on or about the 28th inst. it will formally be opened to the
public. Ten years ago a number of French gentlemen conccived the idea
of mising a subscription throughout the Freuch Republic, and applying the
funds thus obtained to the erection of a monuirent within the United States,
1o be a memorinl of the fraternal fecling existing between the two greatest
republics on carth. A young sculptor named Bartholdi, who had already
won a high position in France, was employed to carmry out the design of the
promoters, and from the descriptions of the statue which have reached us,
we have rcason to believe that Bartholdi's success is beyond cavil, and that
his name will go down to prosterity as the designor and cxcoutor of one of
the most notable monuments ever erected by man  In New York harbor
there is a littleisland, bavipg an area of 13 acres, upon which stands an
old stone fort. Here, during the summer and autumn, crowds from the
adjoining cities gather to inhale the fresh sca breezes. Itis, in fact, a
breathing place for the masses, and upon it Bartholdi has erected his grand
memorial statue. The pedestal which has been constructed at a cost of
$350,000 is 150 feet in height,  Within it are clevators for carrying visitors
to the platform on top, where a magnificent view of the surrounding
country may beobtained, with an unobstructed view to seaward. The quarter
of a million dollars expended upon this pedestal was secured by private
subscriptions in America, and by special appropriations of the United
States Congress. From the platform of the pedestal, the Statue of Liberty
rises 150 feet in the air, making the c.stance from the top of the torch,
which is held in the goddess’s right hand, to the ground jor feet. A stair-
way through the statue enables the visitor to reach the lookout on the torch,
where 12 persons can stand at one time. ‘To give some idea of the size of
this immense statue it need only be stated that the width of the eye is «

. feet 4 inches, the length of the nose 3 feet g inches, while that of the fore
finger is 4 fect 12 iuches. The monument is to be brilliantly illuminated at
night both within and without by electsic lights, the light from the torch
being, by an ingenious arrangement of reflectors, thrown far out to sea.
Tho cercmonies which are to grace the dedication of this statue are to be
of the most imposing character, and will be taken part in by several
distinguished French and well known American orators. Those who intend
visiting Uncle S8am’s domain during the next few weeks should make their
arrangements to be in New York towards the close of the present month,
80 as to witness an cvent which posterity will regard as one of the most
memorable in the z19th century.

THE KEY-NOTE.

To know how to plow, to sow, and to reap is good enough as far as it
go¢es, but there are mauny other impartant matters connected with agricultural
pursuits of which our farmers require a theoretical as well as a’ practical
knowledge, It may not be within the power of every young manin the
country, who intends to follow farming as a profession, to obtain that precise
scicntific knowledge which will enable him accuratuly to analyze soils, and
to determine the correct quantity or quality of artificial or other manures to
be applied, but there are within the reach of all who are ambitious to excel in
the profession, books and papers which, if carefully studied and digesled,
would greatly aid the agriculturist and prevent his committing the mistakes
into which young farmers so frequently fall. That there is a decided thirst
among our farmors for knowledge bearing upon agriculture, is Quite apparer.t
to thos. who are brought in contact with them, and the fact that our
politiciati. sre endeavoring to satisfy this want is a further proof that it i
both gereral and wide-sprecad. ‘The experimental farms now being estab-
lished by the Dominion Government in different parts of the Upper and
Maritime Provinces will be invaluable to our farmers, but that this is only
the beginning of the work may be gathered from the speech delivered by
the Hon. Mr. Carling, Minister of Agriculture, in reply to an address
delivered to him at the Dominion Exhibition in Sherbrooke. Mr. Carling
said: ¢ Agriculture is an interest of such paramount importance to the
whole Dominion that any measures which convey to any large number of
farmers any real information respecting it must appreciably add to the
general wealth and prosperity. 1 should for this reason be glad to see the
elements of scientific agriculture taught to the youth of all our public scheols,
as I believe by this means there would come to be created a more gencral
taste for its pursuit, which would in its turn lead to emulation and thencc to

ter success.” .

Mr. Carling has struck the key-note. Itis in our public schools that
our young men first develop a decided taste for their future occupations in
life. It has frequently been claimed that free school education unfits our
lads for farm life ; if this means that farmers' sons are to have their
education restricted to the three R’s, we demur, but if, as is the case, the
course of training is of such a character as to give the minds of the pupils
a decided bent towards business and professional pursuits, it is, we think,
time that the importancoe of the gieat industry under consideration should
be givenits fair share of attention in the schools throughout the land.
The Provincial Government has altcady taken one step in this direction.
The Normal School course now includes the study of agricultural text-books
and practical chemistry, and as the department of agriculture is under the
immediate control of Professor Smith, we may hope that the information
which is being gathered by the present Normal School pupils, will, in time
by disseminated throughout the length and breadth of the Province. With
rudimentary knowledgs qn agricultural matters obtainable in our public

schols, and with a well-equipped Agticultural College and Mode: Farm in

operation, our farniers’ boys would hesitate before exchanging the indepen.
dence and liberty to be enjoyed upon the farm, for the unceasing toil and
confinement of city occupattons,

A JURYMAN'S COMPLAINT.

Not long since a stalwart farmer complained to us that he was obliged
to serve on a jury’at a time when his farm duties required his most
assiduous attention, and thatthe pittance which he received for thus serving
his country was not sufficient to pay onre-half of the expenses which he was
obliged to incur while remaining in an hotel of the town. The complainant,
we think, had good reason for grumbling. While the Judge, thelawyers and
the court officials received adequate remuneration for their services, he way
obliged to take a half day's pay for a full day's work, and run the risk of
loss on his crop from delay in harvesting. But if jurymen have cause to
complain of the semi gratuitous services which they are obliged to render
for tge public, the public have good reason to ask themrelves whether men
employed under such circumstances are likely to discharge their duties in
that fair and impartial manner which theoretical law demands. Imagine
the perturbed state of the mind of a man who is calleu upon to serve upon
a jury at the very time when his personal attention is required in some
business transaction, or his home duties make it imperative that he should
remain upon the farm. Imagine, such a2 man boxed for hours in an ill.
ventilated, oderous courthouse, listening to the questioning and crass.
questioning of frightened witnesses in a case in_which he, personally, has
not the slightest interest, and rf tho facts of which he has but a confused
idea. Imagine him hustled into a jury-room and there locked up unti’ ne
can make up his mind to agree with the majority of his comrades in
rendering a verdict for or against the prisoner at the bar. How, say we, can
such a man be expected to judge impartially in the many ca es in which he
is called upon to use his jud7.uent? Even suppose he is a conscientious
citizen, his own private cares and persoral ends will lead him to hurry
through the business, and although he may not wittingly be unjust, ya
through want of proper cousideration he acquiesces in the verdict rendered,
thereby not unfrequently doing as he would not be done by The jury
system may be the bulwark of British liberty, but as at present constituted
it is far fiom being the ideal of British justice.

THE BRIDGE AT QUEBEC.

The many and oft-repeated complaints, which are made by merchants
and others dealing with the Upper Provinces, asto the time taken in
shipping freight from Montreal and points west to Halifax and St. Joho,
should arouse our public men to the necessity of taking vigarous measures to
romedy this state of affairs. Of course so long as the freight has to be
brought over two independent lines, which are practically without competi:
tion, the directors of either road can conveniently lay the blame of delays
at the door of its neighbors. But this does not remedy the evil, nor does
it satisfy the merchant who has, by unnecessary detentions, heen subjected
to vexatious disappointments, if not to actual loss. The Dominion Govem-
ment has expended 840,000,000 in building the Intercolonial Railway from
Halifax to Levis, and $100,000,000 in_constructing the Canada Pacific
Ruailway from Quebec to Vancouver, B C.  There now remains but a gap of
3000 yards to un: ¢ the two sections of the great trans-continental highway,
and it appears to us that the time has arrived for taking measures to further
the construction of the bridge across the St. Lawrence at Quebec, which will
unite the termini of thesc great railways. This will probably involve
expenditure of from $3,000,000 to $4,000,000, but its cost as compared
with the public outlay for railways is comparatively small, while the
prospective advantages both for the Maritime and Wes.tcm Provinces, is
proportionally great. With a bridge at Quebec our shippers would have
two railways competing for business, with the result that freight to or from
Halifax or St. Jobn would b lelivered in less than one-half the time it now
takes.

The building of this bridge suculd not be made a party issue, it isa
work in which every man in the country is directly or indirectly interested,
and one that could not fail to be of special advantage to the people living
in the Maritime Provioces. Nailing lies may be a pleasant occupation for
carpenter journalists, but we wish that the managers of our daily news
paperscould see their way clear to dispense with this cmusemen?, and devote
themselves with the samc zeal and energy to matters which more vitally
affect the welfare of the people. Lot the lizs have a rest, gentlemen, your
hammers can be more usefuily employed on live public issues, issues which,
if dealt with in a broad, liberal, and patriotic spirit, would be a lasting
benefit to all classes in the community. What have our contemporaries to
say about the bridge at Quebec?

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RELIGIOUS.

CHURCH UF ENGLAND.

Tho idea was strongly com
bated by a certain class of churchmen, Lut the enunently practical and
economical nature of such a brotherhood in poor and scattered districts
must ultimately prevail. ¢ there are men who are willing o lead a celi-
bate life, and to devote thewselves und their means to hard pioncer work,
shall'the Church not eagerly avail herself of their services?

The samne remarks apply cqually 10 communities of women, ‘The safe-
guards for both lie in the control of such institutions by Diocesan authority,
and the fact of vows not being necessanly for life.

There appears to be a growing tendency i the Church o the Mother
Couutry, to establish communitics of clergy. ‘The Bishop of Salisbury has
just instituted an order of missioners, and another has lately been opened at
{{amsgill. ‘I'his supplics a key to the grave questiin, how our missions are
to be supported in the North West.  Common sense replies, by a band of
clergy, binding tkemselves cither for a time, or if they have the vocation for
life, to live in a community, to be maintained from a general fund, and to bo
at the diaposal of the Bishop. Commuynities of educated women would in
like manner solve the education difficulty.

lovera of a well-ordered atato of society. Johu Morloy, Justin McCarthy,
Hoeury Labonchore, and oven tho *grand old” Gladstono are among the
enthusinatic students and admirors of * the English Demosthones.”  Nor
ahould it detrant from his glory that hia uamo is invoked by the Radicals ot
to day oftener than by othors, to add furce ts o contontion or stampa
principlo with authority ; ho is quoted by them beciuso his utlerances may
woll bo surpouo\l to havo weight with men of conservative leanings.
Indeed, if tho Radicals of England, who without acknuwledgmont s
Burke's thusnder againat tho despotism of powor whon it suits their pipune,
could cast into lasting oblivion his protests against the worse despotism of
unrestrainod human  passions, thoy would gladly accord him o pormanct
place in their Pantheon, But for thom his principles are tvo Christu,
aud his invelornto hatred of anarchy too conspicuyus. His humamty
was_too broad and lruv not to bo aroused into fiery denunciation of thw
abuso of powor, whother that abase assumed the shape of ** opulem
oppression” in Indin or democratic privst-huting in Franco. Honeo
ho holds but a half-allogiance from tho Radical clomoent , aud henco
hia noble oxpositions of true liborty and his magnificont vindicativns
of woll regulatad society, boutded by no limitations of race, crood wr
countiy, aro circumscribed in thoir miuds by his anti-revolutionary labors,

It can hardly bo said that tho greatest of English statosinen and oruturs is
a pupular anthor. He has taken his placo as a classio on tho sholves of ail
woll-stocked libraries, but he is populatly known only by a fow spinted
extracts from his spoeches, and by Mncaulay's description of the ontrance on
tho parliawentary stage of Lord Rockingham's Irish Sccretary © who tu an
oloquonco oven surpassing tho cloquonco of P'itt, and an industey that
shamed thoe industry of Gronville, united an amplitude of comprohonsivn tu
which neither Pitt nor Groanville sould lny claim.” But if {m shares the
fato of many other great writers, in boing conventionally admirod but
practically negloctod by tho reador, componsation liss in tho fact that nu
political writer is more diligently studied by the rulots of politieal thought,
the wakor and leaders of public opinion. He is the private tutor of public
teachers, the very rade mecum of the ambilious orator and aspiring politician.
Most of tho questions of political othics which have beon the suhjects of
discussion and legislation in Britain during the presont contury, have heen
by him profoundly studiod and elaborately discussed. ‘Llio amendmont and
amolioration of tho criminal laws, parliamentary roform, Catholic emancipa-
tion, ministerial responsibility, the freedom of the pross, the governmont of
the colonles, the distribution of land, the right to tho franchise—all have
rocoivod from him thoir most ample and brilliant illustrativas.

Burke's definitions of truo liberty aro as beautiful as they aro true.  “You
hope, Sir,” ho says, writing to Do Monouville, “that I think the French
desorving of liborty. Most cortainly I do. I think that all mou whe
sincoroly dosiro it doservo it. It ia not the roward of our merit ur the
acquisition of our industry. It is our inhoritanco. IL istho birthright of
our specivs.  Wo forfoit our right to it only whon wo monifost disabilitics
that forfeit our titlo to tho common and most widely acknowledged priviloges
of our kind. I mecan tho abuse .or oblivion of our natural facultics, aund a
forocious indocility which is prono to wrong or violenco, which dostruys vur
invate love of right and transforms us into somothing. little bottor than a
description of wild beast. To men dograded by such disabil*tics, a state of
strong restraint is a sort of necessary substituto for freodom, since, bad as it
is, it may in somo moeasures dolivor thom from tho worst of all slavory, that
is, tho despotism of their own blind and brutal passions. You lave kindly
said that you began to love frocdom from your intorcourso with mysoll.
Pormit mo thon to continue our convorsation, and to tell you, in answer tv
an implied question, what is tho frcodom that I love. It is not sulitary,
unconnocted, individual solfish liborty. It s the gonoral, socinl freodum.
It is that stato of things in which tho liberty of no man and no budy of
men is in n condition to trespass on the liberty of any porson, or any
dosoription of persons in socioty. The liborty, tho only liberty, I moan, isa
liberty connected with and directed by ordor ; a liborty that not only oxists
along with virtuo and order, but that cannot exist without both.”

It was Burke's forluno to witnoss tho temporary triu.iph, but not the
succeoding ropulse of tho Fronch Revolution. He died at tho full tido of
its fury. Yot tho tromoendous blows ho dealt its principles, alinost single-
handed tho’ ho was, boforo all that was mortal of him obtained a placo in
mother-carth, aro beliovad by wany to have eaved England from succumb-
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jng to {ta influcnco in hin owiri day, and their conanrvalive onorgy atill is
felt tinoughout the British Empire and ovon bayoud it.  *Thix man,” says
Behlogel, (in tho words of o tranalator,) ** has boou to his awn country and
to all Furopo—and, i a partioular manner, to sl Germany—a naw light of
wlitical wiadoin and moral okperionco.  Ho corrected his ago when at the
!loight of rovolutionary madncas ; and  without chamnploning any ona
systom of philosophy ho soows to have scen furthor into tho truo mature of
socicty, and to havo more cloarly comprohonded tho offuct of roligion in
connocting individual socourity and individual virtuo with national waelfare
than any syatom of philosophy of any procoditig aga cuablid ot atateamen
to do. Nor did tho wisdom of tho distinguishad philosophor-atatesman only
show itacll aftor tho harin was done.  From the timo the first rumblings of
tho rovolutivunry tempost wore heard, ho froquontly witered hia doop
conviction of its chametor and fulure violonco. Alnrmed by what e had
scen of tho provailing and  undisguined smpropriety aml skopticism of
Pariniant sucioty in his visita to France in 1772, ha ook ocewion an oaely 1
1773 to point out i onn of his aperchien *“ this dark conspiracy of anarchy
and athoism which will yot forco itaclf upon tho attention of Europuan
g vornmente”  “Tho ontragos in the namo of liherty, which wore simultan
ovus  with the first outhurats of s * connpitney,” ovoked  his most
ungualtliod condomustion aml most notive hoatiiity, aned afforded him an
opportumity of establishung s foremght and sagaaty, whieh hail long hfore
discorned tho hollownivss of communmatic prorvessions.  “The political gladintor
of his time * in whose broast no angor, durablo or velhomont, had ovor hovn
kindlod but againat oppression and injustice ;* whoxs mighty vaics fnd
ro.cohood ncross tho Atlantic i support of tho Amerviean colonist, had
oaded for the African slavo and l{uuloo Iaborer, and hind inatillo 1 feealy
Lopo into tho dospairing heart of tho unfortunate lrish Papist,” roused
himeelf now to his most poworlul offort in bobalf of the fugitive Fronch
official, the Froush nobloman, and tho hunted Fronch priest, and he then
proolaimod to tho world 1n docisive tonos, whoso prophotic correctnnss all
subssquont hiatory attosta, that tho conflict botweon socinlinm and all consti
tutod governmenta had ouly begun.

Burke's thoory of true roform, illustratod by the honaralle labors of his
whole publio carcer, was mdically opposnd to that of the Froneh coustitution
makors. Mo olearly forosaw fromn tho first what woro tho accrot aims and
sspirations of tho rovolutionary loaders, whatover might bo their humenitar-
jau professions ; that whatover thoir changos of loadors or watchwords, thoir
goal would always bo tho samo—tho destruction of oxisting socioty ; not
reform, not improvomonts, but, first and 1oromost, complote ruin Ho
belioved with Baron that thoro could bo no wide design of roform which
did not 30t out with tho detorminntion *“ to wood, to pruno, and to gmft,
mther then to plough up und plant all afresh.”

It was nesorted by a writer in the The Werek somo littlo timo ago, that
Burko is uow ontiroly out of fsshion. Bul Burke’s famo is not dopondont
upon the fashion of this or any othior siugle ago.  “Ejfus upera monumentum
aere pereanius.”  ‘The principles ho ohuncisted and maintaived, commem.
oratexl hitn far more offectually than monuments of brass or marble ; and
thees principlos 1n thoir purity must bo sought afier in his works. It is not
too much to say that whon John Ruesoll and Itobert Pecl will have hocomo
obecuro names, whon tho spooches of Pitt and Fox,and the pootry and plays
of Sheridan vill have becomo & curiosity to tho scholar, tho works of Burke
will endure, imperishable monuments of British civilization, and the
concensus of elatosmon, orators, and philosophors will crown hi ono of the
moet illustrious of all earth’s immortals. .

RIO DE JANEIRO JOTTINGS, BY A NOVA SCOTIAN.

Icopy for publication in Tue Cntrio, from a lellor just receivad, tho
fullowing pen-and-ink sketchos of Rio de Jaueiro and vicinity. That the
writer 13 a Patron of Husbandry, a member in good standing of Excelsior
Grango, No, 018, will vot make tho lottor loas interesting to those who aro
not Patrons, while it will increaso the intorest for thoso who are.

My corrospondont writes—** 1 wont ashorn last Sunday for the first and
only timo. You seo, wo are anchored about fivo mtlos from the city, on the
oppotite sido of tho harkor ; und, of couise, on a ship in a foreign port thero
is no such thing as poricct liborty ; 1n fact, thore 1s nono, only as tho maator
seez fit to allow,

Woll, in company with tho sccond officor, I went to the city in the
butcher’s boat. ‘The woathor was mild, with a light breezo, ladon with plea-
sant odora of orange blossoms sud tropical flowors from the many beautiful
islands that from & distance resomble hugoe plants floating on tho water.

. Small boats woro flisting hero and thero and everywhero, some contain-
ing produce for tho market and tho ships lying at anchor ; others ladon with
church-goars from tho ships of war, and othors again fillad with pleasuro
seekors goiug in differont directions ; and it really scemed to mo as if thoy
would not have far to go; but, of course, evorything bore tho charm of novelty,
which is no mean factor in a dry's ploasuro, Ve onjoyod tho sail very
much, but we eagerly clamborod ashore in sourch of adventuro and sights,
Not being cither of us acqusinted with the city, although my friond had beea
thero before, we, of courss, did not readily fiud tho noted sights aud places.
However, by taking the strect cars promiscuously, wo managed to seo quite
« lot of the town. There is a mountain on tho south-west sido of tho city,
called Cocarado, from the top of which can be scon oo of the lovelicst pat r-
smio views of ocean, bay, islands, ships and city, that Nature aver spread wo
charn the soul of man. Looking to tho porth-cast, tho farthost visible
objoct is Capo Figo, a fino promonotory running out into tho Atlantic liko a
gtim sentinu] guarding the entrance to tho city. Totho north-cast and south

{s tho great Atlntle, whomo coannlons billows thunder at {ls baao, weird,
floreo, mournful, angry or joyful, to suil the particulas atato of tha lintanor's
wind  Running the eys along the connt from Capa Figo to the north of tha
harbor, onn sees a numbor of sumll falanmda, somo anhat ited, soma baro of
trea or shiruby, othors groon, and all high and rugged, forming bays aml inlota
that romind ouo of the ¥ Ialanda of the Sea Fairies””  On tho samo side, at
the entmmnien of the harbor, ia a fort, built of stono, a sambling irregular sort
of athiir that reaamblon at n distanco a small village, tho towors and ramparts
boing painted, aumo light blua, and somo white, ~ Opposite this, on tho cit
aide, is another forl (not s largo) of groy stono, unpainted.  From this
fort tho conxb continues nmtah tho suma, the falhinda and bays dosigned and
plamed by tho samo architect,  Nestlod amony, sud  parlially hidilon by
theso islavals, nro n anmbor of fino buldings that might be arsonals, hoae
pitals, er warchuuscs, for aught [ know, boing too far off v distinguish,
Tuniddo the forts in ouo of the most heautiful bays in tho world, atrolohing
much farthor than the ayo ean eaoh, like n noa of molton silver, dottod with
countloss ialanudw, all wore or luw elad with o luxutianes unknown to coldor
amd healthior climes.  “Fho wain 1and is moro or Joas broken, and partakos
more of the mountain nnd valley than the undulauing A fur as ono can
woe, it fw an onddloss auccomion of olills and mngoes, and among thom heauti-
fub en' vatwld valloys that seom to b homaed in ot ovory sul> but the one
woxt us Thero in quito a mapectablo finot of morchant ships, Boglinh, Ame.
rican, and Norweginn, forming tho bulk. )

Thoro is aleo (it n wquadron of war ships (Brazilian), built mostly in
Cireal Rritam, which, witha numbor of furts and batterios, form the defences
of the cily O tho othor sidu of tho bay 1s the town of Unigo Grand, which
wae formetly choson as tho sito of the aity, but Nature assorted her right,
and Rio was built whero thero was room o grow,  The city itaolf has noth-
ing geand about it, tho buildings are low and irrogular, tho strools nacrow
aud cronked, ill paved, and mudoratoly cloan.  Bright colors provail, giving
the buildings a chonl) look, althvugh bwilt of brick and atono.  Stroot cars
are very numerous, drawn by maules, which sosm tv contain moro life than
any othor croatures in this » givn. ‘T'hn cars aro quito comfortablo, and oasy
to rido in, but the drives, of which wo took a numbor, are vory shott. There
in « fine park, too, right iu «uo hoart of the city, which is indeod a splondid
placo to upaned an ovening hear.  Thoro aro a numbor of woll shaded walks,
hundrada of rpocics of trees and shrubs, and plavts, sud among tho latter,
the most attractive to me, wore tho cactusos, sumo of them of unmenso sise ;
alno, somn contury plants 7 foot high, with a sproad of 10 or 12 foct. But
the graat atlraction of the park is tho grotto and waterfull (built of courss).
‘The grotto would, I aupporo, contain 150 poople. Tho stalactitos suspended
from tho roof would nlmost du oredit to Naturo hotsolf.  \Yator dripping
from thean weama to form stalagmnites on the floor bonesth. Tho offect in
vory plansing indood, and was worth all it cost to soo tt,—of courss, all this
in freo to all.  Thoro is n canal through the park, spanned by rustic bridges
that speak woll for tho tasto or the dosigner. Somo curious ducks and
goose (not Portuguaso) gulls, and other aquatic fuwls, claim the canal ot arti-
ficinl rivor, which is abundantly fillod with the largost gold fish 1 ovor saw.

T'ho people are of all colors, from whits to the blackest black—tho inter.
modiato colops are the provailing hues. Thore aro no color linces, a white
mnn i8 as good as n black man, and vico-veraa. ‘I'horo aro scmo slaves, but I
did uot seo any  Ina fow yoars all will bo frac, & those are born slaves,
When tho prasent lot die, slavery will ho at an ond in Brazil.”

GREEK PEASANT LIFE.

In tho village oach houso has its threshing-floor attached, and close to
esch throshing-tloor aro curious round holes in tho ground, cslled lakkoi, in
which tho farmer storos his grain. When dug,*thoy cover the inside of
thoso holos with straw, and on this thoy pilo up tho grain so as to form a
cone-shspod mound ; this they cover with straw, and un the top put some
tirushiwood, and then pad tho wholo down with earth, so that tho rain never
ponotratos.  This is a vory anciont mothod of storing grain, and is peculiar
now to tho apot. Notl far from tho threshing floor reposes their primitive
plough, a plough such as Hotnor would havo sven if hoe had not been blind.
The chiof requisito for a Karpathioto plough is a tres with a trunk and two
branchoa : ono branch eorves as 2 tail, whilst tho other, tipped with the
sharo, prn=irates the ground, and tho trunk sorves asthe pule. Somotimes
thoro are slight improvoments on this primitive instrument, but not often ;
its chief morit is that it is so light thae the farmor can carry it ovor his
shoulder ns ho drives hia bullocks before him to their wotk. Thoy never
caro about making deop furrows, and thoy naver make straight ones. The
ploughman begins his day by ploughing a circlo, over whick ho goos, round
and round and across, in a caroless fashion, till his task is dono. Tho share
is a pointed cylindrical bit of iron in no way altored from those that are
found of ancient days. A Karpathioto peasant has a great voneration for
his share ; it is handed down from father to son, and from plough te plaugh,
When a marriago takes plage, tho mother of tho bridegroom mosta tho happy
pair on the threshold of their now homo on their roturn from church,
aud thoro sho gives thom what is callod tho * inconso of tho sharo;” that is
to say, sho puts into the iron somo ashes from tho hoarth and waves thom
about in front of tho young couplo, after tho fashion of the priest ir. church.
‘This is supposed to insuro for thom strongth like tho iron of tho share, and
industrious habits such as former ownors of the sharo have displayed. In
the villago of ‘Olympus much of tho primitive old lifa is left. Tho men
carey tho thick hair garmonls which thoir wives weave at home; thoy wear
their hair long and shaggy, and they govern themsclves by a sort of parlia-
ment, which meots onco a year in tho village church. Wo wero present at
ono of thoso meetings, and wore struck by the deforence shown to the slders
and tho attontion which tho younger mon paid to the words which foll from
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their mouths, © At thoir feosta thoe samo deforonco to old age is manifeat , the
oldors sing firet thoso idyls which ate only found on Kavrpathos, and aro of a
5onuino archaio typv.  Very fow of thaw ean write or read, and anyone that

cos 8o is honored at onco with the title of Diakoes, or deacon, and is a
porson of great importanco at tho arsemblics, for ho it is who keops tho
minutes, and can write down protty nearly what ho pleasos, sitting cross-
legged, with tho inkstand on tho ground before him. Iy tho etroam which
flows down n narrow valley from Olympus {0 tho sea, great recds grow which
aro often used for tho ceilings of their fiat-roofed houser aud for hedges, A
peasant housowife of Olympus, who wishes to carry a 1 ght from one houso
to apothor, will put the ombore into onoe of theso roods to provont v being
oxtinguished. Amongat the gamos played by tho boys of Samos, I saw onv
which borea curious resomblance to singlo-wickot orickot ; thoy call it * ball,”
‘Thero aro fivo playors on cach side ouo sido isin,thoother fiolds ; tho one who
ia in dofends his wickot, a stone crected on the grass, with his hand ; whoh
ho hits the ball ho does not run, but counta one whon the Lall is rent beyond
a ceriain boundary line they have, if the ball hits tho stone ho is out. « In
their  medical lore, the Greck pensauts of the presont day rotain a closo
rosomblanco to their ancestors. Various quacks and charma were hold as
socrols in familics, and known to old women only, who performed thom, and
it is preciscly the samo now. Old witch-liko women are tho recognised vil:
lago doctors; thoy protond to drive out disenses, by mmttering incantations,
or by passes with a sicklo, the point of which has beon dipped in honoy.
Suddon illnesses, especinlly opilepsy,  the sacrud discaso of tho ancionts,”
aro altributed to the direct influonco of the devil, and tho usual cure for
these is'to burn incenso morning aud ovening at cross roads, which ceromony
must bo performed for forly days, And concluded by a pricst reading an
“ offico,” while the suflerer must wear tho pricst's sacred girdle. Many beliovo
that the devil can bo propitiated by lighting a cand!e to his honor in church,
Tho idea is provalont that if you light a candle to tho devil, the demons of
the lower air will bo so much astoutshed ot the unexpected compliment, that
thoy will haston W perform tho behests of the lightez,  For a similar roason,
doubtless, in many pluces the dovil is called * the good man " for the same
love of cuphemisms is oxhibited now-a-days that gave the namo of Eumen-
ides to tho Furies, Many unpleasant diseases bear cuphemistic names.—
Fortunightly Revicw.,

Still, thevo is no doubt about it;tho fish have struck in in
unusually large quantities ; and if the run will only continuo for a while,
and the weather remnain favorable, our fishormen may yol be able to mako
up for the poor catch of the carlier part of the scason.

There are three criminal eases to bo tried, including ono case of homicido ;
while among the “ Civics,” the oxcitement culminates in the case of
Cameron and McDonald, which is an action for slander, tho defondant being
the Parish Priest at Mabou, A great deal of hay and grain is still out, the
weather for tho past three weeks having been very unfavorable for harvest-
ing. Tho County Exhibition, to be held at Mabou on the 13th and 14th
inst., promises to be a greatsuccoss, everybody scoming detormined to do his
bost towards ensuring this end.

OUR COSY CORNER,

Tovmato Sour.—Take four medium-size tomatoes, cut them in halves
and removo tho pips, put the tomatoes in a saucepan with « bundlo of sweet
horbe, an onion stuck with threo or four cloves, somo allspico, wholo pepper,
and a little salt ; just cover with water, placo the saucopan on a gentlo fire,
slirring the contonts occasionally. When tho tomatoss aro thoroughly
cooked turn them out in a hair-seive, romove tho onion and sweet horbs ;
work the tomatoos through tho scivo until nothing remains on the top but
the skins. lave a quart of plain stock boiliug hot, stir the tomato-pulp
into it and remove the caucepan from the firo ; stir in the yolk of an egg
beaten with a little watet and strained ; servo with tonsted sippots.

CniLp's UnTEARABLE Scrap Book.—Take for the fonundstion bLrown
Holland and bind each leaf with a cross-way pices of catico of a different
tone. Pastoon the pictures with paste mixed with a littlo glue, which makos
them stronger, pass a cool iron over them at onco as it flattens themn without
much trouble. Make the outsido of a double picco of red calico, pasting
borderiugs round tho edge and a fronuis piece picture in tho contre with the
initials or monogram of tho child if possiblo. It is best to do cach page
scparatoly and then bind it together before putting on the cover.

TAPIOCA.

The additioual acrongo that has boon brought wnder cullivation fur
tapioca in Ponang, Singapore, Suinatra, and on the weat and oast coast of
peninsula of Malaac to Sarawak, Labuan, Borneo, and various other islunds,
has tendod of Iato years to lower tho market pico. Tho Chinese domand
for wild governniont lands for tho purpose of growing the root has been
largo in tho Malacca provinces. European planters in tho Straits settloments
are extonsively ongagoed in the culture. In preparing the product for
market, whero grown, whothor as flake, poari, or batloy, thero is roquired =
liboral supply of clear spring wator, large vats, pans, and heating and
roasting arrangoements. On very good land it 1ikes from fifteen or cighteen
months bofore tho roots sufficiently mature to fuznish market supplies. T'ho
marrow of tho root much resembles in huo and form the chestnut whon its
outer integuments are romoved ; it is, howover, fatter, having more gluten
and less sugar. The blonchinﬁ of tapioca to suit tho taste of consumers
really detracts rom the strength.

COMMERCIAL.

Tho state of trado has been fuirly active as rogards volume. Evidently
a good, healthy bosiness is-doing. Tho points that have a bearing on trade
mattors are favorable and the fall business that has now fairly set m1s
ontiroly satisfactory. lalifax, howevor, ia heavily handicapped by rents
and faxcs, 80 that outside towns are usurping much of tho trado in the
wholesale line that should be hers.

Truro, Windsor and Kontville all havo wholesalo houses who not only
import direct but alsc have travellers out who undersoll thoso represonting
Haelifax, and in eomo cases havo boeen ablo to place their wares in tho hands
of city retailors at lower rates than they wero purchasable from city mon. Of
courso thn profits in such transactions must bo vory small, but the more
iact that the legitimato business of Halifax houses is being diverted to those
of country towns furnishos food for refloction.

Tho Adams lino of omnibusses has beon sold out to the horso railway
company, whicis will run them on the old routes till their cars begin to rup,
when the bueses will be utilized in making connections botween the cars and
intend:ng passengers from districts whero the tracks do not go. .

Although largo catches of fish have been mado at the various bays and
coves adjacent to Halifax, it appoars that the prices obtained for them havo
hoen barely remunerative—especially for small fish, Ono lot of mackerel
cost the shipper 81 por hundred in cash on the spot, which, when sont to
Boston, only realized tho samo money, leaving the speculator to pay the
axponses of two transportations, packing in ico, commissions, cte. Nota
profitabloe transaction, certainly.

Day Goons.—Tho wholosalo dealors report a fair amount of orders and

A considerable
anmber of houses are under contract to bo built in various parts of the city
—principally 1o the western suburbs.

Fist —Thoro has beon very little doing in our fish market the past weok,
altogether on account of +o fow fish of any description coming to market.
Thoso that havo fish on the coast, both of dry and pickled, seomn disposed
to hold on to them as long as possible, making the suppliers carry their
accounts, which 43 not the corroct thing, aud few can afford to do so. In
this way should a decline take place tho supplier has to suffer. Fishermen
and traders should send their merchant their fish as fast as thoy can get
them ready for market until their bills aro paid, which would be the correct
way for them to do. Prices of goods are cut so fine now-a-days that mer-
chants have no margin, if kept for nine months or moro, a8 is the case in
many instances, before their bills are paid. If the morchant makes an agroe-
ment to charge interest aftor a cortain time, and lot tho dealers hold tho lish,
that is another question altogether, but this long credit is ruining both the
supplier and tho dealer.  Very few mackerel from the coast, havo come to
market daring the past week, but any that have como have found ready
buyors at full prices, Codfish are also coming in very slowly indeed. We
think the present is abous tho best time to have dry fish come to market,
but it is tho old story, holding back for an advauce in price, and all will
arrivo together, thus glutting the market. Very fow bank fish have arrived
tho past week. We think thero must bo a very largo quantily of this
description of fish on tho const as well as shore fish. Some mackerel were

For
nearly a quarter of a century Mr Kolly has porformoed the duties of his
oflice, and his ability and geniality have won him a host of friends. He will bo
sadly missod at tho mines offico.

Mn. Krury's Svecessor.—Mr. Charles -Carman, who at prosent is on a
vigit to Lngland, shonld be Mr, Kelly’s successor, if truo morit is to recoive
its roward. Mr, Carman has been chiof clork for yoars, and if hoe receivos
tho appointmebt will bo fully qualified to fulfil tho dutics of tho offico.
Mr Kelly's sudden death and Mr. Carman's abeonco must throw a groat
amount of work on the Commissionor of Mines.

WouLb 1t BE ADviSABLE To ArroiNt Deruty CouxissioNens oF MINES !
—It ia perhaps a debatable question as to whether it would not be ndvisable
to nppoint Deputy Commissioners of Mines in the dilforont miaing camps,
or in cach of the gold producing counties. In favor of such appointments
it might Lo urged that it is a hardship on prospectors in Counties ag distant
as Yarmouth, to be obliged to come to Halifax when taking up claiims. Of
courso the telegraph is open to applicants, but in the wajority of cases the
taker of claims withes to consult-the mining maps of the districts, or perhaps
to obtain information that rendors a tvip to Halifax imperative.  In the casa
of prospectors of limited eaus, a trip to the city is almost impossible, aud
in order to raiso tho necessary cash, he has to take somo local capitalist into
his confidence, and give the hons share of his find in order to raise funds
for the trip. In too many cases the capitalist gets a description of the
property, and while haggling with the discoverer over his terms, has sowmo
friond telegraph tho description to Halifax and secures the property. In
how many instances do men travel night and day and reach the wmines offico
only to fiud that the telegraph has forstalled them and that the ground thoy
wished to secure has all been takon up !

Whou they have complied with the law and properly staked off their
properti s they can insist on their rights and contest the first liconses granted;
but thistakes time and money, and they have to meot opponents willing to back
up their claims with the most unblushing perjury. Tho present Commissioner
of Mines isa most honorable, capable official and an indefatigable worker, In
addition to the constantly increasing duties of his department ho has to hear
and settlo all disputes and at times this must give him all the work he can
attend to. 1f he had a corps of able Daeputies in tho Counties they would cor-
tainly reliove the central offico of much work, and in caso of contests ba able
to furnivh their chief with the fullest and most roliable information. These
deputies should bo thorqughly posted in the Mining Law ; have their offices
supplied with the wmining maps of their district and be able to give the
fullest information to all appiicants. Thero need be no necessity for
appointing & now lot of officers, as the Registrars of Deeds in each county
could also be made Deputy Inspectors of Mines, their officiul training,
cortainly qualifying them for thetr new duties. Wo might give innumerablo
instances showing the desirability of appomting Doputy Commiesioners, but,
on the other hand, rave ressons may-be assigned againstsuch appointmoentsand
before any change is mado in the preseut system the pros and cons should
be carefully discassed. 1t may be urged that the change would prove
too costly, that local ofticers would be less likely to act impartially, and
that their duties would bo carelessly aud improperly performed. However,
tho subject is worthy of serious attention and we would like the opinion of
our mining friends on the qaestion.

Maxaanese 1y Haxts.—Dear Sir,—Go where you will—go whero I
will anyway—I find fresh evidences of tho great minoral wealth of our
province. I do not mean to claim that every man's farm or oven overy
noighborhood, has known wealth of 1nines or minerals, but I do asseid that
I havo yet to go where there is neither developed minersl resources, nor
good prospects or signs of hidden wealth This is especially true of wur
noblo County of Hants. You can scarcely visit a farm in the County that
has not got either & dona fidr gold, coal, antimony, manganeso or slate mino
or quarry, or some other kind of mine or quarry, not to include the almost
ubiquitous lime and plaster.

‘The other day I drove along the Kennetcouk River and Kempt Shore
road as far as Pembroke. Have you, Mr. Editor, taken this drive? If not
you have yet to soc many pretty views of winding river, broad bay, distant
hills, the ever conspicuous Blomidon, on which, perhaps, the sca fogs may
have their tents pitched—farms, homes aund farmsteads, thit furpish
unmistakable proofs of agricultural wealth, albeit almost overy other man
is a caplain, and brings home much money from beyond tho sca. The
farthest limit of my trip was the farm of our worthy brother Patron Nathan
Wilcox, Esq. Not finding Brother Wilcox at home, I drove down a
someowhat steep and devious road to his saw mill, and then piloted by a
stalwart som, walked back into the tall woods where wo found the father
gotting out timber for repairing the mill dam. Nearly a mile fattber back
and about threo miles from the village of Walton, on a property adjoining
that of Brother Wilcox are tho Manganeso Mines of Messrs. Fouchtwanger
& Co The road lrading to the mines winds smong giant homlocks, tall
spruco and firs and hardwood, suggestive of cordwood for many a year, and
rough as it is over it is drawn by our worthy brother's teams tho manganese
as yot raised. The ore is shipped at Walton. In tho little clearing aro the
houses for the two men, who, with the foreman work the mines, and for a
emall engine employed pumping the water out of tho pits, of whiclt there
are two, the older about 30 feet, the other, lately dug, about 15 foet deop.
An accommodating brook runs through tho clearing and away among tho

Work ia dono at thess mines only in the summer soason. Tho output
has up to within the last fow months boon vory small, but during the
months of July and August about 12 tons wore got out.
The ore is worth $80 por ton. The cost of carriago to Walton is $2.50
por ton on waggons, but in the winter it can be got out on ruunors for less
than half this sum,
For tho benefit of our. brother Patron we may add in conclusion that the
load or vein probably runs through Mr. Wilcoxs land, which is only about
40 or 50 feot from tho miues. *So be it,” and may manganese bring gold
to his coffors.

Tug Cost Areas or Canapa.—The attention of visitors to the Colomal
and Indian ExHibition is immediately attracted by au onormous block of
bituminous coal, from the Wellington mine, near Vancouver, which Topro.
sonts the oxact thickness of the vein. Thore is also to bs seen a block from
the Nanaimo mine, These aro the two most important mines of Britsh
Columbia. Last year the output from the Wollington mino was 220,000
tons, and from the Nanaimo mine 137,000 tons, the price of which on the
quays was four dollars per ton. You would noticealso the bituminons coals
from Vancouver Island, and from the Union mine at Comox. Finally, thare
aro exhibited anthracites from Quoen Charlotte’s Islands, the only deposit of
this kind ever known on the Pacific Coast.
Tho roal extont of the coal deposits of British Columbia has not yet boen
ascertained ; but enough has been learned about them to show that they are
inexhaustible. Tho markets for exportation at presont are San Francisco,
Honolulu and Alaska ; but mining is still in its infancy and the facilities for
travsport leave much to be desired. The completion of tho Canada Pacific
will open up favorable markets, not only in tho towns of the great Northwest,
but also in China and Japan, which now bring their coal from Australi.
;\s you como eastward, the coal doposits gradually assume the character of
iguites. .

A coal which might be called semi-anthracite is found in Banff, in the
Rocky Mouutains, and thore are specimens of it at the Exhibition. Ths
mine at Banff, which consists of two veins four foet in thickness, has bes
quite recently discovered; as to quality, this coal is equal to tho bet
anthracite of Pennsylvanis, and it is propozed to extract considerable quant:
tios of it. Farther to the west, on the line of tha great coal deposits of th
northwest, lies the Lothbridgo mine. It is now worked by the Northwes
Coal and Navigation Gompany, which runs at the same timo the railway fron
Dunmore to the main line of the Pacific.

In promising to offer hints concerning ‘the treatment of the subject for
the Essays to be presented at the Annual Session of the Maritime Provin-
cisl Grange, in competition for Past Master W. I George's prize, we did not
propose undertaking the ambitious task of giving lectures on the writing of

rize Essays in geneml, or on the proper tredtiment of the particular subject
selected by the Executive Committee. 'We merely proposed to offer hints
as to the way in which the Executive wish the subject to be treated.

The subject, ** Does the occupation of Agriculture in the Maritime Pro-
vinces afford sufficient inducements to suns and daughters of farmers to
remain at home, and engage in it,” was selected and carefully worded in view
of the anaual, and shall we say alarming, exodus of sons and daughters of
our farmers, and the committee wishes to direct attention especially to the
following important considerations :—

Is this exodus the result of restless desire for change which unmoors
our young farmers, male and female, from the home ties and occupations,
and leaves them to drift away on the westward setting current of emigra-
tion? Or, are the inducements easier or more congenial work, or better or
more certain remuneration ?

It is possible it would be ounly what might be reasonably expected, were
political considerations factors in this exodus. Our sons aud daughters
may be exhibiting a preference for republican institutions, or for the politi-
cal or social inetitutions of the United States, received from those who in
the school room, in the public press. and on our platforas, should inculcate
love and appreciation of country and its institutions. ‘I'his may be, but
involving, as it does, parfizan political considerations, may not be discussed.

Whatever may be the reason or reasons for this exodus, or the induce-
ments for leaving home, it is certain that they are sufficicnt ; that they are

Then follows ““I'ne Duties or THE GRANGE,” in six scclions, which
require the Grange visited to afford the Deputy every facility for inspection,
ete.

SurroLk Pios.—Among the small or middle races of Lnglish pigs a
breed occurs which is close akin to the Essox—somewhat larger in the body
and shorter in the leg, better hairod and hardier. A standard authority
thus describes them : * The Black Suffolks are short on the lug, long in tho
body, well costed with long, silky hair ; the forohead broad, thoe nose short
and slightly turned up; ears rather short but broad, with a tondency to
droop forward ; splondid shouldera, groat jowls, body wonderfully symme-
trical. The Suffulk moro nearly realizas the theory of the parallelogram
than any other apitnal we know of. The tail is set quite on a level with thoe
hips ; tho hams aro doep and wide.” This is high praise. They are zleo
praised for tho excellence of their pork, freedom of skin diseases, and geno-
ral vigor of constitution. They resemble the Essox in many points, and are
equally valuable for crossing upon the laigar breeds.

The really careful breeding of pigs, and the preservation of pedigrevs in
Englaud, dates back but comparatively few years. Pigs took their names
from the counties in which they were bred, and bresders or oxhibitors at
shows called thewr pigs Suffolks or Norfolks perhaps, so it happened that
some white pigs that won prizes at the shows, were imported to this country
under the name of Suffvlks. Tho pigs were »ood and had quite a run, but

a demand for a special beef or dairy breed as for an all-purpose vne ; and
thoso breeders of spocial breeds, who claim for thom all-purpose qualities,

_injure tho reputation of the breeds. The beof-grower wants an animal that

will giveno more milk than is absolutely nocessary to supportits young ; for
an anjmal cannot convert foed into both milk and beef, and the more milk it
yields thoe less flesh it can put on. It follows that no animal can eacel for
both milk and beef. The Holstein-Fresian may put on as much flesh as the
Shorthorn, but while doing so it cannot yield much milk. If it gives more
milk than the Jersey, producing as much buttoer, and at the samu time puts
on flesh in considerablo quantity, it is becauso it eats mors food. From the
same amount of food it cannot make more butter -than the Jersoy, or more
beef than the Shorthorn ; for it devotes more food to the formation of milk
than the Shorthorn. No animal can bo a good special animal, and also »
good all-purpose animal. There ix a distinct want for each—a distinct place
for cach ; and to scok to make ono fill both places, is as useless as to drag it
from its own place 1o fiil tho other is unaveiling. . :

Mecuavical. Porato Harvesters.—A vast deal of ingenuity has been
exercised in the invention, and much money oxpended in the construction,
of potato-dizging machines. Digging potatoes with the fork is the most
monotonous and back-aching of all kinds of farm work. No doubt that it
will in timo bo made easy by a machine which will be in the potato fisld what
tho mower is in the hay field, but it has not yet beon done. e have secn
the most claborate potato diggers, which looked as if they ought to work,

which, when tried in ¢ho ficld, proved utterly uscless, 50 cumborsome and
difficult of draft wero they. Thus far the only mechanicalsid in potato dig-
ging is an exccodingly simple omo—a plow which has ar attachment liko
fingers, which lets the earth sift between them and drops the potatoes by the
sido of the furrow. Still, the ost laborioas part of the work, the picking
up, must be performed by hand. This plow aplits open the hills and leaves
tho potatoes cxposed for men, women and boys, <0 pick up and fill into bar-
rols to bo carried to market. Potato vines are rich in fortilizihy matters, aud
tho most successful potato growers gather them and cart them away, to be
converted into compoat for next year's crop. Weeds and brush are gathered
into hoaps and burned, and their sshee spread upon the land to add to its
ferlility.—dAmerican Agricilturist.

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INrLuENOR OF STOCK ON GRAFT, AND GRAFT ON Stock.—In Vick's
Mugazine for September, T, H. Hoskins gives his oxperiento of the offect
of grafting the same variety of apple on different atocks, a8 also the expori-
ence of some of hix friends in the eame way, Ho claims that the influonce
of tho stock is injurious or beneficial to the fruit grafted upon it, and
mentions that several Sops-of-Wino grafted on russets woro hard, greon-
fleshed, and not fit to eat, while one grafted on a Pound-Sweet bore vory
Iarge handsome and excollent Sops-of-Wines. Ho also says that tho late
Albert Noyes, of Bangor, Mo., was in the habit of grafting on the Aloxander
to obtain extm-sized fruit for oxhibition ; that all varioties so worked scomed
to grow larger and handsomer, but, tho size was got at the oxpense of quality.
He also gives the experionce of Mr. R. Dibble, Brantford, Conn., of what
he calls grafting * in and in” on the ssmo tress in changing tho nature of
the fruit. He graftod part of n thrifty sour apple tree with a sweot applo,
the next year grafting another part of the treo with scions cut from the
grafts of tho previous year, tho third year the rest of the treo was grafted
from scions from the second setting. Tho results was that thess grafts
produced threo different kinds of fruit. Tho first resembled tho sweet
apple, but only moderatoly aweet ; the sccond moroe like the sour stock, but
neither sweet or sour, and the $hird woro striped like the sour applo and
moderately sour. While there may bo something in this whon graftsare put
in a thrifty old tree, we think, had the facts as stated beon closoly and care-
fully investigated, it would be found that thore was more of imagination
than reality in supposed difforences.

Wo grafted over u largo portion of scedling orchard, many of the trees
bearing small worthless apples, but when tho grafts fruited we could see no
difference in the quality, all being true to name. )

If the stock had such an influence on grafts, trees bought from nurseries
whero thoy are grufted on all kinds of seedling stocks—sour, sweot, or oD
¢rabs—would have many different sub-varictics from scions cut from the
sawo tree ; but, according to all oxporisnce, such has never been tho case,
and unless the stock is a stunted and sickly treo tho fruit of all will be alike.

Dwarf apples worked on tho Paradise stock (which bears a small
worthless fruit) are larger and finer than the same varioty on an ordinary
standard treu,

While we do not beliove that the atock exerts any influcnce on the graft,
wo know that the graft exerts in mary cases a groat influence on the stack.

‘ake, fur instancg, the dwarf pear budded on the Angers quinco stock, and
as  2ample of the change, take thoe Duchess d’Angouleme and the Beurré
d'Apnjou. The quincervots from tho former aro light-colored and vory
fibrous, while from the latter they ave dark, nearly black, and dead-like,
with few fibres on the roots ; and yut tho trees grow equally well and are
equslly long-lived. Porhaps young trees raised from tlieir roots so changed

would be diferent also. This a subject that deserves closer investigation
thap it has hitherto recoived.

)

Care oF HARNESSES.—Among the things that a very large proportion of
the farmors neglect are the harnesses that are in every-day use ou tho farm.
Not only is no effort made to preserve tho leather, but it is very rare that

_ any examination is made to seo if any portivn i3 likely to break ; so, as a
Tule, the farmer's attention is first called to oxamiue a work-harnoss by a
bresk-down, perhaps when he is miles from home, and very likely in the
woods, where ho finds himself with no means to make the necessary ropairs.
With the best care thera is slways a lisbility of having a harness break iu
drawing heavy loads, but the liability is not noirsv great as when a harness
is neglecicd. To prevent the leather of u harness from drying up so
as to cruck, it should be occssionally rubbed with a cloth well saturated
with Deat's-foot oil. It is not desirable or best to fill the leatier too full of
oil, for too much will weaken rather than strengthen tho leather, especially
that part of a harness which is subject to o continual strain, H:rnesses
need washing quite as much as thoy do oiling, for the dust that is coutinu-
ally settling upon them absorbs the oil that is in them, aud thus dries the
leather s0 it will crack, letting the water in overy timo it is out in a rain.
Harnosses should be frequently taken apart and thoroughly washed, snd
when nearly dry thoroughly rubbed with a cloth that has wixed with it a

very smill quaatity of lampblack. No more oil should be put on than
than will readily dry ip, 80 that when rubbed with a dry cloth the harness
will be perfectly clean. Carriage-harnesses nro not neglocted so much as
work-harnesses, but even theso very raroly recoive tho attontion that thoy
ought to, for a barness that is properly cared for wifl last more than twice as
long as one neglected.—AMassackusetts Ploughman. '

We are glad to see that J. J. Thomas, ouo of our best pomological
authorities, condemns scraping the bark of trees for the purposo of benefiting
$hem by killing tho insects which harbor under the bark. This is advccated

» by wany runl journals, But Mr. Thomas suspeets that the tree is rendored
more susceptible to the cold of winter while fow, if any, harmful insccts are
killed. We have always opposed scraping the bark from trees as well as
slitting the bark in order to promote tho growth of the trunk. Pray, don't
waste your time and strength in this way. If you give your trees good food
to eat and plenty of it, and cut out while young all the branches that
interfers with each other, you have done all that you can do to promote
their welfare. Leave tho rest to nature.—Rural New Yorker.
