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EDITORIAL: NOTES.
It is stated on good authority that during the recent strikes in Chicago
every married man voted against guitting work, but as 75 per cent of the
employees were unmanied, the couusels of those who had wives and
children to provide for were uniweded. Marriage is a conservative influ-
ence which tends to prevent radical and ill-considered action.

_The French Chamber of Deputies is evidently convinced of the advis-
ability of taxing bachelors, but it yet remains tv be seen whether the fine
for celibacy will drive the bachelors from their state of single blessedness.
Fortunes, not affections, control French maniages, and the impecunious
man and the dowerless girl have indeed poor prospects of conjugal biss.

The King of the Hawaiian lalands should be a happy man. He receives
$85,000 a year for the discharge of his kingly duties, and his opportunities
for spending money are in a great measure limited. If the King were
Govemor-General of Canada, or President of the United States, he would

find the salaries attached to these positions very meagre, and would soon
strike for higher pay.

The many uses found for wire netting have led to its greatly increased
production of late years. In 1842 its consumption in Europe is stated to
have been only 10,000 yards per annum, while at the present time it is
estimated to be about 40,000,000 yards per annum. In its produc.don
some 420 machines are employced, 300 of which arc in operation in Great
Britain, 100 in France, and only 20 in Germany, which latter country,

curious.ly enough, is a large producer of the wire used in the manufacture
of netling in England.

The Provincial elections held during the year have been phenominal,
records have counted for naught, and side issues have absorbed the atten-
tion of the electors. The ** Riel” c1y has greally weakened and may
possibly yet overthrow the Conservative Government of Quebec, which by
both pasties was previously admitted to be one of the best governments the
Province had ever been blessed with.  The * no popery” cry now threatens
in the same way to weaken if not to destroy the Mowatt administration,
which, although a Liberal government, hasfor ycars had the support of
many independent conscrvatives. What have we in this country to do
with race or religion, providrd all crecds and all people, irrespective of their
origin, are cqual in theeye of the law.

Is federation to be the outcome of the growing demand for home rule
in the several sections of the Dritish Isles?  Ireland and Wales are now
clamoring for more direct home government, and Scotland is following
closely in their wake. Canada has its federal, and Mew Zealandand Australia
their provincial goernments, but thesc are all in a degree subordinate to
the Imperial Parliament.  Are Ireland, Scotland and Wales to sink to the
level of colonies, or are Caunada, Australia and New Zealand to rise and
form with them and England one grand united * British Empire.”

We cxpect rather t0o much of our party leaders. To them we look for
the principles which are to lead to pariy success, and upon their shoulders
we throw the obliquy of defeat. Sir John Macdonald and the Honorable
Edward Blake stand out in bold relief against the political horizon, and
from them the Conservatives or Liberals take their cue as to the course to
be adopted or the plank to be laid down in the parly platform. Are these
leaders infallible, and their dictums beyond dispute ? To the partizan it
would seem they are, but to the independent thinker the idea that one
leader is always right and the other invariably wrong appears absurd.

We talk glibly of the cotruption which influcnces political contests in
the neighboring republic, but we need not go outside of the Dominion for
examples of this kind, In the late (uebec elections thirty Liberals,
thirty-one Conservatives and four Nationalists were clected as members of
the Provincial parliament, of thesc the seats of nineteen Liberals, eleven
Conservatives and one Nationalist are to be contested. Wholesale and
unblushing bribery is alleged to have been practised by both Tories and
Grits, and if this be true the complexion of the Quebec Legislature will
depend upon the decisions shortly t¢ be given in the courts.

‘The thirteen New York boodle aldermen, who banded together to sell
the franchise of Sharpe's Broadway Railway for a half a million dollars,
pocketed $20,000 apicce out of the transaction, and thought to keep their
magnificent secret as dark as the tomb, but the present condition of these
men should be a warning to boodle-grablbers. Of the thirteen worthies,
one is in the State prison, three are in exile, one is undergoing his trial, two
are dead, one 1s hopelessly insane and two have turned State's evidence.
‘The remaining three have not yet been corvicted, altough their complicity
in the fraud is beyond question.

When the peopie of St. John take hold of any matter they reudize
the nccessity of united action, Liberals and Conservatives in our sister
city are vying with each other in their endeavor t» make St. John the
winter port of the Dominion. Imperfect terminal facilities, limited wharl
accotamodation, and the prevalence of fog upon the Bay of Fundy, are
brushed aside as trifling obstacles, and with one voice the people say, “ St
John muxt be the winter port.”  Had we m Halifax a little of this patriotic
adhesiveness, St. John mght shout hierself hoarse 1o no effect, but then you
see we have not, and so our great natural advantages count for naught.

‘The Bulgarians still kave a lingering hope that some turn of the wheel
of fortune will again enable Prince Alexander to become their ruler. .We
confess, were it compatible with peace, we should like to sce the- patriotic
people of this Balkan State have their hearts' desire gtanted. Prince
Alexander was a successful ruler in times of pezce, and during war proved
himself to be a commander of no mean attainments, He sinned in that he
did not make his policy subservient to that of the Russian Czar, but the sin
is one which would have been committed by any independent man of
character who had a proper regard for the rights of those over whom he
had been called to govern.

MARINE INSURANCE.

Underwnting, or insuring against Marine risks, is ~f ancient origin, and
is credited by some writers to the Phueniciaus, but Marshall, in his_able
treatise on the law of Insurance, combats this idez ; and while admitting
that there is room for doubt, concludes that it originated with the Lombards,
the name given the great Italian merchants of the 12th and 13th centuries

Whoover is right, the large army of underwriters who thrive so well,
whilc to the uninitiated they * toil not, neither do they spin,” may lay the
“ flatiering unction to their souls,” thal the business has all the_respecta-
bility that age alone is supposed to give. As successful underwriting must
have always lain in the knowledge that the vessel proposed for insurance
was sea-worthy, it & turzlly follows that the business of the ship surveyor
is also of great antiquity. A 1 at Lloyds is a familiar expression, which is
recognized as the rautical cquivalent for ¢ first quality,” but here informa-
tion on the subj .t usually ends  Lloyds Register of British and Foreign
Shipping, the institution granting the title in question, lately celebrated its
jubilec, and the present scems an opportune time to give a short account of
its origin and the work in which it is cngaged The primitive under-
writer was probably a man well posted in shipping, who was capable of
working his own surveys. As business increased, he probably employed

experts to do his surveying and kept tabular lists of the vessels rated,
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From individual underwriters drawing up lists for their own guidance to
their agreeing generally to place them at the service of their brothers inthe
business, is but a st~n, alth »ugh considerable time, doubtless, elapsed before
the latter result was reoched,  The oldest classified list of shipping extant
dates only from the beginning of the reign of George ILI, but this document
bears unmistakable evidence of being at the time a vovelty, Daring the
early years of the reign of Chailes the 1I, the English Colonies were
beginning to prosper, English commerce, notwithstanding oppressive fiscal
laws, was on the increase and the business of .ae underwriter naturally
followed. [London thenm, as now, was the headquarters of the marine
insurance business of the country and the London coffce houses, then of
recent origin, were the meeting places of all connected with the shipping
business ; it is the name of the proprictor of one of these establishinents
that now lives in that of the great corporation of Lloyds.

Edward Lloyd (of whose personal history httle is known, his proper
name having been lost until recovered by the researches of a recent writer,)
was evidently a man of great ability and foresight. Finding his house on
Lower Street regularly frequented by underwriters, he evidently formed the
determination of making it the headquarters of the business and to this end
gave facilities for meetings; arranged for sales of vessels and cargoes, started
a newspaper and practically identified his interests with those of his patrons.
The newspapier was soon suppressed, but his labors were rewarded by his
seeing his establishment—Iately removed to Lombard Strect—the centre of
marine insurance, not only for London-but for the kingdom. Three
generaticns of underwriters met at the Lombard Street coffee house, and
when in 1770, having formed an association, they removed to premises of
their own, and shortly after to the Royal Exchange, they took the name of
their old headquarters with them and thus it has come about that the greatest
myrine insurance corporation the world has scen, owes its name, and to a
certain extent its origin, to a London coffee house keeper of the time of the
Restoration, to whose memory the foreign ship-owning companies titles of
“ Austrian Lloyds,” *¢ North German Lloyds,” etc, are additional tributes.

The oldest classified list of shipping before referred to, is dated 1764,
but is somewhat mutilated. It is arranged i a form very cimilar to that of
the register books of to-day, but had an entircly different system of desig-
nating the character or class of the vessels. How to express satisfactorily
the condition of a ship by means of symbols was evidently abotlt this time
a disputed point, and it was not until 1775 that the vowels were formally
adopted for expiressing the character of the hull, the Roman numerals being
used, aod A 1 as the symbol for a first-class ship came on the scene.

To decide which shall be the clussification, letters or numerals, used in
describing ships of varying character is one thing, to give to cach ship the
class to which it is justly entitled is another and decidedly more difficult
matter. So the London underwriters found, but instead of treating the
Question as one in which money interests were involved, they treated it as
concerning themselves alone, and during the close of the last century came
to_a decision, the sole merit of which was its simplicity. London ship
builders at the time got the highest prices for their work, and conscquently
were able t0, and did, turn out the best ships. Further, it was sclf-evident
that even a2 Thomas ship was not so good at the end of ten years as when
launched. Putting thesc two things together the compilers of the Register
gcclide to class ships simply according to their age and when they were

uiit.

This description was manifestly unfair, as it practically placed a,
monopoly in the hands of a few ship buildeis and was otherwise most

oppressive. It resulted after much vigorous agitation in the shipowners
starting a new Register of Shipping, thereafter known as the ¢ Red Book;"”
the former or underwriter's register being known as the © Green Book.”

During the thirty ycars that the rivalry lasted some advance was made,
still, during the whole of that period the relationships of shiptuilders,
shipowners, shippers and underwriters, one to the other were on an unsat-
isfactory footing. It is now concceded that the shipowner, being the person
most directly interested in the ships taking 2 ligh class, should pay the
expense of the survey. Sixty years ago, however, the opinion prevailed
that the interested partics were the shippers and the underwriters. By the
time a fourth of the present century had elapsed the rival Registers were in
a hopeless condition, but ten years more of trouble and dispute clapsed cre
differences were adjusted, jealousies set at rest and the “ Red” and the
““Green,” now united, commenced a fresh carcer of usefulness under the
title of « Lloyd's Register of British and Forzign Shipping,” the new
departure dating from January :83s.

THE EXRIBITION A SUCCESS.

The great Indian and Colonial Exhibition which was opened to the
public by Her Majesty the Queen on the 4th of May last, has clased after
a successsful season of six months. Of the five million visitors who passed
the turnstile, 2 very small proportion had any clear conception of the extent
and vast resources of the British Empire, and indeed to the average visitor,
Can:da, Cape Colony, Australia, New Zcaland, and India, were but geo-
gnphical expressions, conveying very litle idea asto area, soil, or pro-
ducts. Barrnng the few who have been privileged to travel in the Colonies,
and the Colonists who were visitors atthe Exhibution, the great majority
learued for the first time that the Britons beyond the sea were possessions of
which the Mother Country might well feel proud, and which were o :stincd
to play an important part in the future of the human race. In the Exbibi-
tion John Bull saw the products o: cvery zone,ndecd, of almost every
meridian that traverses the land, and the contemplation of such varicd pro-
ductions must have given rise to 2 natural and pardonable pride, when he
considered that the Union Jack floated over the many countries there repre-

sented. ‘The promoters of the Exhibition have reason to feel satisfied with
the public interest maaifested in the great show ; and the exhibitors who,
in many instances, have been prompted by patriotic motives to forward
their exhibits, will, it is to be hoped, be fully repaid for th~r zeal and enter-
prise. So far as Canada is concerned, it may truly be sail' that Sic Chas.
Tupper has done his best £y sce that the several Provinces of the Dominion
were well reprosented, and the fact that the High Commissioner's efforts
have been gratefully acknowledged by Canzdian exhibitors may be token as
an cvidence that Sir Charles threw into the carrying-out of this Exhibition
all the force and energy which have characterized his political career.  Sir
Charles has been ably seconded by the Provincial representatives. Mr. V.
D. Dimockand Mr. C. R. H. Stare, being untiring in their elforts to make the
display of this Province as attractive as the lunited space and the compara-
tively smalf number of exhibits would allow. The Exhibition should have
the effect of stimulating emigration to this .country, and at the same time of
building up a new and profitable exchange of commodities between the
several portions of the Ewpire.

GREEDY MONOPOLIEE.

Monopoly is the curse of the age, through its exertion the. people are
robbed of their hard earnings, and the public called-upon to pay through
the nose for that which exists only by its sufferance. The patent system,
although it has stimulated inventions, is responsible for many of the evils
which arise from individuals or companies holding, vxclusive control of new
discoveries or adaptations.  \We realize that manyv 2 man may toil for years
in bringing to perfeciion and putting into shape an invention, but this is
no reason why, if his discovery pirove popular, he shonld continve to
v .nercifully Aeece the public for a term of years, under the full protection
of the law. Take for example the (clephone ; everyone now knows that
the idea of transmitting sound by means of a telephone did not originate
with Dr. Bell, und that the invention, so far as he is concerned, was simply
the successful adaptation of mechanical and electrical applhances; L. sup-

nsing the Bell telephone to be original in every particu'ar, neither its
inventor nor the present owners of the patent, have any muoral right to
charge the public such an exhorbliant price for jts use.  Of course, this is
in a measure the result of stock manipulation, for which Dr. Bell himsclf
may not be responsible, but for which the Amencan Rzl Telephone Com-
pany is. Perhaps it is not surprising that the annual rental of telephones
is 80 high, secing that the stock i3 watered almost beyond precedent. We
might cite as an instance the New Kogland Toleptivne Company, the notm-
inal stock of which stauds at 812,090,000; of this stock, the American
' Bell took up $6,000,000, putting in_its Biston Exchange at $3.894.300,
talthough the same represented an investment of but 2129.350. Such a
| transaction as this would have beea impossible, had it not been that the
patent laws of the United Siates gave to the owners of the telephone an
unqualified monopoly. The interests of the public demand that, in grant-

ing of patents, conditions be specified that wounld prevent pateatees, or those
to whom they sell their rights, from exacting exhorbitant remuneration.
! Let the mventor reap a fair reward for his time, labor, or ingenuity, but

protect the public from monopolists, whose greed i3 insatiable, and who are
» ever ready to make money out of the public necessity.

CIVILIZATION AND SUICIDE.

We occasionally hear the prevalence of self-murder commented upon as
if it were a growing and peculiarly modern evil.  Of this it would be hard
to adduce sufficicnt evidence. For thousands of years men have taken
refuge from * the slings and arrows of outrageous fortune "’ by a voluntary
death from suicide, direct or indirect. Many a disappointed wmedizval
knight joined a crusade or embarked on a foolhardy cnterprise solely as a
means of escaping from a life which held out to him no prospéct of happi-
ness. In the days of Roman and Grecian grezatnsss, incessant foreign war-
fare or civil stnfe often brought the arrow of death to a willing and
cxpectant breast.

The French author, Garrisson, points out that suicide is co-existe .t with
civilization. The Old Testament furnishes oniy a few examples, nowhly
thosc of Samson aud Saul. At Rome, there was no suicide before the
establishment of Roman pre-eminence, when it becams common. When
the life of the state ceased to be a fierce struggle with sirroundiag tribes,
when the wealth and luxury of all countries found their mart in the Roman
capital, when the Roman citizen knew no worthy foe except among his
countrymen, when private ambition took the place of patriotic zeal, the
failure of a factious scheme or the disappointmznt of a dearly cherisned
hope led many a Roman to turn the sword against himself. Among modern
nations the Japaneae show a peculiar fondness for selfdestruction, ~ccom-
plishing it geaerally by the horrible method of dis-emdowelling. At what
stage of civilization suicide first shows itself it would be difficult to deter-
mine ; butit is casy to understand that in savage life the killing of othars
oficner suggests itselt than the killing of sclf. The simple habits of life,
and moderate aims of the savage, too, furnish little room for the sense of
dcjected helplessness incident to the more complex, less self-?depandent life
of the civilized man. Among the commonest causes of suicide are disap-
pointment, mental derangement, and the want of an object in life. Any
overwhelming affliction may casily prompt to suicide a man who is ncither
deterrcd by the fear of God nor strengthened by confidenée in the wisdom
of Providence. For the tendency to suicide which, although probably oot
on the increase, is still 2 lamentable sociai evil, Garrisson suggests a rational
treatment,~—to render man's existence more varied by increasing the numn-
ber of his ideas and his iatellectual power,

A clergyman writes to the Boston Advertiser that he recontly preached
in ono of ths oldest churches in tho * old” city of London. As he entered
tho porch ha was met by a rotund and dignified beadle, who led him to the
vestry room, and pointing to two decantors said, * Will you take sherry or
port, sir,” ‘The parsou smiled at, not with, the beadle, who then explained
that abuut three hundred years ago a good womau of the parish, dying, left
a certain sum for the purchase of * wine and sweetcikes for the clergy,” and
since that time wine and cakes have baun rogularly supplied at cach service.

The Wiltehire Teleyraph of October 23 coutains tho report of a very
important and instructive investigation by Dr. Campbell, Medical Officer of
Health for Calne, into the cause of a certain outbreak of cases of lead
poisoning in the months of August, September, and October, which had
puzzled him for a long time, ‘Lhe cases occurred chiefly, almost ontirely, in
men, and coiucidel roughly with harvest work. Lxaminations of drinking-
wator, beer, tea, coffee, bread, and various cooking utensils gave no light.
The occurronce of seven acute cases about threo weeks sinco, two almost
fatal, led to the discovery of the real source of mischief. Tho wifo of one
of tho mon explained that hor husband had drunk some home-made rhubarb
wine. She was suro “it could not contain poison of any sort, ‘as sho was
varv caroful in selecting and cleaning her rhubarb, and as for tho sugar and
barm, they wore all right. Besides, the vessel was « beautifully clean
glazed earthenware pan, in which sho steeped it for a fortnight or three
weeks to ferment.” IHere was the sourco of the poison, as Dr. Campbell
says :—* As is well known, this glazs contains 60 per cont.-of white or red
lead, and during the process of formentation the acids of the fruit used,
with the acetic acid or vinegar genoratad, act ou the glazo and dissolve tho
load, forming acetate or sugar of lead, a powerful irritant poisou even in
small quantities.”

A young friend asked mo once to show him some clephants in undress,
writes the foreign correspondent of a contemporary, and I took him along
with me, having firt borrowed sn upron and flled it with oranges. This
he was to carry while accompanying me in tho stable, but the moment we
reached the door the hord set up such a trumpeting —they had scented the
fruit—that ho dropped the apron and its contents and scuttled off liko a
scar@l rabbit. There were cight elepliants, and when I picked up tho
oranges I found I hal twenty-five. I walked deliberately aloug the line
giving ono to cach. When U got lo the oxtromity of the narrow stable I
turned and was about to begin the distribution again, when I suddenly re
flected that if clophant No. 7 in the row saw me give two oranges in succes-
ion to Nu. &, he might imagine ho was being cheated, and give me a smack
with lis proloscis,—that is where tho clephant falls short of the human
being,—so I went ¢ the door and began de novo as hefore. Thrico I went
alony the line and then I was in a fix. I had one orange loft aud I had to
get back to the Jdoor. Every clephant jn the herd had his greedy gaze
focused on that orange. It was as much as my life was worth to give it to
any ono of them. What was I todo? T held it up conspicuously, coolly
peelod it, and sucked it mysclf. It was most amusing to notice the way
thoge clophants nudged each other and shook their ponderous sides. They
thoroughly entered into tho humor of tho thing.

To the Editor of the Critic.

DEar Sir,—Admiring your paper for its honesty of purpose, and espe-
cially for the * good Lnglish " in which its ideas aro clothed, allow me to
say that 1 read with much concern, as a sumowhat enthusiastic citizen of
the Dowinion, the depressing account given in your last issue by a young
agriculturiet from Nova Scotia, of his experionce in the neighborhood of
Long Lake, in tho southorn part of tho N. \V, Territories, somowhat to the
west of Qu'Appolle Station, Weo havo his evidenco for threc bad seasons
in succession—tho first two from urseasvonable frosts, the last from drought.
Enough, it would secm 1o crush, the cfforts of auy sottlor not posscssed of
capital to fall back upon.—Lunough to deter sottlers of limited means feom
attempting to establish themselves in the country. It is not denied that the
sol is exceedingly fortilo, Dor that the grasses are abundant, nor that the
climato is healthy, if ono is protected properly from tho rigor of the win-
tor. Aud wo have fro-u othor sources tho news that great quantities of
grain of first 1ate qualivy are coming forward this yeat from some part_or
other of the Yerritoris. It is nut very casy to reconcilu such conflicting

ovidenco upon any other theory than that, ns the oxtent of the new Toerri-
tories is enozmous, diflorent regions composing them havo groatly varying
records to furnish of any particular scason 1t will be much the best that
wo should have the wholo truth of n matter so virtually aflecting the for-
tunes of our youngor population. Let ue know tho best and worst of it all.
Tho Manitoba Govornment issues vory clnborate agricultural roports, better
and more carefully compiled than asy other Cnnbadian Statistics I am
acquainted with. Tnx Critic might be in possession of theso from month tu
month during the seacon of itsuo.  Then we could get a broador viow of things
through your able columns. Every uew country has its special aduptations
and its special dangers to Lo guarded agninet. It almost seoms that the
North-West should bo a country of rather large farme, with good buildings,
and well appointed in overy way, boing operated with sufliciont eapital in
overy cato, and that ecach farm should compriso both stock-raising and
arable dopartments.  Tho Dalyymple Farm, of Dakota Torritory, and thoe
Boll Furm in ours, it strikes mo, wore not good models, because they syste-
matically drove away their work-people to seck lumberivg or othor means of
livolihood clsowhere for the winter. ‘Ihat system will never build upa
country, or make Canndian citizens, and was only projected as a medinm for
largo accommodations by men who would not need oven tho residents of
tho country. Wo need something a little more patriotic than that! Dut
noither doos it acem, at the tirst glance, vory safo to send the small xettlor to
oncounter the risks of frosts und drouvghts, and praitie fires, of scarcity of
timber for building, fireing snd fuel, and to tempt him to thoe cocounter by
tho offer of free land. 1t is no kindnees, cover, to keep men in the dark,
nor is it tho best way to build up o successful future for any country.,

As to your young correspondent, whosu letter should nwaken ous: uctive
sympathies, if needed in his case, 1 cannot help thinking that he would do
best to got a pass on the Canadian Pacilic for Vancouver, the embryo city
and western terminus of the line. Thero must on enquiry bo found, I
should eay, that thero is a good deal of labor of various kinds required
thero in ropairing the ravages of the recent fire, and iu mecting tho demands
_of its growing commerce with China and Japw, to say nothing of its future

connections with Australia and the South Pacific. A liberal comparny will
generally givo o freo pass to n wan whose need is proved, and might have
the employment to offer in addition. Your readems would be intarested to
know of the success of such an effort, for with all the platitudes of ourablo
Jjournals, tho really practical issues affectin, the daily lives and the future
prospects of the moving multitudes of labor are tho hardest things in the
winter climate of the Territories.

THE MOHURRUM AT CONSTANTINOPLE.

I went yesterday to soe 0. of the most ghustly ceromonials it has ever
besn wy lot to wilness. If any one had described it to mo, Ishould have
taken the liberty of doubting his word to a protty considerable extont. I
could not have helieved that so barbarous a custom would havo veen tol-
erated in this nineteenth century of ours. What I saw was the Persiun
festival, which is held once 3 year, in two or threo places in the world, to
celebrate the anniversary of the murder of Hsssan and Husseinn, the sons
of Ali. My friend and I, with two kamals in attendance, went ovor about
balf-past six in the evening to a square iz Stamboul, an | arrived just in
timo for the commencement of the orgies. ‘They began with a procession of
childron, dressed in black gowns, singing bymns in praise of Hassan and
Husseinn to the sound of weird music. The square was guarded all round
by Turkish soldiers, who kopt u clear space in the centre; the crowd stood
behind, and the windows of the square wore filled with spectators. The
place was all draped in black, thonsends of lanterns were hung about, and
burning braziers were stationed at intervals of a few yards. In about ten
minutes after our arrival a fearful din of tom-toms arose, and a number of
men entered the square, those in the foremoust ranks carrying buuziors, while
those in the centro supported a lirge cinopy, formed of Persian flags and
cnsigns. Two white liorses were next led in.  “These carried howdahs with
a child tied on cach, to represent the two brothers. Thon came other
hormes, decked out with embroidery stained with blood, and dead bodies
lying across their backs. A processien of priests and people then entored,
chanting sonyge of mourning, and these were followed by men with their
bodies bare to their waists, beating themselves with great chains, which they
swung over their heads, first on their Lacks and then on their chests, all
sobbing and singing the while, the clang of the chains as they all swung
together against the flech Leing sutwething horiible to hear.  Thon came the
awful part of the whole thing, which made one shudder, and turns my
blood cold as I write it. About a hundred wmen entered the square with
their heads shaved, and dressed outirely in white , theee formed a Luge cir-
cle ar iv urm, alt with their facesto tho covtre of the ring, those on one
sido shouting “ Hassan,” thoso on the other * Musseinn.” They gradually
worked themsolves up into a scicaming frenzy, and then, brandisbing the
huge sabros they carried, thuy cummenced hacking at theit bodies and heads
till the blood poured down them, and picces of flesh camo off the poor
wrelches, who, as they becawe more excited, inflicted ghastly scalp wounds
on cach other. I never saw such an awful sight, and 1 never wish to again.
They wont twico around the square, shouting, screaming, and brandishing
their sabres, after which such of them as werostill able to walk retired from
the scene, and the mes with chains took their places, with their chests and
backs black and bleeding. “These marched twice round the square, followed
by children singing und chanting. A few prayers were now offered up by
tho prieats, more shouts of ¢ Hassan " and ¢ Iussviun,” and thon there was a
pause, and the people looked as if they wore about tu disperse. Sickened
and horrified by tho scenc wo had witnessed, my friend and I quitted our

window zeat, and began a rapid walk to our hotel; but suddenly there wore
lond shouts from tho penplo, and we saw the entire throng returning. We
wero the unwilling spectators of & renewal of this fesrful carnago, which was
only torminated by the death of many of the actors in it, while thoso who
yot lived saank exhausted to the ground, their features in many instancea
undistinguishabloe, their white dresscs soaked with blood, and yet even in
thoir dying agonies sustained by a mysterious fanaticism which teaches them
that through theso self-inflicted tortures they go siraight into heaven. This
account nuiy acem {o you exaggorated, but I can assurs you it {s impoesible
to COBVO{ 1o you in writing the ghastly realitics of the scens [ have just
describod.~ Globe.

COMMERCIAL.

The condition of tmds romains about tho xsmo ns reported last weck.
1t hins beon of a reusonably quiot charactor, and not subjected to sny impor-
tant chnngos or fluctuations. ‘Thero is a good eorting-up demnud in most
lines of merchandiee. Numerous ordors fur small parcels come in, but the
demaud appears to bo confined to tho requiremonts of consumptioa, ‘The
woather continuca to somewhat restrict trade, and will probably dv su for
the greator part of the passing month.  Pricoes rule vory firm, and the feol-
ing is hopefu',

Holiday goods aro bogiuning to be shoswn in profusion by retailers, and
shop windows look very gay.

In most lincs dealors nre too busy in taking stock and preparing their
annual balances, to push siles with t{o enorgy that they do in other portious
of tho year. This gives tho markoet a quict look. 'I'he gonoeral situation has,
on tho whole, continued to manifost healthy symptoms. ‘The results of the
year have been of a satisfactory character, and o confidont fesling regarding
the futare provails.

A fall of somo threo or four inches of snow that occurred on last Sunday
pight temporarily atopped the running of the City horse.cars, and tho street
railway company promptly substituted busses mounted on runners for them
on Monday morning., But thoy cloared the track, and the cars resumed
their runson Tuesduy. In explanation, it is stated thatthe company is
having one or more snow-ploughs, of a new and improved pattern, built for
it in the States, by meaus of which it is oxpocted that the tragk wiil be kept
open all tho winter. It was not thought that much, if any, snow would fall
here befors about Christmas, and, therefore, the work of constructing the
ploughs has not bren pushed with the enorgy that the company has shown
in other directions. The ploughs are promised soon to ariive, and thereafter
it is hopad that no further suspension of the running of the cars will oceur.

Th present mail arrangements are very nnsatisfactory. The mails from
the United States and the Upper Provinces are not ready ‘or delivery before
about 2 o'clock in the afternoon, while the outgoing mails close at 1.25 p.m.
This does not give inerchants timo to reply to businees letters by return mail, as
is often required where important transactions are pending—and we pre-
sume that every operation is important to those eagaged in it. As both the
railway and the poet offica are run by the govarnment—:i.e., the psople—for
the benefit of the public, it certainly looks as if the convenience and interest
of the public should be more closely consulted than they appear to be.
Agsin, the weekly mail steamers thst ply between this port and Europe dur-
ing the winter, under a subsidy from the Dominion Government, leave
Halifax at noon on Saturdays—their mail bugs closing an hour earlier—while
the letters by the incoming steamers do not resck the hands of their
addressees till the following Monday or Tuesdsy. The mail by the alterna-
tive route, ria Now Yo%k, leaves the post office here at 6.45 s.m. on Mondays
only, though mail steamers Jeave New York for Europe daily. This is
‘close connection " with a vengesnce. What we vlead for is but common-
sense and justice to our sommercial interests, It is only surprising that the
business public has so long rubmitted patiently to the slip-shod and careless
way in which postal mat ers havo hitherto been carried on under each suc-
ceediug administration o both parties in Canada. The prompt and faith-
ful transmission aud distribution of the mails are to the business and sociel
community as important functions of executive administration as the proper
carrying out of the duties and responsibilitics of any other department. A
radical roform in postal arrangoments is much needed.

Dry Goops.—Prices remain firm foc all sorts of textile goods. It is
reported that a movement is on foot among woolen manufacturers to follow
tho oxample of their cotton brethren, and form a combination for their
mutual benefit. Tho occasion is opportune, owing to the large shortage of
production of the raw material this year. A lato issue of thoe Irish Textil
Journal, of Delfnst, says :—¢ Tho improvement in the goneral tone of the
warket, * * * has been sustained, and greater confidence is shown in the
future of trade—buyers oporating with more froedom. At the same timo,
whilst demand is bettor all round, there is still very great difficulty in get-
ting cnhanced prices for either yarns or cloth, but the outlook is hopeful,
and production is moro evenly balanced by consumption.” These remarks
truly express the condition of the dry goods trade in Canada,

Inox, Hanbware axp Merars.—Thero has beon no change in the hard-
waro narket, but & faic volumo of brsiness hus been tiransacted for the
season. ‘Trado has not beon active, Lut there is no vowpluint of its goneral
character. Values have ruled steady, and no variation has occurred worthy
of note. Cable advices indicate that copper is lower and weak.

Breapsturrs.—Wheat has been somewhat stronger, both in English and
Amcrican markets, and a marked advance has been attained, but we see Lo
reason to believe in its permanence. It looks like a speculative movement,
which is Lolsieted ip. by rumors of impending wat in Europe, which are
dished up weekly for tho delcctation of tho American publie, but which may

be fitly compared to tho “ basolews fabrio of A dream.”” A project is roported
to be on foot among western (U. S.) mill owners to pool their intorests, ith
the intention of putting all tho mills under ono management. The esti-
mated capital of the United Waatern Milling Company is catimated atabout
ten millions of dollars. It is extremely doubtful whothor tho * deal” will
be effected. Meanwhile, flour is quiet and will find hard work to climb up
{3 higher prices. Oats are in large receipt, and prices rule rather low, as
they will continua to do till the Island communication is sovered by the
facreasing cold of winter.,

Provisions.—Quietudoe has characlorised the market during tho past
week, Dressed pork is coming forward in seasonmeblo quantities, though
farwers aro holding Lack, bocauso killers' prices aro not up to what thoy
wore wopt to obtain during tho past three years at this scison. It takes o
good while for sowe peoplo to balanco the law of supply and demand.
Those who bang back among supplisrs aro very apt to find themselves on
the wrong sido of tho scales,

Cugrse.  Eoglish doalois appear to be waking up to the fact that the
British supply is far below tho avemgo, and that America caunot lurgely
asrist hor in furnishing this article in sulliciont quantitios to moeot the
domavd. 'The cousequence is a coutinued stilfening of wrices on both sides
of tho  big wator,” and an advatco of figures all along the lino, ‘I'hose
who can aflord to huld for two or thres months louger will probably learn
that ¢ cheeso i cheeso.”

Burrsn.—The market hins been quiet, owing to firmnass of holdors, who
think that butter should sympathise with cheese, ‘Their hupes may he real-
ized next year, whon tho maket is overstocked with cheese, as it is now
with butter; till then, thay will do well not to hold such u porishnble
article too long. Owing to the slack supply of and good demand for cheese,
msuy English farmers nnnounce their intontion to discontinue makinyg
buiter, and of turping their milk in future wholly into cheose. If thoy
carry out this intontion, it will make an oxcellent opening for Canadian
butter, if our farmers will improve it, und take caro to have their butter
clean sud sweot.

Gaxg.—DPatridyes and rabbits are in over-suppiy, and prices for tham are
very low.

Sucars aNv Mouasses.—The market has remaived dull,s though
nominally unchauged for refined sugars. Yor raws there is little demand,
the refiners being fully supplied, and soveral cargoes, ns noted in our Jast
report, wait for bidders. Nothing is doing in molasses.

Tea axp Corree.—Tea is firm, and a good amount of busincss has trans.
pired. The enquiry liere has not been large, but ateady, Leiug avidently
verned by consumuptiva demands. Coffeo continues to “ boom,” contirm
ing the fact that this year's supply will be smaller than the average. Iocal
figurss hiave not changed as yet, as dealers have ample supplies on hand for
present needs, but they must advance before long.

Live Srock.—The quantity coming forward, though bot over groat, is
most excellent in quality. Some shipments at:osd, both to the United
States and to England, have been made; and thuse who have ventured in
this line this season report having doue as well as they expected,

Rear Esratr.—Some few auction sales have been made during the past
week, but they have becu of properties under mortgage that had been fore-
closed, and were in every case bought in by the mortgagees or their repre
sentatives. No privato sales are reported. Thn ideas of buyers and sellers
diverge so much that they do not cowe togethor on any satisfactory plano.

Fisu.—This has been a * waiting ** market since vur last report. Re-
ceipts havo boen small, but it is believed that respectablo quantities of salt
and pickled fish are held back alonyg both the eastern and western shoures
that will be offered bofore long. Local nion are ficely shipping fresh her-
ring and codfish in ico to Montreal and various puints in the Ubited States
by rail. Thay find markets thero that repay their euterprisv and Jabor. The
current catch, however, is 80 sinall as to be but little bettor than nomnnsl
‘This is owing to rough weather, which deters fishormen from putting out,
though both cod and herring are plentiful. As tw salt and pickled lish there
is a disposition un the part of morchaunts to send them to West India mar-
kels—ospucinily to Jamaica and Cuba—as rapidly as possible.  Severl largo
cargoes ha- o cleared heace for thoso ports in tho last fortmight. Perhaps
facts, concealcd from the public but known to shippers, way justify this
activity at the present junclure, but we were struck by the romark of a
“ gkipper,” whoso vessol cleared honco a fow days swco, *that ho hud
known vessels to carn more vy lying at tho wharf than by taking cargoes
to the West Indies.”

The Boston Journal remarks that tim salt fish trade is dull, but the local
demand is largor than usual for tho last wonth of tho year. There aro no
large stocks of fish in dealers’ hands, and the gonera] feeling is that prices
are now at their lowest point  All kinds of barrelled fish aro rewarkably
scarce, and if the domand comes up to anything near its usual proportions
dealers will be cleaned out in a very short time. The mackorel situation is
attracting particular attention. Tho stock in Gloucestor is estimated at not
over G,000 bbls., and in Portland at 1,000 bbls. Boston and other places
are supposed to have about 5,000 bbls. more, so that the whol‘o supply in
sight cannot possibly exceed 15,000 bbls. This Province and Princo Edward
Island can perhaps add hardly moro than 1,000 bbls. This ia a far smaller
supply than bas beon known for mapy years at this date, Tho stock of
berring is judged by persons qualificd to know to bo smaller than for the
past twenty-five years,

are cast penniless on a heartless world.

A mining excitement that draws into the vorlex of speculation busiucss:
nen whe need every cent of their money to conduct their affuirs, is to be
deplored, and is the main rcason why mining to many really shroewd busi- |
ness men is synonymous with ruin. A fair analysis would prove that the i
individual and pos the mine is to blame, but in theso cases a fair analysie is
out of the question. If investors in mincs could ouly follow the golden
rule laid down and not invest more than they could atford to lose, much '’
wisery would be avoided, and inining would rapidly come ivto favor. It!
should always bo remembered, no matter how fine the prospects, that it takes
a large amount of money to make a saccessful mine. That it is the falsest |
kind of economy to place mining operations in the charge of cheap men!
Realiy able mining engincers command large salaries, but they save them
ten times over in the skill and economy with which they conduct ining |
operstions.

Brother Leonard Rhone, Worthy Mastor of Pennsylvania Stite Graage,
delivered the address of welcome, 1o which tha Worthy Master of Alabama
State Grange, Brother I, C. Harrison, responded,  The singing of “Amarica”
by a choir of fifty voices and the large assembly must have been worth
hearing. We would liketo have been there.  Governor Patterson welcomed
the Grange on behalf of the commonwenlth of Ponpsylvauiy, and J. H.
Brigham, Worthy Master of Ohio State Grange, responded.  Mayor Smith
being unavoidably absent, was represented by (apt. Leabourne, who bid
the Nutional Grange welcome to * the great old city whose people kaow no
north, no south, no east, no west, but ope 1l &, one country, and oue God to
worship.” Governor Robie, of Maine, IEditor A. IX. McClure and Drother
W. A, Armstrong, Master of New York State Grange and Editor of the
Llmira * Husbandwan,” delivered appropriste and stirring addresses, and
after some more music the exercises clused.

It is as it should be that a grand enthusiastic public 1eception, such as
this that was accorded the National Grauge by the representatives of a
populous and wealthy Stateand metropolis, should be given to the represcn-
tatives of & great Agricultural urganization, the bruad and nuble ohjects of
which are to ¢ promnote the welfare of the couutry and of mankind,” by
incraasing the professional knowiedgo and skill, and the political ani social
status and influence, and elovating the chatacters of agriculturists.

Goveroor Pattison in his address, “ told the assombled 1%atrons that the

Wo are plesed to koow that these truthsare being uttered by influcatial
represontative men ; they should bo reiterated. especially from every Grange
platform, until farmers occupy the pusition to which they are eutitled to,
and honorably fill that position .

We are indebted to the Americso Grangs Bulletin, of Cincinuatii. fur
the information given ~bove The Californa Patren publishes the Aunual
Report of the Master of the National Grange, which occupies four closely
priuted columns, an entire paga of that journal, and i, like its predecessors,
an able, and in its political utterances, statesmanlike ducument. It should
be studied by every Patron.

We shall endeavor to have it published for this purpuse. o, Dasden,
Worthy Master of the National Grange, couciseiy but exhaustively reviews
the mission of the Order in his jurisdiction during the twenty years of its
oxistence, what it has accomplished, the work before i1, an1 the coudition of
the Order in the United States.

What is clamed for the Order in the fullowing language in this Report,
we clsim to be equally applicable, with necessaty varhal alterations, to the
Order in thisa Dominion.

Facrs anort Muk.—The time and mnanner of milking must aflect the
product. It iz well known that the krst drawn from the udder i not so rich
us the laat. T'his is probably because the thinner materinls havo the best
chanee to escape, leaving the largor globules to come last. Morning's milk
is always better than that obtiined in the evening. One milking each day
gives richer milk than twice milking, but lass in quantity. Ae milk is-an
animal secretion manufactured by the cow, it must be evidont that whatever
worries, frets or tarments the cow, or renders her uneasy or uncomforiable,
will caitainly leszen the quautity and affect the composition of her milk,

As 1o the cliemistry of milk, pasturage aud feeding in goneral mast
exert a ¢reat influenca.  The adrptation of food for cattle iz comparatively
a new suhject for vestigation. A fow years ago wo heard nothing of oil
meal, cotton see:d mieal, the succulent roots aud vegetables, and the exact
adaptation of foods to tho end in view. Now all this is changed.

Let no one doubt that the first fresh aweotness of summer pasturage
yiolds a larger and better percentige than any other fuod. I =titl Yolieve in
the sifo. 1 wall say, with all candor, after having used ensilage for four
years. that [ believe tn succulont green ¢ora and that in the silo, and fail to
finedd any evil effects therofrom.  After the mast eritic 1l examination, [ believe
that enstiaze 15 a triead to the farmer. [ bslieve it has not been proven to
dam e malk, butter or chivese.  Tho must delicato tests that mitk and butter
have heon subjected to have faled to discover the least injurivus prodact
where good ensilage was used.

[t 1< true of ensilage, as of all kinds of food, if the waterial is puor the
product ot the cow wilt ne defective. T am satislied that the use of imma-
tme sowed corn s o deonggs to midk, [t renders it indigestible.  Many a
chill in auntumn las paid the penalty for using snch milk with his life.
Why harry 1 tho use o todder corn when a few weaks' mnore growth will
tiiple itz valun 1 .

Al aunual plants aum to prepare matertal for taeir seed.  \When corn is
tasseled and the ears begin to grow, the corn ststk is full of that rich
saccharine matter which presemly will ba deposited in the perfected ear.
Four huudred foads of such corn, cut wto half-inch pieces, were deposited
last fall in the ~tus wlich 1 built.  The time will como when there will be
10 more suestivn as to the value of preserved green fuod for cattle than
there now 3t the utility of canaed fuod for the ased of man.

Perfection 1 durying isn securiug fiaished results, but will nover be
vbinnable except At tae price of utmost care all along the lino of production.
It there 1s one man, from the first to the last, lacking intelligence or con-
science, wo have to pry for it i the markets of the world.

Profit auel progress must go hand e laud in this business of dairying.
The farmer andd famer's «wifo who put their cattle in clean, warm, well
veulilated stables, why nandls the nutk with clean hands snd the best
appreciition of 1ts nice susceplibiiities, who, 1tn short, are tidy, are uncon-
eciousiy becoming refined and advaucing in civilization at the same time
that thoy are roaping tno largest profits from theic business, The farmer
sctually rises ur fails 1n nanhood 1n proportiou as humane sentiments
control him in the treatmont of his cattle, or harah or brutal conduct-renders
them uncomfortabie snd unproductive, and their milk feverish and
unwholucome.—Prof. Edwards to the New York Dairyman.

Rest axb Feep ror HENS —A writer on poultry says that sfter a season
of egg production through the summer, a hen i3 naturally exbausted and
wants a reat.  Good feeding at this timo is more important than at any
uvtirer, and thore ia Iittlo ur niv danger that it will cause the fowl to sy on
fat. Evon curn will not fitten a moulting hen.  Su soon as she begins to
vet uew feathers, foed liberally with cora and wheat mixed, and egg pro-
duction wiil spendily 10-commenca. .

Ther are many things which tho intelligent, up to the times, modern
farmer ought of courso to Jo, which it is best to do as a rule, but the doing
of which under excoptional circumstancea would rosuit in loss. Farmers
should et as inuch of the necded plowing as possiblo done in the fall.
There is a tendency 1o plow land in tho spring bLefore it is really fit, before
it wil} crumnble as it turns over from the mould-board and dry shortly after
vxposure to the air.  If plowad wet in the spriog, unless it is a decidedly
wravelly or «andy loam, land will bako aud go into and romain in lumps,
thit the ondinary harrow can ouly roll over and knock about, snd in which
plant food is shut up. Iand may, however, ho plowed very wot in the fall

right, and no party always wrong. ® * ¥ Tho men who support vlio | and be all the better fur it in the spring, after the disintegrating and mellow-
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ing frosts of winter have acted upon it. But whero land rich in soluable
plant food is exposed to washing, ns on a side hill, these valuabloe constituents
aro cnriecd away by the sping rains, This is but one illustration of o
priuciple which it might be well for our farmers to reflect upon and discuss
in granges aud clubs,

Plow deep isa good motto for tho Patron or auy farmer, but, is italways
good farming to plow deep ?  Perhaps the manure or the richest hyer of
tho soil may bo turned down below the rezch of the plauts thut should find
these foods in it and that for a early start in the spring, and perhaps a fow
inches of cold roil will be tuined np that containg no plant food in a
goluable condition. ’

We merely suggest these as subjects for thought and discussion. The
fact is that thers are no cast-iron rles or maxims in farming, except thoso

which inculeate industiy, observation, the study of agricultural princinles
and thought.

WinTER Prowing.—The * Japuary thaw" does not make its appearance
every year, yet thero aro few winters during which plowing cannot bo dong,
tor soveral days at least, along the fortieth paralie] and south of it. The
advantages of winter plowiug ate the gaining of timo and the bonefit to the
ground. If only ten scres are plowed during the winter, there are just that
wany dcres loss in the spring, and the gain is considerable.  Winter plowing
is always beneficial to stiff, heavy soils. Frequently when light soils ave
plowed in tho fall or winter, the ground ix packéd down by snow ansd nin
until it is as solid in the spring as it was before it was plowod.  But thore
is little danger of siff soils being reduced to this condition. On the
contrary, the dirintegrating action of the frost and snow is needdd to
mellow down the ground. ‘T'kis greatly lessuns the work of putting the
ground in order in the spring, and really puts it in better mechanieal
condition than the harrow alone will, no matter how much used. Sod
ground is benefited by winter plowing, for thesod will partially-rot, and the
frost will ciumble the etiff’ turf,  Rather light svils, if sodded, may well be
plowed in the winter. This isa gocd season for plowing corn-stalk greund.
If the fodder has been cut off, break off the stubs by hitching a horse to
each end of a long pole and dragging it against the stubs of a frosty morn.
ing If the stalks have not been cut off, pasture them well first and then
break them down in the same way. If turned under during the winter,
they will rot more rapidly, and by spring will be in such condition thut the
harrow will tear them tv pieces.  For winter plowing, a plow sharpiy convex
is the best, as it will throw the furrows more on edge and break them ap.
This exposes moro surface to the action of the frost, and it will meliow down
the lumps till spring. Do not harrow the ground—reserve that till apring.
American Agriculturist for Decemnlier.

as well might butter be sold by 2olls, the swall roll iinging as much as the
latge one.  'Wa do 1ot buy or seli butter by the number of rolls, or meat by
the mimber of pivces, or cheesu by number ; nor shonld we sell vgas by
number.

If eggs were bought and sold by weight, the value of certain breeds of
fuwls would be changed. Now the biced that {urnishes the greatest
number of eggs is the most profitable ; then it would bo the brec! that
furnished the greatest weight. Some breeds ate remarkable for the swall-
r.ess of their eggs ; such breeds would sullor in popularity, whils the fowls
that Iy large eggs woull gain.  This would wurk ounly justice, howiver, to
the fowls, a4 it would to their owners and the cousumers.  Cleany egzs
should bu sold by weight.  Then why does hot every oue iusist upon i* 2=
Awerican Agriculturist for Deceml -r.

Renier vor Cuoxing Cow.—A choking cow can often be relieved by
poutiug culd water 1nto her ears. Take cold water in a pitcher or teapot,
turn the animal’s head to one side sud pour a goud streun directly into the
ear. .This will cause the cuw to jump und shako its heud fiercely. and the
jerking motion will often dislodge tho. obstruction.  Fho idea is to make
the animal mako an effort to fiee itself.  The general pruciico of pushing

the obstruction down the threat or crushing it gives the animal no chance to-

help iteelf. A good syringo would be tho best thing o force the water inty
the ear with, hut fow familics have ono ready for use, so the common teapot
will answer. [Two ounces of glycerine give relief at once.—En.]
