The news frum Europe is less warlike than that «f last week. Well may
the European powers pause before entering upon a struggle, the political
effects of which are so uncertain. The cost of miintaining their present
enormous armies is small when compared with the hurden of heavy war
debts, and the maintenance of the families of those who have been killed
in battle. As a result of the Franco-Russian war, there were in one Pro-
vince of Russia no less than 12,000 widows and over 22,000 children who
had to be supported by charity.

The advance of 2 or 3 per ton in the price of coal since.the strike of
the handlers in New York, is a serious matter to the managers and propric-
tors of manufacturing establishments; but these wholesale consumers, most
of whom have laid in their winter supply, suffer but little as compared with
the thousands of poor people who buy their coal by the scuttiefull To
them, the advance of from seven to fifteen cents means cheerless, cold apart-
ments, and thus it is that the laboring classes invariably are the greatest
sufferers from these ill-advised strikes.

Our North-West Mounted Police are armed with Winchester rifles,
which should be all that they require, even were they called upon to use
them. Itis stated that these Winchesters are to be called in,and the forces
armed with the new Manchester rifle, just now so popular in England.
Such a change is uncalled for. If there is any extra money to spend. let
the boys be properly mounted, not like those of Prince Albert, with sixty
horses 0 two hundred mien ; but with a horse apicce, and a good one at

that. With a good sturdy pony and a Winchester nfle, 2 mounted police-
man is equal to half a ton of rod men.

Among Maritime Frovincial men, Dr. Grant, Principal of Queen's Col-
lege, Kingston ; George Stewart, editor of the Queliec Chronicle; Robert
Burdette, of the Brooklyn Eagle ; Prof. C. G. D. Roberts, of Kings Collese.
and Mr. J. Hunter Duval, the poet of Prince Edwaid Island, have won
distinction in the literary world. With the spread of cducation and the
improvement in the literary tastes of our people, we may hape that the now
small army of literateurs who are cither nauves or residems of the Mari-
time Provinces, will be greatly augmented. e understand that Mr. J.
Hunter Duval is about to publish 2 new drama, entitled Roberval, the Com-
panion of Jacques Cartier.

The Windsor and Annapolis authorities have at length come to the con-
clusion, that, in complying with the reasonable demands of the public, they
can best serve their own interests.  The much-needid early train to Halifax,
which the citizens of Kentville and Windsor have a0 long asked for, is in a
short time to be put on, and the run from Kentville to Halifax, instcad of
pccupying, as it now does, upwards of five hours, wiil be made in less than
three. The news of this new departure will be receivéd with pleasure all
along the line of 1ailway ; and it will likewise be good news to hur.dreds of
our citizens, who will be able to leave the city after business hours on
Saturday, spend the Sunday in the country, and again return to town on
Monday several hours before the boom of the twelve w'clock gun,

The ice palace erected at Montreal this year is one of the grandest
structures of the kind ever yet built. Nearly 2 century and a half azo,
Auna, Empress of Russia, caused an ice palace to be constructed at St.
Petersburg upon the bank of the Neva, which lasted from January to March,
in 1740, and elicited from the gentle English poet, William Cowper, one of

The fact that Sir Charlea ‘Tupper has ngain re-en- |
tered the Domiuion Cabinet, and has consented to contest his old consti- 1
tuency of Cumberland, proves that he, at least, has the courage of his
convictiong, and that no matter whit others may assert as to the effect of
C nfederation. Sir Uharles believes it to have been of advantage to the
Province of Nova Scotia. As matters stand at presemt, Nova Scatia is
represented in the Cabinet by three members—Sir Charles Tupper, Minis.
ter of Finance; Hon. ] S. D. Thompson, Minister of Justice; and Hon,
A. W, McLelan, Post Master General, This of course, can be but a tempa-
rary arrangoment, for it cannot be expected that three seats in a Cabinet of
thirteen should be apportioned to a Province which has a population equal
to about onc-tenth of the entire population of the Dominton. It is
rumored that several new porifolios are to be created, and that under these
circumstances Nova Seatia's representation will not be abnormal ; for our
own fart we are of the npinion that one, and only one, portfolio—that of
Mnister of Trade and Cammerce—is likely to be ndded, and if our opinion
prove correct, Nova Scotia’s third representative in the Cabinet, if the
Government be sustained. is not likely to long groan under the cares and
emoluments of oflice  I'he handsome manner in which the Governwent
has come down with Minutes in Council promising Railway subsidies to ail
in the construction of projected lines or lines already partly buils, is phe-
nominal, ‘These are unquestionably eloction sugar plums, but they will ‘be
none the lesz palatable on that account It 1s regretable. hawever, that
political parties have to resort to such means for securing the good will of
the electors —it savors of bribery, und for that r-ason is a practice that
should be condemned.  In this respect, neither the Liberal or Conservative
party can afford to deliver the condemnatory sermon, for they each have
recourse to such methads when opportunity offers.  The Liberal party, or
at least its leaders, are strongly advocating Reciprocity with the United
States, whilst the Repealers hold it out as one of the reasons why we should
sever our connection with the Dominion. So far as Reciprocily is con-
cerned, the voice of our ¢lectors on this question would be a unit, for the
Conservatives as well as the Liberals, are fully zlive to the advantages
which wauld result from 1t; but intelligent men should seriously ask those
who advacate Repeal upon the ground that we should then obtain a Reci-
procity Treaty with our American cousins ; what guarantee can they give
them beyond a politician’s pronnse. that Nova Scotia, outside of the Con-
federation, could secure Recipracity 2 And when this question is honestly
answered, and it is shown that such men are tensting entirely to a lucky turn
in the wheel of fortune, intelligent electors will be able to discount the
Reciprocity cry, fully understanding that it takes two parties to make a bar-
gain; and that in this Reciprocity matter, one party (the Dominion) has
already signified her willingness to enter into such a treaty.

THE FOIBLES OF GREAT MEN.

How is it that we are all interested in the weaknesses of great men? Is
it because human nature cannot endure the sight of a faultless fellow-being ?
Certain it is that the uneco quid have very few friends in the world.  Or do
men, out of vanity, lave to hear of the foibles of great men, conscious that
they themselves possess these at least in common with the great?  Let the
many who spe the eccentricities of genius answer for themselves. Or do
not small faults and odd habits throw a stronger light upon the jnner charac.
ter of a great genius than his greater qualities and world-renowned exploits ?
Carlisle, walking in lis garden, his hands behind him, and a ¢lay pipe in
his mouth, is certiinly more real, knowable and human than Carlisle as the
author and moralist.  The heart of the reader wanns towards the clever,
impecunious Goldsmith, sitting in a barrel in * Green Arbor Court,” play
ing his flute, while some ragged neighbor's children dance ; or teaching his
dog 10 sit an end. while the lines * By sports like these were all their cares
beguiled, the sports of children sausfy the child,” were still wet on the
author's page. Samuel Johnson suffrs nothing in our estimation when we
sec him lumbering down the street, scrupulously touching every hitching-
porct with his hands, and going back if he has missed one.  Nor does Lord
Macaulay lose any of his greatness when we know that hie regularly played
horse with the children ; or that he never passed a certain eating-house in
London without going in, calling for a large number of empty glasses, try-
ing tostack themin a peculiar way on the table, and always breaking a
goodly number of them in the attempt.

But therc are other and less admirable weaknesses which we see
exhibited by great men, though we do not think of balancing them against
the sum tnal of their excellencies. It is a privilege of greatness to have
faults. Many of the greatest characters in history showed a fondness for
W ne and women which could not be tolerated in less distinguished men.
Other great names have stains of such ignoble hue as avarice or vamty.
Bacon was called at orce the wisest and the meanest of mankind.
Macready wrote of his own acting of Macbeth as a noble picce of art.
Lord Byron rcturned a box of pills to the apothecary bLecause they were
dirccted to ** Mr. Byron.” Napolcon said, * They call me lucky, because

-led to the present stagnation in trade.

Iam able; it is the weak men who accuse the strong of good fortune.”

Notafew great men have lived in a false, artificial atmasphere throughout thel
lives., They seem to be acting a part—keeping up a delusion.  Thus the
elder Pitt, Mirabeau, and Napolean f had a great’ deal of the charlata
mixed up with their charactera  Nothing could atone for auch characteris
tics but the possession of the most transcendant abilities.  And merol
intellectual qualities, when coupled with obj:ctionable traits of character,
serve only to excite men's admiration ; not to win their devation.

OUR ARMY IN HALIFAX.

Our articles on Halifax Saciety have drawn a clover letter from

tht the simple fact of her heing invited ty dances at the bareacks, resultel
in improving her position with [alifaxians It appears then that so great
is the worship of the military that the regulation of the social status is Ivfi
entirely with them. Their smile can raise the wealthy, generou: amd
haspitable boor above the heads of our oldsst and most respected (amilies.
or their frown. condemn to social ostracism, That this power should be
left in the hands of conctantly shifting sets of ofticers, is to us incompre:
hensib'e, and the more so, as Halifix justly boasis of mure than the usuy
proportion of cultivated and refined citizens,

\We have abundant material from which to form a distinctive society of
our own, into which (as we have before intimated) officers would seek
admission, but internal jealousics and dissensions have divided us inta
small factious, each warring for recognition by the military. ‘The result is
injurious t0 us in every way and must make us especially ridiculous to the
objects of our adoration. Halifaxians are essentially a commercial peonle,
and as yet are not traubled with surplus weaith which they can affwrd w
squander in extravagant living. There s in this city a great field fur
enterprise and push, but no drones are wanted in the hive. Everything
that 1ends to expand and elevate the mind ; the purauit of kaowledge, the
cultivation of usic, the study of the arts and sciences, with, or even
without, some practical end in view, we can affird. But the formation of
luxurions tastes “and habits, the waste of time and money involved 1n
cudless rounds of balls and dinner parties, the neglect of business for the
participation in sports and athletic exercises, very few cin affsrd.  Most
are engaged in a struggle for existence, or are straining every nerve 1o
educate and provide for their families, and anything that tends to make
themn ashamed of their business, to look upon trade as ¢ low,” (* Heis in
trade you know"), to apply the term gentlemen to those only who live on
their money and do no work, is deeply to be deplored. It is here that the
military element does the harm. A few of the officers are men of pro-
nnunced literary tastes, but the majority devote their leisure time to sports
and to social pleacares, of which cating, drinking and dzacg form no
unimportant part. Al these are good in their place, and in times of peace
the military are entitled to enjny them, as they in no way interfere with
their duties, but thie pursuit of pleasure is only too contagious and the effect
upon our citizens and citizenesses is mnst deplorable.

- Adwmitting that even mast of the officers are cultivated geutlemen, there
is still u sprinkling of frivolous ** snobs” among them, and as Halifaxians
in their blind devotion to the military make no “discriminations, these men
{~ho are more than likely of no social position at home,) succeed in doing
an immense amnunt of mischief. They epter the homes of our citizens, and
by their yneers at trade, make the wives and daughters ashamed of business
callings, and almost ashamed of the bread-winners. In time even the
latter become affected and, passing their customers over to the tender
mercigs of their clerks, spend hours of valuable time at the club. Their sons,
turning up their noses at trade, insist on swudving for the overcrowded
professions : or, dressing as nearly like theofficers as they can, pass their
time in idleness and debauchery.  Thaey are qaick to pick up all the small
vices of the officers but not their virtues, and in their efforts to * keep wp
the family position” draw hedvily on their f. .hers' purses. Money that s
needed in the business is squandered in high ving, and neglected customers
seck new markets where the merchants will not treat them as inferiors,
One day such men awake to the fact that they are ruined. Of course they
attribute it to hard times, and the government of the dominant party comes
in for its share of abuse, but that dnes not preveat their daughter’s engage-
ments with Lieut.— being suddenly declared off, nor themselves becoming
as suddenly invisible to their old friends who pass them without recogni-
tion on the street. .

The extravagance of living engendered by the military craze is an
important phase of the question, and is one of the many causes that have
Let us then come to our senses,
and while paying the military due attention, manage to retain our own self
respect. .

Suirs and T. B Keany, Mr. Stairs has already setved a short term in the
Dominjon Parliament, and has won throughout thic constituency an enviable
reputation for the prompt avention given to all commuaications addressed
to hun by the electors.

Mr. Mercier, leader of the Liberal and National party in Quebec,
succeeded in ousting the government and has formed a mew Liberal
administration, with a fair working majority at his back. This reverse in
Quebec was unexpected by the Conservatives, although it is probable that
the ex-Premier, Dr Ross, realizing the utter hopelessness of his position,
preferred to leave to his successor, the Hon. L. O. Taillon, the task of
battling with overwhelmning odds. The Nationalists have without
exception allied themselves with the Liberal party,

It is unfortunate that at this season of the year the miners employed in
the Albion Colliery have deemed it advisable to strike against a reduction in
wages. We say unfortunate because the being thrown out of work in
February, must result in much suffering among the families of the workmen.
The men offered to leave the question of reduction to arbitration, while so
far as can be ascertained the managers refused to settle the matter in this
way, hence work in the mines w:ll be almost entirely suspended until such
time as a amicable arrangement can be made.

Tt is stated that the Canadian Government has handed over to the
Imperial Institute authorities the nine excellent paintings of Canadian cities
which were exhibited in the entrance hall of the Colonial Exhibition. It
will be remembered that the official and commercial capitals of the Dominion
and the chief town in each Province were represented :~Ottawa, Halifax,
St. John, Charlottetewn, Quebec, Montreal, Toronto, Winnipeg and
Victoria. The pictures attracted much attention at the Exhibition, and
should be given a prominent place in the Institute buildings.

‘The announcement that Brtish men-of-war were to assist our cruisers in
the protection of the fisheries, has created another breeze in Congress.
1t is noteworthy that these retaliatory resolutions and unfriendly speeches
are made exclusively by Republican members, and that the Democrats are
discreetly silent on the qaestion. It looks very much as though politicians
on the other side of the line knew what string to play upon for party
purposes. One thing is certain, the fisheries are ours and if Brother
Johnathan is anxious to share them with us he must consent to share his
markdis likewise.

The Y. M. C, A. in Halifax is 2 handmaiden to the churches. ‘Through
the influence of the Association many young men who might otherwise be
led astray are kept in the path of rectitude and honor. The Association
now has a membership of 443, and is carried on at an annual cost of less
than 83,000, The “ Christian Worker,” the organ of the Association, starts
with a circulation of 1,000 copies. At its last annual meeting the
Association again elected as its president, Mr. John S. Maclean, 2 man
whose qualities both of head and heart render him admirably fitted for
positions of responsibility.

“Mr. Bothwell,” says the Yarmouth ¢ Zimes,” * has made a proposal
to the Yarmouth town council for lighting the streets of Yarmouth with
electric light, “The offer is to furnish and keep lighted not less than 15
lamps, 300 days in the year fram dusk to midnight, for the sum of 8100
per Jamp, which sum is the same as is paid in Halifax where over 100 lamps
are lighted. It is pointed out that as our gas lamps are lighted only 200
days in the year, from dusk till eleven o’cluck, the price of the greater
light is no more than that of the gas. Mr. Bothwell promises to have his
lamps lighted within 3 months if his offer be accepted and expects to have
them so within two months. The systera of lighting proposed to be intro-
duced here is known as the Thompson-Houston and is the one so success-
fully in use in Montreal, Toronto and St. John." '

There were
scores of applications, a selection was made, and the wedding took place
on a Wednesday night, with three or four thousand people inside and
outside the building.

A despatch from Galveston, Texas, says a satisfactory test has been
made herc of a new long distance telephone. The instrumem is known a5
the Barriett-Nelms Telephone, being the invention of S. L. Barriett aud W
. Nelms, both young men aud residents of Houston.  The test consisied
in talking over a wire 830 miles long, that being the distance 10 New
Orleans and return. The articulation was far more distinct and perea
than over the ordinary short circuits by the Bell Telephone. About a
dozen leading citizens talked over the circuit, and all agreed that they had
never held a more satisfactory conversation by telephone. The inventors
claim that they can talk from New York to San Francisco with the sawe
distinctness as shown in yesterday's test. A caveat has been issued on the
new instrument, and the Patent Office is now considering an application for
a patent,

A letter from Panama says great excitement prevails throughout Chili
at the appearance of cholers on ils boundaries. A strict quarantine was
enforced against vessels coming from suspected parts, and the passes on the
Argentine frontier were closely guarded, bu: the discase surmounted all
barriers and reached the Pacific slope. A correspondent in Chili says:
“Time and space would fail were I to attempt to discousse upon the clouds
of decrees relating to the preservation of the public health” From the
Argentine Republic the telegraphic news for days has been exceedingly
alarining, and in Mendosea at the foot of the Cordilleras on the -other side
and its neighborhood, no fewer than forty deaths are reported in one day.
They speak of bodies unburied, of houses abandoned and children attacked
by the disease and left to perish on the roadsides by their relatives, who
are fleeing southward for safety.

The Danube is covered with floating ice from Pesth to Vienna, and it is
entirely frozen over near Presburg, as is also the great Hungarian Lake
Aldenburg. In Vienna the water supply has been reduced by one-half on
account of the cold weather.

The Emperor of China’s new throne at Shanghai is to have its founda-
tion and pedestal made of gold bricks, aud the sub-prefect of Soochow has
sent to Pekin 3,000 pieces of solid gold bricKs of the ordinary shape of
claw bricks for this purpose. .

The Government of Berlin has introduced in Parliament a bill to suppress
drunkenness. It provides that drunkards in public places, and publicans
serving drunkard's children shall be fined and imprisoned, and that debts
incurred in purchasing intoxicants shall not be recoverable.

Matters in Ireland are very far from reassuring. Where the landlords
have reduced the rents, the tenants have paid up_; but evictions are con-
stantly being made by the landlords of other estates  These are resisted by
the people, and in several instances the police, after forcing an eviction,
have been obliged to level the house.to the ground. in order to prevent the
return of the former occupants  In Belfast a very serious riot took place
on Saturday evening last, and though no one was reported killed, many
persons were seriously injured, gun-shots having been freely exchanged.

London * Life” reports that the insanity of the * poor Carlotta,” ex-
Empress of Mexico, has lately beon manifesting itself in an acute form.
She appears to be always searching for somcthing on the ground, and shows
great satisfaction if she can furtively pick up some trifle unseen., Her
attendants are careful to scatter small objects about her path. She will not
allow any one to accompany her in her walks through the park of her
castle of Bourchot, and if through the gates or nilings she sees a passing
peasant she flies and hides herself, with all the symptoms of abject fear.
The King of the Belgians has decided’ to rebuild for her occupation the
castle of Perveren. which was destroyed by fire. It is situated in the
middle of splendid forests, and will insure the afflicted Empress every
privacy. .

The Queen's speech delivercd at the opening of the British Parliament
contained nothing of great import. It dealt vaguely with the Eastern and
Egyptian questions, and gingerly as respects the policy of the Government
with reganl to Ireland. It promises reform in the English and Scotch Local
Guvernment bills, and foreshadows a change in the method of collecting
English and Welsh tithes. Lord Randulph Churchill, in his speech in the
House of Common; for this session, explained that he could not, in a time
of peace. rematn in a Government that proposed to make such lavizh expen
ditures for the navy and army. Ho regretted having felt obliged to resign
his seat in the Cabinet, but the step had been taken by him after due delib.
eration. Mr. Gladstone in the Commons, and Lord Granville in the House
of Lords, criticised Iord Salisbury's action in assuming the portiolio of
Forcign Secretary at a time when he held the Premiership, and being in
their opinion more advantageous to this country to have these two impor-
tant positions filled by different members of the Cabinet. Goschen's defeat
in Liverpool by seven in a total vote of 6.427 was a serious blow to Lord
Salisbury’s administration, but it is not prubable that Mr. Goschen will long
remain out of the House, thirty seats having been offured hivh.

In a recent despatch from Rome some details are given as to the disaster
which overtook the Italian troops at Kassala.  Premier Depretis in
conveying the news to the Cabinet of Deputies said that there had recently
been severs fighting in that part of the Soudan, whose occupation was being
attempted by Italy in understanding with England. He said this fighting
had resuited in almost complete disaster to tne Italian forces engaged in
conjunction with Abyssinian troops in the work of attempiing to relicve
Kassala, which has been beseiged by hostile Arabs ever since the beginning
of the Svudan war by the late El Mahdi. On January 20 Abyssinians and
lualians attacked Kassala in force and were repulsed, The Ayssinians
again made an attack next duy and a desperste battle was waged The
Abyssinians were defeated and the Italiaa troops were simply annihilated.
But fifty wounded reached Massowah after the battle. This statement made
a profound sensation in the chamber, Premier Depretis then added that
the Iulian commander bad recalled troops from the advance and concen-
trated them at Massowah. The radicals laughed ironically at this, The
government now proposed a bill for the appropriation of 81,300,000, with
which to send Italisn reinforcements to Massowah. The chamber at once
approved the bill by an almost uaanimous vote, Some radicals having
cheered sarcastically in allusion to the valor of Abyssinian troops, the
whole honse rose and cheered the government, The radicals cried out
“We must retire.”  ‘The majority rejoined with cries of “never,” “cowards,”
ctc. ‘The city is to-night in a high state of excitement, bordeting on frenzy
over the news from the Soudan,

A traveller in Australia discovered two tosdstools which at night gave
out an extremely curious light. When the.plant was laid upon a news.
paper it emitted by night a phosphorescent light which enabled persons to
read the words around it, and is continued to do so for several nights with
gradually inoreasingly iutensity as the fungus dried up. The other species
was detected somo years atterward. This specimen measursd sixteen inches
in diameter, and weighed sbout five pounds. This plant was hung up to
dry in the sitting-room, and on passiug through the apartment in the dark
it was obeerved to give out the same remarkable light.

Prixtive ny Evecrriciry.~~The American fnvenfor, of Cincinnati, &
large monthly journal, says :—¢ We print this mouth’'s isaue, for the first
time by means of electricizy. The Sprague motor is used, and is an
immense advance on any other kind of power, Wo are running four
presses with a single motor, and it ix quite s novelty in action.

Tue Dryaxire Gun Cruissi.—The rocent announcement that Messrs.
William Crawj» & Sons, shipbuilders, of Philadelphia, have contracied to
counstruct a dynamite cruiser for the American Governwment, marks an
important ovent of marine warfsre. ‘The cruiser, to be Luilt of steel, is to
be 230 feot loug, 26 feet wide, with 7} feet draught, aud of 3,200 horse-
power, and to have the high zate of spoed of twenty kunots un hour. Her
chief armament will be three dymamite guns. The peculisrity of this
ordvance, which is an American invention, is that, instead of hurling a
projectile by weans of an explosion in the breech of the cannon, the
explosion is transferred to the point of impact on the enewmy’s vessel.

Seaports and inland towns ave growing almost out of
recognition to thoso who had seen them twenty years ago, aud land has
risen very greatly in value. As an instance of this riso it is stated that a
piece of propsrty in Jaffa (Joppa) which would scarcely hiave sold for £5
twonly years ago is now worth more than £50.

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MARVELS OF MEMORY.

If “all great peopls bhuve great memorics,” us Sir Arthur lolps
declares in his delightful book entitled * Sucial Pressuro,” it by no weans
follows that all thoso who are porsessud of great momories aro * great
people.” Muny sn instance -might bo cited to show that wen of very
moderate ivtelleatun! capacity may be endowed with o powsr of memory
which is truly prodigions. In addition to this there ure plenty of well
authenticated examples of the extraovdinary power of wemory displayed
even hy idiots. In the memoirs of Mrs. Somerville there is a curious
arconnt of a wmost extravrdinary verbal memory, ¢ There was sn idiot in
Edinburgh,” she tolls us, ¢ of a respectable fumily, who had a romurkable
wemory.- He never failed to go to the kirk Sunduy, and on roturning homo
would repeat the sermon, saying : * Hero the ministor coughed ; here he
stopped to blow his nose.’ During tho tour wo mudo in the Highlands,”
sho udds, * we met with another idiot who knew the Bible so well that if
you asked him where such a verse was to bo found he could tell without
hesitation and repeat tie chapter” Theso examplos aro sufficiontly
remarkable ; but what shall be said of the caro cited by Archdescon Fearen
it his*valuable pamphlet on * Mental Vigor1” * Thore was in my father's
parish,” saya tho Archdencon, “a mun who could semember the day when
every pereon had been buiied in the parish for thirty-five years, and could
repeat with unvarying acouracy tho name and age of the deceased, with tho
mourners at the funeral. DBut he was a complete fool Out of the lino of
burials ho had but one idea, and could not give an intelligible reply to a
single question, nor bo trusted to feed himself.”

‘These phenominal ipstances sy bo watchied by the Sussex farm
laborer, George Watson, us wo find recorded in Houne's * Table Book.”
Watson could not read nor write, yet ho was wont to perform woudrous feats
of mental calculations, and his memory for events ssomed to bu almost
faultless. ¢ But the most extraordinary circumstance,” eays Hone, ¢ ia the
power ho possessed of recollecling tho cvents of every duy from au early
period of his life. Upon being acked what day of the week a givon day of
tho month occurred, he immediately names it, and slso mentions whore ho
was snd what was the state of tho weather, A\ gentleman who had kept a
diary, put many questions to him, and his auswers were invariably correct.”

Of a similar kind ix the memory for which Daniel McCartuey hns become
fumous in the United States  The strange atory of this man's achievemonts
is told by Mr. Henkie in the Journal of Speculatice Philosophy. McCart-
ney, in 1869, declared that he could remember the day ot the week for any
date from Javuary, 1827— that is, from the time he was nino years and four
months old—forty-two sud a-half years. Io bas often been tested, and so
far as Mr. Hebnkie's account goes. had not failed to tell his questioner what
day it was, and it give some information about the weather, aud about his
own whereabouts and doings on upy of the 15,000 or move dates that might
bo named. When Mr, Henkie first met this man >f marvellous memory ho
was employed in the office of the Hon. T. K. Rudenbrod, editor of the
Salem Kepubli-an, where nothing better could bo found for McCartney to
do than *‘turn the wheel of the printing press two days of cach week.”
On the first formal examination this man underwent, his answors were
fested by roference to the file of a newspaper, which gave tho day of the
week along with the dato, In one casoe his answor was disputed, for tho duy
he named was nol the ssme as that given by the paper ; but on further
inquiry it was found that the newspaper was wrong, for the printer had
wade o mistake. Shorthand notes ¢f tho convorsation wore taken at subso-
quent interviows. Tho report of these is vory curious reading. Take the
following as a sample: Question—October & 18281 Answer (in two
seconds)—Wednesduy. It was cloudy, and drizeled rain ; I carried dibner
to my father, whero he was getting out coul. Question— February 21, 18291
Answer (in two scconds)—Sulurday. It was cloudy in the morning and
clear in the afternoon ; there was a little snow onu tho ground. An uncle
who lived near sold a horso Deast that day for 235. And so the conveisation
1an on for hours, ranging over forty years of McCartnoy’s personal | istory.
Mr. Henkie tolls us that if he went over somo of tho dates again, after a
a few days’ interval, tha answers, although given in ditfercut terms, were
essentially thoe same, * showing distinctly thut he remembered the facts and
not words previously used.” McCartney's memory is uot cunfined to Jates
and eventa ; he is a 1ore calculator, can give the cubs root of such numbers

200 tunes ; has o singularly oxtensive and accurate knowledge of googiaphy,
and never furgets the name of a person he has oneo sovn or read of.  With
all this singular power of memory, however, ho is not a mun whose genoral
grasp of mind is at all notoworthy.—Chambers’ Journal, ’
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HOW PERFORMING ANIMALS ARE TRAINED.

People who go to the circus aud see horses, olephauts, monkeys, and the
like perforin wondorful tricks must often ask themselves how the animals
s1o taught to do them. A\ writer in the Matin, having interviowed soveral
circus colebrities, undurtakes 1o sati<ty their curivsity.” M. Loyal, who has
heen ring-mnstor of the loading Paris circas for thirty-two years, supplies
interosting iuformation concerning horses, ‘¢ The horse,”” ho says, contrary
to general bLeliof, * is tho wost stupid unimal on earth, o has only one
fuculty—momory. You wmust teach him his eacrcises with the caveason and
the long whip,  Haviug forced them into his head, you must uso the short
whip when ho resists and give him a carrot when he ohevs.  Whipa and
carrots fortn tho secrot of the trainer.  Thu horse muat be from five to sevon
years old ; bieforo that age ho is loo spirited, ufter it his muscles uro not
olastic onough. The tirat thing to do i3 to nccustom your horse to the riug,
to make him run round regularly, and then to stop at a given sigual. To
nccomplish thig, the snimal is brought into the ring. I'ho trainer holds in
his lefi hand a tether, which is passd into the cavesson, a kind of iroun
crescent armed with sharp points fixel on the noso of the horsn; in his
right hund hie holds the long whip. Beliind tho animal an assistant, with
a atout short whip, ia posted. The tiainar culls un the horao to start, and,
pulling his tethor and smacking bis long whip, forces him to gallop ronud.
If ho rofuses, the ag<istant uses his whip wso; if he is obadinut, he is
rowarded with a carrot.  ‘Fo make him stop short, the trainer ciacks his long
whip again, while tho assistant with his shuit whip throws himself suddenly
*in front of the animal, and the result is obtamed.” M. Loyal tells us that
* tho horsgo has a groat objection to kuechayg or lying down at any momant.
This feat is taugirt by means of iton dracelots placed on his ankles and
attached to n tether held by the trainer, ho, by sudden jorks or pulls as ho
is moving makes him fall or kneol. "Lho auim.l remembors the lessons, and,
by dint of whip and carrot, ultimately performs thiom at the more command
of the trainer. The horse is taught to danco to music in the simo way wtih
the fuot bracclets.” As regards the learned horse, who opens hoxes and
takes articles out of thewm, here is how the animal is trained to doit. I
first got a carrot,” saya M. Loyal. * I place it in a bix. 1 then lead the
horso to the box. He smells the carrot, lifts up the hd of thoe box with his
vose and takes out the vegaetable, which he is allowed to eat. ‘The next
day, before letting the horse free, I show him a handkercluef full of bran.
Ho takes it and tries to eat it. I themn lot him looso. He ruus to the box,
but—Dbitter deception —it is empty, The day after I resumo tho exercise,
but this time the horse finds tho handkerchiof with the bran in the box.
Heo takes it out, and I reward him with a carrol. [ decrease the amount of
bran in the handkerchief every day, uutil in the end 1 put merely the
haudkerchief in the box Tha horso briugs it to moe, nnd gets his ¢uerot. T
then reduce the sizo of the cirrot every day, until at last [ give him nothiug.
The horae vontinues to porfurm with the handkerchief, in t":0 hope of
gotting the carrot.” With respuct o dugs, M. Changenx, who is vow
exhibitivg a troupo of them at the Nouveau Arquo, says their education 1s
s work of time and pationce, Sometimes it takes two years. [ use
neithor sugar gor whip,'” he informs us. 1 tike my dog in my hands, talk
to him, and try tv wakoe him understaud what he 15to do. I perform the
tricks mwyself, aml the dogs follow and mmitate me.” At proscut ho is
showing a carriage dog which performs on the singlo wire, I will tell ycu
how I taught him to becomo an equilibrist. [ made him firat of all walk
on a plank which was balanced to and fro. The plank was gradually
reducod in width every day, and the movoment acceleratad At leoyth tho
plank dwindled down to a parrow slip ; this was replic-d Ly a loug vound
stick, and ultimately the dog found himself on the single wire.””

Thoe trawuer touches the
dominoes which the dog has to pliy, and the auimal, smething them, picks
them out from the rest and plays them. The pigis sud to bo tho most
diflicult animal to train. Tuny Grice, tho clown, does not behisve in learned
pigs. Thoy aro to Lo faught only by their weak point—their gluttony.
“When I havo got my young pig,” he says, * | begin ou the principie that
1 shall obtain nothing from him without satistying his appetite. I feed him
mysolf, and during a few days I vary his food in order to find out what he
likes best.  As soon as.I have discovered his favorad dish, I deprive him of
it complotely. 'This dish is my great talisman. ‘The chief pig [ am now
porforming with prefors beef fat. 1 put a piece in my pocket. 1 jump
over hurdles, and tho pig follows me, doing likewise. In this way he loarns
his exercises, and gels his fat. 1 decroise the picco of fat every day, and
at last I give him nothing. Should he refuso to work I thirash hiw till he
does, snd having completed his performances, I recompense him with his
favorite meal.” “L'he elephant, ou the contrary, is very intellizont, snd his
educstion would bo easy bus for his cumbersomo weight, which forces the
trainor to have recourso to crusl woeans.

SAFETY STOVES FOR RAILWAY CARS.

Dear Cririo,.—In reference to paragraph ou safety stoves for railway
cars, allow me to suggest the D'ucrsu)ve largely ueed in Hollaud and
Germany,

It is of baked clay built ingcells like a tubular boiler, only for hot air
instead of hot water. . .

The stove is usually in houses fired only once fora day or night with a
very small quantity of fuel, if I am not mistaken, of just kindling wood.
A few minutes suffice to heat the atove, which is then emtitely closed, the
firo not being needed auy more. .

The hoat givon ont by theae stoves is very great, the hot air utilizes the
heat of tho fuel and the material of the stoves rotains its pawer of
radiating a lony time. .

Of course in cur« branches of tho atove might oxtend round the cars like
a flue, and the stove bo ro-heated oftener, but st all events such a stove
would not ignite the cars in case of an overturn, as when once heated it is
hermetically cloasd by the dampers. Still further precaution might be

taken by securing the firopot by an exterior cover of fireclay and wrot

S0ak & piece of brown paper of several thicknesses in warm
water, and lay it over the place, Then apply a warm flat-iron until the
moistaro is gone. Repoat the process if needful, and the bruises will
disappear.

Lirsee Dunrrios.—This recoipt for little dumplings for stow requires
sour cream and sour milk or buttermilk, and is commended : Half a piny
of huttormilk or sour milk, half a pint of sonr cream, ons teaspoonful of
soda in the milk, two well-heaten egae, a little salt and flour enough, with
which is siftel one teaspoonful of crowm of tirtar, to mike a stiffl hatter.
Drop the batter by the spoonful into boiling water, boil for twenty miautas,
or antil the outaide is done, and putit in the dish with tho stew.

WasniNe Frannets.—The following method of washing flannels, if
closely followed, will prove thoroughly satisfactory. Make asuds by boiling
a piece of ordinary yellow soap in soft water. Wash out the flannel in this,
sorubbing as hard as i needed to remove the dirt, but taking care to rub no
s0ap on the goods.  If it is not olean enough from this washing repeat the
process. Rinse out in clear warm water, and if the flannol is white, blue i,
using & much larger amount of blueing than would be required for cotton
goods, as the flannel does not take the color as readily. Hang the garment
to dry in a shady epot, and while it ia still damp {ron it. White flanneh
treated in this way will not becorwe ae yallow as if wushed in the ordiuary
manper, nor will they thicken to the disagreeable fabric they so frequently
become. This method is espeoially good for use in doing babiea' flannels,
which are thus kept soft and preserve the blue-white tint that is so desirable,

Tur Apvaxtacks or Borax,—The washerwomen of Holland and
Belgium, who get up their linen so beautifully white, use refined borax as
washing powder inatead of soda, iu the proportion of one large handful of
borax powder to about ten gallons of boiling water. They thus save in
soap nearly half. All the washing establishments adopt the same mode.
For lsces, cambrics, otc., an extra quantity of the powder is used, and for
crinolines (requiriug to be made stiff) a strong solution is necessary. Horax
being a neutural slt, does not in the slightost degree injure tho texture of
the linen ; its effact is fo soften the hardest water, and, therefore, it should
be kept on every toilet table, To the taste it is rathor sweet ; it is used
for cleansing tho hair, is an excellent dentifrice, and in "ot countrics is
employed in combination with tertaric acid and bicarhonate of sods as a
cooling beverage. Good tes cannot be made with hard water ; but all
water may be made soft by adding a teaspoonful of borax powder to an
ordinary sized kettle of wnter, in which it shduld beil. The saving in the
quantity of tes used will ba at least one-fifth, !

COMMERCIAL.

The volume of trade in most lines cortinues to be light, but the situstion
has developed no new phase. As the vear progresses, the evidences of a
healthy condition of general business recoive renewed confirmation, aad a
heslthy and confid~zt feeling pervades all depariments. In many instances
prices show a tendency to improve, and the indications appear to point to
further profitable gains during tha year.

Still, January and Fabruary are always quiet months with us, and dealers
have had much to contend agsinat this sesson. The weathor has been so
fluctuating that the roads have had no chance to become settled, making it
unueually difficult for trave'lers o get about to their clients. The pending
general elections distract popular sttention from bisizscs o » considersble
extent. Till these are over, littls real work will be accumplished. Pay-
ments are fairly satisfactory.

We regret Lo note in our exchanyes that shippers of fresh fish from Hali-
fax and other Lower Ports are engaged in “cuttiug their own throats,”
having adopted the plan of consiguing freeh cod, etc., to retail houses in
Montreal and other cities west. This mode of doing business is caloulated
to injure their interesls very materially. Their new customers formerly
bought from wholessle commimion merchents. Under the new style, ship-
pers are competing aguinst themselves, causing s complete disraption of the
market and considerable slaughter in prices, Consequently, retailers can
and do make their own markets in purchasing both from shippers and from
the wholesale men.

About two weeks ago, a wholarale boot and shoe firm in Moutreal failad,
hurrfedly called its creditorstogether, offered tham 40 conts on thedollar, and
had this offer accepted by part of the croditors within an hour of the som.
wencement of the meeling, and without any exwmination of the firm's
papers.  Some of those interested, who had cldims smounting to some
$15,000, refused to accept 40c, bolieving the estate is worth more. Writs
of attachment have in consequence been issusd against the eatats. And
now comes the fuct that 1s important to all busiuness concerns. It is afirmad,
on appsrently good aathority, that the firm had habituslly ¢ cat prices” for
months, and perhaps years paat, underselling the market by about 20 per
cent, and disposing of their goods below cost price. This is = most unprin-
cipled thing to do, but we kuow that it has been done by some Halifax
ouses in tae past, and suspect two or three others now in trads of the same
practice. The only way to treat such concerns, who do business more for
the sake of financiering than for making living profits, is to refuse to sell
them goods except for spot cash. It is the business of the wholesale man
or manuficturer to know in a geveral way what his debtor does with the
goods that he buye from hiin vn credit. If he uses them merely to
demoralise the market and to  finauce,” the fact should be readily knawa,
and it should bo an esay task by refusing credit to put a peremptory stop to
his mad career,

The City Railway on Monday Iast laid its track on Spring Garden Road
irom Pleasant street to the intervection of Birmingham street. The sleepers
and ties were placed in position Iast fall, excapt at the curve where the new
branch joins the main line on Pleasant street. This event is msinly note-
worthy froa the fact that the work was done on the 31st of January, when
the outside world gonerally supposes Halifax to be bound up in fetters of
sunow and ico, There was no fraet in the ground on that dsy.

Dry Goovs.—TLo market is fairly active for the season, and is in good
shape. Some deliveries of spring goods are making, and new orders are
reported to be coming in satisfuctorily.  All woolen goods hav. a vory firm
tone, and higher prices nre predicted. In fact it is generally belisved that
woolens will become dear this year. Private advicesars thet Fronch woolen
goode, cspecially, promiso to wake a further advance and counsel prompt
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purchases, Domestic woolens are firm, and manufacturers are already
urgiog the advisability of placing orders for fall goods, as they expect to
secure higher prices later.

Irox AND Hamvwans.—The situstion continues to show a firm and
healthy front, and all the indications are in favor of the expectation that a
Iarge and trade lies in the prospective. Prices are firm, and some
cnquities for fature deliveries havo been receivad, which promiee to lead to
business. A curious feature in the trade is that an enquiry was recently
cabled fiom Glasgow to Montresl, asking what quantity of Scoteh pig iron
could be secured in the Iutter city, and at what prices, Although it is not
probsble that any business will result, as the stocks held in Montresl are
smaller than usual, aud owners are firm in their demands, still the fact that
the enquiry has been made, is significant of the state of the market. The
sharp advanoe of pig iron in the Unitad States has caused large orders to be
sent and filled in Great Dritain It js reported that about 200,000 tous of

four weeks. About a week since, 10,000 tons of Middlahorough pig iron
was sold in one lot, deliverable at tide water in New York, at $19 per ton.
At the close of 1886, the amount of pigiron in stores and in tnakers'
hands at Glasgow, aggregated 1,183,039 tons, the heavieat stock in the history
of the trade. This ?uantity has, however, besn largely reduced during the
t month. Manufsctured iron has a very firm tone, and some holdera
ave marked up the price of bars to $1,25. Ingot tin, copper, and lead,
show no change, and have not sympathised in the advance in iron.
Breaperurrs.—A better enquiry has exiated during the past week, and
business has developed into & somewhat larger volume.  Speculative buyers
are reported to be agein in the fleld, looking for desirable lota for storage till
the spring. The Newfoundland demand is not yet satisfiod, as
shipments oontinue to be made thither from this port, and enquiries are
making in Montreal and further west for flour to be shipped via Halifax to
St. John's. At present it looks as if Cansdians can control the greatsr por-
tion of the Newtoundland trade, as they can lay down the quantity Jf flour
required at St. John's at lees money than Boston or New York dealers can.
Chicago grain markets have boen lower and weaker. In Britain wheat is
quoted as ** quiet but steady.” Continued damp weather has, however, had
a depressing effect, and we regard those markets ss dull and weak. Transac-
tious have bean on a very limited scale, and there is no life in the business,
Heavy snow storms in the weet have impaded the forwarding of grain from
first hands, but the bulls have not been able to use this fact to alvance
prices, or even to strengthen the market. The present outlook does mot
promise an advance, especially since the tone in Eurcpe is more pacific.

Provisions.—There has been a little more enquiry for bacon, aud prices
are steady, but transactions are barely more than nomiunal. There is a quiet
trade at unchanged prices in hams. Weatarn prices for pork are firmer and
s moerate demaud keeps prices here steady. Dressed hogs are in rather
light supply, but as meny are receivad as the small consumptive and market
demand requires.

Burrer.—There is a quiet trade and prices rule firm. A stesdy demand
exists for choice tub lots, but it is difficult to £5d desirable lots for
shipmant, as the home consumptive demands abeorb all that offered.

Curres —Taking into consideration the small offerings and the season
of the year, a fair busineas has transpired. Cable quotstions from Liverpool
are 63s. 6d. and privats advices are very firm veporting a good domand.
Stncks both in Canada and the United States are smaller than thay have
been fur severs] years ut this season, and shipmenta to England and Europe
have been much lighter this season. A year ago cable quotations were 50s.

Svoars.—The markets for refined are very quiet and sales of round lots
are hanl to effect at quutations. ILate Beazilisn advices report a largs floet
of sugar vessels Jording for Halifax, mostly on Montreal account, and the
bulk of them are expected to arrive within the next month or six weeks.
Six large vessels from Brazil are now or hava recently been unloading raw
sugar at this port for Montresl. Samples of beet root suzirs that have beon
received in Montreal are reporied not to shaw as rood valuo as canesugar.

Baltimore aggregate about 100,000 tons or nearly double the amount held in
the ramo places last year at this time. The total stocks >f cane sugars in all
producing couctries, according to letest cable and mail advices, is about
10,000 tons short of last year's. At the brices that refiners are paying for
thoﬁnw product refined ought to be higher to give manufacturers fair living
profite, ]

Mouvasses —Little or nothing is'doing in molasses, and the market will
remain quiet and dull for a few weeks longer, Still pricos may be rega.ded
as firm with rather an upward tenderiy.

Tue Kenrr Gorp Mining Co. Lixiten.— We gather from the report
of the directors of the above company, which was submitted to the share-
holders on the 24th January, 1887, the following fucts :

In view
of the vart bulk of the catbonuceous deposits, which occupies not lesa than
30,000 square wiles ot the surfuce of the western slope of tha Alleghenies
und hauve a depth or thickness of 1,000 to 2,500 teet, it does mot appear
prob.ble that thix alternute form of catbon, as it may bo designated, i
hikely to fuil in its normal course of supply for a loug period of years to
come.”

The law concerning trials, penalties, and appeals is entirely chaoged.
Accurding to the new law the accusor aud the accuscd shall be required to
mutuslly agree upon a comuittee of five Patrons, any three or all of whom
shall be a court to try the crse, and to abide by the decision of the com-
mittee. From the drcision of this court there is t0 bo no appeal. Failing
10 agree upon such committes the accusor and accused shall each chover one
Patron, and theso three others. and threc of whom shall try the case and
give decision, without appeal.

Patrons resorting to legal redress without first submwmitting their diffe-
rences to the arbitration provided for by the constitution, shall be liable to
suspension or expulsion.

Not more than one degree shall be conferred on any one day. Any
Grange may transact business iu any degtes appropriate to such Grange. A
candidate shall not be vroposed and balloted for on the same day.

‘The assh and apron or pouch shall continue to bo the recognized regalis
for all Granges in the jurisdiction for public or dress vceasions ; but a badge
has been adopted for uee while at work.

The Provincial Grange shall bo composed of :—

1st. lis own officers, including the Executive Comumittoe.

2nd. Its own Past Masters and their wives if Mstrons and fth degtee
members.

3rd. One delegate and his wife, if a Matron, for overy 0 subordivate
Granges in the jurisdiction of any Division Grange, to be elected at the
annual session of each division.

4th. The delegate commissioned by the Dominion Grange to represent
it in the Maritime Provincisl Grange, and his wife, if a Matron, who shall
be tho guest or guests of the Provincial Grange at its scesions.

Sth. AN pest members in good atanding who are Gth degrec members,
shall be honorary members, without vote.

Division Granges ahall be composed of :—

1st. Their own officers.

2nd. Their own DPast Masters and their wivcs, if Matrons and 5th
degreo members,
3rd. Two delegates from each subordinate Grango in their zeveral

Tako it all togethor the Seasions of the Maritime Proviacial Granoge,
held at Truro on tho 26th and 27th of last month, was one of the test, if
uot the best, pleasantest, and most harnionious, that it has ever held.

=~ Wan acainsy Insecrs.-—Whoever underiakes to grow house plants
enlists for a war aZsinst a dry atmosphere, dust and inseets, and the greatest
of theso is insects. The most injurious insects are not those large enough
to bo removed by hand, but the minute plant-lice or Aphides, called by the
gardener Green-fly. No sooner does a new and tender shoot, two or three
inches long, push forth, than it is beset all over, round and round, with these
innocent looking insects, as close together as they can stand, each with its
littlo snout {proboscis, if you like it better), stuck into the tender shoot,
and all sucking away for dear life. Tho insccts grow, but the shoot does
not. Tobacco in some form—dust, tea or smoke—is sute desth to these
little crestures. Smoke is best, as it is wost pouetrating, or * sarchin,” as
tho old-fashioned folks ssy. In tho greenhouse this is the most readily
applied form of tobacco, while in the window garden the most difficult.
Still; 3 one is really fond of ptants, and smoking is a condition of saccess,
ways and moans will be fouud to apply it. If one can have the use of a
closet, or tho oxtlusive use of the bath-room for over night, smcking
bocomes easy. In smoking, we wish to burn tobacco, and do not wish to
burn tho house. It will Lo well to wake & shallow box or tray, say four
foet square, with sides four or five inches high; fill this with cosl ashes, and
it will make a hearth upon which a firo may ba built with safety. A
handful of pive kindlings is placed in the middle of this hearth ; when
fairly ablaze, a lot of damp tobacco stems are laid upon this fire, and tho
operator should retirc and closo the door behind him. - Of course, it is
supposcd that tha plants havo bean removed from the window to the bath-
rvom bofore this smoking is given.~—~American Agriculturist for January.

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Purtiva ur Ick.~IJco is almoet indispensable to the dairyman for
Uringing bis milk aud cream to, and keeping them at the proper tewpara.
ture. Asido irom its use in the dairy ice is a Juxury which well repays all
the cost of putting it up, and the wonder is that so fow furmors lay in a
liberul stock. The essentiul conditions are that it shall bo closely pucked in
a s, that there ahull be o air spaces ut tho bottom, that it shall be
surtounded, (packed in,) by a good non conducting material 1 sufticient
quantity, that it shall have a tight roof 1o exclude min, aud that ventilation
is provided. A chesp bonrd building with the cracks battened nuswers
about as woll as a cortly structure with double walls filled in,  The keoping
of the ice does not deprpd so much upon the walls of the buildiug as upon
the kind aad amount of material with which it is packed. Sawdust or dry
tan bark fuinish the heat packing materinle, But theso in many locatitios
aro difficult to obtain, Next to these dry cut straw or chaff is probably the
best, avd almost any farm can furnish the straw.  Cut straw is better than
whole, beeanse i6 packs closer and mokes a better nor-torductor, though
whole straw is oftea successfully used. In tho latter cnse the apace for
filhng between the pile of ico aud the walls of the building ueeds to be
wider than if cut straw were ured.  In case cut straw is used we would
leave a space of 16 inches for filling, but with wholo straw of two feet, The
gills of the building should rest on the ground, or on a wall built for them,
allowing po air to enter undernenth, We would lay tile a fout below the
surfuce inside, with its outlet some distance away, to keep the bottom dry,
but tile should not open into the building to admit air. A foundution of
at least 8 foot deep of the packing maturial, suwdust, tan or straw, should be
laid over the bottom, on which to build the pilv of ice, and the blocks should
be cut as nearly ns posaible of uniform size 80 as to pack closely, and it is
well to go over cach layer as it is put in and fill all cracks with pounded ice
80 a8 to mnke the pile as near solid as possible. 'When the pile is finished,
or as it progresses, the filling hetwesn it and the rides of the building should
he made and tramped down us eolidly as possible, and a covering of at least
two feet in depth be made over all.  Ventilation should be provided for by
openings in tho gables or a ventilating shaft going up through the roof to
permit the escape of the muist air which gathers above the ice. The door
should te for cunvenicnce made in two sectivnes, an upper and lower, with
hoards laid across on the incide of the tramo holding the packing miterial in

lace. :

b The proper size depends upon tho amount of ice that will be required.
{ce will measure about forty cubic feet to the tun, and ten tons would be a
liheral supply for family use  This would be equivalent to a pile 8 feet
long. 8 feet wide, and 63 feet bigh If we allow two feet on all sides for
packing space, the building to huld this amount in the form sbove given
would need to be 12x12 feet with nine fuot posts. A door in the gable
would be needed for putting in the top layers and taking out ice early in
tho season. As cheap and good a way for a cheap building wonld be to set
posts in the ground three on & side (except the end where the doors are)
with 2x4, for plate and middle and bottom girthe, and board up and down
and betten, banking up at tha bottom to oxclude air. Tho root should
preject considerahly on all sides €0 a8 o shado the sides, and if it could be
built under the shade of trees it would be all the better. When expenso is
10 ohject and & peimanent structure is desired, a brick or stone foundation
should be put in on which to lay the sills, which should ba bedded in
mortar, and double walls can be made by using 2x8 or 2x12 for studding
and filling the space between the outside and inside bosrding. Ice should
be cut and put up only in freezing weather. If cut aud handled when the
tempersture is above freezing, the blocks splinter and crack, nnd its keeping
qualities are considerably injured.
