Recent visitors to Paris note with regret—at least those who have been
familiar of old with the glories, attractions, and refinement of Lutetia—a
great decline in style and character. The newspapers have dropped the
rapier of the keen-edged and delicate French wit, and have taken to
bludgeons. The fair Parisicnnes even, it is said, have lost the unerring
taste in dress, which almost made every Frenchwoman charming.  Litera-
ture has deteriorated, and nothing is said to remain the same but the worst
features of Parisian conceit and braggadocio.

« Harpers” for July comes to us as attractive as ever.  The article on
“ West Point” is full of interest, we should suppose not only to soldiers,
but to ladies , for, apiopos of accomplishments in general, we find the
following passage :—* For years dancing was an clective accomplishment.
Observant officers noted that, as a rule, only those cadets who danced were
apt to seek the society of ladies, and everyone knows that, in forming the
manners of a gentleman, association with refined and cultured women is
indispensable. 1ence the now inflexible rule that every cadet must learn
to daunce, as he does to ride, fence, shoot, spar and swim, and, before he
begins his long tussel with mathematics and science, the embryo soldier is
turned over to the daily ministration of a Turveydrop.”

King George of t*e Tonga Islands, who seems to be somewhat of a
reformer, having embraced Christianity, desires to persuade his subjects to
the same step. His ideas of persausion. however, seem to be modelled on
those of Charlemagne and St. Olaf of Norway. Wesleyan Methudism
having commanded itself to lis taste, His Majesty ordered all his subjects
to become Wesleyans. They relelled, and the dusky munarch was only
deterred fiom a war of extermination by the intercession of the Commander
of an English gunboat, tu which, to his credit, he yiclded.

Civilization is turning many things topsy-turvy in the South Sea
Islands. The Hawaian Sovereign also seems to have brought his kingdom
to the verge of a revolution. His Majesty's ideas are hkewise said to be
spiritual, but not quite of the same kind of spiritualism as those of his
brother sovereign.  Perhaps they might more correctly be termed spirituous.

We cannot refrain from reproducing tho following touching appeal of Sir
Arthur Helps, for consideration of our dumb feliow-creatures in their
helplessness under the irresistible power, too often harshly wielded, of man :
—=<1 can hardly express to you how much I feel there 1s to be thought of,
arising from the use of the word dumb as applied to animals. * Dumb
Animals! What an immensc exhortauion that s to pity. It is remarkable
that this word “dub’ should have been so largely applied to animals, for
in reality there are very few dumb animals, But doubtless the word is often
used to convey a larger idea than that of dumbness, namely, the want of
power in animals to convey by sound to mankiud what they feel, or perhaps
I should rather say the want of power in men to understand the meaning of
the various sounds uttered by animals which are mostly dumb, such as the
horse, which, except on rare occasions, or in ~xtreme suffering, makes no
sound at all, but only expresses pain by certain movements indicating it.
How tender we ought to be of them, and how observant of these move-
ments, considering their dumbness. The human baby guides and goveras
us by its cries. In fact it will nearly rule a household by these cries, and
woe would betide it if it had not this power of making us afflictions known.
It is a sad thing to reflect upon, that the animal which has most 0 cndure
from man, is the onc which has the least power of protesting by noise

against any of his evil treatment.”
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COMMERCIAL UNION.

The Commercial Unionists are vigorousty agitating their side of the
question, and it must be admitted that, in theory at least, they preseat a
strong case. ‘I'o the average citizen who has had to pass the ordeal of the
custom houses, both going to, aud coming from the States, the proposition
that these pests to the traveller should be abolished, has much to commend
it.  Free and unrestricted intercourse with our Southern neighbors would
certainly Le beneficial to some portiona of the Dominion, the Maritime Pro-
vinces in particuiar, so that without discussing the uodus operandi by which
this result is to be brought about, or the thousand and oue difliculttes that
have to be surmounted before Commercial Union becomes practicable,
many impulsive Canadians have taken the theory, and are advocating its
adeption on grouuds, the soundness of which has yet to Le proved. “The
(question is an open one, and still ha~ to be discussed in all its bearings,
Admitting, that theoretically, it would be advantageous to tiw Dowinion, let
us cursontly examine some of the practical difticulties that w.ll have to be
surmounted before it can be put in operation.  And first, it would be well
to examine the question from the American standpoint. It must be remem-
bered that the American Government has taken the initiative in terminating
the different commercial treaties with the Dowminion. ‘The Reciprocity
Treaty and the Treaty in regard to the fisheries were both terminated by the
authorities at Warhington, and they have since refused to negotiate a new
Reciprocity ‘Treaty, although the Dominion has made every honorablo offort
to induce them to do so. Their hostile action forced the Dominion to
adopt a protective system, and what grounds have its advocates to expect
that the States would now consent to enter into Commercial Union with the
Dominion? They might be willing to join with Ontario and Manitoba alone,
but will New England consent to admit Nova Scotian fish free from duty,
and will Pennsylvania agree that Nova Scotian coal and iron shall come in
unrestricted competition with her own? e very much doubtit. If the
Comniercial Unionists place their reliance on the bill introduced into Con-
gress by Mr. Butterworth, we fear that they are doomed to disappointment.
‘The bill is a good one, and its introducer proves that he knows what would
benefit Loth countries; butif it is passed by Congress, it will certainly be
defeated by the Repubiican Senate, if not on principle, to embarrass the
President.  The only argument, in our opinion, that would induce the
United States to favor Commercial Union is, that it would prove the enter-
ing wedge for annexation ; and this argument, we think we are safe in saying,
would kill the movement on this side of the line. From our knowledge of
public opinion in the States, we fear that Commercial Union with the
Dominion would prove an unpopular measure, and one that could not be
carried through Congress and the Senate.

On this side of the line, the obstacles in the way of Commercial Union
are numerous, and great skill will be required to surmount them. Without
an assimilation of tarifis Comimercial Union is almost an impossibility.
‘T'he United States tariff is very much higher than our own, and it is ques-
tionable whether the increase would mcet the popular approval. If this
increase were made we should be discriminating against English goods ; and
although the argument against this is called a purely sentiniental one, it is
possible that even onthat account, it would prove unsurmountable, Dutis it
purely sentimental 2 We think not. The Mother Country has it in her
power to aid the Dominion, and she has gencrally done so. At the present
moment Parliament is debating the advisability of granting a large subsidy
to the Canada Pacific, for the purpose of establishing a mail route to India
and Australia. If this is granted, it cannot but prove of great advantage to
us. Shall we then give the Home Government an cxcuse for refusing the
grant, on the ground that nothing can be done for a colony which would find
itself bound to discriminate against English goods? These are serious dif-
ficulties, and to them must be added the fact that we cannot break faith
with our home manufacturers, who have spent millions in establishing fact-
ories, on the assurance that they were to be protected from outside compe-
tition. They and their employees will oppose Commercial Union with all
their sirength ; and the last election abundantly proved that no party can
succeed in the Dominion which they do not trust.  These are a few of the
difficulties in the way of Commercial Union that occur to us, and at present
they scem quite as hard to meet as any that have yet been advanced against
the other great question—Federal Union.

TOMMY ATKINS' RATIONS.

It is generally admitted that a very satisfactory amount of practical
improvement in the condition of the soldier has been effected of late years,
and when we also take into consideration the diminished exigencies of his
career, due to short service, we are apt to be surprised at the continued
prevalence of desertion. A recent debate on the army estimates, however,
throws some light on this point.

The recruit is given to understand that he will have free rations : but the
promise is broken to the sense, and turns out to be practically a somewhat
bitter mockery. It is naturally interpreted 10 mean as much wholesome and
nourishing food as young men need ; but, in point of fact, the British soldier
gets about five or six ounces of meat, after deducting bone and waste in
cooking, from & nominal ration of three quarters of a pound. This morsel
he has for dinner, and for breakfast and supper the state provides a very
limited amount of bread and tea.

If the hungry Atkins is unrcasonable enough, like Oliver Twist, to want
more, he must satisfy his desires out of his scanty pay. Is it any wonder if
he deserts? A daily exasperating grievance of this sort is far more charge-
able with desertions than any supposed tyranny of martinet officers, which
is far less prevalent than it used to be.

Fancy the Canadian soldier serving under such conditions.

It has had to be made apparent to Russia thy
Germany is not disposed to bar her road to Constantinople, and, somehoy
or ather, the constitution of M. Rouvier's ministry has been accemplishy
without General Boulanger. -
It is quite possible that the retention of the popular general might hy,
meant war, and, if the chances of an outbreak have.even been postpone,
something is gained. Whether this probable respite has been attaineg
through the representations of Prince Bismarck, or through M. Grévy's amy
foresight and firmness, is not very material. Perhaps it is due to boih
That M. Grévy, however, is not wanting in those essential attributes, v
have had a good deal of evidence. . Prudence has been shown on o
sides, but on all sides it has been compulsory. Germany, powerful as o
is, is heavily handicapped by the hollowness of her enfeinfe with Russiy,
and the almost cesrtainty of the use Russia would make of an apenis;,
Russia herself is not altogether so internally sound, either as to her amy, ¢
as to the people at large, as to have no causes for hesitation, even withoy
taking into consideration the power of Austria, which, though she is alme«
proverbially unfortunate in the field, is yet a powerful factor. Morenry,
the prowess of her arms is so neaiZs on a par with that of the other gren
powers, that it might only depend on her developing a capable general v
make her at any moment the equal of any of them. It is in this respeq
that she has been so often unfortunate, but we must remember that ha
inflicted crushing defeats on the great Frederic at Hochkirch, and on Fit
at Maxen ; that Laudohn commanded the hearty admiration of the ki,
although he consummated the Prussian defeat of Kunersdorf ; that the And.
duke Charles defeated Napoleon at Aspern ; and that it was * touch and o°
with the Prussians at Sadowa, despite the self-recognized want of genius o
Benedek, who, indeed, perhaps thought too moderately of his own capacts
Al all times the Austrian troops and gencrals have shown superiority to the
Italians, yet Iialy herself is of some account.

Still no one can feel assured that the spark may not at any moment Le
struck which shall set alight the explosive materials of Furopeau jealouse
armed to the teeth, and, under present conditions, it would be marvellons
England should escape heing drawn into the struggle.

_The news from Newfoundland is not of a very cncouraging character,
owing to the shore fishery being very poor, and the injury to crops on
account of dry weather. At Harbor Grace one hundred men broke into the
Poor Commissioner’s stote. They demand that the government furnish
them with employment in order that they may obtain the necessarics of life.

Thp second C. P. R. steamer, the Parthin, arrived at Vancouver on ti;a
4th with 150 passengers, amongst them the Marquis and Marchioness of
Huntly, the senior marquis of the Scotch peerage. Her cargo included
351472 packages tea, besides 121 packages of sample tea, 21 of silk,and 12
sacks of mail. Merchants in China and Japan are evincing a decided pre-
ference for the C. P. R. route, and it is evident that we are only witnessing
the beginning of an cnormous traflic destized to flow through the
Dominion.

McDougall, Mabou, C. B.; a
few pages of practical information and advice on matters of assessment and
registration addressed “ To the people of Inverness.”

A great desideratum in Point Pleasant Park, to which we would direct
the attention of the Commissioners, is drinking fountains. The park is
already a much-sought_resort of men, women and children throughout the
summer months, and is a beautiful and in many respects a pleasant spot.
Still the only place in its precincts where drinking water is obtainable is
from an old pump on the Tower Poad, and that has not even a cup
attached, and any thirsty person on a hot day after going there has to pump
with oue hand while catching the water as best he can in the other and then
conveying it ty his mouth. A dozen or more little shady grottoes, judiciously
located where water could be obtained, cach furnished with one or more
drinking cups, would be a decided boon to thousands, and greatly increase
the attractiveness of the park. It would cost money, of course, but how
better could part of the bequest of the late Sir William Young be utilized ?
The money was left for improving the park, without restriction as to how it
should be employed.

On the 3oth June a New York lady, Sadic Walford, wife of Robert
Walford, of the well-known shipping firm of H. B. Bailey & Co., of that
city, committed suicide in an apartment of the Queen Hotel. A report of
a fircarm discharged in the room occupied by Mrs. Walford was heard, and
on the proprietor and others cntering the apartment she was found sitting
inan easy chair with a revolver in her hand. She gasped heavily and
rapidly, but uttered no word, and within half a minute after the report was
heard expired in the arms of those supporting her. Upon investigation it
was found that the bullet had entered the breast just above the region of
the heart, and had entered that organ. The body was removed to the
morgue, and next day an inquest was held, which resulted in the coroner’s
jury returning a verdict to the effect that the deceased came to her death
by a shot fired by her own hand, Her remaius were interred on Saturday.
She was about 32 years of age, of a preposcussing appcarance, and, during
her stay in Halifax, had made many friends. There can be no doubt that
the act was a deliberate and premeditated one, brought on, it is believed, by
domestic troubles.

DIARY OF A TRIP TO NORWAY ON THE * CEYLON.”

Our steam yacht as thoy call her, though she is a 2,200-tonner, sunn
fiom Gravesend on Thursday, July 8th, 1886, leaving England iu the
midst of its olection fever.

Lor the noxt two
days 1 felt rather wrotched, it gnt quito cold, and I bogan to think I would
b happier at howe ; but I very soon changed my mind after oven my firat
Jsy in Norway. Wo reached Trondjhem on Monday, July 13th, just after
breskfast, It is tho largest town so far north in Europe—it was the old |
apial. I landed with somo frionds who woro on board with theirson, I,
pad known thews in India. They ordered a cartingo and a pair of ponios to :
uke us fo the Lorfus Falls, about un hour's drive. ‘T'o mo the drive through
(uite & now country was charming, cspooinlly ar the woathor was all that
culd bo wished—tho firat fine day—for wo heard it had rained for a month
before. ‘I'ho roads, as might Lo expecled were very heavy and full of ruts,
tho sun shone in rather a subdued way, and only camo out eltogethor overy
pow and then, Tha childron wo saw wese often quite protty, very fair with
Wue eyes,  ‘They scemod vory much at their case, and camo flying after us
with plates of wild strawberrivs, aud very dirty hands that ‘“oflored early

‘The houaes hore ure chielly of wood, my of thom
with beautiful flowers in tho windows inside tho glass, which seoms to b
the usual place for them in Norway, and they soom to grow and thrive much
lelter than ours in linglaud. I saw lovely ones overywhero we weut. Thoy
way their climate hero is not moroe sevore in wintor than ours in Fngland 1
aw in oun of the streets a most formidable black bull blindfolded, with a
map holding on to each horv, and nnother to a rope fastened to a1ing in
bisnose, and yet thoy svemed ufraid he might get away, which he was trying
todo. In the country we passed a whito oune, lod in the same way, only not
blindfolded. We had luncheon on our return at the Hotel d’Angleterre,
and were kept waiting very long for it, though we had ordered it in the
worning. We went aftorwards to see the beautiful old Cathedral which they aro
rastoring, but found it shut until 6 p.m., so wo waited in the churchyard.
Nearly every grave was decked with flowers, which they ronew every Sunday.
Muny of them were in largo chalice-shaped cups, made of paiuted tin. It
semed 8 favorite rendexzvous of tho people. There wore many sitting or
wilking about. Punctually at 6 o'cluck wo woro admitted, and shown round
te Cathedral and the octagou chapel. Tho High Altar in groy and white
stons is the most exquisite 1 have ever seen, They sell photographs aud
curiosities to help tha restorstion fund.

From this on until our returu from the North Cape it was really never
datk, and the cocks would crow at the most unseasonable hours.

After leaving Trondjhem we had delightful weather as far as Tromsy,
and very warm, 1n fuct the farther north we went the warmer wo found it,
though I believe this is oxceptional.

languid aiv did swoon.” I was sorry when one had to think of coming
back to ordinary lifo again, and wonded my way reluctantly towards the
harbor.

1
thought the people both horo and everywhero we went had charming
manners, tho men usually raising their hats to me, and children dropping
the most fascinating little curtsies.

I really hardly folt as if Uwanted
any sicop, and indeod 1 did not have tmuch, as at 5.30 I was called to haveo
my bath, as the one thiny indispensable to e is plenty of water and Lifue,
first for my salt water bath and after it fresh water and soap.

Each little group has its leading spirit—one who, whether from strength or
vivacity, is listened to by the rest, and whose jests are sure of applause.
Ho walks half-a-step ahead of his companions, looking to the right and left
to discover a person or thing about which he can raise a laugh. When all
in done he will be voted oither a jolly good fellow or a jolly big fool, and
ho doosn’t care which.

COMMERCIAL.

Tho trado movement has been fairly active, but thero has no! been any
now development tending to affact the current of affaizs. The markets hare,
however, been more or less affected by the lassitude incidont to the season;
still tho distributive volume of business has continued to be satisfactory,
with every iudication of a healthy fall movement. ‘The prospects of a good
harvest arc excellent, and with the aplendid agricultural condition of the
country havo begotten a feeling of confidence which promises to take
tangible form in a good autumn business.

Quite a flurry was caused in liquor citcles by the discovery in tho la
days of June that, by the torms of an act passed at tho recent seesion of ik
Dominion Psrliament, all liquors, whetker of home distillation or iwports,
must after the first of the current month be warehoused in bond for om
year before they can be entered for consumption. Daslers were thereby
obliged to clear and to pay the duty on all the liquors that they expeciad
to sell between that date and the 1st of July, 1888. The result was th
our wholesalo liquor merchants were necessitated %o pay all the mouey thy
they had in hand or could borrow ‘c pay these duties, and the receipis iy
the Inland Revenue and Customs departments were enormously la:yge iura
few daye. The wisdom of this policy of forcibly withdrawing from circu.
lation in business so large an amount of cspital is questionable, and il is
but little consolation to those who find themse.ves pinched to know that the
difficulty will last only one year, and that after the 1st of July, 1888, stocks
will “mature” regulatly and that-thereafter thoy will be able to take goods
out of the warchouse and to pay the duty on them as they are needed. 4
similar “trick on trade " was proposed scveral years since with regard b
native whiskey in the United States, but the very proposition evoked such
a storm that it was hastily withdrawn. It was held that, even for the pur
poso of obtaining a large sum of money in an emergency, the governmen
had no right to cripple the buziness resources of the country by suddenly
withdrawing Jarge amonuts of cash from general ctrculation. Beeides thiy,
though, after a year passes, the public may bo reasonably aure that the
liquor that it consumes is at leaat one year old, still, in the meauwhile, itis
almost as sure thay new unmatured stuff will generally be absorbed.

The Chicago bucket shops closed their doors and went out of busines
on the ovoning of June 30th iu compliance with an act passed by th
Illinois legislaturo maXing their business illegal. The mansgers and pro-
prictors of tie establishments popularly supposed to belong to the class of
gambling concerns called *“ bucket shops,” were very angry at what they
termed an injust discrimination between their methods of * trading” i
grain, provisions and stocks and that in vogue upon the regular boand of
trade. They threatened all sorts of retaliatory measures, injunctions, cic,
but when the time came they quietly submitted and closed up. It is
oxpected and to be hoped that their branches and offshoots in other cities
on this continent will soon ba forced to ‘ollow suit.

The drouth and excessive heat of tho past ten days threstens to doinjury
to the grass and carly vegotablo crops. A heavy rain is much noeded sud
would do an incalculable amount of good.

A new tolophono company, organized under an.act passed at tho lale
session of the legislature, has been formed and is now sngaged in crocting
its poler and strotching its wires so as to connect Halifsx with Truro, New
Clasgow, Pictou, Amhorst and other northern and eastern points. It it
contemplated to send out branches to Acadia Mines, Stellarton, etc, and
shortly to erect a main line along tho south-westorn shore, at loast as far &
Lunenburg and eventually further. We wish tho new company the fulles
measure of success, as they will satisfy the fecling that there is a sigusl
want of rapid inter-communication that is rapidly growing in all patts of
tho provinco.

Inoy, HARDWARE AND MeTars.—Tho position, as a whole, has remained
qachanged with trade in moet varietios of iron and hardware, and has cou-
ypued to Lo of satisfactory volume and prices steady, Advices are that the
gpususl snd protracted hoat has strengthened the prices of English manu-
ficlured iron. Cables quoto Glasgow warrants at 43s. 4d., No. 3 foundry
in Middlesborough at 34s. 6d., and hematite pig in Workington at 44s. Gd.
Pig iron in American mnarkets has continued very quiot with little busineas
inprogress.  Tho Iabor troubles in the west among foundrymen have greatly
matricted movements. In finished iron, bars have boen solling at 2¢.  Tin-
stes havo been in fair request. Motals are st.ady to firm. Late London
ables are:  Tin, £102 7s. Od. ; soft Spanish luad, £12 bs. ; best sclectod
copper £44 108, ; soft Enplish load £12 10s.

Breavsturrs.—The grain markets in Chicago have beon quiet and casior
wiih wheat a shade lower. RReports of the Amorican wheat crop are very
conflicting, but there seoms no reason now to doubt the carlier promiso of a
tige yield. ‘Tho Dritish grain markets have ruled dull and slow in tone,
although tho weather has beon dry and rain much noeded. Wheat cargoes
of coast were very dull and on passage or for shipment rathor casior. 1n
Liverpool wheat was slow and corn firm. In Lsndon mixed maize was
anoted at 10a, 9d., and Minneapolis straight flour at 232. 3d.  In this market
Jour was quiet and nominally steady with little movement.

Puovisions have been quiet and unchanged with little or nothing
Joing, though a woderate jobbirg trade was dono at about steady prices.
[a Liverpool lard was casier and about 3d. lower. Pork was uuchaunged
s about 66s, Gd., lard at 38s. 6d , and tallow at 223. Gd. In Chicago lard
wastrong and advanced 16c. to 17dc. ; pork is not quoted; mests wore
siropger and sdvanced 10c.

Burrer.—Creamery butter has shown a decided tendency to stiffon, bhut
poreal advance in prices has been attained. There is po shipping demand,
but a good, new article is casy to place at full figures.

Cuerst continuos to be inexplicably strong in the uppor provinces and
considerablo excitement hus beon experienced in Brockville and other pro-
ducing markets, English prices, however, do not warrant shipmonts at the
figures at which cheese is now held on this side, so that no export business
can be dune.

Arries.—Mesars  McKittrick, Hamilton & Co., of Livarpool, have
rocently published their aunual repo.t on Canadian and American apples for
(ho toason of 1886-87, from which wo take the liberty to transcribe the fol-
lowing, in the hopo that the portion relating to Nova Scotia apples and their
jacking, may prove a useful lesson to our farmers and shippars :—* At the

of the fruit to the London market. As a rulo Nova Scotia fruit is very
a00d and commands good prices, particularly Nowvpareils. Tho packages,
bowever, are smaller and wmore like drums and want greater bilge. The
pscking, too, leaves much to be desired. Scarcely 10 por cent. waz landed
here tight. If shippers wouid study the art of packing apples they would
Jdo wuch botter and makoe mote money on their shipments.” New applos
fiom Cincinnati havé been roceived at Montveal and sold at $6 to $8 per
barrel.  Of course prioces will drop rapidly as the supply incroases. OQur
early supplice come from eastern points and will be due in s week or two.

Oruer Fauirs.—Largo quantities of tropical fruits and of native straw-
berries are in reccipt and the provalent heat has caused an immenss demand
for them, cspecially loemons and oranges, which are ucusually theap and
good. In dried fruit a fair busincss has been done at steady prices.

Tea axp Corree.—The tea market has beeu modemtely active and
sleady, but, without new featuye. Tho S. S. Purthia (from Japan) arrived
st Vancouver on Monday last with a cargo of 42,108 packages, of which
35472 wero tea. Tho Amoy market continues firm but dull and quntations
ate unchanged. Tho summer crop is reported by cablo to be in good leaf
and cup and generally of satisfactory quality., The coftoe market his ruled
firm, but owing to Jight stocks in first hauds the movement has been limit.d
lo small jobbing lots.

Sugar aND MoLasses,—Tho market for refined sugar has been rather
quiet, but appears to have doveloped renewed strength, and it is claimed
that insido quotations would not be shaded oven for round lots. Yellows
have likewise grown firmer. The turnover in both has beon fair. In
nolasses the ontloook is encouraging to holders, and prices ave firm, There
is Jittie to arrive offoring.

Fisu.—~This matket is virtually bare of shipping fieh, though this ‘oes
not greatly matter in the absenco of dewand from either the United States
or the West Indies. In some of the latter markets a better feeling is
repotted, which, it is hoped, wmay develop into somethink like an active
demand by the time that wo aio ready to aupply it. Reports from New-
foundland are very discouraging so far, aud appear to point to a strong
probability that tho catch this yosr will be below the average—perhaps a
virtual failure. Somo fair catches of cod are reported ag having arrived at
our western outports, but most of the vessels in that line are not believed
lo bave done well. The mackerel catch has also been vory small this
season, hut sevoral Goucoster mackorolors havo returned home with very
good fares.

to bo realized. In tho past theso foolish owners have driven capital away
from the country, and it is timo that thoy came to their senses, clso the
present opportunity will also bo lost. We have scen by tho disastroz
results 1o o sugar refineries and cotton faclory, the dangor of being last in
the field. I similar {ailure to be recorded against our iron industries!

Wo suppose the following, which we extract from an American exchange,
will hatdly appeal to the sonseless brute who overloads a horse and then
thrashes him till, perhaps by a supernatural oftort, the unhappy beast succeads
instarting. Thie kind of idocy is incapablo cven of thinking how much
value aud stamina is taken out of a horse by savage treatment, aud how
much its life is probably shortened by it. It never scems to occur to one
of thesa lszy savages to lighten a load or ask n passer-by to put his hand to
awheol. Two or three months ago one of these fiends struck a horss on
the head so violently that the poor animal fell stunned. Thia occurred
shout 2 mile this side of Moir's Mills ; the name of the man is known, and
had wo witnessad the outraze ourselvee wo should have put the case in Mr.
Naylor's hands.  Such a miscreant is a disgrace to the respectable name of
famer. This is the sound advice given by the Natinnal Live Stock
Journal :— '

How Homses ark Srornen.— Wheu we have succeeded in inspiring the
borse with entiro confidence in himself and in his master nlso, there is but
little likelihood, unless he is a very nervous or a very perverse horse, that
he will beconte troublesome through any vicious act, or want of honesty.
“Ralking,” that une vice that pretty nearly takes all the valuo out of some
horses, is undoubtedly always, or very nearly always, chargeable to indis-
creet mansgement on the part of those who have had the bresking, training,
and after management «t work. Thus, if a horse is overloaded while yet
young, stops to rest without baing told to do so, and finding the rest agree-
shle, and the starting—being weary — disagreable, it is not to be wondered
at that he forms the habit of stopping, and thenceforward .becomes a
“lalker.”” If, when this first inclination to stop and hesitate is obse:ved
the temptation be taken uway by gelling onto an easier piece of road,
lightening the load or giving the horse rest, and feed if nceded, afterward
svoiding a similar occasion for stopping, the danger of having a confirmad
balky horse may be averted. But when under these circumsiances the
horse i8 hit with the whip and sharply reprimanded, then look out for a
retaliatory eflort. The horse assumes that you are his enemy, and from that
moment ho places himself in «n antagonistic position, looking upon his
master a8 an enmemy,

The question is often asked wlether a confirmed balker can be cured.
This admits of a double answer—yes or no. 1f the horee is in good hands,
managed by sowe J:81son who has firmness and judgment, he can sometimes
be cured by driving a stake and hitching him at the spot whore he stops,
vctil he is glad to move along to whore his rations are. Horses have been
cured by, as the saying is, “ taking them at their word,” and if thoy want
to back, then keep them at backing, giving the animal to understand that
that is just what yon want him to do.” You can, in half an hour convince
him that backing is a very much harder motion than going forward.

Mr, Justice Weatherbe has been describing, for the informstion of
people in England, the apple industry of Nova Scotin, and the region in
which it flourishes, a strip two or two and a half miles ow cach side of the
Windsor aud Annapolis Railway, oighty miles in length. It is estimated
that this region produced last year 800,000 barrels, worth say £600,000.
The net cash yicld of an acre ir said to he at least $150. Tho learned
Judge added interest to his subject by dwelling on the historical character
of the industry, 2 roport made to tho authorities in France two hundred
yours ago, having spoken of the fruit belt as “a little Nornandy.”

For spraying apple trees for the Codling Moth, the proportion should
be one pound of Puris green or Tondon purplo to two barrels or one
hundred gallaus of water.

Drinks ror 'sur Hay Fierps.—Oh, the long, hot days in the hay field !
And how thristy the tired workers get ! Too often the whiskey and hard
cider jugs are the accompaniments in this work, and much cold water is
unhealthful for over-heated men. So the good housewife should see that
bard working haymakers aro snpplied with wholesome palatable drink.

I have just learnod to mako a very ploasant, mild, home-made beer,
which is very suitable for 2 summer drink. As it sours quickly it should be
kept in a cool place.

Two quarts of barley parched to n very dark brown ; two quatts of corn
browned to tho aame color; two quarts of nice, dry hops; one cup of
ground ginger, or mashed ginger 100t can o nsed. Boil all together in a
large:sized kettle until the strength is oxtracted. From one to two hours of

hard boiling will be required. Then pour the contents of the kettle into a
sack and drain it into an earthen jar. Squeeze the sack as when meking
Jelly. While this work is in operation, have four quarts of nice, frosh bran
soaking. Put thin into the the sack and strain tho water into the jar. Add
brown sugar or molasses until it ie slightly sweetened. When nlmost cool,
ndd two dry yeast cakes, or one cup of liquid yeast. Stir it thoroughly,
put it in a cool place, and in twonty-four hours it will be ready for use. If
a tonic is needed fo~ debility, add to tho above ingredients, while Loiling,
sarsaparilla root, dandolion root and wild cherry bark.

. Koumiss is another pleasant drink I have learned to make. T'ill a two
quart fruit can with new milk. Add threoe tablespooufuls of sugar and half
a cako of yeast. Seal the can air-tight and shako it well. Let it stand in
n tomperature of 70 degrees for ten hours, shaking it thoroughly every hour.
It should then be placed on ico orin a pail of cold wator for two or threo
hiours, when it will ho roady for uso. The koumiss will effervesco, and the
laet that 1 mado gave such alarming sigus of its eagorness to got out hefore
it had been conled, that I removed the cover. A delicious curd will rise to
the tup, which can be skimmed off. If the drink is too sharp, put sugar
into the glass.

Lemonado ia the standurd summer drink. Tho natural acid of the fruit
makes it so wholesome that it should he used freoly as a field heverage. A
good supply of lemons should be constantly on hand in the farm houso
during haying and harveating.

Another very good summer drink is made by simply putting into the
water suflicient essence of ginger and sugar to make it palatablo,

It is the hard-wo:king farm laborers who foed thie world. It is by their
hard strokes and the sweat of their brows that humanity thrives, and their
comfort during the intense heat of summear should be a matter of consequence.

I once knew a farmer who, afier melons ripened, kept a constant supply
in tho cellar, and several times a day during the warm weather his workers
were refreshed with a nics melon —NerTie Burss, in the Awmerican Culti-
vator and Camtry Genlleman,

Theso nagreeablo componuds souud very nice, but perhaps the most
readily availablo drink, the cheapest, and which contains a nourishing as
well as a thirst-quenchiug property, is oatmeal stirred into a bucket of water.
‘This simplo drink is much used for stokors and firemen on hoatd steamers,
and is found invaluable.— o, Crurie,
