Sir Charlos ‘Tupper is to spend a few doays with Mr, Joseph Chamber-
lain, at Birmingham, for the purpose of giving the latter gentleman a few
pointers as to fishery matters. Sir Charles will probably not be slow in
impressing upon Mr. Chamberlain’s mind that fair play is all that we desire,
but that a sacrifice of our fishery interests to the United States would lead
to serious results. There is no use mincing matters, if Great Britain cannot
maintain our interest, we had better annex, or be annexed to the United
States, and thus forever terminate the dispute.  We are loyal to the mother
country, but she must likewise be loyal to her colonies.

Varied are the theories advanced as to the failure of the revised version
of the New Testament. Scholars and theologians have admilted its trans-
latives to be more correct, while literateurs have admured the style 1n which
it was presented, but its failure is nevertheless beyond doubt. To our
mind, its lack of success lies in not adherring to the old method of versifica-
tion, which makes the Bible so familiar 10 Ms readers, so easy for réference
and so admirable for quotation. The old version had won its way to the
people’s earts, and could not bo supplanted by a version, wluch, while it

offered manifest improvements, upset all our pre-conceived sub-divisions of
chapters into verses.

The veteran George Muller, founder of the well-known Bristol orphan-
ages, has made a preaching tour round the world. The actual distance
covered was 37,000 niles, but of far more wmterest 13 the character of the
message he has delivered in so many various countrics. He went first to
the United States, where he had intended spending the winter in preaching.
Yielding to a pressing invitation from Australin, he went by way of San
Francisco to Australia and New Zealand, thence to the Strauts of Malacea,
Japan, and China, and returned through Europe. Although cighty-two years
of age, he is stll strong and hale. He was heartily welcomed home by the
2,000 children whom he has gathered about him.  *

The plan of making Paris a seaport is believed 1o have much to do with
the action of the French Parliament in appropriating 325,000,000 to be
expended in improving the Seine at its mouth.  For many years it has been
the desire of France .o deepen the Seine from its mouth to Paris, so as to
adwit ships of the deepest draught of water to the very walls of the great
capital, and thereby practically make it a seaport. It was brought up for
discussion severnl times befure the Deputies, but the ides was dropped
because of the immense expenditure such a plan entailed. It had not been
revived until this appropriation was made, when the French papers looked
upon it as being one of a series of instaliments which would be made from
tme to time, and thereby render the plan feasible, while not overburdening
the people. The enginecrs calculated thatit would cost at least $100,000,000.

The press of the Province is ably seconding our efforts to arouse an
interest 1n the erection of a memorial to the late Hon. Joseph Howe, and we
sincerely thank our brother jourr.alists for their cordial support. The
arrangements are not yct sufficiently far advanced %o eommence an active
canvass for subscriptions, but they are progressing farorably , and when
the names of those who are inaugurating the movemeat towards a memo-
rial are announced, the public will take thom to be a guarantee of success.
In referring to the memorial, the Digby Cuurier says.—* The Halifax
Critic has taken in hand to procure subscriptions to the amouat of ten
thousand dollars, for the erection of a bronze statue of the late Hon. Joseph
Howe. We believe that amount will be raised without much difficulty, a._nd
that every Nova Scotian, whatever his politics may be, will heartily wish
the movement success. About SG6oo have already been subscribed.
Some step of this kind should have been taken long ago. The name of
Joseph Howe has been a household word throughout Nova Scotia,  He was
a man of whom we arc all proud, and his cloguence, his labors, and the
benefits he conferred upon his native Province are certainly worthy of some
lasting memorial. Subscriptions towards the * Howe Memorial Fund’ may

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HERLE AND THERE,

For the time being, affairs in Europe appear less waslike than has been
the case for many months past, but it is very generally conceded by these
best competent to give an opinion that the present quictness is but the Jull
or calm which precedes the sturmi, and that before long acuve hostilities
will be commenaed.

Taking a bird's-cye view of the Iiv.opcan nationaltues, we note that
Norway and Sweden, being practically solated from the rest of the conti-
nent, are enjoying undisturbed peace, asd are not burdened with the cost
of maintaining large flects and armies  Wo also observe that Spain and
Portugal, being comparativoly poor, and being constantly menaced by
internal dissentions, take little interest in European matters.

Switzerland, Holland, Belgium and Denmark are but petty independent
states, in which local matters and the desire for national preservanon
occupy the public attention. The field in which difliculues may ause 1s
thus narrowed down to Italy, France. Germany, Austria, Russia, Turkey,
and the Balcan Provinces.

The first named of these is still husily engaged in solidifying under one

overnment the several states of the peninsula, and 1s not hkely .0 be drawn
into any immediate war. It must, however, be prepared for emergencies,
and hence its expenditures upon the army and navy are out of all proportion
to the wealth of the country, greatly retarding the construction of the public
works, which are cither under way or contemplated.

France and Germany are armed to the tecth, and only await a reasonable
excuse for engaging in a second terrible struggle,

Austria, which has long hungered for the possession of a sesport upon
the Agean Sea, is rapidly increasing the strength of her baualions and
providing her armies with the most improved rifles.  She will bide her time
and, when the crash does come, will doubtless come out victorious.

Russia and Turkey look with jealous cyes upon the lfttle state of Bulga:
ria, the former, because it threatens to block her way to the Golden-Horm ;
the latter, because an independent Dulgaria would soon absorb the largest
portion of Turkey in Europe.

Whether France or Russia will be the first to break the peace of Europe
is a mooted question, but that the first move will be made by one of these
powen, is considered as almost certain.

INTER-OCEANIC CANALS.

The project of connccting the Atlantic and Pacific Oceans by a canal
across cenital America or the Isthmus of Panama, has long been mooted,
and yet at the present moment it seems as far from being successfully
accomplished as ever. The Panama Canal Company has evidently reached
a crists in its affairs, which cannot be successfully surmnounted, and if a
crash is to come, it will produce wide-spread ruin throughout France, and
doubtless have a disturbing effect on the finances of the world.  Should the
canal prove a failure, there cannot be even the miserable consolation of the
smallest asset to realize on and divide among the sufferers. M. de Lesseps
is responsible for the whole project—tt= financial scheme as well as the
epgineering plans and prospectus. ilis great name and previous success
stifled all criticism or doubt in the minds of Frenchmen as to success.

The power of compound interest 18 well known when not met by adequate
profits. M. de Iesseps’ system leaves compound nterest far belund in the
way of rolling up indebtedness. e estimated the cost of the canal on the
completion of navigation at $120,000,500. The bonds have a par value of
8200. They are selling now for §88. This is a discount of 56 per cent.
These bouds are to be redeemed at par. Each year there is a drawing
by lot, and the first 6ooo shares drawn are paid 1 full, that is, each year
81,200,000 is paid off at par by the proceeds of fresh loans sold at a ruinous
discount. The interest on the debt goes on at the same time, and is paid
out of the loans, so that the total debt of the company is now put down at
$420,db0,000, the cash obtained fron whicb has been $200,000,000 in round
pumbers. A fresh loan of S40,000,000 ha fately been put on the market,
and sells very slowly at the rate given abov. and the proceeds of the loan
are required for interest and management of the debt, and none of it can
be spared for construction. The difficulty of raising more money now with
oaly one-third of the work done, can be seen by the offer of 10 per cent.
interest on 850,000,000 for a loan of §40,000,000, with no takers on thesc
terms. And yet this evidence of distress does not wholly prevent the
purchase of shares. The heavy discount of 56 per cent., and the chance of
getting par at the next drawing, constitute the bait. But it is acknowledged
by Count de Lesseps that it will take five or six yecars to finish the canal
with a full supply of money, so that sharcholders have before them a total
cost of about $1,000,000,000.

This is indced a very gloomy prospect for the bolders of Panama Canal
shares ; and the end of raising money must be very near at 56 per cent,
discount, with interest sccumulating and being capitalized. These figures
are from French sources, and are not to be disputed as coming from parties
bostile to the canal. They prove the situation to be most appalling, and
it now scems hardly possible that the work will ever be completed. M. de
Lesseps has assumed all the responsibility, and, if he succeeds in completing
the canal, will have accomplished the most wonderful wotk ever before
atternpted, but we fear that his success in building the Suez Canal, in the
face of predicted failure, bas made him over-confident,.and that in the
Panama Canal he has undertaken a task which even his great genius cannot
accomplish.

Opposition will now be encountered from the Nicaragua Canal project,
work on which will be commenced 1n December. Mr. A. G Menocol, of
the Corps of Engincers, United States Navy, has spent the greater portion

of the past fiReen years in Nicaragua surveying the route of the proposed
candl, and has obtained liberal concessions from the Government ¢f
Nicaragua. He is connected with a canal company composed entirely of
Americans, and they have already depasited S100,000 with the Government
of Nicaragua as a guarantee that the work will be pushed at once. My,
Menocol estimates that the preparatory work will take probably one or two
years ; that at the outside calculation the canal can be in working atdes
within six years from the completion of that work, aud its cost will have
been from $£60,000,000 to 875,000,000, certainly not more than that amount,
The canal itself will be about forty miles long, although the Jistance across
the country from ocean to occan is 170 miles. Tho rest of the distance will
be traversed by lake, river, aud an artificial lake formed in the valley of the
San Francisco River. “I'ne canal will be about 120 fect wide at the botiom,
varying in width at the swface according to the character of the counuy,
but generally about 288 feet. Its depth at no place will be less than
twenty-cight feet, so it will float comfortably any vessel with the exception
of the Greatl Eastern. .

M. de Lessops' difliculties will not he lessened by the opening of the
works on the Nicaragua Canal, and further opposition will be encountered
from the Ship Railway, which has again come to the front. The new
company has been organized as ** The Ead's Smp Railway Company,” out
will shortly change the name, organizing as  The Atlantic and Pacifc
Ship Transit Company.” A very strong company has been formed, and
Capt. Eud's pet project of a ship railway at Tehauntepee may yet solve the
problem of interocesnic communication, and give a death blow to both i
rivals, the Panama and Nicaragna Canals.  If the Pana-oa Canal Company
should fail, the ruin would be so widespread that caaals would be shunned
Ly investors, and the Nicaragua schems would find very few capitalivs
willing to invest,

Looking at the question from every staud point, the prospects of the

’anama Canal Company are gloomy in the extreme. The only hope for it
to-day lies in the fact that so much wroney has already been invested that it
must be completed at any cost.  So disastrous would the failure provem
France that the French Government may be compelled to come to the
rescue, and in that casc alone need we expect to see the Panama Canal

completed.

LOOSE WRITING.

A continual necessity for rapidity of production may condone some
amount of louse writing, but, when every excuse on this score has been
allowed, the conviction still remains that the daily press is responsible for
not a little habitual debasement of style and language.

A frequent vulgarism, given way to, it is to be supposed, by way of
brevity, is the omission of the word * on” lefore the day of the week on
which any incident is described as having occurred, or being about to
occur. It is not long since we encountered a paragraph recording ihe
poiconing of some person or persons by some article of food.  We do nvt
remember what the article was, but we will say * bad fish.” The account
actually read in this fashion : *¢ Bad fish poisoned Tuesday aernoon such
and such persons.” There was not even a comma between * fish,” (or
whatever it was), and the day of the week. {low can the saving of the
labor of writing the little word “on" compensate for the clipping vulganty
imparted 10 a sentence by its omission 2 Or is the omission due to habiwwul
looseness or carelessness of speech, or to inherant taste for what is vulgar
and “slangy,” rather than what is correct and precise, and consequently
refined? We would fain suppose the former. 1t is not difficult 10 conceive
the idea of an afternoon, or a whole day, being (metaphorically) pnisoned
to some one by some untoward event, by thz presence of the disliked or by
the absence of the loved ; but that an afternoon should be poisoned by tad
fish—and that is how the sentence read at the first glance—does strike one
as being a little out of the common.

We will undertake to promise any one who will watch for this frequent
vulgarism, reading offhand without a sccond thought whenever it appears,
the amusement, now and then, of a ridiculous and incongruous idea. e
trust we shall not be thought to presume to p:se as models because we now
and then deprecate the general tendency o slip-shod wnting. We are
doubtless often enougl guilty of solecisms, which probably any one who
should take the treuble might readily point out; but we do not quite “let
ourselves go,” at least we try to keep a rein on our loose propensities. it
us therefore fortify our position by a reference to a very good authority who
bas carcfully studied the subject, and written a very sound and rehable
work thereon, distinguished by keen and accurate perception, and unques
tionable goed taste. Says Professor Mathews, of Chicago :

“ Nic 'ty ir. the use of particles is one of the most decisive marks of
skill and scholarship in a writer ; and the accuracy, beauty, and force of
many a fine passage in Eoglish literature depend largely on the use of the
pronouns, prepusitions and articles. How emphatic and touching does the
following ¢numeration become through the repetition of one petty word :—
¢ By thine agony and bloody sweat ; by thy cross and prssion; by thy
precious death and burial; by thy glorious resurrection and ascension;
and /4y the coming of the Holy Ghost.””

“It is a fact well-known tolawyers,” continues the professor, ¢ that the
omission or misplacement of a monosyllable in a legal document has
rendered many a man bankrupt. Some years ago a law suit arose in Eng-
land on the meaning of two phrases in a nobleman’s will. In the one he
gave his property ¢ to my brother and 7+ his children in succession ;' in the
other, ‘to my brother and his children in succession.” This diversity
gave rise to quite different interpretations.”

A sad accident somewhat marred the festivities at “I'ruro on Tuesday
evening. John Gaston, of Upper Musquedoboit, while stepping off the
Quehec Lxpress tripped and fell backwards, and three wheels passed over
Ins ught leg.  He died on Wednesday mormng,.

Montreal has suffered of late from fire, but her most serious loss wag
sustained this week, when a solid block or square of buildings, valued at
three hundred thousand dollars, was completely burned to the ground
Twenty-seven families have been rendered homeless, and three hundred
workmen thrown out of employment, but the most severe loss is that of
the owners, Henry Porter & Co, who lose their tannery, shoe factory and
tenement houses, upon which no insurance had been cffected.

The fnends and relauves of Deacon Joshua Chadsey were much
shocked last week on learning that one of Lockeport's most respected
citizens had, during a temporary fit of insamty, put an end to his Ife by
hanging himself.  Such occurrences are perhaps unavoidable, but it is to be
regietted that people do not regard inswnity as + disease, and consent to ity
being properly treated as such.  Many of those who are incurably insane
might have been «aved from death in life, had they come under treatment
during the carlier stages of the disease.

It 13 stated that the chief cause of the difficulties arising between the
Mounted Police aud Indians of the Northwest Territory is caused by the
inefliciency of the men who oflicer the present force. If it be true tha
police officers owe their positions to political preferment rather than
metit or competency, it is small wonder that they are not able to deal wth
the Indians intelligently. Long service in the force should have its weight,
and the positions should be filled by men of sufticient ability and experience
to discharge the duties without this constant friction.

'The Montreal City Council recently oponed a number of tenders for
supplying the city with anthracite coal. The tenders were identical, being
at the rate of six dollars and seventy cents per ton. The Councl
deterauned to ask for new tenders, and received one frem a dealer outside
of the ring at four dollars and fifty cents per ton.  The aldermen are now
asking cach other who pockets all the boodle upon coal, and how it 1s that
one dealer can sell anthracite at a profit of thirty per cent less than genenl
dealers  If the expurience of individuals in Montreal is like to that of tle
City Council, fuel will be cheap in Mount Royal this winter.

The * Flower Queen,” which was rendered at Orpheus Hall on Tuesday
and Wednesday evenings by a chorus of about forty voices, attracted
unusually large avdiences fcr the season.  The stage svag spruced up in fine
style, and, when the performers took their places upon i, presented a scene
of great attractiveness.  Among the charuses, numbers seven and twenty were
particularly well rendered.  The soloists, who represented different flowers,
all sany sweetly , but a special word of praise is due to the Crocus, Tulip,
Touch me not, and Rose, the latter singing with pleasing grace. [he
Recluse, who by the way appeared to have a monopoly of the fair society
of the flowers, displayed great taste and goud judgment in selecting as the
fi wer queen the beautiful Rose , which, aside from its sweetness and grace,
found other means to fascinate the audience.

Truro celebrated Her Majasty’s Jubilee and her own Natal Day nghi
royally. As carly as 6 a.m. the whole town was aroused by the blowing of
stecam whistles of every conceivable sort. At ro a.m. the school children
marched to Victoria Syuare, and with appropriate ceremonies the square
was dedicated to Her Majesty. Speciai trains, express waggons, hay wag:
gons, and buggies combined to fill the town with visitors, and by noon, the
hour at which the grand procession started, the streets wero packed so
densely that it was difficult to elbow one's way along. All Truro’s trades,
manufactorics, and business establishments were represented, and the pro-
cession was one of the most creditable ever attempted in the Province. In
the nfiernoon, the Highland games at the Exhibition building were well con-
tested, the participants being spurred on by an enthusiastic crowd. The
price of admittance to the driving park— 50 cts.—deterred many from wit
nessing what proved to be a serie. of most exciting trotting matches.  Little
betting was indulzed in  n the ground (though pools were openly sold the
cvening before) and there was an absence of jockeying which rendered the
racvs doubly interesting.  Everyone scemed pleased with Gipsey's honest
trotting, and Winan's and Slipp's good driving. ‘The Tennis match between
Windsor and Truro proved rather a fizzle, the ‘Trurorians not being able 10
hold their own against the Windsorians, In the evening, the town was
most beautifully illuminated, and the torchlight procession of the firemen
was much admired. Everyone in Truro had evidently determined to do
their best ; and the private residences, stores, hotels, and station, vied with
cach other in making the most creditable display. The whole programme
was wound up by a promenade concert and dance at the Exhibition build-
ing. ‘Truro was packed, literally packed with an enthusiastic crowd, which
was made up of all ranks, ages and sexes, the number of beautiful girls and
women being far abuve the usual average 1n such assemblies. Numerous
tea-meetings and booths provided meals for the hungry throng. and were
liberally pationized. They kauw how to run a celebration in Truro, and
how to run it well,

This the people resented, and, turning upon the officers, vigor-
ously stoned them  The police retreated, but afterwards 1allying they fired
nto the mass of humau beings, killing two and injuring severai others. By
what right the police at'emptad to force their way through the crowd, ot by
what right they subsequently fired upon it, is as inexplicable as is that of

the crowd to stone them.

The Fifth Avenue Presbytorian church, New York, contributed list year
for Homo Missions $36,279 ; and for Foreign Missions £29,425. This is
la¥goly in excees of the contributions of any other church in America.

The Parrsboro Presbyterian chureh has extended a call to Rov. L. M.
Dill, who finished his theological course at the last sossion of Pine Hill
collego.

The YPraesbytorian church (Xorth) of the United States, which has
inereased its contributions for missions of late years at a wonderful rate, pur-
yoses to raise this year $1,000,000 for Foreign Missions alono.

Tho women of the Presbyterian church in the United States have con-
tributed 10 1ts scheme during tho past sixteen years $2,150,000, reprosenting
the entire support of wore than two hundred female missionaries, two huan-
dred native Bible readers, and more than one hundred and fifty schouls.

St. Josoph’s convent
already counts a Jarge nuwber of attondunts. This institution has dono a
great deal of good in our midst, and is always well patronized. The tuition
foo is very small, aud no boarders are ontertained in this large ~onvent
school. Tho Suporior of the N. Damo convent is Rev. Mother St. Cornolia,
and the St. Juseph's, conducted also by the Nuns of N. Dame, 18 dirocted by
Rov. Mother St. Augelina. The Prefect of Studies in ths Notre Dame con-
vent is tho Rev. Sister §t. Agnes of Rome, the picce of Archbishop ()'Brien,
apd St. Josoph’s convent’s Prefect is Rov. Sister St. Danuel, whose brother is
tho boloved pastor of East Point. A thorough common-school traning is
given in both convants, enbanced by a happy corsminghng of what our pre-
sont school systom rejects as unnccessary, religv us edesation.  Girls of dif-
forent religious persuasion from the Iev. Ladus are allowed to attend their
reapective church sorvices on Sundays, ard a'o in no way intorfored with as
rogards thoir roligious tencts. &t. Dunstan’s college opened with 25 boarders
and a small number of daily non boarders. Others are oxpooted aud daily
roquedt admittance. St. Dunstan'e affords a good cowmercial training and
thorough clagsical course. The naiural scionces receive special attontion.
Music and drawing aro taught in the cullego and in the convents. The col-
lege numbers amcng its clubs and eocieties a Fronch Academy, an English
Dobating Club, and Atblotic Clubs of different kiuds. The Prosident 1s the
Rov. Charles McDonald, and tho Studies are superintended by the Rev.
Jno, A. McDonald.

TWO TRAMPS ABROAD.
( Continued. )

Our noxt objective point is Maunch Chunk, and aftor a dolightful ride
of a littlo more than two hours, over the L. V. Railroad, the train sweeps
round a sharp curve (tho baso of & cone-shaped mountain) and comes to a
stop ; tho brakesman calls out Maunch Chunck, and we are in the * Switzer-
land of Ameatica,” From the station platform our eyes aro greeted on overy
side by precipitous mountains, while at our sido the turbulont little Lehigh
River goes rughiug and tearing slong uncessingly, uver rocks and dams, w
its tireless offorts to reach the soa, whilo tho town

¢ Nestled mongst the Great Bear Mouutains ™

is across tho river from us. Our first impression is that ¢ its not much of a
town, anywsay,” but in this we aro deceived, as subsequent investigation
proved. It was the lower part of the town ouly that we had scen, as the
larger portion lay hidden on each side of a gorge in the mountain, the
houses nestling at the foot, and the homes of about six thousand of the
population were hidden from our view.

After breukfast at tho * Amorican Hotel,” wo started for the Swmmit
Hill depot to have & ride over the famous * Switch Back” railway. A walk
up one of the many steop hills, of which thero is such a supply on haud,
brings us there, and boarding a nico open-air ear, which already contains a
numbor of expectant passengers, * all sboard " is called, the brakes unloos-
ened, and we are away. Tho car runs by gravity to tho foot of Mt. Pizgab
plano, about & half-mile distant This plane is 2,332 ft. in length, with an
clovation of 664 ft., being a rise of about ono foot in threo. Thero aro two
tracks, on cach of which runs a safoty car, to which is attached two heavy
Swedish iron bands. Theso bsnds are fastened to drums in the engme
houso at the head of the plane, the motlive power being two stationary
engines.

Tho safoty car drawn from a pit, now comes up behind us; the sigual is
given to the engincer, and we start heavenward, foet first. 1o havo a seat
in the very rear of the car, and when about half way up tho steop iuclne,
like Lot's wife, look back, and laaghingly tell cach other what we would ur
would not do, in case the iron bands should break, Lhe engine give out, or
sowo other terrible unforseen accident happen. The brakoman, surmisiug,
perhaps, thal underneath all this mirth there lies a dread foar at our hearts
assuros us that there is no danyer, and that * should any accident occur, no
dang. r need bo approhended, as the safoty car has attached to it an 1ron
arm, which oxtends from its side over a ratchet rail betweon tho two tracks,
and should the bauds break, or auy accident happen the machinery, tho Joan
backiward movement causes tho arm to drop into the notches of the safety
rail, holding tho car stationary.” 1p, up we go, until wo reach the summil
of Mt. Pizgab, ninc hundred feot above our starting point, and fifteen hun-
dred feet above tide water ; run through the ongino%xouso and on to a tresth
spanning a wild ravine, whero the car is given a rost, and an opportunily
afforded tho passengors tn “ drink in tho bLosuties of the scone.” Ho would
be a stoic indecd that was not onraptured with tho glorious landscape here
prosented to his visage. To tho rigﬁlt can bo secon Glon Onoko (of which we
will spoak later) and to the left tho Lehigh Water Gap, through which the
river forcos itself, and still boyond can bo seon Schooley’s Mountain, neut
Hackellstown, N. J., about sixty-five miles away. Sufficient time having
beon allowed to view tho sublime and picturesquo panorama of mountains
upon mountains rising above valloys, ravines, and the town of Maunch
Chunk far below us, the brakes aro again sprung, aud we run by gravily
a distance of nearly soven miles, the fall of the grade heing forty-soven fect
to tho milo, to the foot of Mt. Jofferson. T'lns plane is slightly over two
thousand foet in longth, and wo ascond it by the same mothod as is omp]oygd
at Mt. Pizgah. Tleaching the summit we have another run of about a mile
to tho villago of Summit Hill. A stop is mads hero of half-an-hour or 8o,
and wo start out to “ paint the town red.” Wo have hardly woro than
landed until wo aro besiegod by a lot of urchins, of all sizes; colors, creeds,

and nationalities, who aro anxious to “tako you to-tho burning wiao, sir.”
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They follow us up so closely and persistontly that to get cloar of them wo
cnter o storo and ask for & cigar, aud while thoto find out tho history of tho
town oud tho “burning mine.* 1% was hero that Anthracite conl was first
discovored, and tho firo has been bLuning in the mine sico 1832, The
cffects of tho fire and eccompanyiug heat are quite visiblo, the surfaco being
seared and scorched, and the rocks baked. Supposing, or mther trusting,
that our would be guides had given us up, we ventured forth again. Falso
hope. No soonor had wo roachod the sidewalk than they commenced to filo
out fromn tho side of the building which they had been supporting during
our stay within its walls, and we are approachud, firet by one of the largest,
aud finally by the ontirs crowid, this timo ofluring * dismonds from tho
burbivg wmine, two for five conts.”

Tho way back is by a diflerent route, and if we thought the ride up was
grand, wagnificent, what can bo said of the roturn trip, over the nino miles
of desconding grado to tho starting point.  Wo cannot do bettor thun here
yuote & celobrated writor who took this ride. ‘¢ A single turn of the brakes,
avd of" wo start, fastor aud fastor, down through long strotchos of shaded
roulway, sround wondrous curves, aloug giddy cliffs, under shadows of
arcat ivy-grown crags, and still down, down, down, at & dizzy speed, and a3
if boino on the wings of the wind ; thero, like a toy village before and
below s, wo once wore descry Maunch Chunk, with ita familiar church spire,
sv indelibly” impressed upon all who have visted tho town, How fast wo
seem 10 be approaching it, for almost ere we know it, our fleet charger has
drawn rein, and we ate safo and sound, but breathleys with dolight aud
excitement, at tho platforis from which wo started.
* * * * * ® * i .

Riding around the mountain with locomotive speed, the numerous land-
seapes strotching about on every side, changingas rapidly and charmingly ns
the views in tho kaloidoscope. keep the tourist wrapt in o continual state of
ounthusiastic admiration ; the cool, bracing utmosphere, the novelty of whitl-
g alopg the road ab so great an clevation, without any apparent motive
power, thoe valloy lymy s far bel », the various ranges of hills and monn-
tuns, with their trees and vegetatic  1n an endless variety ot colors~ all ure
calculated to inako tho beholdor thiak himself in some enchanted fairyland.

Our time being limited, it was our intention to spond cnly a couple of
houin hero ; but wo are so charmed with whet wo have seen that it is now
our greatest desiro to stay hero forover. Weo cannot do that. however, but
decide to romain as long as possible ; and the first thing we do, after rench-
g the town again. is to go to the railway station and enquire the hour at
which tho lust train in the cvening leaves there, and decido to remain till

that tise.  We fill in the timo between that and dinnor hour by visiting the
bazasr, cte., and after dinner go over to

GLEN ONOKO,

This Leautiful spot, which is another of Natuwie's handiwoik, which
sho has so bountifully, and it seems iwpartially, bestowed upon the neigh-
borhood, is about two miles above Maunch Chunk, and oxtends from the
bottom to tho sumwit of Broad Mountain, a height of about one thousaud
feet. ‘Thore aro numerous cascades and waterfslls, tho highest being seventy-
five feet, oll named in a way expressive of thaeir beauties, such as * Hiddon
Sweet,” ¢ Cryatal,” “ Lovers Bath,” * Howo of the Mist,” * Unoky Falls,”
and the “ Pulpit Rocks”™ The railway station, which 1s at the fool or
ontrance to the Glen, is of rustic cunstruction, and presonts an vdd, as well
as pleasing appearanco. ‘The nanow path leading up this romantie, subline
and picturesquo Glen, takes us uver rustic bridges and up steps, irom one
point of view to another, while rustic bonches are placed at intervals alvng
the way for the tourist to rest himself, or to sit and liston to the rouring
wator as it rushes down the mountain side, ovor rocks, seething and foaming
as if impatient at the aelay, or uvder huge windfalls which 1n somo cases
form natural bridges, or watch it as it comes over the falls brosking ivto
spray  And we are mistaken if moro than one young man has not, while
<itting on one of these Lenches, laid his heart at tho feet of some fmr
maiden, travelling down the mountain pathway with Lum, and asked her t0
ioin him iv the journey down Life’s pathway. Wo are not sontimental, but
1f wa wished to bo so, wo would go to Glen Onoko.

Returning to the hutel, from our long and tiresome tramp, we rest awhtle,
and seenring a carriage Jiive around the surrounding country uutil we have
larely time to catch the train, and wo feel that

*““F'aus short wnl flest the day went by,
Where Nature'’s hidden beauties lie
A menory folded in the heart.”

Standing on the rear platform of the hind car of the train, wo tahu a last
look at Maunch Chunk as the mountains closo in around it, and Lidding
tarowell to its many beauties, ‘ake our scats in the car, and make ourselves
comfortable for tho ride to Now York, whick wo reach late at night. We
want 10 boe off at five tho following morning, and it scems that wo have not
wore than got to sleop before we are again aroused. Still rubbing our cyes,
we g0 down slairs, and on evquiring for the dining room, are infurmed that
wo caunot get breakfast st that hour, so have to leave hungry. Onco scated
1w the car, Ned drops off to sleep again, snud is “blissfully unconscious,”
whether ho is bungry or mot. Not so me. I commenco a perusal of the
morning pspers, and am conscious of ovmything that transpires until
Bridgoporl 13 passed. After that, all is # blank until wo arrive at New
Haven. I'vo been to sleep, a thing that so seldom occurs when travolling in
v v time, that T naturally ask mysolf tho cause, and am almost at a loss to
account for it, uatil suddenly rememboring that I had beon reading a New
York ZLrimne editorial, overything is explaived. As *a miller will sleep
when tho mill is rupning, and wake the moment it stops,” so I roused from
my slumbers when the motion of the car had ceased, and looking through
the window saw the namo of the station, and over one of the many doors
leading into tho building the words ¢ Dining Salvon.” Withow waking

my companion I gol out to sccure a tunch for oursolves, nnd stopping u\) to
tho counter asked a young lady in wailing to wrap up somo sandwlches.
She did os requested, and foeling that tho days of famino had passed, I
was happy, and steppad on board tho car again. A mowmont later I had
atoused Ned, and a look of joy o'orsproad his countenanco whon he learned
tho contonts of the package I was holding before his gaze, IHis juy was
soon turned to sadness. T had honrd and road a great deal about tho railroad
satclwich, aud thought it a much abused articlo. I have changed my views
on tho subjoct, and at present cannot think of a namo strong onough to
denounco it by, that is, not strictly orthodox. This particular sandwich may
not have known that I was the champion of its race, but that matters not, I
will not have anything more to do with a railway sandw’oh. It was my first
and last oxperionce.  After opening the package, we cach took ono thorefrom
and oyed it tonderly for a moment, when wo comtonced an onslaught, Tub
thero is sumething wrong, our tecth make no improssion . tliem, and wo
wonder ut it. Recollections of what we have hoard and re: * - yego through
our minds, sud wo commonce to fear that 'tis only too true. Vo again
attack them, but with the same result, thon commonces a tug-of-war in which
our opponants come off victorious. Wo tugged and pulled and twisted, but
without effect, until finding it was of no use, we gavo it up, and hurled thom
from the window of tho now rapidly running car, almost breaking down a
stono wall with which they camo in centact.

Wo arrived in Boston in timo to connect with tho steamer Yarmouth,
aud were delighted to find her such a fino vessel, more than fulfilling our
oxpectations. The trip from Boston to Yarmouth was mado in aboul sixtesn
hours, and at tho lattor place closo connection was made with the W, C, Rail-
way, and tho journey to Anbapolis commonced, Thisgrailway has, we think,
ono of tho bost roadbeds in the country, and as a result, the trains run very
smoothly, which would still be the case if the speed wero increased, which it
might be without being reckless, At Annapolis wo aro greeted by familiar
faces, and feel -uite at home. Here wo tako the W, & A, Railway for Hali-
fax, whoro we finally arrive, although wo had grave doubts of getting
through within a couple of days. It it 1= tho idea of the management to
allow passengers an cpportunity of having a good view of tho boaatiful
Annapolis Valley, and iater on to see Grand Pr¢ and the world-renowned
Blomidon, o that the scene will be impressed upon their memories forever,
thon they are succeeding admirably : but on the other hand, if this is their
idea of rapid transit, the sooner thoy learn that it is not, the batter it will be
for the travelling public, for it is nothing less than s * screaming farco” to
call a train sn express. that goea at such a slow rate, and without rogard to
delays.

Our journeyings arc over for this year, Where and how to spond our
vacation has beon sottled, and we trust that the rathor lengthy description of

what we have seon will not tire your readers muro.than visiting tho scenes
here portrayed tived us.

Simply a condition of
wind called happiness. Although the idea which this word ronvoys, and
the ground which it covers in oach one's thought, is nover tho same, either
in outlino or contoents, yot the word itsolf, in popular apprehension, stands
for tho sammum bonum, the great good of life.

Dnr Goops.--In wholesale dry goods a fair ssacznablo business has
transpired during tho past wook ; but it is oxpocted to rulo quict for the rest
uf this month, after which travellore will commonce thoir regular sortings-up,
whith will last till about tho 15th of Qctober. In many patts of the coun-
try fall stocks are reported to bo unbroken, Kemittances so far aro a8 fait
as could be expectod.

Izox, Hanpware anp Merars.—The iron and hardwaro trado has con-
tinued to bo fairly active and steady. In all tholeading lines thoro has boen
a fair movomont at stoady prices, thero boing nothing of special intorest in
the situation. Warrants have declined to 42s. Finished iron has boon in
good request. Tinplates have ruled steady, and Canada plates firm. Tin,
coppor, and lead have undergone no change, but a fair amount of trade has
boen done in them at steady prices. London cables are:—* Tin, epat,
£102 55.; G, O. B. Chili bars £40; soft English lead £12 §s.; do. Spanish
do. £12; bost selectod copper £46 bs.

Breapsturrs.—The flour market is more active and decidedly firm. In
fact strong bakers’ and Hungarian patonts havo advanced scmewhat in con-
soquoncoe of tho scarcity of old bard wheat flour, and babl.ars realising that
now whoat flour will not-suit them, aro laying in stocks. Wo note that Mr.
Harris, the well-known English statistician, cstimates that thero will be a
surplus of 52,000,000 bushols in the world's wheat supply for the crop year
of 1887-8. Tf this is an approximato estimate, it is difficult to understand
why farmors aro holding their wheat for much higher prices. In spito of
tho “bear” notions hold on the other side of tho Atlentic, thore is, nover
tholess, a growing fooling on this sido that prices will bo higher, and that
whoat is, at prescnt rates, good proporty to own. This feeling is also shared
by roprosontatives of Chicago and Now York houses now in Epgland, who
havo a chanco of guessing the situation for themsolves, being right in tho
hoart of tho “ boear” olomont. It is, however, 1ather puzzling to account for
tho fact that, in tho faco of tho ruinous declines in rail and ocoan freights,
the demand for wheat has not improved in proportion, although values have
kopt almost stationary on this sido. Tho comparative absence of demand
from the United Xingdom, undor tho late apparontly favorablo conditions
for buying, can only bo oxplained by the amplitude of supplics both on spot
and in prospoctive. The potato crop is undoubtedly a short ono on both
sides of the Atlantic, and this fact must make itself folt to & considerable
oxtent in the breadstufls markets. 1t is estimated by rolisblo authorities in
England that tho shortage in tho potuto yiold will be 25 por cout of an
avoragoe in the United Kingdom, 20 por cont in France, and 10 fo 15 per
cent in Gormany, whilo the United Statesand Canadian crops will ho below
tho averago, cspocially in the Wost. It is claimed that tho shortage in tho
world’s potato crop will bo equal to an cnormous equivalont in breadstuffs,
Ohio wust bave an important bearing on the whoat and flour tradoe later on.
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Tho Montroal Zrads Bulletin says:—A featuro in the trado just now is tho
largo quantitios of Amorican flour which aro going diroct from tho mills at
8t Louis, Mo,, comprising spring oxtra, fancy oxtra, and suporior, and are
wllin% in large lots at o.i. f. prices in 8t, John's, N, I, at 200. por bbl.
loss than Ontario flour could Lo offered at. This is ono of tho peculiar
changos that havo como over tho Nowfoundland flour trado, which was for-
morly supplied oxclusively from Montreal. Old whoat flour in this market
is vory scarco, and is said to bo almost as difticult to obtain from tho millsin
Ontario. Tho ronson assigned for this is, that old whoat is in vory limited
guppl{, and millezs havo to pay from 81c. to 83c. at tho mill for it.  Regard-
ing tho new orop, farmors roluse to iarkot it at present low pricos, and,
bosides, they canuot sparo tho timo L mako dolivaries. Thoro is no sctivity

in this market, as it 18 claimod thore is not tho stock availablo to causo an|

sctive movoment, As soon as harvest oporations aro over, farmers may wako
delivorios of their now whoat, and give a chanco for millers to grind ; but
unti!' then we may look in vain for an amploe supply of spot stuff in this
city.

Burter.—Tho butter market has boen quict nnd stcady, but thore is, if
apything, moro enquiry, which has resulled in somo businoss boing dono at
steady pricos. English figures aro just naw rolatively so low as to provent
sny businees boing dono in shipping butter from this side. Their prices will
havo Lo improve or ours to recedo, bofore much can bo dono in this line,

Cuesse.—Tho cheose markel is quiol and unchanged, with only n
moderato trade.  T'ho situation appoars to be controlled by strong Liverpool,
London and Bristol partics, who own the groat bulk of contracted goo&s in
Canada, nnd it is bolioved that theso parties wiil bo able to control the
matkot for somo time. Undor theso circumstances tho market hero will
nsturally assume moro or less of a nominal character.

Provisions.—The market has a firm tone, owing to tho small stocks hold
hore, The demand for lard has beon good at steady prices. In Liverpool
provisions aro cabled unchangod, pork at 72s. 0d., lard at 33s. 9d., bacon at
423, 6d. to 43s,, and tallow at 22s. 9d. In Chicago provisions aro highor,
January pork having rieen to $12.824, and Octoboer, November and Docam-
ber lard to 86,574. Meats wero firmor and advanced 10c. The hog warket
isatrong, having advanced 5e. to 10c.

Arrris.—There can bo no doubt but that the apple yicld will bo less
than the everago nearly overywhore. Regarding the Arorican crop, Messrs.
Pancoast & Grifliths, of Philadelphia, write us as follows:—* In many
fruit-growing soctions, tho applo crop will bo almost a_failure, and nowhere
is thero a fair prospect of an average crop. In Now Lngland, whero carlior
reports were most promising, wo now hoar of marked declines in the
prospects, and, though present indicetions are moro favorable thoro thau
anywhoro olso, tho crop can avorage only medium. A fow localitios in N.
Y. sud the New England States promise good quality fruit, but the gencral
tenor is to tho contrary. Present approximato averages of the principal
states aro :--N., Y., R. 1., Con., M1se,, 86 : 2{o., Vi, Mich., 74 ; Pa, N. J.,
Va.,, Kss.,, Mo., Wis,, Minn,, 53; Ohio, Ill., 30. Taken as a whole, the
prosll':loc’t is for a crop below medium quslity aud one of tho shortest on
record.’

Drigp Frvits.—Lato cables from Donis quote Valoncias at 17s.,, which
18 a doclino of 7s. from the opening. New fruit has arrived in Now York,
and the SS. Scotland is now due from London at Montreal with a cargo of
pew fruit, whon the Canadian prices will probably bo fixed.

Suoar Axp Moyasses.—Rofined sugsr has beon active and strong, a
heavy business having beou transactod. Graculated has advsnced slightly
in large lots. Yellows havo also made a heavy advance, and oro vory firmly
held. ~ Anothor sharp sdvance has taker place in Londes and New York,
and tho markets thero have buen oxcited. Business in molatzes has been
quiet, but the market has ruled strong, Barbadoos boing stoady at about 36c.,
and Trinidad at 32¢. to 323e.

Fisn.—~Thoro is nothing now ‘o note in the local fish market, which
coutinues to be necarly baro, In Montreal dry cod continues to meoet with
good onquiry, and further sales have transpired at 1 por quintsl. Groon
ood is steady at 93.70 to $4. Cape Broton herrings are thes: quotaed at
83.25, and Labrador are offored at S5 to arrive. Several lots are reported
to bo on tho way. Wost Indian markets aro reported to continue dull and
unchanged. DPrices there aro gonerally below cost of production, and no
business can profitably bo donme with thoso islands at present. Our
Gloucostor advices aro to Monday last and stand as follows :—** We notico
sales of Bay mackere] at 813.25 to $14 cut of picklo, choice Shores at §19,
sea packed ; packed Shores and Block Islands at $10 for 3s, $14.50 for 2s,
8 for 13, and 828 for oxtras.

Pacrixe Burter.—As usually pactised, packing butter i3 a very simple
process, and recoives very littlo attention. This is ono reason why so much
poor butter is found un tho market. The butter soon spoils because of care-
less packing and storiug, and gets in bad condition before it reaches the
consumer. A Jittle atiention and tho oxercise of a little common sensoe
would obviato all this.

‘I'vo packing should be carefully done, The butter does not want to be
pounded into the package, but firmly pressed into it. Use a packer, and,
puttivg into the tub butter enough for a luyer, begin in the center and
work towand the sides, so as to foico out all the air and leave no air-holes,
This will Jenve the last pressing to bo done around the odges where any
remaining air may be expelled.  But if the sides wero first pressed down
solid, latge puils of air might be left in tho middle, the air remaining to act
chemically upon the butter snd deteriorato its quality. The objeet in pack-
ing should be two-fold—to expel all the air, and finally to exclude all aix.
If botl objects are effectunlly accomplished, the butter will keop a long
timne without any very consideruble change.

Cluxing the pachago should bo neatly and carefully done. The Welsh
and ook tubs ghould be filled to within half an wuch or £5 of thetop. A
pieco of new clean muslin should be cut so as to fit into the top of the tub,
and picely tucked down all around the edges, sud then the remaining space
be filled up with fino dairy salt. Somo wet the salt, so as to partiully
dissolve it and form an airtight paste over the buiter. The practico of
somo is to fill the tub lovel full, fit on tho pieco of muslin, sprinkle over it
the thinoest possiblo film of salt, and then fasten on the cover. In leveling
the top, the butter should nover be rubbed, but prossed. A good way isto
fill the tub a little more than full ; then with a small, hard and strong
thread, cut ofl’ the projecting portivns of butter even with the top of the tub,
This leaves uo glossy appearance to the surface of tho butter. This method
is spplicuble to either large or small puacksges. Salt euough should be
spriukled over the top of the muslin to supply what salt the muslin aud the
cover may, by becoming moist, absorb {rom the butter, making the top white

apd tasteless, were tho salt not supplied as above suggested.— 7. D. Curtis
in Prairie Farmer.

It is only Ly comparison of ono system and another, and by exporiment,
if the reading snd intelligens farmer 50 elect, that improvewent in mothods
is brought about. The folluwing mode of haying, contributed to the New
England Farmer, muy not be in accordance with every practical man's
system, but way, all the same, be worth notice : —

My Way or Havixe.—Hay is one of the most, if not the inost important,
crop in New England. The value of tho crop to the consumer depends
largely upon the time when it is cut, and the wethod of curing it.” The
best time {0 cut it is when it is in blossom. To cure, mow in the morning
2s soon as the dew is off. Rake in the afternoon if fairly wilted, putin
cock and tritn up a3 though you expected a storm; let it stand at least two
days (threo are better), and put in the barn. Don’t touch it until you aro
roady to take it in.  Possibly it may be necessary to turn the cocks over the
day you put it in to dry the moisture that may havo gathered at the bottom
of the cock. lHay cwed in that way will retain all the juices and will look
nearly as green as bolore it was cut.  \When hay has beun in cock ote night
and fuirly settled, no rain will penetrate so far bub the next day’s sun wiil
dry all out. FAnMER.

When horses have been idle sumo time, a3 they too often are on some
furms, it requires careful feeding to get them 1n condition for workihg, It
is not uncomwon to grain heavily, thus vverlonding stomachs weakened by
poor or ivsuflicicut food, and mukiog a bad matter worse. A horse is not
fitted, but rather unfitted for work, by being fed a peck of onts just before
This is a task for his stomach which requires mo<t of his strength. If
driven or worked hard besides, tho haise will bo thrown into dimirhon,
gotting rid of the load on the stemuch not only without receiving any
strepgth from it, but making it a source of positive weaknoss.

Wherever young turnips a10 sown the ground should be kopt looso by
frequent stirring with tho hoo. This not only keeps down teeds, but
destroys tne fly that ocats the tender leaves. It is tho dust that fills its
breathing holes and thus suffocates it.  In a wet timo, when thero is no dust,
lime, gypsum, or wood ashes, answer the same purpose.

Nova Scotis, it ecoms, is not the only countiy in which what might bo
good butter is spoilt by carclessness.  Lord Wharnehffe s1:d Londsborough
are endeavoring to improvo tho dairy farming in Yorkshire, and they have
arrsnged for the delivery of a serics of practical lectures on the suhjoct to
their tenants. The Yorkshiro butter has doteriorated so much of lato that

immonso quantitics of foreign butter, principally Danish, are now sold in
tho country.—Toronto Weekly Mail.

An oxtraordinary featuro of this scason’s drought is that it extended
oven to the British Isles, where, according to the Spectator, the light raijus
of June 3 were followed by a month of unbroken absonco of rainfsll, Tho
British Isles, lying in the tck of the Guif Stream, are usually subjoct to

tional ono.

The keeping and propagation of myriads of mongrel cars hns long been
s watter of surpiso to those who may happen to have thought about it,
Not only aro nine-tenths of the dogs wo sco about almost or quite useless,
but their numbers tend to make the lives of thousands of thom a miserable
slow starvation. It would be truo mercy to destroy almost all pupa as soon
as born, uunless thoy are of good breeds, having some distinetive traits of
special usofulness. For tho farmer thero is little doubt that tho Scoich
collic is ouo of the most usoful dogs he can possess. Concerning him we
extract tho following from the New England Farmer :—

“Tho omployment of the sagacious Scotch collio has largely incroased in
the United States during the past few yeavs. It is as a sheop dog that the
collio is best known in this country, but he is equally valuable as a careful
watcher ovor hords of cattle. With the growing domand for this sheep and
cattle dog it is well to male mention of the fact that collies vary in disposi.
tion and good qualities as well as in color ; hence in making a solection it 1
wige to procure as potfect a specimen as possible. At an early sge a well.
bred collio displays striking intelligonce, and with proper iraining soon

hecomes proficiont in tho art of *gathering' and ¢ disporsing’ herds and
flocks,"”

Do Cows Neep Exencise7--This much-mooted question is of quite
recent origin. It is patural to suppuso that all animal life needs exerciss i
order to retnin all ite functions in healthy activity, But what kind of
exerciso?  Not very-much locomolion is needed in secreting milk. ILwen
goneral health is maintained with quito moderate oxeroise. Do not cows ge
considerable exercise in stepping around, getting up and down, reaching for
food, and iicking thomselves when so confined as to he permitted to do sot

In Holland cows are confined in a hot stable at the beginning of winter,
and are not let ont until settled warm weather. ‘Lhis st first seemed
incredible ; yot ull wilnosses testify to the healthy ccpdition of the Hollind
cows. Gradually, during tho last few years, Amdrican dairymen have mors
closely confined their cowsand kept them warmer than ever before, not unly
keeping them in warm stables, but resorting to artificial hest and givin
thom sarm water to drink. Thus far, all testifv to the beneficial rosults
arising from these practices.

It is not the naturo of a cow to oxerciso horself much, She preferain
the open field to quietly crop the grass until her stomach is full, and thep
lis down in tho shado and peacofully chew her cud with » dreamy oxpres.
sion of the oye that depotes rest and enjoyment. She does not run and
cavort like the horse. Thisis not her mission.—Naf. Live Stock Weeliy,

good for a cow, but it is certain that, if the above is at all erroneous, a very
Inzge proportion of Nova Scotia cows get all the exercise they can possibly
need by being made to pick up their living on the roid-sides all the summer,
and lest, wo suppose, they should lay on flesh to a dogree calenlated
