DISASTROUS COLLAPSE OF THE GREAT WHEAT DEAL IN
SAN FRANCISCO.

The extent to which modern speculations are carried, has just been well
excmplificd in San Francisco, where a gigantic attempt to *“ corner” the
wheat market, has ended in the ruin of the principal manipulators,

Rapid communication by rail and steamship, the facilities for sending
instant instructions by the telephone and 1clegraph, almost, asit is said, anni-
hilating ume and space, and the huying and selling of stocks, grain and

provisions, on margins, without actual delivery, give speculators the oppor-
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{::nity of carrying out schemes that, in their magnitude, are almost beyond
lief,

William Dresbach, the leading manipulator in the last great wheat deal
in San Francisco, made some fatal mistakes in his calculations, and the result
was, that instoad of winning millions, he found himself bankrupt, with some
nine millions of dollars in liabilities. [lis assignee, Charles R. Stone, hay
filed a schedule of the liabilities and assets of the insolvent, which
proves both interesting and instructive reading.  * Cornera™ have over and
over again been made illegal in different States, and they are known to be
most detrimental in their effects on the trade of the country ; but the law is
casily evaded, and so0, as in the case of Dresbach, when the promoters of
the deals are “ hoist by their own petard,” their downfall 1s rathor enjoyed
by the general public. L

We will give a few cxamples, culled from Dresbach's list of liabilities,
and from them, some idea may be formed of the magnitude of his transac-
tions, and an inkling given of the way in which'a wheat deal is manipu.
lated.

Of secured loans for borrowed moncy cvidenced by notes secured by
wheat, there were the following :—

«“C, B. Kaufman 8100,000; Searles & Stonc ¥385,656.97; Staub &
Cooper $75,475; Chas. F. Reed 650,000, on notes held by the Nevada
Bank; Mrs, Abby M. Parrott 8301,500; Starr & Co. 842,000; London,
Paris and American Bank 892,020 ; Blum, Baldwin & Girvin 8306,952.13 ;
making a total of 81,953,584.10.”

A long list of wheat contracts follows, and we copy one or two as fair
samples of the balance :—

“Contract with Searles & Stone, whereby Williar: Dresbach agrees to
receive 7,100 tons of wheat, deliverable at seller’'s option during the year
1887, at $1.90 per cental. As security for the fulfillment of this contract,
an amount equal to $8 per ton was deposited in the bank, and an additional
amount, equal to $5 per ton, was paid to Searles & Stone. These amounts
have been forfeited by failure to riceive the wheat, Further liability is
undetermined and in dispute.

Contract with Blum, Baldwin & Girvin, wher.by William Dresbach
agraes to receive 1,000 tons of wheat, deliverable at sellers's option during
the year 1887, at 81.973 per cental, said contract to be subject solely to the
rules and regulations of the San Francisco Produce Exchange Call Board
Association. As security for the fulfillment of this contract the sum of
$5,000 was deposited in bank by William Dresbach. Further liability is
undetermined and in dispute.”

Of Call Board contracts, there are no end, and the miscellaneous liabi.
lities and bills of exchange would alone fill 2 column of Tur Critic,

The total liabilities are only approximated, as many of the Call Board
contracts are disputed, but 2 fair estimate would place them about as fol-

lows :—

The grand total makes a very respectable showing, and Mr. Dresbach
axlz)lcongmulatc himself upon the fact that, if he has failed, he has done so
nobly.

The assets consist of hundreds of thousands of quarters of wheat in
different ports in England, most of which is held as collateral security, and
cost two shillings a quarter more than it can now be sold for.

The list also gives a statement of fifty-seven vessels bound for Liverpool,
Queenstown or Falmouth, carrying 594,763 quarters of wheat. The value
of this wheat, for which Dresbacl. drew on the consignees, is given in the
statement of liabilities. The largest number of these cargoes was consigned
to Henry Coubrough, London, ard a few only to John Ten Bosch & Co.
Nine of the ships were consigned by Blum, Baldw -, & Girvin to their cor-
respondents in England, the firm advancing on then 3o shillings per quarter.
In all cases the amount advanced exceeds the presc.® value of the wheat,
and the assets, therefore, aro o no value. Fifty-four thousand bags in
Greenwich Dock warehouse are 7alued at $3,240, and 6,820 tons wheat on
ships in harbor at 8150,040. This wheat is figured at about actual value of
$1.10 per cental, Ships have a lien on this wheat to secure fulfillment of
charter.

The creditors will derive very iittle satisfaction from perusing the list of
assets, as most are of the same worthless character. When it comes to crsh
on hand, which amounts to $278.46, it will be secn that Mr. Dresbach did
rot make his assignment until all availible means to avert failure had been
exhausted.

Speculators in margins should be able to read a valuable lesson in this
failure ; but all fools are not yet dead, and so the bucket shops, those great
siuks of iniquity, which yearly cause the ruin of thousands, will continue to
be liberally supported, while many of their poor dupes will, in the end, find
themselves inmates of prisons or poor houscs, or numbered amongst the
suicides of the land.

RED TAPE.

Amaong the fossil proclivities of old civilizations which cling to and clog
the wheels of pregress, not many have ascomplisied more mischief to peo-
ples ard Governments than what is known as “ Red Tape.” Its tantalizing
influences are perhaps not quite so unisersal or so powerful as of yore, for
Dickens did not show up the way “ how not to do it ” altogether in vain,
and Macaulay's brilliant description of the ncgotiation of the peace of

Ryswick is, to the reader of history, a satire yet more pungent and powerful
than that of the great novelist; but like many another scotched snake, it
seems capable of wriggling on till sunset and like other tape-worms, pro.
pagates itself by scgments, despite ncw departures, in offshoots of the older
countries. ‘l'o illustrate our meaning—it is not very surprizing that ller
Majesty's Navy used (or did a few years ago use) twice as many bouks ina
ship as are really necessary, or that “ War Office Forms ' (though tho fonl,
of n Regiment are comparatively few and simple) are of an aggravating
complication. But it i astounding that, if you procure the most trifling
article, say n copy of the TField Exercise, from the Militia Department at
Ottawa, value about thirty cents, you have to fill up two or three portratoys
forms in triplicate, before your infinitesimal contribution can be received.

But apart from minor nuisances, which are only passing and trivial,  Red
Tape” is answerable for courses of action which may involve grave couse.
quences to the public service of a country, or even extend to its foreign
relations, ‘Thus, a suspicion of “ Red ‘fapism " seems to underlie the hesi.
tatien of the Indian Government to accept, in the frank spirit in which it is
ofiered, the magnificent proposal of the Nizam of Hyderabad to contribute
f1x_hundred thousand pounds in three years towards the defences of the
Indian frontier. It is to be hoped that a higher and nobler sentiment may
preserve the Indian Government from committing the terrible mistake of
throwing back in his tecth the Nizam's far-secing generosity.

Something like ** Red Tape” again seems to have prompted the foolish

hesitation of the English Parliument to subsidize <he C. P. R. Mail Route,
Fortunately, a broader spirit prevailed. Had it been otherwise, it would
indeed have been a case of ¢ penny wise and pound foolish " stultification
with a vengeance !
. It seems that “ Red Tape" ncarly succeeded in adding to the sactifices
it counts, that of Sir Edward Bruce Hamley, the most scientific strategist in
the British Army, who was to have been compulsorily retired, it is stated, at
the ag2 of sixty-three; owing, as we gather, to a failure to find a post for
him within one of the periods preseribed by Retiriug Regulations, As to
whether tie failure was of purpose or not, some ugly rumors are afloat.
We have more than once recorded our opiniot oi the absurdity of cast-iron
riles for compulsory retirements at ages arbitrarily fixed ; rules which are
rapidly heaping up such a Retired List as no nation has yet seen, There
were hints in tlus case of the adverse influence of Lord Volseley, the lates
edition of whose * Soldicr's Pocket Buok * has been said to contain a sneer
at *an incompetent commander,” which, it is hinted, was directed against
General Hamley in his service in comnand of a Division in Egyp".

We can scarcely credit scandal of this kind ; yet we remember that,
in an earlier edition of the same work, Lord Wolseley made the remark
that “ the worst Staff Officer he ever knew was one who had passed the most
brilliant examinations.” 1t is, of course, possible that an accomplished
theoretical strategist might not be quite as good as his reputation when tried
in the field. But there is, so far as we know, no evidence of this in regard
to Sir Edward I{amley, and the outcry raised in his favor seems to discoun-
tenance the supposition. However this may be, the case seems to have
been so strong as to call forth « new Royal Warrant relaxing the inflexible
absurdity in cases in which the public service would benefit by the retention
of an officer otherwise due for retirement. It is to be hoped, in the intcrests
of the Imnperial Services, that the new Warrant is the first stroke of a death.
knell to a most absurd and vicious system.

THE TRIPLE ALLIANCE.

That which has, from the first threatenings of Furopean discord, duc to
the uneasy ambition of Russia and the fretfuluess of France, been plain
enough to common sense, seems to have practically commended itself to
Princo Bismarex and Signor Crispi, and, no doubt, also to the Emperor and
King Humbert. In fact, both Germany and Italy seem in these days to ve
more gifted than England herself with the useful quality which used to be
considered an almost peculiarly English attribute. We are thinking of the
obvious expediency of a close alhance between Germany, Austria, and Italy.
Thero is little doubt that the recent visit of Signor Crispi to Fredericksrub
has had the conclusion of this measure as its result; indeed, the Italian
Primo Minister has substantially acknowledged the full accession to it of his
country. Some of the English papers speak of this agreement in a highly
sensible tone. Without being sanguine enough to lor-iz upon it as an abso-
lute guarantee of the maintenance of peace, it is regai Jed as a strong incen-
tive to caution on the part of the two disturbing countries against hastily
tushing into war ; and it is certainly most desirble just now that they should
be furnished with sume powerful check on sudden impulse. It is satisfact-
ory to find 1t added that the combination has the best wishes of the English
people, and who are, of course, anxious that the peace’of Europe shall not
be wantonly broken; and that aithough it docs not suit Great Britain at the
present moment to associate herself vory closely with any foreign country,
there can be no doubt on which side she would be found if a struggle were
precipitated into which she should find herself drawn This feeling is
undoubtedly the correct one, for, in view of what we must always consides
the unnccessary and ill-advised tension of her relations with Russia, and
the scarc~'y-veiled hostility and aggressiveness of France on almost every
point in almost every partof the world, her avoidance of entanglement, if war
once breaks out, wauld seem to be in the highost degree improbable, Itis
therefore very desirable that the natural sympathy of England should find;
such expression in the English press as to 1ecave no doubt of it in Paris and
8t. Petersburg.  For those cabinets could no: by any possibility blind theo
solvea to the almost certain issues of a war in which the alliance opposed o
them should not be triple, but a “ quadrilatoral,” to say nothing of the
antagonistic contingencies which might arise to Russia in the direction o
Turkey and the Sclavonic States, '

The tone ol
the article is explicitly oflicial throughout, and is a menace to Germauy.

The unemployed workingmen in Londoun have taken to street parading
and much uneasiness is felt by shop keepers, who are taking measures to
protect their properly It is estimated that there are at least 50,000
blacklegs in London. These always incite the unemployed to riot. taking

advangaé;c of the confusion to loot the shops while the police are otherwise
occupied.

Exzavations in Jerusalem on ground belonging to the Russian Govern-
ment has resulted in the discovery of remiins of the ancient town wall,
and the position of the gates of the town during the lifetime of the Saviour,
thyrough which the Saviour passed to Golgotha.

We want, let us say, more cobscientiows dolibotativn in ths wanagers,
and vory much better traininy and discipline in the bands, su many of the
linns of this continent.

Ho cunfurmed to thoir habits, and became a chiof
among them, and was regarded as their tutelary god 1le carried on a large
and profitable business. e business was largely with his New England
neighbars, whom he hated, but was willing to trade with them for his uwn
advantage. He was a decided adherent of the Church of Ruine, and had a
chapel built and resident priest, and uxpressed a strong dJesire to have tho
Indians converted.

AN ISLAND MINE.

Mr, Hail is sumowhat interested in mining, snd showed me a lot of
quarts taken frem weads on Big Soft Wuoed Island, in Shoeot Harbor, abru!
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seven miles from the town, The quartz was filled with galena and othor
r.atals iudicative of gold, but no gold was visible. ‘LIhirty leads show at
low tide, both at the cast aud west sides of tho island, which is pretty good
avidonce that tholeads run acruss it. ‘These vary in thickneas, from six
inches up to three feot, aud the samples shown weie kuocked ofl’ the sutfaco
of tho loads. A company, composed of James Dywor, of Halifax, P, J.
Cope. Sr., P.J. Cope, Jr., F. Cope, P. Purcell, John Murphy, John F.
McKonzio, and C. C. Hart, have takon up the property, which will bo pros-
pected at once. I had desired to sce Mr., John F. McKenzio, who is Jargely
jutercated in mining, and who, I was informei., had samples of the oro from
Beavor Dam and Loch-a-bor districts, but 1 failed to run across him.

The post vffice is at Suthorland, and on my roturn, 1 found my way
blocked by dozens of the young men and women of the fown, all waiting
for tho opening of the mail. As was only natural, there was any amouutl of
flinting, all by the light of the moon. Ono sweelly fragilo young thing,
with brilliant flashing oyes, was cvidently very angry, at least 1 judged so,
from hor rcemarks, which wero--* Look hero, Sam Jones, if you do that
again, I'll slap your mouth ! 1 covld only sigh—for their folly, and walk
mournfully into the house, whero I was scon suoring in the most comfort-
able of beds,

FROM SHEET IARBOR TO UFFER MUSQUODOLOIT.

Promptly at b in the morning I was out of bed, and performcd 1wy toilet
by lamp light, This made it the bluest of blue Fridays to me, aud the dis-
comfort was heightened by the fact that I had a Lad attack ~ Dutlerin
Mine, and my legs almost rofused to perforra their office.

A smoking breakfast was devoured with a keon relish, aud ~horlly after
six the stago drove up. Two sportsmen occupied the front seat with the
driver, and 1 scrambled in aml took my place beside the mother and baby,
who acted sas a buffer betweon me and the pretty girl,  In my politeness 1
gave as much toom as possible, and wade the 28 wile journey partly seated
on the iron rail of tho seat. 1 now fully sgres with Byion.

*“That irou is a cankering thine.”

It was a culd, raw morring, with a north casterly wind accompavied with
fog; but that did not dampen vur spirits, and wo bowled merrily along,
The sportsmen proved capital companions, ar 5 the size of their game bag
reminded me of iny own oxpluits in the shoo’ 'ng line—it consisted of two
black ducks. )

The haby was delightfully quiet, and ou my complimenting the wother,
she informed mo that she had given it a dose of soothing syrup just beforo
starting.  For this she was duly lectured by one of the party, and promised
never to offend again. ‘The ruad was very rough, and the hushes had so
oncreached on tho narrow way that they struck us iu tho face in passing,
and splashed icy dow all over us, but this was only cause fur laughter., Sud-
denly, both hind wheels went into a hole with such a thump that wo thought
the axle must have broken, Tho only remark elicited from the pretty girl,
was—“I'm glad I didn't have my tovgue between iy teeth,” It was so
suggeative that wo laughed for & milo or more. A birch partndge was
sighted 2 few rods ahead, trying to sun itsalf un a log. Now, ull was eacite-
meut. The driver stopped the stage, the spurtsmen jumped out, and there
was a great hunt for cartridges.  Thoy wore finally found, the gan luaded,
and then the partridge geiting tired of waiting to be shot tlew anay. Un wo
drove, and soon put up a spruce partridge, which lit oo a apruce treo, and
quictly blinked at us as we passod. The driver stopped, the sportsmen
agoiz alighted, and disregarding tho jehu's advise to ** knock the blamed
thing down with a stone,” took steady aim, for an age, it seemed Lo we, and
brought down the bird—and such is sport. No wondoer gamo i3 growing
scarce, when the woods are filled with such ¢ pot huuters.”

KILLAG GOLD DISTRICT.

A fow miles out wo passed the road leading to the Killag District, whero
Mr. Georgo Stuart has erected a mill, and whero he is still vigorously pros-
pecting for a rich lead that the boulders prove wust exist somewhero in the
district.

‘That his persoverance will, iu the eund, be rewarded, thero is littlo doubt ;
but few men would have had the pluck to stick to it as Stuart has,

My not meeting Mr. Stuart was a great disappointment to mo, as he is
one of our most intelligent mineis, and I had expected to receive from him
much valuable information in regard to soveral districts which I had intended
visiting, 1 found that he was in Guysboro County, with no prospect of
oturning for a week ; and in his absence, thero weuld bo little use of my
walking into the mine, which is only a few miles from the coach road.

Wo passed several comfortable sottlemonts on the road, which aro favor-
ite resorts for sportsinen ; and at one place whero we stopped to wator the
horses, wo encountered a wost conical little miss. She approached the stago
to deliver a letter, and ull our offorls to make her smile wore futile. The
seriousness depictod in the little face, combined with the costume of long
pantalottes down to tho feet, shorl skirt, hair drawn back in two little pig
tails, and hor measured troad were comical in the extreme.  She delivered
the lotter to tho driver without a word, and without moving a muscle of her
face ; shie then turned most deliborately, placed her hands bohind her back,
and warched off st the samo slow paco.  Life with hor was evidently a most
scrious business, Qur women passengers shrioked with Jaughter, and even
tho half-stupefied baby had to smile,  “ It is a lung road that hus no turn-
ing,"” and wo finally emorgod from the woeds to see tho Musyuudobeit Val-
ley lying beforo us in all its boauty of quiet stroam, rich intervale land,
comfortablo howmsteads, and hills widening out on cither side, and clothed
to their summits with brilliant forests.

The rox *s wore now perfect, and we were soon at Uppor Musquodoboit.
Hore, I stopped at Fiske's, and had tho plensure of dining with the
“schoul toncher,” whom I found a bright, intelligent, and most agrecable
young lady. Would the scholars say the same?

CARRIBOU GOLD DISTRICT,

It is nine miles to Carribou, and Mr. Fisko drovo me over. Farmers as
a rulo aro most obliging, and Nova Scotisn farmors excoptionally so. In all
my oxperionco I have nuver found ono unwilling to go to considerable
trouble for ~for a considmation. Tho great principlo underlying the law
of contracts is fully instilled into their beings.

As we ncared the mines tho romains of tho old tramway, over which
Mr. Hyde used to haul ore to his water mill, was encountered ; the Heathsr-
ington and Caffrey crusher buildings passed, and log cabins, somo in use, and
somo tumbling to decay, proved that we had roached another mining camp.

The Carribou district is noted as a very rich mining locality, and one of
the mnst valuable bouldurs ever found in Nova Scotis was discovered here
by William Bruce. Mr. D, Touquoy owns sotno very good property in the
district. Ono lot of 24 areas bounds tho Lake Lode property on the east,
west and north, and has boon prospocted, showing three gold bearing leads.
Another block of 49 areas lies about 125 feet from whors Robert Wright
and others have just made n rich strike. It is west of the Caff.ey and
Heathorington arens, aud Mr. Touquoy has in past years taken » large
amount of gold out of tho sovoral loads that he has dovoloped sud w. 5.4,
I waa shiown a line samplo from one of the leads, which has avoraged 8 ¢ - =
oz3. to the ton, Tho property is not now being worked, as Mr, Touquoy has
all hs can attond to in his fine mino at Moose River. B. G. Gray, Esq,,
Barrister, of Halifax, owns or controls a number of areas known as the
Heatherington property, which lLave yiolded a large amount of gold. Of
lato years the areas have Loen principally worked on tribute, and knowing
miners have long had their oyes un the property. Some of these areas were
lately furfeited, and wore at once taken up by some old hands, who have
alroady *atruck it rich.” Tho Cafiroy proporty was once quite moted, It
was the source of considerable litigation, its ownor having traded it for a
large farm in Quebec Province. He discoverod just pfter making the
transfor that tho farm was heavily mortgaged, and only managed to get his
mino back after a protracted suit. The details of the suit were ludicrous in
the extrome, a rort of *“diamond cut diamond” business, the defondant
being the well kuown “ Carribou” Cameron, who amassed an immense
fortuue in the Carribou gold disttict of British Columbia. The crusher is
now reported to bo owned by Geo. Stusrt, W. L. Lowell and others.

Mr. Fisko loft me at the Lake Lode Crusher, where I met an old mining
friend, Dan McDonald, who kindly conducted me around, and gavo me a
full account of the district.

LAKE LODE COMPANY,

‘The Lake Lode Cowmpany is a Boston corporation, Mr. Sawyer being the
managing director, and Mr, Wadsworth the manager in charge of the mine.
G4o. Stuart, Mr. Gladwin, and others, sold the property, which consisis of
sumo oight or ten areas, and it has proved a fortunate investment for the
purchasers. :

‘I'wo shafts havo Loen sunk ou tho wain lead, (which is reported to be
16 feet in thicknoss,) the deepest now being down 16G feet. About GO feet
in all has Leen tunneled alony the lead from both shafts, and Dan McDonald
has just courractod to connect the two shafts by a tunnel, so that all the ore
may be hoisted from the shaft nearest the mill. Tlie company have deter-
wined not to bo wrecked by unnecessaty expenditure for surfaco plaut, and
are grinding out good profits from a five stamp mill. As Mr. Wadsworth
wisely says, * you can get as much wmachinery as you wish to pay for, but
wo want gold and a0 buund to get it.”  Twenty men find constant employ-
ment at this wine.

WIIGHT-MCDONALD PROPRRTY,

A walk of about & mile brought us to the old Heatheringlon property,
and here, upon some fotfoit- J areas which Robert Wright, S. D. McDonsld,
of Renfrew, and C. 8. MaclDouell, of Oldham, had secured, we found &
patty of men under Mr. Wright sinking a shaft and hoisting some “ery rich
quartz to the surface. 1 saw two tubs dumped, and tho quartz was so
peppered with coarse gold, and small nuggets were so plentiful, that 1 was
reminded of tho McGuire mine at Whiteburn.

Mr. Wright was naturally in tho best of humor, and said they had been
working about a month, but had been greatly troubled with waler. The
shaft was about 15 feet deep, and the lead varied from 7 to 10 inches. The
load is on what is known as the saddlo, and the rich pay stresk they had
struck had been overlooked by Captain Warren when ho had worked the
sae property. Mr. Touquoy, in past years, had been tributing near the
present fiud, and secured four ounces to the ton out of the ore. Caplain
Warren took the property from him as soon as he could, but never made
it pay.

This is only another example of the great care and knowledge required
in gold miving The prospects aro so bright that steam pumping and

hoisting gear will at onco bo placed in position. The quartz is now being
crushed in tho old Cafiroy mill,

A WALK THROUGH THE WOQODS.

It was twenty minutes of five, and I had still an eight milos walk before
mo in order to reach my destination at Moose River.

McDonald led we woll into the trail, gave mo a fow instructions, and
thon I hurried on my lonely way. There is not a house between the two
camps, and the path is through tho heart of the forest. Mi only fear was
that night would overtake me, and this hurried my steps, which were rather
impeded by satchel and ulster. In places the path was s quagmire, detours
had to be made around windfalls, and babbling brooks crossed on slippery
sapplings. Tho solitude was intenao, almost painful ; not a living thing was
to bo secn, not even a bird, and my hopes of seeing a mooso or some large
gamo wero sadly dissppointed. The loneliness was increased by passing a
desorted mining cawp, tho roofs of the old log houses caved in, and the

small clearing filled with a rauk growth of woeds. Diverging paths wore
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encountered, but trustiog to luck I kept to tho best beaton way, and finally
emerged on the Moossland road, iny fivst landmark. Following this road
for half a mile 1 again atruck the trail in the middle of a barren, and
hurried acroes it into the woods. Night came on rapidly, it was difticult to
see the path, and I had almost determined to camp where I was, when 1
noticed the tracks of a man and dog. ‘Tho moon also came out bright and
cloar, and in a very short time the path widoned to a road, and I soon after
saw before mo what 1 know must be tho Moose River mill. A closr stream
blocked the way, which I croesed, and then feoling that my walk was about
over, I had a rofresking wash in tho cool streamn  Then putting on my
ulster to avoid cold, I throw mysolf on tho bank, and smoked the pipe o
peaco, feeling supromely happy.  Moose River as scon by moonlight is
picturcsquely ugly, by du{light it issimply ugly. It is a typical mining
camp, & fucre clearing in tho forcet with nothing to roliove the monotony of
ite situation. One long stroet flanked with log louses and a fow ore
pretentious dwellinge, and paved, * o la corduroy,” with poles, leads from
the water mill to that monument of folly, the large crusher building of the
Montreal Company. From the main road n side one, also flanked with log
vabins, lesds down townids the Moose River, aud the last nouse but one, &
neatly shingled cuasa of two rooms, was the camp of Mr, Touquoy, aud
my deetination. ( To be continued. ) Avios Axrgo.

COMMERCIAL,

The volume of general business is emincntly satisfactory. Banks are ap-
perently earving good profils, aud money isin healthy demand at firm rates,

We are plessed to read the following in a recent issue of the Montreal
Trade Bulletin :—* Before the new branch of the Halifax Bank (Merchant's
Bank of Halifax,) started in this city, tho bauking business waa already
suffering from too many competitivo institutions of the kind, snd wo really
cannot ses where there is room for it. Still we understand that it is doing
a good business, and performing some marvellous feats in showing our old
fogies of bankers how to draw blood out of a stone. Wo are informed that
this wonderful newcomer can buy exchange in New York, bring it on here,
and sell it to customers of Montreal banks cheaper than tho latter can. It
is also stated on the best authority that the new bank professes to make
collections in the Jower Provinces, bolow what other banks can do it for."
We bope that this branch may prosper, and long continue to ¢ show the old
fogies of (Montreal) bankers" how business can and should be done,

A New York financial paper prints an interesting article, showing how
small a proportion of cash, in proportion to the amount of business done, is
actually used in the regular travsactions of trade in our day, That tie
demand for money has not kept pace with the increase of commerce, is
attributable to the fact that modern ingenuity has wonderfully simplified
business operations by methods which reduce the use of money in large
transsctions to what is required to eettle balances. The report of the New
York clearing-houco for the year ending September 30th, will enable the
reader {0 understand this, and may be summarized as follows :—This
report shows that the amount of the exchanges during that time rose to the
huge total of 234,872,848,786. By * exchanges” is meant the checks, drafts,
otc., held by one bank and payable to another, and which aro preseutod for
payment at the clearing-house, These documents are, of course, not paid
in cssb, opbly the differences between the amount of the documenis held by
each bank and the amount of the drafts upon it being scitled Ly that
meane. The total of such balances settled with cash during the year
smounted to $1,569,626,325. Thus we stu that bosiness transactions

ting nearly thirty-five thousand million dollars were settled with
something over one and a half thousand millions, the ratio being almost
exactly 4% per cent. of cash to paper. This is casier calculated from the
daily aversge figures than from those given above. The average daily
exchanges were $114,337,209, and the balances $5,146,316. Of course
these figures do not include all the checks and drafts cleared within each
bank, being drawn by one depositor in favor of anmother customer of the
same bank, which documents also ill the place formerly taken by money.
It should be remarked that tho clearing-house is a purely modern institu-
tion, and that the transactions settled by its means would, under the old
methods of doing business, be liquidated with cash, Therefore all argu
wents to the effect that more money is needed in proportion to the amount
of businees done are at fault. Even the balances at the New York clearing-
house are to only a small amount paid with actual cash, $8,986,325 out of
the total of $1,56G9,626,325 being legsl tenders, the remainder beiug certifi-
cates for gold held in the vaults of one of the banks, Only 3 per cont. was
actusl cash ; the remainder represented cash actually held, however.

The troubles of the contractor for the new City Hall have not decreased
during the week, but all concerned are extremely reticent, and it is difficult
to get a true idea of the situation. It seems, however, that his embarrass-
ments bave mainly grown out of transactions in New Brunswick, and that
he is seriously crippled thereby. YWhether ho will bo necessitated to throw
up his contract on the City Hall is not certain, we beliove, but the chauces
favor such s conclusion. And here we may romsrk that thero is a good
deal of more or less outspoken dissatisfaction felt and expressed with the
course of the City Board of Works in re this contract. It appears that the
contract was awarded to Mr. Milliken without his being required to give
apy bonds to completo the work, the Board thinking, or rather deciding,
that the withholding of 15 per cont. of the expense for labor and material
was a sufficient guarantee that tho work would be done, although the tender
under which the contract was entered into was lower than many believed
that the work could be done for. o greatly fear that the aflair will result
in serious loss to the city.

House,) was to be erectod, tho first contractor was the late George Lang:
who undertook the work for $160,000. After ho had built the basemant:

City Railway Company for that reason, who habitually uses obnoxious and
obscene opithets, who, on a recent occasion, struck a prisoner on the head
with a heavy padlock attached to a hunch of keys, knocking him senseless,
because the man did not move quick enough to suit him1 Is it true that
the fallow who was recently scutenced to five years in Dorchester for
assaulting a keoper, was previously taunted and gosded by that keeper into
committing the act? If one tithe of the stories, that are circulated ou
presumably good authority, respecting the managoment of the City Prison,
are true, a radical change is imperative. If they are not true, they should
be eaeily disproved.

Again, how are persons confined in the County Jail treated ¥ Unpleassnt
stories aro abroad, and an juvestigation should be had. If all is as it should
be, the public will be gratified to know the fact. If not, reform will be the
* order of tho day.”

Some houses
report a decidedly brisker businces in heavy lines, and better enquiry for
genoral goods, Remittances have somewhat improved. Tho demand for
nails is better, and orders have been coming in fresly from all parts of the
province. The stock of nails throughout the country is reported to be light,
while the demand is active. Makers are, therefore, kept busy in filling
orders, especially for horse-shoe nails.

Breapsturrs.—The flour market has been fairly active and steady, and a
good uverage business has been accomplished. Strong flours continue to be
in epecial demand, but the supply is equal to the call at prosent. Iu
Lngland, the feeling is a shade better. Beerbohm's cable says :—*¢ Cargoes
off coast, wheat firmer ; corn, nothing offering. Cargoes on passage and for
shipment, wheat firmer, held higher. No. 2 spring wheat, for prompt
shipment, 29s. ; Calitornia wheat, to be shipped promptly, 32s, Gd. ; nearly
due, 303, 9. Mixed American maize, prompt shipment, 21s. Liverpool
wheat and corn, spot, upward tendency. Danubian maize, ex ship, 22s. 9d. ;
prompt, 22s, 3d. American mixed moize, ex ship, 23s. 3d." An easier
feeling has prevailed in Chicago markets, and values have averaged somo-
what lower.

SucAR AND Movrassks.—The refined sugar market is steady, with a fair
volume of busineas for granulated. In New York, the price of granulated
aud of yollows has advanced. Raw sugars of all kinds may bo roported
strouger  The repotted deficiency of the European beet crup is causing an
advance there, and a speculative feeling is beginning to display itself. The
Montreal Trade Bulletin says :—** Last week we reported ealos of raw boct
root sugar amounting to about 6,700,000 lbs, and also stated that
other large sales of raw on spot were impending. These lattor which
consisted of DBrazilisn have since heen put through, aggrogating about
8,700,000 lbs, on p. t.; making a total of 15,400,000 1bs. of iaw
sugsr, which have changed hands within the past ten days. The sales of
Brazilian sugar consisted of four cargoes, amounting to between 40,000 and
50,000 bags, and the prices, although p. t., are said to be in the neighbor-
hood of 11s. per cwt. here. Theso last sales wore made by the St. Lawrence
Sugar Refinery to the Canada Sugar Refinery, which seems to indicate that
the former company does not expect to be in running order as early as
expected by some of vur dealers.”

MINING.

Gorp Minens' Association. —Gold miners throughout the Proviuce are
uow gonenully aware of tho date of the preliminary meeting to organiza the
Gold Miners® Agsoctation, and a large number havo already signified their
intention of being prosent at Fnr Criric Office on Wednesday, Novomber
9th, at 2 pan.  Wo desiry to sco a largo and representative meeting of
niners and mine-owners, and therofors again call atlention to the mattoer,
and tiust that all interested in mining will take a note of the date of the
meeting, and bo on hand with as many of their friends as possible.

All mining mon adwit the necessity of an association, but for want of
some one to take the initiative, yoar after year has rolled by, and vothing
has been accomplished. At the earnest request of a number of wining wen
the Lditor of Tur Critic has taken the initiative, aud has issued a c\ll for
the mecting, placing Tue Criteo Oftico at the disposal of the miners.

If the sassociation is to be tho success that it is intended to be, the
greateat care should be exercised in its formation and in the selection of its
officera.  Ita chief aim should bo the advancoment of the mining cause, and
with that oud in viaw, careshould be taken that interested cliques or parties
with sclfish otives do not gain the control. It therefors behooves every
nining wan in the Provinceto be on the alert and prepared to attend the jire-
liminary weoting. Wo will not go into the objects of the association, as
they have been repeatediy dilated upon by us; but woe should like to dwell
on onc point, and that is the simplifying and improving of the Mining Act.
If changes in the Act are to be mado, they should, first of ali, be placed
bofore the mininyg community for their approval. At present only a few of
the mining men are consuited, and thuy would naturally be prejudiced in
favor of legistation that would prove beneficial to thom. There is, thore-
fore, at present grave dapger that intorested parties may secure legislation
beneficial to themselves, but ruinous to the mining interests at large. The
only way to avoid this dauger, is to form a Xining Associstion. which by
its numbers should command the atteution of the Government, and prove an
important (actor in tho shaping of mining legislation. The Commissioner
of Mincs, wo are certain, would take into favorable consideration any amsend-
wents to sho Mining Act recommended by au association of gold miners ;
in fact would only be too pleased in having their support.

Tho coal owners have an association; and. last session it was the means
of dofeating legislation, which, if passed, would have prejudicially affected
every coal mining title in the Provinco.

The coal owners have proved tho nocessity of au association, and the
#old miners will, on the 9th of November, follow their wise oxample.

Gouv River Districr.—Dropping into Mr. Wm. F. Foster's office, ou
Counors’ Wharf, we wero shown a largo drawer full of gold specimens that
wero taken from sowo areas at Gold River. Every piece of quartz was
studded with coarse gold, and the display was most inviting. The property,
which consists of 21 arcas, is owncd by Moeasrs. Gammon, Fulton & Foster.
They have been prospecting off aud on for the past eix months with a crew
of six men, aud have opeucd sowe 12 leads, five of which show gold. The
specimens wero taken from a 20 inch lead, tho shaft on which is now down
somo 35 feot, and which has proved rich from the time it was oponed up.
At the surfaca thoy struck an sogular fully 15 feet thick, and sinking on it
they diecovered tho yich 20 inch lead, and followed it down. They havo
also stripped it for a lung distanco on tho surface.

Wuitesuay District.—Geo. A. Hawksworth, J. T. McCormack, aud
others of Anbapolis, have taken somo fine spacimens frow a lead they are
working pear the celebrated McGuire mine at Whiteburn, Queen's Co.
The lead is 20 inches in thickness, and tho shaft is now down 30 feet. 'Lhe
lead 15 of barrel quartz formatiou, and tho prospects are that they have
oponed up a valuable mine.

Rawpox Gorp District.—A promising gold lead has beon found on
the Church Hill, Casey Farm, Rawdon. James Cope, an Indian, was the
discovarer, and a company, composed of Messrs. Gould Northup, Capt.
Joshua Smith,James Britton,and Alex. Thowpsou, hias boon jormed to work it.

Sate or Coar. Prorrury.—It is reported that Judge Trewain's coal
propesty, adjoining tho Gowriv Mine at Cow Bay, bas Leen sold. Tho par-
ticulars are not at hand.

A friend sends us a proapectus of the Perry Creck Gold Mining Com-
pany (Limited) of Kvotenay District, British Columbis, The capital stuck
is §73,000, in shares of onc dollar each. The prospectus is very neally
drawn up, and proves that the gold mincrs of British Columbia unaorstand
tho benelit of prioter's ink  The miuo is an alluvial one, and is on Perty
Creck, * distant about 12 miles from Wild Morse Creck, out of which over
two milliov pounds sterling worth of go!d has been oxtracted.” ¢ Thou ant
s0 near apd yet so far.”

Negotiations aro pending for the acquirement of iroun propertios by
American capitalists, in ono of the principal coal and iron districts of Nora
Scotia,

Coal properties in ounc of tho principal coil fiolds of Nova Scotin are
also Londed to Awmerican capitalists, who havo a viaw to the future coal and
f1on industries of tho Province.

The fine copper deposits on the Pugwash River are worthy of attention
from capitalists. A\ recent iuspection of this locality Jeads one to boliove

that a large deposit of this valuablo metal is there, and from its close
proxunity o shipwent, it will uo doubt in time prove highly valuable.
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MINING.—Continued.

Eptror Cniric,—Seeing in your paper somo time ago a notico request-
ing opinions from mirers on noeded alterations in the mining laws, I take
the liborty of spoaking of some of the grisvances borne by prospectors. I
wili illustrato it by acave in point, viz, my own :— A short time ago, 1 was
lucky enough o find some rich houlders, but could not find the lexd My
only plan was to cover the ground with a liconse. Minors, as a rule, ssldom
earn more than enough to support their families, and I am no exception to
that rule, lowover, a moneyed man offered to supply all the money needod
for a prospecting liconse. He also candescondingly offsred mo half, on con-
dition that I prospect it.  Thus, owing to the gicat cost of u liceuse, I was
forced to give half to a mere speculator. This is one point against a poor
prospector )

“ There," you say, * your difficulties in that line end.” Bat, “ there, lo
the covitary, thoy do not end. My licouso, issned in September, expires in
March, including a vory short time suitable for prospecting. Hero is deo}.
suzface and wet ground, compolling me to push the work with all possible
speod, beforo the full rains set in. The result is, that I am forced to admit
two motre men as partners, leaving e but one--ixth of the whole. Thus,
owing to short time, another point is scored against the poor prospector,
Tho renewal is a second deal, in which the speculator gets a Letter hand
every timo. Tho question is, how stall we remedy it?  Simply and eusily.
Decreass tho liconse charges, and extend the time. The law, as it now
stands, is plainly-in favor of the speculatorand moneyed man  The remedy
is simple and casily executed, unless self-interest stands in the way of jus-
tice. Yours, &c,, Guyruus.

A very fair showing of manganese has been found in Selmah, Hants
County, and has been leased by a gentleman in Truro, who proposes to take
the necessary steps to have the same developed et an oarly day.

Prospecting for gold has been carried on for some time by a local com-
pany in the vicinity of Ardoise 11ill, Hants County, and with « fair shos-
ing, 80 it is said, of the procious metal.

NEw Bruxswick Minixe ITexs.—Haviug been away considerally, 1
have, to a great extent, neglected the columns of Tur Crivic, but at the
same time T havo been keeping an eye on the muvemnents in the mining iine
in tho Province. Very little is being doune in the miniug line in the way of
new de]vclopmonts. Those that are working, are shipping and prospecting
as usual,

The mines at Markhamvilia are shipping manganese as usual, and Major
Markham is over busy looking after tho interests of his compiny.

The manganeso property at ho Globo, owned by F. J. Alley and others,
of Bar Harber, Maino, ‘is showing up finely, and somo quantitics of ore
taken out recontly, are worth up wards of 3200 per ton. The uses of man-
gancso to somo part of the electiic light business will creato a now demand
for the same.

M. Alley and others are also making some deveivpments at Waterford,
on a belt of metals which seems promising. Tho ore consiets of yellow
sulphti.et of copper, aud other wetals in combination.

Work at the Mincral Vale Mine in New Ireland, Albert County, is also
being pushed forward. Ono of the principal propriotors visited the United
Strtes recently to examine various modes of treatiny this class of ores, sml
it is said concentrating machinery of the best aud latest description will bo
put in shortly.

Tho prospecting for autimony, at or near Springfield, is steadily pro-
gressing undor tho charge of Mr. Gilbert Crandall, of Moncton. [t is said
the outlook is favorablo.

Vory little is being dcno in the way of coal developinent at Weiford,
Kent County. No late advices havo been received from that quarter.

Tho extensivo mangumese depesit 1 have so often writlen you about, at
Jordzn Mountain dr White's Mountain, owned by Stockton and others, is
about being disposed of to a syndicate of capituiists from Biltimore. A
sample piecs of ore was recently shipped to the parties in Baltimore
which weighed 1800 Ibs. Thero is cvery evidenco that the sale is lona fide,
snd tho owners will receivo 40,000 iu cash for the property. Should no
hitch oceur in tho negotiations, which we sincerely trust will not be the case,
it will give a groat imnpetus to mining matters in this vicinity.

The existenco of five veins of galent not many miles from Sussex, which
show ovidenco of containing considerable gold, is worthy of tho attention of
capitalists, .

As 1 do not kuow of very much more of intorest, I will close for tho
present, and not bo 8o long silent again, if I can avoid it.

The following views about seed potatoes differ somowhat from those
embodicd in the account of u reries of careful experiments which we con-
densed, about two months ago, from the New England Farmer, but we think
it desirble to place all sorts of opinions before our agricultural readers
whenever there may be room for a difforenco of sensible opinion. Hinta
from a proctico differont from their own are sometimes of value to tho most
practical and experienced. Iudeed, the moro intelligent tho recipient, the
greater the possible value to them of the experience of others. A corres-
poudent of the Indianu Farmer gives tho following advico regarding the
selection of potatoes for seed :—*' Tho solection ghould bo made when the
crop is harvested, and before being taken up aftor boing dug. At this time
the very largest, smoothest, and most porfectly formed ones can bo and
should Lo taken to be uscd assced for the nert yoar's crop. This seed
should bo handied carofully, s0 as not to bruise them. Thoey should be put
into sacks, one bushel in tho sack, and stored in a dry, cool cellar, separate,
or as far away from other potatoes as poesible.

When planting comes, and that time is when the frost is out of the
ground and the soil is dry cnough to wotk good, no later than this, for if
planted at the eatliest possible time after the frost is out they will muke
their growth before the hot weather sets in.  Sclect tha very best portion of
the secd, aud plant this on the very best ground, prepared 1n the vory hest
wanver, planting large picces, or whole largo potatoes is still better,
rejecting or cutting away a portion of tho stems end. Giving two feot
between hills—rows usual distance, and as scou as tho sprouts sro two
inches high, thin oat to one stalk in a hill. This will basten tho growth
and maturity, and will make all large, fino potatoes for seed for the next
season's crop. The best seed, with best care and culture, grown on the best
land may be expected to produce the very best crop.

It is almost impossible to beliovo that for ages farmers have bestowed no
more care on the portion that is to be seed for the coming crop, than they
give to that portion that is to be fed to stock or sold on the market, and yet
this is true, the proctice being to tako seed potatoes from lls with several
stalks. No greater enemy to a stalk of potatoes can bu found than another
stalk of potatoca growing near to it. 1t is, therefore, 1wdisponesble to tho
production of tho best stalk that they should be grown far enough apmi to
give to each stalk all the room required to make the best and largest growth.

The influence of the hest sced to produce the best crop may bo estunated
by the superiority of ¢ thoroughbred' animmals over common stock, and the
same priuciples apply to the production of vegetables and fruits as in theo
production of tho best and finest Jeisoys, Shorthorns, Herefords, Normaus,
Clydcsdales, and all other improved treeds of stock. Should each farmer |
produce the best seed by giving the greatest attention to its production, thntl
is required io the very nature of the caso, nud suggested by tho natural
endowments of tho plants thomselves, great yislds and bettor quality of
ciops would result.”’ :

A certain proportion of apples would bo advantageous in feeding pigs Ly

preventing constipation, thus keeping them Lealthy, besides assisting in the

digestion of other food. The apples should not be very sour. A miature

of eweet and sour works well. It is understood that we mean grown

pigs, ready for fattuning, and tho spples are not suppo:ed to bo fod alone.

Such pigs will futten moderatoly on gweet spples, but 1t 1s not profitable to

feed pigs on apples alone. It 1s bettor if the apples are mashed, pulped ori
ground, and the other food mixed with tms apple pulp. e have seen
very rapid fattening when fed in this way.—E. W. 8., N, Y. Cultivator,

Blackberries increaso easily by suckers fiom the roots, but better plants
may be bad and more rapidly from cuttings from tho roots. These are
obtained by taking up the plants with ample roote, and cuttiug the routs
into pieces, about two jnches, moro or less, in length, and placing them in
beds of good rich, light :0il, with a little Lettom heat, under a glazed sash.
Tho roots may be tsken up in autumn, or carly in sprivg. 1f in autuma
they may be kept through winter by placing 1 alteruato layers with soil 10
& box which has drainage, and be buned in a dry spot.deep onough to
excludo frost, or they may be kept in a cool cullar packed in damp sand or
mose, like grafts, taking caro that they are uniformly neither tco moist nor
too dry. 'When set out, they should bo placed about two inches deep in the
soil. If they cannot be easily placed under a gluzed sach, the surface of the
s0il should bo covered with mulch. If tho pieces of roots can be properly
keps through winter, taking up in autumn is the best. Smaller picces may
be used if they can Le started in a propagating house, which is well adapted
to scarco varioties. When tho now plants have grown a fow inches, they
may be removed to the open ground. Varietics winch sucker most freely,
may bo most readily propagated by root cuttings.

Soxx or THE Causks or Hraves.—Heaves may bo caused by continued
fecding on dry, bulky and fibrous food, such as timothy and similar coarso
fodder, and especially when it is musty and dusty. Over-cxortion on a full

-

stomach has a toudency to produco heaves, ‘The ailmont is nlso supposed to
bo duo to & deranged stato of tho norvous contros. ‘[he disonso is incurablo,
but may he palliated by careful feeding. In cnses which have oxisted for
somo timo, no remedy will remove the distress in breathing. Givo only
vutritious food, of small bulk, cut hay of best yuality, mixcd with svund
oats or ground feed, slightly moistened with water , alsu a fow sliced carruta
dnily. Avoid timothy hay and similar coarso matorinl, Givo on alternate
days, or nt least twice weekly, a ration of sloppy food, or bran mash, mixad
with a pint of ground flaxseed (not oii cake); or, instead, n mess of steamed
or cooked food, with finely cut, sound wild hay. Novor feod or wator such

a horso immediately bofore using him ; and give him only slow and easy, or
light work.

‘Tarr Wonrns —Sheop that have died in a mystorious mannor having
beon examinod aftor death have beon found to have their small intestines
packed full of tspe worms ‘I'ho gonoral symptoms of tape worms are
alternate great appetile and no appetile ; an inclination to swallnw atones,
sand, ashes, carth, otc, and loss of condition. Tho droppings are soft and
mixed with mucus. The animal gives evidonce of internal paiv. Groat
emaciation ensuos nnd death fivally results, Thore are no proventives, for
rabbits, squirrels, skunks, dogs and other animals doposit tho eggs of the
worm in the fields in which thoy may run. ‘The following troatmont is
recommonded.  Tako linseed oil two ounces, and spirits of turpontine one-
half ounce. Givo this dose twice n wack for two weeks. If this should
not prove effectual, givo thres ounces of tho root of male forn powdered, six
hours after giving this give a purgative of linssed oil, and ropeat in one
week. It i3 said also that forty drops of oil of turpentine, a drachm of
powdored green vitrol and an ounce of common salt, given in milk or gruol,
or in linseod oil, i8 a soveroign remedy. Give the best of food until the
condition is restored. Sheap, aftor they bLecomo two yoars old very rarely

become infested with tape worm. It is a trouble that is peculiar to youuny
sheep and lambs.

Tur Lereer or Dank Stanres.—It is claimed in a large preportion of
cascs where horzes havo tronblo with their oyes, it is due to tho want of
properly lighted and vontilated stables. ‘I'he majority of stables aro so Jark
that when the horso is brought out he shows, by stumbling and in other
ways, that he can not see perfectly, and this continues until his oyss becomo
accustomed to the light Auy person can readily tall what tho effect is by
passing from & durk room into the bright sunlight ‘The change causes pain,
and this et s the eyo injuriously, in time frequently causing total blindnoss.
Whero hiorses shy on the road it is in wmany cases due to impoerfect sight,
often brought ou by neglect in providing well lighted quarters for them.

- The eye is very sensitive and casily injured whon dark, close stables aro

used. Light aud proper vontilation can be provided with so little trouble
and expouse that it is surprising so many neglect theso very important con-
ditions when building, and as tho result, suffer Joss by so doing. ‘Those
who have stables already built, can, by a small outlay, make changes when

thoy aro needed to let in tho light, aud it will pay them well to do it.—
Maine Farmer.
