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" EDITORIAL NOTES.

The manufacture of aruficial diamonds has developed tu such an extent
as lo seriously interfere with the sale of genuine stones.  The unitations are
almost perfect, so {ir as looks are concerned, but the hardness of the true
dumond 15 lacking, hence an expert can readily detect the difference upon
examination.

One solution of the Irish question has beon proposed which has met
with more or less favor throuzhout the British Isles. It is suggested that Great
Britain and Ireland be divided into electnral districta, and that in addition to
the twenty-five or thinty mz=mbers already seat to parliament from ecach of
these districts, twice the number of local representatives be elected 10 meet
as n legislative body in London. Upun these local committees or boards
would fall an amount of preparatory aud routine work, which the Commons
is now obliged to carry through, and legislation in parliament would therel y
be facilitated. The scheme would certainly be an improvement upon the
present plan of submitting everything to the British Pavliament, whether it
tbe of local or general interest, and it would have the advantage of keeping

he representatives from different sections of the country in touch with
€ach other., It, however, savours of centralization, and can therefore never
be a popular move. The same plan applied in Canada, would make it
necessary for each Provincial Legislature to meet at Ottawa, instead of in
the Provincial capital.

Full citizenship was not accorded to the Jews until they arrived at the
age of thity years; and 1n many of the European countries the age of
thity has been adopted as the mimimum at which & man can be elected or
appointed to a seat in the Upper Chamber or Scuate. Jn Britain, on the
other hand, where scats in the House of Lords are hercditary, many young
Peers have the right to take their places when they attain thewr majority.
The disrepute into which the Upper House in the Brtish Parliament has
fallen calls for immediate and radical reforms, if that chamber is to retain
the confidence of the people, and it is suggested that a first step in this
direcrion may be effected by raising the age at which the Pecrs are entitled
to take thear seats, and further, by obliging cach hercditary Peer to pass a
sinct examinauon, cquvalent to that required for a degree at one of the
Umiversities, before they be allowed to sit 1n judgment upon the Acts passed
in the Commons. The reform 1s onc that should be supported by the prac-
tical common-sense pcople of Great Binain, as it would prevent Lord
Noodle and s beardless confreres from holding positions in the State to
which their poverty in brains renders them unsuitable,

‘The tide of cmigration from Dritish and continental ports is twenty per
cent. greater during the present year than it was during 1586, and the young
Dominion is receiving a fair share of those who arc secking new homes
for themsclves. ‘The Canadian immigration reports show that up to the
present time forty thousand luna jid» scttlers have entered the country
since the commencement of the year, and as this is an increase of fity per
cent. over those who came to (Canada last year, it proves that the great
Indian and Culonial Exhibition has had a decided influence in dirocting
public attention to the great rerources of our fair land.

How fow of us there are who are quite content with the present. We
look, we long, we hope, for tha* which we desire, and we patiently plod on
through life, ever with an unrcached goal before us.  Many a desire may
have been realized, and many disappointed, but our normat condition from
the cradle to the grave is that of wailing. But he who would pluck the
blooms of life must learn with all his endeavors to extract the honey from
the flowers that bloom to-day. Zeal, hope, energy, and ambition, are all
right enough, provided th2y do not plunge our lives into the voriex of an
unknown future, and thereby lessen our capability of enjoying the blessings
that are ours to-day. :

We have frequently heard of debts being compromised, by the debtor
transferring to the creditor his life insurance policy, and wo have likewise
known of one or two instances in which the transferred policy was looked
upon by the creditor rather as a burden than as an asset. ‘There is a man
now living in Washington, whose age is nincty-seven years, When he was
seventy years of age, he scttled a liability to a New York firm by transfer-
ring to it his life insurance policy for two thousand dollars, upon which
they have since been called upon to pay Letween eight and nine hundred
dollars.  This case is remarkable, but 1t simply goes to show that a life
insurance policy has a precarious market value,

A writer in Chambers' Journal, in referring to a statement made by i
well-known authurity, that the art of conversativn was gradually dying out,
and that a falling off was wisible, both 1n the quantity and quality of our
conversation, pertinently remarks that the authority could never have attended
a five o'clock tea, where the quantity, if not the quality, of the conversa-
tion 1s no doubt equal in volume to that in which the guests at an old-
fashioned tea party were wont to indulge. It is not so much that the art
of conversation is dying, as that the art of listening is becoming obsolete.
To Le an attentive listener insures popularity among both sexes, and of this
fact the young men and young women of the period should take a note.

We note two recent cases of dismissals from office, which prove that
religious intolerance stil! holds a strong hand in the "'nited States as
well as in Great Dritain. It is a curious coincilence that the two cases
in point both affccted ladies who were teachers by profession and believers
in the Jewish faith. In the first instance, the young lady had been employed
by the prinaipal of a Texas scnoal for the performance of certain scholastic
duuies, but on discovering that she was a Jewess, the prinaipal intimated
that her resignation would be accepted, whereupun the young lady at once
resyzned.  The second case was that of a lady teacher employed iu the Lon-
don board schools, wno, although she gave excelleut sausfaction as an
1nstructress, was dismissed, because she regularly attended the Jewish Syna-
gogue un the Jewish Sabbath.  Certainly, the breadth of our boasted
civiuzaton nust narrow itself down in the eyes of must men, when viewed
1 the hight of these facts, which display aun intolerance worthy of the dark
ages.

THE MANITOBA RAILWAY AGITATION.

It is scidow at once that the motive power of a serious popular agitation
1s discoverable through the clamor raised by the solfish and short-sighted
people, who, they did but know it, are, nine timmes out of ten, the guils
and catspaws uf the more subtle wire-pullers. So it is only by degrees that
we attain some insight into the *“truc inwardness” of the Manitoba
Railway agitation. The enlighlenment in this case comes from the annual
report of Mr. QOakes, General Manager of the Northern Pacific Railway, in
which we find that that Line was actuated in its invasion of Manitoba by
the desire to retaliate upon and injure the Canadian Pacific for the sin of
competing on the Pacific Coast for business which the Nosthern Pacific looked
upon a. its own. It is, moreover, more than probable that the action of
the Northern Pacificis not uninfluenced by the natiinal sentiment to which
Mr. Bayard has given utterance, to the cffect that the renusciation by the
United States of the Reciprocity Treaty of 1854 was prompted by the
expectation—so flattering to American “ amour propre,” and to upholders
of the Monroe Doctrinc—that the British North American Provinces would
be driven to surrcnder their political independence ty gain frec access to
the markets of the Republic; which, indecd, when renewal was sought,
Canada was plainly told was to be attained only by annexation It is cer-
tain that the Dominion is more, far more, independent of the American
market than twenty years ago; and even Mr. Bayard lias not been able to
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blind himself to the fact that every threat of coercion by the power and posi-
tion of the States has driven Canada, not to acquiescence in extinction and
absorption, but into greater independence. This is so far good ; but the
Americans are not yet discoutaged, and will, doubtless, peisevere in playing
every card which their strong position, either nationally, or by means of the
powerful leverage of commerce, may place in their hands,

Such a card is furnished by the necessities, or aspivations, of the Nor-
thern Pacific, and it is to be regretted that American greed and_ambition
genenally find a degrec of support from weak-kneed and sordid Canadians
who are prepared to throw patriotism to the winds, if only they can, or
think they can, put a few more dollars intu their pockets,

National sentiment and the commercial objects of the Northern Pacific
thus pulling together, it is the more special aim of tho company to switch
off the trade of the North West at Winnipeg down to St. Paul and Minne-
apolis, or on to Duluth, and so destroy to the utmost extent pussible the
advantages to the East of the construction of the Canadian Pacific Road
north of Lake fluperior.

It is not encouraging to find the people of Manitoba so easily led by
the nose by designing and unscrupulous politicians, to whom nothing that
can by any possibility help to embarrass the party in power is “ unclean,”
that they are tound willing to ignore their indebtedness to the Canadian
Pacific to the extent of cutting the ground from under its feet as to its pro-
jects for the construction of its own branch lines, to set aside every consid-
eration of honor and patriotism, and to plunge therr Province into a blind
and hurtful antagonism to Dominion Policy.

It is of course conveniegt to the Liberal politicians of to day to treat
as & myth the fact that both parties in Canada were committed to an all-
Canadian route, that the integrity of the charter of the Canadian Pacific is
bound up in honorable adhesion to it, and that millions have Leen spent,
and well spent if the policy be properly carried out, to secure it.  itis
perhaps of little avail to remind red-hot politicians in pursuit of advantage,
or the inobs they influence and excite, of such trifles as honor, consistency,
or decency ; but it does seem worth while to quote, in this connection, the
words of the most upright of Canadian pcliticians. Thus spoke Mr.
Mackenzie, when he was Premier:—“ I am quite sure that before the end
of next season we will have in operation, at a cheaper rate than railways
were ever built before, not less than 150 miles between Lake Superior and Red
River, and we hope soon to be able to bridge over the distance in such a
way as to avoid the humiliation of having to send our people and our mer-
chandise through the United States.”

THY BUCKET SHOPS MUST GO.

We are glad to note that, from all sides the bucket shops are being
vigorously attacked, and that a determined effort is being made to legislate
them out of existence.

A number of defalcations have lately occurred in Montreal, and in
almost every case the cause has been traced to losses incurred through
speculations in bucket shops. ‘This has led to an investigation of the mode
of conducting the business, and it is found that the proprietors of these, in
reality, ¢ gambling dens™ are almost certain of winning largely from the
silly dupes who frequent their, in many cases, luxuriously fitted offices.
Expetience proves, that where winnings are made. they are gonerally very
small, while the losses completely ruin small speculators, who, it is found,
are too often using the money of others. The contracts cannot be legally
enforced, and so, if the proprietors are caught in any heavy transactions,
they, in many cases, refuse to pay up, and their defrauded customers have
no recourse,

Having their own telegraph lines, they have often been known, at a criti-
cal time for themselves, 1o place wrung quotations on their buards, and thus
cause customers to close out transactiuns at a loss, when they should have
realized a good profit. They have cver been known to dispute their writ-
ten contracts, and, in fact, to use every discreditable means to free themselves
from their losses. In spite of the publicity that has been given to the frau-
dulent nature of their business, they still continue to be well patronized,
and te terpt clerks and others of small means to risk their a. in the vain
bope that their luck or superior business acamen may bring (“=m ia large
returns on their ventures. Poor dupes—can they point to a single 1ustance
where a fortune has been made by speculating in bucket shops? Not one.

They read of the enormous gains made by great financiers in stock
speculations, and forgetting that these speculations are only carried on
through the medium of legitimate Stock Boards, where the contracts are
enforcible by law, and that they are rendered profitable only thruugh the
millions at the operator's control—forgetting these important facts, and
carried away by the greed of gain and the specious allurements held out by
the bucket shops, they are enticed to their ruin.

One reason for this strong hallucination lies in the fact that it is really
difficult to draw the line between speculation and legitimate business.
Looked at from an innocent side, there is no more objection to buying or
selling wheat or pork, cotion, o1, or coffce, for delivery next May, than for
delivery next week. That is, theoretically, there is no difference ; practi-
cally, the results of trading n the longer options frequently run into a form
of pure gambling, gambling which would be entitely prevented by the
immediate delivery of the goods. By trading in stuff to be delivered at
some distant period, and depositing only a certain porcentage of the cost as
margin money (1, 5, or to per cent., as the case may be) the buyer or seller
has time to change his mind, close out his trade, or repeat it a hundred
time “short” and *“long” before the day of delivery arrives The bucket
shops have nolhing to do with legitimate business, but turn their attention
solely to its gambling phase.  If they were honest in their gambling, they

would still do incalculable harm ; but when, as has been repeatedly shown,
thoy combime dishonesty and gambling to the ruin of thousands, it is time that
the Government interfered, and passzd the necessary legislation to stamp
bucket shops out of existence,

In Texas, the people and the Legislature are moving in the direction of
prohibiting, by law, the bucket shop business, and & petition from Galveston
is wotthy of reproduction :—

“ Tt is impossible to ¢numerate the ruin and destruction to commerce,
business and commercial institutions wrought by this great evil. During the
four years the bucket shops have been in existence in this Stte, the path.
way of the rapid careers of those engaged in them is dotted and marked
along at staruingly close intervals on either side by suicides, widows and
orplans, embeszlers, fugitives from justice, bank failures, wrecks of fortunes,
transfers of homestead to obtain gambling money, the destruction of domes:
tic relations, and last, but not least, in many cases the overthiow of human
reasot.  The history is appalling and sad.”

The bucket shops must go !

OUR MONEY MARKETS. )

For scme time past it has been evident to even the least careful observer,
that there js an increasing lack of safficient money all over North America
with which to conduct business, and some people are inclined to infer there-
from that we are all “going to the dogs,” and that at a headlong and
constantly accelerated pace.

We do not regard such an inference as at all justitiable, in view of all
the circumstances existing. Though there is a scarcity of available cash in
hand, and though the banks have recently found it advisable to advance
their discount rates about one per cent, even for the best paper, we are
inclined to regard these incidents as favorable indications of the healthy
condition of trade as a whole, and of progress in the development of our
matenial resources. It is an axiom that a really extensive increase of popu-
lation, of production of raw materials, and of consequent and dependent
manufactures never has taken place in any country, and never will, with-
out a corresponding iucrease in the demand for more money with which to
conduct the enlarged volume of business. Wherever money is a drug in
the market, and can be had merely, or almost for the asking, and at nominal
interest, it is invariably a surer sign of decadence in business, and deteriora
tiog i’rz enterprise, than it is of extravagance or of ** burning the candie at both
cnds.

It is an acknowledged fact that our crops the country over, but especially
in the West, have this year been enormous beyond precedent. It naturally
requires immense sums of money to utilize these crops. The farmers who
raise them must, in a large majority of cases, be paid in cash for their pro-
duce, for they have to pay their laborers and feed their stock  Then trans.
portation from the fields to the great centres costs both money and time,
and returns are frequentiy slow in comng to hand, so that advances are often
locked up for indefinite periods. These demands for the use of money
make that commodity valuable.

Again, an increasing population implies, necessarily, an increased
demand for focd, cluthing, housing, and the thousand-and-one things that
our civilization requires. To erectand maintain the mills and manufactorics
that are absolutely nceded to supply these waats, of course, constitutes a
further drain on our monctary resources. The Montreal Gazette of the
22nd of October remarks : —* Trade is larger in volume than perhaps ever
before in the history of the Dominion, and the demand on the banks for
the capital necessary to its conduct has reached a point at which the avail-
able funds find full ciployment and higher rates of interest are obtainable.”
The Toronto Monelary Times points out the fact that the bank loans and
discounts are eleven millhions of dollars more than they were at this date
last year. These two statements give the whole truth in a nutshell.  This
immense sum, and very much mure, is simply placed i the hauds of our
farmers, traders, and manufacturers, where it is carning more maney for its
owners and for its users. ‘Twenty-five to thirty-five years ago, when the
great western States of the neighboting Union were being rapidly developed,
money was worth and obtained from 1 to 1} per cent. per month on
undoubted security. No one in that case was sufficiently a pessimist to
imagine that evil was coming, because the conditions of progress were
complied with. The end justified the means adopted, and it was discovered
the West throve bLetter when she was obliged 10 pay 12 to 15 pes gent. than
the East where State usury laws tied down legitimate interest rates to 6, 97
and 8 per cent.  In thosc matters truly * history repoats itself,” and we do
not hesitate to avow our satisfaction un learning that money is getting more
scarce and tight, so long as we can learn at the same time that its enhanced
value is due solely to increasing legitimate demands for its use in developing
our great natural resources.

Ve do not lay much stress on the opinion expressed by some journals,
that the fact that the general government of tne United States receives a
much larger revenue than it nceds or, indeed, can use, reacts »h our maney
markets. The United States is under the same conditiuns of progress that
we enjoy, but on a very much larger scale.  Money there is neither cheaper
nor dearer, ncither more pleatiful or more tight, than it is with us. The
rapidly increasing volt 1e of the internal and external trade of both coun-
tnies shows conclusively that the users of money arc not payiag too much
for the 2ccommodation that they seck and vbtain from the banks.

Reviewing the whole situation now that we are ncaring the close of the
active busincss of 1887, and looking upon the promise that 1388 holds
forth, we feel that Canada has no reason to be dissatisfied with its monetary
position, but, on tae contrary, she has every incentive to push on boldly and
confidently, paying a fair price for the future prosperity which is assured.

Salt Lake City
is divided into wards of eight or nine blocks each, and a bishop is put in
charge of cach ward. Under him there are two teachors, whoso busin wy it
is to lcarn tho emwployment and income of overy resident of the ward and
report the samo to the bishop. Thon the bishop collects the tenth of each
wan's income and turns it in to the church authorities. The same complete
system oxists all over tho territory. As tho bishops get a good commission
on their collections thoy make very zealous and peraistont colloctors.

TxE FesTivaL OF JUGGERNAUT.—The Caleutta Englishman calls attontion
to a remarkable decline in tho popularity of the great Rath Jattra, or Car
Feastival, at tho Juggernaut Templo in Orissa. That the number of visitors
this year shows a largo decrease mught have been oxpocted,owing to the recont
loss of two pilgrim steamers and to tho common belief that the loss of a
third had been predicted. It appears, however, that although the falling off
is more marked this year, it has been going on steadily for some years past.
The religious enthusiasm of the crowd is said to be also” disappesring.
There is no Jonger a wild rush for the car, in which the idol is dragged from
the temple to a country house and buck again, and on several occasions it
has been necessary to hire coolies tu perform the work.

The Chinese Government officials, says the San Francisco Chronicle,
have lines of wire from Shanghat to the north =nd south well established
and in good working order. Since 1873 there has been a cable between
Hong Kong and Shanghai.  Other lines are in working order, aud thero has
never been any difficulty experienced by the Chineso in sonding messages.
It requires about 7,000 characters to conduct the everyday, ordiuary transac-

line. Referenco is made to the book, and the characters are ascertained.
Thia system has been working fur the past thirteen yoars, and has given
satisfaction to the Chinese,

It is understood that Mr. Saunders has reported to the Minister of
Agriculture in reference to the location of the proposed experimental farm
for the Maritime Provinces, and that a site in Cumberland County is recom-
mended as the one best adapted to the purpose.

The Minister of Customs has given his decision in the Bell Telephone
case, He decides: 1st, that the handler are not patented in the United
States and not subject to duty ; 2nd, that switchboards are dutiable at 23
per cent. as part of the clectrical machine and not as furniture at 35 per cent.

One hundred and nine students are
enrolled upon the books of the school, but while this is comparatively at
large number, it is thought that under proper managewent more than double
as many pupils can be secuared next year.

A big mass, supposed to be a meteoric stone, was discovered recently
on the farm of Mr, John Walsh, near Zearbrooke, on the line of the Canada
Atlantic Railway. It weighs soveral tons, and is nearly out of sight. ‘The
ground alongside shows signs of disturbance, having been thrown up to a
height of several feet. Local scientists propose to visit the scene,

That big raft at the Joggins appears to be fated. When it was first
atiempted to be launched the launch-ways broke, and the water being low,
it was impossible to float the wooden leviathan. This year new hard pine
launch-ways were laid down, but, unfortunately, tho recent high tides in the
Bay of Fundy have wasked away these launch-ways, and the raft is left as
high and dry as ever.

An experiment is to be tried in Montreal of discharging lines from a gun
in the street to the upper stories of a building. This is on the sante prin.
ciple as the discharge of a life line from shore to a wrecked ship, and the
idea is to save life in case of fire.. Many horrible Josses of life ¢n burning
buildings could have been averted by the use of this principle heretofore,
and it seems only a question of detail to make it available,

For upwards of two years the work of pumping out the water from the
geat Foord Pit at Stellarton has gone on without cessation, and, at icogth,

ere i8 a prospect of the wortk being completed at an carly day. Those
who remember the terrible disaster which happencd in this celebrated coal
pit about seven years, will also remember that its levels and bores extend
for miles under ground, which, when the pit was flooded, were filled with
water. The main shaft is about 1,000 feet in depth, and there is now but
70 feet of water in the shaft. Much anxicty is felt as to the condition in
which th2 mine will be found.

‘There is much lawlessness prevailing about Musquodoboit Harbor and
Jeddore.  Several shops and private houses have been burglarized, and a
few days ago a well-known physician unarrowly escaped a revolver bullet
which was discharged from a weapon in the hands of an unknown man,
who failed in his attempt to stop the doctor’s horse.  The inhabitants of
these sections will have to appoint vigilance committees to protect their
interests.

"This is the time of year for big vegetables to turn up, and true to its
stellar magnitude, the Kentville Star comes out with the report of a turnip
grown by Mr. Tlsley of Coldbrook, which it says measured three feet three
inches in diameter. This is truly a turnip of the first magnitude, and
should excite almost as much interest as the comel which everybody saw
falling to the carth at the distance of a few hundred yards, but which no
one has been able to locate.

Mrs, Iiving, of Johnston's Crossing, Colchoster Co, was instantly
killed a few days ago while attemping to descend a ladder, down which she
wae carrying to the cellar below a basket of potatoes.  Slipypiag, she fell
headiong into tho basement, breaking her neck and expiting almost at her
husband’s feet. ‘Thero are altogether too many of these death-traps in
Nova Scotiz. Surely, in a land where tumber is cheap and labor an be
had at a moderate price, the primitive ladder should be superseded by
something more convenient and less dangerous.

Quite a crowd collected to see the start in the foot race from the Willow
Tree to Bedford on Saturday Iast,  There were seven starters, and
McKenna, of Dartmouth, came in first, an cighth of a mile ahead of
Whitford, who was the Wanderers' representative, and who won the race
last year. McKenna, who is a beautiful runner, made the 9 miles in 53
minutes 4 seconds. At the dinner which followed Mr. Lithgow presided,
and the toasts were responded to with that * brevity, which is the soul of
wit ;' Beech, who is the giver of the beautiful medals, being as enthusiasti-
cally received as were the winners,

The Fitchburg man who tendered 2 railway conductor in Massachusetts
a 8100 bill from which to take his fare, and supposzd that the conductor
would not have sufficient change, thus giving him the privilege of a free
ride, must have felt sore at heart when the conductor passed him over 98
huge silver dollars.  The Fitchburg man is now a strong opponent of silver
coinage.

At the closing performance of Paine’s - Last days of Pompeii” at St,
Louis, Autonio Infantes priposed to make a balloon ascension. The
balloon, a hot-air affair, had attained a height of goc feet, when there was a
collapse. The descent was very rapid, and as he came down before the
audience he was thrown upon an iron rod, from which rockets were veing
fired. Death ensued immediately.

The Supreme Court of the United States has denied a writ of error in
the Anarchist cases, ‘The decision was announced by Chief Justice Waite,
in a long, carefully prepared opinion. “The court holds that the jury law
of Ilinais is vahd and constitutional ; that the objection to the admission of
Johann Most’s letter and the cross-examination of Spies were not objected
to in real couts, and therefore no foundation was laid for the exercise of this
court's jurisdiction, and that the questions raised by General Albutler in the
cases of Spies and Fielden, upon the basis that their foreign nationality, was
neither raised nor decided in the state courts, and therefore cannot be
considered here,
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The committec which was intrusted with the duty of presenting the
Dresident of the United States with the Peace Memorial, which was so
largely endorsed by the members of the Dritish House of Commons, has
arrived at Washington and obtained an interview with President Cleveland.
‘I'he object of the memaorial is to izisure the settlement by arbitration of all
disputes which may arise butween Great Eritain and the United Statos.

The race between Teemer and Gaudaur on the placid waters of Lake
Meranacook in Maine, appears to have been in all respects a remarkable
contest. During the carly part of the race Gaudaur led by half a boat's
length, which ‘Teemer afterwards made up, and for several hundred yards
the two great oarsmen impelled their shells through the water at an unpre-
cedented speed, ncither being able to gain any perceptible advantage over
the other. For ane mile and a quarter the positions of the scullers continued
to be relatively the same, but Gaudaur not having the same staying powers
as ‘Teemer, finally succumbed from sheer exhaustion, and Teewmer,

apparently as fresh as cver, pulled away to the starling place, leaving his
worn-out rival far in the rear,

At a conference of leading Scottish Conservatives the extension of the
suffrage to women was approved by a small majority.

The veteran Ambassador, Lord Lyons, is to be recalled from the French

capital, and it is probable that his position will be taken by the popular
Lord Lytton.

Sir Arthur Havelock, Governor of Natal, with 1.500 troops drafted
from the colony, has slartqd for the territory formerly possessed by Cetewayo,
where the latter’s son Dinizulu heads a rising.

The Moscow Guzetie dewmands a neutrality agreement touching Gibraitar,
similar to the Suez Canal agreement. ‘I'he paper says it believes if all the
powers interested should insist on such an agreement, Iingland would yield.

The British postal service shows an annual net surplus of about 812,
000,000. Under these circumstances a subsidy of less thau a quarter of a
million for carrying mails oves the C P. Railway is no great extra burden.

'l‘hg’l"rench authoritics have been notified that the Newfoundland Act,
prohibiting the sale of bait to foreigners, will come into force next year.

‘Fhis may cause the development of a new fishery question within a twelve-
month.

_Sir Charles Dilke is again calling in question the efliciency of the
British army, claiming that an inmnediate expenditure of 3t5.000.000 for

new rifles is absolutely necessarty ; whue a Iike snm should be expended in
fortifying Lundon.

Prince Victor Napoleon has issued a manifesto in reply to the mamfesto
issued by the Coum of Pans some time ago. Ille demands an appeal to

the people and asserts that the Napoleons alone can giv: France a strong
Democratic Governuent.

The Britisn Board of Trad: have decided that the loss of the Inman
line steamer City o7 Monireal, was duc to the imperfect manner in which
her cargo of cotton had been stowed away. Her captain and crew are
commended for their exemplary discipline.

Dauring the past five months there have been no less than 5,432 cases of
small-pox at Havana, 121 per cent of which wcre fatal.  Of those who
dicd from the discase 43.4 were whites and 245 colored. The largest num-
ber of deaths occurred in September, the total for that month being 277.

M. Wilson, son-in-law of President Grevy, has sent the French Post
Office department a cheque for 3%,000, having unlawfully used the Presi
dent’s frank for his own correspondence. M. Wilson must have been going
into the writing business on a wholesale scale, fancy spending $8,000 in
postage.

The Salvation Army in India will not have to beg for its daily bread so
long as it continaes to be the recipient of benefactions from its unknown
friends in London. A few weeks since 820,000 was deposited to the credit

of the Army by its unknown benefactor, and now a further sum of §s535,000
has been added.

It is said that Mr. Gladstone never carrics any pocket moncey, as when
he does he invariably gives it away to anyone who may happen to ask alms
of him. A Iiondon dealer in second-hand books says Gladstsne is one of
his best customers, and that wheu a purchase is made he sonds a bill to
Mrs. Gladstone, who at once attends to its prompt payment.

Edward Blake, formeily a member of the Domiaion Cabinet, made «
specch lawely at Glen Sharrald, the scene of the evictions ou the Delmege
estates. He said it was 2 shame and humiliation to find a man living in
luxury while the tenants on his cstate were in misery. Upon such a waun
he would invoke the curse of God, Hc advised his hearers to cowmbine
against the landlords.

A terrible fight took place m the menageric in connection with a
jubilee exhibition at Liverpool, G. B. Light lions, five of which had just
been imported, were placed in the some cage, and during the night apitched
battle between the old lions and the new comers took place. The keeper
cotered the cage with a red hot iron, and succceded in separating them, not,
however, before one of the tamed lions, valied at 81,000, had been killed.

Onc of the most appalling disclosures has just been made.public in
Vienna, and has created no little sensation. A ferryman on the lower
Danube has, it is now proved, been in the habit of taking his single passen-
gors to a loaely isle in the middle of the river, where he dispatched them
and cremated their bodies or hid them in the reeds along the river bank.

Hundreds of victims arc said to have fallen into the clutches of this
inbuman fiend.

ON HAND SHAKES.

Lot me touch a fow types with which most of us are familiar, and
although tho shakes may bo of various degroes of intousity, yet they are as
truly living and moving modols as any over exhibited by a peripatelic show-
man to a British public at a nominal chargo. Tho bony shake is not
confined to either sox ; it may bo found alike in tall and short, stout or
thin ; and ronsists of an offer of tho boues only of the right hand ; not until
your hand closes round tho shaker's palm can you feel the coldness, the
lack of forvor in tho greeting ; thero is no responsive grip to answor to your
own, but the muscles anly of the fingers and the palm lie in your hand, as
though you were handling that which may be fitly described as belongiug to
one of the lemon squcezers of society, one who is a -wet blanket on all onjoy-
ment, seos clouds in suushine, coflins in the candle, whoso talk sets your
tooth on cdgo, and in whose unexpressive cyes you can find no trace of
Sﬁmpathy or feeling. Tho bony fingers should have already warned you
that to trust such an onc will only entail on you disaster aud defeat.

Tne CoNDESCENDING SHAKE.

Havoe you never felt it 7 How lightly the fingers (sometimes thres, seldow
four, and never the whole hand) drop into your palm ; you do the shaking,
becauso tho condescending fingers lie passive in your grasp, and the hand
itselt would tell you, if it could, how much it feols the incifable swestness
of its own disposition, in oven allowing you so great a privilege. Tho same
hand once, maybe, met yours with a grasp as genial as your owa, but you
havo 1omained stationary, whereas Tom had a windifall, and curious, isn't it,
to sce cause and offect? Tho genial hand shake has become more high-
toned and placid ; and the nervous grasp of tho fingers is changed for a gentle
dropping of the digits in your outstretched hand : as one writer hath it—

* With finger tips he condescends
‘I'o touch the fingens of his friends ;
As if he fearod their palins might brand
Some moral stigua on his haud,”
Yot make tho most of it, for unless you gain u step in tho social Jadder
you'll soon bo beneath shakes, even the condescension of the fingers will be
thought too groat an effort for the wealthy man to mako.

THe RETENTIVE SHAKE.

Swestness long drawn out ; it begins vigorously, pauses as if to take breath,
and then starts again with unimpaired vitality, until you wonder where the
end will be. Somotimes the shaker is anxious about family matters. * So
you'ro all well at home, ato you? (Shake.) Have the children gt over the
whooping cough 1 (Shake.) I'vo just heard some capital nows. (Shake.)
Come down to-night, and we'll talk it over. (Shake.) Mind you don't for-
got. (Shak2)" You gazo after the rotreating form, and feel if your olbow
still works right, or whether you have a single shake left in you.

Tue TFisuy SHAKE.

Cold and clammy strikes tho hand you grasp ; giving you a feeling of dis-
satisfaction and disgust, as you inctinctively think about Uriah Heep, and,
under ono pretext or another, furtivoly tako out your pocket handkoerchief
to wipe off the moisture which seems to have passed from the palm of the
shaker into yours. Posscssed as a rule by those whose tompers have gono
wrong, whose milk of human kiudness has turned sour, or whose bidden
purposes it is impossible to fathom, the clammy hand {requently bolongs to
those with whom it is not pleasant to deal. Ir all fiction the ghostly hand
is icy cold, or else a fishy, clammy, grasp—aoither will do to ﬁl% up tﬁo har-
rowing detail ; oven grim Death himself is supposed to touch us with a
similar grasp ; tako warning in time, nover try and perpotrato a joke- with a
wan who has a fishy hand shako or a greoting,

Tue MECHANICAT, SHAKE.

Who is not familiar with the action of a puwmp handle as it is pushed up
and down ? and in somo hand shakes the same principle is at work. Thore
is no soul in it ; tho lifting up and down of the arm, which, when it is
releasod, falls down flat against its owner's sido ; tho mechanical uttorance of
a fow commou-place words, spoken like an sutomaton, all these tell you
enough of the character of tho man who stauds beforo you. You cannot
gathor grapes from thorns, or clsc you might oxpect miracles to occur again
on carth ; and if you think thore is any enthusiasmn below the surfaco in the
mind of tho mechanical shaker, why, all we ask is, try and forco it out of
him, {7 you can. An earthquako might do it, because earthquakes somehow
havo a knack of wakening people up, but no human agency can accomplish
cuch a feat, and aftor ail, when you come to consider what consequonces
might ensue, it would scarcely bo wise to disturb the serenity of so great a
putnp—(wo beg pardon), mind.
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Tiue Gusimixa Suake.

Tho Jlow arc you shake, with tho Zew very largo and lond, the sort of
grooting that fairly takes your breath away, and wakes you fear you will Lo
caton up bofore you know it—the jolly mau, or tha jolly woman, to whom
lifo is a ploasurc, and whoso oxistones is a sories of deligiks, who want
ovorybody to bo as happy as themselves, and whoso flow of spirits fuirly
infects you with somo measure of the aame guod humor ; your usual sober-
nindedness, waybe, comes to the rescuo just i timo, however, and you got
over tho slight attack of anti-British irivolity ; yet when the sbaker has
gone, it alnost scoms us if & ray of suushino had shone on you, and the
day socms all the brighter for the gleam. ‘Tho Dignilied Shako.—Much
sficcted by the professions and the clorgy. You avo, maybe, immersed in
somo purauit for tho good of mankind at large, or yuur own special town to
which you beleng (for wo trust you uro respectable awd belong to somewhero) ;
big with importauce, you stroll along, and, s strolling, you wment the digni
fied shake; you hud thought of communicativg your opinons to the Iady
or gentleman you have now met, but—one touch of the hand, and away
flies the fancy ! Liko the frozen mutton of the Antipodes, you will
waot thawing in the warmth of friondship before you can talk to anyone
again ; and, as tho gushing shaker gavo you life and light, so the dignified
shaker gives you n doucho of cold water, which takes away your onergy and
spirits for the day.

Tue FripnoLy Snake.

The hearty grasp, which, without boing tov violunt, vither v crush the
honos or to hurt the fingers, is yot warm onough, forvid vnough, to tell you
that tho shaker's hoart is right. You have only to lwuk into tho oyes of
such on one to be ablo to read tho houesty of purpuse that shines through
tho lamps of the soul ; a grusp that tells of a loving heart, in whoso recessea
there are sympathics that can share the woes os well as the joys uf others,
that can afford to laugh at the parrow-minded, the sellish, and the wicked ,
but can offor to those whom they respect, the gonial hand shako, wherein
every muscle, overy nerve, tolls of a desire to do all they can to cheer the
path in life of thoso they mret, and inspire within their fellow crotures'!
hearig the knowledge that there are amongst us etill, *wse who are ready to

offer at all timer vnd seasuns the fervid grasp that *olis of fricudship, of
followship, and goodwill.

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CURIOUE LAWSUITS IN THE MIDDLE AGES. :

Lverybody knows that migrations of grasshoppers were a hard plague 1 |
Biblical tirnes, and covon befuiv thew. Iver since those remoto centuries?
this plague has not ceased to disturh mankind, accompanied or followed by |
failuro of crops, by fuumne and pestilouce. Wherever thess hideous guosts
atrived tho most peraistont war has heon waged against them, but has always {
onded with tho dofeat of mankind. Tho consequonces wero tho samo as in |
all other dofeats in thoso remote times. When men wore lolpless tho
iutervention of tho law or the intervention of God was called upon lol
interferc und to stop the ravaging wmtruders. The reasoning of the people !
wag, indeod, rational, considering the low state ot culturo and education.
The ofticors and roprescntatives of the law, as well as the clergy, the natursl
interprotors beotiveon tho peoplo and God, wero obliged to submit to the
wishes of tho helpless and, thorefore, unruly people. Tt is supposed both
acted in good faith ; novortholess, we find sometimes .ndicativns of 2 more ,
advavced intelligonco, and it is evident that they have then submitted only
becauso resistance was impossible.  As such proceedings would have been
too ridiculous and uscless if vol done in a secemingly lawtul and imposing
form, wo find thav hy nnd by tho dovelopment of iaws against obnoxious |
croatuios in the middle ages was perfected. A dofender was given to the |
miscreant, as it was deemed lawful that he could not be judged and con- |
demned without being heard aud defended. According to tho opinion of
the old jurists, oven to the Devil a defendor cannot be denied. ‘I'horefore
wo find a vumber of curious law cases roported in those times.

In the south of Frauco a pig which had killed a child was coudemned
and hanged. Some thieves wore hanged, together with their dogs, and tho
¢ Tex Carolina” coutains a number of parageaphs, nov vory fit to be repeated,
which iinpored the s ntence of death on animals.  Lawsuits against creatures *
obnoxious to men and injuring thoir property aro often roported by the
chroniclers, somotimes with a cortain kind of humor. Grasshoppors and
grubs wore tBe most frequent offenders, Bartholomasus Chassanious, a jurist
of repute in the old terntory of Burgundy, proposed a course of proceedings
proper for such a lawsuit and its consequences—the judgment of sxcom-
munication. 1lle says after writton summonses are served, and after the
judge is appointed, Lwo advocates are (0 bo chossn—one for tho people, the
other for the grasshoppers.  "The first begins the case against the defendant,
and concludes finally that the grasshoppors should bo burnt. ‘The othm-t
advocato objects, and apswors that the order cannot be issued until after a
Jjudgwent hes been rendored that the grasshoppers' should leave the country.
If this was not dono by the defendant in a specified torm of days, tho
thunder of oxcommunication was to be thrown on the dofondant. A lafor
Jurist, Job Ludolf, of Saxony, a man with tho extraordinary knowledgo of !
twenty-five languages, speaks in 1694 at some longth against tho proceedings
just related. The procecding proposed Ly Batholom:iweus, says Ludolf,
could nover bo proved to agreo with the decree of the Holy See; and
uothing like it is to bo found in the * Pontificale Romanum.” ‘There isa
ghrecfold excommunication —tho minor, the major, and tho anathema (which
is the end of all)—** that the culprit’s bedy is given over to Satan, to save
tho spirit for tho d v of the last judgmeat.”

In 1479 appeared in the Cant n of Berne, Switzerland, an onormous
number of grubs, und i was feared that tho whole crop would bo destroyed.

a potition to banish the obnoxious creaturos from tho Canton. e gavsan
aftirmative answer, and authorised tho pricsts at Borno to ifaposo the banish-

On a certain dsy
somo of the grubs wore brought bofore the court, and their advocate chosen.,
The advocate chosen for tho defondant was Jean Perrodet, a woll-known
dogmatical and obstinate disputaut, Perhaps it will sppear somewhat
doubtful if the nomination of this advocate fulftlled oxactly tho demands of
the law and custom of the time, as it is stated that Mr, Perrodet died &
short timo beforo his nomination. Novertholess, tho caso and the complsint
wero tead ; and, a¢ no defender appeared, the judgment was given for the
plhintilt.  * Wo, Benedictuz of Monferrand, Archbishop of ILausanne,
condemn nnd oxcommunicato Yo obnoxious worms and grubs, that nothing
shall bo loft of Ye, oxcept such parts ns can bo useful to man.” The
government ordered its officers to repott the consequencos of the excom-
munication, but tho siucy chronicler says *thal no success had beon
oblained - probably on nccount of the sius of the people.”"—Swizs Cross.

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COMMERCIAL.

Tho volute of gonoml trade has continued to be satiafactory, nud, on
tho whole, fairly active. The distribution of staplo merchandiso has been
fully up to expeclations. “Thero is no now fosturo in tho situntion, oxcopt
that tho incressed stringoney of mouey is leing fell in commorcial circlos,
uud the bank rato of discount has been increased. This, whilo it proves a
§ood condition of trade, will doubtless bo made to Jda sorvice as an oxcuse
or delay in tho paymont of obligations,

Tho mattor of goud shoes is, capecially at this seagon of tho year, ona of
vital intercxt to every one, and it is au overy-day occurrenco to hoar porsons
decry the wiserablo leather that goes into the foot weat now a-days, as cum-
pared with what we wore nccustomed to only a fow years ago. Irominoent
leatho: dealers say that tho ohiof causo of thero boing so much poor loathor
offered is tho uso of cheap mincral nnd mixed oils iu its wanufacture, in
place of tho puro cod oil which was almost exclusively used by tanners in
the good old timee, ‘I'ho universal crazo for cheapnoss, however, drove the
genuine cod oil almost out of the market, and in its stoad tho lowor priced
rubbish of substitutes was sought’ by manufacturers, in ordor to moot tho
cry for cheap leather. This in turn has inducod boou and shos menufac.
turers to mako inforior lines of wear ol o Jow coat, and the result ia that tho
public have found out that their boots nnd shoes last them abuut half as
loug as thoy did formerly. The substitutes usod for cod oil, wo aro
informed, actually burn and rot the leather, and honce the unsubstantial
nature of many lines of foc. wear. 7Tho remarkablo dopreciation in the
price of cod oil during the pis yoar or two ought now to reinstate tho use
of this product with tanners, as a round lot of cod vil was recontly sold in
the Montreal market at 28¢. per gallon, fur account of a large Toronto firm.

The weather so far has been remarkably fine for the eeason, and we have
had no real frosts. This has enabled furmers to proceced with their fall
ploughing and sowing without interruption. Complaint is made in somo
seclions of extonsive rot in potatoes after thoy had been put into cellsr.
This tuber is likely to command extremely high prices bofore the next
8eas0n ;3 crop is reached. The jield all over this continopt west of the
Atlantic seaboard and sonth of New England is so vory much smaller thsn
usual as to be practically a failure, and this crestes a demaud at high figures
for all that can be laid down iu the Awmericon and Ontario markets Now
York is importing large quantities from Scotland. They aro reported not
to be so good a3 those from theso Maritime I’rovinces, but, under the
preszare of scarcity, thoy soll readily.

Now that the time for the Fishories Commission to sit a. Washington
approaches, the following from the Philadelphia American will bo road with
interest, as coming from tho acknowledged oxponent of tho opinions of a
prominent and influential section of tho statesmon of the United States ,—
* Tt is reported that the Dominion Governrient is collecting and preparing
statistics with regard to the Fisheries, which it will lay boturo the Commis-
sion. Wo fail to seo any pertinency of statistics to the matter in hand.
They were pertinent before the Halifax Commission, becauso that tribunal
had to decide how mvch—in addition to free trade in fish—we were to pay
Canada for access to the inshore fisherigs. But ss we havo abandoned tho
right to those fisheries, after purchasing it, in order to gt rid of freo trado
in fish, we have 1no offer to make Canada. Wo want no accoss {o any but
the deep-sca fishories, and nothing clse oxcopt decont treatment of our ships
when they entor her ports. Sostatiatics have nothing to do with the matter.”
This seems to foreshadow the probable failure of the Comnmission to accom-
plish any tangible good result. We suggested such au outcome, but on
different grounds, some weoks singe. '

Work on the Red River Valley Railway has beon suspended till uoxt
spring. Of coutse some of the opposition papers are trying to make political
capital out of this iocident, but thoy forget, or at least think that their
roaders will not notice that the season is now so far advanced that little or
no efficient work cau be done, in the country which that railway is intended
to traverse, beforo next spring It is possible, and even probable, that if
more energy and push had been displayed through the past summer by
those having this important public work in charge, the road might have
been practically completed by this time, but as they wore not, a cessation of
work upon it has become a uatural nocessity.

Our rosders will be pleased to note that the Capo Breton Railway has
passed beyond the region of promises. Work upon it was comnmonced on
Monday last. About 50 men and 15 teams are working on three cuts.
Thero is quite a gang on the bank dumping earth and rock on the shoro so
as to connect tho pler at Point Tupper with the rost of Richmond County.
Several carloads of scoops, shovels, and other plant arrived, snd soveral
more are oxpected daily. Tho survey party of tho Inverness Railroad gut
through to Margaree Harbor, and are pow trying to get a better line from
Port Hood to Mabou than the one already surveyed.

A TRIP TO THE EASTERN GOLD DISTRICTS.
{ Continued. )
(From our Stay Corresponded.)
A MobgL Miser's Canin.

Tha door of Mr. Touquoy's cabin was locked, but his foreman, un old
Australian miper, was standing near by and conducted me down to the
river, a really pretty stream, where Mr. Touquoy was found busily fishing
for cels by moonlight.

Mr. Touquoy is a Frenchmau of wmiddle ago, but speaks English so
flucutly and so perfectly, that his nationality would not bo detected wore it
vot for his politencse, a quality rendered doubly delightful when encoun.
tered in a mining camp, where rough good-heartedness is tho general order
of the day.

He is an old friend of Tue Cuitic's, and, ss its ropresontative, he
received me most cordially. Returning to his cabin, he gave me a comfort.
able seat, and then raking up tho fire, ho placed the tea kettle on the stove,
and, all the time talling pleasantly, prepared a cosy tea. 1 glanced with
somo curiosity arouud tne cabin, aud found that everything was neat as a
pin. The rear room was a bed-room, the outer the kitchen and gensral
living apartment.  Tho ceiling and walls wero neatly boarded, the former
being circular in shape, thus adding to the height and giving a comfortable
appearance to tho rcoms. Tho baro floors and tho deal table wore spotless,
the large cooking +love polished until you could ses your face reflected in
it, and many a housckeeper might have taken a lesson in cleanliness from
the bright tinwaro hung nethodically along the wall.

Several harrole were ranged around the room, all filled with gold speci:
mens, while the window sills, the tables, and all avsilable spacos wers
ornamented with picces of quartz, overy oune of which was studded with
gold, snd glittered in the lamplight. The tea was soon drawn, aud the
taking my place at the table, 1 did full justico to Mr. Touquey's culinary
skill. Half of n cold broiled chicken, slico after slice of bread and butter,
cup aftor cup of fragrant tea (not the * biled” article too often * dished
up,” but properly drawn and sweetoned with lump sugar and croam,)
disappesred before my voracioas appetite, and still my polite host tempted
me on. Tea ovor, tho dishes were soon washed and stored away in a dresser,
but not until everything was in perfect order did Mr Touquoy light his pipe
and seat himzeif at my sido bofore the fire. I had had a long day of it, but
the tea so refreshed mo that I sat for hours eagerly listening to Mr. Touquoy
as he described his wining exporiences in Australin and Nova Scotis.
Unlike most traveltors, Mr. Touguoy is ablo to graphicaliy describe what b
has seen. 1o has already mwade a tidy fortune out of our gold-fields, and
his Moosc River mine is a large fortune in itself.

Desciurtiox or . Toteuor's Prorenrty.

Mr. Touquoy has two properties in Moose River, ono of 23 areas atth
west end of tho district, which has ouly boen prospocted to 2 slight exter},
and vwo lot of 23 arcas whero he is now working. Four of those arcasaz)
slightly detached, lying a litlls to the nostheast of the others. Work is nor
being dono near the coatre of the original property, and the leads run froo
east to west across it for 900 feet. Sovon leads have beon opened up, cou:
mencing with the

AnrcumaLy, o No. 1 Lkan.

This lead has ono shaft sunk upon it, and seows mainly t bo composd
of angulars. It is not being worked at present, but bas avoraged from § &
ouo ounce to the ton.

Soutu, ot No. 2 Lgav.

This lead i3 now being worked, and has proved very rich. It iss
petfect aaddle, and has been opened up along its courso westorly for 110 fa;
It dips north, routh and west, being near the surfaco at tho casterly ond
tho workings, while at the west end tho shaft is down somo 35 foet

lead sverages 13 inches in thicknoss, is of barrel quarlz, and makes rolls
that it yiclds fromn 7 w § inches of crushivg stufl. 7% tons of quad
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from this lead yioldod 314 oz. of gold. At tho west end of the workings
apother gold-bearing lead has just beon struck someo six feot bolow the
south lead.

Nortt1, or No, 3 Lrap.

This lead hias been worked for 120 feot, tho deepest shaft at tho west
end heing down 35 feot. It first dips north at an angle of 43 degyees, then
for 20.foet is almost flat, and then to the ond of the workings continues at
the original north dip. There are in reality two leads, ono between the
whin and slate, which has heon worked 1000 feet east on the property of
the Montreal Company. The other is a serpontiuo lead, winding in and out
amongst tho slate.  Whon first struck, it was only a quarter of an inch
wide, but in spots it was zearly all gold, as may be yudged from the fact
that 60 Ibs. mortared yiclded 60 0z of gold. Anothersmall lov yielded 31 oz.

Iu thig loud there is a rich epot called the Bonavza, whers over $1200
worth of gold wore taken out in a few feet. The lend has gradually
widened from } inch to 11 inches in a distance of 100 feet. It makes rolls
and thus yields a fout of crushing stuff on tho lovel, and is good for two
ouuces to the ton,

Maiy, or No. 4 Lran.

This lead varies in thickness from 3 to 3 iuches, and yields 3 or 4 inches
of crushing stufl, averaging from 14 to 1} ounces to the ton. G2 toms
crushed gave 81 oz. of gold.

State Lran.

This lead lies bewween the north and main leads, and gives a foot of
crughing stuff, It ix in reality two small leads in the slate, and is vory 1ich,

LartLe Nomrh, or No. 5 Lkan.

This is open for 300 feet from the east houndary of the propeity, and
four shafts have beon suuk upon it, the deepest having reachod a depth of
sbout 50 feel, There are two loads on the working belt which will give
nearly a foot of crushing stufl. The other shafts are about 30 feet in depth,
and tho averago goid yield is 18 dwts, per ton.

Coreren, ot No. 6 Lean.

Theroe are five shafts on this lead, which has been opened up for 200 feet
along its course. It is so called fromn native coppes boing found in the ore.

The shafts are all well timbored, and tue surfacw is so thoroughly drain d
that there is no possibility of trouble fron: surface water.

GoLp 1x Sunrace Solr.

On six or soven areas tho surface soil down to tho bed rock, an nverame
of over sevon feot, is gold-bearing, and will all pay to crush when Vir
Touquoy completes a ten stamp mill which he is now proparing to put up.
Ono hundred and forty-soven tons, quarried from differont places ou the
surface, yielded 12 0z, 12 dwts, 10 gra.; differcut lots yielding from $1.60
0 83 50 a ton.  Mr. Touquoy estimates, (with the crusher close at hand,)
that it could ba mined and milled at 50 cants a tw, and thus there is in
this surfaco soil abundant material to keep the crushor always at work.

WatEr Powen.

The Moose River runs through the property, and Mr. Touquoy has
secured a ten ycara' lease of the water-vower, which gives 11 feet head on
his property. A iako empiies into the river abovo tho mines, nud at the
outlet of the lako he his just built a substantial dam. This lake is two
wiles long by half a mile wide, and will furnish sbundant water-power to
run a ten stamp miil the year round. At the timoe of my visit another dam
w23 being built across tho river on Mr. Touquoy’s property, and a vaco will
lesd the water from this to the site of the new mill, which isina most
central locality. Mr. Touquoy is fond of chestnuts, and saya that somo
mon are not worth a d— but ha is worth two.

MEN Exprovep.

Ewmployment has been given to cighteen men during the past threo
months, but unly ten wero ongaged in mining proper, the balance beivg
enployed on surface operations,

During my stay at Moose River I visited all portions of Mr. Touquoy’s
property, and had & vory ploasant trip underground.

Candle in hand, a deacont of soma ten feot brought us into the south lead
near tho eastern end of the workings Going through into the north lead,
wo slowly descended tho gentle inclico and traced this lead in its
serpentine course (and also one just abovo it) down to the western ond of
the workings. In some places the lead was perfectly flat, and there was a
tolid whin rock roof over our heads. Near tho end, it dipped west as well
28 north, and it was a pretty sight to trce the lead. now an inch and a half
wide, a3 it twisted serpent like through the dack slate. The scollops were
% regular that thoy seemed iaid out by omo mechanical haud. Gold was
1o bo scon in the leads in all portions of the mino, and somo parts of the
Bovanza which had beon left standing, sermed soldered togsther with gold.
In one place the mine was iollowed out like & boat, and thero wers innum-
enble featares that wouid have delighted a geologist. Wo traced tho south
lead aleo, aud it was equally intercsting. It is what is known as barrel

quartz, and tho top of the lead, where it had been stripped,looked like an
immense cable. Gold was plentiful in this lead, and tﬁe 1uurtz that was
being hoisted to the surface wes well supplied with the procibus metal.

On roturning to the surface, my only rogrot was that I had not been
accompanied by somo of the pessimists who ura continually decrying our
minera) reseurces. Capitalists from abroad have found out that there is
money to be made iu the Nova Scotia gold mines, and many of them ars
now making it.  Whon will our home capitalists follow their wise example?

Locked in his strong-box aud scattered around his cabin, Mr. Touquoy
hag many beautiful specimens, Sume aro of almost solid gold, and all are
very rich. ~ liis den reminded me of the Count of Monte Christo and his
golden cavorn, only that Mr. Touquoy is all business energy, and his stores
of 5old aro the well-eurned reward uf his pluck aud paraoveranco.

Advaocate, London, Ont. :—

% (o of the best ways to deseribe anything is o comparo and contrast
it with somothing elso. Lot us thon counsider lifo in the country ns compared
and contrasted with lifo in town.

Life in the country is freo from tho narrow restraints and conventionnli.
tios of town life ; its tondoncies aro freer and less restricted.  As we are al
more or less influonced by our surroundings, wo should oxpect to find, and
we do find, tho resident of the country freor and leas convontional thun the
resident of tho town. e has less rogard for appoarances and moro regard
for comfort. IHis walks are not contiued Ly fonce or boulovard. If he
wishes 10 rest ho doos so with the conscious freedom of being unlone and
unobserved. Iis eyes are not tired by n wearing ramenoss of bricks and
mortar, He does not necd to tako a journey to get u breath of puro air.
His prespects are limited by hill and horizop, not by watchouse and shop.
His work is not in shop or oftices with an " eight-foot ceiling.” dirk, damp
and dingy, but in the broad field, under the bluo canopy of hoaven, with
properly diffused light, and a ventilation that insures his nover breathing the
same air twico; thorefore ho has the ruddy glow of health, not the sickly
pallor of the citizon. Ho works hard, but he sleeps sound.  He apends the
day in useful toil, and ho has no temptation to spend the night in debauch.
ing revolry. If ho bo prematurely old it is from work and not from worry ;
it is becauso ho has used his mind too little and his body too much; but
«ven yot ho lives to read the obituary of his younger contumporary of the
town, Life in tho country moeans health in youth and a green old age.

The country resident knows his neighbors for wmiles around hiw, snd as
is his acquaintsnce so arc his sympathies—enlarged and enlarging. 1s his
neighbor sick, his services are freely offered. and ho relioves his sick
brother's anxiety by sttonding to that brother's work. ‘This 1ustic way of
oxtending sywpathy is more practical than calling and leaving a card.
Those living in tho country ure more dependent on cach other, have moro
in common, thau thoso living in town, and this mutual interdepondenco nnd
community of aim and purpose, brings country lifo tho nearcst to that
Utopia where all men are brothezs, bound by the comiuon ties of a common lut,

The adventages of au early lifo in the country and ou the farm are
inestimable. From the country must como the * brain and brawn” of #ocioty.
Life in town is so degencrating that scarcely can tho recond goneration

roduce 8 man with tho idesl “ Mens sana in corpore xano,” (a spund mind
in a sound body.)

«“Stick to the farm, boys,” is un excellent motto, but the inexorable
Jaws of supply and demand are somewhat against it. ‘The demand for men
with brsins comes from the town, and from the country must come nine-
tenths of the supply. The leading clergymen, lawyere, doctors and editors
of the presont gencration have been country boys, und it prowises to Lo
thus in the future. Many of our most successful merchants and tradestnen
are indebted to their catly lifo in the country for the valuable lessona of
economy and diligenco nud persovorance learned there, which have been the
guiding principles of their successfu) cmrecrs.  Idleness, the gioateet cnemy
of youth, finds the youth of towns his peculiar prey, those of the country
being protected by nu impenetrable coat of wail culled work.

The wives and daughters, too, of thu country enjoy a lifo of gieater
usefulness than do thoss of the town, and to a well regulated wind, a lifo
of usefulness is a life of contont, It is nut theirs to haul around by a fancy
chain & blanketed pet poodie. They miss that exquisite employmout. To
them the care of a child is of more importance than the care of a lap-dog,
and by them a mother's parsmount duties are not relegated to an inditlorent
purse., Knitting and sewing are less vnervating than the bnll and the opera,
A gingbam gown i8 generally moro in accord with hygienic principles than
is ab evening dress.  Healthful surroundings aro alike remots from iuxury
and from poverty. Life in tho country—a lifo of plemy—is free nliko
from the ovils of tho one and the vices of tho other.

Country life, with its freedom from uscless 1extraints ond couventionali-
ties ; with its neighborly sympathy ; its commumty of aiw and purpose ;
its healthfulness and its nstuminess; its ficedom from tho vices and the
temptations alike of luxury and of pcverty ; its carly leesons of persever-
ance, diligence and economy ; its heshhful work »nd 1ts vefreshing sleep ;
with all theee and its many other advrntages, it thould be, and but for
porveree, change-seeking human nature it would Le, ke lifo of content.

Summer pruning rotsrds modorate growth only while tho trees arc
growing, but the effect would be just the reverso if performed while they
are in a dormant stato.

The
writer has seen flocks of wild Herdwicks upon tho wountains of Wostmioro-
land snd Cowmboerlaud in Englund, sud of Black-facos in the Uighlanda of
Scotland handled by one dog moto efiagtivaly than could bu done by many
wen, whilo his faithful servico continued through both day and night.
Seoteh writers love to tecord his praises.  Oune has raid, ** Ho drives out the
aheep to pasture, confines thom 1o theiv allottod torritory (wheroe thero are
no feucea), keops tho tlocks sepamto, picks out from another band and brings
back to its owan a straying sheop ; ot conmand colleols into ono place the
sheop that may Lo seattered for wiles argund ; watchea his chargo fuithfully
through mnight and storm, is unyielding with the headstrong rams, aud
considornte of tho tonder lambs ; displays cowinge, caution, pationce, nnd tact
in haudling tho fioek ; and will move the shoeep or forca thow iuto tha fold
quickor, more suroly, and with less demonatration than a dozen men.”] 1t
hns beon seid by high authority that without him it would require so mauny
men to managoe the flocks upen tho mountsin lands of Englaud aud Scotland
a8 to make keeping sheep upon them upprofitablo.  But he ir not confined
to the wountaine, Ho is found overywhero throughout Eugland, upon
largo farms and small, sorving his master in the caro of the flock. Ho can
do ns much for us in Amoricn it we will but regnlarly put him into our
service.  In negleeting to uso him, our fluck-mastors havo missed a groat
benefit thoy might have gained. '
