Yet Athens
kept at bay, and routed in two great battles, one by land and one by sea,
the mighty power of * the great king," besides dominating all Greece for
nearly 100 years. In her greatest contests Athens, despite her generally
glorious patriotism, was continually baffled by self-seeking traitors among
her own sons, and received the blow at Syracuse, which crippled her
supremacy, through the machinations of Alcibiades.

in the Union armies, and Canada was, a year or two alter its cessation, har
ried by hostile bands which the United States government disturbed itself
but little to keep in check, except in the honorable instance of Col. Whea-
ton of the U. S. zoth Regiment, who in 1871, took upon himself 10 oust the
Fenian invaders of Manitoba from the Hudon's Bay Fort, just within our
border, near Pembina. These things are however past and gone. England
having been in the wrong in the Alabama case, submitted to arbitration, and
cheetfully paid an amount which, 1t is notorious, was in cxcess of actual
damages. If Americans choose to remember with bitterness the irritations
of that period it cannot be helped : magnanimity in regard to occurrences
not a quarter of a century old can indced scarcely be expected from a nation
which still delights to dwell on the provocalions of the revolutionary war of
more than a hundred years ago. But when the Qlobe assuines that * in the
minds of too many Englishmen and their Canadian descendants, there still
lingers & remnant of the feeling of the pre revolutionary days, that the United
States can be bullied into doing what these Englishmen desire,” and that
“ they have overlooked the lessons of the revolutionary war,” it speaks not
. according to facts but as it is prompted by its proclivities, and stands
plaioly revealed as the enemy not only of British connection but of Cana-
dian nationality. As a matter of fact there 1s not, we beheve, a cultivated
Briton all over the world who does not deplore the obstinacy of old Georgo
the Third, and who is not sincerely convinced of the justice of the cause in
which the United Colonies took up arms. That England had not a single
general of capacity to place in the field was perhaps a Nemesis. The one
man of more commanding ability (Sir Guy Carleton) whose superiority
might possibly have made a difierence, was appointed too late, and it is perhaps
better that it was so, as the struggle would most likely Lave been prolonged
and further embittered had any great success attended the British arms.
The uncultivated Briton, if he ever thinks of the subject at all, is probably of
the same opinion. But in neither casc would the Englishman of to-day
regard the great Republic with any feelings but cordiality and respect, were
it not for the frequent outbursts of popular American antipathy and aggres-
siveness which he simply cannot reciprocate. When the Globs descants on
“ the Canadian attitade over the fishery question, the fierce and vicious
attacks upon the President and Government of the United States * *
while the whole treatment of American Fishermen has been calculated only
to excite hostility,” 1t 18 easily discermble that what the Glube woutd consider
becoming to Canada would be the eager surrender of every Canadian rnighe,
at the shghtest intimation from America that our doing so would be agree-
able to hey. Whether a man may reconcile it to his honor or prnciples to

take the oath required by a legislative assembly, to ‘nantain the existing |

mstitutions of his country, and at the same ume advecate s detivery over
to a foreign power, is, under the peculiar circumstances of Canada, a
matter for his own conscience, butit does seem to us that a newspaper
which pursues a course dictated by these tendencies, is not a Canadian
but an American sheet, and would find its more fitting habitat across the
border line.

NAVIES AND NAVIES,

_ The recent exposition of the New York Herald of the ridiculous facility
with which Halfax and Bermuda could be wrested from the grasp of Eng-
land and Canada by the irresisuble Navy of the United States, would
be one of unusual depth and lucidity were it not for the omission of
an important prelude to the operations, viz., the admimstration of a
strong narcotic to the British Government, Horse Guards, and Admiralty,
and the Canadian Departments at Ottawa. As it would be desirable
that all these authorities should be fast asleep when the gallant American
expedition sets about its preparations, this omission cannot but be regarded
a= a serious defect in <he scheme. Bermuda 1s so vulnerable and accessi-
ble, and at so vast a distance from England (they usually go by the Cape of
Good Hope and on round Cape Horn to get at 1t) that the sedative might
pot prima facie appear to the sanguine American to be a necessity.
Nevertheless, we counsel him toinclude 1t in his programme. But itis sorry
work to joke while the whole map, inner or outer, is quaking and trembling
with fear, We recently gave a very authentic account of the American
Navy of 17 or 18 new ships, of which only two or three are as yet at sea.
But it is of no consequence that the British North American and West India
Squadron, on its present peace footng is, numerically and 1n weight of
metal, almost equal to the whole United States Navy afloat.  We have read,
marked, learned and inwardly digested the tale of the * General Armstrong.”
It has made us very sick and tremulous, and we arc wholesomely impressed
with the capability of one Amencan schooner to deteat a British seventy-four,
a frigate, and 2 sloop, or their equivalents of-to-day. No doubt two or three
schooners would do it all. Yet it may not be entirely beyond the bounds
of possibility that a force might exist which would be sufficiently preponder-
ating o overmatch even American heroism. A week or two ago, we
seceived the October Navy List, and (although nothing can quite sull our
fenuxbalion) we could almost be persuaded to take some courage from it,

t happencd that we had not anslyzed a Navy List for 18 months. These
have been months of extraordinary activity in the British Naval and Private
Yards. Not only have an unusual number of ships of remarkably new and
powerful types been launched and completed, but all the later vessels exhibit
a notable fresh departure in the relation of horse-power to tonnage.
years ago the figures represenung horse-power and tonnage bore sumething
like an average proportion to each other of about threefourths or possibly
four-fifths of the former toone of the latter. In the newer ships of all classes

The Second Class comtains 24 ships, 17 of which
are new within the last two years, and the remaining seven are very power.
ful vessels. Every one of them has horse-power largely in excess of
tonnage, five of them in the proportion of 9.000 1o 2.900.

The Third Class of Cruisers comprises 42 ships, of which the Canad.,
Comus, Emerald and Tourmaline are spetimens, except as to motive power,
which, though in excess of their tonnage, is not so in so marked a degrece as
in the numerous newer vessels of the class. Some new onss, like the Ser.
pents. show a proportion of 2,770 tons to 4,500 horse power. Total Cruisers
—7 .

There aro 27 vessels rated as Sloops (Commanders’ Commands)
These range from g50 to 1,170 tons, with horse-power mostly a livk
superior tv tonnage, though same of them will no dubt be shortly laid aside.
Five of them, however, are new, with a tonnage of 1,150, and 2 ooo horse:
power, and three others are of gso tons and an average of 1,260 hors-
power  Of the larger class, the Buzzard is a fair specimen.

Two “ Gun Vessels,” of gso tons and 1.500 horse-power, might be
added to the Sloops, being also Comma nders’ Commands. These are indic-

ative of a new class.

There is a crowd of Gun-Boats of three different classes. The Third
Class, of 1 gun, with a fair horse-power, is exclusively for coast defence.
The Second Class is of the Mallard, Wrangler, and Forward type, about
450 tons, and the same horse power. There is a considerable number of
these, but they are obsulete, and their replacement is in progress by a new
First Class, 26 of which are building or recently built.  Some of them have
jalready been at sea Seven of these are of 735 tons, with 4,500 horse-
power ; two of 525 tons and 3 ooo hurse-power, fourteen of about 800 tans
and 1,200 horse-puwer, and two of 715 tuns and 1,000 horse power. This
ie a great improvement in the Gun Buat live.

As there arc a good force of troop ships, and a lot of swift vessels ready
to be chartered, it may. perhaps, be safely assumed that the narcotic would
not be a superfluous item in the Herald’s light-hearted programme.

REGULARS AND MILITIA.

Lt.-General Sir John Ross is, we take it, not younger by more than five
or six years than the late Commander of the Imperial Furces in Canada,
Lord Atexander Russell.  Sir John, huwever, although like Lord Alexand.r,
a Rifle.Bngade man, and so little distant from him in standing, is yet an
officer of another, a newer, and as we think, a better school, It is some
what of a characteristic of officers of Lord Alexander's type to entertain
feclings of indifference to the Militia. Men of a newer school know that in
times of emergency they must not only have Militia under their command,
and that there are many circumstances in which the aid of that body cither
in England or the great Colonics, would be of vital importance, but they
have also not failed to grasp the fact that a few wecks with the colors
suffices to make them more than fairly good soldiers as to discipline and
detail, and perhaps more than equal (at least in Canada) to regulsrs in cer-
tain resources which are the outcome of an intelligence fairly educated, and
of the nature of the business, agricultural, mining, or maritime lives they
lead.

Both officers and men of the Militia Brigade of Halifax may congratu.
late themselves on the friendly and appreciative fecling manifested by the
present distinguished Commander of the Forces towards the body to which
they belong. Of its genuineness and cord.ality, we fancy those Command
ets of Militia Battalions who enjoyed the General's hospitality after the
recent manceuvres, entertain no doubt. Nor is it confined to such oce
sions, nor even to the General alonc. It is known that it was matter of
considerable regret to Sir Juhn that the accident from which he was suffering
prevented his inspecting the Aldershot Camp in September far Sir Fredenc
Middleton, who was busy clsewhere; and it is especially satisfactory to
learn that Major-General Guodenough, R.A., who was recently seat oul on
duties of inspection connected with fortifications and ordnance, has ordered
(of course with the sanction of the Lt.-Geneal) every appliance of the
ordnance corps to be utilized for the better opportunities of instruction of
the H. B G. A., and that officers of the Garnson will, during the winter,
give weckly lectures, mainly intended for the benefiv of our Volunteer
Mintia. Every assistance to the Force which may be asked by the D puy
Adjutant General of Militia is not only accorded with the utmost prompu-
tude, aud with hearty good-will, but has more than once been acticipated
Tlus state of things is cminently creditable to the Imperial Military authon-
ties, and very satisfactory to our deserving national Forces.

It is announced in Government organs that the Dominion Government
has decided to formally request the Governments of Australia and New
Zealand to send delegates to Ottawa 10 negouate for closer commercial
relations between those col.nies and the Dominion, as well as to consider
the question of a Pacific Cable between Vancouver and Australia.

The Manitoba Legislature has met, having been called together to con.

A ternible fire occurred at Rochester, N. Y., on the gth, instant. The
prennses consumed (those of the Steam Guage and Lanteras Company) on
the brink of the Genesee Falls, were seven stories high,  Several men werg
caught on the third story.

The Austrian press now denics the statement that the Empress, under
medical advice, is going on a voyage to the West Indies and America.

Mr Redmond has been unconditionally released from Wexford Gaol,
three weeks before the expiration ot his sentence, on account of his health.

A * Ptofessor” of the art of training animals is cxhibitig in London a
troop of twelve ‘¢ porforming cats” which he has succeeded in educating to
the accomplishment of a number of tricks.

M. Nausen, curator of the museum at Bergen, with four Norwegian
athletes, started from Copenhagen in May to explore the interior of Green-
land, and have succecded in crossing the inland ice.

A Miss Sterling, “ colored,” in the Salvation Army in Switzerland, has
been sentenced at Orbe to 100 days imprisonment for continuing to make
proselytes of minors in despite of the Swiss regulations against it.

The rearranging of the Russian troops in the vicinity of the Austrian
frontier proceeds actively in response to the movement of the Austrian forces.
No change in the rclations between the two countries has taken place.

The vete:an statesman Mr. Bright, the Speaker of the Commons (the
Rt. Hon, Arthur Wellsley Pecl), Lord Tennyson, and Mr. Laurence Oli-
phant, the author, are all reported to be in a very weak state of health, the
condition of the latter being very critical,

A sigmificant article has appeared in the Esercito Italiano, the Roman
War Office Organ, indicauing the imminence of war, on account of the
necessity which exists for France to endeavor to burst the trammels imposed
upon her by the Italio-Germanic alliance,

The Cunard Steamer Umbria colhided with the French Steamer Jberw
shortly after leaving New Yurk, 10 a dense fog, and cut off about 14 feet irom
her stern.  The Umbria returned to New York, her stem being started, and
having a hole in her bow. No loss of life is mentioned.

The appointment of Sir Arthur Blako to the Government of Queensland
does not find favor mn that colony. Both the Premier and ex-premier of
Qucensland agree in condemning it.  The Queensland Government secms
10 desire a voice tn the appiniment of their Governor, which Lord Kuntsford
says 1t is impossiblc to allow. Hence may arise serious difficuities, Itseems
t0 be a hasty decision, likely to raise a great question,
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Sir Terence O'Brien, Governor of Heligoland, who, it is reported, is to
succeed Sir H. A. Blake in the Governorship of Newfoundland, is, we
believe, brother to Lt. Col O'Brien. who for the last two and a half years
has been the Commanding Royal Engincer in Halifax.

It is satisfactory to notice that the Admiralty has called for reports on
the greatest .breadlh of ship that can be built at Chatham yard, and what
alterations, if any, to two of the largest slips, would be required for laying
down a vsssel of 75 ft. bearn. This 15 a new departure in the right direction.

‘The writer of the letters to the Police signed “J Ripper,” purporting to
have came from the Whitechapel mwurderer, has been ascertained to be a
young woman, a mantle hand in the employ of a firm at Bradford. This
mischievous young person is said to bo good-looking and not much concerned
at the folly she had perpetrated.

Fraqce, restless and uneasy, and coquetting sbout for new alliances, is
attempting a rapproachement to Spain, which country seemes to have given
some response to the Gallic advancee, though it does not probably amount
to much.  Spain is at all events not a particularly valuable ally, though her
status has a little improved of late.

‘The Parnell enquiry commission is busy taking evidence, but its pro-

ceedings are not as yet sufficiently advanced to make reference to
them of any value. This much, however, may be sad; whether or
no tho Times suffers in reputation the proceedings of the League will be
brought 1nte unquestionable publicity.
. In addition to the important additions to the British Navy accomplished
in the Jast two or three years, it is now announced that, n accordance
with the decision of the select committee of parliament, the Government
will recommend the luying down of eight more first class Baule ships, a score
of Swift Cruisers, and a number of new torpedo vessels.

Nothing is more contemptible than popular outcry on account of failure
to capture criminals of exceptional skul and audacity, Sir Charles Warren,
thp Chief of the London Police has, it seems, found it intclerable, or perhaps
wishes to rolieve the Home Secretary of the embarrassment of the situation
so far as he is concerned. At all evonts he has resigned.

London has again been horrified by an eighth murder ina house in Spit-
alficlds (which 1s closo adjacent to Whitechapel) with even more horrible
mutilation than in the previous cases. The victim is of the same class, and
the murderer seems to have taken the advantage of the withdrawal of a large
gsmon of the police 10 attend the Lord Mayor’s show to accomplish his

rpose.

A recent English invention is a corrugated volled steel waggon-tire for
use 1n towns where street cars are run. The object is (0 assist the wheel to
get out.of the tram-line, and thus avoid skidding of the wheels and the
wrenching of vehicles and horses. The invention consists of what may
perhaps be described as a series of sloping projeciions on cach side of the
felloes of the wheel,

Syst.erqatic effurts are being made to promote the Pacific Cable project.
Australia is said to have promised hearty assistance. A meeting of London
merchants and others is to be neld on the 16th to urge the admiralty to ex-
pedite the survey of the route. H. M. Surveying Vessel Egeria reports
great depths in the proposed linc of the cable, but it is to be presumed this
only means so many more miles of cable,

The action of the Pope and the eloquence of Cardinal Lavigerie scem to
have produced some tangible results ~ For more than half a century Eng-
land has carried on the war against slavery on the coasts of Afnica single-
handed. The leading powers have agreed to co-operate, and Germny,
Russia, Austria, Italy and Greece are each to send one or more men-of-war
to patrol the coast trom Cape Guardafur to Madagascar.

_Private letters received from Madras record an important step taken by
Lord Connemara in the enlightened policy which has marked is governor-
ship of the Province. Hitkerto it has been the custom that the post of
Government Pleader should be filled by an Englishmen, The oflice falling
vacant, Lord Connemara has bestowed it upon a natisze member of the Bar,
a new departure which has spread profound satisfaction throughout the
native community.

Statistics of the export trade of India during the last ten years show
a very considerablo and graufying increase. Raw cotton has risen 93,800
000 0 134 700,000 rupees, wheat frum 28.700 00> to 88 300.000 5., and
rice from 69,500,000 10 88.300,000 1s. Tne only falling off 1s in opium,
which declined frum 123,700.000 to 110,700.000 1s. The growth has more-
over been steady and the increase was larger last year than tn any year pre-
ceeding. The figures representing cotton and wheat point to possibtiities
Which have a sorious meaning for America, no less than for Europe  But
increased abundance of fuud and cluthing must tend to the worid's weil-
being. The value of a rupee is about furty-seven cents.

The domestic relations of European Royal families are melanchely
cnough. The kings of Bavaiia and Wurtemburg are imbecile. The Crown
Princess Stephanic of Austria wants a dwvorce from her husband, while
Queen Natalie of Servia protests against being divorced, though it might be
thought she would welcome release from her disreputable husband King
Milan, The formerly beautiful and ¢ashing Empress of Austria is a martyr
10 acute rheumatism and contemplates a trip to the West Indics, and a tour
through the States. It is no secret that her relations with the Emperor
have been anything but satisfactory for years, and that far from bad Sover-
cign cannot lead the happiest of lives with one and another vexations, though
he is tolerably philosophical. The Emperor William is said to entertain a
cordial dislike to his mother, and is evidently an ill-conditioned potentate.

THE STARS: ARE THEY SUNS?

It appears, in considering the relation of the sun to the atars, that our
inquiries, in whatevor ditection they may be prosecuted, lead us invariably
to believe that the stars are suns, and that the sun is a stsr. This is, indeed,
a sublime conclusion, The researches of astronomy, based upon irrefragable
ovidence, teach us that the innumerable luminaries which adorn the stellar
vault are vast bodies resembling the sun in *hsir physical constitution, and
rivalling the sun in magnitude and 3plendor. In connection with this grand
idea, another thought naturally occurs to the mind of the inquirer. It is
thig : Our own sun is accompanied by a retinue of primary and secondary
bodies revolving round it ; does this fact also hold good in respect to the
countless bodies in the stellar 1egions which we are taught henceforth to
regard as so many suns? To this wo would reply, in tho first instancs, that
in 8o far as obecrvation is concerned, we have no evidence whatever (unless
in the exceptional case of Sirius) that any star is accompanied by opaque
bodies revolving round it similarly to tho planets of the solar system. But
a little inquiry will soon show that this ohjrction to the doctrine of the stars
boing accompanied by a system of planets is without valid foundstion.

If we suppose the earth to be viewed from either of the planets Venus
or Mars, it would doubtless prescnt the aspect of a brilliant star, perhaps
oxceeding in lustre tho avorage brightness of a star of the first magnitude,
If we suppose the observer to be upon the planet Saturn the earth would no
longer be visible to the naked eye, but migut be perceived in a telescope of
moderate power. Finally, if the observer took his station upon the planat
Neoptune, which is the most remote body of the planetary system (and
which, be it remembered, a railway train travelling at the rate of fifty miles
an hour would not reach in less than six thousand years), the earth would
be visible only in the most powerful telescopes which the skill of man has
hitherto constructed, and even then would be perceptible only as an exces-
sivelv sinall point of light.

Now th~ planet Neptune is distant from the earth only ono seven-thou-
sandth part of the distance of the nearest of the fized stars. Obviously
this fact, viewed in connrction with the remar*s wo have just made, sottles
tho question of the visibility of planets rovolving around the stars, At
such a distance any system of opaque bodies shining sololy by reflected
light, and resembling in other respects the bodies of the planetary system,
would be atterly impercoptible, even in the most powerful telescopes which
have heretofore been coustructed for astronomical purposes. We repeat,
therefore, it is no valid ohjection to the doctrine of the stars being accom-
panied by planets that wo have no ocular proof of the oxistence of such
bodics, secing that in consequence of the immense distance of the stars the
visibility of a system of piancts revolving around a star is utterly impossible,
notbwithatanding the most powerful teleacopic aid which we may employ in
our observations. On the other hand, it seems a perfectly ressonable con-
jecturo to suppose that the innumersble suns which adorn the stellar vault,
and which have been found, so fsr as the researches of the astronomer have
berotofore conducted bim, to be vast bodies comparable in magnitude snd
splendor to our own sun, should like our eun also be accompanied in oach
instanco by a retinue of rovolving worlds. The rescarches of astronomeors
on the movewents of doublo stars inform us that the great law of attraction
which governs the movements of the various bodies of the solar system
oxtends aleo to the vast bodies of the universe which roll in space at an
inconceivable distance beyond the limits of the solar system. It is probable,
therefore, that cach star is accompanied by a systom of revolving bodies, the
movements of which aro controlled by the preponderating attraction of the
central body, as wo sco in the case of tho eolar system.

Another intoresting question offers ilaelf in connection with these
romarks : Does life oxist not merely on the earth, but on all the planets of
the solar system, snd also on tho plancts which may bo presumed to revolve
rouzud the innumer.ble suns of the stollar rogions? Here, sgain, wo have
only copjecture to guide us. With respect to the bodies cunstitating the
solar system, which, from their comparstive proximity to the earth, might
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bo supposed to furniah a solution of this problem, caroful obrervatious have
horetoforo offerad no indication whatover of the existonce of lifo upon their
surfaces. DBut 1ifb in some form or another may, notwithstanding, oxist on
those bodies. We must bear in mind that the planets are in all probability
in varioue stag.s of development.

It may be roasonably presumed that the planets Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus,
and Noptune, in consequonce of their onormouus buik, have cooled down
moro slowly than tho ecarth and the othor smaller planots of the solar
systom, and aro therefore less advanced ns abodes of animatod existenco than
tho lattor are  But oven in the caso of the oarth, it must bo admitted to
havo rovolved millions of yenrs round the sun meraiy as a fiery orb before
lifo appeared on its suifaco, and oven after it had cooled down and become
tho abode of animated existonce, it produced, during countless millions of
years moro, lifo only in its lowest forms,

Tho oxistence of man ia but of yesterday. This is an inatructivoe lesson.
1t toaches us thut although man oxists on tho earth’s surfuce, it does not
follow that boings of the same order of 1ntelligencs as man cxist upon all
tho other plannts or oven upon any of thewm. Upon somo of the planets
lifo may not have yot come into existence; upon others life may oxist, but
in a less advanced stago than upon the oarth; and tho same remark is
obviously applicable to tho numborless budies of the starry firmamont. Tho
atate of tho question then is this: We casnnot prunvunce positively upea
tho existonce of lifo anywhere beyoud the planet upon which wo dwell,
But ressoning from analogy, we may suppose that certain, if not all, of the
other bodies of the planetary system, which in so many respects bear a
stroog affinity to our own planet, are in ltke manner the abodes of lifo in
some form or another, and that similarly there are countless budies in the
stellor regions which may also be the abodes of life. This is a question,
however, upon which tho nobla scienco of astronomy, so diatinguished for
the exactitude of its conclusivue, dues not venturo to pronounco a pusitive
opinion, sceing that there exists no sure basis of facts available for its con-
sideration. o theso circumstances it is left for ench individual ingwirer to
form his own opinion, indopendently of any support derived frow scientitic
aunthority.—PRroFEssor GRANT, IN Good Words.

THE TOAD IN THE ROCK.-

In the Times of a rocont date a communication, signed ‘“ Amelia B
Edwards,” quoting a Mr. T, L. Patterson, of Greenock. gave an account of
¢ A Prehistoric ‘Toad,” which the writer inferred had been immured in clay
sinco the Glacisl period. The following article in the Iltustrated London
News gives a rationsl explanation of the appearance of toads in the * bowols
of the earth”:—

 The story of the toad in the rock is 8 very old one, and although it has
a ‘dying fall’ strain sbout it, well deserves mention and criticism onco
agsin. Miss Edwards beiog only the intermediary writer, I may deal with
the statoments of Mr. Patterson himself. Let us subject his narrative to the
ordinary tests whoreby we are accustomed to judge of the valuo of evidenco.
In the first place, then, Mr. Patterson's ovidence is of ‘hoarsay’ character,
and as such might be rojected altogether if it were offered to us soriously in
proof of the actual discovery of a live toad ina bed of clay. All that Mr.
Patterson can tell us is to the effect that he saw a toad (species unknown or
undescribed) which ho was told had been tsken out of a bed of clay, in
which, presumably, it had boen immured for ages. I cavnot admit that on
such baro testimony any scientist would be justified in assuming for a
moment that the ordinary laws of animal life at large, and of toad life in
particular, could bo sect aside or suspondod sltogether. What is wanted,
and what never has been in my expericnce forthcoming, is the sworn testi
mony— accurately, and on tho spot recorded (for after impressions aro highly
deceitful things,) by skilled and 1ntolligent observers—of the individuals
who have split the rock or clay ssunder and found the living toad or frog
ombedded thercin. Nothing less direct or accurate n the shaps of evideuce
can possibly sstiefly any rational mind, when the issue, to scionco at least, 1s
of such momentous character.

The other points in Mr, Patterson’s narrative will bear a briof criticism.
His description applies eimply to a stato of torpor. You may see toads and
frogs in this state during the winter by the dozen In any locality thoy fro-
quent. The limp, thin body, the shut mouth (by-the-way these animals are
not given to gaping much), and the glassy oyes, are all quite familiar to
every naturalist in a tond which has spent the cold scason under outritive
snd other difficulties. Naturally, Mr. Patterson’s toad breathed through its
nestrils, becauso toads and frogs always respire in this way. Asbrosthing is
a necessary condition of animal hife—largely assisted in the frog class by tho
skin, 1 admit—Mr, Palterson might well bo puzzled to know how this toad
contrived to respiro embedded 1n clay, which, by-the-way, is just as solid as
a rock in so far as permeation by air 1s concerned. As for its boues, I will
guaranteo that if Mr. Patterson will feel his toad—I presume it is still in the
flesh, cither asa living animal or preserved among ‘ thu wine of tho country’
—he wili soon discover that 1t has a skeloton. FPossibly bony development
bas not proceeded in a theroughly natural faghion in tho animal for reasvns
connected with absonce of food ; but bones it must have, otherwise it would
not bo a toad,

1f scionce utterly rejects the foolishness of tho ordinary nowspaper story,
ropeated as heard from tho lips of ignorant and often superstitious workmen,
unverified in one single particular by independent testimony, what, it may
be asked, has scienco to say about the matter at all? I xeply, a good deal
that serves to put such stories in their proper place. Fuirst of all, there is
nover any proof offered that the rock ot clay wus solid. Tho animal is nvver
secn unul the rock 1s broken up or the clay disintegrated , hence 1t 13 a pure
sssumption to allege that the animal was immured in a solid formation.

A story waa onco submitted to me in which it was recounted that, after
a rock waa blasted in a quarry, a lively frog was found hopping about
among tho débris. Instautly aroso tho cry of * A frog in the solid rook !
—that is to say, hecauso tho animal, disturbed by tho explosion, had appeared
among the rock fragments, the workmon concluded that it must have come
out of tho rock, and from nowhero elso. Again, I say, this is not evidence.
It is & picco of shoer gratuitous assumption,  Wo know that frogs and toads
can live, undor rigorous conditions, for longthy poriods of time-—more of
this anon.

But I cau appoal to ditect ovidouce which vitiates ontirely the ¢ toad-ins
tho rock’ stories, Dean Buc'laud, troubled in his day by like narrstives,
caused in 1825 two blocks of stone to bo propared 8o as to contain twolve
cotls each. Tne colls woro 12 inches deop by 5 inches diamoetor in one block,
and 6 inches deep by § inches diameter in tho other. Eich coll was fitted
with two covers—a gluss one helow and a slate gue abova ; so that by remov-
ing the latter the interior of tho cell could be seon without removing the
wlass, and without admitting air. DBoth lids were firmly sccured by clay.
On Novembar 26, 1825, a live tvad was placed in each of the twenty-four
colls, and firmly fustoned in by tho covera. Eich animal was weighed on
entoring upon its imprisonment, and on the date just namod the two blocks
of stone were buried in Dr. Buckland's garden at a depth of 3 feet. On
Decombor 10, 1826, tho Llucks wero disintorred. All the toads in the smaller
cells woro dond, and from the progress decay had made had evidently died
long beforo tho date of their disinterment, The majority of the toads in
the bigger block were alive. Sive in two cisos—in which cracked lide
explained a cause of the increaso in weight by the admission of air, and pos-
sibly insect food also—tho toads in tho larger colls had docroased in weight,
Tho living toads wero again buried ; but on being disinterred at the end of
another year woro found to bo dead, without a single survivor. Again, four
toads wero confined in Loles cut in trees, and were found dead at the end of
a year ; and of four enclosed in plaster of Paris basins, two died within the
year, tho other two being starved aund meagro, and evidently fast hastening
onwards to a fatal ond of their confinvment,

Here, then, aro exact experiments which, bo it noted, in their conditions
were not nearly so hard aud rigorous as aro thewe of the toad in solid cla
or solid rock, If Dr. Buckland's toads succumbed so soon, how comes it
that the antediluvian frogs and the prehistoric toads ars reputed as surviving
through  tho long ages of the primo? The real explanation of thees stories,
I bolieve, is founded on a very simple fact. Toads and frogs undergo a
metamorphosis from the tadpolo stage to that of adult life. Now, a toad or
frog which has just left the water is a very small animal. Suppose it creeps
into the crovico of a rock or into a crack in clay; it may there remain
growing largor, recoiving air and food, and is thus unahle to escape from its
domicile. Then the apparently solid rock is broken up, and out leaps the
toad—credited with being a prehistoric creaturs, but in reality only the
friend and companion of those which hop about freely in the adjacent

country.”

Messrs, Thos, Connors & Sons, proprietors of the New Brunswick ("rd-
age Works, Portland, N. B,, will make oxtensive additions to their factury,
and considerable new machinery will he added.

Mr. W. A, Erbs, Apohaqui, N. B,, is building a machine shop, which is
to be operated in connection with his steam saw and grist mills. The new
building will bo 48x30 feot, threo stories high, and thoroughly equipped.

Tho Brownley Electrical Manufacturing Co. has been formed ot St. John,
N. B, with a capital stock of $10,000, for the manufacture, purchase, sale,
and repair of all kinds of electrical and iragnetic machinery, plant and
apparatus, steam engines, air compressors, snd genoral machinery, brass and
other meotal castings, and fittings, etc.

Messrs, Ryan have comploted an extonsion to their building and store at
Moncton, N, B., for tho accommodation of the kuitting factory purchased
from tho estato of J. A. Stephens by Mr. H. A. Gross, of Hillsboro', N. B,
Cho oxtension is two stories high, and 25 feet long. As enlarged, the
upstairs apartmonts comprise one large fuctory room 22x45 feet, and a front
room 25x35 foet, which is occupied as a storo room and office. The
machinery, which comprises not only that belonging to the old Universsl
Kbnitting Co., of Moncton, N. B., but that of the Archibald Kuitting Co.,
of Halifax, is sufficient to give omployment to 125 hands.— Canadian
Manufacturer.

Mr. John Dewe, Chiof Post Offico Inspector, Ottawa, has invented a
combination apparatus for marking letters and cancelling the stamps
attachod. Tho invention is being submitted to & practical test.

The Chicago cracker combination have decided to advance the price of
crackors {rom ono-half to ono and a-half cents per peund.

Automatic action promises to overcomo many of the perilous appliances
of tho workshop A most invaluable invention is the safety steam boiler, of
which, at a given pressure, below bursting poiot or the point of explosion,
the points open, tho fire is extinguished, and life and property ressued from
destructien,
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The value of the industrial products of Philadelphin increased botweon

Tho mauufacturo of cotton 1n the South gaius in importanco from yoar
to yeur., Tho Southern Atlantic States, with n production of about 1.750,-
000 bales, covsumed Jast season 353,042, or one-fifth their production, in
their own mill,

Tho British North American Bank Noto Company's building, at tho cornor
of Wollington and Kont Street, Ottawn, is nearly comploted, and it is
oxpoctod tho transfor of tho Company’s businees from Montreal to Ottawa
will bo made in about six weoke. ‘The Company prints all tho Domivion
notes, postago and other stamps, otc., and ono of the conditions of its last
contract was that tho company should do its work ot tho capital. The
Company will omploy about n hundred hands,

Tho announcement that contracts had been given to Evglish ship-builders
for ten tank oil carrying steamors, to bo used betwean tho United States and
Europo, has caused considerablo intorest in petroleum and froight circlos.
Thore are already twelvo tauk steamors regularly employed ia tho petroloum
trado, with a total capacity of 253,000 barrels.  As it is ostimated that cach
steamer can mako seven trips a year, thoy are capable of carrying 1,618,000
barrols. Oune stear-er aveoraging 23,000 barrels capacity, and making soven
trips a yoar, is oqual to moro than ten average sniling vessols (6,000), which
can only make two and a half trips a year. Tho tank stoamers are all ownod
abroad and are English built.

THE BIBLE AND MODERN CRITICISM.

Onmo of tho subjects discussed by the Church Congress was the question
to what extent tho results of modern criticism of the Bible should be recog-
nised in sermons and tovching. Thoe question is one of pressing importance
for the Jow as well as Christian, On tho one hand aro the claims of truth
and the need to koep advanced minds within the pile af Judaism; on the
other hand is urgod tho danger of unsettling the convictions of those who
have no doubts. In the ono case frank dizcussion nnd a rostatement of doc
trine is roprosented as a positive duty ; in the other caso the policy of silonce
is imposed. Wo are all anxious to strongthon Judaism by making its basis
as broad as possible ; and it seems to us that hero, as in every othor problem
of life, the right course is that suggested Ly a love of truth, Weo aro not
to accept new theories because they aro nw. On the cobtrary, suspicion
and jealousy of novelty befits us. But when once convinced boyond doubt
that certain results arrived at by critical investigation of tho Scripturo are
trustworthy, it bohoves us to adopt them candidly with all the modifications
of bolief thoy necessitats. Not only must justice bo dune, but truth must
bo respected, though the heavens fall. Nothing, indeed, is gained by the
suppression of truth fo bo sot against the violonce tu conscience which it
involves. It is impossible to suppose thet the pulpit is in theso days the
only vebicle for tho dissomination of roligious ideas, now or old, If 2 man
does not hear of tho new criticism in a sermon, be will read of it in a nows-
papor or a roview, the only difforence being that in the latter easc it will Lo
presonted in its most aggrossive and dangerous form, without thuse yualifi
cations and oxplanations of the preacher, which will give it its true perspec-
tive. Wo do not suy the pulpit should be always bueying itself with the
problems 1aised by medern Bible criticismy, but we do say that it ought occas-
ionally to deal with taem for the purpuse of showing how easily they may
be solved without offending either religion or reason.— Jew sl Chronicle.

COMMERCIAL.

1t has pot often occurred at this season of the year that romittances
all round should bo 5o unsatiefuctory as thoy sre now reported tu rule.
Retailers both in town and country complain of dull husiness and puor
collections. While thero is no doubt tho unprecedented wet and unseason-
able weasther has beon tho iore immediate causo of the present stato of
business affairs, it stll is tiue that trade generaily 1s very largsly overdune,
and is extended much beyond legitimate requiremonts. Many evils arise
from the indisputablo fact that credit 1s wo easily obtsined.  The majority of
retailers nover think of paying a note 1n full at 1ts matunng, but always
send to the wholesale merchant a small purtion of cash, and a renewal note
for the larger portion, knowing that few wholesale bouses have the backbone
to refuse payment in this mapner., Tho prospects for busiuness during the
onsuing winter are net cucouragiug and numerous failures are predictod.

It appears from our readings thay tho practice of ** dealing” or, properly
sgeaking gamnbling, in * options” has obtained a firtu footing in Logland with
tho usual disastrous effects. The Londen Grocer, which is one of the Jead-
ing trade journuls of tho United Kingdom, undor the heading of *Options”
pertinently remark :—* The practico of * options’ had became such a scandal
in Devopshire, that the credit of tho honest men 1n the county had beon
shakon by it.” These are the words of the official receiver at Exoter, who
bad before him a few days ago, a dobtor from Nowton Abbot, who had attn-
buted his failure to bad debts, and * speculations 1n wheat options.” Wo
fear that from a nation of shopkeepers (as Napoleon Bonaparto is said to bave
sarcastically described us,) we are becoming a nation of gamblers, *Stocks”
arenot 8o much regarded as investmonts as speculations, aud most quostionablo
procecdiogs are often resorted to in order to unduly raise or depross thor
markel value, * Booms,”  hulls,”” ¢ bears,” and other such words aro

popular, oven usod by thoso who do not know their origin. Woll will it be
for thom if thoy got mo practical experiouco of their moaning! Another
Dovonshiro tradesman rocontly had to call his croditors togothor. Itappoars
that at his annual stocktaking at tho close of last yonr ho was ablo to show
a bolanco of noarly £4000 to tho good. Not contont with a flourishiug
busriness, ho must fain mako monoy fustor, and dabbled in options. In one
day bo sold 100,000 bushels of corn, purchased proviously at a loss of over
£700, and the samo day bought anothor 100,000 bushols. Theso two
tranractions {nvolved an amount of over £20,000, though by tho system of
“ options” the spooulator is only responsible for the * differonco” on settling
day. Now, two refloctions occur to us ; it is clear that croditors yun greater
risks than thoy otherwiso would or should, i€ their customors thus privately
deal in options, Theso speculations aio pure and simplo gambling ; and
gambling, it is woll known, grows on a man uatil ho may risk not only all
ho has=~-including the homo and comfurt of thoso depondoent on him,—but
also the money ﬂnnd perhaps homoand comfort) of others, Yetthis doaling
in options is daily brought boforo the notice and attention of all readers of
newspnpors by moans of speciousadvertiscmonts ; and not only so, but firms
of repute oven encouragoe by circulars thore whom they can thus reach—
often thoir own customera—to indulge in this wild gambling. Notoriously
is this tho case in the South-west of Eogland, and the remarks of the
vflicial recoivor above quoted were, unfortunately, well founded.

a8 it is evident that our market is too limited for tho large amount of plant
invested 1n tho manufacturo of cotten. As illustrating the situstion, it is
stated that within the past two woeks, two good-sizod orders wero filled for
western account in Montreal at a price known to be bolow actual cost, as
one of the willscompeting for the orders, which was anxious to realizo,
offerod the goods at cost, but it lost both orders owing to another mill filling
them at a lowor figuro! A littlo bottor dowand has developed for woollen
gouds and a nuwbur of sorting ordors have been filled at fairly steady prices.
On the wholo thero seoms to be a more hopeful feeling in the woollen trado
us regards payments, though some of the large wholesalo houses complain of
too many rencwais, while othors say that they avosatisfied with romittances
recoived. ’

Co., of London, write a8 follows :—* During tho past fow wooks the Eng.
lish markets have heon almost glutted with a large quantity of inforior and
soft full apples from Canada and Awmerica, and in consequence low prices
havo ruled, and tho prices for good sound well-picked brands have no
doubt boen afloctod, Notwithstanding our advice of July last, condemning
the shipment of fall fruit, several very heavy shipwments have been seut to
London and Liverpool with tbe usual disastrous results, ciused by their
arrival in n wet, slack and wasty condition. There 18 now a steady domand
for sound winter apples, prices ranging mostly as follows in London and

HOME AND FARM.

The Annual Maoting of the Halifax County Agricultural Socicty was held
in the Provincial Library, on tho 6th inst, W C. Silver, Presidont, in tho
Chair. Tho publication of a practical work, adapted for gonaral ueo, on the
systom of agriculture, suitablo for Nova Scotia, was brought forward ae a
desideratum, \Wo cortainly think it would be an object towards which the
Socioty might, as suggested, probably afiord aid by an appropriation of funds
and othorwise.

The suggestion of holding a joint Provincial and Dominion Exhibition
this your foll through, owing to the unexpected lapse of the Dominton Gov-
ernmont grant.  Wo hopo this projoct will bo entertained for next year, and
that the Dominion aid may be forthcoming,

Tho Society had under consideration the destructiveness of the English
sparrow, which, it appoars, (no doubt, as was observed, unintentionslily,)
comes under s Nova Scotian Act for the protection of small birds, supposed
to bo useful. There can be no question, we take it, that the sparrow is a
nuisance. Nature provides in differeut climates for such fauna as are inei-
dental to natural conditions, and therofore boneficial. The check of one
epecies or tho undu. multiplication of another is also incidental to the
schome of Providence, Canada i3 provided by nature with her own birds,
whose natural oporations agricultural scienco now decides to bo an aid to
tho farmer wnore than compensatory of tho damage thoy effect. Our indi-
genous birds ought therefors to be protected, but the sparrow is a ruthless
1nvador—ho is far too lough a customor to be cslled an exotic—and his
destruction ought to be accomplished if still possible. Those who, from a
foolish sentimont — for there is nothiug engaging about him — firat
imported the bird, committed as detrimontal an error as those who first let
loose the rabbit pest in Australia. Passer delendum est/ Lot the sparrow
bo destroyed !

Again and agiin we insist on the points that Nova Scotia does not pro-
duce the butter ghe ought to produce, cither in quantity or quality, especially
the latter; and agsin and again wo point to the advantage our noble Pro-
vince has in being at the door, so 1o speak, of tho English market. In this
counection the London Cunadian Gazetts at lesst does its duty from the
othor side of the Atlantic, and endeavors to wake us up. Here is what it
says, and it i3 well worth our serious attention :—

« If in regsrd to cheeso as a staple article of commerce, Canada has little
to learn frym her compotitors, the same cannot be said in regard to butler.
In that product Canada is lamentably hehind, and unless speedy steps be
taken she must soon fall out of the contest altogether. In cheose the per-
centago of increase in Canada’s total export has, during the last half decade,
been 42.5; in butter the percentage of decroase has been no lesa than 62.7.
The record of British imports of Canadian hutter is no less unsatisfactory.
In 1876 the United Kingdom imported 98,579 cwis. of butter from Canada,
and in 18806 only 31,622 cewts., a decreass of 67,057 cwis. or over 68 per
cont. Tho United Ststea has similarly boen losing her hold upoo British
markets—her decrease in the samo period was 75,741 cwts., or 64 per cont,
On the other hand, Holland, whence Britain now receives now by far her
largest supply of butter and margarino, increased hor oxports to Britain in
the surno poriod by 791,366 cwts., or 196 per cent.; while Denmark showed
an increase of 195,361 cwis,, or over 400 per cent. It is true that in this
comparison Canada suffers from the fact that her exports to Britain in 1876
were exceptionally large, and it is also to be noted that in 1887 she exported
to Bntain about 1,500 cwts. more than in 1886; but navertheless there is
only too much justice in the remark which Mr. Bear makes in his pamphlet,
that the diminished British imports of butter from Canada ¢seom to indicate
that preduction relatively to population has decreased,’ while he is not far
wrong when he adds that the general quality of Canadian butter now reach-
1ng British markots *is not good enough to command a ready market.’

Canada has abundance of cheap land and cheap food. Why then should
she fall behind in this part of tho commerce of the dairy? Tho answer is
only too obvious. It is because her product lacks ¢ quality.’ *All the emi-
nent agricultural authorities who have visited Canada are of opiuion that if
the farmers were willing to tske the neccessary trouble, there is no reason
whataver why Canada should not participate to a great extent in the benefits
of this important trade’—so #aid the high commiasioner in his last annual
report. * It s, of course, to the inferior quality of the butter that the lack
of expansion in the Canadian trado is duo’—added Mr Jobn Dyke in his
report ; and all other practical authontios say much the same. While Den-
mark, Holland and Sweden have be:n ruarching ahead, Caoada has been
marking timo, and she 18 marking time still. It i3 true that iu thisgho is
only following to a large extent tho examplo of the Mother Couatry.

At the Dairy Show meetings it was ropeatedly admitted that very littl
progress is boing wado in respect to the British production of butter, and
tho samo may be stated of Canada. Shall it bo Canada’s permanent recond
—this stagnation 1n tho fsce of 1ncreasing progress on the part of her Eute
pean rivals? For the credit of Canada, wo hopo mnot. The question is, in
truth, tho question of sll others which Canada must face, snd happily thern
aro sigos that her public men ar. not altogether forgotful of its importance.
On this sido of the Atlantic, for some time past, no cffort has beon spared by
tho represcntatives of the Dominion to arouse Canadian producors to the
imporative necd for prompt and united action to ‘lovel up’ tho quality of
the Csnadian article. Year after yoar tho same fact may bo found insisted
upon in the roports of the British sgents of the Dominion Government, to be
found buried away in the bluc-books of the departmont of agriculture—
would that some means woro dovised of bringing these valuable roports b
the ditect notico of thoso they most concern—the Canadian producors.—Bat,
still, little or nothing has been dome; snd while Canada’s export cliosw
trade is progressing by leaps and bounds under the stimulus of a healtty

-
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systom of co-operation among the producers, Canada's oxport bulter trade is
languishing for want of an cqual sharo of attontion.

* But what can we do? some Caundian reader may ask. The first thing to
do ie to focus public opinion upon the steps really necossary for the dovelop-
ment of tho trade. Thero is 0 Lotter method of duing this th by ~uch a
Dominion dairymon's convoutivn, as Mr. Lynch suggurted in thesy columns
somo months back. Nothing could be more simple, nothing could by wore
ofictual.  Let the various provincinl associations arrange to summon a juint
conforenco at Ottawa during the coming session of tho Dominion parliament.
In this conference a largo proportion of tho members—thuse representing
agricultural coustituencies in all parts of the Dominion—would cagerly take
part with tho delegates from the various assuciations, and from the delibora-
tions of theso practical men a common plan of campaign would spegdily
omerge  All the better if from such a cunference thoro aruse an aunuai
Domigion dairymen’s convention, at which nutes could be preparad and
united actior agreed upon. To reform Canada's butter tralde it is first noces
sary to know what is wrong in tho presont methods, and how that wrony
may bo set sight. This can ouly bo done effectually by the counsel of uli
concorned  Their united utterauces would command uuiversal attontion,
and half the difficulties and unccrtainties now surrounding the question
would at onco disnppear  Let o few eurneat men set tu wurk to bring about
this Dominion cunvention, and tho rest will soun follow.”

It is our persistont endeavor to prumpt vur farming friends tv any
market that eccms likely to Lo open to them, and W stunulate thew pruduc-
tions. In pursuance of this plan, we extract the following frum voo of our
exchanges :—

“Under reciprocity wo aro told our farmers could send their purk, beef,
cte., to tho Urited States markets. 1t isa fuct that our furmers raceive
quito a8 large prices now for euch produco as the New Englind farmer
receives for that of an equsl quality. In view of this fact, which no one
who knows the state of the markets in the rural districts of Now Hampshire
and Vermont will coutrovert, it might he well for vur farmers to cuquire
whether, pending the negotinting of a treaty which dues not appear tv be
immivent, it would not be well tv endeavor to secure acces: tv sume of the
markets which aro now supplied from Bostun or New Yurk. In tlus we
tefer more particulatly to the supplying of ships’ stures, cte. In mary
instances vessels saling rogul.rly between proviucial and UL S. purts pur
chase all their supplies in the latter, This should not be the cise. Our
farmers can prouce such supplies ag choaply at least as thuse of Now Eug
lend, ané would, we belisve, find 1t a profitable business 1 which to engage.
Mixed farming is tho safest system our farmors can foliow, and we can see
no reason why, in addition to his apples and potatves, his siali truits, and
his live stock for the English markets, the Xings Co farmer shuuld net put
up tho bucon and beef required fur the hume markit.  If moro of such aru
cles wero produced, cured und packed in the best wanuper, the domand would
increase, and belter prices be secured. We would like to have tho opinivps
of some of our faurmers on this matter.”
