(ine of tho most intercsting littie creatures in the Southerni Étates is the
pigmiy lizird (Anv1;îs 1rincipalis). 1 have calied it the Ainerican chameleion
beenuýo it possesseos the powcer to changet ils hua, but it bara littie retiet-
blance te its naniesakea in Asia and Ain. ILS transformation of Colot is
due to a desire to procure food and protect. itsolf front its enemios hy assuin-
ing theo hue of its ituniediate stirrounidings. If placed on a niece of white
paper it bocomos in a few moments aliost anowy in appearance ; transforrod
Io a bush it quiekly changes tu a liglit green ; nd if put on the grotind it
assumes; the color of the soit with almost muagical rapidity. Its ordinary hue,
while runnaing on niy grova, is a broivnish black, and 1 have soez iL main-
tain that color for some tMe after running up a trc, or until iL wished te
display the Il transformation scorio"i Angor or tranquillity, sunahine or
shadow, hungor or plenty affect its color, îvhich soon changes %with the statu of
ils feelings. 1 have icen tovo of theso lizards play together in the most animated
manner for sieveral minutes, until the stronger belli the woaker down on the
ground sud rofuaed, to allow it to niove.

theophidians, or snakes. 1<. is 8imply a pigmy alligator adaptod to living
on )and, and somowhat moditiod in ferma aud charactor by ils mode of lifo.
Anon,, itit kindred are p.viais, crocodiles, skinks, iguanas and gockoes.

Clmarles F. Barkcr, of B oston,
champion of Americ-i, and Jamnes
Smith, of S peunyrnoor, chami]pion of
England, commenced, as îînnouniced
in aur lest. issue, ou ilip 24th of
Pecomber, ix, the Tuwit lialt of
Speunymoor, Durhain Coa, Eugland
Tfhis match was rcgôardeîl with tho
keencat interet by votaries of tAe
game en both sides of the Atiutia,
and this was ouhancod by tbo fact
that the winner is but a stop fiorn the
coveted position of championship of
the world. There was a tacit under-
etanding that should Barker vin ho
would challenge the veteran « "lard
Laddie, ' Wyllio, for the world's
charupionshipi, and that if Smith %Y.i
hu would be regarded as Wyllxo's
naturel aucceassr whonever the latter
should retire from that position. The
conditions were that thirty-two gaines
should be played, but as the odds nt
the end of the twenty-ninth game
woe hopoleasly against Smith ho
withdrew froni the contest. The
match occupied twelve full playing
deys, and the lest gaine was played
on the thirteenth day.
