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EDITORIAL NOTES.

It would perhaps be a mistake to attach too wmuch importance to the
generalities generally embodied in such documents as royal and presidential
speceches and messages, vet they are always supposed to embody some
outlines of thegeneral tendency of political events and opinions. Regarded
in this modified and restricted aspect, the recent message of the President
to the Congress of the United States may be considered with tentative
satisfaction.  Mr. Harrison is reported to have admilted that Canada has
administered the Fishery laws with as little friction as possible, and to have
stated that all questions pending between Great Britain and the Ubited
States were in process of amicable adjustment. He further urged the
enlargement of the list of extraditable offenses so that the territory of
neither power can in foture become a safe harbor for the evil.doers of the
other. So faras the official utterances go they may be said to be satisfactory.

Portugal is, it appears, appealing to the Powers for support in her claim
to jurisdiction over portions of Africa now claimed by Great Britain. As
the other colonizing European countnes are all more or less jealous of Eng-
lish energy and expansion, she will probably meet with consierable sym-
pathy in a tribunal of nations. The worst of it is that Portugal, once the
most enterprising and effective of colonizing powers, is now playing the dog
in the manager, and will neither utilize the terntories she claims, nor allow
other countries facilities through them. She now lays claim to the chief
avenues to the wealthy regions of Central Africa, apparently with no other
object in view but to obstruct a commerce she will not o cannot carry on
herself.  This spirit was fully instanced in the matter of the Delagoa rail-
road, her conduct in respect to which even struck President Harrison as a
subject of some complaint in his recent message to Congress.  The rosult
of her appeal will be awaited with some interest.

A forcible illustration of the great power vested in the Speaker of the
United States House of Representatives, adverted to in another note, is
presented in the facts that the present gieat political issuc in the States is
now dependant on legisiative action, and that Mr. Reed, of Maine, an ultra-
protectionist, has been clected Speaker in the placo of Mr. Carlisle, who
was g taniff reformer, if not a free-trader. The choice of Mr. Reed caunot,
therefore, but have a pronounced effect upon this great issue. The capture
by the Protectionists of the all powerful machinery of the House will, not
improbably, materially promote the cause of the free traders or tariff refor-
mers.  For two years at Jeast there is no likelihood that any measurc abating
the evils caused by the existing tariff will pass the House ; the protectionists,
consequently, will do nothing to mitigate the abuses which are now instil-
ling into the minds of the public frec-trade ideas in a manner such as no

spoken advocacy could accomplish, and the probability is that the practical
lesson will be taken to heart,

The Empire remarks that as Job survived the visits and condolences of
his comforters, Canada will in all probability likewise got over the Jeremiads
of the pessimista including, more particularly, Dr. Goldwin Smith., Inview
of the remarkable material progress of the Dominion during the last yoar or
two, the dreary vaticinations of the weak-kneed and unpatriotic among us
are ludicrous enough. One instance is striking. Iu 1880 the discontented
and morbid Professor declared—and his melancholy forebodings were
shared and given expression to by many others—that already from a com-
mercial point of view the C. P. R. was ‘* an admitted failure,” and added
with imposing gravity : * People are already beginning to talk of its (the
road’s) abandonment, and when a far shorter ronte is open, as it soon must
be, through the States, our Government may find itself compelled to
stop a scandalous waste by winding up the concern.” And much more to
the same effect.  * The fact is,” says the Empire with perfect truth, * that
the Professor cuts a poor figure in the politics of a young and rapidly devel-
oping country, and ought to stick to that literary dilettantism where his
abilities find some scope. His political predictions are just as doleful to
day as they were in 1880, and just as certain to be overwhelmed by the
stern logic of events.”

One by one the distinguished actors in the great periodical episodes of
the world’s history are passing away. The veterans of Trafalgar and Wat-
crloo are well-nigh extinct, and, besides Admiral Wallis and Commodore
Hul), there can be but very few survivors of the great war period which
came to an end in 1814-15. The men of those stirring times, however,
seem on the whole to have lived long, while those of later cataclysms seem
by comparison to have gone more rapidly the way of all flesh,  This has
been notably the case with the heroes of the Crimea, of the Indian mutiny,
of the Franco-German war, and of the civil war of the United States—in
the Iatter particularly. The last death of an eminent actor in that convul-
sion, however, is an excep.ion, the late Mr. Jefferson Davis having, at his
demise, recorded last week, attained the ripe age of 81 years. Jefferson
Davis has been since the war of the secession so entirely identified with the
civil function of the Presidency of the Confederate States, that but few
remember that he had, many years before, been a distinguished soldier, as
well as Secretary of War during the presidency of Mr. Pierce.  Mr. Davis
served with great distinction in the Mexican war, and was so desperately
wounded at Buena Vista that, despite his advanced age, he never ceased to
suffer more or less from his injuries. His first wife was a daughter of Gen-
eral Zachary Taylor, twelfth President of the United States. He married a
second time Miss Howell, who with two daughters survive him. His
ability in the conduct of affairs is well known, and in private life the ex-Pres-
ident was equally respected and beloved.

The prevalence of the Rabbit Pest in Australia is a singular instance of
the evils which may result from man’s short-sighted interference with the
laws of nature. Hares were introduced for coursing. Pet rabbits were
brought over, and a few pairs of grey rabbits were turned out to wake a war-
ren. The last lots are believed to be the fathers of the mischief. The
rabbitarmy generally tends toward the north because it started from too
near the ocean to asdvance south.  Night travellers along the Muiray river
used to describe the noise made by the rabbits scampering off from the coach
lights as something like the pattering of a hailstorm. The colonists wade a
first mistake in having the dingoes, or native dogs, destr yyed, because they
were dangerous to the sheep. Then the kangaroos began to multiply, tak-
ing advantage of the accommodation provided for the sheep. As soon as
they were reduced to manageable numbers the rabbits appeared. The
twenty or twenty-five millions of sheep pastured on the Riverina plains are
being gradually caten out by rabbits to an extent ruinous o the unfortunate
owners. Foxes have been introduced in the belief that they might help to
keep down the rabbits, but have themselves become an additional and increas-
ing nuisance. Mr. C.G N. Lackhart, in Blackwood's Magazine, advises that
the rabbits be fought by the encouragement of their natural cnemies, cats
and iguanas., Cats hunt them industriously, and it may be estimated that
the progeny of one pair of cats wiil in the fifth year be equal to the slaught.
ering in oue year of two millions and a half of them. Iguanas, in the
growing scarcity of opossuras, theic proper food, may probably leara to eat
rabbits.  The bounties offered for the destruction of rabbits contribute to
their perpetuation. The professionable trappers find them 2 profitable
game, and take care to keep up the supply. Hence they make war upon
the cats with much more anxtety for their extinciion than they show against
the rabbits.  The first step towards the mitigation of the evil would seem

to be the abolition of the professional hunters,
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Rumor would seem to indicate that the results of what Mr. Blaine no
doubt intended for a grand political coup will scarcely ensure the harvest ol
popularity which that enterprising statesman probably prepured to reap to
himself by means of it, Dissensions are said to have broken out in the Pan-
Awerican congress, and the success of the managers in pouring oil on the
troubled waters is thought to be doubtful. There is jealousy of the larger
States on the part of the smaller ones, and the withdrawal of the Brazilian
delegates deprives the conferenco of an important contingent,  T'rade ques:
tions irritating to protectionists have beeun brought up, and more serious
still, some of the South Americans are mon of great ability and insist on
examining into every matter placed before the convention with a therough.
ness distasteful to tho American delegates. It is said that the only motions
passed have been those of adjournments, and it is whispered that the con.
gress will probably effect litlle more than a disposition of a part of the
United States surplus.

In a note in our last issue we adverted to the unprofitable nature of
“replies” to such books as * Robert Elsmere.,”  We might pechaps have
added that such books are in themselves unprofitable, inasmuch as they
serve but to unsettle the ideasof people who have not sufficient acquaintance
with polemical literature to have attained any sound basis of opinions.
To ** Robert Elsmere” has succeeded * John Ward, Proacher,”” a work
considered by some to be more powerful than its predecessor. We have
glanced at ¢ Robert Elsmere,” but confess our patience failed us to wade
through it. We have not read * John Ward,” and it is unhkely that we
shall take the trouble unless we accidentally come across it. The review of 1t
which we extrict from the Week and publish in our contribution column of
this issue would alone be sufficient to justify our indifference, and we think
we are doing a service to the reading public in reproducing it, as it affords
evidence of the crudeness and one-sidedness which destroy any value such
a work might have were it free from those drawbacks.

How often timely warning is in vain. Warning has been some time
since given to the Government by the Press in various parts of the Domin-
ion against the concession to the Mormons, who are flocking into the North
West Territories, of any large block of land on which they might make one
of their compact, and at the same time extensive, settlements. It is quite
reasonable to suppose that the Government would have acted on thoe pre-
monitions it has received had not another circumstance intervened, ie., the
ownership of lands by speculative companies, which, it goes without saying,
have neither conscience nor principle in a question of money-making. Of
this the astute suints are reported to have taken advantage, and to have pur-
chesed from one of these companies a block of 20,000 acres, which will
doubtless serve their present purposes at all events. Having thus stolen a
march on public sentiment, there would seem to be no alternative left but
special legislation stringent enough to prevent this detestable sect fiom
becoming as foul a blot, and giving as much trouble, in Canada as they have
been, and have done, in the neighboring republic.

The arbitrary and il considered Foreign Contract Law of the United
States appears to be almost, if not quit., nullified by the omissiun of cer-
tain provisicns. “ The law as originally passed provided a punishment for
persons who imported labor under contract, but made no disposition in rela-
tion to the laborers. The last Congress amended the law by inserting a
provision for the return of laborers at the expense of the steamship com-
pany which brought them over, but it did not give jurisdiction in such cases
to any court. The conclusion arrived at by theIreasury officials appears
to be that if arrests are made under the law, o writ of habeas corpus will lie
in each case, and that consequently laborers imported under contract can
remain in the country without let or hindrance.” The Act was passed as a
concession by the politicians to the unreasoning labor element of the country.
It might be justifiable in United States legislation to endeavor to exclude
hordes of ignorant foreigners, but the law has not in fact excluded them,
while it has kept out highly skilled laborers and even professional men, for
both of which classes there is demand, and the former of whom, as he is
certain to support himself from the start, it is absurd to tabso. It is only
another instance of the haste and crudity of so much of American legislation.

Tt was for some time difficult to conjecture the significance of the recent
elections in some of the States of the American Union. Sufficient time has,
however, now elapsed to afford some indication of an at least probable
tendency of public feeling and opinion.  Allowing for local and personal
causes the general results would seem to indicate some measure of re-action
against the Republican party, some revulsion against extreme protectionism,
and some growth of opinion in favor of a reduction of the tariff. The
defeat of Mr. Alahone in Virginia may be taken as a rebuke to those who
would trade on race prejudices, Mr. Mahone having run as the negroes’
candidate and depended on the solid negro vote for his return.  Incidentally
the results have suggested it to Mr. Chauncey Depew to emphasize the
probable fact that the patronage falling into the hands of a party on a
change of administration never fails in the year succeeding to be a source
of weakness rather than strength to the party in power,  This opinion is
no doubt based on the fact that the distribution of patronage in itsclf teads
to create unpopularity for the administration. Qne very satisfactory lesson
has also been taught in the marked success of the Australian, or, as it
should be more properly called, the Canadian ballut system.  The ballot,
as koown in Canada, docs not perhaps completely guard against every form
of corruption, but thore is no doubt that it has materially mitigated many
of the gross and outrageous practices which have discredited political
methods in the United States, and from which Canadian elections, partly at
least, by reason of the ballot system arc fortunately more frec,

The Midland Railway, of England, is now running three trains lighted
by clectricity, ‘The dynamo s in the guard's (conductor’s) van and driven
from an axle. In one train 85 lamps are run from onc sct of accumulators
in the guard's van. The light is said to be very satisfactory The work is
still regarded as experimental, but, as an experience of four months has
induced tho company to extend it, it may be taken as a precursor to the
general lighting of trai.s by this means, which would remove one source of
combustion in cases of collision.

Frequent allusion has been made for some time to the great ago of the
veteran Admiral of the Fleet, Sir Provo V. P, Wallis, who is now close
upon his hundreth year. [t appcars that the neighboring republic boasts
of a naval veteran of the 1812—14 war time who is within ten years, or less,
of the age of the English Admiral. ‘This venerable oftficer is Commodore
Joseph B. Hull.  He was born in 1799, and was appointed midshipman in
1813.  He is a nephew of the Capt, Hull who commanded the frigato
Constitution when she captured the Querriere. Commodore Hull performed
g lant service during the Mexican war and war of the rebellion. He was
in command of the Philadelphia navy yard from 1864 to 1866. Although
go years of age he is hale and vigorous and onjoys meeting old friends.

The electric light is continually developing new and sometimes quite
unexpected fields of utility or convenience. One of the latest may prove
of great assistance to traffic in foggy weather. A small incandescent globe
and reflector are now placed on the forehead of a horse, insulated wires
being carried along its body tc a small battery stowed in the vehicle. The
current is turned on at pleasure, and an unmistakable blaze of light illumines
the murky surroundings. Auother curious use has been found for it in
Russia, viz, for illuminating saintly images in cathedrals. Thus a
magnificent figure of the Madonna, just placed in the Alexander Newsky
Monostery, loaded with precious metals and gems of immense value, stands
glittering in the focus of an electric beam, which is also the case with the
“ Kasan " Madonns in St. Petorsbnrg. From near and afar thousands make
pilgrimages to these shrines. It has also been decided to light the ancient
Monastery of St. Ursula at Olmiitz with it—the first instance on record of
its being used in a monastery. It will no doubt come to be generally
adopted, with the view of diminishing the risks of collision, by vessels at sea.

It would not be amiss if those who are foolish enough to desire the
annexation of Canada to the United States would qualify themselves to
form a sound judgment on such a question by a fair study of the peculiarities
of the American Constitution. A point to which attention has been recently
directed is the remarkable power vested in the Speaker of the House of
Representatives—a power, be it remarked, totally at variance with the theory
of constitutions based on British ideas.  ‘The speaker is, after the President
and the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court, the most powerful executive
officer of the Republic, inasmuch as his position enables him to almost
sb:olutely control ihe course of legislation. Being always elected by-the
House upon a purely partisan basis he is, of course, the nominee and
representative of the majority. With him also rests the appointment of the
Chairman of the Committee of Ways and Means. All the patronage of the
House is in his hands, and he also strikes the Standing Committees and
appoints their chairmen. As these have it in their power to kill or modify
to their opinion any bill coming before them, and are controlled by their
chairmen, it is practically impossible that legislation can take a course
opposed to the speaker's wishes, and he can absolutely block ‘the way to
all measures but those of which he approves. This is a power in which
politrcians trained in British ideas of parlismentary practice could see
nothing to admire, and is in keeping with the irrespoasibility ot the Presi-
dent and his cabinet, and the mischievous control of the Senate. All these
points are alike objectionable in comparison with the working of our own
system of Government by the majority in Parliament.

It 15 the opinion of journalists of considerable weight in Canada that
the warning of Mr. Hill, an English Member of Parliameat, as to the pro-
bable effect of the apparent indifference of Great Britain to the interests of
Canada in the Behring Sea matter, may not be without result. The Govern-
ment has been reminded that the movement for independence in Australia
was caused by the refusal of the Imperial authorities, in the face of the
entreaties and demands of Australia, to assume s protectorate over New
Guinea, and thus forestall the menace to Australiau supremacy in the
Pacific which their supineness has now partially brought about; and it is
pointed out that Australia ad not nearly so distinct a grievance as that
under which Canada is now suffering. There is no doubt justice in these
remarks ; yet, under the peculiar circumstances of the yeur now passing
away, any precipitancy of action brought about by complaint, might have
casily induced fresh complications in an international matter in which at
present both Great Britain and Canada have a clearly good case—a case,
indeed, which may almost be said to be flawless. Undoubtedly the delay
has been aggravating in the extreme, and cur scalers have had to put up—
temporarily, let us hope—with great losses and inconvenience ; but it 1s not
to be supposed that Great Britain will fail in her duty in the long run, and
we have assurance in the President’s Message that all outstanding questions
between her and the United States are in process of amicable adjusiment.
About the Behring Sea question it would seem impossible that the Ameri-
can claim to exclusive domination cin be seriously maintained; while, if
any sense of justice yet inheros in the American people and in American
diplomacy, it is difficult to believe that Canadian claims to compensation
fur vessels arbitrarily und upwarrantably seized on the high seas will not
receive the liberal consideration becoming to a great nation to aiford.

While we have had awple reviows of * Robert Llsmere,’ together with
interminablo articles and sermons on that greatly over-rated hook, ot wuch
notico has been taken of its companion volumo, * Jobn Ward, Preachor.”
Although, of courae, no suspicion can bo entortained of collusion between
tho gifted authoresses, both volumes have a common object, that of unsettling
the faith of humanity in the Biblo as a Divine book. *“John Ward,
Preacher,” aims its guns st tho doctrine of future punishment, and the
ultra Calvinism of tho Presbyterian Church., Concerning tho plot uf the
novel, it is not the design of this notico to say much. It lacks one cardinal
point in a good novel, that of being true to nature and to real life. Some
of its charactors aro impossible ones, and much of the narrative is, to put it
mildly, highly improbable. The whole story is far-fetched, and strained to
the last degreo, in the effort to accomplish a certain result. But, leaving
the narrative, lot us turn to the controversial points raised in its pages.

Tho first and leading one bristles up with a startling abruptness on page
11. ‘“Bat, Uncle Archio,” Helen said, * if one did think the Bible taught
something to which one's conscionce or one's renson could not assent, it
seems to mo there could bo only une thing to do—givo up the Bible I This
conclusion is persistently maintained from beginning to end of the volume.
The doctrine of future punishment is held up as the great bugbear, and with
a flippancy that is often painful to witneces it is proclaimed that there is no
hell. One would think the writer had read nome of the thoological
discussions of tho sgo wo livo 10 ; that she had never heard of any other
view of the Scriptures but that of their vorbal and plenary inspiration ; and
that sho was totslly ignorant of ¥arrar and others, who advocste the theory
of * Lternal Hope,” snd baso it on the teachings of the Bible, Theso and
kindred mattors nre so completely ignored as to suggest willful unfairness.

There aro those who are able to beliove all that they find in the Bible.
It is cnough for them that a thing is there, or that they think it is. Others
who find bard sayings in 1t accopt what is plain, and relegato the rest to the
realm of mystory ; believing that while thero ia much that is abovo reason
thero is nothing which, fully explained and rightly understood, is contrary
to reason. Othors yet think there have been additions and interpolstions
which are 1o be sifted by carcful criticism from the self-evident and
indubitable truth which forms tho staple of the Sacred Book. Morcovar,
as already hinted, there aro those and among them some of the most revorent
believers in tho Biblo who do not find in it that form of eschatology which is
go 1udely travestied in * John Ward, Preacher.” It is not tho ebject of this
article to plead for cither of these views, but to show how hasty and unauthor.
ized is the conclusion that tho only alternativeis to reject the Biblo if it seems
to teach in eomo parts of it what conscience and reason canuot accept.

The book 1s inconsistent with itself in declaring at one lime, unqualifiedly,
“ thoio is no hell,” and yet admitting at avother that *‘ tho consequences of
sin must be oternal.” ln one placo we road, * Tho cffect of sin upon
character must be oternal, and I should think that would be hell enough
somotimes.” What are wo to understand by theso plainly contradictory
statoments? ¢ No hell,” and yet the conseyuences of sin irrevocable and
cternal, and then * hell enough sometimes.” Does the anthoress believe in
a limited retribution? Lven that scems to be out of the question, in view
of the declaration that tho comsequences of sin sro cternal. The book
ridicules the idea of “a fire snd brimstone hell,” in which no intelligent
porson now holioves, and betrays the writer's flippant ignorance in saying,
“ that when the Calvinists decided on sulphur they did not know the virtues
of caustic potash.” A fiery holl was not the creation of Calvinism. Long
before John Calvin's day “ a lake of fire and brimstone” was omployed by
Biblical writors as an emblem of future punishment.

In its treatment of the Presbytorian Chnrch the book hetrays an animus
which is nut unly fatal to chanty Lut to truthful ropresentation. Tho
difference botween old schyol and new school is mado to consist merely in
the fact that the old school have cold roast beef on Sunday, while the now
school havo hot roast beef on Sunday, but ¢ doubtless both unite on hell
for other sccts.”  This kind of trifling with sorious themes cannot be too
strongly reprohended. Garbled oxtracts are made from the Catechism and
Confe:sion of ¥aith, which put in the most offensive Jight thoso statoments
of degma which are accepted, 1if at all, with a degreo of reserve, and the
presence of which in the Standards hss led to a decided movemont in favor
of Rovision. Morcover, Presbyterians are virtually held responsiblo for
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gomo dreadful oxtracts from tho works of Jonathan Edwards, who, as o
mottor of fact, was not a Presbytorian but a Congregationaliat,

Tho great defect in both the books referred to at tho outact of this papor
ia that thoy make roligion to consist in belicf of cortain dogmas, This is
capecially characteristic of  John Ward, Preachor.” There is no rocognition
of that calm trust in God, that sweet senso of his forgiving love in Christ
Josus, that communion of the Holy Ghost, that relinnco on Providence, that
suppott in sorrow, trial and death, which havo boon tho ecssentinl eclemonts
in n religious exporionco through all the ages. Not a charscter is introduced
that represonts trvly the typisal and ropresontative Christian as he may be
found in any of the churches of to-doy. What tho old divines cilled * the
life of God in the soul of man ” is as uttorly ignored as though no ono had
ovor professod participation in it. Christendom is pictured ns a chaos of
dogma, and that charity in which nll religioua pooplo agreo, regarding it as
tho vary soul and essenco of piety, is apperently considered unworthy a
paseing thought. One cannot but pity the denso darkness and ignorance in
which many giftod minds are evidently onveloped. Still, as of old, the
world by wisdom knows not God, and mauny who are ambitious to fres tho
humnn mind from suporstition only succoed in proving themsolves  blind
leadors of the blind.”

Tho New York Jndependent says, * Mrs. Deland’s novel, ¢ John Ward,
Preachor,’ has passed its fiftioth thousind in this country.” In view of the
intrinsic weakness of the book it has attained a suprising popularity, which
can only bo accounted for by the alarming provalonce of scopticism in the
United Staies.—From the Week WARFLECK.

DIAMONDS AT THE PARIS EXHIBITION.

‘The dinmonds shown in the Exhibition must ba at loast of the value of
soven or eight millions sterling, or forty millions of doflars. ‘Thero are
many specialties and fours de force, such as a model of the Eiffel Towoer,
made entirely of diamonds, 3} feet high, which is going off to America.
The Imperisl diamond, belonging to a syndicate of London inerchaats,
which weighed in the rough 457 carate, and now, cut and polished, is 180
carats. This stono is believed to havo been obtained surroptitiously from
one of the South African mines, and is oxpected to eoll for about £40,000.
Tho Koh-i.noor only weighs 103} carats, but thore ave brilliants shown moroe
than doublo that size. To Bruges is attributed the credit in the fifteenth
cextury of first polishing tho diamond with its own dust. The troubles of
the sixteenth century, however, drove most of the experienced workmen 10
Amstordam ; but Bolgium has now rogained its old prestigo for diamond
working. To Antwerp belongs tho honor of improving the cleavage and
polishing of these precious stones, which have increased considerably the
brillianey of the diamond by adding to its fire and lustre frowmn tho regularity
of tho facets. In order not to waste any of the material, the lapidary now
shapes the gem according to its natural form. Henco it is rounded gracefully,
which adds considerably to its valuo. Since 1830 the cutting of rose
diamonds hos become a specialty of Antwerp. The fine jewols shown in
the Belgian section are morvels of workmanship and the admiration of all
conooissours. Nearly all the Capo diamonds are now sent to Antwerp to bo
cut and polished.  Since 1840, when tho first steam dinmond-cutting firm
was catablishod in Antwerp by Messrs. Bovie, the industry has taade rapid
progress, thero boing now about 50 workshops, employing 3,500 operatives,
and a skilled workman, according to the work he turns out, can earn from
£48 per week upward. Ths discovory of the South African diamond mines
about twenty years sgo created a complete rovolution in the trade. The
finding of the famous “* Star of South Africa,” a stone weighing 833 carats
in the rough, caused a great rush to tho district, and the banks of Vasl River
wore found rich in dismonds This largo brilliant when cut weighed 463
carats, and now figures among tho jowels of the Countess of Dudley ; but
this has beon far oxceeded by subsequent finds. The river diggings were
snon abandoned for the farms of Du Toit’s Pan, Bultfontein, and tho
locality whero now stands thoe town of Kimberloy. A circle of sbout 3%
miles in diawoter indeod incloses the four principal diamond mines which
have been worked to such advantage. The depth to which theso principal
mines have now been cxcavated is from 400 to 500 feet. Tho public have
a genersl impression that the Cape diamonds are usually of a yellow tinge,
but this is not so, and they may convince themselves to the contrary by
inspecting the largo collection of diamonds shown in tho South African
pavilion.  Thoro are stones, it is true, of various shades of yellow, and the
denp orange tint is highly valued by collectors for its rarity. The Capo
diamonds, as a rule, aro indeed less colored on the average than thoso of
India and Brszil. This erroncous opinion arises from the fact that the
largest Capo diamonds found sre somowhat yellow, while the large diamonds
of India and Brazil are of a white and brilliant hue. The dismonds
obtained from the mine of Jagersfontein, in the Orango YFreo Stato, are
remarkable for their whiteness, vorging to blue.—Journal of Society of Aris.

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

Moncrox’s Bic Boow.—Thoso pessimists who were prodicting somo
yoars ago that Moncton had scen hor best days, are at a loss to account for
the continued ani increasing growth of tho town. Building operations will
total this year about tswicoe as much as last, Tha Zimes’ cstimate some timo
ago of §175,000 as the probable extent of the building operations of the
secason is too small by nearly $50,000.

The char and filler house eapacity at the sugar refinery has been doubled,
necossitating tho oxpenditure of several thousand dollare. New machinery
has beon put in tho barrel factory for making hoops, and tho barrolsare now
made completo from the logs. About $10,000 is distributed each year in
tho surrounding districts for wood used in this factory.

Other industrios aro onjoying a good share of prosperity. Tho Record
Foundry and Machino Company employs about tiwico ns many hands as it
did somo yoars ago. Mr, Weir is adding a moulding shop to his machine
shop, and other ostablishmonts roport a good soason.

A large oxpendituro is boing mado in connection with the walor worka.
Contracts havo boon lot this soason for tho laying of more than two miles of
new gorvico wmaiva through n number of etroets not hithorto served, and a big
forco of mon havo boen employoed on the new 40 million gallon roservoir.

Work is progrossing on the new $25,000 brick school house, for which
Potors, Jonos & Lovesbury havo the contract, aud a large number of dwel-
lings, stores, ote., have beon orected at a cost varying from $500 to $7,000
or 88,000, Mr. D. Prico's now stono building costing the latter figuro.

A walk about the rajlway yard shows the growing importanco of tho
railway interest. Nover boforo einco Moncton becamo the headquartors
have thero boon so many ovidences of iucreasing business. Rhodes, Curry
& Co. havo rushed things on their $80,000 contract for now round house
and oxtension to erecting shop. The new round house will accommodate 23
ongiuves, It is built on the most modern principles and was greatly neaded,
as thero has not beon nearly suflicient accommodation for the engines. In
a week or 5o the round house will bo ready to roceive 8 or 10 engines. The
oreeting shop oxtonsion is 210 by 107 feet and whon comploted will be ono
of tho best shops for the purpose in Canadv. The walls aro all up, but
theie hus been somo delay caused by the non-arrival of the iron work for
tho roof, which will probably be put on in January. Mr. R. C. Call has
comploted his contract for uew coal shed, 200 by 30, costing 82,000. This
shed is built noar tha two round houses on the most improved principles.
The old coal shed will be torn down. ‘The foundation is now in for a 50,-
000 gallon water tank to Le orected at a cost of $3,000 or more for the pur-
poso of atoring water to reliove tho drain on tho wator pipes. Mr. Toed of
Dorchester has the contract for this work Lut his sublot to Mr. Liea. A shed
has boon orectod for uuclaimed froightat a cost of $1,000, and an ash pit in
connection with tho new round house will cost £600. The ticket office at
tho station is also boing remodelled and improved with a glass front. The
western end of tho railway yard has baen re-arranged this year snd a large
amount of filling is done and new sidings laid.  The material for filling in
has been brought from Boundary Creok. Work hasalso beon commenced on
a lot of now sidiogs on tho ¢ Y’ between tho main lines leading north and west.

In additivn to the ordinary work 25 woen or more have been omployed
all summer cutting and refitting old rails which are being sent for track lay-
iug on tho Oxford and New Glasgow and Capo Breton railways.

It is a common saying among us, that our city is slowly but surely
advancing, and one of the principal ovidences wo havo of this is the exten-
sivo building snd repairing going on. Noteworlhy is the wonderful
improvewent made by Mt, Harris in his hot-house on Lockman St. Mr,
Harris this year bos put up acd completed two very creditable buildings,
ono of which is connected with his heating room and is filled with all the
plants that a botanist can think of. The second building, though finished,
is not yet heated, and thereforo not in use. Mr. Harris hag a largoe stock of
all sorts of flowers, and during the coming season will have his new build-
ings well filled with all the choicest plants, and his will be the largest institu-
tion of tho sort in the Dominion. .

Goop Wonk.—Mr. Alexandor Walker of Centreville has just finished
sawing lumber with his portable mill for B. B, Barnhill, at Two Rivers, bav-
ing cut over 3,000,000 feet this sesson. On tho Oth inst. he cut 32,000
sup. feot in 6 hours.—Amlerst Sentsnal.

Al the Steel & Forge Co.’s work all seem busy. Tho cold rolling mill '

is being fitted up as fast as the mechanics can get it together. The old
smelting furnace is torn down to be rebuilt and furnished with a patent bot-
tom, the material to be used being shipped from Great Britain. Tho Forge

department is kept sleady at work ; and there are orders for some timse to
come.—Easfern Chronicle.

The Weelly Press, with commendable enterprise, publishes a list of the
new buildings put up in Amhorst during the past sesson. They number
about 180 and tho cost amounts to $150,000.

An idea of some of the business done by St. Stephen and Milltown may
bo obtained from tho facts that Ganong Bros. shipped ten tons of confection-
ory to different points in tho Maritime Provinces last Monday, and that the

shipments from the cotton mill this wook will aggregate niso carloads of
their manufactured product.

Pictou.—Our shoo factory is doiug a good business ; between forty and
fifty hands are omployed, turning out on an average 150 pairs
daily, The directors find tho building too small for their present business,
and purpose onlarging it for the coming season.  Deing in the contre of a
fast growing district, we have no doubt thst with a skillful management it
will take a front seat with the business houses of the Province, D). Fullerton
& Sons' sash and door factory is quite oxtensive. - A largo lot of machinery
running and s number of mon all busily cmployed. J. D. Fullerton
is putiing up a building to Lo used as a machino shop, it will bo in operation
by the Now Year. A. &J. Carson, building contractors, aro doing a steady
bueincss, Tho Iron Foundry has been put into good order. All the shops
aro »t work, ‘The machine shop is in charge of J. Blenkinsopp, lately with
Clith & Crowo, Truro ; the blacksmith and forgingiare under Dan McDonald.,
Work is coming in and everything looks promising.—FEastern Chronicle.

Prof Hind first outlined the history of Pisiquid or
Windsor, snd proved it to have boen one of the most populous snd culii-
vated portions of ¢ Acadie,” Ho read a brief sketch of the march of Cou.

aid of the Indians surprised and annihilated Col. Noble's garrison on the
Gasperoaux. ‘The paper closed with an arraignment of the Abbe Casgrain,
who, it appears, has called in question the good faith of Dr. Aikens, the
well known and highly respected record commissioner, and also attacked
tho character of cortain publications issued by the N. S. Historical Society.
The Abbe Casgrain accuses Dr. Aikins of having inserted in the published
archives only such papers as would tend to prove the Acadians to have beon
a disloyal and dabgerous population. This charge Mr. Hind ably rofutes,
but ho carries the war into Africa by in turn accusing tho Abho Casgrain of
baving so selected bis extrac's from thoso publications as to prove tho
deportation of the Acadians unjustified. The Society by a unanimous vote
of its members declared its entire confidenco in the work of Dr. Aikins,
1 at as the Abbe Casgrain's charge agair-t the Society was due to editorial
over-sight, it was thought better to let the announcoment of this fact be the
only vindication offered. Tho real question at issue is, whother or not the
doportation of tho Acadians was justifiable, and beforo making up our minds
upon it we need to have a flood of historical light let in upon the acts of theo
Acadians from 1710 down to the time of their oxpulsion. Mr. Hind’s paper
was well recoived, and was deserving of the complimentary roforences made
to it by Sir Adams Archibald, Sonator Power, Judge Weatherbe ard others,

The concert given in the Roform Club Hall, Dartmouth, on Tuesday even-
ing, under tho auspices of tho Streots Improvomsnt Association, was highly
successful.

Tho jobbing trado in its various branches has this soason been of the
usual kind, and tho movemont may be characterized as normal. Tho larger
proportion of couatry produco has been marketed. This has had the effect
of improving payments in a cortain degree, but noi to tho oxtont that was
anticipated and that all desired.

Tho tone of the monoy markot has boon slightly slightly essier, but loans
on call havo not been as roadily obtainablo as was expocted at ono time.
Somo leading bankers boliove that money will be as scarco as over by tho
middle of the current month,  While the paymonts of bank dividends and
tho lending of bank reserves, which ajways occur at the boginning of the
month, have tended to croate a temporary incroase in available funds, still
tho supplies from these sources socom to have boon absorbed with groater
promptitude than was snticipated.

Dry Goops.—Tho recent cold wosther has caused quite an improvement
in this branch of trade—especially in connection with tho city rotsil business.
The movemont in dress gouds hag been brisk, and this has affocted tho
wholoszle houses to a degres because rotailers have recently only bought for
immediato wants.  This improvemont on the demand was at once folt in
tho stocks on hand, necessitating ordering, hut this has beon dono in a quiet
way. Commercial travellers in this line are nearly all out with full samples
of spring goods, and they mostly report baving met with gratifying succoss.
As regards woollens tho medium and cheaper classes prices aro advancing
across ** tho herring pond” and recent cablo advices aro that orders for theso
grades cannot be duplicated excopt at an appreciation of about 15 per cont.
over quotations in November, In botter goods the advance has not been
50 groat, Still present supplies could not be replaced at exieting prices, and
those in tho trade horo have to shape their course according.  Purchasers
scem to fully appreciato tho strongth of the market, snd there is an evident
oagorness to book orders ahead on tho lines reforred to ubove, when this can
be doue at a slight advance.

Irox, Harpware axp MEvars.—Tho local trade has quioted down to its
usual dimensions at this season of the yoar. Tho conditions are practically
unchanged, and nothing car be noted that could tend to any lessening of the
stropgth of tho market.. Both hero and elsewhero what movement has
tsken placo has been at an undiminished price, showing plainly that it is
still and is likely to remain for some timo a sellors’ market, [Lo put it
briclly tho market genorally continues to show firmness. Copper is firm with
an upward tendoncy, although there is no particular change to note in local
prices. Recont advices from both American and English markots cito a firm
and advancing tone. Tin plato and lead are firm with nothing very partic-
lar to note.

Breanstores.—Tho local flour market presents littlo chengo. Thero is
a rathor better demand for cotteiu strong flours, and prices are in consequonce
a shado firmer.

Provisioxs,—Tho local provision market has beon quict though steady,
with prices for pork ranging lo. to 2c. lowoer than thoy did a yoar ago. Thero
is o fair jobbing domand and eomo enquiry for dressed hogs, which aro in
rolativoly li%ht receipt. In Liverpool lard dropped ls.,and other lines woro
weak, though quotations were unchanged. Pork in Chicago has boon rathor
firmor, and prices havo advanced a shado. Tho hog market thero has boon
strougor, and pricos wont up about 5o. Tho cattlo markot was fairly active
and stoady,

Byrrer.—Thoro is nothing new to noto in connection with the butter
trade, Tho Euvglish markets aro not in a satisfactory condition and thero is
Just onough doing in a local way to keop business moving. Choico buttor,
both croamory and dairy, continue to bo tho particular foatures of the mar-
ket in tho way of scarcity and demand, while roll buttor makes a good third,
80 that, on the wholo, thero is n fairly quiet business moving.

Cugese,—Tho market continucs tame and uninteresting in evory sonso
of the wurd., Enquiries from the other side, although they ovinco a dispo-
sitiun to sound, the position on choico and the botter gradoes, do not show
ony motorial improvement in tono as yol. Tho esmo ruling condi
tions continuo to provail. oldors aro firm nnd thoro is no disposition on
tho part of oporators to “go in" until something tangible in tho way of
encouragement is hoard from the othor side. This has yot to come, though
thero aro good reasoms for supposing that it will come. According to
advices tho demand is loaning more this way than it has hitherto,

Fruir.—Tho morket has prosented no material alteration during tho past
week, business on the wholo boing quiot but sufficient to offect o fair
avorago movoment.  As Christinas approaches there is, of course, mors or
less enquiry by retailers for supplios suitable to their businoss, and it may ba
oxpected to offect the usual movement shortly, On the wholo tho market ia
a stoady ono and wo have no alteration to note. In roforonce to currants a
circular from Patras states that the market thore is stoady witha large demand
fromn parts of Franco. Iolders ara solling slowly, belioving that the position
of the article is vory favorablo and that later on tho remaing stocks in Greeceo
will obtsin higher prices. Last weok sales of Canadian apples wero cabled
from Liverpool showing a decline from provious transactions of ls. to 23 per
bbl,, one lot of about 300 bbls. selling at prices which gavo a net averago to
tho shippers in the Westof 82.45 por bbl., which barely covers ¢aat. Another
lot of about 130 bbls, of Canndisu fruit was disposed of in Liverpoo), show-
ing » et avorage to tho shippor of §2.65 per bbl., and a round lot of choice
russets sold at 20s. per bbl. Advices from Torontostate that a considerible
quantity of fruit is stored in that city, most of which consists of choico long
keeping varietios, suitable for theexport trade. On the whole the shipments
of Cauadian apples havo boon fairly satisfactory this sosson, and judging
from tho smaller quantities to go forward than wers shipped from this time
last year to the end of tho soason, oxporters confidently expect romuneritive
results from tho shipmonts to be sent forward.

Sugar.—Raw sugars have beon strong during the week, and, in cnse.
quonce, the market is firm in tono with a tendency to higher values, and
yelivw refined has moved up fully 3e. Tho advanco is steady, and promises
to bo permanont, sugars having strongthoned overywhere. The domand is
fair and ssalos aro readily made at quotations.

_ Morasses.—Barbados Molasses is quiet with little doing at unchanged

rices.
P Tea.—In tho London tea market thore has been more activity and more
disposition both to buy and to meet buyers than was the casein the provious
week. In black tea tho domand was moderats for low grades. Japans have
boon slrong, but no advauce has as yet taken place, Tho local tea business
has boon quiet during the past weok all round, as the traders are supplying
themsolves from consignmonts hold here for some time

Correes.—The domand for coffecs has been slow this weok, and very
little has beon dono in them. Rios abroad have boon steady and quiet with
not much doing. Mocha is quiet and unchanged in price.

Fisu Oirs.—The Montreal markot rotains the quict featuros reported
l2st week, and sales aro difficult to make, even in small lots. Newfoundland
and Gaspe cod oil is quoted at 33c to 35¢., and Halifaxat 31c., although it is
said that at theso figures new supplios could not be laid down here. Steam
rofined seal oil continues to bo worked off at 4Gc. to 473c. Cod liver oil is
dull, and Nowfoundland has heen sold at 55c. to 60c.

Fist.—Receipts of dry fish have beon only moderate. A rumor obtained
currency in tho carly part of tho weck that large schools of mackerel wore
passing through the Strait of Canso, Wo have not been able to learn of any
confirmation of this ruwor, and concludo that it is uofounded. Herring
are very dull, despite the fact that recoipts continue to be small Tho tone
of tho market may be characterized as iusctivo. Scalo fish aro quiet.
Nothing is doing in that line, No important shipments have been made
during tho past week, as foreign markets avo irresponsive. Our outside
advices aro as follows :—Montreal, Docomber 10.—“Tho receipts of frosh
cod and haddock have been fairly woll absorbed during the past week, with
sales at 3}c. to 34c. por Ib. Frozen trout, smolts, horring snd tommy cods
are oxpected shortly, Sales of frosh lobsters wero mado at 7c. perlb.

MINING.

Tho yoar 1889 is fast drawing to s oloso, and with this month's gold
returns tho total gold yiceld for tho twelve monthas will bo completed. That
it will excoed the total of any previous year there is overy reason to anticipato,
as mining oporations during the year have boon vigorously prosecuted, and
a number of propertics havo mado large and continuous returns, By far
tho most important mining event of the year, and tho ono that is destined to
prove of the greatost bonefit to the Province, is the opening up of the Pictoun

iron fiolds and the formation of two strong companies to oporate in that
locslity.

Locnaper.—Considorablo work of a prospecting nature has been done
on tho property of the Lochaber Gold Mining Co., Limited. Some very
rich quartz has been raised, and drift has boen found which indicates the
presence of an excecdingly rich lead which has not yot boen found.

Some very intoresting facts in regard to tho voysge of tho Royal William
from Pictou to London—tho first steamship to cross tho Atlantic without
suxilliary saile—are now going the rounds of the preas. Of special intercst
to Nova Scotia is the fact that Pictou coal was the fucl and that it gave
unbounded satisfaction. We quoto as follows from a letter dotailing the
incidents of the voyage which appeared in the Quebec Chronicle November
6th, 1833 :--** The whole distance of the voyage (about 2,500 miles) was
performed by steam with the most perfect success with Pictou coal, and the
captain and ongineers declare that it is suparior as fuel for the use of steamers
to anything tried before. They found no inconvenionco from clinkers, and
whatever adhored to the bars of tho grate scaled off with a slight touch,
leaving the bars clean and uninjured. As a proof of the latter, one sot of
bars served for the whole voyage without damage., They had made no

alteration in their grates, and they consider one chaldron of Piclon coal
equal to threo cords of wood.”

Moose River.—AIr. D. Touquoy brought to the city on Monday o very
handsomo guld bar weighing 59 ozs. 11 dwis. Tho mino and mill are
being worked to perfotion, the water power being ample to run overything

with much to spare. Threo pumps are being worked from one main pump
rod and branches koeping four leads dry.

Prixce’s LopGe.—Tho Jast issuo of the Canadian Mining Review states
in regard to this district that a ** cluso cxamioativn of lodes as yot stripped
fails to discovor any gold in them.” This is a direct mis-stateruent of the
fects, as the loadsshow gold. Our contemporary has beon misinformed, but,

judging from its well known fairness, it will bo sufficiont to call attention to
the error to havoe it rectified.

Caxapa.—Considerablo excitoment has boon caused by the discovery of
copper in tho townships of Blake and Crooks, about 15 miles south of Port
Arthur.  Itis found in amygdaloid dykes, varying from 15to 40 fect in
width, and is exposed in ono instanco for a quarter of a mile. Careful
assays havo given 9.27 and 11.40 por cont. copper. Rumors of largo deals
in these lands ero current, snd will likoly dovelop into reality before long.
Three well-definod and promising silver voins have latoly beon located in
tho township of Crooks, surfaco assays showing 522, $36 and $290 per ton
respectively. A party of mining men, ropresenting locsl and castern capt-
tal, bavo just roturned from thoro, and appear to be highly satisfied.

A valuable natural minoral spring has beon discoverod on tho Kakabeks
Falls propeity, within the limits of tho proposed new city, whosoqpromotors
aro engaged in secuning all the necessary properly on which to lay out the
town. Thay have alzeady received propositions for tho erection of two flour

and pulp mills, and sovoral other business propositions of magnitudo have
been made thom.

___—_____
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The Ontarin Government has surveyed the new township of Scoblr,
lying botween Paipoonge, Blako and Gillies.

CrowN PoInt.—This mino, W. Montgomery superintendent, shipped
87,800 of oro to Kansss City in Septombor, and expects 10 meke reguiar
monthly shipmonts during the winter,

MuRiLLo.—A compsvy has been organized in London, Eng., with a
capital of £60,000, to work tho Murilla Mine, 12 mils southwest of hero.
They are now ungaged in orecting camps aud other necessary improvements,
preparatory to active mining in tho spring.

Prixce.—Some oxploratory work is being done on the * Prince” location.
This is the oldest mino on the Cunadian shore of Lako Superior, having been
worked in 184G by the late Col, Princo.

Suyxian WEescnu —Capt. Thomas H. Trithewz superintendent of this
mino, shipped 15 barrels of ore on the 22nd inst., valued at $2,200. This
ore ie shipped to Liverpool, Eug., the freight being $7 per ton.

WEest Exp Minixa CoMpany.—This company, A. Falco, superintondent,
shipped 812,600 worth of ore on Oct 25th, and has anothor large shipuout
ready.— Engineering and Mining Journal,

NvuacETs.—Prospectors are doing their lovel best during this Indian
Summer woather. The clink of steel is heard from Hebbs Croes 1o Lapland,
and several finds aro roported within the week. One un eighteen inch
straight away lead on a block recently laken up by McDonald, Morris and
others. The islands of the Millipsigate Lako oven have not escaped attention.
Dr. Calder and others s1e now the smiling owners of the upheaval with the
funny name, covering four or five areas. About the centre of the islind one of
the sturdy secttlers located a six inch lead shuwivg considerablo gold and
judged to be & continuation through the lako of the birch brook vein.
Reports seem to have it that tho owners of the West Duluth Shafis near
Mud Lake have an offer fromn a London Syndicate of a certain smount in
cash snd paid up stock with a guaranteo to build a first class mill. Tho
owners of the Mill Villagoe aross ure now very hopeful of strikiug the rich
lead for which they have been prospecting with so much pluck for the last
year or two. A Montreal compny is said to have taken u hand in, and
work is to bo commenced immediatoly with a view to cutting tho hundred
feet or thereabouts of surfaco which they beliove is covering tho lead of
neatly two feot in size, All the float quartz frem this lead is filled with fine
and coarso gold, and is good for four ounces to the ton. This is a very
valuablo property and cannot sleep much longer.

Gold River seems to be rapidly coming to the front, as the owner of one
of the propertios in a letter roports bouldors nearly all gold. If that keeps
on we shall have to go back to plitinum to hand over for valuo recoived.
—Argus. .

Morsea,—Tho mill at tho Caledonia Mime iz well advanced, and is a
solid and becoming structure.

Tho South lead on this property has beon cut in six places along an
oxtent of 800 feet. Those cuttings vary in depth from 30 to 15 feet, and
what is quito remarkable there is a good showing of gold in all the workings.
The lead has an avorsge thickness of six inches with an increasing width at
tho castern extromity. This lead undoubtedly oxtends several hundred foet
into the unprotetted ground, and being of such an extent along the striko,
ono would reasonably expect it to widen with greater depth, for the length
and thickness of leads have always quite definite relations,

Mr. Harlow, the Superintendent, showed some very fine samples of gold
from this lead, and altogoether it is a vety promising feature of the property.

At the Parker-Douglas Mine thero is 2 business aspect. A new battery
will soon be ready for operation, and two more aro in rapid course of con-
stroction. A new tramway is nearly completed to the Slato lead.

Tho Twin lead at a depth of 118 feet is four feot in thickness, and
making a good showing of gold.—Gold Hunter.

OraL_QuArniEs.—Opals of overy vatioty aro found in many species of
porpbry in sevoral distinct rogions of Moxico. Don Jose Gonzolos Cosio is
owner of 24 claims on an arca of 360 acres of opal besring claystone
porphry locsted 75 miles from tho city of Quoretaro and 16 miles only from
tho lino of tho Mexican Central Railway. This gontleman omploys 100
expert miners, whoso sole business is to blast out blocks of rock camrying
opals. Thousands of common as well as msgnificont gems aro broken to
picces weekly by the very awkward process of blasting. By using a rock
drill and severing opal rock blacks by the plug snd festhering quarrying

lap not five per cent. of the gems now ruined would be lost. Senor Cosio
gna lately establishod a lapidary at Queretaro. He has cut and polished
several bushals of the precious or noblo opals and firo opals. He contributed
a very fino collection for the Mexican exhibit in tho Paris Exposition. His
uncut and unpolished opals cost him on ap average three cents cach.  Tho
most magpificent of his precious opals donot cost him to exceed fifty cts. vach.

Thero is an opal bearing quarry being worked in the Stato of Morclos,
and it supplies gems cqually as fino as tho Cosio quarry.

For twenty years of tho seventeenth century, commencing with the year
1672, the Spaniards worked a quarry of opals and turqouises located about 360
miles due north-west of this city. Tho formation of porphyry thero is
oxactly similar to that in which tho famous turquoise stones are found in the
quarries south of Santa Fe., N. M. Tho old Donbs could not make much
progress thero for tho camp was isolated, as it still is, and thousands of
Apacho savages harressed them. In 1602 the Indians fell upon the miners
and garrison, massscring nearly 900 men, women and children,
