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EDITORIAL NOTES.

The fire fiend has been going the rounds this winter. Lackeport, Yar
mouth apd Pugwash have suffered severely, and Halifax, with its Globe
Hotel blaze on the Jast night of the year, came in for a visitation too. These
disasters have their lesson for us, and just now when the members of the
Halifax Fire Department are not exhibiting that spirit of umty that we
w.uld like 10 sec, it is eapecially necessary that vigilance should be observed
in the protection of buildings.

The Wotld’s Fair seems to be progiessing towards materialization in
1893. Letters from Chicago have a gilt stamp bearing the words «* World's
Fair, Chicago, 1893,” which does its work in advertisivg the show. The
Lake Front, and Washingion and Jackson parks are definitely decided upon
as the site for the fair. They are some distance apart, but 2 railway will
obviate soy inconvenience from this source. The date of inavguration
ceremonies will soon be announced.

Ooe of the most astonishing clainss which have been brovght forward in
behalfof electricity is that by means of its vibrations of light it is now pos-
sible to see distant persons and things. According to the Otago Times, Dr.
Guidrah, of Victoris, has invented an apparatus, called by him the electro-
scope, which accomplishes this. The above mentioned paper says that a
public test of this instrument was made in Melbourne in the presence of
some forty acientific sud public men. * Sitting in a dark room they saw
projected on a large disk of white burnished mets! the race-course at Fiem-
ington with its myriad hosts of active beinge.

It now transpires that ¢ Darkest Fogland and the Way Out” was nat
written by General Booth at all, but by some professional writer who put
the Genersl's plan in proper literary shape. This kind of authorship has
become fashionable of late years, but it appears to us that the honest
courso and the best policy to pursue would be to give each man his due

o | share of credit for work performed. If General Booth originated the scheme

well and good, and if some other man wrote the book let them be honest
and say so. Commissioner Smith of the Salvation Army has resigned his
position because of differences of opinion between himself and General
Booth as to the methods to be employed in the scheme of relief. It is
thought too that the substantial patts of the scheme of city and farm colonies
originated with Mr, Smith, whose resignation at this juncture will be likely
to seriously retard any progress. According to Commissiover Smith the
enormous funds which have recently been asked for, and which have poured
in rapidly, are so applied to relief work as to take the demand off other
funds of the army. General Booth intends to snswer the criticisms that
bave appeared in the Times in a pamphlet that he expects to publish during
this month. He also states that a deed of trust for the funds is to be drawn
up. Commissioner Smith intends giving any outside assistance he can to
General Booth, and their relations are appatently not so strained as we were
led at first to believe.

Educational guestions are being very generally discussed at present, and
the view i3 gainiog ground that children must be tanght to do things aud not
merely how they should be done. The practical is as far better thaa the
theoretical as is possible to imagine. The ability to be useful in ordinary
ways is another matter that deserves attention. Qage defect in public school
teaching is to practice pupils in the reading of handwriting. They are
taught to read print from the day they enter school until they leave it, but
they seldom have to read any writing except their own aod the teacher’s,
which if not legible comes 1o for mach abuse. Script reading is snaccom-
plishment necessary in many occupations, an it is one 10 which the average
schoo) boy or achool girl is particularly deficient. The boys who go into
stores, printing offices, telegraph offices and offices of professional men have
much greater value when they can read ordinury handwriting at a glance.
It is an art acquired by practice, it is trae, but the practice should be begua
and pursued all through the public school course. It is quite as practical
as any study that can be named. A youngster who can read oftband the
most of the manuscript met with in a lawyer's office or an editor’s office is
a jewel and worth tweaty who are only educated in their legs and *f run
crrands  speedily. It would be fua if teachers would occasionally bring
1n a bundle of business men’s script and set the children to puzzle it out,
This is just what they will be called upon to do a little 1ater on when they
are flung into the world to fight for a living. And just so with other useful
sccomplishments. They should be practiced during the school period in
order to equip the pupil for sciive lifc.

The Queen Regent of Holland is showing unusual good sense with
regard to the mournipg sttire of the young Queen Whilemena Itisalways
depressing to see children dressed in black, and the sombre hue must be
far from beneficial to the health and spirits of young people. Queen Emma
has revived the fashion of white mourning for her daughter, who will wear
this color alone for the usual period. Under the old regime in France
white weeds were worn by widows, and Mary Queen of Scots, as widow of
the Dauphin, was w0 attired. At that time, however, the widow's dress was
very unbecomingly made, with a cap or coif which actually bid the hair, and,
moreover, it was the fashion for the aristocratic widow to remain for three
months in 2 room huog with black and fromn which all nataral light was
excluded. A widow’s lot is at best not 2 happy ome, but it seems as if
cverything bas conspired together to wake it worse, In India suttée used
to be the fashion, and consequently it was followed ; in our own country,
widows in their gatb of woe are really sorrowfsl sights, and there are but
few with th= strength of mind to break loose from costom and appear in
public without yards and yards of ciape covelopiog them from head to
foot.

_The decision of the Municipal Council of Athens to appcal to Groat
Beitain to return the celobrated Elgin Marbles to the Parthenon, from which
they were taken in 1216 by the Earl of Elgin, siarts a problem as to meun
et 4w, which will not likely bo settled in a burry. If the maibles ought
to be returned to Greece where is no roason why many other art treasurcs,
pow in posecasion of Great Dritain, should not return to their own places.
It will be hard to make Britain see the necessity of this. 1f the Elgin
Marbles had been left in Greece they would probably have been in shattered
fragments now,

A King's County papermakes 2 rather mean remurk anent the exhibition
of 1891 beiog held in Halifax. It says :—* We wonder if they will manage
gﬁm any better than Kiog's County did. Our lust exhibition was a pay-
ing ove and wehope that Halifax can handle hers better than she cap a
summer carnival.” We were under the impression that our summer carnival
was a great success. All the events arranged for, save one, went off in fine
style with perfect weather to help things along. ‘The ane event that failed
was the ball, and that was not a failure in one sonse, for those who attended
it enjoyedit. Where the failure comes in is on the financial side, there still
being arrears owing,” As for former exhibitions, we hsve not been unsc-
cessful with them, and we have ample confidenee in th2 men who will have
the bxenmagcment of the coming one, that they will make it all that it ought
to De.

Despite the fact that there are abuses in plenty nearer home thar Kussia,
s certain interest is attached to the affairs of even such a far country for all
who are anxious to see the cause of freedom and hnmanity flourish. In
aid of this cause the Society of Friends of Russian Freedom have united
with them the Russian-American National League, and have organized the
Free Russia Publishing Association for the purpose of publishing a monthly
magazine in America, Free Russia is published in London, and at 321
Broadway, New York, the fourth number of which has just reached us.~ S.
Stepinak, the author of many well-known and powerful works, contributes
an article entitled * What can the Czar do? in which he shows the root of
Russian wrongs to be bureaucracy, and contends that the system must be
abolished. The pressure necessary to achieve this muat, he says, come from
the country, from Russian Society, but some part of it may come from out-
side as well. The agitation is being sided by thousands of foreigners, whose
interest in Ruasian affairs, together with the general public opinion of the
civilised world, which is turning sgainst the Russian Goverament in disgust
and contempt, cannot now-adays be overlooked by the most powerful
wonarchs. The article concluded with the statewaent that foreign agitation
1s & new weapon 1n the struggle for Russian freedom, which is no less
effective for being so unimpeachable. We cannot but sympathizs with the
efforts being pat forth to secure for Russia that political frecdom and self-
government which we ourselves enjoy. We fear, however, that ltle good
could be effected by our sympathy, but all have not the same gifts, and there
misy be those who can devote time and money to this cause. For ourselves,
things nearer home appear to have the first claim upon our epaco and atten-
tion. We need not go to Russia to find good work to do.

It is devoutedly to be hoped that the discussion in Montreal over the
Canadian cattle trade will resuk in some permament good.  MMr. Samuel
Plimsoll, the distinguished humanitarizn, and member of the British House
of Commons, has come to Canada veey much prejudiced against the carry-
ing of live cattle across the ocean, and although his arguments may possibly
do the trade injury, we have no reasan 1o suspect him of other than praise-
worthy motives~ We are inclined to think, however, that she stirriog up ot
these matters will bring forth good fruit. “ Out of this nettle, danger, wo
%lgcg this flower, safety,” and ¥ the immense live cattle trade of the

minion csu be placed on a sure basis it will be well.  Mr. Plimsoll
appears to have taken exceptional cases to argue from, but the fact is that
except in the year 1889 the percentage of loss hasnot exceeded one quarter of
ope per cent. on the Allan Line. Mr. Plimsoll's reasons are t00 lengthy t6
give here, but he scems to think that there is no use for the live cattle trade
at all. He advocates having the cattle killed in Canada and the meat
shipped to Great Britain in quarters. This, the Canadian cattlemen think,
s directed agsinst them in favor of the English dealers, who aro anxious
emough to have Canadian live cattle excluded. That there are many abuses
in com_:ectlon with she traffic we have no doubt, and both cattle-ghippers
and ship-owners will do well "5 unite to remedy them and adopt stringent
laws for the prevention of all cruelty to the snimals  If the Government
appointa an inspectot of cattle-ships for the Dominion, as it probably will
do, it is to be hoped that a man who is suitable to the position will be
chosen. Such a man, backed up by an Act of Parliament bearing upon
the matler, whith will most likely be drawn up and passed during the
eoming session, would soon put the trafiic in a shape that would not arouse
the in tion of men like Mr. Plimsoll. That the latter gentleman will
take a grest many new facts regarding the cattle trade awsy with him, goes
vithout saying. He sppears to have drawn most of his former information
1 om the enemies of the trade in England and the dead meat shipperts in
th : Uaited States, who a:¢ natunally jealous of Canada's privileges in the
Eoglish market. The recent quarantine regulations made by the United
8tates against Canadian live stock of various kinds points to the conclusion
that a spirit of vindictiveness possesses them, Onc of the results of the
discussion will probably be that a line of cattle-ships, constructed specially
for the purpose, will be put on, and then the cattle will not have to suffer
anything more than slight discomfort from the sca voysge. This would bea
matser for copgratulation all round, for if there is money in the business as
At present conducted, there will surely be more when shipping facilites are
improved ; snd evesy one who has 2 particle of feeling for “dumb driven

The Charlottetown Palriot is indignant, with abparently good reason, over
the mail service between the Island and the Mainland. Iisays *ifthe
authorities do not wish to incur the responsibility of a rebellion against the
Ministeis of Marine and Postal Service, they had better see to 1t—that the
service is improved—and that quickly. Contemptible a8 it scems to write
it, those departments are too mean and care so littlo for theinhabitants of this
Island that they will not pay even for the telegrams regarding the Stanley's
movements, and the telegraph operators here sent a despatch at their own
expense for the information of the pnblic.  Again it is reported that recontly
there was trouble among the Stanley’s engineers with the result that the
second engineer was discharged. The secon trip afterwards the accident
occurred to the steam pipe.  Surely things are atsixes and sevens as fsr as
the management of this stcamer is concerned, and the public call upon the
Minister of Marine—NMr, C. H. Tupper—to attend to his duties and give
this Province justice. A word to the wise ought to be sufficient.”, As
we remarked 2 few wecks ago the government is bound to redeem its
pledges and provide a subway, or some other means of steady communt-
cation with Princo Edward Island.

Few persons are aware that the new Town Hall in Philadelphia is one
of the finest structurcs in America. It is situated on the intersection . f
Broad and Market Streets—literally on the intersection, as the roids pass
undaerneath through vast arches. It is buiit round a square, the fucades are
a mass of exquisite carving and statuary, and the great tower is four
hundred feet high—all being constructed of white marble. The Hall has
been twenty years in building, and the interior is not completed yet. It is
smaller than the capitol, but far surpasses it in beauty and elegance.
Philadelphia lies betweon the Schukfll and Delawarg Rivers. It is shaped,
roughly speaking, like a man's head, ncck and shoulders. The City Hall
is situzted in the neck, which is about two miler across, and comprises the
principal business portion of the town. The streets, for the most part,
are narrow, with the exception of Market and Broed Streets, They run at
right angles. Some of the tram lines have their cars drawn from underneath
by a wire rope, and it is no uncommon sight to see three or four fastened
together in a train. Somethivg of the old Quaker element clings to the
city still, and one way often perceive women attircd in the poke bonnet and
grey shawl, the garb which their ancestors wore before them, and wnich
looks strange enough among the nineteenth century costumes of the
majority of Philadelphia’s citizens.

There comes to us most opportunely at thie epoch in Irish sflairs 2
pamphlet upon * Prussian Education, a history and s lesson,” by J. F.
Whittington Howley, M. A., auditor of the Literary and Historical Society
of University College, Dublin. The matter is dealt with io an impressive
manuver and the lefon drawn is that all Irishmen can and should unite
in the sacred cause of education, which would without doubt prove the
bighest factor in bettering the condition of the Irish people. The writer
of this address goes into the history of the present system of education in
Prussia at some length, It is of sufficient interest to induce us to give a few
of the leading features. After the battles of Jena and Anerstadt, when the
strength of the Prussian army of 160,000 men was broken, and Napoleon's
triumphant entry to Berlin, in 1806, the state of Prussia seemed deplorable.
We know what a revenge she took on France for this humiliation, and to
what a place among nations she has brought herself. The marvellous
results achieves, Mr Howley ascribed to the spirit of order and progress
which permeates the nation.  After the peace of Tilsit the Prussian Ministry,
uander the leadership of the Hllustrious Stein, began the work of reconstruc-
tion, and laid the foundutions of the present German military system.
While this important movemant was progreseing, the celebrated Fichte
was stirring the German pation to a scosc of the necessity for unity, and to
accomplish this, he proposed a great national system of education. Fichte
pointed out the necesstty of education being compulsory, regarding it in
the same light as military service, both alike peing necessary to the public
welfatre. The effect of Fichte'saddress bagan to bear fruit when the Depart-
ment of Public Worship and Education was placed in the able hands of
William Von Humboldt in 1809. The cause of education was at once
attended to, and the whole school system was reorganized, under goverameat
control. Humboldt, although his work was done in the brief space of two
years, complotely revolutionized Prussia, and his reforms are still the guid
iug principles of its educational institutions. To show that the system haa
produced good results, we need only look at the statistics which give the
number of men who are unable to read or write, as only seven in a .hou
gand of recruits drawn from all sources for the Garman army. Contrasted
with this we have forty per thousand of illiterates in the United Kingdom.
Prussia owes much to Humboldt for his school system, but we find after
all that the object is more a preparation for the univereities than anything
else, which is just what the present emperor of Germany has been pitching
into. Natarally scientists, philosophers, and professional men of varnious

‘calliogs, nced and must have this kind of cducation, but that should not be

sll.  We admit wth Mr. Howley that 1o German scholarship and German
science the world bows in reverence, but while admitting this and the fact
that the present ordered vuargy and disciplined patniotism is the fruit of
Humboldt's labors and Fichte’s burning words, we sce that educational
methods are now trending to manual training, and that the Emperor's
strictures upon the stuffing of Geran youth with Greek and Latin are but
the first steps of the new reform.  The lesson for Ireland is, howevcr, clear.
If by a system of education, founded upon modern principlcs, the Irish
peoplo become thoroughly educated in handicraft or letters, there must
follow a great benefit to the country. The beacon light of learaing may
guide Ircland at last to & haven of rest and peace. . j

BOOK GOSSIP.

‘The close connection botwenn the different outward and visible forms of art
is a thing that most peoplo have oecasion to remirk at different times. In
this regard we have beforo us a little volume which brings to mind the faet
that those whoso eneigies are beut more particularly in one direction aro
not necessarily confined to that one. “The Painter Poets,” selected and
«dited, with an introduction and notes, by Kyneton Parkes, is a collection of
short poows, written by men w7ho aro wore particularly painters than writers,
although wo find a few whose acquaintance wo hava made only through the
lstter medium. We say men advisedly, for in this book of 225 pages we
find only one wowan has a place. This one, Mrs. Louise Jopling, has, how-
ever, given us about the best selection in the book in * Lines to ——.
We find that tlie best painters are uot slways the best poets, and it is quite
probsble that the sawe will hold good cice cersa. Some of the selections
are very pretty indeed, and although wo have no meaus of judging with
certainty of the comparative merit of each man’s work in vewse, we think
from what we rcad that Mr. Parkes has been judieious in his choice, and has
brought together under one binding o meritorious collection. Philip Gilbert
Hawilton, in his tributo to Turner, has the following lines, which will be
appreciated by ali who have noted the wide diflorencs betwoen the oarlier
and later pictures ot that painter :—

* He atill pursied his journcy step Ly step—
Firmt modestly attired in quiet grey,
As well beorme sincere huwility ;
Then with 2 plume of color ho adorned
His sitnple raiment and so walked awhile :
Until at last, like bis beloved Sun,
Ho sat in forms of strangest })ll:mtuy,
Colourad with gold and scarlet, and the lands
Uf his conception grow as dim and vague
Asshadows.  So his mighty brain declined,”

Turner's eclebrated picture * The Slave Ship,” now in the Boston
Museumn of Arts, is a notsble instauco of his sirsnge coloring, which we
fancy no ono who has looked at thoroughly can over forget. Tho notes at
tho end of the volume are short, but sufficient to give the Cauadian readers
an idea of who some of the Artists, and what their literary and poetical
work smounts %o. Walter Scott, London. DPrice 1ls., 2s. 6d. and §s., accord-
ing to binding.

No. 61 of Appleton’s Town and Country Library is a story by Morley
Roberts, entitled ¢ In Low Reliof.” It deals with Bohomian artist life in
London, and is full of interest from boginning to end. The fascinating part
of tbe romance is tho kind sisterly rolation which Mary Morris, the model,
bears to her artist friends and employers, aud especially to Paul Armour,
the ono who had unwittingly won tho girl’s deepest love. John Torring-
ton, a writer of dismal stories and verso of medium quality, which was sol-
dom accepted by cditors, falls in love with Mary, whom ho calls $t. Priscills,
apd the refining influenco upon bim of the grand passion is well brought
out. The lovo story is well told, and Mary is alwost induced to join her
fato with his, whon Paul Armour whom she loved, and who findsout, new
that another msn wants her, that he loves her himself, comes forward with
his 1ale, which of course wins the day and poor Torrington is thrown over-
boa:d. The noble compact between the rivals excites gur admiration, but
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when Panl broaks his pledgo to hold bis tongue and give Torrington s fair
chance, we cannot blame him. There is nothing nasty in tho buok in spite
of tho class it deals with, which is ctodited with posseesing olastic moral
rogulations, D. Apploton & Co,, New York, 50 conts.

In* Moths and DButterflies” Julia P. Ballard has given a popular
account of a number of the more common insecte of this interesting class,
tho ono most likely to engage tho attention of a tyro in entomology. Mrs.
Ballard’s tratiso is a revised and onlarged odition of hor former work entitled
 Inaecta’ lives ; or, Born in Piison.” The miwed srrangement, which is
observed on glancing through the book, is not pleasing to one acoustomed
to tho systematic classification of tho heavier and moro oxplicit scicatific
worke, yot, in a book like tho present which is intonded for the young, we
suppose this irregularity will bo unvoticed. Perhaps, likotho sugar covering
on a pill, it will mako the morsels of hard fucts appoar less distastoful and
formal to tho ordinary reader, and consequently tempt him to taste of what
would at ance strike him as deygwnd unintoresting if he wera coufronted on
turning the leaves by a dry and unpopulsr arrangemont. Novoer tho less we
havo always considered Harris® ¢ Insects Injurious to Vegotation ” as a splon-
did examplo of a popular and yet thoroughly scientific entomology, and the
author of that noted work did not consider it necessary to drop scientific
arrangement. If a book like the ono now under consideration is intended
for the young, would it not have been well to have given an introductory
chaptor, in which might have been fully explained the few tochnical torms
which now crop up to startle and puzzle the young mind 2 The pages con-
tsin & number of wood cuts, many of which are copies of Harris’ beautiful
illustrations. On page 91 wo are confronted by Harris' figuro of the male
Saturnie fo, but with s subscription which tells us it is the fomale ! Writ-
ing popular natural history is a diflicult and unsatisfactory usdertaking, and
although we have vontured to make tho above criticisms, yet we do not wish
to be hypocritical, and the book really deserves praise. Wo have no doubd
it will help to fill the minds of those of tho ricing generation who read it
with a love for the elevating study of natura, The chapters are shott and
will not be tiresome to the reader, and the wealth of illustrations will help
very miuch to make tho deseriptions clear. Although all the insects troated
of are not found in Nova Scotia, yat a great many aro, and we therefore
mentioned it s an interesting book to all who are studying our moths and
butterflies. G. P. Putnamn’s Sons, New York ; 81.50.

“ Thyough Magic Glasses, and other Lectures,” nsequel to the *Fairy
Land of Science” by Arabella B. Buckley, (Mra, Fisher,) is one of those
books which the youth of the present day rejoice in. The eloments of
several delightful snd dntrancing studies are herein givon tc us, written in
bright and pleasing style that carries us on with it. The tablo of contents
gives an idea of the subjects treated of. There are ten chapters as follows :
—~The Magician’s Chamber by moonliglt, Magic Glasses and how to use
thom, Fairy Rings and how they are mado, The Life-bistory of Lichens and
Moases, The History of a Lava Stream, an Hour with the Sup, an Evening
among tho Stars, Little Beings from a Miniature Occan, The Dartwou
Ponies, and The Magicien’s Dream of Ancient Days, The magic glasses in
guestion will bo seadily undemtood to be #ie telescope, micrescope, spectro-
seope, photo-camers ote., and the groater pxt of tho lestures is devoted to
the marvgls of the universe and the nature revealed by them. The book is
profusely illustrated, having for a frontispizco a magnificent photograph of
the Nebula of Orion. After the glasses are lsid away tho bright breezy
chapter of the Dartmoor ponies and other original wild horses and usses is
particularly refreshing. The Mngicisn’s Dream of Ancient Dpys is also
calsulated to awaken 1n the young a comprehension of the kno&ledgc that
rolica of palalolithic and neolithic ages can impart to those who seek .
‘I'he chapter on Fairy Wings s also very interesting, nud isa good lesson in
natural history.

‘The tone of general trado has be: n rather dull and quiet during the week,
but indications are not wanting to the csreful ohserver of a mirked rovival
‘of busisess Indeed this movement hss airoady begun in some linas, notably
in dery goods, and we look forwsrd with ¢ .mfidonce to seoing a large and
profitable trade transacted in the coming sanson.

The Montreal Trade Bulletin, reforting to the scarcity of money and the
stringency of the money mmrket, auys :—* Advices from Qntario report that
severe competition is going on botwer n tho banks fur de posits, thatalthough
4 per cont ie the established rate, s igh an 4% per cent has beon paid, aud
it is ex pected the rate will go to & por cent if tbe presont keen competition
continuee, This of courso means less profits for tho banks, es it would be
found very difficult to put the discount rate over 7 per cent, or in fact over
6 por cent to some customers. This fight for deposits is another evidence
of the scarcity of monoy, although some of our bankers think it a mistake to
lossen profits by sdvancing the deposit rate, Others, however, state that the
demand is 80 great for govermment and municipal loans, that overy dollar
can bo placed at remunerative rates, even if a little extra has to bo paid for
deposits. The difficulty in obtaining call loaus has again played havoc with
Canadisn Pacific Stock, driving 1t down to 693, and blasting the hopes of a
lsige number of holders who had hoped to recover former lossrs beforo this
Among the greatest sufferers aro tho employees of the C. P. R , many of
whom in Montreal, Toronto, Winnipeg, Braudon, and along ths line to
Vapcouver, have been completely wiped out, There are aleo quite 3 num
ber of Montreal merchsnts who have dropped considerablo woney on the
stock, but who are atill holding on in the hope of eventually making up for
paat losges.”

The stringency of the money market appears to have been of a moroe
widespresd character than many bave bion disposed to admit, more espo-
cislly 1n the Unit-d States, Secretary Windom, 1n a speech delivered by
him about four weeks ago, made the following important statementas :—** Tho
money stringency is not a result of & contraction of the currency. Thero
never has been a time in the bistory of the Government in an era of peace
when so much money has been going out of the Treasury iunto the country.
During the 19 months that 1 have bean at the head of the department theo
amount of money in circulation hus been ineressed vver a hundred million,
and duriog the five months of thisfiscal year, the incroase has been betweon
$75,000.000 and $80,000,000. That is an enormous smount of money to put
out, but its effect has been scarcely appreciable, It has become sbsurbed
without apparently leaving aby trace of its existence. Of course, when
business is lively snd brisk, as it has been recently in nearly all branches
of business, it produces a scarcity of money, but the present condition of
affairs capnot be accounted for on that ground. I think for the greater part
of the hundred millions which have been expended by the Tressury in pur-
cbase of bonds you must Jook in the private tills and in the vaults of the
Safe Deposit Companies, snd until confidence is restored and those who are
now hoarding money ¢sn be induced to let gc of it, an enormous amouat of
money would be required to give adequste relief. What I may do in the
fuiure X cannot say, because I hava not decided, but I do not propose to let
the Treasury Lecome bankrupt whoever else may become go whilo [ am the
head of the Department. There is in the Treasury at the present time
epough money to pay out about six million dollars for bends, offered in
response of my call of Ssturday, and a little more.” It would appear from
this that even the Treasury Depariment of the United States was non pluesed
over the exceptional intricacies of the then string-ncy, ard if, as the Secre-
tary alleges, the »carcity of funds was due 1o the locked-up money in privato
tills and tbe vaults of Safe Deposit Compavies, it demonstrates clearly the
general distrust existing in tbe public mind, and uwtil this is dissipat- d, it
will be vain to expect that theee deposits for safe keeping will be released

It appears from the weekly finsncisl 16viow by Mesers, Henry Clews &
Co., New York, bearing dute of the 3rd instant, that the ex'remo strin
gency of the money market m that city that has prevailed for the past two
or three munths bas abated. We quote :—** Although the p.st week’s bus-
inesa bas been interrupted by the holidays, it has shown a distinct improve-
ment in activity and coufidence on the Stock Exchange It has bron in
fact the only week since the middle of Octuber that has shown any thing like
the old-time feeling, The causes of this reenvery huve not heen trivil, nor
are they likely to prove entirrly transient. The last bank statement showed
an unexpectod improvement iu the bank reserves ; t*e surplus over legal
requirements being 37,100,000, compared with 83,400 000, for the samo
week of the last year, $7.300,000 io 1888 snd £9,000,000 10 1887 ; which
shows a fully normal condiiton of tbis important fictor in tue financial
situation. These figures indicate that, at lust, a resction in the currency
movement in favor of this city has fairly set in : avd, judging from all pre-
cedents under like circumstances, the reflux is likely to continus unti} we
bave at this cenire an actual plethora of money, with consequout low rates
of interest. Anothor cause of the improvemont is the important fact that
about 8125,000,000 of interecst and dividends iz paysble at the beginning
of January. An unascertaived but undoubtedly large portion of these
payments is always devoted to reinvestment, which creates a specisl demand
for bonds and the better clasa of stock ut this sesson. Ordinarily, this
demand is forestalled by speculative buying early in December ; but this

ear that buying bas not been torthcoming ; and prices having consequently
iad no sdvance from this cause, and being exceptionally low, there is the
more probability of a rise during the firat half of J-nwary. Another cause
of the better tone bas arisen from the over-sold coudition of th» market and
the upwillingness of the ¢ bears’ to face the speiial demand from investors
that may be reasonsbly expected during the next two wocks. There has alsu
beon a teeling that the present extraordinsrily 1ow prices, coupled with tho
easier condition of the money matket, may induce a csrtain class of investors

to devole a portion of their January income from securities to the purchase
of stocks, as a transient investment,

This immediate recovery in the tone of the market will probably prove
to bo the boginning of a tore important Igfer movement. The future ease
in money is likely to bo as decided as tho past stringency has been. Uunder
circumstances such ss have recontly occurred, tho woney market always
quickly reacts from tho onu oxtreme to thn other. Business becomes moro
or loss rostrict d throughout the country, and prices of a wido range of
properties declive ; and as o volume of circulstion in thereforo needed, &
surplus of money accumulates in tho banks, which, in their desire to keep
their fuuds employed, havo to reduco thoir rate of interost. Whon such a
stato of tho money markot as this arises, aud thore exists at tho same ‘ime a
morket valuation of stocks some thirty to forty per cont, bolow their n¢ mal
value, at outburst of tho spooulative spirit becomes inevitable. 1t is wm
unfailing rulo of experienco that, wheu securitios have touched the lowest
possible point of depression, it is entirely safe to buy thom for a rise, the
only condition nccessary to such an advance boeing an abundance of Joanable
funds, which, in tho present case, is certsinly assured. At present there
are these foctors in favor of recovory :—the weak spots among dealers havo
beon eliminated frum tho market,which gives coufidence to lenders of money ;
and tho class of ioflated stocks have had the cloment of ¢ water' squeesed
outof them. Another vory importaut consideration in favor of railroad stocks
is that the great Southwestern systems msy ba depended upen to improve
upon their past d structive cutting of rates ; whilst the Granger States show
a marked disposition to rolax their interforence with the mansgement of thoe
railroads ; from all of which it is reasonable to expect an improvemont in
the net results of railroading from this time forward."”

Day Goobs.—That country dealers have pretty well broken into their
winter supplics i3 ovinced by the considerable increase in sorting up orders
that have come in, and the improvement in romivtances during tho past
woek, Thore is nothing more conducive to the prosperiiy of the dry goods
trade than a good old-fashioned winter. A numbver of lines of heavy wear
thst laid on the shelves unasked-for sll 1sst winter, have been almost entirely
worked off. Repest srders for them have been sent in which could not bo
filled, as they were out of stock bero, The week has been a favorahle one
to the city rotail trado also, and taken altogether, the dry goods situation in
goneral has doveloped decided improvement, which will doubtless givo cus-
tomers better heart in ordering their spring goods,

Inon, Haroware aNp METALS —The pig iron market has ruled very
dull, and transactions were confined to a few swall lots from store at
unchanged prices. The warrant market keeps in an unsettled condition, the
Glasgow public cable being down to 40s. 4d., while No. 3 Middlesboro is
lower at 423, Bar iron is quiet and casy. 1In tin plates coke, after receding
to 163, on the other side, havo advanced to 17s., and prices here are stoady.
Canadn plates are unchanged. The metal market is dull and values are
easy. Littlo is doing in ingct tin and in copper, but prices are firmly held.
Most of the furnaces in the United States have all the ordors that they can
fill, even by working * long hours,” and the utmost capacity of nearly all of
their foundries, rolling mills and other productive agoncies of iron and steel
goods will be fully taxed for como months to como.

BreapsTurrs —The flour market here has been quiet, but prices were
firm, only a small jobbing trade transpired. In London whest fell off con-
siderably and operations wero confined within narrow limits, the slackeniog
of demund, was howevor, b.lanced to a great degreo by the extrome severity
of the weather, which had a hardening tor lency on values. Beerbobm's
cable reports wheat very firm and corn firm. Liverpool wheat on_spot
hardening ; corn, spot, strong. Weather in Englind frosty. Mark Lane,
Eoglish and foreign wheat firm. In Chicago wheat fluctuated some, but
within narrow limits, and closing prices aro practically the syme that thoy
wero last week. In Now York wheet dropped off 1gc.to 2¢, and in St.
Louis it declined fc. to 1fc

Provistons,—Tho local provision market hus continued to rulo dull, the
volumo of business transacted having been very smsll at unchanged prices.

this week, buyers being busy in other departments, but rates have kept well
up i view of small stocks and a remarkable absonce of supplies from
abrosd, snd quotations may be stated. as last week, with a slight rise in
Italian and British rolls. ~ American butters, which are oxtremely scarce
owing to prices on the other side being above tho basis, meot with a steady
sale at from 78s to 96s, whilo Australssisn bulter which has come to mar-
ket in quantity lately has gone off at variations between 1003 aud 116s per
cwt, 116s being the rule, and lower qusntitios down to O4s. At Bristol,
Canadian is quoted at I10s to 116s and States 95s to 103s.

Curzic.—There has been no chabge to note in cheese in the Iocal or any
other (,anadian markets during thoe past week. 'l‘hq holiday dullnc_ss con-
tinue, though there is a fair demand for undor priced goods, which are,
however, in limited supply. The Liverpeol public cable temains steady at
50s , with sales of finest reported by privato cable at 523. at Liverpool, and
53s. at London, A Loudon letter says :—* Trado has beon a littlo botter in

Thero is no limit to the sales that might be
effected now were tho prices on your side permissive of shipments, as
the msrket is ill eupplied #bd buyers ready, and in many instancos anxious,
to put through deslings in the now venture. Reports from all sides agieo
in pr+ising the style of packing and the quality of the cggs on arrival, the
quick transit enabling the hen fruit to bo placed on the markot hero iz less
time than the Rueatans from tho port of lading, and in tho sams poriod as
the Italians.

‘The Grocers’ Jeurna! wheu the trade com-
menced experionced belief and the hops that the oxperiment would prove
successful, and the Groucer this weok agroes thet such has boen the resuit.

Oa April 1st next the United
States will remove the present duty of about 2¢. per Ib. on sugar, and then,
a8 we stated & wewk ago, the smuggling of that article into Canada from the
United States will commence and be carried on to such an oxtent as 3 j-o
pardize thy very existanco of Canadian refineries, unless of course the
Dominion Government tske steps to meet the exigsncy, as all the custom
bouse ofiicers in the Dorminion will not bs able to cope with the evil. Iwvo
or six dollars on a barrel of sugar will bo sufficient inducement to break
down all customs’ barriors and croato a heavy business by tho underground
ralway, The apprenension of this is causing a great deal of unocasiness
among the manufacturers of sugar in Canada, but thero is a gonoral impres-
sion in the trade that the Govornment will not neglect to protect tho inter-
ests of the home manufacturors. There 1s no prospect of much higher
prices for raw sugar at the moment, the crop of both beet and cuno is be-
lieved to be ampio for all requiroments. Ruspectizg the cane production of
Louisiana the Sugar Bowl says :—* Nover beforo, during the century of
the history of the Lowsiana sugar industry, has such an immense amount of
cane been grown per acro, or so much sugar been obtained from 12 as this
year. Many cases have been published where from 50 to 60 tons of cane
have been cut per acre, when the avorago year after year his not been over
20 tons. By aid of the improved sugar plants orected during the past fow
years tho sugar extraction has been doubled, so that we hear of many cases
where 5,000, say 6,000, and in a fow cases nearly 7,000 lbs. of sugir bave
boen obtaived per acre, It really seems incredible, and if this nuws did
not come from eo many sourcoes none would bolievo it ”

‘The year 1890 has proved a dissppninting one as far as gold mining is
coucerned, and the total yield will probably prove less than in 1889. It
hus bren a speculative year, and a number of mines that have been opened
with a great flourish of trumpnts and which bave been floated with large
capital havo collapeed, but unfortunately not until large sums had been
wasted on expensive sutface plante. Promoters msy have roalizad handsomely
in these instances, but they have profited at the oxpense of shareholders and
also at the expenso of the Province, s every failure is a staggering blow to
the goid mining industry. Litigation has also had its share in reducing the
output, mwore than one good property huving been closed dowr awsiting the
outcome of legal proceedings.  Still, in epite of theso drawbacks, there
has beon substantial prograes in some directions, and many old properties
have continurd their usual yields, proviog that whero there is wise, honest
mavagement there is money to be made in gold mining. owever, if the
industry is to progress as it should, dishonest speculators will have to be
oxposed, and it is the duty of all honestly interested in the development of
our guld mines to raise a warning voice tho moment they discover avy indi-
cations of fraud.

The Britisl. American Citizen, of Boston, in & Iate srticle on gold mining
in Nova Scotia, raires 2 warning cry sgainst s company that is just now being
floated in that city to work a gold mice in this Province. We have no
koowledge of the mine beyond the glowing reports that have been telegraphed
in regard to it, but the extracts which the Citizen gives from the proapectus
of the compuny are rather etartling, and the unfuvorable conclusions it
draws therefrom sesm well founded. The mino way be as valuable as repre-
sented, but if it ia not we hope the scheme may be nipped in the bud, as
every dollar of capital squandered in purely speculative properties is bound
to depreciate the values of our guld fields as inveatments for foreigo capitul.
If ipvestors would only use the right degres of caution there wouvld be no
poasibility of being led into unwise specunlations in gold mines in this
Province, but this is apparently just what thoy wili not do. 'We have hexe
competent and honorsble mining engineers whose opinions may be obtained,
and we have a well conducted Department of Miues, where obliging officials
willingly furnish atatistics of the gold yield of each mine and district. The
Duputy Commissioner is a mining engineer and geologist of high standing,
and his able reports are replete with information of all that concerns our
wineral resources, and shonld be copsalted by every one before investing
here. With theso sources of relisble information at command, there is
really no excuse for investors if they allow themselves to be entrapped by
wily speculators.

Isaac’s Hanpon.~The McMillan Gold Mining Company have lately
been assuming tho position of a medistor between the Palgrave Company
and the owners of Hurricane Point—the contestants in the various motions
now beforo the courts. The owners of the land chimiog restitution for sn
unlawful entry upon, and damsges done to, their property, and if not other-
wise satisfied will evontually move in the Suprems Court 10 have the lease
declared forfeited for the transgression.  The Mc)Millan Cowpany, in order to
bring about a reconcilliation and put an end to all legal strife attending ths
matter, havo offered 10 work the disputed mice as far as practicable, which
they are now ready to do, and pay over all the uet procesds equally to the
disputants, oxcopt a meagro sum tifey retsin for intesest and damsges that
may accrue on account of their own submarine arcas lying idle while they
wero working out the disputrd mine. But we learn that the terms were
rej-cted by the Palgrave Company. The McMillan Compapy have pumped
out the shaft found on the property, and made a survey and plans of the
oxcavations. Thoy now purpose removing the pump out of the sbaft and
let the wine fill with water uniil such time as they can procure a position
under *ho miLing law of the Province to work their submsrine areas in a
legal way and without hindrance, or uatil the law decides sinally in regard
to the varivus questions of transgreasion yet to bs trought before the Supreme
Court for the improper use of the land, which =as wrongfully held for two
yeais agains? tho judgments of tae Sapreme Court.—Communicated.

Collector or other proper officer of Custows, whenover any free entry is ren-
dered of Mining Machinery under item 291 of Sec. 11 of the Act 53, Vic.,
Chap.

of thinge dopends u goo ! deal upon the street irr which you shop. Tho
ssmo articlo m«y ho baught for two or more different prices, according to
tho locality in which tho pu:ichase is made. With the Avenues, the fur her
you go from Fifth the cheaper you ean buy, Ihfth and Madison Avenues
ato of course tho most expensive ; no ono to whom money is an object does
hor shoppmg thera. 1 beliove the Bowery is the cheapost of all; 1 have
never tricd it mys~If.

A gond Samaritan has gladdened the hoarts of the news-boys of the city
by promesing them a grmd diuner on Christmas Diy.  As yet he is an
nnknown benefactor. 1o put hisschemo into the hands of the Flerald, and
whilo the nowspaper peoplo do the catering, he foots the bills. The idea
was stich a good onoe that others have taken hold of it, and are swelling the
divner fund by such contribuiions that the little wiifs are to have coats as
well, and perhaps capsand shoes. Sime well-known fair ones have promised
to bu presont at the foist on Christmis mormng, which wi'l msko the food
taste even moro delicious to the hungry littlo souls. These news-boys are
very interesting scraps of humanity ; some of them are s> amall that they
teem to be just out of their mothers’ arme. Their shrill —nices ave heard
all over the city at all hours of the day ; but, as may be imagined, they do
not carn much—I believe sixty cents a duy is sbout the sverage—and the
poor little creatures havo to be out in all weather. Traly the unknown
Kriss Kringle is doing a good work.

I saw such a pretty gown on Fifth Avouuo yesterday ; it was made of
Navy bluo cloth, vory scant, and plain in cut, but with a band of chamois
leather about a foot deep near the buttom of the skist, and on % and over
the edgo of the band were numbers of yellow daisies. They were all over
the chamois band, and extended over it to the blue beyond in such a way as
to appear as if thexr placing was accidental. How very scant tbo skirts are
now ! almost skin-tight. I do not covsider it a pretty fashion that outlines

Every day wo seo the strects boing swept by tho bottoms of their
dresses, the dust and dirt carried up aud along with them, and yet there is
no women 10 makea stand and say that such s filthy fashion must be dropped.

Qune evening, just as her time came for going on the stage, she dsmanded her
lorg over-due salary, and bring refused it, took off her costume and left the
theatre. The lions, accomp:mcd by their trainer, are doing duty a3 a
specialty in one of the Harlem theatres. The whole thing seoms to be a sad
travesty on the magnificent portrayal of the grest Emporor and his Court.

I had tho ploasuro of hearing a very fine sacred concert last week. It
was oue of a scries given by tho Church Choral Society of New York, and
wes held in St. Thomas® Church, corner of 5th Avenuo and 53rd Streat I
am not a musician, and I confess that the first part of the progratnmo was
lust upon me. Bach is stroug meat, and nceds a master of music to under-
stind him. The music furnished by a full orchestra, a grand chorus and
soveral eminent soloists was strictly and soverely classical.  What impressed
mo most was tho rendering of verso Gih of Paslw 19 (Saint Sweus); by
somo wonderful manipulation of tho organ one was made to hear mld
1umblings as of a mighty creature * coming forth from tho uttermost parts
of tho Heaven and running about unto tha end of it agaio,’’ and tho sound
at last reached such x pitch of grandeur 23 to be almost too much to be
borne. Tho words, * And there is nothing hid from the hest thereof,”
wero accompanied by a marvellous and thrilling effect, doubtless cou‘nng
from the o:gan, which prodnccd & sensation as of the shimmering, crackling,
vibrativg heat of a hol summer's day, and which gradually subsided afior
tho closs of the paseage.
