The rbythmical atroke of the scythe-stone and the rattle of the mowing=

the fact that most of our farmers do not cut their grass-at the most suitable

season, but leave it until the seed is overripe. The proper time to turn
grass into hay is immediately before the seed matures, for both the head
and stalk are then abounding with nourishwent, and the fodder fored is
far more wholesome and palatable than would otharwise be the case. If
left after this, all the nutritive parts will have gone towards forming ths
fruit, and the stalk will be hard and tough, like straw, in which condition it
is of little use for provender. If let stand still longer, tne seed drops out
of the head and the whole plant becomes almost worthless. Now a great
part of our grass is cut when in this desiccated state, and conscquently is
of very poor quality. Our agriculturists should recognize this fact, and b,

1| begioning the haying season some days carlier they would obtain very muc

better returns for their trouble, and would give. satisfaction to those- who
are dependent upon them for their supply. It isa sad sight to: see grass,
otherwise excellent, standing in the fields to dry and brown until nearly
valueless. If the farmer hasnot enough laborers:to house the hay. when in
good condition, k2 should.secure more help,.foy it is mistaken .economy to.
Iet it remain uncutiuntil dry and bleached in -the-sun. . .

The St. John Gazette holds up Venezuela as an exauple of a far away
South-/imerican Reptiblic that has sdopted a policy similar to the- policy
of the Conservative Party of Canada.

According to an Italian paper there has been a- serious -disturbance
between the Greek and Latin Christians in the cave at: Bethlehem (said to
be part of the stable in which Our'Lord wasborn), In order to divide the
celebrants of the diverse rites there are two staircases leading to the ‘grotto, -
one to the part usedas a church by the Franciscan Fathers, the other to that
part ia which the Greeks conduct their religious services. It appears:that
for some time back the Greeks have wished touse fot processiondl purposes:
the stuircase reserved to the Latins. This the Franciscans have strenuously -
opposed, fearing that if the Greels once used the staircase they would glaim
it as their own. An obstinate struggle took place in which the Grecks were
worsted, Then followed a few days of peace—the. Frarciscans' remaining
on thewatch in case the Greeks should renew the attempt. These latter,
on the arrival of their new pstriarch, began the sttack, this tire, howevez,
they were armed with revolvers and.knives. The edifying spectacle :took:
place on a Friday. Tu consequence of information received by the guardian-
of the Convent of Bethlehem-upon the evedirg of the attack -the Franci-.
cans had made preparations to resist ‘the paasage of the Grecks; five of-
the brotherhood taking their station near the great door, and others in'the
vicinity of the grotto. Tn the middle of the Greek mags the déacon
appeared carrying the sacred elements upon a pateo uader which was con-
cesled a knife. A Franciscan seeing him descend the staircase’in-question
told him that he had no right to come that way. 'The ‘dexcon, ‘without
speaking, consigued the paten to anacolyte, leaped upon the mork snd
struck him with a knife. The thickness of the. Franciscan's frock pravented -
the blow from taking effcct. A second Franciscan rushed-up to the assist-
ance of his confrere and knocked the Greek ‘down. A free fight ensued-
which was interrupted by the arrival of a.Torkish guard. The Franciscans:
then retired.  During their retroat a Greek fired his revolver at them, bat-
the ball struck one of his cwn comrades. A picket of 100 soldiers was sont
the same day from Jerusalem. The Mudir (prefect) assured the fathers'
that the Grecks would not be allowed to use-thestaircase. But in spite of
his promise he, upon the aext day, drew up his-soldiers in -line: and wllowed
the Greeks to pass between them, Jaughing abthe protests of the Franciscans.
In consequence of these proceedings. France ‘has made repressatations.to -
the Turkish Government, It is a. sad- fact that in the holy~places of
Palestine pesce bas for years been maintsined only by the presence .of -
Tarkish soldicrs. Sach dissentions among Christians furnish a strange
comment upon the words, “ By this shall all men know that:ye are my dis<
ciples thet ye love one another, .

Com-
plete returns of New South Wales General Election show that 5t Mivisterial-
1sts, 57 members of the Opposition, 25 Labor candidates, and 3 [odependents
bave been returned. Otthe newly-elected members 75 are Protectionists, and
62 Free Traders. The large sumber of Lzbor candidates returned has called
forth many comments of a very doleful character.

The New York Critic tells a story of Stsnley and an American news-
boy, aged fousteen, which is extremely creditable to both. Having sold
over 200 1ets of “ In Darkest Africa,” the lad thought he would like to
bave Mr. Stanley’s dutograph in his order-book as an heirloom. So he
obtained an introduction to Mr. Stanley. The grest man received him
kindly, heard his request, then invited bim to breakfast, and the pair enter-
ti1ined each other for three hours. The boy now thinks that Stanley is
only second to George Washington.

It has been estimated, on the authority of a big Bond Street jeweller,

and & hslf sterling. Her Msjesty alone would very probably wear
£150,000 worth of preciouns stones. If the Datchess of Westminster were
wearing the celebrated Nasssu diamond, that jewel alone would be worth
£35,000. Besides this, the Marchioness of Bath has a wonderful necklace
of ihck peatls, estimated as worth £100,000, and the Baroness Burdett-
Coutts bas a unique set of sapphires,

Msssachusetis has & new and novel law relating to inebriety, which par-
\ekes both of severity and leniency. As soon as possible after 2 man is
srrested, he is broughtto eobriely, and is then released upon makiog an
uncoptradicted statement in writing, that Le has ot been arrésted for
dronkenness .within a year. His reeord is then comreenced by the authori-
ties. If it is afterwards found that he has made a falge assertion, he can be
arrested and tried as though he had beer on bail. After he has been
beforea Judge twice in a year for drunkenness, he is treated as a wilful
tranagressor, acd no fine can save him from penal servitude. The offender
is sent to jail smd favor cannot possibly be shown on account of his
wealth or socisl standing. This will put poor and rich on precisely the
same footing, and the penniless devil will probably have consequential
associates in durance vile,

Talking of the fatal facility with which people can be got to sign peti-
tions, the editor of the New Yori: Journal of Commerce tells a good story
apd vouches for its truth. Forty years ago, he says, a gentleman made a
bet that he could get a hundred prominent churchmen to sign a petition to
have .the Bithop of New York haoged. He had a long petition drawn up,
beginning with the words—* Whereas the best interests of the Protestant
Episcopal Church,” eic., snd going on, after a long preamble, to demand
that the Bishop should be suspended by the neck. The petition was
epgrosed in proper style and seat round by a canvasser, who told no lies
about it, simply representing it as a petition to the ecclesiastical authorities
in 3 matter that would deeply affect the welfare of the church. Oace a few
well-known names had been got at the head of the list the bet was soon wot,
and the audaclous petitioner ssid he could have got signatures by the thou-
sand if be had kept on long enough.

Experiments in fostering the growth of seeds by electricity are not a
novelty, since they were m=de a0 long ago as the last century by a Scotch

iclan ; but Mornaieur Spechneff, 2 Russian agricultunst, has recently
drarn siention to the subject. He electrified the seeds of pess, beans and
for two minutes by passiog a current through them, and then sowed
K:m. The result was tfn the plants which sprang from the sceds were
much more vigorous than those from unelectrified seeds. M. Specbneff
also electyified the soil by burying plates of zinc and copper in it, s0 as to
make what is called an *‘ earth battery.” The plates were connected above
d by anirom wire, and the electricity circulated from one plate to
the other through the intervening ground. Vegetable seeds planted in this
Fvud gAve rise to an astonishing crop. A radish grew over 17 inches in
ength sod 54 inches thick; a carrot xo} inchesin diameter weighed 63 1bs.
Mozsicu: Spechneff estimates that for root crops the harvest in the electri-
fisd earth was four times greater than that in unelectrified ground ; and for
ordinary plants two or three times greater.

Hippolyte, the sanguinary president of Hayti, is likely to be brought to
bouk by the French Government for the murder of Rigaud, who it is said
had conspired againat the president’s life. It ir claimed that Rigaud was a
French subject. Hippolyte's bloody scts appear, in some lights, to be
thote of a wmadman, and foreign powers intend to protect such of their

citizens as may be exposed 1o his brutality,

The Pope hss shown good common sense, in refusing to give his official
sanction to the establishment of Citholic banks in the large European cities,
The longer the church keeps from such prodounced meddling in business
affiirs, the better.  Any interference in this respect would do much harm.
Money-lending is not sectarian, nor is there any sentiment connected there-
with. The best businest management brings the most satisfactory resuits,
An Archbishop once tried sectarian banking, but he was too piire and knew
nothing of business, and'.as a consequencs brought ruin upon thousands
who had put their money in his keeping.

The British residents in the Chinese treaty-ports complain bitterly of
the insuflicient protection provided by their Government during the present
cutburst of Chinese antagonism to foreigners. The North China Herald
asserts that amongst over twenty vessels composing the British naval force
in the Far.Eust, *“ only one small gunboat could be spared to protéct the
whole of the northern and river ports, which contain more than three
fourths of the British population, and do more than three fourths of the
British trade in China.”” Even that boat had gone out to sea for target
practice, when the Walru riots broke out, so the British Consul telegraphed
to Shanghai in vain. The Roman Catholic Missionsries had warned the
Taotai of the coming agitation, but he, knowing that no English war vessel
was within réasch, took no notice. Then the mob attacked the missivn on
the plea that the priests were killing the orphans in their charge to use
their eyes for medicine. A rush on the British Consulate and the Custom
House followed, and for two days and nights the Customa officials, aided
by the European residents, defended their quarters till.a Chinese min-of-
war, conveying the Governor of Naokin, accidentally put into the harbor,
and at once subdued the agitation.

The potions of Tierra del Fuego, which prevailed ten years agn, have
been completely upset by recent explorations. The latest travellera there
are Messre, Rouson and Willems, who have returned to France from their
scientific mission in Tierra del Fuego, These explorers believe the nortbern
part of the island can be turaed to good account, and that the dsy is not
far gistant when large herds and flocks will be raised upon ranches all along
the river valleys. A large district north of the Straits of Magellan, ia
Patagonia, which was wholly unoccupied twelve years ago, is now full of
little farms devoted to raising sheep and cattle. The owners have pros-
pered so well that the territory they occupy has become 100 crowded: Itis
impoesible to extend this business {urther north, and the farmers will there-
fore be compelled to turn to Tierra del Fuego, which will receive the over-
flow from Patagonia. Oa Dawson Island, near the northwest coast of
Tierra del Fuego, Jesuit Fathers are now engaged in stock-raising, and for
two ytars or so a fine ranca has been established on the north coast of
Tierra del Fuego, where tiere are to-dey abomt 20,000 sheep and 6,000
cattle, The English have Leen the first to estabiish themselves there.
Stockraisers are now reaping a profit of 5o per cent per annum. The
explorers say the availability of the island for stockraising has been amply
proven, and there is no doubt that a prosperous (uture is before it.

A correspondent in the Quebec Chronicle, while slightly astray in his
facts, draws attention to the quick lime msde on the run from Halifsx to
Montresl via Quebec, the whole distance of 850 miles being made in
twenty-six hours snd forty minutes, or only about twenty minutes mote
time than the run by the Canada Pacific Short Line. It cost some five
millions to consteuct the latter line through Maine, and as was pointed out
in TEE CRriTIC al the time, the numerous curves and heavy gradients have so
crippled its usefulness that the net gain for all this large outlay isonly 2 zaving
of some 20 minutes io the through run.  Thequick time now mads over the I.
C. R. also bears out our former contention that the road was being wretch-
edly managed. Before the short line was completed it took over 36 hours
to reach Montreal from Halifax, but the moment the rival line was finished
the time was reduced to twenty-six bours and forty minutes. The short
line may benefit St. John dt the expense of Ialifax, and this strepgihens
our claims for the extension of the Temiscouata Railway to Moacton, and
the completion of a very similar short route to that advocated by Tus
Criric. There is so much truth in the concluding paragraph of the letter
above referred to that we quote it at lepgth:—* If the people of Halifax
had only been wiso in their generation, and had listened to the delegation
sent to them from Quebec, and had endorsed the line via Quebzc, this fatal
error would have been avoided, and Halifax would to-day b: doing the
winter export business of Canada, inasiead of the very small share of it that
she now gets. But, even now, it is not too late to rcmedy the evit. If
Nova Scotia would, as recommended by the Quobec Board of Trade, join
us in urging the construction of the Quebec bridge and of the link from
Edmubnston to Moncton, which would shorten the Intercolonial by one
hucdred miles, as public works, and as part of the Intercolonial system,
the saviog in time and distance, whilst restoring Quebec to the position on
the main line of interprovincial trade, from which we bave bien so unjastly
cut off, would certainly place Halifax ia the paosition of commandiog the
wiater trade of the Dominion, which she has always expected to get.”

PARLIAMENTARY REVIEW,

DominioN.—The. session of Parliament still drags wearily along, the
debate on the Budget not having yet been finished. Every member is
bonnd to ventilate his opinion, but there is a sameness in the arguments
advauced that renders the subject most uninteresting. Mr. Kenny, os was
to be expecied, made a capital speech, in the course of which he expressed
the views of this constituency when he declared himself in favor of the
project to aid the Grand Trunk extension to Halifax, and be also warmly
advocated a fast steamship line, The latter is now an old, old story, and
the prospects of its being realizad are still very dim.

Mr., Tupper has introduced a bill respecting the inspection of ships,
providiog for the inspection of tackle. The bill' gives the officers of the
Marine Department power to inspect the tackle as well as the hull of the
ship.

A petition was presented by Mr. Lister from 15,000 patrons of husban-
dry pointing out that the forming industry is in a depressed condition, and
praying that the duties upon sugar, salt, binding twine and other articles
used by the farmers be abolished altogether:

Mr, White, of Cardwell, editor of the Monireal Gazette, in his speech
on the budget took up the questiou of reciprocity. He said he would sup-

Republican party was badly beaten last year. It might not long retain
contro} at Washington.

The Tarte-McGreevy scandal is the absorbing topic of discussion,
and the revelations of bocdling adduced are faitly sickening.

#on, has been on the stand. He is of course doing his best to shield the
guilty parties, but his adinissions are most damaging.

The professionsl accountants,who bave for several days been engaged in
an examination of the books of the Larkin, Connolly firm, mede a report
‘Tuesday afternoon to the privileges committee. They find that the firm
has received from the government in all during twelve years, since the
beginning of tbe Levis works, §3,138,000. On this there was a profit of
$954,000. From this sum 8170,000 represented as ¢ extraordinary expen-
diture * was deducted, and the balance, $735,000, was divided among the
firm partoers as follows:

Before the public accounts committee engineer Arnoldi confessed to a
large number of irregular acts, and should be dismissed.

The budget debate was continued until after four o’clock Wednesday
morning, when a division was taken and Cariwright’s smeddment was
defeated by 2 vole of one hundred and fourteen to eighty-eight—majority
26 ; the largest since the desth of Sir John Macdonald.

The bill amending the Electoral Franchise went through committee and
passed its third reading. There is an extension of the time for voters to
apply to have their nsmes put on the list from Jaly 29th to August x5tb.

The bill empowering the Minister o1 Marine to license specially filled
freight boats to carry explosives was read 3 third time.

The steawer Tiber, from Cow Bay bound to Montres!, coal ladeo, is
ashore at Bird Rocks and likely to prove a total wrack. The Tiber is 1,134
tons and is owned by Archibald & Co., of Noith Sydney, She is panly
insured in Halifax,

The Midusmmer Mercury msde its appearance on Wedanesday morning.
It is neatly printed on good paper, and contains some very interesting read-
ing matter, including an article by Prot. Macmechan, of Dalthousie College,
entitled Historic Halifax., Large numbers have been cold already.

A Toronto deputrtion waited an the Minister of Militis at Ounawa on
Friday with reference to the proposed kilted regiment. They also ioter-
viewad Sir Hector Langevin regsrding the drill hall work, asked Premier
Abbott for a subsidy to the Niagars Central Railway, and spoke to the
Minister of Agriculture regarding necessary improvements to the Toronto
cattle market.

A bad accident bappened to the steam exngine in C. R, Casey & Sons’
planing works at Amherst on Tuesday. The key came out of the crank
shaft, the cylinder burst with great force aund a loud report, and totally
wrecked the engins. No one was near at the time, else the consequences
would have been very serious. The loss is considerable, and it will beten
days before it can be put in working order.

An inquest was held at St. Joho on Tuesday on the body of Rigaund, of
tho Bijou Opera Company, whose death was before reported from blood
poisonirg. The evidence of the persons present in the rink at the time was
taken, aud the verdict given was that Rigaud died from injuries resulting
from the blow of 3 sword in the hands of Jas. G. Peakes; that the blow
was not intended 1o do bodily harm, and death was therefore accidental.

Details of the recent drowning at Seven Islands, on the coast of Labra-
dor, are furnished by Capt. Otter. Oan 23rd instant nine people crossed to
the Island, and while returning their boat capsized, Miss Poitraz, aged 18,
and Benjamin Rigold, aged 7, being the only ones to escape, while those
drowoed are Alfied Montnegy, aged 20, his two younger sisters and three
young cousins, and Margaret Poitrae, 8 young woman of 22, Miss Poitras
died on the morning following the tragedy.

The Qlobe's London correspondent cables:—* The sudden arrival of
President Van Horne, of the Canadian Pacific Railway, in Londob, coupled
with the fact that Chauncey Depew aod Hosmer are also here, attracts
attention in city circles. The officinl statement made in reply to inquiries
is that Van Horne is only here for a few days on strictly private business,
But the statement meets with little acceptance. The belief in many quarters
is that the result of his visit will probably be seen in large financial opera-
tions, Sir Henry Tyler, who sails next Wednesday, will spend two months
in Canada, visiting the chief points on the G. T. system.

Here are fruit fsrms without
number, teeming with the varyivg sweets wherewith the seasonable month
endows each soparate sort and kind of tree, shrub and plant, Strawbaerries
aro at their best, fresh, ripe and luscious, without the serious fault of being
100 few. At the Ameriean House, which is kept in truly comfortabls atyle
by mine bost Daniel Feindel and his good wife, you are sorved with straw.
berries at every meal, and thero is no stint of rich cream to accompany them.
This in itself forms a sufficient atiraction to lure miany a city-weary worker
to tho place, but when is added to it the other benefits of soft, purs, inland
air ; beautiful scenery of the pastoral variety framed in by the mountains.on
tho north and south ; delightfully warm weather, and notbing to do but take
the untiring kind of exercise that is obtained in a hammock slung under the
shady trees which stand in the front of the Awerican Housa, or drive in &
comfortable covered buggy to some of the surrounding pluces of izterest
or beauty.

This is essentially a place to rest in. Tha soil is sandy and the roads are
rather too soft to make walking a pleasant mode of travelling. The sand
gets inlo your shoes, and aitogetber, at this seacon of the year, good horse
fleeh has an espocio! value in the eyes-of the tourist; Fortunately, horse
bire is very reaconable, and no one need stay al home for want of_ a .drive.
when a nag can be procured for an afternoon for from one dollar to two
dollars, sccording to circumetances and the number of persons going,

One great advantsge of the American House i3'its home:like quality.
There is no stiffness. Run on temperance principles, it is a place where no
ono neced hesitato to put up, and tho writer can in all confidence recommend
it as gelting a firat-ralo table and supplying.all the luxuries of the season.
It is'neax the post office, and not far from the railway station. A convey-
ance from the botel is present at every.irsin, and it rarely happens that it
does pot bring back a full quota of passongess.

Since last visiting Middleton, three years ago, the writer observes signs
of, considerable progress in tho place. The old zsilway station, which was.
destroyed by fire, hss beer replaced by a fine building, which is a vast
improvement over tho formor little box of a station house. The Nova
Scotia Central trains conpect hers with the W. & A. trains, the train from
Lunenburg getting in shortly beforo tho train for Anvapolis goes through,
and the train for Lunenburg leaving after the train for Halifsx dopsrts.
This entails a wait of three hours in Mid:lloton for passengers going through,
but thie is in many cases sn advauiage rather than otherwise. The trip is
a long one any way, and taken all at onco is tiresowo, but the tbrea hours
in this pleasant stopping place relisve the monotopy snd restore those who

31 ars casily jaded by railway travelling. It is also good for the hotels, so that

tho arrangument may bo consideced satisfactory to all except a fow busineas
men, who msy be in & hury to arrive at their destination. )

Among the chief sattsactions of this part of the country are the famous.
Spa Springs at Wilmot, about two snd 2 half miles from the American
House. A fow years ago Captain Hasll, whose property the Springs are,
kept a flourishing botel noar by, but the fire fiend swept it out of existence
one night about two years ago, and since then the only accommodstion for

%0 | juvalids seeking the hoaling waters hss been the private bosrding houses i

the vicinity and the botels at Middleton. Tho lattor are a little too far
away to suit peoplo who aro not woll, but for healtby people, who want to
tako the baths and drink the waters as a pastime or for auy other reason,

_
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the intervening space and the consequent drive prove not objectionable.
Nevertheless, the need of a hotol on the rpot is geverely folt, and to the eyo
of a ciasusl observer the chancos for waking a good thing out of it appesr
to ba great,

Comparatively few people aro scquainted with the Springs, slthough tbo
fame of their hooling properties has gone abroad ovor tho land. Of courso
every ono who cumos hore goes to ses them, but I will take tho risk of
boring the readers of Tusm Cnitic by giviug a deacription of tho Springs
and their surroundings. All who have been thore cin skip the following
piragraph, unless they aro curious to see if the description tallios with theit
idca of the plase, :

Approaching from the road one sees a very fine grovo of trees, growing
taller than others in the vicinily, a fact which immediately improsses the
visitor with the idoa that the mineral properties of the waters must at least
sgres with the trees, and as th'ye is such a clcso connection betwoen
vegetable and enimal nutrition and healthfulness, that it naturally follows
that haman beings would provo stronger for partaking elso of the substauces
that Mothor Earth in this place sllows to go into solution in the waters for
tho benefit of her childron. The grove is composed largely of homlocks and
pines, with a number of yellow birches interspersed. The odor of these
rosinous trees is most refreshing, and ss onc turns in at the gate and feels
tho restful springiness of tho carpet of pine and hemlock needles benesth
the fest, a drowsy, dreamy feeling steals over ono's senses, and Roborts’ lines
on his fic trees at ¢ Kingscroft’’ come back to the mind as not inappropriate
to the * murmuring pines and the hemlocks' around and above :

* Tho wash of endlesa waves is in their tops,
Eudles:ly swayiog, and the long winds atream
Athwart them froin the far off shores of dresw.
Thro' the stirred branches filtaring, faintly drops
Mystic dream-dust of isle, and palm, and cave,
Coral avd sappliire, reaims of roso, that seem
More radiant than ever earthly gleawn
Revealed of fairy mead and haunted wave,

A cloud of gold, a cleft of blue profound—
Theso are my gates of wonder, surged about
By tumult of tossed bough and rocking creet,
The vislon lures. ‘Lhe spirit spurns her bound,
Spreads her imprisoned wing and drifts from out
is green and humming gloom that wraps my rest.”

Having begun it, I was tempted to finish the sonnet, which, as it is not,
to my knowledge, included in any of the author’s volumes, may pot come
amiss to the lovers of poetry who have not before seen it.

To return fo the Springs, whither I was woading my way when I
stopped to quote our poet. Down a gentle slope from the road, still under
the tall trees, we come upon them. The soil is not wot in the vicinity, only
in the three springs themselves do we find the water ever welling up and
flowing off in a stream. The principal spring, from which the water is most
extensivoly drawn, hes lost all its poetry by beiog dug out to a depth of six
or sight feet, built up with brick and covered over with a wocdentop. This
disappoints ths romentic, who will bave to console themselves with the
thought that utility is neceseary, and mesnwhile take their delight in the
other springs, which are in a natural state, snd very facinating to bebold.
One of these other springs has, I confess, some very unsightly boards over
part of it, but the third fully comes up to one’s idea of sylvan beauty. It
is simply a clear pool, not very large, with all the grasses and ferns natural
to the vicinity peeping over the margin, Narcissus-like, to aee how fair they
look in the wator. The waters of the threo springs differ in their qualities
o0 somo oxtent, but the middle #pring, which is built over, appears to be
the best for ganeral use. Irom the one with the hosards ovar it peoplo take
mad to make plasters fur vaiious ailments. It is.sald this mud is a sure
cure for corns.

You can go and drink all the water you can hold, without money and
without price. The pump ia the middle spring ia kept going pretty steadily,
snd thorse is always a glass theis for tho convenienco of visitors, Hoises
are particularly fond of the water, snd are frequently diivon down to get a
drink of it. As far as tho tasle of the water is concerned, no one need
bavo any.tremors about partaking for the first time. It does not remind you
of .old boot soup at sll, as most mineral water does, but is of a pleasant flavor,
anad cold ss winter. A great liking for it is soon developed, and every time
the visitor goes to the Springs the pump will be put in motion for his
benefit. All this is very well, you will say, but you don’t see where the
monoy comes in for the genial owner, Captain Hall. Well, the batbs do it.
There is a bath house containing three baths and a furnace and boiler for
heating the water, where for twenty-five cents a bath in as much hot, cold
or tepid wator ss you deairo, snd a shower, may be hsd at any time of day.
A morning or an afterncon can bo meat ploasantly dissipated by taking a
warm bath, then either tako a shower or let the cold tap run until you are
safe not to take cold, and wrap-up woll after and recline in & hammock with
some light resding for an honr or two. Tho sensation is most delightfal,
and the world looks a biighter placo under such circumstances, A glass of
the Roysl Belfast Giogor Ale, which is made from Spa water in the bottling
sstablishment just across the way from the Springs, is not to be despised
after & bath, and the convenience of the bathing public is well looked after
in this respect.

The.grounds are also fitted np for picnics ; swings, bammocks, a croquet
lawp, a dancing platform and tables and scais making it o perfect place for
picnicing.

My leiter has grown to undue proportions, and as I intend giving in the
Induetrial Notes column next wook a description of the bottling establish-
ment of tho Spa Spricgs Cowpany, I must perforce paes over, or leave until
s future time, tho many other attractions of Middleton and ita surroundings,
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: COMMERGIAL,

This is & quiet soason in the genoral trade. Tho causes that lead t this
condition in business mattors aro soveral. At $his-timb tiany of our mor-
chants aond a lsrgo numbor of clorks aro away onjoying thoir annusl
vasalions; farmers aro busy mmking hay and looking after tho other
growing crops, axd tho fact that this, tho warmest season of tho yoar, has a
laxative effect generally. Of courss the throng of American and other tour.
ists infuscs some lifo into dry goods and kindred lines, and grocorios aro
also fairly active, but thore is liltle in the way of actusl movement to noto.
However, s genorally hopoful fzoling regsrding tho future provails, for, in
addition to &e favorable cxog proepects, whish are, of course, the principal
factor, thero aro othors which ought to be operative to induce a fairly good
movemont in the noxt fow montbs,

Paymonts aro gonerally favorable in all lines, and it is pleasing to note
that the Government bank statoment for lsst month shows a decrésse of
discounts throughout the Domioion of $1,800,000 odd. This meaus that
there'is loss domand for accommodation and bears out the assumption that
mercantile paper is-being taken up moro promptly than usual. In othor
ways the statement is a favorablo one as affording ground for oncourage-
mont,

‘WizgLr Finanoiat. Review or Hunny Crews & Co.—NEw YoRk,
Jury, 1891.—¢ Wall Street continues wholly devoid of interest in both the
investment shd spoculative branches of business. On the Stock Exchange
operations aro now confined to roomtraders, who are satisfied with fractional
changes and follow the transiont varistions of tono rathor thau seek to give
thu market & bias one way or tho other. Tho truth is thore is no immediate
material for the formation of a violent upward or a downward movement.
Neithor ¢ bulls’ nor * bears' have contracts outstanding important enough to
invite attack from the opposito side , mor is thore anything in outside influ-
ences of enough immediato intercst lo invite lorgo operations. TUnder theso
circumstances, ovorybody oasily yiclds to tho tomptations of the season’s
recreations, and the ¢ Street’ is virtually partially desorted.

This.condition of things is' natorsl enough as a sequonce of tha world-
wide financial derangemonts of last Fall. Caution everywhoro, the contrac-
tion of credit in overy direction, critical oxamination into the condition of
the institutions through which finance operates, discouragement towards
speculative operations and undertakings, and a protracted process of liquida-
tion,—those aro among the influences to which financial interests have been
subjected alike in Europe and the Uaited States for the last nine or ten
months. The condition has been that of collapse after convalsion ; and the
question is, whether the tollapse stage has run its course, so that we may
expeot an early return of genersl vigorand activity.

It is the difficulty of snswoering this question satisfactorily that now holds
‘Wall Streot in suspense. And that difficulty cannot be fairly laid to any-
{hing in our domestic situstion ; for we have nowhore any really unsatisfactory
conditions in our industries, our commerce, or our financs, whilst we have
the promise of the potent stimulus that comes from extraordinary crops, and
the Clesring House returns show the current volume of the nation’s business
mote than equals that of a year sgo. The one thing thet provénts the revival
of financial operations at this centre appesrs to be the uncertainty that still
overhangs Europesn finabse. What may be the outcome of the unsettled
condition and the new developments of European politics? Have all the
weak spots developed out of the South American disasters been taken caro
of 7 ‘What may be the comimercial and political efiéets abroad of unusually
short. crops, involving in some places almost threatened famino? Will the
negedsity of buying extraordinary supplies of breadstuffs from this and other
countries.involve an exhaustive drain of gold from the great national banks
of Europe? And if so; what would be the effect upon Earopean finances at
larde? Would that effect involve embarassment in the foreign tradoe relations
with which we stand committed ; and would it lead to a return of American
securities of a class which we have been accustomed to regard as safe against
disturbance under elmost any circumstances$ These are the kind of questions
that the men of Wall Street are weighing, in the formation of their estimates
of the course of affairs for the next few months. And it cannot be said that
the problems are chimerical, nor that it is needless to considor them.

But, on the other hand, we have on this side a situation distinctly our
own and which is full of extraordinary promise. Our agricultural crops,
upon which nearly one-half of our population are directly dependent, afford
upon the whole a promise of unparallelled results. The cotton crop scems
likely to follow close upon the grest volume.of that of last year. The corn
crop, so far, indicatesa rosult beyond the average. And the output of wheat
is likely to surpass all precedont. What quantity of wheat we shall export,
I leave to others to predict ; what quentity we could export, I leave to be
inferred from the fact that, during the year ending July 1, 1891, we exported
106,000,000 bushels of wheat and fiour, with a crop of 400,000,000 bushels,
which was 140,000,000 bushels less than the probable crop of the present
year; from.which it.may be inforred that our acfral capAciTy for export
out of this year's crop will be considerably over 200,000,000 bushels, our
bighest previous export having been 186,000,000 bushels in 1881. The
aversge value of our annual exports of wheat and flour, for the last seven
yoars, has been 108,000,000, tho averago export price (reducing the flour to
wheat) having been 873 cents per bushel. Should the exports out of this
crop reach 200,000,000 bushels and the export price average $1, the valuo
of our shipments in-~1891-92 would exceed by $92,000,000 tho average
yoarly shipmonts of the last soven years, On this basis of valuation, tho
present crop, estimated at 540,000,000 bushels, would give to tho farmers,
millers, carriors, and handlers, a total result of $546,000,000, against 8372,-
o™ wthe vil.+ o dast year's crop of 400,000 000 busnels, valued at

ov 0Xpur. proe uf 93 2 cents per vushel, Results like these, upon

our throo great orops, meon an invaluable boon tc our groat agricultural
industry and to all other industries dependent upon it, the effects of which
cannot fail to bo soon felt in a marked rovival of both our internal and extor-
nal commereo,

Theso prospocts onable us to o0k upon the foroign situation above rofor-
red to with muoh more equanimity than wo othorwiso might. At tho samo
time, in cstimating tho foroign situation, it is propor to tako into account
that, whilo tho feoling abroad is anything but hopoful, yot thore appesrs to
be no approhonsion abroad of relspso into a worso condition than now oxists,
and it bogins to be sppreciated that prosperity in the United Statos will not
be without its compensations and roliofs to European commeorce. B8till, for
tho prosent, I continue to adviso consorvatism in all busiuces movomonts, so
as to avoid plunging into debt.”

Duy Goons.—The continuing genorally favorable croi) reports aro stimu-
lating businoss in this department, and ordors from travellors show n decided
improvemont. Remittances are also keeping better. Tourists furnish their
quota to enliven tho retail trade, so that a very considerable volume of busi-
noss is boing transacted. Thesuburban trade is very good, and buying trom
rotailors in the less aristocratic portions of the city is quite brisk. Prices in
all lines show a very firm posilion with a tendenoy to advance. Wo aro
pleased to noto that the unfavorablo improssion created by recent largo
failures in the Upper Provinces has had tho effert of shortening credits
given by English manufacturers to Canadin buyere. The Eaglish houses
are apparently discovering that credit has boen too readily grantod, and it
seoms probable that tho recent troubles will have tno effect of directing
manufacturers to doing business only with reliable houses, and even then
on much shorter terms than hitherto, This will force the dry goods trade
here into a much more solid position than it at present ocoupies.

IroN, HarowAre anp Merars.—There is absolutely nothing doing in
pig or bar 1ron at prosent, Hoops and bands movo slowly. Tin, tern and
Canada plates are in fairly good supply, but the movement in sl of them is
limited to supplying a very small jobbing demand.

BREADSTUFFS.—In this locality a good consumptive domand is reported
for flour and cornmeal, but now that now potatoes are being gathered, tho
country demand has fallon off somewbat. In England wheat has been firmer
and corn a turn dearer. At Chicago wheat snd corn suffered a decline of
c. to 13c. as to options. In New York also wheat fell off gc. to lc.; in
St. Louis Ife. to 1§c. In fact the niew crop, now beginning to como io, is
80 enormous that the leading American markets are more or less demoral-
ized. To help their weakness it is reported that the state of the European
yiold is not nearly eo bad as was at one time reported, and that it will be a
fairly aversge one in most sections, It is, consequently, in order to expect
cheap flour hencoforward.

Provisions.—A small local trade, mostly of a jobbing nature, is doing
in pork and smoked meats, but the volume of busivess is minimised as is
usual at this season of the year. The Liverpool market is quiet and quota-
tions are unchanged. A London lettor says of that market :—* The corn-
tinued decreaso in tho import of cattlo as shown in the table is a great factor
in the keeping up of prices, which show a etrength for summer months
which would be remarkable were it not for this fact. The most gratifying
fact to my Canadisn resders about the roturnsis that wheroas from the
United States, Denmark, Spain, Sweden, and all other sources an enormous
decrease has takon place, the six months’ imports show Canada with an
increase in every departmont of live stock. At Islington on Monday, British
beasts wore up and Canadians were firm, 613 animals boing disposed of
from the Dominion 8t good rates, the best on offor, to dress 95 stone, fetch-
ing from 4s. 8d. to 4s, 10d. per 8 lbs., and although an effort was made by
butchers to get a reduction, salesmen wonld not climb down, and all were
claared at the prices named, 50 head on Thursdsy fetching the same rates. At
Deptford rates have ruled firm slso, 3,070 U. S, going at 4s. 4d. to 4a. 8d.,
a good price indeed for this articlo, Jast year this time 4s, 2d. being tho
highest rate obtainable. A number of Canadians have fetched 7d. per 1b. at
Salford, while large supplies at Bristol, Liverpool and Glasgow have not
sent down values, Canadians fetching at Bristol from 60s. to £3s., and some
shillings higher for prime quality, prices at the Scotoh port beiog 2s. to 3s.
above last weok, Canadians ruling st from 64s.to 66s. per cwt. Surely,
with such prices ss these, tho bitterness of last season is past, and we may
feol satistied with the trade ng it is. Mutton has been quistor, but old rates
rule”” The Awmerican provision markets have experionced mo practical
changs since our last report.

Burrer.—Locally speaking butter is moving very slowly and sales are
limited to fresh butter in small packsges which is jobbed out at 17c. to 18¢.
The only Canadian butter hereisa couple of car-loads which are held by
two firms and are not yet put upon the market, Very little Cape Breton or
castern Nova Scotia butter has as yot been received, but when it comes
forward its value will probably be 15¢. and 16c. In London the latest
report is as follows :—* Supplies of butter coming rather short, the market
shows considerable firmnoss, demand being surprisingly good for the hot
weather. Danish hes advanced 4 kroner, Brittany baskets 2s., and all other
descriptions have experienced a like movement, snd it is not improbable
that with tho oponing of busiuess next woek even higher ratos will rule, the
folling off in supplies from the continent being attributablo to tinning
oxigencigs. American in poor show here, is quoted up to 80s. for ladles, and
Irish is a trifle up, In Liverpool, United States and Canada extra is quoted
78s. to 82s."

Cueest.—~The cheeso market is pretty woll supplied and tho demand is ‘
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good, considorable quantitios being jobbed off at 10c. to 1lc. per pound.
Antigonish cheeso commsnds 3¢. more than Canadisn in this market. An
English .letter says :—** Now cheese is fairly inquired after, but thore is a
want of animation about tho trade, and quotations for spot parcols are any-
thing but firm, tho markot remsining much in the position of lsst weok,
though larger arrivals .of Csnadians havo suporinduced s drop of le.
Holders think thomselves forlunate who can command 50s. for Soptembers,
some threo or four shillivys lower being tho rule, and though 40, is asked
for tho finest now Canadiane, quotations generally range betwoen 40s,
and 40s.”

Eacs.~—In this market the supply of gond freah stock is very small, as
farmers generally sre too buey looking. after their other orops to lose time in
bringiog ** hen fruit '’ to town. In jobbing lots thoy may bo quoted at 13c.
por dozen. Oldez or * doubtful’’ stock brings about 116, In England the
ogg trado has been decidedly botter, and with diminished imports pricos
havo undergone an upwatdation, French blues rising 6d. and reds 3d, perlong
knndred, The Canadians on offer bave beon disposed of, a first-rate
domand for tho arrivals from tho Dominion this week, which have come in
excellent condition, onabling them to be all disposed of. Betler rates bave

“ ruled in the porth, and these consignments to Scotland from the Dominion
being looked on with great favor, the rates fetched have boen the higbost on
the market, 7s. being excelled for choice descriptions. One large fum in
Edinburgh, to whom heavy consignments have becn made, state that the
condition on arrival is beyond compare with tho continental, one siguificant
fact in favor of the packing boing that whereas Frooch and Ruesians come
frequently not only stale, but with a.large proportion broken, the average
breakage in tho Canadians is one egg per case. They eiate that the reason
tho experiment failed ten yoars ago was that the packing was so bad that
when opened a great lcss was shown from breaksges and bad condition, but
such has been tho caro exercised in shipping those arrived thete this season
that they show better than anything on offer, and.must thoreforo go off well,
This evidenco is valuable, and it not only should prove eatisfactory to thoee
engsgad to whom thanks is due, but should prove an incentive to futuro
shippers to oxercise that care and caution in selection and packing which
meeta its own reward inevitably.

TeA.—The tea market continucs to occupy a strong position under com-
paratively light supplies and a good consumplive enguiry. Teas worth
under 20c. and down to 16¢. are in brisk demand, and all offered are readily
taken up. The tono of tho tes market rules steady to firm throughout.

Correk.—The markot for coffes has continued active, but the movement
has been restricted simply on account of the small supply. Rios and

Jamaicas are chiefly in demand, though there is some enquiry for Javas,

Sucar.—There is no change in the position of the market for refined
sugar, the demand being as urgent as ever, wbile refiners appear to be
graduslly gaining ground iu their efforts Lo supply the very large demand,

It is stated that in about a week or ten days buyers will bave little or no
cause to complain that thair orders are not promptly executed.

Morassgs,—The market.bas during the weck under review develuped
sigus of weakness that were not looked for. Some business has been dove,
but the Upper Province markets have been over slocked by the impostation
of lower grades and Ameorican mixtures of molssses, so that the disposition
of that article is restricted at preeent.

Fisa.—There is nothing new to note in the local fish market. The out-
side demand continues %o be so amall as to bo unappreciable. Biit is very
scarce all along tho shores of Nova Scotia, but squid are reported to be
appearing in fair quantities along those of New Brunswick and Quebec. A
fow herting and mackerol are being takon off our castern and western shores,
but the most of them are very shy and keop generally awsy from land. It
now soems to look as-if our along shore fishermen will not mako a profitable
scason in this year of grace, However, they must ‘* hope for the best,” and
the latter summer and the fall msy make ample amends for the slackness so
far.

Mr. W. J. Nelsop, of Bridgewatoer, has a nice lump of go'd weighing
about nine ounces, the product of threo trial tests of ore from different loads
on his Millipsigate proporty. Tho richoest results were from a load of about
a foot in width, which averaged over 17 dwts. The averago from the four
foot Gorman lead was 14 dwte. On this lead the first quartz was taken
from the old workings, the seccond from a now shaft which has beon sunk
on the samo lead somo 6,000 feot east. This proves the lead to be of great
length, and as it i3 Jarge and averuges over 14 dwts. per ton, it should
prove a lasting and good paying mine.

The recently discovered tin mine, somo twonty-five miles north of
Bridgewater, promises favorably, wo understand. The leads are in a granite
rock, the widest being about eight fest; and there aro bosides in sight
soveral other leads, varying from one to three feet in width. Sevoral casks
of the ore were sent to England. and a mill test obtsined in onoe of the
Cornwall mills. The ore yielded five per cent. of pure metal, sufficiont to
make tho mine a valuable one. Qvertures have already been mado to Mr.
Nelson for bonding tho property, and tho English broke:s to whom power-
of-attorney has beon sent, speak of $75,000 as the prics to bo obtained if

the property on further investigation justifies the representation mado.—
Advance.

GoLp HuxtinG.—The gold hunting party which loft here several wecks
sgo on an expedition down north roturned on Friday last. Unfavorable
weather proventod them from prosccuting their sosrch with much vigor,
and it is the intention of tho party to resume tho dxpedition ahortly.—North
Sydney Herald.

A New Minine Extereaiss.—A nuwber of Monclonians, including
Messrs. J. Beaton, C. E. Northrup, P. S. McManus, . Watson and W.
A. Motzler, havo sccured a license to prospect Sor coal on an avea of five
miles on tho Cocagno river. If coal is found in paying quantities it will
1o doubt bo a rich thing, for besides the nvarness tc Moncton tho opportu-
nities for shipping to P. E. Island and North Shoro poris are unoxcolled.
Tho arca is about five miles from tho B. and M. Railway.—T'imes.

Tho progress of tho nickel development in Canada isstill attracling
attention. A recent special toa Now York papor says that ** A largs amount
of nickel oro has recently been parchased by the Navy Department from
the ropresentatives iu this country of the Canadian mines, and Liocut. Alex-
ander McCrackin has been detailed on a special mission to Cdnada to make
arrapgements for its trapsporiation and froe ontry. Tho amount thus far
purchased under the 81,000,000 appropriation for the purpose hasbeen about
4,000 tons. A great opening appears to bo looming on the horizon for
tho investment of capital in tho Algowa district, and tho conscquent

cnhanced ewployment of Canadian labor and supply of Canadian produc-
tion. .
