South American countries appear to be ever on the point of revolution.
The latest news from Rio J peiro stetes that the C ngress has been diss 1ved,
msrtial law proclaimed, and threughout the Provicces a dictaturship
establish-d.

The celebrated Pere Hyacinthe i3 said to be onic of the latest converts
tn theosophy, and that he intends soon to lecture vn tho subj-ct of esotinc
Buddniam and the inner spiritual light. He is now in Lundon deeply
immereed in the study of theosophy.

The theory of animal magnetism has been discarded by a celcbrated
Paris physician, Dr. Pinel, for the reason that he has found that hypnotic
patients obey thz phonograph as readily as they do a living speaker. Itis
just as well to subject all theories to severe tests before accepting them as
conclusive.

It is hard enough to keop oneself up to the mark on one system of time,
and we do not see how the St. John folk have ever managed to put up so
long as they have with their systers of time. A mov: is being made in
thst city 1o effect a change and adopt standard time, It js to be hoped it
will culminate successfully, for a stranger gets bopclessly mixed i trying
to make out the time of day or night in our sister city.

The Yarmouth Times of last Friday commented on the fact that there
are now in Yarmouth no less thansix children—all under fiftcern years of
age—in the county jail scving terms of imprisonment for thefi. The
Times rofers to the fact that some time ago the Haiifax refermatorics were
opened to juvenile offenders all over the Piovince, and yet thoy are stll
being taught to bo jeil birds. It appeara to us that the blame for this must
lic on the magistrates who geatence the youths, and they should be brought

s o e e

to a secec of their responsibilities as speedily as possible. It is wrong indeed
to forco young offenders to herd with habitual criminals,

Canada’s winter port in the United States is just now rejoicing over the
refusal of the Allan Steamship Companw to carry mails at the old ccntract
price, as this gives Portland the handling of through freight to and from the

. } Upper Provinces, the largest portion ot which had in former years been

looked after in Halifax. Tho Governwent is willing to contract for a first
class Atlantic mail service, which the Allansare at present unable to supply ;
but realizing that it is an object for the Goverpmnent to have through freight
carried over the Intercolonial Railway, and that no outside company is at
present in a position to accopt the conditions upon which the Government
subsidy is granted, the Allans demand better terms. Nothaviog got them
they give Halifax the go-by, withdraw their business from the Intercolcnial

1' aod transfer it to the American terminus of the Grand Truok Railway.

This may be all well enough 30 far asthe Allans are concernced, but Hali-
fax ard the Province of Nova Scotia, which derives bonefit from the pros-
perity of the capital, will not look with a kindiy eyc upon 2 compary which
has for years been the recipient of Government subsidies, but which when
opportunity arises refuses to improve its service and at lhe same time
demands a larger subsidy for such services as it is tua pasition to supply. If
our Halifax shippers would unitedly take a stand in this matter the question
of the winter port of Canada might be settled onee and for ail withic the
next two years. A good strong lalifax steawship company with shrewd
men 2t itsthead should be organized st once. A sufficieat nunuber of stea-
mers having the requisite epeed could be chartered so asto involve no loss,
the Givercment subsidy could be secured, -rd witkin the time specified tha
company could have built for it a flect of acean greyhounds suitable for the
trade, and our merchants would have the satisfaction of knowing that by
putting theix own shoulders to the wheel they had mads Halifax the ungues-
tioned winter as well as the summer port of Canada, and had made & com-
mencement in the comtrul of the trade of half 8 continent. If Halifax is
ever to become a grest mart of commerce it must be through and by the
energies and effirts of hor own citizens. Nalure may have given the port
great advantages, but nature does not build swift ocean going steamers or
encourage railway corporations to make any particular localiy its ocean
outlet.

British royalty Is eustained from the public treasury at the cost of
£s5,000,000 per annum, and it is no wonder that there are found those
among the taxpayers who cry out against further annuities beiog granted.
Were the money voted by Parhamcent expended without extrsvagasnce the
outlay, although sxcessive, might not be thought unreasonable ; but when
we see among the items an appropnation of £330, upwards of $1,200, being
voted to pay for the fecd scattered to the pheasants in the Windsor forest,
we wonder at the apathy of the British public in allowing such wasteful
extravagance ; and yet many items in the list of expenditures are quite as
ridiculous. Royally costs money, but it is supported by the clasies for
social rcasuns, and by the masses because they reverce that which is, and
have a decided dislike to change.

Science is o ruthless shatterer of old ideas, but we hope it will still be
long before all fencies are swept away by the overwhelming tide of facts.
We have all looked at the constellation which is supposed to represent all
but one of the Pleiades—only six stars being visible to the ordinary naked
eye—and our imaginatione, excited by the ideas suggested, have carried us
far afield in magic realms of the unreal ; but the rude hand of science comes
between usand the stars with a teleccope, which shows us that there are
not only seven Pleiades, but six orseven hundred ofthem! If the sensitive
plate, on which the vision of the telescope is 1ecorded, ba exposed for
about four hours, the number of stars in the constellation is shown to be
about 2,326, with an extensive backgroucd of nebulusity.  Where then is
our “lost Pleiade’’ and all our farcies regardiog her ? Science may dispel
many of our cherished allusions after s while, butwe still clirg to the pretty
stories connected with the stars, albeit we know their fallacy. The
Laureate’s lines—

* Many a night T gaw the Pleiades ahizing thrugh the mellow shade,
Guitter like a swarin of fire-flies tangled in a silver Lraid,”

have alwzys a fascipation for us, and beautifully describe the twinkling of
what we still prefer to faucy ars the daughters of Atlaa and Pleione, no
maiter what scietce may roveal of the number of stars in the constellation.

The recunt Congress of Socialists at Erfert has called forth many com-
ments from the internationa! press, and it is noleworthy that the deliberations
of the Corgress arc now cnticised impartially, and that the editorial scribes
havo evideatly recuvered from the paroxysms of mental trepidation into
which such gatheriogs have beca wont to throw them. The true sucialist is
one who desires 10 bepefit the human race, and one who sceks to do so by
a reformation of many of the existicg lsws of nations. Many a thinker in
this busy world who has witressed the wrongs perpeirated upon his fellow-
men 0 the name of law has virtually decided ta favor of the socialistic idea,
and has reahized how hclpless an individual may be under the force of
circumstances. German sccalism has advanced with rapid strides during
the past quarter of a century, and 1t has alieady become a moving power o
the Empire.  Twenly years ago the tutal Sucislist vole numbered 101,927,
to-day 1t reaches 1,341,587. Lo Germany the raiiwsya as well us the post
offices are contreled according to the Socialist programme, ard the leading
apirits of the-movement asticipaic great reforms before the close of the
century. The Socialists do Dot uphold lawless liberty, but rather liberty
within the law. They believe that the State should extend itz business
beyond the control of railways and post cffices to arts and industries, that
there should be a limit to the individual accamulation of wealth, and tha:
ite distribution at death shou'd be scttied by law and not by the testator.
So long as socialism bas strong minds at its helm and secks thoughtfully to
belter the condition of mankind, the human race need fear po ill-results;
but the daoger of such orgamizations is that they may be used by hypocriti-
cal self-sccking demagogues to shatter that which cxists, in the hope that

The ¢ hedicated Music” idea, as ombodied in the St. Cecilia Guild, has
received the approval of Dr. Andrew Wilson, who says the reault has been
fairly satisfactory. This echeme for administering soothing music to sick
persons has been attracting considerable stiention since its inception by
Canon Hartfort, and various are the strajns in which it is commented on.
Some poke fun at the whole thing, disbelicving in any advaotage to be
derived in serious cases, others look at it from a matter-of-fact point of vicw,
and think there may be something in it, and one paper (showing how much
there is in a name) says that the onw redeemiug feature is that the honored
nzme of Florence Nightingale is numbered amoug the patronesses. It is
well to look at it from a sensible standpoint, fur there are few of us wao
have not at times experienced relief from nervous headiche and similar
affections when tho right sort of music could be procured. Iiven the
“savape breast” is said to be susceptible to music’s charms, and if this is so
why should not music prove a boon to the uiling Sowe kinds of music
would no doubt be successful as counter irritants, but they should be care-
fully avoided by both sick and well. Dr. Wilson says that possibly the
physician cf the remote future may see fit to number the viol and the sack-
but among the instruments of his profession.

It is a noteworthy fact that while public bencfactors in Great Britsin
and the United States have weighted their bequeats to universities and bene-
voleat institutions with sl sorts of absurd conditions the noble baquests of
our Nova Scotian benefactors, notably those of William Murdoch, Sir
William Young and John P. Mott, have been left to the governors or trus-
tees of the respective Institutions, the funds or the interest upon the funds
to be used as thought best. Some years since a handsome sum of money
was loft to Harvard College, upon coudition that each year a sermon should
be preached in the university chapel in which the dangers of the Roman
Catholic Church were to bea set forth, It is needlese to say that the College
authorities accepted the bequest, while the condition upon which it was
made was fulfilled ip the letter if not in the spirit. Ouly a few years aines
a digoitary of high standing in the Rowan Catholic Church preached the
stipulated sermon. Benefactors should always remember that conditions
ooly serve to trammel their ows liberality, and although the needs of to-day
may prompt them to surround theiwr bequests with certain stipulations, yet
the march of time msy so changs the existiug order of things as to render
such stipulations or conditions ill-advised and positively injurious to the
very persons whom it was intended to bznefi’.

Of course Canadians are Americans in a broad s2nse, just as Nova
Scotians are Canadians, but wheu it comes to calling our best Canadian
writers and notable people by the mora general title, and thus give the
impression that they are citizens of the United States, we strongly objzct.
We have often had cause (0 protest against this appropriation of our
telented countrymen and women by the Uunited States, and sometim:s ISag-
lish authorities are guilty of crediting the work of our writers te Americans.
In the llustrated London News of October 31st {Awerican Edition) we
find a porirait of Miss Sara J. Duncan, author of those bright books, * A
Social Departure ” and “ An American Girl in London.” Miss Dancan is
a Canadian, but she 1s, in the papsr mentioned, spokea of as *“ one of the
brightest and most deservedly succee:ful of recent American writers.”
True, the Now York Book-Buyer is cited as authority, and the note goes on
to say she was born in Brantford, Oat., aud gives a list of the prominent
journals the young lady worked so successfully for, but when we sze the
zrror made of calling our writers American, we are se¢iz:d with a burning
desire to set people right on the subject.  Miss Dancan was married a few
months ago to Mr. E. C. Coates, who holda a scienufic appointment at
Calcutta, where she inet him on her journey arouad the world.

If we are to believe all the alarming reports anent the recrudesence of
influcnza et Berlin, Vienna and Bucharest, and the prophets of evil who say
the poisoned air currents will carry the infectionall over the globe, our lives
will be miserable with fear of the discase. Itis held that the epidemics in
the faminc-stricken interior of Russia keep up the supply of iofectior, and
that although not necessarily fatal there, because the people are inured to
the conditions which give rise to the disease, when it spreads to outside
places it becomes a ecourge aud carries off thousands. Last year it was
thought that the diseasc had 1ts ongin in the great shrines and monasteries
of Russia, where Lundreds and thousaods of pilgrims annuilly congregate,
and are packed together io indescribsble squallor, filth and disease.  Thesz
gatherings arc knowp to be powerful agents 1a the spread of the ternble
contagious malsdics so frequent in Russia, and the theory that Latrippe 1s
of similar origin {s quitc ctedible. When the epidemic fitst appeared under
its prescot name (2t varioua times a similar malady has been epidemic under
other names) it was thought that it was useless to take precautions against
its spread. This idea appears to b: giving way now, and means are begin-
piog to bz employed in the larger centres to preveat inflaenza spreading
universally as it did last year. Whether these efforts will bz suceassful or
not remains 1o be scen, but we think everyone should take those precautions
that are available to zll, such as keeping up the general health, avoiding
chills, drafts and unhealthy places, and fortifying the'system by daily bath-
ing acd plenty of out-of-door exercise. “These preciutions ara expedient at
all times, and should not be neglected by those who desire to cnjoy the
Ylessing of good health.

On Thursday of lest week Judpe Johzston sentenced a negro named
Daviscn to ten years in Dorchester Penitentiary for attacking and robbing
a sailor at night, The man's confederates, Downey and Shaw, were sen-
tenced to four and three years respectively.

A young brakeman, named C:rmichsel, was killed on the Short Line
Ra:'wsy, rear liver Jobn, Picton, cn the 4thinst. He was in the act of
jumpipg ff the engne and feil beneath the wheels. After five houra suffer-
ing he died, lesving a widow to mourn her loss.

Hon. Samuel Chipman died at his h~me in Cornwalls on Tuesday at
the advanced age of ever 101 years. Tle was a well-known figure in the
public service of the Province for many years, and enjoyed the distinetion
of being the oldcst mason in the world.

A sed story of vice is reported from Amherst. No place is obliged to
put up with disgraceful and cbncxious behavior ou the part of any of its
citizans, ard we doubt not that the authorities of Amberst will take im-
mediate steps to bresk up the cperations of the gang complained of.

The steamer Halifax, whose familiar whistle is usually heard about 5
o'clcck every Sunday evening, did not get in on her lasttrip until after
ten o’clock on Monday morning. A good deal of anxiety was consequently
felt.

The Eatertainment Committee of the Church of England Institute is
arravgiog a very iatereating seriea of lectures, concerts, etc., with two or
three receptions for the winter course, which will begin within the next
few weeks and will without doubt prove very acceptable to our citizens.

M. E. Tookey's planing mill at Sundridge, Oat., was wrecked on Friday
by the explosion of the boiler. The engioeer was driven through two par-
titions and had both legs broken and was terribly scalded. W, Cassidy,
corpenter, had a leg and arm broken by falling machinery. Several others
were scalded ond otberwise injured, but not seriously, The boiler rose 8o
feet in the air apd landed 100 yards away, fortunately taking a direction in
which there were no other buildinge.

Ship railways are expensive undertakings. Tbe Chignecto ship railway
has slready cost about §3,500,000, and the company requires another $1.-
500,000 in order to complete it.  This they have boen unable to raise, but
apylication I8 to be made to the Governwent for a readjustment of financial
arrangements that will make matters easier.

LOWELL IN HIS POETRY.

Tho clementsry fact sbout Lowell, which stands at the threshold of
every discuesion of his woike, is that he was born and bred s New Eng-
lander. o does not permit bis readers to forget it. Ia his prose and in
his verse he goes, back to it sgein and sgsin. He proclaims it in & shout of
defiance to the slaveholders of the South:—

I first drew breath in New Ens;hnd’a air, and from her hardy breast,
Sucked in the tyrant-hating miik that will not Jet mo rest;
And if my words seem treason to the dullard and the tame,
*Tis but iny Bay-Stato dialect—our fathers spako the same.

And of thedialect in which Hosea Biglow uttered his momorable things,
hy eays:—

When I write in it, it is as In o mother-tongue, and I am carriod far back beyondjng

studies of it to long ago noonings in my father's hay-fields, and tothe talk of Sam and
over their jug of Wackstrap under tho shadow of the ash-treo which still dapples tho grass

00 | whence tboy have Leen gone so long.

In truth he was a Yankee of the Yankees, by blood, bisth, training, ands
tola largo extent, by temperament as well. Tho fact is nmot inconsistent
with the well-undetstood one that be becamo very much of a cosmopolitan.
In him, sa in‘meny other men, was & certain dualism of pature and charac-
tor. He ¢ beat hik music out” from the clash and contact of two influences.
Ho was at once s 'Yenkee snd a Enropesn ; a provincial sud & cosmopolitan ;
a prescher and & poet; a vohemont, and even violent, parlisan, aud s critic
of wide culiure and large humanity. Dat literature will know him longest
as tho poetwho gave literary form and valuo to the indigenous humor,
rhotoric, and ealite of tho farmors of New England—a diatinctive claas
which has well-pigh passed away,
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It is possible to bo versatile without shallowness. Lowell was wondor-
fully vereatilo, but never shallow. Ile was skillful, thorough, and scholarly
in all that he put his hand to. Ho was a eatiriat, a writor of lyric and
elegiac vorse, an exponent of partisan politics, o critic, and attained marked
success in 8ll. Ho twastered tho literature of haif a dozen nations, and at
fifty-eight, aftor twenty yoars spent iv tho study and the lecture-room, he
took up diplomacy, and mado a odel ambassador. In London, at throo-
score, ho achieved such a social success as falls to the lot of fow mon, oven
among those who have broathed the air of our rocisty—so capricious in its
taste, eo diflicult to understand aright~—{rom their boyhood.

Thoro is, as Mr. Rosactti ssys, o great desl of * literary mike bolievo "
about ZAe Legend of DBritlany, and Prometheus, and Rhweus, ond many
othor of the earlior sories of poeme. Ouo is surprieed, on looking through
them, to re0 how many moods and styles thoy reproduce. Tho quick-fiu-
gered New Lugland workiman, delignting io tho counsciousness of his own
mastery of the handicraft, can work to any paltern, aond tho work is well up
to ssmple. It gratified his fine and keen intelligeaco to practico poetry, as
it gratilied it to master tho doxterous busine«s of diplomacy. But behiud and
beneath all this was semething moro. 1lhs wotk seows to be not so much
that of tha poot, the critic, or the cssayist, as that of the preacher. Thie
was the task to which he had a * call,” fur ho folt it s0 himself, and knew
that it was at once tho sourco of his weakness and his strovgth, Iu the
“Fable of the Critics,”” written at twenty-nine, he says:—

There's Towell, who's striving P'arnassus to climb,

With a wholo balo of iams tied together with rhymo;

Ho might get on alono, apite of brambles and bowlders,
But ho can’t with that buudlo hie has en his shoulders.
"I'he top of the bill ho will no'er cowme nigh reaching

‘I'ill ho learns tho distinction "twixt siugivg and proaching ;
His lyre has somo chords that would ring pretty well,

But ne'd rather by half make a drum «f the abell.

And rattle away till ho's old as Mothusalem,

At tho head of a march to tho last new Jerusalem.

Twonty-six years later, in the fino lines addressed to Georgs William
Curtis, ho dwells on his happy yecars of atudy and rotirement in tho old
home at Elmwood, and then continues: .

I sank too deep in this soft-stuffod reposs

‘I'bat hearsbut rutnors of earth'’s wrongs and woos
"I'oo woll theso Capuas could my muscles waste,
Not void of toils, but tuils of choico and tasto 3
Thoss still had Lept me, could 1 but have quelled
The Puritan drop thatin my veins robelled.

But thero wero times when silent wero 10y booka ;
As jallors are, and gave mo sullen looks ;

When vorses palled, and even woodland path,

By innocent contrast, tilled my heart wit‘x wrath;
Aud Lmust twist wy little gift of wornds

Intu a scourge of rough and kuotted cords,
Uumusical, that whistloas thef' mrivg,

‘Lo leave on hawmeless backs thelr purple ating.

One cannot doubt tho correctness of the self-analysis in both these pas-
sages. His ascont of Parnassus was seriously impeded by the Republicanism,
Neo-Calvipism, Old Liberalism, Humeanitarianism, Meliorism, and tho rest
of the formidablo spiritual baggage which ho had to carry. Mis was not the
dotachment of mind that goes to make a poet, whose songs will Roat down
the ages. With all his love of nature, he could not forget the sorrows of a
perplexed world as ho breathed into tho shopherd’s oaton reed or pastoral
pipe. In his tands “the thing became a trumpoter ” when ho blow vigor-
oua blasts of warning or defiance.

‘I'bo Biglow Papess gave Lowoell the opportunity to oxhibit all his powers
as nothing olse would havo done. The dust of timo can bo rubbed off, and
underneath thero is sowethiag that will endure. Indolent humanity will
not willingly abandou such portable and bandy additions to tho hierary
travelling bsg as these, of which the Diglow Paypers is a storebouso :

¢\Wal, it's a mercy we'vo got folks to tellus

The right an’ t* wrong of theso matters, I vaw—
God seuds country Iawyers and other wise follows
‘l'o start the world's team when it gets in aslough.™

‘s Civilization docs git forrard

‘> But glory is a kin® of thing T shan't pursue no {urder *

The Lowocll of the cosmopolitan petiod was as much superior in finish
and brightnees to the Lowell of the slavery struggle as ho was below bim in
vigor and oratorical fire, .

How swoeetly the expression and tho thought are wedded in the delicato
lyric beginning with tho two lines:

Q tell me less or tell me woro,
Swect oyos with mystery at tho core.

Heartscase and Rue is full of boautiful poems, tho dainty touches of &
refinod and practical pencil, such as this:

The path from me to you that led,
Untrodden long, with grass is l1I'rown.

Mate carpet that fiia lieges aprea
Beforo tho Princo Oblivion,

\When he goes visiting tho dead. ~Fortnightly Revew.

THE METHODS OF UNIVERSITY EXTBNSION.

If the lecturer ho skillful, the hours scom very short, for the foeling is
abroad that here is a man thinking out loud and suggesting s whole lot of
new thoughts whigh will mako one distinotly tho richer, Itis a ploasant
soneation, recalling the vory croam of bygono echool days, and it shows iteelf
io rows of flushed and gratoful faces. An ersontial part of tho lecturo schemo
is the prioted syllabus, which is supplied at merely nowminal prico. This
gives tho systematic ontliue 8o needful tu the student, yet so inspiring in the
lecture itself. In addition, the syllabue auggests a careful line of home
roading in connection with each lecture, The lecturer also gives out one or
more questions which aro to bo snawoered ic writiog and mailed to him some
timo beforo tho noxt lacture. This homa paper work is rogarded of the
utmost importance, since it brings out the thought and originality of the
student in a way that a simple lecturo nover could.

When tho lecturo is ovor, a class is furmsl of all thoss who cire to
enroll themsolves ns studeate, tho oiher hearers withdrawing., The class
lasts for about an hour, and also ranks above tho lecture in educational
importance. It is horoe that the personal iotercourse betwoen lecturor snd
stulents comes into play. It is, indeud, vory much like the college seminary,
and is as conversational iu its tono as the bashfulness of tho students will
allow. ‘L'uo lecturer develops his points a little further, and oxplains any
diflicultics that may havo arison. Ho aleo uses the oceision to return the
writlep exercises, and makes such criticisins and comwments as ho thinks
best.—From University Luxtension, by Prof. C. If. IHenderson, in The
Lopular Science Monthly for November.

VARIOUS BURIAL CUSTIOMS.

The Thibetans cut in piocos the bolies of their dead and throw them
into tho lakes to feed the fish. The ancient Bactrians suffared the badies of
their departed relatives to be eaten by dogs spacially kept for that purpose.
The early Norsemon used to place tho Viking in his ship and “send him
flaming out to 2ea ” with all his belongings. Tne Ethiopians disposed of
the dosd either by throwing them into the river or by preserving them in
their houses in statutes of gold or baked clay. Tho Bibylonians embalmad
their desd in honey,snd discountenanced cremation, which they balisved to
boe nothing but s eacrilegs to the sun, The Guanches rudely embalmed
their corpses, drying the bodies in the air and covering them with varaish,

The palaeslithic cave-dwallors of France and Belgium buriod their doad
in natural grottos and crevices of the rocks, eimilsr to those in which they
lived. Tho Peruvians appoar to have preserved tho bodies of their incas
after the Egyptian fashion, and in oarly times mummies seem to have had ap
abiding placs in Moxico. The Greeks of old wers enjoined by law to burn
tho dead, and the Romans, who in the time of the republic had interrod
their dead, adopted tho Grecian usago in the days of Sulls. The Parsecs
lay their doud on da khames, or * towors of silence,” whore the vultares
clean tho bones, which in a month are removed and deposited in desp wells
containing the dust of many gonerations. On the Himalayan slopes the
Sikkim burn the bodios of the dead, and scitter the ashes to the four winds,
whila tho tribos of Oonslaska and Nootka Sound bury them oz the hill-tops,
and expect evary wayfarer to throw a stone on the grave.

Herodotus tells uns of favorile horses and slaves being sscrificed at the
bolocaust of the dead chief, and in many countries the wives had the
privilego of dying with their husbands, s custom which has continued in tho
ITindu Suttes down to the present goneration. The Burmese, bafore burying
the body of a gentleman, inclogo 1t in a varnished coflio, and, after divers
hymns aud processioos, placs it oa a pyra of precious woods, which i3
ignited and aliowed to burn until nourly consuswed, when the body is taken
from tho flames end buried. Tie Cheyenns Iudisn hangs tho dead body
of his friend awong the fuliage of his native furests, a proy to the vulture
and the sport of overy storm; or else, swathing it with willow branches,
places it with tho feet southward in somo cottonwood tree, together with s
plentiful supply of food, arms and tobaceo, to be consumed on its voyage
to tho happy bunting grounds.

‘The Chinese bury their dead in the fairest spots in the land, They are
extraordinarily devoted to tho dead, ard the labor contract of overy coolie
emigrant specially stipulatos that in case of death his body shall be carried
back to China, that his dust may mingle with that of his forefathers and
join their spirits in the flowery kingdom. Otherwise, ho balioves that hia
soul will wander amid strangers unknown and astray.—Collier's Once a
Week (U. S. 4.)

Stocks, in heavy goods
especially, aro amall, and prices rulo firm, In fact, judgivg from the pre-
sont appearanco of tho situation, there 1s a strong probability of & ehortage

in soveral lines bofore next spring.  Thetefore 1t 1s that bulders show a firnd’

disposition despite the fsct that the dowand 18 quiet.

The farmots, as a rule, ato still halding on to their produce, and until
thoy lot go there canuot bo any sansiblo acceesion to business, Romittances,
consequontly, contiouo to bo disappotuting, bat this was to bo axpected so
long as the continuod fine weather keeps tno farmers 1n tho field, instead of
marketing their crops, seatising upon thew, aod thus putting thewsolves iu
A position tv becoms purchasers of gouds needed by themsolves and thoir
familios for winter usa,

A festuse of the existing financial eituation which has not perhaps
received tho attentton which it desorvos 18, nevertholess, beginning tu oxert
its influence upon the speeulatime markots of this country in an unmistakablo
way, Whio thoro can bo httlo doubt as to the prospority which tho
existing crop situation hero and in Ruropo will bring to the agticultural,
railroad and genoral basiness interests of the Uwited States, thore is yet
room for exsggeration, 1f mot o regard to the extent of tho favorable
influences, at least in regsrd to the 1apidity with which thoy will develop
thomselves. Tho fact that tuo financial position of tho Old World is far
from being a healthy ono is becoming plainer and plainer. 1t is true that
the incipient * beom ** with which our own stock market attempted during
the month of September to discount the results of the crops and the
European domand had very etheient support from ioroign speculative
interests. When the upward movement of prices halted and then collapsed
under what seomed to bo aruficis]l and momeutary troubles, it did not
appear that Europe wae dispesed to relax its builishnogs in regard to our
railwsy securities. [Even of Iste, whon bighor rates of interest in the
foreign mouey markets havo prevsiled as a result of tne outflow of gold to
this country, eaused by the enormous purchbases of American grain, and
whon at the same time the borrowing incursion of the Russian Government
into the Paris masket added to the disturbance, 1t does not seem that fureign
apeculative interests have been at all shaken 1n their bolief that in American
socurities at loast thore 15 prospect of asiwmity and profit.

Nevertheiess, it has been shown more plainly, as tho situation abroad
dovelops 1tself, that whatever degreo of support the speculstive olemont in
the London and continental markets msy extend to tho bulhish inclinations
of Wall Stroet, hittle prospect exists thot an investment demand from that
quatter, such as in former years was ono of tho features of our financiul
relations with Europe, can at presont be looked for. It s true that the
selling of investment holdings of Ameriosn railroad sccurities, which was
at the timo of the Baring failure so marked and depressing in its effects, is
10 longer to be apprehended. In faet, during the past three months our
bond market has been free from ioterforence of this kind. Novertholess,
and in spite of the rather eonsiderabls spoculative purchases of stocks in
this market for London and continental account, there has boen litile, if any,
renewsl of the fowmer stesdy demaxnd for bonds axd dividond-psyimg stocks
whick on many eesasions criously affeetsd the balanco of exchanges in
favor of this country, Promising as the bond market now does to exhibit
a new demand with the corresponding ineresse in the prices for investment
securitie -, this fact may possibly have little influence ; but 1t is neodless to
gay that the absence of the abeotbing patt fur tho permanert classes of
securities which Europe in former years supphed will be a serious drag upon
the general situation.

An exsmination of the causcs which at the moment affect European
market 18, therefore, of more than ordinary intorest. It would scom that
tho lignidation of England’s unfortunate ventures in South America is not
entirely comploted. At the samne imo tho secondary effects of the Argentine
crash have been aggravated hy the warin Chili, and even now the threatened
political complicstions 1o Drszl, added to the existing financial crisis in that
country and the fall of exchaug» rates, threaisn to creato further dopression
in tho mass of South American securities still held in London, the eoffect
of which upon finsncial interests must necossarily bo of a more or less
disturbing character. Nor must it bo forgotten that Great Britain's
Australian colonics are at presont suflering from a financal crisis ; that the
situation in China, threatenming sll Kuropean interests, would soriously
affect an important branch of British trade, and thet India is enduring at
the moment a pericd of unusual husiness depression. All theso influences
must necessarily exert an unfavorablo influence in the world's financial
centre, which experience has taught us cannot fzil to react with more or loss
force upon other msrkets, our own included.

It is, however, upon the continent that the most tangible grounds for
apprehension present themselves ot the moment. Tho fict that definito
details of tho Russisn fannne ato lacking does not conceal the soverity of
the distress in which an enormous population 1s invelved. A situation of
that charscter tends infaullibly to influence and disturb tho economic con-
dition of neighboring counties, 1nvolving as 1t apparently docs the absolute
collapso of thoe businees and industrial organization of the Russien empire.
Whother the Russian Government meots the crisis wisely or not it is at any
rato ovident that, apart from the immenso reductien of its revenues which
the famino will cause, great sums will have to bo provided to alloviate the
distress, and that evon though tho Government abandons its belligerent
intentions it must borrow if 1t can and borsow largely, and that tho loan
of 100,000,000 frarce which has just been contracted in France is but a
prolimmary apphcation for credit and assistanco 1n that quarter. Thero ie,
of course, room for a belief that tho diefavor with which tho efforts of

Fronch financiers to cemont the Franco-Russian alliance by giving the latter
country some moasuro of financial assistanco are rogarded by the Gormsn
and English banking worlds is partly, if not ontirely, dus to political and
other obvious causes. Nevertheless, tho vory fact that the recont operation
by which tho Russian losn was flosted is openly criticized as an evidoncs of
reckless mathods and insecuro tendoncies in financs has its offoct outside of
Franco. Nor must it forgotton that Germany is atill the largest holder of
Russiap sccardicz of all kinds, and that tho influence of the fimine,
combined with tho local crop deficivncy, is likely, oven in spite of the
conservatism of German bankers, to croato more or less trouble at Berlin and
Frankfort. An ovidonoco was furnished this week of this by tho failure of &
fitm of Berlin bankors, while furthor financial disturbanco in that quarter
is by no means improbable Under tho circumstances, and with similar
conditiona, sggravated by tho somewhat rockless speculativo tendenoies
which Parls financial intorosts have lately oxhibi‘od, thero is o minifost fear
that o crisis in that quarter may mako its appearanco bsfore long, tho fact
thst the Spanish Mational Bank has just succoeded in nogotiating a loan *of
£2,000,000 in Paris being to a certain extont regarded as an invitation to
such rosults. Added to this aro such minor influencos as the umfortunate
financial position of Portugal and the general business and financisl
deprossion of Italy.—DBradstrect’s.

Drr Goovs.—Tho anticipations of improved business have turned out
to havo boon well founded and an activo trado is in progress. Travellers
now on tho road ara doing better than seomed probable a fow weeks ago.
Still they report little or no disposition towards purchasing spriog goods,
tho goneral ides, which is a good ono, being to dispose of the goods at pre-
sont in season, and not to purchase and recoive goods for the spring that will
intorforo with presout business. Prices all around are very firm and mill
agents quoto some lines of check shirtings 7% to 10 per cent. advance,
Flannelettes and wide goods aro very scawce, and wholesalers and rotailers
aliko find a rendy market for them.

Irox, ITaRDWARZ AND MxTALS.—We have a very quict week in pig
iron to roport. Stocks here of all kinds are very light and will not be
sufficiont to supply sny reasonable demand that may bo expected this winter.
This will keop prices firm aud perhaps csuse some advance in figures.
Littlo that is interesting is occurring in bar iron. Nothing is doing in
imported, and domestic bar occupies a nominal position. Canners are
reported to bave secured about all the tin plates that they will require this
soagon, 80 that prices on cokes are oasy. Charcosls are unchanged. Copper
is dull and casy, and althvugh quotations are nominally unchanged, it is
likoly that figures would be cut on in the case of a rouad order. The same
may be said of tin, which rules easy. )

BRreaDSTUFFS,—It i8 reported that the local demand for flour shows some
improvoment, but that prices remain steady. The demand for oatmesl is
still very slow, but tho tone of the market appears to be steadier. There is
a fair Jemanad for feed at steady prices. Deerbohm’s cable reports wheat in
Eogland firmor and hold highee, while corn is vory firm, though little or
notring is doing in it. The Irench country markets are firm. The Chicago
wheat market has fluctuated somowhat, but within very narrow limits, and
prices have been practically without change. Foreign news continuing firm,
and no damaging awount of rain having fallen in the winter wheat sections,
bavo proved important factors in keoping prices siady on the whole, so
that figures may bo generally taken to bo the ramo as last wook. Oats wero
firm. In Now York whest advanced fc. to &c., and at St. Louis }s. to 3c.
At Toledo -ud Daluth it was firm, and at Milwaukeo steady.

Provisivas —A fair trade is doing in pork, but at rather lower prices.
Little or no old stock of short cut remains in first hands, and tho new stock
is getting a favorable zecoption, though at o elight reduction. Lard and
smoked meats are ia fair demand. Nothing now has transpired in tho
Liverpool provision market. In Chicago Decomber pork doclinnd about 10c,
The hog mazket thore advanced 10c.

Buzrer.—The lacal buttor market rules firn, slthough the demand can-
no: bo said to be brisk. The scarcity of mediuw and lower grades noted
before in those columns continues. Reslly good butter is in about sufficiont
supply for the immedialo demands of tho market for present consumption,
and prices aro firmly held. Au advauco is confidently anticipated in the
near future. A London correspondont writes:—* The market for butter
still keeps in on unaccountable groove of firmnets, continuous advances
being mado. Buyors who held off last weok being in fect sorry, as they
have had to pay smart for this, all brands travelling up. Danish comes
persistontly small in amount, and tho oxtraordinsry prices demanded mako
exporienced mon in the trade opon their oyes. Thoy woop but they bave to
pay. Danish has a strong hold here on the affections of consumsrs. Every
parcol that could bo got of this brand hes been swept off at 133s. to 136s.
per cwt., and as if this were not high onopgh, 3 kronor advancoe is cabled
from Denmark, and holders claim another fio or throo ehillings. Prices
have gono still kigher then at any period during tho past 30 montbs, while
noxt week wo oro expocting a still furthor appreciclion, But thero is an
end to all thinge, ond tho brakes must be put on soon. Meanwhile other
imports epjoy better enquiry, and American and Canadian among the rest
bavo advanced. Tho former is quoted up to 9Gs., with some fancy makos
at 106s. to 108s., tho gonoral prico the first ono; while Canadian is sold
freoly at 783, to 102s.; first-class croamery 104s. por cwt.”

Cucese.—Undor a very slight domand in this market cheeso moves very
slowly. Tho managers of cheoso factorics throughout the Province, howover,
manifeat groat confidenco in tho position-and boliove that tho largo foreign
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demands that they expect will justify their holding back their goods to s
later period, Moanwhilo tho market is decidedly dull and festureless. In
Montroal cheess is comparatively activo. Some lots of the finest Townships
bavo recently been moved thero at 10c, and it is now undoubted that
finost Westorn stock could not be moved under that figure. In London
cheese is slow for American and Canadian, but brisk for Eoglish, Old
pricos about rule for all dosoriptions, 51s. to 52s, boing psid for Canadisn,
though, with an eyo to future events, sellore will not contrsct beyond the
present at tho ruling rates, only landed goods going st the quotsations,
parcels to arrivo boing hold for higher figures.

Eaos —There is 8 fairly good local demand for egge, and, just now, very
fow aro coming in that aro not of prime quality. Prices aro well maintained,
and there in mo prosont indication of any probible d.olino in the bear
future. Thero has Iitterly been quite an active erquiry from the United
States through the country distriots for oggs, and this fact hag, undoub.edly,
its influence in keeping figures stoady at about 15c. to 18c. A writer in
London reports as follows :—* Eggs are fairly well suppliod to us, but
demand is good, apd an sdvanco hes been declared in some quarters, selecied
remaining as befors, suffisiontly high, 10a. 6d. to 11s., smalls takivg an
upward move, the lowest quotation for ¥French now being 7s. 3. por long
hundred. Well packed goods aro eagorly sought for, and for such good
prices are paid, buyers evincing groat diegust at some of tho cases unpackiog
with bad etraw. Good packing ia the chief measure of success in the opg
business. In Livorpool prices have continuously sdvanced in face of
limited supplies, and 9s. 6d. is at present the top line. Canadisns have
been going there woll at 8s. 4d., with plenty of enquiry, and roceivers aro
asking 7e. por 120 for those advised for mext weok. Shippers would
ocrtainly do well to press forward shipments, as just now the markeb seeme
dead set for good rates on thoso arriving in respoctable conditivn.”

Arruss.—The crop of apples in this Provinco has about all been
gathered, and has proved, according to promise, a very large at.d heilthy
one. Considerable quantities have already been forwarded to this and other
markets for Immediate sale, and have commanded very satisfactury prices.
Still, the major portion of the yield is held for shipment in the lstter part
of the winter and in early spring to Eugland, when big prices are anticipsted
In the Upper Provinces anotber course appsrently obtains. The Montres)
Trade Bulletin says :—** It is estimated that from 10,000 to 15,000 bbls. of
apples havo been sold on this market during the presont week, siles of
which are roported in lots of 100" to 1,000 bbls. at 32, $2.05, 32.10, 82.123,
and $2.15. These purchases were made for shipment and pirt for local
accound. Scms large transsctions have also taken place in the West at agual
to about the above prices laid down here, although one or two rouad lite
are reported ss having changed hands in the West at comparatively higher
figures for through shipment to Liverpool and other British ports. Parties
in the trade who are generally well posted, state that the heaviest shipmoats
are now going forward, and that after the ¢lose of navigation there will not ba
as many spples left in tho country as many suppose. Vory fair reports con-
tinue to be recevived frowa Liverpool, the average prices cabled being 12s. to
90s. CUables from Glasgow have beon vory satisfactory, recont salos in that
market showing profitable results to shippers. Thero can be no dotbt that
the excellent quality of Canadian apples this season and the very reasonable
prices ruling bave boen powerful factors in stimulating consumption on both
sides of the Atlantic, but more eapecially in Grost Dritain. At a popular
prico the demand for apples or any other produce on the other sido appesrs
to be inexhaustible.”” Asregards tho London market, we road that “ Apples
bave baen selling well as regards quantity this wesk, but we are 1>2d2d with
them from sll sources, and tho marvel is rates aro as good as the market
salos show. Ovor 8,000 Nova Scotians have baon disposed of this weok,
the majority of them unbarrelling well, and under the circumstances, the
good price of from 8s.up to 24s. per bbl. has boon realised. More aro
advised for noxt weck, but if the presont ratio of supply keeps up, prices
will not be nearly so good.” :

Green Fruin.—Thore has boon no particular change in green fruit,
which has moved along quictly in a jobbing way, with prices steady.
Oranges and lemons ars in_comparativoly small supply, but it seems suffi-
cient for tho present demand. .

Driep Fruir.—The woek has witnessed more [activity in dried fruit,
more especially from first hands, srd this is a good indication that jobbors
aro feeling tho want of frosh supplics. Since our last a good demind for
Valoncia raisins has been eoxperienced. Stocks in first hands are now
brought into a narrow compass and holders are moro indepondent in their
views. Currants aro alsoin good demand and a fair business in a wholesale
way has beon accomplished. Tho tendency is upwards in sympathy with
loading markets and stronger advices from primary sources. .

TEAs are very quiot, and the trade may be said to be at a standstill.

Correes.—All advices from outside markots show a firmor tondency and,
although pricee hore aro not altered, thoy have a stronger tondoncy. .

Sugar.—The market for refined sugsr is quiet but steady aud a fair
business is roported in both granulated and yollows.

Fie.—Tho local market remains dull and inactive without any chango
to mote. Small quantities of mackerol and herring are taken from timo to
timo along the shores, but their numbers aro too iusignificsnt to mike it
worth while to curo and barrol thom, so they are sold for immediate local
consumption in a fresh state, or packed in ico and shipped to the United
States and Canads, Qur outsido advices are as follows :-Montraal., Nov.
11—“The fish market is genorally firm under a light supply, while the
domand is fair. Tho first shipmonts of B, C. salmon in barrels wero placed
on the market during the week at 312 spo?, a faic price. Thore were quile
a fow arrivals of Lsbrador stock also by tho rocent stesmors, but the suppl:

In our issuo of October 16th wo noted the fuct that Mr. Alfred Wood-
houso, a mining engineor from England, and Dr L. D. Ross of Montreal,
had at tho invitation of the Nova Scotia Gold Miners Aesociaticn addrossed
tshat. body giving their impressions of mining es observed by them in Nova

cofia.

Wo now through the courtesy of the ofiicials of the Association are
ouabled to lsy before our ronders full reports of the addresses,which will be
found to contaiu somoe valuable suggestions wailo onabling us ¢ to seo our-
oives ns othors seo us.”

Mr. Alfroed Woodhouso said that it was witl: sume diffidence he ventured
to give his impressions of what he had sven in Nuva Scotis, considering
how short his visit had boen. Ho would, however, bogin by aiating.that
go far as ho had gone he was decidedly favorably impressed with the future
prospects of the gold mining industry of this Province. Tho formation hers
was decidedly favorable, and the output of gold in tho past conclusively
proved that the Province had anindustry that deserved even moro attontion
than had beon given it up to the present time. Thero was every justifica-
tion for outside capitalists to invest their capital in developing these gold
mines.

Ho warned them against cffering to outside capitalists the worst of the
mines, as if this was dono capitalisis would very quickly be disgusted.
The first principle which sheuld guide those interested in securing the co-
operation of outside capitalists would be to give them somothing with which
they would be so satisfied that thoy would como again and want more,

So far as he bad seen, comparing the leads or lodes in Nova Scotia with
thoso in other countries, ho had every reason to beliove that the leads in
this Province would continue to great depths. 1o would not go so far as
to say that they are fissuro veius, but, at tho same time it did not necessarily
follow that because they were not fissure veins they would not continue
down to great and unworkablo depths. Compared with other gold fields
the veiss here wero a littlo thin. At tho samo time the leads were very
cioso together. Bul the mines must be worked on a commercial basis.
Twenty dollars worth of gold must be produced for something less than
twenty dollars, otherwise commercial failure was bound to ccsue. Ho was
sorry to say that Lo could not agree with the present kystom of working the
minee. The system in voguo here might properly bo called tho prelimin-
ary stalo of gold mining. X¥or instance, a prospector starts and finds a vein
with some gold in it, and naturally follows on that gold until water oc some
other little difficulty prevents bim from continuing, when he leavos that
vein and goes to somo other. This may be a very good practico so far as
developing the district is concorned, but it is not gold miping. Any ons
going to a gold mining section of tho country bere 1s struck with the enor-
mous number of thess small pils which have boen sunk on tho surface of
tho veins, snd as soon as thoy have gone down a fow feet thoy leave it and
go 1o eowo other spot, which is following out nothing ore than the old
primitive method of two or threo thousand years ago. His friend, Capt.
MacDuff, was in India when ho was there and could tell thom that tho old
system in that country was the samo aystom, that is, taking ont tho gold to
such a depth as a singlo individual could go. Ho thought that with some
few excoptions the system might bo summed up to the word  Fossicking.”
However, the work that had been carried out by theso prospectors was of
somo value. They havo proved that thers is valuable gold existing in
these localities, and that with proper system of working thero is every
prospect of permanent value attaching to these mines. After tho prospector
comes forward tho small capitalist who mines down to 3 corfain point,
about 200 or 300 feet, boyond which ho isa little nervous about going.
This is simply because ho has not that amount of confidenco in the imines
that the surfaco workings or the work above the 300 feet lovel should have
given.

The gold in Nova Scotia, 20 far as ho had scon, ran in streaks or gold
chutes. 1o did not think that sufficiont attention was paid to these streaks.
Every picco of work that was carried out on a mine should bo accurately
planned. As the oro is romoved it should bo nccurately marked on tha
plan, and not only marked on the plan but the various yiclds of gold at the
different points should be indicated on the plan, so that after a fow months
woik tho line of that particular gold streak shounld be accurately knowan.
o wished particularly to mention what he assumed was tho samo in this
country as in other countries—that a streak of gold will pinch and make in
the samo way as tho leads of tho country pinch up and widen out, and,
thoicforo, when gold minors in working gradually ran to a point whero the
sold was pinched to a fow feot in length, they should not bo disheartoned.
1t would bo au oxtraordinary thing if tho streak of gold did not agsin
widen vut as the workmen proceeded deoper. In a countrs liko Nova
Scotia whoro in tho gold mining localities thoro woro so many Joads close
together, tho system of working was wrong. Ho admitted that it was
casier to find fault than to proposo corrections and improvemonts, but ho
felt 1 his duty to distinctly axpress his opinion that tho system of working
the mines in Nova Scotia was unsound. The proper system ot working
whore there were s0 many Ieads occurring togethor was by mozus of vertical
shafts, from which cross cuts should bo made to tap tho various leads.
From this main shaft drifts should boe started on tho various leads with a
slight gradient up-hill, =0 that not only all the water drained to tho main
shaft, bat with this slight gradient the loaded trucks could bs run down
casily to tho main shaft, snd tho samo truck raised and dolivered at the
mill, so that there would not bo a second handling of tho ore.  (Applause.)
Instead of adopting that sysiem hero tho present oxisting plan was that of
inclined shafie. The objection to thie is that if inclined shafts are suuk
tho miner cannot tell what variations in dip the lode may take. It may
start at an augle of sixty degreos and go to sixty-fivo and then come back
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ovon to fifty-five dogroes. Was it not clear that the woar, tear, and friction
o‘fhtho’ hauling gear would bo very much greator by this systom than by the
othor

It would bo n great advantagoe to the minos in"Nova Scotia if more mouey
was spent undor ground, and not so much on the surface, until it had been
practically demonstrated what was actually below. After all, it should be
rom_omberod that it was the mino aund not the machinery that gave the
dividend. Ho stated this with some diffidence, for they must not forget
that gold miners wore perhaps tho most obstinate and assertative peoplo on
the faco of the globe, and * knesw all about it,” and if they did not, nobody
else did. (Laughter.)

And now apother point that is frequontly lost sight of. As ore is
removed, a certain amount of develepment should take pluco, so that when
a hundred tons of rock is raised, two hundrod tons moro would practically
bo put in sight, and in that way tho reserves are always increasing. The
cost of this extra dovelopment should be included in all the cost of working
the mine,

As regards amalgamatiou, the firat principlo is to check the forward flow of
pulp as often as possible,the moro you check the maro gold you wili save. A
matter hitherto neglocted was the question of concentration. ‘The coucenira-
tion of ores was A most important matter. Ho saw by tho statistics published
that only some GO por cent of the gold wassaved. Now, by a litt'e practical
knowledge and experience, compotent men wera ablo to save an additional
porcentsge of gold, and while the cost of saving such percentago was very
smnll, the beneficial result to a Company was very considerable in the
courso of a year. Ho suggested that the question of concontration shou'd
receivo more attention than had been hitherto given to it. e wight men-
tion that during night shifts, when overybody was asleop, the stono is fed
into the battery, and is passed over plates to take its chanco, and that is
what some call smalgamation! Any ignorant man could do that. Put a
“nigger " to work and tell bim to feed tho quartz into the mill and set the
stamps going so many drops a minute, let tho crushed ore run ovor a cestain
surface of amalgamated plates, and that is tormed amalgamation! That is
not awalgamation. Amalgamation i3 a scienco and must be understood aud
pursued os o scionee.

Another matter which has escaped general notico in this country, and
which should zeceivo immediate attention, was tho question of aliuvial
doposits. As wo zee tho country to day, wo notico that the contour of the
tho surfaco is undulating or flat, but in foriner agesas oue can seo
from the character of the drift, thcre must have been very high ground
Novw theso leads continued to much groater height, as amongs? the drift
large masses of quartz are found. The drift here in this Province is per-
haps unususlly thick ; but very littleattention has heon paid to it. During
his visit, ho had givon particular attention to this matter. and he had found
that in every district whero ho had been, thers was always tho samo state
of affairs. Thoy do not know anything about cradles, sluice boxes, etc.
Thoy pan tho gravel and obtain a certain amount of gold, and some quartz.
This quartz they break and only rotain what shows visible gold. At
Waverloy recontly he witnested a mau panning from the shores of s lake.
His takes for the worning amounted {0 a few grains of gold and several
small pieces of quartz showing visible gold. Ho asked permission to exam-
ige the resuitsand ascortained that the yield was in value about 81.50 from
the morning’s work. That was obtained with the sid of a washing bssin
which was not more than nine inches in diameter. If a working man with
such methods could achiove that result in a morning, wkat would a judic-
ious outlay of a littlo capital cflect?

It must pot be forgotten that the gold in Nova Scotin was anuasually
conrse. Ho had been informed tkat & piccoof gold had been taken out of a
mine bere, in weight 27 ounces. 1o had never seen a pieco of gold coming
cut of 3 vein aund weighing anything like 27 ounces. If such were the
case and ono such piosce was found, thero couid be no doubt that thero wero
plenty moro. Ho stated thatin his opinion thero was very good alluvial
gold to bo found in Nova Scotiz, but it required looking for, and as soon as
tho Provinco could attract a desirablo population by tho discovery of rich
alluvial in one placo and another, a very important advance would be mado
in tho position of the gold mining industry in Nova Scotia.

e thought Capt. MacDuff would bear him gut when hostated that the
great point to ascertain in conncciion with this is to learn whero are the
beds of tho old rivers? Although rivers ran porth and south now that might
not have been the cass formerly. Where thoy ran notth and south before
thoy might now run oast and west. Ho bolioved that if properly looked
for good alluvial gold fields would be evontually discovered in Nova Scolia.

In conclusion ho would stato that they wero too cager to handlo tho
dividends and would not form any reservo fuud, and thus bo ready for tho
rainy day which always arrives in gold mining—and many mines aro to-day
closed down for want of forethought.

"Capita: was ossontial. 1o thought that a stago in the mining industry
in Nova Scotia had been reached where deep sinkingand permancut works
must bo carried forward, and in his opinion tho only way to oblain most
satisfactory results was, as a rule, by sinking vertical shafts and working
thesa mines 23 mincs aro beivg worked in otuer countries.

Gold mining oporations whea of a permanent character aro generally
bheyond the compass of privato individuals. Tn somo of tho mines of this
Irovince a working capital of not less than 310,000 was highly desirable.

Ho suggested that tho mining association should petition tho Govern-
mont, urging the necessity of proving the quartz with tho aiu of diamond
daills, and thus afford encouragement to thoso whe by their onterprise ave
swelling tho Provinco's finances. . . .

It had been practically proved thut gold in largo quantitics oxisted in
the mines of Nova Scotis, and all that was now necessary for tho prosperity

of tho gold mining industry was to induce furcign capitalists to come
forward aud carry on the work that had boon so well begpu. (Applause.)

Montaous.—The Annand Mino still continues its largo yiold and other
properties in the district are lovkiug up. This is particularly tho case
with the old Tobin property, now owned and being prospected by Mr.
Richard Shepheard and others, They have tapped the famous Lawson
lead o few feet from tho surface and have struck good go bearing quartz.
Some of the samples shown us were fuil of gold.

More Minixa Orenarions.—Mr. Edward Jack wag in town thoe other
day, loaded with galoua specimens from the mine ho is opening on Nepisi-
quit brook. They are very rich in lead, mixed with silver, and if tho vein
is as thick and rich as it is eaid tv Lo, the property must bo a good one.
Mr. Jack is confident of his ability to make the mine pry big dividends on
tho capital required to develop it. — Chatham World

Dr. Rose, a Canadlan mining expert, on boing introduced to the meeting
by tho chairman, said that there wero other products in Nova Scotis which
wore mofe directly in his line than the important product just treated
upon 20 eloquently by Mr. Woodhouse. He cordially sgreed with that
gentlenian’s obsorvations about cross cutting. Thero seemed to be s peculiar
aversion smong tho miners of this country to cross-guttiog. They sesmed
to think that they would striko an avalancho of rock or an ocoan of water,
if they waudered from thoir httlo * tronch,”’ and though they may have
good reasnn to beliove that there is another lode within perhaps ten fest,
they will not pursue the proper coutse and cross-cut to it, but would much
rather dig a littlo trench, when porhaps they already may have the depth
secured, and it may be only a question of a few fect before their efforta
would bo rewarded. Jome outside capitalists hsd come to this Provinceand
had done well. Othors who had secured good wines let them slip through
their handa by not working thew properly., Other mines again have been
taken up and envrmous amounts of machinery put on the ground before the
owners really know what thoy had to treat, They have been msnagsd for
the most pait from thoussnds of miles away and not on the spot. Such a
cou. 3 would not do justico toany mine. (Applause.)

Tho mines of Nova Scotia have certainly turned out some very fine gold,
and thero is plenty moroe to come out,

He had been pretty well over the whole Province in connection 'with
other minerals of Nova Scotii. There were also large Quantities of manga-
nese and anlimobny in some localities, These wines if properly operated
would all pay and prove of great bonefit to the country, but they could not
be worked without capital. The people in Nuva Scotia appesred to have a
special preference for gold mines as compared with other mines, but there
wero othe* mines as well in this P’rovince of great value. Capitalists before
investing any woney in minos in a pacticular region, naturslly ask what
other mines are being worked thare snd what profits havo they paid. There
18 Do use to stato that any particular mioo would have paid had it been pro-
perly worked. The question is—Have they paid? The wonderful mineral
resources of Nova Scotia wete not sufficiently known abrosd. There were
thousands of business men in London who may have heard of Nova Scotis
but know atsolutely nothing of its mineral resources. Thereare iron mines
here that would pay to work not only for the shipmant of ore but for the
erection of emalters and rolling wills. Wo import au enormous amount of
1ron from Europe for our own consumptivn, and he considered that the
people hiere were capably of developing an induitry which would be a benefit
not only to Nova Scotia, but to the whols of Cinada, and thus this Proviace
could in that branch compo‘e with the United States and Europe. Th-re
were smoltors working in Londunderry aud New Glasgow, and he understood
that the ore and flux were brought from a long distance. There was iron of
a fine quality in Cape Breton and coal within a very fow miles of the iron,
and the finest limestone oo the spot. We have facilities for shipment both
by water and rail in this Province. And yet in Cape Breton which enjoyed
a]l those patural advantages ho did not think that 100 tons of iron ore hsd
been taken out and smolted. Everybody knew what a wonderful place
Capo Breton was for coal. And yet, although the demand for coal is
iccreasing ail tho time and the price is increasing, somehow or other the out-
put from Cape Breton was not increasing in proportion to its capability. A
mspager in Cape Breton admitted to him that the domand was increasiog,
and that bo would like to take out more coal, but the directors did not scem
to wish it. Thero was no cowbina hero as there was in tho Ubnited States,
whero only a certain poition of coal could be put out of each mine, It was
curious that the peopio of Nova Scotia, aho eslmost live on top of these
mines, do net devote themselves more erorgeticslly to their developmont.
They seem wiraid to put monoy ia sn enterprise un.il it is established beyond
tho shadow of a doubt that it will pay, and only where there is very strong
ground for belicving that the ontorprise will pay do they aeem satisfied to

o into it.

§ In Hants county there was mapganese tho finest in the world. He had
seen somo of tho ore which ran up to 98 to 99 per cont black oxide. It
was impossible to get anything purer thau that, He was surprised to find
out that in New York aot ono ton of this manganese was ever sold by itself.
Other ores were mixed with it and then it was sold as “ Tonnycapo.” M
was at 2 mine yosterday carrying galeni and silver aud somo gold. That
mine had }aid theio undeveloped for yoars. First some parties took bold
of it for a while, and then others took it up and put up a liitle amelter.
These parties did vot know the first principles of smeiting and tne work foll
through, aa they did not know how to treattho ore. Tho ore was atill there
and it nceded only juet a httle push to proporly develop theso properties s0
a8 to Tepresent £ot what might bo itnagined was underground, but what was
actuclly sern—aud capitalists world thus bo induced to como in here and
inveat their money in what naturally was as fino a mining couniry as any
that could be fuund in the world.

Ho kad heard a great deal about other minerals and had received samplss.
Some weio sent to him as ssbestos which, ho was sorry to say, were not
stheetos ; and also samples of tin, which, he was sorry to ssy, wero not tin.
(Laoghter.)

Thero were comparatively Iargo quantitiez of molybdenaum found in this
Province, but a8 yet no practics] uss coul 1 be made of it in the arts on 2
There was also fire clay carrying a high poercantage of aluminum ;
snd msny other mining cnlerprises only awaiting capital for remuneratite
development.

Thore wasono point concerning which ho should like to sco somodefinile
atand tsken. Anp officis] analyat and assayor should be omployed in this

Province. (applause.) Nova Scotia derives a large pszt of ber revenus from
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tho mines, and he thought it was unfair thut the Province which benefited so
largoly from the operation of the mines should not expend a fow hundred
dollars in tho employment of a public analyst to roport on all sorts and
descriptivns of minorals sent him, snd who might bo the means of increasing
tho revenuo of tho Provinco by thus aesisting 1n the discovery of valuablo
minoral deporits. Some of the greatest wines in the world hed been
brought befors public notice by the discovery of valuable specimens by
ignorant countrymen,

In travelling ab «ut, ho himsolf was accustomed to receive about twenty-
fivo samples a day, of all sorts and descriptions of minerals brought to him
by various porsons desirous of knowiog what these minerals were, und
whother thoy possessed any value. Now if such peoplo could send their
littlo findings to a public anslyst, from whom they could get a straight
roport as tv thuir valuo, a great amount of good might b: done to the Pro-
vince. At present such peoplo woie =fraid to consult local parties a8 to the
valuo of any specimons fouund, for fear of beng **frozen out.” 1f such
gpecimens could be sent to an cfficial analyst who would report upon them
for a amnall charge, a substantial gsin might eventually be secured to the
revenues of tho Province. In this connection 1t would be desirable to have
a musoum whoro specimens coul® boe sont for roforence and a goeologicsl
chart prepaved, and thus the localitics where the various mioorals are
situsted could be moro oxactly desigpated than by the present system.
(Applauso.)

Dr. Ross concluded his interesting address by exhibitiog several samples
of miuerals obtained in other countries, among thoe specimons being & ssmple
of tin from Dakota and a sample of asbestos from Quebec.

On motion a vote of thanks was conveyed to thoe two gentlemen for
their valuable addresses, and the meeting adjourned,
