It is not enough that Qacen Isabella of Castile
should receive the plaudits of the world for being the patroness of the
Columbian expedition, but now the brave navigator himself must have his
lustre 2immed by the holding up of his better half for admiration. The
Board of Lady Managers of the World’s Fair will surely not let shp this
npportuvity for annther exaltation of their sex as originators of everything
worth deing under the aun, Of course if Mrs. C. really did think the
matter over and otart her husband out she desetvea to be covered with
glory, but the dust of four centuries lies thick un the records of the tmes
in which Columbus sailed from Pslos, and we must eon be conteat to
honor the man who was the pioneer of the Western Hemisphere.

There are indications in plenty that Germany is gettiog ready for internal
dissension, and slthough the or'break of uoemployed and discontented on
“ebruary asth has not, so far, been followed by any dangerous display of
hnstility to the government, we do not know what momeat an aprising may
occur  The Emperor’s speech at Brardenburg contained, as his specches
usually do, paszages offensive to many of his sabjects. He hioted that it
would be better for discontented persons to shake the dust of Germany from
off their feet, retiriog to some country whero conditions suit them better. It
is answered that if all the discontented were to leave the country Emperor
William would be left to rule over a desert. The riot of the asth ult, was
only the effort of that class of people to awaken the interest of the Empero:
in their bebalf, but while the mob thundered at his gates tho Kaiser calmly
looked out from a window, and did not speak an encouraging word to those
who wauted bread. The police subdued the excitement after a desperate
hand-to-hand encounter and many arrests were mads, It is evident that a
serious state uf affairs is brewing when a mob grows bold enough tv attack
the palace of the Kaiser. The storm has not yet burst over Germany, but
when it does we may depend upon it that the revolt agsinst the beavy
taxation, necessery to maintain a costly standing army, and to supply the
wants of a monarch who claims to rule by divine right, will be terrible.
The Emperor's statement that he is leading his people to glorious days may
be sadly disproved, )
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There is an cud for the present to any anxiety over the Pamir distriot in
central Asia.  Russia has apologized to Britain for interfering with Captain
Younghu-band and Licut. Davideon last summer when they were travelling
there. Dritain claims that the territory from which these officera were
expelled was being trespassed on by Russia; but at all events it is well
that an incident which threatencd at one time to produce serious results
should be amicably settled.

Masurice Thompson, in the New York Independent, argues that the
sfiliction of inssnity which has fallen upon the brilliant French writer, Guy
de Manpassant, is the outcome of unclean thought, which is an explanation
not without support. Mr. Thompson puts his thesis so well that we cannot
do better then to quote it :—* What if we look this question squarely in
the face and speak plainly for once. Is it not true that evil thinking is
poisonous to the brain. When a strong imagination once fills itself ‘ith
the love of abominstions and begins to expend itself upon forbidden plea-
sures is not the brain tissue subjected to injurious strain? We koow very
little as yet concerning the action of the brain cells during thought produc-
tion ; but what we do know suggests that conscience in one form or other
is the regiaster of the effect which thought has upon what we may call the
soul. The higher the nervous organization the more effective will be this
reflex register. Men of lofty genius may assume to eliminste conscience,
but it is assumption and nothing more; the index will move with every
thought. No cnlightencd imagination ever gave itself over to lechery and
the filth of it without soffering from the recoil when it beheld the record on
the dial ot conecience.” 1If these things be true, then how careful people
should be to keep their minds clear, if not for the lofty motive of endeavor-
ing to fulfil their own highest destiny, at least for the sake of steering clear
of fearful consequences,

New York's method of satisfying the ends of justice so far as “a life
fora life" is concerned does not moet with the approval of a very large
number of people, The electric choir experiments have caused a shudder
to run through the civilized world, and it is not too much to say that unless
the next executions by means of the electric fluid prove beyond a doubt
instantaneous, popular opinion will revolt against the law which permits
even the most deeply guilty of our follow-men to be tortured on their short
snd expeditious journey to the next world. Hanging is dreadful ; so is
the guillotine, and the electric chair sppears to be as bad as either, The
recent execution of MclIlvaine in New York has given rise to many expres-
sions of horror, and from all the public can lesrn of the case, it appears to
have been far from instantanecus or painless. We oan apeak or write of
the penalty with comparatively little compuuction, but if we were brought
face to face with the actual facts, the strongest of us might feel that faint,
sickly sensation which takes a man's strength from him for a time, and dis-
gusts him with cverything. We bave not reached that stage where we can
persuade ourselves that tho death penslty would be better abolished, but we
most fizmly be.ieve that chemical science can and should find out a way
to make it practically painless. Every execution now-a-days is keenly
criticised, and we may find before many years that old methods will have
to be abandoned in favor of something belter. We wish the world were
good cnough to make the abolishment of the death penalty feasible, but it
isd far frfm it yet, although the day may dawn when such a course will be
advisable,

We once heard of a young lady who was apparently very ill with & dic-
ease affecting the nerves for many years, and who could not get out of bed
to save her life. The doors of her room were padded to prevent noise, and
she h.d evcry care ard attenticn that loving friends cou:d devise for her.
It was the very luxury of invalidism, and she appeared to be hopelessly
laid by. The doctors did not know exactly what was wrong, but they gave
the trouble alzarncd name and continued to attend the invalid. Tha
young lady bud a rather hasty temper, it is said, which as it brought about
her sestoration to health, must be pardoned. Getting impatient with her
nurse one day when she required something that was not forthcoming at
once or ¢ 1ld rol be found, she arose in her wrath (literally) and got it
herself. This put an end to her role of invalid, snd whea her parects
found she was able to get up once they insisted on her doing so every day,
until finally sho became as active as anyone. Another case of fancied
inability for exertion is worth mentionin%. It was a very pretty girl, who
was in fact, of dolicate constitution. he visited a friend in the city,
whose husband was a physician, and who took every pains to bring her
back to hesith, This young lady was subject to convalsions, which was
really excuse enough for her friends to be very careful of her. At one
time she thought she was unable to walk, and had a chair in which her
friend the physician ueed to move her from room to room. She could, how-
ever, get up, dress herself most becomingly in 2 pale blue wrapper, and do
her hair in the most artistic style, and then setue in her chair ready to be
moved by Dr. . By and bye the doctor went away for a trip, and
her friend’s brother undertook the moving business. He had a sense of
the ridiculous and rather fancied that his fair burden was capable of self-
locomotion, so he contrived to make the daily trip as uncomfortable for her
as pussible Ly a series of jerks thav Were apparently unavoidable. This
brought out Miss 's strength in a marvellously short time, and she
was s.7h able to walk without more assistance than a supporting arm.
Thete is nu doubt that a great deal of cxaggerated sickness afflicts the
world, but if proper means are tsken there is no reason why it cannot be
reasoned or frightcned out of people.

It is a fact that many of our ills arc merely imaginary, aud that those
who have not troubles will make them. We often hear of people who
think they are il!, and mske cveryone about them miserable with theit com-
plaints, when in reality they have nothing the matter with them, and only
noed some hard work to-do to keep them out of mischief. Then again
there are thoss who are all the time frotting because they have not got cor-
tain things they fancy they want or would like to have; they are dissatisficd
with their condition in life, their personal appearance, their clothes, and
quarrel with their bread and butter on every possible accasion. Such
people are very difficult to get along with, and ¢ven though they be mem-
bers in good standing in the church, they have so little Christianity of the
kind the Master taught that they are almost worse than pagins, Contrast
with this class the cheerful people who bear their trials philosophically and
try to make the world a little better for their having lived in it, What a
differecce wo fisd ! The former are regarded as troublesome ; unnecessary
additions to the afflictions of others; nuisances to society in general; but
the latter are beloved wherever known, and welcomed wherever they go.
This being the case, it is strange that we do not ali of us coutrive to manage
our wayward termpers better, and make ourselves pleasant and easy to get
along witli. Many do try, and some few succeed. Some one said recently
that there cre people who go about trying to persuade the world that they
were born good ; that nothing could ever tempt them to lic or steal, or
even be cross when a baby cried. In suchacase tho physicznomy 13 hkoly
to be witness whether their righteous assumptions are trus or faise. 1lap-
piness comss from goodaoess, aud true goodpess consists in resisting evil
successfully—in other words yielding not to temptation; and we find in
some few faces traces of struggles past that have left the soul and wind
purer, stronger and happier f{or being so tried. Such pecple are *he kindest
and truest judges of the failings of others ; they have cxperiences of human
nature that enable them to see clearly what others less experienced are shut
out from. So real troubles, patiently borne, stem to be fruitful of good in
a variety of ways, but imaginary ills, which are made the subject of constant
solicitude, are a veritsble curse. Medical ecience can do nothing for them;
but those who understand the mental infirmity which produces thew, can
grapple with them with bopes of success.

The snti-tobacconists are hard at work in the United States and in the
Province of Ontario. The ewil cffects of the wecd on r»emature persons
cannot be denied, and so far as cleanliness and nicely are concerred, all
smokers are the worse for the habit. As regards adult persons, any legis-
lation as to their smoking would be unwarrantable, but the State has an
excuse for regulating—or trying to regulate—the habits of yuuths in this
respect.  ilon, Mr, Mowat is, we believe, about to introduce a bill in the
Ontario Legislature prohibiting the sale of tobacco in any form to persons
under eighteen years of age, and to make it an offence for any such persons
to smoke on the public streets or have lobacco in their possession. An
effort is also to be made in the same direction in the Congress of the United
States, more especially against the “desdly cigsrette.” The Ways and
Moans Committee of the House has been petitiored tu prejare a biliinvok-
ing the paternal condemnation of the Government of the habit, and several
representatives have in their hands bills which they have been potitioned to
introduce providing for the suppression of cigarcite manufaciute Ly fwpos-
ing an internal revenue tax of £10 per 1000 on all nnported or domestic
cigareltes in the country. Dersonally, we arc not wholly averse to the
moderate use of tobscco, but we thick that mea who use itchould not aliow
their selfishness to cause inconvenience to tbose who ubject trsmoke. Out
of doors a smoker should never allow the fumes of his cigar or pipe tu blow
in another’s face, and in the bhouse there should be a gentiemanly considera-
tion shown fer all the inmates or gussts. If boys were not allowed to
smoke until they reach the age of cighteen years, there would be fewer
smoking men, and the money usually spent on such an indulgeoce night
be devoted to better purposes—securing a library forinstance. The passing
of laws for the restriction of tho usc of tobacco may be essily done, but we
doubt if they can be enforced. The fact is parenis should undertakeo the
management of such matters, and then there would be more time for law-
makers to attend to weighty matters of State. Therc is one place where
tobacco should not be used by any gentleman, and if sume of the tales we
hear are true there is need for calling a halt. We refer to times where a
lady's room is used for the gentlemen's cloak room af & dance or other
entertainment in a private house. It frequently happees that onz of the
daughters of a house lends her rcom for this purpose, and ~vhen there is not
aspecial d partment for smokiog wo frequently hear ef men—not gentle-
men—repairing to the dressing reom for a smoke. This is nothing short o
disgraceful, as we have heard ladics say who were obliged to sleep in a bed
saturated with the guests’ tobaccosmoke.  After a lady bas duna everything
in her power to make the downstairs attracuve, 1t 13 not very flattering to
her to find her male guests retiring to erjsy a pipe oz cigar azd make hex
bedroom unfit for her to sleep in.

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PARLIAMENTARY REVIEW,

The formal oponing of the second session of the Dominion Parliament
took place on Thursday of last week oud was witnersed Ly scotes of epec-
tators, The specch from the throno wiich was read by lord Stanley may
be epitomized as follows ;—References are made to the good hurveats and
to the generi!t prosperity of the country ; to the lamented death of the Duke
of Clarence aud Avondaic; to the possible settlement by arburation of the
Behring Sea difticulty and to the meeting in Waehivgton between the rep-
rosentatives of the Governmenta of Canada and tho United States.  Under
the Jatter head much was louked fur, as Canadians have beon for wecks on
the tiptoe of oxpcctatiun, but the paragraph 1n the apeech 18 tar frum satis-
fying and only in the indefinite closing clouse can any cold comtort be
obtained. It readethus, - ¢ *A valuable and friendly isterchange of
views respecting other important matters also tovk place.” Docs this mean
reciprocity ? Continuing, the speech refer to the civil scrvice commission
to the report of the commission on the manufacture of beet root sugar and
to the revision of the fisherics regulatioas iu British Columbis. Among
the Government measures promiscd are the following :— An act with respect
to ctiminal law ; an act for the redistribution of seats , tho eswblishment of
the boundaries of the territories and the amalgamation of the departments of
marine and fisheries, and other measures of less importance. The address
in reply to the speech from the throne was moved by Mr. Northrup of East
Hastings and seconded by Mr. Bain of Soulanges. Mr. Laurior criticized
the speech as idealistic. The country, he said, under its present policy
would never be prosperous. It was quite evident to his mind that when
Canada could make her own treaties unrestricted reciprocity with the United
States would be sccured. Sir John Thompson regarded discrimination
against the mother country as impracticable, and haviog faith in the policy
of the government he looked for a continucd growth in the prosperity of the
country. Mr. Mills, of Bothwell, affirms that names struck off from the
revised list of voters in Loudon appeared on the printed lists forwarded
from Ottawa and has given the Government timely notice that he intends
to ask for full information with respect to the same, No session of parlia-
ment was held on Wednesday. The members have ecarcely yet settied
down to hard work but as it 18 promised that the session is to be s short one
it is expected they will get well into harness within a few days. It is gen-
erally supposed that the interest of the session will centre on the Act for a
redistribution of seats. .

Tke
romaxco of tho jittle minister and this girl possesees a weirdness which whils
fascinsting is hardly satisfactory, as tho story onds very abruptly, and too
mwuch is loft to the reader's imagination. It is eaid that this story apneared
during 1891 in Good Words, and that the present edition has had the thres
concluding chapters left out, a moat unsatisfactory proceeding.

“The Dog in Health and in Diseaso,” by Wesley Mills, M, A., M. D,,
D. V. S.—Wo congratulate our fellow countryman on the success of his
present effort, for he bss prepared a book which does both himsélf and
Csnada the utmost credit. We have seon numerous general ireatises ou the
subject, but ncne bave pleased us moro than tho ono now before us, which,
it con be oasily seen, is written by a scientific man who has the good of the
dog at heart, and is not merely tho production of an ordinary veterinarian in
whom ©o one hae confidence. Dr. Mills has endeavored as far as poesible
to svoid nsrrow specialized views, and whilo the book is rather nntechnical
in languago yot it is thorougbly scientific and erudite at the base, as we
might expect to find the writing of a professor of human physiology in
McGill University, who is likewise tho author of works on comparative
physiology snd kindred subjects, We aro glad to nole tha sensibility
displayed in his unwillingness to sacrifice everything to ¢ breediness ;" what
he wants is 8 good constitutional animal, and not a mere curiosity. A dog,
he further considers, should be psychologically excellent, a quality on
which he lays some stress and in which admirable opinion we quite 2gree.
‘When defining the various breedsthe author usually refers to their sharacters,
(docility, temper, etc.,) which is a great help to thoze who intend to purchase
a canine companion. In short, his book trests clesrly of the dog's origin,

© | history, varities, breeding, educstion and general mansgement both in

health and disease. It is illustrated with thirty-eight full-page cuts and one

00 | colored plate, together with other illustrations thronghout the text. The

engraving of the clumber spaniel is not up to the merk and should have
been replaced by snother, and surely that of the beagle shows too much
“throatiness,”” Thers is hardly enough on training to suit our mind, but
wa suppose it cannot bo expected to bave such elaborate treatises as the old
“Kunopadia” within the covers of a book of general information. It seems
pertinent to suggest that in sn untechnical work medicsl formulas should be
given in langusge more intelligiblo to the public than that which is found in
tho pharmscopaia. Dr. Mills in treating of distemper, that bane of dog lifs,
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considors that thero is no spocific for tho dirnase. e, howevor, have known of
cnroa often offoctod by a very simple vonntory : the noimal is cornered as
usual ond & handful of dry aalt thrown into the throat. That which the
brute throws ofl is onough to poison the blood of any animal, This s at
Jasst worthy o trial.  The book on the whule is ono which should bo of groat
uge to nll who vwn onv or mare dogs, and wo are patticularly glad that a
Canadian ie tho author of euch an smbitious aud wmeritotious work. That
Appleton has brought it out,is sullicient guaranteo of its typographical
appestance.

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COMMERCIAL.

An improved activily is obsorvable in certain lines, aud this appears to
be extending over widor ranges of trade, The tone of business ahows a
decided improvement, not vnly in Halifax, but over the whole Dominion.
As current prices in almost every line are at an unusually low point, theto
csn be no doubt tnat an increased domand will produce an advance in pricos
genenally in the vory nesr future,

Though romittances aro hardly what thoy should be, wholesals deal.rs
do not appear to be at all surprisod thoreat or uncasy at tho ronowals which
are being asked, snd which are, as a rule, fur short periods only. Money
atill continues scarce in business ciroles, but, as tho volume of trade oxpands
prymonts must become more prompt, and tho stringency will graduslly paes
away.
{\'o aro pleased to note that our trade with tho Wost Indics is stoadily
growing, ae is evinced by the fact that, besides the two Cunard steamers
that were secured by Messrs. Pickford & Blagk sbout two years ago and put
on that route, they bave tecontly purchssed tho Duart Castlo and the Tay-
mouth Castle, and intend putting them in that trade, The formor will sail
from this port about the 10th instant, and will bo followed by her aister
ship afterwarde. It is gratifying to lesrn that plenty of froightage isoffered
to all the steamers engsged in these routes, The fact that the day of the
old * fish-boxes " has passed is not regrotable eo long as the trade does not
fall off, The swifter and more regular passages made by vessole propelled
by steam, and therefore not so mrch dependent on wind and weather a9
are suiling craft, and their greator individual carrying capacity, naturally
gives them the preference with live merchants.

We transcribs the following from an exchange because it contains an
evidont truth that deserves to be considered by business men :—* ¢ Selling
goods st cost,’ is a sign we often run across, not only in our own, but other
cities, Doubtless those merchants have an idea that sll ocustomers are
*blasted fools.' Still it matters not to them so long as they can geta
sufficient number of the ¢ blasted fools’ to give.them a thriving business.
No man can sell goods ot cost and stay in business, and he knows it. If
he =ells an inferior for s superior article he is a liar, and such & man should
be frowned down by every respectable man in the place. But all merchants
sre not s bad as this, They want to attract trade and to do so resoit to
methods that are not honorsble, and convey to the publio a falee impres-
slon, and the man who will decsive the public in business matters will do
the same things with his friends, his family, his state and his country. A
merchant when he buysa lot of goods has the undoubted right to sell these
goods at any price he sses fit, provided the manufacturer Las not stipulated
with him that ho shall not sell them forlessthen the established retail price.
Bat ko a case where no stipulation is made, but a well established retail
price. Say it is a dollar article, The merchant advertises it for 68 cents,
Just what it cost him. Now, what has he gained by it3 Nothing, except
to deprive not only himself of profit, but his brother merchant as well, 1It's
8 dog-in-the-manger polisy. There is business enough in the city for mer-
ohanta that will give them a fair living profit, and the man that is such a
consummate hog as to want it all and resort to these despicable methods to
got it, wants to be forced by the other merchants combining and giving him
80 much of bis own medioine as will make him not only siok, but kill him.
Severe remedies are needed in severe cases, and this is one of the cases.
Whatever article such a mau puts up, drop under him two cents, Tho loss
divided smongall the combination will be triding compared with the msn's
loss who first staried such a foolish thing.”

The writer happened in a retail house one rainy dsy, and business was
slack, but the enterprising proprietor and clerk were busy figuring on bills,
eays a contomporary :—* ¢ I thought,’ said the propristor, ¢ I would see what
I coald make by discounting some bills that X have received in this morn-
ing's mail, and I find that I will make exactly $6.75 sending out checks for
these bills this morning, and that is more than I could mske net by waiting
on customers for several hours, In fact, I am makiog more this morning
by its being rainy than I would if it had been pleasant.” And there is not
a merchant who could not save money by discounting his billsas they come.

Dar Goons.—Trade since our last hss centinned to be active and orders
from travellers, though later than usual, are very satisfactory as many leading
buyers have deferred purchasing., This is a step in the right direction which,
if followed up generslly, would do away with the early sending out of sam-
ples, and goods would be bought more scasonably. Prices all around con-
tinue to be very firm and cextain lines of ataples—notably checked shirtings
~arp held firmly to orders already booked and no orders for fatura delivery
are accepted at provailing pricxs, The tendency all round is for higher figures
for Canadian goods in the coming fall. City trade is fairly busy,and all are
preparing to show spring goods, Remittances are fair but indications point
to & much hetter state of things in March and April, especially if the mild
weather continues.

IroN, HARDWARE asp MErars,—The iron and metzl markets continue
still to bo very dull in Great Britain, the United States and Canads.
Wourrants have dropped down to 40s, and local prices aro essior, In fact
pig iron is weak and unsettled at prosent and business from spot is restricted
to supplying actual consumptive requirements, Bar iron is, locally, quiet
with nothing patticular doing, Tin and terns plates are quiet and unchanged
and there has beon nothing doing on spot on which to basea quotation, On
the other side there has been no particular change during the past weok,
Stocks of tin plate increased slightly at shipping points in Grest Britain
during Februsry. New Vork advices asy that, notwithstanding heavier
exports of copper from this side and no increass in the visible European
supply daring the first two woeks of February, prices are off a fraction. It
is a buyers’ market., The Iron Age says :—*‘Manufacturers of staple goods
are-satisfed now with very emall profits, The contracts taken for large

quentities to be delivered months ahead, and in yome places covoring an ontire
yoar, at prices which would soom to baroly realize cost, show that manufaoc-
turers sro disposed to forego all chances of an upward turn in values. Offors
aro known to have beon made by mnnufacturers of their ontire years output
at a slight advanoo over cost, besed upon an inspection of their bovks., An
instance han come under our observation in which a manufacturer control!-
ing his own raw materisl bas offored another concern in the same line Lis
surplus production of raw material at actual cost for o fixed time, based upon
an oxsmination of the cost eheets by a disinterestod party. Concern No, 2
had been figuring on an addition to tho works covering this point, but tho
schome was quickly abandoned on recoipt of such an offer. This conditivn
of afiaira indioates almost a revolution. Matters have boen shap.og for it
for a long.time, but only witain the past few months has their full force
been folt, the requirsments of the country aro now more than mot in almost
every line of produstion, and it will take a very hoavy increaeo in con-
sumption to bring the demand up to snything liko tho supply. Manafac-
turers are losing hope that this will soon ocour, honoe their willingnoss to
take such contraots as are above sct furth,”

Breapstrrrs.—Thoe local flour market has ruled rather duller, the
demand from outside points having ceased, Valucs, however, remain fairly
steady, although good round orlers would no doubt lead to somo shading.
Boerbohm'’s cable quotes wheat as ateadier and firmly held and corn firmer
but nothing doing. Fronch Country markets quieter. In Chicago wheat
has been du;l wiﬁx a very nervous market fluctuating within a vory narrow
range. Continued warmer weather and large receipts at Minneapolis caused
a weak fesling. Corn was more aotive and irregular, Tho early feoling was
stronger under favorable eeaboard advices resulting in an advance which
brought out auch large offerings that the marke. brok:, The cash situation
ehowed nc material chango, the demand continving active at full quota-
tions, In New York wheat declined about 3c. At St. Louis, Toledo,
Daluth and Milwaukeo wheat was steady.

Provisions.—The local provision market is quiet and without any par-
ticular change., The enquiry for pork is fair, but stocks are still light and
prices very firm. The Liverpool provision matkets have been quiet to dull-
ness and prices, though nominally unchanged, have a downward tendency.
In Chicago pork lost 15¢. to 20c. while the hog market was 5c. to 10c,
higher, The cattle and sheep miarkets were steady and strong though little
business was actuslly accomplished.

Burren.—The local eituation in butter ia unchanged. Little or no new
buttsr is coming forward to market at present, and all ihat is presented ia
readily tsken up at top prices, Dealers say that thero is no money in
handling it now, as producors ask as much as retailers can got for the article.
Old and inferior grades of butter are in good supply, and on account of
their cheaper prices meet the wants of many. A repust from Montreal is
as follows :—**The uvexpectedly largo stock of creamery which is actually
on hand has been fully coofirmed duting the week ; but as the stonk of
really fine dairy goods is not very large end will soon be worked off, the
chance for the sale of creamery is very goud. Still the stock of all classes is
sufficiently large to ehow that it will not be entirely worked off before the
new season cominences, especially if the spring turns out to bo as early as
present appearances would seem to indicate, There have besn some sales of
Kamouraska for the lower ports on p.t. Prices are about the same as last
week ; creamery being 234c. to 243c., dairy, Eastern Towuships, 19¢. to
20c. for round lots; Weatern. dairy 1Gc. to 18¢c. Receipts of roll continne
to be fairly liberal, and prices are unchanged , Western in bairels selling at
16c., sv.aller lots bringing 17c. to 18¢.; Morrisburg of fine quality  a baskets
fetchos 19¢. to 20c.” A correspondent writing from London, G. B, says :—
“The butter market is cooling, Buyers are beginning to breatho a bit after
their recent excitement, and while they hold off seliers are bound to conceda
and concede antil valaes have reached s level ridiculous to think of a short
while back. The Australisn game haos beon played a little too fast,
Raceivers here have had some, and with continued enormous arrivals a
surfeited trade has called * hold, enough,” and sgents have had to descend
to lower dopths, From 92s. to 112a, is the range for Colonials that orstwhile
sold at from 108s. up to 130s., whilo evon at tho former outside rate thers
is no eagerness, and the bulk of the business done is below the 100s. limit.
New Zoaland means to ply us beyond the time fixed by Victorian shippers
for the conclusion of their soason ; but as only threo Ausiralian cargoes are
due to arrive to close their sharo of the business, holders do not fear that
the further drop of 4s. this week will be fullowed up. The Danes talk of
sending up rates again, but this will hardly psy so lste on into the seazon
when supplies are expected to increase, and they must leave Hamburg alone
to plsy the upward game, and mske no eales. Dutch advances, but the
import is insignificant,and with incroased neco:sities to moet on spot, it is nut
unlikely that Holland may drop out of our markets ere long, productiou
not much more than sufficing now for home wants, Italian has somewhat
taken the gilt off the New Zealand deecriptions, and is selling well in the
North as an alternative to high-priced Antipodean and Danish produce.
Canadians wishing to make a trade in Hull have not got an casy task Lefore
them, though it is worth trying to make markets wherevor practicable, In
regard to butter, which, asong other articles of produco of interest to Canada,
I have been making inquirios about there, Mcssre. Wood Brothors of Hull
tell. ma they have not much faith in much of s trade springing up between
Canada and that patt of England. Eggs from the Dominion arriving thore
havo not boon a success, though poultry has been markedly so, one
receiver only getting one-tenth of what he had bought, but resping satisfac-
tion from those he did reccivo. DBut in butter thoy think Canadians wsill
have a lct of prejudico to fight egainst, the atyle of packago being the chief
thing against them, It scoms rather strango that the covering, rather than
the goods themselves, should weigh 8o seriously in the advorse balenco ; but
50 it Is, and tho prejudices will have to be met. Dealers in Hull are
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socustomod to the Danish casks, and casks thoy will Lavo. If it is worth
whilo cultivating a trado hcre, would it not bo wortly the cousideration of
shippers whether they c.ald net caucodo to this projudicel”

Boyd, mining and civil obginoer, has with commendablo onergy and rzoal
takeu the mattor in haud asd has already beon nssured of tho hearty
cu-vpuratiLa of a nutber of leading mune managers who will send him spect-
mens from their mines which he will arrango and clagnify for tho exhibition.
Mr. Buyd 1s an onthustastic colloctur and as his wholo hieart 18 1n the work
the results of his offorts will bo an exinbit “hat will be a credit to the
Provinco.

Itis plans aro wull nutered and ono novol and interesting foature worthy
of spceial notico is a pruposed model of the Waverloy, Montague and somo
other gold districts not yot deternunod on.

It will be an exact fac simile of each district arranged to scslo, showing
tho undulativns of tho sutface, the crusher buildings and all the other sur-
faco plants including tho pumping. gear, hoisting from shafts and all the
the works in actual operstion. By raising thoe top, the model boing mado
in scctions, the interiors of the mines will bo disclosed showing the various
shafts, crosscuts, lovels, drifts, ote., *+ith all tho geological peculiarities, the
faults, structure of veoins, mothod of ore oxtraction, in short an oxect fac-
simile of all the underground workings with tho miners at work. Tho model
will be mado of a cowposition invented by Mr.Boyd and will be fullg thirty
foot long and proportionally wide, It will bo bordered by specimens of the
quariz and rock from the different shaftsand drifts so ingeniously arranged
that the parts of tho wine from which they came may be seen at a glance.
Such a model would be certain to attract the attention of every one and
would placo the Nova Scotia cxhibit in such a favorablo light that immense
goud o the mineral interests of the T'rovince would certainly ensue.

Tho construction of this model and the making of the minoral collection
will entail considerablo outlay and this Mr. Boyd should not bo allowed to
pey out of his own pocket. Would it not bo a groceful and wise acton
tho part ¢ the Government to vote a liberal sum to pay the expenscs
incurred and give Mr. Boyd the advaniage of Government support and
:ounienan-e in carrying out his well prepared plans?

Tnspector Gilpin and the other ofticers of the department have their timo
lully oceupied with the regular duties of their respective offices and it is
not fair to impose upon thom the additional duties of msking a minoral
collection.

This boing tho caso and Mr. Boyd haviug already modo considerable
progress in his collection it scoms the part of wisdom to authorize him to
act for tho Governmont.

GoLp RivEr.—Amos A. Hisler is now tho owner of the Neptune Mine,
having bought in tho property at Sheriff's salo on Fabruary 18th last under
o judgment ho had & *ained against the company.

The property cousistsof 23 arcas and is well equipped with a ten stamp
mill—manufactured by Matheson, providod with rock breaker, solf feadors,
&e., &e.  Also hoisting gear, pumping machinery and tools. There is also
a substantial mill building—oflice, manager's house and other buildings.

On the proporty thero are soveral leads aud Mr. Ilisler has pumped out
tho shaft on the Captain, n vein averaging from 15 to 18 iuches in thick-
noss. Thoshaft is sunk to & depth of 185 feet and a ton and a half of rock
taken from the bottom was rich in gold, some specimens shown us being
woll peppered with coarse gold.

Ic building a tramway for 350 feet Mr. Hislor removed 75 tons of surface
stuff which he crushed iu the mill, the product being 4o0z. 8dwts. of gold,
thus proving that tho surface is valuable.

The Gold River district has always been supposed to bo a rich one, but
operations so far have nel resulted as profitably as anticipated. Wo trust
that Mr. Hisler will mee! with success and thus prove that mismanagemont
has been the cause of previous failures.

Tho Molega Minoe raised sore quartz last wook that beat anything yot
shown in this County both in width of load and richness in gold. We
predict that the best of Molega has not yot beon raised to the surface.
Thn last brick from this mino weighed 190 ounces.

Mz, Ballou of the Boston Gold Mining Co, who has beon ona visit to
Bosica the last fow weeks, is oxpected homo in a few days. Tho mino is
iooking woll, and is keeping up its general good record.

On dit, that somo of our wany good wining nroperties are about changing
hands. This may meon another mill for Molega.

Mr. siired Thon.psvs, formerly with J. C. Pattuer & Co., paid us a
fiying visit this vack.

Wo aro pleased to unto that Mr. Roderick Mcieod, the present man-
agor of tho North Brockfield Mine, is again amongst us. Ho scems to
have ¢'joyed his trip to the United States.—@Gc’d Hunter.

Tt.o 0ld Broad Covo coal arcas have been sold to a Boslon syndicate who
proposns to open up in May.

Puries intorested in differont proporties at Mabou are arrangiong to
build 12 miles of railway from tho Brosd Covo mines lo Mabou Harbor
where thoy proposs to ship coal.

Mr. Jamos Hudson, Superintondont has got the slopo of the 8 ft. seam
of tho Mabou Gypsum Co'z coal mina in somo 300 ft on thoseam and has
ten cutters at woik. Tho quality of tho coal is equal {0 any yot found in
Nova Jeotin.—Journal and News.

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SERIOUS DYNAMITE EXPLOSIUN AT BOMBAY.
(From the Times of India of Jan. 2.)

Stortly after daybreak on Monday the inhabitanta of Bumbay and ils
surroundings wero ‘artled by the report of an ¢xplocion, the cxtreme lond-
ness of which at onee made:it apparent that something of an unusually ~erious
pature had occurred op the island. 1n Bowmbay, where blasting operations
aro so constantly carried on 10 becomes »ceustoined to loud roports of
this description, but thut ev, .cuced ¢ : Munday motning was su seivere us
to immediately dispel nny idea cf it Lhaving boon so catised.  Tho eceno of
tho oxplosion was Anlop Hill, ln the district of Matounga, abuut § mile tu
the oast ~f the Coorla Road, and acme 100 or SN0 yards away frum tho
Matoonga Lepor Asylum. Tho hill in question 1ises some 70 ft. or moro
fromn tho road Tovel, and was weny years ngo set aparl for magazines for the
storago of dynamite and other high oxplosives, and judging fruia what hap-
pened on Mruday there cannot be the least doubt that it is one of the very
best sites that could have been allottcd fur such a purpose.  On the summit
of the hill, and ot the foot ¢f it on the east side. ‘Lere aro several stropgly-
built godowns of dimonsions varying from abe .t 30 ft Ly 8ft. to 8ft by 8ft.,
while on tho south-east side was ono of some 36fL. long, 20 ft wido, and 10 ft.
high, and it was in this that the explosion occurred. Tho last montioned
shed and one or two of the others betonged to Messrs Gahagan sad Co.
The other buildings rourd about it ava fur the most part built of similar
materinls. At tho timo of the accident tho shed contained nearly 10 tons
of dynamite and blasting gelatine, packed in woodon boxes, each of which
contained 50 1bs of the respective explosives, dono up in small tins, each
holding 5 lbs. The other shed belonging to Messrs Gahagan is situated
more on the summit of the hill, about 20 yards away from this one, and it
was kept for the storago of detonators. Near the latter is also a fine godown
of some 30 ft. by 8 ft. belonging to Messrs. Ewart, Latham, and =t the time
of the explusion it conlained Lctween 400 and 500 boxes of dynamite, while
the other sheds on the top and foot of tho hill were stored with detunators
and large quantities of other explosive materials. Al the sheds were most
carefully guarded, those of Messxrs Gahagan being in charge of ene native
watchman, while two men were constantly on the spot to leok alter Messrs.
Ewart,Latham & Co’s property. At 5 o'clock yesterday morning,when Messrs.
Gahsgan's man wernt his usual round, the sheds wero securo, snd there was
nothing at all to indicato the least likolihood of aaything wrung happening.
Just befotd sunrise, or at sbout a quarter past six, however, the wa'chman,
whose name is Dhondoo Ramjee, made a second round, and was alarmed 1o
find smoke issuing from onoe of the ventilators of the shod on the south-cast
sido of tho hill in which the 10 tons of dynamite were stored. Ho iinmedi-
ately apprised the other watchmen of tho fact, and it was suggested that
buckets of water should be brought, but the uselessness of this was pointed
oat, and the threo men hastoned away dowa the hiil to the roadway. The
wizdom of this course was soon demonstintcd, for barely had they reached
the bottom of the hill when tho report of a torrifie explosion rent tho air,
and largo fragments of masonry and broken timbers were seattered far and
wide, dense volumes of smoke fill:ng the atmospnere, the ground appearing,
for tho spaco of a fow momsnts, to vibrate as if with ths shock of an carth-
quake. A visit ‘o the scon~ of tho oxplosion revealed a most sorious state
of thinge. Of the shed in wh'ch theexplosion occurred there was very little
10 indicato thst it Lhud ever existed. The foundation had been com:lotely
upronted, leaving only a deej gap in the side of tho hill where the shed
had stood  Assoon as information of the otcurrence reached Mr. George
Galagan, of Messrs, Gabagar. and Co., and Mr. Greaves, of Messrs. Ewait,
Latham, and L., thoy repaired o Antop Hill and surveyed tho dawage,
and made all possib’e enquiries as to the probable causo of it ; but so far
nothing has becen arrived at to account for the exp'osion Mr. Gahagsn
on being interviewed by a representativo of this journal, said : “ I cannot
account for theexplosion ; it is certainly a mystory. The building in which
it eccurred was oponed about six days ago—that is,on the 22nd inst.—when
1t c1ses, cach containing 50 1bs. of dynamite, were taken out of it and sent
ug-country, aed that the material was good is pretty evident from the fact
that the firm to which they wero despatehied has since sent down anoth-r
order, but it was not carried out, 2s we could not get a license from the police
authorities for tho removal of the dynamite during the holidays. Tho shed
had not been oponed since tho last order was carried out, and the ieys of it
have heen in my salo over since, as havo the koys of tho othor godown in
which tho detonatorsare stored. As fur as can bo ascertained, nono of the
dctonators are missing. If fire bad been thrown amongst the dynamite, it
would simply have burnt in the samo maunner as would damp gunpowder.
As to the damage done I estimato it roughly at about 30,000 rupers™  Mr.
Gell, the Deputy Commissioner of Polico, minntelyv-inspected the sceno of
the explosion, and bis officers havo closely quostio od tho watchmen, but
up to the present nothing has bLeen discovered to throw any light on the
causo of the explosion. Wo understand howover, that it is probable that Mr.
Johp 1larris, one of the representatives of the Nobel Cu., who is at pro ent
in Calcutla, will, when ho returns to Bombay, go into the matter, aund it is
Dossiblo that with his expert koowledgo he may be able to clucidate the
mystery in which the whole affair is enveloped. As already stated, the
Jdsmago sustained by the Rhenish Co. is sot down at about 30,000 rupees,
but that suffered by the other company is confined to the injury dono to
“heir sheds, and this, it is stated, can ho repaired-ata cost of two or threo
aundred v aes.

Commonting on theabove explesion Zhe Mining World and Engunecring
Rlecord, of Lundon, says editosially :—*From tho secount, which wo roprint
clsowhero, of tho lale oxplosion of dynamite and blasting-golatine at Bom-
bay, it appeara probable that tho cause of the accident was spontanvous com-
bustion. Similar explosions are on record as have tsken placo at Kimborly

in 1884, snd at Aden {n 1888. It is undoubtedly tho fact that nitro-
glycerino compounds are subjoct to decomposition in hot climates. Whon
the decomposition takes placo, heat is evolved, which oeventually roaghos o
dogreo sufficient to causo oxplusion of tho whole mass. ILvidently, there-
fore, great care should bo exercised in tho sturage of such cumpounds in
countrivs liko India or South Africa, and thoy should bo inspecied and
tested cunstuntly to escertain whether decumpositivn has sot in, But it
fullows that moving these explosives in hot weathor must bo attended by
special risk, and wo understand that in India no railway will carry dynamite
or blssting golatine Letwoon the months of March and Septombor. It is
siid that 1o view of the accident reforred to abuve, the Bowbay Governmont
will now alivgether prohibit the carriago of nitro-glycerine coinpounds by
railway. If 50, thero should bo a great field open tu tho newer high ox-
plusives of tho dual closs, such ns rouunte, which do not cuntain nitro-
gly cerine, and are not susceptible to variations of temporature.”

From this it would appear that dynamite or othor compounds of nitro-
glycsrino are liable to spontancous combustivn if exposod to extreme heat.
Wero the danger is frum froezing, but it would now appear that oxtrome heat
is as ;much to bu feared as cold, und the conclusion to be drawn is that
dyuamite ur other compounds containing nitro glycerino aro extremely
dangerous to handle.

DOWN THE EAST SLOPE.
THE BCENE OF THE TERRIDLE EXPLOSION OF FER'Y, 'Ol.
From Stellarton Journal and News,
{Concluded.)

We rotrace our steps, There is much coal atill cn this Jovel. Botweon
No. 2 and No. 5 balanccs there is ¢ block 200 ft. h- 1,000 ft., which was
left as a sump wall.  This will soon be laken out. There is a level lower
than the 1900 called the 2000 feet lovel. The coal from there is hoisted by
a lsnt, not connected with main slopoe, to the 1900 feet level. This slant ia
worked by-a rope connected with the surface through a borehole. Through
a tunnel some 150 feet long called McPherson's tunnel, Matthew McPherson
& Co, baving driven it, we pass in to the West slopc seam which underlies
the East scam. The thickness of the strata dividing the two sesms is 160
feet. It is curious that the thickness of tho strata between many seams in
the Province is 150 feet. The level weo travel is the 1900 fect lovel Weat slope
soam of erated from the Esst slope. It isdrivenabout the same distance aa the
one overhead, which we have just left. About half way in the West slope
sinking is reached. From the level to the bottom of the sinking is 1000 feet.
The coal from the sinking is hoisted by rope through borehole from the
surface, the coal going out by Esst slope. From the level up, the slope has
been driven 700 feot less a barrier of 40 feet. When this barrier is taken
awsy the West slope will be exposed, and the removal of the barrier will
give a lenpth to the Weat slope of 3,000 feet, instead of 1,300 feet a3 at
present. Haviog traversed the 1,900 foot levels of the East and West slopss,
wa concluded that s fair morning’s work had been done.

The pit, so far as could be judged from the shost visit, is in excellent
condition. The quantity of ges encountered is trifling, and when found by
the examiners it is removed before the men are sllowed to enter. The
ventilating current is supplied by s home-mede 20 foot force fan. The
quentity of air constantly in circulation aversges 80,000 feet. The mine at
the farthest points is a little dusty, but occasionally & stream of water is let
down the shute from the upper lift. In the East slope the coal is improving,
lees stone being met with. While Manager Molnnia supervises all, the
East slope is under the immediate charge of Mr. Wm. Corway, a tried and
experienced man. ‘That be knows his work is evident from the condition of
th3 mine and from the number of boxes of coal hoistod daily. He ought
tv be familisr with the East slope, for he gave it life. His assistant is Mr.
%oa‘e‘},)h Csmpbell, a young man of great promise, who owes much to the

. W.A.

One of the most difficult tasks of the management is to keep the work
well shead, so a3 to supply new places when the old are worked out. This
is no light matter at a colliery where the output is large. It the market
comes to hand and no accidents occur, the collieries have facilities for an
output during '92 of half & million tone.

For tho psst few weeks thero has beea a good deal of broken time, but
frem this ont it is believed work will be steadier. The number of miners
employed in the threo slopes is 492 with 213 loaders. Of boys the number
is 140 ; shiftmen 14, snd of horses 65. There is a small army of msjor
and minor officials. The distribution of this force is as follows :—

As a result of Mesars. McInnis and Halls' visit to the United States it
bas been resolved by the company to introduce the tail rope system of
baulage in the North slope.

GOLD MINING IN NOVA SCOTIA.

H. T. Harding, of Traro, has taken out 190 gold areas in Martin's Covs,
Cape Porcupine, Guysborough, and John Annand, Jr., has taken out a block
at Wellington.

Gold mining continues to boom in Northern Queens Co. The Gold
Hunter says :—Quite close to the cld Molega company’s mill a new shaft has
been sunk on the rabbit lead, from which 25 tons of quarlz yielded 75
ounces of gold this week. Othor shafts on the same losd are yielding nearly
as good ore. Mr. Wade knew what the lead yielded further east at this
deptb, and so when he got through the soil in the lead he ssid, * Wo struck
it, and struck it good.” Now he has 1,500 tons of ore in sight, and enough
to keep the mill running for threo years, which will likely yield three ouncea
to the ton. The north lead is working in good shtape, and never did so
well. The D:vker and Douglas mine 18 workiog favorably. Tho shaft on
the Frasor leud has been sunk to the 100 fool level, ehowing pay ore the
wholo depth. A large force will now be placed ou this lead to work it for
all it is worth. Some rich nuggets were nleo taken out this week. The
property now looks more encouraging than for a yeat past. The Boston Gold
Mining Co. aro taking out very nich ore.  Last month the yield was 365
ounces, snd this month may give a hike result. This week the mill is tosting
a few tors from the sido boulder lead. Adjoinicg this mine is the Fieh block,
and the rich lcads discovered on the Boston mine run through this property.
At present Charles K. Mcleod is taking out oro from the mne boulder lead,
which at the place they ara sinking is in two Joads 9 and 4 inches wide, all
showing gold. Adjoining this property is the Noulson block, whero Mr.
McLeod is elso taking out quartz, which ho will sbortly have tested, Ths
