Apother blow to the ciuse of the anarchists has bsen struck in the
expozure of the plot to murder the tiny king of Spain. This meditsted out-
rage against a sweet and innocent child has opened the eyes of many former
supporters of the cause of the destructionists.

There is no doubt that Mr. Oscar Wilde iz a success in'whatever mode
of life he practices. Sober-mindz=d people may shake their heads at the
statiog sun.flower popularity which seems to surround him, but the Parisians,
with whom he has now a temporary home, believe him to bea ““Iiterary lion
of England,” *the wost celebrated of Eoghsh dramatic authors.” The
Gauloes celebrates lis achievement in two columns of print, Shades of
Shakespeare and mledictions of Tennyson, can thesc things be?

There bas been one peaceful spot in South America during the past dis-
turbances. Paragusy has had no part in tho political quarrels, the revolu-
tions, the over-throwing of dictators. She had en,>yed one period of five
years war (1865-1370), snd since then the energies of her people have
been dovoted to developing new lands, promoting agricuiture and education,
There is no sea-coast, but as there are many navigable rivers an important
commerce can be carried on. The exports of coffee, maize, wine and sugar
are yearly becomicg more valuable. Some of Paraguay’s turbulent neigh-
bors should take a lesson from the little Republic.

All of us owe a duty to intending emigrants, and it is with pleasure that
we help to circulste information about the Woman's Protcctive Immigration
Society of Mootreal, under whose care women and girls of good character
msy be placed, twenty-four houra of frec board and lodging provided, and,
if poasible, employment found. The existence of such a house cannot be
too widely known, 2nd thosc of us who hear from Eogland of intending emi-
graots should speak a-good word for it. The fact that the yaung girl is met
at the glation and well cared for in the most trying experience of her new
life, has prevented, and will prevent, many sad after histories.

Eccentricity, thy name is (sometimes) woman !  'We hear now of an old
lady in Connccticut who has bequeathed S1o0,000 “to the suppresion of the
pernicious habit of keeping degs.”  Her wiil provides that all householders
in Wilmingtop, Conn, who have not kept a dog for two years, and who w.l
promise 10 abstaia from that luxury in the future, shall have their houscs
painted as often 8s necessary. The interest of the bequest is to be devoted

mankind than that of dog-keepiog, which is itself a proof that it ought to
be crushed out.”

The American ladies who go in advance of the corn-laden vessel sent
by the womeu of the United States to Russia, will probably meet with a
warm reception. The Captain of the lately returned Juifiana (sent with a
flour freight to the starving peasants) reports that he and his officers were
kissed a thousand times at the least.

Under the headiog of * 3'ealing a Continent,”” the New York World
strongly condemns the action of Great Brita:n, France, Spaia, Garmany and
Italy with respect to the * colu.sal land grab in Africa” Italy has now
retited from the contest, not on account of our contemporary's disapproval,
but because of finapciil embarrassment, and rasigos all claims to African
possessions exceptiug Massowah, where by stationing {roops she hopes to
be able to prevent the revival of the former slave trade in that vicinity.
Thus does Italy's ¢ dream of empire ” fade away. Perhaps at tome future
date Uncle Jonathan may * rise 10 his feet " 1o off:r the Dark Contiuent
the protection of annexstion under the American Spread-Eagle.

The Montreal papers are getting quite a little fun, and the householders
not a little annoyance, out of the condition of som: 2f the back streats of
that city. The lanes and alleys aff>rd the literal stumbling b'ocks, for now
that the spow has melted, an unsightly accumulatiaon of ashes, tomatoczns,
etc., rise to the hight, tlaoked by the refuse from the tenem2ots whers house-
cleaning is being carried oo, or where the spring-moviog i3 in progress.
But we 1n Halifax cannot afford t¢ scoffl at the troublas of Moatreal tea~-
ments. Here, in our midst, one may chance to stumble on a discirdzd
joint of rusty stove pipe, while the tatters of old wall paper too frequently
ornament our side-waiks. We should take pride enouzy in our oty to
reep our strects free from such unsightly household fragments.

A clever suggestion has baen made by Mr. A. T. Woods of Haail:on,
Ontario. It has been proposed that the Dominion Governmant should
provide haadsomely for the widow of the late Hon. Alexasd:r Mackerz e,
but Mr. Woods’ idea is, that the Liberals of Canadi shou'd owaan1 control
the fund for this purpose of from fifty to one hundred thousand dollars—
that the interest be paid to Mrs. Mackenzie during her Life time, aad then
the principai be spplied to educauional purpoics, preferably to tezcoiny
political economy or some kindred subject.  Taere scems no fanit to find
with the plan-—the widow of the late ex-Premier would pass her days in
sfiluence—and the wide populsrity given to those branches of study
especially advocated by the dead leader, would bz a national bancfis.

From one couatry to anothar move the children of Isricl in search of a
peaceful resting place, carrying with them their race habits and tradiuoas,
and mixmng hittle with the Gentiles. Last week one hundred Jews left
Montreal, bound for the new Jewish colony near Uxbaw ia the Siuris coal
disirict.  They take with them a goad supply of borses, waggins and
farming implements. Oa their arrival at the colony four leadz2rs will bz
sppointed to dinide the immigrants into faur ssc.ions, to overszer the plaew-
ing of crops and the building of bouses aoc barss. The Baron Hirsch
Colonization Company, assisted by the Alliance Israehits of Pans, have
advanced mobey 10 the extent of two mullion pounds for this work of emi-
grauoo. e trust the straogers may find a congenial home in our North-
West, .

The wonument of a great though little-knowa hero has just bzen
unveiled at Vicona. Radetsky 1s the man whose services are now com-
memorated  He begao bis carcer uoder Maria Theresa aud fought maofally,
though on the losiog side, sgainst the fiest Napoleon. Thirty-two years
later, in his eighty-second year, his genius and force (though misapplizd)
preveoted the Italian States from throwioz off the Austrian yoke. In 1838,
at the advanced gz of nincty-two, Radeisky died. {le was the hero of a
thousand tales—tns abilitics, s scarred face, his numerous wilitary
exploits, are wcll known to Austrians, bat perhaps the moust remarkadle
feature of his carcer was that the soldier, whose fiest mihitary lessons were
received in the Ume of Maria Toeress, should take an aciive fightiag part in
wars that date no further back that the middie of this century.
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The silver currency of India has depreciated twenty five per cent.,
causing much ngitation in financial circles, Again the people demand the
apparently unattainable gold standard, and besicgo the Government for
some satisfactory adjustment, To make matters worse, a drought prevails
throughout Tudia, and an outbreak of cholera has already occurred. The
sanitary cormussioner reports that the fuul tanks in which water 15 stored
are the chicf causes of the disease.  1tiato be hoped that the cholera may
soon be stayed, India has too often felt the scourge.

‘The colliers of Durbam are still holding their own in the strike. Their
cause is, however, losing much of its popularity now that the ironworkers,
who are dependent on the Durham coal-mines for their means of livelihood,
aro thrown ocut of work, and the public purse is sppealed to on their
behalt. The funde of the go.oco strikers arc getting low, and, except in
the immedi .te neighborhvod of the mines, the price of cual has not
advanced, nor has any scavcty of fuel been felt. It is thought that work
in the mines will soon be resumed— perhaps with no concession to the
laborers.

After a few years of quict in Bulgaria the Premier Stambouloff brings
up an unscitled matter of dispute.  Tive years ago, when Prince Ferdinand
became the head of the Principality, Russia denounced him as a usurper.
Diplomacy forbade the other European nations to interfere, but both
Eoglind and Austria pledged themselves to recognize him in the future,
They have not done o0, and Stambouloff, fearing or feigning to fear a
Lussian invasiup, demsnds the redemptioa of the promise. The forelgn
envoys regret extremely that the request hos becn made at a time when
European afiairs are much disturbed.

The rather unpleasant feelings which bave been stown for some little
time between Irance and Logland as to Jhe Egyptian boundaries, the limits
of Siam,and the Ncwfoundland squabble Lave culminated in the arrest and
harsh treatment of some Luglish travellers in France. As yet, Lord
Dufferin has made no expostulativn, but he may be depended on to quietly
change the tencr of the French Government's action.  France is still in
terror over the dynamite outrages, and the always-excitable people are
fearful of foreigners. The probability is that when the scare subsides the
suspects will be released and well recompensed by the Government for their
unjust detention,

We prophiesy thatin a few years the women of Loglsnd, Canada and
the United States will have the right to exercise their pow: . at all elections.
Already the Noew York Assembly has granted fuil fraochise to the women
of that State. The Massachusetts Legislative Committze have again
referred the question to the vext General Council. The movement is far
from unpopular in the British llouse of Commons, and its acceptance by
the House of Lotds is a furgune concluston. Lord Sausbury gives the
follow.nyg well-turued expre:sion to his thought on the subj:ct .—* Women
have already a great deal of power; it is only fair that they should possess
responsibility as well.”

There is trouble in India for tu.e Englishman. The natives at Pahang
have revolted from British protection. The revolt is ostensibly against the
Sultan, but the fect that the natives have besieged the town of Pekap,
where Europeans live in numbets, points to a different conclusion. The
Sultan 18 quieily ciding with Lis people, and is thoroughly out of sympathy
with the Dritish Goverument. Like mary Ivudian potestates, he is dis-
satisfied with the Imperial system of collecting private revenues to Cispense
in the form of pensiovs. The Luropean women have beea sent from
Pekan to a place of safety, ard three men-of-war, the I acwth, the Rattler
and the Pleior, are ordered to the scene of action.

The experimental Drassey Colony at Qu'Appelle is interesting to
intending cmigrants to Canada. It is the first off-shoot of the * Canadian
Co-operative Colomzation Company,” of which Lord DBrassey is the
President and the financial backer. Forty-five thousand acres of land have
been purchased from the Guvernment, on which the cmigrants, under
direction, have erccted houscs and barns and have begun a course of
practical farming. When they have mastercd the difticuities of agriculture
under these whuly new condiauns, assiswatce is given in securing suitable
tracts of {ree lands which m:y then be taken up and farmed intelligently.
A more patrivtic and sensible scheme of a:ding aud encouraging immigration
has never been projected.

To read that the Dahcmeyans have taken Porto Novo from the French
means very little to the world in general beyond a n.ere line in a newspaper,
Only a very few people have any idea of the Freoch possessions in Africa
on the Cape Verde cuast, in Senegambia and Dahomey, so that the books
of Pierre Loti, a French navai officer, who is the ludyard Xipling of the
French eoldier and sador in Africa, are at present well worth reading.
From the cutupatative civalicswon of Algeria to the vast norotony of the
paims and sauas of the Cape Vorde ecit.cments, and the splendid streams,
forests and gsass-covered plams of Senegambia, the country Is so great that
Frapce may well covet it.  The heat indeed is terrific, but the real cause of
diecontent to the French soldier 1n Africa 1s the distance which lies between
him and Lotue, the isclaiva wel e Jung cpty days when the country 1s
quiet, Suca tivub.e as there now s 1o Jishumey wul not cause any disquict
to ti.e Lreuch Guvernment, as may be seen by Prerre Lou's book, “ A
Spahi,” which 138 more a disquisiuon then a story,

Every fow days we read of accidents resulting from impropeily-handled
fircarms. Usually they are in the hands of children, or of that unsuspect-
ing individual “who did not know it was loaded.” It has been proposed
that a system of licenses to restrict the sale of firearms be enforced, but as
Sir William Harcourt states that such an act is * imposeible,”” Great Britain
will have to put up with the actions of the small boy and his small-witted
colleagues for an indefinite time, Perhaps if some great statesman or Lord
Chief Justice were to be the victim of a playfully-aimed pistol more pre-
caution would be taken. It isa pity that the experimeunt is not to be tried.
If it were found to work satisfactorily many governments would be willing
to introduce a similar measure.

Aluminium, no longer the metalof the future but of the present,is now
being used in a great variety of ways. A novel steamboat recenily launched
has been much admired for its light graceful body. The steamboat, which
is 20 ft. by 5 ft., ismade entirely of aluminium—the motor used is naphtha,
equal to a two-horse power, This important mineral has also bzen found to
give a durable toughness to steel castings, and is now much used for that
purpose. Sir lenry Bessemer, the learaed metallist, suggests that instead
of the proposed issue in Eogland of a £1 note, that a redeemable coin made
of aluminum be uscd. The coin, which would be slightly alloyed, would
be exceedingly difficult to counterfeit, and would be of light weight. A
decided improvement on the greasy note issue we handle !

We note the frequency of such headings in our exchauges as ** Pensions
for the Aged and Infirm.” Many schemes are proposed to bring about the
desired result. Germany has already solved the problem, but her solution
does not agree with our doctrine of non-inte-ference in the liberty of the
individual. It is proposed that workmen shall lay aside a percentage of
their wages, or that the employer shall withhold a percentage; in either
case the savings are to be put out at interest for the after benefit of the
workman, Or that the general tax be increased and a pension given by
the Government. It is carefully estimated that one-fourth of thuy Eoglish-
men who attain their sixty-fifth year become paupers, frequently through no
fault of their own. Strangely enougb, Japan is the only nation that can
boast of glving due reverence and consideration to the hoary head.

Through the Fortnightly Review the Rev. H. Haweis gives some
interesting information about Morocco. A primitive simplicity and
barbarity prevail in that monarchy. The Sultan aliows no modern
improvements, the threshing machine, the barrow, the steamboat and even
our ordinary carriage on wheels are unthought-of luxuries. The natives
are at war with the Sultan because of the opppressive taxation which he
tries to enforce, and it is thought that his rule will shortly end. France
and Spain are vieing with England by claiming the sovereignity of the
African coast. Italy demaods Tripoli, while Germsany clamors for the
Zaffarine and adjicent coasts. Spain, though nearly bankrupt, has laid a
submarine cable to Mebella. France, by building railroads, hopes to divert
African trade through French territory. The burning question is to whom
Tangier shall belong. Tangier has a most important harbor and coaling
station, and for the benefit of Eoglish commerce and especially on sccount
of the trade with India it should be under British rule.

The women of the United States have sent a ship to starving Russia.
The freight is of corn to the value of §60,000 at the beginniog of the
journey, and it increases in value at every koot of the vessel’s journey.
Eleven women were appointed in each congressional district to circulate
information about the famine-stricken people and to solicit money or grain.
The city of Washington has offered to pay all the expenses of the ship's
passage, and by the courtesy of a steamship line two ladies will arrive in
Russia shortly before the ship, when they will establish kitchens and teach
economic cookery. A lady doctor also goes with this forward contingent,
supplied with an ample fund of money for hospital work. We hear too
often the charge of heartlessness brought against women now that Mrs,
Montague's actions are being commented upon. The women of low type
are fortunately few in number. The generous united action of the women
of the United States is truly typical of the ready sympathy and generosity
of the fair sex.

Roman officials have good roason to fear the consequences of any
serious riots which may break out because of the proposed renewal of the
tax on flour. Roman houses and public offices are within easier reach of
an angry mob than are such buildings in either Paris or Berlio. The atreets
are narrow and dark, with no eign of a sidewalk, exceptiog iu the new
suburbs, and the poorer classes are not confined to sy districts, but live at
the very doors of the palaces and great houses of the merchants and
nobility. Io case of a rising of the Roman populace the back entrances
of the banks and public buildings could be rushed with very little trouble.
Italian taxation is already so heavy as to be a by-word, and the proapect
of snother necessary being levied upon would be enough to arouse a less
inflammable city than Rome. Salt, tobacco and matches are government
monopolies in Italy, and are sold at almost prohibitory prices ; the oil and
wine from 3 man’s own vineyard sie taxed ; meat is only tasted twice a
year by the mass of the people because of its price ; and the maiastay of
8 workiog man's existence is flour in different forms, with various greens
and herbs, which in Canada would be despised. It may be worth notiog by
the way that in that part of Italy, about Venice and Ampezzy, whero
polenta or cornmeal is almost the only food of the people, a kind of
wasting disease prevails which was iotaly unknown when whest flour was
the staple instead of preparations of maize.

As Submitted to Poliry-Helders and Shareholdors at a Moeting,
Held in Toronto Anril 261k, 1892,

Your direclors in cominy btute the sharoholders and  pohiey holders in
tho ‘I'wentieth Annual Mecting have pleasure in submtting the statements
of the ailaits of the Cumpany for the past year. The bu«iness of the Com-
pany hos been eonducted with ewre and in what was believed to bo the
hest quterests of all eoncerned i its welfare and the very excel ont resuits
wiieh the Report and Statements indicato will best attest tho wisdom of the
policy which has beon pursued.

1,925 applications for insuranco, amounting to 83,017,000, were received
and considered.  Of these, 106 for $153,000, not being considered desira-
ble rizks, were doclined or otherwiso not comploted. Policies wero granted
in the othier cases, and, adding policies that had been rovived, the new issuo
was 1,848 policies for £2,597,000.

The insurance in force at the close of the year aggregated $20,587,130,
under 13,379 policies on 11,72t lives.

The income for the year was highly satisfactory ; the premium income

THE METROPOLIS OF CANADA.

One can scarcely expect to sce all the places of intorest in a city like
Montreal in the spaco of eight days,but an active and energetic young person
can do a great desl of right-seeing in that short time if things are managed
well. It is both s plessure and a duty for me to advise all and several the
pereons who intend travelling in our Dominiou, to include a copy of Apple-
ton's Canadisn Guide Book a8 one of the escontials of thoir outfit. I con
teatify to the pleasurs with which 1 have perused its well-written pages,
and the great help it has been to me in finding out what I ought to ses and
the best way to see it. The interesting little bits of history and poetry so
felicitiously introduced by its able autbor, Professor Roberts, add a charm
and grace usuelly Jacking io such hand-booke, Take my word for it, that
the volume will prove one of the best travelling ccmpanions imaginable,
and do not think of setting forth without s copy of it.

The art exhibition, to which I referred last week, continues to attract
numerous visitors, but still not so inany people as one would expect are
found looking at the works of art displayed. I visited the gallery, which is
finely situsted om Phillips’ Square, once agein by daylight, which made
things much more satiefactory to behold. The exhibition has a number
of defects, which the press of Montresl has not been slow to point out and
condemn. The most glaring of these is in the hangiug of the pictures. One
has to nearly dislocate one’s curvex vortebrae in order to look at some fine
pictures which are *“gkied,” while others, notably poor, are hung on the
line, The critics sre waxing wrathy over this mismansgement, and the
bangiog committee would do well to Lang their heads with shame over the
ssd results of their efforts, Haslifaxians will like to hear that a very good
plaster bust of Rev. Principal George Grant, formerly of Halifsx, is on
exhibition. It is the work of Hamilton Maccarthy, R. C. A, of Toronto,
and is a very good likenees.

One was Marie Tompest in the  Tyrolean” at the Academy of
Music, and the other Ilermann, the great prestidigitateur, at the Queen’s
theatre, The * Tyrolean" is a poor opers, being almost plotless, but the
prima donna is sgual to the emergency, and ber acting and singing make up
for all deficiencies. Her nightingalo song never failed to bring down the
house, and * Sipg Agaip, Sing Again, Nightingale, That Sweet Sang,” is
just what the rapturcd audience wxzied Miss Tempeat to do. Many people
havo been going in every night at tho time for the nightingale aong, just to
hesr it and notbing else, The support wae not of the best, but Fred
Solomon was successful in keeping the audience thoroughly amused. The
other two funoy fellows were unpleasing to refined tastes, for they overdid
everything they undertook.

Hertmann, with bis wonderful black art and many tricke, slight of hand,
etc., wss woll worth seeing, albeit his atiractions were tot new. He does
the old tricke so splendidly that they almost possess the charm of navelty,
and the * Slave Girl's Droam ” was a nasterpiece of hisart. Many of you
perhaps have seen this trick, if it msy be so called, or at least heard of it.
It consiats of poising a lady, Madam Horrmann i this case, entirely without
any visible support for her body saving a slender rod touching the tavle
beneath and her arm near tho elbow. To all appearance tho lady is poised
in the air without support, and such representations as the angel Gabriel
with a trumpet, in which act the body is in a horizontal position, are
assumed under the direction of Herrmann, who makes us believe ho has
mesmerized his subject, and the illusion is well carried out. i

But enough of tricks; I have just finished reading a well-written and
interesting book, “The Story of Philip Methuen,” by Mrs. J. H, Madell,
publisbed by D. Appleton & Co., New York. I may safely esy that readers
will find it one of the most interesting that has appesared of late in the
“Town and Country,” or any other library. The characters are remsarkably
well-drawn, and poesess each an individusl interest. Phllip Methuen, the
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intended priest, is a man so fine, gby-icllly and intellectuslly, that when
his position as heir to his uncle makes it expedient for him to forsake his
chosen vocstion and take up with the sctive life of the world, we feel very
glad of it, but, alas, for the hopes of readers! The man’s life is irretriev-
ably spoiled for him by the passiomate love of a girl whom he had
befricnded in the kindest manner; and he was obliged by circumstances,
(which the reader msy not recognize as abeolutely compuleory) to forego his
marrisge with a beloved and loving object, and unite with the girl who had
placed herself in an awkward position, and was determined to have him
marry her, The sequel to this mictsken act should be a warning to any
men who in real life may entertain tho same ideas of honor as Philip did.
The girl's passicn and beauty failed to awaken a responsive thriil in her
husband’s heart, and he was governed by duty alone, which did not and
could not satisfy his wife, When the latter was made aware, through the
spite of s orippled boy, that Philip loved another, her anger knew no
bounds, and ahe laid her plaus for vengesuce, That they succeeded only too
well, and also rebounded on herself is fully shown, and the sad ending is
but the fit conolusion of the tale, which will be read with occupied sttention
by all who begin it.

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COMMERCIAL.

Business during the past week has beon somewhat irregular, as eomo
11mes of trade showed a fair amount of aclivity, whilo others havo been very
quiet, Notwithstanding the fact that a hopeful fecling appears to bo tho-
roughly genersl, and the expectstion of a good spring tiade is vory confi
dently expressed in all quartere, still generil trado 1s not good.

Wo noto that countetfeit five and ten cent pieces are being freely circu-
lated 1 Flanalton, Ont., and will, doubtless, before long watk their way
down here. lhey luok so much hike the genuine that 1t 18 ditheult t detect
them. In appearance sud finish they seem to be all thut they should be,
tor will they yietd to the teeth whon bitten, the motsl of which they are
made being much harder than Jead. They, however, wul not ring when
thrown down as silver does, and this secems to be the only way by wbhich
they may be detected,

lho joint Legislativn Committeo of the Boards of Trade of Toronto,
Montreal, Hamilion and London, hes tinished its labare, nnd the losolvent
Act ot 1502 has been pnnted, and was yesterday (Thursday) presented to
Promier Abbott as the approved measuro of theose Boards. 1hero are one or
two portions of the I3ih which may be disapproved by the pubiic. It per-
mits of no compotition seitiement. If a man's estate is placed in insolvency
it must be wound up, unless all the creditors consent to some schemo of
arrapgement, Cuemposinions have always been looked upon as tho hiding
spots of most of the fraude of failing men, and it is intendcd to ses what
effect ** total probibition' will have, Certsinly traders witl not *epecu-
Jate " eny longer on the chances of gotting a favorable settlement, and tlus

Un Monday last tho laborers about the wharves of this city who work at
hapdung n:bh demanded shotter hours, and becauee this was refused, nearly
ull “ went out on strike.,”” They claim that the cost of living has incroased
and that they neceesanly lose much time through wet weather when 1t is
impessible to bandie tish, Un the other band the merchants say that the
fisk trade 15, and for a long time has been, in such 8 depressed state and so
unpretitable that they cannot pay more than they aro now giving. They
have als0o warned the mon that under no circumstances will thoss who strike
be taken back #gain to work. Thero 18, as is well known, plenty of cheap
labor to be had from the rural and ’long-shore districts, so that the employ-
ers would secn to have the advantage most decidedly from the start, Whilo
the demands of the men and their complaints appesr to have a great doal of
Justice tn them, still they exbib:t very poor judgment in provokiog a crisis
under present conditions of the trade. Yor vae thing this action will disin-
chne meny of cur merchants to encourage the tishermen to bring their
catchos to this msrket, and they will take them olsewhers to the detriment of
this purt and to the ruin of ithose who are foohshly indulging themselves 1n
tho Juxury of a strike,

Dry Goops.—Business in dry goods has {een fairly active, though the
continued cool weather prevents the sale of Lighter fabrics. Travellers are
sending in a good volume of sorting up orders, but they report that thoy do
not find country dealers much dispesed to evon look at, much less buy, fall
goods, slthough sor.e of these goods are very beautiful and offer full valuo
for their prices. Prices in all lines of dry goods are firmly held, but the
attempled, or rather proposed, larga advance in plain, colored and prioted
cottons still hangs fire. The dealers in millinory and ladies® dress goods
make s fino displsy of spring fabrics this year, which attracts the attention,
and of course, the moyney of tho ladies. Rewittances continue to bo fair—
in fact they appear to be slightly improving.

Inox, Harbwane aNp Murars.—Thero has been no change or improve-
ment 1n the wron market sinca our last, and business has not shown any
increased volume. Pig iron remains as before on spot, and quotstions for
future delivery sre not altured. Tin, terre and Canada plates remain as
they were, and other meiala are unchanged,

Bursvsturrs.~In this market flovr rules quiet snd dull with values
easy. Oatmoal is heavy with holders weak, Feed is steady with a fair
demand fur uran. Beorbobm's cable reports .—Wheat firmer, held higher,
curo sy Lum, French countty ruathets steady. The Liverpool pubic
cable says.—VvkLeat steady, demand poor, holders offer moderately, corn
steady unider a foir demarnd. The Amcrican markets bave undergone no
yuutabie ciarye, Lut Lusine.s bas been very slow and dull, with practically
nothing doing.

Proviciess —The general tone of the provision market is without
chenge. Canada short cut contioues to move fairly well st steady prices,
and there 18 a fair enqunry for smoked meats and lard. The Chucago pro-
vision market was casier and pork declined Sc. to 10c. all round. The bog
market there ruled steady. <The cattle market was strong, snd that for
sheep woak. The only change that has occurred in tho Liverpool market
was an advance of Gd. in bacon.

Burer.—The local butter market continues to be rather spareely
supplied. A really good article commsnds readily at wholesale in small
tubas or rolls 22c. to 23c. DP’ricee are steady to strong, sad will continue so
till the graes grows, so as to enablo tho cows to yicld moro liberal
quantities of richer milk. A Moatreal repurt says :— The great bulk of
0.d creswery butter has at last boon wurked off, and thero is consequently

moro enquiry for new dairy and creamaery. Tho roceipts of Eistern Town-
sbips dairy aro scarcely eufficiont for the demand, and doalers wore ensbled
to command 20c. to 2lc. for all choico arrivals during the pist fow daye.
A fow lots of now croamery coming in and selling at 22¢, to 23c., but
dealers statn that it is difficult to got abovo tho inside figure. Now Lrock-
villes have been sold at 18¢ to 20c., and Wao-tsrn at 17c, to 18z., a fow
occasional chuice tubs bringing a frac'ion more.”” A London cirrespan dent
writes : ~*' Tho succ esive reductions in the prico of bitter havo beon so
heavy and pronounced that quctlations for finest dasctij tions ar» now as
much as 25e. per cwt, below thuso ruiing list month, and fiaest Dinish can
bo had for 106s. Irish creamorica hava ¢rms down ton at 1004, to 1183,
and Normundy best baskets have droppid a further fx to 962 to 118
Thero has beon plenty of buying % Lhe depreciation, and st icks are claared,
though higher prices nro not expected next weelk, which will bo one broken
by holidays. There is not the slightost doubt that the extremoly low
condition into which the buttor trady has fallen is duo to the strikes in tho
North, which are ruining mauy tralismen and paralyz’ng sll cognate
industries, with the inevitable result of lcsseniog tLe demand for all food
stufls, So desparale have soms agen*s considered their poasition that they
bave been eolling below coat, in order to save further loss and give tho
retailor a chance. Australian and New Zaland butters are about done with,
quotations for light atocks being nominal.”

Cueese.—Thore has been no chango in the l:cal cheeso situation. The
supply on hand is smaller than usuil, but the demand is correspandingly
light, so that, practically, no business is doing. Thoe Montreal Trade
Bulletin, sposkiog of the wind-up of the se:s>n’s trade in chrese with Eayg-
1and, says :—* Shippers who have r.cen'ly re'urned from England report
the condition of the cheesoe markct there muit Jicliearteni. g, tho demand
having, from somo cause or other, fallen off completely, rendering it very
diflicult to eflvct business in Canndian cheese. This is partly accounted for
by the comparatively low pricea at which Now Z:aland cheese is off-rad, and
partly by the depression in tho labor market, the latter being probably the
principal factor in the sudden and unexpected cassation of erquiry. Coa-
sequently thoso holders on the other side who corfidently lusked fora boom-
ing wind-up have had their most singuine hopes dished to the ground, and
now find, to their astonishinent, that material concossions in values fail to
revive trade. Tho late marked chacge in the cheeso trade from a bealthy
consuroptive demand at firm and advancing prices, ta the dull weak and
drooping market now ol:aiciog, has b-oo a genuine surprise to everyone,
snd msy result in lossos to some who refused to accept good profits about
two months ago. The present unfavorable position of cheese is another
instance which demonstrates the uncertainties of trade and the frequency
of unexpected happenings. L'wo or three months sgo the outlook of cheaso
was congidered remarkably bright, and possessors of tho curd were looked
upon as lucky in the extreme. That was the time they should have sold.
Some did, and pocketed their gains; but those who held for still better
things missed their chances, and are Joad 1 with goods that are nyw hard
to dispose of at much lower prices, which appear to be sagging all the time.
On the other hand, the recent decline in prices in Eogland is rather a heal-
thy sign at the commencement of the now season, as buyers hero run less
rigks than if the market for the new make opened bigh. Regarding last
season’s production the shortage was no doubt over-estimated, es lota keep
turniog up in the United States and C:nada that were never thought to be
in existence outside those who owned them. For instanco, thero were a
great many more cheess loft over in the Ingersoll diutrict than was reported
laet fall.  About 1,200 boxes of Ingeraoll choese lying at St. Mary's were
uvitered on this market a fow days ago, and reports from Liverpool state that
a large quantity of Canadian cheese has been offered at auction 1n that city.
Altqgether, thoreforo, the wind-up of last year's cheese is vary disappoiut-
ing.”

Ieas have not materially changed in this market. The supply just now
is about equal to the demand and prices are thus kept steady at about 10z,
to 12c, at wholesalo for good, fresh eggs * fit for boiling.” A London lettor
82y s :—* Trado in eggs bas ruled slow this weck, «nd with heavy accession
of Irish, Continentals have had tstoe the line to a reduction, and buyera
have been ablo to claim pretty much their own terms, 7s.3d. being the
highest figure obtainable. Tho arrivals this week sre 53 packages Dutch ;
234 French ; 225 German; 16 Belgisn; 100 Csnadiwn via United States,
‘This does not seem a very favorablo timo for tho opening of operations from
Canada, London is a market that can be flyoded in a few hours from the
Continent, and thereforo is dangerous, being best worked from Liverpool by
roceivers thero. Liverpool is tho best mirket to ship to absolutely, as
Continental shippers are fightiog shy of 1t, as the peuple there don’t want
tbem. Irish are tho only competitors, and Canadians areevery whit as good
when woll packed, and should not f:ar them. In Glasgow the market for
foreign egys is very puor untii about July, whon Canadiane would Lave the
best chance, tho flucd of Insh then subsidieg. Messrs. S.even Dros. advise
me from now till then would bo a dufficult time of placing Canadisns to
recoup cost, as the market would be oversivck.d, and they urgoe caution in
shipping fitet consignments.”

AppLES 15 Exouanp.—The apple trade is very firm for Canadians, which
have advanced furthor in Liverpool to 25s. Gd. for choice Baldwins, and
prices will no doubt go higher. Iun London none hivo shown. The first
arrivals of Tasmanian and Australian have sold this week ; and the gilt
being worn off the novelty, no :tartling prices resulted, 7e.

Roviewing the London market for Cuiva
growths ths Qrocer says :—' Private orquirice have been oxceedingly
restricted both ae regards bome and expurt yuslities, and with nothing of o
roally attractivo character on offer puichascs have bLoen almost insignificont.
Counsequently, ptices having been suljec, d tu no proper test, rewsin nowmin-
ally tho same as they wero, The public sales have alse beon remarksbly
gmsl!, being confined to 4,380 packages in sll, which found a lifoless sort
of demand and ware not realised without somo difficulty though mostly on
buyers’ own terms.”

MINING.

The past woek has witnossed no important developments in mining and
news is a scarce attic!d. In all tho districts thero is more or less activity
aud fair returns are reported.

Mr. Lucius Boyd has bi ~n surveying in the Montaguo district and has
made some important discoveries bearing on the mineral lodes of the sec-
tion. The Annand mine has been yielding very rich quartz, mining opora-
tious having been resumed by mrunger McQuarrie, pending the completion
of tho purchuso of the property by the London Company.

In tho Fifteon Mile Stroam district the new Egerton mino coutinues its
large yield.

At Country larbor the Copeland mine is developing into a great
proporty and adjacent mines are showing up well.

Mr. D. Touquoy, of Mooso River, is on his way to Nova Scotia after a
pleasant vacation spent at his old hcme in Irance.  During his absence
his mino has been in charge of his foreman and the yicld of * gold babies”
has gone steadily on.

The suit instituted in the Supremo Court by the Northrup Mining Com-
pany, limited, and John Dingee, against C. H. Dimock, J. A. Smith, A.
J. Lawrence, Gould Northrup, E. Y. Douglass, H. Taylor and C. E. Willis
is an exciting subject of comment amongst mining men, as the writ charges
fraud. It is clsimed that defendants Dimock, Smith, Law-ence and North-
rup, fraudulently induced defendants Douglass, Taylor, I'slsey snd Willis
to organize a company and sell the mine for $100,000, for which they
recoived £30,000 commission. The Northrup Mining Company was organ-
ized, and bought the mine for $100,000, being induced to do so by the
alleged valuable quartz taken from the leads, but which leads, it is alleged,
had boen previously *salted,” in other words, that Defendants Dimock,
Smith, Lswrence and Northrup caused psying queriz to Lo taken from a
shaft and doposiied in the mine in question. The plaintiffs ask that the
agreewents and conveyances be set aside, and the defondants be ordered to
repay tho $100,00C and interest thercon, and also the further sum of $12,-
000. The proceedings in this suit will bo closoly watched, and in tho mesn
time it would be well to suspesd judgment until the defendants have been
hezrd frem.  In its day the Northrup mine was alarge gold producer and
it seems hard .o believe tiat its gale was eflected by fraud.

Monzrpa..ps District.——Wo are happy to announce that another mine
has been adazad to tho list of geld prod+icers in this Provinco.

This is the property of the Mooselands Gold Mining Compauny, limited,
Mr. H. G. Stemshorn manageor.

Considerablo time has beon spont in development work and in putting
up the necessary hoisting and pumping machinery; also in caonstructing an
experimental crusher with two batteries of four stawps each.

The Bismarck, an cight foot lead fis now being worked, and the oro at
prosent obtained is Jow grade, but *hero is every probability thit a rich
pay streak may bo struck, as the s..ae lead whon tapped near the river was
very rich.

The first crushing has yielded two ounces of gold and the enterpriso has
reached the producing stago.

Uxtacke.—~1It isannounced that the McCallums have completed arrange-
wents with Mr. Princo and his associates to continue working their rich
lead which dips into the adjoining property.

NEw Finp or GoLp.—While at Molega last weok wo examined somo
exceedingly rich drift recently discovered on the Boston Gold Mine by Mr.
Chas. McClair. The boulder wo saw was a large ouno, containing a largoe
quantity of gold. Mr. Balleu has put a gang of mon at work to cut for
the lead, which probably is a foot wide. Auother rich load, but not wide,
kas also been cut nanr whero tho rich boulder was found. Tho location of
theso leads is quite closo to the Post Office, about 140 foot frum ths Parkoer
& Douglas property. This find, with the rich lead recently cut by tunnel-
ing, makes the Boston folks look pleased.

Sinco the above was put in typoe, wo learn that the lead McClair was in
quest of has boen cut, and a very rich one it has proved itsolf to be. 1t is
fifteen inches wide, having a dip of about sixty degrees from perpondicuiar.
Another new lead has also been discovered on this Mino tho past week, by
Joseph Frelick. 1t is situated on the southern part of the property, towards
xlllxe loke, uand is said to chow gold quite freely. Success to Mologa.—Guld

COAL T.ADE.
From Report of E. Madden to the Department of Miacs, Fear 1891.

Acapia Mivg, WestviLLE.—In last year’s report 1 made mentic of
tke diflicultics they hac to contend with in this mine, viz, fire damp and
bad roof. 1 regret to -ay that in this respect during this year .2 lifliculty
h:as not lessened, but increased  This mine bas a perpendicular depth of
about 1500 feet, and us the coal is tender and contain: a Ierge percentago
of gas, tho enormous .. 2ssurecaunzes the gas to ovolve from roof, pavement
aud sides, and the mice being as well very dusty, it is therefore difficult to
manage. In Qctober,two workmen, viz.,, W. A. Suthorland and David
McKay, weie appointed by the wworkmen to examine the mine. I accom-
panied them, and according to their report they wers not satisfied with the
condition of the mine, and mado 3omo suggestions in which I conld not
agree, and did not considor practicable, and at my request you (E. Gilpin,
Yeq., Inspactor of Mine.,) in company with Jawes Maxwoll, manager, and
myeelf, travelled this wino and casefully inspected the same, and were
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satisfied that evorything that could be done was done for tho safoty of the
workmen and the property. No oxplosives are used in tho working of this
mine, and the only lights used are the Marsant and Mensellor lamps.  The
successful management of this mine cortuinly requires sirict discipline, aud
it is to be hoped that tho omployces will cortainly obey the orders of the
mansgement for tho safoty .. thems-lves and property. I know that at one
time during the year somne of the workmen employed in this mine wero very
uneasy, and probably are so yet; if so, I can assuro them that sll is done
for the preservation of life snd pops During sy (9) nine years' con-
nection with this mine I have always 1ound iho discipline good, and trust
it will continue. All the workmen aro now in the 3560 feet lift, as the
3100 feet hft is finished; the pressure was so groat on Lhis lift that somo
little conl was lust in the finishing up, being the first coal lost in this mine
in my time; tho air returns wero dumnaged ome, but are pretty well opeted
up now. Tho now hoistiug engine is giving good satisfaction, alsu the
new pump. It is difficult to describe the difticulties mot with in a mine of
this description, and only the men who work in it, and the management
who anxiously conduct it, can fully eslimato or realiza tho troublo and cost
of keeping airways open, and the mine in good ordor and safety.

Vale Couuiery, Tuonnvry.—Siz Foot Seam.—In my last report I
spoko of the introduction of the long-wall system. ‘This has been carried
on during the year in the lower lift 2000 fect down, but is not wmeeting
with the Jesired success; the roof is of a very stroug nature, and the slips
run into the coal face, giving considorable trouble, making it expensive to
keep the working faces open.  On thoe 1000 feet lift during the year, pillar
wotk principally has been carried on with very good results. Somo very
heavy feeders of water havo heon stiuck in this miuoe, entailing considera-
ble loss and exponso, as the pumps were of insufficient capacity to keep
the water out* they were olliged to tlood tha lower mine boid, causing
them to carry the air for hundreds of fect with brattice, and the bottom
being of a soft nature. caused falls in the mine bord, which had to be
cleaved and timbered. The management were obliged to placo two new
Knowles pumps in the wmine ; theso pumps throw about 560 gallons per
minute. The mine was partly idle for 7 or 8 wecks until the pumps were
started, reducing the output of coal considerably. Tho foilowing buildings
viz, the locomotive shop, carpenter’s shops, office, statles, storo bouss aud
boiler house, wero moved from the McBean slope and put up at this mine,
and causcd considerable oxnenso in s> doing  Culm is used in firing the
boilers instead of coal. Now that everything is placed and the mine iu
good ordor, I will not be surpriced to hear of a larger output of coal next

ear.
v McBean Seam, Thorburn.—No attempt has been made to open up this
mine during the past year

McGRreGgor Prir, STELLARTON.— At my official visilation of this mine, on
24th April, I found the pillar work spoken of in lact year's report stopped,
and masons busily employed building them off. the temporature kept con-
tivually rieing, and as it was beginuving 10 get alarmingly high, the manage
mont, sfter carefut survey, decided it was all but on fire, and therefore
detesained to close up this portion of the wine with brick, stone, sand. &c
Tnough the past suminer the Nurth and South slants have been conuected
at the bottom, and s in consequence tho north engine can howst all the
coal, tho south engino is idle, and in future can bo used for sinking pur-
poses. Two new back-balan~.s have been starled off during the year, but
as thero is now a vory large area of this mino resting on pillas, it is not
desirablo to make very rapid progtess until the overiying seams are dealt
with, but as these seams are now being developed, it is only a matler of
timo until the pillars caz be safely drawn. The d. pth of the mipe is now
about 2670 down, angle of descent from 16 degrees to 25 Jegrees.

Foorn Pir.—It has been found nece-sary in the developament of this
mine to build sumo very extensive brick arches, the roof having been
broken to such a hoight it was supposed tho air was getting into the old
workings. The stono arches around the botom of the shaft were very
much wrecked by the fire aud thero is now sotme 500 feet of brick arch
about the bottom, all well filled and picked at the back with sand, thus
making them all awr tight, and giving a «oft rest to the pressure. The bot-
tom now lovks very well.  Qmie a bpwaber of other largo brick stopings
have beon built.  Uwo slants have been sunk to the dip, a disiauce of
about 400 feet, and still sivking. Soon they will bo mining tho coal from
tho deep.

Thoe coal cutting machine did not prove as satisfactory as anticipated,
tho lowor part of the seam having somo very hard boulders, it was not
quite ablo to copo with them ; some chauges are now being made in the
machine to meet this difficulty. Tho pit-head gear has been renowed and
tho latest improved ecreens and tipples fitted up, and everything around
tho pit-head is new. Fifty vew coke ovens have been built, and 2 tunnel
driven to conduct tho gas from tho ovens to tho boilers, to utilize the gas
for raising steam iu lieu of coal, which must undoubtedly result in great
economy of labor and coal.

By mesns of this letter access to the
racords wa3s permitted, and a trans
cript of the history of Mr. Quant's
caso was made from thom as follows:

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PARLIAMENTARY REVIEW,

Domixion.—One of the mest important Acts of the session is the
tedistribution Bitl, the discussion upon which was both lively nud interesting.
According to the British North America Act, the Province of Quebec
enjoys a repreecniation of 65 members, and the other provinces are repre-
sented 1o a greater or less extent as their populations are proportionately.
greater or lees than that of Quebec. Under these circumstances the
redistribution of parliamentary seats, based upon the census of 1891, gives
to Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and Prince Edward Island a decreased
representation, while the representation of the provinces west of Quebec
remains pretty much as before. Nova Scotia haviog lost ove member, the
Redistribution Bill provides that the counties of Queens and Shelburne shall
unite in electing one representative. In New Brunswick the city and
county of St. John lose one mewber, while the Counties of Sunbury and
Quceus uoite 1 sending one representative. In Prince Edward Island the
county of Kings loses oue member, while the counties of Queens and
Prince are divided into east and west ridings, secding one member for each
tiding. The parliamentary contingent frum the Maritime Provinces cob-
tains at present 43 membzrs as follows :—Nova Scotia 21, New Brunswick
16, Prince Edward Island 6.  After the next general election the Maritime
Provinces will be represented by 39 members as follows :—Nova Scotia 20,
New Brunswick 14, Prince Edward I:1ind § Io the Province of Quebec
the cities of Montreal and Iochelaga are to have three additional members,
and the county of Ottawa one, with the reduciion of four members in other
parts of the Province. ‘Turontoand Algoma are each to have an additional
member, while the combination of other constitutencies will bring dewn the
representation to the same as at present. In Manitaba and British Columbia
no changes are to be made. The Redistribution Bill has stirred the
political warborses in the ranks of the Opposition, and the cry of gerry-
mandecriong has sgain been raired. Without expressing any opinion as to
what has been dove in the Upper Provinces, our readers can judge for
themselves as to the effzct of ti:e gerrymandering in the Maritime Provinces.
The cry, so far a8 we sre concerned, 1s without foundation.

The railway mail cletks are seeking Government insurance, which,
considering their responsible positions and lability to accideat, deserves to
be coosidered by the Government. Their applicition for an increase in
salaries has been made too Iate to be attended to this year.

The Opposition has found a weak point in the srmor of the Government,
and every Opposition lance has been levelled at it. A report of the
informal discussion upon reciprecity which took place in Washington has
been forwarded to the Liitish Government, whi'e the membzrs of the
House of Commons have reccived no definite s°atement of what took place.
The Government shields itself behind the informal character of the con-
ference, but the Opposition claims that the report should have been
submitted to Parliament before a copy had been transmitted to London.

Much aoxiety respecting the termination and the probsb'e ex-ension
of the treaty between Cavada and the Spanish West Iodies hss been
evinced, and the Governwent has given assurances that the matter is likely
to be speedily setled. The how of its seuling is most important to our
Nova Scotian shippers.

‘The spirited debate which took place on Monday last upon tae resolu-
tion of Mr. McCorthy called forth some of the best speaking talent of the
Commonsg. Mr. McCorthy strorgly favored the appointment of a Cinadian
representative at Washiogton who should be attiched to the Brtish Em-
bassy, and who would be in a potition to guard the interesis «f Canada.
Some of the speakers favored a Cinidian agent in Washington rather than
a Capadian attached to the Brtish Embassy, while other speakers, no‘ably
Sir Joho Thompsor, proncunced in favor of Canadian ageants in American
cities, similar to the American consu ar agents in this province. The
debate was adjourned at the instance ot Sir John Thompson in order that
the governmeat might take the questisn into consideration.

Mr. Watson, of Manitoda, made a strong appeal for the abolition of ths
duty Gpon binder twine. He said that the duty of 25 per cent. upon this
twioe was unfair to the farmers of the ¢ untry, who were paying 2400 000
into the cotfers of the cordage company. The supporterc of the govern-
ment claimed that without this duty the binder twine would not be manu-
factured in Canada, and that the farmers were payiog no more for it at
present than they would bave 10 do were there no duty. Mr. Watson's
motlon was lost on division after a very exhaustive debate.

LocaL.~—Az an offset to the bill increasing the royalty upon co:l from 74
to 10 cents per ton the Local Governwment has passed a measure authorizing
the owners of coal leases to cancel their leases within twelve months of the
date upon which this Act wae passed ; upon which new leases will be issued
to hold good until 1906, containing a guaraniee that no increase in royalty
will be made during the life of the lease ; and it is further set forth that the
said leases will be renewed for an additional term of twenty years with a
royalty oot cxceeding 123 cents per ton. This last act removes that
elerent of uncertaimty which the increase in the royalties has created in
the minds of investors, but the validity of the original Act siill remains
unsettled.

Mayor Thomes has brought ap action against the Speaker of the House
of Assembly, the Sergeant-at-Arms, the keeper of the County jail aud the
twenty-five members of the House through and by whom he was committed
and detained in the County jail of Ilalifax. The Mayor has placed his
damages st 50,000, living at the rate of 825,000 a day, and the House of
Assenbly, in ordzr to protect its officials, the majority of 113 members and
the keeper of the County jsil, passed a bill of indewnity decluning that all
who took part in impriscning Mayor Thomas should be held harmless for
their action in so doiog.

Two important city bills, which have created more or less excilement in

Halifax, wero quashed in their passage through the Legislature. The non.
exemption bill, which left the Cuty of Halifax free to tax churches, religious
and benevolent institutions, etc,, was thrown out, while the bitl providing
for the purchase of a new cemetery was withdrawn, )
