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CrisuunNar Statristics.—There is no doubt that while crime is on the
inosense In the Ubited Stalesand in mapy European countries, stalistics prove
plainly that the number of criminsls is not greatly on the increase in
Canada. Ino 189r there were found to be 8.20 convicted criminals to every
thousand inhabitante, and in 1892 the rumber was found to be only 8 24 to
the thousand, Encouraging as the thowivg is there is still much to hope
for, and we trust that when the etatistics for anotber year have been com-
plied it will be found that the proportion of crimivals to inhabitants has
been reduced. Right depraved citizens to cvery thousand of our people is
still too large a proportion.

Prince OKER—Again we are to have a Prince within our Province—a
penuine fish-eating Trince from Japan. Prince Oker is on a unique expedi-
tiop. He is a raving commissioner whose duty it is to look up all msnner
of fish used as food in Canads, and to study the various ways of preparing
it for the table, The Prince’s tour of investigation bas taken him to the
Froaser River, where he has critically examiced tbe fresh salmon, to the
Great Lakes after trout and whitefish, and he now comes to Nova Scotia to
examine the salt water fisb. We rather envy Privce Oker his job, and it
vwre can be of any aesis'ance (o him or to the Japanese people among whom
he wishes to Introduce the aew fish foods we shall be delighted to do him a
service.

Souxps Like Him.—Qur old {tlend Citizen Train has been induced
we fear to flsiter Chicago at the expense of New York and Boston. He is
very uoflattering io his opinion of Now Yoik, which he is confident will
soon becomo the States prison of the world, and 28 for Boston—bean-eat-
fug cultivated Boston—he can only say that it is 223 centuries bohind the
times. Citizen Train Is evideotly of the opiolon that the Western cities
are the more promising ooes, aud he probably believes that if Chicago
should once give her mind'to culture that she would ¢ get there with both
feet? We do not wonder that Mr. Train has made a host of friends for
himself in Chicago.

Postau CURRENCY.—An excellent bill is now before the U. S. Senate,
It deals with the need of a postal currency, which is felt not only in the
Ugited States but alto {n Canada. Thousands of people are inconvenienced
every day by the trouble to obtain money ordersor in reglstering money
letters which are to pass through the mails, In order to secute the safe
transmission of money it is necessary to pay sn exhorbitant fee, and this,
coupled with the amount of red tape necessary both on the part of the sen
der and the receiver of the money, has led to tho cireless enclosure of
money in ordinary letters. The bill now before the Senate provides that
fractional currency notes shall be issued and redeemed at all post cffices,
and that they shall be supplied and redeeraed without extra charge. The
one improvement which we would suggest is that it should be’ stipulated
that the notes should be redeemed and destroyed after oue use, s> that the
danger attendant upon the haudling of dirty notes should not be increased.

AN Axcient Ipea-—The completion of the great Greek canal is an
event of the greatest importance to touthern Europe. The buildiog of the
canal has been long projected. Alexander the Great poioted out the need
for it, Jullus Caesar, had he not occupied his spare tlme with commentary
wiiting, would probsbly have undertaken it. The Ewmperor Nero cut the
firet sod and the Corlnth Ship Canal Co. has just completed the work which
was begun 50 mapy centuries ago. The canal connects the Gult of Corintb
(or Lepanto) with the Gulf of Algeria (or Saronic Gulf) and opens up a
pew water-way not only to the Greek merchants but slso to the (raders of
Austrls, Italy, Turkey, Bulgaria and Roumania, while a large share of the
shipping from France and Spain will also make use of it. Tbe promoters
of the enterprise, if 50 ancient 2 scheme is to be called by that name, are
confident that Greece will regain in part her glory as 2 maritime country,
and that as a consequence of the increased trade the classic country will
agala be prosperous.

Ruspisi HoanrDinG.—There Is scarcely another habit so deeply en-
graven upon out people as that of saving-odds and ends and lumberiog up
good rooms, closets and attics with clap-traps for which we miy one day
have a use. In every house there is a glory hole in which are stored the
remnants of useful articles, from a broken wash stand to the last year's bon-
net, and in most cases the colle.tors of rubbish feel that they are showiog
s apirit of econowy by puttiog by these relics. It was doubtless true that
in the early days of Provincial life there was a need to store all flotsam and
jetsam. But that day has passed. It is no longer difficult to ob'ain pew
goods of any description, and it is poor economy 1o provide food for moths
when many human belngs would welcome our surplus garments. We no
longer make rag mats, and the sooner the rag box is emptied and sold to
the ragman the better for all concerned. The rusty old-fashioned stoves
bad best go to the old iron mao, and the broken farniture, if past repair,
will make good kindliog wood. Torn books and odd pages of music had
beat go to supplement the kindling wood, and all readable literature should
be sent to those who make it their business to distribute books and maga-
zines amoug the Jumbermen and miners ofthe Province. Many of us regret
that we are not able to give as much ia cuoarity as we would like, but if we
would but give from our stores of unbecessary articles we would find that
it is possible to do much without feeling it as an additional expense. The
boarding babit should be broken up even if it is necessary for that purpose
to hold sn annual boufire.

unecessary war by restoring the conquered provinces. This cry has roused
the fiery William. He now aonounces hia intention of further biodiog
these provicces to the Empire. He proposes to anoex Alsace to the grand
duchy of Baden and to incorporate Lorraine with Prussia. The provlnces
when thus separated will be greatly weakened, and it will be to the interests
of both Prussia and Baden to keep theit new territories wellin hand. There
xill probably bean outcry from France over tkis policy, but'the Emperor can
be doif when necessary, snd will probably have no serious difficalty 1
carrying out his linc sf action.

FArRMERS WANTED.—Nova Scotis is & happy country for the practical
farmer, and the man who finds his lot cist in 2lmost aoy portion of the
fertile valley rogions of the Proviuce is thrice blessed. There {s perhaps
no farming country in the whole world more beautiful than the low-lylng
regions of the Annapolis aud Cornwallis Valleys. Two mouuntaia ranges
ward off the winds, and the sun's rays are caught aud held oo the protecied
farmiog country.. Nuwmerous streams water the valleys, and the marsh lands
reclaimed by the French farmer many acores of years ago add groealy to
the prosperity of the people. Along this wondrous stretch of fertile
couniry there is neither poverly nor want, The humblest laborer is fecure
of his living, for nature will heartily second bhis efforts.  There Is a certain
prospect of a comfortable livelihood sod an almost cestsin prospect of
affluence in the future, which should weigh with youag men who wre coo-
sidering the advisability of leaviog the couatry. There are still hundceds
of acres of uncultivated or partially caltivated valley land to be secured, and
this land is being taken up for the most part by Eaglishmen who are ignorant
of practical farmiog. There is no reason why they should be allowedtbis
manopoly. The yourg men of our Province have the first opportunaty,
although they are slow to take advantage of it, There isa need for them
to betake to the ideal fstm life. Wo need new blood smoog our farmers—
well traioed, scionbific, vigorous men who are not afraid to work, When
tb~y have come 10 the front and gone earnestly to work we will no longer
fiad our home markets supplied with produce from Upper Cuanada. We
will need purchase ro more of Oatario batter and cheese and of Oatario
feed for our horses. Thoe garden of Nova- Scotia is quite capable of sup-
plyiog the home market, and when it is thoroughly worked it will do so.

IMPRESSIONS OF CANADIAN MAGAZINLES,
Caxava EpnvcatioNar Monthuy.
C. Ochiltreo-Aacdonald.

This is tho poriod of Canadisn litsrature; the bitth era of that mighty
litorary intellect which takes form in tho womb of carly nstional viciasi-
tudes, I'zonomic aod constitutional problems are now adjusted, the pioncer
reposes aud the literary inteilect of Capada bounds forth like Achilles into
the struggle-stsined plsins of Troy. As the Grecinn hero turnod the tide
of battle and added a new era of glory to the nationsl annals, so the nascont
literary iotellect of Canada will turn the tide and ¢dd a new period of
delightful splendor to sa illustrious race. DBut it is not at all clear that the
Dominion of Canada yet fully appreciates or understsnds this phase of its
notionality, and tho literary intelioct of the people is sull permutted in con-
sequonco to struggle against the ecormous disadvantage of partisan ranciur
This poneirates many of the most excollont litorary achievements of the
young Dowminion ; in spits of tho offorts of the authors to restrict tho fatal
tendency to impugn motives which the severe struggzle since the conquest
has inflicted upon all those who think and theoriee. Ia this Cinada is not
uniquo ; tho annals of tho riso of nations chroniclo similar suspicions of the
integrity of things as peculiar to all nations emerging from the estate mili-
tant. Time and consolidation, unity of purpose, mutus! intercourse and
patriotism, however, speedily di .pel theee dawn clouds of a nation’s litesa-
turg, snd the rcsesto bues of rich intellectusl attsinments will at length
bathe the chsractor of the panting race with digaity as it rests upon its peors.

Theso attribotes, it is encouraging to note, appear to belong
to the Canada Fducational Monthly, Toronto, a journsl which I havo alicady
{requonily 1eviewed and poticed tn the Lendon Financial Standard and
Imperial Post In adddion to extricts from the educationsl literaturo of
the world thero aro saund, aithough somewhat academic, editorial notes of
special importanco; records of school work and contemporary literature
notices. Tco contents of the Aug.-Sopt. number includes *“Dr, Bryce on
State Schoo's,” an excollent arlicle on the problem of religion in tho school,
1ather marred, howover, with flaghes of animas and undignified expresston,
but thorovgh'y typicsl of the Rev. George Satherland's lofiy ideals, A
plea in favor of toaching the echolar to commit to memory instructive sen.
tences or verse, some of which may truly bo expected to influence the pupil's
after lifo, as thoy have inflasnced my own, 42 quote—*I thought of the
future whatever I did, that T nover might grieve for tho past,” a grand
though solemn text for the smbitious young. Aun article entitled * What is
Womanly,” another on the *“ Ametican Womsn,” * Public Opinion,” ote.
All are eminently suitable for the purpose advecated above. Tho only dan.
gor which threaten tho journal is tho orror of oxpressing inspiring or valua-
ble truths in a rather austero and acsdomic manner, but theso im-
pediments will bo obliterated a3 time rolls on.

COMMERCIAL.

The position of general trade throughout Canada is very little changed
since our jast review. While business is not apparently as brisk as might
. be desired or sa was expected at this geason of the year, thers still is a
quict, stoady Improvement in the volume of traneactions noted, Orderasre
coming 1n moro freely, covering all the various lines usually kopt in store.
This indicates roduced e'ocks in retsilers’ hands which will need fraquont
toplenishing to meet Lthe steadily incroasing consumptive demands, Travel-
lera in noarly all kinds of goods report prospects in the couniry much
brightor than thoy were a few weeks sgo and look forwsrd hopefully for a
fair fall trade. In the United Statos business is recovering more rapldly
than wae hoped for six or eight weeks ago. Mills and factories which had
tomporari;v suspended operations sre daily resuming work, and every iodi-
calion poiuts to an * ora of prosperity ' in that country, and a vastly better
feeling of confidence and hopo for the futuro prevails. A reflsx of this
improved condition of sifsire wil), doubtlezs, be folt in Canado,

Crop repoits from tho various sections of tho Dominion continue to be
favorable, and there is now little doubt that the sucplus for expart will be
considerable. This cannot il to give fresh vigor to gonoral trade in the
near future and to strengthen confidence among all clastos.

At tho regular half yearly meoting of tho Diroctors of the Bank of Eng-
land, held a few days ago, tho Governor of the bank announced that the
labitities of Baring, Bros. & Co had been reduced to £4,095,000, Gaver-
nor Powell also announced thst tho reslizations upan the Biring's assots was
praceeding slowly, but that the intorest upon the securities was moro than
enough to meot the intereat on the bank’s advances to the firm.

1t is noted that the letter-carriers of Brookiyn, Now York, oxpect about
Octobor 1st to commenco thoe delivery of mail in some quarters on bicycles.
The messengors leave certain stations five times a day and moetl st a given
collectivo point. Some of theso ctations srotwo snd a half miles apart,
The travelliog io the dopartment has hitherto beon in tho horse-cirs, iovolv-
ing a heavy oxpenee. It is with tho ides of cconomy that the bicyclos are
to be iotroduced. The carriors are alroady in active practice, and unless
they are knocked out by the Brooklyn cobblo stonos, the experiment should
prove a succoss in the way of curtailing the oxponditure of both money and
time, Tho Postsl dopartment could profitably *take a wrinklo" from th
oxample of Brooklyn. A letter-carrier mounted on o bicycle would ba less
likely to waste time along his routo in chatting in shops and other placos
than one who trudges along on foot. Many poople would be glad to have
the exporiment tried in Halifax and soms other of our large cities,

WeekLy Fivaxciar Review or Hexry Crews axp Co., New York,
September 23, 1893.-—* The delsy in voting on the Repeal Bill brought
business almost to a stand still, and the large traders showed no disposition
to come to the rolief until they received assurances that the Senats will soon
nct, The same may aleo be ssld of the Loodon msrket.

prices for soveral days have been sagging, shhough one noticoable featuro is
that long stock does not come out, snd the bears, while they indulge in
their usual pessimistic talk, do not cire to add materially to their outstand-
ing short contracts. I regard the repesl of the Sherman Act as inevitable
within a comparatively short poriod. After having withstood its dangers
for 20 many months and yesrs, a few daya’ extra delsy is of small consequence,
excopt to ultra senmeitive individuals whose norvousness unsottles their
judgmeant.

Railroads generally are still showing losses in gross earnings ss compared
with last year, but considerable improvement when compared with the last
two or three weeks, which is taken as an evidence that the tide haz turned
and that all kinds of freight will soon assume Its wonted activity. It could
not bo otherwise than that the railrosds should suffer from the late depree-
sion in business. It is equally natural therefore that they should now re-
flect the improvement in the business altuation, and that as fictories resume
and goode begin to move more freely iztc consumption, the gross returns
will return to norms! figares, Whather they will continus o maintain the
Iarge increases which they had previously shown or not, it would bs rash to
predict. It must be remombered that the movoment of wheat, cotton, corn,
provisions and other agricultural products has been very backwatd. For
various reacone, though largely becsuse of low prices, farmers have held
back their products as much as possible. The Farmers’ Allisnce has un-
doubtedly infleenced many farmers in this course. Whatover tho reasons,
therefore, it is evident that the products of tho soil, of which we have an
abundauce, must soon bogin to move more fieoly, and thus briog business
to the railroads. \When itis considered that thers is no over-production of
railroads, as in former panics ; that prices are already low; that Europe
stands ready to buy when our carrency evils aro abolished : that oxpenses
are being largely curtailed, and that we have cartainly ecen tho worst that
can happen, there is no reason whatever for anything oxcept sturdy confid-
enco in tho future of good railroad stocks and bonds. The Chicago Expori-

The eystem of buyiog large parcels ahead of
tho prosont requirements is beco:ning less, buyers ahowing moro desiro to
supply their wants from timeo to timo. Prices of all cluszos of goods, despite
outsido influonces from Canada proper and across tho line, romain steady as
a rulo. llemittances, though not all that thoy should be, ate, in the maip,
88 good as csn be oxpected and are fairly satisfactory.

Suoans —The sugar market has ruled active and pricos are firm and
higher. I somo lines, particularly bright sugars, the advances have baoen
considerablo within tho last ten diys, aggtegating ic. t> }c., aud of some
linos the market {s bare. A Montreal roport siys that all sugars, but pria-
cipally granulatod and tho brighter yollows, aro meeting with a good
demand, being unabited since last weok. Local relineries hive beon
making shipments to the Lower Provinces during the last two wooks
which wou'd enom to indicata that the stocks in the Maritimoe Provinces are
aleo low. 'The rofiners aro doing all that thoy can to supply the urgent
demsnd. Willett & Gray, New York, ssy in their Weel'y Stulistical :—
“ Raws have sdvanced Jc. to 5-16c. per 1b, but reficed are uochanged.
Total atock in sll the principal countries 605,835 tons against 673,285 tons
at the ramo timo last year, Aflosta from all countries to tho United States
estimatod at 45,000 tons sgsinst 66,000 tons last yoar. ‘Lne courio of the
raw sugar market during the prozent week has proved the correctnoss of the
statement that the recent demoralizition avd temporary dopression of prices
at bome end abroad was ths result of finaocial panic and the discourage-
ment of a few sugar-holdors, and not becauco of weaknest in the statisticsl
position of sugar. The latter elorent has come strongly into the foreground
sgain, and the actual scarcity of sugar supplies is making itself 8> sovorely
felt that even a continued advanco in prices brings out only small nfferings.
Very few sugare, comparatively, were obtainable at tho recont decline, snd
the rapid recovery only causes the market to resume its normal condition on
the basis of supply and demacd.”

Tras.—Tho local tea market i3 very quiet, at the momont there being
piacticaily no movement worth noting. Mail advices from Loodon under
date of tho 8th instint show that the imports of tes during August were 30,

RESTRICTED HOURS OF CUAL MINING LABOR IN GREAT
BRITAIN.
C. OCHILTREE-MACDONALD.
(Rights of Translation Reserved.)

A foaturo in tho industrisl economy of the close of tho century is the
idiosyncrasy of compulsory cight hours a day. Differoutiating from the
antagonism which the othics and ivjurious jofluenc:s of ristricted produc
tion aro liable to culiivate in the British consumer, this is more subtle
becauso it appeals to tho sympathies of a public which is cinstintly sooking o
increaso 1ts own loisure.  Althongh somo econowists eloquently doprociate
tho idea that any cohesivo sontiment of approval animates aoy imporiant
clesses of the mation, disturbing evidonces incessantly remind us of the
oporati n of the leavon of this bold economic idea, and urge us to inform
ourselves of 1ts corrolative infiuonces upon the commerco of the ration as au
initiatory step to an industria! revolution to which no limits can be assigned.
At the outset wo must resuscitato tho truism that mo important chango in
the conditions under which a nation’s industrios hava boon and are cultivated
into prosperity, 13 morally justitiable unless a sound majority is conclusively
proved to require it from social, ccomomic, or pbysical cautes. This is
applicab’e to the prosent agitstion. Wo are presented with propaganda
but denied an oxplauation of the circumstancos out of which it has aris:n.
If theso aro alluded to their outline is vague and thoir attitude norealistic.
As an ideal restricted hours of labor is not associated with inclination ta-
wards culture, or cssentiality for physical recuperation among the mining
classes. I hsvo inquired into the social and economic circumstances of both
the European and Auwericin miner, more especially with a view to discover
whether more leisuro i3 essential for well defined social or economic progress
in their midst, but after a succession of dizappointments I conclude that the
chacga is demanded mainly for tho sake of caso and leisure to be idle.
This is a social featuro peculiar to the sin de seicle. It is confined to no
people, country, profession, craft or class I all places whore it is pro-em.
inently indulged in it inculcates opervation and decay, harmonizing wih
on iavidious sacialism, which British labor would repudiato if its soberer
espocts and injurious iefluences were mora fully unds -stood. A broader
aspect than this, howover, invites discussion. That is the influence which
restricted hours of labor is to oxert upon every industry in Great Britain
dopendent upon an abundaut, normsl, and economical supply of oxcollont
fuel. It is vain to imagine that this icflaonce will not be harmful: it is
idlo to oxp'ain that tho evil will bo restricted, and impo'itic to suggest that
tho ends ju-tify the means. lero is a demand tbat the men shall *ride,
the picks ceaso, and the mine be cleared at § hours from baok to baink.
Thero is no provision in this to maintain the vo'ume of supply at its present
ratio to tho volume of consumption ; there is no discriminating proviso in
favor of the economic peculiarities of cortain domettic ¢r trsnsmarine mar
kets. What is the hypothesis upon which this ideal is constructed? It is
based upon a system of supposition, which pro-supposes that the ccnsumer,
and indirectly the customer of tho British manafacturer, are utterly depend.
ont upon British mines. Thisis a grave orror Immediatoly the B-itish
miner coases work soveral hours carlior, thatisto say, immediately the
normal shift upon which tho industry has beon reared is shortened, an im-
petusisgiven to the economic and industrial progress of competitive nations,
who eagerly wait to pick up crumbsof trade from tho rich man’s table. The
chief reason of this is that restricted hours of lsbot implies restrictad pre-
duclion, and restricted production implies itcreasod pric's. The men of
industries in Great Britain are in no humour to tolerato this at prosent.
Thero i3 not 2 sing’e industry in-tho country to day in which the pinch f
fierco compoti ion is not acuter every hour. Theso industrios will not be
coercod by the miaer into paying wore for fucl than the figuro which oven
now is well-nigh too much. If through any peculiar circumstances thus
coercion was successfully applied, tho manufacturer, unable, owing to the
inroads of foreign compe'ition, to raise his prices for any more than a tem
porary period, would u'timately attack the wages and reduce the remunera-
tion of his employees.

In the midst f these intestine, domestic strifes, produc'ion would gi®
#0 irreguar, domand for fuel o erratic, and overy phade of commerco so un-
cortain, that all tho laws of demand upon wbdich wo depond would be in-
paired and the flower of the industries of this country would totter toa fall,
burying the prosperity of tho British miner in itsruins. This, howover, coult
not happen in practico  Tho consumer would stop in and re adjust ti.e
cquilibriuw from his own point of visw. The fiscal syst*m of this country
permits him to import fuel. Tho precise quality of this would speedily be
come a matler of secondary importancr.  Wo aro rapidly learning tho art of
consuming poor-class fuels with profit, and we would do it uader such
coercion wmore than ever.  Attacked then from without by foreign fuelsand
harrassed within tho homo coal industry would ontor a tranerition and the
r0-adjusiment would bo injurious to the miner. 1t is nrged, howevor, that
tho present vo'umo of consumption can be maintained under a short shefs
system, by increasing tho shifts iu the pit, but this argument, like mapy
others, ignores tho fact that tho aggrogate tonnago of ¢al won and lified to
tho screens during the pormal shift canpot Lo run out of the mine
durieg tho short shift. This is meroly a mattor of arithmetic calculativa,
which the miner can do npon the back of a shovel with a pieco of chak.

1f 1510 tons arc ran ous of the pit in say 10 hours, how can 1500 toax,
the producs of an increased number of shifts, aggrogating in output thg

be submitted to a preliminary exawination and alight test of |
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present nermal shift, bo lifted to the screons in say eight hours, especi-
ally when all tho men have to be ¢at bank’ at the expirstion of cight hours
from doscont? Again the actual price realized for the 1500 tons won under
tho ¢hort shi‘t is nn greator than that for ccal won under tho long sbift,
but tho cost of production to the capital operator must necessarily bo greater.
Obviously the wholo equipment of tho mino, stafl of officia's and mn'erial,
would have to b3 increasod to lift, handlo and distributo the coal, without
any increase in msrket prico as a ast-ofl. Tho presocnt state of the coal in-
dusiry nogatives any such outlay. Although the output increases theaver-
sgo solling prico decreases, and rather than do so tho minos weu'd bo laid
in, This would be injurious to tho miner.

Now we consider the last item in this hurried analysis of res'ricted houra
of lahor  To re-trict exertion is to res‘'rict the production of wealth and
arrost t* o equitab'o d'stribution of individual prosperity. Itals> u’timately re-
laxes the domand for lsbor. Tn Britain, where enormous populations, not-
withstanding our prosent prosperity. are struggling for existence, wo are
reduced to the incongrui'y of work leing a privilege which is eagerly civeted
and cortinually accepted almost at any terms whatever. Under the econom-
icand industrial congestion which restric i mn of wealth produc ion, owing to
restriction of labor bours, wou'd produce, thess strained circumstances will
be imnieasurably increased, and the miner, who has hitherto largely escaped
this great glut of the Jabor market, will gharo its ovils. Tre bes% course
then that ho can pursue is to cast theso indus'rial ideals which now fascinate
him to the winds and join forces with the capital opera‘or in a determined
attempt to presirve unto this country the prosperity to which they have
jointly so largely contiibuted  Wiao in time he willsubmit to circumstaoces
to which 1he operstor of the mine also submi's, or ho may profitably assist in
the ever increasipg oxodus into the unpopulated territories of tho west, to
which the youngor capita'i-ts of Brit.in are ropairing. Theso industiisl
idoals to ba successful s2ould have heen introduced and discussed ten years
ago Then the prosperity of tho British coal trade, auvd all the native in
dustries, no!d cut some prospects of their attainment. The opportunity is
past, and if the ideals aro pressed upon and won from tho masters of industry
in this couniry the consequorces to posterity, no less than to those now
concerned, will be distinctly disastrous.
