Cape Brecton wants lier due share of public fuais ta bu spent within
lier borders in stich a way as shaih not only place her on a levei with other
portions of the ])om!îîian, but shall be af la8ting advantage ta the whole
of titis Province.

Cape Breton wanis railway subsidies tîtat will enable reptîtabte com-
parties ta build in that Island railways, wvhicli, once olp6ned ta traffic, shali
etisure thie raid expansion af ils varied natural industrics.

Railýa'ys iii Cape Brelan, judiclou5ly locd, wvoîld nt. once restilI. in
the opeming and workirig of several magnificent coat mtnezi iîow useless
aîîd unprofitable bath ta %he Province as vrell a-s te that Islandi. Theýc
mines îvould annually contribaîte Iargely, in the shape of royalties, ta the
provincial revenue.

Railways in Cape Breton waul render saleablo at an carty date
thouseands ai acresý ôf crown anti tiinber lands thiat wc do flot nced tu
kcup in rcserve ; and this, tQO, îvould ai course hellp ta fui the provin8cial
treasury.

RailÇvays in Cape Brcton- ivould facilitatc the makdng o!t arranUeeits
ta snîelt andl manufacture the practically unlimited quantities afi ron*orc
iit îîow, like the coal mines ai Inverness Co., yield us no revenue, direct
or indirect.

Railnays inCape Blreton would, bring wvithî in reacit ai the people there
a rendy market for the fresh flsh that canin -wihter be go: ver>' cheap ini
different parts ai the Island. -

Railways iii Cape Breton îvotîld render available very extensive deposits
ai gypsuini wvhicil now can be very cconaniicaliy quarricd, but cannaI, 0!1
account ai their distincc front a-good shipping.piace, bu sent ta mnarket.

Railways in Capp Breton would-stimulate agriculture on the Island-
an industry which-noiw flourisiies in cet tain sections in ttpite of dlisdvan-
tagcs of îvhich farniersî in the ather agnicultural, districts ai the Province
have scarcely any idea.

Listly, railways in Cape Bietoin wvould keep within the Province many
of our young people thut now have ta go ta the Uxiited States ta engage
in industries tîtat might be.piovided athome. 1

Haw arc these railways ta be buiît? LUt the Domin-'.n Governinent
builti a trunk fine ta Sydney or Louisburg, and, let the Local Government
give the Island tlîree-iourths ai the eublic manies ta which her population,
lier area, hîèr resouices, her'relative importance and her past' contributions
ta aur revenue unqiîestionably entitie her, and, the construction ai ai the
requircd raiiway will spcedilý follov. Every inan ivei acquaiü6.ed with
the splendid possibilities of that Island, and having the. smallest ability ta
forecastethe iuttire from data far framt liniited or obscure, mnust agrce wiîh
us inï saying that afterwards the.whole Prayince ilihave the fullest reasons
ta be satisficd, 'itlî such in expenditure.

WHAT WILL THIE WVORLD BURN?

Natural gas lias latel>'
been turneti ta a&co-ntbaud bas already âffectcd a greater savifig ai coal
than dea!crs'in the latter artirle niight thinilc desîrable. Another subýtancc,
farnîerly wasted, nowi promises ta takè a praminent plaée among héat-pro-
ducers In the Tnansý.Caucasian province oi ]3aku, ivhere the surface af the
ground is sa full ai petraleumn that it frequently takes 'fire, ônie firmi prcpares
annunhl1Y 450.000 tons ai crude ait, the heating pawer of which is ,onc-half
greater than that ai, coal, wvhile ils cobt is ônly sixty cents per ton. This
fuel bas been useti for yearà in thý steamers on. thé Caslpian, and' on the
'rrans.Caucasiainrail roads, andi naw the Central Pacifié Compa'ny fris, suc-
cessiuily itroiduccýd il into California.' Thé ail iegians ai Canada andi
Pensylvania înay soon be èexpected ta utiize as a. licater this substance,
whichbhas'hitherto been ivasteti.

Evert wiîhout counîine on the resaurces opened.up by these two discov-
cries, the supply ai é.oal.is knôwn tai bl. sufficier *for wanming thc fingers
ai: the human race' for sanie year8 ta caa'. 'x.careftiiestimte'-sliowsth*at
the. coal fields ai the Unileti States can, if necissary,.:supply the 'whole
world with coal for 1500 Or 2000 yeats.
