A bronze statue of Sir Walter Scott is shortly to be unveiled in the
Thames Gardens, London. It occupies a position opposite to that of the
poet Buns. Sir Theodore Martin and other eminent Scotchmen have
resolved to make the ceremony of the unveiling a most imposing one.

Itis now well understoood that the hostility of King Theebaw was
prompted by French intrigue. France had evidently deternined upon the
annexation of Burmah, but her efforts in that direction have only served tn
place the prize within the grasp of perfidious Albion.

There was a time in this Province when soldiers of the line were looked
down upon with contemopt, and regarded as an inferior species of the genus
homa. It is satisfactory to note that this feeling no longer exists, our regi-
ments are no longer compoged of hireling forcigners. They are now formed
of stalwart Britishers, their deportment and general demeanour is quite on
a par with that of their brethren in plain clothes, and they deserve the
respect and esteem ir which they are held.

The classic hills of Walfville and the broad r-cadows of the Grand Pre
bave undoubted charms to the visitor during the season when the air is
perfumed with the odor of the apple blossom, or when the summer breeze

¢ The lifo of a British Soldier " is 2 work now being sold by the author,
Thomas Faughnan. The name of the book,in which the author tells of
battles, seiges and dangers that he has seen, is certainly no misnomer, for
we are given descriptions of “ Stirring Acc'dents by Fiood and Field,” and
the multitudinous chances and changes of a soldier’s career in peace and
war. The writer i3 1 man of keen gbservation, and by no mzans deficient
in dry Hibernian wit, for the book, besides ¢2ntaining vivid accounts of his
own personal adventures in various parts of the world, is full of story and
anccdote, picked up around the camp fire, or 1 the barrack-room, and
related with considerable force and humor. The author's style is not al-
ways marked by high literary merit; and we think the oriﬁinal poetry
might have been elminated without loss to the work ; but any little eccen-

tricities of composition may be forgiven in a very intercsting and amusing
book.

The following reference to Miss Caritte of Amherst is culled from the
notice of Mr. Goldbeck's recent concert in New York, which appeared in
the columns of the News Letler : * The interest of the evening ventred in
the appearance of Miss Nita Caritte, a young lady who is well known in
Canada, but who sang before a New York audience for the first time.  This
lady possesses a_ veritable soprano voice which is d:lightfully fresh and
true, and is heard at its best in the upper register. She takes her high
notes Wwithout any painful straining and grimaces, and is entirely free from
conceit or mannerisms, and has the advantage of a very charming and
bright presence. She sang the Sancta Maria, of Faure,and earned a double
encore, which she took with much grace and modesty. Hitherto, Miss
Caritte kas had only such teaching as a country town can afford, but under
tho guidance of Bbir. Goldbeck she has developed a promise of feture fame,
Her macstro expects great thing of her” The musical advantages of Hali-
fax may not be all that could be desired, but for a country town they are
evidently above the average. Mies Caritte has for several years been re-
ceiving instruction from Mr. C J Ross of this city, and we think that
gentleman may reasorably take to himself the credit of Miss Caritte’s brill-
iant success, sceing that the lady has as yet been under training in the great
American metropolis less than threc months;
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ON THFE MANUFACIURL OF PUBLIC UI'LINION,

A new industry has sprung up in this City. Peculiar alone to Halifax,
it is not deper:dent upon or created by the National Policy. It requires no
capital and but Jittle ingeonity. We refer to the manner in which the daily
press of this city, though quarrelling upon every conceivable subject, at
once unite when anyone \entures, by word or deed, to interfere with the
present order of things, either to improve the laws, or promote{the material
interests of our citizens, ]

‘The City Council has declared, and cveiy citizen knows, and it has been
repeatodly pointed out in the columns of the daily papers, that a reform is
nocessary in our City government.  We all know that the prosent system is
il-defined, cumbersome, and incflective ; that if gross corruption and fav-
oritism in the civic government does not eXist, it is not because the Aldermen
do not lack the opportunity or the power. It is known that theg enormous
sum of §21,000.co is paid out directly every year for salaries to civic offi-
cials, not to mention twice that sum indirectly for the same purpese by
Boards over which the Council has no control. Thus the civic executive
business is performed by means of a seriss of committees who huve no
relation to, or knowledge of, each other’s dutics or doings. These com-
mittees arc often at open war, one with the other, and from the nature of
things, cannot work in harmony for the common good. ’I‘he. Mayor is
little better than a figure-head, and charged with no special dutics.
Although, presumably, a mau having a full knowledge of civic affairs, he
has no part mor¢ than the meanest servant the employ of the City in
directing or controlling its government. Tle citizens are yearly taxed
$20,000 for the support of services common to the County and City, with-
out having any right under the law to question any of the experditures for
those services. ‘The Street appropriations are cxpended, the Police
service is conducted, and the License system ig controlled by the Aldermen
without any reference to the opinion or judgment of tha heads of those
departments, and with a single eye to their own intetest and advantage.

In the past, it is notorious that saloon-keepers were permitted to sell
Yiquor without licenses for months at a time, under the patrenage of some
influential Chairman of a License or a Police Committee.

Yet with all thesc defects in our present system, within the knowledge
of our three city contemporaries, the City Council, when it makes an honest
effort to map out a new scheme, whereby these evils are impossible, the
city press offers no word of cncouragement or advice. Nay, more, the
originators of the scheme are covered with abuse and ridicule. Does any
of our contemporaries point out a method of its own, or offer a single sug-
gestion to assist the Council? Notthey ! They giveno intelligent analysis
of our present system, whereby that which is good is pointed out, and that
which is capable of evil, is condemned. N> suggestion as to how to pro-
ceed to meet the views of the citizens, or to protect their interests, noth-
ing but a rapid clamor wherein the voice of all honest effort at reform is
drowned , and those who are making 2 real effort to rescue the City from
its difficulties are dishcartened and disgusted. Is this the part that should
be acted by honorable members of the fourth estate ?

In ancient times, the reformer who stood forth to advocate a change in
the Jaw, did so with a halter around hisneck ; we are much more liberaland
civilized in these days. Now, the reformer only risks his reputation for
honesty, and takes his chances of being denounced as an imbecile !

Alderman McSweeney hinted that the opposition of one paper was to
protgct the vested nterest of a relauve of the writer. Tt is a great pity that
the position of a civic official should be imperiled for so tnfling an object as
the public good. In this respect also, we have reversed the policy of the
ancients in law-making.

It is now rumored that the aforesaid civic official has another relative
on'the staff of the Herald, who moulds the civic policy of that paper. The
real editor is too busy to trouble himself with so trifling 2 matter as civic
reform. His attention is too fully engrossed with higher politics.

The third paper has been for years in tl«. sweet enjoyment of civic
printing patronage, which may not be quite so -emunerative, if dispensed by
an active and business-hke executive under the 2w regime. We wish the
citizens joy of their pure and vigilant public educators.  We bope the advo-
cacy of the old system will be set down at its true value,

: THE INHUMAN THEEBAW.

The Burmese have good reason for the bitter hatred they have towards
the dethroned King Theebaw. The exiled Monarch, who usurped the

~thione which by right belonged to his brother, Nyang Yan, spent hig early

days in monastic seclusion, and upon ascending the throne at the decease of
his father, appears to have completely lost his head, and to have sllowed his
crazed imagination unrestricted sway. Fearful that his relatives mightincite
a plot to destroy him, he took the initiative. by taviting them to royal ban-
quets, at the close of which, they were all brutally murdered. Finding
himself dreaded and deserted by the leaders among the people, he gave him-
self up 1o a life of debauch; and living in constant terror of rebellion, he
trembled when he thought of the men and wotaen who lay sweltering in his
poisome dungeons. The salutary influence of Britain served for a time to
check the cruclties of this blood-thirsty monarch ; but when the aews of the
British defeat in Zululand reached Mo~ *-lay, the king decided upon the
carrying out of a butchery, which has no parallel in modern history. Speak-
ing of this wholesale massacre. the London Figaro says :—* Relatives to the
number of nincty were dragged from their cells and massacred. There was
0O quarter; men, women and children alike were murdered. The majority

were tied with their heads to their ankles, and then despatched with a blow |

on the back of the skull. Many, howaver, were merely stummed, and their

quivering badies thrown in the common grave, there to die of suffocation.
The Prince Mekhaya, whose ferotity to foreigners was proverbial, became
insane with terror, but suffered ti.e common fate. Thongzai, a brother of
Theebaw, on the contrary, scorned and spat upon his brother, and, shortly
after, was flogged to death.” But Theebaw is nota type of the Burmese
people who are proverbial for their kindness and hospitality to strangers,
mutual good fellowship among themsclves, and the, desire to draw from life
the sweets and pleasures of to-day, irsespective of the morrow that is to
follow. .

NEW INVENTIONS.

Prof. Bell, inventor of the Telephone, has just given to the world a new
and wonderful instrument, designed for making soundings. The fnstrument
is descnibed as a submarine telephone, through which may be heard the echo
of the sound made by a stone as it strikes the bottom of the harbor or bed
of the river, thus ennbling the listener to judge of the depth of the water.
‘The Prof. is evidently not inclined to rest content with the laurels he has
already won. Almost every month he adds another invention of more or
less practical utility to those he has already given the world. Not long
since, he invented a curious machine by which he was able to measure the
exact volume of sound which partially deaf persons were capable of hear-
ing. Prof. Bell is at present engaged in perfecting 2 mechanical instrument
by wlich he expects to reproduce over the wires the face and form using it.
In the absence of a bett.¢ name, this inveation has been styled the photo-
phone. ‘The inventor is sanguine as to the success of the new instrument,
and expects to realize from it a larger monetary return than that yielded him
by all his previous inventions.

FAIR PLAY,

The New England fishermen are up in arms over the prospect of the
renewal of the Fishery Treaty with Canada; and Mr. Cleveland’s Cabinet
stands a chance of being buried alive beneath the memorials, petitions, etc.,
now pouring in upon it. These memorials set forth the advantage that
would be derived by the United States, in the event of war, from having its
own fishing fleet, from whence sailors might be drawn to maun her battle-
ships. They elaborate the wrongs which American fishermen would suffer,
wete fish caught in the cheaply-manuned and cheaply-supplied Canadian ves-
sels allowed to enter the United States duty frce ; and lastly, they point out
the utter worthleseness of the British American Fisheries lying within the
three-mile limit. We think our American cousins living along the New
England coast know how to appreciate a good thing when they have it
They now have free access to the Canadian Fisheries, without the annoying
competition of Canadian-caught fisb in their own market ; but if they think
we Bluenoses intend to rest content with such a one-sided srrangzement, they
must have forgotten that they have the same blood flowing in their veins as
we, and that we believe in fair play, not only in theory, but in practics.

ALARMISTS.

In this age of surprises, demagogue alarmists are always on the qui vive
to awaken in the minds of the people some new apprehension of danger,
hitherto unthought of. By a wise treaty provision, Great Britair and the
United States agreed to limit their naval armaments to one gun-boat each
upon Lake Ontario, and one upon the Upper Lakes. As a matter of fact,
these gun-boats have in past years Deen serviceable only as revenue cutters,
and none of the lake-shore inhabitants have heretofore thought their pro-
perty endangered. But at this juncture, ap rises Mr. Thomas, a Congress-
man, of Illinois, deprecating the defenceless condition of the American lake
cities, and declaring that immediate steps should be taken by the Washing-
ton Government to place upon the Lakes a fleet capable of protecting the
property of American citizens, in the event of war. Considering that
Canada has no fleet upon these Lakes, it can be readily understood that Mr.
Thomas is an alarmist, who must have at heart sc.ae other and more cogent
reason for the fitting out of & Lake navy thau at first appears. It now
turns out that Mr. Thomas bases his claim for the unnecegsary expenditure
of public money, upon the ground that, heretoforo, all sums paid out for
nava! defence have Leen for the benefit of Sea-board States, giving these
States an undue advantage over those lying in the interior of the country.
Such school-boy logic might be pardonable in a niember of a State Legisla-
ture, but in a Congressm.an, it is mean, silly, and deplorable.

Tiue. is rapidly zliding nto the past, but the press  romains untouched. It
never leaves till its succossor appears; then itg s noiselessly, without

. any resistence into the eternity past. \Whal a romarkable river is time!
How gently it flows into tho shoreless ocoan! It has no rapids, no oddies,
though it stums to move faster in December and Januar;”than in other
months  Time never grows old ; it is always now. Wo never saw tho pro-
sent till now. Woe cannot gather up tho moments of tho past, nor can wo
Iay hold upon tho future. No mortal oye ever saw to-morrow ; when it
comes in view,it is no longer to morrow. but lo-day. Wo call time now,
beeause ovory minute, as it passes away, is succeeded by & new one.

Tho year brings other new things as woll as time. We never bofore, in
dating on letters and documents, used tho same figures in the samo order as

. mow.  Only the twa first wo have used without changing all our dava. Iho
others change frequently, as overy year anu decade testify. Theso numerals
of the year, aro suggestive, not only of the flight of time, but also of the
influence of Christianity.

Nor is duty transferablo ; it cannet be performed
by proxy. As tio close of tho year is especially the time for teview, the
beginning is the time for noble resolve. Reflectior and anticipation both con-
vorgo to tho prosent. Existence is a presont roality, and always will be.
Hours, days, wooks, months, and years, may come and go, but we change not
as regsrds identity, There'aro a good many things in tho universo that
chango ; more that do not. Wo asy that the seasons change, not much, how-
over ; they aro nearly tho samo, year aftor year. There is no doubt about
the changoableness of human nature, and yet it is very much aliko‘all the
world ovor.

CANADA'S MILITARY STATUS.
No. VL

Whou tho great dobate un the negotiations was going on in the Senate,
Daniol Webstor gave a porspicuous outline of tho soversl avenues of
approach to Canada through American territories. ¢ There aro two old and
woll-known roads to Canada,” ssid tho illustrious stateaman, “one by way
of Lake Champlain and tho Richelicu to Montreal; the other from the
Keonnoboc river to the sources of tho Chaudiers and the du Loup, and so to
Quobec.  East of this there is no practicable communication for troops
betwoon Maine and Canada till we get to the Madawaska, Of one thing I
am ceriain, Lhat the true road to Canada ig by the way of Lake Champlain.
That is tho old path. I take to myself tho credit of having said here, thirty
Years ago, speaking of the mode of treating Canada, that, when an Ameri-
can woodman undertakos to foll a troe he doos not begin by lopping off the
branches, but strikos his axo into the trunk. The trunk, in rolation to

o

Canads, is Montreal, and the river St. Lawrence down to Quebec.”” Mr.
Webetor also laid particular stross upon the sirategical value of Rouses
Point, declaring it to be the best mesns of defending both tho ingress into
the lake and the oxit from it, and that on the whole frontier of Now York,
with tho singlo exception of tho narrows below the city, there is not a
point of equal importance.

As at present copstituted the militia of Canada is divided into active and
rosorve forces for both land and marine service. Tho aolive land fores is
composed of :

{a) Corps raised by voluntary enlistnent.

(b) Corps raised by ballot.

{c) Corps composed of men raised by voluuieer onlistment and men
balloted to sorve. The active marine forco, to bo raised in a like manner,
is composed of scamen, sailors, and persons whose usual occupation is
upon any steamer or ssiling craft navigating the watcrs of Canada, Ths
rescrvo, land and marine, cousists of the whole of the men who are not
serving in tho active militia for the time being. Thus it will be observed
that tho entiro malo population is liable to be levied. But Canada's real
rofugs in a storm would be her active militis force, And has she
at this moment ono regiment in a state of organized officiency? One
who would givo a conscientous reply must auswor in tho negative. Geoneral
Luard understood this fully, and was actnally hounded. out of the
Dominion becaueo his pills wero not sugar-coawd. How the Canadian
authorities should sot about roforming their military methods is not the
provinco of the writer to suggest. When one seriously considers the
fragility of tho Canadian alliance, howover, it is little wondor that a
country whose coustitutional frame-work is held together by the most super-
ficia] political solder should bo a stranger to a sound military regime.
Whilo making overy roasonatlo allowanca for the juvenility of the confed-
eration tho most cringing parlisan cannot be so undiscerning as to fail to seo
at a glaco that the country is being ravaged aud consumed by parlismentsrr
chacletans.  Toryism, with all its concomiiants, has firmly implarizd its
banner at the Canadian capital, and with an astute and unscrapulous agent
a8 its champion is rushing the country into bsxkruptey at a galloping specd.
Machiavelian sshoming has failed to provent the exposure of ministerial
mismansgemo'.t in tho several public depsrtments. During the Riel
insurrection the matchloss biunders that woro made in providig supplics
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and tranaporting troopa stoed out in boid rolief from the Someral monoteny
of tho campaign. '.'.'Eo citizen goldfers waro not only subjocted to tho most
tiying privations, hut aupplied with scarcoly a moioty of tho accoutroments
absvlutoly eesontial to thoir own comfort and to tho succossful combating of

- tho enemy. If orrors of a liko magnitudo should distinguish tho adminis-
tra'ion of tho militia department in oporations ageinst an oulside foe, the
r.sults could not bo othor thiai of a doplorably damaging character. Thoro
who aro charitably inclined might be willing to attribute a portion of theso
grave mislakes to Cannda’s want of oxperionce in conducting hostilitios,
nithough Wolscloy’s oxpodition of 1870 was as brilliant a fost as can bo
found insoribed on the pages of Amercsn history. .

As an instance of the 3emngoguoism, that runs riot in the regnant school
of poliiivians it is only neccessary to cito tho offer of the Canadian
governmont to raise thousands of mon lo do sorvice in the causd of
England should the stability of tho nation bo at any time threatencd
by continontal neighbors. In London, Sir Charlos Tuppor, Canada's
High Commissionor, haz offored Eugland any number of Canadian
regimonts that tho oxigencies of tho case might demand. Nothing could be
moro ridiculous ovou at tho first blush. In the ovent of England being
driven to desperate straits o fuw neody individuals might be found in the
Dominion who would bo willing to go whither they woro lead, But thoy
would bo prompted by motives of a purely morceniry nature, Patriotism
in tha colony is not sufficiently olastic to bo the sols causo of sny namber
of mon volunteering to fight on tho other sido of tho Atlantic for thoir
mother country. To dofond British possessions an tiiis side of the water
would bo an entirely different thing, Love for t)s old country, howover,
is, in Canada, rapidly approaching tho last stages of decline. Casting our
oyes aver the wholo continent wo can sev to-day bui one remnant of old
timo autocracy—~tho garrison at Halifax. Thern a ‘e~ red coats, bocoming
fower year by year, aro the only indications ot the queen's suprowacy.
Cosmopolitan ideas havo spread wlith such celority t"1at arbitrary English-
men, stalkiag round on official stilts, cannot he sufforev —in any part of the
western i_sirisphere, where tho trend of public opinion is so overwhelmingly
in favor of republican institutious. The provailing and ever-widoning
sentimont of tho mew world, accurately embodijed in Bartholdi's liberty
onlightening statuo, socks an untrammelled oxistonco, and tho most un-
qualified freedom. Tho repid disappenrance of tyrannical dominion, which
eeems to have been driven away on the flecting wings of the wind, is one of
the gladsomo pictures in Canada’s colonial annals.

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OUR WINNIPEG LETTER,

WixnNipgG, Dec. 9th, 1885.

Dear Critic,~~A son of thy city, ono who has some of the dearest fancies
of boyhood's earliest, happiest days next his heart, gendeth thee greeting.
Having strayed fro'n the shadows of thy streets to the far away Northland,
this City of the Priiries, a fow lines of interest will, I know, be accoptable,
and may this gold nib of Arkin Lambert & Co.’s be inspired to pen with
truo and good intent, respecting me and events, and from a standpoint far
above all party politics.

Methinks your humble sorvant would make a most reckless and unsuc-
cessful pionecr, for necossity alono would compel me to live on tho prairies.
a sanso of lenoliness comes over one which is appalling, and we look around
to see if there is a road of escape; and it naturally would be to any one
who eould recall the past vividly bofore thom even without the Aesire to do
50, congeneal companinns. good books, and plenty of work, would be the
only panacea for such cravings. This city of Winnipeg is such a flat place,
80 devoid of interest in the way of natural scenery that I can’t understand
how anyone can content themselves to live hore unless compelled to by bueiness
associations. I walked out of the city a short time sgo and just on its out-
skirts found myself on the prairies, lines of telegraph pole§ lost in tho far
distance indicating the 1ailways, here and thero some lowly hut constructed
of logs or boards, and banked up as high as possible with hay or manure
ready for the winter frosts ; in other places houses of larger pretontions, but
thess fow and far botweon, a fow plots of ground fenced off with juniper
posts and bazhed wire foncing ; then again stacks of hay, some on tho dis-
tant horizon lookiry like the hulls of disabled skips, whilst around there is
not a troe to ba soen, wnd in the intervals barwaen the houses and huts,
nothing but the vasy prairie far out as the eye can see, on loaving the out-
skirts of the city and lauching out on this wido expanso of treoless ground
ona veems like a ship at sea and an inetinctive feeling of dread and loneli-
ness comes over you, and & silence, as if the to repent of some impending
catastrophe seoms to reign around, whilst an impulsive desiro seizes you to
walk on and ou till some goal is rezched, this is at loast my experience of
the prairies, Whon I say there are nc tices, I mean on the portion I was
exploring, trees and brush of a stunted growth are to be seon cleewhere by
the river, whioh I will make montion of at some future time. This dreary
waste of land I have just picturod is caused by its being held by speculators
who mostly live out of the country, and, not having very heavy taxes to pay,
cnn afford to hold on whilst Winuipeg suffors in the meantims. Every
effort should be made to break up this monopoly, for the land could be
portioned out, kitchen gardens, and dairy farms would then supply all the
eity’s neecis in theso lines, aud it would be a ploasura to walk out amongst
cultivatzd fiolls and gardous wnd well-skoked fariis, instoad of as pow
acroL8 aores upon acres of praria ‘and prodeving nothing but hay,

One cn well imagin. ha— dreavy uv autumns are hore with no trees to
onliven wiil: their varied colors in the rod and yellow leaf, and I think what
«ndears Nova Seotia iv the fover of Nature wors than angthiog else, is the

glory of hor autumn sconary whon the maple, beech, and mountain ash put
on their princoly robes of color, and challonge the artists skill to depict thom
on tho canvass ; a challongo which has often hewn taken up by our well-
knows artist Ferwa Day, and although his pietwies wore goms of color, I
can't aay to my oyo they gavo with vurecision that soft atmosphero which
always nccompanies the autumus, at «wast 1n thoe Lowor Provinces, his skios
and atmosphero are in gonoral too cold. In no other part of Canada does
the maplo scom to changw to such a variety of vivid lines—even on the same
leaf and treo—as 1n Nova Scotin ; I have oxpenenced autumns ©om Halifax
te Winnipog m all parts of the five Provinces, but none comparo with your
own, whothor it is owing to tho saltness of tho air acting with tho frost (for
it i3 always aftor tho firat touch of frost that the maples change) which tends
to sharpen up and intensify the tonvs, it would be hard to say, but it is a
point worth investigating, I have sccu & maple treo by the side of a small
brook, a blazo of red and orango, standing out against a back grouud of the
samo troes as groen ns avor they wero in the middlo of summer, this brilliant
oxcoption lod me to invvstigata when I found 1t was a rack wmaplo, whilst
the others wore of the ordinary variety. Reforing to tho saltness of the air,
and the salt hold in suspension by the fogs flouting land, its presence beo-
camo strikuigly evident to me on moroe than one occasion.  Walking in from
Bedford ono autumn ovoning, whon the roads were slightly frozen hard, with
a slight porceptiblo dampness noticeablo 1 the air, I found to my surprise,
soon after actling out, that my face was apparently covered with dust; whore
did it como from? Not from tho road. Was it dust? I at onco passed
my finger over my forohead, thon touched my tonguo, it was nothing morc
than common salt. What state or condition of the human sysiem was it
that salt vxuded through the pores of the skin? I thought that some torri-
blo sickness was about to seizo me. The problom was soon solved ; it was
doposited from tho atmosphero. I then fuund the backs of my hands and
my clothing wore also covored, ovon the lsaves of the bushes, fencing, ete.,
all surrounding objects being warmer than the cool current of air lowing
¢p the basin robbed it of a largo portion of the salt held in suspension.
This saltness of the air is no doubt also one of the causes why the cold is
felt more intensely t! an iu this country, for what scheol-boy does not know
the intenso cold caus :d by holding a mixturo of snow and salt, or ice and
salt for a fow momet is in the hand.

Pardon mo if I am deviating somewhat from thoe course laid down to
wrile respocting this cocntry. It wonld be treating my old homoslightingly
indeed if at the outset I had not mentioned it, and I think if Nova Scotians
would take pains to cultivate the love of country which I am sorry to say
is much wanting in their craniums, they would speak loss despairingly of
their native land. Stand by each other to build up the country, and with
pride they could then say to their children, “ Go thou and do likewiso.”
Yes, thero is a sad want of unity, not so much in Nova Scotians, but in
Haligonians ; party politics has been, is and will be, if not squelched, the
ruin of the couhtry. It isnot carried to such axtromes hero, although to
take np the Grit and Tory papers a strauger would be inclined to think thare
oxisted at times a feoling anything but brotherly betwoon contending parties,
But I think with us, or rather with Winnipogers, it is only on the surfaco,
and I have many facts to substantiate what I say, the pree= does not launch
out with such damaging scurrillity to blacken oppcaents’ characters as in
other provinces, and for which Halifax is noted, men here are ever ready to
help along any schemo that may benefit the community or the provirce, and
be it to their honor, I have never heard any man, no matter what His politics
may be, affirm anything elso of the country than that “it is a gicat one,”
and * has a great future before it,” but further more that such a futiz.e can
be forthcoming only through the combined efforts of all partics. A genuine
unalloyed love of country is not a distinguishing trait in our swtesmen and
politicians of to-day, aud I think they would do well in many ways to study
the political lives of Erglaud’s great statesmon —thoy we.uld gsin many a hint
~~rather thau as at presont leaning towards a system, which our brothers
over the border havo become such adepts in—but enough of ihie. If, a3 a
young man [ refer to politics—and young mex skould take moro interest in
the government of the country than they do—it is with a hope that at no
distant day, true manly independence and respect for each othor's characters,
will distinguish the contestants in the political arena; in short that they will
be ** God fearing men

The people of Canada, the English speaking portion at least,ar heartily
sick of the Riel affair, wo are at all events, having had a surfoit of nows in
connection with the central character of the Metis-Rebollion ; and nw cue
seldom hears his name montioned. Chere was great excitowont thioughout
the city on the morning of tho oxesution,ne boys flying around with
nxtras of the AManifoban paper, and as eager as any, was a young burly
follow, a Fronch C.asadian, calling out with his native accent, Manifoban,
oxccution of Riol! I met quite a rumbor of French hali-breeds, but thoy
did not appear at all excited or affccted by the news, hearing ono member
of a =mall group of men and women mention Rier's name, I closely watched
thoir countenances, there was no mistaking ; thore was a look of silent pity
on every face, especially on that of an olderly woman, the principal figure
of the group, who only restrained from shedding tears by a strong effort of
the will. perhaps she was recalling pleasant momories 1n connection with ths
earlier years of tho unfortunate man. Such thoughts would mako the
strongest heart feol a throb of pain. I did not notico a clenched fist ur a
look of 10vengo among any of the yioup. The family of tho rebel scomed
‘o have received the news with becomisg sorrow and without any oatburst
of passionate revengo or improcation on the heads of the Govt, porhaps
thoir hearls were too full for any outward oxpression. The half-breed
character is naturally atoical and reserved, oven amongst themselves, thoy are
ot over inclined to ho communicative, and to a stranger they moroly answor
diract questions, and after a long acquainanco only do they bocomo friendly ;
thoy soom to bo ever on the watch, not a direct look, but you cn often catch
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them giving a vlv furtive glr aco as if they weve suspicious of your motives,
I spea%tl here of thost who nroe continually with the Indians, and from whom
they have inherited this peculiar trait of character; the half-breeds who
have lived amongst the whites aud worked for thom lose to s grest extent
their Indinii watchfulooss, but scldom become as communicative as one
would wish. There is a marked difference between the Frenoh.
English, and Scotsh hulf-breeds. and the character of the white man seoms
to come out in somo vory marked points in the three olasses. Taking them
allin ~!1, Jadian and half breed. they are quite a study to a student of
Neiurs, and not many years will pass over bofore the true Indian will be
oxtinet, nct so much lost through death, but absorbed into the white blood
of the country, and in this way will disappear .

A fact worth noting in connection with this great country, and wluc_h
has not beon often stated, ie, that no rafs nor eenfs have ever made their
appearance, and I have been informed o good authority that it is really the
caso as far as the former individuals aro concerned.

As far as the cente aro concerncd, we aro a people who do not trouble
with triflee, and amongst othor things, it saves tho minister giving an
announceraent of a silver clloction ; prevents the tampering with children's
morals aud behaviour by >ifering them a stick of candy to be good or giving
them a cont net \o ery ; prevents the small boy in the street greeting you
with a ¢ Gi's a cent, sir I thoy'd never think of asking for five; saves your
pookets from wea=iug out; very handy for the acller of goods to oredit him-
self with the difforence in change, this is the privilege the purchaser has to
pay for buying, a duo profit on goods sold is not considered in such affairs
by the shop-keepers ; and if a porson persists in being too nice we can fall
back on cent poetage stamps. A poor mmu though, if he cannot afford to
lay out a quarter at a time for his bread. has to pay through the nose for it ;
a loaf of bread canuot ha sold for less than ten cents, but three tickets will
be given for a quarter,

I wag groatly surprised to meet Mr. Johnson, late bandmaster of the
Flagship, in the streets a few days ago, he is now in charge of the 90th
band, which ho is reorgavizing. Major Guy, also of Halifax, has been here
sud left for Ottawa two duys ago, he is permanootly appointed to the Militia
Depariment at Ottawa. Miss Alexander, late leading soprano singer of
Halifax, has been charming the people here with her voice, she is now lead-
ing singer in the Congregutionatlist Church. 1 had the pleasure of hearing
her lately. The people here are very much taken with Miss Alexander’s
singing, and those who are able to judge say that her voice has been well
trained by a very officiont and firt-class teacher, who I believe, is Mr. S,

RAMBLING NOTES IN BURMAH.

At the present moment, when Burman affairs ace prominently before the
public, and the annexation of the native State is slmost an accomplished
* Suct, I have thought that sume notes of a short sojourn in that country
(including a trip to Mandalsy) might be of interest to your readers, espe-
cially as, through commercial and missionary enterprize, it is already some-
what familiarly kuown to the prople of Nova Scotia.

War was threatening with Upper Burmah in 1875 (owing to trouble
between our Kason ullies snd the vative ruler) and an expedition (for which
I volunteered). was fitred vut in Mudras. Sailing from this port for Rangoon
(the capital of British Burmah we put in en routs to tho Andaman Islands,
about Lualf-way across 1t 1s the great conviet establishment for India, and
it vas here that a short time before, Lord Mayo had met his death at the
hands of a fanatical conviet  Rolieving a detachmont of the 21st Fusiliers,
we swamed on to the Buimere cost, und, after thres duys of & rough passage,
we left the blue waters of thn Biy 1o plough the muddy element which
marks the entrance of the great Irraswaddy.

Out of the green, waving jungle, which creeps Gown to the shore, all we
can distinguish from tho sea is the golden summit of the far-famed Shoody
Dagoon Najoda (one of the wonders of tho Esstern world) which rears its
head crowned with the jewelladen umbrella high above the shops and
bungalows of tha City of Rangoon. As we pass up the river, we neet ships
of all nutions sseking the port. Junks from China and Japan, and queer
looking craft from Siam, snd Yankeo clippers, with the more lumbering
“ ditchers” from Euiope, bringing in exchange for rice, teak woad and 5ilk,
‘the shoddy cottons and creature comforts of the west. As son 25 we ~,acken
speed, we are surrounded by a shouting crowd of Chinese tostmeu in ssm-
pans, who jostle und punminell esch other, to be first to the ship. Itisa
wonder that, in the tussle, nune of them nr~ swamped. And woe betide the
“hinaman who s eks the deptns of the awift flowing river. No more curry
tnd rice for him ou this side the celestial's paradiso. Later on, many miles
up the ziver, the captain of our transport nearly ended his career, by walk-
ing overboard in his sleep ; the uncalled for bath brought him to 1o time
* to seize a rope havging from the ship’s side, as ho was flying down the stream

at the rate of six nules ap hour. The bodies of those drowned in the river
are 1arely recovered.

The Irrawsdy, in which wo row find .ourselves, forms tho great channel
of communicativy between Upper (native) and Lower (British) Burmak,
running from the Chinese frontier through both countries to the sea. Now
that the whole stream is in our control, itis hoped that the cormmerce of West-

" ern China may find an outlet thiough our land, Trade with China through
this highway has been for yoars tho dream of tho mershants of Rangoon, but
it has hitherto heen blocked by the rapacity and short-sighted policy of the
native ruler at Mandalay., Margaray’s ill-fated expedition—he had been
murdered near Bahmo, just befote we left Madras—had, however, demon-
strated the difficuliies (xs to transport) and dapgers (from savage tribes)

for commeroial relations between Upper Burmah and the Province of Yunin.
A mountsinous region with but few pasees lies between. The land oarrisge
would greatly incresse the ocost of such products as we wounld find, and
this is the lesst productive part of China ; and the same artioles would prob.
ably be procurable mors easily and cheaply at Shanghai or Canton. :

Rangoon presents a pretty pioture from the ses.  Neatly built bungalows
and stores, of toak wood and stone, surrounded by trees, with oocasional

limpses of church spires and pagodas, the whole surmountsd by the famous

hoosy Dagoon. Let us step ashore and make acquaintance with the place.
First, havinga careful eye to our luggsge, for our light fimgered China
friends are not to be trusted, and it is, to put it mildly, unplessant to make
one's first appearsnce in a strange cily, minus an important and unreplace-
able portion of one's outfit. I had an experience of this sort on first land-
ing 1n India.

Failing friends to meet us on shore, and extend the right hand of hoapi-
talily io us, we work our way thmugh the odd looking crowd of loafars
who line the pier, and signalling a gharry, drive through the plessantly
shaded streets to the dak bungalow, a sort of rest house, where the weary
are not at rest.

The dak buogalow ! what scenes the name recalls. Visions of inter-
minable oxen-drawn journeys over execrable Indisn roads—journeys in the
middle of sweltering nights, in a cart that a criminal would swear at on the
road to the gallows ; uick, perhaps, parched with thirst, tnd'plniod out, the
dak bungalow our only oasis in the desert of discomfort, though scaut the
rock that government charpoy gives and scant the larder that Ramsawanny
(the government peon) controls. Visions, too, of sport in the old days along
the south coast of Madras, with a pleasant party of friends under reofs
reared by former Princes it tae land, now abanduned as a rest-house to the
woary, or spori-seeking tourist with neighboring bank, paddy field, and:
jungle full of wild fowl, partridge. cnipe, and other game; a hard day’s
sweat through the rice fields, then a plunge in the cooling tank, a jolly din-
ner to follow, well washed down ; a quilt, rubber, and cheroots, preceeding
the well-sarned sleep, under swinging punkah,—ihoso are some of the
offsets io the Indian dak bungalow ; but what have we here?

We
began by dislodging a scorpion and a frog or two from the towel rack,
attracted hither by the presence of water, and oust a Waudering centipede
from our bath sponge ; then casting s fearful eye upon the house-snaks in
the rafters, kept in lieu of cat, 7nd for the ssmo purposs, we emply
tho refreshing chatties over our }.esd, for though this be what they are
pleased to call the cold season—-thcve is no real cold eanson, it is six months
hot and six months hotter here—the air all day has been souggy and opprse-
sive,and the 000l waters restore some vigor to our enervated frame, T.

The latter would be willing, notwitstanding the time servin
utterances of Joseph Cowen, to form an alliance with Parnell ; but the ol
Whigs are more opposed to making concessions to the Irish people than are
the most conservative of the Toriee. -

It seems that Lord Salisbury’s Cabinet has unanimously docided to make
at present no overtures for an alliance with the Parnellites, but to meet the
new Parliament with a programme of legislation ¢. a progressive charseter,
gonerally spe-king, but with only a limited concession, cousisting of &
couaty governrient scheme for Ireland. If this programme have-nothing in
it threatening (he landed interest, the general opinion is, that it will recsive
the support ol the Whigs. Should this occur, of course the Parnellites will
ally themselves with the Liberals. This may enable Gladstone to rétam to
power, and distinguish the latier part of his career by wise and beneficont
Iegislation for Ireland. . )

Some ill-informed writers evidently think, that while Ireland's grievances
aro unquestionablo, Parnell is to blame for getting together such a forwmida-
ble following ! One writer, not a thousand miles from Halifax, says in one

Mounr Uniacxe.—Work at tho Mount Uniacke Mines is going on eatis
factorily. The quartz, though not remarkably rich in gold, coutaius a
sufficient quantity to pay well, and as it is taken from several lends in o

slato belt, a lnrge smount of quartz can bo got out at n comparatively small
cost.

The roport of the discovery of gold at Hilledale has beon confirmed,
but a8 yot it is impossiblo to say much respacting the new find. 1t has,
however, had the offect of reviviug thoe prospecting fover.

BappECK.— A morchant, now retived, writes from Baddeck, C, B, with
reforenco to an articlo which recently appesred in tho Halifux Chronicle,
respecting * placer-tuining * in Nova Scotin.  He says that he has zold bar
rel upon barrel of flour tu the farmors in and about Middle River. and that
many of themn paid for the samo in bottled gold dust, which thoy them
solves panned from the gravel and rand-beds near the mouths of thexecond
and third brooks flowing into the River. Practical miucrs havo as«ured us
that in their opinion, placer-mining would pay well in soveral loealities in
this Province.

New Ross.—Wo understand that tho clay recently discovored at Now
Ross, by Mr. Keddy, has turned outto be of excellent quality for fire-
brick, otc. ‘Tho manganeso discovered at the samo place, by Mr. Koddy, is
eaid to bo doposited in large quantities; its distanco from a port of ship.
ment is, however, a great drawback.

Exovisntowy.~The Smith Mountain miue is still there awaiting the
upheaving of American capitalists. Tho present owners have exponded
over $2,000 on it, and they are now negotiating with an American company
with a view of solling it, and aro in a fair way to strike a bargain. The
ore in this wine is very rich. and, to all appearanco, thero is plenty of it,
tho only thing needed is capital to davelop it.—Jsland Reporter.

As the manufacture of iron is atiracting a good deal of attention at the
present time in Pictou and Cape Breton Counties, wo subjoin somo oxtracts
from a paper on the subject by Mr. J. Bartlott. The extracts refer to what
has been dono in that way in Nova Scotia :

Acap1a Inox Works.—Wo now come to the most important iron works
of tho Dominion, viz, thoso at Londonderry. Tho great vein of the
Acadian Mines was discovered by the late Mr. G. Duncan, of Truro. In
1844, Dr. Gresner, and in 1846, Mr., now Sir Wm Dawson, visited and
reported on the iron deposits in tho Cobequid Hills ; and again in 1849,
Sir William Dawson, this time in conjunction with Mr. J. L. Hayes, of
Portsmouth, N. H., went over the ground, and their roport mado te Mr.
Charles D. Archibald, of London, resulted in the proporty being developed,
and a charcoal blast furnace, with the necessary buildings, beiug built in
1853 by the Acadia Mining Company. In 1850, a8 Catalan forge was put
up, and a small quantity of bar-iron made, but this was discontinued, when
the furnace was put in blast. The charcoal blast furnace, wiich was built
in 1853, continued in blast till 1874, and it is estimated produced about
forty-five thousand tons of pig-iron.

In Octobor, 1873, the Acadia iron inines were purchased by tho Steel
Company of Canada (Limited). In the previous year, Dr. A. R. C. Sel.
wyn, F. G. S., Director of tho Geological Survey of Canada, made a report
on the Acadia iron oro deposits.

Tho proporty consisted of 55 square miles of frechold land, with all the
mines and minerals. Dr. Siemens was tho chairman of the company, and
thoy pioposed to work the main bulk of the vre by Siowens’ direct process
for tho production of ironand stecel Two of the furnaces wern rotators,
specially designed for the wo %, 9 feot in diameter, aud 8§ feet loug.and
wrero revolved by machinery, others were afterwards built 7 foet in diame
tor by 10 foet long.

About two and-a-half million dotlars wero spent in opening the mines,
building tramways, furnaces, a rolling mill, coke ovens, otc.,and in 1877,
over 10,000 tons of pig-iron woro produced, and the amount has been
increased overy year since.

Although the works were built with a viow to tho manufacturo of both
cast and spring steol of tho very finest description, this was not carried ou
for any longth of time, and a large portion of tho plant has sinco Leon dis
carded. Probably, tho sudden stoppage of the proposed construction of
tho Canadian Pacific Railway by Sir Hugh Allan, made a change in tho
product necessary, and the company nover made any steel rails, but turned
its attention to bar iron, nail-plate, car axles, carwheols, eastinga, and pig-
iron. The brand is * Siemens,” and the quality of their products is tho
very besi.

Like all pioncer ontorprises, thoy have had a great many difficulties to
contond against, and it is {0 bo much regretted that the company is now in
liquidation, and its properly is for sale. They advertise that their works
consist of *“ two modern blast-furnaces, 19 feet bosh, 63 feet high, with
Sicmone, Cowper & Ford’s patent hot-blast stoves, spacious stock-houscs
and all nocessary tracks and rolling-stock, 67 bee-hivo coko ovens, pudiling
{orgo and rolling mill, including car-axle plant, capablo of manufacturing
10,000 tons of iron per nonum, a car-wheol foundry of a capacity of 100
whools per doy, machine, pattern and carpenters’ shops, dwellings, otc.—
Trades Jourual,

MINING—Continued.

The value of the gold, silver, coppor and lead produced by the mines of

Montana for 1884 was £16,293,000. Tho yiold for last year will bo far in
oxcoss of thoso figuros,

From 1638 to 1828 the mines of Corro do Pasco. Poru, aro eaid to have
produced nearly aoventy-two thousand tons of silver.

A now stecl-mnking process has beon disce rered at Pittsburg, by which
it is claimod that tho quality of Bessemer steel can bo made oqual to that of
cruciblo stoel at ubout one tenth the cost,

Baron von Rizhthofon, one of the greatest of geologists, who has explorsd
fourteen of the ninetesn provinces of China (every one of which contaius
more or leas coal,) roports in the province of Chun-si o cou! fiel” of 14,000
square milos, containing 730,000,000,000 tons of coal.

The lead mines of England are ceasing to pay. Within a fow years 169
mines have been closed and 30,090 mon thrown out of employment.

Avrasis.—At the Lucky Chanco a shaft is down twonty-five feet, fromn
which a drify has beon driven thirty fuet in quartz which is very rich in
free gold—the gaugue, which is of a clayoy nature, being especially so-
The vein, which is over fivo foet in width at the bottom of thoe shaft, having
widenod out to that extont from caly six inches on the surfice, has talcose
slate on the foot-wall side.

Tho Cleveland shows somo fine nuggets of free gold, and carries tho
sulpburets in great abundance. ‘Tho ledgo lies in the slats furination, and a
drift into the hili shows a vein over five feet in width, with every indication
that it will rapidly widen in going down. )

The Free Gold quartz lode is six feet wide, 80 fir ss known. The vein
is a porphyritic quartz, aud shows equally as rich as ths Clovelaud

The Shamroguo is a vein of red aud roso-colored quartz, with blue
ribbon, vory rich in free gold and black sulphurots, and about five fect
wide.

The Bullion is from one to cight feot wide on the surface, and outcrops
for a length of over 760 feet. Spocimens taken from this ledze show tree
gold to the native eye. The quartz is very similar to that of the Eurcka
mine, in Grass Valloy, Novada. It carries, alvo,an abundance of sulphurets.

AMorz Goup FieLns.—Tho Chinese, having recently found gold in their
territory bordering on tho Amoor river, have put several thousand mon at
work on the new diggings.

RUFUS RUSTIC—NOTES BY THE WAY.

The quantity of fruit grown in Nova Scotin in the applo line is some-
thing enormous, if individual statemonts, tlshing oditorials, with a sprinkling
of local brag, s a criterion.  Alsu the hist of varieties that adorne the epruy is
a longitudinal sequonce. Out of the 999 different kiods under cultivation,
only 12 aro mentioned as tho bust and most profitable orchard apples. Tho
Outega of tho bost is “ Ben Davis,” with its multitude of synonyms. It
would bo a pleasing incident t learn the naumoe of the worst ou the list, A
slight discussion aroso in regord to the merits of “ Ben.” The Pro’s voforred
to somo two-year old specimens to estabiish its reputation as o lorg.
keeper. It's color was a favorablo markot characteristic, and in size and
outline a desirable dessort fruic. ‘The Con's did not question its keeping
qualities; they soid there was xothing iu it to spoil or fit to eat, thut it
hadn't flavour enough to atteact nu apple-moth, that it sold woll whero fruit
was not known, and sinco the C. P. Railway had becomo an accomplished
fact suggosted the markets of Alaska, Ben Davis was skimued over with tho
remarks that it was not in accord with the refined Nova Scotia palato, that
an apple with a plethora of aliases was suspicious, and like an Indian dog
1o one disposed to acknowledge the quadraped,

Some objections wore raised to a further oxtension of orchards. The
profit on fruit not being adequate to the out-luy, the ouantity exceeding the
demand oven in yoars of low average. That in years of plenty, as a farm
product, there is no profit in it. Instances were cited where orchards have
paid well, that inteligent handling will in most cases give good returns.
Tho oxtention of markets, tho improved methods of evaporating and
preserving should be an inducement to farmors to look sharp after their
trees, that the time is past for two-cont views. Tree pedlers and nursery
men wero keel-hauled by the splenic evaporations thoy had paid for plants,
that when they came to maturity wore incumborors of the ground, they
deplored their ignorance aud wero dotermined *to keep an eye to windward
next hiteh.” The jurgon was rounded off with something like, “ With all
thy faults I love theo still.” In tho giving of orders for trees tho Wander-
ing Jews who furnished the stock were usually allowed to be authority for
the recommendation of suitablo sorts. By that fortuitous method of doing
business many orchards have trees tho fruit of which is worthless for mar-
ket purposes. ,

The quegtion what to do with thom is not easy of solution. So many
essential conditions of a variable and complicated type are involved that a
practical snd decisive answer would require to be deciphored by accurate
data. Raking togethet some fallen leavos, it appears ovident that autumn
fruits aro much in excess ¢f tha wants of recent available markets. In this
class aro somo really good kinds, many of the trees are well established and
quite hardy, but from some unaccountable causes, either faulty cultivation
or unnatursl conditions, are not remunerative. It is somowhat parodoxicul
to hear practical fruit-growers denouunce varieties which have been genoraily
considered first-class and threaten annihilation because they fail to give satis-
faction. Some trees fail from over-bearing, and if the habit is encouraged
they fail unoxpoctedly ; tho easiest remedy is thinning, if that is objection-
able, annihilate the one-half in fruit, buds, twigs, and spray.

1With some it is a habit to denource tree pedlors,and award to that
class of persons a large portion of blamo for introducing unsuitable varieties.
No doubt some have been taken in, others disappointed in their orders, but
for all that tree agents aro liberally patronized. How many trees would have
been planted or orchards set out had 1t not been for imported trees. Tho
few nursery men in the country wero not in a position o supply a tithe of
the required stock. The aduge that a home prophet is without honour will
scarcely apply, as there is a preity gencral feeling to patronize home grown
trees, thoy being ecasier of access and comsidered botter adapted to the
climate. If we examine the malter candidly, perhaps we shall find that a
full share of the disappointment may bo attributed to our want of tact.

What shall be done with theso unprofitable trees; cul them down and
make fire-wood or graft them with strictly prime fruit? Under oxisting
circumstances the latter is preferrable. The destruction of 15 or 20 years
growth would ho too great 8 sacrifice.  With caro healthy stocks top grafted
with varioties durablo and in demand will, in four scasons, bv productive
trees. In an effort to slter the bearing habit of a tree somo special know-
ledge will be mocessary. Cutting off much fop endangors tho lifo of the
trees, A medium courso will afford tho scion a sufficiont healthy growth.
Tho location, the characteristics of the tree, and reputation of tho desizcd
fruit are connections requiring duoe consideration. There is a salutary adage,
¢ Whoso keepoth the fig tree shall cat the fruit thereof.” There aie soveral
ways of doing things, and the right way is as good as any. Work well
planned is half done aspecially if spread over a series of years. When
fruit growers who have grown old in tho business declaro an iutention to
graft out their Baldwins, as being unprofitable, to curtail their Gravenstion
trees two-thirds, that the old standard Rhode Island Greening is unsatis.
factory ; that tho Biskop Pippin, alias Yellow Bellower, is geliing domoral-
ized. That Esopus Spitzenburg is blotched wit smill-pox, and other
voricties of doubiful nomenclature are to walk the plank. When such
lupatics aro fortilo themes of discourse, it is time to s1y * good-night.”

WaiTR SPECKS 1N BUTTER.—A correspondent would like to know what
csuses little white specks i buttermilk or butter whean it has just been
churned.

Answor: Tho cream has boen allowed to stand too long before churning,
causing the milk mixed with it to get into small hard flekes.
