CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO,

THE outgo of stocks has not improved
to any appreciable extent, yet trade looks
better, as April s ushered n. e learn
of some fair sales that have been made.
A North Shore mill man reports 2 trans-
action of 1,500,000 fcet of lumber at a
price that was fally up to lis expectations.
Enquines from the States are improving,
cven though slowly. Contrasted with
other years the lack of speculative buying,
or anxiety to contract ahead for lumber, 1s
one of the features of trade this seuson.
Few anxious buyers are to be found any-
where.  All are prepared to wait, and
scem satisfied when arcumstances make
it necessary that abundant stocks be
secured there will be no difficulty in secur:
ing them. Reports from Canadian lum-
bermen, who have recently visited leading
centers in the United otates, give hope
that the summer’s trade will yo into faur
volnme. In New . York building opeca-
tions are encouraging, though 1n the sister
city Brooklyn the oppusite is the rase.
In Buffalo perimits issued eacead $y,ou,-
000. These include certan. public build-
ings, but allowing for this the figures tell
of a healthy ywwth in bLuilding lines.
Though lumber will not be consumed to
any large extent in these buildings, yet it
will receive some help and strenyth there-
by. .\ correspondent from Ottana wntes
that things are still very quiet at that
point, although a movement for bettes
trade has really started. A numter of
buyers have been at the capital during
the week and soine sinall orders placed,
and there is an increase of cnquines from
the States, that is taken as meaning mom
business in the future.  Local trade dues
not show up very largely. Travellers,
who have returned home this week from
the west have found trade guiet, orders
placed are of a very hand-to-niouth char-
acter. The market for timber imits «n
Ontario has seldom been stronger and 1s
a cawse of comment by those who have
studied this phase of lumbering. The
conclusion is that any man who owns
timber limits has got a good thing, and
will have no occasion to make sacrifices
on his investments. The scason's work
in the woods is about completed and sel-
dom bas there been a season when every-
thing worked more favorably  “ We will
not have a stick left in the woods,” was
the remark of a large mill man to the
writer.

QUEBEC AND NEW BRUNSWICK.

The lunuber tiade s expecied o switch
off from the aniversai Jullaess that has
caisted duting the winter wwonths o
something morc lively, now that spung s

to hand. Tu ahat olume the new sea-
sur’s trade will develop 1s a matter of
anxiety .o shippers. Reports from the
United Kingdom are not such as to augur
for a Ia-ge season’s trade. Information
on this point, however, will take a more
detinite shape an the return home, which
will be very shortly, of representatives of
Canadian concerns, who have been spend-
ing some time in the British market. In
4 word, whether we speak of Queber. or
New Brunswick, this particular period of
the year is one of thoughtful wcncern 10
lumbermen, s they pat =ntly abide the
openiny of navigation and commence to
enter upon the business of the year.
BRITINH ol UMBIA AND MANIIUBA,

Contrasted with business of a year ago
the lumber sndustry ot Briush Columbia
is in a more favorable condition, and mull
men and shippers are hopeful of a good
season s business.  An unfortunate feature
s1 trade 1s the low prices which militate
seriously against the trade that has been
done and is expected in the future. Ea-
port trade is looking ap, and contracts for
shipments abroad are already assuanng o
fair size. The changeinthetariffhas given
a market for lumber across the border.
The beginnings .«n this direction were
small, but the trade iv increasing and 1
may be expected that a good deal of lum
ber from the coast will reach Southera
California and othe: points ‘o the States
during the sunumer. A fair domestic trade
s being done, and will likely continue
throughout thie summer.  Shingle men are
recognizing that they have to mecet con,-
petitiun frua the shingle men of Wash
ngton territory, who are not only getting
into British Columbia, but are making
their way into Manitoba. We learn of
one concern from that district who was
cutting prices below those of British
Columbia, though it is said without any
large measure of success. In Manitoba
cvidence of the opening of trade is seen
around the mills, which, in a short time,
will be actively running, and it is eapected
will be able to do a ,o0d business.

UNITED STATES,

With appearances favorable to an early
spring a larger distubution of lumber
throughout the United States is becom-
mg manifest. Building operations are
likely to assume good size in a number of
leading aitics, tiough 10 others things wall
be quet. New York and Buffalo, so far
as the eastern states arc concerned, are
two points where there is likely tobe a
busy summer in building. Wood-work-

.oy factoties ot ali kunds are getung ato

swing fot the scasons tiade, and ali this
wui mean a considerable wonsumpuion of
lumber, and a distr:bution and movement

of luinber through the several artenes of
business. It would be a mistake, how-
vver, to suppose that these features of
tiade foretell of any great boum. The
fact is that whilst confidence is grow-
ing, and an improvement in tiade is
taking place, at the same {ime a marked
degree of caution is shown on all hands.
There is no disposition on the part of
buyers tu unduly push sales. The nan
who owns lumber wants to make sure that
he is jomny to place it where there will be
litle rish of Juss. He waats a dollar for
every dollar's worth of lumber he will
sell and not sunply au open iccount on
his ledger. Just as great care is being
exercised by the man who buys. Few are
disposed to enter into obligations, which
they do not see therr way clear to fully
and easily meet. On some hands collec

tions e reported to be slow, and this
fact simply gives emphasis to the policy
of caution that s beiny eaercised every-
where.

FOREILN.

A glance at the vanous foreign tnelds
where lumber 15 an smpurtant commerual
factor does not show that business any-
where s taking on muach activity.  The
Uaited Kingdom consuines a large yuan-
tity of lumiber even at the dullest times,
and it s desetviny of note that taking one
year with the other, whether these be
peniods when business hias reached a high
water marck, ot 4 scason of deptession, the
average consumption of lumber changes
hittle from vear to year. lt does appear,
however, as though a prolonged period of
depiessiun had been hanging over Brniush
trade for the past year or two. Reports
fluctuate, and hope takes possession of
business men that a4 turn in the tde i
about totake place. But the nextmonth’s
reports fiom the saine source will indicate
that no solid step 1n advance has been
made.  Just at present, 4t any rate, the
Brush market for lumber s slugyish
Heavy stocks are held sn many ases and
prices are anything but sausfactory. e
arc hoping 1w see things change shortly,
but it will be wandering from the facts to
say that there are any strong signs of a
change immediately. The South Amen-
can market is duller than it has been for
some time. The hope is that things are
looking up in Australia, and reports
of the past fewnorths show a better state
of affairs, but nothing has reached tha
pomnt that tells of any great husiness to
be done, for a while yet.

HARDWOODS.

Though nu rush s to be noted any
where in the hardwoud market a steady
tade 15 being dune.  Men, who are mak
iny a speualty of hardwoods, find that, as
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they total up the sales each week, a
very decent turnover has been made.
Prices are shaded a little at times with
the anxiety to cecure business, but on the
whole cutting is not taking place to any
injurious extent, whilst prices are holding
firm, and in some cases are advancing.
No doubt about 1t, hardwoods are coming
into increased use of late vears, and the
future of this branch of the lumber trade
possesses not a Yew encouraging signs.
The furmiture trades are going it slowly
for the opening of sprir 4, but it is thouglt
that a goad season’s business in this im-
portant department of hardwood con-
sumption will be done. .

SHINGLES.

We would like to be able to say some-
thing of encouragement for the shingle
market, but it cannot be done. Prices
are not an important factor in the situa-
tion, for the reason that orders for shingles
are so light.

STOCKS AND PRICES.
CANADA,
Mr. Raney, of Aultsville, Ont., who
was in Ottawa this week, will ship to
Quebec goo pieces.

The cut of lJumber in King's county, N.

A 1ecent heavy purchase of Canadian
timber is credited to Mr. J. T, Hurst, of
Saginaw, Mich., involving a sum of about
$2350,000,

W. L. Johnson & Co., British Columbia
shingle men, shippad a carload of shingles
last week to the east from their Howe
Sound mills,

A. McQuaig, of Lucknow, Ont., will
ship this spring to Toronto 70,000 square
rock elm, 52 feat average. Mr. McQuaig
would like to hear from any lumberman
who can beat that.

The Hawaiian barque Leahi cleared
customs last week at New Westmiuster,
B. C, for San Francisco. She cavried
450,000 feet of fir lumber valued at §3,588,
from the Brunette Saw Mills.

Three timber berths at Parry Sound,
estimated to cut 33,000,000 white pine,
which is virgin timber, have been pui-
chased by Messrs, Loveland, Roy &
White, large Michigan lumbermen.

The Brunette Saw Mills, New West-
minster, B. C,, are shipping to California
steadily the full limit of their capacity
80,000 feet a day. The Hastings and
other mills are als» shipping to the same
point in large quantities.

The following vessels have been towed
out from Vancouver, B, C., for sea: The
Arntemis, with £58,173 feet of lumber, and
120,541 feet of flooring, valued at $9,113.-
26, bound for Valparaiso. The Carmoney
sails for France with a cargo of 902,234
feet of rough lumber, valued at $15,010.

Adduional, a cargo of 750,000 feet
of deals cleared for Cork, Ireland; a
schooner of boards and shingles for Bar-
badoes, and one of box shooks for Ber-
muda,
UNITRD STATES.

Common grades, excepting 1x12 stocks,
are teported weak at Toledo, O. Bill
stuff1s also weak.

The Saginaw Salt and Lumber Co.,
Saginaw, Mich., have sold 750,000 white
pine to Detroit parties to be shipped by
rail.

A lot of 500,000 feet of lumber to be
cut at $18 is noted amonyg Saginaw, Mich.,
records. Box at this point is ranging at
$10.50. Norway is dull at $8.50.

Dry oak is very scarce in the Minne-
apolis market, and is wortl; $3 a thousand
more than it was three weeks ago. Sales
are being made at %28 a thousand for 1st
and 2nd, $18 fes common, and $1o to $11
for shipping culls,

Nesbit & Hutchison, of Courntwright,
Mich,, have purchased 300,000 feet of
elm logs on the Canadian shore near Blue
Point, for which they have paid an aver-
age of $6.25 a thousand. The logs will
be manufactured into cooperage stock at
Marine City, Mich.

Secretary James, of the Northeastern
Lumbermen’s Association, Boston, Mass.,
gives the following estimate of the short-

age of spruce in the east {or this yeai, as_

compared with last year:

Mr. Albert Pack, of Alpena, Mich., has
purchased the Huron Lumber Co.’s plant,
together with several million feet ot logs
intheriver. Theconsideration is believed
to be from $60,000 to $75,000. As form-
erly noticed, Mr. Pack, together with
Mayor Gilchnist and others, recently pur-
chased the Blind iver timber limits of
the Lampton estate, of Toledo. This
timber is on the Blind iver, Ont.,' and
will cut from 50,000,000 to 73,000,000 feet
of white pine.

GOVERNMENT VIEW OF LUMBER.

THE relationshup of the crown lands
departinent of Ontario to the lumnber trades
of the Province is of so intimate a charac-
ter, thatany statementof the situation ema-
nating from the Commissioner of Crown
Lands, must always be deserving of study.

The annua! report of the Hon, Mr.
Hardy, placed before the legislature a
few davs ugo, gives the information thit
the area of crown lands sold during the

year was 28,0484 acres, aggregating in

value $63,922.97. The collections on ac-
count of these and sales of former years
amounted 10 $39,086.27.

‘The total collections for the year in the
department of woods and forests amount.
ed 10 $980,487.40, in which is included
$60,415.42 on account of bonuses, and
$66,855.77 for ground renl, leaviny $844,-
216.21 as the net revenue from timber
dues and interest thereon.

The Commissioner expressesthe opinion
that the condition of the lumber trade for

the past year has not been satisfactory
for those engaged in 1it, although the
revenue estimated by the department has
been exceeded. The depression, which
has existed for some years, especially in
the United States, still prevails, and in
the opinion of the department there does
not appear any mmmediate prospect of it
passing away. Building has fallen off in
Canada as well asin the United States,
and consequently large stocks of lumber
and logs have remained on the makers’
hands. That the revenue to the province
has been so large under the pre\'n‘iling
depression is accounted for by there-
moval of the duty on sawn lumber pass.
ing into the United States, which bhas
caused a larger proportion of the supply
for the United States market to be drawn
from Onturio than was formerly the case.
Owing to the extensive forest firés [of last
season in Michigan and Wisconsin, the
owners of the damaged timber have been
obliged to operate more extensively than
they would otherwise have done in order
to save their timber from going to waste.
Whether this will cause over stocking of
the market and further depression it is
difficult, in the judgment of the Minister,
to say, as much depends on the return of
general prospenty.

So far as can be estimated the output
of sawn logs from licensed lands in On-
tario will be about the same as last year
and will not probably exceed 750,000,000
feet.

*Of recent tariff legislation the Com-
missioner says: ‘Since my last 1eport,
under the tariff legislation of the United
States, the duty has been taken off Cana-
dian jumber entering the markets of that
country, and thus the principle incentive
to exporting logs to be sawn in the United
States has been removed, and as was ex-
pected, some of our largest American
limit owners have erected mills in On-
tario or let contracts to have their logs
sawn here. The large sawmill at Mid-
land, which has lain idle for a number of
years, b~s been refitted and its capacity
increased, and will commence sawing on
the opening of navigation. UOne of the
laige mills at Parry Harbor, which has
been idle for some years, has been fitted
up and will start sawing on the opening
of navigation. A very fine saw mill has
been erected on the North Shore by the
firm of Cutler & Savage, and contracts
have been let to other smaller mills to saw
logs for American owners. It is safe to
say that over a million feet of logs which,
had the duty remained on'lumber, would
have been exported in the round to the
United States, will this vear be sawn in
Ontario.”

In the east, the Ouawa, Araprior &
Parry Sound Railway is now constructed
from Ottawa to Long lake on the Mada-
waska River, a distance of 145 miles, and
although just completed, :iready shows
signs of developing and opening up the
vast forests through which it passes. At
Long lake an American firm has erected
a large saw mill of an annual capacity of
seventy million of feet, which will be in
operation by the first of next june. A
number of small mills are also in course of
construction at various points along’ this
line, which will utilize a large quantity of
lying and dead pine suitable for shingles
and coarse lumber for cheap buildings
heretofore, owing 10 the expense of long
drives has not been taken out. Besides,

this railway passes through a stretch of
country abounding in all kinds of nmined
woods, such as hemlock, tamarac, sp-uce
and hardwoods, which heretofore had no
value, but which, with railway faciliues,
will now be able 1o reach a market a: re.
munerative prices, thus adding mater-al,
to the timber wealth of the province.

Owing to the limited demand for lun.
ber in the western part of the provinge,
no stocks of any moment were take
out there last winter. The large mill, 4,
Rat Portage, Keewatinand Norman have
been sawing on a reduced scale and fronm
logs which they have held over for twaor
three years.
