CURRENT TRADE CONDITI9NS.

ONTARIO.

The quantity of lumber which has been
s nld since the closing down Of Ithe mills bas

-rmade.targeinroads. uponthe stock in.
pile,and-has brightened the outlook for
sprmng trade. At the Georgian Bay mills
the stock of unsold lumber is compara-
tively small, and with an active spring
demand the entire supply would soon be
cleaned up. Somemanufacturers report an
increased demand for mill culls, and sales
are reported to have been made at $12 ait
the mili. The position of the pne market
generally is regarded as firni, with the
prospect of an advance in certain grades
which are in light supply. A good car
trade is being done from some of the
milis. A strong demand bas arisen for
hemlaock, which is expected to sell at high-
er prices this year. The supply of dry
stock is practically exhausted, and a
shottage in the log output is expected.
Hardwoods are fairly active, although
consurners are not purchasing with much
liberality, apparently believing that prces
wili not advance. Neverthelcss, the bulk
of the hardwood limber is in the hands of
parties who will strongly oppose any de-
cline in values, particularly as present
prices do not represent more than a fair
margin of profit. An increased number
of inquiries as reported for shingles and
lath. A Detroit party is announced to
have purchased 35,aoo,ooolath an Detroit,
Ashland, Duluth, Midland, Ont., and
other lake ports, with the object of secur-
ing a corner in that product. In Toron-
to No. i lath is selling ait $3.25 wholesale,
and No. 2 ai $2.50.

QUEUE c AND NEW BRUNSWICK.
Alibough the demand for lumber

from builders is small, the oulook is
somewhat encouragirg. Shippers on this
sidehave reccived morehopeful news
from-their-Tepresentatives in England re.

gardinf. the condition of the British mar-
ket, aid it seems probable that there will
.be an average consumption of Canadian
spruce. The Quebec spruce is expected
to bririg prices equally as high as one
year a;o, but on the Maritime province
production some shading is being done,
equal; perhaps, to one dollar per thous-
and. Although the freight market bas
not de:lined to the extent that wasexpect-
ed, chartering is quite active. A number
of vessels have already Leen engaged to
toad hlmber ai St. John, while ait is an-
nounted that twenty.three vessels are un-
der charter to load at Halifax for the
Unitei Kingdom in May. There is a
particularly good demand at the present
time for South American specifications,
whicli command high prices. The Unit-
ed States market is steadily improving
and pr.iare firnier. The best quaht'y
of cedar shingles are selling in small lots
at $a Si, but sales are reported slightly
below this figure.

The estimiates which have been made
indicate that the cut of logs this year in
New Brunswick will be considerably less
than last year. The St. John river will
produce àbout the same quantity, but on
the Miramichi and Restigouche rivers it
is estimated that the quantity will be little
more than one.half that of last year.

UN ITED STATES.

Recent snow storms have somewhat
checked the demand for lumber in ertan
sections of the United States, but the
purchases by dealers have been sufficiently
numerous to add to the confidence which
bas been exhibited by the trade for some
time past. At Duluth and Asbland a
number of important sales have been made
ai top prices, Chicago and eastern dealers
being the principal buyers. At Chi.ago
and Minneapolis there is a shortage of
No. 1, 2, and 3 boards, as %,ell as some
lines of dimension stuff, while the stocks
there generally are by no means large.
Advice bas been received that sone
manufacturers have marked up their
stock fully one dollar per thousand. In
the cast, particularly Buffalo and Tona-
wanda, higher prices are being asked for
No. i cuts and better and barn boards,
while Jo inch pine box is sellbng at $8, 8
inch ai $17, and 6 inch at 516-50. Mill
culls are held ai $15.

Maple and basswood are the strong
.features'of the hardwood trade, which is
not showing an.improvement correspond-
ing. to that of pine and spruce. inch
mapleis-selling in Buffalo ai 5a, aad
seems to be much scarcer than the thick

sizes. The opinion there is that the sup-
ply of hardwood by lake this season wilt
be less than in late years. Rock elm is
a littlet stonger, selling at $21 to $23, and
some dealers are asking an advance of
one dollar over our quotations on white
ash, but we do not think that the bulk of
sales are beng made above $34 for IX
to 2 inch and $36 for 2% to 4 anch.

GREAT BRPtTAtN.

Representatives of Canadian shippers
are now canvassing the British market,
and are reported to have been successful
in effecting considerable sales. The un-
certainty which existed among buyers as
to the future stability of the market has
given place to more general confidence.
Considerable sales of spruce are announc-
ed to have been made to Spain. The chief
buying.in Great Britain.up to.pres.entitime
bas been by London bouses, and transac-
tions have usually been for deai specifica-
tions, the narrower widilhs being soie-
what neglected. A: a rerent sale held by
Churchill & Sem, London, 3xii first
quality pine bought £28 5s per standard,
second quiality £z9 15s, and.third quality
£11 15s. Spruce brought £12 5s to La
15s 3x9 for firsts, Zio 5s for scconds, £9
los for thirds, and £8 5s for fnurths. Birch
timber iold well, showing an upward
tendency. Quebec rock elm also made
fair prices. In Glasgow sone sales of
Quebec ash have recently been~aaade at
high prices, and the stock of that timber is
bccomng small.

THE WHITE PINS SITUATION.
A carefuil review of the conditions sur-

rounding the white pine lumber market
lcads to tie conclusion that the situation
as a whole is partu.ulari strong and sngu-
larly fret (rom any distuirbing clements.
The building outlook throughout Canada
and the United States is promisang, the
agricultural communit. is enjoyng a faar
mensure of prospcrity, ithe steel and iron
industry is in a prosperous condition, and
manufacturing industries gencrally are
operating to their full capacity. These
conditions arc favorable to an active con-
sumption of white pine lumber.

From a statistical standpoint the pine
market is strong. There is but a smal
stock of insold lumber ai the Ottawa val-
ley mills, while the bulk of the production
of the coning scason has already been
contracted for. In the Georgian Bay dis-
trict the stock is caually light and much
less than at tlaceorresponding period for the
past:few years. A gentleman who towards
the close ofthe sawing season visited ail

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the lake mills, is authority for the state-
ment that thle stock of merchantable lum-
ber at Cutler, Blind River, John's Island,
Little Current, French River, Midland,
Collingwood, and includîng the Parry
Sound Lumnber Company's stock at Parry
Sound, did nlot exceed .lo,ooo,ooo feet, and
since tliat (hne about 20,000,000 feet of this

stock lias been sold, 'eaving but 2o,ooo,ooo
feet ofthe stock then on hand still unsold.
Late sawing operations would, of course,
increase the quantity of unsold lumber to
sorneextent, but would still Icave the total
quanutîy conparatively smal. Tins ebti-
nate, it should be stated, did not include
certain stocks at Victoria larbor and
'atubaushene, which are almost wholly

shippeet by rail.
On Decenber 31:t last the stock of

white pine lunber at the mills in Michigan,
Wisconsin aud Mitinesota was 2,850,000,-
000 feet, which is slightly heavier than last
year but much less than in the years 1894,
1895, 1896 andt 1897, wlenI tuhe stock vas
about 4.0oo,ooo,ooo feet. t is estimated
that tihere will be required for consumption
this year in the United State. five and one-
half billion feet of white pine, with a stock
at the beginning ofthe year ofone-halfthat
anmount.

Anotlier factor which must be consider-
cd is the annual decrease in thIe quan.dty of
white pine lumber nanufactured in the
United States. From overS,5oo,ooo,ooo feet
in 1890, hie product ha declined to less th.rn
5,50o,ooo,ooo feet last year, The Clhica-
go district, includirg both shores of Lake
Michigan and the upper peninsula of Mich-
igan, lias decreased from a maximum of
nearly 2,500,ooo,ooo feet to a little Over

,ooo000,000,o feet.

Although the winter thus has been favor-
able for logging in Ontario, the output of
white pine is not likely to be excessive. An
estimate made a short time ago placed the
output of the Georgian Bay and northern

districts at Soo,oooooo feet, but this quan-
tity seems likely to be reduced on account
ofthe prevalence of smallpox in some of
the lumbering canips. Orders have been
issued directing that ail the men in &anps
in certain districts shall be vaccinated.
This nay bring about a cessation of work

fora time and a consequent faling off in
the production of logs. .

The stocks of lunber at Buffalo, Tona-

wanda, Albany and other eastern markets
are not large, while retail dealers are
carrying light stocks. British enquiries
are cuiing in nure frecly, and altogether,

there scents reason to expect that the
white pine narket will gain in strenglih as
the active building season approaches,
w:th prospects for a year characterized by
a large denand and satisfactory condi-

tions.

The Dominion government is calling for
tenders for the construction of a la.rge
wharfat Cole's Point, N. B., whiclh wili
require a large quantity of timber.

The Hunîtsville Lumber Company are
reported to have purchased timber berth
No. i, in the township of Sinclair, con-
taining :7 square miles, from the Robert
Thomson estate.

A. F. Fawcett is under contract to sup-
ply 2,ooo,ooo feet of spr.ce _ ogp. for
Donald Fraser & Co., of Cabano, 'Que.

The Resti-
gouche cut ot this season will be little over
half last season's, whicli was 47,000,000
feet, cnt almost wholly in Quebec and on
landsof the N. B. Railway Co. Practically
no cedar will be cut on the Restigouche
this season, as the shingle business vas so
very unsatisfactory last spring that the
operators did not arrange lo get out any
considerable quantities of cedar.

Business is alniost at a standstill in local
Uümber circles, and coniparatively littile
shipping la being doue. Prices have re-
mained sieady for the pasi monith, and il is
nlot likely that they will undergo aniy
change till tCI opening of the spring ex-
port trade. A proninent shipper stated
to.day that lite prospects for Ie spring
shipprng to the Etropean and Americatn
markets are exceedingly bright. I reiglit
rates promise to be reduced on occan
bottons, as greater facilities will be af-
forded by tIs increased number of vessels
which will be available for the lumber trade.
The export trade promises to open early
this season, and set in with a rush at that.

There is now standing in Ottawa yards
a good supply ot seasued aw ta(%ble
for the Englishi market, and thîese vill be
required just as soon as they cans be
shipjped. The Ottawa lumber business
lias now practically recovered the standing
it lost by reason of the fire, and the coming
season's shipping promises to be strong
and stcady.

In the local planing mills there ik a fair
run of work on stock stuff, doors, sashes,
etc. As sooti as building operations are
resumed in the spring on a large scale, as
they undoubiedly wih be, greaierdemands
will be made on the output of these nills,
and work will increase accordingly.

Mr. J. R. Booth is hatling considerable
lumber from his lims by railway. A
branch road tapping titee litnits connects
with the Parry Sounîd branch ofthe Canada
Atlantic Railway, over which the logs are
hauled direct from the bmits Io the Ottawa
mill. At the miii they are nanuifactured
into lurnber direct from the cars and are
thus ready for shipping and piling in short
tine. If these logs were transferred by
the waterway, they would not arrive ai the
mill before August next, many ofthem only
in lime for the following sunmmer's cuting.
Mr. Booth's mill is partly employed cutting
thle supply of logs brouglt by rail, and tlius
vork is supplied in the Mill and yards to a

large immitber tie year round.
The Hull Pulp Co., which vas recently

incorporated with large capital, bas applied
tu the Hull city council for exemption from
taxation. The company proposes to erect
a large pilp mill on the site of the Huit
Lunber Co.'s mill whiclh was destroyed in
the April fire. Amongst oth1er capitalisis
interested in the project are H. K. Egan,

V. C. EdWards, M. P., and Hiram Robin-
son.

The E. B. Eddy Co's new establishinents
have been fitted throughout with automatic
sprinklers, furnishing a safe-guard against
the spread of fire. W.atcr pr essure:s fur.
nislied fromti a large tank placed on an Cie-
vated platformî ne.ar the Imtills.

Early in the spring building operations
will commence on fibre ware and tub and
pail factories, and the large paper mill
wili also be crected. The match factory
and paper mills crerted during- ite hast
sumner and lait are running fuil time.

Mr. W. H. Rowley, secretary treasurer
of the E. B. Eddy Co., is nne ofa nu ber
of capitalists who have organîized a con-
paty with Ile purlose in view ofdeveloping
the pulpwood industry of Quebec Provinice.
Mills will be erected at a suitable point.

Reports received in Ottawa from the
woody go to show that ite lumbering
operations are progressing favorably.
Early in the season a lack of frost was com-
plaited of. but this condition has been
rentedied by the weather king. A con-
siderable quantity of pulp wootl will be
taken oui where posible Ibis winter.

blr. J. R. Booth has a large gang of
men at work making extensive rock ex-
cavations on and near the site of the Mc-
Kay Milling Co.'s mill which was destroyed
in the April lire. Mr. Boout purposes
erecting a large mill on the site, but
whether it will be a pulp or grist mill he
Vill not say. The water courses are also

being deepened and widened to improve
the water power.

Mrs. J. M. Carrier, relict of the well
known lumnbermanà of that name, died last
week ai tlie family residence, Ottawa, ai
a ripe old age. Deceased was widely
known in and about Ottawa.

It is rumoured ihat Bailey Bros., of
Aylmer, purpoe rebuilding iheir sav mil]
which was burned down last summer.
