CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO,

The indications, reported by Dunn &
Co,, that confidence n business is steadily
returning, appears to have had its influ-
ence on the lumber trade of tl.e week,
and the hope is that these improved con-
ditions will continue. There have not
been any important sales made, but en-
quiries bave been wore active, not alone
Ly letter but in person. A wumber of
Awerican lumbermen bhave visited the
city during the weck, trying to size up the
sitvation here and at other lumber points.
Dealers who have been called upon are
impressed with the fact that it-will not be
long before business will take on a decid-
ed improvement. Prices, whilst stilt va.
cillating, in & measure, are vet firmer than
has been the case of recent wecks. Re-
sonts from the Ottawa district are some-
what disappointing, and telf of a marked
falling off in shipments of lumber, neces-
sitating the tying up of a number of lum-
ber carrying vessels. Low water in the
streams is likely to have some effect in
cuttailing the lag output.

QUEREC AND SEW BRUNSWICK.

Canadiar. shippers to Great Britam say
that the volume of shipments from Que-
bec are keeping up a good average, and
the total at the end of the season 1s hkely
to compate favorably with the shipments
of a yearago. The outlosk in the Briush
matkets within the past month is better
than 1t has been at any cther time during
the season. Reasonable activity prevails
tn New Brunsw.ck, both in shipiments to
Great Botain and also to United States
ports. A rcport from Mr. Alfred Dickie
1 another column says that spruce deals
are going forward to the English market
in good numbers. News from Boston is
that lumber tade there is fairly active,
although prices are slightly lower than
they have been.. The outlook for fall
businessis fair, and as a result of these
conditions New Biunswick lumbermen

- hope to maintain a good trade with the

New England States.
BRITISH COLUMBIA.

The fact that no concerted action has
been taken pointing to an advance :n
prices, even though gencral trade is keep-
ing prices fiirly firm, is somewhat unsatis-
factory to the trade of British Columbia.
Mill owners can afford to be a little more
independent than in the past in accepting
orders ; at the same time the prices at
which cargoes are being placed leave but
a small margin of profit. In the Puget
Sound district reports are very cheering
of enlarged aclivity in lumber, and this
can hardly continue without its influence
being felt in British Columbia. R. P.

Rithet & Co,, Ltd,, in their curreat ship-
ping report say that there has been a bet-
ter and more widely distributed demand
for lunber carners., but freizhis are barely
steady, although vessels are not any more
plentuful than they have been. The
Coastwise trade is reported as very active
and it isto be hoped that the improve-
ment may in time extend to forcign busi-
ness.
UNITED STATES.

The dullness that was characteristic of
the lumber trade generally in July, and
continued through the early wecks of
Auygust, and which was especially marked
in white pine districts, is disappearing in
a measure as the summer months draw to
a close. A\ greater inclination 1s manifest
on the part of buyers to contract for the
fall season, and manufacturers are looking
hopefully to the approach of that penod.
The outgo of lumber from the Duluth and
Lake Superior districts, on the size of
which we have had occasion to comment
efore, -1s -bemng  well mamtammed, and
within the past week sales representing
from 23,000,000 10 30,000,000 feet have
been made. All through the Eastern
States, Buffalo, Tonawanda and Albany,
the supply of the beuter grades of white
pine is believed to be short. The dissen-
tions in the spruce trade in New England
is not helping business, and so long as
the contention betwcen Association men
and those outside of the organization con-
tinues, business will not reach anything
like a satisfactory level.  Whilst one hears
of cutting in prices, yet when the dullness
of trade the season throughout is consid.
ered, itis a comphment to the value of
lumber that prices have held as firm as
they have done.

FORRIGN,

The better tone in the British market
that we have been wble to report lately is
being maintained, and it looks as though
this would be continued, and not be simply
spasmodic. With this better f=eling, how-
cver, thete is not that hardening of values
that might bLe expected. The main
source of consumption, the building and
the ship-building industries, are busier
and much better supplied with contracts
than at this date last year. At Liverpool
an improvement is reported, and the de-
liveries from the quays and yards are
larger than has been the case for a few
weeks. Even in London, where things
have been iess lively than ut other large
centres, lumber 1s rcported by our con-
temporaries to be brisk. At Glasgow a
good trade is bzing done, and Canadian
shippers who have agencies in that city
are well pleased with the season’s busi
ness. Australan conditions are improv-

ing, and the outlook is better at other
foreign points.
HARDWOODS.

Nothing very remarkable can be written
of the hardwood trade of the past week,
except to say that a reasonable output is
reported by dealers,

ENGLISH IMPORTS OF WOOD GOODS,

The further the import scason pro-
gresses, says Tunher, the greater becomes
theincrease of waod goods teceived in
the United Kingdom compared with the
corresponding period of 1894. At the be-
ginning of the season, in fact up till quite
recently, considerable shortage was shown
when the figures were placed side by side,
but the tnwtl import for the first scven
months of the present year is now not
much less than that for the same period
of 1894, while it exceeds that of 1893 by
about 100,000 lds. The total import of
sawn wond during Jaly amounte. to 870,-
000 lds., as against 787,000 Ids. during
Julv 1894 and 809,000 Ilds. during the
sanie period of 1893, while in hewn goods
the fizutes are—July 18935, 280,000 Ids.;
July 1894, 248,000 Ids.; and July 1893,
250,000 lds, so thatin both classes the
import of the past monthis considerably
m excess of that of the corresponding
month of the two previous years. Look-
ing at the sawn wood figures, it will be
noticed that altheagh the import during
the past month reached the rather high
figure of 280,000 Ids., this 1s less than was
the case two years ugo. Perhaps the
most striking fact is the continuously in-
creased export of Canadian goods, which
bave increased from 168,000 lds. in July,
1893, and 233,000 in the same period last
year, to 281,000 lds. during the month
just passed. The import of hewn goods
is of course on a much smaller scale, and
the figures therefore do not call for inuch
comment. Here, again, however, it will
be seen that there has (comparatively
speaking) been a largely increased import
of Cana lian weod during the past month
as compared with the figures for the two
preceding years. A similar remark ap-
plies to the export of Russian goods, but
from Scandinavia, strange to say, a short-
age is noliceable. Generally speaking
the import has not been exceptionally
targe, considering the late opening of
navigation and the consequent keeping
back of shipments in the early part of the
season.

As far as the general trade of the coun-
try is concerned, the returns for last
month are decidedlv encouraging, the in-
<reases shown in bath imports and ex-
ports being so large as to leave a fair
margin, which may be regarded as repre-
senting a real improvement in the state
of trade after allowance has been made
for certain disturbing causes which favor-
ed July this year. The mmports amount

to £35,128,000, an increase of £3,293.000.
or about 103 per cent., and the exports
of British.nd Irish produce to £20,55¢,-
000, an increase of £2.161,000, or 11.7
per cent. Foreign and colowial exports
amounted 1o £4,790,000, an increase of
£500,000.

Richard Lockhan, Riverdale, Ont.:
“No stocks moving; cannut find a
matket at price.  Any little movement is
in hemlock and cheaper grades of pine.
A fuir sized stock of pretty ygvod qualuy
held in this district and prices remun
firm.”

Bowen Smith, Cocagne, N. B.: “Not
any very large activity in wmovement of
stucks, the chiefdemand being for spruce,
flouring  boards and hemlock boards,
Stocks in this district arelight.  Spruce
sells fairly well.  Hemlock moving slowly.
Prices are disposed to decling, but we
expect them to advance a little kuer on,”

EASTERN STATES CONDITIONS.,

Inthe New York market, among the
most conservative of dexlers, the feeling
is one of confidence, and there are few
who do not believe that the fall trade will
fully reach expectations, The vol-
ume of trade even now augurs such anex-
pectation. Some new export. trade is be-
g done with South American buyers.
Spruce is holding a finn pousition.

Let full allowance be made for the
season ofthe year and a fair amount of
activity is to be noted of the Buffalo mar-
ket. A strong feature of conditions is in
the future, and the outlook for the fall 1s
encouraging.  Prices, though not just
what might be desired, present the ap-
pearance of an advance when fall trade
fairly opens out. Hardwood dealers com-
plain of trade being dull.

Business in the Albany district has par-
taken of a good dcal of life, and the month
of August will close with analtagetherun.
expected volume of trade accomplished.
There was nearly twize as much lumber
shipped duiing the first week of Aupust
as during the last week of July, with good
ordersahcad to furtherswell the list. The
conviction is strong  with many that by
October, at any rate, prices will advauce
considerably.

Inthe Tonawanda market trude has
fallen off ayood deal the past fortnivht,
thoukh this is not affecting prices, which
are holding firm,

With all that the term means August

quictness surrounds the Boston market.
The mportation of spruce from New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia, which has
Leen sold at low prices, is having an un-
favorable influence on the spruce market.

CANADIAN TRADE IN GREAT BRITAIN.

Of the situation in Great Britain, speci-
ally as touching Canadian lumber, the
Tuubzer Tiades Journal, of London, Eng.,
siys:  “Pine shippers are somewhat elat-
ed by the transuctions of the pust few
days ; buving is considerably more active
thun it has been, and prices, though dot
on the upper move, seem firm. The
future depends en irely on the quantity of
better quality goods sent on the market
unsold. Several lurge parcels, we undes-
stand, have recently come forward, which
will probably find their wav tothe auction
sales, which is not an enconraging feature,
but may be accounted for by the shippers
not being able at the earlier part of the
seasen to dispouse of the stocks they car-
ried over thhough the winter. Sowe in-
portant transiictions in Lower Port spruce
have, we undersiand, been carried through
for autumn shipnient at the spring prices.
Spot stacks ure moilerate, und no appre-
hension necd be enteriained of any yield-
ing, as the season is now advancing and
high insurance rates must be paid, and
possibly ficights as well will harden at
the equinoctial period. The hardwood
market remains about the same as we
liust reported ; shipments continue to ar-
rive, but nothing to wmaterially affect
prices or invetfere with the regular con-
sumption, while stocks on this side are
still of . normul characier. Fairly dry
pine regulars just now are very firm, and
at present sellers find no difficulty in plac-
ing the comparatively small quantities
that we in first hands.”
