MAKE INSURANCE PAY.
The late advance in fire insurance
rates has drawn considerable atten
ton from business men to the ques-
‘on of fire Insurance. The Comme. clal
ls naturally in strong sympathy with
any movement looking to a reduction

m the cost of fire Insurance.
In many cases present rates
are  s0  high that  insurance

becomes a severe tax upon the mer-
hant.  Under these circumstances
there Is sometimes a dlsposition to cut
jown the Insurance carrfed to the
smallest possible amount, thereby ex
posing the merchant to great risk.
Probably some business men who
sbject to the insurance rates as being
00 high, have not given as much at
tentlon to the question of fire Insur-
ance In a general sense, as they might
have done. Tt would appear to The
Commercial that the best way to se
ure a reducifon of Insurance rates
would be to make the businese profit
able to the Insurance compantes. It
ls & well known fact that fire fnsur-
ance has not been a profitab'e busi-
ness of recent years. Business men
must have Insurance. The compan-
les taking the risks will not carry on
ssiness long at a loss. Thess are twn
propositions which have to be faced
The qiestion therefore shou'd be :
How can the business be made more
profi'able to the compantes, so that
insurance rates can be reduced.
We belleve business men could glve
more attention to the matter from this
point of view, to thelr own advan-
ige. There are several ways In which
business men could assist in render-
Ing the fire Insurance business more
profitable. Firet, there is the question
of guarding against fires. In many of
the country towns menaces to the
safety of property are allowed to exist.
Dusiness men could see that every-
thing about thelr own premises |s
made as mafe as possible. While do-
Ing this Individually, they could ool-
lectively take action to remove dan-
gerous features from the streets and
yands of thelr town. They could also
take an Interest In the matter of se-
curlng fire apparatus. Many of the
fowns possess little or nothing in the
line of fire apparatus, and property Is
ompletely at the merey of fire. Much
coull be done In this way toward
reducing the number of fires and lim-
{ting the loss when fire does occur.
Then we have the very important
auestion of incendlary fires. This is
™ally one of the great problems which
thould recelve the eareful attention of

business men. Business men are men-
aced on every hand by the danger of
Incendlary fires. In addition to the
direct menace from incendiary fires,
the cost of Insurance Is greatly In
creased by the losses from fires of this
class.  Undoubtedly many more fires
are the work of the incendlary than
are publicly known to be such.

One cause for the occurrence of in
cendlary fires 1s over-insurance. Aot.
ing on this theory, something might
be done to prevent the placing of ex-

essive lnsurance on property, ihere-
by menacing other property in the
vicinity. Insurance agents who kno
Ingly or through carelessness take ex-
cessive risks on any property, should
be subject to penalty. In many cases
It is a very dificult matter for the
Irsurance company to discover what
would be a reasonable amount of in-
surance to accept on a property. In
case of stocks of goods, where there !s
@ continual fluctuation In value, the
agent may frequently be decelved
Cases, however, have come to lght
where over-insurance has been ne-
cepted knowingly or through careless-
ness.  Such cases should not go un-
punished.

A striet Investigation into the cause
of every fire would be another means
of reducing the number of Incendlary
fires. This Is a matter which business
men should Insist upon. By taking a
general Interest In the question of In-
surance along these lines, businass
men might succeed in materially in-
creasing profits of the fire insurance
business, thereby securing fnsurance
at a reduced cost.

COST OF LIVING.

The last issue of the Dominion La-
bor Gazette contains a table showing
the cost of staple commodities (retadl
prices) at principal Industrial centres
throughout Canada. Some of these

commodities show a wide range in
prices, at different points.  For in-
stance, the staff of life ranges in

Pprice all the way from 21-3 0 10c per
pound. The usual price In Ontarlo 1s
2!4c., though at one or two points 3
oants s given.  Only at one paint in
the Eastern provinces Is the price
quoted above 3 cents.  This s 31-8¢
at Halifax. Coming to Manitoba,
the home of wheat and flour, we find
8% cents per pound quoted for bread
at Winmipeg, which ds higher than
any point east of the lakes, Brandon,
however, redeems the situation some-
what, the price there being given at
the Ontario stamdard of 2Y%c.or 83 1-3
per cent under the Winnipeg price. In
British Columbla prices are natural-
ly somewhat higher. The prices are:
Vancouver, 81-8c; Victorla, dc;
Westminster, 6c; Nanaimo, 10c. If
the average price of 2%c in Ontario
is a fadr one, bakers at some points
must have a big margin, even after
allowing for the difference in cost of
materiels and wages.

“The usual price for milk in Ontario
and Quebec Is glven at Be per quart.
Maritime  Provinces, Gc. Brikish
Qoiumbla, 10c, except 8c at West-
minster. Winnipeg s lc above the
eastern standard, at Gc, but Bran-
don again comes In at the Ontario
price.  Winnipeg prices for potatoes
are about on a par with the eastern
average, but British Columbia poimts
are about 25 per cent above the aver-
age In other provinces.

Beef varles widely In price, but this
may be due to variation In cuts. The
article does not state what cuts or
kind of beef Is meant in giving the
prices.

Stove coal (presumably Pennsyl-
vania) I8 qucted at $6 to $7 per ton

In the eastern provinces. Most points
quote $6.25 1o $6.50, compared with
$10.50 ac Winnipeg. Briuish Colum-
bia coal prices range from $4.70 at
Nanaimo to $6.50 at Victorla, but
these prices are for soft coal, mined
In the province. Cordwood averages
higher in the eastern provi.ces than
In Manitoba, the average price being
between $5 and $6 per cord for hard-
Wood, against say $3 for tamarac
here.  The quaMty of <he eastern
hardwood, however, will more than
make up the difference dn price. In
British  Columbla fir cordwood s
Auted at $2 50 per cord.

PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE.

President  Roosevelt opened the
fikky-seventh congress of the United
States on  Tuesddy. The president
spoke strongly agalnst Anarchis
and urged that the strongest measures
should be adopted to keep the foreign
article owt of the coumtry, and sup-
press the home commodity,

His remarks regarding trusts were
of a conservative nature, He ex-
pressed the opinion, however, that the
kovernment should have the right to
imspect and examine the working of
the great corporations.

The tarifl and reciprocity were dis-
oussed at length. He spoke of the
tarift poley as a fixed principle, and
depreciated a general tariff revision
at this <ime.  “Protection, wherever
dt Is needed,” he sald, “must be main-
tained.”  Where the tariff was not
longer needed, it might be utilized “as
glving us something <o offer in ex-
change for what we ask.” This last
senkence referred to reclprocity ar-
rangements with other countries. The
idea conveyed Is, that the taniff might
be reduced on certain commodities on
& basls of a reciprocity arrangement
With other counkries, but tariff reduc-
tions must not be made to the injury
of any home Industry.

The Isthmus canal is veferred ¢o as
@ work of great natural Importance
and the announcement ds made that
a treaty has been aranged with Great
Britain which, when It ds ratified, will
glve “this mation every right that dt
has ever asked.”

The Monroe doctrine is re-afirmed
and a piea Is made for a strong navy
A8 a guarantee of the upholding of the
doctrine,

THE LIQUOR ACT.

The full text of the judgment of the
Privy Council in the matter of the
Liquor Act of the Manitoba legisla-
ture, has been received It leaves
little to be added to what has already
been said on the question. The judg-
ment Is clear and conolse. It simply
declares that the Mankoba legisia-
ture has power to pass the Act. There
are no points left undecided or
further questions to be consldered.
The Act Is sustained as a whole and
there Is apparently nothing left to
quibble vver in this matter. The
Liquor Act Is now the law of Mani-
toba. Tt can only be altered, amend-
ed or repealed by act of the legisla-
ture. The Act may be brought dnto
force at any time by proclamation of
the Lieutenant-Governor-in-Councll,
but It {2 not at all lkely that anything
will be done umtll the leglslature
meets and considers the matter,

It is reported that 8ir Christopher
Furnass, the great British shipbuilder,
who visited Canada recently, willestab-
lish an Immense shipbuilding plant at
Sault Ste. Marle, Ont. This report
showld recelve confirmation before be-
Ing nccepted. Tt Is known that Sir
Christopher held conferences with Mr.
Clergue, who Is at the head of the
great industrial works at the Sault.
