western iindustry andi tbrif t. Such men
have been known to expeet the first coin-
niercia. positions i the cou ntry, ,vhile
soute have significti their ability andi wil-
lirigness to undertakze thpeoditorial man-
agement of any journal bore, builti a new
railway or nimae it, or iii fact fill any
position fcoui whicbi tbey couiti look downt
upoîî tie toilinigmnass-es undor tlieni. Such
nien nover tiroain that our nîost success-
fui men have filleti low positions in their
day, andi that in tliis iiew countiy only
the manî îno toils cai ibope for success.

Unfortîzmate>y it is flot in tlic power of
the pcoplc biero to cut off tbe supply of
bigb-toned itilers îvbo coino, but we sin
cerely desire tlîat our transetlantic atnt
castern frientis wviIl. 'e are prepared te
finti boinc foi all vhîo will toil for a living
at any ]allor whielb coinies iii their way,
but our ideas of tbe ornemientai have t
adivancedi far onougli to admit of et- orna-
miental Jass of society aniong us, Papas
and nianînias witb idie spentithrift sons
'would do woll te keep this in irid.
