Tue bill lately introduced into the Manitoba
Legislature, providing for the carly closing of
shops, and the regulation of the hours of lubor
therein for young persons, has passed its third
reading, and only awaits the official assent of
the Lieutenant Governor to be made law. The
Act which will bo known as *“The Manitoba
Shops’ Regulation Act,” is very similar to the
measure lately brought into force in Ontario,
and which has been received with favor by the
mercantile community of that Province. In
order that inerchants may be made scquainted
with the Act, we will give a review of the
various provisions of the measure. Tobacco-
nists, news agents, hotels, reireshment houses,
are exempt frotn the Act, whea such lines of
business are carried on separately from other
branches of trade to which the Act applies.
When carried on%in connection with branches
which come under the Act, they will not be so
exempt. Closed neans, not open for serving
customers. Customers in a shop before the
hour for closing has arrived, may be served.
On presentation of an application, signed by not
less than three-fourths of the occupiers of shops,
in any municipality, the council shall within
one month pass a by-law requiring all shops be-
longing to the class specified in the application,
to be closed at a specified hour. The applica-
tion shall specify the hour for closing, which
shall not be earlier than seven o’clock in the
afternoon, and may be made to apply to the
whole or any portion of the year. The Act
shall be made to apply to any ov all lines of
business (other than' noted as exempt therefrom)
for which a two-thirds majority make applica-
tion for early closing. Thus grocery stores
might bo brought under the Act, whilst dry
goods stores would remain exompt. It is pro-
vided, however, that in cases where two or
moro branches of trade are carried on in ono
store, the said store shall bo closed for the pur-
poses of all such trades, if required to be olosed
for any pne branch carried on therein. The
enforcerpent of tho Act as relates to any branch
of trade, may be repealed in the same way as it
is brought into force, namely, by applicaction
of more than one-third of those engaged in any
hranch of trade, in favor of such repeal, No

punishment shall be inflicted for supplying
medicines, medical appliances, cte., after the
regulated hours, or for supplying any articles
required at once by reason of sickness or death.
Agents or sarvants violating the Act shall be
equally liable with principils. Such in brief
are the main points of the bill. It will now be
loft to the merchants to take up the enforce-
ment of the Act. In the majority of towns
throughout the Province the Act could be put
in force to advantage, and undoubtedly it will
be largely taken advantage of. There will now
be no excuse for merchants keeping their stores
open unreasonably long hours, on tho ground
that one or two dealers in the same lino of trade
will not agree to close earlier. Oue or two
selfishly disposed persons will not now have it
in their power to frustrate the wishes of the
rest of the merchants regarding early closing,
as has been the case in Winnipeg and other
places in the past. Justice demands that em-
ployces in stores should be treated with greater
liberality and consideration than has been nsual
heretofore. The carliest hour fixed in the bill
is not & minute too carly for the closing of most
stores, and indeed there is no good reason why
a later hour should be adopted. It is to be
hoped therefore that the early closing measure
will soon go largely iuto force in Manitoba.
The section of the Act vegulating the hours for
the employment of young persons in stores, will
be dealt with in a separate paragraph,
- *

Tux principal provisions of that portion of
the Manitoba Shops’ Regulation Act, relating
to the employment of young people in stores,
etc., are as follows :—*Shops”™ shall mean any
wholesale or vetail stores, stalls, etc., wherein
agsistants arc cmployed, ‘‘Young persons”
shall “mean any boy under fourteen, or girl
under sixteen years of age, excepting drivers of
delivory wagons. ‘‘IWeek” shall mean froin
midnight Sunday to midnight the tollowing
Saturday. “Parent” shall mean parent, guar-
dian, or custodian. A young person shall not
b employed in a shop for a longer period than
scventy-four hours, including meal times, in
any one week ; nor shall & young person be so
employed during any Spturday for inore than

ing any other day for more than twelve hours,
including meal tunes, unless a different appor-
tionment of the hours of labor per duy has been
made for the sole purpose of giving a shorter
day’s work on some other day of the weck;
and there shall be allowed as meal times to
every young persoun so employed no less than
one hour for the noon day meal on each day,
and to every young person so employed on any
day to any hour later than seven of the clock in
the afternoon, not less than forty-five minutes
for another or evening meal between five and
eight of the clock in the afternoon. For a vio-
lation a fine not exceeding $20 for each person
emyloyed, with cost, or imprisonment for one
month in defanlt, is provided., A parent shalk
be liable to the same punishment, unle:s such
cmployment is without his consent. Occupiers
of shops are required to supply suitable seats
for females employed thercin, and to allow them
to use such seats when not otherwise engaged.
For violation the same penal'y is provided. 1ln
every shop where a young person is employed,
a notice of the provisions of the Act shall be
cxhibited in a conspicuous place. The pro-
visions shall not apply to a shop wherein the
only employees are at home and members of tho
family dwelling there. This portion of the
early closing Act will not come into force until
Junuary lst, 1889,

Tue crop report of the United States agricul.
tural department for May, places the general
average of winter wheat at 73, which is the
lowest condition, with one exception, for eight
yeors. In Msy, 1885, the average condition
was 70, and the yicld for that year was 211,-
000,000 bushels. Last year the May report
placed the winter wheat crop at 86, or 13 points
abovo the condition for this year. The crup
last year was 203,000,000 bushels. This poor

AFrTiR a close struggle, Mr. Kirchoffer's bill
to amend the *“Recal Property Act of 1885,”
has passed the Manitoba Legisiature. This
bill does away with the compulsory use of the
Torrens system of land transfer, and partics
buying and selling real property, can have
their titles made out either under the old
system of registratiov, or under the Torrens
system, as thought advisable. Now that the
bill has become law, there is not much use in
condemning it, but it feally seems absurd that
two systems of land conveyance should be in
use. The Torrens system is admittedly very
simple in operation, and offers even greater
security than the old system, and to this extent
is deservedly popular. The only complaint
against it is on the ground of excessive cost in
some instances. But it surcly should be
possible to so amead the act as to reduce the

cost to figures within the usual charges under
the old system. This recent mové to destroy
the usefulness of the Torrens system of land
transfer, may lead to such changes in the
administration of the Real Property Act as will
materially lessen the cost of bringing lands
under the Torrens system, by causing the friend
of ihe system to bestir themselves. At any
rate, there scems to be no good reasou for per-
petnating two systems of land transfer,

A couple of Michigan men haye taken out -
patents upon & baud mill carring two saws,
which is designed to cut in both directions, so
that no time is lost in the process of gigging
back. A board is cut from the log in running
one way by one of the saws, and another by
the other saw in returning. It was a Chicago
lumber trade journalist who suggested some
months ago that the ultimate function of the
band mill would be to do some such thing as
this. Naturally the increase in the number of
sawsg and in the necessary amount of gearing is
calculated to require increused power to r opel
it, but if the capacity of the saw is doubled,
this should not be a scrious drawback.
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THB BUDGET DEBATE.

The budget specch in the Manitoba
Legislature was looked forward to with
more than usual interest this session, on
account of promised revalations which
were to bo made regarding the actions of
the Jate Norquay Government. During
Provincial Treasurer Jones’ speech and
thoze who followed him, the galleries of
the house were crowded with visitors,
The Provincia! Treasurer made an able
speech, lesting about four hours, during
which charges of mismanagement and
“irregularities” were made against the
predecessors of the present Ministry, and
in some instances at least apparently
substantiated. In fact 1t has been made
appareat that there was a great deal of
carelessness on the part of Government
officials and even ministers, during the
regime of the late Government, in manag
ing the affairs of the province. But care-
lessness alone does not describe the
situation,’and it is a matter for regret that
there is too much reason to believe that
the principle of active dishonesty has
entered into more than oue transaction.
Altogether the situation is a very grave
one, in view of the recent disclosures, It
is to be hoped the most thorough in-
vestigation will be made, and the alleged
iniquities fastened securely upon the
guilty ones. If any of cur public men
have been wilfully hishonest in transact-
ing the affairs of the province, they
should not be spared. Public morality
demands that they should bte thoroughly
exposed, in order that corruption should
be purged from high places. The matter
should not be investigated solely in a
partizan spirit. The opposition should be
equally interested insecuring a searching
investigation, in order that the onus may
rest upon the guilty ones, and not upon
the whole party. Only by adopting this
course and casting off the “boodlers,” can
the party hope to cleanse itself in the
éstimation of honest men.

Aside from evidences of wilful dis-
homnesty, it is shown that yublic affairs
have been conducted in some departments
in such an unbusinesslike manner as to
lead to the belief that dishonesty might
have prevailed. System seems to have
been entirely neglected in some respects,
and owing to the very mixed nature of

the public affairs, great difficulty has Leen
experienced in auditing the accounts and
srrivingat a clear understanding of tho
situation. In the Court of Queen’s Bench
the bogks were in bad shape, and no
thorough audit can be made. The bank
account was kepb in the name of the pro.
thonotary, and he is charged with having
appropriated to personal uses accrued
interest to the amount of $1,459. For
periods covering years no books could be
found. For instance, in the treasury
department the cash book had not been
kept up for fifteen months, und for that
spaco of time did not show a singloentry.

The public printing transactions of the
late Government it is shown were among
its most shady doings. It appears that
the department of Agriculture had secured
the printing of certain reports in Mont-
real, but not satisfied with paying the
Montreal printers, had also allowed local
firms large sums for the same work, The
English report of the department for 1883
was printed in Montreal, and cost the
department £1,132, inzluding 879 freight
on tho Looks, but in addition the Times
Printing Co., of Winnipeg, had been paid
about 32,650 for the sawme work. In the
same way the French reports of the
department for 1882 anc 1883 had been
printed in Montreal, at an actual cost, in
cluding translation, of $2,332.80, though
it appears that the department had paid
the Canadian Publishing Co., of St. Boni-
face, some §7,024 for doing the work.
In addition the department paid freight
charges on the books from Montreal.
The correspondence between John Lovell
‘& Sons, printers, of Montreal, and the
department, goes to show that the print-
ing was contracted for directly by the
department, and that the money paid the
local firms was in the nature of a royalty
on the work. Telegramsand letter signed
by A. A. C. La Riviere, in his official
capacity as DMinister of Agriculture,
passed freely between the department and
the Montreal printers, and these were
produced during the debate. As Mr. La
Riviere andjthe Canadian Publishing Co.
are supposed to be one and the same, the
damaging nature of the evidence will be
apparent. It certainly places the late
Minister in a most unenviable light, and
apparently justifies the use of the dis-
honorable name “boodler”. It is also
charged that public mwoneys under the
control of the Department of Agriculture,
were appropriated for persona! uses, in
one case a cheque being retained for

nearly two years, and the interest thereon
never accounted for. In the Treasury
department there appeared alro to have
been a very loose system of doing business,
which made defaleations possible on the
pact of the late Queen’s Printer, Bourdeau,
to the amount of over $13,000. These
aro some of the more iraportant references
made in the budget speech. Though care-
lessness is shown in several departments
under the control of the late Ministers,
yetit will be observed that the principal
charges of wilful dishonesty on the part of
o Minister are brought against Mr. La
Riviere, late Provincial Treasurer, and
previously Minister of Agriculture. For
the alleged short-comings on the part of
the representative of the French section
in the Norquay Government, the whole
cabinet will be to some extent morally
responsible, at least until such time as a
thorough investigation has been made and
the real culprits repudiated by the party,
Mr. Norquay has expressed surprise at
the evidences produced of dishonesty in
his cabinet, and has challenged an investig-
ation as to his personal acts. It is to be
hoped the exposures will lead to the puri-
fication of politics in Manitoba. If this
is followed by the introduction into the
departwents of a more thorough and
businesslike system of conducting the
affairs of the province, the change of
Government will not be in vain.

THE $1,500,000 LOAK,

In the course of his budget speech
Provincial Treasurer Jones of Manitoba
stated that the Government had accepted
an offer made by Drummond Bros. &
Moffat, of Winnipeg, on behalf of o
London firm, of 103 for the 31,500,000
loan. The bonds are to run for 35 years,
with interest at 5 per cent. Exchange is
to be made at Winnipeg withcut com-
wission charges, It is understood that
the bonds have been floated at 108, which
leaves a pretty wide margin between the
figure which the province receives and
the market value. At the time the Mani-
toba Government made the agreement
with the Winnipeg agents, 103 might
have been considered a fairly good offer
for the bonds. At that time the great
load of monopoly was still upcn the coun-
try, blighting our future prospects, whilst
the legality of the bonds was threatened
by the disallowance policy of the Dominion.
With the opposition of the Dominion
Government and the great C.P.R. cor-
poration, previous attempts to raise funds
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to prosecute thoe Red River Valloy rail-
way had rosulted so unsatisfactorily, that
the offer of 103 must have been considered
very favorable. Owing also to the op-
position met with in immediately pre-
ceding efforts to raise funds, the negotia-
tions in connection with the last loan
were uruertaken privately. Sinco the
removal of monopoly there is no douht
but tdat the loan could have been floated
to much giester advantage tothe province,
Manitoba five per cents. having lately
been quoted as high as 112 in the London
market. The Provincial Treasurer, how-
ever heldthat the Government wasmorally
bound to hold to their acceptance of the
offer of 103, notwithstanding thatin the
meantime, disallowance had been removed
and provincial securities had materially
appreciated in value In this he is no
doubt right. Had the advance in Mani-
toba securities not taken place. no fault
could have been found with the loan, but
now that quite the opposite is the case,
many will question the wisdom of the
decision which led to a secret negotiation
of the loan. There i3 also ground for
differences of opinion as to the wisdom of
making the agreement to float the loan at
that particular time. Previous to that
time there was good reason to hope for the
early removal of monopoly, which it could
certainly be expected would result in a
sharp advance in provincial securities,
thereby enabling the Government to make
a more favorable financial arrangement.
As it is, however, the arrangement made
can be considered as fairly satisfactory,
especially from the poiat of view that had
the offer of Drummond Bros. & Doffat not
been accepted, and monopoly had been
coutinued, the province might have been
forced into a less favorable errengement.
Ia the latter event the Government would
have been roundly denounced for gross
carclessness in not accepting the offer of
103. Suchhowever are the exegencies of
politics, .

HANITOBA'S FiNANCIAL STARDING.

In his budget specch  Provineial Trea-
surer Jones estimated that the province
would receive on account of subsidy 8435,-
595, forthefiscal yearcommencingJune 1st
next, as compared with actual receipts or
8429,171 for the present fiscal year ; from
the Manitoba Gazette, $4,000; law stamps,
$17,000; private bills, $1,200; liquor
licenses, $27,000; interest, $17,500; judi-
ciel district, $1,500; advance to Red
River Valley railway, interest £10,000 ;

land titles oftice, $12,000; marriage
licenses, $1,200, the intention being to
reduce this license fee from $5to 22.60;
provincial Jands, $12,000 ; County Court
fees and sundries, §4,500 ; pay for keep-
ing lunatics from territories, $10,000 ;
judicial boars, $7,210; M. & N.W. rail-
way 3 per cent ou gross earnings, $5,000 ;
bills receivable, 8500 ; M.S.W. railway,
$6,400 ; from municipalities: for keeping
of lunatics, $15,000; net receipts from
R.R.V. railway, $35,000. Total estimat-
ed receipts $616,105, against 602,107 for
last year. The principal items of estimat-
ed expenditure were clearly dealt with.
The amount for civil Government was
placed at $173,055, or $94.058 less than
for the year 1887. This saving will be
made mainly through reductions in salaries
and lopping off useless officials, and will
allow of increased grants to education,
agricultural societies, immigration, drain-
age, ete, This feature will be very satis
factory to the people of Manitoba, who
haveso long witnessed such a large por-
tion of the revenue of the province—
nearly one-half of the total—going to
“run the machine”. It has alwaysseemed
an absurdity that the revenue of the pro-
vince should be so largely eaten up in
salaries and official expenses. The total
expenditure of money going directly tothe
people is estimated at $287,793, against,
$214,000 for the present year. The
amount required for printing and adver-
tising is placed at $11,200, which isa very
large reduction from previous years, tho
cost of this item being 817,150 for the
present year and for the previous year
£32,684. The total estimated expendi-

ture for the next fiscal year is placed at
3578,198, against estimated receipts as
previously stated, $616,105, leaving a
surplus of $37,907. The estimates are
very gratifying, in view of the fact that
875,000 is included in the ordinary
expenditure, over former years, to
meet interest on the new $1,500,000
loan, as well as providing nearly $95,000
above ordinary expenditure, in public
works, ete. Summarized, the items of
estimated expenditure are: Costof civil
government, $173,065; public works,
$287,793 ; miscellaneous, $114,700 ; sun-
dries, $2,650, total expenciture 8578,198,
Mr. Jones places the assets of the province
at 84,139,225, including capital account
of £3,311,914, lands, building, etc. At
present there are outstanding licbilities of
about $300,000. Hon. Mr. Jones esti-
mates the amonnt which will be required
to pay up _debts and replace truc* funds,
so that the province can start the next
fiscal year on the first of June next with

"a clear sheet, at §317,909. T'he principal

items iu the deficit are: Baunk overdraft,
$76,238 ; expenditure over revenue, for
May and June, £30,920; interest
on Hudson’s Bay railway bonds,
$19,225; half-breed infants’ fund,
$101,267 ; trust funds Court of Queen’s
Bench, 826,600 ; also probable expendi-
ture of about $35,000 to put Hudgon’s
Bay Railway in shape so that the Pro-
vince will secure the Jand grant security
on guarantecd bonds. These deficits will
be made up from the new loan, which
has just been floated for the purpose of
completing the Red River Valley Rail-
way. The Province will therefore com-
mence the next fiscal year in good shape
financially, and if the expectations of the
Provincial [Treasurer for the next year
are realized, thers will be smooth sailing
ahead. The new 81,500,000 loan, it must
be remembered, will not represunt a dead
liability upon the Province. The greater
portion of the loan will be expended in
the construction of the Red River Valley
Railway, which, when completed, will
form a valuable asset of the Province,
and one which should give a profitable re
turn upon the money invested, :

PROROGUED.

The Monitoba Legislature was prorogu-
ed on Friday evening last. The scssion
just closed has been ome of the most
eventful in the history of Manitoba as a
province. The Legislature met on the 12th
of January last, but through the defeat of
the Harrison administration was shortly
after adjourned for some time. The
members were subsequeatly called to-
gether by the new Greenway administra-
tion, but the house was again immediately
adjourned, to allow the Premier and
Attorney-General to proceed to Ottawa,

to discuss the monopoly question.
This great matter was settled to
the satisfaction of the Province,

and on the return of the Ministers the
House again met, Though in session for
so long a time, the active portion was
brief, and business was disposed of rapidly
once the House got down to work, Oune
feature of the session has been the acri-
mony which has frequently characterized
the debates, induced by the charges made
by the new Ministers against their prede-
cessors. It is to be regretted that some
more definite action was not taken to
follow up the serious charges of misman-
agement and dishonesty, made against
members of the late Governmeat. Tt
would certainly have ULeen in the
interest of the Opposition to have
had the charges investigated and located.
In view of an approachiug general election,
the desire to make political capital out of
the charges against the late.Government,
no doubt had something to do with the
extreme feeling of bitterness between the
parties. In this connection it is to be
regretted that, in the hest of debate,
utterance was given to serious statements,
which, in 2 measure at least, were with-
drawn later,

Tue griet mill will soon be in operation at
High Biuff, Man . It will be run by Mcl.eod
& Co. They are putting in new machinery.

A petition is being circulated for signatures
among the ratepayers at Indian Head, Assa.,
for presentation to the municipal council, ask-
ing that & by-law be submitted to a vote of the
electors for the purpuse of granting a bonus to
secure the operation of the flotiring mill.  The
mill at Indian Head, which was the property of
the QuAppelle Valley Farming Co., has not
been operated for some time, owing to the
financial ditlicultics of the company, ‘fThe
bonusing of a wmill alrcady built to induce its
operation, marks a new feature of the bonus
craze.

The Manitoba members at Ottawa have pre-
sented a memorial asking the government to
abolish the privilege of grinding wheat in bond.
They vepreseuted that hard northwestern
wheat was necessary for mixing with the soft
varicties grown in Ontario. Under the bonding
system a bond covering a certain quantity of
wheat brought in is cancelled by the export of
an equal quantity of flonr. In other words one
hundied thousand pounds of flour esported
cancels a bond for one hundred thousand pounds
of wheat imported.  The actual wheat imported
is used as a mixture in nearly all the flour that
is made. The percentage is somewhat variable.
The flour actually exported is not made either
wholly or in a greater part of the American
wheat imported.  One-taird percent. of twenty
per cent. would represent the Duluth wheat.
In other words, eighty-five and two-fifths per
cent. of ths products of Duluth wheat remains
in the country, cscaping :lutics, whilc only
fourtcen and three-tenths per cent. was cx-
ported. Consequently Duluth wheat was just
as available to Ontario and Quebee millers as
Manitoba wheat, and by reason of the bonding
system was placed on just as good a footing ;
and as a further consequence, prices of Duluth

wheat absolutely control those of M anitoba
wheat, Belioving these facts to be correct,
the Government is urged to take the matter up
beforo this year’s crop is harvested. .

Westminster Columbdian: An amusing and
vather alarming phase of the Chineses question
has developed. Manahan Bros., of this city,
brickmakers, have vmployed lately in their
brickyards about cqunl numbers of white men
and Chinamen, the total numnber of men em-
ployed being about thirty. This morning the
Chinese boss gent up thirty Chinemen, and de-
mandad that the **white trash” be turned out,
and an exclusively Mongolian staff installed in
the yards, ot else the fifteen Chinamen would
be withdrawn. The *blaff” did not work,
however, Manahan Bros. informing the pig-tail.
ed ‘Knights of Labor™” that they could go.
During the hostilities the Chinese boss was
askeqd to go up to the brick yard to settle mat-
ters. He replied indignantly, *Me go up
your brickyard? No, me no go; you come
down wy store.”

Victoria Colonist: The schooner Penelope
with 853 seals skins aboard, arrived from the
sealing grounds on Sunday. Seals are reported
to be plentiful and when the Penclope departed
for this port, the schooner Sapphire was taking
them in large quantities. It is thought that
this seasons catch will be the largest of aoy
previous one and although some of the schoon-
ers were a little behind time, they are doing
well. This is very gratifying news to the
owners, who will at least be compensated toa
certain extent for what they lost ia the Beh.
ring’s sea. Judge Swan, of Port Townsend,
who has been in Victoria for several days, left
for home yesterday morning. His visit here
was for the purpose of acquiring information
regarding sealing matters, which he wil! for-
ward to Washington. The Judge states that
Jacobs & Co., of Massachusetts, who own 1
large fishing tleet there, and who ave also own-
ers of the Mollie Adams, now sealing on the
west coast, will send fifty schooners to this
coast next spring fov the purpose of cangaging
in sealing and fishing.

Westminster Columbian: One of the most
important measures passed by the provincial
legislature during the late session was the bill
appropriating $64,000 for the erection of ma-
chinery for the thorough testing of our quartz
mines. Although there seems to he no reason-
able ground for doubting that there are in this
province millons of tous of rock which would
yield a handsome profit to any person working
it, there is practically no quartz mining going
onin the province. The doubts which exist re-
specting the best way of treating the ores, and
the cost of getting the machinery on to the
ground, have proved too scrious a barrier to
the development of what is believed to be one
of our greatest sources of wealth. Leb 1t once
be demonstruted that this rock can be profitaly
worked, and there will be no longer any lack of
capital for the development of our quartz mines.
There are many owners of quartz ledges who
are quitc unable to stand the expenso of erect-
ing such machinery 2s is necessary to deal with
these ores ; but if a mill were within reach, they
would go un &t once with nnning operations,
getting out ore for the crusher.  We should not
wonder if the cstablishment of government

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C. P. R. Aunual Meeting,

The seventh annual meeting of the C.P.R.
Company was held at Montrenl, recently,
A balance sheet of the affairs of the company
at 81 December last, together with the
usual statements relating to the business of the
past year, were submitted. The gross carnings
for the year were §11,600,412.80. The work-
ing expenses were $8,102,294.64 and the nc®
earnings were £3,604,118 16. Deducting the
fixed charges accruing durivg the year, §3,250,-
263.81, the surplus was $§233,8°4.35. The
working expenses auounted to 69.81 per cent.
of the gross carnings and the net carnings to
30.19 per cent. Tho report says: A consider-
able part of last year’s bountiful crop in the
Northwest remains to bemoved out after the
opening of late navigation, now just at hand,
assuring satisfactory returns for the first half of
the present year. The total amount of grain
moved during the past year was 13,013,957
‘bushels as against 10,950,582 bushels for the
preceding year, an increase of nearly 50 per
cent., which was entirely due to the increased
production in the Northwest.

The company’s .grain elevators at Fort
Williamn, Port Arthuy, Uwen Sound aud Mont-
rea), notwithstanding their large use for the
special purposes of the railway, have carned a
satisfactory return upon their cost. The in-
crease in the production of grain in the North-
wesat mukes necessary an immediate increase in
the elevator capacity at the lake ports and two
additional elevators of large size are planned to
be built at Fort William and a third but smaller
one at Owen Sound the present season. \ith
sufficient elevator capacity at Fort William aud
Port Arthur the movement of grain can be kept
up throughout the winter, avoiding the ueces-
sity of carrying it through to the eastern prov-
inces and to the seaboard by railat a secason
when the rates must be cither unremunerative
or higher than the graia can hear.

The sales of lands to settlers during the year
including lands of the Manitoba Southwestern
railwey were 59,993 acres at an average price
of $3.39) per acre as against $3.23 per acre in
1886, The following was the position of the
Jand grant at December 31st: Original, 235,
090,000 acres; surrendered to Government
under agreement of March 30th, 1886, 6,793,-
014 acres; balance, 18,206,986 ; sale to Decem.
ber 31st, 1887, 3,294,511 ; less cancelled in 1887,
211,762 ; balance, 3,272,749, Quautity of land
unsold, 14,934,237 acres.

Trade at Victoria, B.C.

The wholesale jobbing trade of the city,
especially in the grocery line for the scason of
the year, is regarded by traders as fairly satis.
factory. In this branch of trade, as in others,
castern competition is changing previously
established chaunels as yell as causing keener
competition and conscquently closer margins on
profits. Supplies are going forward to the can
neries, the logging and the new mining car:ps

. being cstablished in various sections of the

province, which has kept grocery and provision
houses active. In the retail line pcople must
subsist and as population increases so as also
docs the demand for food wherewith to nourish
the system. New houses are opening through.
out the province and competition in consequence
is keen with the retail hosues as well as with
the wholesale men. From the latter we learn
that collections are fair, and althongh not all
that could be wished for still there is not much
rvom for complaint. Customers are also retir-
ing their paper in such a manuer as indicates
that there is considerable mosey in circulation
in the country.

With dry goods and dealers in fancy goods
and millinery a fair amount of business has been
transacted. The backwardness of the season,
however, has interfered serviously with this
brauch as the sales have not been so satisfactory
as conld be wished. With seasonable weather
a decided change will take piace:

In other lines the usual complaint of trade
being quict is heard, yet considerable is being
done, as is evidenced by the shipments to and
from the city both by rail and by water.

In financial circles here, there is abundance
of money for legitimate purposes, and atreason.
able rates of interest. In some instances the
rate of one per cent. per month is maintained,
Gilt-edge paper, however, can be discounted at
8 per cent. and in some instances even at one
per cent. léss than that figure.

So far as the farmers are concerned their
crops are pretty well advanced. The weather
has not been the most propitious or encouraging,
Still the growth has been remarkable so far,
and if nothi~g untoward occurs the indications
are ‘that the returns this year will be better than
for some years back. Prices are still high,
especinlly for hay, and are well sustained, as
the demand and supply fairly babance each
other.

Real cstate in thecity keepsup in price.
Choice localities arc becoming scarce. The city
is spreading out in every divection, for turn
which way you will new erectionsare to be met.
Several new blocks and residences are under
completion. The prospect being that this year
will after ull present as fair a showing in the
buildiog linc as apy of its predecessors. The
number of vacant houses which existed o fow
wecks since are being reduced rapidly, os the
new comers leaso them with avidity. The
hotels and boarding houses are also filling up
for the scason. Upon the whole there isno-

-

thing to lead us to suppose that Victoria will
this yeat not be able to present as good o record
as the best in her past history.

A sharp advance has taken place in wheat
aswell ag in flour. On the former it is $3 per
ton and on the latter 10¢c per barrel. Itis
beiieved the opening of nuvigation on the upper
Inkes in the cast, as well as the certainty of
their heing o shortage is the primary cause for
this advance.—Timex.

Lumber Cuﬁngs.

Hunter & Moore have opened their lumber
yard at Crystal City, Man,

The capital stock of the Calgary Lumber
Company has been increased trom 885,000 to
$170,000.

The Royal,City Ylaning Mills Co., of West.
winster, has shipped 150,000 laths for San
Francisco.

The Lake Winnipeg mills are now cutting.
Log drives have been very successful this
season. On the Lake the ice was still solid,
though the rivers have been open for some time.

John Stewart, lately with Jas, Conmee, as
lumber foreman, has purchased Andrews &
Atkinson’s portable mill at Elm Bay, Algoma
district, und will cut about 1,000,000 feet of
logs for Vigars Brus, of Port Arthur.

The Western Lumber Co. has bought tlie
Vermilhon Bay Mills, and proposes moving
them to Rat Portage. The capacity of the mull
will be about 50,000 a day. This is the newly
formed company previously referred to.

The lumber firm of ‘Grabam & Horne, Port
Arthur, has purchased the whole of Coninec’s
log cut, some 3,000,000 feet, and contracted
with Vigars Bros. for the sawing of them.
Graham & Horne will utilize Conmee’s mill for
dressing the lumber which they wili handle
this year. Their mill on the Kamanistujuin
will not be used unless there isa good local
demand for dressing lumber there.

The Brunctte Sawmill Co., of Westminster,
B.C., have added to therr buildings a new
wing, 30x80, for mew machinery principaliy,
and a commodious cook-house and dimmng
room, 20x44. They have also built two large
scows for their own business, besides a uen
pile.driver, and have constructed a shipping
way, costing over $200, to overhaul their tugs
and other crafts. Thiz firm are putting in
about $1,500 worth of new machinery, con-
sisting of a fluoring machine, a lathing machine
and Dbolter, and a machine for sawing box
lumber out of slabs. The mill is runnng vn
full time and nearly all of its manufactures are
required to meet the local demand.

The case of the St. Catharines Milling &
Lumbering Co. will be before the Prvy
Council carly this sammer. This is the case
involving the title of Ontario to land and
mincrals of the territory formerly in dispute
between the Province and Dominion. Judg:
ments in favor of the Province have already
been given in the High Court of Justice, in the
Court of Appeal and in the Supreme Court, n_nd
it is scarcely to be doubted that the Privy
Council will give judgment on tho same side.
Hon. Q. Mowat will go to England to prosecute
this case and on other public busincss Itis
expected he will leave this conntry about the
ens of May.

Carpenters and masons have been at work
foz some time converting Anderson’s warchouse
at Grenfell, Assa., into a cheese factory, First
class machinery has been sccured and placed in
it, and cheese making commenced with a capac-
ity of two hundred pounds per day. The
company have secured the service of Delbridge,
who comes from thencighborhood of St. Thomas,
Ont., with a guarantee that nothingbut a first
class article will be made.

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The Far Trade.

A Montreal exchange says:  What silver fox
is worth is a question that has more than once
been submitted to us, and we aro once more
reminded of it by the fact that within tho last
days & skin has been offered in the city which
furmen have appraised at from $20 to §53, each
merchant offering all he considered it to be
worth, for the recason that he desired to secure
it. The fact is that silver fox are worth all the
way from §10 to §100. Every skin has its own
merit for which there appears to be noscalo or
standard. Theskins are entirely fancy articles,
cach person judging them according to their
own standard of erit.

The New York market aloune, this secason,
will use from 1,500,000 to 1,750,000 muskrat
skins, which is fully one-tenth less than
former years. In addition to this, at the
London sales there were offered during
January and March this year 1,499,176
skins, while 500,000 skins remain in the
hands of Leipsic dealers, and there are still
more in the cold stores in this city, of which we
cannot keep track. The'Stato of Missouri, it
appears, is the great field for producing musk
rat skins.

At Montreal recently, there were large offer-
ings of spring rats at the moment, and 17¢ was
being paid for best sclections; in other lines
there was not much doing outside a littlein
beaver and mink. Quotations for prime kins
were. Beaver, §3.00 to £4.00; bear, $10.00 to
812.00; cub ditto, & 00to $5.00 ; fisher, X3.00;
red fox, §1.00 to §1 25; cross ditto, $2.00 to
§3.00 ; lynx, $2.00 to 32.50 ; marten, 60 to Gic;
mink, 50 to 60c.; fall muskrat, 8c¢.; winter
muskrat, 12¢.; spring, 17¢.; raccoon, 23, 50 and
75¢.; skunk, 23, 50 and 75¢.; otter, I8 to §10.

Pacts—Not Rancies.

Occasionally a wholesale dealer is found who,
never having investigated the matter, is of the
opinion that an advertisement in a trade paper
with a circulation of ovly a few thoucand copies
does not reach as many retailers us an adver-
tisement in a daily paper with a circulation of
from 50,000 to 100,000. If such men will take
the trouble to investigate the subject, the ab-
surdity of their opinion will be apparent. A
trade paper is read cxclusively by dealers,
while a daily is read by the farmer, mechanie,
professional man and the general public. Taking
the ratio of onc retailer to cvery 200 of the
population, a daily paper with a circulation of
10,000 would only veach 50 retailers, while a
trade paper with 3,000 circulation would equal
that of a daily, as far as the advertiser is con
cerned, with a circulation of 600,000. ‘The
retailer whose object is to reach all classes and
conditions of society will, of course, find the
daily press the nost profitable medium ; but
the wholesaler who sechs the retailers’ attention
alone, will undoubtedly find that trade papers
will bring him mauy times the returns that a
daily would. The latter caters to the taste of
the gencral public; the former to thc retail
dealer alone, who :cads his trade paper,
advertisements and all from alpha to umega. -
Jieather Gazette.
