$18 (£3 15.s.) per ounce. Not unfrequently
shafts have te ho aunk for a considerable depth
before the rock.hed 18 reached, and then pumps
have to ba ernployed te keep tihe water eut of
the workings. Sometimes a 8udden flood wil
destroy the work of monthe at a mine. One of
these tock place last year at MclCullocb Creck,
drowning an American gentleman namned Manie,
who was vliiing the dlaim. But want cf wtiter
la oftea a more serions drawvbnck than tee much
cf it, as without it '<placer" mining cannot ba
carried on at ail.

Gold
was found in large quantities soma years ago on
the-Leach River, about:30 miles fromn Victoria,
but other paying locajities iili doubtless ba
discaverd as soon as cnterprising prospectors
have gono over the hitherto unexplored regions
of..its wcst coast. 'At prestant the extensive
coal fielda' on thc castera sida of the island aeemn
ta have absorbed the aergies of the inhabitants.

The Far Trade.
The prospects for the coming season'a raw fur

trade are difficuit*ta define. The circumatances
influencing the trade at present are of a rather
invoived and varicd character, and t ia nlot easy
as yet ta forn any very close conclusions
as ta how prices may ride. For auch furs of
horne production as enter more largely into local
coasuniption, naimely bear, beaver, otter, lynx,
coon and skunk, it la altogether probable that
good prices will be paid. Already a few pelts
of fait catch have been offered for sale -aithougli
the date for flU killing in this province has been
anzicipatecl-aud the quality, considering the
earliness of the scaaon, is rather remarkable,
boing almost fuit prime. As regards furs for
shipment, it is very difficuit ta spcak, as cvery-
thing depends upon the political cutloak ini
Europe. It la probably sate, howevcr, ta say
that niarten, înink and muskrat whll rule low,,
as there i8 sita ta be very large stSo f
these furs.in London and elsewhcre, more, in-
deed, tban caà be'iised up îii saoine yeara."To.
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POSSIBLY A NISTAKER POLICY.
Sa far tho C. P. R. Co. has been succeý,s-

fui in its legal efforts tn provent the cros-
sing ofite Pembina branch by the N. P.
& X Co., and it ie quite possible that the
comipany may ba enabled to delay tlîo
complotion of the Portage braticl until
next season. This will give the C. P. R.
full control of the traffla of tho Portage
district and the northwestern country for
a fow monthe longer, but it ie certain tijat
this priviloge can only bee held by the
company for at the inast not louger than
the coming winter and epring nicnths. In
the end the obstacles placed ini the way of
opening the Portage branch are bound to
be overcome. The question therefore is:
WViJl it pay the C. P. R. Co. to opposa Oie
construction of these independent roads
in Manitoba? The 0. P. R. people are
not nierely flghting another railway coin-
pany, but tliey are seoking ta defeat the
paputar will af the united people ai Mai.
toba, and in daing so they are incurring
an enuiity wvhich hodes no gaod to the
campany in the future. The counpany lias
a lready gene te great expense in prevent-
ing the crossing of its lines. For saine
time it has had a eniall army af nmen eam-
ployed in preventing the N. P. & M.
people and the provincial gavernment
froin making the crossings, and it is a
question if the autlay an the part of the
C. P. IL Company has net; already beaun
greater than the company will gain froui
the obstructiohai thcroad for afewmonths.

The C. P. R management is certainly
acting withuîî its legal rights in the course
taken cancerning these railway pressings,
but there is another and inflnitely higher
-way ai looking at the matter, and one
which places the C. P. R. management in
au unenviable position. Wheu the C. P.
*R. Co. accepted the guarantea af interest
upon the $15,000,000 loan, the company

*- morally bound itself ta offer ne further
objections te the openiug of this province
ta. independant railway construction.
EÇvery thinking persan aill over the Do-

-muinicu at once concludad that the rûil way
agfitatio -n in Manitoba had at last coa te
an end. Tharefore in taking advantage
of what inay a1mosté ha termedl certa~in
legal teclinicalities, ta obstruet rail.
way construction in the province, the
company bas brokan through ail moral

reetraint, and has eliowiî total dieregard,
for obligations ai a lîigher nature than
mcerely legal promises. The people ai
Manitoba, and ait Canada, are therefora
j ustifi±d in looking upon. the course ai the
con)pany with alihorrenco, and in Mani-
toba at least it je ovident tliet the course
pursucd hy tho company, wiIl beè remeni-
bered te the dieadvantage of the grant,
railway corporation in tlîe future. If the
company lias occasion ta realize its
mistake in the future, it will not ha diffi-
cuit ta locate the blanioupon the doings
of iLs own officiels.

The legislature ai the province -wvill
nicet vcry shortly, and it je seid that the
advieability ai rctaliating against the
company wvill ha considered by the Heuse.
The coipany enjays a nou-nber ai privi-
leges at the banda ai the Manitoba Legis-
lature, such for instance as tax-emption.
These privileges, it is hinted, may be with.
drawin. Should the Legislature seo fit ta
enter upou a policy ai retaliation and al-
struction against tha 0. P. R. Comepany,
iL could probably makoe matters rather
uncouifortable for the railway corpora-
tien. The advisability ai adopting such
a course i@, however, a matter warthy ai
the nîost careful thaught. Retaliatiop je
at hbut a dangerous weapon ta handie and
oe wliich is liable te eut both ways.
Tak ing a 2,-pu.rfcial viewv ai the maîtter, it
would serm almastjustiiablo on the part
ai the Legisiatura ta seek a mens ai re-
prisaI upon the compehy, for the heavy
loas and expelise iL has.put upon the pro-
vince. Grat care and due prudence,
hcuwever, should ha given te the consider-
ation af any proposais ai retaliation. Se
far as the people are cancerned, it would
ha dacidedly wrong ta advise the cern-
mittmnent ai any oflences against the pro-
perty af the company. Good sense should
prevail jr this matter, and goode sense
rarely prompts racoursa te extrema, much
Iess atrbitrary mnsures. We do nat he-
liave that the people as private citizens
have or will commit any illegal acta
againat the 0. P. R. cèrporation, natwith-
standing rumor ta the cantrary. In the
matter ai patronage, aur shippers have
an apportunity ai visiting their displea-
sure upon the company, in a way which
it is perfectly proper for thein !e do,
should they cansidar that they are war-
ranted ini this course, an accounit ai the
action ai the conipany in wantanly ah-
structing the pppular wlll and putting the
province ta cansiderable unnecessary ex-
pense.

T1IR INJURCTIQIL
The deaisian oi Justice Killani given an

Monday marning las%~ cantinuiîîg the
interim injonction, restraining the Northî-
arn Pacifie& M1anîtobaCoupv.uy fremtreas-
ing the Canadian Pacifie track, was soae
wht of a surprise ta the great majority
ai aur people. The sumniary remaval oi
the first interim injunction, by the decirion
ai Chief Justice Taylor, confirmed many
in the belief that the second injunction cese
would nicat witl evan more specdy disse.
lution, and tiiet sn far as the provincial
courts wera concernad the Government
wvould aoon ba free te extend the Portage
brandli ai the N. P. & M. systcmn across
ta oC.P.R. track. The dacision ai Justice
Killam in cantinuing the injunction, how-
ever, placed a legal barrier in the Nvay,'
which it would not have been wvoll.te at-
tompt ta override by force.

WVhatever inay be saidl as ta the evident
intention ai the Provincial Govornînent
iu ignerin- the legal aspect oi the case, as
it stands befare the Supreme Court at
Ottawa, iL is hardly likely tlîat; publia
opinion would sanction the use ai farce
in overriding the additioaî legal barnier
placed in the way by the granting oi the
injutictian. The local authorities were
bound ta accapt the dacision ai the Court
and niake the hast ai the situation. The
opening ai the Portage branch will ha de-
Iayed for a while hy the arbitrary action
ai. the C. P. R. autho'rities, but this is net
suficient reasan ta induce the people te
resort ta illegal measureh. The exercise,
af a littlej patience under the prenant try.
ing circunistances, will cettainty redound
ta the credit ai the people ai the province
in the long run. Thaugh niarally wrang,
the C. P'. R. people are for the moment
legally in the right. They have the law.
on their sida, and they have shown firin
determination ta deiend their legal riglits
ta the utmast extent. An attempt te
overcor.'e thase rights by force, under the
very strained condition ai publie feeling,
would most likely have resulted in blood-
slîed. The province cannot afford te
have anything ai the kitid accur. Mia-
itabans who believe in tlîe justice ai their
cause, shauld have faith ia tha courts, and
should continue ta figlit out the matter opL
this linae. There ie nathing mare certain
than that Manitoba will triumpi in the
end, and it would tharefore ba unwise te
resort te otrage or ilaegal acts, wheài a.
legal victc.,y le within rtacli.. The situa-
tion is undoubtedly exasperating, and the,
very fe.eling that the province is in-the,
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right, is liablo to iliduco the peuple to re.
sort te illegal measurés to assert their
rights. But the exorcise of a littlo
patience and prudence, though causing a
fow day's delay, wilI in the end provo the
-more satisfactory course, for by fgllpwing
en, *this lino- the Ipeoplo.,wili ultimately
gainstha desired end, without- having ro-
course: tô fèrceerand probablo bloodshed.-

Prm oné,point of Oew tho ,rmnting
cf the injunction niay ba looked upon as
a benefit. It was evidently thie ix'tentiou'
et the provincial authorities te force a
crossizig as sccu as the injun.ction was dis-
solved, witbout regard to the case as it
stood beforo the Supreme Court The re-
nioval cf te injunction would therefore
have brouglit about a collision between
the opposing forces, with probably serion
resuits. On the other hand the upholding
of the interjîn injunction wvill have the
effect cf delaying further efforts to force
a crossing until the Supreme Court lias
passed judgnient upon the question.

The further effect of the continuing of
the injonction is te restrain the operatioxi
of the Portage branch cf the N. P. & M.L
system across the Pembina branch cf the
0. P. PL, until the hearing cf the cause,
or -intil the approval cf the railvay cent-
mitte cf the Privy Council is obtained,
as to the mode and place cf crossing, or
util further order cf tho court. The
case now practictilly resta with the Su-
preine Court, and the real effect cf the
injunction wviIl be ta restrain the provin-
cial railway commissioner from crossing
the C.P.R. track 'with the Portage branch
until the matter is dealt with by the
Suprerne Court, though in the mentiie
the case rnay go on liere.

There sccrus ta hiea ngrat deal cf mis-
undcratanding as ta the po :*tion cf the
case kfore the Supranie Court. By an
act cf Parliament psased in 1883, it wva8
provided as follows -

"The International, Graad Trunk, Canada
Southern, and Canadian Pacifie railways are
hereby declared tobe works for the general ad-
vantage cf Canada, and every branch Une or
railway how or «hereaf±sr connccting with or
crossing auy of the said lines la . work for the
generai a.dvantage of Canada. Every 3uch rail.
way aud branch lino shall bo aubiect 115 the
legislativo auttorfy of the Parliament of
Canada."

Unider the clause quoted above, which
ia a section cof the railway net, the 0. P. I.
oppose the crossing cf tlcir lino by the
N. P. & IL Co. The rail wsy act provides
that ne railway conipany shall avail itzelf
cf any cf 'thé pýoWers relating te the
crcssing cf. another liia 'without the ali-

proval cf the Railway Ceninittec cf the
Privy Council. Application was made te
the railway committee by the Manitoba
authoritica, te mako tho ci;ossings noces-
sary te theoeration cf the Portage
brancb, and the application was opposed
by the O. P. IL Under a clause cf tho
railway act, where a question cf law exista
.beforo tho railway coimittee, the case
may bo etated in writing for the opinion
cf the Suprome Court. Thtis is ncw ba-
îng donc, and the question %vili corne be-
îore the Supremo Court this week. Should
the decision be againat tho province, it
ivili sixnply menu that ail provincial rail-
ways which cross the 0. P. R., main lino
or branches, %viii bo aubject te and bo
obliged te have the as--ont cf the
Dominion Parlianient. This would place
the pxicvixue lu a position littie botter
than it occupicd during the existence of
the C. P. R. monopoly, for te be subject
te D6ôîninion legisiation in railway matters
mens largeiy that railwvay niatters bere
must romain under O. P. I. influencezo.
Against such a condition cf things it wvill
be the duty cf ail Manitoban's te protest
strenuously, and ta continue te protest
util the obnoxîous iegis!ation is eithar

defcatad in the courts, or removed.

CIIEAP POSTAGE RATES.
lb is said that the Dominion postal

authorities are considering the advisa-
bility cf- reducing the poattaI rate upon
latters ta two cents, instead cf the present
rate cf three cents. This wouid appiy to-
domnestic letter rates artid te international
letter correspondance between Canada and
the United States. The miatter cf
revenue is cf course au important point
ta be taken into consideration in the
proposais te reduce postal rates. Should
the two cent rate be adopted, it does net
follow that the revenue from postage
stamps would suifer a proportionate
reduction. On the other hand, ib is quite
probable that the increased use cf the
postal service through the cheape2iing cf
the rates, wouid, very nîaterialiy help to
tuake up the usual revenue. A reduction
cf the letter postage ta two cents, woulu
alse likely induce a niuch largar use cf
letters, where postal carda are now used,
thus increasing the revenue frein this
source. Considering thase points, it is
therefore quite probable that the revenue
would suifer but.slighit falling off, should
the propesedl reduction ho made in letter
rates. The rate cf latter postage in the
'United States fa two cents, and this
applies te -lattera coming intu Canada.
Shoula cûr Gbvernteint dez;de tereduce

the rate ta two cents, it would bring this
country inte lino %vith the Unitcd States,
and Nvoul ninke tho international rate
betwccn bue two couintries equal te
citizer.s cf caci. TIhe proposed change
would certainly prove a great convenience
ta our commeroial, cemmiunity. Tfiere ia
a largo amount cf correspondance con-
tinually passing between tho United
Statesa nd Canada, but at the rates as at
present constituted, the atdvantage i8
decidedly on the aide cf the correspondants
te the south cf the boundary. lIn news-
papor postage, the regulations iii force in
this country are more liberai than ia the
United States, but in the latter country
the latter rates are more liberal than bore.
IEn the United States the postal service i8
new practically self sustaining, and it has
leen proposed that the latter rate bo re-
duced tc cine cent. Low postal rates are
au incentive te commercial enterprise, and
if the two cent latter rate is introduced
in titis country, it Nviil not ho without a
beneficial resuit.

GOIHG TO OTTAWA.
A disposition bas been shown lin somo

quarters te find fault with Attorney,
General and Railway 0ommissioner Mar-
tin, becausa ho did net make application
at the last meeting of Parliament for
legisiation empowcring the construction
cf the provincial railways. It is a very
easy matter now, after the daadlock has
occurred, to say that aueh and snob thingh
should have been donc beforehand.
Certainly the present difficulty wvas nover
for a moment foreseen by anycue famîilier
with the situation, and everyone expected
that te bill passedl at the last session cf
Parliarnent entirely removed the diffi-
culties in the wvay cf the provincial roads .
*But lb *is by ne means certain that the
Dominion Parliament would have passed
a bill for the construction cf the provincial
rail waya in Maiiitabaeven had application
been made ta that end. lb will leo
remembered that the bu! for the extension
cf the Gait railway ia Alberta, was
thrown eut on a pretext, and applications
frein Manitoba wotild doubtless havé
shared the sanie fate. But there ia
enother point which should not be for'-
gotten. In this railway agitation Mani-
toba bas ail along beau centending for a
great principle, namely ; the riglit ta
charter railways within the boundaries
of the province. This principle bas been
the bettom, top and aides of the railway
agitation throughout. To have appiied te
the Dontinion for the privilegea cf building
the roada, wvould have been equivaleut te
the desertion cf the prineiple at atake, at
the very moment that the people cf Mani-ý
boba were rejoicing in tite triumph cf
their cause. Tho"~ who shouted se ioudly
for provincial righta a few nionths ago,
and who new attack Mr. Martin for
neglect la net applying te Parliament
for the priviiege (we wvill net say thé
right> of building hie rends, evi'dently
have hilde regard fer their pastpretensions.

The report of Thoitas Mowvat,' Fishieries 1l1.

spector for llritisl Columbia, shows titat the
increaso in the value of thc catch of fishi during
tho year 1887, inaclusive of that used by the
Inclin, to be $397,589.00, notwithistaudiug
that the ainount of capital invected andi mcn
emnployeti siîowed a falling off of $104,990.00,
which is attributeti clîiefiy te the loss of two
schooners, the destruction of an oil factory, and
the ceasiag of work in a, nuather of canncries ou
the northeril toat, to whici is aise due thc
employnient of tifty-seven ina lms. The re-
port states that the catch of salmn iras niucli
better thaa that of the previous ycar, whicli
fact, together with the highi prices wieh ruleti
during the year, matie tho season one of the
most profitable whici canners in titis province
have experienietil sitice thoy have been engaged
in the business. This has hi-en causcd by a
groat failing off ia a'I the eouthern rivera of the
North Pacifie coast. The comparative yield. of
canncd sainion in this province stands as 204,-
083 cases of four dozen one-pound rans for 1887,
against 161,270 for 1886, giving au iucrease for
the st year of 42,813 cases, -andi making the
a2zgregato pack in one-poui tins as 9,-#95,984
potinas, which, as fully one.fourth of tho weight
is lest in preparing the fash for canning, wili
represent at least 13,061,312 pounds of fresh
salmon for cannimg alone, to whicli, îvhen is
addteti the sait, smok-ed andi fresh salînon, exclu-
sive cf that consumeti by lîcciaus, ivili make
the total catcht by the wvhite population te have
been 16,209,762 potinds. The Fraser, with its
tu-elve canneries, supplied 128,806 cases, while
the eighit canueries aloug the coat suppiied
75,277, makiîîg a total of '204,033 case. The
increase in the packing on the F raser ainounteti
te 1,42--,192 one-pouncl cans. Tihis ia urgeci as
a proof that the raie cf periodical ruas lias again
changed, anti that a larger rua of fish occureti
in ail the rivera except the iiniets, anti the reason

* given for titis is that the latter have hecît over-
fisheci. 'lho shipinents cf fresh anti frozeu
salmon lias aléo iucreaucd over those cf the
previcus year by 650,000 pounds. 'lhe fish
were put up in prime condition anti shippcd te
tîte United'States and Eastern Canada. Siîip-
pers, however, compiain that the freight and
express charge are sohIiglt they cannot compete
with Columbia river anti tîte castera provinces,
anti fcar that they will bc cotupelleti to retire
from tîte traite, for the resens that -Pacific
salmon does net ýomniand so higlh a prie as the
Atlanitic snion, anti tîtat the Oregon anti
Washington Territory salmon have the ativan-
tage of lower rates. Sturgeon ia saici ta be stili
plentifu ain the Fraser, anti it is believcd titat
the inclustry ivoulti become ait important cite if
opcaed up, as the fish are cf excellent quality,
anti if smokcd or driecî, anti cxported, wutlti
commnandi fair prices. Snielts are se plentiful
tha .the Inîdians catcht tîteni in dip nets, but are
oniy useti for local consunîption, as the cost cf
freighs would not pay for their shipient.
Oolaclians are much sought altcr, but la con-
sequence cf the southern rivera bciîtg so short
only a sufllcient quantity is taken for imriedi-
ate use. The rivera t'- the north, however,
sei te, hc the home oi this valuable flsh, anti
the neccssity i8 urgeai cf having a sufficient staff
of gitardians to preveat their destruction by

Americaît Iîwlians andi others. 'lTh number cf
tront caughit each season by anglers andi others
is saiti te bo iîtecasiîtg. A change cf the close
season is ut-get for titis fisit, as tîte present tine
la îlot attiteti ta titis couutry. It is aise urgeti
titat the use cf &almon roc as bait for this filh
be preventeti. Whîticflh are saiti to be not se
large or fine f1w-c~red as those cf the* Atlaittic,
ailthough tdicte fountt oit the Arct;c si(Ype, it is
claimed on czood authîority, wiIi compare favor-
ablywiitîtany on tuecoatitteut. Shati is spoken
cf as haviitg iîicrcased tiuriitg the pýast fe'v years,
and it is suggested, that tho industry aboula be
clcvelopcdt '"y the planting cf fry in the Fraser
river. It la reporteti titat nty a few halibut
have been shippeti te Sant Francisco, ewing to
tlîe coit cf freiglît, andi tite jealousy cf the
Aincrican fishieriitîcu, wlto are afraiti cf the sul»
ply fron titis city. But tîtere is a probabiiity

o! fruit, wivitci ioulti otlîerwise ho unsalablo
andi go îrholly to decay. Tlite western part cf
Ni-w York is thie hocceocf titis iîttustry,
alttough it la constantly cxtending to otîter
parts of otîr fruit girewing country. lThe ivater
eliminateti froin tlie green fruit la the course of
its evaporation reduces it la ltulk te about one'-
eighth of its original iveight, andi laves it as
fine in app,,arance atd na palatable ta tue taste
as titouig'i it iras la its natural state. Ths
principal coîîsuînîing countries abroati are
Germatty, Englaad, ]ielgium, Rollanti anti
France, la wivitci tîe noir produet bias entirely
dispînceti tho olcI-fasîtioneti sun-dricti fruit.
Thuc ivere shippeti alone ta France during
1887, 18,000 barreis of a quality knowa as
clîopped or sliceti apple, whici 15 tirict without
being pareil or coreti, anti is useti chiefly for
<liC production of eider, cheap wiues andi dis-
tiliatioti ihcn the viîieyards of France suffer
front phyloxeta. Sente 4,000,000 p6pntis were
exporte&i duriîîg tho season, of whicli more than
one-haîf were frein Rochester.

The Production ot Vanilla.
lThe Vicecîza Chamber of Commerce Jouriud

says titat the, Mexican Vacilla grows in two là-
calities, vi. zat Papauttia in the State of Vers,
Cruz> andi at Mlisantia, the most important o
being tite former. The city, cf about 10,000
inhiabitants, lies lu lte Inclian Territary of
Teconaso. The manilla is founi lit a wiid stato
in tite woods at Papantia, reoteti close te, trocs
anti busites, which serve it as a support.
