A severe hail storm was veported from gouth-
orn Manitoba, south of Boiissovain and Cart-
wright, on Monday last, Tho amouunt of
damage dont has not been learned definitely,
but is placed at 500 t0803 acres destroyed and
1,500 scriously damaged. .

A hail storm is reported from Township five,
range nine, north of Manitou.

Mr. Van Horne, of tho C. P. R., spoko as
follows recently, in teply to & memorial con.
cerning railway extension in southwestern
Manitoba : ** Asto the present intentions of the
company, I can only say that it has only beon
definitely dotesnined to build the Brandon
branch as far as Melita during the present
season ; possibly something inore than that can
bo done, and I hope and believe tho coal ficlds
will be'reached some time during the coming
year. But I would liko it to be distinctly un-
derstoed that this is et a promise, but only an
expression of my personal opinion.”

One of those annoying typographical mistakes
which will occasionally creep into a paper, no
matter how great the care exercised, occurred
in this journal last week.

Calgary brown stone has been shipped to
Braundon, Mau., for use ou Dr. Fleming'’s build.

cured in the Winnipeg district.

The Macleod Gazette says: The New Oxley
Ranche Co. last week shipped to England 600
head of yearling steers, to mature there for the
market. This is a very decided experiment,
and is reversing the usual order of things. The
result will be awaited with interest, and the
Gazette can only express the hope that the
venture will prove satisfactory and profitable
to the compavuy.

At Calgary on Monday morning Hon, Mr.
Dowdnoy assisted at the laying of the corner
stone of the pumping station of the Calgary
water works near the banks of the Bow River,
which was done with Masonic ceremonies. Mr.
Dewdoey made an appropriate speech, and an
address was presented by George Alexander,
president of the Water Works Company. A
largo gathering sttepded the ceremony. It was
pointed out that this is the only water works
system between Winnipeg and the Pacific coast.
The engines will pump one million gallons a
day and tho work will be finished in September.
The bulk of the pipeis clready laid. In the
afternoon a procession was formed, abont a mile
long, consisting of four-in-hauds, single car-
riages and mounted horsemen, headea by a dray
bearing a roasted ox, and procecded to a point
cast of the Elbow river, where five thousand
peoplo assembled. Addresses wero presented
by the mayor and town council to the Minister
of the Interior and to tho members of the Cal-
gary & Edmonton railway company, and Mr.
Deowdnoy furncd the first se  of the railway
amid great cheering.  The roast ox was carved
for tho multitede, wha wero V10 entertained to

Coal or lignite has at last been found on the
Canadian side of the Rainy River.

Port Arthur’s new railway has been com-
pleted as far as Stanley station, and will
soon be as far as the Beaver Mine, An effort
will be made to completo the road to Gunfling
Lakeo this fall.

SEVERAL of our territorial exchaoges have
endorsed the article which lately appeared in
Tuxr CoMMERCIAL on the liquor question in the
territories. This article ccndemned most severe-
ly the present situation in the western country,
but not at all too severely considering the con-
ditions prevailing there. The fact of the matter
is that the alleged restrictive regulations are no
restriction at all upon the promiscuous sale of
liquors, under conditions which are anything
but pleasant to contemplate, Prohibition as
carried out in the territories is a huge farce,
the law is a hollow mockery, and the situation
is simply disgraceful to those who uphold it, as
well as humiliuting to the people of the terri-
tories who are obliged to submit to it.

- »

WesTERY people are inclined to look upon
the cast as slowgoing, and talk about the coun-
try as the ‘“ effete east.” But it is just & ques-
tion if western people are not a little blinded
by their own conceit. The pcople of the City
of St. John, New Brunswick. for instance have
shr va enterprise of late not excelled if indeed
equalled elsewhere in Canada. The business
men of that city scem to be a unit in pushing
forward the interests of the place, and every
effort is being made to advertise the city and
its prospects. Some smart westerners might ¢o
down and take a lesson from St. Joht to advant.
age. The latest enterprise on hand at St. John is
what is named “Canada’s International Fair.”
This is to be open to the world, and will be
held from September 24 to October 4 next. By
the way the managemeat have gone about it, it
is evident that they intend to have a first.class
exhibition. A handsome book, descriptive of
the fair, has beca published, and this is being
widely circulated. Consilerable iuformation is
also given ia the book about the city of St.
John, in which the board of trade figures pro-
minently. Auvother feature of the book is a
map of Canada, showing the position of tho
city, its railways, steamship lines, otc- If St.
John does not become a great city, it will not
be the fault of its citize.ns.

It is anvounced that T. Stono has succeodod
Siv Lester Kaye in the management of tho
Canadian Agricyltural, Coal and Colonization
Company. Mr, Stono is spuken of favorably
83 & competent and thorqughly pragtionl man,

It is to be hoped that he will be able to retrieve
the fortunes of tlie compauny and bring it safely
out of the condition in which it has been placed
by the scandalous mismanagement of his
predecessor.  Mr, Stonoe was manager of one of
the companies’ farms uader Sir Lester Kaye,
and he has been acting as general manager
since the depa~ture of Kaye some months ago.
fe has now received the appointment of per-
mane munager. His appointment has created
a more favorable impression throughout the
territories, and it is reported that already a
great change is noticoable in the manner in
which the affairs of the company are conducted.
By the way, it is understood that the article of
two weeks ago in this journal dealing with this
company and its management, hus caused a good
deal of comment throughout tho territories.
The article in Tug CossiercraL simply dealt
with well-known facte, and it was intended to
show that the country is not to blame for the
position in which the company found itself.
Pcople at home know this well, but abroad the
troubles of the company are likely to be con.
sidered as due to the disadvantages of the coun-
try. The Kaye system of management wus
radically wrong in its inception, and was
carried ont in a spirit of reckless extravaganco
and experimental ignorance such as no institu-
tion could long bear up under. Feilure under
such conditions cannot be attributed to any
fault of the country, and it is the duty of the
press to place the blame where it belongs, and
shield the country from the evil repute which
it is liable tc gain through occurrences of this
nature,

It is the same old story. No boom, but a
steady advance in values, A, W. Ross is leav-
ing Vancouver for Winnipeg it is said, and in
order to prepare for his coming he gots off the
following .—*¢ Tho prospects in Winnipeg are
excellent. A general feeliog f confidence in
the futare is everywhere apparent, and while
thero is not so much of that daring speculation
which distinguished the “boomn” time, thero is
now found in its place & feeling, born of experi-
enco and cortainty, which will make the for-
ward movement not only compacatively rapid
but lasting.” Justso. Nodoubt A. W. would
liko to do a lttlo more real cstato speculation

here, but judging from past exparience, hils

opinion as to advancing values is not worth
much. Many people who invested here o fow
years ago on the strength of his advice, would
like to get a small portion of the money back
again which they have sunk in real estate.
There is, certainly, a feeling of confidence
hore, but it is not amung speculators such as
A. W. Ross, who deserted the city when it was
laboring under the calamity which they had
brought upon it. The men who endcavored to
do a legitimate business and who stuck to their
post all through the hard times, always had
and still have confidence in the city. Men like
A. W. left the city to its fate when the collupse
came, but now they are ready to sneak Dback
and endeavor to bring another spceulative craze
upon us, Thero is no danger of a recal estate
“boom;” of course not. It is only to be a
*rapid advance in values” this time, which
theso gentlemen ave to bring sbout. It will be
difficult, however, to persuade pecople to be.
lieve talk of this kind, and those who invest in
real estute in expectation of a “‘rapid advance”
will wait a while for the realization of their ex-
pectations.  With rents already excessive in
proportion to tho business to be dove, and at
the same timo not high enough to pay a good
interest upon the investment, when the exces-
give taxes, insurance rates, otc., are taken into
account, toere does not seem to be much room
for a rapid advance in real estate values ia tho
city, despite the talk of boomsters, speculators
and land-poor property owaers,

The most flattering expectations are enter-
tained of the result of life insurance i the cur-
rent year, Large as has been the accomplish.
ment of former years, it is confidently antici-
pated that they will bo far exceeded by the
achievements of 1890. The extinction of rebate,
which it was foretold would be discouraging,
has rather promated than obstructed progress,
for those who consumed months in cfforts to
secure the best terms from various agents no
Jonger sec advantage in procrastination, but as
sure moro freely. Indeed, the perfect equality
of terms of acceptance scems to have infused
new life into the business and the agents are
no longor suspicious of one another. Thus, in
an unboundsd ficld of operation, energotic ser-
vices, prosperous times, and a suscoptible poo-
ple, we soc a combination of circumstances
which vropares us for the recaipt of unprace
dented roturng at tho olose of tho year 1800,~

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RECIPROCITY OF TRADE.

A now fiscal policy is no= being talked of in
the United States. This policy, as outlined by
Mr. Blaine, is one of ‘‘reciprocity of trade,”
and the idea involved is to purchase from
foreign countrica in proportion to the purciases
of theso countries from the United States.  Mr.
Blaine complains that the trade of his country
with the American republics and the West
Indies is in a most unsatisfactory condition,
This unsatisfactory condition is owing to the
fact that tho imports from are larger thau the
exports to theso countries. Trade with Brazil
isgiven as an instance. From this country
the United States has imported since 1872,
goods to tho value of $821,806,000, while dur-
ing the samo period the exports to Brazil have
only been $156,135,000, leaving a balanco of
644,671,000 against the United States. The
burden of Mr. Blaino’s complaint is that this
balance has been paid in gold by the United
States, and Brazil has expended the money in
the markets of Europe,

Just so, United States manufacturers are
a0 heavily protected that they aro unable to
compete with Europe for this trade. It has
freqaently been thecry in the UnitedStates that
what the people wanted was control of their
own markets. If they could ouly hold their
own markets and keep foreign goods out
they would all got rich trading among them.
selves, This new cry of reciprocity of trade
would indicato that wealih is not rolling in fast
cnough on the seclusion principle.

Now Mr. Blain2 comes forward with a plan
to compel these foreigners to buy from the
United States in proportion to the purchases
of tho United States from them, and his pro-
posals have been received with a great hurrah
among his admirers. Nr. Blaine would exact
the free admission of goods from the United
States in return for import from these West
Indies and South American countries, and he
asserts that on.this principle there would not
be tho balance against his country. He says
incffect: **We want $190,000,000 worth of
sugar and $30,000,000 worth of coffee, and
other products from these southern countries.
Let us tax these products until these countries
are forced to admit our products free.” Very
nice in theory to be sure, but very hollow.
Suppos: the United States has nothiog which
these countries cannot procure to better advan-
tage clsewhere, vhat then? Will they buy
from the United States under these conditions?
Certainly not. Tho result will be that the
people of the United States will simply have to
pay a tax forthe privilege of purchasing cofieo
and sugar, for these commodities they must
have froin the southern councrics.

This reciprocity of trade cry might very
wisely be termed : “‘an effort to force trade into
unnatural channels.” But water will not run
up hill, and there would be about as wmuch
sense in endeavoring to compol the rivers wo
turn back upon ihemselves as to compel trade
to movo in such unnaturel groves. Mr. Blaine

says: *‘Our field of commercial development
lies to tho south of us.” Perhaps so, but his
plan of developing tho field is somewhat pecu.
liar in its nature.

The United States is practically dependent
upon Great Britain as a market for her surplus
commodities. Great Britain takes the surplus
products of the United States, and sells mapu-
factured goods to Brazil, and Brazil exports her
coffee to the United States. Hero is trade
running in its natural channels, and is not the
situation balanced all around? What differ-
onco whoether the United States export to
Brazil or to Great Britain, so long as conditions
are evened up ? If Great Britain did uvot ex-
port her manufactured goods to Brazil and
other countries, she would not be able to buy
the produce of the United States, so it is scen
that the question is as broad as it is long,

For tho fiscal year ended Juno 30th, 1889,
the United States exported goods to the value
of $382,981,674 to the United Kingdom, while
for the same time the imports from the United
Kingdom were only §178,269,067. Here isa
balance of trade against the United Kingdom
of $204,712,607 in a single year, or more than
double the proportionate balance against the
United States in its trade with Brazil. Here
is a fine chance for the reciprocity of trade
idea. It isa poor rule that will not work both
ways. Now if Mr. Blaine is sincere iu his
reciprocity proposals, he should at oncoe move
to have the duties taken off British goods.
Failing this, Great Brituin could follow Mr.
Blaine’s illustrious proposals, and undertake to
“‘exact the frec admission of her wares into the
United States,” in retura for her purchases from
that country.

A few more figures. During 1889 Cavada
imported from the United States goods to the
value of §57,411,887, and for a like period ex-
ported to the same country goods to the value
of $43,009,473. Here is a balance of trade
against Canada of $14,402,414. Nor is this the
exporience of a single year alone. For the
years 1850 to 1889 inclusive our imports from
the United States were 31,4035,752,215, and our
exports to that couutry were $1,153,634,303.
"This period of consecutive years shows a balance
of trade against Canada of §252,117,912.
What a fine opening for the reciprocity of trade
idea is presented to the United States in this
picture ! But is the United States takiug ad-
vantage of this opening to put the theory into
practice? Not by a long way. The McKinley
bill, now pending, on the other hand places
additional taxes on almost cvery article im-
ported to any extent from Canada.

These examples show up the reciprocity of
trade cry in the United States in its truo light.
It is evidently not reciprocity of trade which
Mr. Blaine is after, but the sentimert is one of
hoggish aggraudizemen., which would exclude
other countries from the marketsof the United
States, while cndeavoring to monopolize the
trade of the countries to the south.

CROP ESTIMATES.

For the multiplicity of crop reports, Manitoba
can down the world. Crop reports have been
flying around this seazon as thick as fliesin dog
days. Fror. the very commoncement of the
season there has been a plehtora of such a.lleged

reports, nearly all of which have probably been
more or less misleading in their nature. Crop
reports during the coming scason are the great
feature of life in Manitoba, and to a certain
extent they serve o good purpose. Butwhenit
comes to going wild over the situation, as
Manitobans have been so prone to do in the
past, and flood the country with ¢ boom *' crop
literature, it is questionablo if a very useful end
is served. In some past ycars the reports sent
abroad have led people to expect o perfect tor-
nado of wheat from Manitoba, but it has usually
happened that the actual output of wheat has
been away under these oxtravagant estimates.
Henco it has come about that this country is
frequently held up to ridicule by the outside
press, and that crop reports sent out from hero
are frequently regarded as very unreliable.
From the experiences of the past, it is no won.
der that such is the case.

The reason for the great attractiveness about
crop reports to the average Manitoban is, that
the country depends almost entirely upon its
agricultural resources, and when crops are good
business is expected to be likewise. There are
no other great industries to take our attention,
and to which we can look for prosperity. Then
there is just enough of the ** boom™ spirit re-
maining in Manitobans to cause considerable of
this commodity to be injected into the crop re-
ports. At any rate, it canuot be denied that
the general tendency of crop reports is to pre-
sent the situation in too glowing a manner,
hence it is well to discount to some extent nearly
all such reports. Another reason why crop
reports arc usually overdone on the bright side
is scctionalism. Sectionalism is carried to the
extreme all over the west. The residents of
almost every district are ready to claim that
their particular locality is the very garden of
the country, and there is no otherlikeit. This
is a very commendable spirit in itself, and one
which shows that the peopleare contended with
their lot. Bul tlLis fecling of sectionalism is
often carried to extremes, and it no doubt shows
itself in the crop reports. The people of course
with their retura to show up well in comparison
with other partsof the country, in the crop
reports, and as the reports from the different
sections are usually furnizhed by residents of
the various localitics, it is quite casily imagined
that the report will be made as favorable as it
can. Then there is thefear that an unfavorable
report will keep settlers away from the district.

Though there is less tendency now than for-
merly to overdo this matter of crop reporting,
yet there is reason to believe that to some ex-
tent the same disposition to look only on the
bright sido has provailed this reason. This is
evident from the crop estimates already sent
out. Crop estimates at best are but mere
guesses, which may or may not be approximately
corract. Itisa very difficels matter to esti-
mate closely how grain will turn out whilein the
straw, and the only safe cstimate previous tor
marketing is based on returns from the thresher.
Nevertheless, the number who areready to give
an estimate of the Meanitoba crop is truly sur-
primngy  The majority of theso estimates, some
of which have gained publicity abroad, as we
notice by our castern exchanges, are placed at
pretty big figures, 20,000,060 bushels of wheat

for tho crop of 1890 bcing quite a common
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¢‘gucss.” Now, 20,000,000 bushels is o proity
big eatimate, and to be on tho safe side it will
be well to discount it liberally. It means in
round pumbers, 27 bushels per acro for every
acre of wiheat grown in Manitoba this year, on
o basis of tho official roport of 740,038 acres
sown to wheat last spring. Twenty-seven bus.
hels per acre would be a very heavy yicld, and
it is hardly likely that Manitoba will reach it
this year. The latest crop reports place tho
average yield for localitics at fiftecon to thirty-
five bushels per acre. Tho average medium
would, therefore, be twenty-five buscls peracre,
and this medium it will be safe to reduce con.
siderably to allow for the general tendency to
overdo crop estimates. Jf, therefore, wo place
tho average for the province at twenty bushels
per acre, wo will have 14,921,160 bushels of
wheat, and if Manitoba turns out a crop of this
sizo, wo will have no reason to grumble. While
we hopo it may reach the larger estimates, we
will feel satisfied if it amounts to the figures
given ubove. At any rate, with the good pro-
specta ahead, there is no reason to overdo
things. Better be on the safe side, and if we
underestimate the crop for once, it wiil help to
counteract the impression abroad that Manitoba
crop reports are uoreliable and arv made solely
for the purpose of enticing people to the coun.
try.

VEGETABLES AND FRUITS.

People who imagine fruits and vegetablcs can-
not be grown to advantage in Manitoba, should
visit the Winnipeg murket on any good market
day. The display made there is often such as
to astonish the visitor from abroad. A couple
of farmers from the neighborhood of Hamilton,
Ontario, who arrived here a short time ago and
took a look through the market, declared that
the vegetables here were further advanced for
the time of year than they were in Ontario.
And this in what is considered a late year in
Manitoba.

In the vegetable line almost everything
usually grown in a ‘emperate climate can now
be procured at very moderate prices in t.e
Winnipeg market, and all these things are
grown in the immediate vicinity of the city.—
Grown right here, all within a fow miles of
Winnipeg, the district which has often been
talked about as an uninviting an inkospitable
one. Some of the hest market gardens are en-
tircly or partly within the city limits. New
cabbage and cr.uliflower of good quality have
been on sale iis abundance for some tine ; new
potatoes are now offering at a moderate price 3
green stuff such as asparagus, rhubarb, lettuce,
beans, peas, have long been in the market in
quantities ; the colicy cucumber can be had for
the asking and in the same varicty of plant is
the summer squash, bath attaining remarkable
sizo ; of onions there are wagon loads, some of
them almost as big as your two fists placed
together, though yet scarcely half grown; of
roots there isa large display of turnips, carrots,
beets, et.., all showing good growth, but not
nearly .8 large as they will he before they stop
growiwag; as for celery, the fame of the Win-
nipeg article for crisp tenderness and flavor, is
well-known to the travellers who put up at the

principal hotels here. Theso are soms of tha
varieties of vegetables now obtainable in tte
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markets here, and as the scason advances the
list is being increased, while in sizo tho
vegetables continuo to grow.

But the traveller will find moro than vegeta-
bies in the Winnipeg market. Ho wil: find an
abundant display of native fruits, notwith-
standing tho beliof abroad that fruits cannot be
grown in Manitoba. A popular delusion, but
a delusion all tho samo, Theso fruits of courso
are not cultivated fruits, but bettor still they
aro the natural product of the conntry without
cultivation, and when a country produces such
o prolific crop of wild fruits, thero should bo
no question about growing cultivated varieties.
Strawberry season is now passed, but a short
time ago wild strawberries were offered almost
in wagon loads, the natives came in with tham
in their carts, somotiines with a dozen large
pails in a single cart. Now easkatoon borries
are being offered in large quantities, and a large
pail of theso tasty berries can be had for 40
ccots. Blue berries have also commenced to
coms in, and tons of them will probably be
handled in the city before the season is over.
Raspberries and gooseberries are also offering
freely. Luater on black and ved currants,
plums, cranberries, aad other varieties, will be
offering in large quantities. These are all
native Manitoba fruits, which grqw wild and
produce akundantly. A list of twonty or more
varieties could be named, but only those which
aro offered on the market in large quantities
aro mentioned. In cultivated fruits some
strawberries wero offered in scason and currants
are now offering,

There is another product of the country—a
dainty morsel to many an appetite—which
must not be forgotten. Mushrooms. Manitoba
can beat the world in mushrooms. This pe-
culiar article of diet delights in the rich soil of
these western prairies, ‘and it can be gathered
by the cart load in the neighborhood of the city.
No trouble about cultivating them; they are a
spontaneous production of the seil. What
would the lover of mushrooms, who is used to
paying a fancy price for the tasteless preserved
article, think of fresh mushrooms, right from
the prairie, at ten cents per peck? Aund they
have sold at this price in Winnipeg in some
seagons.

Fruits and-flowers are associated together,
and it is a belief in the east that flowers also
cannot be grown in Manitoba. This is as great
adelusionasis tho case concerning fruits, Why,
the prairies are a natural flower gard.un, where
innumnerable -varieties bloom all the season
through, from the delicate carly spring crocus
to the numerous yellow sorts which appearin
the fall, and mingle their colors with the tinted
leaves of autumn. Oh, but these are all wild
flowers ! Yes; but in the Winnipeg market
you will be able to purchase a boguet contain-
ing all the familiar varieties which bloom nbout
the old homes in Ontario, and you will not pay
o fancy price for it either.

ANOTHER IMPORT CUT OFF.

Sheep raising has been making steady pro.
gress in Manitoba, and gradually the importe
of sheep for mutton have fallen away, in con.
sequence of the increasing supply at home,
Last year it was evideat that the days of im-

porting mutton were neagly at an end, The
number of sheep vrought in last seasca was
comparatively small, and these ovon was very
slow sale. This ycar, though the scason has
been a very unfavorabloe one for stock, owing to
the long winter, late apring and scareity of feed,
the market has been entirely supplied with
native Manitoba mutton. It is true that the
supply is not a3 large az could be desired, and
that prices are high, but 1t is some satisiaction
to know that the conntry is now supplying it-
self with mutton. Some sheep may be import-
od this summer, but the number will be very
small, if any are brought in at all, while next
year there will, no doubt, be an dbundant sup-
ply at home, and perhaps a surplus over homo
requirements for export.

Gradually this new country has been cutting
off its imports and supplying itself with com-
modities which were formerly purchased abroad.
But this is not all. Oace production overtakes
home consumption it does not stand still, but
on the other hand, goes right on increasing
until commoditics which were a few years ago
largely imported, are aow aunually shipped
from the province.

The growth of the production of mutton,
though steady, has been very slow in compari.
son with many other industries for which the
country is no better adapted. Considering
the advantages which the conntry offers for rais.
ing sheep, the importation of mutton should
have been cut off by the home supply years
ago. However, it is better now than later.

Raiiine sheep should be a vory prafitable
inlustry in Manitoba, and one or two instances
may be given to show tho profits made in shecp.
Last winter a farmer at Manitou, in this pro.
vince, invested $600 in a flock of 100 sheep.
He sold the wool from theso sheep this summer
for $65, and he has sold 65 lamnbs at $4 to &
per head, thus realizing over one-half the first
cost of the sheep within a few months, and he
still has the sheep. Another farmer told a city
wool-dealer when disposing of his wool here
recently, that he had realized $6 per head from
his sheep, in the sale of wool ond lambs this
spring. This represented $5.25 per head clear
profit for the year, as he reckoved the cost of
winteriog at 75 cents per head, and in the sum-
mer {te did not count that they cost him any.
thing. Even the cost of wintering did not re.
present a cash outlay, but was merely his time
and expense in putting up hay. Sheep give a
double return each year in their wool and lambs
and when they pay nearly 109 per cent. on
their value each year, as in the instances given
above, it would be difficult to find a moie pro-
fitable investment.

TRADE WITH THE UNITED KINGDOM,

Trade returns botween Great Britian and
Canada for the first six months of the current
year have been published. The figures show i
ports from Great Britain amounting to £2,158,
323, or a decreass as compared with the same
period of last year of £52,747. Un the other
band our exports to Great Britain aro placzd at
£1,567,761, or an increase of £653,143. Follow-
ing are exports from Canada to the United
Kingdom for the firat six months of 1S90, s
compared with the same period of 1889 :—

It will be noticed that the
United Stat:s gets about two-thirds of the en-
tiro emigration from Great Britain, this portion
including no doubt nearly the total from Ire-
land. Canada comes next on the list, a long
ways behind the United States, but at the same
time securing a much larger portion of British
emigrants than any other country. However,
the total coming to Canada is small in com-
parison with the vast extent of our country,
and the inviting ficld which we offer to scttlers,
With our free lands, our great extent of coun-
try, our wonderful resources, geographical

osition, etc., we should be able to draw a much
Euger number of British emigrants, and every
effort should be put forward to secure them.

A NOTABLE EVENT.

A notable event was the gathering in Winni-

eg last week of the Brotherhood of Locomotive
g)ngineers, said to be the strongest Jlabor
organization in the world. This organization
covers the continent of North America and has
a membarship of 27,000 men. The meeting of
the powerful Brotherhood in Winnipeg is chiefly
of importance in that it recognizes this city as a
railway centre. Ten years ago Winnipeg was
given itsfirst railway connection with theoutside
world. Now there are nearly three thousand five
hundred miles of railway in Canada west of
Lake Superior, and of this railway system
Winnipeg is the ceutral point. In addition to
this there are railways running north through
Minnesota and Dakota which really have their
terminal and chief objective point in this city.
Ten Kears ago the ox cart was first exchanged
for the railway carriage a3 a means of gotting
out of the city. Now Wiannipeg is r:ally an
important railway centre, with three great
transcontinental roads aud a number of local
and branch roads ceateriog here, The meeti
here last week of the great Brotherhood n;%
Locomotive Enginecrs, coming as they did from
all parts of the continent, emphasizes the fact
that Winnipeg is an important railway centre,
Great thiogs have been accomplished in ten
years, aud tho close of another decade will no
doubt show furthor wezderful results,

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WINNIPEG MONEY MARKET.

The month is winding up without any im-
provement in the situation. In fact, as the
days go by, the closencss is apparently ou the
increase. This, however, is what has been
looked forward to for some time, and tho same
features are expected to continue until the
grain movement set. in.  Discount aud interest
rates aro steady at all quotations.

WINNIPEG WHOLESALE TRADE.

Trade has been characterized by thesame
steady features, and though tho volume of busi-
ness has not been larg~ there has been a fair
movement in tost branches. Considerable
caution still cbaracterizes the situation.
Dealers recognize that the harvest is not cer-
tain until it hes been gathered, and they know
that should any calamity occur to the crops,
the prospect ahead would be decidedly gloomy.
It is therefore best to wmove cautiously in the
meantime. Changes in prices are confined
mainly to flour, feed grains, ete, meats and
produce. Vegetables aro lower all around, and
fresh incats have declined, while provisions are
firm. Oats, feed, millstuffs, etc. have advanced

sharply.

DRUGS.

Business is keeping fairly brisk in this
branch, but wivhout change of prices in
staples. Quotatious here now are as follows :

Trado in fraits is fairly briek, bat the scar-
city of fruit this year and conscquently high
prices retards business. Oranges and lemons
aro away up ia prices and hard to gel even at
that. Reports from all over tho continent aro

23 o rule, unfaverableas to the fruit crop, nnd
from all quarters the complaint is of short
crops, 80 that prices are likely to continue high.
The latest ndvices from Ontario are less {avor-
ablo than earlier reports, and it is now under-
stood that the apple crop will be a light oue.
The apple crop in the Moutreal distriet is ro-
ported to be a complete failure. It is worthy
of note that while the fruit crop of the contin.
ent as a whole, is very poor this year, the crop
of wild fiuits iu Manitoba is unusually heavy.
Manitoba has no cultivated fruits to speak of,
but one of the features of the Winnipeg mar-
ket this scason, is the heavy offerings of native
wild fruits, The strawberry scason is now past,
but offerings of wild strawberrics were very
large while the scason lasted. Now saskatoon
berries and wild gooscberries of gond quality
are offered in excess of the demand, and the
supply of native blucberrics is already large,
though the season for these berries only opened
last week. Native wild raspberrics are also
commencing to come in, and an abundant sup-
ply of these is also expected. Later other
varieties of wild fruits will come into the mar.
ket. In imported stuff watermelons are again
lower, but stocks arc down pretty low. Hand.
ling melons has sot been profitable to deal-
ers owing to the loss occasioned hy the very
warm weather.  Apricots are now about done
for the scason. Some early grapes have arrived
but not of very choice quality. Pears are
lower. Apples are casier. The first full car
lot. of the season is expected to.day. Prices
arc : — oranges, S9 to §£0.30 box ;
Messina lemons, §8 to 89 per box; Bananus,
yellow, &3 to 83 75: do., red, $2.75 to {3.50;
tomatoes, $2 to $2.50 per crate of 25 pounds or

doz. California fruits are quoted: peaches, $3.50
box; apricots, $3.25 per crate; pears, $6 per
box; plums, 83.25 to §.25 per box as to varicty ;

WINNIPEG.

WHEAT

The situation in wheat was of an exceedingly
uneventful nature in leading markets last wecek.
Dulness was the main characteristic ; and there
was very little change in values. The only
active feature wasa speculative bulge at Chicago
on Friday, due apparently toa local speculative
movement. The future of prices is uncertain
and the bulls have by no means the best of the
argument as to conditions. Of course the
situation may yet be very materially altered
before the harvest is completed. There is a
large arca of spring wheat yet to be harvested
04 this contivent and in Europe, and until this
is safely consummated, the existing conditions
are liable to be very materially changed, for so
long as the crop remains out it is susceptible
to dam- ve, or to improvement. Crop reports
from the spring wheat states have been quite
conflicting, and reports of damage arc unusally
contradicted, but it scams o be admitted that
the bright crop prospects in Minesota and
Dakota have been impaired by blight and
rust, though fine weather recently has again
improved the outlook. European crop reports
have been very conflicting, due to changcable
weather. A few bright days would revive
hopes, but wet weather quickly following would
again start gloomy rcports. Under these con-
ditions the actual situation is uncertain.

The visible supply statement on Monday last
showed the very small decrease of 32,000
bushels. The visible supply now amounts to
18,557,156 bushels against 12,194,704 busisels 2
year ago, 21,650,315 bushels two yeurs ago and
32,122,208 threo ycars ago. The quantity on
ocean passage shows a decrease of 2,152,000
bushels on the week, and the total world’s
available supply is now figured at 40,359,156
bushe.s against 28,154,704 bushels a year ago.

FLOUR.

There was a decline of 10¢ Isst, weok in the
local price of patent and bakers’grader.  With
the improved fecling in outside markets, this
reduction in prices is apparcatly duc to local
competition. Jobbing prices to the local trade
are now quoted as followa. Patents $2.60;
strong bakers, $2.40; XXXX, $1.25; super-
fine, $1.15; middlings, $2.60; Graham flour,
$2.40 per 200 pounds.

MILLSTGF3S.

There was a strong fecling, duc to the fact
that bran and shorts are both below a parity
with prices in other similar commoditics, and
also bLelow prices in outside markets. The
comparatively low price of bran and shorts here
is attribated to local competition. Thronghout
last week bran sold at §9 and shorts at §11 per

ton, but st the close some were ssking 310 for
bran and $12 for shorts.
GROUND FEED,

A sharp advance has been experienced in
ground corn and out chop, which is about the
only article in the markot under this head.
‘This is due to the sharp rise in prices of both
corn and oats arising from the drought, which
is said to have seriously damaged these crops in
a number of the western States. The local
jobbing prico was advanced lusy week to $23
per ton, and higher prices still are looked for,
if outside markots maintain the advance nlrcadg
made, as prices here are below a parity wit
prices south,

MRALS,

Prices are unchanged as follows: Catmeal,
standard, $2.60 ; granulated, $2.65 per 100 lbs.;
rolled cats, $2.75 persack of 901bs. Rolled oats
arcalso obtained in 80 1b sacksat $2.65. Corn-
meal is held at E1.50 per 100 lbs.

OATS .

The steady and sharp advance in oats in out-
side markets has been felt here, in a sha
advanco in local prices. Prices have advance
briskly both in castern Canada and in Minne-
sota markets, due in the Ilater case to unfavor-
able crop reports from a number of tho westera
States -~here the crop has suffered severely
from drought in some sections. Local jobbing
prices were irregnlar, and  were gives at 50 vo
55¢c. per bushel, though it is claimed that they
cannot be laid down here now at the lowest
quotation. A further advance on lowest quota-
tion is looked for.

BEANS AXD SPLIT PEAs.!

White beans are jobbing at §2.25 per bushel
in small Jots.

BUTTER.

There has been no material change in the
situation and about the same prices are obtain-
cd. There is very little selling an local accouat
retail dealers being supplied to quite an extent
by country customers. When they want o
package or two they will J\ay from 12 to ldc.
per 1b. for good to choice dairy, as to quality,
and sometimes 15¢. is obtained for a choico
solceted package, but this is an outside figure.
Occasional small shipments arc mado westward,
but the weather is too hot for shipping to
advantage. Receipts of good butter are not
very heavy, but stocks of course are accumulat.

inflox later on, when the weather is more
favorable for shipping.

A large quantity of hay will be
put up this week.

The fruit crop of Manitoba is phenomenally
large this year. Bfanitoba has no cultivated
fruit crop to speak of, bt this applies to wild
fruits, which are & very important factor in our
crops. Cultivated fruits such as strawberries,
taspberries, corrants, aro grown to a limited
cxtent, and are  producing well, Tho crop of
wild strawberries, raspberrics, blucberrics,
saskatoon berrics, gooseberries, currants, plums,
cranberrics, is very abundaat, and largo quan.

A New Railway.

Tue first sod of the Calgary and Edmonton
railway was turned at Calgary on Monday last
by Hon. Mr. Dewdaey, amid much enthusiasm
on the part of the people. This important
event marks a new cra in the history of Calgary
andthe great territory of Alberta. The firstgreat
event in the history of that territory was the
construction of the Canadian Pacific railway.
The construction of the Calgary and Edmonton
railway is a matter of little less importance so
far as the territory of Alberta is concerned,
than was the building of the great trans.
continental road. While the Canadian Pacific
crossed the territory from east to west, the new
railway will open up the country from north to
south, There i3 a grand country awaiting
settlement between Calgary and Edmonton
through which this road will pass, while the
contemplated southern extension of the road
from Calgary to Maclcod will also be through
an excellent country. The entire region north
and south is a country where stock-raising,
farming, dairying, etc., should reach the climax
of perfection, while the territory is not without
mineral and timber wealth, there being great
opportunities in both of these industries. The
road from Calgary to Edmonton will at once be-
come the highway to the great Peace River coun-
try, and along this highway in time will flow
the great commerce which will eventually be
built up in these vast northern regions. THE
CoMMERCIAL wishes that tho flourishing young
city of Calgary and the rich territory of Alberta
will gain overy expected advantage from the
construction of this railway, The business
men of Calgary have worked hard for the road,
and they ave to be congratulated upon the
movement now made to carry out their desires.
The people of Edmonton and northern Alberta
generally are also to be congratulated upou the
fact that their isolation will soon bo broken.
Those who had the couragoe to go into these
northern regions with the belief that the value
of the country would soon attract scttlement
and bring in a reilway to them, will soon have
their hopes realized. Flourishing scttlements
will grow up all along the linc of the railway,
and gencral dovelopment may bo expected to

follow tho building of the road.

Chase & Saunborn have advanced prices lc on
all their coflecs.

The severe drought throughout the southwest
has damag:d the cora crop and is causing
strength in this cereal,

Oats are stronger in tho States owing to the
damage from drought in the west. In Missouri,
Kansas, Nebraska and Illinois the crop is said
to be very poor.,

The Waterous Engine Works Company of
Brantford have received the gold medal and
two certificates of merit from the Meltourne
Exhibition held last year for their sawmill
exbibited there.

The Toronto Empire of July 19 says: Most
of the orders for foreiga dried fruit have gone
forward. They are larger than usual, and
buyers placed them with more spirit, The past
season has been a most satisfactory one to tho
local trade. All of them made money. The
market is now bare, or almost so, while in
former years there was usually considerable
stock on hand. Prunes are now almost entire-
ly cleared out, while it is probable that the
market will be bare of currants, Valencia and
Sultana raisins before the new crop arrives.
Late mail advices give favorable reports on the
condition of Valencia raisins and currants, and
the reports of a poor crop of Sultanas are con-
firmed. The Smyrna fig crop will not be as
good as was anticigated.

Berry Bughes.

The woods of Manitoba and the Northwest at
present show n remarkable, delightful and in.
teresting appearance on account of the wonder-
ful profusion of berries that everywhere en-
riches the forest. The woodsin every direction
are purple with ripe, beautiful and delicious
fruit ; the bushes bLending down hencath the
load of berries that cluster every twig on every
branch of every tree. The saskatoon is found
all over the Northwest and extends to the north
as far a3 the foreat belt branches. The tree is
clean, beautiful, without thorns, the leaves
much resembling thoso of a pear tree, and in
spring the saskatoon buskes add much to the
beauty of the forest by the multitude of white
blossoms with which the trees are beauntified.
When the buffaloes inbablited the country, sas.
katoon berries were much used in the manufac-
turc of pommican. Tho treo is one of the hard-
iest found in the country, and although it does
not grow to a largoe size, it makes a beautiful
shade tree owing to the delicacy of the leaves,
the abundanco of the blossoms and the profusion
of fruit which it carries in good seasons. It is,
however, doubtful if the berries could beim-
proved by cultivation. The tree is in cvery
scnse o wild one, and the largest and best frait
is always found on bushes thal grow in the
shade.—Pilot Mound Sentinel,

Tho Hamilton Powder Co. is crecting works
near Nanaimo, to supply the B.C, trade. Part
of the machinery for the works have arrived.

Steps are being taken for the incorporation
of the Vancouver Loan, Savings snd Trust
Company, Limited, with a capital of $500,000.

Tho contract for the construction of the New
Westminster Wator Works Las been awaraud.
The building and plant will cost abous $60 00C.

Arool and unusually wet season ha: done
some injury to crops, but the weather has been
more favorable of Iate, and a good harvest is
looked for.

The firm of Wright & Jamison, browers,
New Westminster, has been dissolved; Wright
retires {.om the business and R. Cochrane he-
comes a membor of the firm,  The business will
bs conducted under the pame of Jamicson,
Cochrane & Go,

Tho first large shipment of scrap iron from
Vancouver to San Francisco is ready to be
loaded on the vessels. Beforo the arrivalof the
noxt steamer abont twice as much will be ready
for shipment. The most of it comes from the
various car shops along the line of the Canadian
Pacific Railway.

The contract for the ferry steamer to ply on
tho Fraser river at Westminster, has been
awarded to Reid & Currie and Cupt. Terhune,
who put in o combined tender for the job.
Reid & Currie will build the engines and Capt.
Terhune the hull. The contract price was in
the neighborhood of $15,000.

The Vancouver Vews ddrertiser says.—Mr,
Miller, the owner of the UGolden Slipper, on
Texada Island, seat cight ounces of gold to
Vancouver last week, ~vhich he had panned
from his claim. The value of the gold is said
to be over two hundred dollars, and was gath-
ered in the ourse of four weeks.

Charles Bunting, custows inspector at Esqui-
malt, died rezently. The deceased was one of
the oldest residents oun the Island, being ameng
the first to engage in business at Victoria. Te
afterwards moved to Esquimalt where he re-
ceived the appointment which he held till his
death. He was a native of St. Johns, N.B,

The demand for {resh salmoa for shipment
casi ward has been in excess of the supply. The
run of spring salmon in the Fraser river has
dwindled away to small dimensions. Sockeye
salmon usually arrive about the middle of July
or carler, but thoy huve not yet put in an ap-
pearance.  This is the variety which makes up
the principal pack of the canueries.

The strike at the \Wellington collieries con.
tinues. ‘The cottages occupied by the miners
beiong to the proprictors of the mine, and the
tenauts are to be ovicted. 'The court has given
a decision that the micers must vacate, An
appeal is being madoe for ho'p in tho nature of
tents, oto., to shelter the people, Single men

were given threo and married men ten days to
vacate their dwellings.

Thoe Fruit Growers’ Association of British
Columbia hac issued & seat pamphlet, contain-
ing a list of premiums offered by the association
for the oxhibition to be held in the city of Now
Westminster on the Gth and 7th of August next.
The list of prizes is nore oxtensive than last
year, and it is hoped to make this, the second
exhibition, superior to anything of the kind
aver held ia British Columbia.

The London, England, Financial News re.
ports that C. D. Rand, of Vancouver, has
succeeded in organizing and floating a strong
financial corporation, to be known as the Vau-
couver Land Securities Corporation. The share
capital of the company is £500,000, in 100,000
shures of £5 each, of which 33,000 shares,
credited with £1, as paid upon each share will
be allotted w owners of part of the properties
to bo acquired by the corporation, as stated in
the prospectus. Tho prospectus sets forth that
the corporation has been formed for the pur-
pose of purchasing and making advances npon
tho security of freehold properties in British
Columbia. -

Union Bank of 0anada.

This prosperous iostitution has now stood
the test of time for a quarter of a century.
The twenty-fifth annual meeting, held receatly,
shows that the affairs of the bank are still be-
ing attended with success. The net earnings
exceeded those of the previous year, and when
it is considered that last yeac was gencrally un-
satisfactory throughout Canada from a business
standpoiat, this information will be specially
pleasing. It shows that the busiuess of the
bank has increased during a poor year, and on
a solid basis at that as a deduction has been
made for doubtful debts beforo the amount of
nect eamh;%s was struck. The sum of '$50,000
has been added to the rest account, making this
fund $200,000. The Winnipeg brauch of the
Unaion, under the management of Mr. Patton,
has anjoyed a prosporous seasen, and ig steadily
wideniog its infuenco,
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Nanaimo, B.0.

Nanaimo is located on the east coast of
Nancouver Island, seventy-threo miles north of
Viotoria. It s connccted with tho capital city
by tho Esquimalt and Nanaimo railway, oveor
which there is a daily scrvice. Steamnors also
ran to Vancouvor and Now Westinster, thus
giving direct commuoic.tion with the two prin.
cipal mainland ports. There are, also, occa-
sional steamers to the local ports, and a regular
steamer to Comox, o settlement and mining
point farther north on the Vancouver Island.
Tho line of steamers between Portland and
Alaska also stop at Nanaimd, as weli us steam-
ors from Puget Sound ports. Theso regular
stoamnors, togothor with steamers which come
in to coal, aud ships ongaged in tho export coal
trado, make Nunaimo a shipping point of im-.
portanco. Thoro arc always vessols in port
*sadiag coal.

COAL MINING.

To writo about Nanamio without mentioning
the coal mines, would be like writing a history
of tho United States without mentioning
Washington. Nauaimo is a coal town, and the
place owes its importance if not its existence to
tho coat mines. Nanaimo is the centro of the
coal trail of British Columbia, in fact, until the
Union mines wero opened at Comox & year or
two ago, it was the only point where coal min-
ing development had been carried on to any
oxtent.

Coal mining was inaagurated at Nanaimo by
the Hudson's Bay Company in the early days.
Later the Company sold out its interest to the
Vancouvér Cral Company. The mines have
been worked for thirty or forty years, and there
are now threo companies operating in the dis-
trict. The new Vancouver Coal Company suc-
ceeded to the property of the Vancouver Coal
Campany. This Company is maianly composed
of British stockholders, aud Samuel M. Robins
is superintendent of the mines and works. The
Woellington Collieries are operated by R.
Dunsmuir & Sons, of these miunes John Bryden
i8 the manager on the spot. The third company
is the East Wellington Coal Company. The
headquarters of the Vancouver Company is
right in Nanaimo. The Wellington collieries
have their headquarters at Wellington, six
miles beyond Nanaimo, where the Company
has its own stores and shops aund there is the
terminus of the railway. The East Wellington
Company’s minee: are located between Nanaimo
and the Wellington mines. There is a fine
double harbor, the portion extending to the
We'lington mines being «nown as Departure
Bay. The average number of men employed in
the mines is about 2,500. The coal is largely
exported, San Francisco being the principal
outside market.

The output of the British Columbia coal
mines last year, according to the Government
Inspector’s report, is as follows: Nanaimo,
223,870 tons; Wellington, 273,383; East Well-
ington, 51,372; and Union mines at Comox,
31,204 tous; the total production for 1889 being
thus 579,839 tons. The amount exported by
these collierics was 443,675 tons, of which 417,-
904 tons were shipped to California; and there
were used for local comsumption 124,574
tons, The coal mining ioterest will bo dealt
with in a separate article, and this brief
reference will suffice at present.

SAND STONE.

Coal is not the only oxport from the distrizt.

A very fine quality of sand stone has been dis-

covired and recontly the exportation of this
articlo to tho United Stat 1 has commenced,

Nanaimo does not now depend upon the
mines alone., Quite a numbor of industries of
ono kind and another havq grown up, Theso
includo a sawmill and sadh and door factory
owned by A. Huslam; a reforence to which will
bo given in another article. There is also a
foundry and machine shop owned by T. & N.
Dobeson. This is & comparatively now industry,
started about a year ago. A good deal of wotk
is done for tho minos and shipping.

An important industry is the British Colum-
bia Tanning Company. This is a uow com.
pany formed by local business men. The
ofticers are J. Abrams, president and manager;
A. Haslam, M.P.D., secrotary; J. Pawson.
treasurer; divectors, J. W. Sticton, S. Bright.
man, E. Quennoll, T. W. Glaholm. The
tannery building hes recently beon completed
and operatiors - oramenced. The main build.
ing is 48 t 80 feet in size, with frur flats.
Heavy stock mill be made principally. Sheep-
skin ta.aing will also bo done, aud the com.
paay will make a specialty of taaaing buckskin
from the abundant local supply of deer skins
obtainable. It is also the intention to establish
a shoo factory ‘. . onnection, where shoes will
bs manufactured wholesale for the provincial
trade. The manufactuio of gloves and mitts
will also be undertaken.

Among the other industries is a brewery,
operated by J. Mahrer. Mr. Mahrer is en.
deavoring to work up a local company to maou-
facture lager beer. There are also soda water
works, brickyard, marble works, harness shop,
cigar factory, and other local industries. The
Hamilton Powder Company is eresting powder
works ucar by, to supply the large quantity of
powder used in the mines, and for the provin.
cial tcade. In furniture and upholstering there
is considerable work done, In this line John
Hilbert carries on business, in which ho has
beon established six years. Ho has a very
large stock. Mr. Hilbert is mayor of tho place,
to which office he was clected by a large ma.
jority. J. Hoskin, jr. also carries on business
in furniture, crockery, house furnishing goods,
ate. Thereare alargenumberof stores in alllines
of trade, there being about 150 business institu.
tionsof one kind and anotherin taecity. Amoog
the principal business places are: Alex,
Moeyer & Co., general merchauts; A. R. Joho.
son & Co., general merchants; § »nx. & Per-
kins, diy goods dealers and milliusry. The
latter firm carry a fine atock of goods.

Nanaimo has an unusually large number of
hotels for a’ town of the size. The Windsor
House, kept by H. Dempsey, is the principal
commercial house. The financial business of
the town is looked after by a branch of the
Bank of British Columbia, Nanaimo has a
daily paper, the Free Press, published by Geo.
Norris. A semi.weekly isaleo published. The
Free Press is the old stand-by of the district.
It bas held tho fort for the past sixte:n years
and has grown up with the place. Opposzition
papers have been started on several occasions,
but they have each succumbed in tura, leaving
Bro. Norris in undisputed possession of the
field. Among the professional men of the placo,
E. M. Yarwood, barrister, will be found an
agrecable and sociable gentleman, who is always
pleased to give what information he can about
the district to visitors, aud in this direction he
poscsses quite a fund of kunowledge.

PUBLIC INSTITUTIONS.

Nanaimo has a board of trado of which the
following ave the officers: 8. M. Robins, pres.
ident; John Hilbert, vice.prosident; Marous
Wolfe, secretary-treasurer. Council: T. W,
Glaholm, J. H. Pleaco, Jas. Abrams, . Pim.
bury, J. Mahrer, A. Haslam, G. Norris and J.
Sehl. The board was formed about a year ago.

The city has water works, and islighted with
gas. Eleceria ilght works aro aleo biing estab-
lished. Ali theso are owned by private com.
panics, and thoy aro paying institations. At
tho ;astannual meeting of the gas comgany a
dividend of ten per cent. was denlarad, avd it
was decided to incrcase the cpvita' stock to
8100,000. In addition to tho water works
wiich can bo used in case of fire, *horo is a fire
brigade, equipped with steam and hand engines,
so that the city is well prepared to cope with
fire.

A finc opera house has been crected by J.
Mahrer, at a cost of $35,000. It is a brick
building with stono facings, and is fitted up in
20d style throughout. Mr. Mahrer is one of
the public spirited men of tho place, and he is
not afraid to invest his money for the advance-
ment of the city. Auvother promivent building
is tho post office, bui't out of stono quarried on
the spot.

Nanaimo is a lezal centro and head.quarters
of & judical district. I has a court house and
resident judge, jails and other public offices.
Nanaimo is also a port of entry, and hasa
custom house, and a resident consul represent.
ing tho United States; also a Dominion Govern
ment savings bank. The town has grown
steadily with the dovelopment of the mining
industry, and it figures very largely in the ex-
ports of the province. Theo population of the
city, including the mines, is placed at between
7,000 and 8,000 souls,

Grain and Milling,

The people of the township of Oliver and of
Neebing, Port Arthur district, Ont., ave agitat-
Ing for a grist mill.

The Smith Purifier Co. of Jackson, Mich..
has renowed operations, the financial difficulties
of the Company having been satisfactonly
adjusted.

The roller mill at Russell, Man., must be
finished by August 1st to secure the bonus of
$5,000. Every eort is being made to complete
it in good time,
