He
was one of the unfortunate ones the time of the
fire, his entire stock being destroyed, but
almost betors the fire had ceaved to burn he
had a new stock ordered and a buildiog secured
in which tc open. C. Christie, general store-
keeper, has been doing busingss here for near-
ly five years, but has only been handling dry
goods and clothing part of that time. \Vhen
he opened his stock consisted of groceries and
provisions ouly. ‘The Hudson’s Bay Company
have a branch store here with M. S. Beeston as
manager. The year just passed wasa very
satisfactory one to thein, the amonnt of busi-
ness done exceeding considerably that of any
previous year. Geo. Manson is also in the
peneral store business at this point.

Dr. A. Lawson, who was formerly in business
in Ontario, opened a drug store here on the
20th of May last. He hus o large stock of
drugs on hand and reports a very good busi.
ness doing. W. R. Thomas wasalsoin the
drug business, but has disposed of his stock to
N. H. Jackson, of ‘Vinnipeg, and intends re-
turning to the old country. Under the title
of the Shoal Lake Carriage Works, C. I
Greenshaw conducts his wagon and carriage
making business. e also does the furniture,
undertaking and lumber trade of the town. He
too suffered the time of the fire but that onjy
proved to be a temporary check as he is now
cstablished in a new building aud handliog a
much larger stock of goods. A.S. Arnold,
butcher and cattle dealer, is now in business
for the second time. It is four years ago since
be started first, but he disposed of that t usiness

and went away. After an interval of about a
year he camo back and opened out again, and
is now doing a large trade not only in the town
but in the surrounding country as well, The
Qucon’s Hotel is at present the only one in the
place. It has recently changed hands,
being now under the management of A.
M. Cameron. There is also a good boarding
house on the south side of the railroad kept by
Andrew Marshall at which first.class accom-
modation can be had. Mr. Marshall is also in
the grain business, buying wheat and all kinds
of grain for shipment,

The floar mill which is located here is one  f
the largest on the line, it having a capacity of
150 barrels per day, There is an clevator in
connection with it. Loth are’ the property of
the Shoal Lake Milling Co. The end of the
year 1890 found the business community o°
Shoal Lake in a much more prosperous con-
dition than did the close of 1889. It speaks
well for the town that it was able to recover so
quickly from the reverses which met it during
the closing month of that year. The fire,
coming just at a time when merchants had in
large stocks of goods in preparation for a good
fall trade, left the majority of them in a very
unsettled frame of mind, not knowing whether
to build again or not. Then to make matters
worse the crops turned out shorter than was
expected, and necessitated the carrying over of
a number of debts, which, had they been paid,
would have been barely sufficient to set the
town on its feet, At the close of 1390, how-
ever, not only had the lost ground been re.
covered, but an actual advance has been made
in the number of stores doing business.

The returns of the last week in December,
1890, show that over 15,000 bushels more of
wheat had Leen marketed up to that time, than
was marketed altogether from the 188Y crop
and it is probable that, taking the outside
cstitnate, not morc than two-thirds of the 1890
crop was in at the time those returns were
made. Tho country lying to the north of the
town was the only part which had any frosted
wheat to speak of last fall, the other districts
being comparatively free and much of the
wheat from them was of an exceedingly good
quality, the bulz of it grading Wo. 2 hard.
The largest yield to the acre obtained was from

the land lying to tho south of the town, the
crop off this being equal in volume and quality
to anything in the provincs.

Whoat.

Wheat appears to bo sick indeed.  Following
the opeaing of what was gencrally supposed
would bo a crop year of high prices, values have
gono down, down, down, and the recovery,
which it was expected would come as soon as
the financial eituation eased up a bit, appears
as far off as over, (At least this is the caseat
the time of writing this article. If thero is any
change before the week is out, our market re-
ports on another page will show it.) Itis now
so late in the scason that even the most
sanguine are beginning to be doubtful uf higher
prices. Wheat is grown over an immenso area
of the earth’s surface. Harvesting is going on
somewhere in the world abont every motth in
the year At this season of the year future
crop prospects are an important factor in
governiog values, Though the statistical situ-
ation foc the balance of the crop year is certain.
ly stroug, yet big crop prospects for the future
might overbalanco this situation. Anustralie,
Argentine, Chili, etc., have their new crop on
the market in Junuary. The following is the
forecast of the Lon-don Miller for January :-

“January is not likely to greatly advance
prices with hard weather, or greatly to reduce
them with thaw. 7The limits within which
t-ade can move are somowhat rigidly defined.
‘the price of the finest white wheat may bo re-
duced 1s. by big shipments from California and
Australia, but from 37s. G1. to 36s. 6d. is the
utmost alteration at all likely to ceccur. Qa
the other hand, Russian and Roumanian red
wheat may easily rise ls., especially as Russian
reserves are smaller than usual at the ports,
and the tmlk of the Roumanica surplus is
unde stood 1o have been already exported.
Indian wheat will continue to be ruled by the
silver exchange, but no price chanze, cither up
or down, seems to be very immicent. The now
Chitian and Argentine wheat crops are hikely
to be put upon the market at prices leading to
a fair trade, but the total offered will haidty
be suflicient to depress Mark Lane. Farmers
(home) have sold freely at a 325 31. level for
wheat, and thetefore we have to look fur fairly
liberal offers at the country markets, despite
the weather.

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SOUTH AMERICAN TROUBLES,

It looks as though another period of pro-
longed disturbance is ahead of South America.
Theso ropublics have so far mado a very bad
attempt at solf government, Ravolutiovs have
followed oach othor in quick successiod, and
when o .t torn by intornal strife, conflicts be-
twoon adjoining republics have usually beon in
order. In fact South America has soldom for
long at a time been without a disturbance of
gome naturo on haud,

These little wara aud revolutions have beon
of such common ocourrence that they have
attracted little attention outside of those im.
mediately or indivectly interested therein. At
tho present time, however, more than usual
attention is turned to South America, on ac-
count of the financial stringeocy which has
baeen created throughout the world, as a result
of the bursting of the Argeatine bubble. A
good deal of British aud European capital,
as Trg CodxyveRrcial has recently showa, has
been sunk in the different countries of South
America. With the exception of Chili the
Argentine Ropublic, and Brazil, all these coun-
tries have defaulted in meeting their indebted-
ness. When therefore Argoatine succeeded in
piling up such au enormous debt, it was not
without a kaowledge of the past history of
South American loans, that the money was
forthcoming so freely. Bat Argentine aud
Chili have been looked upon as the two shining
lights of South America. The recent revolu-
tion in the former country burst the bubble,
which soorer or Jater was bound to give way,
and started the financial panic ia Londoo,
which led to the collapze of the great house of
Biring. What Argentine securities are now
worth, it would be a diffitult matter to deter-
mine. From recent advices it appesrs that
aflairs aro far from haviag settled down in that
country, and there are fears of further out.
breaks. The whole country appears to bsina
chronic state of insurrection. This situation
renlecs the outlook even more unsatisfactory
for holders of Argentine secuvities. Holders
of course hopa to realize something, and the
longer affairs remain uasettled the worse it
will be for holders of these secucrities. The
Argentine Goverament is vepurted to be
placiog heavy taxes on mercantile conceras,
which is not reasauring for the prosperity of
sthe country.

And now Chili, the remaining staté of South
Awerica, which has heretofore been an excep-
tion to the other republics, appears to be in
for a revolution, Chili has been considered
cven more stable than any of the other coun-
tries, with the exception of Brazil, previous to
the recent revolution in that country. But
revolution appears io bn now rife in Chili. The
Chilian ficet, the pride of that country, which
did such good service in the late war with
Pera and Bolivia, has revolted and is blockad-
ing the coast cities. The Government, it is
reported, has offered a ‘‘roward” of amnesty

and two gcars pay to those who have beer ua.
willingly led into tho revolt, providing thoy
submit. This looks like placiug a promium
upon tiesson. It is to bo hoped for tho sake
of Chili’s provious reputation, that this rekel.
lion will speedily come to naught; but it is
quite possible that the country is in for a pro.
longed series of disturbauces, which may result
in addiog another to tho defaulting states of
South America. Rumors of trouble also come
from other South Ameriown countries, including
Venezoula and Uruguay, while cven in the case
of Braz'l, the stability of the new administra.
tion, which sucoseded in overthrowing the
empire and ostablishing a :cpublic, is by no
means assured. Brazil must remain ia doubt
for some time, uatil her people have showan
thom they can govern themselves succassfully
oa the lines of a ropublic. So far as South
Amecica can cffect the financial sitnation,
thereforo, the outlook is not favorable, It
would apperr as though there must yot be
considerable liquidation on account of financial
investmonts in these unstable countrios,
though fear of a panic is now no doubt safely
passed.

THE LIVE STOOK TRADE.

The arrival of Samuel Plimsc!l in Canada,
to investigate the conditions under which live
‘stock are shipped, has stirred up a great doal
of interest all over the country. Mrc, Plimsoll
has gained resowa through his efforts in the
British Parliament in behalf of the sailors.
In this respect he has accomplished a good
work. Following on in the same lino, he has
now undertaken a movement relating to the
shipping of live stock. It has been claimed
that animals are subjected to a great deal of
hardship and suffering while in transit across
the ocean. Mr. Plimsoll proposas to have
measures passed by Parliac »nt, providing
certain rules to govern the shipment of cattle
into the British markets.

Canada’s live stock export trade to Great
Britain is a most important item. In 1890
shipments of cattle were 123,130 head, besides
43,372 sheep. On this account the pronosed
action of Mr. Plimsoll and the British Parlia.
ment i fraught with great interest to Canada.
It has been feared in some quarters that the
_object is to destroy the live stock trade ontirely,
and on this account the move has heen de-
nounced in some guarters, both by the press
and individuals. This Mc. Plimsoll vefutes.
He stated at Montreal receatly that his object
wag not to injure the industry, but he claimad
that there wers abuses existing which would
have to be remedied. He said that ‘‘the mat-
ter was now in the hands of an inter-depart.
mental commission composed of members of
the British board of trade and Depsartment of
Agriculture, who were msking investigations.
Any legislation that took place would be sub.
mitted to tho Dominion Government before it
was carried into effect. Ho stated that a will
was introduced at tho last session under his
auspices in the Imperial Parliameat, and the
main clause spoke of the cessation of beef stock
iuiportatisn from Cavada, and he would say
that unless it was conducted in a better manner
than it had been he would contend for that
gtill; but the second clause would have enacted

that any class of cattlo would bo exempted from
the provisions of tho bitl in the discretion of Her
Majesty's minister,”

At tho investigations held at Montreal and
othor places in Canada, it was shown that some
of the charges madeas to oruelty to animals
in the live stock trade, were unfounded. On
the other hand some abuses were made appar-
ent, which should be remedied. fna tho latter
respect, it is the duty of (lanada to forestall
any action on the part of the British Pacliament,
by providing legislation goveraing the shipment
of live stock, with a view t> preventing unoce.
easary cruelty to tho animals. If this is not
done, it is to be feared somo measure may bo
passed in Britain which will seriously hamper
this important trade. If Canada shows her
readioess to remedy any oxisting abuses, the
British Government will b less liablo to place
any unnecessary restrictions upon the trade.
In fact somo restrictive legislation might oven
prove an advantage to the trade. Mortality
amnong cattle in transit is somotimes a matter
of serious loss to shippers. 1t should be pro-
vided that vessels enguging in the cattlo trade
are properly equipped for this purpose and that
no overcrowding is practiced. If greater safety
is thereby secured to live stock, shippera would
be benefitted, instead of the trade injured.
Undoubtedly vessels have engaged in the trade
which wero not adapted to this purpose, and
cruelty and loss of animals bas resulted. Ship-.
pers, who perhaps on account of lower rates or
for other reasons, have made use of unsuitable
vessels, should be restrained, and they would
be restrained sometimes no doubt to their own
advantage. Greed will sometimes lead men to
run risks which ordinary business pradence
would consider unwise, and instances of this
nature have no doubt occurred in the live stock
trade. It would therefore be in the interest of
this important branch of our export trade to
have these abuses remedied, and this could bo
done by the appointment of & competent in-
spector, at ports of shipment.

Western Canada has come to the front witkin
the last year or two, in the export of live stock,
We look forward to a great expansion of this
industry in the future, and consequently the
West is deeply interested in this movement
concerning the shipment of live stock. Tue
CoMMERCIAL does not apprehend that any
serious injury to the trade will result and we
believe that all this talk about the industry
being in danger of destruction, is rather wild.
However, when we have our Hudson bay route
opened out, perhaps some plan of exporting
dressed meats will be devised, which will be
even more profitable than the present Yive stock
trade. We may be ablo some day to ship
frozen meats in the wiater season to a port on
Hudson bay, where it will ka stored in refrig-
erators, and shipped later on in vessels con-
structed for this trade.

UNRELIABLE. QUOTATIONS.

Trade quotations emenatiog from some mar-
kets of Fastern Canada, particularly Montreal,
appear to be very uoreliable. Ia the matter of
grain and flopr esj ecially Tig CoMmerciat has
found this to be the case. These Montreal
trade quotations have been the laughing-
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stock oun cnange in \Wionipeg for some time,
and if the quotations seunt out from Montreal
arc as near the mark generally as thoy are in
tho case of grain aud flour, they are a great
deal worso than usecless, because they are al-
together misleading. One Montreal oxchange
of laat weck now before us, purporting to boa
trade journal, actually quotes No. 1 Manitoba
hard wheat at $1.23 to $1.2¢ and No. 2 hard
at $1.21, while apring wheat patent flour is
quoted at £5.76 to 85.90. These prices ave
known to be absurdly astray—so much so that
it might bo taken that thoy were typographical
errors, wore it not that tho same figures have
been repeated in preceding issues rince last
summer.

A reforence to soveral other Montreal trade
exchanges shows that they are more or less
astray in their grain and flour prices. For 1n-
stance, the lowest quotation given for No. 2
Manitoba hard wheat at Montreal is 98 cents,
and the usual quotation is 98 centa to §1 per
bushel, Now tkeso (uotations are just 2 to 4
cents per bushel above sales made ob 'change
in Winnipeg, for delivery at Montreal. No. 2
hard wheat has sold repeatedly during the Just
three weeks in Winnipeg for delivery at Mon-
treal at 96 cents per bushel.

The publication of theso misleading quota.
tions isan injury to tho grain trade of Mani-
toba, besides being generally unreliable to
parties who may be governed by them. The
following item clipped from a recent issue of
the Winnipeg Free Press, will illustrate this
point :

“At a meoting at Cm‘twri?ht. Maao., called
for the purpose of discussing farmers’ interests

encrally, all appearad to have the one object
n view, viz., by what mecans can we obtain a
fair value for our grain. Quotations from the
east were read, and Manitoba prices compared,
when it was clearly shown that we are simply
beaten out of from 15 to 30 cents per bushel on
our wheat. All prescat pledged themselves to
meet a%ain on Tuesday, 13th January, a com-
mittee being appointed to procure all possible
information respecting grain rates, prices, the
(p:rospecw of securing u flat storehouse from the

.P.R, aud to devise means and find out the
best association to form ourselves into for our
protection. The meeting was very harmonious,
as it is apparent that wheat rings and monop-
olies must come to an end before farmers can
prosper.”

Of course this is all very ridiculous to thoso
who understand the situation, These Cart-
wright fariners evidently had before them some
Montreal trade quotations, and from these they
could casily make out that they were being
beaten in the way stated. Ve have shown
that No. 2 hard wheat is actually quoted 25
cents per bushel above its selling value at
Montreal. This ic one way in which these mis-
leading quotations do injury to the trade here.
Now, if we take 60 cents per bushel as the aver,
age price Lo farmers ia Manitoba for No. 2 hard
wheat, and add to this 28 cents per bushel for
freight charges to Montieal, and 3 to 4 cents
per bushel as the cost of buying and running
elevators, we have a total cost of 91 to 92 cents
per bushel as the cost of No, 2 bard wheat at
Montreal. The shipper here who sells at 98
cents delivered at Montreal has a margin of 4
to 5 ceuta a bushel, ont of which he has interest
and insurance charges to pay, and perhaps
com missions, before he pockets his profits. We

rather imagina the Cartwright farmers will look
for & wider margin than this before they take
all the risks involved in buildiag elevators and
shipping grain. Tho cost of buyiog and run-
ning eolevators of courso depends upon the
quantity of grain handled. At some points
where receipts are light, or compatition large,
it will oxcoed tho cost stated. Another risk to
be taken into accouat is the loss on grades. We
heard of one buyer who lost between sovon and
oight hunaved dollars on ono day’s transactious
recently through being plucked on his grades.
Whea all these things aro taken into account,
some little margin to comoe and go on is
required.

EARLY SOWING.

Tho last bulletin from the central experi-
mental farm at Ottawa, which has just been
reccived by Tux CoMurrciAL, is tho cst
valuablo yet issued. In this Prof. Saunders,
director of the systom of Dominion experimental
farms, relates tho results of practical experi.
ments-in carly and lato sowing of grain. The
knowledge gained in theso experimeunts alone is
sufficient to warrant all the tromible and sxpen.
diture in establishing these farms. Every
farmer who desires to excell should poszsess
himsolf of a copy of this bulletin for constant
reforence.

The oxperienco gained by these experiments
at tho central farm last season point to the
great value of early sceding.  ¢‘It is generally
conceded,” says tho professor, *that the
farmer who makes a pactice of gotting his seed
into the ground at the carliest opportunity,
after the land is in suitable condition to receive
it, realizes, as a rule, tho best return, but to
what extent the advantage is on his side, has
not heretofore been submitted to careful test in
Canada.” The oxperiments were carried out as
follows:—

*“Thirty-six plots of one-tenth of an acre cach
were devoted to a test of the relative advant.
ages of early, medium and late sowing of barley,
oats and spring wheat, two varietics of each
grain being sown. It was decided to sow one
of theso mns;es of six plots every week until all
were seeaed, making altogether six sowings.
The varieties of graic chosen were as follows:—
Barley. Prize Prolific and Danish Chevalier
{both two-rowed sorts); Oats, Prize Cluster and

Farly Race Ifovse; Spring Whest, Red Fife

and Ladega.

“The first twelve of the thirty.six plots were
cultivated with a disc harrow, and six of them
harrowed with a common iron harrow, ou the
21st of April, 1800, and sown on the 22ad ; the
other six plots ia this series were harrowed and
sown on the 20th. The noxt twelve plots were
similarly cultivated, six of them were harrowed
on the 5th of May and sceded on the 6th, while
the other six plots in this range wore harrowed
and sown on the 13th. The remaining twelve
plots were cultivated with the disc harrow and
six of them were harrowed with tho iron har-
row, on the 19th aud sown on the 20th, the
last six plots of the series being well harrowed
on the 27th of May and sown on May 2Sth.
From these particulars it will be scea that the
ground was well stirred beforc each sowing so
as to destroy all young weeds which might
nave started. By the treatment given, the
latter plots may he said to have had at the
start some advantage over those earlicr seeded
as far as weeds were concerned ; but before the
grain matured the weeds mado greater head-
way on the later sown plots.”

The result of these experiments is certainly
surpricing and is such as to astonish the most

enthusiastic advocate of early sowiog, Inthe
case of red fife wheat, tho first sowing roturned
11 bushe!s per acvo, the second nine bushels the
thicd8 bushels 135 pounds, tho fourth 4 basheis20
pounds, tho fifth threo bushels, tho sixth 2
bushels 35 pounds.  The first sowing of ladoga
wheat gavo 10 bushels 45 pounds, the second 9
bushels 13 pounds, the third 8 bushels, the fourth
3 bushels 55 pounds, the fifth 2 bushels 50
pounds, the sixth 2 bushols 30 pounds. In the
caso of barloy and oats, the result is equally
surpelsing. The first sowing of barley, prize
prolific variety, gave 40 buSlola 30 pounds,
tho sccond 24 bushels 38 pounds, the third 16
buslicls 22 pounds, tho fourth 14 bushels 3
pounds, the fifth 10 bushols® 16 pounds, the
sixth 11 bushels 2 pounds.  Prizo clustor oate
roturned 37 bushels 2 pounds from the first
sowing, 33 bushels 23 pounds from tu.c second,
30 boshels 20 pounds frem the third, 27 bushels
17 pounds from the fourth, 20 bushals 1¢ pounds
from tho fifth, and 17 bushels 22 pounds from
the sixth and Iast date of sowing.

Theso oxperiments are sufficient to forever
decide the value of early sowing, and account
for the fact that tho farmer who is early at it
is the more successful. It shows that groat
loss results from late sceding. These tests are
particularly valuable in the case of barley, as
many farmers imagins that it does not matter
much when barley is sown, o long as they
get in their wheat in good timo. Tho test
shows that the loss of one week in the sowing
of barley amounted to about sixteen bushels
per acre, whilo the delay of two wecks resulted
in a loss of considerably more than half the
crop. According to theie oxperiments, says
the Professor, *‘ It would appear that the
farmers of Oatario may lose by a delay of one
weck in the timo of secding over 23 millions of
dollars on the barley crop alons, aud by a
delay of two weeks, taking tho average results
of the two experiments, more than 33 millions,
estimating the value of barley at 50 cents per
bushel.”

CIVIC TAXATION,

Mayor Pearson, of Winnipeg, in hia inavgural
address to the new city council for 1891, referved
among other matters, to the tax question. The
present system of taxation was characterized
as iniquitous, and a business tax was recom-
mended as a snbstitute for the present personal
taxation. “Is it not monstrous,” asked his
worship, *‘that in addition to the other taxes
which they, with other citizens, are liable to,
our retail and wholesale merchants should be
called upon to pay sums ranging from $10 to
$1,000 oun their personal effects, their stock in
trade, which thus costs the purchaser so wmuch
more, and is finally paid by the consumer,
whilst lawyers, dactors, bankers, brokers, com-
mission agents, life, fire and loan companies,
and the various other occupations eujoying all
the benefits of our city governmeat and im-
provements cqually with the merchant, con-
tributing not one cent, other thau the realty
tax, to the cost thereof, while car-ying iucomes
often far excceding thoso of our wealthiest
merchante.”

There is certainly great inequality and in-
justico in the systemof taxation followed in Win-
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nipeg. Tug CoMMxroIAL has horetofore pointed
out tho weakness of tho present mode of tax.
ation. Tho taxatiun of personsl effects c.nnot
be carrfed out without injustice to many. A

lawyer or doctor may havo as large an incomo .

as a wholesalo crader, yot he goos freo of taxes,

whilo the latter pays taxes on his stock of '

goods. A businoes tax or liconse would cortain-
ly seem preferablo to tho present unjust system.
While the lawyer, doctor, agent, otc.,, has as
large an income from his business as the aver.
ago merchant, ho has no visible effecta subject
to taxation, nevortheless ho enjoys the fruits
of civic cxpenditure just as much as the mer.
chant and should bear a just share of taxation.
If business men must be taxed, a trade license
would be very much rore equitable than this
upjust system at present in vogue. While an
fncomo tax would be cquitable in principle, it
would be impractieal,

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WINNIPEG MONEY MARKET.

The monetary situation in Winnipeg shows
but little change sinve our last report, and the
prosess of mowing dova the financiul load
cariod by the trade interests goes steadily if
pot rapidly on. Banks recoive ireely all paper
from regular customers at 7 to 8 per cent., and
display no scarcity of funds to supfply the
regular wants of trade. How far the mowing
down process has proceeded may be judged
from facts revealed by a peep allowed in con-
fidence at the books of o leading wholesale house
in a staple branch. Last October this house
held cuatomer’s paper acd open accounts
aggregating about onc-half of the firw's
annual turn over. At present this
is down to about thirty five per cent of
the same, »nd at the prssent rate of reduction
it will be under tweoty-five per cent before the
middle of April. Others may vary from this
rule, but the latitude will not be wide, and
this may be accepted as an jiudex of mercantile
finances generally, The handling of grain
makes o steady but not heavy demand for
funds, and with the proportion of trade paper
gradually diminishing, bavks are not feeling
the strain they experienced a month or two
ago. The pressure from the east, too, has con-
siderably eased up, and with the money rates
gettiog low in Great EBritaio, this pressure
may give way entirely very soon. Such is. the
financial situation in trade affuirs, while in real
estate mortgage loans the busiress doing is
light and very slow in movement. But few
new applications for loans are coming in, acd

payments of interest and principle also come
in with tantalizing slowness.

WINNIPEG WROLESALE TRADE,

There have been some slight symptoms
of revival in several of the staple branches
of wholesale trade during the past week,
although thero is as yet no general activ-
ity, and unless in food lines and others of
every day consunmiption, therehas been very little
call for goods for immediatedelivery. In season
lines mild weather has prevented any calls
for sorts that might have been made, but re-
tailers both in the city and country have been
taking hold more frcely than heretofore of
spting and summer samples, and orders for
delivery next month and March have been
comiog in with somo freedom. Travellers are
all out with these goods, and for a month hence
there will be o steady stream of orders coming
in. Thereis as yet no movement in lins
depeudent upon building and contracting,
and wuone is loocked for until  Feb.
ruary is well advanced. In every day
staples the movemeont is still limited to the
demands for immediate wants, and there is no
pisposition displayed to go beyond that. Cash
rcturns while they are coming in better than
during tho months of November and December,
are still slow, and until thero is further reduc-
tion of the debt load in the country, there is
not likely to be any vigorous cffort made to
increase sales in any outside of season lincs.

BURNING OILS.

There is no change to rcport, only that sales
are on the droop. Prices remain unchaoged
and as fo'llows:—Water White, 31; Eocene,
33c; Sunlight, 28¢; Naptha, per case, $350;

Theroe is 1o reaton for complaint about sales,

the movement of goods being quite free, but
collections are not as satisfactory as could be
wished.

DRY G0ODS, CLOTHING, ETC.

Au unusually mild January has made an un.
usually light demand for winter sorts, and
during last week there has been an utter
ubsence of the little fragmentary sorting orders
usual during this month. Sales for spring
delivery from sp:ing and summer samples have
increased in volume, and travellers are sending
io fairly good returns. Collections are slow,
but not as discouraging ag they were a month
ago,

FGEL.

Anthracite coal is still held at £9.25 delivered.
and Galt coul at $7. Bituminousis quoted at
$730. Therc has been a weakening in the
wood trade, bronght about by continued mild
weather. Poplar is still held at $2.50 to $2 75
on track, and tamarac at $4.25 to $£4.50, but
prime oak sold during the week as low as $4
on track. \With more snow and good sleighing
there would very probably be a drop in both
poplar and tamarac.

FISM.

There has been quite a variety of fish in the
city during the past week, but only white fish
and fionan haddock could be had in wholesale
quantitics, the former at 3 to 6c a pound, and
tho latter at 9¢ & pound in 30 pound boxes.
Atretall, B.C. salinon aud fresh herring; sprats,
smelt, cod, haddock, bhallibut, pickerel, perch
and sturgen could be had. Oysters are quoted,
standards, $2 and selects §2.25 a gallon.

GREEN FRUITS.

In fruits business is very dull. Apples are
tho principal feature of interest.  Southern ap-
ples of rather inferior varieties have sold at $7
per barrel, while choicest fruit is hald at §S.

GROCERIES,

This staple braunch is in a rather slow state.
Sales are mostly of small lots for immediate
wants, while collections are slow and irregnlar.
Staple lines arcunchanged in pric2s. Quotations
being: Sugars—Yellow, 6 to 63c; Graoulated,
78c: Coffees, green,—Rios, from 24 to 23¢,
Java, 27 to 29¢; Old Government, 29 to
S2¢; Mochas, 33 to 33c.

Fuller particulars of the Lon-
don sales is expected neat week. C. M. Lamp-
son & Co’s sales were also.going on in London,
and will be completed to-day.

WHOLESALE PRODUCE MARKETS,

WINNIPEG.

WHEAT

Wheat has continued weak and uncertain,
«declining on most days of the week in leading
United States markets. Oa Friday, January
23, Chicago was sbout 1jc under a week ago.
May wheat at Minneapolis on Thursday was
2c wnder & week ago. The week opened with
heavy bauk failures at Kansas City on Monday
which depressed prices. Cables were dull and
Minncapolis and Duluth received 444 cars,
againgt 300 a year ago. The visible supply
decrcase was nouv as large as expected, being
announced at 338,000 bushels. Later an
error was discovered in the statement, which
showed the decrease to be over 100,000 bushels
greater than had been first stated. On Tucs-
day Liverpool cabled 3d lower, and receipts
were again large. Minneapolis and Duluth
getting 260 cars, against 150 cars a year ago.
Wheat on passage showed an incsease of 816,-
000 bushels. It began to be feared that
northwestern crops have bheen greatly
underestimated, and the continued large
receipts is one of the worst features the bulls
have to face. New York showed an upward
tendency on Wednesday, on which day it was
17¢ above Chicago, thus showing Chicago prices
to be on a shipping basis, and not shoveit as
has often been the case. DBradstreet’s report
showing & decreaso of 1,550,000 bushels in
stocks cast and west of the mountains, turned
prices upward on Wednesday:  Minneapolis
and Duluth received 260 cars on Wednesday,
aguinst 122 cars a year ago, and on Thursday
those two points received 204 cars, against 152
a year ago. Cables were firmer on Wednesday
and Thursday, the cold weather iofluencing
the situation. On Friday cables wete
casier, but fair cxport clearances helped
the ninrkets. Bradstreet’s rveport, dated
New York, January 23, says: ¢ Exports
of wheat and flour, both coasts (inclndiog
flour) from July to date, as wired Bradstreet's,
equal 56,637,000 bushels, against 61,000,000
bushels in thirty weeks of 1859-90, avd 56,300,
000 bushels in 1888-89, and §2,000,000 bushels
iu thirty weeks of 1887-88.  This wecks total
cxports cqualled 2,205,000 bushels, against an
average of 1,700,000 bushels in like wecks in
each of the threc preceeding years.  Last week
1,104,579 bushels were shipped.”

In Manitoba the situation has been charae-
terized by decreasing receipts at a number of
points, receipts at some of the principal mar-
kets being very light.  There has been almost a
gradual decrease in farmers’ deliveries since the
new year. Prices in country markets were not
varicd much. At some points prices moved up
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a bit, and at others they wore lowered, tho
average being about the same asn week ago.
About 60c per bushel was the usual price to
farmers at principal country markets, for No.
2 hard. The movement contivues principally
through to the eeabourd, and cars bave
boen obtained o3 readily as could have
been oxpected, considering the unexpected
nature of the movement. Stocks in sioe at
Lake ports are iucreasing very slowly, only
Leat quality of wheat going iuto store, while
poorer stuff, which comprises the bulk of the
crop, is moving to the eeaboard. Stocks at
Lake Superior elevators were 409, 339 bushels,
showing an increase for the week of about 25,.
000 bushele. Itis certainly desirable to get
all poor and damaged wheat out of the country
as early as possible, though the low prices will
no doubt influence many to hold. \When
warm weather sets in it is likely this dumaged
grain will not be marketable at any price.

On the WV innipeg exchange business was dull
during the week, dealers being depressed by
the downward tendency in prices. Ua Mon-
day No. 2 northern sold at 9lc per bushel,
Montreal f-eights, On Tuesday No. 2 nurth.
ern aszia sold on a basis of Moutreal freignts,
at 90)c. On Fiiday one car of feed wheat, o
good sumple, suld at 3uc per bushel here.

FLOUR.

There is no change to note in flour prices.
Quotations in jobbing lots to the local
trade, per 100 pounds are now as follows:
Pa'ents, $2.50; strong bakers’, $2.30 ; 2ad
bakers, $2.00; XXXX, $1.35; superfine, $1.15;
middlings, $2.50 ; graham flour, $2.40 ; cracked
wheat, $2.40 ; buckwheat flour, $3 75.

Ia Manitoba country markets prices to
armers ranged generally from 23 to 27¢ per 34
pounds, and in some country markets up to
30c was quoted. This shows a considerable up.
ward tendency in piices, as compared with a
week ago. At several Manitoba country mar.
kets prices arc above a shipping basis, owing to
falling off in receipts, which at these points is
only equal to the local demand.

Quoted at 23 to 23¢ at city or country points.
BGTTER.

Commission dealers aro offering to th2 retail
trads at prices ranging from 12 to 29c per
pound, according to quality, for dsiry. At
these prices it is taken in sinall quantities.

Jobbiog at about I2¢ per pound, and slow
sale.

Following is the address delivered by rotiring
president N, Bawli, at tho recent annuel meot.
ing of the Winnipeg Grain and Produce Iix-
change :—

Gentlomen,—1 presume it is fitting, before
rcsi%ning the trust committed to my care at
our lagt annual general meeting, that I should
mako some general observations regarding the
interest with which this Exchange is more
particularly idontified,

I am very glad to be able to say that the
Winnipog Grain and Produce FExchange has
had a yeur of general Erosperity. Our mem-
berehip has not diminished, while the financial
statement will show a very satisfactory balance
sheet. In fact, the council, after full consider-
ation, decided that we had attained such im
portance that our interests could only be pro-
tected and enlarged nader an act of incorpora.
tion. Tho eolicitor of the Exchange was,
therefore, instructed to take tho primary stops,
pendiog your final decision to-day. I trust you
will endorse tLe action taken, and instruct Mr.,
Robinson (our solicitor) to take such ateps as
will secure for us an act of incorporation from
the Provincial Legislature. The market renorts
which we continue to get areas full and com-
plete as it is possible to obtain, and enables us
to keep in touch both with American and
European trade centres from day to day, which,
in view of a large proportion of our crop going
for export, is a matter of greatimportance.
Full and complete market reports received at
short intervals at a very slight cost individually,
is one of the many advantages possessed by
menbers of our Exchange. Ovur daily mectings
on 'Change are most productive of good. They
conduce to a better feeling umongst mombers,
which vesults in the agoption of the most
approved inethods of business, and makes liti-
gation practically almost impossible, all differ-
ences being settled by an inexpensive court of
our own creation. The crop of tho year 1890
has been an exceedingly large one. I am firm-
ly conviaced that \ve%\a.ve 14,000,000 bushels of
wheat, 3,000,000 bushels of nats and 1,000,000
bushels of barley for export. Owing to un-
favorable weather some cousiderable damags
was sustained by portions of the crop before it
could be safely Earvestcd. I am satisfied it
would be better for our farmers to cultivate
only such acreage as they themselves can handle
without depending on transient labor at harvest
time. 1 think no parallel is furnished in any
agricultural country in the world with Mani-
toba’s record for the past year.  With less than
20,000 farmers, Manitoba and the Northwest
have produced in ronnd figures 30,000,000 of
grain, an average of 1,500 bushels for each
farmer.

Owing to the Anancial crisis through which
the civilized world has been called upon to pass
recently, values of farm produce have heen
much depressed. It has been keenly felt here
owing to our geographical position, which
necessitates long railway carciage of all our
surplus products. I am fully satisfied that
owing to the farmers of Manitoba having very
largely adopted the system of mixed farming,
not depending catirely on any one line of
produce, the tvade of the country is in a very
healthy state, notwithstanding the low prices
of to day.

Another matter which affords us satisfaction
and which indicates the sibstantial growth of
the grain interest in the Northwest, is the
increase of storage capacity, it being calculated
that a capacity for five millions exists, inland,
west of Port Arthur, including clovators belong-
tng to mills.

The year just closed has marked another im-
portant epoch in Western Canadian history, in
the wai of cnlarging our field of operation.

By the completion of the Morris and Brandon
branch of the Northern Pacific o very import-
ant section of the province is made coavenient
% a railway service. Tho Canadian Pacific
have shown their usual zeal and enterprise and
are pushing the Glenboro oxtension across coun-

try to intercept the Souris extension at Plum
Creek, whilo it is confidently expected that
Molita will be roached in time to move the
exceedingly heavy crop of that district. The
Munitoba & Novthwestern have succeeded {n
practically reaching the York Colony sottle.
ment of the Nocthwest, while the completion
of the Regina & Long Lake opens up one of the
fioest ugricultural districts in the whole North.
west, natnely, Prince Albert. This is not all,
the Edmonton & Culgary road has beon con
structed as far as the Red Deer, and will
be completed to Fdmonton early next year;
all of which means increased trade and
influence for our exchange, because this city
holds the same relations to Manitoba aund the
Northwest as Chicago docs to the Wustern
states, aud Montical to Kastern Canada.
Again, the expaunsion of our trade areas in the
west necessarily meang increased facilities for
the handliog of our stuff east of here. 1 am
pleased to be ablle to tell you that it is fully
expected. bofore the movement of another crop,
that the Winnipeg & Southeastern will be an
accomplishea fact; that is. another road to
Duluth. Iam also creditably informed that
the promoters of the Hudson Bay railway are
quico confident of floating that scheme, which,
after all is the most important road of all, so
far as the country is concerned. Iam pleased
at all this extension of railways, because it
means a quicker movement of the crop I am
fully satisfied that it isin the interest of the
farmers of this Northwest that they dispose of
their surplus before the_ close of navigation.
The average of prices paid during the last five
years proves this and I think farmers are so
convinced to.day.

" Another matter of importance to this Ex-
change is that of making Wianipsg a milling
centre. If the water power of the St. James
rapids were utilized for thosame purpose as the
St. Antbony falls at Minneapnlis, I um satisfied
that thousands of dollers would anaunally be
saved to the farmers of this province. What I
mean is, thatif we had several large mills
here, grinding practically for export, they
would be able to absorb all the sampie stuft
that might offer at faic prices. This would
apply particularly to a year such as this, as we
all know that owing to condition of wheat a
large amount is off’ grade, and is practically
slaughtered in the east. I hope before another
annual meeting that the power spoken of, will
bo made available. Iam also of the opinion
that Wionmipeg should hava termiuul elevators
where the receipts of *° 3 country could be
collected, cleaped, graded and sold ia round
lots, and official it 3pector and weighman certi-
fying as to the quality and quantity, thus
avoidiog claims for shortage.

I regret that the grain standards for the
year have not proved entirely satisfactory.
The quality of our crop could not bz made to
fit i1to tho statutory coanditions required, and
a3 a consequence some little friction has result-
ed. This [ trust will be avoided in future, as
I am fully convinced a closer application of the
letter of tho law will produce less confusion and
be, in the long run, more productive of good to
all parties concerned.

I thiak I will not be charged with any politi-
cal motive if permitted to express my_opinion
on the trade question ag it affects our Exchange
and the farmers of the Nortnwest.

I am fully convinced that closer trade rela-
tions with the nation to the south of us would
be productive of most subatantial bencfits to
our people. ‘They have many things which
we rtequire, whilo we produce lsagely what
they need. It is true that the McKinley bill,
passed by the party in power, would indicate
a determined resolution, on the part of the
Republican party of the United States to stay
with “‘Protection ;” but there was a silver
lining to this dark cloud in the November
elections which warrants us in oxpecting a
change of policy inthe near future. They
require this year our oats, barley and potatoes,
as well gs other products of the farm, and
would pay handsome prices were it not for the
customn duty. Oats, for instance, are worth

to-day in St. Paul 41 cents for 32 pounds,
The tropsportation charge from nearly aay.
where in  Manitoba is 21 cents per 100 pounds,
or equal to, in round figures, 7 cts. per bush,,
which leaves 34 cents, f.o.b. cavs. Deduct
from this 3 cents for buyiog. cleaning and
loading, and you have 31 cents net to the
farmer, instead of the 25 cents he is recciving
to-day, a differenco of 8 cts., or even more. As
we can only pay 23 cts, for 31 lbs , 6 conts on
five millions of bushels of oats, which would be
oxported if thore wasno duzy, is $300,000. The
same will apply to barl~y, potatoes and many
other things, while an eqval saving would be
made on maay other things which we could
buy from them which we now purchase at their
price p'us the duty. I hope no sentimental
mistake will prevent our government from
using every opportunity to secure, at the earli-
est possible date, & treaty of reciprocity with
the people to the south of us,

What we want to-day in the Northwest,
more than anything else, is *‘mors people.”
How to to get them is the question that is
engaging the attention of both Local and
Dominion Goveraments; the railway peoplo
are doing thoir part well, but make the country
a cheap one to ltve in; let the people sell in
the dearest and buy in the cheapest markets ;
take down that bar to progress, so far as the
Northwest is concerned, the customs charge,
and I haveo vo doubt that before the year 1900
we would number one million souls west of
Port Arthur.

Thé heavy demand made on railways for
rolling stock has been fairly met so far, and I
hope that with the favorable weather of the
season. they will continue equal to the ne-
cessity of the trade. Satisfactory arrange-
ments have been mado as to what shall be the
80 called ‘‘stop off” charge, both at Winnipeg
and Port Arthur.,

Aud now gentlemen, in conclusion, I have
to thank Kou for the honor you conferred upon
me in making me your president for the past
year. I have the satisfaction of assuring you,
however, that the ratio of prospsrity during
my term has been equal to that of any previous
year, and in handing ovor the position to my
successor, I do so fecling that at uvo time
were we in so strong and healthy condition as
to.day. .

Islander, butas soon as the
vossol is ready he will leave that position to
tako command of the sthooner.

It will cost §38,900, says the Victoria Timee,
to repair tho steamer Costa Rica, which went
ashore at Race Rocks sometimeage. The
Costa Rica is owned by Alex. Dunsmuir, and
Capt. McIntyre was underwritors’ agent. The
Costa Rica is valued at $70,000 and was in.
sured for £60,000.

G. F. Rouasefell, who has for somo time been
conneoted with the firm of Woodworth & Co.,
Vaucouver, will shortly commenco business on
his own account in that city. In addition to
cosl and wood, he will go into the hay and
feed business.

The contract for the sewer pipe to be used
in thea sowerage systom of Victoria was awarded
to the B. C. Pottery & Torra Cotta company,
a local firm, whose bid of $34,000 was below
the tenders received from England and San
Francieco,

The Vancouver Candy Company have decided
to extend their premises, and building opera.
tions will commence in a few days. Machinery
for manufacturing lozenges will be piaced in
the new building, sc that now nearly all kinds
of cordies can be made.

Jno. Teague, architect, hag received instruc.
tions from Redon & Hartaagle, to prepare
plaas for an addition to tha Driard Hotel to
occupy the lot at the coracr ¢f Broad and Viow
streets, The addition will bs 5 stories high
and furnished withall the modern conveniences,

The following hotel chauges are reported
from Victoria : Thos. Garvia part owner of the
Nickel Plate saloon has sold out {0 E. Fox,
formerly steward of the steamer Olympian.
He contemplates opening a hotel. A Betchel,
of the Delmocico hotel, has sold out to Petrie
& Cook.

The Vancouver board of trade has endorsed
the proposed bonus to the dry dock schema,
The by-law provides for a bonus of $100,000
in aid of an Eaglish company for the establish-
ment of a dry dock at Vanzouver. The total
expenditure thereon is estimated at about §900,-
000. The by-law has also been endorsed at a
public meeting.

A. H. B. McGowaun, secretiry of the Van-
couver board of trade and Fruit Grower's
association, made a trip to Ladner’s Landing
recently to procure specimens of wheat, ete., to
put in the window of the board room. Ia the
window there is now a fine display consisting
of fruits preserved in spirits, grain, roots, ete.
Persoas vigiting the board rooms can now gain
an idea of the agricultural products of the
province.

‘‘Between thirty and forty Scotchmen,” says
the Napaimo Free Press, ‘‘came out from Scot-
laud to work in the Wellington mines, not
koowing that the Usnion miners were locked
out. They camo as far ac Vancouver, whero
finding.out the true state of affairs, only ftive
continued ou to Wellington, saying they would
go and make sure of the situation. It appears
from the statement of ome of the party that
they were told the strike or trouble was over
and that they could get steady work and good

wages. The romainder of the duped Scotchman
either obtained work at Vancouver, or branched
out to othor points to obtain work.”

The by.law to extend the city limits of
Victoria was carricd by a vote of for 174t~ 80
against. Only thoso interested in the addition
woro qualifiod to vote, 580 in all. This will
add about 3,000 to tho population of Victoria.

To-morrow, or at the latest on Friday, says
the Vaacouver News-ddcertiser, the Vancouver
Sugar Refining Company will place its first lot
of refined sugar on tho market. Yesterday the
black house was started, and to.day about
5,090 pounds of the raw material will be plazed
in tho melting pot. The réfinery is just now
employing about 75 men only, and at the start
of opo-ations not more than 100 barrels per day
will be turned out.

John Murray, tho well known fruit grower
of Spence’s Bridge, while in Weatminster a fow
daysago, informed the Columbianthat duringlast
fall he shipped 12,000 pounds of tomatoes to
Westminater, Vancouver and Calgary, whero
ho found there was a larger market for his
garden produce tbun he could supply. This
year he will go more extensively into the
cultivation of tomatoes, and expects to moie
than double the shipments of laxt year.

A. W. More & Co. will open business at Vie-
tacia, B.C., says the Times, as financial brokers,
cxchange bankers, acconutants and real estate
brokers. Mr. More himself is a level headed
Scotchman, He has had experience extonding
over many years in the Clydesdale bank,
Glasgow, and elsewhere. He has been in the
province for three yoars, and has just recently
resigned from the management of the Nanaimo
branch of the Bank of British Columbia.

The first through train from Fairhaven, over
the Westminster Southern Rails:ay arrived at
VWestminster, or rather opposite Westminster,
recently. It wasa private train. It isexpect.
ed the road will be opened for traffic to Seattle
early in February. The Southern Railway will
be formally turned over to the Great Northern
on or about February 1lst. and on that date
regular through passenger traffic will be io.
augurated. The distance to Seattle is 157}
miles. It only requires a bridge across the
Fraser river at Westminster, to connect this
railway with thoC. P. R. A railway ferry
will probably be used temporarily.

The provincial legislature has been called at
Victoria. The principal poiats in the address
at the opening of the house were the following .
«In anticipation of legislation upon the sub.
ject, my ministers withdrew agricultural lands
from private sale. You will be invited to con-
sider what measures will be best calculated to
diszourage speculation in agricultursl lande
and ensure their being available for actual
sottlers at the Government price. A scheme
will be submitted to you, having for its object
conversion of the public debt upon terms high-
ly advantages to the province. A commission,
composed of gentlemen possessing extensive
practical acquaintince with the subjece, has
been intrusted with the work of revising the
mioing laws and preparing such amendments
as shall maet the changing need of this im-
portant indastry. The result of their labors
will be laid before you at an early date, in
order that you may enact such logislation as
shall be calculated to promote the development
of our great mineral wealth.”

Manitoba Dairymen.

Senator Boulton, president, in opening the
mesting of the Manitoba Dairymen’s Associa-
tion, at Portago la Praivic last week, said in
the course of his address :—

It is of great importance to us to develop our
butter interests. 'The manufacture and market-
ing of our checse is so thoroughly understood
that it is superfluous to add anything in regard
to it beyond holding up a warning to maintain
ic the proviuce of Manitoba the good character
Canadian cheese enjoys in tho English market,
Great Britain imported in 1889 twenty-two and
a half millions dollars worth of cheese at an
average price of 10 cents, Canada and the
United States coantributing three.quarters of
that supply. Fifty.one million doliars and a
half worth of butter wasalso imported, realizing
23 cents. Ir point of value for milk produc.
tion the returns are abont equal ; the freight is
in favor of the butter ; the cost of manufacturs
is about equal and the cost of the plant is in
¢avor of the cheese factory. The value of milk
for feeding che calves i3, however, of great
importance and renders it udvisable for us ia
Maunitoba to encovrage by every muans in our
nower the developient of the crenmery system,
I see by the statistics thut the Uuited Ntates
exported 204,000 head of cattle to Great Britain
in 1889 aud Uanada exported §2,000 heud in the
same year, The United States realized $98 per
head, and Cavana only realized $86.75 per head
uccording to the Eoglish board of trade returns.
Now there mutt be oue of two cavses for that
deficiency ; either the calf did not get well fed
during the first year of it existence, or we arc
behind in the use of thoroughbred bulls. it is
possible that having pone so largely into the
manufacture of cheese, our live stock has
suffered for want of the nourishmeat. Good
skim milk furnishes for the sustenance of the
calf. I am more impressed with that idea
when I fiud that we exported to the United
States in 1839. 43.000 head of cattle at an aver-
ago price of $10 50 pur head. Now it is clearly
to our advantage to change our methods of
raising our animals so as to get the top price in
the English matkes instead of having to sell
13,000 head at such a low figure, and it is well
for us to take these lessons to heart in develop-
ing our dairy interest in Manitoba, namely, to
keep up the breed and feed the calf well the
first year of its life. 1f we do that, we can
gend from Manitoba only animals that will
realize the top price in the Euglish market.
There is no doubt that a good unimal can be
raged on skim milk, and at 23¢ export value
for butter from thirty to forty dollars can be
obtained from the milk, which may be summar-
ized as good cows, good feeding, good milking
of the cow under proper management. \We
must realize that for the financiual advautage of
the individual farmer he would not exhault the
fertility of the soil before it costs too much to
restore it, and it will also be much to his finan.
cial benefit not to exhaust his own energies by
crowding all the work of the farm into one
season, but to cndeavor to distribute his labor
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ovenly over tho whole year. Owing to the
scarcity of the fecd last year our farmers have
learned the valuo of straw, and in future straw
will be more thought of and preserved aw fod-
der for stock. In connection with our dairy
interests is our hog industry ; it is in a most
unsatisfantory poution in the province, Wo
aro shipping out large quantities of feod at a
low price and buying back bacon and hams at
o high price becauso wo have not got the hogs
to feed it to ; with the extension of our dairy
intorests this anomaly will bo less likely to
occur, Canada imports from the United
States two million dollars worth of heg pro-
ducts balanced by only $410,000 worth slgmippcd
%o Great Britain. This province should help
to cqualize that balance iustead of the reverse
which is at present the case. Rinco our last
anoual meoting there has been a chauge in the
tariff ot our neighbors and an additional duty
of two coents per pound has been imposed on
butter and cheese, making s9ix conts, but that
part of tho taritl does nat affect ous industry,
28 we do not oxport any dairy product to the
United States. I observe ourimports of butter
from the United States have increased from
$62,000 in 1383 to $143,009 in 1839 ; our im-
ports of cheese amount to $627,000, a slight de-
crease over 1888, This importation is not for
home consumption but for exportation.

Sioce our last annual meoting the Dominion
Goverament has appointed a dairy commis-
sioner, who visited our province last year.
His scrvices cannot fail to bo of henefit to the
wholo Dominion in supervising the detail of
our industry such as trsnsport, manufacture,
quality, etc. There hasalso been established
a Dominion Dasiryman’s Association which
draws together the dairymen from a'l parts of
the Dominion to learn from one another the
best methods of improving our manufacture
aud increasing our export. I'wo delegetes
should be appointed 1o atiend, who will set
focth the capabilities of our province for dairy-
ing, The present winter has been most favor-
able for our stock interests, and I am in hopes
thero will be a large quantity of hay to carcy
over to next season. [tisa veluabla asset to
farmer and should be husbanded. I find that
cattie averywhere are getting a large portion
of their gustenance from the vasture and are
looking fat and well. I have to thank yuu
gentlemen for re electing me to preside over
the interests of the association for the coming
year, and I hope our next annual meeting will
mark a point in the develnpment of the dairy
interesta which contribute so largely to the ex-
port value of our agricultural produce and for
which there i3 room for such great expansion.

British Columbia Teads Letter.

SPKCIAL CORRESPONDENCE.
VANCOUVER, JAN 20,—At this particular
season of the year there is little out of
common to repoit in business lines. The
quietude following the Christmas holidays
has not yet been overcome and th: briskuess
incident to spring time is yet to> far off,
although the weather i3 quits spring like.
Shipping is quiet, the lumber export business
being slack. Local and coast business, however,
is fairly active. The 8,%. Abyssinia ariived
Saturday, Jav. 17, wich a full cargo of
freight, principally rice, silk and tea. The
sugar reinery at Vaamcouver has started
up and the trade will bz supplied with
the first output this week, Abont 10) barrels
a day will be manufectured at first and some
75 men employed. An agitation is now being
set on foot for the cocouragement of the beet
root industry, for which the proviace is well
adapted and for which it has now the requisite
facilities. Owing (o the mild weather, building
operatious arc going on with little cessation.
Stocks of butter are being diminished and
prices are firmer for choice quality ; cheese is

also improving. The potato market has not
altered materially and unless cold weather
co nes there is not much chavco of an advaucs 3
hay, oats and feed are advancing in prico and
ovincing a ecarcity. Flour is firm at prices,
Lggs are still low, that is, pickled eggs but
may be looked to rise. British Columbia fruit
and vegetables aro getting scarcor, although
there has baen a battor supply thin ever yet
knowa. Fish is more pleatiful. Silmon has
been brought into the dealors in large numbers
by the Indians and black cod and somo small
fieh aro also for sale. The fag ond of the
poultry stock is being dispoied of, prices tang-
ing from 15 to 18c per pound all round.
Mallard is the principal gany and are worth
retail 75¢ per paic.

The principal ovent of the week was the
opening of the Provincial Lagislaturs at Vie-
toria, which was attended by the usual form
alities. Tho speech from the throne wes o
more than usually interesting document, inas-
much as it indicates a number of reforms,
showing thit the government programmo has
been considerably influenced by the recent
general elections.  Tho most pleasing featuro
of it was the evident determination to put an
end to land specolation and cncourage smaller
holding: by an increase in the wild land tax.
As this was not anticipated by the members of
that party the independents did not make the
showing expected. Thoy looked somewhat dis-
comfitod by the fact that the Goverament had
stolen most of their thunder. It is not known
yct who will lead the party or whether it will
crystallise itself into a parly organization or
not. The session promises to be a very im-
portant one it maoy respscts,

According to the number of applications to
Parliament tor chartera this is likely to be a
very important year for railway coastruction.
Amonyg them is onv for a railwiy from Crows’
Nest pass to Buread Ialet; one from Vancouver
to Ladoer's Luuding; one from Liverpaol oppo-
site New Westminster to the moutk of the
Fraser; one from Mission to Chilliwack ; one
from Veroon to the Q:oyoos; one from Ash-
croft to Cariboo ; for an extension of the New
Westminster and Saanich Railway charter;
and one from Vancouver to Alaska. In con.
nectiov with the railway from Mission to Chilli-
wack there is a very important project, that of
dyking Burten and Hatzie prairie and the
Samas plains. Tho railway on the south side
of the Fraser will form a natural dyke for the
wlole land affected, while it is the intention to
drain Sumas Lake, which is very shallow and
covers abpout 12,000 acres of land, and thus
reclaim an area of between 20,000 and 30,000
acces in all and make it fit for cultivation. The
promoters if they carry their scheme through
successfully besides benefitting the aistrict
generally will clear about a million dollars
for themselves.

The drydcck scheme is now practically
before the ratepayers of Vancouver in the shape
of a by-law to grant $100,000, payable in 10
years, to the Dry Dock Company. §50,000 to
be paid when §350,000 worth of work is com-
pleted and $30,000 when §330,000 more is
completed. There is no opposition to tho by-
law except that made by the News.dLvertiser
and that professes to oppose some of the
details rather than the proposal itself. The
drydock is to cost & million dollars, is to bo 600
feet in length and to be completed in three
years. It is a dend certainty that the by-law

will be carried by an overwhelming vote. It
has been almost unanimously endorsed by the
Boacd of Trade, at public mestings aud by the
labor organizations  What opposition has
been developed has bioen of a frivolous and
factious character.

Asa stop in tho advancoment of our indus.
tiies it is pleasing to noto that a §30,000 con-
tract in Viotoria for sewer pipe was awarded to
the British Columbia Terra Cotta Co., a new
company organised to carry on a goneral
pottery works.

Tue outline map of the town of Prince Albert is intended to thow the location of principal public buildings, etc. The heavy line extending

around the plan represents the corporation limits. Figures 1 and 2, outside of the corporation limis at the west end. show the location of Emanuel
College and St. Mary’s Church respectively. Figure 3 shows the Mounted Police Barracks ; 1, Sanderson’s Saw Mill ; 5, R. C. Convent; 6, R C.
Chapel ; 7, Railway Station, Round House, Coal Sheds, etc.; 8, Central School ; 9, St. Paul’s Presbyterian Church ; 10, St Alban's Church; 11,
Court House and Jail ; 12, Hudson's Bay Uo’s Head Store and Offices ; 13, Hudson’s Bay Flour Mill; 14, East Eud Public School ; 16, Steamboat
Landing ; 17, Goodfellow’s Sash und Doot Factory. Figure 15 shows Moore & Macdowell’s Saw Mill located outside the corporation at the west
end. The stars (*) show the central business portion of the town. The heavy line shows the location of the Railway into the town, acd the lighter
lines are proposed railway switches or extensions of the line, Some work has been dooe toward extending the railway eastward, and next summer
it is expected it will be completed as far as Moore & Macdowell's mill, with & switch to the Hudaon’s Bay Co's mill. A proposed switch to the
river, through lot 73, is shown. The principal busiuness portion consists of a single row of Stores, fronting on the river. The country along the
Saskatchicivan rives in tho Prince Albert district is divided on the parish lot principle—thut is long, narrow farms, of irregular width, extending
buck fromn the river. The plan shows the parish lots within the corporation. The lots are numbered from cast to west. The town was started on
lot 78, known as the mission property, and the principle portion of the town is stiil on this property, bus it has grown out over adjoiving property.

Prince Albert's Railway.

A uew era was inaugurated in the history of
Prince Albert and district in October last, when
the last spike was driven in the railway which
was to give the place connection with the out.
side world. The peop'e had been so long
isolated from the rest of tbe Dominion, that
the occasion was made one of genoral cejoicing.
Here a cominunity of several thousaud people
had existed for years, 300 milcs distant from
the nearcst railway, and it mey be imagioed
that the advent of the iran horse was welcomed
in a most enthusiastic maoner. The long
cherighed hopes of the settlers were now being
realized.

The distance from Winnipeg to Piince Albert
by rail is 604 miles. Thoe route is from Win-
pipeg to Regina on the main line of the Cana.
dian Pacific. Cars are chenged at Regina to

the Prince Albert branch of the Canadian
Pacific, the length of the latter road from
Regina to Prince Albert being 247 miles.
Construction on the Prince Albert branch
was commenced in 1853, when about 20 miles
were completed from Regina northwaed. The
road was then known as the Qu'Appelle, Long
Lake and DPrince Albert railway. Nothiog
further was donc on the road for some years,
and the portion constructed was not operated.
Dering the meeting of the Dominion Parlia-
ment in the winter of 1888-89, additional assis-
tance was granted to this railway, with the
object of securing its speedy completion., The
Prince Albert people, through their represen.
tative in Parliament and io othcr ways had
pushed the matter very earnestly, and it -was
agreed that a special effort should be made to
open the district to railway communication.
Arrangements were made by which the Cana.

dian Pacific company would control and operate
the railway after completion, and constructicn
wag pushed vigorously duriog the summer of
1889, rails being laid that seasou as far as the
crossing of the south Saskatchewan river st
Saskatoon. During the winter of 1889.90
material was prepared for a bridge across the
river, and the following summer the road was
' completed and opened to Prince Albert in
- October last  Since then it has been regularly
operated as a brauch of the Canadian Pacific
system.

Prince Albert has now its first railwry, but
it will not stop at this. The Manitoba and
Northwestern, which is now completed 279
miles in a northwesterly direction from Winni-
peg (The Northwestern reaches Winnipeg
over the main line of tho Canadian Pacific from
Portaga la Prairic), has its objective point at

It is reached by railway from Wiaonipeg to
Regina, and thence by the Prince Albert branch of the C. P. R. "The distance is 357 miles from Winnipeg to Regina, and 247 miles from Regina to
Prince Albert. Tho Manitoba and Northwestern Railway is completed 279 miles from Winnipeg, this being over half the distance and it is being
gradually extended, until Prince Albert will eventually be reached. The other two railways shown as extend?ng from Prince Albert to Hudson Bay
are yot in the future. They are merely given to show how direct a route could be cstablished to the great inland sea, either by a vailway to Vort
Churchill, or by a shorter line to conuect with the proposed Winnipeg and Hudson Bay Railway. The map 130 shows navigable water routes.
Steamers can run from Wianipeg, on Red river, down to Lake Winnipeg, and thence down the lake to the mouth of the Saskatchewan river. Qa
the latter river steamers can run from Prince Albert down to Lake Winnipeg, or up to Edmontou, where connection can be made with the Calgary
and Edmonton railway, which will be completed next summer, 100 miles now being constructed.

This important
region was opened to tho outside world by
railway cominunication last fall for the first
time. The great Saskatchewan country is a
region about which very little is known in
Canada, though it is a most valuable territory.
‘T'ho great explorer, Colonel Butlor, said : *“The
fortile belt has been defined as being bounded
on the north by the North Saskatchowan river.
It will yet be found that thore are ten acres of
fertile land lying north of tho North Saskatch-
ewan for every ono acre lying south of it.” In
the Saskatchewan country Canadians bave an
heritage the vslue of which they littlo imagine.
Thisis the excuse Tiur Comsmercian has to
offer in devoting so much space to a portion of
this region, with a view to making the vest
wealth of the territory more fully known., A
representative of Tuk COMMERCIAL recently
spent some timo in Prince Alvert and district,
and the information which he gathered about
the country is now related for the beaefit of our
readers. An interesting historical article from
the pen of Chas. Mair, a well known writer
and pioneer of the country, is also given.

Historical Prince Albert.

WRITTEN “OR THE COMMERCIAL BY C. MaIR.

Every place must have a beginning, but the.
origin of some places which took their rise in the
Northwest before the cra of railways is more
interesting than that of towns of more recent
growth. We aro accustomed to speak of the
Northwest as ‘‘a new country,” and in the
matter of agriculture it may be justly so called,
though cven in this respect with some limita-
tion. As regards trade and occupation through
it by civilized men, the Northwest is in an
American sense a comparatively old couatry,
and several of the towns which have sprung
into importauce within receut timnes had their
origin many years ago in trading posts and
rallying places of the Indians, who always
pitched upon central and commanding poiots as
their rendezvous. Speaking of the West and
Northwest it is enough to single out Toronto,
Detroit, Chicago, St. Paul, Winnipeg aund
Prince Albert as illustrative of the latter
historic fact, and it is with the latter town, the,
latest example of primitive exegesis in the
North-West that this artlcle professes to deal
It is noticeable that the great ¢‘centres” lie
hundreds of miles from each other. It would
scom indeed that a ‘“‘centre” requires a wide
radius to nourish it into commuercial supromscy
and thus these central poiots are found to be
from three to four or even five hundred miles
apart. Subsidary towns, and important toaxns
too, may and do arise between, but the dis.
tinctive centre, scem to be situated as we have
said and to control the others as a part of their
system,

PRINCE ALBERT

the capital town of Sa-katchewan is a central
point of this character. Though of course in
infantile shapo it yet distinctly foreshadows by
its bearing npon its outlying districts a future
of colossa] magoitude, more cspecially when

viewed in connection with the development
of the Iudson Bu.y route. It is on tho “air-
line” from Churchill to San Francisco, it is
sitvated just where the forests and prairies
meet, .t a central point ou one of the largest
rivers of the continent, and being surrounded
by a region of great beauty and fertility, with
abundant grass, water and wood, must soon
make itself felt as an engrossing and distribut.
ing ceatre of trade between the Pacific seaboard
and Great Britain,

The origin of Prince Albert is generally
attributed to the “Nesbitt Mission” in 1866,
when the well-known clergyman, late Rev.
James Nesbitt, founded a station on the site of
the present town. ¢

But it hasa previous history and & primitive
locus standi such as wo referred to at
the commencement of this article of which the
“¢'Mission” of Mr. Nesbitt was but a develop-
ment. As far back as 1748 it was manifestly a
central point for the fur trade, for here the
Chevalier de la Verendrye established a fur
post in that year. A portion of the town is
actually built upon an old Indian graveyard,
and o the south iunumerable burial mouands
attest the numbers which m st at one time have
frequented the place. Whittiei’s lines are
fully borne out in the region, and with atriking
suggestiveness.

“Behind the scared squaw’s birch canoe
The steamer smokes and raves,

And city lots are staked for sale
Above old Indian graves.”

Tho ancient name of the place is said to have
been Soomawin, or the “Dancing-Place,” but
it is now called by the Crees, Oakstupawak, or
““The Settlers’ Town.” The name Prince Albert
was given to it by the missionary already
mentioped and thé name thus given has been
finally adopted and will doubtless be perpotu-
ated. The townsite is a long flat upon the
south sideof the Nor:h Saskatchewan which rises
by a series of easy plateaux tu a commanding
height overlooking the towa, yet not too abrupt
to be built upon, for residences are springing
up all along its brow and up its sides, so that
the town already presents a very five appear-
ance f.om tho river. The plateaux or benches
mark the successive recession of the river bed
during comparatively recent times. At the
foot of the second bench, or terrace, as it is
called, a French voyageur kettle was dug up
not long since which was doubtless forgotten
by a camping party io the last century at what
wasthen the water’s edge, and silted over by the
freshets, The river, though still of gueat
volume, must therefore have been much wider
than it is to-day, and if, as seems likely, it cx.
terded from highland to highland, was at one
time fully a mile in width. The Prince Albodt
flat is about three miles in length from cast to
west and the rising town occupies a central
position therein, the railway station of the
C.P.R. lying immediately to the west of the
_present centre. There is a general desire to
copsolidate the town and to have it grow
naturally oa both sides, thus getting rid of the
rivalries ot **onds” which so often interfere with
natural extension and public convenience. The
public buildings will therefore be conveniently
placed, and as the various “*benches” are per:
fectly flat the whole length of the towan will be

supplied by street tramways with casy trans-
port, for owing to the emiunence to the south
the town is likely to spread cast and west in
its commercial growth and form not a deep but
rather a long town with abundance of lofty
detached space in its rear for residential pur.
poses.

The importance of the site as a trading poiot
has already been adverted to, but some historic
details may prove of interest to the reader and
at all eveuts are worth preservation, Veren.
drye’s ““fort” has of course long sinco disappear-
ed, but from the date of his sottlement down to
the Conquest the great river was rvamed by
numerous voyageurs and courenrs des Ubois,
whose cmployers after the Counquest wece
supplanted by British Canadian traders from
Michilimackinac to such an extent that, through
the formation of various fur companies, in-
cluding the great North-West Company, at cne
time a governing influence in Canadian affuirs,
it literally swarmed with adventurers and ex-
hibited more signs of human occupation than it
does evea at the present day. Additiona!
animation ared the element of deadly strife were
added to the scene by the appearance on it of
the Hudson’s Bay Co. which made its first
breach upon the Canadian Companies’ trade on
the Saskatchewau about the year 1774. From
that time, and down to 1821, when the Cana-
dian and English Companies united, the history
of the North Saskatchewan it simply a recital
of attacks and reprisals and deadly antagonisms,
often ending in murder. Many a wild scene of
revenge and bloodshed was enacted on its
shores in which civilized men and gentlemen
took part, and the ann:ls of romance might be
largely swelled by recitals which would seem
almost incrediblo to modern ears.

After the union of the companies, the H, B,
Co. established their chief trading post called
Carlton, about 30 miles above Princo Albert,
but maintained small posts at the old points,
until later developments proved that Prince
Albert was the natural one, when they
abandoned Carlton and established their head.
quarters for the district at Prince Albert, where
they still remain, and where they received a
large conveyance of land under the terus of the
teansfer. :

The germs of agriculture had sprung up there
at a date preceding missionary enterprise, under
the rude auspices of what were known as the
“‘House Indians” in contradistinction to Indians
who lived in skin lodges. These so-called
“House Indians” were in reality half-breeds
who ioclined rather to Indian habits and
customs than to those of their fathers, yet re-
tained some of the inatincts of settled industry,
and hence built themselves cabiuns, and did a
little farming in o slovenly and rudimentary
shape. These were the primitive semi-civilired
sottlers of Prince Albert, and are still remem-
bored and known by pames translated from the
Cree but which have now become surnames,
and many of thoir descendants are still
to the fore, some having rtelapsed
joto the Indian treaty condition, whilst
others, having progressed with advancing civi-
lization, are now completely merged aund ab-
sorbed into the organized social system around
them.

With the establishmnent of missionary enter-
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priso 8 now clement appcared on the scono.
Mr. Nesbitt had married in Red River into an
old and highly respected Kildonan family, that
of the late Adam Macbeth, whoso father wos
ono of the survivors of the Black Hole of Cal-
cutta. His appointment to the mission of
Princo Albert lod to the removal of a consider-
able number of his wife’s rolativesand other old
Road river settlers,and soon theplace began to as-
sume new shape and farming to be carried on
as o sottled and permanent means of livelihood.
These oporations wore greatly aided of course
by the plaia hunt and by the fur trade which
continued to be profitable until recent years,
and a very thriving community in coursoof
time sprung up which grew to larger propor-
tions by accessions from the east, lured thither
by reports of its good soil and tho conveniences
of life, This settloment was greatly stimulat-
ed later on by the decision regarding tho traus-
contincatsl railway which all early explora-
tions and maps exhibited as cortain to pene-
trato tho fertile belt, and thus in a fow years
eastern industries aud enterprises and capital
began to centre at Prince Albert which would
be a fine city, to day there cau be little doubt,
had the C. P. R. line been built upon its origin-
al projection.

This projection natarally brought numbers of
Canadion business men to the place, the first
to go there being Mr. Mair, of Portage la
Prairie, who having visited the spot tho pre-
vious year and established a post, moved to it
with his family io 1877. He was followed by
numbers of other business men, Ashdown, Ag-
new, Betts & Gwyone, Mr. McPhail, Stewart
Bros.,J. L. Johustone, the present mayor of
the town, and many more, togother with of-
ficials and professional men. A newspaper was
established under the control of Mr. Maveety
which still survives as the Prince Albert
Times, s paper which hag never failed to advo-
cate “‘justice” to the fertile belt, a term which
simply meaus development of its natural rout.
es cast and west, and which being one of tho
pioneers of newspaper enterprize in the great
interior it is to be hoped will maintain the po-
sition it holds and become a strong power for
good in Saskatchewan. Aunother excellent
paper The Saskatchewan, under the editorial
management of Dr. Jardine, a distinguished
acholarand a gentleman of high intellectual at-
tainments has been recently started and is al-
ready on & prosperous and self supporting
basie.

In religious matters the Presbyterian enter-
prise of Mr, Nesbitt and its success naturally
called up that of other denominations. The
Ven., Arch-deacon McLean was appointed
Bishop of Saskatchewaa in 1874 and in the fol-
lowing year made his way to Prince Albert and
there catablished the head - quarters of his
church.

The career of this extraordipary man itis
impoesible todetail here. His knowlcdge of
the country, his profound faith in the future,
his untiring energies and vast ability have left
an impress which can never be effaced, and his
untimely dcath in the service of his church
and the region to which he had devoted his
work is still a matter of daily lamentation.

The Roman Catholic communion speedily fol-
lowed, and with important rcsults. From

small Leginnings this church has grown to
large proportions and has aided greatly in tho
educational advancement of the place, particu-
larly ia the training of girls. ftowunsan ex-
tensive proporty in the weost ward of the town
which it bas handled in aliboral spirit and in
the interests of the town'’s progress. A large
Conventral school has boen built, supecvised
and conducted by accomplished English sis-
ters, which is a great boon to paronts of all de-
nominations who otherwiso would find 1t dif-
ficult to procure a first class education for
their daughters,  For this und other reasons,
though Princo Albect is a distinctively a Pro-
teatant town, those is yet a warm good feeling
between the elder and later banches of the
Christian church. The latest church to occupy
the field, strange to say, has been the Metho-
dist, which has betn slow to move in the
Saskatchewan, though it is its crowaing honor
to claim the first Christian missionary to this
district, Mr. Rundle. Sabsequent to the Jesuit
days of course, but long before Presbyterian,
Episcopalian or Oblat penetrated to the Sas.
katchewan, the Methodist missionary named
puraned his work amongst the Indians with
devoted perseverance, and though few remom.
Ler it, 'left his simple, true mark behind him
which will yet come more fecely to light. At
present the Methodist body is weak in Prince
Albert, and has difticulty in maintaining its
clergyman in his work,

In 1876 milling facilities, both saw and grist,
were furnished by Captain Moore, an eater-
prise which has developed into The Moore &
Macdowell Co., Limited, with a cutting
power of 50,0000 feet per diem. There
are now two other saws mills in
the town, and a® .there is an ex-
tensive timber country to the mnorth
the oxport trade in lumber will grow to
large proportions. There is as yet but one grist
mill owned by the Hudson’s Bay Co., a large
mill with modern improvements. The large
grist mill, owned by Thomas McKay, was
unfortunately burned a few years ago, and
although rebuilt has not yet been supplied with
machinery, though & second mill is much re.
quired. As yet all the Prince Albert flour has
gone north to supply the Indian trade, and
there is no neccssity so far to export to the
south, there being a large home demand. Bank
facilities were addcd to the town in 1852, when
MacArthur & Knowles started a private bank
in correspondence with the Merchants Bank of
Canada, but latterly with the Commercial Bank
of Manitoba. These geatlemen now carry on
separate offices. The field is au inviting one
for a chartered bank, which would find profita-

.ble employment for capital in this growing

business centre.

Every branch of business is represented in
Prince Albert and all the usual trades and
professions. It is the head quarters of the
judiciary, there being a large court house and
gaol, a resident judge and a full scaff of officials,

Ia 1887 the Dominion Government purchased
fifty acres of land from Mr. Mair and Sheriff
Hughes, and erected thereon with the exception
of the Regina buildings, thc finest Mounted
Police barracks in the Territories. Here a
strong force is maintained, and here also, in
due time, will doubtless be built the Provincial

Parliament buildings whea Saskatchowan be-
comes a provinco. The site is magnificent,
being on the hill overlocking the town and
fronting the noble forest to the north of the
North Saskatchowan. The view from this
point is superlative, and apart from mountain
scenery, has often boen pronounced by visitors
the finest in the country.

Five years ago tho town was incorporated,
and oxtensive streot and other improvements
are contomplated for next summer together
with electric lighting. The council consists of
good live business men, all of whom are deeply
intorested in tho place. A strong rein is kept
on oxpenditures and muaicipal jobbery is
frowned down, so that taxation is low and ox-
penditures strictly confined to cssential im.
provements. It i3 an exccedingly healthy
town, the natural drainage being all that could
bo desired. A resorvoir on the “hill” will yet
supply the town with water, both for house-
hold use and fire protection, so that expensive
fire engines will not be required. It is doubt-
ful too, if street paving, unless sidewalks, will
bo needed. Owing to the spongy nature of tho
soil, aouius being on the top and the clay
under, even steady rains are speedily ubsorbed,
and peoplo can walk dry-shod at all seasons.
Prince Albert should thus bo a cheap town to
live in, and doubtless will be, whilst in other
respects it is a beautiful and pleasant place and
the whole region picturesque and charming to
the eyec.

Such is a brief sketch of this saif-made and
prosperous town, which owes its existence not
to railways or eastorn cnterpriscs, but solely
to its own inherent and nstural growth, The
first railway (a branch of the C.P.R.) only
reached it late last fall—too late indeed
to influence immigration; but as uniform
rates are to be granted over the line next sum-
mer, the region will specdily attract the immi-
grant, who will find & moderate climate, free
from blizzards, and one of the finest countries
for dairying and sheep and stock-raising on the
continent. In concluding our sketch of the
capital of Saskatchewan, we may say that it
has never been a “‘boom” town and has no need
to be. We simply, in the order of our duty as
jourpalist, indicate it as one of the future
great centres of trade and population in the
Territories and express our belief, which is now
a common oune, that in connection with the
development of the Hudson Bay route, now
the grea. and crying necessity of the whole coun-
try, its future must necessarily owing toits situa.
tion on the direct line of trade and its nearness to
Churchill, be one of commanding importance.
Winnipeg has nothing to fear from the growth
of a city 500 miles porth-west of it but has
indeed cverything to gain by cultivating the
most iriendly relationship with Prince Albert.
On the contrary, by aiding and urging on the
completion of the Manitoba and Northwestern
road to that point, thus establishing an air line
through the fertile belt, Winnipeg will largely
benefit berzelf whilst extending a helping hand
to a rising sister community.

The Territory of Saskatchewan,

We subjoin some notes on the Saskatchowan
distriet from ‘‘copy” supplied by Mr. Mair,
to the forthcoming territorial parsphlot:
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Saskatchewan is the largest and most contral
of tho four provisional districts, which for
representative and other purposes were carved
out of the territories by the Dominion Parlia-
ment in 1882, Its area is 100,700 square miles.
In shapo it is an oblong parallelogram which
extends from Nelson River, Lake Winnipeg
and Monitoba, on the cast to the 112th dogree
of west lovgitude on the west, aad lies between
or, rather, slightly overlaps the 520d and 55th
parallels of north latitude. It thus includes
a larger proportion of tho so.called fertilo belt
than any of tho other territorial districts, and
ie almost centrally divided by the main Saskat.-
chewan river, which is altogether within the
district, and by its principal branch, the North
Saskatchewan, most of whose navigable length
lies within its boundaries, It includes in the
south but a small proportion of the Great
Plains, and in its general superficial features
may be described as a mixed prairie and wooded
region, abounding in water and natural hay,
and well suited by climate and soil for the
raising of wheat, horned cattle and sheep. It
may in fact be described as the Ontario of the
Northwesys, its prairies corresponding to the
cleared portions of that province, whilst its
timber areas to the north give it a like value in
the industrial future. 1t is the wheat-growing
district too which lics neaveat to Hudson Bay,
and like Ontario its boundaries may beso ex-
tended north.west as to make it a maritime
province, and a vast entrepot tor interior trade.
Its climate may be briefly described as corres.
ponding to that of Manitoba,

Owiog to tho deflection of the Canadian
Pacific Railway this great region has remained
comparatively dormant and vuknown since
1882. But down to that period the presump.
tion was that tho great national highway would
pass through the fertile belt, and hence a num-
ber of settlements wero formed an both branches
of the Saskatchewan which in spite of remote.
ness from railway transport constantly throve,
and increased solely upon internal sources until
overgrowth made a railway outlet and con.
nection with the castern markets a necessity.
To meot the pressing wants of these communi-
ties the goverament in 1889 came to the assist-
ance of one of the chartered railways whose
projected line extended from Regina to Prince
Albert, a distance of 250 miles, and by the st
of October of this year the rails were laid, and
the road ic now completed and in full working
order between these two towns, Next year
railway communication will be extended to
Battleford, thus supplyiog all the existing
communities on the Saskatchewan with an out-
let. Nther great regions of unbounded fertility
lic to the south and south-east of Saskatchowan
however, regions which would long ago have
opened up for scttlement had the Manitoba
and Northwestern rallway fallen at tho first
into the hands of an energetic company. This
road starts from Portage la Prairie aud pc.ie.
trates in o gorthwesterly direction, bisecting a
magnificent country all the way to Princo Al-
bert, which is its future terminus, Unfortun-
ately, howover, ooly 225 miles of this important
line have been constructed, though it is one of
the oldest charters in the Northwest and
though a large settlcment was formed at Carrot
River many years ago in the faith of its ex.

tonsion. Pablic intorcsts being now aroused
there can Do little doubt that the ‘Air-
Line' connection which the completion of
this road will give between Winnipeg and the
Saskatchewan will soon be an accomplished
fact, and that a large tide of immigration will
follow to fill up and fructifiy the great country
which lies between tho Prince Albert sottloment
aud Manitoba, Annther great railway projec-
tion, which to the Torritories is the most im-
portant of all, is that ‘of the iino from Prince
Albert to Churchill on Hudson Bay. The
wholo castern and western world is now becom-
ing consciovs not only by the pressing necessity,
hut by the vast importance of this road from a
trade ard military point of view. To Great
Britain it is a matter of imperial interest, for,
while tho Suez canal and the Canadian Pacific
Railway might be easily closed by an enomy,
the Hudson Bay route would give her an im-
pregaable inilitary highway over only 1700
miles of railway rom Bay to Coast all of which
would be situated far beyond the American
boundary, and in a defensible country lying
north of two immense rivers. But we must
pa3s from railways built or projected to other
mattors of interest. The principal “towns” of
the district aside from Prince Albert are Battle-
ford, Stobart or Duck Lake, Saskatoon and
Kinistino. Duck Lake is about 40 miles west
of Princo Albert, and lies botween the north
and south branches of the Saskatchewan, here
about eighteen miles apart. This young town
is surrounded by a magnificent wheat growing
country, the prairies particslarly to the west of
it being of great oxtent, very level, fertile and
easily worked. It is situated directly on the
line cf railway here which promises tv become
an important grain centre in the ncar futurs,
Mr. Hillyard Mitchell, M. L. A., of the firm of
Stobart & Mitchell, Las his ranche near this
town where are to be seen a noble herd of
Polled Angus cattle and the only band of
Kyloes in Saskatchewan.

Battleford the former capital of the Terri.
tories, is beautifully situated on the North
Saskatchewan, 150 m.es west of Prince Albert
and is a station of the North-West Mounted
Police, and a place of increasing importance.
Grain is grown in abundance on its surrounding
prairies, timber is plentiful to the north and
west, and grist and saw mills find profitable
employment in supplying the needs of a grow-
ing settlement. The oldest newspapet in the
Territories, the DPettleford Herald, a well
edited sheet was started, and ctill issued here,
and some of the largest importing houses of the
interior have their headquarters in this enter-
prising town.

Saskatoon, a creation of the Temperance
Colonization Company, has not thriven liko
the towns alrcady mentioned. The plains in
that region partake somewhat of the character
of the “Great Plains” to the south of them and
are poorly watered, oxcept immediately along
the South Saskatchewan river. Their vege-
tation is not so luxuriant and timber is scarce,
The railway station has been placed upon the
opposite, or north, bank of the riverandit is
likely that a more enterprising town will sp-iag
up there which will draw its trade from the
richer prairie country to the north, It must

be said, however, that even on the plains zouth

of Saskatoon there are some large stock ranches
which are said to bo profitable. But oven so,
there can be little doubt that the principal
valuoe of theso plains in the futue will boasa
grazing country for sheep, which as wintor
approaches, can casily be driven north for shel.
tor and winter food. Kinistino is in its infancy
and must only bo spoken of, as yet, in connec:
tion with the unrivalleed country around it.
It lies aboue 40 iniles southeast of Prince Al
bett and from tho crossing of the south branch
castward, and indeed in all directions from
Puctralin to Fort a la Corne, from the Birch
Hills, Carrot River and the Water-lien 1ako to
the Hoodoo country and beyond iz one vast
oxpanse of rich soil, luxuriant grass and con-
veuient timber, The extenaion of the Manitoba
and Northwestern Railway will convert this
great region into a garden, and then Kinistino
will speedily riso into importance and take itse
placo with the Portage la Prairies and Brandons
of Manitoba.

Resources of the Prince Albert
District,

SOIL, AGUICUOLTIURE, STOCK, CLIMATE, PHYSICAL
FEATURES, FISH, FRUITS, BIRDS, ANIMALS,
TIMBER, WATER, MINERALS, FUEL, ETC.

The residents of Prince Albert and district
believe they have the very garden of Western
Canada. A dissatisfied settler is a raia avis
indeed. Not one such was found during our
visit. On the other hand, they all seemed
thorougnly satisfied with their location.
Notwithstanding the disadvantages of the past,
from lack of railway communication, they have
as a rule, done well, and they have never lost
faith in the future of their district, believing
that its great resources and natural advaatages
would in time bring them railways and settless
in abundance. On account of the distance from
market, they have not been able in the past to
farm as extensively as many of them desired to
do. This dificulty is now removed. As for
stock, they are all rich in this respect. Now
that the couatry has beea opened by railway
commrupication, its future is assured. For
those who come prepared to take hold end
work willingly, and make the best of their
opportunitics, there is every assurance of
success, They can here make comfortable
homes ‘or themselves, and in a short time lay
the foundation for future prosperity.

SOIL.

The soil of the Prince Albert country is of
the deep black mould, peculiar to the very rich-
est portions of the prairie country of western
Canada. Here this black mould attains unusu-.
al depth. The richnees of the soil is shown by
the luxurisat growth of vegetation. A depth
of four feet of this rich soil is not unusual. It
has been procle.imed by experts as practically
inexhaustible. Nor is the area limited. East.
west, aod south of Prince Albert, there is a
vast region which answers to this description,
whilo north thereis a great timber couniry,
which also possesses a fine soil. It is o great
mistake to suppose that this couatry north
of the Saskatchewan is not valuable from an
agricultural standpoint, Settlers, however, as
o rulo will not go into the woods when they
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can Jocate in the more open lands south of the
river.
AGRICULTORE,

It is nccessary to add but little under this
head to what has been said elsewhoro in this
number. Tho reader is reforred to the articles
“What the Sottlevs Say” and “Prince Albert
Wheat,” each of which appear in this issue.
Suflico it to say, that all grain crops grown any-
whero in western Canada, do well, while roots,
as may be imagined from what has been said
under the head of *“*Svil.” produce phenomen-
ally. Experiments were made during the sea-
son of 1800 with English two-rowed barley,
with success The British delegates, one of
whom was a barloy expert, pronounced the
samnples very fino. Last year 103 pounds of
potatoes were grown from one pound of seed,
and the yield of another small patch of pota-
tocs was placed at equal to 900 bushels per
acre, the patch being lesa than an acre. Oats
last year reached as high as 80 to 50 bushels
per acre as the maximum individual yicld.

$TOCK,

The reader is also referred to the article
“‘What the Settlers Say,"for information about
stoct.. Horses, cattle, sheep and hogs do well.
There is abundance of summer pasture, and
also of winter fodder, in the rich natural gras-
ses of tho prairie, Pure water is readily ob.
tainable, The climate is healthy, and aaniwmals
aro very free from disease. Opinions vary as
to what class of stock proves the best adapted
to the country, which only goes to show that
the country is suitable for the raising of ani.
mals of various sorts. The natural conditions
are certainly very favorable for all kinds of
grazing animals, while wintar fodder is so
easily and cheaply obtained, that there is no-
thing to fear regarding the expense of winter
feeding. The scason of wintor feeding is short.
er here than in eastern Canada.

PHYSICAL FEATURES.

The country is decidedly undulating in its
nature. From Red Deer hill, south of Prince
Albert, a beautiful view can be had of the sur-
roundings for many miles. The country is
picturesque and diversified in appearance. It
is a park country in the truest aense of the
word. Strangers who have passed over the
opeu plains to the south by rail sometimes go
away with the inipression that this is rather a
monotonous country. They fancy they have
seen the whale country, and that it I all alike.
1f they would take a trip north they would
have their eyes opened to the fallacy of this
idea. Here is a country as pleasing to the eye
as could be wished for. A delightful country
of lakes and clear streams, with scattered
clumps of trees everywhere over its undulating
surface, giving it the appearance of a vast gar-
den—a park laid out by nature who for her own
pleasure, The British delegates who visited west-
ern Canada last fall, greatly admired this dis.
trict, and some of them compared the country
to the middland counties of England, so famous
for rural beauty.

CLIMATE.

The climate may be described as similar to
Mauitoba. The greater distance northward
does not scem to increase the average degree of
cold to any noticeable oxtent. The climate is
clear, dry and healthful. There are no diseas-

cs peculiar to tho country, afllicting cither man
or beast. The summer day is long and bright.
The winter clear, calm, and steady  The re-
gion is fsce from severe storms. Tho terrible
blizzard of winter, which sweops over the open
plaina of Dakota, is here unknown, and thero Is
no fea: of the death dealing tornado or cyclone,
for they have never visited the country. Tho
distriot is safely out of tho storm bolt, which
more than counterbalanges the more northern
latitude, and renders the climate even moro
pleasant and enjoyablo that regions a thousand
miles to the south. Ladies drive sut in tho
wiater for pleasure. Until tho presont wiater
the residents of Prince Albert kad to drive 300
miles to reach the railway, but this did not de-
ter thom from going abroad in the winter, for
pleasure or business. For instance, last winter
a large party made the drive to tho railway, in
order to be present at a curling tournament at
Winnipeg. If tho winter climato were to be
dreaded, we would not find mon atarting out on
such a long drive for pleasure. At the time of
the writer’s visit to Frince Albort, during No-.
vember and the first half of Decomber last, the
weather was superb. There was no snow.
Cattlo ‘were feeding out on the prairie. The
days were bright and mild, and even a light
overcoad was unnecessary much of the time,
while furs were useless,
FUEL AND TIMBER.

lu a prairie country, fuel is an important
matter. About this there need be no fear, so
far as the Princo Albert district is councerned.
Right across the r®er from the town commen-
ces a vast forest, which extends hundreds of
miles northward and eastward. This timber is
casily reached by the streams flowiog into the
Saskatchewan from the north. In the country
south of the river there are also numerous pat-
ches of small :imber all over the district. In-
stead of wood fuel being scarce here, a large
business is likely to be done in shipping out
cordwood southward by rail to less fortunate
districts. Cordwood is worth about §1.50 per
lond at Prince Albert. Coal also abounds
along the Saskatchowan river further west.
John Macoun, the well-known botanist and
writer on physical geography, states that there
are 211 of milescoal exposure along the banks of
the Saskatchewan, coal could therefore be laid
down by water at a minimum cost, at points
anywhere along the great river. So far as the
fuel question 13 concerned, it can be summed
up as follows: Abundance, at a very low cost.

The principal variety of timber to tho north
is spruce. This is the kind mostly masufactur-
edinto lumber. Tamarac, poplar and birch
arc also sawn at the mills. (See article on
lumbering industry). There are many other
varieties of trecs and shrubs. The aspen pop-
lar is most widely distributed over the praivie
portion. White aod black spruce, baukdian
pine, balsam poplar, elm,ash leaved maple, wil-
low, cherry, ctc.,are among the other trees most
common to the region,

MINERALS.

Knowledge on this point is yet rather inde-
finite. The vast country to the north is nrac-
tically unexplored, and there are no doubt,
valuable mineral deposits existing about which
nothing is known, What little investigation
has been made, however, goes to show that in

addition to its othor resources, thero is a groat
deal of mineral wealth in the torritory sur.
rounding and tributary to Princo Albert.
Gold can Le obtained from tho bars of the
north Saskatchewan rivor, withia tho corpora.
tion limits of Princo Albert, and at othor places
along tho river. It is the belief with wmany
that this gold is washed down from streams
flowing into the Saskatchowan from tho north,
as gold is also fouad in these streams. Dr.
Portar of Princo Albort, who made av explor.
ing trip last summer, found gold from surface
washing along some of the streams flowing in-
to the Saskatchowaa, north-west of the town,
One spot vrojected gavo quite rich roturns from
surfaco washing, Silver aud galena specimens
havo been procured 100 to 150 miles north,
Specimens of galena wers very rich. There is
no doubt as to the existenco of iron deposits in
various sections,  Copper has been found, par-
ticalarly at Pas Mountain, necar Cumberland-
Salt has also been found, and it is also believed
to oxist in scveral sections, particularly south
and eastward. Sulphato of soda oxists in a
large deposit, and carbonate of iron, useful for
manufacturing paint, has been found. Other
paint matorial oxists near La Corne. Moulders’
sand has been fouad, whilo macrble and slato
exists to the north. Clay suitable for red and
white brick, is obtained near Princo Albert,
Specimens of mica have been brought in from
tho north, and from the description given by
tho discoverers, the deposits of this article
musi be valuable. It was reported to exist in
large blocks, soveral feet square. Indications
of coal have been found in the cut bauks of the
river, but these have not been investigated auf-
ficiently to give an honest opinion of thoir
valee. Farther west on the north Saskatche.
wan there is no doubt as to the value of the
coal deposits, and it is quite possible that these
deposits extond eastward to the Peinco Albert
district. Away to the north-westis the vast
petrolewn territory, about which a gond deal
has been heard, and which is belioved by ex-
perts to be the most valuable petrolenm region
in the world. This petroleum territory is be-
youd the confines of what may bo termed the
Prince Albert district, but nearer P:iince Al-
bert there are also indications of oil. Lime.
stone is abundant, lime being prepared at
Prince Albert.
FRUITS AND PLOWERS,

Wild fruits of many varities are abundant.
Among these an important variety is the cran.
berry of commerce. 7This grows in abundance
in swampy places throughout the district.
The berries are gathered by the Indians aad
gold to the merchants and others. They are
meferred by some to the cultivated berry, hav-
ing aricher flavor. The high bush cranberry
is vory pleutiful, but less valuable,though when
gathered on the green side it makes an excel-
lent jelly. Raspberries and strawberriee are
abundaut. Thein are several varieties of wild
cherries. The blucberry is also a prolific
f uit. There are also several vavities of wild
cucrants, both red und black, and gooseberries,
some of which have been cultivated, and are

greatly imFrovcd theroby. There aro other
varieties of wild fruits not so generally used.
Where 50 many fruits grow wild, there should
bo no doubt as Lo the production of many cul-
tivated varietics,
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As for flowers, the prairio is o1 ¢ vast flower
garden during the summer scason, from the
prairio crocus, which makes its appearance
«ith almost the first ray of warmth in the
apring, to tho yellow varietics of the late
autumn,

ANIMALS, DIRDS AND FISHES.

There is a long list of fur bearing and other
animals which may be found in the district.
Among the fur animals are the lynx, several
varicties of tho fox family, black and grey
timber and prairio wolves, beaver, otter, mar-
ten, fisher, mionk, muskrat, browa and black
bear, red and flying squirrel, gopher or ground
gquirvel, skunk and badger. The deer family
is well represented.  The clk, or red deer as it
is called, is frequently met with. ‘this is a
noble animal of the deer family. Theto is also
the moo3e and cariboo, the latter the thicd in
size of tho deer specics, and the jumping deor,
farther north a small deer is found in large
numbers. Rabbits are very numerous in some
seasons.

Birds are nuinerous. Ducks,, geess and
other waterfowl swarm the country. There
are two principal varicties of the goose family,
one beivg known as the snow or wavy. There
are two varieties of swan. Of the duck family
there are twenty or twenty-five varieties.
These birds come north in the summer to
breed. Thero are se.eral varieties of the
grouse family, including the prairie chicken,
spruce partridge, white partridgo, etc, plover
and snipo of numerous varieties. Hawks and
owls of many kinds, cranes and herons, peli-
cans, gulls, loon or diver, grebes of several
kinds. About all of the long list of Cunadian
summer birds of the smaller species, also visit
the district. A nuamber of birds re arin all
winter in the couairy, such as owls, hawks,
crows, blue-jay, whiskey jack, butcher bird,
wood peckers, snow birds, ete.

Fish abound in tha rivers and streams, and
particularly in the numerous lakes to the north.
Among the varieties of the finny tiibes are
many excellent food fishes. The whitefish is
found in large numbers in many of the lakes,
and also an excellent species of tront. Among
the other well known species are :— goldoyes,
pickerel or dore, jackfish or pike, sturgeon,
tulibes, mullet, sucker, sheep head, perch, cat
fish. In the spring of the year, the waters of
the Saskatchewan swarm with fish ascending
from Lake Winnipeg. A party who witnessed
the scene stated, that at Grand Rapids, on the
Saskatchewan, he saw the fish ascending in
such numbers that they could be raked out of
the river in any quantity. The supply of fish
inthe lakes to the north is practically unlimit-
ed, and a large industry is sure to grow up in
takiog theso fish for shipment to all parts of
the country. Trout of fiue quality, weighing
from 10 10 25 pounds, are found in these lakes.
These northern whitefish are also of a very fine
quality, and they attain large size, some being
caught which weigh from ten to thirteen
pounds each.

The Great Saskatchewan,
Tue CoymercraL has heretofore called atten-
tion to the great inland waters of the West.
The Saskatchewan is a river of the first magpoi-

tude. It may safely be ranked with the largest
rivers of the world, Tho namo means in Indian
“rapid water.” 'Tho river is divided into tv-o
main branches, knowh as tho North and the
South Satkatchewan. These branches each
rise in the Rocky Mountains, and after flowing
hundreds of miles, are united in one strecam
some miles below Princo Albort. In their
courso each of tho branches receives tho waters
of many tributary rivers and streams. The
general course of the Nocth Saskatchewan
is casterly, and the same is true of tho
South branch, though from a point about
north of Swift Current, a station on the
nwin line of the Canadian Pacific railway,
the lattor stream takes a turn to the north,
and flows in a northerly direction for about
300 miles, until it unites with tho North branch.
The course of the river after the union of the
two branches, is also easterly, until its waters
arc omptied into Lake Winnipeg. Lake Win-
nipeg has its outlot through the Nelson river
into Hudson Bay.

The length of the North Sastatchewan, is
about 1,000 miles from its source to the juncture
with the South branch, The South river is
about the same length, Tholength of tho main
river after the union of the two brauches is
about 300 miles. Thus the main stream and
cither of its branches would be about 1,300
miles, These distances are estinated, tho exact
length of tho river not being known., With
the Nelson river, which is a continuation of the
same water course, about 400 miles ar more
would be added.

Tho Saskatchewan river is destined to be.
come a great artery of commerce. As nature
made it, it possecsses maguificent pavigable
stretches. The main stream is navigable its
entire length, the only serious ob-truction Le.
ing at Grand Rapids, near Lake Winnipeg.
The North branch is navigable as far as Edmon.
ton, a distauce of about 800 miles from the
mouth of the river at Lake Winnipeg, On the
South branch steamers have run as far as Leth-
bridge, in Alberta territory, 800 or 900 miles
from the mouth, though navigation on the South
river is more precarjous. Little or nothing has
been done toward improving the river, and with
some expendituro the navigable value of the
Saskatchewan could be vastly increased. Steam.
ers have run between Lake Winnipeg and
Edmonton for years, connecting at the lake
with steamers for Winnipeg. T'his was the

reat artery of commerce through the country
before the advent of railways. Steamers ran
from Winunipeg or Selkirk, on the Red river,
to Lake Winnipeg, and down the Lake to the
mouth of the Saskatchewan. Goods were
transferred by a short tram railway around the
rapids near the mouth of the river to the steam.
ers on the Saskatchewan, anua were distiibuted
by the latter steamers to points along the river
as far as Edmonton. Since the construction of
the Canadian Pacific railway, a good deal of
freight for the uorthern country has been car-
ried westward on the railway to Qua'Appelle,
Swift Current, Calgary and other points, and
thence haunled across the country by horses and
oxen tc its destination. Steamers, however,
have continved to run on theo river as usual,
during the season of navigation. The Sas-
katchewan river, takeu in connection with Lake

Winnipeg, the Red river and othor tiibutary
water stretches, forms onc of the greatest
systems of inland navigation in all the world.

The North branch of the Saskatchewan opens
about the 20thof April. D, Peterson, of Princo
Albert, has noted down the following dates of
tho opening of the river, in the yeaits named :
In 1884 tho ire went out on April 23; in 1885
on April 9; in 18806 on April 16; in 1857 on
April 13; in 1888 on Ap:il 29; in 1889 on
April 21, On the south branch the ice breaks
up from ten days to two wecks carlicr. The
highest waier is usually in June, July and
August, when the melting snows in the moun.
tains have their influence upon the stream.

The most important feature about the Sas-
katchewan river is the vast and wonderful
torritory through which it ruas. It can he
claimed without foar of coatra liction, that it
drains a larger area of fertilo country thav any
other river in the B.itish Enpire. There is
room for millions of people in the couatey (yet
almost uninhabitel) tributary to the river.
Nations could exist ia the country drained by
this mighty river. Eunough wheat could be
grown in its valley to supply the United Kiog-
dom. That thevalloy of the North Saskatchowan
may yet become the centre of population in Can.
ada, is a prophecy not ualikely to be fulfidled.
Gold is washed from its sands, aund coal is dug
from its banks at points hundreds of miles apart,
The finest wheat in the world i3 grown in its
valley. This isnot a random statement, A
sample of wheat grown at Prince Albert on the
North Saskatchewan, during the summer of
1890, was pronounced by experts to whom it
had been sent, to be the finest spring wheat
they had cver seen.

The South Saskatchowan runs principally
through an open plain country, devoted to
ranching. The North 3askatchewan and the
nocthera portion of the south branch, runs
thiough a mixed prairie and timber cotry.un
The northern stream may be said to be the
centre of the great fertile belt, which stretches
from the Lake of the Woods in a northwesterly
direction to the Rocky mountains.  This is the
region of deep, black seil, of great productive.
ness ; the region of luxuriant vegetation. The
rich ratural prairie grasses here produce abund.-
ant fodder, for winter or summer use, for un.
limited numbers of grazing animils.  No labor
is required co cultivate hay feel for stock.
Valuable fcrests exist at points along the main
strecam and its tributaries, which furnish fine
lumber for building. There is here the richest
virgin land in the world for cultivation, abund-
ance of feev for stock, wood aad coal tor fuel,
brick clays, limestone and timber for building,
pure water readily obtainable, and a remark-
ably healthy climate. This in brief gives the
natural advantages of the North Saskatchewan
valley. What more could be required? Those
in search of a home are invited to come io and
possess this land which has now been opened
up to the outside world.

The Saskatchewan river st Prince Albert has
been said by a traveller to resemble the Danube
of Europe. Adventuresome travellers who havs
made a trip along the North Saskatchewan in
times past, some in open boats, have been wild
with delight in their descriptions of the country

and scenery. Imagine a river flowing for 1000
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miles and more through a park.like country,
with its meadows and clumps of trees ; vogeta-
tion luxuviant oo every hand. and the banks
decorated to profusion with the flowers of the
prairic.  Hero are no masses of rock, nor
towering cliffs, leaping water falls, nor foaming
caseades.  fHore is simply a vast succossion of
quiet loveliness, rendered doubly sublime by
its loncliness. ‘This was the picture presented
to the pioneer sravellors along the great Sas.
katchowan. ‘The residences of the few sottlera,
who are the predecessors of the millions yet to
como, indicato the coming tide of population.
\We cannot wonder, then, that the few adven.
turesome travellers who saw this couatry before
even tho few residences of the pioneer settlers
had made their appearance, should have left
such glowing descriptions of the country.
\WWhat thoughts must have pressed upon these
adventurers, coming as somo of them did from
crowded centres of population, when they
beheld this vast region, 8> homslike and
inviting, yet awlul in its looeliness. In the
struggle for existente—growing keener and
keener in the crowded countries of the old world
—the weaker were being crushed uunder foot,
while here was and is a productive land where
millioas may make their homes.

Openings for Industries at Prince
Albert.

Io a new country with resources there are

always openings for investment in industrial
linee. ‘Ine CoMMERCIAL belioves there aie
some good openings in this lne in Prince
Albert. In addition to its advantages for seot-
tlers who desire to follow farming and stock
raising, there are a few openings for investment
in manufacturing enterprises. In ordinary
store trade branches there is usually a tendency
to overdo business inv new towans, while manu-
facturing lines which would pay better are
neglected.  The reason is that it takes more
experience, and usually more capital to embark
in manufac'uring enterprises. The position of
Prince Albert, being the centre of a laige
territory, a natural termninal point for railways,
water communication for long distances, abun.
dance of fuel, etc., make it a desirable point
for investment in manuficturing branches,
for which the country is adapted. The fact
that Prince Albert has become suen an im-
portant point without railway communication,
marks it as a vatural cen're of cominerce and
industry

1n lumbering there is already quite an indus-
try, which will be referred to elsewhere. This
industry is capable of expansion, Lumber ship.
ments from Prince Albert to other parts of the
territorics, promise to form quite &n important
itemin the trade of the place. With such a
large supply of raw material in the immediate
vicinity, the manufacture of sash, doors, blinds
and general woik of this aature, should become
quite en industry, not only for local uss, but
for shipment throughout tho country.

A woolen mill is another important opening.
Raising sheep has already made considerable
progress in this district, and is bound to expand
rapidly. The advantages of theregton for rais-
iog sheep are dealt with clsowhere. By the
manufacture of wool in Princoe Albert, the

freight would bo saved on the wool now ox-
portol, as well as on tho goods brought ia
which could be mado fromit., For instance, the
wool produced in the conutry is shippel away
to eastorn Canada, aud freight is paid ia return
also on blankols and other articles which could
be manufactured at hom> A party speaking
on this subject says: '. “When you take into
consideration that wool in Prince Albert sells
at 8 cents per 1b. and the manufacture of it
into cloth or blankets costs only about 20 cents
par1b. if manufaztured here and this wool paid
for at present rates, would be 28 cents. Your
merchants now pay to the wholesale merchants
89 cents per 1b.”

Flour milling is another ialustry wnich is
bound to expand greatly. The finest wheat in
the world can b2 proluzel here in great quan.
tity. For the quality of wheat grown see the
acticlo ou “Prince Albert Wheat.” There is
now a very goad flour will ia the town, and
soveral smll geist mills in tha district, but
heretofora the production of grain has been
limited to local requirements, government and
Iudian contracts, and for northern trade.
With the railway there is now an outlet for
the manufacture of flour ona largerscale. The
greatest possibilities for milling at Prince
Albert depend uwpon the construction of arail-
way to Hadson biy. With such a railway
Prince Albart would ba Jocated av the base of a
large wheat supply, with  direct and short rotue
to British markets. DPrince Albert wou'd be-
come the most conveaient poiat for milling this
wheat for shipment to Great Britain aund
Euarop~, and besides having the finest wheat to
work upon, it would be nearer British markets
than any other milling caatre on the contivent.
With these advantages it may yet become an
important milling centre.

Avother indtstry for which there isa good
opening at the present time is a packing house.
Throughout the great northern country, cured
meats, next to flour aro the staple. 7These
products are heavy in weight, and the cost of
freight in bringing them ig is excessive. All
cured meats should be prepared right on tho
spot, and thus an iccreased markot would be
provided for stock raised in the immediate
vicinity. At present cured meatsave imported.
It is cstimated that about §300,000 is paid out
annually for cured meats, such as, bacon, haws,
etc., which might readily be all raised aod
packed at home. Bacon has sold as high as 25
cents per pound. It is now worth 1S cents per
pound, and smoked mcats about 20 cents. When
it is considered that pork can be growa ou the
spot at a cost of about two cents per pound,
the advantage of curing at home is apparent.
With the Hudson Bay route opcned, Prince
Albert will certainly become ao important
shippiog point for stock and meats to Xurope,
and the opening for a pa:king house for local
trade may be extended in time to a great ex-
port industry in cured and canned meats, cte.
With this northern route via Hudson Bay
opened, this district would be most favorably
situated for raising stock for export to Europe.
It is thought by some that the exports of dressed
meats will replaco the export of livo stock
very largely in time. For drcssed meats this
northera route would afford such advantages to
the Prince Albert district as aro possessed by

no other stock region on the continent.

For a creamory or cheese factory, or both,
thoro is an excellent opening at Princo Atbert.
Iu fact this isono of tho best openings in the
place. What is said clsewhere will show the
value of the country for cattle. The climate
is healthy, pure water is readily obtainable,
and the natural grasses are incomparable for
richness,  Milk produces an unusually largo
por centage of fat, and wil! consequontly yield
heavily in butter. There is room fora number
of cheeso factories and creameries in the dis-
trict, now that there is an outlet by rail to
market. None havo yot been established, It
is estimated that there are 1,000 cows within
ten miles of Prince Albert.

There are other industries,, such as the manu-
facturo of arated waters, ete., which will no
doubt pay in timo. A comsiderablo quantity
of hides aro now shippped out, and a tancery
might prove a profitable industry in the near
futare. A large supply of moose, and deer
hides for tanning could be obtained. Theroe is
also uadoubtedly an opening for a good brick
yard. Clay, suituble for both red and white
brick can b8 had, anl alao limestone. These
could be manufactured for local trade and
probably for shipment. The expected rapid
growth of the town in the near future will call
for a large supply of brick, lime, etc. A pump
factory would no doubt do & good trade. Still
another industry for which there is probably an
opening is a carriage shop.

North of the 'Saska,tchewan.

This description of a portion of Saskatche-
wun territory is furnished by Mr. William
Plaxton, M. L. A., onc of the best practical
farmers in Saskatchewan. This gentleman bas
been for years a painstaking and intelligent ox-.
perimenter. It was he who produced the
sample of Ladoga wheat, which aroused so
much interest in Winuaipeg, and his paper
should be perused with attention, as it
is matter which is carefully weighed, and gives
in plain terms the results of close observation
and aloug experionce. After describing the
prairic and best knowa portions of the terri-
tory, Mr. Plaxton says:

“It must be borne in mind by the reader that
the foregoing references are to prairio regions,
which lic far apart in & district whose area is
almost cqual to that of the United Kingdom,
and that an immense country to the north and
east is still unexplored and therefore unknown.
What koowledge we possess is drawn from
Indians, Half-breeds, Missionaries, Hudson's
Bay company omployes and the few meagre ex-
plorations mado by geologists and surveyors
within recent years. Inough, however, is
known of ihe great Saskstchewan region to the
north and cast of Pridec Albert to justify o
pot ucfavorable cstimate of its capabilitics and
resources. Two broad facts are well establish.
ed, viz: that it is in many parts timbered, and
that it isa great lake country, but not a region
of great rivers with the excoplion of tho Mis.
sissippi, or Churehill river, once tho caaoe-
route of the fur companics to tho MacKenzie,
which lies to the north of it.

None of thelakesare of the firat, or even of the
second magnitude, such lakes lie boyond its
borders. But many of them are very large,
and thoy all swarm with fish of tho fnest qual.
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ity, viz: whitefish and trout. The timber
agaia, where known to exist, is of value,though
it consists mainly of spruce. But spruce, to
use & whist phrase, is now a ‘‘promotei” wood,
the pines of the cast being nearly exhausted-
and the full growa spruce of the north-west at-
tajus o largoe size, aud ia considered by carpen,
ters who have used botli, a softer and better
wood to work than the Douglas pinc of British
Columbia. Itand tho Bauksian pine together
with tamarac and birch, are the woods which
abtain {n the lake country, and much of them
is of fair quality, and will yet be an important
source of supply for praire demand if not for ex-
port.  There is c)usidereble merchautablo
timber, on the main Saskatchewan below the
Forks, and particularly at Tobin's Rapids.
Fuither down a heavy growth oxists at Rabbit
Creek and io the weighborhood of “The Cut
Off” pear Cumberland Lake. QOu the Seepa-
nook, one of the numerous *‘rivers that turn,”
that is to say flow in opposite directions accor-
ding to the stage of water, and which are pe-
culiar to the Lower Saskatchewan region, there
is said to be a fine body of timber, and a forest
skirts the indented shores of Moose Lake
which drains by Summerberry Creek into the
Saskatchewan near the Pas Mission. A small
variety of cedar is found at Cedar Lake, but it
is a shrub rather than a tree, and has nwo
cconomic value. There are other knowa tim-
ber [resources on the main Saskatchewan, but
those mentioned are the most important. Much
of this region is in a formative state and con-
sists of “‘silt” deposited by the river, which in
course of time will doubiless develop into
arcble land resembling the First Steppe. Little
more caa1 be eaid with regard to the timber
supply of the district to the 2ast. The north
country away from the canoe route to posts and
missions is almost a terra incogaita. The
Laurentian sweeps into this region and where
it has been explored, various resourcez have
been observed. It is diflicult to say whether
its lake syatem draing mainly into the
Churchill or into the Nelson River. Every
published wmap exhibits great confusion
in this respect and probably the inter.
lockago is of an intimate and wide-spread
character, for water cither by lake o1 streams
covers a Jarge proportion of the country. But
there is also arable land.  Barley, potatocs and
ordinary vegetables are raised at Stanloy, a
Church of Fugland mission 200 miles north of
Prince Albert, and a few years ago a Roman
Catholic missionary stated at Prince Albert
ihat io his region wheat had been grown and
had ripened frec from frost and that there was
“a very good country” in his neighborhood.
Minerals too doubtless exist in the north and
perhaps in great abundance for beyond the
anticlinal the country is rocky though not
mountainons.  Cinnibar has been observed as
well as copper and iron, so that a region which
has hitherto been habitable solely through its
fur, fish and game may prove upon examination
to possess many other resources of ccopomic
value, the development of which may yet sup-
port a considerablo population. It takesa long
time. for the enstern world to got rid of its mis-
conceptions, and tho most obstinate of them,
vir. that the northweat prairie country is a
frozen wilderness, is only now dyiog the death,

In all liklihood the progress of scttlement will
rovise our opisions with regard to the climate
of tho north, and the time muy vet corae when
advanced farmers confute the pessimists and
paralyze Mark Lane with wheat grown in the
neighborhood of Hudson Bay. It is probeble
that an exploratory survey of the region will
be mado at an carly date. Its proximity to
Hudson Bay gives it great public importance,
and its topographical features and cconomic
resources should now be investigated and the
results given to the world.”

Prince Albert Wheat.

Prince Albert has ably sustained the reputa-
tioo of the fertile belt of western Canada in the
claim that it produces the best wheat in the
world. A great many countries grow wheat,
but the area wherein the famous hard wheat
can be grown is limited very largely to the
prairie region of western Canada. \Wheat at-
tains its greatest perfection in the northern prai-
vie vegions of Canada, but just how far north this
wheat belt extentls has not yet been determined.
At any rate it has been proved that iv extends
to and beyond Prince Albert, and in this dis.
trict is o vast region capable of producing
wheat of fipest quality. Prince Albert may
yet become the great hard wheat market of the
world. This district is nearer the great wheat
markets of Emope than other wheat exporting
portions of the contineat, A railway haul of
about 590 miles would take this wheat to a
pbrt. on Hudson bay, where it could be shipped
by water direct to Liverpool or otl:er import
grain centrex. At Hudson bay it would not be
much farther from Liverpool than Quebee, and
the difference in the cost of carriage by water
for a hundred miles orso farther would be
trifling. In time this northern route will
assuredly be opened, and then the famous
wheat of this region will be poured into British
markets in its purity, for there would be no
inferior wheat tributary to this route which
conld be used for mixing. The milling trade
of (ircat Britajrt is deeply interested in pro-
curing a supply of this choicc northern hard
wheat i order to compete with importations of
foreign flour. It is therefore in the interest of
the Britisk willing trade that it should assist
in sccuring the opening of the Hudson bay
route.

A good deal will be sald in other articles as
to the adaptability of the Prince Albert dis-
trict for growing wheat. What will be said in
this article will be of aspe.ific naturo. A rep-
resentative of Tne ComMmERkclAL, when in
Prince Albert recently, came across a sample
of wheat which was a surprise to him. Hehad
seen nothing like it among hundreds of sam-
ples esamined this scason in other parts of
the country. A bag of this wheat was procur-
ed by the publisher of Tnk Covvercian, and
samples of the grain were forwarded to grain
cxchanges, milling pablications, aud leading
wheat and flour dealers and cxperts in Cana-
da, the United States and Great Britain. Re-
plics have not yet been received from some who
wero forwarded samples, but will be published
when thoy como to hand.  The wheat we refer
to was grown by William Plaxton, whose farm
is six miles from Princo Albert. The samples
sent out were not hand picked, as is

usually the case with such, but just as it came
ont of the farm granery. The wheat was
grown in 1890, which is gencrally regarded as
the most unfavorable year experienved for al-
most a decade so far as producing a tine quality
is concerned. 'The wheatis of the *‘Ladoga™
varicty, which was importel from Russia
by the Dominion Goveinment a few years
ago, for testing in  Canada. This
wheat it is claimned ripens cousiderable ecarlier
than red fyfe, which is an important factor in
the northern region. By cultivation in the
hard wheat region >f Canada this wheat be.
comes barder and is generally improved in
quality. This was shown by comparing the
wheat grown 2ach year in suocession from the
original seed. The sample sent out was a pure
hard wheat, bright and clean, weighing 663
pounds to the imperial bushel and yiclded
about 35 bushels per acre. We requested a
statement from Mr. Plaxtonas to hisexperience
io growing the wheat, and following we give
it in his own words : —

“In 1888 I got three lbs. and sowed it on
the 7th May, and harvested it on the 30th of
August ; thrashed 96 1bs. of good clean grain.
Iu 1889 I sowed 96 1bs. on the 16th of April,
covering about an acte of land, sowed broad-
cast. Harvested it on the Gth of Augast and
threshed 14 bushels 63 1bs. of first-class wheat.
The crop was light this year an acconnt of the
drought. In 1890 I sowed five acres on the
22ad of April, sowed broadecast about two bush-
els per per acre aud harvested it on the 15th of
August and thrashed 172 bushels of which you
have a sample. This year (1800 1 had Red
Fife wheat, \White Russian and Ladoga, sown
side by side on the same kind of eoil. The
Ladoga ripecned and was cut five days carlier
than White Russian and ten Jdiys earlier than
the Red Fife.  Yours truly, Wy Praxrtox.”

Following are some of the replies received to
the samples sent out :—

From the Northwestern Miller, of Minuvea
polis, the leading milling journal of tae Uaited
States : *‘ Truly & remarkable sample.”

From Daly Business, the grain trade paper
of the Chicago board of trade: *“The Daily
RBusiness has reecived from the Winnipeg
ComyeReiaL, a sample of “Ladogo” wheat,
raised in the Prince Albert district, territory
of Saskatchewan, 330 iniles north of the
international boundary line. It is a beautiful
wheat, weighs about sixty-five pounds to the
measured bushel, and is said to be equal, for
flouring purposes, to any wheat grown. It wus
raised on the farm of William Plaxton, and is
the third crop raised from the imported sced.
It was sown about April 22nd, and harvested
August 15th. It has many of the qualitics of
Red Fyfe, but ripens ten to fifteen days earlier.
With each year of cultivation the grain im-
proves, growing thinner in hull and harder.”

E. Seckel & Co., $min commission merchants,
Chicago, write : “*Your favor roceived, and also
sample of wheat, for which accept our thanks.
\W2 exhibited same on ‘change and it attracted
quite a good deal of attention. We must say
that it is the fincst sample of spring wheat we
have laid our eyes on. One of our millers here
would like to know the value of this wheat in
your market, and the rate of freight to Chicago,
if you can kindly give us the same.”

A. C. Buell& Co., a leadiax Chicago graia
firm write: I have your letter, accompan-
icd by a sawmplo of splentsd wheat. A
country that can raise such wheat as that
sample will be sought after before many years,
as the product of ;\?inucsot:. and Dakota is fast
deteriorating.”

Kirkpatrick & Cookson, grain commission
merchants, of Moutreal, say: “Your favor duly
received and noted, as well as tho sample of
“Ladoga” wheat. It is certainly a very hand-
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some sample aud has been greatly admired.
I3 the bulk all ns clean us this sample? At
what could a car or two be sold, as an introduc:
tion of the variety * ~Weo might bo able to use
a little bye-and-bye.”

From the publisher of the Miller's Review,
Philndelphin : *With reference to the sample
of wheat grown in the Prince Albert district,
my people at the office report it to be something
entircly outside of their oxperience, and they
know protty well what fine wheat and iarge
crops of it are. I desire to show this wheat on
our Exchange, and I will report to you the
opinions of some of its members. It scoms to
me the wheat matures in & remarkably short
time from the date of sowing. I will be pleased
to write you what our dealers have to say about
it.” Yours very truly, H. L Everevs,

Millery’ Review, Philadelphia, Pa.:  **Among
the samples displayed hy Hancock & Co., of
the Philadelphia Commercial Exchange, re-
cently, was a small one from the territory of
Saskatchewan, nearly three hundred and fifey
miles north of the boundary line between the
United States and the British possessions. It
excited considerable attention, partly from
the fact that the samples on the tables
of Hancock & Co. usually are of interest to
buyers, and partly, too, from the fact that the
grain in the little blue box was of an exception-
ally fine type of red spring wheat. The ietter
appended gives the history of our getting it,
and as we did not wish to keep the sight of
such beautiful stock from the appreciative gaze
of millers and commercial men, we submitted
it to Maj Huncock,and through hisoffices it was
introduced to the Chamber and to the notice of
the members on 'Change. The Mujor pro-
nounced the wheat as handsome as any he had
ever seen, and he was sorry that the machina-
tions of freight combiaes and tariffs so effzctu-
ally kept such stock away from millers and
grain inen in this section and prohibited any
substantial investment in this tine product of
the far North.”

These lottess speak for themselves. Prince
Albert has established its claim, and further
comment is unnecessary.

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Prince Albert Ag It Is.

Another article in this number of Tue Coy-
seRciaL will give a historical skotch of Prioce
Albert and district. This one will treat of the
town as wo found it. Parties who have visited
this northern town since the railway reached
it a few months ago invariably express surpriee
upon finding such a thriving place. They
expected to find a little frontier hamlet of
rudely constructed buildivgs, and with little
aign of civilization. This was tho belief of the
representative of Tue Cosenciar who visit.
ed Prince Albert o short time ago. But this
idea is soon dissipated. JIustead of this a well-
built town of about 1000 population, with fine
brick schools and churches and splendid private
tesidences is found. Why is it, they ask, that
Prince Albert has grown to be such an import-
ant place, situated as it was nearly 300 miles
from a railway ? Two main reasons can be given
in explanation. First, there is the great wealth
acd wonderful natural advantages of the
country surrounding, and secondly, the geo-
graphical position. In the latter respect, the
place occupies a natural, geographical position
for an impoitant city. It marks the boundary
between the great fertile prairie which extends
westward from the Red river, and the great
and valuible northern forest, which extends
away through to Hadson Bay. It is a natural
railway terminal point. It is sitnated on a
great system of navigable water. Besides its
geographical position, the natural advantages
of the surrounding district were such, that
parties who visited the district decided to re-
main, being counvinced *hat in time these
natural advantages would asscrt themeelves,
and that Prince Albert would become an im-
portant city. These far.sceing pioneers have
made the place what it is to-day. When we
consider that Prince Albert has attain d toa
place of such importance without the advan.
tages of railway commuaication, we are bound
to believe thut the future has gieat things in
store for the metropolis of Saskatchewan.

centre of the vast tercitory of Saskatchewan,
of which it is the commercial and polisical
metropolis. Here is located tho court house
and jail for the territory. Judge McGuiro is
the tesident chief magistrate. The other dis.
trict offices aro also located here, including the
following : Sheritf's office, crown timber office,

land office, office fishery inspector, forest ran.
ger, inspector weights and incasurcs, ote. A
considerable force of Dominion Government
mounted police is also stationed here, and a
large barracks has been erccted for this force.

D. H. MecDowoll, of Prince Albert, repre-
sents che tercitory in the Dominion Parliament.
The district members in tho territorial assembly
are J. I, Betts.and W, Plaxton.

An olectric light company has vecently been
established. A hospital is among the proba-
bilities for this year.

PRINCE ALBERT’S TRADE,

The trade of the town is both of a local und
distributive nature. The local tradeis with
the settlers of the surrounding country, the
population of town and district being placed
at about 5,000. As there were no means of
shipping out produce heretofore, the settlers
went in more for stock than grain. Cattle and
sheep have been sold to the ¢‘overnment for
police and Indian supplies, and this has been an
important item ia the trade of the town aud
settlement. Qats, hay, ete,, have also been
sold in the sare way, orshipped to points
along tho river, with which the:o is steamboat
connection. A large section of the great timber
country to the north of the Saskatchewan, is
supplied from Prince Albert, with products
grown in the latter district, as well as with
general merchandise. This northern trade,
priacipaily with Indians, isa counsiderable item.
Flour, ground at the Prince Albert mili, is the
main swuaple of a large saction of this northern
country. ‘I'he fur trade is a considerable item.
‘Now that the railway has arrived, it is expected
a considerable tvade will be done in shipping
out lumber, la'h, shingles, ctc., from the local
mills, to points throughout the teriitories. A
large trade will no doubt also be done in ship-
ping cordwood southward to the open prairie
sectiong, alvo railway tics. The vast forest to
the north will prove a valuable feature of
Prince Albert’s trade. In fish it is likely a
considerable trade will be worked up. There
are numerous lakes to the north which swarm
with excelleat food fishes. Grain can also now
be grown for export, and this also meaps that
flour, oatmeal, ete., could be ground for ship-
ment south and eastward. General produce,
stock, etc., will also now be produced in large
quantities for shipment. Brick and lime could
be mannfactured for shipment to territorial
poiots, and along the river. About 11,000
pounds of wool and several cars of hides were
shipped out last year, after the railway arrived.
We have already referred to the geographical
position of the place. This is such that there
is every probability the town will continue to
be an important distributing point, avd become
a wholesale centre as population increases in
the surrounding territory. That business has
been profitable in the past is shown by the
singular freedom from bankruptcies, which the
town hos enjoyed. Daring the construction of
the railway, there was a good demand for pro-
duce to supply the workmen. In this way con-
siderable surplus was disposed of.  About 700
head of cattle were also sold to the GGovern.
ment for Indinn aud police supplies. Cord.
wood retails for about §2 per load at present,
50 that it is scen fucl ig cheap.

CONSIDERED INDUSTRIALLY.

As may be oxpected, manufacturing has not

made much progress yet. Lumbering is the

principal loc.. industry. Theve are two saw
wills, one carried on by the firm of Moore& Muc.
Dowell, snd the other by Jas. Sanderson.
There are also one or two small portable milis
in the distiict. Sunderson’s mill 13 located at
the west end of the town, on the river bank.
It has been established about three years,
though the proprietor has been a resident foz
twelve years, having walked in from Wianipeg,
like many others, behind a eartload of merchan.
dise. The capacity of the mill is 10,000 feet of
lumber per day, besides laths and shingles
planing machine, ete.

Moore & MacDowells mill is located at tho
east end, a short distance beyond the corpora.
tion limits, It has a capacity of 50,000 feet of
lumber, 35,000 shingles and 20,000 lath, por
day of tea hours, alsn plaining machives, etc,
The motive plant consists of two boilers, of 60
horse power each, and 63 horse power engine.
There are two circtlar saws, edger slab saws,
ete. A awitch from the railway will be put ia-
to vhe mil 8o that lumber can be shipped out.
The mill was established in 1874, as a grist and
saw mill  This was sold and moved to the
west end, but was burned. The present will
was established in 1883. There is in the mill
yard at present about 2,000,000 feet of lumber,
1,000,000 shingles, and 300,000 lath.

A word on the timber of the district wilt be
interesting. ‘The logs ave cut on streams teibu.
tary to the Saskatchewan on the north side,
principally on the Little Red, Sturgeon and
Shell rivers. There is a vast timber beltim.
mediately to the north of Prioce Albert.
Spruce is the principle varicty of lnmber cut.
The logs run from oue t3 three feet in diameter,
but logs have been cut which went over three
feet. Some tamarac is also cut at the mills.
It is harder than the spruce and is used for
flooring, sills, ete. It runs from one to two
feet in diameter. Birch is obrained varying
from twelve to cighteen inches in diameter, and
poplar up to four feet in diameter. Birch is
the hardwood lumber, and is used for the finer
class of work, inside finishing, cabinet work,
ete., and it will make very good furniture.
Poplar may be used for work where basswood
is used in the east. The northern poplar lwmn-
ber resembles basswood very mmuch. This
northern spruce is a splendid lumber, being
very much superior in quality to southern and
casters spruce.  Itis whiter in color, softer and
finer texture, and much more free from kuots.
In fact it makes an excellent lumber, and quite
us good as much of the white pine ic the cast.

In conncction with the lumber line we may
mention th. cash aod door i“.ctory carricd on
by Audrew and W, B. Goodfellow, the former
being in charge of the factory, while the latter
looks after the contracting department. This
factory turas out sash, doors, mouldiags, turn.

There arc the following grist mills in the
district, beside, the Hudson’s Bay mill at
Prince Albert:  Vanluven’s mill at mouth Red
Deer creck, Hudson’s mill on Rad Deer creck,
another at Duck Lake, Bead's mill on Miner's
creck, Goodfellow’s mill near La Corne. These
aco all small stone “mills, operated for custom
work.

Among the industries may be considered the
harness shopof D, C. McLellan & Co. Threo
men are employed in the manufacture of har-
ness and saddlery work, and a fine stock of
horse goods is carcied. Mr. McLellan, who is
an old Winnipegger, is a gentleman with whom
itis & pleasure to do business, and in overy
souse worthy of coafidence.

There are other cstablishments of a partially
mauunfacturing nature, which wiil be mention-
ed uander the head of commercial establish.
ments. Something is also done io the manu-
facture of brick azud lims, clay suitable for
poth red and white brick beiong obtained.

GENERAL COMMERCIAL ESTABLISHMENTS.

About the best way to size up the town com-
mercially will be to give a list of the various
business institutions, with a few potes alout
cach. The mercantile directory gives the names
of about sixty men aad firms in business ia the
place. There are cleven establishments which
may be classed as general stoves. Of these
thereis first the Hadson’s Bay Conpany, car-
ryiog on two stores, one at the east end and
the other in the central portion of the town.
The headquarters of the H. B. Co. for the Sas-
katchewan district is at Prince Albert. The
district extends east to L1 Corne, west to Fort
Pitt, north to Shell river post, 90 miles. This
district includes half a dozen posts, which are
supplied from the cast end or main store at
Prince Albert. ‘The stock carried is a large
and varied one, including almost every class of
merchandise. The main store at Prince Albert
is 40x77 feet on the grouad ficor in siz:. There
are also several other buildings in connection,
including a large warchouse 31 by 100 feet, an-
other 30 by 95 fect, a stable 40x33 f{ecet, office,
dwellings, flour mill, ete. The company owns
a large umount of land within the corporation
at the cast end, and also adjoining the corpora-
tion outside of the limits -about 3000 acres in

all. Carlton wa$ the first headquarters
of the company in the Prince Albert
region. A brauch store or post was estab.

lished where Prince Albert now is ncarly a
quarter of a century 1go, and in 1883 Prince
Albert was made headquarters of the district,
Hon. Lawrence Clark was chief factor until the
time of his death in October last, G. S. Davi.

general store trade, carrying all lines except
hardware. Stewart & Wooten also commenced
business in the carly days, and a littlo later the
business was changed to Stewart Bros., under
which name it is now carried on by John Stew-
art. A fino stock of general goods is carried
in this store. J. M. Campbell established him.
self in the general storetrade in 1880. Ho has
been a resident of the district since 1874, and
is largely interested in farming and stock rais-
ing. He is now winding up tho store business
to follow the latter. W. R. Pish has been
teu ycars in the general store trade. Ho car.
ries a large stock, and conlemplates build-
ing to enlarge his premises in the spring.
J. O. Davis has also been about ten
years in business here, in the gencral
store trade, and before that was a resident of
the district for six years. Ife has seen a good
deal of the prairie region and prefers Prince
Albert. . C. Baker now carries on the general
store established eight years ago by Walters &
Baker. This firm had a branch store at Duck
Lake; which was taken possession of by the
half breeds in the rebellion of 1885. The
scizure of this stock was about the first out.
wardly unlawful act of the rebellion which
followed. T. O. Davis carries on a 1arge geuneral
store lusiuess, His premises is §2 fect deep,
two storeys and coellar, besides storehouse all
packed with goods, his stock ‘beiog a very large
«nd varied one, He established a branci store
at Duck Lake lust spring. He has been nine
years in the business, and also has astock
farm. J. E. Sinclair carries on a business
which was established fifteen years ago. This
was the general trading store of W, Stobart &
Co., which Mr. 3inclair bought out the past
scason, He was formerly maunager of the store.
This business, from the carly date at which it
was cstablished, is one of the institutions of
the region. Sproat & MacLeod is a new name
in the general store trade of Prince Albert.
The members of the firm are A. A. B. Sproat
and G. C. MacLeod. They succeeded a few
months ago to the business of R. C- Wigmore,
which has been established five years.

In hardware there are several establishments.
J. R. McPhail has been twelve years in this
trade. His place of busincss isat the east end,
where he built a fine new store in 1585. He
has a double store, with basement aud two
buildings used as warehouses. RBesides the
stock of hardware, stoves, tinware, etc., he
carries a stock of groceries. J. L. Johnston
& Co. carry o large stock in general light and
heavy hardware, oils, sash, doors, lamps, plate
goods, ete. The store is large and a large ware
house is also filled with goods. Mr. Johnston
is weli-known in Manitoba where he formerly
travelled for a Winnipeg hardv-are house. T.
J. Agnew has been established cleven years in
the hardware trade. Hec was formerly with J.
H. Ashdown in Winsipeg, and walked all the
way to Prince Albert with the carts which
brought in his first stock, being seventy days
on the road.  His first stock was general goods,
but now he is in hardware alone. J. B.

Kernaghan has been but a short time in
business, his line being manufacturing tinware,
cte. He started in %cptembcr last, though a
resident for three years. Ia the blacksmithing
linc there aro three shops, onec being at the
cast end.

Thero are two drug storas. T. E. Jackson
started in this line over ten ycars ago in tho
fall of 188N, provious to which time he was a
couple of years in Sclkirk, Man. He was
burned out with heavy loss in 1883, This wus
the first drug business established in the terri-
tories, there boing no other drug store
at that time between Portage ln Prairie in
Manitoba and the Rocky mountains. J. M. R.
Neely has been one year in the drug line,
though three years a resident. Ho hasa new
shop, built last season, and succeeded to the
busivess of P. L. Lafonde,

In the boot and shoe trade are two stores,
cach carrying clothing also. \Wm. Shannon
has been established here in this line for seven
years, and carries a good stock. S. McLeod
has been about the same time in this branch,
and carries a large stock of boots and shoces,
clothing, etc., and handles Sioger sewing
machines. Heais a Prince Elward Island mau.

Iu furniture there is but one business, carried
on by Jos. Courtney, in which line ho embarked
last spring, though eleven years a resident.
There is also but one grocery, carried on in-
dependent of the general store trade. This is
conducted by R. T\ Geoldlfellow, who has a very
nice stock of goods, making a specialty of con-
fectione -, fruits, etc. R. B Way is proprietor
of the jewelry buginess, and carries a nice stock.
He is a practical man and hus been established
ten years. G. D. Northgraves also does busi.
pess in the same line. [ J. Cann and Jardine
& Co. represent the two book and stationery
stores. The former was with Parsons, Bell &
Co., of Winnipeg, He came out with the 90:h
corps during the rebellion, and took such a
notion to the couatry that “after the war” he
returned to Prince Albert. D. Peterson hzundles
musical instruments and also represents life
and fire insurance companies. He is agent for
the Hurd-Baker estate.

The meat trade is well represented, there
being four shops. Joho A. MacDonald, one of
tne carliest plouncers, carries on business in this
line. He is also proprictor of the MacDcaald
estate, which forms a valuable portion of the
town property. MacDonald & Co. started in
the meat trade last fall. W, V', Davis deals in
meat and stock, continuing the business former-
ly carried on by Russell & Davis. G. R. Rus.
sell, formerly of Russell & Davis, has recently
started up for himself again in the meat trade.
He also operates the ferry across the river at
Prince Albert. The price of meat is low, beef
retailing at,10 cents per pound for best cuts,
mutton 12} cents, and pork 12 to 13 cents.
The latter has been rather short in the supply
this scason.  After the butcher comee the
baker, and of these there are two. Hugh Mo.
Dougall, as his name indicates is a Scotchman,
and like all of his countrymen is proud he was
not born merely an Englishman or an Irishman.

Knox, who is about as thoroughly Scotch as his
illustrious namesake surnamed Johao, is another
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old timer, who dates back his arrival seven
years.

FINANCIAL.

The financial condition of Prince Albert is
good. The town Las no dubt, except a trifling
23000 for purchase of site for civic buildings.
This represents an agsetof more value thanitsor-
iginal cost. There is a school debt of $7.000,
which comes only partly on the town. as the
school distrizts take in a large rural sectivn
contiguous to the towa. It is contemplated to
raise & loan of about $30,000 this year for civic
improvements, including a town haull. The
rate of firo insurance varies from 4 of one per
cent to five per cent. There are two privata
banks. McArthur & Kuowles. bankers, began
business in 1882. This busioess was dissolved
last fall, and cach continued alone, J. Knowles
taking the books of the old business. Mu.
Knowles is of an active business disposition,
and the fact that he has twice been elected
mayur, while yet o comparatively young mau,
indicates that he is held in csteem by his fel.
low citizens. J. McArthur is largely intercst.
cd in stock farming ana real estato, besides his
banking business, beivg owner of a large pro-
perty ivside the corporation. He takes a gen-
oral interest in public matters, and is president
of the bozrd of trade. A branch chartered
bank is expected at bn early date. The loan
companies have not yet commenced to do busi-
ness in the district to any extent, but it is not
likely that such an iovitiog field .will be long
unoccupied.

PROFYSSIOFAL.

The professions are well represcuted. There
are three doctors as foilows ; De. Porter, Dr.
Bain aud Dr. Stovel, dental surgeon. Dr.
Porter iz well posted as to the resources of the
surrounding country, especially as to its miner-
al wealth, which ho believes to be very great.
He has been on several expeditions io search of
minerals.

THE PRESS,

We will reserve a heading for this important
line. The pressin Canada never lags far be-
hind the advance guard of civilization, hence
ave find that Prince Albert has been supplied
with a local paper for yeara, The 7'imes, pub-
tished by J. D. Muveety, was established in
1882, and the trials and tribulations of the
publisher in getting in his plant, ete, would
make an interesting tale. Some of the plant
was a year on the road. Tne publisher start-

plant. The trip up Lakoe Winnipeg was une-
ventful, but when Cumberland was reached the
water was 80 low, the s:eamers could not come
further. His stuff was duwmped off there and a
portion was brought up to Prince Albert, the
same fall in open boat.

The Susbatehecan was establisted something
over a ycarago. Itisowaned by a stock com.
pany, and conducted by Rev. Dr. Jardine, who
is a wman of superior cducation, an eloquent
speaker aud profound thinker.

EDUCATIONAL FACILITIES.

These are cxcellent. Those who fancy that
Ly going to this district they will be de-
prived of educational advantages for their
chitdren, will soon see that they are laboring
under a great mistake. There are few towns
in Capada of the size of Prince Albert which
enjoy as good educational facilities. Not only
can the common school education Le given, but
there are also good facilities for higher educa.
tion. There are three common public schools
within the corporation, and one public high

Two of the school buildings—the central and
the ecast end public schools, are fine two story
brick structures.  An enlargement of the
central scbool is contemplated this year. There
aro also two Catholic public schools, employing
one teacher ecach.  Besides the public schools
there is Emanuel college situated near tho
western limits of the corporation. This college
is conducted by the Eoglish church, and em.
ploys three teachers. Then there is the con-
vent of the Catholic church, for young ladies,
employing a large staff of teachers. An
academy under tho auspices of the Presbyterian
denomination was also established some years
ugo. This was destroyed by fire last year, but
will be re-built next summer.  This shows that
every caro has been taken to provide for the
education of tho rising generation, not only in
the rudimentary braunches, but also in higher
education, such as is usually oanly obtainable in
larger towns and cities.
SOCIALLY.
The residents of Prince Albert ave a superior

class. The pupulation is made of persons who
were intelligent and far.seeing encugh to dis-
cern beforehand the geographical and other ad-
vantages of the place. Being isolated eo long
they have been made more friendly and less
formal in their mmanners  ‘The private residen.
ces of the town are superior to almost any
place of tho siz> in Manitoba, thanks to the
plentiful local supply of building material, as
well as to the taste of tho residents. ‘Tho
beautiful situation of the town, in the valley of
the river, adds to its appearance. In the fore-
ground is the noble Saskatchewan, with the
unbroken forest stretching away to the north,
while in the rear is the bank enclosing the val-
loy, fringed with a row of fine dwellings, over-
looking the town in the valley below. These
pleasant surroundings and pleasant people to
live among, make Prince Albert a desirable
place of residence

The religious life of the community is shown
by the following denominations having church-
es: Presbyterian, ldnglish, Catholic and
Methodist. .

The local societies are Masons, Royal Temp-
lara, St. Andrew’s. Also seoveral athletic
clubs. Among the names mentioned in the
various articles upon Prince Albert, quitea
prepoaderauce of Scottish will be noticed.

What 014 Settlers Say.

There is no knowledge like that which comes
from lonz experience. A country may look
pleasing to the eye, when visitad at a certain
season of the year, but practical experionce
might show this fair exterior to be very decep:
ive. Thecouctry around Prince Albirt cer-
tainly presents & most inviting appearance. It
may be tealy said that no faicer land lies out
doors, But as appearances are sometimes most
decoptive, the readers of Tue CoMMERCIAL
will not be asked to rely upon these alone.
Happsly the district has been sottled by a fow
ploneers long cnough to allow of a thorough
test of its capabilities. Withoat further com-
ment we will give the statements of some of
these settlers.

Captain Craig, an inteliigent Scotchmaz, who
has been a resident of Prince Albert for sevaral
years, says that farming will prove successful
if settlers will take the right way about it, and
come prepaved to work. Ile has farmed seven
years in succession, and is therefore competent
to give an opinion. Hefurthersays  “ Those
farmeis who to the necessary skill bave added
industry, the result has Leen in a high degree
satisfactory and many have attained prosperity
ond independence from extremely slender be.
ginnings.

Spriog wueat is grown, wiater varictics not
suitiog the climate. Sioce 18835 red Fyfe has
been chicfly grown as well as white Russian
aud other varieties, and latterly Ladoga has
been introduced by samples sent out by the
Dominion Government. All these -aricties
have done well.

Except in 1857, which was an unusually Iate
season, tuery has been little or no damage by
frost to the wheat crop here in recent gears;
and the belief is confidently held, that with
the more general sottlement of the couatry,
progressive agricultural methods, and closs at-
tovtion and research ar to varictics of sced,
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injury and loss from this causo, if not entirely
obviated, will at least be greatly lessencd.
With regard to the cultivation of oats and
barley it has only to be said that theso grains
are raised here just as easily and with as good
results as anywhere olse. Potatoes, turnips,
carrots, mangold and beets are sure crop.  Thoy
all yield well; are in quality second to none
and pacticularly free from disease or damage
from insects. Garden vegetables do well, and
are more ot less grown by farmers.

Beef animals are raised with Jittle trouble or
expense ; they are usually rolling fat on the
natural summer pastures and uatural hay, and
the straw piles in winter bring them thiough
in good condition. Hundreds of excellent ani-
mals are aunually bought up in the district for
outside markets as well as for local consumption.
It is not claimed for this district that it is safe
or cconomical to wintor out cattle or better
class horses in ordinary seasons, although native
ponies do woaderfully well pawing for their
living. Sheep are not very generally kept,
although it has been fouud they do remarkably
well and theie are already a few flocks attain.
ing consideralle dimensions. Pigs arc reared
by almost everybody, but not in such numbers
as they might be. This will no doubt be
one of the great industries of the future.”

Wm. Miller cams from Huron County, Oat.,
in 1870 and located in Rockwood, near Winni.
peg, Manitoba, where he remained for two
years. Moved to the Saskatchewan in 1873
and took up land quite close to where Prince
Albert now stands. Likes the Saskatchewan
country better than Oatario or Munitoba. Has
farmed weveuteen deasons, and states that his
wheat will average about 40 busheis per acro
eight years out of the seventeen. The remain.
ing uine years he estimates that his wheat crop
would average one year with another 25 bushels
per acre. The poorest wheat crop he has had
was in 1889, owing to the drought, when the
yield was 18 to 20 bushels per acre. This was
the first year he had suffered from drought to
any extent. The crops in 1890 weie later with
him than he ever had befare, and he had about
eight acres of wheat damaged by frost. The
balance of his crop cscaped serious injury. Me.
Miller has kept a diary since he came to the
country, so that his statements are not made
from memory. He states that his oat crop has
varied from 40 to 80 bushele per acre ia differ-
ent years, except 1889, when it was about 20
bushels per acre. Barley he regards as a very
sure crop, and the smallest yield he has had
was 20 bushels per acre in 1889. Horses,
cattle, sheep and hogs have all done well with
him. As the oldest Canadian settler in the
district, and onc who has farmed continously
since he arrived, Mr. Miller's testimony is of
special interest.

Chas. Mair, for sixteen years a resident, has
farmed for ten years on quite a large scale.
His property is within the present corporation
limits of the town of Prince Atbert. He has
aever had what could be called a failure io
wheat. In 1889 the crop was light fiom
drought, but could not be called a failure.
Late wheat had ween affected with frost in some
years, but this was usually owing to carcless
farming. There has always been abundance of
hay, even during the dryest years, and vast

quantitios of the natural prairie hay goes to
wasto annually,

James McArthur, banker. Princo Albert, is
interested in a largoe sheep ranche. He says it
costs less to keop sheep over the winter than
during tho summer. The region s o great hay
country, and hay can be put up for the winter
at a cost ot about $1. per ton. Sheep canbe
kept through the winter at a cost of about 25
ceuts per head, when handled on a large scale
They are freo from discase Hay has never
been acarce. Tho growth of the natural prairie
grass is luxuriant. WWater is readily obtained
everywhere. 1Vhero thore is not good surfaco
or runuing wator, it can be obtained in wells at
a depth of 10 to 14 fect. Mr. McArthur also
believes the country is remarkably well adapt-
od to raising horses, aud graio and root crops
arc phenomenally succeseful.

J. M. Campbell moved to the North Saskat-
¢iewan country in 1874, He has a ranch at
Stony creek, 60 milos south east of Prinoce
Albert, Ho has farmed about 100 acres, and
has never had a crop failure. His wheat, one
year with another, has averaged 23 bushels per
acre or over, while oats have yielded about 50
to GO bushels per acre on an average for a num-
ber of years back. Mr. Campbell, like many
others, has given more attention to stock, as
the isolated nature of thesettlment previous to
the adveat of the railway, rendered the market
for grain rather small. He thioks the country
a remarkably favorable one for raising horses.
His horscs winter out, aud *‘rustle” their own
living. His horses are of the native breed,
crossed with Canadian stallion. They aver-
age about 1200 pounds weight. He hus taken
ficat prize with horses which were out all win-
ter and were never fed a straw.  Cattle require
feeding in the winter, though youny stock will
do without stabling, it fed. Sheep he says do
with an open shed for t¢helter, covered over-
tead. They require feeding for about two
months. Cattle need feeding about three
months during the winter, on an average.
Hogs have paid him well. In bis district Mr.
Campbell says the settlers are all doing well,
despite their distance from a railway. Most of
them started poor. They are loaded with
stock now, which they sell ior Indico and
mounted police requiremecats, and a markot
for their other products is ‘ound in the same
way t> some extent.

J. Knowles, banker, Prince Albert, is also
interested in a large stock and farmiog cnter-
prise, which has been carried on four years.
Ob the ranche are 100 horses and fifty head of
cattle. About 100 acres of land were cropped
in 1890. Wheat yielded 26} bushels per acre,
and is of fine quality, though a portion which
was late was injured by frost. The horscs ara
mostly wintered out, without any stabling.
About 77 head will be wintered out this winter,
They do better in this way than when kept up
aud stabled, and come out fat and healthy ia
the apring. Mr. Knowles thinks cattle require
some kiad of stabling. For young steck, straw
thrown up over a shed will ba sufficicut shelter.
Cattle have been knowa to livo out all winter
on what they could pick up, but this is not the
proper way of keeping them. Stock of all
kinds are very healtby, and Mr. Knowles has
never lost a hoof by disease.

J. A. MacDonald, a native of Manitoba, set-
tled on the North Saskatchowan in 1868, and
his property is now within the corporation
limits of Princo Albert. He was tho first set-
tler to take up land and romainonit. Ho tells
the samo story of successful operations in {armn-
ing, and never had what could be called & failure
of his crop. His wheat averagod 24 to 30 bushels
per acra  Since 1834 ho has dono little in the
line of growing grain, having gono principally
into stock, Hay is secured in abuundance for
winter feeding, and can be put up at a cost of
about §1 per ton. This is the natural prairie
hay which grows withcut any cultivation, and
is always a heavy crop, Cattle arc very
healthy, they will do on straw, but with go.d
care will make good beef in the spring on hay
alone. Mr. MacDonald estiinates that it costs
from $10 to $15°to raisc a three years old steer,
which is then worth §30 to 340. There ave no
lesses in stock to provide against. Hogs and
sheep pay well.

R. J. Pritcherd, an old resident, who came in
1873, has devoted his time mainly to stock. It
is his opicion that cattle caa be raised to better
advantage in the Saskatchewan country than
on the plains to the south, where cattle ranch-
ing is followed on a large scale, and where no
provision js made for the winter. In the Princo
Albert country hay is put up foi the winter,
but the coat of Jhis is light, as there has always
been an abundance of it. There are no losses
to provide against among stock in the winter,
such as cattle men in the raoching districts to
the south meet with occasionally, and this more
than compensates for the cost of winter feeding,
as against the districs where no winter feeding
ig done. Mr. Pritcherd has koown cattle to
live out all winter and pick their owa living,
and come out well in the spring, but
this is not given as a safe plan to be
followed. In one case some freighters left
ap ox which had become tired out, and
this animal was found the following spring in
much better condition than when it had been
abandoned as useless, Mr, Pritcherd had 250
head of cattle to winter this year. He has
moved these over to the wood country on the
north side of the river, where he has stables
and hay put up. The young cattle will not be
stabled, but will be fed. Horses not being
worked will do very well running out all
winter without any fecding except what they
pick for themselves, and will come out fat in the
spring. Cattle have not the ability to *‘rustle”
their living duriag the winter like horses,

Isaiah McCall, for ten years a resident, has
farmed six miles from Prince Albert and raised
stock, giviog his attention mainly to the latter.
He has found the scasons favorable and has
alwaye had a good crop of coarse grain, having
given little attention to wheat. The secason of
1490 he had a good volunteer crop of oats and
barley. He bad intended summer fallowiog
the land and did not plow it in the fall, but a
crop came up in the spring from seed that had
fallen from theo previous crop. This looked so
well that it was allowed to grow, and produced
a crop of 25 to 30 bucehels per acre. M. Me.
Call has some imported Durham cattlound they
have done well with him.

8. J. Donaldscn, who came into the country
in 1876, and served in the Mounted Police force,
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has farmed for six years. Ho has grown feed
groins principally for his livery business in
Princo Albert. o grow somo flax one year as

an oxperitent, and it prodiced an immnonse

crop of seed.  He threshed 2000 bushels of oat
off 30 acres in 1888, and in 1880 bad the san
quantity from an acre or two less of land. The
crop was estimated by counting the number of
sacks. In 1889, the dry year, he only had 400
bushels off tho same acreage.

The evidencoe of actual settlers is about the
most valuablo matter that can be published
concerning a country, hence wo have givon con-
siderable space to this cluss of matter. The
paper could bo filled up with similar stater...nts
from othor settlers, but it would be a repetition
of what has alroady been reported. Suffice it
to say that the residents aro satisfied with
their location, They ono aud all believe thay
have secured & hcme in the very garden of
Canada, and have unbounded faith in the
future.

British Columbia Trade Letter.

SPECI\L CORRESPONDENCE.

VANCOUVER, Jan. 20 —Tae principal event
of the past week, was the vote on the dry dock
by-law, which was carried practically without
opposition. Next to that, was the firat sale of
sugar from the new refinery, which was pur-
chased by Opeaheimer Bros., and proved very
satisfactory.

In shipping, the Abyssinia leaves for China
and Japan, with a full cargo, Jeaving cousidera-
ble freight behiad. The Mongkout, from Port-
land, brought a large consignment of flour for
the China line, while two ve-sels, the Formosa,
with 500 tons English merchandise, and the
Spartan, with 1,000 tons raw sugar, are both
due. The trade with Nanaimo is rapidly in-
creasing. Work with dredge for tho reclamna-
tion of Pitts Meadows is being pushed ahead.
Real estate never was 8o active in nine month-
as at the present time. A good deal of sp.cu-
lation is going on in outside propertics, A
feature of the month has been the beautiful
weather. It is very mild and spring-like,
grass is green and flowera are blooming in the
gardens. An early spring islooked forward to.

Thore has beea practically no change
in  business sivce last week, but all
around i3 a great improvement over the
samo period last year. Poultry is out of the
market ; 8o is fruit practically. Some Oatario
apples offered in the windows do very little
to that proviaco. The News Advertiser says
Tug CouMERCIAL i3 wrong in attributing the
low price of eggs to over-stocking, and that it
is due to the poor quality of the eggs imported.
Itis true a good wmany eggs imporied have
been quite as stale as some of the news which
appears in your contemporary, but the fict
that good quality eggs are not dear b:ars out
that view of the case. Fish of all kinls i3 still
very scarce, Butter is still dowaward in ten-
dency. Hay, oats, and potatoes remain firm.

I promised in & former lotter tc give a re-
view of business in the cities of British Colum-
bis for 1830. Vancouver has already been
referred to, Victoria, I propose to deal briefly
with this time., The capital has 20joyed in
common with all parts of British Columbia,
an unprecedented prosperity, somothing which
was specially reforred to in the speech from the
Throne aund the dobate thercon in last weck’s
legislative Assembly.

The catching of fur scals for their skins is
one of the principal industries of Victoria, em-
ploying as it does over 700 meo and §300 000
car'*al in the business. Thirty sealers com-

e flcet of last year, the total catch of
as 43,779 skins, valued at $498,726.
aue value of tho previous year's catch was
247,170, Building operations as a result of
the mild weather aro very active at the present
time, During 1890 improvements in tho shape
of business blocks and residences wore probably
moro marked than during any previous ycar of
the city’s history. The amount expended is
said to be neatly two million dollars. Among
the most strikiog are three great church cdifices
erccted by the Methodist, Catholic and First
Presbylerian congregations respectively, all of
which are models of architectural beauty.

The increase in passenger traffic and geueral
business is very satisfactory. The total customs
receipts at the port for 1890 was $391,334,
agaipst §771,139 for 1889, and this notwith.
standing that more goods of domestic manufac-
ture had been consumed than in any previous
year. ‘The exports for the port for last year
amounted to 83,143,178,

Real estate transactions and business of all
kind showed a marked advance. The pros-
pects for another year of remarkable advance
were never so good as at the present time. The
city has now under waya large sewerage
scheme for which the property owners have
voted §300,000. A large hotel to cost $200,000
is in course of erection and ground is being
cleared for several large buildiags on the

‘principal streets. Large docks are being built

at the outer harbor for, it is understood, the
accommodation of the China steamers and
general traffic. The Street Railway Company
is exteoding its lines in a1 directions and two
more steamers are to be added to the present
fleet.

The Colonist has the following paragraphs of
interest in this connection : —

The assessment roll for the year past amounts
to £9,355,19¢. This is ex.lusive of improve.
meats not taxable in 1890, but which will be so
in 15891, and which, together with the advances
in property, amount to at least $2,000,000
more. Exemptions amouat to at least $900,000,
makiog a total assessor’s valuation of over
twelve millions of dollara. This valuition has
increased over $2,000,000 during the past year,
and over $3,000,000 sioce 1881. During this
latter period, the population bas increased from
6,800 to 23,000.

The debt of the city of Victoria, when the
debentures for sewerage and market have been
floated will amount to §935,000, a small figure
for a city having a population of 23,000 people,
and rapidly growing in wealth and numbers,
For this indebtedness the city possesscs ove
asset which largely exceeds the figure, viz., the
waterworks, which ia worth a million dollars,
and if the city choose to part with it, could be
floated for a very much larger sum. Taxation
in Victoria is light, ooe cent in the dollar, and
a discount of 25 per cent. on all taxes paid on
or before the 31st of December.

WHEAT

Fhe wheat market for the week has been de-
cidedly more spirited than for some timo past.
Thero were some very strong upward move-
meats in pricos, in leading United States mar-
kets, and thongh there were somo weak spots,
the general situation was stronger. The main
cause of the decliges was from realizing sales.
There was heavy realizing on the advances,
which would indicate that maoy operators
thought it safer to take small profits than hold
for further advances. The upward movement
started on Suturday, Jen. 24, as shown by our
market reports in last isue. On that day
i rices advanced over 2¢ at Chicago, on active
buying of shorts, cables § to 31 stronger

and large exports. Oa Monday wheat
made a further gain of 1 to 2
cents at  Chicago, with an  excited

and active market. Cables were 1d higher and
all markets showed an upward tendency. Oa
Tuesday o turn came and there was a drop of
about 2¢.  Liverpool cabled 3 to 3d lower,
which seemed to alter the situation very
materially in the minda of speculators, and

those who wero eager buyers the day before,
were now solling. An increase in wheat on
passagoe was another woak feature. On Wed-
nesday there was again asother lightning
chango at Chicago. The loss of Tuesday was
more than recovered on cash wheat, which
closed over 2. higher, Futlures gained 3 to lec.
The upward movement contioued on Thuraday,
cash wheat being particularly strong, prices
advancing over l¢ all around. Cables wero
stronger.  Oa Frid.y a desiro to realizs seemed
to have again seiz2 1 the crowd, and prices were
forced down under free selling at Chicago.
Northwestern receipts continued large, Minne
and Du'uth gotting between them 332 carson
Monday against 217 cars the samo day u year
ago ; 218 cars o1i Tuesday, against 165 cavs the
same day a year ago ; 257 cars on Wedaesday,
against 139 a year ago, and 248 cars on Thurs.
day, against 173 a year ago.

In Manitoba there has been a little stiffening
in prices at some country markets, but not
suffizient to increase farmers’ deliverivs to any
considerable oxtent. Ia the different Manitoba
conutry mirkets pricer Lo farmers have ranpged
from 38 to 63¢c per bushel, for best samples,
which would be in “he asighborhood of No. 2
hard. At D:loraine, a principal country mar-
ket, there was a spurt in prices amuuanting to
10 to 12¢, due to purely local competition
among buyers. This did nov hold out long, but
it brought out considerable wheat, thus show-
ing that in that district at least farmers are
holding for higher prices, and that a sharp
advance would soon bring out a rush of
wheat. Duliveries have beea light in most
country markets. Winnipog inspections show-
ed 447 cars inspected for the week ended Jaon.
24, but this weuld not represent the total
of wheat passing through, by a considerable
amount. Stocks in store at Like Superio. ele-
vatoss increased 31,237 bushels to a total of
445,595 bushels. This shcws that the princi-
pal movement is still through to tne seaboard,
as very little is going ioto store. This is due
to the fact that considerable wheat is not fit
fcr storage, as well as the desive of dealers to
realizo at once. 1t was rumoured that the
baoks had decided to-refuse to advance on low
Zrade wheat, and that this would stop the buy-
ing of tlis class of grain. This statement was
of course unfoundel at the time, but color was
given to it by a letter from a Winnipeg bank
manager, which was published last week, and
which advised farmers to dispose of their
low grade wheat at oance, as the banks
svould not advance money for the shipment of
such grain aftor a cerlain unnamed date. Tue
CoustkrciAL has all aloug ad “ised the early
sale of damiged wheat, for apy that is not
bought in -tine to get it out of the country
before warm weather will be almost valueless.
Deslers would not take the risk of shippiog
damp or soft grain, no matter whether or not
the banks would advance on it, after the
weather turns warm. Farmers who hold sound
qrain are iv a different position, and if prices go
up later on, they would be able to realize on it.
It will take a considerable timo to get the wheat
out of the country which is being marketed
now, and with any heavy incresse in deliveries
it would be impowsible to move the graiu as
fast as required. Op account of the long haul
to the seaboard, tho present movement is taxing
the railwaye to their fullest extenr, oven with
the very favorable weather which has been en.
joyed for handling the grain,

The visible supply as published on Monday
last showed a decrease of 778,759 bushels dur-
ing the week. The total stocks at all points
enumerated ia the statement aggregate 24,032,-
215 bushels against 31,943,205 bushels last
year.

The amount on ocean passage increased
72,000 bushels, making the available supply
16,032,215 bushels, against 51,813,295 bushels
for the correspouding date last year, 56,403,468
bushels two years ago, 52,721,128 three years
ago, and 87,965,068 bushels four years ago.
