Legislative Interfcrence with Trads.

As the parliamentary session draws to 2
close, it becomes possible to gain some idea of
the direction which commerdial legislacion has
taken.

A brief review of the headings of the Bills
which appears vpoa the Orders of the House,
show that both government measures and
private bills indicate an incroasing t ndency to
interfero and regnlate the details of all stages
of industrial productioa aund commercial distri-
bution. This tegislutive {iutervention and
supervision takes place occasionally on behalf
of the work peaple who arc employed in the
varions manufucturivg processes, or else for
their social beunefic anil improvement. Meas
utes tending in thia divection have been intro.
duced into the House under the respective
titles ot the Eizht Hours Bill apd the Miaes
(Light Hours) Degulation Bill, the Housing of
the Working Classes Bitl, the Merchant Sea
men’s (Provisions) Bill, the Mining Accidents
Insurance (Scotland) Bitl, Old Ause Provident
Pensions Bill, the Owidnror Provident Relief
Bill, ¢ oal Mines Reguintion and Amendment.
Boilers Tuspection and Regulation, and tho
Snop Hours Regulation Bills. The details of
these measures are sufficiently indicated by the
direction in Which their framers are diaposcd to
move on hehulf «f 1hose whose positions they
seek to improve.  Undor each and all of these
proposals, financial churges of some kind.either
as to cost of ivspectisn or of rates, would full
upow the whole comnunity, for the benfit und
advactags of a pariii vlar scetion.  This legisla-
tion is, thercfore, distinetly of a socialistic
character,

Another class of coactment is devised for the
protection of the public, either agaiost tho
omission of noxivus vapors from factorics, or
agaiust the selling of articles containing admix-
tures which the unsuspicions or ignorant pur-

chaser is not likely to detect. Under this
class of mieasures is to he found the Alkali,ote,
Warks Bill, the Avtitiial Manuris  Adultera.
tion Bath, she Beer Adulteration Bills, 11 wp Sub-
stitutos i Mhargarine Acts Amendment Bill,
atel the Soe of 1% od and Deugs Aet Amend
went Bl Llese measures, if adopted, will
alu entail conster tble expenditare in the way
of fnspection, whilst two ot them at least, viz,
the Jrtiticial Manvre Adulteration Bill and
the Sale of Faad and Drugs Act Amendment
Bill, may occasionally lead to considerable ex-
penditure and annoyance through disputes as
to analytical conteuts of products. Increasing
ditheulties, o'sy, in regard to the manufactur.
ing of the various articles, which must ariso in
cotineetivn with the tiades regulated uuder
these Al ts, must necessarily entail a  increase
in the cost of production,

Whilst it i3 thus sought to place additioual
liabilitics on & pmuber of the producing indus.
trivs « f the country, it is also sought to place
the carrying and “distributing trades in an in.
creasing deptee under the regnlation of Parlia-
meot. .\ legelative maximum has baen tixed
for che rates which railways are empowered to
charge for the carriage of the various cluszes of
goods over their systems, and similar regula.
tions are in comee of consideration for the re-
gulation of the canal traflic of the country. A
bill is also Lefore the House to modify the con.
ditions under which return tickets shall Le
tssued by railway companies ; while further
measares have been introduccd to modify the
Hidality of shipowuers, to regulate the cacriage
of deck cargoes, to amond the Merchant Ship.
ping Acts, and to establish the couditions
under which nierchant vessels should be pro-
visioned.

The bills thus roughly classified, are a fair
indication of the direction in which public
opinion is traveliing. There is a distinct in.
dication of u leaning towards State Regulation
of everything. Awg socizl existence becomes
more complicated, as population concentrates
more and more in particular centres, itis no
doubt necessary to protide that one section of
the community shall not be prejudiced by the
action of tie remainder.  Theoretically, no
doubt, it is dexirable to place difficulties and
penuliies in the way of frand and advelteration.
But is it possible, or ovea desirable for the State
«. r ulate cverything® At present the State
has charge of the postal and telegrapnic sys.
tems, and this charge is now to be extended to
some extent at least, to telephony, bankruptey,
patent laws, and trade marks are also under
oflicial supervision. Factory inapection is equal.
Jy ou official function. Our entire import trade
is, under the Merchandise Marks Act, open to
the supervisien of the customs. Is it desirablo
or prudent to increase the already considerable
number of (Government employecs, and to place
additivoal brauches of national activity under
offictal supervirien « If the principle be further
adopted, where 131t tostop?  Is ore half of
the nation to besalaried and peusioned to watch
over and regulate the other huf? Wall com.
peti i on, which has pow become 80 keenly ia-
ternanionnd, permit of these indefivito additions
to the cost of production ©  Will not over-re-
striction act as a kisd of Lounty in favor of
forergn production ¥ Is it not likely that the
experience of the Merchandise Marks Act may
pos:ibly be renewed, and thav an additiooal
sceiion of trade will be aiverted into the hands
of foreign traders, who will not be slow to
assimilato it -

1t is clear, both from the vature of the ncas-
vres, and from such instances s the alinost un-
oppused secound reading of the Atkali Act that
comunercinl associations ave uot aufiiciently
alive to the daugers to which thoy m.y be ex-
posed by cither smateur or official legistation.,
Gioverument departinents are naturatly desirous
of extendiag their iuflucace and power. They
are therefore constantly bringing in bills. or
amending bills,not only a¢ the comencement of,
but often late on in, the session. It is to Le
feared that their suggestions are not always
sufliciently closely watched, and that enact-
ments occasionally slip through the IHouse

which, if introduced early in the session, would
meet with congiderable opposition. The Alkali
Bill is o good instacco of these dangers.
Brought in Jate in the scasion, it is an incom-
plete and hasty measure, dealing auly partially
with tho matters it is supposcd to regulate,and
drafted apparently without consultation with
thage interested, The second reading was
taken unexpectedly late at night, in presence
almost exclusively ot government supporters,
and so traders find themselVes pledged to o
principle which they do not acknowledge. .

It is sufliciently evident that some more
eflicient and clastic organization of the scatter-
el cloments of commercial representation in
the House of (‘'ommous is necessary, and that
gteps should be taken by trading interests to
present a more unitesd and effective front in
connection with Bills affecting them. We
trust that some steps in this direction may bs
taker in the coming Parliameut.—London,
England, Chamber of Commerce Journal.

British Shipping in 1891.

‘I'he roturns regarding British merchant ship-
ping and navigation for the year 1891 show a
slight decline in the number of vessels, but, an
increase in the tonnage »s compared with either
of the two preceding years, There were in

1891, 17,243 vessels, of 8,343,541 tons and em-
pleying 210,180 persons, registered in the
United Kingdom, as compared with 17,425 ves-
sels, of 7,916,736 tuns, and emrloying 236,108
men, in 1890. If the Isle ot Man, Channel
Islands aud British possessions be included the
total amounted to 36,085 vessels, of 9,063,574
tons, in 15§91, as against 36,214 vcssels, of
9,688.08S tons, in 1890, and 36.169 vessels, of
0.472.000 tons, in 1889. Of thec vessels of the
United Kingdom in 1891, 11,114 of 3,028,501
tous, employing 81,189 men, were sailing ves-
sels, and 6129, of 5,317,040 tons, employing
159,291 hands, wors steam vessels, as comnpared
witin 11,570 sailing vessels, of 2,893,672 tons,
employing 94,2183 persons, and 5,855 steamers,
of 5,024,764 tons, employing 151,890 hands, in
1590,

The entries and clearances, like the tonnage,
for 1891 showed increases as compared with the
preceding year.  The vease s entercd at ports
of the United Kiogdom during the year 1891
numbered 372,150, with an aggregate tonrcage
of 85,642,637 tons, as compared with 370,075
vessels, with an aggregate tonnage of 84,574,-
324 tons, in 1890. The vessels cleared in 1891
numbered 340,802, with an aggregate tonnage
of 81,142,105 tons, as compared with 339.416
vessels, with an aggregate tonnage of 79,766,-
033 tons, in the preceding year. The foreign
trade tonnage shows a slight, but only a slight,
increase as compared with the preceding year,
thic ¢ntrances being 36 859,015 tons in 1891. as
compared with 36,835,712 in the preceding
year, and tho clearances were 37,933,-
605 tons, as compared with 37,443,167
in 1880, A greater proportionate advauce is
noted in the cecasting trade, which showed a
total of 310.770 vesscls, of 48,833,622 tous,
cntered in 1891, as against 307,240 vessels, of
47,735,612 toas, in 1890, and 278,600 vessels, of
43,188,500 tous, cleared in 1891, as compared
with 276 270 veasels, of 42,317,876 tons, in
1890. London continues to hold the first
place as regards the auouat of tonnage entered
and cleared, Liverpool coming second sud
Cardiff third. QOac feature disclosed by the
shippiog roternz snd upon which there has
been considerable comment is the tendency to
an increase of the foreign clement wmong the
crews of British ships.— Bradstreets. .

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EVILS OF A BIG OROP.

The above huading may cause a geatiment of
astonishmont to some, but nevertheless thero
aro many ia Manitoba who will comprehend the
full mouning of the words, The eunormous
grain crops of Manitoba lest year wero not an
unmised good. Ia fact to many of our farmers
it meant loss and disappointment. Pecaliar
statoments these, but acvertheless true, and
this fact has becomo more apparcat within the
Iast two months.

Ths growth of straw last year was something
remarkable. This was a disadvantage from
several points of view. Tho heavier growth of
straw meant delay io the ripening of the grain;
it increased the quantity and cost of binder
twine per acre; it increased ewormously the
cost of harvestiog the crop, making perhaps an
averago of one-third more labor to handle the
crop. Where two horses would be sufficient
to work a binder in a moderate crop, four were
required last year, and then sometimes only a
narrow swath could be cut.

These disadvantages arising from the enor-
mous growth of straw would of course have
been compensated for in the large yield of
grain, had other circumstances been favorable.
But they were not altogether so—with mavny
qaite the reverse. Io the first place, the har
vest was somewhat lato to start with, and the
supply of labor was not equal 1 the demaud.
Huudreds of farmers wera altogethor unable to
cope with the task bofore them of gathering in
such an enormous harvest. The result was,
that loog after the grain should have been
aaved, there were thousands of acres all over
the country still in stook. To make matlers
worse, wet weather set ju, while the work of
harvesting was goidg on. Some, in their
anxiety to get through with the huge task be-
fore them, stacked their crops before the
sheaves were sufficiently dried out, and the
grain became heated i stack. Many others,
in their hurry to save their entire crop, did not
take sufficient care with their stacks, and the
grain became damaged or destroyed by .rain
and snow after it was stacked. Maoy farmers
would have been in a better position now, if
they had allowed part of their crop to stand in
the field, and had harvested the balance in a
careful manner. By tryiog to save all by hur-
ryiog and slighting the work, they in some
cases lost large portions of their crop which
they had gone to the expense of barvesting and
had payed high wages for help. On account of
the length to which harvesting was prolonged,
it was late before threshing was started, and
beforo much threshing had been done, the win-
ter set in early snd exceptionally severe and
blastery. Some tried threshing | the winter,
but the frequent snow storms kept the stacks
in bad condition, and cousiderable grain was
rained or damagzed by becoming mixed with
snow in threshing. Others who allowed their
stacks to stand until apring, found their grain
in many cases badly damaged through wet

| having got into tho stacks, while some stacks
were completely destroyed. Altogether there
was & groat loss to farmers from onoe causo or
another, and although the returna show that an
eunormous quantity of grain has becn marketed,
yot a considerable portion of it was sold at a
low price, n account of buing out of condition,

Altogether, therefore, the wonderfully heavy
crop of last yesr did not bring that retuen to
the farmers which was expected from it. A
moderate crop, saved uoder favorable condi
tinns, would have given botter results  When
we considor the great cost of harvesting such a
heavy crop, help being very scarce and wages
high, and think of the severe loss after the
expouse of placiog the grain in stack had been
borne, we can seo ono unsatisfactory feature of
the case.

Such an eoormous crop as was preduced in
Manitoba last year, unless accompanied by ex-
ceptionally favorable weather conditions, is not
an unmixed good. Our farmers have too muca
land under cultivation, to be in a position to
cope with such & remarkable growth, and un-
less under very favorable coaditions, the in-
creased yield does not pay for the extra risk
and expense of saviog the crop. Of course if
we could have the making of the weather to
suit ourselves, the extraordinarily large crop
would have been all right, but comiong ina year
which proved oxceptionally unfavorable for
harvestiog and theeshing, it was a loss rather
than a bencfit to many. Qao large farmer was
heard to say, cnat if ke had burnt one-half his
crop on the ground, and given his catire atten.
tion to saviog the balance, instead of trying to
savo it all, he would have come out better in
the end, and would still have had sufficient
grain to have made up a fairly good yield for his
total acreage.

With the usual fine harvest weather which
we have in Manitoba ; with & more plentiful
supply of help, and with our farmers cultivat.
ing a more restricted area, and trying to do
that well, such a crop as that produced last
year would be all right. The lesson of the sea-
sou secems to say: Do not cultivate more land
than can bo properly handled under even rather
adverse conditions. Harein we think is where
many of our farmers fail, by imposing moro la-
bor upon themselves than they are able to
bear.

RECIPROCIYY WITH THE USIThu.
STATES.

The Chamber of Commerce of the city of
Grand Vorks, North Dakqta, has with com-
mendable onterprise worked up a movement in
favor of a convention to be held at that place,
to discuss reciprocity with Canada. The con.
veation is expected to be convened on De :ember
13t next, and commercial bodies in the border
states and in Canada, will be invited to send
delegates. The question of lake navigation,
with special reference to the securiog of a
deeper channel from tho head of the lakes to
the ocean, will also form an important matter
for discussion.

So far ag the question of veeiprocity is con-
cerned, it scems to have been the idea of the
Grand Forks people to agitate in favor of re-
ciprocity between the north-west atates and

Western Canada.  This is nonsensical. It
would be reasonablo to discuss tho quoition of
reciprocity botween the two countrics as a
whole, but it szems foolish to hold a convention
to disouss rociprocity between portions of the
United States and portions of Canadu. Sucha
proposition is impractical to start with, and if
the question is to bo tuken up ou these limited
lines, it will ouly be = waste of time talking
about it. Tho federal governments of neither
the United States nor Canada wounld consent to
such o proposition, no matter how strongly the
people on each side of the border, hore in tho
west, might favor it. Tho convention, how
ever, may do some good by calling public atten-
tion to the general question of reciprocity, and
it may help in educating people on the other
side of the boundary in favor of a more liberal
trade policy betweon the two couutrics.

So far aa reciprocity is concerned, it is timo
the peoplo south of the boundary were making
some move in the matter, if they desire groater
freedom in their trade intercourse with Canada.
They havo a deal of work to do at home in mak-
ing their owo politicians understand that they
want greater freedom of trade with this coun-
try. Furthermore, they must mike their poli.
ticians understand that they must submit to
reasonable torms for tho oxtension of trade be.
tween the two countries. Caunada has seat
delegates to Washiogton several times, for the
purpose of negotiatiug, if possible, a fair treaty
of reciprocity, but each time our representatives
have returned from a fool's errand. Oa tho
last visit of our delegates to \Washiagton, they
were given plainly to understand that the pre-
sent government of the republic will not con-
sider the questirn of the oxtension of trade
frcedom between the two countries-in a fair
and reasonable spirit,

This being the case, it is foolish for Canad.
ians to keop up any agitation in favor of great-
er freedom in trade matters with the United
States. Cavada has sent delegates to Wash-
ington often enough. When the United States
is ready to consider the question of greater
freedom in trade between the t¥o countries, in
a fair and reasonable spirit, they should come
to us.

There should be no objection against com-
mercial bodies in Canada sending delogates to
the Grand Forks convention. The friendly
discussion of the question will not do any harm,
if it will not do any good. Caunadiaus, how-
ever, should point out, that it is not our fault
that so much restriction has been placed upon
trado between the two countries. Both palitical
partiesin Cavada have shown themsolves ready
and willing to make concessionsin favor of
greater trade freedom.  Qur overtures have
been received at Washingtoa with indifference,
or with altogether uarcasonable proposals.
Much unfriendly legislation affecting this coun-
try lias proceeded from tho present admioistra-
tion in power at Washington. At present a
savago bull-dog measure is before congress,
aimed at thiscountry, and that altogether with-
out reason. The Grand Forks people have
therefore a big work before them at home, if
they have to bring about reciprocity with Can-
ada. Wo wish them success, and assure them
that when thoir country is ready to talk senso
on this question, Canada will bo foun
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ready to enter into any reasonab'e agreement
for the extension of trade freedom betwzen the
two countries.

The other question which will be discussed
at the Grand Forks convention, is one of vast
importance to Western Canada and the north-
west states. Itis a question which has been
frequently discussed in these columas. The
improvement of navigation between the upper
lake ports aund tide water, is the greatest com-
mercial question before the people of the west
to-day, on either side of the boundary. There
are no railway or other enterprises approaching
it in importance, bearing upon western in-
terests, Western interests on both sider of
the boundary are wrapped up in this question,
and it is therefore a fit maiter for international
discusaion.

A REMARKABLE STATEMENT.

Some time ago a clipping was forwarded Tue
CoMMERCIAL regarding a meeting held at Aus-
tin, Manitoba, to consider the advisability of
organizing a branch of the Patrons of Industry.
The clipping was mislaid, but it has again
turned up, and there are some poiants in it
which are worthy of a brief reference. The
leader of the movement urged the advantage of
buying goods in large quantities for cash,
which, presumably, could bs done through the
proposed organization. This is all right. THE
CoMMERCIAL has always urged that the long
and easy credit system which prevaile in Mani-
toba, is very injurious to the farmers. Fur-
thermore, we believe the farmer should get a
good discount for cash, and if they cannot ob-
tain this right individually, then by all means
let them organize and force it in this way. THE
CoMMERCIAL has for years urged that the prin-
ciple of allowing a sharp distinction between
cash and credit business, should be generally
recognized. This policy was repeatedly set
forth in these columns, long before the Patrons
were heard of in Manitoba.

Now we come to a more remarkable incident
reported as occurring at this meeting. Oae
speaker advocated that ‘‘we (the farmers)
should pay our hired help in reasonable time;
that we should learn to meet notes when due;
and that we live as cheaply as possible until
present liabilities are wiped out, so we can
start on a cash basis.” All this is excellent advice
and is moreover very applicable to many mer.
chants in Manitoba, especially the reference
to meeting notes when Jdue. Such sensible
reasoning, however, did not suit one of
those present, a Mr. Campbell, who ‘‘de.
clared this process to be altogether too
slow and recommended that all debts now in-

.curred should stand until such time as the
farmer, having saved twenty per cent. at least,
from buying for spot cash, should be able to
pay debts previously incurred.”

This is a most remarkable expression. We
hardly fancy the Patrons as an organization
would endorse such an idea. If Mr. Campbell
would just follow up his reasoning a little further
he would in due time become a firat class anar-
chist. His ideas at lenst seem to run in that
direction. It is probable, however, that he did
not fully consider the meaning of his words,
and as his ultimate object was to pay the debts,
it is perhaps well to consider the expression

something in the nature of a slip of the tongue.
If Mr. Campbell has any creditors, however,
we would advise them to keep their eye on him.
A man who does not understand the meaning
of the obligation imposed upoa a man to pay
his debts in reasonable time, any better than
Mr. Campbell does, would at least be a risky
credit customer. It would only require one
step from the position he takes to lead to total
repudiatior of such obligations.

WROLESOME ADVIGE.

The following is from a farmers’ paper, Farm
and Home. It is 8o to the point that it cannot
be improved upon, and we give it without com-
ment, save the remark that the fisst two or
three seatences will apply as strongly to busi-
ness men as to farmers, and in fact we believe
many business men are quite as much in need
of such wholesome advice as are the farmers.
Farm and Home says :

Many a farmer’s burden is uanecessarily in-
creased because he and his family think they
must present the same appearances and live as
well as othera who possess more money. True,
pride is a very good thing in its place, but the
farmer is wisest who has pride and self-respect
enough to live within his means, pay his debts
and lay up a little something against a rainy
day, rather than strain every nerve to wear as
good clothes or drive as good a team as a
wealthier neighbor. It is because human nat-
ure is the same on the farm as in any other
bnsiness that this false pride exists. Our cities
are full of families who on an income of $1,000
a year are trying to live as well and keep up
the same appearance as the family with an in-
come of five or ten times as much. Woraze still
is the tendency among our youth, both in city
and country, to feel dissatisfied to begin at the
bottom a8 their parents did. They want to be-
gin where their parents left off. The young
man who will go to farming in the same ear-
nest, determined way as his father or grand-
father did, with the progress and enligtenment
of the present day, may expect to be far better
off in 20 years than they were in that time.
He certainly will be much better off than the
average mechanic who works for day wages and
is always at the mercy of a capricious employer
and who rarely owns the house he lives in or
lays up any money. The recent years of agri-
cultural depression have knocked out much of
the false pride among farmers that was gained
by the prosperous times before the panic of 16
years ago. Farming is becoming more profit-
able and more respected again. There is no
disguising the fact that the tide is turning back
to our farms and that farm values are oun the
upward trend. Lot the way-backs and grum-
blers try to think so for at least one year and
try to make farming more profitable and couun-
try life more attractive, and how much better
everyone will feel,

SHORTAGES IN WHEAT.

At Minneapolis, in Minnesota, a state wheigh-
master iz stationed, whose business.it is to
weigh cars of grain. It is well known that
claims for shortages is one of the greatest an-
noyances which grain shippers have to put up
with.  This is one of the troublesome things
which Winnipeg grain men have to deal with.
In car lot sales of wheat to Oatario millers, it
is almost the general rale thata claim comes
back for shortage in weight. One Winnipeg
dealer states that his losses on Ontario ship-
ments, on allowances for claims of short weight,
amounted to about $3 per day. In Minnesota
the plan has been adopted of appointing public

weighmasters at terminal points.  The weigh-
master at Minneapolis has recently made his
annual report, in which he states that shortages
in cars of grain shipped from country points are
quite common, but what is more remarkable,
he often finde that cars run over weight. In
some cages the weight has been 5,000 to 6,000
pounds over the amount claimed to be in the
car.. Our eastern millers never report anything
of thia nature. Th2y always claim a'lowance
for shortages, bul when the measure is the
other way, mum is the word.

Our Mineral Wealth.

In the annual report of the Mineral Statis-
tics Division of the Geological Sirvey Depart-
ment, just published under the direction of
Elfric Drew Ingall, may be found an immense
amouut of useful information in regard to the
rapid progress now being made in mineral de-
velopment.  As already estimated by us, the

output for the year 1891 reached the fairly
satisfactory figure of $20,000,000 an increase
of $3,000,000 in four years. Comparing the
figures for 1887 and 1891, with reference to the
more important products of the mine, we reach
the following results, showing how steadily this
important iudustiy is growing :

The asbestos mines near Thedford, Danville
and Coleraine, in the Quebec district, now em-
ploys over 1,000 men, while the export has
grown from $158.829 in 1887 to $528.530 in
1890, and the production from $24.700 in 1880
to $1,000,000 eleven years later. The annual
amount of coal produced has risen from $4,017,-
225 in 1886 to $7,792,172 in 1891, while the
possibilities of production are alinost unlimited
viewing the yet unopened regions of the west.
In gold we are not doing as well as formerly.
Nova Scotia, which has since 1862 produced
about $10,000,000 worth, in 1890 only showed a
product of $474,000. British Columbia, which
has altogether, given the world $55,000,000,
produced in the same year only $494,000 as
compared with $4,000,000 in 1863. However,
it i3 claimed by Californian and Australian
miners of experience that in the Cariboo dis-
trict there once existed, and ultimately will be
found, immense obliterated river channels tra-
versing the country upon a higher level than
the present streams, which must have received
at some time a large supply of the precious
metal. The first of these, it is claimed, has
been discovered on the South Fork of the Ques-
nelle river. Nickel winiog is growing in
volume, and three large companies with head-
quarters respectively at Montreal, Swansea,
England, and Cleveland, U.S., with a host of
minor ones, are now actively engaged in pro-
duction and smelting at Sudbury and the sur-
rounding district., 6bher important discoveries
of nickel are reported from near Port Arthur,
Oat., and St. Stepheas in N.B., and a strong
company is being started in Toronto with a
view to establishing smelting works there.
There are twelve oil refineries now in operation
at Potrolea, and the large production of Can-
adian petroleum, 190,000,000 gallons between
1881 and 1888, is likely to be vastly increased
by recent discoveries in the great Mackenzie
basin. Our silver mines are also being rapidly
developed, and there is an upward and onward
tendency visible everywhere in the develop-
ment of themineral wealth of Canada.—Bankers'
Journal, Montreal,

@Gazette, of London, Kngland, on July 7th, the
first part of which appeared in Tug Cow-
MFRCIAL Jast week.

Tho proccedings of the congrean were resum
od in the hall of the Merchant Taflors® com nnf('
on Wednesday of last week, Sir John Lubboc
again presiding.

Tho discussion upon Mr. Meadley's resolution
which expressed tho opinion of the congress
that ‘‘any fiscal union between the Mother
Country and her Colontes and Dopendencies,
by means of preferential duties, being based on
protection, would ho politically dangerous and
economically dizastruns ; and that the arrangs
ment which, more thau any other, would con
duce to an intimato cowmmercial union, would
bo by our self-governing colonies adopting, as
closoly as circumstances will permit, the non.
proteative policy of tho mother country,” was
continued., Sir Charles Tuppeor’s amendment
was in support of a ‘*slight dilferential duty”
heing "aJ:)pted by the Imperinl aud Colonial
(Governments in favor of the home productions
against tho imported foreign articles.”

A Free rabr ViEW,

11 tho courso of tho debate,

Sir ’hom3a Facrer said that Canada was now
proposing a species of troaty between the
mothor country and the colonizs. but what was
the nature of her treaty !  Caunada was asking
us to impose restrictions on our imports from
foreign countrica  That was a very different
thing from Cobden’s treaties, and, in his
opinjon, ao infinitely more oljectionabls thing,
(Hear, hear, and cheers.) The Cipo had done
the same thing.  In that case 2 per cent. was
proposed. Sir Charles Tuppor now proposes
3 per cent., and we should got to 15 per cent.,
20 per cent. or 100 per cent. if tho smaller per
centage did not effvct the object in view —tnat
of shutting out foreign goods. The whole trade
of Canadu was in erports £20,000,000 and in
imports £25,000,000 ; nnd that wasall she had
to give us if she gave us all her trede. L
them compare those figures with the home
trade. Oar imports of food and raw matertal
in 1891 from Canads were ab,ut &) ,000,
while our imports from the United «.cewc8 ex-
ceeded £30,000,000. We were to give up £50,-
00,000 in order to get a problematic increase
on £11,000,000. That was not all. 1f we im
posed differential duties and rejected what
came to us from the United States we should
«acrifice not only what the United States sent
us, but algo our exports to the United States.
('anada took from us £7,000,000 a year, while
the United States took £32,000,000, besides the
incalculable amount of service which our ship-
ing rendered tho United States. He asked was
it wiso to mako treaties which would sacrifice
our enormous foreiga trade for the very small
proportions of the colonial trade * (Hear, hear )
Suppose they adopted Sir Charles Tuppao's
proposition ; suppose they excluded Unit~d
States corn, meat and cotton —

Sir Charles Tupper: T made no such proposal.
{Hear, hear.)

Sie Thanas Facrer, contlnuing, said that how
a ("apadian farmer was to bo benetit:d, unless
to some extent wo excluded cora ani meat, by
Sir "aarles Tupper’s differential duty he could

not say. Would it tond to good feeiing between
this country and Cana.la if woe were obliged to
go to our workmen i the east end of London
and to those of Yorkshire, Latcashircand Scot-
land and say to them, “Your food aud your
raw material- which make the maunfactures
by which you live—are made dearer to you in
order that you may take Canada to your heari:

{Hear, hear.) Again, supposiog that the United
States changed their policy and came to the
English Government atd said. ¢‘We will open
our ports to you, we will take off our duties on
Foglish geods, but it must be on the coudition
that you treat our goods as well as you treat

other goodr—as well as you treat Canadian
goods ;" and mupposing thon that our Govern
ment woro compelled to say **N.,”" would that
inoreaso the good fevling botween spada and
this country * o was norry that Canada liad
failed to nrako any arrangetnont with the Uaic-
ed States for removing the artihcial barriers
set up.
Tow “McKiveey Griv,”

David Piewes, of Toroato tDomivion Mil'ers’
Assoviation), sad he was a freo trader, but
what ho meant by freo trader was that, as in
England, a country should get her goods in
overywhero,  But the McKinley tariff has
changod all that. During his stay in Eaglaad,
businees wen had beon cunvaually asking him
the question : **What shall we do to cure the
ovils coming upon us from the McKiuley tarith”
Ho wanted to ask those who represontod Brit.
ish commerco what good it would be to the
British Workman if flour was only ¢l a sack
and ho had not got the £17 (Cneera}. Aad
the intention of the McKinley tarsiT was that
British workmon should go and spond their
timo and th ir money in the United States in.
stead of Great Britain, and they had started to
do it. (Hear, hear.) With regard to the
ogiuion expressed that the 5 per cent. suggost.
ed by Sir Charles Tupper would raise tho prico
of breadstutls to the same extent, ho (Mr.
Plowes) would venture to remind them of one
or two f{acts in history. They would remember
the time whon it was said that there was going
to bo a famine in France, and the country con.
sequontly lowered the duty. What was the
result ¥ Up wont the prico of flour in the Uait
ed States yust to meot the reduced duty. Aund
then, later on, whea Fianco put on the daty,
what was the fact *—that the very next morn-
ing in both New York and Chicago down to a
corrcsgonding degree went the price of flour.
(Canadian cheers.) He was not a philosopher
nor a politician, but he could not help looking
at those facts. If the colonies could enter into
an agreement ¥ 1th t. e mother couatry to take
her goods, wou d it be of noadvantage to Great
Britain whethe: tho millions of pcople that
were goirg frem this country to the continent
of America settled on the prairies of Monitoba
and the North-west or the prairies of the Unit.
ed States? If they weut to the United States
Great Britain was faced by the McKionley tar-
itf, and she could uot supply those people ; but
he maintained that the 5 per cent difference,
which woul 1 just take 5 per cent. off the price
of United States breadstufs—that 3 per cent.
would just turn the emigration, becauss they
would walk across to the British side. (Laugh
ter.) Andin twenty years from the present
time would it be of no advantage to Great
Britain if she had 10,000,000 of people on the
broad prairies on the British side buying goods
from her, or would it Le no disadvantage if
those 10,000,000 of people were on the United
States side buying goods from the people of the
United States ? (Lou1 Canadian cheers.) They
would have to look these things eyuarely in the
faco.  All the Englishmen he had met seemed
to have a touch of the complaint called the
McKinley grip,” and he had said to them,
not as a politician, that the remedy was 1n
their own hands. 1f they put 3 per cent. on
United S:ates breadstuffs and mest they would
be sure that before twelve months went ronnd
they would have the United States there try-
ing to make a bargain with Great Britain.
{Loud cheers). The peoplo of the Untted States
would take all they could get, but wonld give
nothiog that they couuld help —iCanadian
cheers)—they might make up ther minds
to that. (Laughter) He was making not
bunkam speech. (Hoar, hear and laughter.)
Whether the great future population would b
Amcrican or British was a question that would
barely tutn apun the activa of this cungress.
(Eathusiastic Cavadian cheers.)

The president said that no one was more
anxious than himself for anything which would
weld wiore closely the various comauoities of
the Empire, but he thought the amendment
raised s 1bjects of great duffizalty. Sic Charles

'l'urpor proposed to place duties on all articles,
including food and raw matorial, but he himselt
claimed that tho consumer paid tho duties,
Tho ameadment would involvo the imposition
of duties on over 1,000 articles, ard scemed to
him quite impracticable. It was said that 5
per cent. was a very small amount. But let
them look, for instance, at their textilo indun-
tries® Tho Uldham milla were only making 4
por cent. prufit and it was ovidont that 1fa 5 por
cont duty on votton wero impused the margin
of protit would bo swept away, and that great
industry would bo cripplel.  (Hear. hear.)
Eogland at present was a great free port, and
duttes as proposed would most seriously intor-
fare with ur cairying trade. As to the Mo.
Kinloy tariff, it would ioj wre the Usited States
moroe than any othor country. (Hear, hear)
It had already done inuch to cripplo the north.
orn industries 0a the borders of Canada. The
McKibley tariff gave Canada a great opportun.
ity. If she wero now to reduco her duties she
would gecure for horself a groat adventage over
the United States—an advantage far larger
than tho 5 per cont. proposed in the amond-
ment. (Checors.)

A PERNONAL MATTER,

Mr. W, C. Lllis (Toronto board of tiade), in
tho courso of a vigorous addross, said he weuld
ondeavor to spak from tho purely Carsdian
standpoint, and to retlect the opinion of tho
commercial centre from which he came Ho
thought it was the object of the London Cham.
ber, on issuing iavitations to the delegates hero
to obtain an expression of opinion from the va.
rious sections of the Empire, and wot merely
the indwvidual opinions of gentlemen who ad.
dress this mecting. (Hear, hear.) Thoy had
had a little disagreement in roference to tho
Canadian position, and they had had a goatle-
man speaking on bohalf of Canada, wao had
not had the manliness to say that he did not
represent the body for which he spoke—r

The president, interposing, said he feared
that any mistake that had artsen had been his.
Ho presumod the speaker ulluded to Mr.
Plewes?

Mr. Ellis said that he alladed to Mr. V7oo01.
Now Canada had ia the most cordial way de-
sired reciprocity with tho United States nnder
a policy of free trade, but they had found that
their 1ndustries were being driven out and that
their commercial capitals wers being transfer.
red to Boston and New York, They found,
too, that English goods were being furnished
for the'c markets. Well, they desired to stand
for Britwh in proference to Uni*~’ States inter-
ests (near, hear) -bug how «.uld they do so if
the Mother Country conticued to treat her
colonies with no better consideration in hor
markoets than she had foraliens and enemies ?
H »w could she expect that the colonies would
remain, under such circumstances, always io a
contented condition? But if a differetial duty
should be imposed protecting her colonies as
a%vainst foreign nations there was no question
of doubt that & means would have been found
of cementing the Empire intc a powerful whole.
And then Canada would be able to supply the
Mother Country with all the fvod prodacts that
she neoded, aad it was to the Dominion, instead
of the United States of America, that Great
Britain would require to look for her future
supplics. If a discriminatory rate was made
in favor of the food products of Canada, her
favored regions would eu) y an enormous ad-
vantage, for the flow of emigration to them was
certain to be largely accelerated. Concluding,
Mr. Eis sard: _If you give us3 the protoctinn
we ask we would after a time have the top tail
of the imaginary fence that divides the United
States from Canada worn smooth by the traffic
of farmors passing over it in hastening to settle
in our fertile regions. (Uacers and laughtor.)

M. A. T, Woud (Hsmuton) sard he desired
to make a Eeraonal explanation. It had been
throwa in his face that he had acted contrary
to the instructions of his board of trade. Now
he wished to deny that emphatically. He was
appointed to attend the congress, even though
his sontiments were woll kaown by the bogrd
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of trade of the city in which he bad lived for
over forty years. When he made the statement
that a resolution had been passed in favor of
having defferential duties it should be remem-
bered that the resolution was passed some
months ago. At the time he left home he had
no instructions ; he was left free to do and to
act as he pleased, and he had taken the liberty
of 80 proceeding. He Lad not violated any in-
structions, for he had received none. He asked
those who made the statement about his violat-
ing instructions not to forget that that resolu-
tion was passed when Mr, Howard Vincent
visited Hamilton, and that it was passed out of
compliment {0 him that they Xused the resolu

tion. (Oh, and laughter ) And he might add
that he himself seconded the resolution—(Oh,
and loud laughter)—and, therefore, he said
aguin that he came to the congress untram.
melled and free, and he asked those gentlemen
who had made such unfair references to him to
withdraw them,

The President: We .cannot go bebind the
facts as to the course taken by Mr. Wood. At
any rate, we cannot discuss the matter now.
It is a question between him and those whom
he represents. (Hear, hear)

“Mr. F. Brittain (Shefhield) mentioned in the
course of his observations that while he could
not personally suppoit the Canadian amend-
ment the Sheffield chamber of commerce would
give their vote for it. He would have to be
much more despairing than he was of British
commerce before he would abandon free trade.

A CANADIAN MODIFICATION,

Sir Chas. Tupper asked leave to accept the
suggestion thrown out in order to make the
issue a more definite one, and to admit the
word “‘slight” and to make the amendment
read thus: *“ A differential duty not to exceed
5 per cent.” And also, to remove the impres-
nion that this resolution would bind the parties
respectively, Great Britain and the colonies, to
impose a duty upon all products, to strike out
the word *‘the” and to say “in favor of certain
home productions.”

The President: I have no doubt that the
congress will allow the change which Sir Chas.
Tupper suggests to be made in the amendment,
which will now read as follows :

*That in order to extend the exchange and
consumption of the home staple products in
every part of the British Empire, a differential
duty not to exceed 5 per cent. should be adopt-
ed by the Imperial and colonial Governments
in favor of certain home productions against the
imported foreign article.”

Sir C. Tupper: I am afraidit would unduly
encroach upon the many other subjects to be
considered if further time were taken up by
this motion, and, therefore, I am inclined to

think that we can reach a vote to-day. (Hear,
hear.
Tlu)a President: If there is a difference of

opinion I had better take the sense of the con-
gress as to whether Sir Charles Tupper shall be
allowed to make the alteration which he has
proposed.
Leave was then asked and unanimously
granted.
A FRENCH-CANADIAN OPINION,

Mr. J. X. Perrault (vice-president of the
Montreal chamber) said he supported with
great pleasure the alteration in the amendment
just put forward by Sir Charles Tupper, bus
when the resolution was before his board they
preferred leaving it to the local bodies to deter-
mine what per centage should be imposed ac-
cording to their circumstances. They in Can-
ada thought that as long as they were colonies
of Great Btitain they should be recognized here
as Baving the markets for her goods ; but they
were prepared, as the consumers of British

oods, to give to the working-man of Great

ritain a preference of their markets over those
of other countries. And that was the practical
proﬂosition which the (Canadiane practically as
2 whole had come to the congress to submit.
He did not know how Australia felt in relation
to this question, but they in Cinada were in a
special condition, as veighbors of the great

American Republic, with its 60,000,000 of
prosperous people, to judge of the relative im-
portance of the subject. Qae half of the popu-
lation of the Province of Quebec had already
crossed the frontier to fill the workshops of the
United States, and more were every day taking
the cars to go there and get work, because the
employment in Canada was not sufficient to
keep them in the Dominion; and that had
more particularly been the case since the adop-
tion of the McKinley tariff. They in Canada
had the experience as to who paid the duty.
Boston, New York, and Philadelphia were the

reat consumers of the produce of Canada’s
%elds and meadows,and thoge who sent 800,000
tons of hay to the United States knew that
they had to pay 16s a ton inside to get the hay
on the United States market. And yet the
payment of that duty did pot influence the
price of hay one cent at New York or Boston.
This was not the first time that the American
continent had sent delegates to tell the British
people that certain changes would be made in
their fiscal arrangements, and the neglect of
those representaticns one hundred yesrs ago
kad caused the loss of half of the American
continent. He did not say that the refusal of
the present proposal would have a similar re-
sult ; but still, when every chamber of Com-
merce in Canada, in face of the unsatisfactory
position in which she stood with the United
States, with whom they were not ailowod to
deal, and when these chambers of commerce
had unanimously decided in favor of imposing
a 5 per cent tariff in order to give them a just
advantage in the Britich market, learned that
that claim had been refused, the consequences
might be disastrous. (Canadian cheers). As
long as they were colonists they were bound to
make no arrangements with the United States,
but if free trade was the remedy proposed, he
could only tell the congress that such a policy
was a8 impossible of adoption in Cavada as
would be the pitting of a fully grown man
against a child. Free trade with Murope, see-
ing all the responsibility that Cinada had
undertaken in the construction of the Canadian
Pacific railway and her vast waterways, would
mean bankruptey for the government to-mor-
row, and the immediate influx of the popula-
tion to the United States. (Cheers)

CANADA AND MCKINLEYISM.

Mr. J. A. Bryce (member of the Organizing
Committee) said that while they all admired
Sir C. Tupper’s great rhetorical effort, what he
(Mr. Bryce) most admired was the maguificent
audacity with which he carried war into the
enemy’s country, when he declared that Mr.
Medley’s speech was composed of a tissue of
assumptions. In the only way that could be
employed by such a skilful general and old
parliamentary hand as he was, Sir Charles had
brought before the congress new-fangled
notions which had not recommended them-
selves to the people of this country. They
thought that Sir Charles was bound to prove
his propositions ; but, having listened with the
greatest care to bim, to Sir Donald Smith, to
Mr. Perrault, and to the various other Cana-
dian delegates, he (Mr. Bryce) could not dis-
cern any warrant whatever for their statements,
nor did he find in them auy justification for
believing that Mr. Medley’s statements were
assumptions. Oie of Sir Charles Tupper’s
arguments was that a change in the price of
wheat would make no difference in the price of
the loaf.

Sir C. Tupper: Several speakers have ad-
mitted the force of my argument, and, speak-
ing from my own experience, I am justified in
my statement that, wheat having fallec 104, I
am payiag percisely to-day what 1 was paying
when it was 193 higher.

Mr. Bryce said that his point was the argu-
ment was of very little value for genera! adop-
tion, and that it did not apply to the working
clss:en of this country. (Canadian ciies of
€ !ss)

Alderman Frith (Hecmondwike) said that
they were all glad to hear Sir Charles Tupper’s
views, quite apart from his higi position in the

colonies, because they knew how loyal and
true he was to the Cinadian instiact. This
subject had bzen treated entirely either as &
free trade or as a protection subjsct, but he
thought that this was one of the grandest op:
portunities evec presented to the Dominion 0
bowling out the United States of America
Cnada could have said: ¢ They liks every:
thing dear on that side of the frontier ; we'l
make everything cheap on this side cof the
frontier.” Had that policy been adopted where
would the people have settled ¥ H: maiatain®

that no policy would have benefitted Canada 80
largely as that, for she had through her water-
ways the whip-hand of the Uaited States.
Canada had only to see the advantages which
she possessed in order to acknowledge that
there was no need for disturbance of Eagland’s
free trade or the imposition of a differential
duty.

A MINOKITY PROTEST.

The Hon. Mr. Billantyne (Speiksr of the
Ontario Legislature, representing the Wood-
stock board of trade) said he should not have
intervened in the debate, but having received &
cable that he had been nominated by the
Woodstock board of trade as its delegate to
attend the congress, he felt it to be his duty to
state his views. He noticed throughout the
whole of the discussion what to his mind was
clearly a misapprehension—an assertion that
people of Canada were uaaaimously ia favor of
a ditferential duty—in favor of a protective
policy—that they were committed to thab
policy ; and that the great mijority of the
people, in every way that their sentiments
could be ascertained, were opposed to a policy
of free trade. Well, that was not his opinion
—(hear, hear) —nor was it his theory. Ha had
opportunities equal to anyone of kaowing what
was the sentiment of the people on any subject,
as his buginess brought him into contact with
them personally and otherwise,and if there was
one evidence stronger than another that his
view was the correct one, it was furnished by
the last election held in Canada, immediately
before he left, in the country in which he resid-
ed—not in the mignificent country of Oxford,
but in the adjoining country of Perth—the
north riding of Perth. Now that was a coun-
ty that had been so manipulated that it was
considered at all times safe from the opponents
of free trade. But at the recent election the
people voted straight on the lines of free trade,
and posters placarded all over the country an-
nouncing the meetings had the words inscribed
upon them, “* Free trade with Great Britain,”
and the election was carried upon that issue.
(Cheers). He felt sorry and ashamed to hear
remarks that fell from different delegates that
they were sent to advocate a protective tariff,
or discriminating duty. Living as he did in
Canada he could tell the congress that the
people there needed all the assistance and all
the encouragement they could get to enable
them tn fight the battle. Their friends in the
United States needed the same. There was &
day when neither party in the Uonited States
would make protection the issue. They would
not refer to it even ; and any one who knew
the way iv which elections were conducted in
the Uaited States could imagine to-day what
would be said of the language used in the con-
gress. and it was no exaggeration or misrepre-
sentation to assert that the remarks made by
Lord Salisbury at Hastings would be tortured
and twisted to mean that Fagland had changed
her policy, He (Mr, Ballantyne) could declare
that Canada wanted no protection—.n industry
which was not represented in that congress but
which was at the very basis of their prosperity
—the farming interest. That was an interest
that could not be protected ; they had nothing
to protect. What had they found since the
introductiou of the protective tariff ? He was
sﬁeaking within the mark when he said that
the introduction of the protective tariff farming
property had diminished in value beyond one-
third. He was speaking from an intimate
knowledge ot farming, derived from personsl

Trade was bad at the Kast End abattoir,
Montreal, on July 25.

The best cattle sold at 4 to 4ic, and medium
stock at 3§ to4e. Thecre were about 400 sheep
offered. Those suitable for shipment sold at
3% to 3%c per lb, and lambs sold at $2.25 to $4
each. The 150 calves offered sold at prices
ranging from $3 to $9 a piece.

The Exhibition.

The second annual show of the Winnipeg In-
dustrial Exhibition Association, which opened
on Monday last and continued during the week,
has been a grand success. The first exhibition
of the association was held last fali and was
fairly successful, notwithstanding disagreeable
weather. This year it was decided to make
the experiment of trying a summer fair, instead
of the usual fall show, as the fall season is a
very busy time with our farmers, and the
weather is more uncertain in the fall. This
experiment has resulted most satisfactorily,
As Tie COMMERCIAL was the first journal here
to advocate a summer show, we were naturally
somewhat anxious as to the result ; but this
feeling has now passed away. The exhibition has
nobly borneout thearguments previously advane.
ed ia favor of a summer fair. The weather was
superb throughout the week ; the attendance
magnificent, and the exhibition itself a decided
improvement upon last year’s show, in the im-
portant features which go to make up an at-
tractive dieplay in a country where agricalture
is the leading interest,

The full returns of attendance have not been
made up at this writing, but they will at least
double last year. A much larger number of
visitors from abroad were here than we could
hope to have at a fall fair. In live stock the
number and quality of the entries were away
ahead of last year, thus showing that the coun-
try is making gratifying progress in this direc.
tion, The stupid arrangement of the castle
sheds, made it difficult for spactators to get a
good view of the cattle, and it is hoped the
directors will reconstruct these buildings before
another exhibition ig held. Even in vegetables,
there was quite a good display, notwithstand.
ing that the present season is a late one,

Space prevents a review of the exhibition in
detail, but the summer fair isnow voted a great
success, all around,

Manitoba Elections.

The provincial elections in Manitoba have
resulted about as was expected in the return
of the government by verly nearly the same
majority as it had previeusly, In Winnipe
city, all three divisions returned supporters o%
the government by very targe majorities.
Mr. D. Sprague, who is a good man
and a strong candidate, made the best run
of any of the oppositionists in Winnipeg,
but even his deserved popularity failed to ac-
complish his election. A feature of the election
is the large number of new men returned by
both parties, and there were also a proportion-
ately large number of very close contests. The
government lost two or three prominent men,
including Mr. Smart in Brandon and Mr.
McLean in Deanis, their opponents being
elected by a majority of only a few votes.
Several prominent men among the oppositionists
were also defeated, including the verbose leader
of the party, who was defeated by Thos,
Duncan, a man of sterling qualities but a new
man in the house. The usual talk of protests is
going on, but now that the turmoil is over,
matters will no doubt settle down 1o the usual
tenor of things,

So far the run of rockeyes in the Fraser river
has been very poor and advices oo Saturday
were t» the effect that a number of fishermen
had laid off. Very latest advices say the ruan
wus improving. So little in the cauning busi-
ness has been done. Howevor, the salmon uns
are always moro or less uncertain, and it can
never be safely estimated until entirely over.

It is safe to say that the small-pox cpidemic
is under flrm control. The most strenuous ef-
forts have been made to keep it down und suc-
cessfully. In two weeks more there will prob-
ably be but few cases io hand.  As a result of
the scare, which was greatly exaggerated,
orders along the iue of the C.P.R. for goods
from dealers here were cancelled, but as stated
in a telegram to Tue CoMMERCIAL last week
there is no danger of infection from that
source, as shipments were made direct from the
source of supply and not brought in contract
with infected pérsons or places.

Tke Pricc of Scxt Skins.

The sealing business dopends on the freaks
of fashion. If fasnion prefers sealskins asa
winter luxury, skins go up; if not they go
down. Fashion is very often dictated by the
scarcity of a material. The heart of the dil.
lotante craves for what is a little above the
reach of the ‘‘ common herd.” Therefore, the
catch being lighter this year on the Pacific
coast, tho probabilitics are in favor of an ad-
vance. Other things being cqual the dealers
expect it, but buyers, as a rule, aro waiting for
tho cotire scason’s catch to be reported. At
present, not more than half the sealers have
returned  The weather, tov, bas & good deal
to do with quotationa. If the winter generally
begions early and vovere, it will have a decided
cffcct on the market and furs will be in de-
mand. So mauy things aro to bo taken into
cons.deration that at the prosent carly date
vaming priccs is purely specalation. Higb
prices, howover, must rule to make scaling pay
this scason. As pointcd ont last week, tho
catch being amallor on & average, the expense
per skin is higher, and in addition to that, the

carly prospeots of high prices caused cho huat-
ers to demund increased wages, and os thoe
whole, unless the demand is unusually keen
and prices proportionate, thoe scason cannot be
made a profitable one.

Shoop Grazing in British Columbia.

A news item in another column is to the of
fect that a herd of 8,900 sheep had been driven
down from Chilcoten and are feeding along
Hot creck rango and that the ranchers in that
locality are very much opposed to it. Com.
plaints of thet nature from the interior of Brit.
ish Columbia have been frequent and as tho
attontion of stock men of that province has
been turping to sheep raising the preservation
of ranges is fast becoming a subject for sorious
consideration. The chief objection to sheep
pasturing on the ranges occupied by cattlo is
that they graze very close, which, with their
sharp trotters, destroy tho roots of the grass,
thus causing it to dic and impoverishing the
ranges. Of course, sheep raising isa legitimate
occupation and it is very ditlicnlt to legislate
against it or adjust the intorests between cattle
aud sheop ranchers. What makes the matter
of immediately serious concern is that the older
cattle ranges of British Columbia are already
overgrazed, the effect of which on the beef in-
dustry of the provinco is already boiug felt and
which was clearly perceptible last summer in
tho large and ununusal export of beeves from
Manitoba and the Northwest. If sheep are
allowed to overrun these ranges their destruc
tion will be made complete.

To some extent legislation has been directed
towards o protection of the cattle interests and
during the last session of the legislature Col.
Baker, the new minister of immigration and
education, emphasized the necessity of action.
But clearly, there must be a more definite divi
sion of the ranges, and the two, cattle and
sheep, kept apart. How this is to be accom-:
plished satisfactorily and fairly to parties con-
cerned, is a problem.

In any event ranching methods must be re
vised in order to secure a permanency of stock
raising. More attention is vecessary to the
feeding of cattle in the winter. Vury few of
tho ranchers fecd and as a result in spriog time
cattle are too poor for the market. In the
north when there was a limited market to sup
ply, the over stocking of ranges did not enter
into consideration and grass was abundant; but
now conditions have been altered, and ensilage
or some other system of supply is requisite to
maintain the beef supply. The nutritious
bunch grass once destroyed seems impossible to
restore and that is just where the dapger of
the sheep pasturage comes in, and at the same
timo the encouragerent of sheep raising must
no¢ be lost sight of. There aro those who con-
tend that sheep raising cannot be made profit
able in RB.:tish Columbia, especially in the in-
torior. It is probable that the islands of the
coast, und tho side hills, where the grasses are
of a differcut nature, dependent upon a humid
atmosphere and copious precipitation, are
better adapted for sheop provided they could
bo obtainable at reasonable prices and adapted
for the purpose.

F. C. Blackburn, of Scattle, who has been in
the Lardean country lately, says : *‘After an
exhaustive personal examination of tho Lardeau
region, I am convinced it is a rich Zold silver
section, and a very extensive one. ‘The placer
gold found on the Lardeau is fairly coarse, and
casily saved. Good payiog prospects were ob-
tained for cight miles aloog the river, begining
at a point half a mile from Trout Lake, and ex-
tending up to tho junction of thenorth and
soath forks of tho Lardeau. Tho south fork is
likely to be good for several miles, as the gold
obtained there was considerably water worn,
and evidently came from the auriferous ledges
further up the river. The entire geological
formation of the Lardeau and Trout Lake
region is favorablo for thooxistence of gold and
silver mines.  Several fino galena ledges have
already been found, and the ore is much above
tho averago grade in silver

Lawreuco Kirk has jost returned from the
Skeena, and says that he thought a good deal
of tho “*fisherics,” or cabneries, and regretted

that their market was not greater.  When he
was up at tho dkeona all the canners wore ob

serving the half-pack arracgewment, and wero
very wuaservative in thetr chuico of tish,  The
Inverness had some 4,600 cases packed ; tho
Alert Bay Co., 700 ; the Aberdeen, 2,300, and
the Ralmoral a hke number. Mr. Cunningham
had about 6,000 spring tish on his wharf ready
for packing. Fifteen thonsand each is the usual
pack. but they have limited themselses matual-
1y, this season, to 11,500, and there will be no
dnﬁcultf in getting that togother. Thero was
a good deal of talk up therc as to the Fishery
Commission, and there is a kick as to the in

crease in the cost of a license. They don’t much
mind tie offal-disposal arrangement, although
they think it unneces.ary thero, but canuers
du think that they might expect more from the
government than they are receiving. It costs
them from §4,000to $5,000 a year for nets, and
they find this is maivly attributable to the
“snags,” which ruin the nets.

Decling in the Rupes.

The large decline in the value of the silver
rupeo is causing serious trouble in India, para-
lyzing trade and bringisg many to poverty.
Events taking place at remote distances in
foreign coudtries, snch as tho demonctization of
silver io Germany nearly twenty years ago, and
subsequent acts of legislation in the United
States, have had the effect to dopreciate the
rupee more than one-half, until of late the more
rapid decline is disastrous. A Calcutta corre-
spondeat, writing to London, speaks of ** uni-
versal consternation.” The effect, the London
Tunes says, has been to increase the burden of
the Indian public debt in sterling by 50 per
cent. during the past twenty five years, quite
apart from new borrowings, to reduce large
numbers to pecuniary distress, to diminish by
one-third tho sterling value of all Indian sav-
ings or accumulated capital, and no vne can at
preseat predict that the rupee, which stood
only a fraction below 2 shillings in 1862, will
not have to be written off at the rate of 1 shil.
ling before the cloge of the century, compelliog
a reorganization of the whole financial arrange-
ment of the Indian Goveroment. It might be
reasvned that through the operativn of patural
laws low prices for the metal would check pro-
duction, bringing about a state of equilibrium,
but this correction can hardly be expected to
operate, o long as the United States contipues
its monthly purchases at the present rate.
Under this policy the value of silver bullion is
maintained fairly well, but at a hecavy loss to
the Treasury. An expert in coinage statistics
calculates that under the two acts of congress,
that of 1878, under which about 412,600,000
silver dollars were struck (worth 67} cents at
the present price of silver,) and the act of 1890,
under which to the prosent time 93,500,000
ounces have been purchased, *$64,000,000 havo
been sunk in the wild expetiment."—Banfer's
Magazin for July,

British Grain Trads.

Tho Mark Lane Express of July 25th says
that the farmers in the south of Fngland will
begin to harvest on the 1stof August., The
aonditions indicate that the harvesting will be,
on the whole, less costly and the crop more
rapidly gathered in than usual. The stand
which the farmers made whea the valuo fell be-
low 30s has proved to bo justifiad. Tho millers
now buy more readily at 308 than the farmers
are willing to sell. Foreign wheat has advaoc-
el 1 in several important markets ; olsewhera
the advance is 6d. Tho falliog off in shipments
from India, added to the firm holding of the
now cropsin America, accounts for the advance.

ish Empire shall not be subjected to higher—
but may be subject to lower —duties than those
which may be imposed upon similar articles of
foreign origin.

The presi leat put the question and declared
it lost, and afterwards put Mr. Medloy's veso
lution, in favor of whichk 53 hands were held
up, the number agaiast it being 43. Al the
Canadian delegates who took pare ia the divi-
sion voted agatast the resolation. A vote by
eich chamber was afterwards taken, the result

Noes, 34, He therefore declared ths resolution
carried.

Me. Paest (Bumisghamn, aflersards propos.

desires the abrogstion of the Eurupean trea'y
clauses which at preseat hindeor the same.”

Mr. S. T. Tolson (Dewsbury) seconded the
m.tion, which was carried unaounously,

The resolutions of Mr. Nevile Lubbugk (Lin-
don chamber of comunerc:), the discussion of
which had been postponed fron Tuesday, was
then dealt with. 1t was as follows :—** That a
commercial uaton with the Batish Enpire on
the basis of free trade would tead to promoate
its permanenco and prosperity.”

St Charles Tupper suggested, with a view to
promoting some agrecmant betweea the repre-
sentatives of every part of the Empice, that the
resvlutivo be ameadzd by the additiva of ons
single letter, namely, tho lotter », 80 as to
read *‘freer trade” iastead of free trade,

Tho president ; That woald clearly be a step
in the right direction, and it is well to go step
by step.

Mr. W. P. Espeut (Jamaica) seconded the

altgration, whioh was carried unanimously,
and the congrsss then passed to other sub-
Jects.

OTHER IMUERIAT QUESTIONS,

Mr. C. B. Bulton (London chambor of com
moros, Jhairman of the London conciliation
board) proposed a resolution in favor of boards

. of labor conciliation und arbitration in all im-

portant ceotres of industry and commerce
throughout tho Enpire. Tho Hon. G.R Dibbs
(Promior of Ne:v Sruth Wales), and Mr. Fiold-
ing (Premivr of Nova Scotin), supported the
resolution, which was carried unanimously.

Professor John D. Wilso, LI, D. (Aberdeen)
proposed a redolutien in favor of a commission
on which the United Kingdom and all the colo-
nics aod couatries embraced in the Empire
should bo reprcsented to ¢idify the commnercial
laws of the Empire.  We were, said Dr. Wil
son, far behind the rest of the civilized world
in the state in which we were contont to leavo
our law  The vomedy was of the simplest
kind ; we had to codify our law. Sir Donald
A, Smith (Montrea)) seconded the motion-
Me, J. X. Porrault (Montreal) suggested that
the motion should read : ¢ codification carried
out as far as possible,” so that oxisting ciyil
rights should not be interfered with. Oan
t!\iz suggestion the motion w.s afterwards car-
ried.

Me. W. H, Brittain (Sheflicld) next propased
that the provision1 of tha Merchandise Mark
Act should bo adopted and aztively carried cut
in all British ¢>lonies and depandenc’es in the
sam3 manaer as has produced such baneficial
results in the mother country. The Hon.
Janes I. Fellows (St. Joha, New Brunswick)
seconded the motion, M. P. H. Barton (To-
ronto) did not think the stamping of Eaglish
goods had beea altogethar to the beaefit of this
conntry in conseqnence of the arbitrary charae
ter of the Trale Marks Act. 13 moved an
amendment to this eff:ct on the grouad that
the trado of Brilain, as the distributing point,
was diverted by stamping the articles, Mr,
J. L. Pollock (Paris, British chainber of com-
merce) seconded the ameadment, The discus-
sion was continaed by several delegates, includ-
iag M- A. T. Wool (Hamilton), and the
amendment was oventually lost by 24 to 22
votes, the original motion being af: rwards
carried.

Sir Fiederick Young (Loadon) proposed :
“That coloaiztion, while '.qually desirable as
an outlet for our congested population and for
the development of the colonies, can be carried
out most successfully by individual eoergy and
enterprise. and private agencies supported by
state aid.” James I Steen (Winanipog) sup-
ported in a specch, which pressure on spacs
preveats our reporting this week, and the mo-
tion was carcied unantmously.

Me. W.T, Rowlett (l.cicester), in the absenco
of Mr. Samuel Montagve (L.>ndon) proposed. —
* Taat the iatroductiva of a decimal system of
weights, measures, and moaey is urgeantly
nceded, in order to increase our foreiga trade,
facilitate commerce, and render clementary
clucation more effective and less expensive.”
Me. J. X. Perrault (Montreal) proposed tho
fo.lowing additivn to the resolation . ** That
the (inadian decimal system of currency,
which auswers all pucpises, be extended to the
other portions of the British E npire, the pound
sterling to be equal to five dollars and the shil-
liog to 23¢.” He maintained that the present
Rritish currency system was difficult for
foreigners to understand, diffi:ult to apply two
the E.glish people, and difhi;ult in the com-
mercial traasactions of the world, Me. C. E.
Dolorine 1 Montreal) seconded the addition, and
after Sir Philip Maagus hil declared that per-
sonally he was ia favor ef the motion ia Me.
Montague's name, becauso it did not define the
system of coinage to be adopted, and after a
few remarks from Mr. Steen, the president pat
it to the msotiog whether they approvel the
addition of the words suggested by Mec, Per
rault, and the voto was in the negative. He
afterwards submitted Mr. Montagu's resolu.
tion, which was agreed to.
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On motion of Mr. E. P. Arnold-Foster a
motion was passed in favor of Imperial penny
postage.

The next motion on the paper was in favor
of *““the extension of direct telegraph comrauni-
cation between the componeat parts of the
British Empire,” but the president stated that
Sir George Biden Powell, in whose name it
stood, was absent. H3 therefore thought that
it might be withdrawn. This was agreed
to.

Mr. Poter R:dpith (Montreal) proposed :—
“That this congress take steps towards procur-
ing such change in the sysiem of maintaining
the lighthouse service of Great Britain as will
relieve shipping for any direct charge therefor,
and the shipping of thc Eunpire from liability
to retaliatory taxation by foreign counatries.”
Sir Donsld Smith (Vontreal) seconded, anl
Mr. Plummer supported the motion, which was
carried.

Sir Donald Smith proposed a resolution re-
questing the London Caamber of Commerce
‘‘to take the necessary steps for carrying out
the several resolutions of this congress.” The
resolution was carried.

Oa the motion of the President, a vote of
thanks was passed to the Merchant Taylors’
Company for the use of their hall.

William H. Lsvio (Wellington, New Z2a-
land), proposed a resolution heartily thanking
the London Chamber of Commerce for organiz-
ing the congress and for its generous hospital-
ity to the delegates. (Cheers) Hahad no
doubt that the seeds which had been sown in
the last few days would take deep roots, and
produce a rich harvest.  (Hear, hear,) Hos-

italities had beep showered upon the delegates
Eoth publicly and privately, for which they felt
deeply grateful. It had been regarded by the
del: gates as a distinguished privilege that the
congress had been peesided over by Sir John
Lubbock. (Cheers ) The motion was carried,
the delegates rising and giving three cheers.
The President, in acknowledging the compli-
ment, said he thought that on several points
which had been discussed they had drawn
nearer to an understanding than previously.

BANQUET AT ST. JAMES'S HALL.

The delegates were enterained on Thursday
evening by the London Chamber at a banquet
at St. James’s Hull. Lord Koutsford presided,
and among the distinguished company present
were Sir Charles Tupper, the Hoa. C. H. Tup-
per, and the Canadian delegates at the con-

ress.

8 Sir John Libbock, in proposing the toast of
the *‘British Emnpire,” said it was one that
went atraight home to the hearts of all present.
The time must never come when the empire
should be separated. 'The colonies were all
loysl to the crown and proud of one another,
At no time in the history of this conatry had a
better feeling existed between the colonies and
the mother couatry than at preseat, (Cheers.)
He had great pleasure in coupling with this
toast the name of one 8o well known throughout
the whole of England and Canada as Sir Charles
Tupper. (Cheers.)

Sir Charles Tupper, who was warmly receiv-
ed, said —In spite of the opinions of those who
are not in unison with this great emplre, 1
think I may safely say that Eagland never oc-
cupied a geater, a more distinguished, and
grander position than -she occupies to-day.
(Cheers.) The prosperity thit has marked the
illustrious rgiga of our beloved Ssvereign has
snown that Kngland has advanced by leaps
and brunds to a position of prosperity and of
grogress that has nevec beeu equalled in the

istory of the world. (Cheers.) When I say
that of England, I look to the outlying portions
of the empire. and I feel that great as have
been the progress and prosperity of the mrther
country —for we not only call lagland home,
but we, and all the colonies, call England the
Mother Country—(Cheers)—they have only
kept pace with the remarksble development of
the colonial sections of lhs Ewnpire, (Hear,
hear.) Ifeel that in no period has Eagland
reached a higher position than she oceupi

day, ana I may say that never in the course of
her history has there been more loyal devotion
from every part of her colonial domains than
exists at present. Speaking as I do for a large
portion of the Empire, I say we are proud of
our connection with the mother country, and
we feel that in the glorious British institutions
we have such a security for life and liberty
that is to be found in an equal degree in no
other part of the world. (Cheers.) This Empire
should be united by ties of the strongest
description and of the most enduring
character. (Hear, hear ) I congratulate you,
Lord Koutsford, upon having had ap
opportunity of presiding, with your usual tact,
over that great coloaial conference which a few
years back took place within this metropolis,
and I congratulate you still more upon the part
which you have performed, in conjunction with
Sir John Lubbock and the organizing committee
of the London chamber of commerce, in receiv-
ing this great congress which has now assem-
bled from every portion of the Empire.
(Cheers.) I need hardly say that the response
which has been made to the invitations tendered
to all the colonies and India is one which can
only be regarded with the very highest satisfac-
tion ; and I do not believe it is possible to over-
rate the vast importance of the assembling of
this congress in the city of London. The ad-
vantage to the colonies in being brought into
contact wjth the statesicen and merchants and
the commercial influences of this the greatest
commercial metropolis of the world cannot be
over-estimated. And I believe it is equally ad-
vantageous to the people of England and the
men who have so much to do with the mainten-
ance of the commercial position of this country,
to have an opportunity of exchanging opinions
with gentlemen from the remotest sections of
the Empire. (Coeers.) I am coafilent of the
integrity of the Empire, and I have always
sald that the colonies have a deep interest in
maintaining their union with this country.
We were reminded by the gentleman wh» re-
sponded to ‘‘ Army and Navy” of the gallant
manver in  which New South Wales
—whose Premier we have the pleasure
of seeing here to-night—sent a contingent
of volunteers to the Soudan. I have no
hesitation in saying that that loyalty to the
Crown was re-echoed throughout all sections of
the Empire, and I believe that the importance
and influence of that act upon foreign countries
was one that could hardly be overrated. For
foreign countries then found that if occasion
arose they would have to reckon, not only with
Great Britain, bnt with the whole Empire.
The same spirit existed in Cainada and in all
the colonies, and the only dithi:ulty the colonial
secretary had was to answer the applications
from every one of the colonies for the reception
of volunteers. (Cheers.) Indeed, the volua-
teers of Canada played a not unimportant part
on that occasion, and no less an authority than
Major General Brackenbury, who conducted
the expedition, vouches ia his book for the fact
that but for the presence of the Canadian voy-
ageurs the ascent of the Nile would have in-
volved far greater loss of life, and the descent
would, indeed, have been impossible. French,
Irish, English and Scotch Canadians were one
and all standing shoulder to shoul ler, ready at
any hour when their services might be required
by the mother country, and they will be found
on all occasions prepired to do that which
every British subject in all portioos of the Em-
pire will be ready to do—:0 combine with one
will for the protection of the Empire. (Cheers,)
As I said before, I have always had perfect
confilence in the integrity of the Empire, but
that confidence has never been greater or
stronger than daring the last two days when
attending tire interestiog discussions that have
taken place at the Merchant Taylors’ Hall
(Cheers.) W have not on every occasion been
able te agree entirely as to what, under exist-
ing circumstances, was the best line to take,
bat we have all been animited by one common
sentiment—namely, to arrive at that conclusion

l which would best promote the grandeur, the
ea to- | progress, and the prosperity of every portiun of

the Empire. It would not be easy to overrate
the value of that interchange of opinion. I
will not detain you longer than to express my
hearty thanks to Sir John Lubbock f.r the
kindly and able manuer in which he has presid-
ed over our deliberations. (Hear, hear, and
cheers.) I have sometimes thought that it was
quite possible that the idea might flash through
the mind of our distinguished chairman that
the course pursued by the assembled delegates
would not reflect any discredit even upon
that grandest deliberative assembly in the
world—the House of Commons of Englind.
(Cheers.)

The beet root sugar industry in Quaebec
province, says a Moantreal paper. has received
a bad blow by the failure of the West Farnham
Beet Sugar Company with liabilities of some
$60,000 and assets of only §9.000. The com-
pany was composed of a syndicats of wealthy
French capitalists. Among them was Baron
Desellier. The factory was started in 1889.
The cause of the failure is attributed to the
fact that since Desellier’s marciage to a wealthy
New York lady and his subsequeat removal to
Paris, where he now resides, he has taken little
interest in the concern. It is learned that
French capitalists interested in the venture are
not responsible for any of the liabilities. They
were not incorpirated or registered in Canada,
and only Alfred Musey, who has been the
managing director of the factory, and Desellier
can be held responsible 3o the creditors.

Montraal‘ Market.

Outside
this trade, however, tie market continues
very quiet. There is some enquiry for English
accouant, but at prices which holders state there
is no profit in although a few lots have been
going forward of late. There have been sales
of straight rollers on this market of late at $3.90
t0 $3.95 o track here, while other sales have
transpired at $1.00 and over, but these latter
are said to be no criterior of the market, as the
flour was required for immediate shipmeant by
a certain vessel for the pressingneeds o?the New-
foundland sufferers. = A round lot of extra
was sold at $3.25 on track here, and another
lot was reported at a higher figure for New-
foundland, but it is said the price would not
be paid to-day. Ia Manitoba strong bakers,
there have been sales at a wide range of values,
all the way from $4.00 to $4.35, while choics
City strong bakers have been placed at $1.40 to
$4.50. In bag floor there have been transac-
tions in extra at $1.473 to $1.59, in straight
rollers at $1.95 to $2.00, superfine at 1.35 and
fine at $1.20. The competition ia the flour
trade is said to be very keen just now, millers
have found it necessary to guarantee buyers
against future losses uatil the flour is actually
consumed, in order to induce business.

O atmeal—There is very little to report in
this market, the consumption of oatmeal being
down to its minimum, The export trade has
not been a profitable one this season, some
heavy losses having been made on the shipments
of western millers. Rolled and granulated$+.00
to $4.05, Standard §3.90 to $3.95. In bags,
granulated $2.00 to $2 05, and standard §1.9)
to $1.90.

Millfeed —The market is quiet, at §12.00 to
$12.50 for bran and $13 50 to $14.00 for shorta,

Wheat—A lot of 6,000 bushels of No. 3 hard
was offered afloat here at 732, but the best bid
was 72. No. 2 hard is diffi;alt to quote,
different parties expressing different views,
which range from 85 to 87c. Now that a good
crop of QOatario wheat is promised, farmers are
more disposed to offer the remainder of their

; old crop.

Oats—Fuarther business i3 reported in oats at
34c afloat for No. 2, and 33} to 3tc for No.3
per 34 lbs, Sales of 40,000 bushels are re-
ported west of Toronto at 29 to 30c f.o.b. for
export.

Barley—Very little is reported in this cereal,
f-ed barley being quoted more or less nominal
39 to 42:. M.lting grades at 48 to 55¢.

Butier—Creamery butter appears to be diffi-
cult to move in this market either for local use
or export. A rouad lot of the last half of June
was offered at 193c and cabled to the other
side, but it brought no response. Shipments,
however, have moved out more freely of late,
making the total exports up to the close of last
week 6,676 packages against 9,547 packages
for the corresponding period last year. Ia
dairy butter there is a jobbing trade passing at
174c to 18¢, Morrisburg bringing about same
prices. Western has sold at 15c for fine dairy
packed, and we quote 14 to 13c, selections
bringing 154c for Newfoundland There is a
large quantivy of creamery still in'store here,

Caease-—Notwithstanding the heavy exports,
prices keep up sucprisingly well, in fact beyond
the most sangune expectations of th: trade,
the shipmeats goiag forward this week costing
83: to 9. for finest white, and colored, and 8}
to 84c for underpriced goods. Sales of about
3,000 boxes of finest colored reported at 8%s to
9c, and about 1.500 finest white 8§c. Whather
prices will be sustained under the enormous
shipments that continue to go forward remiias
to be seen, this week’s shipments, including the
Liverpool and London steamers which sail on
S:turday, being estimated at obout 119,000
boxes. County markets have been very steady
with sales at 8§c for white and 83:t0 9: fo:'
colored, which are the ideatical values qaotel
in this market.

Egg e—Receipts continue liberal, and were it
not»: the evtra export demand prices would
uado1Y tedly sag, as the local consumptive de-
mend i3 r ather slow at the moment. Shipments
are going forward that have been sold at 6s 2d
to 63 51 per 10 dozen f.o.b. here, for the Liver-
pool market. The new crop will commence to
arrive in about two weeks from now ; when it
is expected there will be a good demand for
England. Sales have been made in this mar-
ket at 11c, a few single cases of fine stock hav-
ing realized 114c.  The recent hot spell has
efiected some of the shipments received here
allowances having had to be made of 3 doz:n
per case of 30 dozen.

Wool—The market for wool is keeping firm
all round, and buyers are beginning to realize
that if they put off purchasing any longer in the
hope of getting their supplies at lower prices,
they may be disappointed. The London woolsales
closed last Thursday, instead of Tuesday, this
week, or three days earlier than was expected
a8 the offerings fell short of what was counted.
and prices at the close were firmly maintained.
The feeling in the States is strong, and some of
the large manufacturers are quietly purchasing
for future delivery. Qur local market is gradu-
ally gathering strength, and we hear to-day of
a merchant actually refusing to sell because the
terws asked did not meet his views. This shows
that holders are getting more indepsndent in
their view, aud they are strengthened in their
ideas by the way that local stocks are.gradual.
ly declining. There is no Cailian merino in the
market at present, 80 our quotations are with-
drawn.

World of Financs.

INTEREST ON REAL ESTATE.

General complaiat is heard amongst the large
class who are carrying real estate at a loss at
the heavy rates of interest on first mortgages on
good house properties in this city. Six and
seven per cent. is being paid on houses that do
not return their owners at present more than
three per cent. Uadoubtedly when the present
depression tn real estate is removed these pro-
perties will pay a suitable return on the money
invested. The high rate of interest, however,
makes the burden one very difficalt to bear.
There is a well-defined belief that money could
be got for five per cent., and if some large loan
society would set itself to the task outside cap-
ital could be got at this figure. English capi-
talists have turned from South American and
Australian investments, and if the claims and
excellent security offered by property in this

rowing city were presented, there should not
%e much difficuity in securing a vast bulk of
money to put borrowers on an easier basis.
Money can be had at five per cent. now on
store property, but only in large sums. The
cheapening of the rates of interest would work
a beneficiai change in real estate in this city.
What company will undertake this useful
work ?—Toronto World.

The Commercial Pioneer.

The commercial pioneer is a latter day pro
duct of the United States. He is sent abroad
by the Washington authorities as a kind of
general .- official - national - patriotic - commercial
traveller. He does not represent any particular
firm, ring or interest ; he simply represents the
raw materials and the great staple products
of his country. Maize, tinned beef, cases of
fruit, and the American pig find in him an elo-
quent expounder of their virtues. He interuiews
European ministers of war and impresses upon
them the advantages in the canteen of United
States flour and pork. When the crops failed
last autumn he appeared in Russia and Ger-
many, and brought to the notice of the authori-
ties the stocks of maizs ready for shipment
from the United States ; and the result is that
bread formed of maize and rye flour is now
largely used on the continent. This pioneer
work is done by the national agent ; individual
firms and private traders in America reap the
advantage. In brief, the commercial pioneer
is wanted ; and we shall be surprised if he is
not adopted as a permanent member of the
civil service. At this moment the British colo-
nies with surplus fruit, banapna flour, meat, and
wine might well be employing half-a-dozen
commercial pioneers to advance the sales of
these products in European wmarkets.—7%e
British Trade Journal.

Grover Talks Sensa.

At a reception in New York, Mc. Cleveland,
in responding to Mr. Wilson, said that never
had a great party, intent upon the promotion
of right and justice, had a better incentive to
effort than is now presented. The people are
burdened as consumers with a tariff system
that demands from them, in the purchase of
the necessities and comforts of life, an amount
scarcely met by the wages of hard and steady
toil. Cootinuing, he said *“ We see the farmer
listening to a delusive story that fills his mind
with visions of advantage, while his pocket is
robbed by the stealthy hand of high protection.
Our workingmen ave still told the tale oft re-
peated in spite of its demonstrated falsity, that
the existing protective tariff is a boon to them,
and that under its beneficent operation their
wages must increase, while as they listen scenes
are enacted in the very abidiag place of high
protection that mock the hopes of toil and at-
test the tender mercy the workingman receives
from those made selfish and sordid by unjust
governmental favoritism. We denounce the
theory of the existing tariff laws upon the high-
est possible grounds when we contend that in
the present conditions its operation is unjust,
and that laws enacted in accordance with it are
inequitable and unfair.

The Canals Troubls.

The Dominion Government has amended the
order-in-council of April 4 last resewing the
tebates granted on Welland canal grain tolls
rhe preceding year by striking out the word
‘‘ Canadian” in one of the clauses 80 as to make
the right to rebate there given extend to any
portion of cargoes lighted at Port Colborne and

re-shipped at Port Delhousie, and also to ship-
ments of the products mentioned made from
any Lake Oatario port. In the order-in-coun-
cil ag printed the word ¢ Canadian” appeared
the words ¢ Lake Oatario port.” Secretary
Foster, of the State Dapartment, who Las been
interviewed in reference to this action of the
Canadian government, is quoted as saying that
it has no particular bearing on the controversy
between this country and Canada on the subject
of discriminating cunal tolls ; that the order
applies only to exports from Montveal, and
makes no change whatever in the canal tolls on
grain shipmeats intended for export from any
other port, and thas it could hardly be regarded
a8 very much of a concession.— Bradstreet’s.

The Manitoba Government has scattered
broadcast over Great Britain and Ireland copies
of a neatly printed folding card,  ‘“ Manitoba
Wheat Awarded the Champion Gold Medal at
the International Millers’ and Bakers’ Exhibi-
tion held in London, Eagland, 1392.”
