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TEE RRFRIGERATOR CAR SERVIOE.

The Canadian Pacific Railway Company
will gstablish a reirigoratur car service on the
Princo Albert branch. The first car will
leave Princo Albert on June 20 and every
socond Thursduy thereafter, and will run
through to Moose Jaw, where cunnectiun will
bo made with the car for British Columbia
puints. There aro nuw three creameries un
tho Prince Albert branch, besides which
a considerable quantity of dairy butter is
mado in that section, and the company is
anxious to do overything to further the dairy
interest.

In connection with the refrigerator car
service wo 12ay state that the company is
greatly disappointed with the patronage thoy
have received on the Deloraine and Glenboro
branches. Tho amount of produce shipped
by the refrigerator cars on these two branches
is s0 small that the company may bo obliged
to withdraw tho cars altogether. There is
plenty of produce along these branches, but
many of tho merchants have been shipping
by ordinary freight, rather than pay the
small extra chargo of 10 cents per 100 pounds
for the rofrigerator cars.  This, we think, is
a great mistake. The comnpany has estab-
lished an oxcellent rofrigerator car service
this year, every line in the country being
coverod by such a service, and wo think-itis
in the interest of country merchants to en-
courago this service. Produce dealers in the
city all recommend country merchauts to
ship by tho refrigerator cars, and they much
prefer to have produce come 1n that way.
Ono warm day in an ordinary freight caris
often suflicient to greatly reduce he yuality
of butter. If we are to build upanimportant
dairy interest in this country, our producers
and shippers should make use uf every means
in thoir power to market a fine quahty of
guods 1n the best possible condition, The
Canadian PaciSc and tho the Manitoba and
Northwestern railway companies have aone
what they cvuld Ly establishung gefrigerator
car services over their lines. Without this
service butter and some other products can-
not be shipped to good advantage in the
sumnier season, and it certainly seoms a
mistaken policy for some country shippers to
neglect % avail themselves of the advantages
uffered by the railways.

LIVE STOCK MARKET FOB WINNIPEG.

The movement inaugurated by the Wipni-
peg board of trade looking to the establish-
ing of a regular live stock market here has
boon received with unusual favor throughout
the country. The board sent out a circular
announcing that & meeting -had been called
for June 18th, and inviting any persons
interc *ed in tho matter to attend. In reply

to this circular a largo number of lotters were
recoived from partics who could not attend
the meeoting, but who ware so favorably
impressed with the proposal that they wrote
oxpressing their complete approval of the
onterpriso. Soveral of theso lotters camo
from parties living in eastern Cauadsa. some
of whom aro interested 1n the livo stock trade
and who promisq to send buyers hore as soon
23 o regular market could bo established,
Other lotters camo from Manitoba farmers
who would like to sce tho market established,
so they conld ship carloads of live stock to
Winnipeg forsg'e. Other letters came from
country dealers and ranchers, and thoy were
we may say all very favorable w the estab-
lishment of a regular live stock market in
Winnipeg.

Winunipeg, we may say, has really nolive
stock market at yresont. A large number of
animals, it is true, are handled through the
stockyards here ovory week, but these ani-
mals have been previously bought up in the
country for export, and thoy are meorely fed
and rested here, or sorted over, before sending
east. The idea of establishing a market here,
is to have 4he animals sent in here for sale on
stated days, insted of having shippers go to
the country to buy up the animals. At pre-
sent, if a shipper wishes to make up a train
load of cattle for oxport, he is obliged to go
out into the country and hunt uptheanimals.
This is an expensive plan, and it keeps buyers
away. If the animals were shipped in to a
central market on stated days, all the buyers
would have to do would be to be present on
the appointed days. One day each week, or
perhaps two days each month would answer
at the outset, and as the trade increuses the
regular market days could be set at more
frequont intervals. The regular market
days would be known all over tho country,
and farmers, .anchers and country shippers
would be on hand with their stock, while ex-
porters and other buyers would be here to
pick up what they required. At Toronto
and Montreal two days each week are known
as live stock market Jays, and large numbers
of animals are shipped in on the regular mar-
kot days at cach place.

Winnipeg is & very unsatisfactory market
to ship stock to at present, There is practi-
cally nu cumpetition su far as the local trade
is concerned. One country shipper in his
lettor in reply to the board of trede circular,
forcibly expressed his opinion of the Winni-
peg live stock market as **the meanest mar-
ket on earth.”? What is wanted is outside
buyers, and outside buyers will not come
here unless they know that they will be able
to buy what they want without scouring the
country to look for stock. The board of
trade now has the promise of eastern buyers
that they will come here if a market is
cstablished.

It may seem a little pramature to think of
establishing a regalar market here, but we
believe it is not too soon to begin to consider
the matter at least. Winnipeg is bound to
become & large livo stock market, An oxport
trade is now being done 1n cattle, hogs, sheop

and horses. Tho oxport cattle and hog
trado has oxpanded rapidly, and promises to
bo larger this ycar than ever before. Ina
fow yerrsa vory large export trade will un-
doubtedly be done here, With tho steady
growth of the city the requirements of the
local trade are alsn growiug It senms, there-
fore, time to begin to propare for tha future.
At any rate, very littlo can be dona this see-
son, but an organization could bo eftected
and preparations made to Le ready to estab-
lish a regular market by the opening of
another shipping season. It might even bo
found desirable to have the market establish-
ed beforo the presont season closes, if proper
arrangoments could be made in time. The
scason for the shipping of gramn fed ammals
is now over, but tho season for shipping grass
cattle is just about opening, and if arrange-
ments could bo made with the Canadian Paci-
fic Railway company to use their stockyards
here, regular market days could bo establish-
ed hore in time for a sonsiderable share of the
present season’s trade. Hewever, whether a
live stoock market is established here now or
at some future date, we are sure to havea
large market hero in timo.

In cornection with a live stock markes
tho packing industry may be considered.
Pork-packing is a growing industry here, and
canning meats and possibly vegetables, might
be made a profitableindustry. There would
be no difficulty in obtaining a supply of the
raw material, and the home consumption is
growing. At any rate, thess malters aro
worthy of careful consideration, as afecting
the development of our resources and the
welfare of our country,

EXPERIMENTAL FARMS.

We have received the sunual report of the
Dominion Government experimental farms
for 1891, This is a volume which should be
in the hands of overy progressive Canadian
farmer. A vast amount of labor and con-
siderable exponse is entailed in gaining the
valuable knowledge which is given to the
public in these annual reports. This work
is carried on for the benefit of the farmers,
garduners, stockraisers, ete., of the country,
aud in order to gain the full advantage from
the same. it is neressary that those interested
should secure these annuasl reports and study
them carefully. By doing this each indivi-
dual farmer can have the benefit of .ll these
experiments, carried on at a large expense,
just the same as if he had personally looked
after the experiments TEvery feature of
interest is so closely watched and reported
so plainly that there is no difficulty in gain-
ing much knowledge from the experiments,
In fact each annual report of the experi-
mental farms should be worth a great deal
to overy farmer, and should be the means of
saving him as well as making him money.
Though every farmer can do a little experi-
menting on his own account, very fow
farmers have the facilities or can afford the
expense of going into experimenting to such

_an cxtent as is necessery to discover.the re-

quircments and features of oultivating tho
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different crops. Tho Domunion Gouvernmoent,
through the experimental farms. has undeor-
takon this wurk fur the farmers of Canada
aad we rocugnizo wn the oxperimental farm
systom a very valuablo department of guvern-
ment work  Branch farms have boon ostab-
lished in various parts of the country, so that
the experuuontal wurh carried «n may b
adapted to difforent parts of the Dominiun.
At tho central farm at Ottawa exporiments
are carried on on a very large scale, each
department being in charge of experts in
their different branches, and each department
is working away throughout the year to
obta'n information for the farmers of
Canada. The special departments at the
central farm aro. Lus agricultural depart
ment, tho horticultural department. depart-
ment of chemistry, department of entomology
and botany, and poultry department. Inall
of theso departments intoresting experiments
aro continually being carried on, as, for
instance, 1n the department of entomalogy
and botany, a special study i3 made of insects
destructive to crops and how to destroy them.
Tho damugo done by insects overy year is
enormous, and how to prevent thisdestruction
18 an mmportant feature of farm work, part-
cularly with fruit and wvegetable farmers,
This, however, is but one department, and
that of most interest in the west is the work
carried on in connection with grain growing,
dairying, etc.

The experimental farm work carricd on
under the direction of Prof. Saunders, aided by
Lis expert assistants in the various depart
ments, is already being folt in the diffusion
of knowledge throughout the courtry, and in
the in‘roduction of improved methods in
farming. The branch farm in Manitoba,
under the management of Mr, Bedford, has
done excellent work for this scction of the
country, Any farmsr in Manitoba who
studies tho reports of the work done at this
farm for a series of years, could hardly fail
to be a good farmer, if he tried at all toapply
the information therein set forth.

In future numbers, as space permits, we
will try to give some attention to the report
of the experimental farms for 1891,

Hardware and Paint Trade Notes.

There will be an enormous trade in binder
twine in Manitoba this year, as the straw
will bo unvsually heavy and the area sown to
crops is much larger than ever before. In
tho cast hardware dealers are handling twine,
and thero would seem to be no goof reason
why hardware men in Manitoba should not
share in the hinder twine trade. Some have
already bhandled twine,

The Montreal Gazette of June 10 says:
The iron market has shown rather more
activity during the past week. Valuesasa
rule point higher, one of the features in this
connection boing a pretty general advance
in the price list on_tacks which range from
5to 15 per cent higher. Domestic pig iron
hag sold rather firmer, also at $15.50 to $16,
and one firm of makers has notified their
customers that their base price on bar iron is
now $1.60, and we quote Fl.6Uto$l.65asa
range. The price of iron pipe also has been
advanced 5 per cont. tho discount now being
70 and 5 on block, and $u and 5 on gaivanized.

Tho Montreal Gazette says . The firmer feel-
ing 1n coment continues and the pruspects
are that an advance 1n prices will take place
1n the near future. 1ho stock of Belgium
comeont hero at presont 18 very light but
thore 1s a large quantity near at hand, Wo
quoto English brands at $1.90 to $2, and
Belgium at $1.8U to $1.90 por barrol ex-ship.
The demand for firobrick heré continues
active, and a bnsk busiuess s duing at
prices ranging from $15 to $21 per 1,000 as
to braud.

There is n very tirry foeling in paria groen
which is due to the lumitod stocks and the
recent sharp advance in tho States, The
prospects are chat prices will go higher on
account of the fact, that large quantities held
mn Canada are boing bought to go to the
United States where prices are vory lugh.
A sale of two tons was made at Montreal fov
shipinent to the Lited Statos at 17¢ net cash,
and small quantities are selling a 18c.

Advicesfrom primary marketsshow the feel-
ing in shelac is strong and note a further ad-
vance of 4¢ tv lo, per lb.

At o mosting of tho Wholesale Hardware
association held at Montreal recontly, the
question of selling all goods on 4 months
terms was disoussed. The opinions expressed
wero genorally in favor of the reform and
T.J. Drummond, J. B. Learmont and Wm.
McMastor, were named as a committee to
confer with representatives of sister assucia-
tivns, and’ ascertain whether some practical
means of offecting it could he dovised,

Montreal Grain anﬁ Produce Mefrkat.

Straight
roller, as stated by us last week, are offered
froely at 35 in car lots, that figure being the
outside vbtainable. whilesales have transpired
at 34,95, and in order to effect furthar sales
it is said that that figure would have to be
shaded. Strong bakers remain firm, with lact
sales reported at $5 for best brands and $L75
to 814,90 for medium brands. A few sales of
bag flonr have taken place in straight rollers,
three cars being reported at $2.424 and $2.45,
Spring patent $5.15; winter patent 83.25 to
$5.50; straight roller $1.95 to $5.10; city
strong bakers $5.00; Manitoba bakers $4.75
to 85.00; Ontario bags—extra $2.05 to0 $2.10;
straight rollers, bags, §2.45 to $2.50.

Oatmeal —There is a vory strong feeling
in oatmeal.

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THE BUSINESS SITUATION.

WINNIPEG, Saturday, June 22.

Ths local business situatian seems to be
slowly improving. Bank clearings at Win-
nipeg continue to show a good increase over
the corresponding time last year, The con-
tinued favorable crop outlook inspires con-
fidence. The raw fur trade was very active
this week. A very hopeful feature of the
general basiness situation is the increase in
railway earnings, Recent weekly reports of
the C. P. R, show a very favorable increase
in earnings.

Regarding the situation in the United
‘States, Bradstreets report, published at New
York to-day, reports lower prices for cotton,
coal, wheat, flour, corn, oats, pork and lard.
Canadian bank clearings increased 30 per
cent this week over the corresponding week
& year ago, and 22 per cent over correspond-
ing weeks for 1893 and 1892.

WINNIPEG MARKETS,

‘WINNIPEG, SATURDAY AFTERNOON, June 22

[All quotations, unless otherwise specified, are whole-
sale for such quantities as are usually taken by retail
dealers, and are subject to the usual reduction on large
quantities and to cash discounts.]

BINDER TWINE.—The prospect is that the
quantity of binder twine wanted in Mani-
toba and the Territories this year will be
very largely in excess of any previous year.
The increasein the crop area this year will
call for 1,000,000 to 1,250,000 pounds of twine
over previous years, and added to thisis the
very heavy crop outlook. From present indi-
cations, the crop will require 1 to 2 pounds
more twine per acre this year, than usual,
and this, with the increased area will call
for a total of probably 3,000,000 pounds more
than last year, With the prospsct of an
early harvest, it would be well for all con-
cerned to see to their supply of twine early,
to avoid a short.a,lgle. Twine is now sold on
such a very small margin, that dealers do
not care to take chances of carrying any
stock over, and they will not order more
than they think they are sure to sell. Deal-
ers have mostly placed their orders now, and
some are writing to hurry up delivery, saying
they want the twine by July 10 to July 15.
It is thought there will be plenty of twine,
owing to the light crop in Ontario on
account of drought, which will leave con-
siderable over from there which will be
available for the west, Still it is better for
consumers not to take chances. There has
been rather more competition this year to
supply the trade here. In addition to the
Consumers Cordage Co., the Dominion Peni-
tentiary factory, the Ontario Central Prison
factory, the Patrons’ factory at Brantford,
Ont., and the independent factory at Brant-
ford have all been offering twine here. There
is also considerable United States twine offered,
principally the Plymouth twine, made at
Milwaukee, this factory having an agency in
Winnipeg. The Deering and MecCormick
machinery people are also offering United
States twine, so there is no lack of brands.
The Patrons Commercial Union, a company
which is buying twine to supply the Mani-
toba members of the Patrons’association, is
reported to have decided to buy a United
States brand of twine. Their call for
tenders mentioned twenty ' car lots as the
quantity required. ‘Prices will be about 1 to
1}c lower than last year, ‘as intimated in a
previous issue. The price to farmers at
Manitoba points for red cap and blue ribbon
brands, (Consumers’ Cordage Co, brands) will
be as follows: Red cap, less than 500 pounds
Bjc; blue ribbon, 9%c; lots of 500 to 1,000

pounds }c less off either brand ; 1,000 to 2,000
pounds §c less; 2,000 to 3,000 pounds Fc
less; 3,000 to 5,000 pounds 1lc less;

These are delivered prices at Manitoba points
free of freight and payable November 1, with-
out interest., For Assiniboia territory prices
will be jc higher than for Manitoba, and for
Alberta and Saskatchewan territory de-
livered prices will be lc higher than Mani-
toba. ¥or spot cash red cap is quoted at 63c
and blue ribbon T74ec, delivered at Manitoba
points free of freight, and lots of 100 to 5,000
pounds, red cap, spotcash is quoted at 7c and
blue ribbon at 7§c delivered at Manitoba
points. These low prices for less than car
lots are given to encourage cash business.
The discount for cash on small lo#s it will be
seen is 13c per pound, which is a big reduc-
tion and should induce farmers to make a
big effort to buy for cash. There is another
brand of Consumers Co. twine, known as
‘! Sterling,”” which is quoted 3¢ under red
cap in car lots, The Massey-Harris Co.,
have two special brands, called ‘‘Standard
Manilla’ and ‘XXX Manilla.”” These
they quote at 4c and 1}c per pound respect-
ively, higher than red cap, delivered at
country points, in all sized lots, in proportion
to the price of red cap for the same
quantities, The Plymouth twine, consider-
able of which is being placed in Manitoba
this season, is quoted at 53 to 7¢ as to brand,
f.o.b at the point of supply in the United
States, subject to a {reight rate of 57¢ to
Winnipeg and duty of 12} per cent.

BooTs AND SHOES,—Leather maintains its
strength at recent advances. Eastern manu-
{acturers report that boot and shoe dealers
are placing their orders fast, in expectation of
further advances. The advance so far in
factory prices is said to be about 25 to 30 per
cent on staple lines, 10 to 15 per cent on
middling and 5 to 10 per cent on Dongola.

CORDWOOD.—There is only a very moder-
ate business doing, Farmers and settlers,
now that their spring work is over, are be-
ginning to haul in some wood, and this
diverts trade from the regular dezlers to some
extent. We quote the following prices for
car lots on track here: Tamarac, $3.75 to $4
per cord; pine $3.00 to $3.25 per cord;
spruce, $8 and poplar, $2.25 to $2.50 per
cord.

DRrY GoODS —A moderate sorting trade is
doing in dry goods an clothing and the feel-
ing is somewhat improved. A good many
fall orders have been taken for clothing and
furs and a many country traders are
still holding off. Dry goods travellers now
have samples of fall goods. Large sales of
Canadian cotton goods are said to have
recently been made in Australia. Cottons
are firm. Cottons generally in the United
States are very firm, including print fabries.

DRUGS.—There are quite a lot of lines
which show an advancing tendency, the
disposition in drugs being for higher prices.
These include camphor, cream tartar,
glycerine, cod liver oil. Paris green is
*booming in price down east, and prices
are higher than here, notwithstanding the
freight on the goods here. Following prices

Incannedsalmon
sales have been made for this market at $4.50
f.0.b. at the coast for new pack, future deli-
very, which prices are $1 to $1.50 higher than

_the opening price for new fish last year. In

domestic canned fruits and vegetables there is
any amount of talk about a short pack this .
year, owing to the damage to crops in Ontario,
the fruit crop having been damaged by frost
and vegetables by drought. One report says
that cherries, plums, grapes and peaches are
damaged 50 to 75 per cent, and small fruits,
particularly strawberries, also suffered
severely, Some of the eastern packers are
still asking for offers on old vegetables, butthe
well-known brands are said to be well cleaned
up. Old fruits are very scarce all around,
and few of the packers have any. New
strawberries are offering, and some Ontario
pack will be here in a week or ten days.
Considerable sales of United States straw-
berries have also been made for this market.
California canned fruits are having some
sale, here notwithstanding the enormousduty,
which amounts to about 60 per cent. on the
first cost of the goods. Drought has affected
the Ontario vegetable crop, and packers are
predicting very high prices for tomatoes, and
also high prices for peas, one packer claiming
that new tomatoes would go to$1. Of course,
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it is customary to talk a short pack of cinned

0ods, but there really seems good reason for
it this year. New apricots, the first new
dried fruit to axrrive, will be here some time
next month. California parties talk very
strong for apricots and claim there is only
half a crop, but there is a good crop of
peaches and plums in California.

Vancouver, June 18, 1895.

The market is glutted with a very poor lot
of dairy butter from Manitoba, and buteer
shippers should heed the following remarks
from a dairy produce jobber: ‘:'The butter
makers of shippers of Manitoba should be
warned against sending dairy butter to
British Columbia, there 13 no money in it for
the shipper or tho jobber, and most of what is
sent is unsaleable anyway Some of it is
little betterthan cart grease. Good creamery
butter can bo sold here regularly at any time
of the year at paying prices, but the shippers
use no care in shipping, and at certain soasons
of the year the carefully shipped and selected
butter from the Sound almost entirely dis- 1
Places the Manitoba article.”

“Jt is sometimes very difficult to give
accurate quotations on butter on account of
tho quantities of stuff coxing in here from
Manitoba. As will be noticed there is a line
of Manitoba dairy now selling here at three
cents a pound, which must be a serious loss
to the blundering shipper. And Manitoba
creamery is selling at as low as 12 cents.
There are choice shipments being sold at 15¢
now and going off rapidly, but if this was
quoted it would mislead those who are
shipping the inferior article, and they must
be discouraged in every legitimate way from
doingso. 1If the producers of Manitoba could
be only educated in the butter shipping
business, they would have the British Colum-
bia market all the year around, for all thinﬁs
being equal British Columbia jobbers like
loyafCa.nudians, would look to Winnipeg ex-
clusively for dairy products. For months at
a time, up to quite recently, butter from the
experimental farm at Ottawa was selling here
at26 cents « pound and the ceuse of thogreat
disparity between the Ottawa erticle and
that sent from Winnipeg as far as cost is
concerned was simply because the Ottawa
Lutter wss a far better quality, All lines of
trade are active in the province and there are
signs of a general revival. There are numer
ous public works going on and the canneries
aro all preparing for the season

The 77th annual meoting of the Bank of
Montrea! was held on Juno 8rd. The not
profits of the bank during the past yearshow
a decline of $180,000, or less than ono por
cent. ‘The net profit is $1,210,486. The
usual dividend of 10 per cent has been paid,
which absorbed $1,200,000 of the earnings.
President Sir Donall A Simith mede a very
hopeful speech as tu the business vatlovk.
Ho pointed to the increased railway carnin
and other features as showing & revival in
trade. Since tho beginning of the present
year the profits of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
Way show an improvement uv to tho cluse of
April over those of the like period last year,
the gain the month of April alone being
$86,810, and that in tho case of the Grand
Trunk Railway the receipts have risen from
81,626,500 to $1,651,830 in the five weeks
onding with May 25th. He made q.strong
plea for a vigorous immigration policy an
the mineral development of British Columbia,
The general manager said the chiof cause for
the reduction in profits was the low rates
ruling for money.

Wheat in England.

The London Miller reviews the course of
British wheat markets during May as
fllows: ‘‘The month's trade n with
firmposs, and on the 2nd Birmingham and
Bristol were 1s dearer?for both English and
f.reign wheat. On the 8rd there was an ad-
vanco at Liverpool of 1d per cental on white
wheat, but red sorts were not quotably
desrer. On the 4th tho country markets
wore faariy strong, and Norwick wasis dearer
on the week. On the 6th at Mark Lene,
flour advanced 6d per sack. For wheat, old
prices were paid more readily than heretofore
bit they were not cxceeded. On the 7th
Liverpool was weak; America hesitated to
back the scason against stocks. On the 8th
Edinburgh was firm and Glasgow was quite
as deax g8 o week proviously, but the English
country markets felt the influence of fine
weather and tended to go back. On the 10th
Liverpool was rather stronger again under
American advices. The country markets on
the 11th were fairly strong, but farmers were
botter holders than millers were buyers. On

On the 2ith
Mark Lane was excited, and 2s dearer for
wheat, 1s deaver for fiour from tho 2nth
The 4ith uity .0 obtainsg Amerean wheat
and tlour, even at this advance, was the
prime cause of excitement. The country
markets of the 25th were 1s dearer on the
weok. Mark Lane, on the 27th, wes in
soller's favour, but the large advance of the
24th was at best supported. The top price of
flour was officially raised 1s per rack. On
the 28th 53 10d per cental was made at Liver-
pool for No. 2 red winter wheat, and 53 11d
for Californian wheat. Stocks at Liverpool
on 23th were returned at 45831 tons, The
markets of the 29th, 80th, and 81st were firm,
Lut previous considerable advances were not
moro than confirmed. Tbe brilliant sunshine
told against trade in the country, though in
the absence of rain it was felt to be of little
bonefit to the growing crops.”

BRITISH COLUMBIA BUSINESS BEVIEW

\The following correspondence from British
Columbia should have appeared in our last
issue but was unavoidably held over.]

Vancouver, June 10, 1895.

Wholesalers all agreo that money is much
casier, but the volumn scarcely up to what it
should be at this seasor: of the year, and with
the increase of business in the mining centers.
In another weok unless a garg of tramps
heralded as approaching this way from Mani-
toba reaches here shortly there will be few
Wdle hands in the province. In Vancuuver
streot work is progressing on a large scale
and all the mills are busy, and n Westmin-
ster tho fishing season will svon be in full
swing and everyune who wants employment
can_get it, Thero were quantities of all
kinds of produco in the opon market at
Wastminster this week and prices ruled lower
all around. Chickens sold at 83 a dozen,
butter 25 cents o pound and eggs 20 cents a
dozen. There bas been a %eneml impression
for the past two years that butter, eggs,
choese and meat ought to be laid down in
British Columbia from Californis duty paid
and sold cheaper than the samo products from
Canada or local dealers. Genorally speaking
this is not true though it may be trus in
many isolated cases. At the preseant time
creamary butter can be bought in Caliornia
at 123c, add 4c duty and 2c freight, and it
costs the seller 18 cents in Vancouver but the
samo grado of Manituba and lucal butter is
sold for the same moncy. Where the confu-
swn cumes in is iu the different grades of
butter. To be precisoly accurate, dairy but-
ter is now being sold from threo to ten conts,
the three cent Hutter being chiefly consumed
by the Chinese who from necessity aro not
epicures, and creamery butter is being suld
froms 12 to 20c.  This rule alsu applies tu the
other coramodities. Evérythingbgopgnda on
the yuality, but thi: muach may be said, that
first-class Manitoba creamery will sell readily
at20c and dairy butter at 10c. It may be
said on the other hand that the ability of
California shippers to soll their produce at
tho prices they do in British Columbia will
always nave a tondency to keep down the
prico of the Canadian imported and local
articlo.

Thero is an abundance of all kinds of land
furs this_season cxcept hoar which is very
scarco. DBear has always commanded a good
prico and bear hunting has appealed to the
cupidity of tho Indians as well as the white
hunters for some years, with the result that
bruin 1s fast disappearing frui his aceustum-
ed haunts. Whether it 18 a case of migration
or extermination catiut as yet bo ascortained
accurately.

Mink, martin and otter are being brought
to the city in unusually large quantities.
Several bundels of martin have come from
Skeena in the far north, and are of such a
superior quality as to command fancy prices,
not down on the regular price list. Tho
skins aro light in wuight, blackin color and
of the finest toxture. The iIndian trapper
sold them first handed at:87.00 each obtaining
8220 for a small bundle. They are almost
equal to the Russian sable which brings $30.
Thoy are called sable martin anl are con-
tractol for by an English firm who

ives a largo prico for all that can be secured
or hin. ‘I'heso sable martin which are also
being brought in from Xootenay countr in
linnted quantities appear for the first time in
the Vancouver markets

There has beon an attampt to work npa
trado hero in Australian furs. damples of a
quantity of Australian furs principally
opossum have been sent to Now Yurk, Buston
and other places, The reply has been that
little v}l bo done with them and at the
best they cuold only bo used for lining. Oae
of tho reasuns is that the Australian trapper
does not case his shins and there is cuch a
difference in quality batween the back and
tho belly, that about half the fur goes to
waste.

The burn og questien 1n British Cobisulig
just now is what shall we do with vur deer
hides. Soveral years agu the Provincial
Legislatnro passed a law that no game or
any portion of gameshouuld be expurted iu its
raw state, a provisiun which 1t was thought
would proveny the wholesale slaughter  of
deer for their hides. It was reasonable to
suppose that beneficial results would follow
from the adoption of this course. But this
has not been the case. Thue vpen scasun is a
tong one, fruin depwember w Jauuary. Iu
November each year, tho suvw drives the
deer froau the high ground and the Tudians
tarn out in hundreds and with their dogs
chase the unfurtunate auimals into theo
water and slaughter them like so many
cattle and seoll fur 30 couts a earcass hide and
all. What to do with thoe skins. thatis the
question. Many with great oxpevse aud
labor stored away large bales of them,

eainst tho time the law might be repealed.
They poisoned the skius to heep off insects
and tovk every precautiun to preserve them,
but found that at the ond of threo years the
skins were worthless and where they could
have then got 23 cents a pound in the United
States market they could unly get half that,
for even prune shius.  Otlers started tanner
105 and tanned tho skins, but the Canadian
and American glove manufacturers said, in
answer to currespondence, we prefer to tan
our own skins, and onc after the other the
B, C. tanners were obliged to close
down for want of patronage At length
there was open murmursand somesmuggling,
and furrioers said this 13 an iequitogs law and
a menace tu cummeres.
