The following extracts from Prostestant writers,
afford gratifying admissions of the glcrious pro-
gress of Catholicitm, and of the ¢ decline and
fall”” of Protestantism :—

Captain Marryat, thus quotes and writes:—
“ Judge Halliburton asserts, that all America will
be a Catholic country.

“That all America, west of the Alleghanies,
will eventually be & Catholic country, [ have little
doubt, as the Catholics are already in the majority ;
and there is nothing, as Mr. Cooper observes, to
prevent any state from establishing that, or any
other religion, as the religion of the state ; and
this is one of the dark clouds which hang over the
destiny of the western hemisphere.”

Next, quoting Dr. Reid, he says, ¢ It should
rexily seem that the Pope, in fear of expulsion
from Europe, is anxious to find a reversion in this
new world ; the crowned heads of the continent
having the same enmity to free potitical institutions
which his holiness has to free religious institutions,
willingly unite in the attempt to enthral this
pecple.

* They have heard of the necessities of the
West. They have the foresight to see, that the
West will become the heart of the eountry, and
ultimately determine the chatacter of the whole;
znd they have resolved to establish themselves
there. Large, yea, princely grants bave been
made from the Leopold Society, and other sources,
chiefly, though by no means exclusively, in favor
of thiz portion of the empire that is to be. These
sums are expended in erecting showy churches
and colleges, and in sisiaining priests and emis-
saries ; everything is done to captivate, and to
liberalise in appearonce, system essentially
despotie.”

M. De Tocqueville, noticing the same subject,
draws very different conclusions as to the influence
of (he Catholic religion on the free insti‘utions of
the United States. 1 think that the Catholic
religion bas been erroneously looked upon as the
naturel enemy of democracy. Among the various
geets of Christians, Catholicism seems tc me, on
the econtrary, to be one of those which are most
favorable to cquality of conditions. In the Catho~

It imposes the same observinces upon the
rich and the needy ; it inflicts the some au: zrities
upon the .trong and the weak ; it listens to no
compromise with mortal man : but reducing all the
human race to the same standard, it confounds all
the distinctione of society at the [oot of the same
altar, even as they are confounded in the sight of
God. If Catholicism predisposcs the faithful to
obedience, it eertainly does not prepare them for
inequality ; but the contrary may be said of
Protestantism, which generally tends to make men
independent, more than to render them equal.”

* The voice fiom America,” traces the influence
of Catholicity to the same sources, and, in a very
exaggerated strain, remarks—

“"The Roman Catholic church bids fair to vise
to importance in America. Thoroughly democratic
as her members are, being composed, for the most
part, of the lowest orders of Euiopean population,
transplanted to the United States with a fixed and
implacable aversion to everything bearing the
name and in the shape of monarchy, the priesthood
arc accustomed studiously to adapt thamse'ves to
this state of feeling, being content with that
authority that is awarded to their office by their
own communicants and mewbers.”

The following letter which appears in the
Cork Examiner, will be read with interest:—
¢« To the Catholic Priests of Cork, Cloyne, and

Ross,—

Reverend Brethren—Two hundred and thirty-
one abbeys and priories of the Canons Regular of
8t. Augustine, thirty-six monasteries of the Canong
of 8t. Augustine, nine abbeys and priories of the
White Canons, a branch of the Asgustinians,
twenty-two priories and preceptories of the
Knights Hospitalers, under the rule of St. Augus-
tine, fourteen convents and hospitals of the Trini-
tarians, for the redemption of captives, under the
same rule, nine abbeys and priories of Benedic-
tine monks, five Mmgnasteries of benedictine nuns,
forty-two abbeys of the Cistercian Order, twe
nunneries of the same, furty-three Dominican con-
vents, sixty-five IFranciscan convents, twenty-six
convents of the Hermits of 5t. Augustine, twenty-
five Carmelite convents, that existed in Ireland at
the birth of the Reformation, indisputably bear
witness that our ancestors were a religious and
charitable people. The ruins of these noble
edifices lie scattered over our coil, and prove
firstly, that the enemy of God and man passed oven
it; and secondly, that our Popish benighted
architects, who lived in those ages of ignorance,
knew at least how to consiruct buildings combin«
ing solidity of structure, grandeur of design, and
delicacy of execution, equal to the most elaborale
efforts of modern builders. Ail these charitzble
stryctures, where the ignorant wera instructed and
the poor and the stranger relicved, were destroyed
by the children of the Roformation, and jails, and
charter schools, and loathsome poor houses sub-
stituted in their stead. The Catholic properiy of
Ireland being confiscated no Jess than three times
since the Reformation, rendered the Catholic
population too poor to carry their charitable
dispositions into execution, and the state of the
law until lately effectually prohibited them from co
doing. But now, a9 a few Catholics are beginning
to creep into wealth, Catholie charitable institu.
tions are once more slowly rearing their hends,

,especiﬁ’ly in the sunape of presentation convents,
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for tha education of the female poor, of convents
of the Sisters of Merey, for the relief of the Irish
poor, and of schools of the Christian Brotherhood.
Nows, it is to check those and such similar institu-
tions, that the Charitabie Bequests Bill has been
passed. Twelve Comuissioners have been created
—seven Protestants and five Catholies. Some of
those must have salaries; a house must be rented
for them; they must have a salaried solicitor, and
advising lawyey, clerks, &e. The stafl expenses,
aw proceedings, &c., will probably consume one-
third of the sum left for charitable puiposes, while,
many bequests will be pronounced invelid. Thesei
are a few of the motives which shoaid indues us to
oppose this bill. How can wedoso? Xy re
questing of our Bisheps to convene meetings of
their respective diocescs in order to tabe s bill
into consideration. Thig proceeding on our part
cannot be offensive to the Bishops, as the bill does
not extensively affect themselves. We should
also in our several parishes get petitions signed
against it. ‘The hanest, talented Catholic press ef
tretand will lend us its utmos: aid, and thus 2 bill
more insidious and more fatal than the detested
Velo itself, will be rendered harmless.

clergy. The system of district visiting, and the
appointment of lay Scripture readers under clesical
superintendenee, have alrcady been adopted, we
believe with much success, in many populous parish-
es; but the present state of society requires that
both these means of usefulness should be greatly
extended, and brought into more immediate connee-
tion with our ecclesiastical arrangements, for we are
fully persuaded that the wrus strength of sur Church
can never be completely known until, by some such
means, her lay members are enabled under, direct
sapction snd control, to take part in the discharge
of all those which gre not by her constitution res-
tricted to the three orders of the Ministry. To the
