1do
not the less value their sterling English worth,
They are examples of what England was, of what
Eagland may be, of what England shall be.
(Cheers.) LExeter Hall has done us much good.

They tell so many lies
there, that people arc induced to get the books of
these denounced Papists ; they read, they are un-
deceived ; they find these works ate not deserv-
ing of the foul calumnies beaped on them, tbey find
the religion contained in such books i3 an emana-
tion of God, the belicf of successive ages; from
foes they become [riends, and that which began in
prejudice and enmity ends in conversion and a
blessing.
