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Br. Qlerander Duff.

gHE highest placein the history of Chris-
tianity belongs to those men who,
takiog their lives in their hands, have gone
forth from many lands to proclaim the
gospel of ealvation amidst t»ii and hardship
in the regions of degraded Heathenism.
Of these, the late Dr. Duff was one of the
most distinguished, alike for talents, elo-
quence, indomitable perseverance, and un-
faltering faith in the uliimate success of
missious to the heathen. Dr.Duff was born
on the 25th April, 1806, near Pitlochie,
Perthsbire. The successive stages of his
education were passed in the parish school,
the Perth Academy, and the University of
St. Andrew’s, where he graduated, and dis-
tinguished himeelf as a classical scholar.
From earliest youth he had been instructed
by his father as to the objects and progress
of modern missions, so that before he had
completed his Theological Curriculum he
was already at heart an enthusiastic mis-
sionary. It will be remembered that the
proposal o eend miesionaries tothe heathen
was for the first time geriously discueced in
the General Assembly of the Church of
Scotland in 1796. 1t was then that Dr.
Erekine, on rising {o support the oyerture
for instituting & foreign mission, prefaced
his memorable speech by saying, ¢« Modera-
tor, rax methat Bible.”” But his eloguent
appeal to Scripture was in vain. That over-
ture was lost, and the subject of foreiga
missions caused no more discussion in the
Assembly for the next quarter of a century,
nor was it until the year 1829 that the
first foreign missionary of the Church of
Bcotland was sent forth.

While Dr. Cbalmers was Professor of
Mental and Moral Philosopby at St. An-
drew’s, he was the means of esiablishing a

missionary society, of which Mr. Duff was
the librarian. When the time came to seek
for a miesionary, his name was among the
first proposed. After mature consideration
he accepted the appoiniment, which was
confirmed by the Assembly of 1829. On the
12th Auguet of the same year, Mr. Duff was
ordained in 8t.George’s Church, Edinburgh,
Dr. Chalmers presiding. On the 30th Juiy
he was married to Miss Drysdale, of Edin-
burgh, and in the middle of Uctober the
missionary and his bride sailed from Ports-
wouth in the Bast Indiaman Lady Holland.
Ou the 13th February the ship was wrecked
near the Cape of Good Eope. The passen-
gers and ciew succeeded in reaching the
inhospitable shore, but Mr. Duff lost his
library and bie manuscripts, everything
that he owned, in fact, excepting his “Bag-
ster’s Comprehensive Bible and Psalm
Book.” They embarked in another ship
which, after a variety of mishaps, finally
went achore during a hurricane at the
mouth of the Ganges. On the 27th May,
1830, they at length reached Calcutta.

The Assembly had resolved among other
missionary operations to found an educa-
tional Inetitution at Bengal. Mr. Duff,
however, soon convinced the Committee
that the proper site for such an Institution
was in the capital, Calcutta, and that the
language taught in it should be English, for
all the higher branches of education. The
Institution, opened in August, 1830, became
remarkably successful, and is now one of
the best Colleges in India. In 1833 the
first fruits of the Institution were reaped in
the conversion of & young man called
Anundo, who afterwards became a cate-
chist. Butin the mean time Mr. Duff’s
health gave way and he was ordered home
in 1835. He employed his furlough in
itineratipg throughout Scotland and Eung-
land, urging with ar eloquence never sur-
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passed, the claims of the Heatben. A
volume of his publithed addresses at that
time bore the title of **Miesions the chief
end of the Church.” Having on the mean-
time received the degree of D. D. from the
University of New York, Dr. Duff returned
to India in 1840 in recruited health.

At the Dieruption in 1843, all the ordained
. missionarfes or the Church of Scotland then
in India joined the Free Church. Thisim-
plied the loes of the Calcutta buildinge, and
made it Leceseary for Dr. Duffand his col-
leagues to begin de nove. This they did
with a will, and it is recorded that at the
examination of the Free Church Institute
on 3lst December, 1846, 1040 scholars were
on the roll, of whom 76 were in the College
department. A series of conversions and
baptisms foliowed, embracing some of the
most respectable Brahmins, who eventually
became missionaries. In 1850 he visited
Scotland on a missionary tfour to make
known the wanis of India and awaken s
deeper interest in Missions. He was ap-
pointed Moderator of the General Assembly
of 1851. Before returning to India be
visited America, and was received with the
grestest enthusiasiem by the Churches. In
Toronto, he addressed probably the largest
meeting that ever assembled in that city,
and imparted to Canadisns an interest in
that great canse to which he had devoted
bis life, which et this day is besring fruit,
and which we trust will never be diminish-
ed.

In 1854, the foundation-stone of new aud
permanent mission buildinge, which cost
upwards of 875,000, was laid in preeence of
a great concourse of natives. In 1857, Dr.
Duff’s Institution for high Caste girls wae
founded. In tbat yesr, too, the mutiny
broke out, which the Doctor described in a
series of brilliant letters, published in 1858.
While success was crowning his labours in
many directions, Dr. Duff’s health com-
pletely broke down, in 1863, when he was
reluctantly compelled to bid adieu to India.
On his arrival in his native land he was
received in such & way as left no doubt of
the public estimate of his services. He wag

immediately appointed Convener of the
Foreign Mission Committee of the Free
Church. In 1867 he was appointed Pro-
fessor of Evangelistic Theology, and there-
after gave annually a cource of Missionary
Lectures in each of the three Free Church
Colleges. He was a eecond time elected
Moderator of the General Assembly. With-
out disparagement to any other, it may te
said that the death of Dr. Duff has de-
prived the Free Church of one of its fore-
most ministers, and Christianity of one of
its brightest ornaments. Few men ever
wielded greater power over their fellow-men
for good. No one was ever more unselfish.
For some years previous to hie death he
was in feeble bealth. But he contioued a
power in the Church till the very last. He
was pot able to be present in person at the
late Geperal Presbyterian Couacil, but he
was greatly interested in the occasion, and
the letter which he addressed to the Coun-
cil was received with profound respect. It
is difficult to say, and indeed it matters
little, whether the influence he exerted
before the Disruption, or after that event,
was the greater: whether his labours in
Indig, or his eloquent pleadings in Britain
and America were the most useful. In look-
ing at the state of missionary feeling ia all
the churches now, as compared with what
it was when he first went to India, in 1829,
we find a vast change, and no impsrtial ob-
server will hesitate to connect the honoured
name of Dr. Alexander Duff very intimate-
ly with that change.

Q. When is the offering to be made ?

A. ¢ Qnthe first day of the week.” The
day set apart by the sovereign Lord of all
for His own special worship.

Q. Where is the babit of WegkLY STOR-

A. In 1 Cor. xvi. 1-4, continued through
2 Cor. viii. and ix.

Either
the criginal as it came from the hand of Moses him-
self, 8u0 years befuro, or a copy which had been kept
exclusively for the Temple service, beside the Ark,
in the most holy place, Deut 31: 2b. Possibly it
might have been secreted by somo pious hand to
save it from desecration, and in the Inpse of a cen-
tury its existence was furgotten. In either case
its coming to light was u matter of rejoicing. The
Bible was sc¢irce in those days, and this mav have
been the first well authenticated copy Hilkinh
bad ever seen. It was nota thing to be mere-
ly lovked at as a_curivsity: immediately Sha-
phan began to read it, v. 15, Josiah isnow, In turn,
affccted, not by the antiquity of the book so much
as by its contents. To him it was emphatically “the
word of God.”

His
futher, .Nebopolassar, haviug destroyed Nineveh,
this notorious king of Babylon, plunned an attack
on Jerusalem, which be teok in the 3rd jear of
Jehoviakim, at which time a_number of the best
famlics, including Danicl and the three “ Hebrew
children,”were carried off and Judah wasreduced to
astate of vassalage. Jereminh.as wo lewrn from Ch.
1, was a native of Anathoth, about four miles north
from Jerusalem. He came of a prie tly family and
was culled to the prophetic office in the 13th year of
Josiah (68) while yet a youth. Persecuted by his
townsmen, whuse immoralities he had expcsed, Ch.
11: 21, he quitted his native place and took up his
residence in Jerusalem about &08, shortly after
Jusiah’s death.

It was now over 90 years since the children o
Israel had lett Egyptian bondage. How taany viet-
citudes of fortune had they experienced!  Eunjoying
prosperity so lung as they served the God of thew
futhers ; Tfrequently “‘brought low’ because of their
apostacy. The teu tribes revolted B.C. 416, or 116
years after their occupution of Pulestine. In the
year 72t they were carried cactives into Assyria.
Judah and Eenpum held out for 133 years longer,
but ut frequent interyule, the kingdom had been in-
vuded by the neighborimg monarchs of Egypt,
Assvrin, Nineveh, and Babylon Judea virtual'y
Llust its nationality, beeaine a provinee of Babylon.
Its hings rerzned by the grace of Nehuchadnezzar
and were deposed at his nod.  The whole comumu-
nity became steeped in corruption. The long
threatened judgeme .t advanced apace.

Zedekiah, placed un the throne by the tymnt of

Sabyion. was the kst vassal king of the now en-
feebled remnant of Judah, He wasuot even allow-
ed to retain his owa name, originally Matt miah,
2 Kiugs 24: t .

Verse 2. ** Through
the wnger of the Lord.” Zedekiah had made n
solemn compact with Nebuchadunezzar, calling God,
10 witness, and now. against the express advice of
Jeremixh, he rebelled against him, 2 Chron. *6: 12-
13. To revolthe added periwry. They who dosuch
things shall not presper, Ezek. 17:15: To make
matters worge fur himself, he foolishly made a league
with the king of 8gypt, the sworn enemy of Nebu-
chadnezzar. How could be then cxpect mercy
fromn that quarter ? “So ot came to pass that Jeru-
salenm scan beateped, v. 4. During 18 months the
siege contirued, the people, meanwhile, suffering
from fainine as well as all the horrors of war v. A,
At last, when resistance was no longer possible, they
resolved to evacuate the city under cover of night,
not knuwing whither to go.hoping somehaic to escapa
the sword. But the strong arm that had helped
Jehoshaphat was not raised 1n their defence. They
had forsaken God ; and now God has forsaken them.
The Chaldeans overtook them in the plain of Jeri-
cho and slew them, **with. ut compassion,” 2 Chron.
36:17. All that escaped the sword were carried
captives to Babylon : among the rest, Zodekiah whao
wag made to witness the execution of his sons, and
then had his eyes put cut, was bound in chaine, and
imprisoned for ife Somo of the Nineveh sculptures
represent the king with one hand holding a _captive
by a hook pasgsed through his lip, and with the other
burning out hig eses with 4 red hot_iron. _Babylon
was now at the zenith of its splendour. I‘s walls
were four square, 20 feet high ! each side 15 miles
long. The city was divided by 5! streets cross-
ing each other at right angles, terminating in 100
gates, and forming 64 squares with a parden in
each. But it had no charms for the captive Jews.

@?MONG the matters remitted to Presby-
ries, and which may be expected to
be dealt with by the General Assemb!: atits
next meeting, an iraportant place must be
£88isned to the proposed regulations anent
a MinisTER S, WIDOWS’ AXD ORPHANS FUND
for the church. For many reasons it is
desirable that we should have one Fund for
the whole Church as speedily as possible.
The original draft of proposed regulations
wag gent down to Presbyteries by the Gen-
eral Assembly of 1876. Last year, a Com
mittee was appointed by the Assembly to
revise these regulations in the light of such

amendments and alterations as had been
suggested by the several Presbyteries. A
short time since, this Committee met, and,
after very careful coansideration,agread to
an amended draft which, in tepms of their
appointment, has again been tr ansmitted to
Presbyteries, so that there i3 reason to be
eve the Church will be re ady at next As-
liembly to take the final steps necessary
sor giving effect to the Regulations. Lest
there should be a=y misunderstanding in
regard to the terms of amalgamation, it may
be proper to state that the reason why an
exceptiona] position seems to be assigned the
Widows of Ministers formerly belonging to
the Presp Yterian Church of Canada in Cen
nection With the Church of Scotland is
simply because of express conditions con-
tained 1n the Acts of Parliament, and which
by the act of Union became a u.atter of
agreem  between the Churches. Besides,
it'is well known that the Kirk Ministers
have all slong paid exceptionslly high for
the privilege of connecting themselves with
their Widows and Orphans Fund, which is
now in a very flourishing condition and
will bring a capital of nearly $90,000 into
the concern.

New Courches.

The Magnificent * Creecent Street Pres-
byterian Church,” erected in Montreal for
the uge of the cungregation formerly wor-
shipping in the Cote St. Free Cburc{., was
opened for divine gervice on Sabbath the
i0th of March. Rev. Dr Ormiston,of New
York, preached in the morning, Principal
MacVicar in the afternoon, and Rev. A. B.
McKay of Brighton, England, in the even-
ing. The Cburch is seated for 1200 per-
sons and is planned with special reference
to its adaptation for the purposes of an
audilorium. Its acoustic properties are
exceptionally good. The spacioua Lecture
Hall and Sabbsth School rooms are all
above ground-—a very decided improvement
upon the stereotyped ¢¢ Lbarement > plan.

Tue New Cacrcu lately erected at St.
Catherines, Ont , was formally dedicated to
the worship of God on Sabbath, 3rd March,
Rev. Principal Caven preached in the fore-
noon, Rev. B H. Fletcher of Hamilton in
the afternoon, and Professor McLaren in
the evening. The Rev.G. Bruce, the pas-
tor, made the plessing announcement
before the services commenced, that the
Church about to be opened was substantial-
ly free from debt, the whole cost having
been guaranteed by the congrepation. From
the description given of it, it would seem to
be o beavtiful structure.

On the 6th January, 8 new church was
opened at Ventnor, in the Presbytery of
Brockville, Rev. J. M. Crombie, of Smith’s
Falle, preached in the morning and Rev.
G. M. Clark,of Kemptville,in the evening.
The Ventnor congregation is & new one
associated with Spencerville, under the
Rev. W.J. Dey. On the 24th February, a
neat frame church was dedicated in the
village of Leamington. The morning ser-
vice was conducted by Rev. John Gray, of
Windsor, and the afternoon, by Rev. Wm.
Forrest—late of Tilbury.

RevivaL At Masov, Care BReTox. There
has been during this winter a veryinterest-
ing revival in the congregation of Rev. A.

. Thompson, Mabou. Large meetings
have been held for weeks, and numbers
have been added to the Church. Neighbor-
ing congregations are sharing.in the bless-
ing,
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eetings of Preshuteries.

@ALLACE: Feb. 5.-The visitation
‘L&‘/ of the congr(ﬁmtion of Wallace,

(Rev. James Murray, pastor,) was
proceeded with. The Presbytery ex-
pressed their eatisfaction with the state of
the congregation and gave such words of
councel and encouragement as seemed ne-
cessary. Spring Hill congregation applied
for renewal of supplement, and the Yres-
bytery agreed to ask the Committee on
Supplements to reconsider their late deci-
sion withdrawing supplement. Agreed to
recommend as follows to the Committee on
Supplements :—Pugwash, $200 ; Wallace,
$125. Tt was agreeg to ask the Home Mis
swon Board for five Catechists for next
summer. The Rev. D, Macrae, of St. John,
was nominated a8 Moderator of the ensuirg
General Assembly.

The Presbytery disapprove of appoint-
irg a Home Misvion Agent; express no
opinior a8 to a common tund for Colleges;
do not approve of retaining the names of or-
dained Hume Misgionaries on the rolls ot
Presbyteries ; and as to the status of retired
minisiers, recomimends that Presbyteries
should use their best endeavours t» main-
tain the conpection between them and their
congregatiops till death,—thus preserving
their status in a constitutional way.

Prince Epwarp IsLaxp: Feb. 5.—This
Presbytery met at Georgetown. Dundas
congregation is making favourable pro-
gress. The Conmmittee appointed to deal
with the difficulty between Hon. W. D.
Stewart and Rev. S. G. Lawson Yeported :

¢ This Committee after careful consider-
ation of the matter before them have unan-
imously agreed te report to the Presbytery
that in their opinion this whole dispute is
8o mixed up with the political party con-
tentions of the day, that it would be neither
for the interests of religion nor the peace of
the Church, for the Presbytery to travel
any further in the matter, and the Com-
mitiee recommend accordingly.”

The Presbytery adopted the following
resolutions :

‘“ That the Preebytery adopt the Report
and the recommendation contained therein;
and further that the Presbytery refuse to
be drawn into unseemly and profitless dis-
putes occasioned by the recklessness of the
Press in diecussing political questions.”
 That we declare our relatianship to the
Press to be that we recogrize no orgsn
except the Presbylerian Record published
in Montreal.”

The copgregation of
St. Croix applied for an increared supple-
ment of $150. The Presbytery applied for
£100. ThLe call to Rev. Robt. Laing, Mon-
wreal, from St. Matthew’s Chureb, Halifax,
was sustained and arrangements made
with a view to his early induction. Rev.
Dr. Jenkins was unanimously nomivated
for Moderator of the ensuing General As-
sembly. Preshtytery disapproved of the
proposal to appoint 8 Home Misgion Agent,
expressed no opinion as to one fund for the
Weastern Colleges ; approved of the Ques-
tione to be asked at Ordinatione, and of
the Formmnla 10 be rigued by all office-
bearers, &c. Special Committees were ap-
pointed to attend to the schemes of the
church in certain sections of the Presby-
tery’s Bounds.

Picrov: March 5.—The Presbytery of
Pictou met in New Glasgow. In consider-
ing the Remiws of the Assembly, the pro-

osed regulations for Widows and Orphass’

und were approved with slight exceptione.
The proposal to appoint & Home Mission
Agent was disapproved of. No opinion was
expressed as to amalgamation of Funds for
Co?leges. The Presbytery recommend that
the names of ministers who have retired
from the active duties of the ministry by
permission of General Assembly, and who
are not *ngaged ip any secular calling, be
retained on the Roll of Presbytery as de-
liberative members ; aleo, that ordained
missionaries have the status of deliberative
members. The other remwits are to be con-
sidered at next meeting. Dr. Jenking, of
Montreal was nominated for Moderator of
next General Assembly. Intimation was
received from Dr. McGregor, Secretary of
the Foreign Mission Board, that $4,300 are
required to meet the requirements of our
Foreign Mission work. The Presbytery
agreed to instruct congregations that have
not yet contributed to do 8o _at once, and
also to recommend congregations that have
already given, to add what further amounts
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God may enable them o contribute. The
following commissioners were appointed to
the General Assenbly.

Orrawa: 5 and 6 February.—Arrange-
ments were made for the induction of Rev.
A. A.Scott at Carlton Place. The Rev.
John Dunbar declined a call from Buck-
ingham and Lochaber. Mr. McLaren gave
in his resignation of the charge of Bristol.
Thue following Commi-sioners were appoint-
ed to the General Assembly :—Dr. Mann,
Mesers. Ross, Cameron, Moore, Stewart,
Gordon, Iarries, Armstrong and Calder,
Ministers: Messrs. Robert Bell, A. Ander
s:n, H. Robinson, John Wallace, Joseph
Taylor, John McMullan, E. H. Broneon,
Geo.

A memorial was
read from the congregation of Cooke’s
Church, Toronto, asking leave to erect a
pew church. This was agreed to. The
consideration of the Remits from the
General Assembly was resumed.

R. Jawes ScorT RUTRERFORD, one of
the oldest Elders of St. Andrew’s
Church, Stratford, died, after & pro-

tracted illness, on the 16th of December,
1877. He was born at Eckford, Roxburgh-
shire, Scotland, in the year 1814, sud emi-
grated to Newfoundland when about
eighteen years of age, and thence to Canada.
When he first came to Ontario he settled in
Guelph for a few months, after which he
removed to Stratford. Mr. Rutherford
was inducted into the Eldership of St. An-
drew’s church 8t. John’s, Newfoundland,
in 1853, and when he came to Stratford, he
continued faithfully to fill the same office,
until called to his reward. He wasa faith-
ful friend aud counseller of the late pastor,
Dr. George, and most enLhusiastica{ly did
be co-operate with him in building the
new Church which the increasing congre-
gation 8o much needed. Mr. Rutherford
was an earpest and consisetnt Christian :
one cf the most liberal and faithful support-
ers or St. Andrew’s Church. His end was
great peace.

Tae Rev. Axprew DrysorcH of Elmira
and Hawkeaville died ot scarlet fever at
Elmira, on the 6th ult. Mr. Dryburgh was
a native of Pathhead, Fifeshire, Scotland,
and was in Lis forty seventh year. He was
much beloved and deeply regretted.

Geelestastical Fetos,

AN
I HE General Assembly cf the Free Church of
Scotland is appointed to meet this year in
Glasgow, o compliment, no coubt, to the
morchant princes of the commercial capital who
have done so much by their splendid liberality to
sustain the prestige of the Church. Among the
quostions that will come up for discussion, there
are at lcast two which will occupy 2 lion’s share of
time and attention. The Dis-establishment and
dis-endowment of the Church of Scotland may be o
hard nut te crack, but those who bave undertaken
the task are men not easily daunted, and who will
leave no stone unturned to accomplish their end.
Tho Church of Scotland, never stronger and more
actively efficient that at the present mement, scems
to regard the movement, if not altogether uncon-
cernedly, certainly withoutalarm. As for the great
outside world of spectators, it has *ome to be ac-
cepted as © forgone conclusion that tho days of Eg-
tablishments in Scotland and England are already
numbered. Perhaps the conclusion is a Ilittle

hasty, but there is little doubt that the prineiplo,
when once conceded, will not be confined to the
North of the Tweed. The churches of England and
Sp%Jand. as establishments, must stand or fall tv-
gether.
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The difficulties connected with the Scottish here-
sey cases are very far from being settled. They are
becoming daily more involved, and unless some
semeds be applied soon, there is no saying where
the confusion may end. The case of Rev. Fergus
Ferguson, which it was hoped might be settled
amicably, has resuited in the institution of a libel by
the Glasgow Presbyiery of the United Presbyterian
Church, and in the meantime Mr. Ferguson bas
been suspended. The grounds for suspension in
his case are not far to seek, if the following is, as
alleged. a true extract from cne of his letters to
the ccmmittee appointed to correspond with him :—
*“ For the confession of Faith, as distiaguished {rom
the Bible, I have not an atom of respect : and when
it is to be put as & bar to legitimate progress, I look
upcn it with feelings the vers opposite of respect.””
Mr Ferguson has stated his implicit acceptance of
the Bible, as perfect and free frem ioaccuracies.
The charge ageinst him appears therefore to be
mainly insubordination to the standsrds of the
Church.»

The case of Professor W. Robertson Smith ismuch
morve difficult and complicated. After awholoyear
spent in preliminarics, it is only now that the case
bas come up for trial in the Free Church Presbyiery
of Aberdecn. The libel served upon Professer
Smith is 2 remarkable document, both in respect of
its great length and the metaphysical minuteness
and exactitude of the charges contained ia it. the
sum and sobstance of which are reduced to a
major proposition conteimng *hiree distinct charses,
either of which being established wonld call for
Church censure. 1st. The publishing ol opinions
which contradict or are opposed to the inspiration of
Seriptare, 2nd. The publishing of opinions which
are in themselvss of a dangerous and unsettling
tendency in their bearing on inspiration: and. 3rd,
the publishing of opinio~s which on various speci-
fied grounds tead to 4° ~=i.ge the divine authoerity
and inspirc€ characier of Seripture. Inother words
the libel contains siatements and opinions, said to
be thosc of Professor Smish, onc or all of which are
declared to be heretical —i. <. cuatradictory to the
Confession of Faith and of Scripture-

ProfessorSmith answersthat the last two charges,
cven if true, are not offenses by the laws of the
Church, and that with regand to the fisst charge, no
opinion ¢an be cited from is wntings inconsistent
with the Confession. The burden of proof to the
contrary be claims to belong te the prosccation.

** The arlicies in question,” he says, “ars Ency-
clopwedia ariwcles on the historical and lit «rmr5 sides
of Scripture, and as such were necesman!- confined
to these limits. Aany clabomute defence, or cven
statement of a dogmatic position, was beyond the
scope ot these particular articles, and would pot
have been permitted.  But it did not scem to fol-
low_that, because the siatement of the doctrines of
Scripture was to find & place io anotherarticle, and
was, therefore, by the plan of the work, to be ex-
cluded from these. that such a field was therefore
forbiddcn to the office-bearers of the <hurch. The
wriier, on the other hand, naturallv took it for

his positien as onc of them. and his
utterances clsewhere, would have saved him from
the misconstroction to which the Jimited naturo of

the articles might otherwise have given riso. . He
admits, hoyever, that be ought, perhaps, to bave
foreseen thiat this view of the case might not suggest
itsel{ to a large section of the public, which had
now being accustomned to look at Scripture from the
titerary and historical point of view, and expresses
his sincere reg et if his articles have given ofience
to belief or ¢ncouragement to doubt.

Up to this stage in the business, the Presbytery
seem to have sustsined Professor Smith) but what-
ever judgment may eventualiy be given on the case
is sure to be appealed to the General Assembly.

Ogz of the very last acts of Pope Pius IX was the
revival or re-establishment of the Roman Catholic
Hierarchy in Scotland. It has becn arranged that
there shall be two Arch-dioceses, St. Andrew’s and
Glasgow. The Archbishop of St. Andrew’s will
be Primate, and will have four Suffiragan Bishops.
Dr. Strain, the present Bishop in Edinburgh, has
been nominated Archbishop of St. Andrew’s with
residence in Edinburgh. The Suffragan Bishop-
pricks are Aberdecn, Dunkeld, Argzle 2nd the Isles,
and Dumfrics and Galloway. But the end of this
matter is not yet. The Scottisk people will not
tame’  1bmit to what appears tomany of them to
be a reirograde movement In fact, the Scotch
blood is fired by the propesal, and vigourous steps

ave alreads been raken to withstand the innova-
tion. The Glasgow Presbytery of the Established

Bur Home Rlissions.

MUSKOKA.

A
C HE Rev. D. J. Macdongell, of Toronto,
srd Rev. James Carmichael of King,
lateiy spent two weeks inthis Disirict. The
latter has kindly placed at onr disposal the
following way-side joitings, containing a
graphic and very pleasing account of what
came under their observation in this ex-
tensive and important micsion field of our
Church :—

«Muskoka is a vast territory, about 150
miles in leagth and 100 in breadth. Some
portions of it are beautiful, very beautiful:
some are just the very reverse. Some are
fertile, others barren. Yon may represent
the land as good, better, best; and again
vou may call it_bad, worse, worst. En-
tering it as we did from the Soutb, you see
at first, the very worst parisofit. Thefar-
ther you penetrate into]1, the better the soil,
and the more euited to become the home of
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a happy and comfortabl~ pepte. Muskoka
will never rival the rolliog prairies of tue
Great North West. White 1t lacks the io-
exhaustible soil of the prairie, it has some
cumpensating advantages. It isabundant
Iy wooded. It abounds with Iakes that will
always be beautiful, even when mun has
done'all b. can to mar their beauty. [:
will never b~ a great wheat producing coun-
try. Threughout the grester part of it
there is a0 limestone rozk, and Jitile or no
hime in the soil But the hardier graics
grox there luxuriantly. Fier oats than
Srow in the towns up of Stepheneou I have
not seen gince I left the Curre U'Guwrie
The same is true of burley, pea~e, rye,
&c. All therost crops yield abandaotly.
They a-e never troubled with sminmer frosts
or eariy sutumn frosts. Thedistrictis fast
filling up with thritty aud indusirioas set-
tlers. They come from a:l Iands, aud there
is not one ot our older counties, not (ne of
our towaships, scarcely cne of our cougre
gations, but hag sent, or yet will send, some
of its members to help to ; ~ople Muskoka:
and yet there is room !

I know of no missiou field just now
which can bave the eame interest for our
Church as this. Already, preaching is kept
up with greater or less {requency at over
forty different points, and the number of
these stations will need to be doubled with-
in the next two or three yearsif our Church
is st all to keep pace with the growth of the
district.

At Gravenburst, on lake Muskoka, the
termianus of the Northern Railway, we have
a handsome church, which wasopened dur-
ing our visit. It is eaid to be the finest in
Muskoka, and is nearly free of debt, only
$£500 remainiog to be paid. Is there no
member of our Church with & purse large
enough, and a heart large enough, too, who
could send them 8 cheque for the whole
sum,at fill their hearts with thanksgiving?
We beld a8 missionary meeting here, but
were warned beforeband notto expect much
of & collection, as the people were keeping
all their money for the openicg of the
Chuxch, and for the tea-meeting which was
to follow. The new church wascrowded at
all the diets on the Sabbath; aud the ta-
meeling was & great success. Lhe next
po.nt visited was Bracsbridge, twelve miles
from Gravenhur~t. Mr. Findlsy, ordained
missionary, the bishop of Muskoks, resides
here. There is sn excellent church, seated
for 350, which has a debt of about $1000
upon it. We kad a very spirited meeting
here, and a good collection. On Sabbath
evening, whea Mr. Macdounell preached,
the charch was crowded tothe door. Brace-
bridge and Gravenhurst are boib iccorpor-

ated villages, with a population of nearly
1090 each. About six milea in a N. W,
direction there is another station with a
church partly finished, which was crowded
‘o the door on the evening we visited it.
There are net very many Presbyterian
families in this section; but the few that
are there are very anxious to have their
church in such a state that they can wor-
#hip God ¢ mfortably in it. The horsethat
W conveying us to this church was a bor-
rowed ope, and not possessed of & mission-
ary spirit. He had evidentiy got it into
b 3 Lead that he hsd oo much theolog

on bcard, and ignowminicusly uvpset us all
three iu a8 snuw-bank.

Along theroad to Huntsville there are
seversl rising stations, such as Cook’s
cburch in the Junes’ S ttlement, where the
few settlers commenced bwldiog a church
before they saw the face of 8 minister.
Several miles further on we came to Allans-
ville, where they bad a small log church
erected ten or tw:lve years ago It has
2rown tyo small. We met in the school-
house both on the Friday evening and on
the Sabbath afternoon, with from eighty to
ninety attenlive listeners. It was like s
glunpse of old times to see the farmers com-
ing to church, bringing their wives, sons
ard daughterr, babier and all with them,
ina good old fashioned ox sleigh. (We
must not forget the way in which our host
at this place 1atroduced one of our pumber
to his mother. ¢Mother, thigis Mr.
from , the man who bithered the
life out of thirty-five millions of your Pres-
byteriaun brethren and sisters for two years,
aud whom Mr. Chiniquy stood up to defend
in the Assembly, fma there he is on the
wail,”’ pointing to a portrait of Father Caini-
quy pasted on the wall) They were to
commence immedistely to prepare the
material for 8 new frame church, 30 x 40 {t.
which they intend to raise in the Spring.
Could none of our wealthy congregations
take up a contribution and quietly send it
up to them? One buadred, or even fity
dollars, would very grea'ly encourage them
in their good work. About eight miles
farther, in & North Easterly direction, we
come to Huntsville, where the Rev. Mr.
Andrews residve.  This is likely to become
st importast place, I have no doubt but it
will in time. becomethe capital of Muskoka.
It 1s beautifutly situated on the river which
flows from lake Vernox into Fairy lake.
It is surrounded by a country much b-ter
for farming purposes. In summer, they
have the little steamer “Northern” plying
from the head of lake Vernon to the fo t
of Mary’s lake. Just behind the village
rices a vast pile of grarite rock that would
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rival the Abbey Craig, and from its sum
mit what a scene of fairy besuty meets the
eye! Insummer, when all is fresh and
green, or in October, when it is flooded with
the full glory of Indian summer, it must be
magnificent. Lakes Vernon, Fairy, Mary,
and Peninsula are all beneath your feet,
surrcunded each one by a fringe of towering
rocks covered with treee or shrube or wild
flowers. Why is the heather wanting?
Why are not these islands and rocks and
hills all wawing with heather bells? The
genius of Fairy lake made answer,—

«It will not leave its place of birth,
It will not grow in other earth.”

There is 8 cburch at Hunteville, partly
finished. The number of families connec-
ted with it i3 not very great, but they are
doing all they can to push forwara the
work. A contribution of one hundred, or
two huudred dollsrs, would encourage them
wondrousiy justnow. Who will send 1t
them ! Tnere may have been abuut one
hundred present at the meeting on the
Sabbhath evening, and about ihe same
pumber on the Friday evening.

Some five or six miles from illansﬁllp, at
the foot of Mary’s lake, we have another
station where I preached oa Sabbath morn-
ing to about forty or fity ina school.hause.
There is here the nucleus of a village, Port
Sidney. We have no cburch, but they
were 10 commence to provide the maternial
that week, aud I bave no doubt 1t will be
up and opened for the worship of God before
another winter comes. You in older towns
and cities and country parishes, who have
your comfortable churches and cushioned

ews3, think of your brethren and sisters in
the backwoods, and eend them of your
abundance, that they may thank God and
take courage. Mr. Andrews has eome ten
or iwelve stations under his care, and I
know of no man that is better fitted to be a
pioneer missiouary. (The eame may be
gaid of Mr. Findlay.) He bas to superin-
tend the getting out of timber, aud the pro-
curing of materials generally for church
building. At each oae of these stations a
church has heen commenced, or will im-
mediztely be commenced.

At Hovey, some eight miles north of
Huatsville there is a rising station, aud at
Elmsdale,cight or nine miies farther North,
there is another station; and still further
North, at Katrine, near Doe lake, another
etation which is likely to become important.
The soil here is much more fertile, and it
is filling up rapidly with the best class of
farmers. g‘hence, all the way to lake Ni-

issing, the way is open, and the cry is
gorne southward by every breeze, “come in
and possess the land.”” These last named

etations we were compelled, very reluctant-
ly, to leave unvisited. Butall wesaw, dur-
ing our hasty visit impressed us with a
sense of the responsibility resting upon our
Church to push forward with the greatest
activity the Missions in Muskoka. If that
is yet to become a great country, it will
become all the greater if the blue banner of
the Presbyterian Church waves in every
valley, and on the margin of every lovely
lake throughout it.

MANITOBA.
MissionarRY MEETINGS.

We are indebted to the Rev. Allan Bell
of Portage La Prairie for & report of mis-
slunary meetings held within the bounds,
and by the direction of the Prestiytery of
Manitobs, of whkich the following is the
substance:—

According to instructions, missionary
meetings, under the supervision of Messrs
Donaldson, McKeliar, Bell, and Stewart,
have been held in the various stations in
the Western Part ot the Province under the
care of the Presbytery of Manitoba. The
first meeting was held in Woodlands, the
most eastern station of the group.

Mr. Donaldson, the missionary leboring
in this field, presided over the meeting.
The night was dark and eomewhat stormy’,
which prevented some iroru being present,
potwitnstanding, the district was well re~
presented. The settlement is not largely
presbyterian, and they bave had a series of
misfortunes. After the grasshopper plague
was over, the country sutlered from the wet
weather of two congecutive seasons, bit
though enervated they are not discour-
aged.
¢ At Hica ButFF we met with a very
enthusiastic reception. This is one of the
oldest presbyterian stations in the province.
From some cause or other it has been dor-
mani for s time, but at present new life
seems to have been infused, aud grest
activity and enthusissm is a pleasing sub-
stitute for former deadness. The meeting
was large. As an examgle of the earness-
ness and activity existing amougthe people
we potice these two facts— =z petition is
largely eigned to ask Prectbytery to mode-
rate in a call, so that they may have a mi-
nister settled amongst them; and a very
efficient choir has been organized by the
efforts of the ladies of the place. The
music rendered bv the choir did a grest
deal! towards rendering the meeting & sus-
cess.
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PorTace Crzer.—The meeiing at this
lace was & very cheerful and pleasant one.

he station is one of growing importance.
1t is associated with High Bluffin the call
which will ehortly be placed in the hands
of a member ofour presbytery.

Portace La Prairie —The meeting here
was well attended and the addressvs were
listened to with marked attention. Portage
La Prsirie is the centre of what is general-
ly called the garden of Manitoba. Certain it
13 that the presbyterian cause has, since the
opening up of the count-y to eettlement,
grown more rapidly than in any other Ipart
of the province exceptm%Wmmpeg. hey
were the first outside of Winnipeg to raite
themselves to the condition of & supple-
mented congregation, and will be, I believe,
the firat to erect themeelves into the condi-
tion of & self-sustaining congregation.
Burneide, which was visited by the delegs-
tion, .~ a settlement composed a'm 6t entire-
1y of Presbyleriaus, chiefly from Huron and
gruce. They are intelligent well-to-do far-
mers, and take an sctive interest in all
church matters. The meeting here was
hearty and the feeling good.

It was the effort of the speakers in all
these meetinge to_setimulate the people in
the direction of Home Misgionary effort.
The cause in Manitots is assuming vast
proportions and requires much united
effort. If these meetings can be taken as
an index, we can easily prognosticate that
our cause will nct be ailowed to suffer by
the sons of the noble aancestry who first

lanted the Preshyterian banuer in Scot-
and Ireland and Eagland.

Tre EasTery Sectioy oF COMMITTEE OF

ForEeiey Missioxs.

The Committee met at New Glasgorw,
N S, oo the 15th inst. The reports of all
the Trinidad missionaries for thie past vear
were read, and the Committee recorded
gratitude to God for varied and abundant
evidences of success. Some of these are
referred to in another plecein this number.

Estimates of all anticipated expenditure
for 1878, prepared and submitted by the
Mission Council, involving an expenditure
of $4876.00, besides the ralaries of Mr.
Christie and Miss Blackader, were sanc
tioned, and referred to the Treasurer to be
acted on by half-yearly paymentsin advance.
In responze to the sppeal of the Mission
Council for another Missionary withoutde-
ley, it was sgreed to make strenuous efforts
toobtain 8 suitable man. A letter wasread

from Rev. J. F. Campbell which shewed
that he was at work at Mhow with his
characteristic ardour, aidea by the femsle
miesionaries and other help.

®ur Trinidad Flission.
Work 1x 1877,
APPEAL FOR TwO Misaioxaries !

HE Annusal Report of the Mission Coun-
c¢il of Trinidad for 1377 states that the
Coolie population is mainly %rouped

in threedistricis. 1. TheSouthern District,
which embracee the San-Fernando and
Savanna Grande Migsion fields; . the Convs
District; aad, 3rd, the Northera District.
The two districts first named embrace three
Mission fields. In these there are in opera-
tion 15 schoole, with 694 children enrolled,
and an average dailv attendance of 441.
There were in 1817, 95 baptized, 68 of
whom were adulis. The Coolies contributed
for religious purposes $748.24. These sta-
tistics show that the work is advancing in
the fields now occupied. With respect to

our missionaries siate that in order to do
the work asitshonld be done, two additional
labourers arerequired. One of there would
have to occupy the third or Northern
Dixtrict referred to above. The line of
railway frcm Port-of-Spain runs through
this District, and on it are estates with
4000 Coolies, and Ccolie villages Lesides.
Nothing is being done at present for this
region, and our missionaries feel that they
can do nothing urtil reinforcements are
sent. The whole services of one missionary,
supported by a staff of nsative workers will
be required for this Northern District. This
shows how indispensably necestary to the
completeness of the work is & fourth mis-
sionary.

But, in view of the early future,a fifth
missionary isneeded—totrain pative agents.
The brethren say, ¢ We feel that we must
aim at raising & native ministry who ma,
be settled over self-srstrining charges. It
would be a real economy of labour to draw
togetber catechists at stated times for some
syetematic inetruction. None of our mis-
si0naries with their present labour could
undertake this work. Arrangements could
be made to sllow the catechists to be at
their respective stations on the Ssbbath;
and the missionary would be free to preach
wherever - his services would be most
needed.”” But there is a eecond ground on
which they apply for a filth missicnary,
nemely, “To superintend mission work in

certain outlying districts of the island in
which there are a few estates but where the
Coolie population is pot large enough to
Jjustify the settlement of a European mis-
sionary, such as Cedros with a Coolie po-

ulation of 1200 ; Chaguanas with 1100, and:

iego Martin with 500  Efficient catechists
would be stationed at these places, and
visited from time to time by the missionary.
This could be done by the fiith missionary
without interlerinug with his work as a
teacher of catechists, as he could go to such
stations on Saturday and return on Monday.
The fifth missionary would also repder es-
sential rervice in supplying vacant stations
during the absence of missionaries oo their
furloughs. Each of our missionaries husa
very large field, embracing about 6000 Coo-
lies, and the Coolie population is constantly
increasing. It is clear that one mistionary
cannot effectively take charge of two such
fields; and in the rainy season it would be
utterly imposeible in the cuse of two ot the
fields to receive the care of the eame mnie
sionary. The time for giving instruction to
catechists would be in the dry geason when
their work is most interfered with by the
agency of jabour on the estates. Mission-
aries going home usually get their leave
of absence in the rainy season. Thus the
fifth missiopary will be free to take the
vacant charge.

Rzv. A. Farcoxer's View.

Rev. A. Falconer, late Clerk of the
Synod of the Maritime Provinces, and now
minister at Port-of Spain, fully endorses
the views presented by the wmissionaries in
their appeal. The Coolie population is in-
creasing at the rate of 1500 to 1760 a year.
Mr. F. says, ‘I am perfectly satisfied that
if our people at home could only themselves
survey this field, and were duly impressed
with the pecessities of the heathen popu-
lation, and felt the hopefulness of the work
ie which they are engaged, the amount re-
quired would soon be forthcoming. I have
seen enough in the way of results to con-
vince me that you have great reason to be
encouraged in your work, and that you are
engaged in & mission that ought to be pro-
secuted with increased vigour. Itrustthat
the Church at bome will rise to the ne-
cessities of the hour aund provide for you the
men and means required for the Christian-
izing of the Asiatics of this islend.” .

BREPORT OF REV. JOHN MORTON.
Rev. John Morton sends his Zenik Annusl
Report as a Missionary to the Asiatics in
Trinidad, dated Savanna Grande, Dec. 31,
1877. Afler a reference to his return to his

work from & visit to Nova Scotis, necessi-
tated by Mrs. Morton’s illness, he proceeds:

Somoots.

1. The school at Cedar Hill was closed
to draw the children up to our Central
school at the miesion. ‘I'he teacher, Arthur
Tejab, was transferred to a new school open-
ed at Fairfield Estate, which lies between
this anul the forest. Inthe Fairfield school
only Hindurtani is taught and the work
there i8 but making an entrance into the
region beyond.

2 At MouutStewart village a new achcol
wasaopened in March, in which both Eaglish
sud Hindustani are taught.

3 Since July, Miss Blackader has had
charge of the mission scheolin placeof Mr.
McDonaid.

4. Jordan Hill schonl continues urder
John Kantoo ss in the past.

teligious instruction s given daily in all
the schools. The pumters enrolled was
174 and the daily average attendauce 122.

These fuur echools are g0 arranged that
children in every part of the field which we
are working up may attend school without
walkiog over two miles. But we are not
as yet working up the whole field entructed
to us or Jving teyond us. Ian weighing
carefully the results of these schcols, after
ten jears experience of mission work, my
conviction is that they are essential to our
success and that their re:ults are as mani-
fest as those of auy other part of our work.
The echools of this district have given us
some good teachers, and we have now more
lads than we can employ as monitors, some
of whom will soon be capable of taking en-
tire charge of aschool. I may note also
that one half of the baptisms on my list are
the result, direct or indirect, of our schools,
In connection with schoole I may here note
that we have an application from Cedroe, at
the South end of the Island, for a teacher,
another from the Guaracara district about
three miles from this.

SassatE ScEOOLS

are kept up at the Miseion Jordan Hill and
Mount Stewart. The Fairfield children at-
tead the mission Sunday School. The
average daily attendance at these Schools
is about 100.

Tre CatrcuisT’s Worx

has been to teach Hindustani daily tos class
of the children in the mission school, and
to teach adults to read who come at night.
Of these, there have been a few coming more
or less reggxlar!y since early in the year, to
assist in the Sunday School bere at 8 8.m.,
in the absence of the missionary to takeen-
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tire charge of the 11 o’cleck Sabbath ser-
vice here, and to goout alone, or with some
ofthe teachers, every Sabbath afternoon,
and frequently during the week to preach
to the adults.

PrescrING,

There has been a regular service keptup
at the miseion at Jordan Hill and Mount
Stewart as principal stations, but every
Estate and village bas been visited more or
less regulariy by the Miesionary or Cate-
chist. The number baptized during the
yesr was 14, thirteen adults and one child;
two of our members have died.

I have to express my obligatione to Mr.
Chrictie for taking charge of my siation
during my absence; to Mr. McDonald and
Mies %lackader for ¢arrying on the mission
echool, avd my satisfaction with the way in
which the Catechist and all the teachers
and monitors bave conducted themeelves
duricg the year.

I enclose & report of Expenditure for the
past year and an estimate for 1578.

REPORT OF REV. K. J. GRANT.

Rev K. J. Grant sends his seventh An-
nual Report, dated San Fernando, the 31st
Dec., 1877. He epeake of the past year as
the happiest he has bad in the wission
field. There was no interruption from ill-
health or afiliction of any kind. Every
department of the work had advanced. At
the close of the year he had six schools with
373 on the roll, snd a daily attendance of
236. In reli$ioua instruction, the “Iuterna-
tional Series” is followed. The Scripture
Readings are regularly siudied during the
week, and thus the pupils are prepared for
their Sunday’s worg. A very interesting
meeting of 140 children, and many Coolie
parents, was held in the church on Christ-
mas dsy. A good friend, Dr. Parsley,
contributes $10a month towards the mission.
Mr. Grant bears testimony to the zeal of
the catechists and teachers.

Mr. Grant baptized 74 Agiatics, 49 of
whom were adults, and 25 children attend-
ing school. On some of the estates the
Gospel had been preached for six years
without a single convert to cheer the mis-
sionary’s heart. This was the case on
Picton and Wellington estates, but 16 were
baptized on those estates in 1877, and there
are now 30 candidates for baptism.

Evipzxcss or SmncreiTy.

(1.) All sttend service, most of them

every Sabbath. Some waik three miles re-
gularly. .

(2.) A considerable portion of the adults
are learning to reed the Bible.

(3) Formeriy, many used rum, gapja,
and opium, but havesince abandoned them.

(4 ) Generally speaking they manifest
becoming zeal in seeking the conversion
of their countrymen.

(5.) In confessing Christall aresubjected
to reproaches, insults, and curses, and
some to bruises and wounde. Of the latter
we had an illustration this week.

(6 ) All contribute to Chriet’s cause.
Some give liberally. Lal Babari’s weekly
offerings amount to $50 00, which is much
augmeated in his gifts of charity. Soudeen
$37.00. These are our largest contributors.
Total in my district from Coolies $611 &3,
made up as follows:

(1) San Fernando weekly collections
$287.98.

(2.) Bequest of late Gangadin $169 83.

(3) La Fortune’s collectione £65 00.

Do Specialin 14 mos. $109.

(7)) Withio six weeks converts have paid
for Bibles $25.00.

(8) We have had no sericus cases of
discipline.

(9.) Twenwy-two couples have been mar-
vied according to Christian forms in our
Church.

These are some of the evidences of the
geunineness of the work. I have five who
are doing the work of catechists, though
only three, viz:—Lal Bibari, Jarpargaslal,
and Sadaphal, are known totke Church, the
other two, Beergu and Seeboo, being regis-
tered as monitors.

Jarpargaslal succeeds Teeluck Singh who
has gone to India with the expectation of
returnirg. In consequence of the impor-
tance of the La Fortune district, I have
stationed Lal Behari there, Jarpargaslal
takes his place in San Fernando, who,
Apollos like, is an eloquent man, but re-
quires to have expounded usto him the way
of God more perfectly. Sadaphal, too, is a
most faithful mao. He went into a com-
paratively new field a year ago. His work
18 telling.

The young men of Prince Street Church,
Pictou, of United Church, New Glasgow,
and of Fort Maesey, Halifax, deserve and
have my sincerest thanks for the support of
these three young wen. They cannot esti-
wate the important servicerendered by these
catechists. They are good men. They
work hard, and God is cheering them.

The friends too at Richmond that sup-

rt Sirju, at Harvey that sapport Joga, at

erigonish that support John Aaron, and
the Misses Stark at Woodstock, Oat., that
support Jugasers, have done these lads s
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great kindness, and aided me much as they
are all acting as monitors.

The liberal supply of clothing which
friends in Nova g))cotia, New Bruaswick,
and Galt, Canada, furnished on our return
here 15 months ago, did much to awaken
kindly feelings. Both advantage and enjoy-
ment have been derived from the melodeon
kindly given by Dr. Geddes of Yarmouth.

In Jacob Corsbie, now at Galt Institute,
at the expense of Rev. J. R. Smith’s con-
gregation, we lost & valuable helper, who
we pray may yet render service in & mis-
sion to hia countrymen, the Chinese.

I trust your Board will devise liberally
for this mission and possess the whole land
without delay. I hope to have a balancein
favour of the Board of £60.0.0 in this year
1878. Encouraged by ihe past, and, above
all, by the promises of Him who cannot lie,
we look forward with large expectations,

REPORT OF REV. THOS. CHRISTIE.

Rev, Thomas Christie sends his fourth
report, dated Ccuva, Dec.31st, 1877,  Atter
explaining the circumstance that led to his
taking charge of Mr, Morton’s field as well
a8 his own, and the changes rendered ne-
cessary by this arrangement, he proceeds :

Preacrixe THE Worbp.

My work of preaching has been copnfined
chiefly to the Sabb.th day, both in Couva
and Savanna Grande. My catechist, how-
ever, has beep working faithfully as usual,
and, unless somethiug serious hindesed, has
spent the Sabbath a.d five afternooue of
the week in this servioe. Three of the
teachers also bave taken their ghare in thi-
work especially in the Hoepitals connected
with their own listates. The atiendsnce
and interest shewn have been very encour-
aging.

Special interest has been shewn on Ex-
change and Providence E-tates. On the
former we have leen holding excellent
meetings in the school-room, and, on the
latter one, services at which usuaily from
60 to 70 attended were held till lately under
s large Tamarind tree, but now, chiefly by
the exertions of three Christian Coolies n
the estate, a grass covered house sufficient
to accomodate 70 people has been put up
at & cost of about $13 in money, but at an
expenditure of & large amount of work by
the Cbristians.

During ibe year the Coolies gave for re-
ligious purposes, the sum of $65.40. $13.
was spent in the way mentioned above.
The remsinder goes with the building fund
for a Church.

During the yesr I baptized in Couva five
adults and two children.

TeaomiNG.

For the first gix months of the yearI had
an interesting class of nine young men, five
of them teachere, who met regularly on
three afternoons in the week, some of them
coming more than two m lés afier a hard
day’s work in school. Besides reading
fessons in the advanced reader, 1 gave them
lessons in Geography, Grammar, Ancient
History and in the Bible. 1 expect to re-
sume this class on the coming week.

Tae SosooLs

have on the v:hole held their own, and in
some of them there is a slight increase for
numbers. The work done has been of the
usual quality, much of it very elementary,
as many of the children are taken away as
soon a8 they are able to work. Several
children in each of the echools have been
learning to read in their own languege also.
We finished by a gathering of more than a
hundred on Christmas day at my bouse,
when prizes were distributed to the most
deserving, and cakes, &c., to all.
The total number op the Roll, in all the
schools,is 147.
The average attendance for the year was
83.

LETTER rrom Rev. H. A. ROBERTSON,
MissioNary TO ERROMANGA.

Sydney, N.S. W, Jan. 2, 1878.

Though I hope to write you by next mail
and to enclose my annual repori, [ wish in
this note to inform you of the safe arrival
here of Rev.Wm. McDouald and mveelf,with
our wives and families, by ¢ Dayspring.”
When we leit the New Hebrides, Nov. 23,
all the Missionaries on the islands were in
pretty good health. Mr. and Mrs. Neilson
were not quite so well as usual, but were
attending to their work, and_at their post.
As you know, Mr. and Mre. Inglis have re-
turned to Scotland, Mrs. Paton had been
ill in Australia, before their return to the
New Hebrides, and is stiil delicate; but
possessed of euch wounderful natural ener-
gy, that she is as cheerful azd aciive ag
ever. I ree the hielbourne people are mov-
ing to get Mr. Paton appointed agent for
the misgion, 60 as to draw forth steadier
and more abundsnt support from the Aus-
tralian churches. Mr. Copland is at New-
Zealand, not being yet able for any public
work, and his dear children with Mr. and
Mrs. Gerdlet, of Syney. The Missionaries
whom we left on the islands are, Messrs,
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ﬁg‘naud, Watt, Neilson, Mackenzie acd
ilne.

Mr. and Mrs. McDonald and three child-
ren left this for Melbourne, four days aiter
arrival, and found Mrs. Geddie, John, and
Etla well. The McDonalds expect to re-
turn to Sydney about the 15th of March,
and the ¢ Dayspring » is appointed to sail
fron this port for the New Hebrides, April

st.

I bad the pleasure of meeting with ¢ The
Heathen’s
Dayspring Board ” here on the 13th of last
month. The Heathen’s Mission Committee
agreed to pay the cost of printing my Erro-
mangsn Catechism, and Dr. Steel has
written to the B. & F. B. Society, asking
them to be at the expense of printing a
translation of the dActs of the Apostles in
Sydoey. I expect our christian natives in
Erromanga will refund the cost ot printing
the Acts before the close of this year. I
am to be employtd by the Presbyterian
Church of N. 8. Wales under the direction
of the above named Committee, to address |
meetings in town aud country on behalf of
our wmigeion. This, with the tranecribing
of the Acts, and correcting the preof sbeets,
and preaching occacionally, will keep me
pretty fully occupied uuntil we return to
Erromangs again.

Mrs. Robertson, our little girl and little
boy, with a voung maun trom: Erromanga,
who is one of two Erromangans actingas
Boat’s crew to the ¢“Dayepring,” and a little
girl—a daughter of the notorious Rangi—
and I, went to Parramatta a fortnight ago
and spent & week with our dear triends Mr.
and Mra. Murray, and their two very in-
teresting children. To us the sojourn wich
our kind friends of St. Andrew’s Manse
was simply delighttul. Tnere was but one
painful and sad circumstauce,which,thouzh
we might try to persuade ourselves that we
were misiaken, forced itselfupon our notice.
1 refer to Mrs. Murray's partial blindness
Poor thing! It 18 sad to see one so young,
cheerful, and companionable thus aﬂl-cleg,
and 1o krow that while she heare the
plaintive cry of her sweet little daughter,
she cannot see her. And then to think
that she is thousands of miles freis ber
dear native 1and aad ber owa mother. Our
presence onI{I fear reminded her too much
of all these things. May she have the hive-
ly sympathy and prayers of the Lord’s
people, { ¢ her ttie.f results from her devo-
tion to missionary work.

By the “Dayspring’’ in October, we re-
ceived the invaluable Misgion goods. Mr.
Annand kindly divided his from mine and
sent our full share.

H N transmitting the followirg letter from
Mr. Mackay, the Convener makes the
tollowing reference to the alarming reports
in circulation touching the tafety of our
devcted miesionary :—

Toronto, 8th March, 1878.

I enclose a copy of a letter from Rev. G. L. Mac-
kay giving an account of the disturbances to which
somewhat nlarming reference was ade in the tele-
graphic reports published in the papers sowme timo
ago. This letter, thoukh dated 15th December, had
on the envelope the Amoy post-mark of January Ytb,
which was a few days later than the reports, Ihad
this week unother letter from Mr. Mackay, dated
¢th January, from Tamsui. It is his annual report,
and contains alwost nothing which has not already
appeared in print. Heo:makes nv referenco to the
disturbances at Bang-Kah and does not mention
whether he has re-visited that city. Bang-Kah ig
a large city with a population of 59,000 inhabitants.
Mr. Mackay's last letter bears the Amoy post mark
of Januury 25th I trust therefore, that all imme-
diate danger is over.

Formosa, Kelung, Dec. 17th, 1877.

You remember I wro.e to ycu some time
ago about establishing 3 chapel in the city
of Bang-Kah and about meeting determined
opposition. Thehead men apnd AMandarirs
begayn to quibble about the house which
wan rented. As I had other work pressing
upoz me I left for a time, and wade known
to the Chines: authorities that on the 5th
day of the 11th moon I would agaia enter
the city. Immedistely proclamaticzs were
issned Lo thai eifect, and warning all parties
pot to interfere with me.

Saturday before last, with my students
aud several helpers, I proceeded to the spot
and quietly entered the house intended for
the chapel. I passed the night in a dirgy,
dark, damp room, and in the morning quits
s pumber of hesrers atlended worship.
Forenoon, & dozen rough looking fellows
stood at the door and pushed two of their
number inside, whilst more of the same
band were asgembling outside. Aftarsome
time I induced the two who were within to
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leave, and had no farther disturbance
threcughout the day. Monday worniog I
sent fur masous, sud began to take duwn
the uld building. They workedtill evening,
and tt.e following day, without being dis
turbed. Tuesday afternoon I went to Sin-
tang, a town not far dietant, and preached
the gospel of Jesus.

Wednesday mornins T went to the Toa-
liong-pong chapel, and from there to Sek-
khan, where I extracted 80 teeth, and made
knuwn the way of ealvation to bundreds in
the street. From thereI went to our Sa-
tang-po chapel, had a bowl of rice, and
started back. When about half way I met
& me:eenger runniog, who told me that my
students and helpers were in the Inn where
I left them, with doors closed, lest the mob
that drove the masous away and levelled
the rented Louse to the grournd should beat
and kill them. T hastened op, and at dark
wag entering the city when I observed a
large crowd 1a frout of a temple, and said
to the helper who was with me “I'm goiug
to see my students if ten thousard devils
stand is the way, 8o you can follow me or
go back.” He quickly replied “I’m ready
to die at your sude;” “all right,” I again
szid to him, “follow me and we will march
on in the strenzth of Jehouvah of Hosts, and
fear not.” We thus walked straight through
the crowd and not a man touched us. On
the contrary, they opened right and left as if
wonder stricken! Approaching the door,
enotherangry crowd gave way, and, as we
entered, a shout wernt up outside as though
the gates of hell were thrown open. My
dear and ever faithful students threw them-
selves around me and wept fer joy at our
meeting onceagain. We Llessed our Master
and stood ready to live or die for Him.

Thursday morning through H. B. M.
Consul, B. C. G. Scott, 20 Chinese soldiers
were gent to gnard the Inn where we were.
Handreds gathered in front of the door and
threatened to pull down the building if we
would not leave. I told them I would not,
and continued pacing the street in front,
and extracted many teeth for them. Inthe
meantime the soldiers ! wereoutside smok-
ing opium. How unlike Canad.an Volun-
teers r British red coats! Towards evening
the mob increased so that 1000 were there
in quite an excited state. They again told
me to leave at once. When they saw I
would neither do that nor go inside, they
actually stamped with their feet and gnawed
with their teeth. At dark they left, and
the innkeeper begged of me to leave, but I
would not.  All dey Friday was just a re-
petition of the preceding day. Saturday
mora ing the owaer of the 1nn appeared and
ordered the keeper out of doors, or else to

drive me away. Crying, he came to me with
the key in his band to lock the doors it I
would go out. I thought it was time as a
British sutject to claius my rights,and Idid
80. Men were sent from the Jamen to tell all
parties not to molest me. Towards even-
10g the British Consul called ou e, and
when about to leave I accompdnied him a
short distarce. The mob yelled, shouted,
and slandered him. We returned, he sent
word to Jamen. Immediately the Tin
(sub-prefect) arrived in his chair, and al
teemed quiet for the time being. I told the
Consul 1 would not leave, he told the Ting
then to protect me, and left. He uo sooner
got out of right than the Ting+aid he wished
to speak to me, 50 we ¢ntered the inn when
he begged of me to leave for a short time,
while ke would bring the rioters to justice.
At first I felt dirposed not to listen; but he
seemed 80 pitiful, and begged so hard, that
said I would go 10 one ot my chapels for I
few days then, but would return if he would
not bring the guilty parties to justice. He
sens an escort to the Toa-liong-pong chapel
with me. Yesterday I preached at Sa~teng-
po; this morning I went to cosl harbour,
and now I am here. Now don’t be alarmed,
for the work here was never more prosper-
ous, and there will te & chapel in Bang-kah
though devils rage. I have hundreds of
good friends in the city. Three head men
are the cause of all the trouble. Before
you will receive thie,God alone knows what
may takeplace. Iam determined by His
strength to hold my ground if I die 1n the
cause.
Pray for Bang-kah, pray for North For-
moea. Oh ! pray that Jesus may come
uickly and establieh His Kingdom. Come
ord Jeeus, come quickly.

@UR latest dispatch from Rev. James
Douglas, our Missionary at Indore,
is dated 22 January. He says,—

Our work is full of encouragement and
promise. We bhave received iavitations
from officials to visit the little states of
Ratlane, Dhar, Dewas and Silona. My
little printing-press bas arrived from Phi-
1adelpgia. We want a font of Hindi type,
and another of Roman Urdu, and then a
grand work is before us. My desire is to
reprint short portions of Scripture in small
leaflets or tracts, making careful selections
suited to the people and to give them awey
all along the line of Railway, and :n town
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snd city. The people will read theee when
they wont buy the Hindi Bible in three
volumes. I have often read *“ the Sermon
on the Mount,” the law of Mores, and the
Lord’s Prayer, and have had ithe same
people come in & day or two asking to hear
nmore. Who will help n.e by this means to
sow the seed of the
ink and paper.

The following interesting letter from Mies
Fairweather, was lately received by Mrs.
Mowat, one of the Vice-Presidents of the
Kingeton Womans’ F. M. Society.

Canadian Mission,
Indore, January 15, 1878,

Your very kind and welcome letter
reached me last week, and with much
pleacure I hesten to reply.

First of all, let me tvank you and your
friends in the city of Kingston, for your in-
terest in our much loved work at Indore.
If you could only know it as it is, you would
rejoice with us,—it is s0 full of promise
and of hope.

As to definite work, we have at present
nothing costing mon.y, because we could
not depend on funds. I shail try to tell
you, however, what our desires in this
matter are. There is, first, about three
miles from Indore, a large Brahmin village,
and at & short distance, two smaller ones.
They have requested us to open a school.
They will give us room and matting, learn
from our books and scriptures, if we will
provide a teacher and superintend. They
msake but one stipulation, viz : the teacher
muet be of their own caste, a Brabmin.
Not a man in the village can read. The
school would probably cost ebout $10.00 or
$12.00 per month. There are many others
in & similar state of mind, but only this
one hag applied. Secoundly, we desire to
establish a first rate school for native girls
in the centre of Indore city, to be put
under State superintendence, the lessons
and work to be overlooked by us. This
would cost us something like $30.00 per
month. Thirdly, we desire to establish
achoole for the poor children of the Camp
Bazaar. These cost but little, eay from
$7 to $8 per month, teacher, rent, cleaning,
included.

I thiok these little schools most im-
portant, as this class form the serving
caste, and are the servants of the rich
women living in seclusion, by whom any
newness i8 welcomed with a peculiar zest,
and thus texts of Scripture and scraps of
knowledgeare often carried far into the dark,
comforting and blessing the oftimes weary

I fear to tell you of any more of our am-
Litiuns, lest you think us two voluble alto-
gether.

These are ways in which, as you propose,.
children may work for children. On first
coming to Indore, we opened a school and.
had a most succeestul ove. Mr. Douglas,
the Munshie, and myself doing the work
between us But the Zananas opencd eo-
rapidly and among so high a class of ladies
that I could not give it the atteution it re-
quired, and Mr. Douglas, being ill, and
much engaged besides, the numbers fell off,.
angd at la-t we closed it. Had we been able
to pay & capuble man, we might have had
it still. Usnally, teachers are paid so much
salary to teach the children who attend.
My judgment is never to pay but according
to the average daily attendance. TLis
makes the teache- responsible for numbers,
and procures a liberal attendance, but it is
rather difficult t+ obtain & teacher on that
footing, ae the Hindu is naturally & very
easy-minded individual, and, except some-
thing stronger than wmoral esuasion be
brought to bear on bis mental and physical
equilibrium, is pot so easily disturbed as.
most Canadian employers would deem de-
sirable.

Orphanages, as yet, we have none, and I
do not think them desirable, except some
special necessity arises, such as a famine.

As ‘o kinds of work—We are placed in
the centre of an immeunse Native popula-
tion, with only afew English ofﬁciaﬁi Na-
tives would rather be naked tham wear
garments made after foreign fashions. Be-
sides, calico is fully &8 chesp in India as
in Canada, and there ig the cost of sending
besides. I would suggest your sending #is
at intervals materials for working with ;—

atterns of all sorts of fancy tniogs. We
gave much admired the specimens of mot-
toes wrought on perforated card board,
brought out by the ladies from home.
Now, I have heen wondering whether if I
sent you a copy of the Hindi and Mahratti
alphabets,—would comebody try working
the Lord’s Prayer and Ten Commandments
in thege characters,—besides the siphabet
letters, 8o that mottoes might be sewed in
the vernacular? That would fix a text on
& pative wall, and perhaps in a Hindu
heart. Dolls are of no use, or very little
here, and they might be a great temptation
to make idols of. It is different where
there are Orphapsges and native christian
children. I got a very ueeful packet of
patterns from Chalmer’s Church, Montreal,.
gsome months ago, indeed: it is all I have
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atterns are most use-
ful in Berlin wool. They likethings showy
but not elaborate as to design, That sort
of work is what we out here call ““seed-
sowing ” by all waters. .

I find my letter is growing very long;

et I think you would enjoy hearing a little
incident of our every day work. It occur
red two days £go, and I will try to give you
as nearly ag possible an exact translation
of it.

F. G. Smith, Prof. Mowat,
Principal Grantand Mr. Millingen, lately
returned from Turkey, tcok partinthe pro-
ceedings, Principal Grant and Mr. Mil-
lingen addressed the meeting at come length,
the latter giving & very interesting account
of the religious condition of Turkey and the
great work of American Missionaries there.
Principal Grant spoke more particularly
on the Missions of our own Church, dweli-
ing especially on the importance of Zenana
Miseions, and on their claims on Christian
women, ending with an eloquent appeal to
his female hearers to show their gratitude
for the blessings which Christianity had
brought to woman, by taking part in this
branch of the great work of building up the
temple of God in human hearts,—which
would tell in eternity when all other works
bave passed away.

A GALLANT RESCUE.

ﬂN Sunday night, the 14ih of October

last, a terrific gale of wind swept over

the English Coasts. While the gale
was at its height, at about ten o’clock st
night, an ill-fated barque, the William
Jones, from Swansea, was swept towards
the furious line of surf which marked the

Plymouth Breakwater. Anchors were let
0, but to no purpose. On came the barque
ike a plaything in the mighty waters,
striking the breakwater with a feartul
cragh, and carried by the following waves
right over the sea-wall into the scarcely
less tempestuous Scund. She was gplinter-
ed into matchwood; but where were the
the captain, the captain’s wife and baby,
and the brave geamen who manued the
vessel ? Had they tirne to look to Jesus for
salvation 7 Were they his people? We
cannot tell: He only knows.

Within the breakwater, ber Majesty’s
ship Turquoise lay at anchor. Although
comparatively safe, she might drag her an-
chorz, and all hands were on the alert.
After & violent gust of wind in the pitchy
darknese, a cry seemed to come from the
waters; the men looked at each other.
Again the agonized cry rose through the
atorm ; wuat could be done ? I was certain
that a fellow-creature was per:shing, but to.
lower a bat in such weather was madnees;
eight lives would be lost in endeavouring to
save one.

At this moment a seaman stepped forward
—John Emmanuel Barnes, captain’s cox-
wain, on passage to H.M.8. FEik,—and
vohmleerc(f togooverboard. Allshuddered.
He could never come back alive; he must
be drowned in such & sea, or dashed to
pieces among the wreckage floating about;
but he was resoluie. ¢ What made you so
determined to go?” T asked him om the
following Sunday at the Sailors’ Rest I
felt,” he said, *‘that a fellow-creature was.
drowning ; I knew that Jesus was with me,
and that. come life or death, I was safe.
Just as I was going to jump over board, He
sent & marine to me, who fastened & line
round my waist; but for that I should have
been drowned at the first plunge. I was
knocked about, almost stunned. by the
waves, but He guided me to a piece of wreck,
and I laid hold of the poor drowning fellow ;
I had but strength to pull the line,and keep-
his head above water, when we were hauled
on deck. The cfficers kindly gave me bran-
dy, butI told them that I did not want brandy
for eaving & man’s life ; and besides, I was
a teetotaler ; and I’m glad to say my poor
rescued mate Blom is one also.”

The day after the storm, the captain of the-
Turquoise mustered all hands, and thanked
Barnes for his gallantry. He acked him,.
“Why did you volunteer for such a
dangerous service > His anewer, clear and
decided, was—<¢ Because I was not afraid ts-
die, sir " No, be was not afraid, because
he knew that thogse words were His, ¢ He
that believeth on Me shall never die.”
