Even
nw this body—originally intended, as its name impaorts, to be con-
fined 1n its jurisdiction tothe United States—hasextended its pa.
ternal cars to the British Provinces, 2nd to England—and its en.
actments are equally binding on Sons of Temperanco in all these

At an early dour on Friday morning last, our Town wa®
all astir, a goodly number of the iuhabitants purposing t0
attend the festival of the Berlin Temp-rauce Society, held
on \hat day. About half-past five o’clock the proces.iod
formed on the Waterlooroad headed by the Guelph Mecha-
nics? Band— Mr. J. W. B. .. ‘lly acting as grand marshal.
The company arrived in Berlin at eleven o’clock, and short-
ly afterwards proceeded to the Town Hall to witness the
presentation of a beautiful Banger by the Total Abstinence
Society to the Berlin Division of the Sons of Temperance.

Mr. M. Cartell, who presented the Banner in the name of
the Temperance Society, said—He was highly gratified at
the manner in which the Sons of Temperance had turned cut
from different parts to-day, notwithstanding the inclemency
of the weather. He believed the ¢ Sons’ would now take
the field and relieve the Old Society of its burdens. He
was not prepared to deliver anything like an elaborate or
lengthy speech ; but be was belore the audience to present
a Banner, from the Tempe.ance Society to Berlin Division;
