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WESTERN CANADA Vs, GREAT
BRITALN.

To the courtesy of the Manitoba Gov-
ernment offices at Liverpool, England,
we are indebted for a copy of
The Agriculiural Gazette, of Loundon,
containing an article under the heading
“ Rent,” signed by Primrose McConnell,
8. Sc., which places Manitoba and the
‘Territories in & very favorable light com-
paved with the old country, from the
poing of view of the rent value of lands

The object of the article is evidently
to draw the attention of British land
owners to the fact that unless they
speedily grant certain concessions for
which the tenant farmers have long been
asking, and make the conditions under
which these tenants live and rvent land,
motre in equality wuh the conditions
under which farmers live i Western
Canada, their chances will be good for
having iu a few years to farm their lands
themselves. The following sentence
quoted literally embraces that idea -

*‘For the last twenty years the farm prodace
of Great Bi..ain has bren competing with that
of other lands ; now the land itsclf of Great
Britain is in dircet cotmpetition with that of the
Cauadian Northwest, aud the rent va'ue at
home will be morc and more1uled by the choice
which farmers have hetween the twe coun.
trize.”

Facts and figures are brought forward
to show that “ the net value of a crop at
home is just about the saume as one in
Canada,” consequently, rents should be
veduced to an equal basis. Tie carly
frost dangers of Western Cunada are not
ignered, but it is shown that financial
embarrassment as a vesule of such an
accident can be avoided by engaging in
mixed farming.

One . paragraph which is especially
pointed is worth quoting in full [t
read as follows.

*But letit be noted thatevory man whe
ocs out there is working for himsclf and his
amily alone.  If he is not the absolute owner
of his farm to begin with, at least he is gaining
that cod by yearly instalments, and thus the
+¢ carth hunger ” which is common to u3 all,

can be appeased  He is practically rent freo,
taxes wio light, and no mau shares tho value
of any improvement he mikes on his land, and,
if be und~-rstands farming, ho is sure to ¢ mako
his pile.”

It is also shown how comparatively
easy it is to get to Canada now to what
it was ten or fifteen years ago, and how
cheaply the trip can be made, £10 being
stated as the entive cost for a steerage
and colunist car passage from [averpool
to Central Canada. “ Any farmer who
can spare two month’s time and £60 or
£70,” which would amply suflice for a
return, first-class passage, and hotei ex-
penses, ‘‘is advisedto take a trip ouy
and see for himse'f the farming of the

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Automatic and Maltiplex Tele.

graphy.

The following extract from a paper read be-
fore the Royal Society of Canada by F. N. Gis-
borue, C.B., M.LLE.IL., oa the above subject
will intovest somo of our readers :

In a former paper upon * The Inception of
Blectrical Science and the Evolutivn of Telo-
graphy” roal in Section III of the Royal
Suciety of Cinada, and subsequently revised
and published by the Canadina Society of Civil
Eagineers, the coaclnding paragraph reads as
follows :

‘* That the most saccesstul and profitable telograph
compauies ol tho fatuco will abandon the preseat systein
of a multiplicity of wires for the tran<migsion of Intedli-
seacs, asd at buwiness coatres and fmportant stations,
will employ fema'e labar for perforating and comparing
withtho orlginal manuscript despatches, to bs forwarded
by automatic transmitters; on additional wire being
operated by Morse sounders for the correction of orrots,
ani also for the requirements of futermediate local busi.
ness, such alditional wire being available for duplex,
qQuulcaplex or multiplex fnstruments.”

Tae foregoiag coavicsion has been confirmed
Ly late improvements both in automatic and
maltiplex apparatus, whereby telegraphy can
now co npete protitably with the postsl systems
in such long distaace countrizs as Canada and
the Ugited States.

‘T'wenty-five cents for a ten-word messago,
ex:lusive of adiress and signatace, does not
appaar to ba an excessive charge when the timeo
savcd is waterial, and whea business men have
laaraed by experience how much information
<can be conveyed withia such limited number of
words; but to the uniunitiated general public 100
words at ths same tariff rate would bea great
boon, and add materially to the volume of both

ommercial and social inter-communication.

The practical mcans by which such desirable
result can be accomplished with profit to inves-
tors may aow be considered.

Thousands of miles of poles and wires at a
Pprimary cost of millions of doliats for construc.
tion and 2 vast outlay for maintenance and re-
newals can be dispensed with by the adoption
of automatic and multiplex telegcaphy. By tho
former 1,000 words per wioute have been cor-
rectly transmitted, during stormy weather, be-
tween cities 1,000 miles apart ; and by the lat-
ter one ware is utilizald for a doz2n distinet and
parallel circuits,

A skilful Morse opecator teansmits during a
day of eight or nina workiog hours an average
of tweaty-five words a minute, and by a Wheat.
stone automatic repeater 300 to 400 words can be
sent over moderately long circuits; but the
latter apparatus requires considerable auxiliary
labor, a8 every dot and dash in each alphabeti-
cal letter bas to be stamped out separately prior
to transmission per wice.

Daplex, quadruplex and multiplex instra-
ments require separate skilled operators for
ea:h and every cireuit utilized in such systems,
50 that the economy is limited to the reduced
pumber of wires, etc., between stations.

With the foregoing perfected apparatus at
commaaud, the cost aud capabilities of the com-
bined systems may now be considered.

A first class telegraph line, constructed with
cedar poles 30 feet in length and 6 inches
diameter at top, with cross-arm and oak pins
14 inches diameter, improved potcelain insula-
tors, one No.+4 hard drawan copper wire and one
No. 6 galvanized iron wire, fully equipped with
instruments, ete., would cost between $400 an

$300 a mile, or say for a through main line be-
tween Now York and Chicago, or from Quebes
via Montreal, Ottawa and Torontc to ths
Uaited States frontier 1,000 iles, $500,000
maximam,

Such class of line would remain in good
working condition for over thirty years, and
could be permanently maintained at an aanual
cost of 1ot axceeding §15,000 per annum for re-
pairand renowals.

The mianimuin capacity of tranamission of in-
tolligence during eight hours out of the twenty-
four would exceed 50,000,000 words=500,000
messages of 100 words each psr annum.

To conduct such amount of business the
salories of operators, perforators and copyists
would not exceed $§23,000 per auaum ; reutals,
management and incidentals, $20,0. 9; to which
add mawmtenance and renewals, $15,000=in all
£60,000 per anoum maximum,

The revenue from 500,000 messagzes at 25 cents
for 100 words, mious 3 ceots for delivery,would
be $110,000, plus press news income; thus tho
winimum nes profit wounld bo $50,000=10 per
ceot. upon the capitul exoended, and this upon
an ecstimate of 500,000 messages per annum
only, whercas the certainty is that they would
exceed 1,000,000, and thus yield over 30 per
cent. dividends.

The foregoing estimates are based upon the
kuowledge acquired after forty years' experi-
ence in practical telegraphy, and can be relied
upon as substantially correct,

The only question rumaiaing for considera:
tion is the pressnt and prospective amount of
business available for the foregoing results.

Between New York and Chicagoover 2,500,000
telegrams and 10,000,000 tetters now are annu-
ally interchanged. At least one-eighth of the
latter would, under a 23.cent tariff for 100
words, bo transmitted by wire ; thus any com-
pasy conveying one-third of the telegraph
anl one.cighth of the postal business
would have four times the estimated minimum
number of 500,000 messages at immediate com-
mand.

Again, the dozen commercial through main
wires between Quebec and the Uaited States
frontier, via Montreal, Octawa and Toroato,
convey 1,000,000 telegrams per anaum, ang the
postal service over 6,030,000 lotters ; thus,with
one-third of the telegraph and ouc-cighth of the
postal business at command, more than double
the estimated number of 500,000 messages are
immediately available,

The argu ment thus confirms the correctness
of the quotation at the commencement of this
paper, namely, “That the most successfal tele-
graph companies of the future will sbandon the
preseat system of a multiplicity of wires in
favor of automatic and mmltiplex apparatus.”

Sub-Arctic Farming.

The following letter wnich appeared in the
Jaunusry number of the American Agricuturist
will interest Canadian readers:

“This is, so far as I am aware, the most
northern farming community on the American
countincnt. We are situated in latitude 58° 45,
and longtitude 114° W. I hope none of your
eastorn readers will shiver at this mention of
the Far North. I came from the cast in 1879,
having spent my carly winters between the
River St. Lawrence and Connecticut, and I can

say, after twelve years oxporience hore, that,
by far, my hardest shivering was done in the
east. When the wintor sots in, which it usual-
ly docs about the middle of Novomber, it sel.
dom thaws sufficient to molt the saow uutil the
last of March, so that it lies as soft as feathers
on the ground, and seldom cxceeds two feot in
depth and isfrequently less than one foot. Horses
grazo tho year round and do wonderiully well.
Cattle,as a rule, require to be fed for three orfour
months. Tho country is in the hands of the
Indians, who are peaceable, and some of whom
we have induced to give up their roaming life

?

aud take to a less precarious way of obtaining

subsistence than by the chase, as game of near-
ly every kiud seems to be getting scarco.  The,
children readily take to domestic life, and are
as apt to learn as the average white children.
Spring usvally opens about the first of April.
Last year I bogar sceding April 27th. August
1st I began cutting the barley, and tho wheat
wasready toward the end of tho month. None
of the wheat €rom last year's ccop yielded less
than forty pounds of flour per bushel of sixty
pounds. In addition to these crops, I have suc-
cessfully raised uearly all the common varieties
of garden vegetables, sometimes including to-
matoes, beans, and eucumbers.”

your atteation to the system of treating and
being treated to iantoxicating liquors when.
transacting business. Weo are pleased to note
that this custom is now by maay entirely
avoided ; yet somse are led to continuo it, per-
haps fearing that to discontinue a practice they
have followed for som> tim2 might affect the
success of their busineis. We balieve no mer-
chant will allow himself to be biassed in the
placing of an order by a treat from the travoller
who visies him ; but we feel the practica ia the
past has sometimes been adopted in the hope of
so influencing the customer, and some travellers
who have practiced it have beon gradually led-
into the use of intoxicints to such an exteut as
to injure themselves, while in some cases it has
resulted in the loss of their situations and suf-
fering to their families.

In theso days of keen competition a travellec
sometimes finds his sales not equal to his antici-
pation, a spirit of despondency is apt to take
possession of him, and if he is susceptible to
the influence of alcohol, has taken some with
his customers during the day, he is likely
to indulge furtier at night, when he mests
his fellow-traveller, after his custoners have
gone home.

We ask retail merchants o give this matter
their careful consideration, remembering that
many of these young men have coms from.

homes where parents, sisters and brothers are,

anxious about their welfare, or perhaps a
young wiie, who has coafided her all in him,.
has high hopes of his success on the road,

trusting he may soon secure promotion or

establish o business for himself and continue
for hor a comfortable apd happy home, Kindly,

which, if indulged in, will wreck all ‘these

high hopes, and leavo the victim a uuisance to. -

Dairying in Manitoba.

Following ia an extract from a paper read
by Prof. Barre at the recent meeting of the
Maritoba Dairy Association :

I need not enumerate the many advantages
derived from properly conducted butter and
cheese factories. These advantages are now
pretty well understood.  Many of our farmers
are to day the strongest advocates of the
factory system, and in localities where such

* factories exist they plainly state that they
cannot geot along without them, Ask the city
and country merchants, the loan company
managers, what cla.s of farmers meet their
accounts most promptly ? They will invariably

_ veply: The dairy farmers, the butter and
cheese factory patrons. Oatside of all ordinary
advantages, which a factury can bring, there
are here, the most important factors, urging
our farming community to adopt dairying as a
pars of their operations. There are, Ist, the
uncettainty of a sound crop; 2ad, the better
utilization of a lurge quantity of cheap feed :
3cd, the maintenance of our lands in a good

. cropping conditien. It is a well known fact
that 10D 1bs. of good hay, or its equivaleat in
40 1bs, of wheat or 60 1bs. of oats properly feed
toigood cows, will produce about 60 1bs of milk.
Hence, instead of selling our damaged wheat at
25 to 30c, and our oats at from 17 to 25¢ por
bushel, it would be far better to convert the
grain into butter, cheese, pork, bacon, bam
and eggs, for which we always find a ready
and profitable market. Such operation would
ennble the farmer to sell manufactured pro-
ducts instead of the raw material, and thus
save the manufacturers’ profit. He would also
keep up the fertility of his land, which cannot
il to become exhausted by consta  .ropping
without manuring.

The table given herewith shows the num.
ber of cheese factories and creameries in
-operation in Mabitoba during the years
from 1886 to 1891, In 1886 thero weve

" three cheese factories and two creameries,

¢apital invested, $9,000; 24,000 pounds of

butter were produced and 75,000 lbs of
cheeso ; the total value of cheese and butter
was $12,300, anod the totul valuo of cows,
plant and production $£36,000. In 1888 thore
were 22 factories and creameries, tho capital
invested being 837,000, butter produce, 63,
000 1bs.; cheese produce, 350,000 lbs.; total
value of cheese and butter, 318,000 ; total
valuo of cows, plant and production, §$135,000.
For 1891 the figures were : Cheese factories
aud creamcrics, 306 ; capital invested, $75,000
cheese produced 600,000 1bs.; butter produced,
200,000 ; value of cheese and butter, $100,000 ;
value of cows, $125,000 ; total value of plant,
cows and cost of production, $300,000.

In tracing the location of theso factories wo
find thirty in Manitoba and six in the Terri.
torins, Forty-threo per ceat. of their total
number, representing forty-six por cont. of all
capital invested, aro located in the French
sottlements. Fifty-five por cent. of all factories
are to be found within sixty wiles of Winvipeg,
Hence the city of Winnipeg is to-day the
greatest dairy contre of Manitoba and the
Northwest.

The above table ¢! ¢ly shows: 1st, the

richness of Manitoba milk in butter and cheese ;
2ad, that some of our scrub hord are doing fairly
well, a herd of eleven cows averaging 3,500 Ibs.
of milk per head at the crcamery and giving a
net rotura of $29 a piece of butter ouly ; 3rd,

that the cheese season is at present shorter |

here than ia Ontario, and that tho creamery
scason is longer here thau that of the cheese
factory ; 4th, owing to the shortness and to
theinefficiency of our herds, the average volume
of our product per cow is also deficicnt. But
there i8 no reason whatever why our cheese fac-
torics should not be kopt open during a period
of six months. Some of our creamerics have
already reached that figure. It isonly a ques-
tion of larger herds, inproved and better fed in

tho fall of tho year, With regard to the finan.
ctal condition of these factories I know that
most of them sre doing very well, and that all
of them arec in a hopefu! condition.

Peace River Country.

From the repo:t of a lecture on this country
delivered by the Rov. A. C. Garrioch at
Portage la Prairic we make the following
extracts :—

This much talked of country is 1,390 miles
from here, 500 miles farther nocth than Portage
and 700 miles farther west. To get there tho
traveller goes 1,040 miles by train, then 350
by wagon and hoat, It is supposed that the
Peace River country derived its nameo from a
treaty of peace made many years ago between
the Beaver Indians and the Crees. Thoe scenery
of tho country is magoificent. It abounds in
timber anid, puttiog the estimate at tho lowest,
Mr. Garrioch felt certain that the annual out-
put of the conatry before very long would be
eight billiou fect of lumber.

There are now some fifty farmers including
the Hudson’s Bay Company. In all there are
about 300 cattle and 1,000 horses. There is
nothing to hindor an encrgetic man from
making a fortune there ranching, as the grasses
are 8o nutritious and sweet that the cattle are
rolling fat with no special care from their
owners. For about seven and a half months
there is no snow at all and in the wiater the
Chinook winds are sure to follow every cold
spell, thereby lessening the length and soverity
of the winter very much. Two weeks of spring-
like weather are certain to follow the cold
spaps. Navigation is open for over seven
months of tho year and the climate, takon as a
whole, the speaker considered tully as pleasant
a3 that of Manitoba. That the soil is good
there is no doubt, the products prove that, and
the country is rich in wood and water. A
profusion of flowers adorn the landscape and
a sunflower, which Mr. Garrioch measured,
was fourtoen inches in diameter. It is an
ordinary thing to have pumpkins grown in the
gardens which weigh twenty.five pounds.

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Winnipeg Grain Exchanee.

The following eatracts from the address of
President F. W, Thowpson, at the anunual meet-
iog of the '\ innipeg geuin exchange, will in.
torest the majirty of our readers.
out his opening remarks and tako what ho said
about farming firsy :

“Tho system of furming inthiscountry should
1 think, engage in a greater measure the atten:
tion of this exchange, and any practical sugges-
tions, based on our experienco in the handling
of cereals, tending to improved methods where-
by better results in the quality of grain pro-
duced might obtain, will undoubtedly be well
received by our farmers. The temptation in a
prairie conntry, where the land is easy of culti-
vatinn, for producers to raise a large quantity
of grain, without due regard to its guality,
is, without question, frequently followed
by unsatisfactory resuits, and not in-
frequently the country is made to suffer
from the want of a proper undersianding of
the causes underlying individual cases of fail-
ure. The same rule will apply to farming as in
business, in so far as a man’s ability to operate
within his means. It docs not necessarily fol-
low that a inan’s profits in trade are greater,
proportionately, for the reason that he is doing
a Jarger business than his more conservative
ncighbor; so, with farming, there should be
more of a spirit of rivalry in the quality of
grain produced from the soil ; and after having
acquired the best possible resuits in this respect,
as his means enable Eim to extend operations,
quantity will follow with the successful farmer,
in the natural order of things, to hia more per-
manent good. It must always be borne in mind,
that in a year of great plenty the world over,
the lower grades of grain are difficult of sale
unless at a heavy depreciation.  Fortunately
for our farmers, the shortage in foreign coun-
tries this year, has enabled them to realize bot-
ter prices than usual on the lower grades. We
have therefore every reason to feel thankful
wiih the result of our barvest as a whole.
W hile great praise is due to the Canadian Paci-
fic Railway Co., and others, for the efforts and
special inducements offered in bringing in ont.
side help to assist our farirers with the present
harvest, yet I think it rather unreasonable to
expect that extra labor of this kind can always
bo depended upon as waiting for such contic
gencies.  We quite naturaliy feel a desire to
advertise our large production, but value does
pot always follow guaatity, and it is well for us
to bear in mind that the value of a picce of land
in the older settled conntries is largely regulat.
cd by the quali. f its proluct rather Lhauthe
(uantity; hence thenecessity for our farmers us
ing the very best of sced,and putting under vrop
such quantity of land as cun both in seeding acd
harvest, be properly taken care of.  Throshing
from the stook is an evil ariving out of exves
sively large farming  Graio should be stacked
and allowed to sweat properly. It is a gues-
tion of but a very short time when buyers must
discriminate against wheat threshed trom the
stook as being uncertain for storage. Such
gvain is very lizhle to sweat after getting into
a bin, thereby causing heating, which results
in great depreciation of valuo. Aavber regrot.
able result caused by the leavivg of wheat in
the stook, is that fall pluughing cannot Lut

otherwise bo seriously interfered with, a cir.
cumstance whith is to be deplured, as giving
rise to caveleas and inditferent farwiug.  Tathe
keenly contested markets of the world 2 goud
article wil! always obtain a full warket value,
while on the coutrary with inforive yualities,
tho fluctuations are uncertain and extrowe.

The prevaence of sinat in this cuuutey has be
come a troublesome feature in han.iling the crop.
The chief cause fur this no doubt arises frum
the sowing of poor seed. With proper caro
this cou'd ho overcome, as much depends on
the care aud judgment exercised by each indi
vidual farmer in the selection of his seed. 1
‘cel that [ caunot do better than quote from
authorities who have given the guestivn of st
every attention. It is necessaly that there
should be a note of warniug in time, and our
farmers will do well to refiniu from sowing im-
pure and smutty seed. ‘Through the medinm
uf the exchange, sairples of various scedweeds,
smut, cte., common to this country, taken from
mill cleaners working on this year's ciop, were
sent to Ottawa for ilentification.  Referring to
smut, Piofessor Saunders writes the seere-
tary : - :

Many instances have oceurred this year where
the grain marketed was 85 smutted us to be un-
salableunless at a very heavy depreciation,
and when it is so casy to prevent the occurrence
of such cases, it is to bo regretied that farmers
should neglect to tuke the necessary precau-
tiony.  Authorities agiee that if the treatment
of sced grain could be made general over the
province for say chree or four ycars, this dis-
ease might be almost eradicated.  Among the
various weeds common in this country wild
buckwheat is one of the most prolific.  DBeing
an annual weed, we are essured this can be got
rid of by summer fallowing and clean cultiva.
tion. Professor Saunders writes :

*The sced of this plant beLins 1o ripen A conatderable
time before tho wheat i3 rcwdy to ent, and a large part
of the nipe seed will fall to the ground before the har
vesting, 80 that only a part of 1t {3 separated and got nd
of by the subecquent cleamng of the gram. it farmess
wo g take trouble to sumner fallow, they could get rid
of this seed.”

Probably the most dangerous weed is the
giant rag weed, better known to farmers as ken
weed. It isa large coarse plant, and matures
a great deal of seed, and is troublesome and ex-
haustive when growing amongst cereal crops.
Professor Floteher, of the Central Experi-

mental farm, Qttawa, referring to the weed,
xritea :
*Ia the Sonthern States it has been allowed toncrease

several flelds and m July asd Auzr e i a characteristie
teature of the land-cape. It trequently grows ten to
twelve fece in heiche in tavorable localities.”

Puofessor Fletcher further adds that he has
scen it 8 feet in height along the bLauhs of
the Red river. 1a my eapericace in the milliog
business we have found it nc.essary to refuse
wheat containing this secd. uo matter hiow in.
viting was the quality of the wheat in itself ;
the seed beivg practically of the same size and
weight a8 a kernal of wheat, ccndors its separ-
ation 1n cleasing impossibie.  Being an annual
plant, clean cultivation and persistent attention

which fact should recoive at once the conside
atiun and cavs , action on the part of thoso far.
wers on lands moce immediately tributary to
the Red river,

The ather samples of woeda submitted com
priscd lamb's gaartors, pepper g-ass, hewmp,
nettle, stinking wewl, (hetter known as French
weedy, wild sunllower. Cannda thistle, Manito-
ba thistle, ond ulack mustard.  The aubject of
eradicating weeds in Manitoba aund the North-
west i3 n very important one, and spocial atten-
tion should be directed to the nccessity of
farmers being more particular in following
wcthods of cleaner cultivation. Iam sure the
usefaloess of the exchangzo can be materially
increased by careful attontion and consideration
of such subjects as these. Buing an active bady
and its members coming in contnct wititall the
conditions of tradoe in the successful haudliog
and selling of grain, 1 seo no reason why the
knowledpo resulting from our experience should
not ho disseminated amony our farmers for
wutual benefit. It i3 pleasing to notice that
the farmers of Manitoba are turning their at-
tention more each ycar to mixed farming.

I understand this year's shipment of cattle
from Manitoba exceeded thoso from the cele-
binted ranges of Alberta, by about 30 per cent
As our exchange has a geueral produce branch,
apart from that of gram, we will, us, members,
aladly bail the day, when as a result of mired
farming, pork, lard, etc., will bo marbleted
throughout Manitoba in sutlicient quantities to
enable trading in theso products to take place
on our call board floor.

LAND UNDER CULTIVATION.
By the Provincial Government crop roturns

we finud the increase in the uantity of land
under cultivation this past seasun o be Inrgely

in excess of that of any previous year.

‘The acrcage of wheat, in the Province of
Manitoba, the past year, is stated to have heen
916,664 acres, yieldiog 23,191,000 bushel ; an
average of 23 3 bushels per acio.  Oats covered
303.644 acres with an average yield of 483
bushels per acre; and barley §9,523 acies, with
an average yield of 356 bushels per acre.
Doubtless these figures will be fonad to be
rather under thaw in excess of the actual re.
sults, as there is a large amount of threshing to
be done yet, and individaal yiel:ls of 40 to 50
bushels per acreare not by any means,au uncom-
mon thing this p1st season, as all of you are
pereonally aware It must wlso be noticed that
in the complication of the government reports
on yields only nbout one-third of the correspon-
dents sent in their 1cturns,  This fact calls
to our atteution the nccessity of urging upon
the Provincial Department of Agriculture the
adoption of moro perfect mothods of acquiring
information.  Qurs is au agricultural country,
almosy entirely at present, at any rate,the main
fundamental basis of our whole commercial
structare is the produvdun and hanlling of
grain, and it is most important, in tho interest
of the general trade of the country, not only
here but thevughout the whole of Canade, that
the wnost cutuploto and reluble information be
oblained cach scason and at more frequent
intervals of time. While we appreciate the
action of the Manitoba Department of Agricul.
ture in the past, in providing us with informa.
tion, the collection and distribution of a moro
extended system of reliable reports in this
respect, will soon make tho statistical biauch
of the department ove of tho most ‘importans
institutions of the country. I would suggest
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inatitutiona of {ho couutry.
that tho exchiuuge 1uspectfully urge on the
government of the Northwest Toritories tho
ucceesily of at onco taking such steps ar wili
give to the goneral public and trade the beneht
of the issunuce of rcgular crop bullotins, as at
present we hutve praciivwlly no eflicial informn
tion concerning tho products of the teritories.
From private sources wo learn that the ex-
peoted yiolds of wheat alone in the Northwest
Torritoriea this year will reach about 4,000,000
bushels.
RAILWAYS.

Coasequent upon thoe continued develovinens
of this country, branch railways have heen ex-
tended in the most important sections,  Daur-
ing the past year the Canadian Pacific railway
hus put in operation a branch line 190 miles
long, running from Calgary to Edmonton, on
the Noith Saskatchewan, which has opened up
u country admirably adapted for mixed farm-
ing, which atter all is the true and proper sys
tem of farming in any country. A braunch road
starting f:om Kennedy to the Souris coal fields,
130 tiles in length, isin course of construction,

115 miles of which is now actually uader oper. !

ation; this brauch will not only open a rica
tract of agricultural land tor scttlement, but
will place cheap fuel within the reach of alinost
every sottler in the province of Manitoba. The
supplying of this fuel will be an ac.
complished fact in the early part of next sum-
mor, and should prove an important element
in inducing immigrants and settleas.  ‘The
extension of the Deloraine line to Napinka,
on the Souris branch, a distance of 13 miles, is
algo under construction, and will be completed,
[ understand, in thoe early purt of next sunmer.
The Glenboro or Southwesiern colomzation
branch, hacz been extended six miles this past
seazon.  With the completion of the branches
now under constiuction, there will be Lut few
seitlers in the proviace of Manitoba, beyond
the distance that it is profitable for farming to
be done.  Weo have in this province some 1,400
miles of railroad, including the Great North
west Cootral lately placed in operation. This
is truly a remarkable record of progress for a
country opened up but a few short yeurs ago.
The regularity and ctiiciency of the service
rendored by the different railways is really
creditable, in view of the immense volumne of
grain which is piesented for transport aud
required to bo removed ina comparatively
short space of time. As an ins‘ance of this I
may mention that the quantity of wheat in-
spected at Winnipeg alone during the month of
Decembor last was 1,550,000 bushels.

New Fishing Regulations.

The following sections from the new fishing
regulations are woith a carcful perusal by al!
Manitobans :

1. There shall be two kinds of liccuses for
fishing in tho Province of Manitoba and -the
Northwest Territories, to bie designated ¢ com-
morcial licenses” and *“ domestic licenses” ;
which licenses shall be issued to resident Brit.
ish subjects ouly, and who are the actual own-
ors of the fishing gear included in such license.

4 Tho fece payablo on a ¢‘commercial liccnse”
for gill-not shall he, for every fishing tug in-
cluded-in such license, $20, and in addition a
fee of $2 for every 1,000 yards of net included

license,” a fec of $10 shall be paid, which shall

"include a limit of 3,000 yards of uct to each

13,000 yards of net, wnd no < napauy, firm,
ticd r, or persons shall have, or he iates csted
in more than one “Ycommercial liccnse ™

5. Lo prevent the groat destruction of fish,
in many cases uafit fre the market,or for hen.
food, cansed by catching tham in gill nets due-
ing inclement weather, ' commereial licenso’
for gill-net tishing in Lik: Winunipeg will not
be granted after the season of 1893,

6 Every farmer, settier or hona fide fisher
man, Indian o1 hald breed, who is an actual
resident of the loeality where he proposes to
fish, sha'l be entitled to a *“ domestic license, ”
The holder of a ¢ domestic license " (except in
tho case of a license for svine fishing), shall be
entitiud to fizh with not more than 300 yards
of net. A fee of 32 shall bz paid for each ‘‘do-
mestic liceose.”

Applicants for ** domeszic license * shall des-
~r.ns in their applications the locality, and the
nets ov other apparatus which they desire in-
cluded in their license, and also the kinds of
fish they detire to be licensed to catch.

A “domestic” fishiog license may be geanted
for any of the waters of Manitoba and the
Northwest territories; provided, howover, that
no description of net or other fishing appavatus,
whatsoever, shall be uged under a ¢* domestic ”
or other license, within a radius of half a mile
of the mouth or outlet of any river, or stream,
tlowiag into or out of any of the lakes of Mani-
toba or the Northwest territories.

7. The holder of a “‘domestic licenso™ for net
tishing for sturgeon, shall be eatitled to use not
more than 300 yards of gill-net, with a

mesh of wvot less than 12 inches extension
measure,

A fee of §2 shall be paid for cach such
license.

8. The holder of a ‘‘domestic license” for
seine fishing shall be entitied to use a seine net
exceeding G0 yards in leagth, with the mesh
not less than four inches extension measure.

A fee of §26 shall be paid for each such

liccuse.
. 9. No *‘commercial” or ‘*domestic liccuse”
shall be issued until the fees therefor have
becn paid ; such fees being payable strictly in
advance.

10. Fishing by meaus of nets or other appar
atus, without leases or licenses, is prohibited in
the waters of Manitoba and the Northwest ter-
ritories.

11. The following shall be the close scasons
during which the several fish herein mentioned
shall uot b fished for, caught, killed, bought,
sold or had in possession by anyone whowmso-
ever :—

(1.} Whitefish,salmon trout or lake trout,and
tullibee, between the Sth day of Qcetober and
the 15¢h December in each year, Loth days in-
clusive:

(2., Pickevel {dore,, gold eyes, pike, mulluts,
and maskinoage, between 15th April and 15th

May, both days ioclusive.
{3.) Speckled trout of ¢verv kind, between

15th Scptember and 1st May, both days inclu-
sive ;

(4.) Sturgeon, between 15th May and 15th
July in each year, both days inclusive:

t3. Al livenses shall bo 18aued annueily and
shall by in toree for tho perivds hecomafter
wentivned, subyect, however, to the waws and
regulations that may from time to dime be 1n
furce respocting close scosons, viz :—* Cummer-
viat licenses  from 1st May to 4th Uctobor fol-
luning.butu days inclusive; **domestiv licenses
from the 13th Decembor to 4vh October follow-
ing, both duys iuclusive.

6. These regulations shall apply to Iudians
and half-breeds, as well as to setelers aud all
other persons © provided always, that the Min-
ister of Marine und fisheries may from time to
ume set apart for the exclusive use of the In.
dians, such waters as he may deemn necessary,
and way graut to Indians oc their bands, frec
licenses to tish during the close season,for them-
selves or their bands, for the purpose of provid-
ing food for themselves, but not for the purpose
of sale, barter or tiaffic.

17. The uge of explosive materials of any
kind to c:«:c‘fx or kill fish is proliihited in tho
waters of Manitobn and the Northweet Terri.
torics, and the use of spears, grapnel-hooks, no-
gogs, nishaging aud fice-arms for killing fish is
also prohibited .

i'rovided always, that special licenses may be
issned to ludians or Indizn bauds perantting
them to cateh and lall fish in the maunner
specified iv such license for the sole purpose of
providing themnselves or their bands with
food.

18 No trader, peddler, hawker, or any othor
person whomscever, shall engage in buying,
trading. or otherwise obtaiu or be in possession
of fi-h of any description, caught or killed by
Ludians, half-breeds,or any other person whom
socver, on auy Iundian reserve, or elsewhere,
dwiny tho close season fixed by law, and in
which Indiaps are permitted by liccose or
otherwise to cateh fish for the sole purpose of
providing food for themselves or theie bande.

19. For the information of persons obtaining
licenses uuder these regulations, every hcease
shall bave the regulations printed upon it.

20. The Mioister of »aciac and Fisheries
having determined that it 13 nccessary in the
public interest, every dam, slide, or other ob
struction, made or to be inade, across or in any
river or stream in Manitobs or the Northwest
Territories, shall have the necessary fish-pass as
provided by section 13 of the Fisheries Act,
and no net ur avy other device shall be used to
catch or kill fish, or obstruct tleir passage up
or down any river or stteam within 200 yards
of any such dam, slide, sluice or fish pass there-
in, nor in any otier parts of such rivers and
streams, whithout leaving st least one-half of
the main chaunel thereof wholly freed from the
operations of any sach net, or other device, as
aforesaid.

2], These 1cgulations shall supersede all for-
mer regulations heretoforc made under the
Fisherics Act, which relawe to tho fisheries in
the waters of Manitoba and the Northwest
Territories of Canada, and such former regula-
tions are-horchy repealed.

Tho high commissioner for Canada has givea
publicity in tho press of the United Kiogdom
to tho following: ‘In addition to tho free
graat of 160 acres of fortilo land offered by the
Canadian Governinent to any male adult of the
age of cighteen years aud over in Manitoba anid
tho Northwest Territorics, and to the land that
may be obtained at a modorate price in British
Columbia the minister of agriculturo is now
authorized to offer, until further notice, the
following bonuscs to sottlers takiag up land
within cighteen mouths of their arrival in the
country : S10 (£2. 1s. 1d.) to tho head of a
family, $5 (£1. 0s. Gd.)for tho wife and each
adult member of the family over twelve yecars
of age, and a furthor dum of S5 to any adult
member of the family over cighteen years taking
up land within the specified period. Forms of
application for the bonuses, without which no
payments will be made, may be obtained, when
passage tickets are issued, from any authorized
steamship agent in Great Britain and Ireloand.
Any further particulars that are required v»n

Experimental Farm Tests.

missioner for Canada, 17 Victoria street, West-. ! The New Canadiaun Monthly.

Following is the piper submitted at a farm-
cr's meeting at Brandon, by Maunager Badford,cf
the Manitoba oxperimental facm, which we
consider of such importance as to be deserving
of a wide circulation -

\With the short season at the disposal of the
Manitoba farmer it is natural for him to adopt
tho most rapid means of carrying on his work,
and for that reason he is constantly seeking for
more perfect machinery aund .cadily adopts any
new scheme for tho enliure of his land or the
rushiog in of the sced in the spring. This ex
plains to a lazge cxtent why the spade and disc
harrows, the Galtling gun and light ranning
broadcast machinery have met with sach a
large demand of late years, but I think it was
proven a’ our last meeting that this rapid and
in many cases superficial work may result in
dircet loss and disappointment to the farmer.
The directors and officers of the experimental
farms, anxious $o further the interests of the
farmer are always pleased to test the diJerent
modes of cultivation and to try promising farm
machioery. To that end tests are being made

overy year with the most improved drills, har-
rows, ete. At our last meeting tha result of a
test with the disc harrow agiinst plowing was
given. This week we will give the result of
onr 1891 test with drills, and alsy our test of
thick and thin seeding. Uast vear you will
remember the dcill test incluled wheat, oats,
and barley, but this year the plots of oats in
the tost were so badly injured by fro3t that we
havo left them out altogether. Wheat with
the common dsill gave 33 bushols, 20 1bs., per
acre; press drill, 28 bushels, 50 Ibs.; brosdcast
machine, 22 bashels, 10 lbs. You will notice
that the common drill gave 4 bushels more
than the press drill and 11 bushels 10 lbs, more
than the bioadeast machine. This result is the
samo as last year only more emphatically in
favor of the drills. Barley sown with the press
drills gave 55 bushels, 10 1bs. psr acre; common
drill, 50 bushels, 30 ibs.; broadcast machine,42

bushels, 14 1bs, The press drill you will notice

takes the lead with barley, tho yield being 4
bushels, and 28 lbs. more thau the commoa
drill and 12 buahels aud 44 lbs. more than the
broadcast machine. This is also tho same re.
sult as lagt yoar, whon the press drill took the
lead with barley. In conclusion I wight say
that every year and oun all parts of the experi-
montal farm, the drilled sowed grain has given
tho largest yield. Weo have spoken of the
¢ kind of machine” to work with, we will now
touch on the q-iestion of ¢‘the quantity of sced
to be sown.” Fifteon plots were dovoted to
this oxpariment ducing the past season; 5 plots
to each of the leading kinds of geain. Four
pecks of wheat sown with the common drill
gave 33 bushels, 2) 1ba. per acre ; 5, 36 bushols
235 1ba.; 6, 33 bushels, 53 Ibs.; 7, 39 bushels, 55
1bs.; 8, 39 busl.als, 03 1bs.  You will see that
7 pocks of wheat per acre has given ths largest
yield, This is tho same as last year's oxperi)ﬁ
ment and it is evidently the proper quantit
for land similar to that on the experimental
farm. Nine pecks of oats and 7 pecks of barloy
have given tho best resulis both years, and
these quantities would appear about right for
land similar to that on the farm.

Baden-Baden oF l;ritish Colnmbia.

From tho Westminster Columbian,

British Columbia is now noted for o number of
things besides its ** magaificent distances,”
“fabled sea of mountains," wonderfully salu-
brious climute great forest trees, lordly salmon,
of the Frazer, and its gold of Cariboo. It is
uoted, also, in these latter days, for the almost
phenomenal fortility aud prolificness of its soil,
and for the enterprisc of its inhabitants.

Ouae thing for which the Pacific provinces is
‘particularly famned, and which merits special
notice, is its possession of two great natural
health and pleasure resorts—thoe hot mineral
springs of * Baoff and Tarrison.

The Harrison Hot Springs are beautifully
situated at tho southern ead of Lake Harrison
—a body of water wore of the proportious of
an inland eea than a lake, being over fifty miles
io length and from faar to seven in width. The
lake occupics a valley ia the mouatains, which
rise fiom its limpil Aepths in all the varied
picturesqueness of vugged woolen tercace,bald,
rocky promontory, and sheer mountain wall.
A like description would apply not inaptly to
the rock islets which stud the surface
of the lake aud add to the picturcsque
offect.,  Harrison river, which has its exit
about two miles from the southern end of the
lake, on the western side, and which is aboud
fifeeen miles in length, connects Harrison Lake
with the Fraser; and it was by this route of
viver aud luke that the gold ficlds of Cariboo
were sought by large numbers in the fifties and
early sixties, when the quiet waters of Lake
Hanison were churned by the paddle wheels of
the hardy pionecrs’ stcamers.

Ta those early days, too, it was that the now
fam d, and yet to be famous, hot springs were
first brought to notice. \When first discovered,
the springs were bubbling up iuto the lake, s
short distance from shore. To Mr. J. C. Arm-
strong—a. successful Cariboo pioneer himsalf, is
duc the credit of having first appreciated their
virtnes and of taking the preliminary steps to.
wards rendering them availablc by the estab-
lishment of a saniturium. In 1867 Mr. Arm-
strong acquired from the goveroment a claim of
land {n tho vicinity, embracing the location of
the springs, aud conceived the idea of tapping
the mysterious stream on thoe shore of the lake
by excavating a hole in the solid rock, in which
cuterprise he was successful, and diverted the
exit of the boiling waters from the lako itself.

THE HOTEDL AI°D SANITARIUMN,

About tix years agy, Ly arrangoment with
Mr. Armstrong, the Brown Broe, erccted the
St. Alice Hotel and sanitarivm gnd buildings
in connectiou. The St Alico Hotel, which has
received somo additions and impiovements
since first erccted, is a handsome framo struc-
ture, I, shapzd, three stories in height, and
with vead promenado verandahs cucircling
threo sides or >ch storey. It coatains 40
comodious sud da ntily furnished bedrooms,
capable of «:commodating wearly twico that
number of gunats, pretty and comfortable
sitting rooms, a large anid well lighted dining
rvoom, handsomely finished, with accomnmadan-
tion for sixty guests at once, a smaller
children’s diving room, and a well appointed
bar and billiard room, besides conveuiont
kitchen and outhouses.

Tho sanitariam, or bath house, situated
about three hundred yards from the hotel, and
reached by a winding path around the lake's
edgoe, is a large oblong structure of two storeys,
crected immediately over the springs at ono
ond. Upstaira aro 24 bedrooms, for invalids
specially, o hospital, and every accommodation,
so that the occupauts of tuese roowne, asa rule,
Loard as well as lodge in the sanitarium. Oa
the first floor are the baths, 17 in nuwmber, of
which 7 are in the ladies’ department. Male
and female attondants preside over the
respective departments, and the baths are
aupplied throngh pipes by water pumped into
tanks direct from tho springs, one tank being
allowed to get cool 80 as to bring tho water to
the desired temperatury, which is registerod
by a thermometer. Besides tho ordinary baths,
thero is a 1arge swimming or pluoge bath, and
means for giving vapor, ncedle and douche
baths.

Ia additiva to the buildiags described, thero
has been erected, a few cods to the right of the
hotel, looking lake.wards, a dauncing pavilion,
035x40 feet, surcounded by a wide verandah.
Two or three comfortable bedrooms are
partitioned off from it, and, occisionally, when
there is an extra demand for accommodation,
as there has bzen during the past suminer
especially—as many as 173 guests being at the
springs at ono time—cots ara placed in-tho hall
itself for sleeping purposes. Three or four
cottage tents are also erected on the grounds
near the hotel, aud rented to families at reason-
able rates for the scason.

THE HOT SPRINGS,

We read of a pool, in scripture, which au nve
gel troubled at certain geasons, aud whovoever
first stepped in after the troubling of the waters
was healed of whatsoever disease ho had. Look-
down into the seethiag caludron of the Harrison
Hot Spriugs, hollowed in the solid i1ock, one
is impressed with the fact that the waters are
perpetually tioubled ; but cousidering the ob-
vious direction of the perturbation. aund the
significant accompauyiog temperature—about
150> Fahresheit, not to meantion the wulphurous
aroma attendant—it is difficult to carry out the
beautiful figure of an angel--at any rate.a good
angei—as the troubling agent. Bat, if Lucifer
himsclf, we must conclude, with Longfellow,

that
“Io to is God's miudster,
And labore tar sctne good
By ts noS understood,”

For the indisputable evidence of experience
shows that anyone not absolutely incurable,

~

such as thoso suffering in thelast stages of con.
sumption and henrt discaso, will receive much
good, and in many cas perfuct cure, by bath-
fug in aund partaking of tie healing waters,
while tho baths are o Juaury and a benefit as
well to the jaded business mwn and to thoso
who havo no parti:ular ailment, but wish sim-
ply toning . . aud refreshing.

Tho water, as we have mentioned, is about
150° Fahrenheit in the pool, that is in tho hot-
test part, where it boils up through rifts in the
vock beuenth.  Analysis of the fluid, which to
appearanzcs, is neatly as clear 2s cold spring
water, have showa it to coatain, in differcat
proportions,chlutides of notassium, sodium, and
lithium ; sulphat s of soda, maguesia, lime and
stronia; carbonates of lime aud of ivoa; u trazo
of alumina, and silica. To the taste, tho water,
drunk as hot as can be taken, is by no means
disagreecable, the only thing objectionable buing
a slightly unpleasant odor to seasitiva olfactor-
ies. 'Taken intecnally, tiie waters have a mild
ly cathartie, diuretic, and alterative effec* ,and,
in connoction with the baths, are greatly pro-
motive of a thorough cleansing and ronowing «f
the wholo system.

Careful aud skilled attendants are in chargo
of the bathing departinonts, and certain regula.
tions and precautions are impressed upon those
availing themselves of tha baths. For weak
constitutivns, too uigh temperatures would be
dangerous, more especially for those suffering
from any affection of the heart.  The ordiaary
temperaturo for ladies is from 93° to 100°
for men, 95° 101052,  I'en minutes is about
the maximum time prescribed for remaining in
the water, aad, after dressing, it is usual to re-
main in the bath house for twenty miautes or
half an hour, ag the opeaing eftect of the water
vn the pores renders the bather peculiarly liable
to take cold, if exposed to the air immediately
after coming from tho buth. In fact, ordivary,
sensible precautions againat taking cold are ad-
visable for some time after bathing,

NATURAL ATTHACTIONS.

Wo have said that the Harcisen Hot Springs,
as u health and pleasure resort, have suporior
natural attractions, but in addition, to the lover
of nature—and who is got-?—the sucrounding
scenory, of wountain, forest, lake, river, and
vocky islet, as well as the level greensward on
which the hote! stands, is a contiqual feast, A
cruise of a few miles on the lake will open up a
host of new and entrancing views, including
two grand and beautiful cascades, tumbling
hundieds of feet down the precipitous mountain
sides into the foaming waters below, and those
who delight in the curious jn nature can fling
their voices at the “talking rock.”

‘The cuthusiastic angler and the ardent sports-
man alike iy here indulge their noble pas-
sjons most of the year round. Aa hour or two's
pull 2ud mountain climb, in any one of threeor
four directions, wiil bring the votary of the rod
and fly to a clear lakelet above the Hariison,
the very habitat of the speckled beauties, or to
a dashing mountaia brook, where both speckled
and white trout disport themselves, and here
with ordinary fisherman’s luck, he can fill nis

basket in 2 few hours, and have rare sport in
the bargain.  The sportsman, too, can fiad
noble quarry for his gun, in the bear, cougar,
huge umber wof, aud mountain sheep. bestdes
the usual feathered and antlered game, in abun-
dance, in their seasons.
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Tils ROAD TO THI SPRINGS,

The Hurrison Hot Spriags resort is just abont
G3 mules from the citivs of Westminster and
Vaucouver. All bat tive niiles of that distam e
is covered by the C.P.R., the jurmping off sta-
tion for the springs being Agassiz from where
a 'hus, conveys the travellrr, over ive miies of
level aud very fair corduroy and gravel road,
right up to tie grassy lawa in fron® of the
hotel.

Report of a Special Committee on
Alberta.

The special commiztee of the Nvrthwest As-
seubiy, compused of oll the wembers from the
distriet of Altierta, appointed to repo.t v mat-
ters specially jertaining to thut aiswict, sub-
mitted the following report to the Assembly :

1. ‘That in our upiuion, sullicient attention is
not given to the development of the mineral
wealth of Albecta,

It might be puinted ont that inevery Siate
andtenitory traversed by ti.c Rocky Mountains
from Mexico northward to the internatioual
boundary, mining hus been carried on to a very
great extent. In Muntana alone the annual
mineral production far excecds that of the en.
tire Dominion of Canada. We may assume
that providence has been asliberal to Alberta
as to these states and territories to her south,
which are linked together by the same chain of
mouantains and it is only for us to draw atten-
tion to the wonderful growth and developmnent
of California, Culorado and Moutana in order to
show the advantages that would accrae to
these territories in the event of Alberta’s min.
eral  wealth  becoming  developed. Hor
mines way in time reveal themsclves, but ia
the interesta of our owa gencration, we would
soggest & more active palivy by

(a) Having a summary of our miniog regula.
tions preparel and published in the varions
mining cenire: of tho western States and Ter-
ritories.

This would help to overcome a fuls2 impres-
sion, which we understand, exists in those
places regarding our laws,

(b} T'he establishinent of a properly equipped
Mining Bareau in some central point, say Cal-
gary.

{c) The cstablishment of subsidary Minirg
Burcaus in some of the Dominion lands and
timber offices where specimens, statistics and
other useful minieg iuformation may be found.

(d) LEadeavoring to arrauge with the Cana-
dian Pacific ratlway for space in the smoking
compartments of their sleeping coaches for a
very small cabinet of specimens, accompasied
by a neal, concise and attiactive pamphlet con-

aining zualyses and other matter referring to
ticse spreimens and the locality fram which
they came.

2. That owing to the growing settlements io
grazing districts, a change is desicable in the
cxisting leases and in the system of leasing
lands. The cvistence of a laige number of
grazing leascs is a great obstacle to the scttle-
ment of an impostant part of Alberta. The
chormous acreage covered Ly these leases is al-
together out of propurtion to the actual nceds
of the leascholders.

Whilc admitting the existence of certain ves-
1ed rights in tho leascholders, it must not be
forgotten that valuable privileges have been
granted to them, under & policy which is.now

clearly detrimental to the best interests of the
country, upon coaditious, which in a majority
of cases, have aot heen fulfilled by them.
Pablic policy and convenience now demand tho
earliest possible throwing open for settlement
of large porifons of the country now sovered
by grazing leases, aud the goveenment of Caun-
ada will be justified by using every meaus in
their power, not inconsiatent with good faith,
to biring abzut that resalt.  In every case in
which a leaccholder under an old grazing lease,
has not strictly complied with the conditions of
the lease, he should be obliged to give up the
old lease at once and aceept in its place a lease
under the new regulativae, which would permit
of all or any partion of the leased lands being
withdrawn from the operation of the lease as
wight be required by the govcrement for sale
and setulement.  Other learcholders under the
ol form of lease, should be given two years’
notice required by the lease and offered a con
tinuation of grazing rights nuder the new regu-
lations.

Hereafter tue .cttlement of the couotry
should be the first constderaddon of the govern.
ment, and auy system or poicy of the past,
which i3 an obstacle to sertlement, should be
done away with or reversed ax ripidly as a faic
regard for vested rights and iaterests will
allow.

We believe tHat the policy of the goveru-
ment in regard to the grazing lease system has
been largely due to mistaken ideas of the agri-
cultural capacity of Southern Alborta,

The government has no doubt depended for
its {nformation on officials wha ghould bz able
to give accurate information in this respect,
aud it is a matter of regret that false and un-
favorable impressions have been persistently
created and spread abroad by the public utter-
atices of the principal quanntine officer of the
Dowivion, who is largely interested in the con-
tinuance of the grazwg lease system, as the
lessce of the largest and most valuable parts of
the district.

3. Toat the existing quarantine lands con-
sisting of a helt 12 miles deep, following the {a-
ternational boundary throughout the district,
are unnecessarily extensive,

It would bz suflicieat for the purpose of quar-
antine to reserve blocks of, say, four townships
in thiy helt, ot convenient points where cattle
trails intercept the intcraational Loundary.
This would leave the balance of the belt avail-
able for sale snd scttlemcat,

1. Thas owing to the rapid development of
the coal mining industey, the duty will devolve
upoti the Northwest Assembiy of passing an
ordinance regalating the worling of coal mines,
and ag the Federal government derives all the
tevenue from these mincs, it is deemed proper
that it should provid: in the future cstimates
{for the Northwest, a sum sufficient for the
maintenance of aa inspector or other officer to
carry out the provisions of such an ordin-
auce.

3. That we would call atteotion to the con-
tinued complains which come fromn certain
settlers in the Rocky National Park in regard
to the governinent’s dealings with them. Right.
Iy or wrongly these scttlers believe thad the
goveromeat have committed a Lreach of faith
ia dealing with them, and some Sieps shonld be
takea to remove this impression. We would
suggest that such scttlers, as can show to a
reasonablo extent, that they belisved them-

selves to be purchasing lots outright when they
made their first payment, shoulil ho allowed
to complete the purchase.  Aad wo would fur-
ther recommend that in the interest of the Park
1tself, the lots on the north side af the river, on
the townsite at Banff, should be opened for
purchuse.

7. That the completion of the Culgary and
Edmonton railway to the Saskatchewau river
bas had a very greut c¢ffect already in develop-
ing Northern Alberen, bat owing to the ter-
ninus of the road being on the south bank of
tie river, while the principal region to be de-
veloped and whose trade now furaishes the
principal trafiic of the road is ou the north side,
a teaflic bridge ucross the Saskatchewan at
that point is an absvlute necossity if the coun-
try is to receive the full beaetit of the cunstruc-
tion of the railway in facilitating its trade, and
increasing its development.

And finally iu making these recommenda-
tions the committee has decided not to ask the
House to adopt this report, as in the opinion of
the committee representacions of this kind are
more propetly made by the localities interested
direet thun by ths Assembly at large and it is
asking more of the Assembly thaa is altogether
right to iavite it to comuiit isself to proposi.
tions foreign to the general work of the
House.

A Winter Drive in Manitoba.

-Amonyg the many winter pleasures which fall
to the lot of those wh live in Msuitobs none
afford so much cnjoyment as sleighing, The
common impression among those who have
never seen this conutry in wiater, is that we do
little or uo driving for pleasure, that we oaly
drive when business compels us to. A sigh* of
Main street, Winnipzg, almost any afternoon
would dispel that idea. Thaere, scores and
scores of hindsome horses attsched to all kinds
of vehicles, some single, tome double and a few
tandem, can be scea spee ling slong aod show-
ing off their paces as they go.

A long drive in the corntry is nat so mach of
a hardship, cither, as some poople wouald have
usimigine. Of course if the weatheris very
cold or stormy, it i3 not an andivided pleasure,
because outside of the physical discomfort,
there is 2lways a fear in the mind of a person
not expericneed in prairic driving of becoming
lost.

In the latter part of the year just passed,
the writer was called upaa to jouraey between
two towas in southern Manitoba, and the trip
afforded a fair idea of the pleasures of the
country driving in naec weather. An expe.
rienced driver, and a good fast team of native
horses were hired, and in company with a
commercial traveller from Wianipeg, westarted
at an carly hour in the morning. The road
lay along the regulativn allowance and had
plenty of snow to make our catter run casy.
On cach yide of us as we sped aloag we could
sco comfortable-looking farm houses, generally
sct on a high picce of groond and surronnded
with stables aud cattle sheds. Sometimes the
cattlo conld he ecen standing uear the sheds,
looking as though they had jast bzen let ont.
In tho ficlds geeat stacks of wheat, stood her

o

and thoere, as far as the eye could reach, wait-
ing for the threshers. Bye.and.bye che sun
appeared aud shone with that briliiancy so
peculiar to tho winter sunshine of this country.
It made the snow on the ground and tho fences
glitter and sciutillate like masses of diamonds,
creating a very pretty cffect.

We passed nwincrous covies of prairio chick.
en feeding in the stubble fields beside the road
or on the top of wheat stacks. Although the
season for huating them had closed some week’s
before, and they probably had not heard the
sound of a gun for a month, the memory of
former times was with them, making them ex-
cecdingly wild. The surface of the country
was of a rolling nature, very pleasiag to the
eye. Now and thea a deeper hollow than usual
would be met, with a small creck meandering
through its bottom, frozen over, of course, but
still greatly enhancing the appearance of the
land. To the right and l2ft of us, at frequent
intervals, were fine Dluffs of trees, tall and
straight, adding a harmony aud grace to what
might otherwise have been a monotorous laud-
scape. These would have vresented additional
advantages to the eye of a stock raiser in the
excellence of the shelter taey would afford for
stock.  Away to our right we could see quite
distinctly in the morning sunlight o range of
hills running parallel o the road, and which

. we eventually found raa for a great mauy miles
past the end of our journey. ‘These the driver
said abounded with deer and different kinds of
game.

As we drew near our destination we began to
pass wagons loaded with bags of wheat stowly
weading their way to the town, where the
wheat wonld be exchanged for money, and it
in turn for groceries, provisions and clothing.
The furmersall wors happy swiles, showing how
well satistied they were with themselves and
cverything.

Soon we bagan to catch glimpses from the
rises in the road of a tall clevator far ahcad of
us, which told of the town lying near, and in =
short time we were close enough to sceits main
strect crowded with farmers’ wagons, some
loaded with wheat for which the grain buyers
were busy bidding, others standiug empty or
being loaded with farm supplies. Bt the exd
of our drive has been reached and our subse.
quent experience belongs to another enbject,

From such pleasant expericuces as the cno
describicd we can turn with a renewed liking
for Manitoba aud her different phases of out.
doeor life.

Innisfail and Edmonton.

C. S. Latt, of Osler, Hammond & Nanton's
office, ot Winanipeg, returacd about the 20th of
January, fromn a trip over the Calgary & Ed-
monton Rallway. At Fdmonton, where he
spent a day, he found the new hotel built by the
G. & E. R Co.,, which is now running, to be a
very great improvement on the previous hotel
accommodation of the towa. He says it is ex-
pected that the new town on the south aide of
tho Saskatchewan, will go ahicad as soon as the
spring opens, particularly as there isa prospect
of a grist mill being buiid this year.

Innisiail, Mr. Lott says, is making quits
rapid progress. Tac compaoy has sold, alto-

-gether, more than fifty lots there, the majority

of which havo been sold within the last two
months, Several new buildings are now go-
ing up.

Throughall the district along the C. & E. R.
a large itnunigration is expected this year, both
from the east aud from the United States, A
large mumber of delegations from the States
vigited this cistrict last year, and all scemed
very well satisfied with the country. ‘The acre.
age of land nader crop will no doubt be lergely
iricreased in the Edmonton district next scason
in consequeoce of the completion of the
railway.

Mr. Lott cays that at Calgary there was no
snow and at Edmonton there was less than in
Winnipeg, yet enough to make sleighing.  The
lowest temperature at Edmonton was ovly 5 or
10 dogrees below zero.

Battleford.

WHAT AN OLD RESIDENT SAYS ABOUT T,

An old vesident of Battleford, Oscar . Orr,
in a 1ecent interview by a representative of an
castern paper, gave the following interesting
facts about this well-known district :—

The town, which was formerly the capital
of the Nurthwest Lerritories, issituated on the
banks of the North Saskatchewan, about 700
miles north-west of Winnipeg. It is distant
from Swift Current, on the main line of the
Canadian Pacific Railway, about 200 miles;
avd until the builling of the Regina & Loug
Lake Ruilway, that was the nearest railway
poiat. The latter road was opened to Prince
-Albert v July, 1590, and Saskutoon, onc of
the stations upoa it, is but 90 miles away. This
railway, which is operated by the Canadiun
Pacific Company, will be eatended to Battle-
ford uext year, which will be ou the main
line, theroad to Prince Atbert then becoming
a branch,

Battleford was one of the Hudsons Bay
Company’s old posts, and outside of those con-
nected with the compaany had no white scttlers
until 1874, Tue population is now 609, and
the town has good gencral stores, churches, and
tirst-class schools,

‘The country in this district is well wooded
watered, and specially adapted to stock raising
and mixed farming.  There are o large number
of herds of cattle, cach numbering from ¢ne
to four hundred, now there. Tho Indian
Department has raised two thousand head
since Mr, O:srwent there.  They are loaned to
the Indians orgiven to them for use, but cao-
not be disposed of without the coasent of the
Government,

The quality of wheat grown is first-class, and
excellens peas, oats and barley are also raizcd.
Daring last scason the crops suffered slightly
from drought, but on the whole were fair. The
winters at DBattleford are uot lang, geacrally
sctting in aboat the imiddle of December and
ending the latter part of March. Cattle re-
main ont till the finst week in January. This
year, however, winter set in about November
10—a month carlier thau usual,

The further exteusion of the Canadian Pacific
road to Edmonton will place Battleford on the
moin line of the Regina & Long Lake road, and
bring it even nearer than now to the castera

cintres of comnerce.

At a mecting of the farmers’ arsociation at
Brandon, Mr. Bedford, manager of the Manitoba
experimental facm,contributed a paper contain.
ing an amount of iaterestiog facts and the ro-
sult of experintents made on the experimental
farm. He did not believe in rushing in tho
seed in a superficial mapoer.  The best rdsults
were of tests from sowing with a commea drill;
next the press drill and Jastly the broadcast.
He had not not used the Gatling.  Following
arc the figures for the tests which compare
closely with the same tests of 1890 :  Wheat,
common drill gave 33 buchels, 20 Ibs; press
drill, 28 bushels, 50 1bs; broadcast machine, 22
bushels, 10 Ibs. Common drill gave 44 bushels
more than press drill and 11 bushels, 10 lbs
more than broadcasting to the acre. With
barley the results were, press drill, 55 bushels,
10 lbs: common drill 50 bushels, 30 1bs; broad-
cast, 42 bushels, 14 thbs.

Over {300 was subscribed in New York for
tho Macdonald national memorial fund.

Rat Portage citizens are taking action with a
view to having their town incorporated.

J. H. Haslam, of Charlottctown, has been
appointed immigration agent of the C. P. R. in
the maritime provioces, with headquarters ab
Halifax.

Thoorder putting Port Arthur on the eastern
divition of tho G.P.R. came into force Tucsday

January 12th. Infuture tho passonger brakemen
and conductors will commenco their run at Fort
William.

W. E. Shera, better known as “Micky”
Shera is in Port Arthur,whero he iutends guing
into business. He was at ono timo wel) known
in Winnipeg, especially among the members of
the 90th who served through the rebellion.

The Countess of Aberdeen, when lately in
this country, completed arrangemounts with tho
Columbian World's Fair authorities for an ox-
hibit of the industries of Irish women, It is
now proposed to raise a fund in the United
States in aid of such au oxhibit, to be paid to
Lady Aberdeon as custodian and treasurer, and
to be expended by her for the purpose of such
oxhibit. About $15,000 will be required to
successfully finance the scheme.

The Canadian Gazstte, J.ondon, Eng., says:
“Wo are glad to observe tho cordial way in
which Canalian journals have taken up the
proposals for the more active promotion of
European immigration to Cnnada, which have
been brought forward of late in the Canadian
Gazette and clsewhere. It seems to be gener-
ally recognized that the prosperous condition of
Northwestorn Canada marks out the present as
a peculiarly fitting moment for the inaugura-
tion of 2 more definite and comprehensive
policy, and it is no smnall satisfaction to be able
to entertawn the hope that no one is more alive
to the importance of the question than the
miuistry at Ottawa, by whom the whole subject
is being carefully considered.”

Seventy-seven couples were wedded in Weat-
minster, B.C., last year.

The first party of itnmigrants this ycar came
into Winmpeg on Sunday, January 3lst.

On Wednesday, February 10th, the peocla-
mation incorporating Edmonton as a towa took
effect.

Plansg for a flour mill 20 be erected at Melita,
are being prepared. The mill will be the pro-
perty of the Melita Milling Company.

The report of the proviucial secreta y of the
Christian Eudeavor organization shows that
there are now 32 societics in Manitoba.

The Earl of Aberdeen has been appointed a
vice-president of the Royal Colenial Institute,
in succession to the late Right Hon. W. H.
Smith.

A movement to have a large portion of north-
ern Minnesota sct aside for a national park,met
with so much opposition that the idea is likely
to be abandoned.

At the anoual meetiog of the Provincial Mu-
tual Hail Insurance Company, of Maaitoba, it
was shown that 128,257 acres af grain had been
insured in the compauy last year.

Itis said that the Maunitoba Land and Iuo-
vestment Company, which isapplying for incor-
poration, will sccure control of all townsites on
the Northern Pacific railway lipes in Mani-
toha.

U. S. Commercial Agent Pierce farnisfies the

358,310 ; tea, $445,951; furs (Canadian), $6,-
000; sundries (Canadian), $33,789. Total,
$1,844,050.

Prof. Saunders, Csnodian commissioner at
the Chicago World’s Fair, will ask a grant of
100,000 square feet of spaco for Canada. The
Dominion agricultural oxhibit takes 20,000 fect
and fruit 10,000,

The C.P.R. have adopted an improved colon-
ist sleoping car for use on their lines. The scats
will be leather covered, divisions made between
the berths, giving greater privacy, aud the cars-
will be vestibuled.

H. H. Mullens, a Toronto Live Stock dealer,
who has been visiting Manitoba, has lcased the
old Binscarth farm from tho Scottish and Mani-
toba Land comnpany, and will stock it with
cattle and hotses.

The output of the new barb wire factory at-
Winnipeg, will be, when all the machinery is
in runoing order, about one car load of wire &
day. The company which established this fac-
tory is a purely local one. Work commenced
in the factory on February 1st.

The forty-one parcels of land sold at the
recent sale of school lands in Winnipeg, repre-
sented 638,228 acres, for which the sum of
$35,374.40 was realized. Two hundred aud
fifty parcels were offered, but these forty-one
were all that could be disposed of.

The Canadian Pacific Railway Compauny has
decided to make a reduction in the price of its
lands in order to cncourage the settlemuats of
them. Land which was formerly held for §4
an acre will now be sold for §3 and that held
for 85 or £6 an acre for about $4.50.

Figures have been brought forward to show
that ina London, England, owing to the dispro-
portion in the sexes, onc woman out of every
three is doomed to Lecome an old maid. A
scheme is now being formulated whereby these
doomed oncs can have another chance. It is
proposed to send them to the colonies, where,
owing to the scarcity of women no trouble will
be found in finding them husbands.

Fourteen half-breeds arrived at Lethbridge,
last week,from Montana, and made application
at the Dominion Lauds office for script, to
which they claimed they were entitled to under
the Act of July 15th, 1870, granting lands to
all native residents in Mavitoba and the Terri-
torics at the time of the trausfer of the country
to the Dominion. The applicants above refer-
red to formerly resided in the Northwest.

Edwmonton Bulletin : Colin Frascr, an old re
sident of 1Xdmonton, arrived from Peace river
per dog train on Fridoy of last week, and left
for the north again on Wednesday., Mr. Fra-
ser has settled permanently on Peace river
above the mouth ¢f the Smoky, where a small
settlement is starting. Far is plentifnl in the
north and tradoe good,very high prices are being
paid, and the Indiauns are having a good win-
ter.

A provincial temperance convention was held
in Winonipeg commencing on January 1Sth.
Promincnt ministers and temporance workers
from different parts of the province were in at-
tondanco aud manifested a great desice to see
something dcfinitc dono during the present
year, in the direction of prohibiting the e of
liquors. MMr. Joo Hess, an earnest prohibi. .
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ist from Naw York State toock an active part
in tho proceedings,

Chicory produces a good orop and is casily
grown in Manitoba. At Whitowood, In tho
Torritory of Assiniboin, there is a factory for
the manufacturo of chicory and coffce. In the
surroundivg district a largo quantity of chicory
is grown.

The oxportable wheat surplus of Manitoba
for 1891 is catimated by Socrotary Bell, of the
Winnipeg Grain fxchango to bo 20,000,000
‘bushels, cqual to 600,000 tons, 40,000 car londs,
66 vessels, 480,000 yards of railway cars, 273
amiles, 1,000 bushels per farmeor or 400,000
.sleigh loads. .

H. H. Laurence, of Furt Vermillion, Peaco
River district, northern Athabasca, claims to
‘be the most northern farmer in America. Ho
is located many hundred miles north of tho
present northern limit of sottloment, butho has
nevertheless been successful with his crops and
has grown this year a large quantity of wheat,
‘burley, oats, ete,

Sugar beets can bo grown to good advantage

"in Manitoba, as well as in other parts of West-
.ern Cavada. At present all the sugar used in
-Canada is imported, mostly in tho form of raw
cano sugar, aud refined in this country. We
should, however, produco a considerable portion
at least of our sugar at home, from the sugar
beet. What is required is somebody with capi-
tal to come in and establish a beet sugar refinery.
If euch an industry wore established, farmors
would soon supply the required quantity of
beets,

A meeting of the Manitoba Government's
Oantario agents was held in Toronto on January
6th for the purpose of mapping out the tervitory
t~ b4 covered by them this season. It is ox-
pected that they will spend three or four
n.onths travelling about that province encour-
aging farmers to emigrate to Manitoba.
Partics of them who decide to come will be
made vp in April and brought through on ox-
cursion trains.

The area of Canada is given in tho last issuo
of the Statistical Year Book of Canada. It is
therostated that the total area of tho Domiaion
is compated to be 3,456,383 aquare miles. In
this estimate 140,736 square miles are assigned
to water and 3,315,647 to land surface.] The
table which yiclds this total issaid to be an cn-
tirely new ono, having been specially prepared,
at the request of the compiler of the Year Book
Boolk, by the topographical survey branch of the
Department of the Interior.

A correspondent at Killarney, Man., writes
as follows : “The wheat that has been threshed
Iately is turniug out well. James Werend, of
Nineth, has a fine quality of wheat which aver.
aged 55 bushels per acre.  William Crawford,
who has a farm about six miles north of Killar-
ney, raised 50 bushels of wheat per acrs and 70
bushels of oats peracre. Ho raised 70 turkeys
and sold 50 of them as 193¢ per pound.  Mr.

Crawford had to work out for a living among
the farmers when he first camo to this district
several years ago. e has now 320 acres of
land, and 100 ncris under cultivation, a good
house and out-buildings, ho has four horses and
cleven head of cattloand a good supply of farm-
ing implements. He is well pleased with this
conatry and can recommend it to all who are
willing to work and make comfortablo homes.”
