_ExTexsion oy tnr Russian EMPIRE IN
Nervi America—This year the already
gigantic empire of Russia received a large
addition by the appropriation of a vast terri-
tory opposite Kamtehatka, on the noithwest-
ern coastof America.  Several settlements
of the Russians, chifly for the purpose of
fishing and tke fur trade, had already been
made ou this desert and inhospitable coast
from the opposite shores of Asia, which, in
the immensity of the widerness, had
::j_czn‘cely been noticed even by the United
States, most interested in preventing them.
They were for the most part made on the
shotes which had been discovered by Cap-
tuin Cook and Vaneouver, so that, on the
footing of priority et discovery, the best
claim to them belonged: to Greal Britain.—
But England alreudy possessed an enormous
amount of territery, amounting to four mil-
lign square miles, of which scarce a tenth
was capablg of cultivation, and her govern-
ment was indifferent to the settlement of
Russians ou the coast of the Pacific. The
consequence was that they were allowed
quietly to take possession, and on the 16-28
September the Czar issued a ukase defining
the limits of the Russian territory in Amer-
ica; which-embraced twice as much as-the
whole realm of France. The uluse also
coufined to Russian subjects the right of
fishing along the coast from Behring Straits
to the southern oape of the Island of Quroff,
and forbade all foreign vessels tofish within

a hundred miles. of the coast;-under pain-
of confiscation of their cargo. These as-
sumed rights have not hitberto been called”
in question, but as the Anglo-Saxons in
America are as aspinng as the Muscovites,
and growing even more rapidly, it is not.
likely that they will long continue; and it
is not impossible that the two great races
which appear to divide the world are des-
tined to be first brought into collision on the
shores of the Pacitic.—Ailson’s History of
Eurepe.

THE TCTURE CONSTITUTION OF THF COLONIES,

Svpyey, Nov 19 —During the two monthy

for life. Rut a proviso is introduced that if,
after the expiration of nine years (the duration
of Parliaments,) the House of Assembly should
petitoy, by & majority of two-thirds, for the
abolition of the nonuuce council, ana its substi-
tution by an elective house, it shall be lawful
and jperative on tha Governor forthwith to
dissolve the House of Assembly nnd call another,
and if the netw house passes a ball to abolish the
Legistauve Counril, the bilt shall, without bewng
reterred to the Upper House at all, be forward-
¢d to the Queen, and if aszeated it shall becorne
law, The object of the provisio was to lcare a
loophele for tue admission of the purely clective
principle hereafler.

In Victoria, the select committee of the Legis-
lature have recommended the cstablishment of
two elective houses, the Upper House to be
chosen fur & Jonger period, and the mewbers to
e of the age of thirty years, and the possessors
of £10,000 frechold pmaperty. At present tho
