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THE UNITARIAN CHURCH, JARVIS STREET.
We observe from the pamphlets which are habitually distributed at the

door of this building, that it is styled "'The First Unitarian Church," and
with great deference, we would observe that the Church, or at least the
7worslzip of Cain was more like Mhe jlrst Unitarian worship; the same dis-
position was manifested symbolically by Adam, whose physical nakedness
represented moral, but he submitted to be corrected by bis Maker; the
philosophy of Cain consisted in (i) disbelieving the promise of deliverance
by means of "the woman's seed ; " (2) he repudiated the malediction
denounced ag.ainst the earth, " Cursed is the ground for thy sake; " (3) he
ignored the fact that bis parents and himself were involved in that curse (4)
he brought "of the fruit of the (cursed> ground, an offering to, Jehovah;" '
he brought an offering which failed to recognize the fact of the fail, and the
antidote which was in store through the mercy of God. If Unitarians
speak and write <'smoorh things " tili doom's-day, they will tell us no more,
and mean no less than does the narrative of Cain, in relation to his mode
of worship.

The first object which meets the eye, on entering the above-named
church is a blue cross with gilded border, represented as hanging on a cur-
tain behind the pulpit; a Christless cross, and as such, a flot unfit symbol
of a form. of religion which differs, from Judaism in littie more than in name.
The writer is conscious that the foregoing statement is calculated to, excite
either pity or scorn on the part of Unitarians, according to, their respective
proclivities; he can only find space to observe however that the pamphlets
circulated by themn appeal to injtelligence, are plausible on, the twofold
ground of their bearnng being Cain-wards, and also, on account of theirî
compilers (one of whom, is well named .Dozakit> having selected some of the
worst features of tlue creeds and confessions of orthodox churches on which



to dilate ; the compilers kindly undertake to enlighten us ail, and some of
us at least are of opinion that they are more in need of iight ; so generous
however is the body (and on that account they deserve thankful recognition)
that they tell us their pamphlets are sent gratuitous on application to the
American Unitarian Association. Our conviction is that even the general
run of ministers (to say nothing of lay persons) are so exceedingiy deficient
in their understanding of the Bible, that they are not competent to reply to
the sophistries of these pamphlets; we have dilated on the subject of the
pamphlets beçause they teach far more definitely the belief and the unbelief
of this body than any sermon, and probably any series of sermnons would
be lîkeiy to do; we may perhaps say something about the service in our
next number.

In regard to the better part of the sermon, the ideas rnay be said to,have been drawn from the Biblical similes, "As a father pitieth his chil-dren," and "las a mother comforteth, etc;" the fundamental truth ofvicarjous sacrifice wvas said to be illustrated by the self-sacrificing devoted-

ness of a mother to a sick child; correct as this is in itself, one can hardlylet it pass without observing that there is an element o--f pulpit cant aboutthis perpetual reference to mothers and Iltheir littie ones," which did notappear to be lacking on this occasion; a veiled appeal to sentiment can un-happily be introduced when descanting on the most solemn subjects; h.efaitz of a Christian xvas illustrated by the depiction of a child on the case-mient of a burning house, Jumping unhesitatingly into his fa&ther's arms; andthe rePentance of a little girl, whc was represented as seeking a qzeiet litt/ecorner (cant again),-the antithesis of little Jack< Horner,-this repentance
served to, illustrate the repentance of a Christian ; t1e 1iabituai confidence of
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a child, traceable as it is, to the unfailing supply of its needs, further illus-trated the abiding confidence of a Christian; an apparent hint at thesupposed feebleness of the pulpit instrumentaîity was too suggestive of Dr.H-unter and aped humility. -Dr. Thomas is flot the only one who tells us:that "lthere are many things in the Bible which we cannot understand; "we presumne the rev. gentleman will admit that wvhatever is found in thatbook is intended by the Almighty to be understood ; if therefore we do notunderstand it, the fault must be in some sort our own, and according to ourjudgment, twaddle relating to Ilpellucid lakes " will, do but littie to help us.Thrice in the course of this harangue, we were told to "lgo home," anddo se and so; one of us said to himself "lshall be very glad to go, so soonas you wvill let us." Before the time of disenthralment arrived, we had tolisten to, the subjoined verse (among others in hymn 6.03), to which, in ourjudgment, it would be difficuit for either pastor or people to attach an
intelligible meaning:

"Oh for a heart to praise my God,
A heart frorn sin set free ;

A heart that's sprinkled with the blood,
So freely shed for me."

The upholders of an aspect of Christianity which appeals so feebly bothto head and heart as does that presented 'in the above-named Chu rch, neqýdnot be surprised at that condition of the galleries which is flot veiled byplacing the choir therein.

A memrber of the Methodist community bas complained of the Editor'sarticles as being "ltoo milk and watery; " it is remarkable that the articlein which the Rev. Dr. I-unter was sufficiently interested to purchase twocopies, is apparently too creamny for the Dr.'s lay brother, as it has beenreturned, enriched withi the superscription of the word Ilrefused."
